RESULTS of the WJIC-A4510 Salem, NJ, DX test

On Thursday, Octobér 23, Paul Thomas of WJIIC showed
me the fourteen (V4) reception reports received as a
result of the September 27, 0230-0300 EDT, test,

Ernie Cooper, Provincetown; Sharon Waterman, Southwick),
MO (Bruce Reynolds, Warrensburg), NE (Carl Dabelstein,
Lincoln; Ernest Weslowski, Omaha), NJ (Bill Coleman,
Rocky Mount; James Hopkinsg, Pitman; Paul Mount, Teaneck),
and ON (Tom Williamson, Guelph).

It seemed to be 50-50 on numbers hearing virtually the

‘entire test, and those logging 10 or less minutes; I had

the impression that the interference from WLAC and/or

WMEX must have been less toward the end of the test as

the bulk of the partial reports were on the end. Code

IDs helped all. Amazingly detailed reports from NE
despite the distance, as well as from New England as those
closer to WMEX (but out of groundwave range) seemed to
have more problems with WLAC than WMEX. NJ DXers had
problems with both.

Aside from Cooper's "I heard you but don't need a veri,
and thank you" card, I was pleased to see good reports
from all (surprising amount of NRC/IRCA report forms/
letterheads) with return postage (someone sent a 6¢
stamp!!!), except one; a postcard written in pencil
and with incomplete details was received... requesting
a verification! I did not recognize the name...

Verifications shall be sent out shortly.

If you missed this test and would like a second chance,
Paul has advised me that the CE, Ben Ferguson, has just
responded to a request from the NNRC. Code IDs will also
be included. The test will run February 9, 1976, at
0100-0130 EST.

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PUBLISHERS’ CORNER

Ve are in receipt of a letter from Mike Hardester, which we have not yet discussed
here in DXN, so we shall now deal with its subject matter:

Mike has enquired of all of the clubs to which he belongs if they could agree on
uniform formats and gtandards for reporting to DX columns. In our cage, this would
cover the three major columns plus the DX Achievements columms and DXChange, The
point ig that many DX'ers are members of a number of clubs, although perhaps not as
many as Mike is, For those members to comply individually with standards and formats
for all clubs is at best difficult in & limited time frame, thus standardization
would help these individuals,

The problems, however, srige when one considers that such standardization would
elimingte many of the differences bhetween the various clubs. Further, within any

ONE club gtandardization is often impossible simply due to the differing approaches
of the various editors. For example, Al Merriman cuts submissions into small indi-
vidual strips, one to each entry, then puts them in frequency order and thean rums
them all as ome group, Wes Boyd has several different subgections, and so therefore
operates differently, When RJE edited DDXD, he did not eut up submissions into strips
but rather sequentially numbered each submission on its own sheet and shuffled thoge
for order. By so doing, he found that having each contributor list his name and lo-
cation after each item was unnecessary, while Merriman favors +that approach,

We do not see any quick and easy solution to this dilemma, even within one given
club, When one works with even NRC & IRCA, the problems are magnified by different
standards and geographical separations of columms. When one expands to inclule
foreign clubs, or other bands or all~band clubs, the problem becomss staggering,
RJE is a member of 5 clubs, the most at HQ. Mike Hardester listed no less then
TEN clubs, exclusive of ANARC and EDXC which are associations of clubs in two con-
tinents. With such a magnitude of clubs, we doubt that a solution is possible,

Another recent piece of correspondence states in part: "I do think that the club
should seriously consider reducing the frequency of publication for the bulletin if
the postal rates go up any more., If enough volume mailers did this it would put an
end to the constant increases in postal rates," As of the present, we do not plan
to cut back again on the number of issues per year. Two years ago, we cut back to
30 from 32, and approximately 3 years before that, BPC had cut back from 34 to 32,
The fault is not with those mailers who, like the NRC, pay FIRST CLASS postage for
mailings, but those who get by at BULK RATE, often as low as 2¢ per unit who are
directly responsible for the raises, It is this "junk mail" which doesn'$ pay its
vay and which mostly isn't wanted anyway which is clogging up the mails and causing
increaged costs. We anticipate still another postal increase beyond the 13¢ rate
sked to go into effect in late December and we expect it to come within snother
year of the upcoming increase, This is why we chose to congolidate our new dues

