ELT 
over WGHS-570 in Bethesda, MD. Similar t e s t ing  was t o  be conducted over WTOP-1500 s ta r t ing  
Aug. ll f o r  4 o r  5 days, same times a s  on WGHS. Effects  of skywave propagation on AM Stereo 
perfo-ce was t o  be conducted a t  U6T-ll10 beginning on Aug. 20. Tests  there were f o r  2 o r  
3 nights. The FCC w i l l  consider whether the  general public and broadcasters a re  r e a l l y  
interested in AH Stereo and FH Quadraphonic broadcasting. Copies of t h e  complete inquir ies ,  
Dockets No. 21313 and 21310 may be obtained from the Consumer Assistance Office, FCC, 1919 
"M" St ree t ,  NW, Washington, tC 20554.

In producing the NRC Log - -  the complete listing of U.S. and Canadian s ta -  
tions designed t o  help DX Lis teners  identify broadcas te rs  operating on today's 
crowded channels - -  the author decided to at tempt to categorize and describe the 
formats  of every  rad io  station in the two countries. 

A format  code was developed and observors  throughout the U.S. and Canada 
were  asked t o  measure  stat ions by that  format  code. Some stat ions w e r e  monitored, 
others were  contacted by mai l  of by telephone and asked  t o  describe the i r  fo rmat ,

s t i l l  others weren' t  contacted a t  a l l  but information f r o m  t rade  magazines,  newspaper 

v 
program schedules, and other sources  was incorporated. 

I t  i s  the identification and descript ion of f o r m a t s  t o  which this  a r t ic le  i s  ad-  
dressed.  Every  at tempt t o  make  the necessary  distinctions t o  describe formats  - -  
by broadcas te rs ,  by music producers,  rating se rv ices ,  and advertising agencies -- 
has  been a r b i t r a r y  . . . and different. Confusions have a r i s e n ,  part icularly in 
using t e r m s  l ike "progressive,  " "contemporary, 'I "adult, I' "Middle-of-the-road, " 

and others t o  describe a format.  

Words like "progressive" and "contemporary" a r e  part icularly difficult. 
Most observors  now assoc ia te  progressive with h a r d  rock,  re la ted  t o  such t e r m -  
inology a s  ac id  rock,  underground, o r  mos t  recently t o  the bet ter  descript ive 
t e r m ,  "Album-Orientad Rock. " But a s m a l l  m a r k e t  rad io  operator  s sked  t o  
define h i s  format  on a Broadcasting Yearbook questionnaire m a y  say  "I have a 
progressive,  modern outlook" and check "progressive" for  h i s  format.  Likewise, 
"contemporary" i s  mos t  strongly assoc ia ted  with a top-hit fo rmat  with a tight 
playlist based on singles sales.  But a station owner can  s a y  "We keep up with 
the t i m e s ,  " and check contemporary a s  the best  descript ion of h i s  format. 

"Adult" music - -  what is i t ?  Some broadcas te rs  who grew up before rock 
mus ic  became the dominant pop form s a y  they have a n  adult music format  
because they play the l ikes of Sinatra,  Crosby ,  Nat Cole and (more  recently) 
Streisand and,  say,  John Davidson. Then there ' s  "Adult-Contemporary" which 
supposedly i s  cur ren t  rock music with a softer sound, o r  perhaps "A-rated lyrics". 
or maybe the Carpenters ,  Captain & Tennile or  Neil Diamond. But if a n  adult i s  
anyone over 21, and if those teenagers  who l is tened t o  Elvis;  F a t s  Domino, Bil l  
Hailey e t  a1 in the la te  50's actual ly a r e  nearing 40 a s  the calendar says ,  how do 
we presume t o  label  one style of mus ic  or  one f o r m a t  "adult ? "  

"Middle-of-the-Road" i s  just as much of a problem. T o  define MOR, you f i r s t  
have t o  designate where the "road" i s .  Various f o r m a t t e r s  will ca l l  a station that  
plays Bil lboard 's  "Easy-Listening chart"  mus ic  "MOR." Others will ca l l  a station 
playing WJLB- WFOG-KFOG-Bonneville-TM 1000 type instrumental  mus ic  "MOR. " 
Another will say  a station carrying a variety of different p rograms,  such a s  WGN, 
i s  "MOR". And a station manager will sey  "We don't play any ex t remes ;  therefore 
our format  i s  'MOR'." . 

