E@ JO ADOPT AM STEREO STANDARD

Finally! Congress slipped into an FoC appropriation in October
the order that required the FCC to adopt an AM Stereo Standard. It
is generally assumed they will select C-Quam. The rulemaking was
on the Camission's agenda for 12-10-92. We can't imagine that
even the broadcasters who have AM stereo will be very excitied

by this action which, in our opinion, comes much too late to do
anything to advance AM stereo. The FCC's "marketplace” cop-out on
the standards decision during AM stereo's infancy most likely
signed its death certificate. Before the advent of the"spineless"
FCC they had no problem selecting a standard from among many
systems for both FM and color TV. [f AM operators and radio
equipment manufacturers had any sort of clear mandate they might
have been less hesitant to go forward. With the possibility of
in-band AM DAB on the horizon, we feel the present AM stereo
system is a now dead issue.

DX With a Flea Market Radio

Last winter an old Packard-Bell AC-DC
table model radio was found in a flea market
in a small town in Washington. This "For
Beginners" article describes the radio, its
rejuvenation, and its performance as a DX
receiver.

AC-DC table model radios were
manufactured in great numbers before the
transistor took over the home radio market.
They were known as AC-DC radios because
the tube heaters were wired in a series string
with no power transformer necessary. They
could be powered by a 120 volt DC circuit but
that seldom if ever happened, at least in the
USA. The radio tube manufacturers produced
a series of tubes specifically for these radios.
Numerous manufacturers turned out the
radios and while external appearances varied,
electrical design was about the same in all.
Most were five-tube models but six-tube
models were common.

The radio is a Packard-Bell Model 602, a
six-tube table model manufactured by the
Packard-Bell Company, Los Angeles,
California. The radio is in a well-worn wood
veneer cabinet 14" wide, 8" high, and 5.5"
deep. The price paid for the radio was $35.00.
The tubes lit but the only sound from the
speaker was a 60-cycle hum. Judging by the
cabinet design and the tube lineup, the date of
manufacture is estimated to be from 1948 to
1952. The tubes are miniature type, and with
the six-tube lineup there is one IF stage and an
RF amplifier stage. The built-in antenna is the
usual spiral-wound loop mounted on a fibre
board which serves as the back cover of the
cabinet. There is a spring clip for connecting
an external antenna.

The tuning dial arrangement is most
unusual. There are two tuning dials side by
side; both for the medium wave band,
calibrated from 550 to 1600 kHz. There is a
sliding pointer for each dial. However, there is
only one tuning knob, one tuning capacitor,
and the two dial pointers are secured to the
same dial cord, so the two dials give the same
frequency readout at the same time. The dial
on the left is labeled "Southwest” and carries
the call letters of about 35 radio stations in
that part of the United States. The dial on the
right is labeled "Northwest” and has call
letters for about 30 stations in that area. Many
of the call letters are still current, including
KFI, KGO, KNX, KFBK, KGW, KOMO, and
KGA. The call letters are placed in the
appropriate locations on the dials to permit
tuning the stations without knowing their
frequency. However, it seems likely that the
dial arrangement was designed mainly to
catch the eye of the potential buyer.

With the radio at home and on the
workbench, it was found that occasionally a
station could be tuned, but the audio would
fade out completely in a few seconds. Also
noted were several torn or worn-through spots
in the speaker cone. The speaker was mounted
horizontally with the speaker grill in the top of
the cabinet (making the speaker a natural
receptacle for dust and other foreign material,
such as coffee).

The 60-cycle hum in the speaker indicated
a defective filter capacitor. The electrolytic
capacitors commonly used in tube-type radios
lose their capacitance over time whether the
radio is used or not. Filter capacitors were
manufactured in numerous shapes and sizes,

and it is not likely that exact filter capacitor
replacements for any 40-year-old radio can be
found today. Fortunately the capacitance
requirement is seldom critical. Provided that
the voltage rating of the replacement is not
less than that of the original, and the
capacitance is approximately the same, the
filter will usually work satisfactorily.

