Grand Forks - 4/17 1800 - Heard back on  the air after one year of being 
dark. World Cafe music program and ID as Broadcasting frotn the campus of 
University Of North Dakota, this is KUND 89.3 FM, 13-70 AM and KFJM 90.7 
Grand Forks. NEW callsign. Heard first time today. May have come on 
today to mark the first anniversary of the 1977 flood. (SA-MB) 
Huntsville - 4/20 -Now these calls; ex: KYLR. (INet) 
Lake Oswego - 4/16 2200 - Running religious program Way of the Cross 
from North Portland church. Fair signal; only readable in tight null with 
KDIA. IDed as KKSL, 1290. @A-ID) 
Macon -511 0730 - Sports fan network sports talk, fading was bad. 1 got 
the ID from a hard-core-DX posting about this new X-band station. (JR- 
OK) 
Warner Robins - 511 2115 - Poor signal, in a lot of noise, with sports. 
Used this call until midnight, then changed to WNML. NEW. (SA-MB) 
Warner Robins - 512 0010 - With fair signal & slight fades. SportsFan 
network, local ads, 96.5 The Sports Animal jingle @ 0023. NEW. UJR-WI) 
Warner Robins - 512 0015-0045 -Excellent signal with Ferrel On The Bench 
sports program, legal ID of WNML AM 1670 Warner Robins, WNML-FM 
96.5 Gray. Many slogans of The Sports Animal, local spots, BAS, promo for 
website (www.sports-animal.com). (JS-AL) 
Warner Robins - 512 0243 - With apparent talk program (sports talk?). 
Caught legal ID on tape at the top of the hour. Noted with poor to fair 
signals here for over an hour. Format appeared to be sports talk. New, 
GA #2 for me (the other was the old WDAK-540. 1 never got more than a 
tentative out of WSB in the good old days...). (TRH-CA) 
Warner-Robins - 512 0300 - Fair signal, with Sports format and mention 
of FM. New X-bander. @A-ID) 
Warner-Robins - 512 0400+ - Excellent, with Sports Fan Network 
programming and dual AM/FM IDS as The Sports Animal. [Ed.-TX] 
Warner-Robins -512 0530 - Signals fading in  and out from poor to good, 
with sports talk. Clear IDS as WMNL Warner Robins, WMNL-FM Gray 96.5. 
Non IDS as The Sports Animal. NEW. (SA-MB) 
Warner Robins - 513 2155 - Excellent, almost as good as WPHG-1620, 
with Sports Fan Radio Network. Only ID on the hour was 96.5 The 
Animal, a reference to WNML-FM Gray, GA. (DS-TN) 
Madison - 512 0632 - O n  the air with sports. Weak. New X-band station. 
(GJ-CA) 
Arvada - 4130 - KQXI is on  the air this evening although very weak here 
in the Denver metro area. As 1 drove home from work they were weak 
enough to have the signal totally covered by noise as 1 passed under 
power lines. I suspect they are operating at a very low test power. All IDS 
so far have been only for the KQXI call sign and the 1550 frequency with 
the slogan Kingdom Radio and an all-religious format. I presume they are 
using the 1550 antenna which is a fairly new folded unipole and is 
actually located in Englewood, south of Denver, about 15 miles from me. 
They have been totally unresponsive to my mail requests for info the past 
few months so it will be interesting to see how they respond to reports.

