Another strange thing: On the afternoon of Nov. 29, I was pulling in more than a dozen TAs
long before sunset and with good signals. But on the next night, Nov. 30, I had just a few weak hets
during the same period, like some sort of one night anomaly. But then again, all this is what makes our
hobby so interesting!

1449 kHz was the second mediumwave outlet of Sender Freies Berlin
and shut down in 1994. 810 kHz was the Berlin frequency of the BBC who abandoned it by
the end of 1988; afterwards a relay of Deutschlandfunk on this frequency started in spring 1989
and was kept until Deutschlandfunk came on FM in Berlin in the early nineties. Last 810
activity from Stalluponer Allee were DRM demonstrations during the IFA 2001. [Kai Ludwig,
