We are most surprised to learn that you heard us loud and
clear, and you(identification of our program content tallies with our
log for the day and time,

The CJCJ transmitter radiates 1000 watts, (1200 input to
the array), with the same directional pattern used day and night. The
maximum signal radiated is to our North North West, with about 2 radiated
to the reciprocal bearing. (Main lobe is 350° true).

After doing a little calculation, it seems that we radiate
about 115 mv, 10 degrees above the horizon in your direction, 90 mv. at
