ore and more U.S. households

are subscribing to cable-TV sys-

tems which bring them an ever
wider and more varied choice of home
entertainment from pay-TV services, in-
dependent stations, and public broadcast-
ing channels. At the same time the video
cassette market is booming, with projec-
tions for 1985 that as many as 12 million
new VCRs would be purchased.

In spite of such formidable competi-
tion, however, it is network television
that continues the major force in the
American TV field.

The facts are assembled by the A.C.
Nielsen Company. In 1984 TV was
watched by 222 million Americans,
which is 98 percent of the nation. Each
home has its set on for an average of 7
hours and 8 minutes a day, and 77 per-
cent of those have been devoted to pro-
gramming supplied by ABC, CBS and
NBC. Their profits were estimated at
over $1 billion for the year.

Nielsen also reports on the competition
between the three networks, and the win-
ner for the 30-week 1984-85 prime time
season was CBS for the sixth straight
year. NBC was a strong second, but ABC
came in a poor third, registering its worst
showing in a decade. The figures: CBS,
16.9 rating; NBC, 16.2; ABC, 15.4. This
compares with the 198384 season: CBS,
18.0; ABC, 17.2; NBC, 14.9.

Overall network viewing for the 1984 —
85 season was down 2.8%, with the three
networks capturing less than half the
prime-time potential audience: 48.5%.

In the 30-week period CBS had six of
the top weekly series: “Dallas,” “60 Min-
utes,” “Simon & Simon,” “Murder, She
Wrote,” “Knots Landing,” and “Falcon

Crest.” NBC had three: “The Cosby
Show,” “Family Ties,” and “The A
Team.” ABC had only one—
8A

“Dynasty”—but it was the most popular
series of the Top Ten.

Highest rated of the new programs for
198485 was NBC’s “The Cosby Show,”
a comedy about a black upper-middle-
class family which is also the network’s
highest-rated new series since “Chico and
the Man” in 1974 and the highest-rated
new TV series on any network since
“Mork and Mindy” in 1978.

This spectacular success will be re-
flected in the new programming for
1985-86 when more shows than ever
will prominently feature characters who
are black. NBC has scheduled 11; ABC,
8; and CBS, 7.

Other trends in 1985-86 programming
include an emphasis on anthology
series—a genre not much in fashion in
recent years. NBC has scheduled two:
“Amazing Stories” (produced by Steven
Spielberg) and “Alfred Hitchcock.” CBS
will have “George Burns’ Comedy Week”
and “The Twilight Zone” (a revival of the
classic Rod Serling series).

The success in 198485 of NBC’s cop
series, “Miami Vice,” has spawned two
new ABC shows emphasizing action with
a rock soundtrack: “The Insiders” and
“Hollywood Beat,” the first dealing with
investigative reporters and the second
with undercover policemen.

In recent years theatrical movies have
dropped out of favor with network pro-
gramming executives. Ratings have been
low since the films have already been av-
ailable on video cassettes and on pay-TV
channels like HBO and Showtime.

In 198485, however, a showing on
NBC of “First Blood” with Sylvester
Stallone outranked two brand new made-
for-TV movies available simultaneously
on ABC and CBS. This success has
prompted re-consideration of the policy,
and viewers will be offered such films as

QOverall, however, new movies made
especially for TV will predominate.
These network-produced films will be
packed with major stars such as George
C. Scott (playing Gen. George S. Patton
on CBS and Mussolini on NBC), Liza
Minnelli, Vanessa Redgrave, Ava Gard-
ner, Jackie Gleason, Kirk Douglas, Faye
Dunaway, Lucille Ball, Candice Bergen,
Shirley MacLaine, Colleen Dewhurst,
Lee Remick, Ann-Margret, Elizabeth
Taylor and others.

Elsewhere the big news in the TV in-
dustry for 1984-85 concerned network
takeovers—one successful endeavor and
one aborted. The latter was the assault on
CBS by Ted Turner, the cable broadcast-
ing mogul from Atlanta; network manage-
ment was successful in thwarting his ef-
forts to oust them.

On the other hand ABC’s owners wel-
comed the bid of Capital Cities Com-
munications, Inc. to acquire that network

at a cost of $3.5 billion. When the deal
is completed the company name will be
changed to Capital CitiessABC Inc.
Hopes are' that the new management will
improve the third-rated network’s stand-
ing in the industry.

In other management changes Rupert
Murdoch, the Australian entrepreneur
who also in 1985 purchased 20th Century
Fox, made a deal with Metromedia, Inc.
to buy six major TV stations in New
York, Los Angeles, Chicago, Dallas/Fort
Worth, Washington and Houston. These
stations reach nearly 20 percent of the na-
tion’s homes and serve six of the ten
largest markets in the country. The price:
$1.6 billion.

Finally, Warner Communications sold
to Viacom International a bundle of
media properties, including WCI's 31
percent of Showtime/The Movie Channel,
Warner Amex’s 19 percent of Showtime/
TMC, and Warner Amex’s two-thirds in-
terest in MTV Networks.
