Are Heard

Commercial radio broadcasters ex- 
tended the olive branch of co -oper- 
ation with educational and other 
non -profit organizations at hearings 
of the broadcast division of the Fed- 
eral Communications Commission. 

The broadcasting industry was 
adamant in its opposition to a 
sweeping "New Deal" in radio per- 
mits under which the non -profit 
groups would be given a fixed per- 
centage of the wave channels. 

Instead, the commercial interests 
said they welcomed the non- profiters 
to utilize more time on the com- 
mercial stations. 

Spokesmen for the educational, 
fraternal and religious groups had 
protested they were given undesir- 
able time on the commercial sta- 
tions. 

Among the opponents of pro- 
posals that Congress by statute allo- 
cate fixed percentages of broadcast- 
ing facilities -the FCC must report 
recommendations to Congress by 
February 1, 1935 -were:

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Herb Jones, Song Writer, Names His Favorites In The Radio World 
German DJD 
Is Best Short 
Wave Station 

He Speaks A The Delightful Mr. Woolleott 
Word for the Tells The World About Itself 
Tunesmiths 

By HERB JONES 

In my writing experiences I've 
had some odd assignments. but 
my most recent one has men won- 
dering if perhaps editors do stay 
up nights, as I've heard, thinking 
up tough situations for writers 
like myself. 

Here I am, with a yen to do my 
bit as a columnist and I'm told 
to speak my piece in an imaginary 
interview with myself. Well, I've 
gotten stories from such radio 
names as Dream Singer KIRBFRY, 
ARCHIE BLEYER, PICKENS Sisters, 
FRANCES LANGFORD, GENE and 
GLENN, etc., so I shouldn't be so 
hard to tackle. 

First, an introduction to my- 
self: What shall I say? I'm a 

combination song writer, press 
agent, column gossiper, feature 
writer and even head a small 
music publishing firm. 

In fact, I'm Tike a one -man 
band. 

In a way, too, I may be likened 
to an orchestration. It takes one 
of these, containing about 12 

parts, to put a single melody over 
via the dance orchestra method of 
exploitation. 

I take this opportunity to give 
the names of a few of my favo- 
rites in the radio world. 

My orchestra list is headed by 
ARCHIE BLEYER, the arranger, 
whose band is now being ether - 
ized over NBC and ABS net- 
works, and continues with GLEN 
GRAY, HAL KEMP, WAYNE KING, 
EDDIE DUCHIN, HENRY KING, 
CLYDE LUCAS and PAUL WHITE- 
MAN. 

Among the singers I would 
stay home to dial BING CROSBY, 

RAI.PH KIRDERY, IRENE BEASLEY, 

LARRY LAMONT Or PAT KENNEDY 
any night. My favorite program 
is the Monday Jamboree from the 
Coast and RUBINÓFF'S Sunday 
evening broadcast from New 
York. 

I believe the arranger to be the 
most vital man in a band, and the 
least mentioned. Seldom does he 
receive the credit to which he is 
entitled. Each orchestra seeks to 
gain fame by its individuality. 
This is accomplished by the style 
in which it interprets the songs 
it plays; the work of the humble 
arranger. 

And a word for the tunesmiths: 
Have you ever realized how im 
portant a part music plays in 
radio? And especially popular 
styled songs? I will quote some- 
thing I read (or maybe I wrote it 
myself!) a long time ano: 

"Popular songs and dance 
music entertain the world, 
but the writers of these ditties 
generally create them while 
hungry." 
This may be a bit far fetched, 

and probably is, because a good 
many writers receive some very 
nice royalty checks. 

I believe that popular writers, 
composers and arrangers should 
receive, and are justly entitled to 
receive, a bit more recognition. 
Few, with the exception of pro- 
fessionals, could name the authors 
of their favorite selections. 

When you next hear your favo- 
rite star presenting some beautiful 
ballad or lilting tune of the day, 
give a thought to the creator. 

He writes the songs that bring 
in the requests and fan mail, but 
none is ever addressed to him. 

In Spare Moments 
He Lives At 

Wits End 
AS "TOWN CRIER" of 

the WABC- Columbia net- 
work, ALEXANDER WOOLI.- 
COrr speaks his mind to a 

nationwide audience on Sun- 
days at 9 P. M. For 20 years 
his chief business and pleas- 
ure has been to tell the world 
qu.ike candidly what-he thinks 
of people, plays, books, 
places, events -- almost any- 
thing lie finds interesting. 

On January 19, 1934, 
WootcoT-I- celebrated his 
47th birthday anniversary. 
He told his radio audience 
all about it -how, nearly 
half a century ago, over in 

Phalanx, New Jersey, the vil- 
lage doctor reported to the 
neighbors: "Another b o y 

over at the Woollcotts, darn 
it!" 

