As the first important new feature of
our 1955 schedule, we sent to World
affiliates a package of seven musical
program series for across-the-board
scheduling, 52 weeks a year, the largest
such package ever made available by a
library service.

This package of new shows, in half-
hour and quarter units, provides stations
with almost 12 hours of programming
per week, plus the opportunity to sell
111 spot announcements per week.

It is in programming of this type that
radio finds a quick appeal to listeners,
and a ready market among advertisers.
Quality programs within the price range
of local and regional advertisers, and
quality programming which will put
across the sponsor’s sales message to
the widest possible audience.

But programming of this type is only
one of the sales tools needed by local
stations. Equally as important is the
need for attention-getting merchandising
aids tied in to special advertiser classi-
fications, special campaigns, seasons of
the year, sporting events, and holiday
occasions.

All of these programs, all of these
promotions, are designed specifically to
help station affiliates make additional
time sales to local and regional adver-
tisers. If radio makes full use of such
services, it is certain to continue as a
potent force among all advertising
media.

The purposes as outlined in the constitution are
sufficiently broad to enable the Radio Pioneers to
undertake almost any task which the Club may desire
for the furtherance of the Radio Industry.

Accordingly, 1950 will mark the establishment of a
Radio Hall of Fame in which the memories of men
and women whose contribution have ploced them
among the immortals will be perpetuated.
