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SPONSOR IDENTIFICATION

...Importance Depends On Use

I is just as important today as it

was yesterday—or a year ago.
Also it is just as unimportant since
the degree of vitality attached to it
depends upon many different things.
Things such as the particular prod-
uct or products, service or services
doing the sponsoring. Whether the
particular corporation using the me-
dium of TV is out to do a corporate
job, and so on.

The degree of S.I. importance can
be nil. For example—there’s spot
television which has often demon-
strated itself to be a great salesman.
Yet. of course, spots provide no
Sponsor Identification.

So let's generalize with this: when-
ever exposure-to-viewers is all that
is expacted of a television commer-
cial, Sponsor Identification is of little
significance.

For this reason, many package-
goods sponsors of television pro-
grams insert one-minute product
commercials in their shows as if
they were spot buyers instead of pro-
gram sponsors. When three different
products are included per half hour
—perhaps six in two weeks’ time—
these advertisers usually decide to
let sponsor identification be damned.
Circulation is their sole criterion.

But there's another side to the
coin.

Where a corporate image is to be
fashioned and each product must be
a reflection of that image. Sponsor
Identification grows in status. Here

ths main title of a program and per-
haps a portion of every individual
commercial can contribute to overall
identification of the sponsor.

Where the entire commercial for-
mat is devoted. not to the selling of
individual products, but to enhanc-
ing the viewing public’s knowledge
of the sponsor and his place in the
American economy, Sponsor Identi-
fication, of course, is vital. One must
be concerned about how many view-
ers know who is bringing them the
show.

Today. there’'s a new facet to
S.I. In the present climate I do think
more advertisers than ever will be
seeking television that will bring
them things other than commercial
exposure. They will try to create (or
purchase) a new and more fitting
climate with their programs. They
will be more concerned with the pub-
lic's opinion of the intent of their
programming . . . with its qualities
of good taste, artistic level, progres-
siveness. Therefore, they will also
be concerned more than ever before
with the S.I. they achieve.

Since television can build an emo-
tional rapport with its audience it
can also offer advertisers a big plus
in high Sponsor Identification. More
advertisers will realize the value of
this in the months that lie ahead.
And as they do they will be more
concerned with the type of show they
present to the public. To this, I say—
Hallelujah!

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RESEARCH IN TELEVISION

... Emphasizes Positive Aspects

By MERLE S. JONES

President, CBS Television Stations Division

LAST summer, CBS Television Sta-

tions presented a major research
study that put the viewer under the
microscope. I might refer to this as
breakthrough research in television.
This project involved a major motiva-
tional research effort conducted by
the Institute for Motivation Research
and Market Planning Corporation.
The presentation called “More Than
Meets The Eye.” measured and anal-
yzed the viewer’s preference for cer-
tain stations. I would like to review
some findings of the study as it em-
phasizes the positive aspects of the
medium.

The series of aptitude and depth in-
terviews used in the study revealed
some of the factors that go into the
making of a channel persondality or
station image. The factors include the
excitement of television, viewer en-
joyment. worthwhile programming.
anticipation., trust and confidence.
commercial atmosphere, advertising
and promotion plus the viewers gen-
eral satisfaction with what he sees
on the home screen.

The respect accumulated by a sta-
tion can only be accomplished with
a balance of programming—network
and local. I would like to state here
that the CBS Owned television sta-
tions came out even higher in quali-
tative preference than they do in
normal quantitative audience meas-
urements.

We believe the personality created
by the CBS Owned stations is de-
rived from three primary sources.
First, sirong balanced programming
maintained by the CBS Television
Network. Second, the personality

has been influenced by the contribu-
tions made by the stations through
their local entertainment, news and
public affairs programs. The third
point is the adherence to the highest
level of broadcasting operation. In-
deed. the five CBS Owned stations
not only follow the NAB code, but in
addition. go beyond it with their own
strict standards.

The CBS Television Network pre-
sents entertainment, information and
cultural programs to satisfy the view-
ing habits of an entire family.

Each of the stations presents a
group of locally produced programs
which have become an important
part of the program structure in each
market.

