Sao Francisco. t'al.. 
March 16. 1927. 

Editor. Radin Doings: 
You have probably seen the news dis- 

patches advising of the rebroadcasting 
by KFRC of Station JOAK at Tokyo, 
Japan, between 4 and 5 o'clock this 
morning. 

After making a five -day study of the 
receptive possibilities of this station at 
one of our remote -control pick -ups in 
San Francisco we "put it on the air" 
this morning at 4 a. m.. and the consen- 
sus of opinion of newspapermen whom 
we had listening In, the broadcast of 
JOAK by KFRC was "successful." 

To our knowledge this is the first 
successful attempt to rebroadcast Ja- 
pan; in fact. we know of no attempts 
ever having been made. The distance 
from San Francisco is over 6000 miles. 
They were received on a wave near 370 
meters and rebroadcast by us on 265, 
receiving being done on a Gilflllan 40 
receiver. The volume was excellent and 
the speaking very clear and distinguish- 
able.

For best results. psrtiruharl> with 
quality of reproduction in mind, the im- 
pedance of the loud speaker windings 
should equal the plate or output tinged 
ante of the lust audio aube. The lut 
(*dance of the apeaker windings varies 
with the frequeoey to a termer degree 
than does the impedance of the tube. 
and loud speaker manufacturers (cone 
type) have found that a comparatively 
low impedance will render the best 
quality of the entire audio range. doing 
full Justice to the heretofore neglected 
low notes. 

It follows that cone speakers are 
therefore hest adapted for use with an 
output tube of low Impedance And 

since the power tubes hay.- alit Drop 
nay, we find that the quality is very 
much better when a cone Is fed by a 

power tube, even though a .+mall volume 
Is desired. 

Where It In desired to operate a cone 
speaker on au amplifier not equipped 
with a power tube. a coupling trans 
formertahich has is 1 to 1 ratio with 
windings designed to balance the un- 
equal impedances of speaker and tube 
can be used to give quality. 

For the benefit of our readers who do 
not understand what is meant by the 
tarn "impedance." we might explain 
that it is the term used In alternating 
current circuits which corresponds to 
the term " reslstanse' in direct current 
work. it might, therefore. by called 
"alternating current resislaure." It is 
the resistance offered internally by the 
tube to the pusange of an alternating 
current. It varies moist the frequency. 
This alternating current reefa line., the 
voltage amplification fartor, and the mu- 
tual conductance are the three impor- 
tant characteristics of the tube. The 
last named (mutual conduetnncet is 
the ratio between changes of plate cur- 
rent with the voltages applied to the 
grid. All three factors can be measured 
in the laboratory, or uuy one can be 
calculated mathematically when the 
other two are known. 

When it is desired to operate a cone 
speaker on the output of a 20I -A type 
tube, a device called an "audio filter." 
made by Stromberg- t'arlsotn. Is very 
helpful.
