founding fathers of the Handicapped Aid Program--~Harold '"Gene' Moser of
Coloma, Michigan,

According to a recent letter from his mother, Mrs Harold V., Moser, Gene
passed away on August 9 at the age of 37 years old., HAP's first director
died of respiratory problems coupled with pneumonia, and was ill for one
week before his death,

Mrs Moser offered the following account of Gene's recent activities, "At hi
death Gene was president of our sideband club, He was working for charitabl
organizations, ambulance squads and state police, As you know, he also cre-
ated HAP and was very happy in that work, He was co-owner of a lovely com-—
munications and music store of which he was very proud." '

Gene was the main reason for the success that HAP has enjoyed since its
formation in 1972, At that time HAP was a project launched by "SPEEDXTRASY
the project division of SPEEDX, Under Gene's guidance and long hours of
hard work, HAP eventually raised the necessary money and resources to be-
come an organization independent of its founding SPEEDX club, f

Gene was instrumental in rounding up volunteers, money, equipment, and most
importantly, acceptance from the DX community for this vital project. Under
.his direction, HAP grew from an organization that could barely scrape to-
gether materials for use of its first member, to an organization that had
provided services to over 60 members, launched a series of successful fund
raising projects and worked diligently to bring the disabled into the
malnstream of the shortwave hobby,

Jn order to give our readers a more personal view of Gene, we came across
a "SPEEDXTRAS" column from May 1972, in which the HAP director introduced
himself to SPEEDX members, Gene wrote, 'Good-day DXers! As the chief co-
ordinator of the Handicapped Aid Program, I thought it time to show my-
self-although I don't know if the natives are friendly or not., You see, I
am coordinating myself right now instead of the hoped three, four or five
or more SPEEDXers I have been looking for,

Perhaps at this time you woul be interested in knowing something about me.
I was born June 5 1941, with something called Muscular Dystrophy, a dis-
ease which prevents muscles from storing vitamin E, making it impossible
for our muscle tissue to develop properly. I graduated from high school
with straight "A's" and became a negative retoucher which lasted nearly 10
years, I am now selling specialized items through mail order, Hobbies are
stamp collecting, tapesponding, music, and since 1969, I've been an avid
SYL, I belong to NNRC as well as SPEEDX and the Radio Canada SW Club, In
addition I am also a monitor for Radio Nederland,

In the beginning of 1972, I offered my services to Jack White on the Hand-
icapped Program and was surprised to find that he wanted me to head the
rroject, I was delighted to accept, knowing it would be a rough road to
travel,"

Later in the column, Gene was praised by editor Jack White for his first-
hand knowledge of what SWLing can do for the disabled and for his "sincere
personal desire to promote the program'.

Needless to say, we who have been entrusted to sit at the helm of HAP for
the present, are indebted to Gene for deciding to travel that rough road,
#hile the journey has hit an occasional pothole, through the dedication of
of Gene Moser, nearly 200 handicapped persons have been introduced to the
world of shortwave, To Gene's family and friends, we at the Handicapped
Aid Program would like to extend our deepest sympathy.

There is really not enough time to do justice to the United 3tates loggings — so
therefore I am going to cut out all of them this month -~ I am -inconscionadbly late with
this column, and, if you are reading it this month, it is a tricuce %o the USPS, not
to myself.

I have had some mail relating to list logging, as to the extent of it, the definition

of it, and some mail poinging out examples of it (in my column). So, to deal with this ‘
matter, we have the following. List Logging is a symptom of wishful thinidng on the |
part of the DXer. That is, when the DXer who tends toward list logging comes across
an unidentified station at frequency X, he/she immediately looks up in their "List"
that frequency, and on the merest of evidence assumes “hat the station is station Y.
Station Y might be on that list, in the right frequency, and on at the right time.
However, unless you heer an ID, the logging should be labeled "tentative! with a 't
next to the frequency. This is to'be (i) more helpful to your fellow DXer, and (2) %o
be more honest with yourself.

The lists used by the DXer are many and varied. The WRTH is the best-inown, however,
DX columns, log sheets of other clubs, bulletins, anything is eligible to be used as
a list,

Why is list-logging a sign of an underdeveloped DX ability? Simply this -- a real DXer
is expected to imow enough so that when he hears an unidentified station, he does

not presume to identify it positively unless he hears ar ID. If he hears no ID, then
he has to label it as a '"tentative! logging. The more experienced DXer will adduce
evidence (i.e., type of music, times of s/on and s/off, language, etc.) to support
his theory as to the identity of the station. Only a list-logger will assume tha® a
station is identifiable solely on the basis of frequency.

How is list Iogging conquered by the DXer? One must learn when to admit that one is un-
sure — a very difficult thing to do in this society, but the only correct thing tc do
in this situation.

