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RADIO MOSCOW 

STATION OF THE MONTH 

Program Panorama's "Station of the Month" feature makes 
its first foray into the Socialist World this month as 
Radio Moscow is the featured station. Radio Moscow's North American 
Service is one of the first stations heard by the new SWL--and no won- 
der! It is an understatement to say that RM saturates the bands. Tune 
in each evening from 2300-0400 GMT(or 0330-0730 GMT for the Pacific 
Coast Service) for some interesting programs. A recent development in 
Radio Moscow English programming is the arrival of the Radio Moscow 
World Service. This new service replaces the regional services(other 
than the North American transmissions), and it is modelled after the 
BBC ''World Service in format --news on the hour, commentary, music and 
feature programs. Here are some comments from SPEEDXers on RM: 

(Allan Gaede, CA):"I find RM a very enjoyable station to listen to -- 
even though they slant the news somewhat(VOA is probably guilty of the 
same in the other direction). I particularly enjoy their mailbag show. 
I also like the geography programs about places in the USSR. I find 
that it's a way to get to know their people and customs." 

(Robert Fraser, IIA):"I am one of those who regularly listen to and en- 
joy Radio Moscow. Although I have been an SWL only seven years, I have 
noticed a definite change to Radio Moscow in the last few years. Gone 
are their almost vicious commentaries, replaced by a more explanatory 
one. Also, their new programs(MUSIC AT YOUR REQUEST, ROUND THE SOVIET 
UNION AND THE DX PROGRAM) show that they are becoming more open. Per- 
haps their DX PROGRAM is the greatest step in this direction. Once in 
a while, I notice that in their MOSCOW MAILBAG they sometimes sidestep 
a direct answer to questions which I believe are sent in to deliberate- 
ly provoke them. I haven't really tuned to their new World Service, 
but I have heard news, commentaries and music. The music they feature 
is another great step to openness, because I have actually heard U.S. 
rock music on Radio Moscow." 

(Clayton Stapleton, TX):"Radio Moscow is a very interesting station to 
listen to. Whenever I get the chance, I tune into RM to listen to their 
point of view on world topics. RM has one of the best science programs 

called SCIENCE AND ENGINEERING. It keeps listeners in- 
formed on the latest scientific happenings in the USSR." 

(Hank Ligon, GA):"I like RM's World Service because it is 
somewhat different from their North American Service. The 
World Service is much more relaxed, and in my opinion, it 
offers a greater variety of programs. My favorite WS pro- 
gram is THIS AND THAT, which keeps me waiting until it 
comes on again. Also, it seems that RM has finally real- 
ized that its regional services weren't reaching enough 
they were boring). They now have a good set of programs." 

(Bill Smith, LA):"RM has as much right to the airwaves as any other 
station, but no more, and particularly at the expense of others. Mr. 
Adamov broadcasting his nightly barrage on a multitude of frequencies is 
difficult to dodge, let alone digest. And I doubt that the Free World 
is in awe of the Radio Moscow World Service."

The second program can be heard the following week at the 
same days and times Hooray For Hollywood is a celebration of 50 
years of film musicals. The nine programs began April 29, and they 
can be heard on the following days and times each week: Sundays @ 1830, 
Mondays G 0100 and Tuesdays @ 1345 GMT Listen to BBCWS this month 
for news of the General Election in Britain. (London Calling, May 1979) 

HOLLAND...(Scott Snyder, NY):"Radio Nederland is...the most helpful and 
cooperative SW station that I know of. Their 'DX Information Service 
Catalogue'(which contains many courses and pamphlets) has provided me 
with much information and knowledge --at no cost." (Bill Smith, LA):"Many 
of the same compliments and thoughts about the factual, unbiased news 
reporting of the BBC could likewise be applied to Radio Nederland. The 
'Dutch Touch' is one of my favorites for everyday listening, as there is 
an excellent program variety and the RN people obviously savor their 
audience. Those free DX courses and all the rest do not come inexpen- 
sively. I'd rate RN in the top 3 of shortwave broadcasting stations, 
and there is a difference between a broadcaster and a radio station."

