that the ads which the station made for the Scandinavian products

were a disaster because they couldn't pronounce the product names
correctly! Now there seems to be no Scandinavian advertising at all,
and slightly better listener ratings are encouraging them to revert to
the UK as the target. Fortunately, all the programming changes have
not affected the DJ lineup, which 1s now very strong. Benny Brown,
foymer American Forces Network DJ, makes the station sound like a US
oldies station at times! Here in Denmark, Luxembourg is the only
source of continuous contemporary music in the evenings." (Radio
Iuxembourg's English Service is relayed via shortwave on 6090 kHz
between 0000 and 0200 GMT)

the receiver to receive USB (upper sideband) he managed to dodge the QRM on
the signsl. (This due to the fact that while trying to receive any SS3
signal with the "reinserted" carrier on the "wrong” side of the sideband,

will invert the speech, Hence, the speech inverter makes things right again!)

POWER LINE "GROUNDS"eeee+SPEEDXer Frank Shoemaker wanted to know if the "3rd
wire ground” (You know the round pin of the power socket!) would be suit-ble
for a radio ground for shortwave, My answer is a resounding NOtidlittigtt
First, electrical code or no electrical code, sometimes this socket 1s not
connected to anything! Also conditions can exist (under very unusual condi-
tions) so as to make this connection hazardous. Also even IF it is a GOOD
rround, and even if it seems safe, you might actually introduce more noise
than you can use by such a "ground" connection. Apartments are especially
notorious for this as the wiring sometimes goes a long ways before it gets

to a ground rod. On the way, building lights (flourescents especially),
addine machines etc. will induce noize into your "ground" connection. If you
feel you absolutely MUST have a ground connection, use a water pipe. (pro-
viied it's not plosticl) Iost of the time a ground is really unnecessary if
your “ntenn» is ~hort ~nd/or you leave it disconnected fron the receiver
during thunderstorms or unless it is actually in use. Grounding becomes
increasingly more important in the lower frequency spectrum (brcadc:st and

LF) than on shortwave. As stated abeve, if a ground doesn't help reception
then forget it. ¥If vour antenn- is long or high, or in the clear ~bove

trees etc., I recomrend a grounded antenna when you ~re not using it!!
Vertic~1 antennas above the house roof are notorious lightning attracters.
Some "ham" types have spark gaps to help drain off a nearby strike, but this
won't help vour =o0lid st-ate receiver front end! (See info ~bove on "Transi-

SADAT'S DEATH DEMONSTRATES SHORTWAVE RADIO AT ITS BEST
Although shortwave radio can provide numerous thrills in terms of
rare DX targets to try for, it often is its most captivating when a major
story breaks from some distant corner of the globe.
October 6 and 7, 1981, was such a case, when the world turned its
ears and eyes to Egypt for the latest details regarding the death of
Egyptian President Anwar Sadat.
SPEEDX member Craig Mellinger heard this report from Radio Cairo on
9,805 kHz, October 6th at 2200 GMT. He notes, "Normally, there is a
French program from Radio Cairo at this time. However, a classical music
program was substituted. At 2204, a YL made a five minute speech in Eng-
lish about his death. Music began again at 2209. When the normal English
program was supposed to begin at 2215, it didn't. 1Instead, the mx contin-
ued. At 2220, the 'woodpecker' suddenly came on to interrupt the periodic
English announcements."
Radio Cairo's October 7 xmtn at 0200 GMT on 9,475 kHz was audible in
Chicago. It included a series of programs devoted entirely to Sadat.
I heard -a Sadat profile, quotes from leaders throughout the world about
the renowned statesman, and also a report about Sadat's successor, Hosni
Mubarak. The tone of the program was solemn, and the female announcer
continually urged listeners to write to Radio Cairo about their percept-
ions of the incident.
The Radio Cairo broadcast was facinating, and provided a "local®
angle to one of the saddest stories of the year. 1If any of you managed
to monitor a Radio Cairo becst other than the two mentioned above Oct. 6
or 7, please write in with your comments.

(1) Single page with (2) side by side columns....

2) Double page - as was presented in the Oct 81 experiment.....

3) Parallel columns.. Left hand column would be read down from masthead through page 9,
then back to masthead & reading down the right hand column....

Of the three, the #3 option now appears to be the best from a cohesive,
easy to follow standpoint. So the rotated 2 parallel column approach is primary choise.

Erobie Areas:Sc‘me utes have objected to having their names reduced to initials. From a
practical viewpoint, the name/state can take upwards of 20% of the line space. This is
too much, in a rotated concept, which must use a compressed data format. Fortunatly, many
utes indicate that initials are acceptable, if a contributor list is also carried in the
column. Such will be done.

