United States To Get Another SW Station: On Christmas Day, World Harvest
Radio will sign -on with a 100 kW shortwave transmitter. This station is a

religious organization and they are looking for reports and monitors. QSL
cards will also be available. The frequency schedule is still being worked
out.

DXM Station Profile (Part Two): Radio Jan: The suspension of Radio Tokyo
was lifted in July 1949, and the Japan Broadcasting Corporation began prep-
arations for restarting its overseas broadcasting service. Momentum was in-
creased in 1951 with the signing of the San Francisco Peace Treaty, and the
first programs were finally broadcast on February 1, 1952, after silence of
six years. The reconstituted Radio Tokyo had now changed its name to Radio
Japan.

Radio Japan's first services were broadcast to North America and 4 other

O



regions. The broadcasting time was 1 hour daily, and the languages were
limited to English and Japanese. Services were gradually expanded, howev-
er, with longer hours, more languages, and stronger transmissions. Radio
Japan now broadcasts 40 hours daily in 21 different languages.

Radio Japan is part of the Japan Broadcasting Corporation, a public
body, and conducts its overseas broadcasting under the Broadcasting Law of
Japan. There is no official interference from the government, however,re-
guarding the nature or contents of its programs. This represents a total
departure from the situation which prevailed before and during World War

There are now nearly 100 countries with SW overseas broadcasting stat-
ions. All such countries place high priority on the achievement of stable
reception conditions. This is most visible in the efforts which are made
to increase the output of their transmitters and obtain new relay facili-
ties. High powered transmissions are now common, while many SW stations
are increasing the number of their transmitters in order to make simulta-
neous broadcasts on five or ten different frequencies.

At present, Radio Japan has a maximum power of 200 kW and only uses a

limited number of frequencies. Radio Japan is now giving top priority to
the improvement of its reception conditions.

In addition to the relay broadcasts via Sines in Portugal, Radio Japan
has also been relayed via Moyabi in Gabon since 1984. The Moyabi Transmit-
ting Station relays Radio Japan programs at 500 kW, resulting in greatly
improved reception for Europe, the Middle East and Africa. Indeed,results
have far exceeded expectations. Radio Japan now receives more reception
reports from these areas than it did in the past.

Progress is also being made at home. Work has already commenced on the
improvement of KDD's transmitting facilities at Yamata, with the result
that by 1988, output is expected to be increased to 300 kW. This will im-
prove reception conditions in Asia. Radio Japan also plans to obtain relay
stations in Central America (Panama...ds) and Southeast Asia in the near
future, with concurrent improvements for reception in North and South Am-
erica and Asia. (We hope you enjoyed our profile. Thanks go to R. Japan,
for providing us with this profile. ds)

A Different Value For Reception Reports: The Mexico City newspapers rec-
ently carried the story that the Director of "Radio Guerrero" had been in-
dieted on a long list of charges involving the operation of the station.
The station is MW and owned by the State of Guerrero. In summary, thecher-
ges stated that the station had not been providing national coverage with
a 10 kW signal, but had been operating with poor fidelity at 3 kW, the li-
mit of its 30 year old equipment, a fraude against the government and the
people. If the station had appeared in MEDIUMWaveguide, a copy of SPEEDX
would be-7orth its weight in gold at the defense attorney's office! (From
Carl Huffaker-MEXICO, who wonders if we've ever thought of this when sen-
ding a reception report??? ds.)

NDXE Status Report: Al Quaglieri-NY: Dickson Norman is a man with a 25yr.
plan: he wants to conquer the world through shortwave radio ("I think the
word 'shortwave' has negative connotations...I want to make people think
of it as 'superwave'). Even though the world has yet to hear the starting
gun ---physically, NDXE is currently a cleared piece of land with some site
improvements, but no tower, antenna, or transmitter ---Mr. Norman is men-
tally running future races: a power upgrade to 500 kW, a digital stereo
satellite feed to cable systems, and the mass -manufacture of a $50 all -
wave synchronous-sideband stereo receiver. For the present, though, the
search is on for a transmitter; Norman claims that a healthy VOA budget
has created a shortage among U.S. manufacturers, and negotiat ons are now
underway with France a Thomson-CSF for a unit nominally deliverable in
early 1986. The antenna will be a steerable log -periodic vee, unique,cla-
ims Norman, amongst North American broadcasters. Also planned is a back -
scatter ionospheric measurement system, to enable pinpointing antenna po-
sition for maximum target area coverage. Rounding out this state- of -the
art system will be a Kahn Universal AM Stereo Generator (for "concert ma
fidelity with no platform motion"), making NDXE the world's first & only
stereo shortwave broadcaster ---despite the fact there's not one commerci-
ally -available shortwave receiver currently capable of decoding this spe-

