Unfortunately, “Action” was
cancelled in March of this year due
10 its expense to the network. Its
cancellation provoked a deluge of
irate letters from all over the coun-
try; but, as usually is the case, they
were ignored. Dick, however, has
plans for a new series next season,
which he predicts will be an even
bigger success than “Action.” In
addition, Dick Clark Product
is now in the process of producing
two feature films, an area that
Dick ultimately hopes to achieve
major recognition in. Knowing
Dick, and his previous record,
he cannot miss.
