Chamber of Commerce, speak this
week.

Bruce unrolled a story of facts
and figures that brings home the
modernization of farming practices.
He started by saying that in 1850,
animals contributed 79 per cent of
the farm labor energy .. . humans
15 per cent. But this year ... farm
machines will do 92 per cent of the
farm work.

Bruce points to Illinois figures
which show that in 1920, just 30

years ago . . . it took 32 minutes
to produce a bushel of corn. This
year, about six minutes.

But with this increased efficiency
farmers are facing some worrisome
days ahead as this nation builds jts
military machine. And these are
the things we think farmers should
watch for: (1) Get ready to do
with less labor, (2) Plan for short-
ages of commercial fertilizer and
chemicals, (3) Expect to pay more
taxes, (4) Take good care of your
machinery . . . there may be less of
it in 1951.
