ith their new CD63SE
WCcmpact Disc player,
Marantz have xept their

feet on the ground. Avoiding the
radical and questionable DSP
processing schemes being adopted by
Pioneer (Legato Link) and Denon
(Alpha Processing), they've come up
with an affordable £349.90 audiophile
player that relies on good conventional
engineering.
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GET YOURSELF
CONNECTED.....
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Marantz's top engineer Ken Ishiwata
really knows his audio. This Special
Edition player attempts to improve on
the already competent standard model
with a host of innovations, including
audio grade components and specialised
audio output amplifiers. Knowing how
much component ‘colouration’ can
influence sound quality, | have to say I'm
very sympathetic to this approach. Ken
told us Marantz have, with vibration
transducers, measured the behaviour of
capacitors in response to an applied
impulse and find they ‘sing’. Tannoy
have said the same too.

We've also noted that component
sound often relates to construction
materials, e.g. paper-and-oil dielectric
types sound damped and display
beautifully dark inter-transient silences.
But component type must be varied or
the sound will become too unbalanced.
Like chocolate cake, too many paper-
and-oils are too much of a good thing.
Ken was the first to raise this point
with us, winning himself lots of extra
Brownie points!

The CD63SE is low slung at 90mm
high. At the price you can rely on a host
of features, but these don't include
Philips’ dubious Favourite Track
Selection (FTS) nor remote control of
volume. | find the latter useful because
the player can drive a power amp
direct, but it's difficult to implement and
probably not high on most people’s
agenda. The CD63SE nearly has a full
complement of controls though, with
just a few minor functions such as
‘Repeat’ being found on the remote
control unit.

Marantz use their usual bright blue
display with numerals clearly readable at
a distance. Track and time are shown
simultaneously, together with a small 20
track calendar which gives a permanent
reminder of tracks played and
remaining.

SOUND QUALITY

This player sounds good. Vivid midband
focus gave vocals a strongly etched
outline. John Lee Hooker’s voice
croaked and rasped on ‘Deep Blue Sea’,
an ability to convey strong dynamic
inflections projecting his voice forward

well. Hooker's chuckle at the end of
this track jumped out in stark contrast
to the background - lovely!
Considering our expensive reference
Pink Triangle Da Capo barely sounded
more convincing, | was impressed.
Whilst strings were painted from a
broader textural palette with greater
body, the Marantz CD63SE sounded
both clear and refined. Most people
would be hard pressed to choose
between the two.

Ripping treble
energy from a disc
makes particularly
strong demands on
digital filters,
throwing up
anomalous
behaviour in many
players. This causes
peculiar dulling
effects in processing players, or
grittiness and shimmer. Hard struck
chords on Steve Earle's ‘Someday’ are a
favourite test of mine and the Marantz
again survived them with composure,
conveying the bite of the strings
without undue coarseness. Like most
Steve Earle albums this is a fierce
recording, and only sophisticated
convertors (here I'm thinking of DPA's)
handle this sort of thing without falling
apart or turning nasty. Likewise the
CDé63SE.

Although the Marantz playing Steve
Earle produced treble strong enough to
lacerate, the cymbals at the end of
‘Someday’ stinging my ears, they're
supposed to! In the midst of this, the
sound remained clean and | remained
listening. Against Da Capo there was a
little less atmosphere around vocalists
and not quite the same fully cohesive
picture, yet I'd bargain that the
Marantz's upper treble was a mite
cleaner and more refined. At the start
of Jackie Leven's ‘Gylen Gylen' the
strings of a strummed guitar sounded
especially sweet and clean. By any

standards this player is a very classy act.

This followed through into classical
music well. Horns at the start of
Scheherazade had richness and bite,
violins avoided shrillness and stayed
well separated, exerting the nimble
interjection intended when plucked -

classy act. *

light, fast and attention catching. This
was another demonstration of the
player’s strong midband and apparent
speed. But the Marantz has a light and
bright tonal colour that may well not
complement bright amplifiers so much
as some of the smoother designs, Aura,
NAD and Pro-Ject being amongst them.

Only further down the audio
spectrum did the limitations of the
Marantz become apparent, and they
weren't great by any means. The laconic
bassline behind Hooker’s
‘Chill Out’ lacked
expressiveness. It was a
little bland in its playing,
tonality and dynamics.
The CDé63SE has bass
for sure, superficially it's
pretty good, but against
an expensive reference
like Da Capo it proved
featureless and unengaging. This is the
only reason why the Marantz ultimately
wasn't as cohesive as a top quality
convertor. Its glorious midrange and
treble performance rather faded away
lower down the musical scale, slipping
from brilliant to just good - what you'd
expect at the price. It's just as well, or
Marantz would have cleaned up totally!

Taken as a whole, the CD63SE is
one hell of a Compact Disc player. It's
well built and compact enough to slide
unobtrusively into most systems. Styling
is neat and unassuming and finish is
excellent. It's at one and the same time
insightful and refined, with a gloriously
engaging and dynamic midband with
sweet, pure treble. That puts it right at
the top in this price bracket. Free from
current digital contrivance, it's a tribute
to properly directed audiophile
engineering. That really does make it
special @

E reputation amongst audiophiles

from just two loudspeakers, the
ES14 launched back in 1986 and the
more recent ES1 |, which took the
industry by storm in 1990. Epos have
never been ones to rush things, but
there’s been feverish activity in Havant
recently with the development of an
all-new floorstander, the ES25.

The first thing that struck me
about these speakers was their quality
of finish. Their cabinetwork was
opulent, rivaling cabinets from the
likes of Ruark and Castle. Every join
met perfectly and the real wood
veneer is complemented by solid
wood edging, a nice touch that allows
knocks to be polished out.

Epos have an unusual but specific
design philosophy. As far as possible
they use simple first-order crossovers,
which use very few parts, but have
excellent phase and impedance
characteristics. This in turn demands
the use of good drive units, so Epos
make their own.

The ES25 continues this tradition,
using a dedicated midrange/treble
driver fed from just one capacitor to
make sure it doesn’t have to handle
heavy bass. Its treble output is
augmented by a 25mm aluminium
dome tweeter and
this again works
from just one
capacitor to keep
out low
frequencies.

For bass, Epos
have developed a
high power, low
distortion 8inch
driver using a one
piece Cobex cone
with an integral
dust cap to
improve stiffness. Around the back of
this unit there's a massive magnet
assembly fixed sturdily to a rigid
diecast chassis - all custom built. This
dedicated bass unit from a slightly
more complex 2nd order filter, so it
supplies bass alone.

Around the back of the ES25s are
three sets of flush sockets for tri-
wiring which accept only 4mm plugs.
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% The ES25s have an

Below them resides a rear-firing bass
reflex port.

I found these speakers needed a
lot of running in, improving after
several days to reveal more and more
of a performance. And “reveal” is
what they do most potently, offering a
transparent, nearly uncoloured
window on a performance. This also
means and they expose source
components and in this respect are
critical of amplifier and source.

Qasis’ ‘Supersonic’ created a wide
soundstage bursting with acoustic
detail and ambience. Cymbals crashed
frantically, fighting their way through
the splashy reflections from studio
walls that echoed across the whole
studio. The ES25s have an extremely
coherent and focused sound, like
Harbeth's HL-P3s with greater scale.
Their midrange projects freely and
smoothly to create a deep sound stage
having exceptional clarity and body,
notable with vocals and strings. | found
treble to be sweet and crisp.

Bass has been optimised to play
deep, but these speakers don’t go as
deep and aren’t as full as you'd expect
from a cabinet of the size. All the
same, they are cleaner and more
precise than most, revealing the detail
of a bass guitar rather than portraying
it as a powerful
thud. Such bass
resolution is a
breath of fresh air,
opening up a
musical dimension
that other
loudspeakers only
hint at. A lack of
waffle or overhang
made bass lines
seem fast, tight and
tuneful. There was
enough bass power
to impart real impact to percussion,
conveying low frequency dynamics
well.

The ES25s stay firmly in control at
all times, offering a dry, neutral
balance, unlike the richer, more
characterful ESI Is. The 25s are more
transparent, yet there’s a touch of
character from the midrange driver’s
plastic cone. It’s sufficiently well

controlled not to
detract from the
tone and timbre of
strings, but it does
add colour.

This crisp, dry
balance combined
with their ability
to resolve detail in
a natural manner
is absolutely
captivating with
classical music. I'm
not a great
connoisseur of
classical, but the
performance the
ES25s created
with Locatelli’s Sei Introduttioni
Teatrali, OplV, was breathtaking. The
last three tracks of this fone
recording is a concerto for violin,
strings and basso continuo. Despite its
simple underlying structure the
emotion from this sonorous, rounded
piece was captured majestically. The
purity of tone of violin, naturally
coloured and full of body was a
delight. I'll probably regret saying this,
but it does highlight how processed
and mechanical modern rock
recordings can be.

A properly designed three-way
loudspeaker can be something special.
They are more complex than two-way
designs, but as Epos have
demonstrated with the ES25, the
rewards can justify such complexity.
These are true audiophile
loudspeakers. They show that
meticulous engineering and attention
to detail can create something
outstanding @

THE LISTENING

Both amplifiers were slotted between
my Michell Gyrodec QC/Rega
RB300/Audio Technica AT33 turntable
and a pair of Chario Hiper |
loudspeakers. Naim NAC 05 speaker
cable was used with the Nait - Naims
don't like ‘foreign’ cables - and Chord
Company Flatline with the 8000A.

The Audiolab gave a great rendition
of Jamiroquai’s ‘Return of the Space
Cowboy’, at once sounding super-
confident. The opening electric piano
was full bodied, imaging to the rear of
the ‘speakers, and vocals projected out
with commendable clarity. When bass
kicked in, the Audiolab made itself
known through its tremendous punch -
this was no delicate flower of an
amplifier. Treble was a pleasure,
sounding sweet and finely etched.

Rhythmically, the Audiolab also
acquitted itself well, percussion being
delivered in a supple, unmechanical
fashion. Although bass lines were fairly
taut, they weren't the last
word on the subject,
stopping and starting with
more force than
precision. Lots of
intricate detail made its
way through, with
cowbells projected with
unusual clarity.
Dynamically the Audiolab
was no slouch in its
capacity to get louder
and quieter as the
occasion demanded.

The Audiolab 8000A managed the
rare feat of sounding powerful and lithe
at the same time, an enjoyable
combination. But it wasn’t until |
powered up the Naim Nait 3 that its
weaknesses became clear. Tonally the
baby Naim was starker, with a rather
monochromatic quality. Compared to
the Audiolab, there was an emphasis on
the mid band, with treble a touch duller
and bass drier.

Back with ‘Space Cowboy’, the
difference in control between the two
struck me on the opening bar. Jay Kay's
voice had more tangibility, making the
Audiolab sound glossy and airbrushed
by comparison. The electric piano was
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¢ The 8000A
charms you through
its gusto, and the
Nait through its
detail and grip.*

imparted with a naturalness that had
escaped the 8000A. As the groove
kicked in basslines were less powerful,
but tighter, more tuneful and expressive
- you could hear the bassist’s finger on
the string, whether it was being
slammed or lightly plucked.

The Naim also managed to separate
out instruments better, bass hanging
‘underneath’ the mix, playing with its
own phrasing which didn’t inflect on the
other instruments. Vocals seemed to
float forward of the speakers, with the
electric piano well behind. Silences
between the notes were better carried
than the Audiolab, which seemed to
make notes run into one another.

Moving to dance music, the
Audiolab made an impressive job of
Sueno Latino’s eponymous club classic,
with a rich, fruity house piano sound
and an expansive soundstage augmented
by wallops of bass power. By contrast,
piano on the Nait sounded a touch
anaemic and lacking in warmth, the
soundstage appearing smaller. However,
the Nait caught
breathy female
voice, flanged
snare drums and
ambient water
effects with crystal
clarity. The Naim
wasn't over
detailed in a
pedantic sense, all
strands of the mix
were projected in
a cohesive, musical
way. Roland 808
hi-hats had a beguilingly natural texture,
their timing beautifully carried, whilst
sub-bass lines were at once super-tight
and tuneful.

Indeed the Nait proved really
emotive, with an uncanny ability to
communicate the feeling in a musical
performance. Clint Eastwood and
General Saint’s ‘Jack Spratt’, a vintage
slice of reggae aided and abetted by the
bass and drum talents of Sly Dunbar and
Robbie Shakespeare respectively, was a
joy. The 8000A pumped out great tracts
of power, just what the music needed,
whilst the baby Naim revealed Sly's
supreme delicacy of playing and his
beautifully nuanced syncopation with

Robbie’s percussion.

This said, the Nait 3 still needs
careful matching, preferably with
efficient, warm sounding loudspeakers.
The Audiolab on the other hand is less
fussy about partnering equipment, its
predeliction for bass meaning it can
inject weight into bass-light ‘speakers.
When suitably matched, the 8000A
charms you through its gusto, and the
Nait through its detail and grip.

THE VERDICT

The Audiolab is a big hearted performer
with plenty of bass and the ability to
pile-drive it into any load you care to
mention. Midrange is clear and detailed,
and treble smooth and sweet. It's
superb value - for £500 you get a truly
powerful, musical sound, an excellent
range of facilities and true
upgradeability. In short, the Audiolab
8000A is jack of all trades, and master
of many.

The Naim does not and cannot
aspire to this. Eschewing power and
facilities, its sparse front panel
announces its design aims in no
uncertain terms. Tonally less inviting
with a leaner sound, it nevertheless
sounds supremely musical, getting to
grips with rhythms like few amplifiers at
any price can. If it's absolute sound
quality you're after, the Naim Nait 3
gives a taste of true esoterica. Both
these amplifiers are now excellent at
what they're designed to do - evolution
is a grand thing indeed ®

The 551 amplifier has six inputs, five line
level and one for an optional MM or MC
phono stage, all of which have adjustable
sensitivity, so a CD player with 2V
output and a tuner with 0.5V can be
configured to give the same level for the
same volume setting.