at $15 instead of $14. We would be losing about 704 per member per year at $14,00,
which we were willing to do as we could cover those losses with publications sales,
but we felt that another postal increase would result in raising dues again then,
and 30 we chose to consolidate dues at the $15,00 rate, ard, while making about
30¢ per member per year for less than a year, we would build up a sufficient cus
80 that vhen combined with publications sales, we could hold the line next time
around, One additional benefit from all this is that if the new reduced rate for
the second ounce of mail stays with us with the new rate, we will be sble to run
Tore lgrper lsgues of DX NEWS, last year, we ran more of those than we had bud-
gebes 28T, apd thus contributed to our sparse numbers of these of late. We will
try to hold out for fewer 32, 36 7 4O page issues, and mors 48's which are the
most economical way to go. Freely translated, expect 2 or 3 48's bi Christmas !!

CHAPTER V - Mergers, Moves, and Miracles.

On 1250 (now 1280) were three statlons in New Jersey - WAAM
in Newark; WODA 1n Paterson, and WGCP in Newark, which later became WHBI,
and which 1s now still in existance, but on FM. WAAM became WNEW, and
thelr earllest fame came as they were the exclusive station to cover the
famous Lindbergh kidnap trial with half-hourly live reports from an ante-
room at the Flemington Courthouse. People who had never tuned in any-
thing but WEAF-WOR-WJZ-WABC began dialing for WNEW, and thus they were
launcked in the public's mind. On 1300 there were three N.Y.C. stations,
wEVD, WFAB, & WHAP. The latter was an ethnic station whose slogan was

We Hold America Protestant." A man named Franklin Ford used mostly all
WHAP's on-the-ailr time to rap the Catholic Church and the Pope, and of
course, this station eventually was deleted by the FRC. WFAB (Fifth Av-
enue Broadcasters) became part of WEVD, and then they shared with the old
Brooklyn voice of Jehovah's Witnesses, WBBR, which later sold their sta-
tion to create WPOW. In those days, all these stations were silent Mon-
day evenings, from 6 p.m. on, and during those few hours, that's right,
only one night a week, WHAZ in Troy broadcast! They were owned by Ren-
sselaer Polytecnlc Institute (now WRPI, on FM). WHAZ today is a daytime
statlon & no longer 1s effected by the operations of WEVD & WPOW. On
1350, now 1380, those stations eventually became the present WBNX. WMSG
which used to broadecast all the sporting events at Madison Square Garden,
merged with WBNY, and WKBQ sold out to the Pillar of Fire people who put
WAWZ on the ailr. WCDA was bought out by WBNY, and then the call letters
were changed to WBNX, The Bronx, "The Station thet Speaks YOUR Language."
The four Brooklyn stations on 1400 constantly argued and fought with one
another, but finally after much adieu, and much trying by the Brooklyn
Dally Eagle to buy out all four of them, they merged and became WBYN., I
remarked to an engineer at WBYN 1t was good to see the bickering had come
to an end and he sald, "Ha - that's what jou think! The four of 'em
fight more now than they ever did before!" Then they sold out to WNJR.

There was no middle ground in the reac-
tion to the FCC's proposal for establish-
ment of Travelers Information Stations
for highway users. Broadcaster comments
to the FCC tast week opposed it; public
service groups endorsed it. One citizen
group questioned the reason for such a
service.

Last June the FCC proposed establish-
ment of a government-operated 10-w
radio class that would provide information
to motorists. The stations would operate
on cither of the two frequencies just above
the AM band (1606 or 1612 khz) and the
frequency just below (530 khz).

In a voluminous filing, the California
Broadcasters Association flatly stated the
service was not necessary. CBA gave a
partial listing of more than 100 California
stations that already provide travelers in-
formation and said the proposed service
would be duplicative and “‘only add to the
taxpayer’s burden.”” The Nebraska Broad-
casters Association and others agreed, as
did wKkvT(aM) Brattieboro, Vt., which said
the service would be a waste of taxpayer's
money. CBA said the price could be
“‘millions, perhaps billions.”