Looking a t  the different  at tempts t o  identify formats  - -  the FCC recently came 
up with 17 categories in a study to determine the effect of format  changes on marke ts  

4 a s  they considered the possibility of having a say  in  format  changes. (Fortunately. 
the decision was that  the FCC doesn't decide station formats . )  A r t  Vuolo Jr. of 
Logos Unlimited publishes a s e r i e s  of radio guides f o r  stations t o  distr ibute t o  l i s -  
t eners  with 14 formats  identified. A recent  a r t ic le ,  "Radio and the Music Scene" 
in  Television andRadio Age reduces  the BF/Communications Services of Glen Head, 
New York l i s t  of 17 formats  t o  10 plus a "various. " Broadcasting Magazine, in  i t s  
September 27, 1976 "Many Worlds of Radio" i s sue  l i s t s  the Top 10 stat ions in  the 
Top 50 marke ts ,  and finds 25  formats  represented.

Standard R a t e s  and Data Serv ice ,  Inc. ,  of Skokie, I l l inois ,  in i t s  Spot Radio 
R a t e s  and  Data, has  a highly-detailed Music Glossa ry ,  p repared  by the School of 
Music a t  Northwestern University, a s  a guide f o r  p r o g r a m m e r s  in establ ishing 
a detai led descript ion of the i r  programming.  The g lossa ry  provides some interestirro 
and  detai led descript ions of the many different  kinds of mus ic ,  but i s  a bit too 
complex to  codify and too lengthy to  add  here .  SRDS' p r i m a r y  purpose i s  to  desc r ib  
a s tat ion 's  programming to  a s s i s t  ad agencies  and individual a d v e r t i s e r s  in their  
purchasing process .  Recent  editions of SRDS have dropped the g lossa ry ,  which may 
have been a bit too eso te r ic  f o r  mos t  b roadcas te r s  and buyers .  
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Some other  t e r m *  that  have been used to  define f o r m a t s ,  a s  shown in  the 
annual s tat ion d i rec to ry  in  Broadcast ing Yearbook, include - -  Diversif ied,  
Country Rock, Var ie ty ,  Good m u s i c ,  Block, S a c r e d  Music,  Spor t s ,  Pop ,  Pop-  
Contemporary ,  Educat ional ,  P r o g r e s s i v e  Country,  Easy-Listening,  En te r ta inment ,  
Disco,  F.ersonality, N e w s l s p o r t s ,  ins t rumenta l ,  information, magaz ine ,  Hits  of 
40 ' s  and 5 0 t s ,  F a r m ,  Gentle Country, Town a n d  Country, Countrypolitan, Soft Rock,  
Be t te r  Music,  Inspirat ional ,  Nosta lgia  Rock, nostalgia ,  swing, Uptempo MOR, 
Japanese ,  Fi l ipino,  Calypso.  

The  f ive most- l is tened-to f o r m a t s ,  accord ing  t o  the  breakdowns of the 
most- l is tened-to s tat ions t u r n  out t o  be Contemporary  (o r  T o p  40), the  WABC, WLS, 
KHJ style  of p rogramming;  Beautiful Music (mos t ly  on F M ,  but with AM counte r -  
pa r t s  such  a s  WCFL, WPAT, KABL); MOR, identified a s  KMPC, KNBR, WIP, 
WHDH, etc. ; Country, such  a s  WHN, KLAC, WJJD, WMAQ, KRAK; and  All News. 
Then  follow Ta lk  Stat ions,  Album-Oriented Rock,  Black,  and  Oldies. 

MOR, though, i s  a g r a b  bag t e r m  tha t ' s  s t i l l  a bit undefinable. I t  s e e m s  
t o  be a tag that  is applied to  m u s i c  select ion tha t  doesn ' t  f i t  any other  format .  F o r  
t h e  purposes of the  NRC Log,  though, the  author  sought t o  use  MOR i n  a much  
nar rower  fo rm.  Our descript ion w a s  "Hits, mixed  with album cu t s  and  s tandards ,  
e x t r e m e s  dropped." But  even  tha t  descript ion is open t o  widely divergent  
interpretat ions.  