In the case of this Packard-Bell a
reasonable replacement was found in the
catalog of the Antique Electronic Supply Co.,
Tempe AZ. The radio had a number of paper
tubular capacitors. These often become
defective over time. Replacements were
ordered for all of the paper capacitors because
they are available ot low cost and installation
would not be difficult. Of the six tubes, it was
probable that some were in fairly good
condition. However, as replacements for all of
the tubes were available at reasonable cost,
and in order to save time, a complete set was
ordered from Antique Electronic Supply Co.
The cost of a set of tubes, the filter capacitor,
and the paper capacitors was under $30.00.
When the tubes and capacitors were installed
the radio came to life. Brief retuning was done
to peak the IF transformers and to reset the
dial calibration. The speaker cone was
repaired by smearing a small amount of
Elmer's white glue over the torn spots. It
sounds fine.
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Performance

The first test- of the radio for DX
performance was a daytime comparison with
a GE Superadio, with each using its built-in
loop antenna. The purpose of testing during
the day was to have fade-free ground wave
signals only, but because the time of the test
was a December afternoon some sky wave
signals were present. The location of the
testing is a semi-rural area on the Oregon
Coast with no high-powered local stations.
With one noted exception the Packard-Bell
received every station that was received by the
Superadio. With a strong signal on 850 kHz,
the Superadio could receive KORD 870.
Because of poorer selectivity, the 850 signal
covered 870 with the Packard -Bell, and
KORD could not be heard. The Packard-Bell
was next tested during the early morning
hours against the Sony ICF-2010/Martens
loop combination. Many signals were present.
The Packard-Bell compared quite well for
sensitivity but its lack of selectivity again
showed up. Between the signal from KGNW
820 Seattle and KOA 850 Denver there was
music fading in and out and a heterodyne
whistle on the Packard-Bell. In that space the
Sony received a readable signal on 828 from
Japan, with a man speaking. This was with
the Sony using its built-in medium wave
antenna. The Packard-Bell did receive a fair

signal from KMVI1 550 HI %}&i/

ANSAS CITY, Mo. — After the Kansas

teaser ended for his upcoming weather ulot. Or
perhaps a bucket of water cascaded over his
head. If.the qnmloq was “What'll you give me
for some more snow?” a barrage of snowballs
might be the reply.

The bat was sponge rubber, wielded by an
off-camera stagehand, but the water gnd snow
were real. Henry recalls' those four- and five-
second promos with delight, because they typl-
fied the fun he has bad in career of almost 38
years in radio and television.

Henry is retiring. The final forecast for the

ln Kansas City.

That ends a career that made Henry, accord-
ing to a New York research firm, the best-rec-
ognized and most-liked Kansas City TV person-
ality for three straight years in the mid-1980s.

“Shoot, you gotta have some fun in this busl-
ness,” Henry said Tuesday. “So rmuch of what
happens with the weather is serlous, you have
to respect that. But a lot of it is just routine. So

when I can liven things up I figure everyone is

gonna enjoy it more. I sure do.”

The same philosophy applied to his many
years on radio, first with WIBW In Topeka, then
with channel 4's sister station, WDAF-AM. As a
morning dise jockey, then host of his own show,
Henry always was good for some recorded hi-
larity, or for the gags he delivered with the
timing of a master comedian,

Henry always enjoyed mnkl.ng people daugh.
For 10 years he was front man for a comedy
quartet, the “Merry Mugs.” Dressed as hoboes,
they twice in the 1980s represented the Barber-
shop Harmony Society on USO tours to troops
and hospitals in the Far East.

Those who know him best say his outgoing
and entertalning personality was evident
throughout his career,

“Dan s genuine,” says Ed Pieite, general
manager of WDAF-TV. “Too often in our business,
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that’s a unique quality. But Dan ia not a different
persona when the cameras are turned on.”

At the recent retirement dinner put on by the
station, a crowd of 600 paid tribute to Henry.