Dawson Creek -Possibly LG-OR'S unID in lssue 25. (DP-OR) 

- 4/29 0106 -Sounded like "K-K-A-Y signing off, followed immediately 
by C&W music, more than likely from another station. Several stations 
audible. Possibly 1 / ?? (DP-OR) 
Pine Bluff - 4/22 & 4/23 all evening -Soul format. Mentions of Delta Radio 
Network, 97.9, Pine Bluff and Z-99. Some audio is muffled and/or 
distorted. Fairly strong on peaks; I'm guessing 1 kw. Loops about 190 
degrees. Frequency is approximate; het with D/FW IAP 1680 is about 5 
kHz. Spur? Pirate? (DB-1A) 
Pine Bluff -4123 2220-2301 - Strong with good audio; open carrier earlier 
in evening. Running live satellite R&B/soul format (Teddy Pendergrass 
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etc.) from what sounded like Delta Radio Network (?), with cutaways for 
local Pine Bluff spots, and Pine Bluff weather from Z-99 FM. Frequent 
automated Z-99 IDS as well. Legal ID 2300:30 occurred during a FADE, of 
course.. .bu t  I DEFINlTELY got KZYP 99.3 FM, Pine Bluff. But this was 
preceded by an AM call/freq which I could NOT copy. According to an 
old Broadcasting Yearbook I have here at the office, KZYP is (or was) co- 
owned with KCLA-1400, but this may or may not be the AM call I heard 
(actually sounded like KPBA, which is on 1270). Since various folks have 
heard other calls here, I'm wondering if this is a PIRATE relaying 
commercial stations in south-central Arkansas, rather than a spur as has 
been suggested. It's been heard by Pat Martin in Oregon, among others. 
(RS-MO) [I thought I'd do some investigating on this . . . talked with a 
couple of people from KPBA and they gave said to call 565-1241 for "The 
Delta Radio Network, but that number only got me a recorded message 
that the number was no good. BTW, Pine Bluffs area code is now 870. 
I'm not sure how much of southern Arkansas is affected. Change your 
Logs to reflect this - Ed.] 

DX AND EQUIPMENT TESTS 
UT Cedar City - 4/20 0237-0341 - Mostly a jumble, but did hear Morse code 

and tones, plus some voice; hard to read. (BK-CA) 
UT Cedar City - 4/20 0200-0700 - Only checked from 0400-0500; nothing 

heard that sounded like a test. This one should have made it. (FA-ID) 
WI Madison - As of Friday, May lst, is now testing. Started out with OC, then 

later in the afternoon went to 400 Hz tone. 512 - Are playing 
Kasem's Top 20 and every once and a while D i n g  as This is WAWY,  
Madison conducting tests on 1670 AM. Obviously they are taking the FCC 
granted call sign until they are approved for full-time. They are easily 
heard here in Milwaukee, about 70 miles to the east. (KW-WI) 

WI Madison - 512 1022 - Noted TESTING. Poor and easily nullable here in 
South Milwaukee, 90 miles away. Test announcements. NEW. (JJR-WI) 

TX Denison-Sherman - 4/22 2113-2115 - Fair, alone with short, continuous 
audio loop, mentioning the call, cities and "equipment tests". (DB-IA) [I 
had a couple of "newsy" conversations with Hue Beavers, Chief Engineer 
for Susquehana Broadcasting, which recently bought KDSX. Seems the 
950 facility has been silent since they bought it as the pattern needed some 
major work and they are working to get the 1700 on the air (no rush . . . it 
will be some time). When they return, both stations will be used to relay 
Dallas signals (KLIF-570 and KTCK-1310) to fill in some "white" areas 
north of the city. Also, thanks to Fred Vobbe for getting the WAV files to 
Hue for the 513 test. More on this guy later - Ed.] 

TX Denison-Sherman - 512 -Test heard from Sunset on  to 0100. Very weak, 
running big band, jazz and other standards. Announcements heard, but 
hard to make out. CIDs made it through. (FA-ID) 

TX Denison-Sherman - 512 1900+ -Excellent, as expected. Music and all IDS 
(C AND V) copied clearly. Thanks to Hue Beavers, CE for the heads-up. 
Please note correct spelling of Denison (one N) for future reference. Hint, 
hint. [Ed.-=] 

TX Denison-Sherman - 512 2107-2200 -With good signal and KDSX Denison- 
Sherman is conducting equipment test on 1700 kHz continuous IDS by man. 
Also code IDS heard. (CR-IL) 