After he got his PILB. 
from Hamilton College, at 
Clinton, N. Y., the young 
man looked around the world 
a bit, then decided to take 
some post- graduate work at 
Columbia University. Fin- 
ishing this in 1913, he went 
to work for The New York 
Timer as dramatic critic in 
1914. He held this post for 
eight years. Then he did a 

stretch, also as dramatic critic, 
for The New York Herald, 
and followed that with three 
years in the same capacity 
for The New York World. 

When he had, in the line 
of duty, been attending the 
theatre for about 15 years, 
he though he'd take a vaca- 
tion. So he enlisted in the 
A. E. F. He didn't see much 
of the war, however, for the 
Army decided he could be 
more useful in an editorial 
capacity than in the trenches. 

As a personality, ALEXAN- 
DER WOOLLCOTT makes a 
colorful complex study. Some 
who know him only through 
his writings, in which there 
is often a strong element of 
caustic wit, think of him as 
lying in wait to pounce on 
human weakness and hold it 
up to ridicule. But his 
friends, even casual acquain- 
tances, tell a different story. 

"Alex is the soul of kind-

liness," one of them said re- 
cently. "He's always doing 
things for people." 

Among WOOLLCOT7'S inti- 
mates are most of the literary 
and artistic lights of two con- 
tinents. His Sunday morn- 
ing breakfasts arc famous. 
He gives them, whenever he 
is in town, at Wits End, that 
storied, sun -filled apartment 
overlooking the East River. 

There, almost any Sunday, 
one may run into BEATRICE 

LILLIE, N E Y S A MCMEIN, 
NOEL COWARD, HOPE WILL - 
IAMS, ALICE DuER and HENRY 
WISE MILLER, ANNE PAR - 

RISI1, THORNTON WILDER, 
DOROTHY PARKER, or others 
of that vast fraternity who 
cherish ALEX WOOLLCOTT 
for his gay and abundant wit 
and his spirit of deep and 
loyal friendship. 

The immediate family at 
Wits End has lately been 
augmented. There used only 
to be the Master, his secre- 
tary, and "Junior." a Negro 
servant so- called because his 
father had served in his place 
before him. Now there is 
Pip, a French poodle with 
garnet eyes. 

Gentleman, Be Seated! 

G EORGE GERSHWIN is one of the least temperamental of all 

musicians. But he is very particular about his piano stool. He 
is so particular, in fact, that he caries his own piano bench around 
and refuses to let any one touch it but himself. 

Soul of Kindliness 
Although Humor 

Is Caustic 
At the end of the January 

19 broadcast, as a special 
birthday treat to himself, 
WooLLcoTT included a whis- 
tle and a word to Pip, lis- 

tening before the radio at 
home. Pip owes his name to 
CHARLES DICKENS, whom the 
Crier regards as the most 
notable writer of fiction he 
has read. 

Among present -day Ameri- 
can writers, \VoOLLCOTT is 
considered one of the few 
real stylists. It may be per- 
tinent that lie writes only 
when, and as, he wishes. 
Consider, for instance, that 
famous column, "Shouts and 
Murmurs." Thousands buy 
The New Yorker, in which it 
appears, and turn to the page 
where they may find their 
favorite. 

But they can never be sure. 
For Mr. WOOLLCOTT, dislik- 
ing contracts, usually shouts 
and murmurs when the spirit 
moves him - and only then. 
Consequently, when he does 
write for print he has some- 
thing to say. 

His radio talks, of course, 
he must give according to a 
schedule fixed some months 
in advance. But beyond the 
fixity of the hour, he is not 
limited. 

His audience never has the 
slightest idea what he has in 
store for them. They are 
sure, only, that it will be en- 
tertaining. 

The Crier is a man filled 
with the warm joy of living 
and he has the power of con- 
veying his own inner fire to 
others but only when and as 
he pleases.

At Zeesen, in the suburbs of 
Berlin, are housed Germany's in- 
ternational ether envoys - truly 
among the world's best received 
and most popular short wave sta- 
tions. - 

Five different transmissions 
each days emanate from the Ger- 
man hamlet, each intended for 
listeners in different parts of the 
world. On Sundays an addition- 
al broadcast is given particularly 
for fans who live in the Antipo- 
des. 

Asia, Africa, South America, 
the Far East, North America and 
the vast expanses of the Pacific - 
all are effectively covered by short 
wave radiations from the Father- 
land at shine time or other of each 
day. 

A few years ago when short 
wave tuning was still in an infant 
stage it was the German DJD 
that brought unusual thrills to 
the experimental listeners. 