In addition, three of the CBS
Owned stations participated in a cul-
tural program exchange during 1959
which we plan to repeat this year.
The exchange called for thirteen
half-hour public affairs programs to
be produced on tape by each station,
thus giving each market an hour and
a half of additional diversified pub-
lic affairs programming. All of these
features go into creating a personal-
ity for a station. The image devel-
oped by the viewers affects the ad-
vertisers. A highly thought-of station
is viewed in an aura of authority.
prestige and confidence. A commer-
cial on such a station assures maxi-
mum attention and respect.

The future will find the CBS Owned
television stations undertaking indi-
vidual and group efforts aimed at in-
creasing and strengthening their
image.

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LEGISLATE CREATIVITY?

... People Determine Their Needs

By OLIVER TREYZ

President, ABC Television

T IS impossible to legislate excel-

lence in legislative activity. In
the recent flood of discussion about
television, I have yet to see anyone
explain why the American people—
who have always been trusted with
political and religious democracy—
must somehow be regarded as chil-
dren when it comes to cultural de-
mocracy and told what is “good” or
"bad” for them.

In a dictatorship. the dictator be-
lieves that he can choose for the
people better than they can for them-
selves. But who in America honestly
believes he can set himself up as the
sole judge of the people?

The basic question. I believe, is,
what is a good television program-—
and how do we know we have it?
In a dictatorship. a program is good
which serves the interest of the state.
The entire cultural product is im-
posed on the tastes of the people, not
determined by them. By direct con-
rast this helps us define what we
mean by a good program in America.

A good program is one which di-
rectly serves the interest and interests
of the viewer rather than the govern-
ment or an elite power group. And
in a free society. these interests must
be determined by the people, not for
the people,

It is, I believe, impossible to legis-
late excellence in creative activity.
Therefore we must be aware of and
avoid any conirols—whether in the
form of legislation or regulation. or
even in the form of pressure too heav-
ily applied—which might cripple or
retard television’s growth and its abil-
ity to experiment.
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Can we believe that television
should diminish its basic freedoms of
thought and speech while our news-
papers and schools do not, simply
because of a purely technological
difference which calls for the federal
licensing of television and not of the
press or our schools? If we are to
actively believe and live the con-
cepts of democratic freedom in Amer-
ica, I think not. Television is already
requlated by the most demanding
judge of all—the audience.

In television, if you do not please.
the people do not watch. The viewer
turns the dial off and television
ceases to exist. Yet in some circles,
an effort to please television’s audi-
ence is the equivalent of a crime.

The ABC-TV attitude here has been
and always will be that we are con-
vinced the people set the standards
for programming. The people deter-
mine their needs.

The validity of this is amply dem-
onsirated by the growth of ABC Tele-
vision, youngest of the three net-
works; in seven years, ABC-TV has
passad one network and is crowding
on the heels of the other in the na-
tional ratings.

This was not accomplished by jam-
ming preconceived programming
concepts down the throats of the pub-
lic. On the contrary. the public has
gone to its voting booths. elected
what it wants, and ABC-TV has
made it available.

To keep the votes which the view-
ing audience has been giving to ABC
Television in growing numbers, we
have a fine slate of “candidates” for
the 1960-61 season,

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In the '50s television came of age. Its growing pains were necessarily marked
by occasional dislocations and disenchantments as well as by many brilliant
cultural achievements.

And in the ’50s, as television emerged as the world’s largest mass medium,
it became clear that the television audience is actually many audiences, with
widely diverse tastes.

The programming obligations of the broadcasters must therefore be based
on a democratic concept of cultural freedom—that is, the rights of the people
to want what they want when they want it.

Obviously no one is told what to watch in this country. Instead of arm-twisting,
we go in for dial-twisting. It is this broad freedom of choice, as it naturally
evolved in the '50s, which makes the graph on the left worth noting. This
graph shows at a glance how consistent has been ABC’s gain 1n average share
of audiencet over the peak viewing periods of seven Decembers.

Today, in a medium where cultural democracy supplies the most definitive of
measurements, ABC has now gained the largest share of audience* This is an
expression of popularity achieved, it would seem, by giving more people what
they want when they want it. This will continue to be our goal for the sixties.

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FUTURE IN NETWORK TV
... Will Advance In Days Ahead

E live in a period of some of the

most electrifying advances that
mankind has ever known. We have
s2en the audience for entertainment,
the desire for information and the in-
terest in the cultured arts grow to un-
precedented proportions.