Finally, one letter berated this editor for not excising a "definiter list-logging.
What is my responsibility in this matter? Well, to the best of my ability, I try %o
excise or correct list loggings, if possible. I learn <o check “he loggings more care-
fully (if I have time, a dubious assumption), -nd to be on the lookout for list lozgings.
I also try to discern who has a tendency for this, and check his loggings more care-
fully. However, sometimes a logging which should be tentative escapes me and appears

in the column. When this happens, I would ask the indulgence of those reading this
column. If it is brought to my attention (politely) I will try to correct the mistaxe

with the least amount of pain for all concerned (it can be ery nasyy “o have a logging
corrected nastily — tact is necessary). 4}3 < CQ/A;‘A W

"w* BEACON LOCATED! Well known to SPEEDX uters over the past few years
has Been the infamous "W" beacon, which was reported to the FCC who DF'd
1t in the viecinity of Havana, Cuba. They wired the GPT, Havana, informing
them that the "W" beacon was causing "daily harmful interference to ama-
teur service" on 3584 khz, and requesting assistance. It disappeared for
several months, but then reappeared on 3532,37 (and can be heard stlll on
that & 7657). Radlobeacom "W" has been reported on 6800/8655/10525/13631
and 17013 khz, among others, over the past 3 years. No one knows 1its pur-
pose, but those who think 11's used to keep an RITY channel open nay have
something, since RI'TY is at times heard on these freqs, although not the
common way of doing this. And some belleve 1t's a Directlion Finding sig-
nal for Soviet aircraft and/or flshing vessels. Thls informatlon 1s con-
densed from a sheet provided by JIM BOEHM~-TX. So all that remalns of the
*WM mystery, Jim, 1s: What Cuban (or Russiant; agency operates the xoir,
and for what purpose? (It was the ARRL who reported "W" to the FCC.)

PRESIDENT'S VACATICN PRCVIDES FB UTE DX: President Carter's raft trip
down tne Salmon River, CO used HF for primary volce communicatlon and was
heard 8/22 thru 8/24/78 by SPEEDXer FARY RUSSELL-IL who noted these sta-
tions: COBBLESTONE-Relay sta on a mountain top above the river; CABLE-
GRAM-Coordination Ctr & relay sta; JORDAN-President's raft xmtr w/down-
river xmtg capabllity; CHAPERONE-probably ithe Secret Service; CHECKMATE,
CANDLESTICX & COAL=~31]l unknown; and CROWN-The White House Communications
aAgency (WHCA, pronounced, "Walk~A")., Communications from JORDAN used VHF
or UHF to CCBBLESTONE who relayed them on HF to Andrews AFB who provided
phone patches to CROWN. See the logglngs below.

THE PULSERS: An article from the Radio Communication Monltors Assocl-
atlon Newsletter by Dr. Bob Beck, forwarded by RICHARD STEIN-NJ, offers
some interesting info on the Sovlet Pulsers, often reported to thls col-
umn. Dr. Beck says that research suggests that 25-75% of human subjects
exhibit paychophysiologlcal sensitivity to magnetic & electrical flelds
in the extreme low frequency (ELF) range corresponding to brainwave spec-
tra, and thls 1ncludes those fields produced by the ELF osclllations of
man-nade signals such as pulse-modulated radlo freq carrlers, which can
produce eccentric behavior in human aensitives. For over 2 years the
Soviets have beentransmitting signals over broad freq ranges at sufflic-
ient power, 40 megawatts peak, to disrupt lawful rsdio communications
globally. Fundamental freqs & pulse repetition rates fall within the
window of neuronsl psychoactivity. Thils potentially devastating problem
could be intentional but ls more likely a slde-effect of the Soviets'
highly sdvanced global radar hologravhic lmaging technolozy and undersea
signaling & ranging pulses, or other high freq activities, experimental
or otherwise. Of the many freqs where the pulser has been found these
seem typical: 3261, 3357, 4484, 4775, 5071, 5865, 6461, 6880, 7750, 2010,
8626, 9482, 11488, 12095, 12446, 13359, 13572, 14774& 15595, 15814, 17540.
These xmsns can be recognlized by the resemblance to "clicking®, "clucking,”
or the rapld ticking of an alarm clock. The pulse repetition rate 1s cur-
rently exactly 10 hz. Other modulations have appeared. On a very few
occasions 2 or 3 of the listed freas changed from the steady 10 hz vpulse
to a broken, encoded signal, then returm to the regular "woodpecker" tone.
This ia suggestive of radloteletype data statlons. Anticzipating the prod-
able suggeastiona of Al Brooks & his ute buff ilk, such slgnals as those
described will continue to be referred to as "pulsers" and not "tickers®
"clickers" or "cluckera" -~ trusting that the SPEEDX uters will never con-
fuse the radlo sliznals with the astronomicsl phenomeng known as pulsars.