SPANISH FOR DXERS 
LESSON ONE: THE ALPHABET AND PRONUNCIATION 

As I stated last month, the answer to the question: "What is the Spanish alphabet?" is surprising. Although 
the Spanish alphabet has no different single letters from the Roman alphabet, [although 'w' is used only in 
foreign words, such as "whiskey"], there are

several combinations of letters which are considered a one }ester. 
Here follows the Spanish alphabet; Aa; Bb; Cc;CHch; Od; Ee; Ff; Cg; Hh; I1; Jj; Kk; LI; LL11; Mm; Nn; (i ; Oo; 
Pp; Qq; Rr; [RRrr]; Ss; Tt; Uu; Vv; [We]; Xx; jy; Zs. The names of these letters are: a, be, ce, che, de, e, efe, 
ge, hache, 1, jota, ka, ele, elle, eme, 

an e 

o, pe, c , [erre], , te, u e (or ve), [doble ve or 
doble u], equis, ye (or i griega), zeta. Nowyou know what HCJB is referring to when they mention: "Hacho, ce, 
jota, be." 

NOTE: When using a Spanish dictionary remember: CH comes AFTER cz; that is, hache (as a word) comes after 
hacienda; LL comes AFTER 1 (Llano comes after luz); ocomes after n (aEs comes after enunciation) but RR comes in 
its regular place in the alphabet. The Spanish Academy (which is analogous to the French Academy it is the 
foremost of the various Hispanic Academies all over the Spanish world who establish the rules of the Spanish 
language) does not recognize RR as a separate letter for orthographic purposes, although to all intents and 
purposes it is one.

We 
transmit this continuously on 8628.5 KHZ to enable merchant ships to tune 
us in before contacting us on the calling band. The transmitter is an 
AN/FPT-40 (military designation) with a power output of 5 kilowatts. The 
antenna is a connical monopole omni-directional. 

There is another frequency that you might hear us on. 6506.4 KHZ is the 
Coast Guard Pacific area Communication System coordination net. The 
transmissions are single sidehand voice and we broadcast weather and 
marine information warnings for about thirty minutes beginning at 0203 and 
1645 GUT daily. Coast Guard Communication Stations San Francisco (NPC), 
Honolulu (DUO) and many Coast Guard ships also transmit on this frecuency 
quite often. Give it a try.

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QSLS FROM AZAD KASHMIR RADIO 
by Adrian M. Peterson 

There are now many DXers and international radio monitors who possess a QSL from AKR, Azad 

Kashmir Radio. Most of these fortunate DXers live in Asia, though there are some in 

Australia, the USA and elsewhere, who have also been fortunate enough to hear AKR and 

receive a QSL. 

The story of AKR is very interesting, and the story of how this station began to issue 

QSLs is also very interesting. 

It was back on April 16, 1948, that the first broadcasts were made from a radio station 

in what is known as Azad Kashmir. This is the section of Kashmir which is administered 

by Pakistan. The first broadcasts were made from a transmitter which was installed on the 

back of an army truck. The studio and other equipment were installed in another 

similar truck. This equipment was located at Trarkhel, and was in use for many years. 

All broadcasts were on lower frequency SW and the main frequency in use at the time 

was 4815 kHz. Power rating for this original transmitter is not known, but it was pro- 

bably of the order of 1 kW. 

A permanent station for AKR was erected at Muzaffarabad some 12 years later. It was of- 

ficially opened on October 15, 1971. For many years there was a single 10 kW transmitter 

in use, and, like its predecessor, it too operated on the lower frequency SW bands. A 

10 kW MW transmitter, tuned to 1512 kHz, was officially commissioned on April 29, 1976. 

In 1975, Gregg Calkins made a visit by jeep into Azad Kashmir. At Muzaffarabad, a 

typical small South Asian town located in a delightful setting of green rolling hills, 

he came to AKR. He states, as quoted in Colombo's UADX Bulletin, that a sign in 

English identifies the station. However, because of high security, he was unable to 

visit inside the station. There is one large building housing the studios, offices 

and transmitters of AKR, and three towers support the antenna system. 

Although many DXers had sent reception reports to AKR, the only known QSL issued by the 

station before 1972 was a letter received by Alan Thompson in England. 

When I first went to Lahore under transfer from Australia back in 1968, I tuned in to 

AKR on SW on many occasions. I sent several reception reports to the station, but, 

without any success. 