The other major problem area concerns the abbreviations used for county
names. Those familiar with the ITU country abbreviations, know that they range from
1 to 3 letters. Some are easy to understand, such as USA, But would the average ute know
which countries these are: "D", "E", "ATN", "CIN" or "CTI"??? (West Germany, Spain,
Netherlands Antilles, Sri lanka & Ivory Coast)

I believe a 3 or 4 letter series would better ID individual nations. The
exceptions would be 2 letters for Alaska & Hawaii. If the rotated Format is adopted, a
standardized country abbreviation list will be presented in the first regular rotated
issue.,

Around the time you are reading this, I will have sent Speedx HQ the
overall results of the comments, sent in by you utes., Therefore, the January 82 column
will reflect the decisions reached. Ute comments favor the rotated format by a 4 to 1
margin, and unless there is a massive number of no votes on the way, ute acceptance
seems clear cut,

New SUG:

Data input continues. My heartfelt thanks to those who have & are supplying
data. Optimistically, a November first date was projected for the completion of at least
one section. Realistically this will not be met. To rush a section through, without the
most complete data as possible, would not be the best approach. As such, there will be a
delay, but not a long one.

SF- 0330 SWL EXPERTENCES WITH SF-~0330 AUDIO ACTIVE FILTER
- by DAVID K. BAXFIELD, KT

Some SWLs and DXers are quite pleased with the audio active filters offered by various
manufacturers, most notably MFJ, Mizuho and Autek. Inserted between receiver and
speaker (or phones) these amplifying devices peak desirable audio signals, notch

out heterodynes, and/or reduce sounds below, and above, the voice frequencies, so that
IDs and other oral messages may be distinguished with greater clarity. *ot everyone
likes these instruments, however. The writer, for example, once owned one of the

best of them, but found the complexity of the multiple and continuously variable
controls quite baffling, so that he resold it cheaply.

Despite this experience, he remained optimistic and, eventually, purchased the Labo-—
electron SF-0330 audio active filter, currently offered by a major SWL/DX supply house.
This handsome little gadget is only 64" X 5%" X 2 1/6", plus an external 13.5 V. power
supply. Its maker claims that it will "eliminate or attenuate background noise” and
"can be used with any receiver or transceiver." On its neat panel are four push—
buttons, an on/off switch with red LED, an AF control knob, and a phone jack. The
buttons offer the following seven selections, six of them filtered, so that other audio
frequencies supposedly are reduced 30 dB:

300 Hz — 3300 Hz
500 Hz —— 3300 Hz
300 Hz -~ 2200 Hz
500 Hz -~ 2200 Hz
300 Hz -~ 1500 Hz
500 Hz — 1500 Hz
“Through" (i.e. no cut off)

These ranges promised to make voice signals pop up out of the mud for easy listening.
Morover, the writer especially looked forward to the simplicity offered by those four
little pushbuttons.

The SF-0330, however, proved to be a disappointment, and a waste of money:

1. There was significant insertion loss., To compensate for this, the unit's AF gain
had to be cranked up before the filter's output could equal that originally provided
by the receiver.

2. The SF-0330 provided a very significant noise level of its own, quite apart from
whatever noise was already coming out of the receiver.

Thus, although this filter did cut off many signal and noise components below 300/500 Hz
and above 1500/2200/3300 Hz, little or no real improvement in receiver signal was achieved.

The SF-0330, therefore, may be called essentially worthless for ordinary SWL and SWDX
purposes., Low fidelity design and contruction standards, and/or relatively low quality
components, apparently were employed by its maker. Hopefully, the hams who buy it for
CW and/or SSB work will find it sufficiently satisfactory to justify at least part of
its not inconsiderable cost.
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VNG=TINE STGNAL STATION OF AUSTRALIA
VNG -AUSTRALIA /57 o s

VNG is the callsign of a time signal station that is located in Lyndhurst, Victoria,
Australia, It is operated by Telecom Australia Research Laboratories. The transmitter
is located at exactly 38 Degrees 3.3' South Latitude, 145 Degrees 15,7' East Longitude,
and is a 10 kilowatt model, feeding a half wave dipole antemna.
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The frequency of the transmitter is highly accurate, and is maintained to be within one
part in 1010 of telecom Australia'’s standard of frequency. The reception conditions_can
vary, though, and the signal may be received degraded to the order of one part in 107,
due to the ionesphere. The elapsed time, that which is between seconds, is maiatained
to the same accuracy as the transmitted frequency. The time of day, is mainteined within
100 microseconds of Telecom Australia's standard of Co-—ordinated Universal Time, UTIC,