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cial feature. Norman doesn't seemed concerned about this, and the long
delays and miles of red tape haven't noticeably dampened his coataigous
enthusiasm; Dickson Norman is talkative, persuasive, he thinks big & be-
lieves in his dream. Time and public response will tell if NDXE was in-
deed worth the wait. (Thanks also to Bill Thim-CT, who has given us info
on NDXE. Look for it in an upcoming DXFITTsT-

A U.S. 'voice' in the News Wilderness: A sizable segment of the American
population is now swarming over the globe from Perth to Pilsen and from
Ischl to Ise, and all stops in between. Along the way, travelers often
find themselves far from a newsstand that carries newspapers in English.
And even if they can manage to make out what the local press is saying,
the only news of the United States may be a bit of Hollywood gossip at the
bottom of an inside page. There are those who have been known to develop
a sort of psychic vertigo under such circumstances. One remedy is to keep
in touch with America by shortwave.

The Voice of America beams daily doses of homegrown news and enterta-
inment to Europe, Asia, the Caribbean, Africa and the Middle East. Ano-
ther source of news from home is the AFRTS, which also maintains an ex-
tensive schedule.

In the past, shortwave radios were bulky and complex, but recently,
several battery -powered models have come into the market, small enough
to fit in the palm of the hand yet sufficiently powerful to pull in vir-
tually the whole world with a telescoping antenna. It has often been said
that the world is getting smaller, but the cliche takes on fresh meaning
when you hold one of these radios in your hand. (Edited version of an ar-
ticle by Hans Fantel in the Milwaukee Journal.

Robert Kastenmeier (D -WI),
would, in effect make SWLs liable to Government prosecution under wire-
tapping laws, for just listening to mobile/cordless telephones that op-
erate in the shortwave or VHF spectrum. I suppose the satellite TV people
could be involved in this as well (Duke's comment). This is a good exam-
ple of legislators trying to accomodate greedy commercial interests. If
the telephone or satellite people feel it is too costly to put scramblers
on their devices, they just lobby Congress to "criminalize" the innocent
listener. SWLs that enjoy listening in to unscrambled military communi-
cations could wind up in Federal Court because of an attempt to OSL!lheare
are quite adequate laws already on the books against espionage and fraud-

ulent misuse of radio or TV signals. This measure would put the U.S. in
the same category as those countries which do not allow free receptionaf
radio signals. We must not sacrifice fundamental American rights!I would
hope every SWL takes pen in hand and writes his or her Congressman! Re-
member, these legislators (with the exception of Senator Goldwater) know
NOTHING of SWLing, YOU are the only one that can set them straight on
this. (Duke certainly has some opinions on this legislation. How do you
feel? We'd like to include your comments in an upcoming DXM. ds)

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Product Profiles

Results are still trickling in from the poll we did last month so I
will wait one more month before publishing the results. You still have
time to tell us about the computer you use in your shack and the radio
related applications you are running.

While the amount of responses thus far has been low, the level of
enthusiasm makes up for it. Just about every member has expressed an
interest in doing some programming or in finding some SWL related soft-
ware that's ready to run.

The best place to look for news about radio software and hardware
goodies is where the makers of these products hope you will be looking
for them; in the ham and swl magazines such as Popular Communications,
Monitoring Times, 73, QST, and CO. Religiously combing both the display
and classified ads will make you aware of most of what's out there. The
C-64 and the TRS-80 CoCo seem to have the ground covered when it comes
to things like digital modes, antenna design, and programs to calculate
everything from great circle distance to the MUF. The selection for
other brands seems to thin out a little in some areas.