Instantly impressive to listen to, the
£795 551 has a smooth, powerful sound
that places it up with the best
integrateds under £1000. Belly's new
album King showed just what a
smoothie the 55! could be. Without a
hint of midrange coarseness, Tanya
Donnelly’s breathy vocals soared
gracefully upwards towards the crisp,
focused cymbals. Treble is a touch
bright in a harmonious way - open and
delicate but solid, much like my
benchmark Class A Sugden A2la.

The 551 has a sturdy bottom end
too, putting real weight behind every
note on Soundgarden’s ‘Black Hole Sun’.
There’s also a subtlety and finesse that
suited the delicately played violin sonata
of Guiseppe Tartini equally well. Here,
strings often develop hardness, grating
unharmoniously, but the 551 stayed
smooth and sweet.

Although the Meridian 55| doesn’t
have the richness, clarity and ruthless
detail of the A2l1a, it's still a fine
amplifier capable of doing justice to a
wide range of music.

MERIDIAN 506

Meridian have chosen to use Crystal’s
CS4328 delta-sigma convertor in the
£875 506. This is widely used nowadays,
being a high performance, easy to
implement design that | normally
recognise as a rich, full bodied sounding
device, but in the 506 it sounded quite
different.

Starting with The Stone Roses’
Second Coming, the Meridian sounded
lean and controlled. This album is richly
textured in its own right, but the 506
stripped it down to bare bones, leaving
a sterile, unemotional skeleton.

This presentation suited the more
processed electronic pop of Blur's
Parklife, where punchy synths and
crashing cymbals were relayed cleanly

and concisely. Dynamically the 506 is
strong, following a clear, well ordered
beat with aplomb. But given instruments
with more intricate harmonics and a live
acoustic, the 506 tended to compress it
into fundamentals.
Where CD
normally benefits
from a fuller more
solid bottom end,

was a little dry.
This reduced
musical scale,
which along with a
lack of projection
through the
midrange and
definition in the treble gave a flat sound
compared to better Crystal equipped
players like the Quad 67. In fact, treble
sounded quite soft, removing some of
the bright metallic ring of cymbals for
example, although this could well be a
useful remedy in some systems.

If this sounds a little harsh, it's
because of the level of competition at
this price point. Quad’s 67 is freer,
letting music flow and evolve in a more
communicative way, whilst Linn's Mimik
beats it for ultimate detail retrieval and
dynamics. This leaves the 506 stranded
somewhere inbetween, having neither
the sheer enjoyment of the Quad or the
precision of the Mimik.

MERIDIAN A500

Beautifully finished with a claimed 90dB
sensitivity for under £750, we were
particularly keen to audition these new
three-way floorstanders. The A500s use
a silk dome tweeter, rather than
Meridian’s normal metal dome, which
passes over to a éinch heavily doped
paper cone for midrange and bass.
Below this a second éinch driver
reinforces the lower octaves. The
AS500s are a sealed design, both drivers
sharing the same internal chamber. A
machined front baffle stands slightly
proud, over which the cloth grille
stretches to give a clean, smart
appearance.

The A500s have a dry, restrained
character emphasised by their shallow
stage depth, tending to compress sound

integrateds under

into a narrow plane. In their favour,
lateral dispersion is very good, creating
a wide and spacious stage that’s
captivating at times, even if the imaging
within is rather dispersed.

Bass is deep and lacks
nothing in slam,
rendering Senser's
‘What's Going On’ with
impressive force. There's
little overhang or bloom,
they have a dry
character, but give them
something like Nirvana’s
‘Come as You Are’ and
they'll demonstrate their
ability to follow bass lines
tunefully.

Crisp and detailed through treble
and midrange, the Meridians projected
well and were tonally very neutral. Here
the paper cone midrange driver puts
them well ahead of the crowd of plastic
variations, giving a more natural texture
to strings and vocals alike.

This showed itself especially well
with Locatelli’s Sei Introduttioni
Teatrali, the A500s producing a
smoothly refined and balanced
performance. The tweeter occasionally
became overwhelmed and compression
would set in, but the A500s were always
polite, meaning many will appreciate
their civility.

THE SYSTEM

As a system, personally I'd change either
the loudspeakers or the CD player
which share the same restrained,
unyielding presentation which doesn’t
let music breathe and flourish. Swapping
the CD player for a Quad 67 or the
loudspeakers for Mission 752s will give a
more involving presentation. The
individual components certainly have
their strengths though, especially the
551 amplifier, and are all well worth
auditioning in their own right @

reasonable results from old Lencos,

TD160s and many others, sawing
new plinths, soldering new tonearm
wires and fiercely bolting things
together to try and improve the
performance from these beasts, many
of which invariably ended up in bits. |
was dreaming of the day | would be able
to choose between LP|2, PT Too,
Gyrodec or Xerxes, or my favourite at
the time, the Townshend Elite Rock.
Then CD was upon us and |
ceremoniously bought a Cambridge
CD2, mistakenly believing it to be the
best career move for my hi-fi at the
time. The CD2 was OK., but CD
wasn't so hot at the time.

Now look at what has happened!
Nearly ten years down the line CD as

Ispent years struggling to get
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we know it today is no longer the
future medium. We are already looking
forward to what will come next that
can offer better, more LP-like sound!
You don't have to spin a new,
upgraded 5in silver frisbee to get
something more LP like when there are
still lots of 12in black originals around,
plus things to play them on. This test
between the Garrard 40| and Thorens
TD 124 came about as a result of my
visit to Loricraft Audio where they still
specialise in turntables - vintage style.
Regular readers will know that the best
turntables from the past, notably the
Garrard 401, can offer fantastic results
when renovated. Loricraft renovated
my 401, which | first spotted at Audio
Gold in Crouch End. It was sitting in a
corner, looking a bit grubby and fitted

to a plinth that consisted of little more
than a plank of wood. Amazed by the
dynamic bass and metronomic precision
of Noel's Bastin restored 401, and keen
to start seriously listening to vinyl again
on a regular basis, a cash deal was
quickly arranged.

After a lengthy conversation with
Terry of Loricraft we agreed that he
would completely strip down my newly
acquired 401, rebuilding it piece by
piece and fitting it to one of Loricraft’s
custom made plinths. When | arrived to
collect my 401, | spotted a Thorens
TD 124 undergoing similar treatment. |
had come across a TD124 once before,
and the memory of the smoothly
flowing lines of its base plate casting
had stuck.

Suspecting that its presence was a

spin off from the popularity of Garrard
turntables, | asked, “so this is the next
great vintage turntable to be revived?”
Terry retorted, “the TD 124 is already
extremely popular - many believe a
properly sorted TD |24 outperforms
the Garrard”. The turntable bug had hit
once again. “‘can | borrow one to
compare against my Garrard?”, | asked
enthusiastically.

So for this head-to-head test
between two vintage greats each was
treated to a full rebuild, a new Loricraft
plinth and each was fitted with an SME
309 tonearm. Both were used with the
same cartridge, an Ortofon MC30
Supreme, and in the same system. |
already knew what the Garrard was
capable of, but | had to know whether
or not it was an improvement.

We covered the Garrard 401 in
depth in the April '93 issue - suffice to
say it's a beautifully built, solidly
engineered device. Essentially, the
Thorens TD 124 is a very similar animal.
Like the Garrard the platter is driven by
a rubber idler wheel. But the drive to
this comes from a machined hub, itself
driven by a belt from the motor. The
Garrard motor drives the idler wheel
directly, which helps to explain its
stable and powerful sound. But the belt
Thorens use is short and thick, allowing
the torque of the large motor to be
efficiently transferred to the drive hub,
and it has the additional advantage of
mechanically isolating motor vibration
from the platter. | was keen to see
which compromise would give best
subjective results.

GARRARD 401

There are two things which immediately
set the Garrard apart from the crowd.
The first thing you notice is its amazing
bass slam. Notes go deeper and with
more power and control than | have
heard from any other turntable. A case
in point here is Lou Reed'’s ‘Walk on
the Wild Side’. The double bass intro
filled my room with a wall of
thunderous, reverberant notes
accompanied by rattling fret boards and
a characterful bloom from the
instrument’s body.

Not only was the scale of the notes
captivating, they were perfectly formed
too. There was just the right amount of
upper bass speed to give a clear and
well defined leading edge to each string

as it was plucked, accompanied by
growling subsonics. I'm sure the
Garrard’s bass quality owes much to
the direct drive system which gives
terrific torque. There’s no slurring of
notes, which are played cleanly with
metronomic attention to timing, giving
the Garrard real authority with beat-
driven pop tracks.

This is the clue to the Garrard’s
other great strength. Right through the
frequency range, every piece of music is
held in perfect synchronism, imparting
solidity to percussion and a focused
sound that grows out from between the
loudspeakers into the room. However
complex or vigorous the playing, the
Garrard remains one step ahead, calmly
extracting the information and relaying
it in a structured, orderly fashion.

Although one of the best turntables
I've come across,
there are areas of its
performance which
have been bettered
by modern rivals.

The articulation in

the bass doesn’t r
completely carry

through to the

midrange and treble,

which can be a litte

veiled. There's an

ultimate lack of fine detail and
transparency, where Pink Triangle and
Voyd excel, giving a more spacious
sound stage.

Treble, although solid and well
defined, could do with being crisper,
and is almost over-controlled, giving a
blunt decay to harmonics. With older
recordings this is particularly apparent.
The Doors’ L. A. Woman turned from
dull to duller, the Garrard suppressing
the atmosphere and insight that allows
it to live.

The Garrard is still an extremely
fine turntable and worth every penny
when properly renovated. But turntable
choice is an extremely personal thing,
and if you're looking for the last word
in transparency and detail, it falls short.
Its strengths are in other areas: depth,
dynamics, timing and a solidly focused
sound. These are all worthy properties
that suit orchestral pieces well. But for
the acoustic and rock music | listen to

on an everyday basis, | wanted more
excitement, detail and projection.

THORENS TD124

Enter the Thorens TD 124, which needs
more attention than the Garrard 401}
for best results. Originally ficted with a
flimsy arm board, Loricraft fashion a
new one and bolt it rigidly to the thick
top board of the turntable. The thin tin
top cover of the platter is removed too,
along with its plastic mat. A new heavy
Thorens rubber mat is placed directly
on top of the machined under-platter.
The edge of this is painted fluorescent
yellow, so although performance is
greatly improved, appearance suffers a
lictle.
Gently lowering the tonearm into
position, | was immediately excited by
what | heard.
The TD124is
quite different in
character to the
401 but shares
many of its
strengths. It has
the same focused
4L sound and much
of the 401’s
precise timing,
but the sound is
altogether more open and detailed.
Elastica’s ‘Connection’ was lifted from
the tightly controlled and ordered
performance on the Garrard to an
altogether more inspiring level. Cymbals
remained solid but grew an extra set of
upper harmonics, adding spaciousness
to the acoustic that made the music an
event rather than just an accurate
rendition of a recording.
| had originally selected Nirvana’s
‘Come as You Are’ for its reverberant
acoustic bass on which the Garrard
thrived. When | played the same track
on the TD 124 the rest of the mix
revealed itself. | hadn’t really noticed
the delicately tapped hi-hats, or the way
Kurt Cobain’s voice drifted out in front
of the backing musicians to take centre
stage several feet forwards. Where the
401 was closed in, the TD 124 described
every cymbal roll in its full glory.
Indeed the whole emphasis shifted -
the bass was still very good, with bags

of punch, detail and tautness, playing
tunes with remarkable ease. But
compared to the Garrard's terrific
depth and power it lost the bottom half
octave and shed a few pounds in weight.

If tonal accuracy and breadth of
colour are what you look for in a top
turntable, then the Thorens takes the
chequered flag first. The extra detail is
accompanied by a lighter tone and a
deftness that allows the TD124 to
change note and pitch at an instant with
absolute precision. In fact, the Garrard,
although up amongst the best in its own
right, sounded flat by comparison.

Helped by the extra projection of
the sound the TD124 created a wide,
deep, airy soundstage. The Garrard
pinned performers rigidly to the spot,
giving impressively precise imaging. The
TD124 however held performers’
bodies firmly but allowed the sound to
grow more, filling the surrounding
acoustic.

THE VERDICT

The Thorens’ ability to make more of a
performance from a piece of music, to
locate it within a clearly defined
acoustic and resolve greater detail,
made it more enjoyable in my opinion.
The Garrard 401 is an impressive
turntable by any standards. Its sturdy
and authoritive manner always gives a
very solid, cohesive performance. But
the TD124 gets within a stylus width of
this, trading some ultimate bass power
to re-invest it through the midrange and
treble giving a crisper, more transparent
sound. Now, does anyone know where
| can find a secondhand TD124?
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astersound: “‘a giant step
Mforward in CD sound...what
your hi-fi has been crying

out for”. Really?

Sony have been riffling the vaults of
CBS, dusting off some classic jazz and
rock titles and re-releasing them on
gold plated, Super Bit Mapped discs.
The titles they've chosen, plus the lavish
nature of the packaging gives the game
away - they're aimed foursquare at
affluent rock fans who more than likely
bought LP versions the first time round,
back in vinyl’s heyday.

At a recent press conference we
heard some pretty convincing
demonstrations of Super Bit Mapping in
the latest Mkl guise. It's a CD coding
scheme that improves midband
resolution where the ear is most
sensitive, at the expense of upper treble
performance (above 10kHz) where it
isn't. Early SBM was said to display
audible anomalies. Sony engineers used
extensive listening tests to minimise
them for this latest Mkll version, which
they now seem confident about. At the
press demo strings in particular
displayed less digital screech and
improved timbre, something I've
subsequently noticed with Tring
recordings of the Royal Philharmonic.