NBC asked what will determine the
tourist information 10 be provided and
said self-selection through advertising
should not be replaced by government
determination.

posed for roadside radio. CBA expressed
doubts that the broadcast indusiry could
survive government-subsidized competi-
tion causing a substantial loss of audience.
It also cited the *‘enormous investment’
commercial broadcasting already has
made in traffic control information.

And if those rcasons were not enough,
CBA challenged the commission’s
statutory power (0 create such a service,
claiming that Congress never authorized
the FCC to license a government-sub-
sidized radio system to compete with com-
mercial AM’s. #

The National Black Media Coalition
also has stated its opposition. Although
the *‘road hazards™ and '‘fire emergen-
cies"’ are emphasized, NBMC said the real
reason for the service could be to provide
free advertising for local businesses seek-
ing tourists. NBMC suggested that these
frequencies would serve a better purpose
if they were assigned to minority owner-
ship.

Groups like the International Municipal
Signal Association, however, urged imple-
mentation of the service. It said that the
service comes under the commission’s
mandate under the Communications Act
to promote “‘safety of life and property
through the use of wire and radio com-
munications.”

The International Association of Fire
Chiefs strongly endorsed the service as a
“‘major step in negating the dangers’ of
fovest fires. The California State Com-
munications Division supported the pro-
posal on behalf of its state. It said that
California’s Department of Transporta-
tion couid use it to alert the motoring
public and that the Department of
Parks and Recreation could give informa-
tion on various areas. The Habersham
County (Georgia) Civil Defense claimed
the service could aid the emergency
capabilities of local governments,

Antenna for Off-Air AM Monitoring

Amid the forest of high rise structures in San Francisco's
financial district, picking out a clean signal for the air
monitor can be tricky. Whiie you would suppose that a
commercial directional receiving antenna might be
available, such is not the case.

The long wire antenna is the type most often used for
air monitors. But if re-radiation from nearby structures is
a problem, a directional antenna js called for. With our
roof antenna farm up some 45 stories above the street,
wind is also a problem. All these factors led us to use a
compact tuned-loop antenna.

A tuned loop consists of at least 6 tums of #22 wire
formed into a weather tight loop and resonated in com-
bination with a tunable inductor at the desired frequency.
Broadbanding is accomplished with a shunt resistor
which lowers the Q of the circuit. The actua! dimensions
and geometry of the loop are unimportant. The loop or
square should be at least 8 inches across for sufficient
signal pickup.

If you have access to an electrician’s shop with heat
forming equipment for PVC plastic conduit, you can
form a circle for your antenna. Otherwise you will have
to make the antenna from short pieces of PVC formed
into a square with 45° and 90° elbows (see photo). The
circle or square is then mounted on an outdoor cast
aluminum utility box with ports in the top, bottom, back,
and sides. The cover fits on with a rubber gasket. If you
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make a square out of PVC pieces, it is best to lay out the
component pieces and thread the wire through them
before cementing them together with PVC cement.

The resonating inductor placed in series with the loop
is a Miller 2002 subminiature antenna with the free hang-
ing wire clipped off. Connected to pins 1 to 2 are the
many turns which go in series with the loop. Connected
1o pins 2 to 3 are the few turns that are used to feed the
coax. Pin 2 is taken as ground. The function of the shunt
resistor is to broadband the resonant circuit by *10 kHz
at the resonant frequency. The math for the resistor cal-
culation may be found in the Radiotron Designer’s
Handbook.

The inductor is mounted on a piece of PVC and fixed
in place with U bolts. It is directional in the edge plane.
That is, the hole is 90° off axis from your transmitter
site. The loop does have a front and a back with greater
signal pickup in one direction than the other. The reso-
nant point is fairly broad but sharp enough to note on a
signal strength meter, associated with your RF amplifier,
when tuning the inductor slug.

The reason the inductor is tuned rather than the capac-
itor is that moisture will effect a variable capacitor more.
To reduce moisture effects, it is a good idea to use a heat
gun to drive moisture out of the utility box before sealing
it. If you have a desiccant to put in the box, so much the
better. BM/E