Recent ly,  G a r y  Kleinman of Broadcas t  P r o g r a m m i n g  and Product ion 
magaz ine ,  conducted a n  interview with the president  of Radio A r t s ,  Inc.. L a r r y  
Vanderveen,  in which Vanderveen defined MOR in  detai l ,  but v e r y  c lose  t o  the  
concept of MOR the NRC Log edi tor  had in  mind. Vanderveen 's  contention was  
that  m o s t  s tat ions w e r e  miss ing  the  boat by programming the i r  m u s i c  based 
solely on s ingles  s a l e s ,  o r  pe rhaps  over- the-counter  a lbum purchases  in  combi-  
nation. The  contention w a s  c h a r t s  based upon these  s a l e s  only a r e  too g rea t ly  
dominated by youngsters ,  a n d  did not t ake  into considerat ion such  m a r k e t s  a s  
r e c o r d  clubs,  night c lub  aud iences ,  pop concer t s ,  and  televis ion var ie ty  shows. 

Vanderveen developed a quest ionnaire  including 260 a r t i s t  names  -- 75  
r o c k  names  chosen by Char l i e  Tuna  of KIIS, 60 C&W names ,  picked by Hal Smith 
of KLAC, 75 MOR n a m e s  and  50 "c rossovers .  " Twelve-thousand quest ionnaires  
w e r e  placed i n  shopping c e n t e r s  and  other  high t ra f f i c  a r e a s  in  60 m a r k e t s ,  and  
within 10 days, over 40% of the quest ionnaires  w e r e  returned.  F r o m  these  
quest ionnaires ,  Vanderveen came up with the 40 mos t  popular adul t  a r t i s t s  - -  
with 5070 of them s tandard  MOR l ike S ina t ra ,  2070 c u r r e n t  MOR l ike Helen Reddy, 
20% c r o s s  v e r  such  a s  Char l i e  Rich,  and  10% pure country,  l ike Johnny Cash. 
T h r e e  rock  a c t s  w e r e  designated - -  the Bea t les ,  Chicago, and E l ton  John. 

Vanderveen 's  "Adult T o p  40" -- the b a s i s  f o r  h i s  definition of t r u e  MOR - -  
the  a r t i s t s  tha t  m o s t  appea l  t o  the "adult" audience,  were  identified a s :  

B u r t  Bacharach.  . . The  Beat le  s. . . Glen Campbell.  . . The Carpen te r s .  . .

MOR, Vanderveen a s s e r t s ,  i s  a m a t t e r  of sound, i n  addition to  a r t i s t  . . . 
" h a r m ~ n i c  blending, " he ca l l s  it. F o r  example,  he c i t e s  The  Captain and Tennil le  
(IILove Will Keep Us Together"  f i t s  in  a n  MOR f o r m a t ;  "Shop Around" does not) 
and Neil Sedaka ("Laughing in  the Rain" yes ;  "Stepping Out" no.) 

Vanderveen 's  MOR ideas ,  incidentally, a r e  contained in h i s  company's  new 
format ted  mus ic  s e r v i c e ,  cal led "The Ente r ta ine rs .  " The  point Of the above a r t i s t  
l i s t  i s  that a station that p r o g r a m s  these  and o thers  whose overal l  sound i s  s i m i l a r  

i s  the MOR sound the NRc Log i s  trying to designate. 
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WLS, KHJ,  WABC e t  a1  a r e  v a r i o u s l y  d e s c r i b e d  a s  c o n t e m p o r a r y ,  r o c k ,  o r  
T o p  40 s t a t ions ,  depending upon who's  doing t h e  desc r ib ing .  T h e  bas i c  f o r m a t  i s  

a v e r y  t ight  playl is t  -- f r o m  13 t o  40 c u r r e n t  h i t s ,  r e p e a t e d  over  and  over  a n d  over  
aga in ,  wi th  maybe  one o r  two  new s i n g l e s  a n d  one o r  two  o ld ie s  e v e r y  hour .  B e c a u s e  

it's t h e  eas i e s t - to -under s t and-a t - a -g lance  me thod ,  the  NRC Log c a l l s  t h i s  f o r m a t  
T o p  40 (T40). We avoided "Rock" (ROK) t o  d e s c r i b e  t h i s  pa r t i cu la r  f o r m a t  because  
not all of t h e  m o s t  p u r c h a s e d  s ing les  a r e  r o c k  r e c o r d s ,  though today  m o s t  of t h e m  
t u r n  out t h a t  way. 