TX Denison-Sherman - 512 2157 - Excellent, well over WCMQ, with 
simultaneous voice and Morse IDS. I forgot about this test but the Morse 
sure catches one's attention! Some CIDs incomplete. Also threw in an 
occasional oldie. (DS-TN) 

TX Denison-Sherman - 512 2200-2300 - Strong and wiping out WCMQ, with 
Lawrence Welk-style music, one or two country songs (including KennV m), frequent voice IDS mentioning calls, city, frequency, and test. 
Many CIDs a bit later. US-AL) 

TX Denison-Sherman -513 0020 -Very weak code, possibly heard a couple of 
times from 0020 to 0030. No audio due to huge noise problem. (SA-MB) 

TX Denison-Sherman - 512 [no times] - {Take I) The KDSX test was on this 
evening and was very audible here in the Denver area about 20 minutes 

ago. It seems to have faded into the noise now. I am en route to a less 
noisy location to try again. {Take 11) Getting out of my RF noisy apartment 
really helped. Parked about a block away the test was very audible on my 
standard car radio with just the 31 inch whip. I even got some of it on 
tape. Lots of precip static. Must be a good storm out there somewhere 
tonight. Also some heavy fading on occasion. But overall the signal was 
pretty good. Was still going when I packed it in about 30 minutes ago. 
Thanks to the KDSX staff for the great test!! (PG-CO)

CA In  Napa area - 4/27 2030 - Man and woman announcers. Mention of 
contact the City (Fire) Dept; tune your Radio to 530 AM; and public schools. 
Noted along Hwy 12-W onto 29-N, and in to Napa City. Who? (MH-CA) 

CA Novato - 4/26 1815 -Woman announcer. Noted while on 101-5. Mention 
of City Maintenance Dept; multiple phone numbers with 897 prefix; Man 
with This is a messagefrom Novato Radio Station 530 AM WPJV572 . . . and 
This is a test ofthe Novato Fire District Radio Information System. This is Radio 
530 AM; and mention of the Novato Unified School District. (MH-CA) 

CA Oakland - 4/28 1926 -Oakland (County?) Coliseum. Noted along 101-5. 
Male announcer. Parking fees vary for type of activity being held: $10 for 
NFL football games. Although past, mention of concert on April 26th @ 
1300. (MH-CA) 

CA San Mateo -4128 1350 - Noted along 85-N. Male announcer mentioning 
Sun Muteo Creek; Emergency GO Kit; Crystal Reseruoir; phone # 377-4797; 
Woman with ID that sounded like WPJP586 vs xxxx546. (MH-CA) 

CA Sonoma County - Sears Point Raceway - 4/26 1750 - Male with race 
announcement. Suddenly appeared while along Hwy 121. Mentions of 
motorcycle days west; American Motorcycle Association.; Sears Point Raceway; 
and Formula 500 class. Audible to +/ -  Scaggs Island on 37 East. (MH-CA) 

CA Dublin - 4/28 1833 - Woman announcer. On 101-5 with discussion on 
limited supply of sand bags; call FEMA 800-462-9029; recommendation to 
install backflow devices by a licensed plumber; and City of Dublin 
Emergency Advisory Radio System. (MH-CA) 

CA Multiple QTHs - 4/23 1245 - On 680-N near Durham Road Exit. Male 
announcer with mention of WPBW721 Public Advisory Radio; Tune to Radio 
840 for updated information; Radio Station AM 840; updated alternate routes; 
serving Marin County and portions of Contra Costa County; and this is only a 
test; 4/26 1715 in Napa - Seemed like the same tape loop, but mentioned 
Hwy 101; 4/26 1820 near San Rafael - Hwys 101 and 580 mentioned; 4/28 
1950 along 880-S approaching Cushing Pkwy Exit and Auto Mall Pkwy; 
4/28 2032 in San Jose off 87s exit. Series of transmitters with basically the 
same tape loop? (MH-CA) 