Even then it had been written 
that on high frequency- lanes une 
could hear oversea lands with the 
clarity and volume of local sta- 
tions, but many who tried were 
disappointed. That is, until they 
ran into the German wave. 

One or two afternoons each 
week DJI) used to send out ex- 
perimental tranmissions for the 
scattered fans. Most other for- 
eign stations of the time were 
none too powerful or modern, 
but Germany's were. 

Now other nations, too, have 
erected modern short wave trans- 
mitters, but Germany still holds 
one of the highest rankings on the 
dial. 

Twice daily they broadcast, via 
directional antenna, special pro- 
grams for American listeners. The 
morning session opens on 19- 
meter DJB at 8 A. M.. EST, and 
carries through until 11.30 A. M. 
Likely as not any morning you 
pick out the best signal on the 
19 -meter spectrum, it will he 
DJB.

En WYNN wan- 
dered in with a far -reaching 
backswoop to the old hokum 
and has soprano -giggled his 
way to fame and fortune. 

Today the lads like ED 

LoWRY who said, "Now the 
next number -" are off the 
radio or working for coffee 
and cakes on small independ- 
ent stations. A great soap 
maker is getting the Very big- 
gest names of stage and 
screen and giving them a 

whole hour to put on a great 
play. Another soap firm 
has come in with a preten- 
tious effort in an hour's orig- 
inal radio musical comedy. A 

sponsor steps out with SIG - 

MUND ROMBERG doing an 
hour show with a combina- 
tion of original music and 
some of his older works, to- 
gether with what he likes of 
the Viennese waltzes plus a

The dance band and the

naders as the entire eight 
courses on a radio program 
menu are passing into the 
discard. 

The men in advertising 
agencies who build programs 
have left the cloak of the 
amateur behind them, except 
in a few isolated cases.

Terrible, He 

Says Firmly

Back in 1925 a young man, 
listed in the Louisville, Ky., pa- 
pers as "RICIIARD E. POWELL, 
tenor," sang classics and semi - 
classics over WHAK with a con- 
cert orchestra. 

He changed his tune from 
"Pagliacci" to "I May Not Be an 
Angel" before he returned to the 
airwaves again, famous as a pic- 
ture star, a nationally known 
crooner, and leading man of 
"Hollywood Hotel," the full hour 
show each Friday night over 
WABC- Columbia. 

With him on this program are 
the Three Debutantes, TED Flo 
Riro's Orchestra and guests. 

Also, he changed from RICH- 
ARD E. POWELL, tenor, a red- 
headed and dauntless farm boy 
hailing from Little Rock, Ark., 
with more optimism than expe- 
rience, to DICK POWELL, a level- 
headed and full- fledged trouper, 
witty, with talent tested and per- 
sonality developed. 

Dick the Trouper 
It is quite a metamorphosis 

from a choir soloist with vest- 
ments and tasselled black cap to a 
wise- cracking, tap- dancing mas- 
ter-of- ceremonies in vaudeville. 

But becoming Jack -of -all- trades 
in the theatre was part of DICK'S 
struggle. 

He played one night stands 
through Indiana as soloist with a 
travelling band. 

He was featured in an Indianap- 
olis dance hall as a novelty soft 
shoe and tap artist. 

He trekked to Pittsburgh to 
become master -of- ceremonies in 
theatres there on a four -year 
grind. 

Then came a screen test, a break 
in "Blessed Event," and subse- 
quent stardom through his popu- 
larity in "42nd Street" and 
"Twenty Million Sweethearts." 

For a year or so, DICK concen- 
trated on Hollywood. 

Then he began to think of 
radio. Characteristic of DICK, he 
did not assume that he would be 
a "wow" on the air. 

In fact, he regarded his initial 
broadcasts on "Old Gold" and 
"California Melodies" as "pretty 
terrible."

What is being donc in the way 

of service broadcasting at WEEI? 
What with the rush of commer- 
cial radio business, people arc 
perhaps prone to neglect in the 
full course of air events, consid- 
eration of the relative import of 
"service" broadcasting as indi- 
cated by the allocation of station 
time such broadcasts receive at 
the Edison station. 

It has always been the policy 
of WEEI to offer its facilities for 
service broadcasting with day -by- 
day evidence herewith placed in 
better perspective by a six months 
review for the period ending 
July Ist of the present year. In 
the strictest interpretation of 
'service" broadcasting, only pro- 

grams where there was no charge 
for time or any expense involved, 
are considered. 

The list includes educational, 
civic and charitable organiza- 
tions, Churches, religious bodies, 
public health services, labor or- 
ganizations and farm organiza- 
tions. Separately or together the 
review is impressive with the ag- 
gregate time commitments taking 
a generous portion of the sta- 
tion's business broadcasting day. 