The future of network television lies
in its unique ability to mest and. in-
deed. to reflect the programming de-
sires and interests of the ever-grow-
ing audience. The future of television
derives, for example from efforts such
as the CBS Reports series of prime
time informational programs, which
will be appearing twice as often next
season on the CBS Television Net-
work. It derives from the talents of
entertainers like Harry Belafonte, pro-
ducers like Leland Hayward, from
recognition that true comedy. like
true drama, is one of the great enter-
tainment arts.

In 1960, we are seeing, too, that
television can owe much to the in-
telligent advertiser. The fact that
“Eyewitness to History” in its cover-
age of the journeys of President Eis-
enhower has enjoyed full commercial
sponsorship, or that the CBS News re-
porting of the political conventions
and presidential election is also un-
der commercial sponsorship, is an in-
dication of the exercise of exemplary
responsibility by major American
business concerns. By the same
token. advertisers who use the CBS
Television Network to bring the
works of Hemingway and Cervantes
and Beethoven and Mozart to the tele-
vision audience of the nation are also
providing examples of corporate
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good citizenship and television in the
public intsrest.

We are delighted also to be able
to have reqularly sponsored presen-
tations of the only weekly historical
documentary program and the out-
standing science program in network
television.

More and more advertisers are dis-
covering the truly amazing impact of
the television medium. In the next
yvear, I anticipate that the roster of
sponscrs will include a number of
companies not previously active in
television. The variety of advertisers
seems to bring with it a matching in-
crease in the variety of program sub-
jects.

One thing which the CBS Televi-
sion Network intends to continue em-
phasizing is elasticity and adaptabil-
ity in scheaduling.

No attempt to outline what lies in
the future for network television
would be realistic if we did not also
consider the past and present of the
medium. i is interesting to note that
even in a period which made news-
paper headlines not too long ago
there was sustained and continuous
growth in the viewing audience. This,
it seems to me, is strong proof of Dr.
Frank Stanton’s recent statement that
“There is not a single problem we
face, however complex and disturb-
ing, that does not give broadcasters
a heaven-sent opportunity for im-
proving television and thus giving it
another mighty shove forward to-
ward its inherent—and as yet only
partially realized — greatness as a
medium of mass communication in
a free society.”
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Ta the CBS Owned television stations, dollar measure is but small
measure of the value of their local community service activities.
The fact that in 1959 these five stations devoted better than
eleven million dollars in time and production costs to non-network
public affairs programs and messages is a small gauge of accom-
plishment. Much more important was the limitless amount of care,
imagination and skill expended to insure that these information
programs met the same high standards as any of the top-rated
programs that comprise the most varied and most widely-viewed
broadcast schedules in television today.

It is this consistent devotion to excellence which last year won
for the CBS Owned stations more than 45 awards and citations
for public affairs programming. And which provides an indication
of the immeasurable contribution to the communities they serve
made by CBS Owned wcss-trv New York, wecau-tv Philadelphia,
wBBM-TV Chicago, KMoX-Tv St. Louis and kNxT Los Angeles.

...Now Attracting Selling Message

By WALTER D. SCOTT
Executive Vice President, NBC-TV Network

N A recent Sunday. Vice Ad-
miral Hyman G. Rickover ap-
peared on ““Meet the Press” and
delivered himself of a sharp and
cogent criticissn of American educa-
tion. He declared that education is
the most important problem facing
this country in its competition with
the Soviet Union, and he then called
for some fundamental changes in
the Amesrican public school system.
Within the next few days, "Meet the
Press” received more than 10,000 re-
quests for copies of the interview—
the largest viawer response in the
l4-year history of the program.
When more than 10,000 viewers
write in, not for a giveaway, but for
the text of a program like “"Meet the
Press,” it is time for a closer look at
the program and its audience. It is
time. [ suggest. to reappraise the
ability of television’s cultural, public
afigirs and news program to excite
real viewer interest and to serve as
effective advertising vehicles. It may
be that Admiral Rickover has unwit-
tingly called our attention to some
program values that are too often
overlooked.

There is, for instance, the value of
what I would call an active, rather
than a passive audisnce. The view-
ers of these programs are not idle
dialtwirlers who take what comes
along. They are active participants
in serious programming who study
the schedule, select carefully and sit
down to view their choice from the
edge of their chair. I submit that
when this audience tunes in it is in a
receptive mood, not just for the pro-
gram, but for the advertiser's mes-
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sage as well.