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New Receiver Round-Up

There have probably been more new shortwave receivers released this year
than any other in recent history. Even more amazing is that the majority
of them are advanced receivers with digital readout at low prices. Un-
fortunately many of them have gone completely unnoticed. Therefore, in this
article I will try to briefly introduce the reader to as many of them as
possible, I will not try to write a complete review of each receiver as I
have neither the equipment or the space to write such reviews. I will try
to point out some of their facial faults from either trying them in stores
or seeing brochures for them, This article is intended not to strictly
influence the readers decision in purchasing a new rig, but to help.

One of the first companies to introduce digital readout was ranasonic. They
introduced two mcdels; a portable and a base/portable. The portable is the
RF-2800, It tunes 3-29 MHz in three bands. It also tunes AM and Fi without
digital readout. The two main problems of the 2800 are: Its only satis-
factory selectivity and its overly fast tuning speed on the high part of
each SW band, Despite its other slight problems like poor image rejection
(for dual conversion) due to a too low first IF, the RF-2800 is still one

of the best buys in portables on the market, The base model, the RF-4900,
is not at all like the 2800. The 4800 tunes SW from 3-30 MHz in seven &4
MHz bands. The 4800 is a fairly good rig with good tuning speed and
excellent sensitivity., Some of its disadvantages are lack of digital read-
out on AM, FM, and SW from 1,6-3 MHz. The image rejection is not zreat and
the selectivity could have been better., S5till the 4800 is not a bad
receiver if you can get it for about 320 dollars mail order from iIC.

As would be expected, Sony has come out with its own low priced digital
readout receiver. It is about the same size as the 4300 but is different

in other respects., The ICF-6700 tunes SW in three bands; 1.6-10.4, 11 4=
20, 20~30. It also has digital readout on AM and FM. There is a pre-
selector control, selectivity switch, and is only 12 1lbs, Top I¥C discount
price: $260. I got to try the 6700 on August 1, the day of its release,

I found the tuning speed to be a little on the nigh side due to the entire
spectrum being on only three bands when there should nave been four or five,
I got to see the specs of the 6700 and what were to be expected. The 6700
comes very close to the RF-4800,the.selectivity for 52 4b is 20 x&z in the
wide position and 10 kHz in the narrow position. Upon trying the radio, the
narrow position seemed very good while the wide position seemed prone to
hets. The sensitivity is excellent on all bands and Fl{ selectivity is 70 db

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THE REALISTIC DX-300 RECEIVER. . .by Steve FKennedy. . .Recently a friend of

this writer who is employed by Radio Shack brought home a Realistic DX-30V
for this writer to operate and review, Unlike the other makes of receivers
which must be ordered by mail, or probably purchasable thru a ham equipment
dealer...this receiver is easy to acquire at almost any Radio Shack store.

The DX-300 is probably the best buy avalable in the DX receiver market.
It is sold for about $300,00; almost half of the new Yaesu FRG=7000. It
is a excellent set, and performance is amazing!

This -~eceiver has a full set of controls which will enable the DXer to
ferret out the weakest of DX. It has an attenuator like the Yaesu
receivers plus an RF Gair control. It has a digital dial, and will cover
10 ¥hz to 30 MEz! To the best of my knowledge; there has never been
another receiver on the market which offers such wide coverage. It is
split up in 6 ranges, and the sensitivity is sufficient to enable the

LW and VIF DXer to hear lots of good DX. Selectivity is about the same
as a Frog-7 which has not been modified. There is an audio selectivity
switch like the Frog-7, and a fine tune control.

Ferformance of the DX-300 is quite good. 'With the RF attenuator and the
RF Gain control, it is possible to eliminate the overloading effects, and
cross modulation which plagues other solid state receivers, The digital
dial is fun to use, and is quite accurate. Yost stations could be set
within 2 kH7 of the actual operating frequency. wiith the 3FC centered in
the receivers' vassband, it will be possible to read the exact freq. The
AM ANL is not as effective as it should be. Realistic would have been
wise to incorporate an IF ANL and a Loise Blanker to cure mosSt QR
oroblens. The preselector control nust be tuned very carefully to get
ovtimum results, 3Selectivity is only fair when compared to other sets.
This is where Realistic goofed! In a set like this, it should have some
means to select different bandwidths for AM or 383 independently of any

mode switch.

All in all, the DX-300 with a few minor modifications could easily becone
one of the greatest receiver bargins ever to bve offered to the SWL/DX
hobby. Try one today at your nearest Badio 3hack Store.