In 1972, Don Jenson of the USA wrote to Victor Goonetilleke in Colombo seeking assis- 

tance in obtaining a QSL from AKR. As a result of Victor's suggestion, Don wrote to me 

in Lahore, requesting assistance in obtaining the very desirable QSL from AKR. I 

decided to try again. So, I wrote out a reception report for AKR on each of its SC] 

channels, and also filled in a set of prepared QSL cards. Then, I had the Director of 

the "Voice of Prophecy" Correspondence School in Lahore translate all of these items 

into the Urdu language. 

These many items, together with return postage and a few postcards, and used stamps, 

were then sent by mail to AKR, Trarkhel. 

Imagine my pleasant surprise, a couple of weeks later, to receive the prepared QSL card 

from AKR, in Muzaffarabad, duly stamped and signed. 

In order to obtain a QSL for Don Jenson, I followed a similar procedure. I re -wrote his 

reception report into a smaller format on one of my own Reception Report cards, and filled 

in a prepared QSL card. A covering letter in English was also translated into Urdu. In 
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order to ensure the delivery of the QSL card, I had it returned to me in Lahore, from where 
I forwarded it on to Don Jenson in the USA. 

From this time onward, AKR has been a reliable and prompt verifier of all correct reception 
reports. On a more recent occasion, I have logged their 10 kW MW outlet on 1512 kHz, 

and a reception report produced a courteous QSL from the station engineer. 

Why was it that AKR changed its policy in regards to QSLs? The matter seems quite simple 

to me. Quite frequently, the staff employed in isolated radio stations in Asia (and no 
doubt in other areas as well) do not understand the importance which DXers place upon a 
QSL. The staff likes to receive letters from listeners, but the need for a reply is not 
always appreciated. The peoples of Asia are generally quite courteous, and when they 
receive a request, they will endeavor to fulfill the requirements of the request. Like- 
wise now that AKR understands the desires of the DXer, courteous QSL letters are posted 
in response to each correct reception report. 

Contrary to some listings, there are no facilities of AKR at Trarkhel. The entire, 

complete station is located at Muzaffarabad, the capital of Azad Kashmir. 

Most of the programs of AKR originate in their Muzaffarabad studios. However, some news 
and feature relays are taken from Radio Pakistan. The station is on the air according to 
this schedule: 0100-0434 on 3915 and 1512 kHz, 0600-0934 on 7265 and 1512 kHz, 1200-1400 
on 5950 and 1512 kHz, and from 1415-1834 on 3915 and 1512 kHz. ( Adrian M. Peterson is 
Director of AWR-Asia and is the DX Host of "Radio Monitors International," the DX program 
broadcast over the SLBC.)

THE DX -300 REALISTIC STORY 
by Larry Brookwell 

Some of this is hearsay and putting two and two together, but also is factual. Our first 
introduction to the triple conversion loop circuit (Phase locked Digital Synthesis) was 
in the Racal receivers manufactured in England. These are very expensive and very sophis- 
ticated pieces of equipment, which have been,more or less, the "official" receivers for 
commercial broadcasters and monitoring services. Not many aficionados can afford six or 
seven thousand bucks. A few used ones have found their way into the hands of some of our 
more dedicated hobbyists. In the early seventies two chaps in South Africa, Barlow & 
Wadley, either discovered a cheaper way of manufacturing the Racal system, or invented 
a simplier means of tripling the loop. The result was the Barlow Wadley XCR-30. Unfor- 
tunately, the early models were full of bugs, and many arrived from the factory looking 
like the parts had been thrown together with wild abandon. The later models have been 
greatly improved, after some changes, and the introduction of quality control. Messrs. 
Barlow & Wadley discovered their new circuit to be both extremely critical and tempera- 
mental. 

Next to jump on the bandwagon was Drake with their SSR-1. Now we resort to a bit of 
guessing. The SSR-1 failed to become popular, and I imagine Drake regretted it's intro- 
duction. It was found that more than quality control was required to manufacture a six 
thousand dollar rig to sell for $350.00. 

Next Yaesu Musen came along with their contribution, the FRG -7. Some very fine Japanese 

engineering whipped up a looper that worked. The FROG has been a success as can be seen 
by checking the receivers used in the club bulletin logs. Unfortunately, the Super Frog , 

the FRG -7000 hasn't much to offer except a digital readout and clock and a higher price. 
Speaking of price; the Yaesu FRG -7 now sells for $370.00 but the Sears Roebuck catalog 
FRG -7, which is exactly the same receiver, except for an even better appearance, is now 

being sold for $279.95 (probably the best bargain in the SWL market). Selling a specialty 
item to a restricted clientele in a farmer's catalog is not too durn smart. 