The Telecom Australia Standard iz a Caesium beam frequency and time standard that is based
in Melbourne, This standard is maintained so that its frequency and time standard is within
a few parts in 1012 of the international definition of time interval, The time of day is
maintained to within 100 microseconds of the worldwide standard maintained by the Bureau
International de l'Heure of UIC,

VNG transmitts the time as most other time signal stations using the worldwide time scale.
When leap second adjustments are necessary, they are inserted at the end of December or
June on the last day at 2359:59, .which is followed by 2359:60, The tone at 2359:60 marks
the start of the leap second, which terminates at 0000:00 on the first day of the following
month. VNG marks leap seconds with an 500 millisecond tone burst at the start and end of
the leap second, This is 495 milliseconds longer than the no#mal second markers for the
seconds of 55 to 58, and 450 milliseconds longer than the second markers for ether seconds.
It is equivelant to the minute marker,

The announcements on VNG only give the station identification, never the actual time.

The announcement reads, “This is VNG, Lyndhurst, Victoria, Australia on 4.5, 7.5, or 12 MHz.
VNG is a Standard Frequency and Time Signal service of the Australian Telecommunications
Commission, This is VNG, Lyndhurst, Victoria, Australia on 4.5, 7.5, or 12 MHz." This
announcement is given between the 20th and 50th seconds of the 15th, 30th , 45th, and 60th
minute.

The actual schedule for VNG is as follows: 0945-2130 UTC on 4.500 MHz; 2245-2230 UTC on
7.500 MHz; 2145-0930 UTC on 12,000 MHz, It is heard relatively easily here in North -
America, from my experiences, and they do verify reports with a QSL folder. The folder
contains full data, and information on VNG inside, and on the back, and a photograph of
the city of Melbourne on the cover. -

RUTH HESCH, NY: At the beginning of my interest in SWLing I collected QSL cards but

wvas sSatisfied with one from a country. The stations in the US and Canada were not
contacted as I felt they were too close., Now I QSL only if I listen to a stationm for

the first time. On the NASWA Country List I keep a record of only those statiomns

where I get positive IDs. I know I heard them and do not feel the need to prove it by
producing QSL cards. To me it is not semsible to listen to a station whose language I

do not understand just to get a QSL card. If it is a program of native music then I stay
with it but could not identify it enough for a report. I can understand an Blitist Club
is important to some SWLs but it is not for me.

BAVID COOK, CA: I think that Terry errs in equating elitists with "top-flight DXers."

An elitist is one who feels that they are superior to others. One can be an excellent DXer
without feeling superior to others. In fact, in DXing one is really competing with oneself,
trying to hear what they haven't heard the night before. DXing is getting up at weird
hours, listening to weird languages, deciphering noise, and stringing new antenmas—all

to0 hear what you have not heard before, not trying to “outdo" someone else.

A club that limits its membership to 30 persons who are in some manner judged to be
superior DXers is by definition a clique and probably borders on being snobbist also.
If they can't take the criticism, maybe they ought to join the rest of us down here on
earth!

One thing about SPEEDX is that all reports are welcome, and anyone active in the hobby is
encouraged to participate in sending in their reports, One need not have to have veri-
fied 200 "countries" to become a member. After a few years behind the knobs you realize
that patience is the true key to becoming a top~flight DXer, not the number of verifi-
cations or accolades others may bestow upon you.

DAVID MAXFIELD, MI: Klasek (SPEEDX, 9/81, p. 55) and Lay (SPEEDX, 10/81, p. 52) write
about "elitist" clubs, especially the reputed Phi Beta Kappa of DXing, Numero Uno.

However, there is less here than meets the eye. The "elitism" chiefly consists in taking
extreme pains to make sure that one really is hearing (i.e. IDing) a station, instead of
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merely wishfully assuming that one is hearing it because frequency, time, language, etc.
seem to be correct for such a station, Furthermore, the limited membership is merely a
gimmick to insure that the club secretary is not completely overloaded when he puts out
the weely (!) logging bulletin, HMost rumors of aristocratic or dog-in-the-manger attitudes
are certainly unwarranted,

For some idea of the sorts of pains NU members take, first read SPEEDXer Chris Hansen's
Use of Lists in DXing (SPEEDX, 9/80, p. 10), and then go on to Guidelines for DXing by
SPEEDXer Jerry Berg {and others) in FRENDX, 9/78, p.4. Those who have access to FRENDX,
6-11/73, should also read On To the Top by Mr. Numero Uno himself, NASWAer Don Jensen.