Another good place to look is the jillions (or so it seems!) of
computer bulletin boards where you can download software for free or
just the connect time fee, if any. COMPUSERVE has an enourmous software
library at your fingers and I have found everything from logbook pro-
grams to FAX programs there. There have been, and still are, a few
shortwave and ham specific boards that come and go due to the cost and
time in setting it up and mainataining the system.

Most computer user groups have a public domain software library
available to it's members. At their meetings you can meet others with
similar interests and needs, while in the back of the room are the
pirates who like to share their library of bootleg programs or gloat
over how they beat the newest copy protection scheme.

Some commercial software does not come out and. say "use me for radio
applications", but a word processor or database program can maintain
the cleanest and most helpful logbook you can imaaine. Software for
RTTY and CW is pretty much hobby specific, but even terminal programs
that can deal with 5 bit baudot can do RTTY with the proper modem
interface. The new ATARI 520ST computer has built in software for 5,6,7
or 8 bit data exchange.

The other alternative is to learn to program and roll yer own
software when you have some exotic needs that are not being met. An
example could be an program to examine in various ways the text from a
numbers station and look for patterns, repeats or any hints about the
format, vocabulary or most used characters or digits. Or maybe you want
to connect your radio and computer together to control the operation of
the radio ala Icom and Yaesu. Not only will you have to write your own
software, you will also have the dubious pleasure of concocting an
interface box or a special cable at the very least.

The BASIC language is the easiest to learn and will do most of the
tasks you have in mind except for high speed processing of data as when
you sort huge blocks of data. The "C" programming language seems to be
the current favor of professional programmers because a program written
for an IBM can be fairly easily converted to run on an Apple, or
whatever. This language resembles BASIC but compiles down to machine
code for quick execution. The best of both worlds.

O



This month let's take a look at antenna tuners, a subject of much
confusion and misunderstanding. In its most rudimentary form, an
antenna tuner or transmatch is a coil and capacitor, both of which are
adjustable. It helps to resonate your antenna circuit at the frequency
desired for optimum gain.

If your radio has a control marked ANT TRIM you have a simple
tuner built in, so an external tuner may not yield that much of an
improvement. The newer desk radios like the R71 and the FRG -8800 seem
to be dropping this feature assuming that you may want to use an exter-
nal tuner for better results. Owners manuals often suggest use of a
tuner for best results. It also cuts their production costs.
The controversy arises over the arguements that tuners only fool the

radio into seeing a tuned antenna circuit, or that it only affects the
antenna feedline. Other theories abound, so without becoming embroiled
in this spat, I will say it can cut SWR to almost nothing and bring in
signals that you did'nt know were there. With random length longwires
and apartment bound SWLs, it can squeeze the last bit of performance
out of your setup. Building one is not hard and plans can be found in
the ARRL Handbook and other sources, but most will opt for buying one
new from MFJ, Heathkit, Radiokits or others.
Most tuners will work with transmitters and receivers. Ratings may

range from 10 to 2000 watts or more, but this is not important to the
SWL except for price. A 2000 watt model will cost much more than the 10watt little brother.
One tuner I use with my R71 is the MFJ 941B which retails for under

$100. It can handle up to 300 watts, more than enough for my ham rig.
It can switch up to three antenna systems through the tuner or bypass
it for a direct connection to the radio. A built in SWR and wattmeter
are essential for hams but not for SWLs unless you plan to become aham in the near future.
One variable capacitor control tunes the transmitter/receiver linewhile the other capacitor deal with the antenna circuit. A 12 position

selector switch adjusts the amount of inductance between the two. Theresult is that just about any hunk of longwire or simple dipole arraycan operate with near maximum gain on any band from 2 Mhz to 30 Mhz.
Many active antennas have a tuner within the control box that

resonates a whip antenna before amplifing the signal, but most of these
are not intended for transmitter use.
Prices overall for new tuners can range from $25.00 to over $500 so

there is quite a bit to choose from and in most cases you get what youpay for. Avoid buying used tuners that may have been used for ham
radio. You have no way of knowing if too high a power level was everapplied to the tuner, weakening or even burning out a little fuse -like
element that is a bear to get a replacement for and fix yourself.