Prospective purchasers will
doubtless ask what Mastersound
Compact Discs can offer against the
great performances originally issued on
LP. Is SBM CD good enough to capture
the magic of master tapes in a way that
LP, because of its known limitations,
never could? Are they worth their £16
retail price? We decided to find out,
lining up the first ten Mastersound titles
against their vinyl equivalents. Vinyl
specialists Tower Records Kingston
supplied Janis Joplin’s Pearl, Bruce
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Springsteen’s Born to Run and Meat
Loaf’s Bat Out Of Hell. Dave Brubeck’s
Time Out, Miles Davis’ A Kind of Blue
and Boston's eponymous first album
were wrested from the spiders in the
Hi-fi World vaults.

Of course, comparing Mastersound
CDs to LP isn't comparing like with like.
There are many variables that confuse
the picture. SBM CDs are manufactured
from original first generation
mastertapes onto 24-karat gold discs.
On the other hand, the LPs we used are
standard UK and US pressings on
recycled vinyl, possibly using master
tapes of several generations’ vintage -
and who knows what the cutting master
and stampers were like!

THE LISTENING

First | attended the press conference
and was intrigued, then | heard the
Royal Philharmonic and was impressed,
finally | got some of these Mastersound
Classics into our CD player and was
disappointed. Trawling through LPs long
since worn thin from too much playing,
I selected Boston’s first album. Although
it had seen better days, it still sounded
fluid and enjoyable, albeit slightly
muddled. As soon as the shiny SBM
Compact Disc was spun up, the
differences weren’t as great as
expected. It was better than my over-

g series of re-releases.

played LP, but not by a crushing margin.
In a ‘hi-fi’ context it did all the right
things - cleaner sounding and with
stronger, punchier bass, plus a good
kick from drums, but it still sounded a
touch steely and mechanical. Certainly
anyone with a half decent copy of the
original LP would've been disappointed.
Next on the turntable was what's
said to be the
best selling jazz
album of all
time, Miles
Davis’ Kind of
Blue. The SBM
CD instantly
impressed,
sounding clean
and crisp with
a deeper and
more extended
bass than I'm
used to. The
presentation
was cerainly
up frone -
feeling as if |
was sitting
right in front of
the players.
Switching to vinyl brought a better
sense of perspective, the listener being
transported several paces back, able to
feel the space around the players.
Getting the vibe of the performance is

so crucial to jazz, and I'm sorry to say
that even with SBM discs, Compact
Disc still fails in this respect. CD
located the alto and tenor saxophones
more precisely, and the timbre of the
latter was conveyed better. However
the alto sax sounded flat, failing to really
emote. Tonally | again preferred LP, Bill
Evans’ piano sounded glassy on CD, and
ride cymbals were bright enough to
make them over-conspicuous.

Moving on
to Dave
Brubeck’s Time
Out, things
went the other
way. Our LP
was past its
prime,
sounding
muddy and
compressed
compared to
the super-clean

On CD,

despite a touch of glare. Indeed, the
only criticism here was CD’s propensity
to sound starker and more matter of
fact - again hardly appropriate for that
late night jazz

club feel.

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Moving to ‘classic rock’, Meatloaf's
Bat out of Hell was pretty mediocre
with both formats - on CD particularly
it was muddled and harsh on vocals,
whereas vinyl sounded a touch easier
on the ear. LP also seemed to convey a
better sense of drama, instruments
seeming to get louder and softer with
more alacrity.

Bruce Springsteens’s Born to Run
went the other way, CD sounding clean
and clear where vinyl came across as a
little thick and congested. Its single
saving grace was bass, where vinyl
seemed to have more rhythmic control
the kick drum conveying better the way
the bass player pushed along the
groove.

Janis Joplin’s Pearl was another close
one, but again the familiar pattern of
CD sounding glassy emerged. The
recording was such that LP had a similar
balance but still managed to sound
more atmospheric, with more tonal
colour and better emotion.

THE VERDICT

As far as the recording industry is
concerned, Sony hope to sell the K-
1203 SBM coding boxes to studios at
around £10,000 a time, so getting
approval for the end result doubtless
helps their marketing, as well as lending
their software releases that all-
important ‘audiophile’ cachet.

To an extent SBM is a success,
having raised the sound quality possible
from Compact Disc. The downside is
that it’s a very modest improvement,
unable to improve on analogue vinyl in
terms of enjoyment. Opinions differed
at Hi-fi World about these SBM discs. |
felt that in objective terms (this is a
conceit, objectivity being subjective)
SBM sounded generally cleaner and
clearer than LP and that, as far as any
engineer was concerned, it was better.
However, it also sounded sufficiently
hard and glassy (unlike HDCD for
example) as to be unsettling. Funnily
enough, | was outvoted by the Young
Turks (Dominic and David) on this one.
The computer generation, brought up
on CD, told me LP sounded better!
Asking myself the simple question:
“which would | listen to?”, LP wins.

Overall, anything that improves CD,
like SBM, is to be welcomed with open
arms, but ultimately it seems the only
way to bring CD sound truly up to
scratch is by dramatically raising its
audio specification. There’s been a lot
of activity on this front of late, and
more is to come. Certainly Pacific
Microsonics’ HDCD system tested in
the February issue was the best proof
to date that CDs can sound vastly
better.

As for Mastersound CDs, whilst
subjectively their sonic improvements
are small, they're beautifully presented
and will sell on this alone. If you're
considering a Mastersound CD instead
of the vinyl version, think again. But if
you’ve abandoned vinyl and are building
up a CD library, they’re worth having
over the cooking mid-price versions.
That, one suspects, is where those
awfully clever Sony marketing men fit
into the picture. | mean, if you've never
heard Pearl and don’t have a turntable,
Mastersound CDs are definitely going
to give a big buzz. In this respect, Super
Bit Mapped Compact Disc can justify its
existence @

£210 T4 tuner is equipped with
VHF/FM and Medium Wave reception
and comes with RDS, which is starting
to become useful now more stations
transmit RDS data. Grundig include a
comprehensive remote control too.
The fascia has a drop-down panel that
hides the minor controls, leaving only
tuning, programme and power buttons
on display, giving a neat, sombre
appearance in current Euro-style idiom.

Thanks to the T4's illogical
programming method, allocating
stations to the preset memories was a
chore. Low station muting level didn’t
help either, causing distant as well as
local transmitters to be found when
auto-tuning, using a good aerial.
Because the signal strength meter has
too many divisions covering weak
signals only (200pV), it was difficult to
distinguish these unwanted stations
from wanted ones. To be useful, the
signal strength meter should read up to
10mV. Making it hit maximum from a
weak signal is a deception copied from
the Japanese, who know users associate
this with high sensitivity. Grundig need
to pay more attention to user-
friendliness and less on fancy displays of
little worth.

In everyday use most people will
operate the T4 by remote control |
suspect, which is as comprehensive as
possible, with volume, tuning, preset
station scanning and programme type
selection - an RDS facility. This means
Sports stations can be found, or
Classics, Rock and so on.

As perennial warhorse Richard
Branson talked about “the essence of
competition”, | noticed that “essence’
seemed to be formed from a string of
sibilant fricatives that hissed like a
basket of adders. Although interview
microphones commonly have a little
treble lift, our reference Leak
Troughline showed there should have
been less edginess.

The big band behind baritone saxist
Pete Peterson on Jazz FM (102.2MHz)
was well separated into its sections,
horns blasting strongly from left, drums
and cymbals hard etched and dry

sounding from centre stage. The T4 set
up precision-edged images across the
sound stage, even if stage depth was
limited.

‘On Kiss FM (100MHz), a good
selection of reggae and dub from Joey )
showed the T4 provides tight, dry bass,
even if Jah Works’ ‘Dub Crusaders’
album sounded too lean and
constrained in the bass than it really
should have been.

| found the T4 fine at detail retrieval
and analysis, looking right into a
performance with an eyeglass, yet it's
characterised by a bright, brittle sound.
This reminded me of so many solid-
state tuners, imposing a somewhat grey
tonal colour and starkness on music
that’s ultimately less than inviting, even
if it seems precise.

I'm afraid to say that a good set of
performance figures and every facility
possible isn’t enough to make the
Grandig T4 come out on top, when
Denon’s TU-260L and NAD's 402 offer
a more natural, amenable sound plus a
decent range of facilities, also at a very
keen price ®

. enon’s new DRM-740 cassette
~ deck turns its back on marvels
like Dolby S, apparently
offering only the important things that
contribute to sound quality - for just
£259.99. But it is fatally flawed. Based
on a run of relatively successful
previous models, DRM-700, 710 etc.
of which worked well, | was expe
fine performance. Instead, | go
surprise.
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The display panel carries a lot of
useful information, identifying tape type
(automatic), source direct or off-tape
monitoring, elapsed tape time, Dolby
B/C and other minor functions like
MPX on/off. Below lies a neat
horizontal row of clearly marked
transport controls, and beneath that
other selectable functions like counter
set and Dolby B/C. | measured a
healthy output of 600mV, enough to
drive any amplifier and output level can
be varied.

Denon fit variable bias for tape
tuning, which | found from tests
introduces a useful amount (+/-3dB at
10kHz) of variation
with metal tape, as
well as ferrics and
chromes of course,
so the DRM-740 can
tune in all modern
tapes, even difficult
ones like high
performance metals
(e.g. Sony Super
Metal Master, TDK
MA-XG).

Motorised cassette doors have had
their day as novel gizmos; the Denon
clanks open under manual operation,
revealing an unlit cassette
compartment. These minor crudities
are acceptable in a stripped down, low
price machine though, since they don't
produce much inconvenience nor do
they affect sound quality. The Denon
works fairly smoothly in general. There
is a slight clankiness to its operations,
but | didn’t find it especially off-putting.
Nakamichis might sound and feel
slicker, but they also cost twice as
much.

How did the poor head affect the
sound? Metal tape measured worst and
it sounded it too, becoming muddled,
coarse and compressed on musical
peaks, when hitting +5. Rock music
suffered most, because of its
continuously high levels. Keeping peaks
down to +2 or so (equivalent to 0OVU
on other decks) allowed recordings on
TDK MA to remain relatively clean and
balanced sounding, but Dolby must be
used to suppress tape hiss.

As is so often the case, results were
better with chrome and ferric tapes,

because they demand less from a deck.
TDK SA chrome tape handled Rock
well and would be many people’s choice
| feel, since it has very low hiss and
overloads gracefully by going dull and
warm, disguising the DRM-740’s
problem.

TDK AR ferric tape had more hiss
but with Rock put up a good
performance, offering clean bass and an
easy midband. Here, the Denon seemed
to offer normal enough resuits,
although in truth it cannot get the same
sort of record levels down onto tape as
its predecessors.

In use, adhering to Denon’s record
level meter, most
owners would
probably notice
after a while that
the DRM-740
comes over as
coarse and rough
sounding with
metal tape, but
apparently normal
enough with
chrome and ferric.
It played pre-recorded tapes averagely
well, suffering from some dullness due
to head azimuth error - and again our
tests showed that the earlier DRM-700
was better aligned.

So the new DRM-740 isn’t what
Denon cassette decks used to be and
I'm hardly impressed by it. Knowing
how the Japanese can drop a clanger
one minute and then come back with a
corker the next though, I'm by no
means certain that this is anything other
than a one-off aberration. Only time
will tell ®

impedance of 6. The
problem you’ll find is that
decent valve integrated
amplifiers come in at
around £1000. One
alternative at a more
resonable price is the
AMC3030. This is a hybrid
design using solid state
input circuitry and a valve

themselves a strong
following in the States for

their consistently well built, solid
sounding range of CD transports and
convertors. Their reputation is now
steadily growing in the UK too,
helped by their distributors Wollaton
Audio.

The latest addition to the range is
the Delux |8 convertor, which as its
name suggests, gets a lavish, top
quality finish. Rather than Monarchy’s
normal anodised and brushed black
alloy front panel and chrome toggle
switches, the |18 gets a pale grey fascia
complemented by a gold volume
control knob. This lends the
convertor an exotic look and feel,
unusual for something as functional as
a DAC! Personally | really like this
finish, as it certainly sets it apart from
the crowd, but it's
definitely one you'll
either love or hate.

Fortunately, in
the case of the
Delux 18, beauty is
more than skin
deep. Component
quality is extremely
high, with audio
grade components
and a massive,
quality Alps volume
control for the
variable output. A
mains RF filtered inlet socket reduces
noise from the mains, while the
analogue and digital sections of the
convertor each have their own
separate transformer and power
supply. The rear panel is equally well
specified, with digital optical coaxial
and AES/EBU XLR inputs, making this
convertor a very flexible design.

In the past I've always been
impressed by Monarchy’s digital
products, all of which possess a solid,
enjoyable sound. And the Delux I8 is
no exception, sharing with their other
convertors that strong, solid bass
which gives Compact Disc real scale
and power. Indeed on Pink Floyd’s
‘What Do You Want From Me’, bass
had real slam and as well as a weighty
punch, with bass guitars powering

down effortlessly and kick drums
sending shockwaves from the back of
the stage.

Vocals were well portrayed too,
coming alive as if the Monarchy had a
presence boost to deliberately push
them out of the ‘speakers into the
room. Louise Wener’s voice on
Sleeper’s Smart (another Belly/
Breeders style female-fronted indie
band) took on holographic quality,
one you could almost walk into.

To its credit, the Delux 18 did all
this without the slightest hint of
coarseness, something few other
convertors can claim. Using the
optical input from an Arcam
transport, it gave an exceptionally
mellow sound, whereas the coaxial
input brought a touch more grain,
making for a rawer presentation that
suited rock music. However, in my
system, the softer
balance seemed to
work better.
Certainly through
the treble the
Delux 18 has a
brightness to its
sound, in a similar
way to DPA
Digital’s excellent
Enlightenment
convertor
reviewed in the
March '95 issue of
Hi-Fi World. This
lightens tone a little, producing an
airy, effortless character. Like DPA’s
Enlightenment, its delicate brightness
does a lot to open out music and
create a sense of space around a
performance. With rock especially, it
adds a pleasant sparkle that brings a
performance alive, along with sturdy
bass and a focused midband.