V e r y  c l o s e  t o  T o p  40 a n d  b racke t ing  it a r e  two  o the r  NRC Log  f o r m a t  des ig -  
nat ions  -- "Rock" (ROK) a n d  "Popular"  (POP) .  Bo th  a r e  expanded T o p  40 f o r m a t s ,  

a n d  s t a t ions  running ROK and  P O P  wi l l  sound  a lo t  l i ke  a T 4 0  station. ROK s ta t ions  

w i l l  have  c u r r e n t  r o c k  s i n g l e s  a n d  s o m e  a lbum c u t s ,  dropping t h e  down-tempo c h a r t  
t u n e s  a n d  the  coun t ry  c r o s s - o v e r s .  P O P  s t a t ions  e l imina te  the  h a r d ,  m e t a l  sound  
of t h e  l o u d e r  r o c k  tunes .  T h e  P O P  f o r m a t  wi l l  be v e r y  c l m  e t o  the  B i l lboa rd  E a s y -  

L i s t en ing  chart i n  its m u s i c  se l ec t ion .  Bo th  ROK a n d  P O P  s t a t ions  wil l  have a m u c h  

l a r g e r  playl is t  t h a n  t h e  T40  station. 

Bo th  the  ROK a n d  t h e  P O P  f o r m a t s  have  a n  "Oldie" coun te rpa r t .  If one- third  

o r  m o r e  of t h e  se l ec t ions  are Old ies  i n  t h e  s a m e  id iom,  t h e  NRC Log des igna tes  t h e  
f o r m a t s  ROL, m i x e d  r o c k  a n d  r o c k  o ld ie s ,  and  P O L ,  m i x e d  pop a n d  pop oldies. 
Some  s t a t ions  have  dec ided  t o  play all "Oldies", o r  "Solid Gold", a n d  t h e s e  s t a t ions  
sound  "Contemporary"  too. T h i s  f o r m a t  is des igna ted  (OLD), a n d  gene ra l ly  c o n s i s t s  
of mi l l ion - se l l e r s  f r o m  t h e  beginning of t h e  Rock  e r a  (about  1955) on. 

Some  s t a t ions  - -  m o s t l y  on F M  but a f e w  A M 1 e r s  - -  a r e  playing a lbum-or i en ted ,  
p r o g r e s s i v e ,  heavy, ac id ,  underg round ,  o r  wha teve r  other  t e rmino logy  f i t s  t o  
def ine t h i s  pa r t i cu la r  spec ia l i zed  r o c k  category.  F o r  the NRC Log ,  t h e  au thor  

c h o s e  t o  c a l l  this a "Progress ive"  f o r m a t  (PRG),  but  a f t e r  t he  log went  in to  p r in t ,  
it b e c a m e  c l e a r  t h a t  t h e  Broadcas t ing  a n d  Mus ic  i n d u s t r i e s  have  s e t t l e d  on the  
t e r m  "Album-Oriented Rock" t o  d e s c r i b e  t h i s  f o r m a t .  F o r  the  s a m e  r e a s o n  that  

"Contemporary"  is not a really good t e r m  t o  d e s c r i b e  a f o r m a t ,  nei ther  is "Progress ive"  
a n d  s o  f o r  that r e a s o n ,  f u t u r e  NRC Upda te r s  a n d  t h e  next  log  wi l l  r e f e r  t o  t h i s  
f o r m a t  as "Album-Oriented Rock" (AOR). 