IL Chicago - 517 2151 - Fair-to-poor, with CKLW absent. Chicago Midway 
Parknet with directions for parking and updates on Cicero Ave. 
construction. I am about six or seven miles from Midway Airport as the 
crow flies, but what is unusual is that almost every 50 KW blowtorch is 
absent tonight. (TR-IL) 

CA Berkeley - 4/28 1827 - While along 101-S, noted woman announcer 
mentioning Travel and Advisory Station for the City of Berkeley; various 
street projects with mention of numerous streets; monuments are being 
reinstalled; and saver mains are being replaced on the south side.

Greetings. Here are some highlights of this past season and a few comments. For those of you 

who are not familiar with Auburndale, it is a village within the city of Newton and is located 10 
miles due west of downtown Boston. With so many powerful local stations, it is certainly a 
challenging DX location!

1998 Mexican DX Convention Information 
Hello again everyone, and here's the latest on the Fourth National Meeting of Mexican DXers in 

Tehuacan, July 30-August 2,1998. 
We've had a tremendous amount of interest from DXers in various countries who are thinking 

of attending the event. We've had serious inquiries from places like Argentina, Venezuela, 
Denmark, Spain, the United States, etc. (as well as all over Mexico of course). And some of these 
have already confirmed their attendance. 

Some people have asked about the weather in Tehuacan in late Julylearly August. Yes, it can 
getvery hot -- sometimes over 90 degrees Fahrenheit (i.e. over 30 or so Celsius). However, the high 
altitudes of much of Puebla state keep the temperatures moderate a lot of the time. You may even 
find it chilly at times, particularly at night. So it would be a good idea to pack a light jacket or 
sweater. Incidentally, the Hotel Mexico -- like most hotels in Tehuacan -- does NOT have air 
conditioning in the rooms. If this is something essential to you, we recommend you reserve a room 
at the only hotel we've been able to find in Tehuacan which has air conditioning in the guest 
rooms. It is the Casa Cantarranas, a five-star hotel. The address is: Avenida de las Americas No. 
2457, San Nicolas Tetitzintla, Tehuacan, Puebla. The telephone number is +52-238-34922, and the 
fax is +52-238-34849. The price of the Cantarranas is a bit higher than the Hotel Mexico. A single 
room is 292.50 pesos (about US$34), and a double room is 351 pesos (about US$41), and it is 
possible that there will be a price increase between now and the end of July (although if you 
guarantee your room with a credit card, they will guarantee the price at the current rate). The 
features and amenities at the Casa Cantarranas are basically the same as at the Hotel Mexico, 
except for the addition of air conditioning in the rooms. The Cantarranas is located about five 
minutes by car or taxi from the Cultural Complex where the meetings will take place, whereas the 
Hotel Mexico is within easy walking distance of the Cultural Complex (about a block and a half). 

Another question we received is about extra costs for children at the Hotel Mexico. The hotel has 
informed us that there is no extra charge for children under 10 years of age in hotel rooms with 
their parents or guardians. 

Now the information that I know you have all been waiting on -- how toget from Mexico City to 
Tehuacan by bus. You have two options for this trip. There is a bus line called "Estrella Roja" 
(which means "Red Star") that runs from the Mexico City Airport to the city of Puebla. This is an 
excellent service whch  I used a few months ago, and takes about 90 minutes. After you pick u p  
bags and go through customs at the Mexico City airport, look for ground transportation, or better 
yetjust ask someone where Estrella Roja is. There you buy a ticket to Puebla. The price is (currently) 
60 pesos (about US$7.00) one-way in first class, and the service and comfort level is about like 
being on an airplane flight. This service operates every day from 6:00 a.m. to 12:OO midnight. Every 
hour on the hour a bus goes to the main bus station (called CAPU) in Puebla, and every hour on the 
half-hour a bus goes to Estrella Roja's terminal in Puebla. If you want to immediately catch a bus 
continuing on to Tehuacan, you will want to go to the CAFU and connect to a bus on the ADO line. 
If you want to stay a night or so in Puebla, you should go to Estrella Roja's terminal (also known as 
"Cuatro Poniente" -- the name of the street it's on), which is closer to the downtown plaza area 
where the hotels, shopping and restaurants are. Incidentally, on the return route from Puebla to the 
Mexico City airport, service is daily from 300 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. And again, on the hour it leaves 
from the CAPU, and on the half-hour it leaves from Cuatro Poniente. 