The six months recapitulation 
points first to the Boston Farmers 
Produce Market Report, week- 
days except Saturdays at 12:25 
P. M. Then comes such weekly

The Series' 

On the theory that "some like 
it hot, some like it cold but most 
like it in between" -and its music 
that's under discussion -is the 
program of the Garden Concerts, 
heard Mondays over the WEAF net- 
works at 8.3o P. M., built. 

There's La Belle SWARTHOUT, 

the vocal star, who has sung in 

church choirs and from the stage 
of the Met. And there's WILL- 
IAM DALY, who has conducted 
everything from grand opera to 
Broadway musicals, with his sym- 
phonic string orchestra. 

But from these and the assist- 
ing artists come neither the pro- 
fundities of the musical classicists 
nor the tom tom rhythm of mod- 
ern jazz. Instead they pour into 
the microphones the lilting melo- 
dies, past and present, that are 
characterized as "good" music. 
And apparently radio listeners 
want good music of this kind for 
the program is unquestionably 
popu lar. 

"Good" Music 

A glance over recent programs, 
perhaps gives a better idea of 
what is meant by good music. We 
find listed: "Gianina Mia," from 
FRIML'S "Firefly "; "Allah's Holi- 
day," from "Katinka "; "Beautiful 
Isle of Somewhere," "The Japa- 
nese Sandman," "I'll Take You 
Home Again, Kathleen," "Last 
Rose of Summer," but that gives 
an adequate conception of what 
those báck of the program are try- 
ing to give in the way of musical 
entertainment. 

At present in the musical cast 
besides Miss SWARTHOUT and Mr. 
DALY are FRANK CHAPMAN, Oper- 
atic baritone, who is also the hus- 
band of the leading lady; FRED 
l-Í,CFSMITH, tenor. and MARGARET 
SPEAKS, soprano.

-because criminals are end- 
lessly haunted by the shadows 
of their own misdeeds. 

The ominous line: 'The 
Shadow Knows,' which I re- 
peat during the sketches, is in- 
tended merely to heighten the 
effect of the inescapable des- 
tiny awaiting culprits. Yet the 
words don't destroy the 
drama's suspense. It's the manner in which the inevitable 
chain of circumstances is linked together to bring the final 
reckoning, that holds our listeners. 

"I cry to make 'The Shadow's' sinister laugh at the 
opening of the program suggestive of the furtive actions 
about to be dramatized. That sets the keynote and the 
play is then ready to go on." 

Many hours are spent by Bill Sweets and Clark An- 
drews in going over the scripts, casting and producing 
"The Shadow." After the script is selected they sit up 
until far into the night, writing the lines to be spoken by 
Readick. These must be appropriate to the situation so 
that the entire show will not seem fantastic and incredible. 
An effort is made to lend as much realism to each drama 

as possible. So "The Shadow's 
voice must intensify, rather than re- 
tard the story, and yet add the fas- 

cinating element of the supernatural. 
The cast is chosen from a list of prominent Broadway 

actors. Frequently it takes two or three days to find the 
proper person to till a role. In one of the recent shows 
there was a character known as "Red." Everett Sloane, 
who has appeared in many stage productions, and who 
has red hair, was chosen for the part. Since this is one of 
the broadcasts which visitors are not permitted to attend, 

such minute details as the

color of a person's hair are 
not considered important. But 
from the point of view of 
voice and acting ability, the 
applicant must qualify per- 
fectly. 

The trapping of major 
criminals, murderers, kidnap- 
ers and high -powered thieves, 
usually forms the basis for 
the episodes. These are given 
in their entirety, complete on 
each of these 25- minute pro- 
grams, and not in the form of 
a continued story. The aim is 

to offer as much variety as 
possible, hence every type of 
character and locale is em- 
ployed. The destiny of those 
involved is symbolized by the 
voice of Readick. 

Throughout the ages peo- 
ple have held various concep- 
tions of predestination. A 

powerful influence in Scan- 
dinavian religion was exer- 
cised by the belief in Nornir, 
or Fates, usually thought of 
as three sisters. In Brahmic 
thought, Karma personified 

the consequences of action. Readick's view of. destiny 
comes close to the one quoted from the Encyclopedia: 

"I believe each one creates his own destiny. We get 
exactly what we deserve, what we go after and work for. 
Punishment eventually comes to the criminal in one form 
or another, perhaps not always through the law. Suffer- 
ing for cruel deeds may come from the criminal's own 
conscience, functioning belatedly, but surely. Sleepless 
nights may prove as torturing as a third degree." 

From a review of Readick's life, it would appear that 
the background of his parents, as well as his own choice, 
had much to do with shaping his career. If Frank's father 
and mother had not been theatrical folk, Frank might 
never have seen the bright lights of Broadway.