Secondly, this hard core of viswers
who watch public affairs and cultural
programs are an audience worth
aiming at. They are a minority, but
a minority that numbers in the mil-
lions. They include the educated.
high-income groups who are this
country’s cpinion-formers and taste-
makers, who set th= patterns of pub-
lic opinion and set the pace for con-
sumption. They constitute the first
and most important market for any
advertiser with a new product or «a
new idea.

Finally, the influence of this kind of
programming extends far beyond the
actual telecast. These are not shows
that fade from memory as quickly as
they fade from the picture tube. They
are discussed long afterward, are
quoted in the newspapers. win
awards and are often repeated by
popular request. The cultural and
public affairs progams give the ad-
vertiser a lot of mileage for his
money.

These programs, in short, are a
good buy. and they are bzing recog-
nized as such by a growing list of
advertisers.

It is evident that the product
selling message, as well as the insti-
tutional ad, is finding its place on
serious programming.

I think that there is a deep popular
concern for information and educa-
tion in a world where these are be-
coming conditions of survival. I sug-
gest that broadcasters and advertis-
ers should make this concern their
own.
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96% of all television homes today fall
within the color coverage area. More than
300 stations in the United States have
the facilities to ecarry network color.
At NBC alone, total hours of color pro-
gramiing have inereased more than ten-
fold in the past six years; over 450 hours
scheduled in the first six months of 1960,
Owners of color sets tend to be higher in
income, better educated, more influential,
The proot ix all around us. Proof that
color — an integral part of living — is an
integral part of living television, Proof
that your advertising futare is in color.

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STAR COOPERATION

... A Plus Value For Sponsors

By FREDERICK W. ZIV

Chairman of the Board, ZIV-United Artists, Inc.

" AVE starring role in TV series
. . will travel.”

In casting a series, Ziv looks for
two separate—yet related—sets of
qualifications in a star: (1) a perfect
match between the role and an actor
{or actress) capable of delivering a
winning performance every time out

. a man who is photogenic, able
to “project” to the viewers and adept
in all the acting skills . . . (2) proper
"presence” to meet, attract and sell
to people: executives, plant workers,
the Press and to “the public.” In
order to meet the sponsor’'s expecta-
tions, he must be equal to the strain
of whirlwind campaigns through
large market creas and still be in
top form every minute.

"”"Shop talk” for the series star is
no longer confined to “the Method.”
characterization, script interpretation
and so forth. When today's star
“talks shop,” he’s talking someone
“else’s shop”—beer sales. milk-
sheds., tobacco leaf, bakery routes.
gasoline taxes . . . and he talks it
with the men who know best: his
sponsor and his sponsor’s exacutive
associates, plant managers and work
force. Most important, he’s talking
to the sponsor’s customers. He faces
thousands of them at a time.

Sponsors reveal a lot of excitement
about these tours. using them as the
focal point of other big promotions.

The series producer, today. liter-
ally says. “be our guest.” We,
through our stars, are seeing to it
that the sponsor gets many addi-
tional thousands of TV homes not
reckoned in his film buy, which, pre-
sumably, he made on a cost-per-

thousand basis. Reason: we make
it possible for his star frequenily to
appear In network dramas. make
"quest shots” on variety shows and
emcee special events.

It's money in the bank for the
sponsor who has a star who gets
these calls. This all enhances the
prestige of his star and series.

Another plus—the star can pin-
point identification of series and
sponsor’s product by appecaring in
filmed commercials . . . another ser-
vice of the major TV studios.

Ouwr new industry has created a
new brand of star performer and
turned him into a unique and valu-
able natural resource for our cus-
tomer.

Obviously, TV film stardom re-
quires talents beyond the purely
thespian. Primarily he’s an actor
before cameras but he’s also a busi-
ness representative, a hail-fellow-
well-met, minister-without-portfolio, a
salesman devoted to his sponsor's
commercial success which, in the
final analysis, determines his own
success, ours and that of the whole
TV industry.

In promotional activities. every
sponsor of a series is the star’s boss.
The more successful the series, the
more bosses he’s likely to have—
particularly in syndication. This calls
for a high degree of adaptability, at
least a reasonable amount of busi-
ness sense and absolute "“zero” of
old-time “artistic temperament” (mod-
ern franslation: bad manners).
There’s no place in our shop for a
“prima donna.” Qur customers can't
afford it.