Now we cone to mostly rumor. The Tandy Corporation which operates the Radio Shack chain 
was impressed with the success of the Yaesu FRG -7 and decided to get into the act. They 
announced their version of the triple conversion loop receiver, the DX -300 in the 1979 

catalog, with an October 30 delivery date. (1978) It was believed that Yaesu was manu- 

facturing the DX -300 for Tandy, and it's appearance in the catalog illustration seems to 
verify this. At least the Yaesu FRG -7 and 7000 was obviously very much in the minds of 

the designers. The fact that October came and went without the appearance of the 300 

and the continuing delay, has fostered rumors of contract difficulties due to the falling 
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dollar value in Japan, that technical problems had slowed production, etc. One rumor was 
that the first shipment was sub -standard and was refused by Tandy. We do know that only 
a few of the receivers have been delivered, and those have had varied acceptance. A 

number of recipients have requested, and received refunds. One DX -300 is listed for sale 
for $325 in the March FRENDX. Several users report tuning difficulties, and others 
indicate that the manufacturer is having the same problems that contronted Darlow & 
Wadley and Drake. These problems are not insurmountable, as witness the quite satis- 
factory present day XCR-30s, but Tandy would be wise to stop all deliveries before a bad 
reputation is established beyond repair. I only hope that the bugs have been eliminated 
before I receive my DX -300 which I have had on order for some months. Otherwise, back 
she goes (after a fast check-out for benefit of SDDXC members.) 

I am of the opinion that my DX -300, which arrived yesterday (3-15), being more recently 
off the assembly line, has had better quality control, mud/or has been de -bugged. The 
adverse reports appearing in various bulletins must have been caused by faulty or hurried 
production, not unusual with a new product. I can find very little to fault, mostly in 
design, not performance. Sensitivity is outstanding. Selectivity is quite good, a 

strong signal covering only 8 kHz. Two medium strength signals 5 kHz apart can be se- 
parated nicely. It's selectivity is superior to that of the FRG -7, but serious DXing will 
require a sharper filter, as do most of the new rigs. The audio offers a three position 
bandwidth, and is excellent. SSB and CW tune very professionally and exhalted carrier 
tuning is very effective. Side by side comparative operation with my Dymak DE -55 fails 
to downgrade the DX -300 in any way. Negative features encountered include a rather 
sloppy calibration of the Preselector drum, and a rotary switch frequency control would 
have eliminated the need to retune the 11Hz dial after having tuned in the signal on the 
kHz dial. The DX -300 is a business -like piece of gear, both to operate, and to look at. 
I am very pleased with it, and it goes immediately into surgery for a Collins filter 
implant. If I am correct in my assumption that the early models may have been faulty, 
avoid or double check all serial numbers lower than 8-00762 (the number of my Rx).

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BOOK REVIEW

Book Review - SHORTWAVE LISTENER'S HANDBOOK by Norman Fallon, Hayden Hook Co., 64.90. 

This book is a fairly recent purchase of mine and I have mixed feelings about it. It 
seems that I keep trying to find one more publication that will give a secret formula to 
easy DXing. I know that the oldtimers in DXing may say there is no easy way, just hard 
work and perseverance! Well, I can hope anyway! 

Shortwave Listener's Handbook was last published in 1976 and contains 136 pages not 
counting the index. Unfortunately I found several sections, starting with chapter 11, to 
be a waste. 

Chapter 11 is titled "Shortwave Broadcast Stations Guide" and unfortunately, like so many 
other guides that are updated only every few years, is quite out of date. This chapter 
contains, among other things, eighteen pages of stations and countries and corresponding 
frequencies. Needless to say those frequencies listed were all but worthless. 

This book contains the usual chapters on radio theory and shortwave receivers. I felt the 
section on shortwave receivers was a bit short and muddy. A novice to SWLing would be hard 
pressed to gain much information here. I also felt that the antenna chapter could have 
been improved on. The chapter on basic receiver principles left me cold when it came to 
explaining sensitivity and selectivity. 