Anyone who has a good radio, a good antenna, lots of experience, plenty of time for 24-
hour listening—and follows the above-cited guidelines--—can reach the top of DXing with-
out joining NU,

SAM ALEXANDER, NC: In reference to the articles in SPEEDX, September and October issues
on Elite DX Clubs, I wish to say that I am disappointed that the Society to Preserve the
Engrossing Enjoyment of DXing would print any material knocking any DX club or group as
was done by Russ Lay in the October issue.

First, let me say that I am not a member of either of these clubs; neither can I person-
ally equate myself with any member of these groups. As a person who has been a DXer for
only eleven months, I had not even heard of Numero Uno or Fine Tuning until I read the
September issue of SPEEDX.

Criticism as such toward any DX club or group is definitely not "Preserving the Engrossing
Enjoyment of DXing'". After all, what does it matter if some who feel they have accomp-
lished more than others want to have their own group? With as small a membership as these
clubs have, they definitely cannot control the hobby. A lot more damage can be done by a
critical attitude in SPEEDX with a membership of over 1900 members. I have seen civic
clubs, churches, and other organizations destroyed by needless jealousy and criticism,

Please let's keep it out of the best DX organization in the world!

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THE SMALL DX CLUB. . SONE OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS
DX-CLUBS by RUSS LAY

In the July issue of SPEEDX, editor Terry Lindley mentioned a small DX club at the end of
his European column. Like Lindley, I am a member of several large clubs (SPEEDX, ASWLC,
NASWA). Of all the clubs that I'm a member of, SPEEDX is my favorite, and has been since
it first came out. However, I am also a member of two smaller DX clubs, clubs that I
enjoy very much. Swmall DX clubs have many problems, and they seem to come and go with
great rapidity. The purpose of this article will be to explore A) Why I feel small clubs
fail, and B} Why they are important to the hobby?

Most small clubs spring up from a regional base, usually a group of young DXers in one
geographic region get together and start publishing. After initial publicity in the
larger publications, the clubs grow quickly, perhaps gaining as many as 200 members.
Then, it seems, many start to decline—~first gradually, then very rapidly. WHY? It
seems a major reason that small clubs fail is their base of editors. Despite the fact
that membership may grow, the editorial base is usually restricted to those first active
in the club. As these DXers get older, many drep out of the hobby, or restrict their
DXing as they enter college or the work force., Replacement editors are hard to find,

and quality begins to drop. Ultimate tragedy may occur when the publisher quits, and

the bulletin fails to appear. Headquarters operations also seem to pose a problem with
small clubs. When the club first starts, the publisher may not have many bulletins to
mail out, put together, etc. However, as membership climbs, the one man job of running
HQ gets tough. He may now have to put out 150 bulletins, by himself. Inquiries become
more prevalent. As the publisher becomes swamped, one finds that a) the bulletin begins
to come out late, or not at all. This occurance on a regular basis will cause members to
cancel renewals, and b) inquiries.from prospective members for samples, info, etc., will
go unanswered. Thus, I feel part of the problem with small clubs lies in the operations
themselves—the editorial base is not developed deep enough tb cover vacancies, and the
HQ work is not spread out among emough people. As small clubs grow, editors should find
back-ups among their regular contributors. HQ/Publishing activities should be split among
two or more people. This will provide the continuity necessary to keep a club going and
growing.

However, another problem for small clubs lies in the DX fraternity itself. Whether it
occurs from fear of having a small club grow up to be a competitor, or from benign neglect,

the larger clubs only seem to mention small clubs twice—once when they start operations,
and once when they fold. The small club finds quickly that it has no way to add new
members and replace those lost to attrition because they have mo access to publicity. I
feel it would be in the best interests of the hobby to promote small clubs on a regular
begis in their publications., While these clubs do not have the fancy layouts, excellent
features, and perks (awards programs, special publiications, etc) of the larger clubs,
they have a lot to offer. If you are a novice DXer, I would strongly urge joining a small
club., You will find your relationship with the various editors to be more personal than
in a larger club. The loggings listed will be more in line with your level of expertise.
And the loggings you submit will more often be used and credited., Your first 60 meter
band logging will most likely not be credited like this (Jones~CA + 18 others). Loggings
and questions/opinions you may feel foolish sending into a larger club will be handled
with open arms in a small club.