And lastly, a quickie review of the Atari 520ST computer. It has ahalf megabyte of RAM and the GEM operating system that features
windows, and is for the most part, the same as the operating system
found on the IBM. In fact, you can transport programs back and forth
between the two. A two button mouse and a keyboard with a numeric
keypad and 10 special function keys gives maximum ease of input.

3 1/2" disk drives can hold abut 300K formatted in either a single
or double sided format. A $500 hard disk holds 10 megabytes. Ports
include 2 mouse/joystick ports, both serial and parrallel interfaces, aMIDI port for controlling electronic musical instruments.
Languages available include BASIC, LOGO, C, FORTH and soon to be

released PASCAL and COBOL. BASIC and LOGO comes with the computer.
Prices are at this time $799 for the monochrome with 640 x 400 screenresolution or $999 for the color monitor version.

I"ve had mine for about 6 months now and I'm very satisfied. More
and more software is being released each week and what I have seen sofar looks pretty good. Lots of databases and word processors for yourlogbooks. My efforts in developing ham software are bearing fruit sosometime in early 1986 the ST will be able to transceive monochrome andcolor FAX/SSTV in addition to CW and RTTY. In short, the 520ST is aMacintosh at one third the price, with a better keyboard and superior
operating system.

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MILITARY SURPLUS RADIOS by Michael Nowicki

Anyone who is at all interested in radio as a hobby has dabbled with or

considered getting into military radios. They can be found at hamfests,
flea markets, surplus electronic stores and some dealers. With all the

dials, buttons, meters and cables evident you are immediately impressed by
what you imagine it can do. In reality however they do much the same things

as their newer solid state commercial cousins do but without the high price
tag, compact size and light weight.
Built to very demanding military specifications they are well designed,

perform well and can take an incredible amount of abuse before they fail.
They also have the nickname of "boat anchors", and rightly so. The most
commonly available units use vacuum tubes which require many watts of power
to drive and take up room. The cabinet must be strong enough to protect

them from damage and rough handling common in wartime and for this you add
more bulk and weight.
Among the advatages are that they are very inexpensive, use parts that

mostly can still be found and fixed by the user (not so with modern solid
state rigs), and fun to play around with. Miltary tranceivers often have

continous tuning that allow transmitting and receiving on any frequency
within its operating range, unlike ham or commercial units. This ability
makes them very attractive to maritime operators, survivalists, pirates and
the curious. Until only recently VHF and UHF scanners did not include many

frequency bands that were used primarily by the government and law
enforcement agencies. Military radios were designed to include these bands

for official use.
I do not necessarily recommend buying one for use as your main radio but

they are downright handy for use as a second receiver or for field trips.

When planning camping trips you will be more inclined to throw an army
shortwave set in the back of your 4 wheel drive than you would be to bring

your nice new $500+ solid state radio and store it with the fishing poles
and canoe paddles, not to mention risking exposure to the elements for

which it was not designed.
,For the prospective buyer of miliary surplus radios to make an

intelligent purchase, they must first determine what class they fall into.

For the person who is consumer oriented (plug it in right away and turn it
on) you should first determine if the radio is working and if not, if you

can fix it yourself. Most rigs do not have an internal power supply and may
require several high voltages that are not safe for those who may not be

sure what they're doing. Many times the radio will come with a seperate
power supply that uses as its source either 117 VAC or 6, 12 or 24 VDC.
The more technical hobbyist who actually enjoys rolling up his sleeves

and diving in with a VTVM to debug the problem will not be discouraged at
the prospect of having to build a power supply to run it on.
Oftentimes you will encounter radios at the flea market where power is

not available for demonstration purposes. In this case you will have to do
a little detective work. Ask the seller to tell you about the radio and the

depth of their reply will also tell you just how much they really know

about it, if anything.
The first thing is to look at the overall condition of the radio. Just

because the cabinet may have paint scratches, dents, dings or even rusty
bloodstains does not mean it's not working. Look at the front panel to see

if it's in the same condition as the cabinet. Oftentime it will be in much
better condition because of flanges built in to protect the front panel

from damage or because the cabinet is not the original one. A can of olive

drab spray paint will cover a lot of sins.
The next step is to open the radio and look to see if everything seems to

be there. This means no empty tube sockets and no signs of cannibalization

for parts. If there are any transformers smell them for a telltale burnt

odor that could be a tipoff that it's a dud.
The bottom line of course is price. Low price is what justifies taking a

chance on bringing home a boat anchor and hoping it will work ok. Hamfests

are probably the best place to get good deals because hams are notorious

cheapskates, sellers know this and price their equipment accordingly.