To exploit this to the full, next
into the Arcam transport went Grant
Lee Buffalo’s country-style acoustic
album, Fuzzy. Steel strung guitar was
sharply etched, searing out from the
‘speakers to cut cleanly through the
air. The Delux 18 had a similar effect
on cymbals, imbueing them with bite
and dynamic impact every time they
were hit.

In a balanced system, this is

powerful stuff, rendering music strong
and exciting. But if you already have a
bright system, or loudspeakers with
frisky metal dome tweeters, approach
with caution. You'll certainly have to
countenance using the smoothing
effect of the optical input.

Another of the Delux 18's
strengths is its variable output facility,
which means the convertor can drive
a power amplifier direct. Used in this
way, doubtless helped by its top
quality Alps potentiometer and
dedicated output stage, the Delux 18
comes into its own, sounding
altogether smoother and more
sophisticated. As a stand-alone
convertor, ultimately the DPA is
cheaper and more musical, but the
Monarchy isn’t far behind. But when
used as a preamplifier the Delux 18
starts to look even better value, with
a more competitive sound.

Monarchy have produced another
excellent product to complement
their range, with a sound that never
fails to create a realistic, enjoyable
performance. Not only does it excel
in this department, but it’s also highly
featured too, with that high quality
variable output stage, plenty of digital
inputs, as well as its excellent
component quality and build. If you're
in the market for a new convertor
that's a substantial step up the ladder
from good budget designs such as
those from Arcam, Audio Alchemy or
QED, and especially if you intend to
drive a power amplifier direct, the
Monarchy Delux 18 is well worth
auditioning @

tweaks, all showing positive
results of differing degrees, |
stumbled upon an article in
an erstwhile rival publication
dealing with the effects of
prevailing atmospheric
conditions on a system’s
sound.

It theorised that high
temperature and low
humidity (a typical centrally
heated listening room) made
a system plod along,
sounding lazier than on a
cooler, more humid day
when the sound would be
tighter and more aggressive.
This was attributed to the
characteristics of the
individual electrical
components of the system
changing due to temperature,
humidity, etc.

This set me thinking. If
these factors could influence
my system, what else could
be conspiring to corrupt its
sound? | concentrated on my
Diesis Solitaire ‘speakers.
After all, bass reproduction
of an infinite baffle assembly
is tailored by enclosure
volume and hence internal
pressure at high levels/large
cone excursions.
Manufacturers spend much
time optimising these
parameters, but in a truly
sealed enclosure a change in
external pressure would
force the drivers to adopt a
non-central position at rest.
This results in unequal travel
in the fore and aft direction
as well as altered opposition
to cone travel (more/less
damping to forward travel
due to higher/lower density
of the air it must move as
well as the tendency to .be
pushed forward/held back by
the internal cabinet
pressure). Does this happen
in practice, and if so to what
extent does it influence the
loudspeaker’s response?

| then wondered if this
could be harnessed and used
to good effect. For instance,
enclosure pressure
effectively damps a driver’s
movement. Two identical
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drivers, one in a smaller
enclosure than the other,
would have different bass
responses, the smaller
speaker usually having a
tighter bottom end even if
not as deep and the larger
‘speaker having those few
extra Hz, although probably
looser and lacking punch.
Could the internal
pressure of an enclosure be
adjusted to mimic enclosures
of variant volumes? This
could be done quite
effectively by the simple
addition of a valve at the
back of the box to which
could be attached a hand
operated vacuum pump
which could adjust cabinet
pressure to find the
preferred bass performance.
At the very least it could be
used to equalise internal and
external pressures to return
to manufacturers’ designed
reference of equal pressure.
Has this been tried
before and if so with what
results? What are your views
on this proposed method
and what flaws are there in
this theory (for that is how it
remains for the time being - |
am not even contemplating
drilling holes in my ‘speakers
until | have heard your
thoughts - and even then I'll
need a stiff drink first)?

The speed of sound in air
and the density of air crop
up in many of the design
equations for speakers (see
Martin Colloms’ book
“High Performance
Loudspeakers”, Chapter
2). Fortunately the
theoretical changes in
efficiency of varying
temperature and density
tend to cancel out for most
direct radiating speakers.
The increasing efficiency
of a radiating piston with
increasing air density is
neatly countered by an
increasing air load mass
which itself decreases

efficiency. This is not the
case for very light pistons
such as ribbon tweeters
and electrostatic speakers
where the piston or
diaphragm mass is smaller
than the mass of air being
moved to create the sound.
In these cases lowering the
density of air by either
temperature or pressure
causes the highest
frequencies to roll off
slightly. This means that
electrostatic speakers or
those with ribbon tweeters
will sound slightly more
dull at higher altitudes,
say above 5000feet.

The effect of sudden
atmospheric pressure
variations in a closed box
system will cause the
drive unit cone to act like
the mechanism of an
aneroid barometer as it
responds to the pressure
differences on each side of
the cone. This will cause
an offset in the coil
position relative to the
magnet and increased
harmonic distortion.
Luckily speaker
manufacturers arrange for
a small bleed path in the
construction which
because of its high
acoustic impedance does
not interfere with bass
performance, but
effectively equalises very
low frequency atmospheric
pressure changes.

The air inside an
infinite baffle speaker does
not act as a damping
medium, in fact it acts like
an air spring. The stiffness
of this air spring added to
the stiffness of the drive
unit suspension
mechanism combines with
the cone mass to give a
fundamental resonant
frequency. This is the
lowest frequency that the
speaker can reproduce
accurately. The damping
factor is a combination of
the magnet strength, voice
coil design and the ratio of
cone mass (including the
layer of air) to air spring.
It is not the pressure of the

air which gives the
damping, but the volume-
to-cone area ratio.

As gas pressure and
volume are related, there
is a trick that speaker
designers use which is to
put acrylic fibre into the
cabinet. This changes the
gas operating conditions
in the speaker from
adiabatic to isothermal
and increases the
compliance of the gas
spring to make the drive
unit think it is working
into a bigger box than it
really is. An apparent
increase of about 20% in
cabinet size can be
obtained by carefully
introducing fibre into the
cabinet and measuring the
reduction in fundamental
resonancé. If you can
measure the resonant
frequency of your speaker
system then this is worth
trying to improve things.
(Bonded Acrylic Fibre or
‘BAF’ is available as the
filling for cheap pillows in
most outlets of Texas
World. Feather and down
is very good but tends to
fall to the bottom of the
cabinet.)

Domestic hi-fi speakers
are, to a certain extent,
temperature sensitive
because of the materials
used to get good sound
quality. The minimum
temperature with most
speakers for good
reproduction is 15 degrees
centigrade, with no
maximum. Similarly, most
in-car audio systems
sound bass light in winter
time until the heater has
warmed up the interior of
the car. Car
manufacturers’ specify
that the speaker unit must
not fall apart at extremes
of temperature and that
the performance must
return when things have
warmed up a bit. A bit like
a good valve amplifier
really...

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nyone with more than a passing
interest in hi-fi will have
.noticed that the last year has

seen an explosion in the number of
floorstanding loudspeakers. If you're
fortunate enough to have a thousand
pounds burning a hole in your pocket,
big names like KEF start weighing in
with their finest products, such as their
£995 Reference Series Ones. Having
enjoyed their bigger brothers, the
Reference Series Twos, earlier this year,
we were naturally keen to listen to
them. And when Ruark’s new £1099
Paladins became available, models
designed to appeal to a different
audience, we felt the chance to
compare them closely was too good to
miss.

RUARK
PALADIN

Slotting in between the Talisman and
Crusader, Ruark’s Paladin is said to be
an easy load to drive, designed to work
with amplifiers of modest power
output, and our measurements confirm
this. They're a heavy, sizeable two way
design, featuring a custom made silk
dome tweeter allied to an 8” mid/bass
unit with a pulp paper cone. The
beautifully finished cabinets feature
gently angled front baffles said to aid
dispersion and stereo imaging, and can
be mass loaded if desired.

When partnered with smooth, rich
sounding ancillaries the 880 x 290 x
380mm Paladins will raise many a smile.
Driven by an Audiolab 8000C/8000Ms
combination, their vivacity and urgency
reminded me of some of the best
budget floorstanders. Like Mission 733s =
with big boots on, they get into rhythms
with zeal, but unlike many cheap
loudspeakers, don't fall prey to raucous
behaviour when pushed to the limit.
Their impressive soundstage images
forward, sounding bright in the midband
- perfect on rock music.

Lush’s ‘Nothing Natural’ instantly
endeared the Ruarks to me as they
dived into the song, bouncing along with

thgracecnoien drums andlzythm Ruark’s Paladin and KEF’s Reference Series One
guitars. Although the midrange was
more brightly lit than strictly necessary, for the money, {
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they remained couth even with fuzzed
guitars, projecting Miki's Berenyi's
vocals well out into the room. Upper
bass was tight, tuneful and supple, albeit
a little dry and recessed, removing
some speed and punch. Below this
there’s a deep kick which gives the
sound terrific scale. Oasis’ ‘Slide Away’
was better handled, the Ruarks setting
up an open acoustic, catching rhythmic
interplay between bass drum and hi-hats
superbly. Indeed, the kick drums had an
unusual slam, with guitars again coming
through raw but couth.

Although the Paladins were
rhythmically engaging, | began to feel
ambivalent about their tonality, which
was dry enough to have you running for
the Perrier. This was particularly
evident on Seal’s ‘Crazy’, an epic Trevor
Horn production. Whilst the Ruarks
proved extremely revealing with
rhythms, tonal contrasts in the upper
bass sounded a little weak.

Indeed, what they did to UB40’s
‘King Step’ was something of a double
edged sword. Dynamically, the Ruarks
were excellent, conveying the way Pato
Banton’s rap switched from a monotone
to a shout, and this combined with their
speed made for impressive listening.
Throwing up a detailed, expansive
soundstage with a lithe, tuneful bassline,
they nevertheless displayed a dry,
clinical presentation which
compromised the character of the song.
It was a shame because, apart from this
one small but subjectively significant
feature, they do so much right.

KEF REFERENCE
ONES

It was nice to be back in front of a KEF
Reference loudspeaker. They're far
from perfect, but seem to shift
attention away from their faults and
straight into the music in hand.

Losing a good half octave at the
bottom, the smaller 864x230x300mm
Reference Ones avoid this problem. |
feel it does wonders for the overall
sound, bringing the benefits of the
Reference series into sharp relief. To
continue the metaphor, the Ones are
Twos with running shoes on.

This means they share the pin-point
imaging and walk-
around soundstage
of their bigger
brothers, plus a
smooth, clean
treble and
midband. Bass isn’t
the fastest around,
but it is agile. The
magic of the KEFs
is that they
successfully
combine detail and
politeness. Put on a
harsh recording
(take your pick from any early digital
example) and they’ll let you know in the
most genteel English way that it’s
vulgar, but will stoically endure it with a
stiff upper lip. But there’s a caveat:
although a fairly sensitive load, the KEFs
dip down to 3Q in places, making them
exceedingly tricky to drive. This means
you'll need a solid-state amplifier as
robust as our Audiolab monoblocks to
get them working properly.

With Lush the tonal balance moved
floor-ward in contrast to the Ruarks,
bass guitar playing more of a part in
proceedings. Cymbals were smoother
and less prominent, with a new-found
sense of air and space to the acoustic.
Although instruments were further
back behind the plane of the ‘speakers,
Miki's voice projected better than with
the Ruarks. Indeed, although the Ones
gave a smaller soundstage from left to
right, front to back imaging was
superior.

Rhythmically the Reference Ones
were no slouch either. They're
definitely faster than the Twos but still
had a little way to go to match the
Ruarks. With ‘Slide Away’ the kick

drum that drove the song along with
the Paladins was a touch subdued.
Although the KEFs lacked their swing,
I'd say that they still made a better job
of the song. Projected better, Liam
Gallagher’s voice sounded more
impassioned, catching the pain of the
words in a way that, because of their
monochromatic tone, the Ruark’s
seemed unable to capture.

Seal’s eponymous debut album was
another eye-opener, coming across
with a greater sense of scale in the
recorded acoustic.
The KEFs threw
out extra detail,
and were more
tonally inviting,
better imparting
the timbre of the
instruments,
doubtless
meticulously
chosen by Mr.
Horn.

‘King Step’
showed the KEFs
have their
problems, but are fleet footed at
stepping around them. Bass was more
prominent, verging on the over
generous. It was more sumptuous, with
a gratifyingly rich tone, but this could

turn boxy in the upper bass, particularly

when strings were plucked hard. There
was a tendency, albeit far from
pronounced, to one-note the lower
frequencies. More obvious was their
lack of speed compared to the Paladins.
Although the KEFs didn’t lack agility,
they didn’t have the feeling of ease that
the Ruarks exuded in this respect.

Despite this, | felt they still proved
more entertaining. Because they’re so
good at what they do well, the KEF
Reference Series Ones charm you away
from their problems. | was certainly
happy to sacrifice a touch of speed and
bass control for a beautifully fluid,
integrated midband and treble, with
superb imaging.

THE VERDICT

Both these loudspeakers are highly
accomplished in some areas. At this
level you start to get a taste of real high

end exotica, with none of the nasties
that befall so many ‘speakers of the
same size costing several hundred
pounds less. Both had a seamlessness
and a coherence that eludes cheaper
designs, Mission’s 752 arguably
excluded.

Still, neither were beyond reproach.
The Ruark Paladin is fundamentally a
very capable ‘speaker, offering a full
range of abilities, majoring on bass
control and speed. Ideally, it’s best
paired with a fast, powerful amplifier
like a big Naim to capitalise on this
property. However, it works from a
restricted tonal palette which took
some colour from music.