(Th i s  c r e a t e s  a s l igh t  p rob lem f o r  u s e r s  of the  log,  s i n c e  w e  had  o r ig ina l ly  
u s e d  the code MAOR" t o  m e a n  a k ind  of a g rab-bag  f o r m a t e d  s t a t ion  tha t  p r e t t y  
m u c h  sounded t h e  s a m e  all day but u s e d  no spec i f i c  me thod  i n  chosing its mus ic .  
A n  AOR s ta t ion  under  t h i s  code  would be ,  f o r  example ,  t h e  s m a l l - m a r k e t  s t a t ion  
w h e r e  t h e  r e c o r d s  are f i l ed  by number ,  t h e  jock pul ls  a handful of r e c o r d s  off t h e  
shelf ,  a n d  plays  t h e m  i n  n u m e r i c a l  o rde r .  T h e  l i s t e n e r  t o  t h i s  s t a t ion  would h e a r  
m u s i c  he 'd  never  h e a r  anywhere  else. Only a handful  of s t a t ions  have been  given 

t h i s  IVAOR" designat ion,  a n d  i n  the  next  edi t ion of t h e  log ,  it'll be  changed t o  (GBG) 
f o r  "Grab-Bag "! ) 

Another  c o n t e m p o r a r y  f o r m a t  t h a t  is becoming inc reas ing ly  popular is someth ing  
tha t ' s  c a l l e d  "soft rock"  o r  "mellow rock."  It'll c o n s i s t  of ba l l ads  wi th  sof t ,  n o n - s c r e a m -  

i n  v o c a l s  a n d  non-clanging sounds,  but  a b a s i c  r o c k  rhy thm on e a c h  cut.  T h e  WKIS-740 
alk-night show is a good example.  We'll  c a l l  t h i s  sound "MRK" f o r  "Mellow Rock. " 

I n  t h e  Log, we have  "MOR" shown as a c o n t e m p o r a r y  f o r m a t ,  though actual ly  
it is a br idge  between c o n t e m p o r a r y  and  conse rva t ive  m u s i c  f o r m a t s .  In  s o m e  s e g m e  
of t h e  indus t ry ,  t h e r e  is a t endancy  t o  c a l l  non-rock m u s i c  "good" m u s i c  o r  "adult" 
m u s i c ,  as if c o n t e m p o r a r y  m u s i c  w e r e  "bad" m u s i c  01 the  exc lus ive  p rope r ty  of 
chi ldren.  T h e  a u t h o r  p r e f e r s  t o  l i s t e n  t o  m u s i c  tha t  f a l l s  i n  t h e  conse rva t ive  
ca tegory ,  but be l i eves  it's u n r e a l i s t i c  t o  s a y  m y  t a s t e s  a r e  adul t  t a s t e s ,  while 

the  m u s i c  I don't  l i ke  is f o r  kids. Rock  m u s i c  began i t s  a scendancy  i n  1955, s o  t h e r e  
a r e  m a n y  people i n  t h e i r  l a t e  20 ' s  a n d  e a r l y  t o  m i d  30 ' s  who favor  rock.  