If you take the Estrella Roja bus from Mexico City Airport to Puebla, you can take the ADO line 
(Autobuses del Oriente) from Puebla toTehuacan. The ADO buses leave from the CAPU (main bus 
station) in Puebla daily from 6 a.m. till 10 p.m., and the cost is 36 pesos (about US$4.24) one way in 
first-class. (Round h ip  fares are always double the one-way fares on Mexican buses.) I'm not sure 
exactly where the bus stops in Tehuacan, but it's almost certainly at the main bus station there, and 
Tehuacan is a small place so you can easily take a taxi from there to the hotel. 

The other option is to take a taxi from the Mexico City airport to the TAPO bus station, and then 
get an ADO bus direct to Tehuacan. If you decide to do this, you should take a taxi from the Mexico 
City Airport to the TAPO (Terminal de Autobuses de Pasajeros de Oriente), w h c h  is the main bus 
terminal for buses going to the eastern part of the country. (There are other large bus stations in 
Mexico City, so make sure the taxi knows you want to go to the 'TAPO.") The taxi ride costs about 
50 pesos (about $6.00). Then take the ADO bus from the TAPO to Tehuacan. We are told that these 
first-class buses leave "every two hours from 6 a.m. till 7 p.m." daily in both directions, and the cost 
is 81 pesos (about $9.40) one-way. We have heard rumors about the ADO bus from Mexico- 
Tehuacan sometimes being filled up, so it may be best to opt for the combination of Estrella Roja 
and ADO from Mexico City-Puebla and Puebla-Tehuacan, unless you plan to spend a night or 
more in Mexico City before continuing to Tehuacan. 

Just in case, here are the phone numbers for Estrella Roja and ADO in Puebla: 
Estrella Roja +52-22-497099 ADO +52-22-497572 

(52 is the country code for Mexico, and 22 is the city code for Puebla.) 
There are two other non-bus options that some people may want to consider. At the Mexico City 

airport, you can rent a car and drive to Puebla and Tehuacan. It should take about the same 
amount of time as the bus. But rental car rates start at around $35 a day (for the Volkswagen), and 
tolls in Mexico are outrageously high. (I don't remember exactly, but it must be around US$15 or so 
one-way from Mexico City to Puebla on the tollway.) You can always take the "freeway," which has 
no tolls, but it is not in as good condition and it takes longer. If you want to see other sights though 
and want to have freedom of movement, a rental car can be a good form of travel. 

The other possibility that you might want to check on is this: Check with your travel agent or 
airline, because some airlines offer the same round-trip price to Mexico City or to Puebla. In other 
words, it often doesn't cost any extra to fly on to Puebla (after nldking a stop at Mexico City) and 
vice versa on the return trip. In which case you would only need to take a bus from Puebla to 
Tehuacan. (I'm not sure if there are buses from the Puebla airport; you would possibly have to take 
a taxi to the CAPU (main bus station) in Puebla to catch the bus to 'l'chuacan.) Hut, beware of one 
thing. Sometimes you may have to wait several hours at the Mexico City airport before the 
continuing flight to Puebla leaves. So check your airline's schedule, . I I I ~  111 casc of a long layover it 
may be better to take the Estrella Roja bus to Puebla.