On the positive side, the book did contain some very useful information on building several 
listening aids. There were several projects including: How to build a 100 kHz crystal 
calibrator, AM broadcast band antenna, and an all -band antenna coupler. This chapter was 
followed by a fairly good glossary of SW terms. 

All in all, I wouldn't recommend Shortwave Listener's Handbook unless you are just looking 
to enlarge your shortwave library. On a scale of 1 to 10 I have this book a 6. 
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WWV. WWVH, WWVB, WWVL 
by John Cereghin 

About an hour's drive from downtown Denver, Colorado, high atop the Rocky Mountains sits 

3 radio stations. They are linked together for one purpose and that is to broadcast time 

and frequency standards, propagation forecasts, geophysical alerts, marine storm warnings, 

UTI time correction, and the BOD time codes. Another station in Hawaii does the same 

thing. 

I am talking about the stations ',1';1\1, WWVH, IANE, and USVL. IAN, WWVB, and WWVL are located 

in Fort Collins, CO. WWVH transmits from the island of Kauai in Hawaii. All four sta- 

tions are owned and operated by the National Bureau of Standards. Each station is inte- 

resting in its own way. Chick ways, you say? 

Only WWV and WWVH provide the services mentioned in the first paragraph. 08V was first 

put into operation in March 1923 and was located in Washington D.C. After being relocated 

to Collage Park, i:aryland, and then to Beltsville, they finally settled in Greenbelt. 

They stayed there for 23 years. During that time, WWV got its first 20 kw transmitter 

thus receiving the gift of crystal controlled broadcasts. Before 1950, 28V IDed only in 

CBs, so if you did not know code, you had a hard time. But in January 1950, 80V added voice 

announcements as well as CW. CW was dropped in July 1971. During this time, WWV found 

a permanent home in Fort Collins. 82V operates on 5 frequencies: 2.5, 5, 10, 15, and 20 

Lüiz. 20 MHz was re -activated on December 1, 1978 due to the improved propagation. A 

common hazard in listening to 22V and WWVH is the fact that their signals commonly overlap. 

Therefore, how can you tell WWII and 00V!í apart? Simply, 0kV uses a male announcer while 

'JWVII uses a female announcer. 

2:10íI started transmissions in November 1946 in Maui, Hawaii. Here again, all announce- 

ments were in U. Out in 1971, CC was dropped. Voice announcements started in July 1964. 

In 1971, '::WVH was relocated to Kauai, Hawaii where it rests today. Unlike 110V, WWVH only 

uses four frequencies. They do not use 20 12íz. 

IAMB is a longwave outlet which broadcasts on GO kHz. INNS started operations in July 

1956 with the callsign of KK2XEI. Unlike 110V or WOVH, WWVB does not have time an- 

nouncements. Instead, every minute, I;lNO shifts its carrier phase 450. WOOD uses a 13 

kw antenna and uses a very unique time code. Since the code is very technical, you should 

write WWVBand ask for information on it. 

OWL was an experimental station that operated on an intermittent basis. The station 
was on 20 MHz and ceased operation in July 1972.

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GMT OR CUT - IT MARCHES ON

There is only one constant in the world of DX and SOL - time! Call it "Greenwich Mean 

Time" or "Coordinated Universal Time", Zero Hundred Hours is the same the world over. 

And call it 0000 hours or 2400 hours, it's midnight in Greenwich, England which is 

recognized as the location of the Prime Meridian of Longitude. 

That's when the day begins, and the major shortwave broadcasters around the world base 

their schedules on GMT. There are 24 time zones around the globe, each approximately 

15 degrees of longitude wide. Hours to the East of Greenwich are measured from minus 
1 to minus 12 - to the West, they are measured from plus 1 to plus 12. They bump into 

each other as the 180 degree meridian, cancel each other, and a new day begins. If 

political boundaries, combined with land masses, didn't mess things up, that meridian 

would be the Date Line. 

Before mankind got smart (?) enough to dig into the life of the atom, there was something 

of a hassle about the length of a second. But as of 1967, the International System of 
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Units adopted the "Atomic Second" upon which all time measurement 

now is established. That Atomic Second is based on a quantum 

transition of cesium and turns out to be 9,192,631,770 cycles of 

its emitted radiation. (Frankly, I have no idea of who counted 

those cycles, or how they did it. And, somehow, I really don't 

care.) 