In other words, a smaller club can provide an excellent training ground for the novice
if the novice chooses to contribute to that club's activities. In the long run, this
will help the larger club as the quality of loggings will improve.

If you are a moderately to very experienced DXer, joining a small club would be good also.
First, it would provide the small club with the quantity and quality of loggings it

needs to fill out a bulletin. Sedondly, your expertise will have a greater impact on the
novice, A logging of R, Senegal, AFAN McMurdo, or R, Cook Islands can become lost in the
mass of info published in a 60 page bulletin., A newcomer may not even notice the
logging, or the importance of the logging. In a small club, however, such a logging

will not go unnoticed, and stations such as those mentioned above can be added to many
logbooks.

In closing, I would like to say that I feel the small club is very important to this
hobby. I feel those running small clubs need to make sure they are run as professionally
as possible, and that the bulletins, which are the heart of any club, goes out EVERY
month, To the larger clubs, I hope to see small clubs featured more often. . .mentioned
on the ANARC page, in editors columns, or in feature sections. And to those out there
not in a small club, . .by all means keep your SPEEDX membership, but look into a small
DX club. You'll like it, I'm sure.

T'DB'TS US PLANS TO SET UP RADIO STATION TO TRANSMIT THE NEWS INTO CUBA:
The Reagan Administration said it will set up a new broadcast
station patterned after Radio Free Europe to transmit programs challenging Havan's
version of the news. The programs, beamed in Spanish, will contain political commentary
as well as news and entertainment features. The Administration hopes to have the new
station on the air by next January. Officials said it will have an initial operating
budget of up to $10 million, The facilities' studios and transmitters are expected to
be located in Florida, although details have not been decided yet, officials said. They
said it probably will operate from dawn to dusk and will be called "Radio Marti," after
Jose Marti, the father of the Cuban independence movement. (K. Krist, VA via The Washington

EARLY COMMUNICATION STATIONS: In the year 1903, Marconi established the commercial
communication stqtion, CC, at Wellflett, Cape Cod, Magsachussetts. Was this the world's
first commercial radioc station? The evidence indicates that station CC was the first
commercial wireless station in North America, but not the first in the world. In the
year 1899, two wireless stations were established for communication traffic across the
English Channel. The English terminal was located in the South Ferdand Lighthouse near
Dover, and the French terminal was located at Wimereaux. The first message in spark
modulated morse, was transmitted from France to England, and it was a press telegram to a
London newspaper, anncuncing the opening of the new service. This historic transmission
took place in the year 1899, These two spark gap wireless stations carried commercial
traffic for a few years. In 1901, a network of spark wireless transmitters was installed
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on several of the islands in the Hawaiian group. This network was officially opened on
March 1, 1901, and it was the first usage of wireless any where in the world for inter—
island commercial traffic. The Wellfleet station CC at Cape Cod in Massachussetts was opened
four years after the English channel dual installation; and two years after the Hawaiian
network, (Adrian M. Peterson, India)

COOPERATION: From "The Press™ magazine March 1981 issue was this item— "The Voice of
America, British Broadcasting Corporation, Radio Free Europe and Radio Jerusalem banded
toegether to outwit Soviet jamming intended to deep news of Polish worker strikes out
of Russia, All four transmitted simultaneously making life-—and jamming-difficult for
Russian technicians." (Ruth Hesch, NY)

RADIO UNIVERSIDAD-SAN LUIS POTOSI: The other evening, walking across the Plaza de Armas
in San Luis Potosi, I asked my neice, "Where is Radio Universidad?" "On the next corner"
she said. So I decided there was time for a quick visit and dinner (it was already 9:00)
could wait. Lic. Arturo Villegas Ruvalcaba, who was on duty at the studio that evening
greeted us and showed us around. Although XEXQ is an old station, it is not the oldest,
but it does have a good claim to the oldest building. The Casa de Moneda, as the building
is still called, was built during the 17th century as a mint for the precious metals pro—~
duced in the central part of New Spain. The studios, tape library, etc. are located on the
ground floor around the patio of this well preserved colonial building. Tt is a quiet
place. The massive stone walls completely cut out the city noises and the sky above the
patio is as relaxed and friendly as the staff., After a brief visit, we left with an
invitation to stop by some Sunday and appear on their visitors program. Anyone visiting
San Luis Potosi should make an effort to.stop by Radio Universidad as the Mexican colonial
atmosphere offers a pleasant contrast to the glass and steel towers of the modern broad-—
casters. I didn't notice either a street number of the call letters, but in San Luis,
anyone can direct you to "La Casa de Moneda." ({Carl Huffaker, Mexico)