As an example I have seen Collins R-392 shortwave radios sell for a:

little as $30 and as much as $300 in similar condition! Reasons for this

vary. Dealers who also run a shop have to make a profit but they will more

often stand behind what they sell, while a ham whose wife has been nagginc

him to get rid of all that junk in the garage will be more likely to cut

you a good deal just to get rid of it.

In summary, first determine that you really need the radio as a usefu:

addition, assure yourself of it's operational condition and then dicker!

US PLANS MADE OVER SHORTWAVE Larry Stransky, NY

The Oct. 15th New York Times stated that President Reagan and De-

fense Secretary Casper Weinberger discussed plans to intercept an Egypt-
ian airliner over shortwave without using scramblers because the two
planes had different cryptographic systems and it would have required
too much time for a third -party patch to allow for secure communications
preventing shortwave listeners from hearing the secret plans in the mak-
ing.

PREVENTING ACCIDENTAL HOLOCAUST Morris Pfeffer, NY

The Sept. 15th Syracuse Herald American tells how the hot-line be-
tween Washington, DC and Moscow works. A message from the White House
sent by the president is transmitted, telephoned or sent hand carried
to a long narrow room in the hushed and mysterious National Military
Command Center in the Pentagon. There, the officer in charge will call
the White House to validate the message. Once done, it is punched into
a crypto machine made in West Germany and is converted to code. It is
then transmitted to two earth stations in MD and WV and from there to
an American and Soviet satellite high above the equator and back down to
two earth stations in the USSR, one in Moscow and the other in Lvov and
finally to the Kremlin. The system was set up in an attempt to prevent
the two nuclear powers from starting a war over a misunderstanding. A
West German encoding machine is used by both countries because neither
side wanted to reveal its technology in their own encoding machines and
decided to use a system from a third country. Both the US and the USSR
shares codes with each other in this system of communications to prevent
others from listening in.

THE PURPOSE OF RADIO MARTI David Claytor,,MI

The real purpose of Radio Marti is still in question. From the
very start of the idea, five years ago, Cuban exiles in Miami wanted to
have a station that could topple the communist government in Cuba and
they lobbied for the station. When it was finally approved by Congress
it was no longer a propaganda radio station but a station under the con,
trol of the Voice Of America which is required to provide objective,
accurate and balanced broadcasts. Today the station provides programm-
ing that includes a soap opera, music from Michael Jackson, Stevie Won-
der, Lionel Richie and Olivia Newton -John and even baseball games. The
above item was taken from the Sept. 9th Detroit Free Press.

CONGRESS SHOULD NOT CUT RADIO MARTI FUNDS Donald McCants, AL

From the Birmingham. News on Oct. 8th comes word that Congress can
not afford to give Castro a present by cutting the funding of R. Marti.
Recently, a Senate appropriations subcommittee voted favorably to the
administrations request for an $11.5 million budget for Radio Marti in
fiscal year 86 but the House in a voice vote on the floor last July cut
the amount to $8.5 million. Unless the full amount is restored in con-
ference, the Congress will be forcing Radio Marti to cut its staff and
operations just when it is beginning to show results.

Five people were killed when suicide guerrillas attacked radio st-
ation Voice Of Hope, owned by American George Otis & located in Lebanon.
The missionary broadcast service is operated by High Adventure. Comes
from the Oct. 17th Charleston Daily Mail.