KEF Reference Series Ones offer
most of the benefits of their esteemed
bigger brothers, but avoid some, if not
all of their pitfalls. For my money,
thanks to their deliciously sweet, open
midrange, the KEFs ultimately come
closer to true musical enjoyment, but in
this case | need to point out that, like
the Reference Series Twos but unlike
the Paladins, they they are a difficult
load and must be auditioned with the
amplifier they are to be partnered
with. @

with your new system.
Graham at Basically
Sound near Norwich, Tel:

delivered for review in the
coming months)so I'd
recommend you find a
dealer that can
demonstrate both against
each other. If possible, try
and arrange a home
demonstration so that you
can spend some time living
with each of the players
you are interested in.

Is the CR7E a reckless
extravagance? Well, yes
and no. A new DR-1 with
new heads and in perfect
alignment would probably
sound nearly as good as
the CR-7 with your old
tapes at around half the
cost. But there’s something

special about the CR-7. It
is the king of Nakamichis
(better sound than a
Dragon) and if carefully
maintained will give you a
fantastic sound for many
years. If you can find a
CR-7 in mint condition
second-hand, it’s a chance
worth jumping at.

The Mission
loudspeakers you mention
we don’t recognise, neither
do Mission.

The LS3/5as are inefficient,
having a sensitivity of just
82dB. This means that they
will need a lot of volts for
decent levels. Luckily
though, they have a high
overall impedance, so they
will not draw excessive
current. This points

towards either a Japanese
integrated amplifier such
as the Denon PMA-450SE,
which has a fast and clean
sound, or something like
an Audiolab 8000A. Both
are capable of swinging a
lot of volts, which is
exactly what you need for
the LS3/5as. If you are
going to buy new, the
PMA-450SE suits your
budget fine, otherwise go
for a recent second-hand
8000A, which start to
appear at around £350.

Once the amplifier is in
place, you should be able
to hear more easily the
change a better CD player
makes. Have another listen
to the Alpha 5 Plus, itis a
very good player. DB

DAC UPGRADE

I confess to having rather lost
touch with the CD player
market of late, particularly
with DAC technology
becoming ever more complex
and confusing.

My query therefore is a
simple one. | am looking for
the most cost-effective
source upgrade to a system
presently comprising:
Technics SL-P477A (one of
the first generation MASH
players which was well
reviewed about four years
ago), Cyrus | amplifier,
Tannoy M20 loudspeakers.
More specifically, | am
thinking of either adding an
Audio Alchemy DAC-in-the-
box to the Technics player,
or splashing out on a Marantz
CD63SE, which everyone
seems to rave about.

It also occurs to me that
the first option might offer
more scope for future
upgrading - by adding a
separate transport to the
DAC-in-the-box. However, |
am concerned by the fact that
the Technics appears to have
only an optical digital out
connection which, from what
| have read recently, gives
inferior results to a coaxial
connection.

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You are right that the most
cost effective upgrade
would be to add an
external convertor to your
existing Technics player.
Optical and coaxial digital
connections between DAC
and transport do seem to
have a different sound.
Generally, optical seems to
give a softer, smoother
sound and an electrical
coaxial a dynamic
presentation with more
bite. Neither is inferior,
they just give different
subjective balances.

The DAC-in-the-box is
a very good convertor, and
would certainly be an
upgrade on the Technics.
Other options to consider
include the Sonic Frontiers
Assemblage SF-1 which
has a sweet and detailed
sound but requires some
simple soldering (it comes
as a kit with the main
board built, but the sockets
have to be soldered in
place), and Select Systems’
Dacula. DB

I've just finished
auditioning the Marantz
CD-63SE and can confirm
that it justifies rave
reviews. It has some

weaknesses but they are
minor at the price. It has
sweeter treble, plus better
dynamic contrasts and
shading in the midband
than most, giving it a less
"grey” tonal colour and
more life.

If you can use the
loudspeakers on stands,
Epos ES11s can sound
brilliant. They are very
room fussy though, so a
home demonstration is
essential. If these don’t
work in your bedroom, try
Systemdek 931s. These are
one of the few high quality
miniatures that are
reasonably efficient. They
have a very smooth and
polite sound and can be
used on either stands or a
bookshelf, which may be
beneficial in your room.

There may bé a very simple
and cost-effective solution
to your problem. You can
easily reduce the output
from the ports of your
Genexxa GX600
loudspeakers by gently
inserting foam bungs in the
ports. The tighter the
bungs are, the drier the
bass will become.

If this still isn’t
satisfactory and you
decide to upgrade them, try
either KEF’s new Coda 7s
or GLL’s Maxims as a
starting point.

The Goldring 1042 has a
super stylus giving it a
crisp and detailed sound. It
is smooth too, with good
bass weight and tracks
well. We constantly
recommend it as one of the
best moving magnet
cartridges around.

We haven’t heard the
Naim CD3 yet but if it's
anything like its bigger
brothers it is well worth
an audition. Try and
compare it to the Quad 67
CD player if you can,
which is one of the best at
the price with a lovely
warm and musical sound.

Another alternative
worth investigating is an
external DAC that could be
added to your Sony CD
player.

How does the Rega
RB300 rate in all this?

Unfortunately, modern
Linn LP12s can’t accept
Rega arms thanks to the

plinth’s rear right
crossmember fouling the
Rega’s base. This problem
can be remedied by a few
minutes woodworking, but
as Linn frown on this
practice, I can’t imagine
dealers would be too
enthusiastic about
performing it!

When fitted to an LP12,
the RB300 works well with
a tight, clean sound,
although bass isn‘t the
best around. Whilst it's
certainly better than the
Akito, an Ittok would
prove far superior,
especially in LVIII guise.
You could look for one in
mint second-hand
condition, but they're easy
to damage if mishandled,
so I'd only buy from a
dealer.

SMEs, superb as they
are, don't tend to work
particularly well on
Sondeks - once again it's
that question of synergy
rearing its ugly head. The
Naim ARO is an
interesting device. In ‘hi-fi’

respects such as bass and
treble extension it's
inferior to an Ekos, but
many obsessive Linnies
swear by it. Its deliciously
effusive, musical

presentation certainly

charmed me. If you like a
bold, impressive sound, go
for the Ekos - if it's
delicacy and nuance you're
after, many believe the
ARQO is the best partner to
a Linn Sondek.

ullard 5-20 users well know
just how sweet and easy this
early-Sixties classic valve

amplifier can sound. The Delph Da
Capo isn’t a Mullard, but it’s in the same
idiom, a ‘modern’ valve amplifier that
relies on feedback to deliver what
should be a tidy measured performance.
The four gorgeously pneumatic
looking output valves are KT88
equivalents from Chelmer, possessing
similar specifications to GEC's originals.
In front sit two smaller EF86
preamplifier valves and ECC8I double-
triode phase splitters. All the valves are
available today at reasonable cost,
although KT88s hover at £40-80 per
pair, according to grade. However,
output valves like this should last at
least three years, according to usage.
Delph Electronics use a folded steel
chassis, but the corners aren’t welded
and buffed smooth. This reveals the
sheet steel edge - not the slickest of
sights especially at the price. Most
manufacturers weld and buff to avoid
this, which costs more. Otherwise the
unit feels well made and satisfactorily

finished - neat, if a little sombre.

Chrome transformer caps add a
nice touch and large power valves
increase visual appeal too. Switching on
brings total silence, then a click as a
start relay activates, presumably to
apply HT after the heaters are up and
running. This preserves valve life. The
Delph has negligible hiss and hum, a
good feature.

Hooked up to KEF Coda 7s or
Mission 733s the Delph produced a
classic valve amplifier sound, with
clarity, detailing and sound staging
ahead of most solid state amplifiers. |
was very impressed by its strong,
articulate bass which had earth-moving
power on John Lee Hooker’s ‘Boom
Boom'. The flip side was that without a
front end subsonic filter, strong record
warps could saturate the output
transformers (I used CD from our Pink
Triangle Da Capo).

Eddie Reader’s vocals were nicely
placed between the loudspeakers. |
detected a little coarseness at times and
not quite the last nuance of detail, yet
all the same, the Da Capo did well in
reproducing female vocals.

Pushing this amplifier to find how its
transformer problem affected sound
quality, 1 heard a general hardening and
sharpening in the treble at very high
volume levels, a lot less noticeable than

measurement would suggest. Turning as .

usual to the fierce attack of Steve

Earle’s steel strung guitar on ‘Guitar
Town’, the resonant twang turned
progressively to glassy bite and his voice
gained an equally sharp edge. But this
was at high volume levels - normally the
problem wasn’t obvious, but changed
for the worse with revealing KEF
Reference Series | loudspeakers. The
prominent treble from guitar and
metallic percussion then came across as
harsh and messy on Earle’s ‘Someday’.
So the Da Capo has to be partnered
with care, some speakers revealing its
treble shortcomings more than others.
This amplifier is well engineered in
most areas and providing it isn’t pushed
too hard, acquits itself satisfactorily.
Seismic bass, a clear midband that gives
lovely reproduction of vocals, and
natural treble at low level all tell of its
valve qualities. At the end of the day all
this was easily enough to make the
Delph Da Capo worthy of audition, but
| still have reservations about its treble
and the harshnesss it can produce as

You’ve never
heard the real timbrel
information in cellos,
plucked acoustic bass,
drums and such like until
you’ve heard these
instruments through

Quads.
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This is a slightly eerie
property of ESL-63s, one
that is at odds with the
presentation of box
speakers. Angelique
Kidjo's ‘Aye’ album,
which is founded on a
peculiar type of deep,
rumbling bass, illustrates
differences clearly. This
album upsets most box
speakers badly. Those
that do cope with it
reproduce the dynamic
information whilst
ignoring most of the
harmonic detail - you get
the thud thud, as it were,
but you can hear little of
what’s causing it. And
that, I realised, is what
most box speakers do.
They give you
the dynamic
outline of bass
lines, but they
seemingly
erase all
insight. The
Quad’s give it
to you the
other way
around. They
politely skirt
around
viscerality,
concentrating
instead on
content.

Which is right? In my
view, neither. Open
dipoles like the Quads
have severe room
matching problems at low
frequencies,
compounded by bass roll
off below 270Hz due to
panel dimensions with
the ESL-63s, partly
compensated for by floor
reinforcement and a
90Hz resonance in the

dust covers. With this
little bag of acoustic
worms it’s hardly
surprising that ESL-63s
have “unusual” sounding
bass.

But so do box
speakers. They rely on
cabinet “boom” to create
the impression of bass.
To most people this
sounds right, because
such a sound is their
most common experience
of bass. Go to Rock
concerts and you’'re faced
by banks of box speakers.
Even classical music
venues, like London’s
South Bank complex for
example, have sound
reinforcement speakers
nestling discreetly up the
sides of the hall. Box
speakers are our everyday
reality; it’s not surprising
that most listeners are
happy enough about
using them.

In truth, there aren’t
so many occasions when
you can get to hear
instruments live, in an
unamplified performance
free of box speakers and
even when you do, notice
that musical instruments
also use wooden
sounding chambers
(double bass) or a
resonant chamber
(drum). As you’d expect,
any box speaker will
mimick such instruments
well, with the emphasis
on mimick. That is not to
say that it will reproduce
them faithfully. A hi-fi
loudspeaker should
reproduce the signal it is
fed, not try to produce its
own version by mimickry,

so whilst Quads might
sound dynamically weak,
for the reasons I've given,
they’re actually very
revealing in the bass, by
not having a resonant
box.

I’m not trying to
preach about these
speakers though. I know
from our mail that a lot of
you have them, oft
bought second-hand, and
I accept that most people
would prefer to have
more bass. Some time
ago I designed, for my
own use, a specialised
crossover that integrated
the ESL-63 to the
Celestion SL-6000 dipole
subwoofer. But the latter
was expensive at around
£1800 and difficult to use
too, because of its size
and weight. On the
magazine we felt most of
you would find the whole
caboodle just too
complex and expensive,
so we didn’t publish.

Now, there’s a lot of
discussion in our offices
about making a DIY bass
dipole for the Quads
using modern Audax
drivers, married to my
original active crossover
in modified form. Bass
dipoles are awkward
beasts, but when they’'re
right they’re also
remarkable - and they
don’t rely on a box. Keep
your fingers crossed. If
our theories work (being
modest, I'd give ‘em an
80% chance!) we’ll crack
this problem sometime
during the summer
months and publish later
in the year @

with stoical courage,
the scabrous subject of
tone controls! But those
following the series will
already know that in
designing the Maximalist
Preamplifier I've cast
aside conventional
wisdom concerning
preamplifier design and
started instead from the
premise of “think of every
feature that you might
ever need and design it in
now”.

This volte-face stems
from my consideration of
the role of the
preamplifier in the
context of what copy
writers might call my
“home-entertainment
centre”. Now for another
appalling confession, I
love optical disks. Not
just audio CDs - although
I actually like them too.
Generally, I thoroughly
approve of optical
storage, be it video discs
(which produce a picture
quality far above the
fuzzy, wobbly picture
from tape), CD or CD-
ROM disks.

Specifically, I delight
in CD-ROMs. So much
that after owning a ROM
drive for a little while I
bought some authoring
software and am now
writing and producing
interactive titles for
children. Given my
enthusiasm for this
technology and for the
video bandwidth
compression technology
on which the video
possibilities of this
medium depends, I'm
confident that I’'ll soon
own a video CD player
when these become
available.

In considering the
Maxmalist Preamplifier’s
multiple roles in terms of
“gluing together”
computer, video and
audio, I realised that any
self-respecting, fully
featured home
entertainment control
system of the future
would have to provide for
the ability to switch video
signals emanating from
video players, off-
air/cable, CD-i, CD video,
as well as video output
from computer coder-
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boards to a main picture
monitor. At first I
considered housing these
functions in aneother unit
but after some
deliberation came to the
conclusion that
ergonomics alone (not to
mention aesthetics)
dictates that these
features are inchuded
within the preamplifier.