The  conse rva t ive  m u s i c  f o r m a t  tha t  h a s  seeming ly  gained the  m o s t  audience 
is des igna ted  "Beautiful Music"  (BFL) .  Although tha t ' s  a subject ive  t e r m ,  i t  h a s  
gained indus t ry  accep tance  f o r  the  mos t ly  ins t rumen ta l .  predominant ly  s low s t r i n g s  
( o r  I7slush1l) m u s i c ,  u sua l ly  played i n  segued  sweeps  of f o u r  o r  f ive  se l ec t ions ,  wi th  
c l u s t e r s ,  a t  e a c h  of the  q u a r t e r  hours .  Some  observers r e f e r  t o  the  f o r m a t  a s  
"elevator"  m u s i c ,  o r  Background Music .  Normal ly ,  t h e r e f l l  be one voca l  e a c h  
q u a r t e r  hour ,  two o r  t h r e e  "slush" t u n e s ,  a n d  one "change" tune -- a slightly b r i g h t e r  
se lect ion.  
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Between MOR and B F L  a r e  two shades  of di f ference - -  "EZL" (easy  listening) 
and "STD" (s tandard) .  E Z L  i s  s imi l a r  t o  B F L  but i t  wi l l  be about half 
vocal ,  general ly  solos  by name s inge r s ,  and the  ins t rumen ta l  se lect ions  will  be a 
bit br ighter  in  sound. More Hors t  Jankowski, Tijuana B r a s s ,  A1 Hi r t ,  and l e s s  
Mantovani,  Living S t r ings ,  and P e r c y  Fai th .  STD wil l  be m3st ly  vocal ,  so los  and  
sma l l  groups,  mainly album cover s  of f ami l i a r  songs f r o m  a l l  e r a s ,  with rock 
rhythms eliminated. The Vanderveen "Top 40 MOR Ar t i s t "  l i s t  contains names  of 
a r t i s t s  who a r e  s t ap les  of the  s t anda rd  f o r m a t  - -  C a r r ,  Cole ,  Com3,  Goulet,  Hir t ,  
Mancini,  Mart in ,  Msthis ,  S ina t r a ,  S t r e i sand ,  TJB,  Williams, and you can add such 
a s  Tony Bennett,  F o u r  Aces ,  E d  A m e s ,  e tc .  On a s ta t ion with a STD f o r m a t ,  you 
won't hea r  Charl ie  P r i d e ,  Johnny Cash ,  El ton John,  or  Chicago. 

T h e r e  i s  some  confusion about "EZL" because Bi l lboard Magazine designates  
i ts  non-hard-rock pop cha r t  "Easy Listening. ' "EZL" fo r  the NRC Log does  not 
r e l a t e  t o  the Bi l lboard Easy-Lis tening Chart .  Tha t  l i s t ,  a s  mentioned e a r l i e r ,  will  
provide the bulk of the mus ic  f o r  the  "POP" fo rma t .  

Also among the conservat ive  mus ic  f o r m a t s  a r e  "BBD" - Big Band Music  - 
or pre-1955 pops, and "CLA7'- C las s i ca l  Music ,  lumping a l l  f ine -a r t s  s tyle  programming 
into one category. These  f o r m a t s  m o r e  o r  l e s s  speak fo r  themse lves ,  with Benny 
Goodman, Glenn Mi l l e r ,  Ar t i e  Shaw, Duke Ellington, and the i r  modern  coun te rpa r t s  
plus the old band s inger  solos  a s soc ia t ed  with the pop c h a r t s  pr ior  to  the rock  e r a  
forming the  backbone fo r  BED. Since t h e r e  probably a r e  no stations that  play 
exclusively F i l m  Music  or  Broadway Show Tunes ,  we ' l l  not get  that  technical.  

Now we come t o  Country Music. I t  sp l i t s  two ways f o r  purposes  of the 
NRC Log - -  Tradi t ional  Country ("C&WM) and  M3dern Country ("CWM"). Basical ly ,  
the  dif ferences  can be summed  up like this.  CWM h a s  violins ins tead of f iddles ,  the  
voices  a r e  l e s s  nasal ,  t he  gu i t a r s  a r e  f a r  l e s s  twangy, and  many of the voca l s  a r e  
backed up by smooth-sounding chora l  groups. While a "C&W" sta t ion m a y  play s o m e  
"country c rossover"  mus ic ,  you probably won' t  h e a r  too  much b luegrass ,  hillbilly, 

o r crying s t ee l  gui tar  on a "CWM" station. 

Rhythm and  Blues  -- the old Johnny Ace, B.B,King,  F a t s  Domino s tyle  of 
mus ic  - -  s e e m s  to  be - -  and a s  a consequence,  the  present ly-accepted 
terminology fo r  c u r r e n t  Black-or iented pop mus ic  i s  Soul. Hence, the designation 
"SOL" f o r  stations with m u s i c a l  f o r m a t s  like WILD, WWRL, WAOK, KYOK, WDIA, 
KDAY, etc. Disco mus ic  is becoming a more -and-more  viable f o r m a t ,  with a 
handful of s ta t ions  now playing Disco mus ic  exclusively, .or in  blocks with Soul 
music .  "DIS" i s  the  designation f o r  the  Disco fo rma t .  (Refer  t o  the Bi l lboard 
Disco cha r t  and the Bi l lboard R&B char t  to  s e e  what se lect ions  f a l l  into these  categories) .  
Obviously, some  Disco mus ic  wil l  be hea rd  on ROK, T40,  and P O P  sta t ions  - -  and 
on a n  occasional  MOR outlet,  too. J a z z  ( JAZ)  and Folk Music  (FLK) a r e  v e r y  special ized 
now, and  will l ikely be presented only in shor t  blocks. T h e  s a m e  i s  t r u e  for  
collected p rograms  f r o m  the e a r l y  days  of r ad io ,  which we have categorized a s  
Nostalgia (NOS). 