At any rate, many countries now have an atomic clock and the "Time" 

signals on their Time and Frequency broadcasts are based on that 

Atomic Second. 

Most radio shacks are equipped with a 24 hour clock and when you set it to the signal 

given by WWV or CHU, or the Time Standard Station of your country, you can be confident 

that the clock will read in GMT 

Admittedly not as good as a clock with a 24 hour dial, an effective substitute can be 

made of any electric kitchen wall clock by removing the crystal and marking on the 

additional numbers inside those already on the dial. Put "00" under the "12", "13" 

under the "1", and so on around to "23" under the "11". (In making my first 24 hour clock 

I used the "rub -on" transfer numbers available at most stationary or art shops) 

That's great when you're in your shack. But what about those hours when you're not 

busy at your hobby? If you live within the 15 degrees of longitude that centers on 

Greenwich, it's no problem. Otherwise, you are faced with some minor arithmetic figuring 

in shifting your local time to GMT. Being a bit slow in the area of mathematics (and 

a bit lazy), I made a little converter which, when placed atop the dial of my wrist 

watch, gives me a direct reading in GMT. (See figure above.) 

First, I took a regular file card and drew a l,' x 1)Z" square on it. In its center, I 

drew a 13/16" circle. Using a small protractor, I started at the top and marked off 300 

degree segments all around the circle. Living in the Central Time Zone of the United 

States, I added six hours to GMT and came up with the numbers to go above the "12" on 

my watch - "06" and "18", midnight being 0600 hours. The remaining numbers followed in 

their arithmetical order. 

At the top center of my square, above the "06" and "18", I marked an "S" to indicate 

Standard Time. Above the "05" and "17" (which match "11" on my watch), I marked a "D" to 

indicate Daylight Saving Time. For my own convenience, I marked the numbers "01" to "12" 

in black ink, and "13" to "24 - 00" in red. I also ran a band of transparent yellow 

"Hi -Liter" over the "D-05-17" which indicates the shift to Daylight Time. 

The next step was to cut out the center of the card - inside the circle. I then cut out 

the entire square and mounted it in self -sticking transparent plastic, such as in use tc 

protect snap shots. This mounting gives the converter permanence and protects the 

markings as it rides with me in my billfold. 

Using the converter is simplicity itself. Assume that I want to catch a transmission at 

2200 hours ORT. I place the "S" directly above the "12" on my watch and read the time 

off the converter in GMT. When Daylight Saving Time is in effect, I place the "D" 

above the "12" on my watch and, again, read the hour in GILT. 

The cost of this handy gadget is minimal and it can be made in about 15 minutes. If 

you're as lazy as I am, you'll be glad you made one for yourself. At any rate, it saves 

wear and tear on those little gray cells and, if nothing else, using it in public can 

be a great conversation starter!

RETURN OF BRAZIL. . .by Brett Saylor. . .Radio Nacional of Brasilia has returned to 

the air with its international service in English. They were heard on March 11, 1979 

on 15280 kHz from 0200-0255 GMT conducting a 90 -day experimental broadcast. The program 

was chiefly Brazilian and Portuguese music, with short programs on farming, economics, 

etc. about Brazil. 

The announcer, John Morris, talked about R. IJacional's two-year absence in the inter- 

national service, but offered no explanation as to why they were back. He encouraged 

listeners to write for verifications, giving this address: Radio Eras, c/o International 

Correspondence Service, P.O. Box 040340, Ed. Venancio 2000 1st Floor, Postal Code 70323, 

Brazil, Federal District, Brazil. Good to have them back!!!

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FCC PULLS PLUG ON K-DOR SIGNAL. . .It looks like they've shut down K-DOR for good this 

time. On Feb. 18 the FCC issued the order and officially pulled the plug. Dick Dorwart, 

K-DOR's founder and guiding light, staged a marathon broadcast in hope of raising sup- 

port. But it was too late. This time, the commission meant business. And so at midnight, 

Dorwart signed K-DOR off the air for the last time. The 830 frequency on the AM dial 

fell silent. It seemed a quiet burial for an outlaw. Because K-DOR was, in fact, a 

bootleg radio station - unlicensed by the FCC and, as such, in violation of the Federal 

Communications Act. Yet Dorwart had kept K-DOR on the air since last April 18, running 

the show from his own garage, most nights between 6 p.m. and midnight. Three times 

the FCC regional office visited Dorwart, made an inspection and asked him to stop 

broadcasting; three times Dorwart stopped, only to go back on the air again. 