CAR PURCHASING BY RADIO Bob Moser, IL
Here's a suggestion about how you might use an ordinary car radio, to help deter-
mine whether or not to purchase that used car that you may be seriously consider-

ing. First of all, you begin by checking out each of the push buttons on the
radio, to see just which type of stations the previous owner listened to. how if

you find that they are all set to contemporary rock and roll stations, then the

chances are that the previous owner was a teen-ager, in which case the brakes are
probably worn and the transmission may be shot! Then again, if you find that the
push buttons are set to classical music or easy listening type stations, then the
chances are that the previous owner was a conservative older person, in which
case the engine is probably sluggish and has carbon buildup, and the tires are

wearing unevenly from lack of balance and rotation. And finally, when you check
those radio push buttons, if you find that they are all set to country and western

music stations, then we suggest that whenever you are getting either into or out

gf that used car, you'd best watch where you're stepping!

DX Season usually means plenty of logs and plenty of news, and that's what we've got this
month. However, I am pressed for time once again this month, so I'm going to have to rush
through the column this month.

Carl Huffaker has figured out his "R. EcuadOriana" mystery, which he has been reporting during
the past several months: "After sorting out signals and replaying tapes, I've come to the
conclusion that "Radio Ecuadoriana" is a figment of my imagination, or at least a misinterper-
tation. The basis of this might be of interest. First, La Cruz del Sur is a little higher than
its reported 4875, and possibly Radiodifusora Acreana a bit lower than 4880. Both sign -on
around p900 and because of the ACC action of the receiver, the most easily readable signal
is around 4788, albeit with a certain amount of QRM. The tapes that LCdS uses for its early
morning religious broadcasters have been reported level with the peaks
clipped. This means that the program comes in better than the studio announcements. The
converse is true for Rdif. Acreana, who uses a taped ID. Evidently it was made locally as
the accent sounds a little more Spanish than the normal Brazilian Portuguese. I was copying
the higher level program, and IDs as one signal and assuming the backround QRM was another,
and until recently, I hadn't caught a situation where the ID wasn't synchronized with a
pause in the program. One unstressed syllable seemed missing in "Ecuadoriana", but I had
written that off as a bad spot in the tape as it always occured the same. One of the problems
of a steep -skirted filter is that you get better tone and readability by favoring one side-
band or the other, and when you tune for the best signal, the readout is often not that of
the carrier."

Carl also offers the following concerning Peruvian political geography. I hope this
reproduces well enough to read:

Customarily is Latin -America, "Npartmentes" (State) were named after
a principal city which became the Capitol. "Previncias" (Counties)
were named in a simililar way. But there are frequent exceptiens.

/DX A/0 / Of the many types of antennas used by SWLers, the random length wire and the
dipole are two the most popular. Both of these antennas are directional in nature, mea-
ning that they display highest sensitivity to signals arriving broadside to their
length. Therefore, many NAm DXers will look at the flat projection map of the world,
prevalent on the walls of most monitoring posts, and figure that since most Asian and
Pacific countries are West or Southwest of their own QTH, the best way to orient their
antennas would be North -South. Such a setup will usually work fine for signals from
the Pacific islands and Australia/PNG, but it is not the ideal orientation for signals
from Asian countries, including the Asian sub -continent, SE Asia, China and Japan. Why?
Well, shortwave signals do not travel on the surface of the earth -they follow the shor-
test path consistent with their reflections back & forth between the earth and the ion-
osphere. This route is known as the "great circle route" and is the shortest distance
between two points on the earth's surface. "Great Circle" maps can be made for speci-
fic locations and your QTH is placed at the center of the map. All directions radiate
from this point, and a ruler laid from the center point to any other point on the map
automatically traces a great circle route. For instance, a great circle map centered
on an ECNA site will reveal that the shortest distance to the Asian continent is not
West, but North over the polar region. Due north will be China, SE Asia, as well as
western Indonesia. Thus, a random wire or dipole antenna oriented in an East-West dir-
ection will work much better for ECNA DXers who wish to hear the regional stns that a-
bound in this area. The same E -W antenna orientation will provide Central NAm DXers
with a good path to the Indian subcontinent, whereas a somewhat NE -SW directed antenna
would be best for SE Asia, China & Indonesia. An antenna oriented NE -SW will be sensi-
tive to signals from most of the Asian continent for WCNA listeners but a N -S wire
would be best for parts of Indonesia and all of Australia & the Pacific,

Hope that I haven't confused you with this DX/A0 segment. I had planned on including
a small great circle map, but alas -no room. These maps can be found in many Shortwave
and Amateur Radio publications.