The figure illustrates
the main video input,
output and switching
circuitry. As with the
electronics described so
far, the emphasis is on
performance rather than
upon technology for its
own sake. You’ll notice
that the circuit contains
discrete transistors. This
is common practice in
the video world where
fast operational
amplifiers are more
expensive and I, like
other designers, can do
as well or better with a
bit of basic transistor

Left by
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between the video
signals. This is nothing to
worry about.

One nicety I could
have included is d.c.
restoration where all
video signals are
presented to the switch at
roughly the same video
black-level. If you would
like to include this
feature it’s reasonably
easily accomplished with
the inclusion of a resistor
and diode on each video
input.

In the end, I decided
against the extra
complication. Most
important of all is careful
layout and power-supply
decoupling. This is
mandatory to secure
good (or even adequate)
performance from video
circuitry. PCB design is
therefore especially
important. The prototype
is designed with surface-
mount technology which
enables the components

design.
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to be assembled close
together and helps to
ensure against high-
frequency instability, the
usual bete-noire of video
electronics.

I've assumed all video
signals are treated as
composite PAL signals
even if they originate as
Y/C signal (on a four pin
mini-DIN connector). Y/C
video signals send the
picture brightness and
colour information
separately and this results
in superior picture
quality. My reason for
simply “adding the
luminance and colour
back together” in the
common resistor
arrangement is that my
monitor only allows for a
composite signal input,
so the extra switching
complication would be
pointless. Maybe next
month I’'ll get around to
tone controls!

The Hiper | is an entry level
design from Chario S.AS., one of Italy’s
largest independent loudspeaker
manufacturers. Priced at £399 in wood
veneer, plus £180 for a pair of matching
veneered pillar type stands, they’re an
interesting addition to the UK market.

| found them unusually fussy about
positioning and matching. After much
experimentation they ended up spiked
atop Linn Kan stands, half a metre from
the rear wall, working with both a Naim
Nait 3 and the latest Audiolab
8000P/8000M monoblocks, which really
took them by the scruff of the neck.

The Chario Hiper Is are open, clean
sounding ‘speakers
with an exemplary
sense of timing, -
particularly on
spirited pop music
such as Ultra Vivid
Scene’s ‘Lightening’.

Here they proved

extremely tight,

catching the subtle

counterpoint

between bass guitar

and drums with rare accuracy, unrattled
by the force of the snare drum hitting
hard through the mix. Rhythm guitar
could be heard driving the song along,
tightly located in the soundstage.

Nor do the Charios achieve speed
through adding an artificial, distorted
‘edge’. Quite the reverse in fact, they've
one of the sweetest, most transparent
trebles around. Cymbals were a joy -
brightly etched but in no sense coarse.
They're extremely revealing, throwing
up detail that many costlier
loudspeakers lose. Kurt Ralske's voice
hung lazily back from the fray, remaining
crystal clear. Images were rock-solid,
individual strands well placed around
the plane of the speakers, but the
Charios had to be positioned carefully
to get them to image at their best -
treble from the Scanspeak tweeters is
more directional than need be.

Moving to reggae, and Augustus
Pablo’s ‘Revelino Dub’ showcased his
genius with rhythms, a gift the Charios
also shared. Highly capable in the way

they worked with spaces between
notes, they imparted attack transients
and decay with great delicacy of touch,
making notes start and stop with a
speed few other designs at this price
can match. His finest subsonics threw
up a problem though: the Charios
emphasise upper bass, particularly
noticeable on bass-driven music such as
The La’s ‘There She Goes’ - a guitar
stomper pushed along by a powerful
walking bassline. As the bassist moved
up and down the fretboard, they tended
to play certain notes louder than
others, sounding a touch boxy.

Never ones to suffer poor sources
gladly, these speakers could be
characterised as ‘bright’ and revealing.
Lesser designs similarly afflicted with a

forward tonal balance
often go to pieces when
asked to play hard, steely
recordings, such as
‘LF.O. by LF.O. - not so
much a ‘speaker assault
course as a battleground.
Where others turn
harsh, the Charios

€ captured the warmth of

the analogue electronics

juxtaposed with the cold
synthetic hi-hats. Sub-bass, so powerful
that LF.O.'s record company had to
print warnings about it on album
sleeves, was sublime. The Charios went
deep down, their downward firing ports
almost blowing them off the stands. In
the midst of all this, they remained
clean, composed and rhythmic, holding
on tight to all strands in the mix.
The Chario Hiper |s thoroughly
impressed me. They are music makers
through and through with a great feel
for rhythms and dynamics. Just as
impressive is their refinement and poise,
which shines with decent partnering
equipment. A bargain by another name!

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he Bristol Sound &
TVision show this

year demonstrated
that there is still a very
strong market for hi-fi in
the UK. One of the
busiest hi-fi shows we’ve
attended for a long time,
there were thousands of
visitors genuinely
interested in real hi-fi.
Live 94, held at Earl’s
Court, saw more people
through the doors over
the five day period, but
only a small percentage
seemed interested in the
hi-fi on show. Bristol was
almost solely hi-fi, and
managed to attract so
many visitors that each
morning the queues
stretched around the
front of the hotel.

This is good news for
the industry, and
hopefully will help to
remind manufacturers of
their home market. Since
the eighties, hi-fi sales in
the UK have been in
decline and exports on
the increase. Due to
economic conditions we
have become increasingly
competitive in overseas
markets, with many UK
manufacturers claiming
80% or more of their
sales outside the UK.
Some even admit a lack
of interest in the UK
market, preferring to
concentrate solely on
export sales. And who
can blame them? Many
products manufactured
in the UK are too
expensive for the average
Briton, who in many
cases has to be persuaded
that the ultimate hi-fi
isn’t a2 midi-system
anyway. Overseas it
seems the engineering
quality of British hi-fi is
better appreciated and
it’s affordable.

But things are
definitely changing.
Bristol saw a wide range
of manufacturers, but the
price range of equipment
wasn't as great as in
previous years. At either
end of the spectrum
there was little to be
seen. Gone were a lot of
the larger corporates and
their package systems,
and at the high end there
were only a handful of
products on display. The
majority of the show
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concentrated on the
middle ground of
affordable, high quality
British separates.

In years past the UK
has built a world-wide
reputation for the quality
of its budget
loudspeakers. From the
introduction of the first
Goodmans Maxim and
the original Wharfedale
Diamond, through to the

present day KEF Coda 7,
we have been unbeatable.
This competitiveness is
now filtering slowly
upwards. [ can’t begin to
count the number of
integrated amplifiers and
loudspeakers newly
launched onto the market
in the last couple of years
around the £300-500
mark

The increased activity
in this area has helped
raise the standard of
engineering and quality
of hi-fi products no end.
For example, a simple

system built along the
lines of Arcam Alpha 5
Plus CD player, Naim Nait
3 or Audiolab 8000A
integrated amplifier and
Mission 752
loudspeakers, would
blow away a system that
cost twice the price only
a few years back, such is
the improvement in
quality.

The strong export
market has
been
responsible for
keeping much
of the UK hi-fi
industry going
through what
has been a
deep recession.
As interest is
re-kindled in
the UK, many
manufacturers
are now in an
extremely
strong
position, with
ranges of very
high quality
products at
competitive
prices.

There is still the age-
old problem of awareness
that needs to be tackled,
where the majority still
believe that midi systems
are hi-fi, but even this is
now been given more
careful consideration.
BADA'’s ‘Real Hi-Fi’
campaign and Richer
Sounds’ back to back
demonstration of
similarly priced midi and
separates systems in their
showrooms are both
doing their part to
educate the buying
public, and we have a few

ideas up our sleeve too.

At Hi-Fi World we
have seen the increasing
interest in real hi-fi of
late. Our circulation is
steadily rising, and we
were mobbed at the
Bristol show by
thousands of visitors
looking for advice on
systems to audition and
the most cost-effective
way to upgrade.
Fortunately, there’s now
such a wide range of
quality products out
there that it makes our
job a pleasure, knowing a
product we recommend
really will enhance the
enjoyment of music

As a closing point, |
would like to suggest
that, strange as it may
seem, the increasing
interest in all things hi-fi
may be due to the
renewed interest in vinyl
and valve amplification.
As valves and vinyl have
come back into the
limelight, they have
bought with them a
whole generation of
audiophiles who've
previously been ignored.

This works at both
ends of the spectrum.

be the most
troublesome and

frustrating part of
reaching hi-fi Empyrean.
Even the most
experienced enthusiasts
and retailers (the latter is
no guarantee of the
former) come unstuck on
what should be a well
matched system.
Unfortunately there’s no
easy way of ensuring a
perfect match using tried
and tested formulae.
Technical data, such as
‘speaker and amplifier
sensitivity and specific
amplifier power outputs
will help, but should be
used a guide only.

One rule that should
go without saying is don’t
always assume buying the
most highly reviewed
products (or “Best Buys”)
will guarantee an
unsurpassable system at
the price. It seems
common sense, yet it
never ceases to amaze me
how many people buy hi-
fi this way.

A typical example
from a couple of years
ago went something like
this: A Pioneer A-400,
Marantz CD 52 and
Mission 760 ‘speakers.
Yes, all components were
(and indeed still are)
highly rated individually,
but as a system it was far
from a success. For a
start, the Pioneer doesn’t
really like budget
‘speakers, and with all
three items projecting an
“upbeat” sound, the
overall effect was
uncouth, verging on
unpleasant.

Sound quality was
okay, certainly better
than a midi system at this
price, but far superior
results could have been
achieved by positively
avoiding one or two of
the “Best Buys”. |
remember demonstrating
this system to customers,
and then changing the
‘speakers and amplifier to
something like Heybrook
Solos and a NAD 304. The
difference between those
customers that had
simply bought the Best
Buy system, and those
that had actually listened
to the alternatives was
that the latter actually
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developed an interest in
hi-fi and were more keen
to upgrade

The same caution
should be exercised when
purchasing second-hand
equipment. I'd be the
first to admit that there
are some great bargains
second-hand, and you
can develop a system of
far higher quality than if
you'd bought new. But
great care is needed
particularly when buying
privatelv, as you might
not even get the chance
to hear the particular
piece of equipment in
your own system. A
thoughtfully put together,
new mid-price system
often sounds better than
an esoteric, hastily
assembled second-hand
system. It's also more
often the case that high
quality hi-fi is harder to
match due to particular
eccentricities between
brands. So make sure you
know your products
when buying second-
hand .

The next aspect to
consider when putting a
system together is fund
allocation, the proportion
that goes on each
particular item. Again
there are no hard and fast
rules governing this, but
there are several schools
of thought that have
drifted in and out of
fashion over the years.

In the seventies there
was a popular notion that
you should spend as
much on ‘speakers as
possible and then see
what remained for the
source and amplifier.

This became
unfashionable in the
eighties as companies
began advocating the
‘inverse pyramid theory’.
This entails spending as
much as possible on the
source, the next highest
amount on the amplifier,
and least on the
‘speakers. Linn
popularised the thinking
that no matter how good
your amplifier or
‘speakers, they couldn’t
make up for what had
gone before in the chain
of things. Therefore the
start of the audio chain
should be of the highest
quality, whilst the end bit
(the ‘speakers) didn’t
matter so much.

Both theories are of
course flawed. Spending
the most money on a pair
of high quality ‘speakers
can simply expose the
lesser partnering
electronics. Especially as
many expensive ‘speakers
are highly revealing. Yet
this idea has made
something of a comeback
recently. Such is the
quality of many budget
amplifiers and CD players
(the Denon PMA 350 and
NAD 501 for example)
these days, that greater
improvements in sound
may often be sought via
the ‘speakers rather than
the electronics. So a
thousand pound system
could quite conceivably
consist of half the amount
spent on the ‘speakers,
and the rest on amplifier
and source. However the
number of budget
electronics capable of
pulling this off is limited,

so tread carefully.

Compromising on
‘speakers and amplifier,
as Linn used to
recommend is fine if you
plan to upgrade in the
near future. Otherwise
you may find yourself left
with an unsatisfactory
system in which the
‘speakers simply can’t
demonstrate the full
potential of the source
used. An example would
be a system containing a
Linn LP12 and Royd A7
‘speakers. Although the
combination has good
timing and rhythm, that’s
about the full extent of it,
elsewhere the duo are
lacking. And yet there are
people who persist with
such parings. Surely it
would have been far
better to have bought a
Linn Axis and some Epos
ES11s for example? This
example is from the third
school of thought that
suggests an equal amount
should be spent on all
components. This makes
sense and is a fine rule of
thumb, but isn’t
infallible. A Pioneer A400,
for instance, won't always
work successfully with
ancillaries its own price.

There’s no “right” way
to go about putting your
system together. It's
probably best to be
flexible, and simply listen
to the alternatives. You'll
probably find you’ll come
away with something
completely different to
what you were expecting.
But then at least it won’t
be left to gather dust
alongside the Readers
Digests!

But all in all
there’s not as much to get excited about
as their last outing. With the biggest
name-check of rap bands ever seen on
the sleeve you'd have thought they'd

have picked up a tip or two.

TANZMUSIK
Sinsekai

@ Since the demise of the Yellow
Magic Orchestra at the beginning of the
1980s, Japanese popular music has had
little success in the West. Many have
explained this in terms of the
difference between ‘our two cultures,
but in truth it’s just that so much has
been God-awful, high on technique and
low on imagination.

But now it’s undergoing something
of a renaissance, the likes of M-Age and
Tanzmusik showing themselves as
accomplished as anyone with dance
music. The latter duo’s debut ‘Tan
Tague EP’ on Rising High last year
avoided the predictable tuneless,
meandering ambient road, instead
keeping the BPM high. Now, their first
album Sinsekai (“New World") sees
them better than ever.