News, Talk and Informat ion p rograms  a r e  spl i t  into t h r e e  ca tegor i e s  that  
m o r e  o r  l e s s  speak for  themselves .  All News is designated by "NWS". "INF" 
r e f e r s  t o  a station that  p r o g r a m s  news blocks plus a lo t  of in terview p rograms  
and s h o r t  special ized shows such a s  s tock m a r k e t s ,  f a r m ,  spor t s ,  etc. An "INF" 
station could a l s o  have some  telephone ta lk  blocks. A "TLK" s ta t ion would be 
p r imar i ly  a telephone ta lk  show f o r m a t ,  with some  news blocks. T h e r e  shouldn't  
be too, much of a problem distinguishing among the three .  

One f o r m a t  that  should have been included in  the NRC Log i s  a designation 
to  cover  the  station that  mixes  mus ic  and informat ion,  e i the r  throughout its schedule 
or a t  l e a s t  in blocks. T h e r e ' l l  be a r e c o r d  played, then a n  informat ion f ea tu re ,  
another  r eco rd ,e t c .  The f ea tu re  could be something syndicated, a shor t  special  
prepared by the news depar tment ,  or  m e r e l y  the  personal i ty  announcer reading live 
a bit f r o m  the wi re  or  the hospital r e p o r t ,  integrating these  into the show. Th i s  i s  
a descr ipt ion of the "Magazine" f o r m a t ,  o r  (MAG). The old NBC Monitor P r o g r a m  
on Weekends was a c l a s s i c  example of the  Magazine fo rma t .  

What i s  the distinction between Religious P rogramming  (REL)  and a Gospel 
fo rma t  (GOS)? The NRC Log includes both categories .  T h e  author  h a s  chosen " R E L ~ ~  
to signify s ta t ions  that p resen t  r a the r  fo rma l i zed  church s e r v i c e s  and p rograms ,  
hyms,  o ra to r ios ,  e t c . ,  with "COS" signifying Country o r  soul  s tyle  re lgious  songs 
and evangelistic type preaching. The Mormon Tabernacle  Choir a s  opposed t o  the 
Blackwood Bro the r s  Quarte t  ! 
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Other  special ty  p rogram f o r m a t s  a r e  fa i r ly  obvious - -  ETH: Ethnic programming 
(Severa l  non-English language p r o g r a m s  i n  blocks);  LAT: Lat in Amer ican ,  genera l ;  
MEX: Mexican Music;  CUB: Cuban m u s i c ;  PRT:  Puer to -Rican  mus ic ;  CAN:French- 
Canadian m u s i c ;  HAW: Hawaiian m u s i c ;  FIL:  Fi l ipino p rcgramming;  ESK: Esk imo;  
and JAP: Japanese.  Jus t  a s  obviously, except  f o r  ETH,  these  f o r m a t s  a r e  uncommon 
except  in  specif ic  geographical  a r e a s  covered  by the Domest ic  Log. 