According to Jeff Young, from the FCC's Investigation division in Washington, this 

apparent kid -gloves treatment had very much to do with the fact that the 31 -year old 

Dorwart is severely handicapped. He suffers from teogenesis imperfecto, commonly called 

"brittle bones," a disease that impairs normal growth and has kept Dorwart confined to a 

wheelchair for most of his life. "His handicap did put a different complexion on the 

case," Young said. "W'e handled him very gently, hoping that he would lose interest. In 

nine out of 10 cases, illegal stations are run by teen-agers who do lose interest after 

a while. But Dick is serious. He's applied for a license. It just reached a point 

where we knew he wasn't going to give up, which is when we issued the memorandum asking 

that he stop broadcasting." Young added that should Dorwart go back on the air, "We'll 

be forced to issue a cease -and -desist order. If he violates that, we'll have to go to 

the US attorney for a violation of the Communications Act, which carries a maximum of a 

$10,000 fine and a year in jail. I hope we don't have to. I hope this is the end of it." 

Dorwart says that he will comply with the FCC's order. "I have shut down," he said. "I 

never meant to bug the FCC and I certainly don't have anything against them. They've tr- 

eated me fairly. They've been nice. I stayed on because I felt I had something to say. 

This signal wasn't interfering with anybody and I always played things in good taste. 

I wasn't acting out any fantasies. I wanted to make K-DOR real." 

Dorwart had, to a degree, already achieved that goal. With a hommade transmitter pumping 

out 50 watts, he claimed listeners in such faraway boroughs as Sunland, Tujunga, 

Whittier and Pomona. In Hollywood, K-DOR came through loud and clear. In its 10 months 

on the air, the station had, in fact, developed a small but avid cult following - some 

who listened for the novelty of it all, others who found in K -DOB's unrelenting amateurism 

a refreshing tonic. 

On most nights between 6 and midnight - give or take an hour here or there - one could 

listen to Dorwart or engineer Don Saunders or any of the other K-DOR regulars, like old 

KRLA alum Roger Christian spin through an eccentric record catalogue that ranged from old 

MOR to vintage Dr. Demento. Occasionally, someone would forget to throw a switch and 

there would be dead air. Or people talking in the background. Or dogs barking. Or doors 

being opened and closed. Saunders, who went on the air as "Connie Francis," dispenses 

some of the worst one-liners this side of vaudeville. To K-DOR aficionados, this was all 

part of the station's charm. K -DOB's makeshift transmitter, which Dorwort and Saunders 

built from scratch occupied one corder of his garage. 

Dorwart speaks openly of his disability, once even joking that any FCC penalties could 

hardly be worse than "breaking 195 bones in my body." That's the current count. Dorwart 

has broken his arms and legs so many times that he had stainless steel pins inserted for 

support. He also has his own plastic cast to set some of the breaks himself. "The breaks 

take about a month to heal," Dorwart says. "They take longer as you grow older but they're 

no less painful." It is, he says, something he must live with. It isn't, he added, some- 

thing one ever gets used to. 

Dorwart's interest in radio began at age 7, spurred on, interestingly enough, by a bootleg 

station. "I remember listening to Sandy Nelson doing a show from his garage," he said. 

"And I eventually got quite a lot of equipment from Saney." Dorwart estimates the value 

of his broadcasting equipment to be somewhere in the neighborhood of $10,000. 

The genesis of K-DOR began, he said, after a visit to a fellow "unlicensed" operator - 

Dorwart's preferred term - in San Francisco. "That motivated me to try to build my 

own transmitter," he said. "And Don Saunders and I scoured L.A. for about a month before 

we found the right parts to put it together. Once on the air, K -DOB's format was no format 

at all. Dorwart played records from his own collection, or those friends have given him. 

Now, Dorwart has to go through proper channels to get K-DOR - or at least a reasonable 

facsimile - back on the air. "I have my application on file and I don't think it's a Cq 

million -to -one shot," he said. "I'll be back. . ." (Peg Thompson, L.A. Times, ch 11. JJ