With sumptuous sounds
reminiscent of ‘Computerwelt’-era
Kraftwerk, they've grown more subtle,
keeping a resolutely danceable beat
around which trancey melodies have
been caringly crafted. Spanning filmic
Sakamoto-style mood pieces (‘Pique’ is
about gulls flying over the Kamo River)
to hardcore techno wracked with
noise, Tanzmusik aren’t short on
repertoire. But it's their mastery of
texture that puts them ahead. Showing
attention to detail a la the
aforementioned ‘pioneers of the
hypnotic groove’, they’ve combined the
subtlest of 808 State rhythmic
doodlings with the fiercest of ‘We Are
Back’-period LFO sounds.

Suitably self-effacing, Tanzmusik
reject any link between their music and
Tokyo's Blade Runner cityscapes,
preferring instead to look to Europe’s
prime purveyors of electronic music
for inspiration - the clue’s in their
name, which is both German for

“dance music” and one of Kraftwerk’s
earliest songs. Whatever their
intentions, Sinsekai sees Tanzmusik
well and truly crossing that great
divide.

@ From Clarkedale, Mississippi to San
Francisco’s Bay Area, John Lee Hooker
has had one of the most remarkable
careers in modern music, his unique
brand of Delta Blues influencing the
likes of John Mayall, The Yardbirds and
Canned Heat, who all brought Blues to
the modern rock idiom.

Chill Out, featuring some of the
most influential players of the past few
decades including Van Morrisson,
Carlos Santana and Booker T. Jones (of
MGs fame), is an enticing combination
of genius for sure. Hooker gets some
classic performances out of them, from
Charles Brown’s superb piano work in
‘Annie May' to Booker T.’s sublime
organ grooves on ‘Medley: Serves Me
Right to Suffer/ Syndicator’.

The scale and drama of Hooker’s
performance is something to behold.
From reworkings of his own classics
such as ‘Tupelo’ to the lazy cool of
‘One Bourbon, One Scotch, One Beer’,
Hooker's playing has never been
better.

Displaying awesome economy of
style for which he’s famous, he makes
every note menacing, every silence
biting and every nuance thunder. John
Lee’s duet with Van is proof positive of
their enduring friendship, Van returning
the favour after the “King of the
Boogie” surfaced on a heart-stopping
rendition of ‘Gloria’ several years back.

Chill Out is testament to the
enduring appeal of America’s number
one Blues Brother, proof as if we
needed it, of the unique vision of a
long-living legend.

Now four albums
and as many years
into its life, | doubt
any of the trio of
talents that comprise
Painkiller would
thank me for tagging
them a supergroup,
but this group’s
collective prehistory
is an incredible one.
(For that matter,
concept albums and
airbrushed artwork
perhaps need re-assessing, but that'll
have to wait ‘till some other time -
perhaps when Roger Dean illustrates
the cover of a Jon Hassell LP - a triple,
of course - based on the life and work
of Philip K Dick.)

Painkiller are John Zorn, hero, alto
saxophonist, composer, collagist,
conceptualist, music archivist, free
improvisor, hard bop virtuoso - and
genius; Bill Laswell, renegade eclecticist,
monster bass player, bandleader,
producer of Herbie Hancock,
Motorhead, The Ramones and Mick -

Jagger and on and on, and label founder
and Mick Harris, founding drummer of
legendary Midlands giants of hardcore
thrash Napalm Death, now one half of
ambient dub crew Scorn and creator of
long-term isolationist ambient project
Luli. Which'll do for starters.

When the group’s debut album Guts
of a Virgin appeared on Nottingham's
Earache records | guess everyone had
certain expectations. Zorn had spoken
openly of his admiration for UK
hardcore on his trips here in the early
eighties, and the work of his Naked City
group showed signs of his infatuation
with the purity of hardcore’s speed-as-
aesthetic. So the prospect of him in
collaboration with “mad” Micky Harris
was a noisy one.

And to a degree, Guts amply fulfilled
these expectations. Yet it also hinted at
another side, one which I'd hazard a
guess at being the prime responsibility
of the group’s bassist. For one of
Laswell's prime areas of interest and
greatest areas of skill, whether he's
working with the dub of Sly and Robbie
or the downtown funk of Material or
the hip-hop of Herbie Hancock or the
narcotic rhythms of the Moroccan
Joujouka musicians, has always been
with groove. The moments of groove
which broke through the largely
cacophonous rhythmic maelstrom on
Guts of a Virgin sublimely defined how
monstrous the whole project was.

The group continued to find room
to explore the war between a wall of
sound and a driving groove on their two
subsequent albums, Buried Secrets, also
released in the UK through Earache and
featuring superb cameos from guitarist
Justin Broadrick and bassist GC Green
(both of Midlands industrial-HM
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grind-machine Godflesh), and last year's
Live in Japan, available only on import
on Japan’s avant-pop psychedelicists
Toy’s Factory Records, which featured
the awesome contributions of Japanese
guitarist Haino Keiji.

Yet great as these albums were, they
certainly didn’t prepare one for the
achievements of Execution Ground,
without doubt one of the finest records
any of the group’s members have ever
made.

The album comes as a
double CD, disc one
featuring three long,
fifteen-plus minute pieces,
‘Parish of Tama (Ossuary
Dub)’, ‘Morning of
Balachaturdasi’ and
‘Pashupatinath’, disc two
featuring longer ambient
mixes of ‘Parish’ and
‘Pashupatinath’, thus
bringing another warring
element into the group’s
genre battleground.

Execution Ground’s
first disc in many ways re-
iterates the group’s usual
obsessions with dub drum
and bass grooves,
stuttering, screaming, rage-driven
saxophone wailing, blasts of rapid-fire
punk-HM drumming (and Harris damn
well invented that), dense and heavily-
effected vocals and samples, and a
general atmosphere of terror and
persecution (the artwork for the
group’s debut was famously seized and
destroyed by Her Majesty’s finest C&E
boys, and covers since have featured
torture victims, S&M rituals and
execution scenes, and the music has
never failed to live up to its packaging's
promise). But it does all these things so
much better.

For one thing, the three long pieces
allow the group more scope to expand
their ideas. Previous albums have
predominantly featured heart-stopping
pop song-length pieces which would
leave you begging for more. These long
pieces cut between styles, tempi and
moods audaciously, yet never with the
collagist techniques of Zorn's big-scale
mid-eighties’ pieces or Naked City
work, nor of Laswell’s tenure with the
genre-crunching Praxis. [nstead the
pieces have a sense of overall
architecture whose logic unfolds
inexorably.

These pieces are also undoubtedly
helped by the finest mixing and
production the group’s ever had (with a
debt to Harris’ dub leanings in Scorn
and Laswell’s recent unceasing ambient
activities), and some of the best sax
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playing Zorn's ever committed to
prosperity, drenched in huge swathes of
echo and monstrous harmonizing which
indisputably bears the hallmark of
Zorn’s association with the London-
based industrial-jazz collective God and
the sax-as-guitar-substitute approach of
leader Kevin Martin.

Then there’s disc two. Ever since
the rave crowd discovered the need to
come down after a night spent dancing

its collective body into the ground,
discovering that coming down was best
spent in a cushion-filled room listening
to endless electronic doodling; ever
since kids who'd grown up on techno
discovered seventies’ art rock and
electronic music; and ever since some
clown mis-associated Brian Eno’s post-
Satie, music-as-environmental-additive
term “ambient” with all these things, so
much page-space and airtime has been
chewed up by the “A” word that by
now many of us are probably ready to
choke on it.

Which is unfair. For one thing,
vacuous as much post-rave techno is, its
public acceptance (witness the fact that
Aphex Twin can sell 50,000 plus copies
of a double album of the most minimal,
ascetic music in the UK alone) has
created an environment in which even
the most abstractly experimental ends
of the jazz, rock and classical spectra are
receiving more critical and public
attention than they have in over twenty
years. Not so much like punk never
happened, more like it never threw out
the baby of a genuinely subversive,
experimental popular music with the
bathwater of overblown, self-
congratulatory prog rock.

For another, neo-ambient has
developed a branch of darker sounds
which way overstep its original remit to
vaguely stimulate euphoric ravers. It's a
branch now unfortunatley tagged

“isolationist” yet which categorically
owes more to the genuine influence of

Eno’s original concept - and especially to .

his On Land, Discreet Music and
Thursday Afternoon - than anything in
ambient techno. It's also emphatically
not a movement but there are strands
which run through the work of Thomas
Koner, Main, Paul Schutze, Ice, Final,
and a whole bunch of others, which tie
them together in some occult way.
Strands which also run through some of
the recent work of Painkiller’s
members.

On the Naked City album Absinthe
Zorn thematically explored the
experience of taking the said narcotic
licqueur, the musical results being one
of the albums of last year, a dense,
layered, edgy work. Harris’ work with
both Scorn and Lul} falls squarely into
this (non) camp; Lull create giant
tapestries of darkly minimal sound
which take up where On Land left off.
Meanwhile, Scorn layer morbid, fearful
textures against dub bass and beats like
Lee Perry on bad acid.

And Laswell has perhaps jumped
into the ambient arena - both
mainstream “up” ambient and its icier
“isolationist” counterpart - with greater
enthusiasm than anyone. His labels have
explored the hinterlands of dub and
ambient while his collaborations with
post-rave electronic experimentalists
(Pete Namlook, Tetsuo Inoue) and
avant-gardists (in Death Cube K and
Automaton) alike has revealed a musical
mind as attuned to atmosphere as it is
to riddim.

So the results on Execution
Ground’s ambient disc are
extraordinary, a richly dark field of
echoing sax and screams, stomach-
churning sub bass, sudden bursts of dub
rhythms, seemingly unending drones.
This is as experimentally atmospheric as
improvised music can get, and as
conservationist. It's music as its own
source of constant re-invention. And
the finest jazz, or at any rate near-jazz,
album of the year.

@ ‘Fusion’ is a word commonly used to
describe Gurtu's sound, and it'll do as
well as any, although interest in this
band stems as much from his knee-
cracking use of a ‘floor-kit’ - drums
spread flat around him rather than
stacked as usual - as his sound, which
can change from straightforward rock
to heavily traditionalist Indian music
within a few bars.

The interesting thing for me is
Gurtu's relative lack of percussive
pizzazz - take any other percussionist
and it's ninety minute drum solos and a
rhythm which often drags the rest of
the band along - definitely not a
description of the Crazy Saints. They
are a solid, comfortable group and
Gurtu simply blends into the mix at
times. It's an impressive display of all-
encompassing jazz musicianship if, at the
end of the day, perhaps a touch steriie
to the less forgiving listener. Depends
upon your point of view.

@ It was Bernard Haitink who first
encouraged the Covent Garden
orchestra to undertake concert
performances beyond its usual duties in
the opera house pit. In doing so, it has
demonstrated that it is a fine ensemble
in its own right, perhaps most
successfully in its Tchaikovsky
recordings under the direction of the
Russian conductor, Mark Ermler. Now
these artists have tackled the ballet
which, on all musical counts, stands
alongside the three Tchaikovsky
masterpieces - Swan Lake, The Sleeping
Beauty and The Nutcracker -
Prokofiev’s Romeo and Juliet.
Prokofiev, like his compatriot and
contemporary, Igor Stravinsky, cut his
balletic teeth, so to speak, with works
for Diaghilev’s Ballets Russes. But
Prokofiev's attempts to produce works
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in the vein of Stravinsky’s colourful
Russian paganism never matched the
success of the Firebird, or Petrouchka,
or in the case of the Rite of Spring, the
notoriety.

Disillusioned with life in the West,
Prokofiev took the unusual step of
returning to the Soviet Union, where
he largely abandoned the iconoclasm
and hard-edged satire of much of his
early music and settled into a more
lyrical, more straightforward style of
composition, which not only suited his
development, but the dictates of
Stalin’s cultural apparatchiks.

Romeo and Juliet dates from this
period during the ‘thirties and, while
the wit and satire are still evident, they
are sublimated to a rich lyrical and
melodic content, and to a strong
symphonic foundation. There are
dissonances which echo the ‘out-to-
shock’ modernism of early Prokofiev,
but nothing here could be described as
music ‘forged in iron and steel’, a
description applied to works such as
the Scythian Suite, with the searing
brutality of its opening chords. Yet
Romeo and Juliet still managed to fall
foul of the Soviet authorities, partly
because the entire works of
Shakespeare had been deemed
undesirable! The original Bolshoy
production was abandoned after
several months of rehearsals and the
premiere of the ballet was given almost
unnoticed by a Yugoslavian company in
Brno, Czechoslovakia, during 1939.
The first Russian performance was
given by Leningrad’s (now St
Petersburg'’s) Kirov ballet the following
year.

The problems he encountered in
getting the ballet produced led
Prokofiev to compile three orchestral
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RECORD OF THE MONTH

Antonio Vivaldi remains the most
celebrated composer of the ltalian
Baroque. He may not have attained
the spiritual or intellectual heights of
Bach, or possessed the seemingly
limitless inspiration of his other great
contemporary, Handel, but as more
and more of his vast musical output
gets an airing, there emerges a
composer of far greater stature than
was assumed a few decades ago, when
Stravinsky made his famous remark
about the “same concerto composed
five hundred times over”. Given
Stravinsky’s character, the comment
could have equally been merely
mischievous and provocative as it was
disparaging.

Although he was primarily a
composer of concertos, chiefly for the
violin, his own instrument, but also for
a wide variety of other string, brass
and woodwind soloists, Vivaldi
nevertheless left a substantial legacy of
vocal music. There are a number of
operas, now largely unperformed apart
from a few ‘plum’ arias, and a great
many very fine sacred compositions
whose consistent quality is at last
being widely recognised.

Vivaldi, whose father - in true Italian
tradition - was a barber-cum-musician,
trained for the priesthood but the
evidence suggests this was more out
of necessity than vocation: he is
recorded as frequently being chastised
for his failure to say Mass. During his
varied career as a musician-cleric, the
‘Red Priest’, as Vivaldi became known
because of the colour of his hair, twice
held the post of maestro di coro

suites from the score and these have
been widely recorded. The suites are
fine for getting to know the melodic
riches of the work, but a full
appreciation of this marvellous score
demands access to a recording of the
complete ballet. Only then does
Prokofiev's mastery of its musical
development reveal itself, along with
the astonishing consistency of
inspiration which is sustained over a
span of nearly two-and-a-half hours.

To become fully acquainted with
Prokofiev's Romeo and Juliet, | would
suggest this new recording from Royal
Opera House Records is pretty nigh
unbeatable. As he did in his ROH
Tchaikovsky sessions, Mark Ermler gets
right to the emotional heart of the
work, but never over-plays the
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(choirmaster) at the Ospedale della
Pieta. There were four such
establishments in Venice during the
eighteenth century, each a kind of
cross between an orphanage and a
convent. The incumbents were
exclusively young girls, with the only
male allowed on the staff of Ospedale
being the choirmaster. Inevitably, this
has led to all manner of speculation
about Vivaldi’s extra musical activities
during his spells at the Pieta between
1713 and 1717, and 1737 and 1739.

However, no evidence exists to
suggest that the ‘Red Priest’ did
anything more than train up what
became one of the most accomplished
and admired choirs and orchestras in
Europe. The testament of many
notable travellers to Venice bears
witness to wonderful music-making at
the Pieta.

Yet these contemporary accounts
leave one question unresolved: if no
male voices were permitted to join the
choir - and, if they had, then surely
one visitor would have commented
upon the fact - how were the tenor
and bass lines of Vivaldi’s vocal scores
performed! Of course, they can be
sung by women'’s’ voices, but at what
pitch! As written, the tenor line
descends well below their range of
most of today’s female soloists.

To my knowledge, this quandary
has never been tackled in recordings
of Vivaldi's sacred vocal music - until
now. Andrew Parrott, the conductor
of the Taverner Choir and Consort,
has come up with a very plausible
solution for his recent recording of

sentiment. It would be easy to say that
this music is ‘in the blood’ of a
conductor born in St Petersburg and,
at one time, permanent conductor of
the Bolshoy Ballet in Moscow, but
Ermler also displays a judgement and
grasp of structure which only comes
with experience and understanding.

The Covent Garden orchestra
proves highly responsive to Ermler’s
direction, with some superlative
playing from - brass and woodwinds
especially. The attractions of the set
are completed by a spacious, finely
detailed sound quality (a 20 bit
recording engineered in All Saints
Church, Petersham, Surrey, by Tryggvi
Tryggvason) and by a pleasingly literate
and informative booklet note by David
Nice.

the well-known Gloria in D Major and
several other pieces written for the
women of the Pieta.

While the published scores are
scored for the conventional four parts
(soprano, alto, tenor, bass) - Vivaldi,
after all, wanted to earn money from
them beyond the confines of the
Ospedale - Parrott’s version
speculates that, for performance in the
Pieta, the tenor and bass parts were
sung an octave above written pitch.
The parts, therefore, would be
soprano, soprano, alto, alto, with
instrumental doubling of the bass part
at written pitch. This would overcome
any distortion of the harmonic
content.

And why did none of the
distinguished audiences at the Pieta
concerts comment upon this unusual
arrangement? Well, unless they
possessed scores, they would not have
been aware that any change had been
introduced. Both theoretically and
historically, this radical approach to
the performance of this music has
much to commend it, but how does it
work in practice?

@ The ideal ‘Purcell primer’?
Unquestionably. This twenty-track
selection draws upon the recordings
made over recent years for Hyperion by
that most enthusiastic of Purcell
advocates, Robert King, and the ‘cherry-
picking’ has been accomplished with
some finesse.

® The compelling authority of this
recording does not derive solely from
the musical argument outlined above.
As in previous, and highly successful
recordings of, for example,
Monteverdi’s Vespers of the Blessed
Virgin, Handel's Carmelite Vespers
and Guillaume de Machaut's Mass
for Notre Dame, Andrew Parrott
performs Vivaldi's scores within
their ecclesiastical context, bringing
a satisfying cohesion and
organisation to the recording. The
Gloria is prefaced, quite properly,
by a Kyrie, in this instance the
plainchant *Cum jubilo’, and then
followed by a reflective Sinfonia ‘al
Santo Sepolocro’, which would
have been especially composed for
liturgical performance.

After this, Parrott programmes
the Vespers psalm, Laetatus sum,
the Marian hymn Ave Maris Stella,
which is sung in the plainchant, and
then complements the splendour of
the D Major Gloria with the similarly
sumptuous G minor setting of the
Magnificat. Here, Vivaldi fully exploits
the dramatic possibilities afforded by
various combinations of solo, choral
and orchestral forces. The demands

Perhaps more than anything, this
recording by Andrew Parrott and his
Taverner colleagues brings home the
remarkable richness and variety of
music making in Vivaldi's Venice. If this
was indeed the programme for one of

results have been consistently fine, as
this compilation proves.

But compilation is perhaps not quite
the right term here, with its implication
of jarring juxtapositions of wholly
unrelated pieces. Here, the selections
have the coherence and contrasts of a
well-planned concert programme, each
seamlessly leading to the next.
Performances and recordings are
consistently excellent, and any changes
of acoustic appear to have been
balanced out in the remastering
(although | suspect most of these pieces
were taped in the same venue).

Among the gems on offer are
Barbara Bonney's rendition of Oh, fair
Cedaria - surely one of the most purely
beautiful soprano voices to have
emerged of late - and the combination

the weekly performances of the choir
and orchestra at the Pieta, then the
audience must have been delighted
with what they heard, even though
propriety dictated that the female
musicians be hidden from their guests’
gaze by a screen!

Taken alone, this performance of
the Gloria stands comparison with any
currently available. The use of female
voices alone, with the instrumental
doubling of the bass line as described
earlier, brings to the sound a lightness
and jewel-like brilliance which serves
to emphasise the exultant nature
of the piece. It might be thought
that this lightening of texture might
rob the concluding chorus of Cum
Sancto Spirito of some of its
weight, but no: the lofty majesty of
the final section remains
undiminished.

The Taverner Choir and
Consort are in top form here, and
the distinguished line-up of soloists
makes the most of its many
opportunities to shine. The
combination of Emily Van Evera
and Alison Piace in the Laudamus
te from the Gloria is but one
delightful example. Producer David
Murray and engineer Mike Hatch
have made the most of the fine
acoustic of St Augustine’s in Kilburn,
north-west London, and the recording
offers good balance between
instrumental and vocal forces while
retaining the essential atmosphere this
kind of liturgical recreation demands.
In every respect, this is a truly
outstanding and valuable production.

Thanks to the likes of
Robert King, that situation at least has
changed and, in this the year of the
tercentenary of Purcell's death, there
will be wider recognition of Purcell’s
stature. The BBC is playing its part by
broadcasting all of Purcell's music on
Radio 3 during 1995, but CDs such as
this Hyperion compilation will also play
a key role - not least, | would venture,
in persuading many listeners to explore

@® George Malcolm and George
Guest, along with Bruno Turner, were
among the first choral conductors to
introduce the musical treasures of
Spain’s ‘Golden Age’ to modern
audiences, chief among them the
remarkable liturgical works of Tomas
Luis de Victoria. Little is known of
Victoria's early years: he was born in
Avila around 1548 and studied in
Seville under the composer, Escobedo.
His promise must have quickly revealed
itself because Victoria received a royal
grant to continue his studies at the
Collegium Germanicum in Rome. He
had already spent some nine years
singing in the cathedral choir of his
home city and, in Rome, became singer
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and organist of the Aragonese church
of Santa Maria di Monserrato, a post
which he held for at least five years.

In 1575, Victoria was ordained into
the priesthood and three years later he
joined the Congregazione dei Preti
dell’Oratorio, a newly-established
community of lay priests led by St
Filippo Neri. It is to the decade
Victoria spent with this community that
the works on this recording belong.

In his Officium Hebdomadae
Sanctae (Office of Holy Week) of 1585,
Victoria composed thirty-seven
polyphonic pieces for three, four, five
and six voices. They re divided
between Palm Sunday (three pieces)
and the Thursday, Friday and Saturday
of Holy Week, with antiphons,
tenebrae lessons and responses and
Passions according to St John and St
Matthew. The polyphony is intended to
alternate with the appropriate
Gregorian monody, improperia and so
forth. It is from this anthology that the
music comes which, perhaps more than
any other, best expresses the fervent,
intensely mystical quality that burns
within Victoria’s compositions, and
doubtiess burnt within the man himself.

The Responsories for Tenebrae
would have been sung on Maundy
Thursday, Good Friday and Holy
Saturday, part of the office of Matins
held in darkness in the early morning.
The term Tenebrae (darkness) derives
from the fact that the darkness would
be intensified a during the service as,
one-by-one, the candles were
extinguished, so emphasising the
especially solemn and sombre nature of
the proceedings.

The text for the Responses is a
deeply-moving amalgam, thought to
have been produced during the fourth
century, of New Testament narrative
and Old Testament prophecy, together
with other quotations of unknown
origin. In Victoria’s settings, the words
are conveyed with a drama and
emotion unequalled in any similar

composition, and the control and
structure which Victoria imposes only
served to intensify the expressive
effect.

The heartfelt poignancy of the work
comes over strongly in George
Malcolm’s pioneering 1960 recording of
the Responses. The Westminster choir
sings with full-blooded involvement
and, aithough some of the boys’ voices
make less-than-attractive sounds, the
overall impact is undeniable. Some
more recent versions, although
technically more polished, sound
distinctly cool in comparison. Decca’s
remastering has enhanced the superb
acoustic of the recording - made in
Westminster Cathedral - but at the
expense of revealing a fair amount of
background ‘shuffling’. Did the
Cathedral remain open to worshippers
during the sessions, | wonder?
Nevertheless, there are many moments
during this performance which remain
achingly moving and heart-wrenching.
For that alone George Malcolm’s
performance earns a place alongside
the more recent, and technically better
versions by Pro Cantione Antiqua, the
Tallis Scholars, the Choir of Trinity
College, Cambridge, and by today’s
Woestminster Cathedral Choir under its
current director, David Hill.

The Responses for Holy Week are
generously coupled with Victoria's
exquisite setting of the Litaniae de
Beata Virgine, and with four of his
finest motets, all in performances by
George Guest and the Choir of St
John’s, Cambridge. These are later
recordings, from 1967 and 1968, and
are cleaner and quieter than the
Woestminster tapings. And, overall, the
Cambridge choir is the better
ensemble but, as George Malcolm
demonstrated thirty-five years ago, this
extraordinary music requires passion
as well as precision.

The first DRM-740 | tested measured well
in all areas except for its head. This

overloaded at an unusually low level of

+1dB (MOL31{5Hz) with metal tape,
compared to around +4dB or so. Since
even budget machines manage as well or
better, | asked for a second sample.

This was worse! Head overload with
metal tape measured -1.5dB (see the
MOL/SAT figures) - an absurdly low value
for such an apparently sophisticated
machine. All the treble overload figures
(SATuration) were bad enough to suggest
Dolby HX PRO was not working.

Premature head overload limits
recording level. Our second sample could
get around 5dB less signal onto metal tape
than earlier Denon cassette decks, or rival
models. If lower recording levels are used
(and | noticed that the indicated peak
recording level, OVU, had been set very
low to encourage this) to avoid the
distortion that resuits from overload, then
hiss becomes commensurately more
obvious. So you either suffer more
distortion, or more hiss.

Until Denon do something about
premature head overload in the DRM-740

it cannot be recommended.

As a footnote, | should say that in the
past Denon’s cassette decks have always
returned excellent head overload figures,
so all this is out of character. NK

The T4 has a very sharply defined
selectivity skirt that rejects powerful nearby
stations when it is tuned to a weak one,
even when set to Wide IF mode. Like so
many RDS tuners though, sensitivity was
mediocre at 32uV on stereo and 2uV on
mono. Give it a powerful aerial signal of
2mV or more and hiss sinks to a very low
-78dB, about as low as the best. This
ensures that hiss is inaudible on Radio 3,
providing broadcast hiss isn't present.

The audio side of things held up well
under test too.

A slight roll down in the upper
treble, seen in our convolved impulse
response analysis, is enough to avoid
brightness. No distortion was detectable at
ordinary music levels, meaning levels were
lower than 0.004% - a good if not unique
result nowadays.

The Monarchy Delux |8 was an interesting
convertor to measure. From the falling
treble response you would expect it to
sound quite soft, but listening tests
revealed a bright and open treble quality.
This is almost certainly attributable to the
high levels of odd-order distortion the
Delux 18 produces, which will brighten
tone.

The high distortion at -60dB limits
dynamic range to 93dB (EIA] test), a low
figure for a modern CD convertor.

The Pro-Acs disappeared completely from
the Demo-room. The most impressive quality of the OTO S.E. is it’s
ability in communicating the emotional content of recorded
information. Literally the hairs on the back of your neck stand up whilst
listening to this amp as part of a well set up music system. A thought
rushed through my grey matter, if this £1499 amplifier sounds this
good. how do the more expensive components behave?

More tooing and froeing from Brighton to Manchester ensued over
the course of the following few weeks.

The good news is, that here, at last is a range of products, that the
law of diminishing returns does not affect. Whether you are interested
in the aforementioned £1500 bargain OTO S.E. or a MEISHU @
£3250, you can hear the improvements consistently. Here is a range of
amplifiers that can be integrated into systems that feature high quality
source components whether analogue or digital, and will always allow
the music to breathe, image to be focused, and soundstage to be
enhanced.

In
addition another beautiful speaker, the Opera Callos, is warming up and proving to be a fine performer on rock as
well as classical, as it's name might otherwise imply.