Now, suppose t h e r e ' s  a s tat ion tha t ' s  nei ther  f i s h  nor  fowl - -  a s tat ion that  
h a s  block programming with s e v e r a l  different  kinds of the above fo rmats .  Some 
talk, s o m e  country mus ic ,  a news block o r  two, and maybe a sequence of old-time 
rad io  shows.. . o r  aperhaps  a v e r y  loca l  s tat ion tha t  has  a C&W hour,  T40 a t  night, 
MOR f o r  the housewives, a one-hour TLK show, and a s t ack  of news, spor t s ,  f a r m ,  
weather ,  stock marke t ,  obi tuaries ,  hospi tal  r e p o r t ,  e tc .  in  a block, we've shown 
them a s  VAR f o r  variety.  In some c a s e s  where  t h e r e  a r e  two or  t h r e e  dominant 
f o r m a t s ,  for  example:REL/BBD; dMOR/nROK (for  day & night), o r  6MORIl7TLK 
t o  show MOR Music f r o m  sign-on to  1700 E L T ,  then a Ta lk  show until sign-off, 
t h e r e ' l l  be a multiple designation. 

The  f o r m a t  designat ions establ ished fo r  the NRC Log a r e  ( jus t  a s  each  of the 
other  l is t ings)  a r b i t r a r y ,  but if each  contr ibutor  and  u s e r  understands the definitions 
and codes t o  designate t h e m ,  the Log will m e a n  the  s a m e  thing to  everyone.  If DX'ers  
contributing to  club bulletins could u s e  the f o r m a t  codes to  desc r ibe  what they 
h e a r ,  it would help the  data  collection p rocess  f o r  future edi t ions of the NRC Log. 

NEWS FORMATS: Another a r e a  where  a capsulated f o r m  i s  used  to  desc r ibe  
the  f o r m a t  i s  the way i n  which newscas t s  a r e  handled by the  station. We've t r i e d  
to  devise a s y s t e m  where  the  maximum information i s  presented in  the minimum 
of space.  The  bas ic  descript ion shows the usua l  hourly fo rmat ,  with additional 
designat ions f o r  spec ia l  t i m e s ,  such  a s  d r ive  t i m e ,  etc. 

A stat ion that c a r r i e s ,  say ,  the  c l a s s i c  Top40 news f o r m a t  of 5 minu tes  
on the hour and heads on the  half hour  would be shown 60(5)30(2). If a s tat ion 
r u n s  network news on t h e  hour and  f ive minu tes  of loca l  news on the half hour ,  
i t ' d  show up 60(5)30(5). with underlining signifying a network newscast. A stat ion 
that  t a g s  a network newscas t  with i t s  own loca l  newscast  would be shown 60(10) --- 
with dashed l ines  indicating p a r t  network par t  local. 

If the s tat ion,  i n  addition to  i t s  n o r m a l  news f o r m a t ,  c a r r i e s  a handful 
of expanded newscasts  - -  s a y  3 15-minute newscas t s  dai ly - -  add the suff ix "xtl 
t o  i t s  newscast  designation, e .  g. 60(5)30(2)x. If the  s tat ion h a s  one o r  m o r e  
news blocks of 30 minutes  durat ion and it isn ' t  sufficiently news oriented t o  
m e r i t  "NWS" a s  pa r t  of the f o r m a t  designation, add  the suffix "b" t o  the code. 
Some stat ions wil l  r u n  a second newscas t  during d r ive t ime ,  o r  expanded drive-t ime 
headl ines t o  a five-minute newscast .  T h e s e  would be shown l ike th i s  60(5)30d(5) 
o r  60(5)30(2;5d). A stat ion tha t  h a s  a bas ic  news f o r m a t  but does not r u n  news 
e v e r y  hour could have a minus  s ign  a f te r  the  news code: 60(10)(-). 

The bas ic  purpose of the  f o r m a t  code in  the  NRC log i s  to  help u s e r s  of 
the  log t o  identify the  s tat ion he hears .  A s  any other "tentative" identification 
help,  the  fo rmat  designation cannot be used  conc lus ive ly for  ID purposes. 
In  other  words,  if you hear  C & W  on 1460 and t h e r e ' s  only one station l i s t ed  f o r  
that  f o r m a t ,  you &t c la im you heard  tha t  s ta t ion positively. The rad io  business  
is a volatile one, and f o r m a t s  change daily. 

Information f r o m  active DX'ers  t o  the  appropr ia te  columns in NRC1s DX News 
IRCA1s DX Monitor wil l  eventually find i t s  way into the hands of the NRC Log Edi to r ,  
o r  f o r m a t  changes c a n  be repor ted  d i rec t ly  to:
