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DIGITAL DOMINATION 

The International Federation of the Phonographic Industry 
(IFPI) reports that global music sales grew by 4% in 1996, 

reaching a massive 4 billion units (LPs, cassettes, CDs, etc) 
overall. CD sales were up 9%, but both cassette and LP 

sales dropped, by 1% and 32% respectively, so the CD is 
taking over, in spite of regional anomalies. 

In terms of continental music consumption, Asia, 
Europe and North America are neck and neck at around 1 

billion units apiece. Also-rans are Latin America, Africa and 

the Middle East, who took the remainder. 

Britain was buoyant, justifying its reputation as a music 
loving country. Overall sales were up 7%, CD being far and 

away the dominant medium, selling 160 million units in 
1996. That's more than any other medium at any other 

time. The LP peaked at 91m in 1975 and the pre-recorded 
cassette at 82 million in 1989 in the UK. 

Germany bought a massive 182 million CDs in the same 
period, about the same number per head, but France was 
less enthusiastic about CD, taking just 106 million. Most 

peculiar was Italy. With their thriving hi-fi press and not a 

small reputation for all things cultural, Italians purchased

just 28 million CDs and very few of anything else. Perhaps Italians are too busy singing to listen to 
anything recorded - especially music recorded elsewhere. 

Finally, in Europe, the IFPI figures show big sales increases were recorded in the ex-

communist states and Portugal, although in all these areas sales are barely into double figures yet. 
It does seem the music biz. can rely on growth coming from emergent economies and must be 

looking with some relish at the 250 million or so people of the Russian federation who purchased 
just 7 million CDs between them in 1996. 

The Far East offers a more fragmented picture. Japan dominates massively. The ever-eager 
Japanese bought 266 million CDs in 1996, although that's still fewer per head (2.2) than the 
British (2.9). All the same, Japan spent no less than $6.7billion on music, second only to the US. 

Healthy rates of growth were recorded in most Far Eastern countries, with a few exceptions. 

Social instability might account for Pakistan and Indonesia going into slight decline, but the IFPI 
suggest parallel imports probably account for Singapore's anomalous 9% drop. 

In China and India the humble cassette reigns; the Indians bought a massive 353 million pre-
recorded tapes in 1996. Overall, Asia (including India) bought 686 million pre-recorded tapes 

against 350 million CDs. Only in Japan, Hong Kong and Singapore did CD sales exceed cassette 
sales. And you may be interested to know that one billion or so Chinese in China barely spent as 
much as the 3 million Chinese in Hong Kong with whom they are about to merge. 

The Middle East, including Turkey, also showed little interest in the CD. But even cassette 
sales were paltry, amounting to 85 million units. 

Similarly, Africa - including South Africa 
but not not including the Mediterranean states 
- took just 15 million pre-recorded 

cassettes plus 11 million CDs. 

You might be surprised to learn that 
world-wide, only Americans (i.e. the USA) 
individually spend more on music than the 
British. Whilst Japan and Germany exhibit 

around 2.2 CD sales per head against 

Britain's 2.9, America manages 3.2. And 

although Japan eclipsed Britain and 
Germany in amount spent, America 

imposed a crushing defeat on all the rest 

by spending no less than $ 12 billion on 
music in 1996! 

Perhaps Latin Americans, like the 
Italians, derive their reputation for music 

by performing rather than listening, because only Brazil and Mexico spent much by global 

standards. Brazil looks very modern in accepting only the CD (93m). Like so many other 
countries, it remained uninterested in either the LP ( I .6m) or the cassette (4.8m).

isaster. Total absorption in the 

Bach B minor mass, Dave 

Brubeck and Pete Seegar was 

interrupted by the terrible smell of my 

kettle melting. Last time, and that was a 

few years ago, it was the last two slices 

of bread in the house and I had to buy a 

new toaster. Thank you, Denon and 

Meridian. 

The trouble is, you know you have a 

good CD player when you fidget, 

desperate to lean forward, tap the 

recording engineer on the shoulder and 

say, "Do you think you could just bring 

that double-bass up a fraction?" Or 

want to stand up, convinced you are a 

member of the audience, and walk 

forward to the stage and shake the 

singer by the hand. That's what the 

Denon does. So does Meridian's 506. 

This is still a rare ability. So listen to 

one. Or both. That's all you need to 

know really. Now, excuse me, I have to 

find a proper job so I can afford to buy 

a new kettle. 

Right, I'm back from the night shift, 

sweeping the streets of detritus like the 
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homeless and the odd drunken Tory 

MP. (I live in the Royal Borough of 

Kensington and Chelsea; even the 

homeless are ex-ministers scribbling in 

their diaries by the light of the sodium 

lamps). 

There's a theory that all CD players 

sound the same - rubbish - even when 

one like the Denon is £ 1300 and the 

Meridian is £ 1100. They have their 

similarities - they're both 20-bit players 

- but otherwise, it's more like Hong 

Kong and China now: same 

country, different outlooks. 

To say one, the Denon, is 

the kind of player that puts 

you into the best seat in a 

concert hall whereas the 

Meridian puts you into the 

producer's seat in the 

studio would give a flavour 

of the differences. But 

that's too glib, too "one's 

real, the other's hi-fi" to be 

sustainable. They cross 

over into each other's 

territory like the People's 

Army. 

As you approach the 

high-end of CD players, any 

quibbles about tonality 

should be minimal and 

neither the Denon nor the 

Meridian cause an eyebrow 

to twitch even a millimetre 

here. If, on the Omnibus 

• 
• 

Wind Ensemble's recording 

of Frank Zappa's 'Classical' music, you 

are a little unsure of what precisely a 

contra-bass clarinet or a double-

bassoon sound like in real life, you can 

be certain that one of the noises is one 

or t'other and not, possibly, a trombone 

with a stuck slide or a didgeridoo. 

What we are listening for is a 

subtlety which is always tricky to define. 

For example, compare Dave Brubeck's 

Take Five in Sony's latest and superb 

20-bit SBM remaster. Switch between 

the Meridian and the Denon and you 

could guarantee that four out of five 

listeners would swear on first listening 

the piece sounded the same on both. 

Yet it doesn't. 

Yes, on both the double-bass's low 

plucked notes seem to travel along the 

floorboards, and kick-drum is firm. Yet 

the different flavours of two DACs 

(quadruple Burr-Brown in differential 

mode in the Denon and Crystal 

Semiconductor's latest CS4329 in the 

Meridian) seep through. 

As always, living up to its name, the 

Crystal-based player is sparklingly clear 

and clean in the midrange and especially 

the treble. Re-assuring that, since it's 

only a week or two since I borrowed an 

evaluation board of the same DAC to 

listen to, and was mightily impressed 

a 

with that aspect of it then. It gives a 

very sharply edged, precisely spotlit 

picture of every instrument, with 

exceptionally clear-cut attack. If you 

want to take a tape measure to a 

glittering cymbal or spot exactly where 

a drumstick took the shine off, this will 

make the job easy. 

If, on the other hand, you want a 

slightly more subdued but extended 

shimmer, then it's the Denon for you. 

This, very likely, is the Alpha Processing 

filter Denon are so proud of because 

the mid-price DCD-1015 has an 

element of this signature. It produces in 

the DCD-SIO an impression of acoustic 

space which is quite remarkable. 

Take Anne-Sofie von Otter's solo 

from Then Svenske Messan on Proprius. 

Heaven knows what St Gertrud's 

Church in Stockholm is really like inside 

but you couldn't mistake it for being 

anything else. Played on the Meridian, 

the harpsichord continuo was brighter, 

the vocal sharper-edged but the 

acoustic drier and the depth perspective 

thinner. My personal preference was for 

the Denon for the church ambience and 

the Meridian for the words. Neither, 

subjectively, was 'more right' than the 

other; the emphasis was just different. 

A recording of Lifschitz playing 

• 

Couperin live at the Wigmore Hall was 

marginally more 'live' acoustically and a 

little wider on the Denon than on the 

Meridian. Yet if you wanted to 

appreciate some clever (maybe clever-

clever) technique, it was the Meridian 

that would have had you notating the 

score. The Denon would have spurred 

you into applauding the performance a 

second earlier. 

But back to Brubeck. 'Take Five' 

swings along with deceptive ease but it's 

built upon a series of out-of-the-

ordinary time signatures. Now here 

there was a true difference between the 

players. At various points, just for a few 

notes, a couple of syncopated drum 

thwacks precisely coincide with a bar of 

the continuous rhythm from the piano. 

The Denon reproduced this with stop-
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watch accuracy, so much so you could 

sense Morello and Brubeck smiling 

quickly at each other as the tricky 

moment came off perfectly. 

Via the Meridian the plucked 

double-bass and especially the sound of 

fingers on the frets was a little more 

distinct, and the snare drums sounded 

better separated from each other. But 

that momentary frisson went by more 

as a bit of admirable, controlled, 

technique than a couple of bars of risky 

tight-rope walking. 

This is a signature of Crystal, though 

the way Meridian has implemented this 

DAC makes it tighter and cleaner from 

top to bottom than any before. If you 

would like to be certain of the type of 

mic used for a recording, it would be 

recognisable a fraction sooner using the 

Meridian than the Denon. 

By comparison, Denon's Burr-

Browns have just a little of an old-

fashioned, tinged-with-`analogue' feel. 

Imagery Meridian-style is very precise 

and clearly defined, the kind that 

convinces you Pete Seegar's 

accompanying banjo is hanging from a 

strap down to his lap so many 

centimetres, precisely. On the other 

hand, the Denon produces a more 

relaxed impression of the surrounding 

audience in this small club live 

recording, a little less crowded 

together. 

Neither scored any particular 

advantage when it came down to The 

Fugees' version of 'No Woman No Cry' 

or Leftfield's 'A Final Hit'. Both had 

floorboard rattling bass and a knack of 

leaving no sample or MIDI-trick 

unturned and both tempted you to turn 

the volume well past eleven and 

compete with the Ministry of Sound or 

the neighbours. That's the neighbours 

across the other side of the street 

hanging out of a white car with an 

orange stripe... Oh-oh! 

What will swing the choice between 

the two is first a matter of the quality of 

the ancillaries and then a matter of 

logistics. Both require neutral 

amplification and monitor-quality 

'speakers. Too bright a tweeter is likely 

to put a fierce edge on the Meridian's 

treble; too waffly a bass would turn the 

Denon's warmer lower midrange 

woolly. 

The Meridian is readily available 

through the company's dealers. In the 

UK, the Denon is a 'special order' 

brought in from Germany, so 

opportunities of hearing it in the UK are 

likely to be more limited. Then again, 

Denon's DCD-S 10 is the only CD 

player to my knowledge that offers not 

just a digital output but a spare digital 

input as well. A sensible option, which 

means recordings can be made digitally 

without any unnecessary additional AID 

and D/A conversion in the chain. 

Inveterate fidgeters also have the option 

of phase inversion to play with, though 

the remote handset, being a standard 

Denon affair, doesn't include this 

option. Then again, the Denon does 

have a pair of AES/EBU balanced XLR 

outputs. 

Which one is better in the end? Silly 

question. You might as well ask whether 

Dolly the cloned sheep will make a 

better Sunday joint than her mother. 

Oh, goddammit, that reminds me. How 

long has that leg of lamb been in the 

oven? I smell burning again.

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Douglas Floyd-Douglass warms his ears to the sound of Quad's impressive 

0
 ne of the great names in 
British Audio has produced a 

range of memorable and 

collectable products over a history of 

change, development and, more 

recently, acquisition by the Verity 

Group. I was honoured to be asked to 

assess whether the contemporary Quad 

707 power amp is up to the 

'classic' tradition that 

precedes it. 

There are 

always good 

stories where classics 

are concerned. I was once 

visited by an accomplished concert 

pianist. He humbly remarked over tea 

that whoever was playing in the room 

next door, was - to say the least - 

exceptionally talented. Indeed he was. It 

was the young Vladimir Ashkenazy 

performing in analogue on a superb 

vinyl Decca recording. A Koetsu 

equipped Linn LP 12 front end, Class 

'A'd through two Sugden monoblocs 

poured musical current into my ESL 

63s. When I took this modest 

gentleman into the adjacent room, his 

jaw dropped to the floor. "I cannot 

believe it. 1 must have a pair," he 

whispered. 
I have a pair of ESL 63s which I 

cherish. I've used them as a reference 

for over twelve years now. They are 

surely one of the most musical and 

neutral loudspeakers ever built. 

Designed with the music loving 

monogamist/confirmed bachelor in 

mind, they are much more involving, 

consistent and easier to listen to (and 

live with) than any human being. And, as 

mine have, they last for years - a 

lifetime in fact. 

In the same musical league, the '54 

LE Gibson Les Paul custom and '58 

Stratocaster will stand the 

test of time as 

classics, as 

will the Quad ESL 

63, the definitive, all-

British electrostatic loudspeaker. 

So what have Quad been up to 

more recently, to seduce our ears into 

parting with our cash? 

I had just set up the impressive and 

stylish matt grey 707 power amplifiers 

(for bi-amping) and was warming them 

up with my Audiolab 8000Q. Rhythms 

abounded from Kula Shaker, as I 

prepared to unpack the pre-amplifier. 

The packaging for the pre-amp is 

literally twice the size of that for the 

power amps - I 

was expecting 

something special. 

Unfortunately, 

the 77 pre-amp is 

a disappointment. 

In a dire attempt 

at minimalism, 

audiophiles have 

been left with a 

great power amp 

and a push-button 

gadget of a pre-

amp. But we 

don't really care 

what it looks like 

as long as it 

works - sensibly - 

and sounds 

good. Here 

again, though, the 

77 pre falls down with its fiddly 

operation and rather mediocre sound 

quality. 
You need very small hands and the 

patience of Methuselah to operate 

this belligerent box. When you 

operate the volume manually, you 

have to use a digital up/down 

cursor. Curses. The buttons are 

so close together that you can 

inadvertently select Balance instead 

of Volume. So as you crank up Dave 

Gilmour's 'Comfortably Numb' solo, 

the sound pans hard left instead of 

heating up your voice coils. 

The 77 pre-amp is an example of 

trying to be too clever, too modern. In 

the analogue days, older Quad amps 

had superb quality potentiometers with 

decently sized rotary knobs. These 

worked well and gave Quad a rather 

unique prominence in the product ID 

department. Why change a good thing? 

Anyway, what saved the day was the 

monstrously good 707 power amplifier, 

which sounded fabulous connected to 

my Audiolab 8000Q. 

Using Quad's patented system of 

The heart of the matter - inside the 707's discrete casework lurks the hefty 

toroidal that helps the amp produce its 120W power output.

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new 120W 707 power amplifier along with the matching 77 pre-amp. 

'current dumping' the 707 fits two 

amplifiers in each channel. A high 

quality, low power amplifier 

controls the loudspeakers at all 

times and, when required, a 

second high power amplifier 

provides the muscle. The low 

power amp carries an error 

signal, so that when the larger 

power transistors (the current 

dumpers) get within the target 

area of required output current, 

it will fill in the remainder accurately. 

The overall reproduced sound quality of 

the 707 is solely dependent on the low 

power amplifier, which, by virtue of its 

output, can be made of the highest 

quality. Quad claim that crossover 

distortion, quiescent current 

adjustment, thermal tracking and 

transistor matching problems all 

disappear. 

The system works rather well, the 

707s delivering great scale and dynamics 

through the ESL 63s. The amplifiers' 

control was such that even the most 

powerful orchestral pieces, like 

Tchaikovsky's 1812 (Telarc) maintained 

composure and a most convincing 

sound stage. The Debussy Preludes and 

Chopin nocturnes were enthralling, 

deep and moving enough to make you 
sigh at the end of each piece or 

movement. Piano, which is one of the 

most difficult instruments to reproduce 

faithfully, really showed off the 

amplifiers' finesse and quality. 

Harmonics, timbre, depth of tone and 

sheer dynamics made for a presentation 

that was faultless. The 707/ESL 63 
combination is pure music, made for the 

gods. 

On cone/dome 'speaker systems of 

higher sensitivity, you get to appreciate 

the power and speed of the 707 

monoblocs ( 120W into eight ohms, 

220W into four ohms, I4A peak 

current!) Celestion's A3 floor standers 

made thumping companions. Marcus 

Miller's 'Tales' 

exhibited a bass depth 

and power that really suited 

the nimble six-string performance. 

And New Order's 'Blue Monday' (yup, 

it's hip again - told you so) whacked out 

a furious right hook to match the 

digitised bass drum. While surround 

stretching cone excursions shifted 

serious air, the amps were running cool, 

enjoying the workout. 

On Rock material, the punch, speed 

and control of the 707s made for 

exciting listening. The only criticism 

regards solo voice, where the amps 

could sound slightly cocci and brittle. 

Admittedly I had spent most of the time 

on the ESL 63s which are as smooth as 

Murphy's stout but I did try several 

other designs and the results were 

consistent. As with all amplifiers, there 

is a trade-off in the pursuit of ultimate 

fidelity - power and quality rarely go 

hand in hand. The Quad 707 power 

amp, however, is about as close a 

marriage as you'll get. 

One final string to the 707's bow is 

the Neutrik Speakon terminals provided 

for connection to loudspeakers. These 

are the highest quality available and are 

considered the professional industry 

standard. 

It is clear that Quad are targeting 

the serious audiophile and pro user 

with the 707. 

In it, they have created a power 

amplifier that will breath new life and 

dynamics into the ESL 63s, the great 

grandfather of loudspeakers, as well as 

less esoteric designs. Nice one, Quad!

PUTTING THEORY 
INTO PRACTICE I

magine having your favourite piece 
of music played through the best 

system you have ever owned. 

Imagine, too, all the reflections and 

standing waves that influence the sound 

that we have always taken for granted 

being replaced by the environment in 

which the music was originally 

performed. Impossible? Well actually 

no. B&W's John Bowers Signature 

Digital Listening Room Optimiser can 

do just that. 

The LRO is the result of six years 

research in the fields of acoustics and 

digital sound. It sits between transport 

and DAC in a hi-fi system. AES/EBU and 

SPDIF connections can be used as the 

output and input format. All room 

correction and 'speaker equalisation 

takes place in the digital domain with 

32-bit internal precision. 

The LRO embodies the conclusions 

of B&W's investigations into the effect 

rooms have on perceived sound and 

incorporates a number of patents in the 

fields of acoustics and Digital Signal 

Processing. The result is that B&W's 

LRO is one of the most progressive 

developments in hi-fi to have appeared 

in the last decade. The LRO will quite 

probably herald a new age where 

audiophiles can at last hear music free 

from their room's sonic signature. 

As the LRO operates digitally on the 

data from a transport, there is no 

compromise on sound quality. Using the 

linear (but not elaborate or expensive) 

omnidirectional microphone supplied, 

the LRO can be programmed to 

measure the effect of the room on the 

'speakers and vice versa. The LRO then 

calculates a digital filter which corrects 

the room and/or 'speaker irregularities. 

The result is that you hear the 

characteristic tone of the equipment 

and music, unmarred and unchanged by 

reflections and standing waves. As 

Richard Dudley, B&W's Head of 
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Electronics says, "You hear past the 

room's shortcomings to the music 

itself." 

Internal non-volatile memories allow 

the storage of eight room 

measurements, permitting optimisation 

for multiple listening positions, together 

with eight loudspeaker target 

responses. This configuration gives 

instant side-by-side comparison of 

different responses. 

There's a number of similar 

products on the market (MLSA/Sigtech 

spring to mind) but B&W's Listening 

Room Optimiser is entirely self-

contained, with all processing done 

internally. An external PC is not 

required to configure the system, 

analyse data, calculate filters or make 

measurements. 

OPTIMISING THE 
ROOM 
Set up takes less than ten minutes from 

start to finish. The procedure is as 

follows: 

a) INITIAL CONFIGURATION. 

The LRO needs loudspeaker 

bass response 

characteristics for 

two reasons. First, 

so that it can asses 

how much of its 

own bass response 

will make it into 

your room in the 

measurement phase. And 

secondly so that it knows the limitations 

of your 'speakers when it calculates a 

filter. This primary data serves as a 

protection device, saving the 'speakers 

from unrealistic or unintentionally 

entered bass boosting parameters 

which might damage them. 

b) ROOM MEASUREMENT. 

A digitally generated selection of 

frequencies (rapidly repeated sweep 

tones sub-500Hz) called a 'chirp signal' 

is produced and the LRO measures the 

room response at a given microphone 

position. B&W recommend making four 

such measurements, with the 

microphone in a different position each 

time. 

The accuracy of correction is 

greater in smaller listening areas. I 

imagined a cube two feet on a side 

around my head and shoulders and 

performed eight measurements all on 

different vertical and horizontal planes. 

This would be a good way of doing 

things for the single listener, where a 

fairly critical but sensibly sized sweet 

spot is created. I then tried the room in 

a variety of possible states - with all 

curtains closed, doors wide open and 

with four people in the listening 

position - for comparison. In all cases 

the LRO worked quickly and 

consistently. 

c) TARGET SET-UP. 

This is where modifications can be 

made to your loudspeaker's response 

rather than correcting for room 

behaviour. Options include bass 

response extension, crossover roll-off 

order and making phase response 

linear, if required. Parameters in this 

programme include crossover order 

and type as well as -3dB point, which 

should all correspond with your 

loudspeaker's specifications. 

Now, the best bit - creating a filter.

provide a reference overall response. 

In the Room Parameters menu, Tilt 

can be set-up visually and aurally. This 

takes account of the subjective bass 

reinforcement of typical small rooms, 

caused by resonances. All responses 

and adjustments are displayed on a 

large, back-lit LCD display. The clear 

graphics are well laid out and wholly 

self-explanatory. 

SOUND QUALITY 

Once I had configured the LRO in my 

system, I was astonished at how much 

more freedom there was to the sound. 

Bass, especially, had effortless power in 

a physical, real acoustic sense. Timpani 

and skinned percussion benefited 

enormously from the corrections: decay 

lasted longer and was much more 

prominent. You could clearly hear the 

buzz of the vellum and the brass 

harmonics and overtones that are 

usually masked or phased out by 

room/'speaker anomalies. Drums, too, 

sounded airy, with the space between 

the tom-toms easily visualised. 

Imaging extended three 

dimensionally, possessing much greater 

depth than the conventional left/right 

scenario. Midrange, on choral pieces in 

particular, was smooth and sweet while 

at the extreme high end, dynamics were 

surprisingly powerful. Cymbal sustain 

was clear and even solo soprano was 

improved, despite being in a frequency 

domain beyond the LRO's active 

programmes. This is because the LRO is 

so effective when it comes to setting up 

the low frequency spectrum that the 

rest of the frequency range is allowed 

to emerge with increased clarity and 

impact.

SERIES II

SERIES III 

TI he Ill is a true oddball in 

the great vinyl scheme of 

things. When first introduced in 

1978 it was hailed as a star and 

used by several reviewers as a 

reference. At that time SME 

were obsessed with low mass 

arms, claimed to ride warps 

better and give lower record 

wear. As a result, the ill was a 

thin, delicate looking affair 

designed to track a select bunch 

of moving magnet cartridges 

such as Shure's VI 511V at under 

a gram. 

Unfortunately, big, 

heavy, low 

compliance moving 

coils had just caught 

on and the Ill was 

left out in the cold 

as 'battleship super 

arms' cleaned up. 

But the Ill still 

has a lot going for it. 

Build quality is 

excellent with low 

friction bearings. 

Rather than relying 

on a less-than-ideal 

detachable 

headshell, separate 

'carrying arms' are 

used, with super-strong titanium nitride 

arm tubes and sturdy push-fit 

connectors. If you want 

to change cartridges 

easily, the SME Ill is a 

good option. Suitably 

calibrated, it'll even 

produce good sounds 

from modern moving 

coils, although it's hardly a 

match made in heaven. 

Better still, use a Goldring 

1042 or Shure V I5/VxMR 

and it really sings. 

On the Michell it 

sounded beguiling with a 

big, warm and lazy but 

very musical sound. 

Compared to the Series 

V, the Ill has poor dynamics - you 

definitely get the impression that it's 

sitting on transients - but the rich, 

mellifluous sound that it produces 

makes up for this shortfall. It's actually 

quite detailed and controlled, with a 

good degree of depth and space. Treble 

has a soft, sweet Quad 11-style valve 

quality and bass is much the same. All in 

all, a nice little arm, coloured but 

musically convincing nonetheless.

300, IV & V 

These arms arrived in the latter half 
of the Eighties and were a major 

departure from previous SMEs. 

Abandoning low mass for maximum 

rigidity, the V was a real shock when it 

first appeared. Using a tapered one-

piece magnesium tube, there were

second to none - the mighty Series V. 

echoes of Rega's revolutionary RB300 

but SME had moved the game on. 

This arm added a massy 

counterweight locked close to the arm 

pivot, rack and pinion alignment 

adjustment, full fluid damping, superb 

low friction, high strength bearings and 

silver wiring throughout. The silver 

enamelled IV followed, identical to the 

V except for its LC-OFC copper wiring, 

simpler adjustment, lack of a fluid 

damper and slightly lower tolerance 

bearings. 

Not only are these arms very 

different to previous SMEs in design, 

they sound it too. Best characterised as 

extremely neutral and self-effacing, they 

bring amazing clarity to vinyl replay. 

Imaging and sound staging are superb, 
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Following in the footsteps of the Series V was the Series IV 

with its copper wiring and less tightly toleranced bearings. 

while frequency extension is unmatched 

- bass is superbly tight and controlled, 

treble glass-clear. The only criticism is 

that they have a rather dry, analytical 

sound. Their lack of euphonic 

coloration can be a little stark for some 
tastes. Still, both arms have a reputation 

for being the most robust in the 

business - unlike some rivals it takes a 

lot to damage them. This, plus SME's 

service back-up, makes them great used 

buys. Just don't expect to pay Series II 

money as the latest SMEs have kept 

their value well. Here's a rough guide

Scale Model Equipment _td was 

formed in 1946 rn make parts fcr the 
model engineering trade.

Jon Marks mixes bi-amping with a shoestring budget to produce a £ 1000 

two-source system of unusual ability. 

y
ou're not alone if 
your hi-fi quest 

consists of 

tracking down a system 

which offers that 

elusive 
combination of 

flexibility, 
upgradability and 

excellent sound quality all on a 

tight budget. Finding this Holy Grail isn't 

the easiest of tasks though, as any 
seasoned audiophile will know from 

many hours spent in dealers' 

demonstration rooms. 
Setting out with a goal of putting 

together the best two-source system 

(vinyl and CD) for £1000, a price which 

must include decent stands and cabling, 

we decided to take a slightly different 

approach from the norm. Your average 

£1000 system will probably consist of a 
record deck, CD player, amp. and 

'speakers at about aceaso each, 
with cables and stands coming out of 

the change. 

Here, though, we've 

followed the bi-amping 

route as we did on 

p79 and p80 in 

last month's 

issue. The 

core of this 

set-up is a 

pair of Denon's 

impressive budget 

integrated amps, the £ 160 

PMA-250SE. These are connected so 

that they handle one channel each. This 

minimises crosstalk between channels 

and ensures great 

clarity and control from the 
matching loudspeakers, in this case 

Mission's baby bi-wireable 731 Pros at 

£140. 
Heading up the system is the 

excellent Pro-ject 1.2 turntable (£200) 

complete with Ortofon's 510 MM 

cartridge. The deck even arrives ready 

aligned so there's no fiddling with nuts, 

bolts and protractors to get it running. 

Amplifying the 510's tiny signal to line 

level is QED's bargain £35 Discsaver 

MM phono stage. 

Sharing the source honours 

alongside the Pro-ject is 
Kenwood's £170 DP-3080 

CD player. This player 

surprised Dominic Todd 

with its poise and 

refinement in our 

June issue. Its 

abilities are at least 

partly due to 
Kenwood's DRIVE 

system, which aims to 

reproduce musical subtleties more 

accurately by smoothing out the 

quantisation 'steps' that normally occur 
when a CD player decodes low level 

signals. 
Loudspeaker cabling comes 

courtesy of that still golden oldie, 

79-strand. Available from suppliers like 

Maplins (at 69p/m), 79-strand has been 

around for a while now and it's not 
difficult to see why it's most budding 

audiophiles' first port of cable 

call. Interconnects consist 

of three I m pairs of 

Sonic Link Bonus 

(£ I 5/m), a cable 

we took a shine 

to back in 

January 1997. 

And making sure 

the Missions sit on a 

firm foundation is a pair 

of £70 SE24 stands from 

Atacama. All of these 

components add up to a grand 

total of £985. 
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SOUND QUALITY 

Starting off with the cheesily titled Bach 

is Back, a collection of Bach's organ 

works performed by lain Simcock, I was 

pleasantly surprised by this system's 

spacious sound stage. With one Denon 

powering each channel, there's no 

danger of the kind of crosstalk that 

occurs in the power supply of an amp in 

a single-amp set-up and which blurs 

detailing and the recorded acoustic. 

Where the twin Denons scored 

again over a single £350 amp was in the 

way they let through so many more of 

the subtle nuances that lend emotion 

and realism to a performance. This was 

the case 

whether it 

was organ pipes or 

a drum machine emerging from the 

Missions' diminutive mid/bass drivers. 

Dynamics also got the thumbs up. 

Tori Amos' Boys For Pele album came 

across with undiluted speed and punch. 

And in terms of sheer listenability, this 

system left a lot of similarly priced set-

ups struggling. I found it difficult to stop 

myself sneaking back down to the 

listening room to try just one more CD. 

It's this kind of addictiveness that 

proves you can get great sound quality 

without resorting to hi-fi with 

telephone number price tags. 

Spinning some vinyl with this system 

showed just why the LP still has such a 

dedicated following, the Pro-ject 1.2 

putting together a 

gorgeously rhythmic, crisp 

performance when working through 

the QED Discsaver. Running from a 

single PP9 battery means the Discsaver 

is working on a completely clean 

electrical supply unsullied by mains 

pollution. The benefits of this were 

obvious in the transparency and 

spaciousness of the sound stage records 
produced on this deck and the superbly 

funky rhythms coming off discs like 

Grace Jones' Nightcblabing and Dodgy's 

Free Peace Sweet. 

Orchestral music fared equally well, 

the Discsaver's rather dry bass helping 

balance a slight boominess in the 

Missions' bottom end while powerful 

treble, free from any harsh brittleness, 

coped with violins and percussion. 

Listening to vinyl through this 

combination of components really was a 

pleasure, disc after disc hitting the 

platter as the midnight oil burned. 

WHERE DO WE GO 
FROM HERE.. 

While this group of components works 

extremely well considering its price, 

there is 

room for an upgrade or two. One 

option is to spend a little more on 

interconnects. An obvious candidate 
here is DNM's Reson (£36/m). We 

recommend this cable in loudspeaker 

and interconnect form almost as often 

as we do Goldring's 1042 MM cartridge, 

and for good reason - at the price it 

outperforms everything else we've 

heard. Swapping the DNM for the Sonic 

Link opens up the sound stage, gives a 

smoother overall presentation and 

reveals more detail. 

A change to more expensive 

loudspeakers would also bear fruit. 

KEF's £200 OIS point-source stand 

mounters, for example, would give 

deeper, tauter bass, better imaging and 

an even more spacious acoustic. They 

do a great job at dealing with rhythm 

too. And if it was increased power and 

control you were after, Rotel's 

excellent 100W RA-9708X is an 

amplifier to conjure with. 

There's no doubt that bi-annping 
adds an extra dimension to sound 

quality when compared to a single amp. 
costing the same amount of money. 

Dynamics are sharper and 

better defined and 

there's a much 

greater sense of 

involvement thanks to all the 

usually lost nuances this system picks 

up. If you're on the look out for a 

budget system with real upgrade 

potential and the best sound for your 

pound, take a look at bi-amping before 
you buy •

atest in Mission's long 
line of entry level mini 

monitors is the 731 

Pro. Replacing both the 731i 

and the 73 I LE at £ 129 and 

£149 respectively, this 

new 731 sells for £ 139 

and claims to improve 

on both. 

Like all in the new 

73 Series, the Pro 

features a version of 

Mission's 25mm silk 

dome tweeter, a smooth 

sounding unit that's worked 

wonders for the company's entire range 

of loudspeakers. Also appearing for the 

first time on Mission's entry level model 

is bi-wiring, the benefits of which are 

well known. The rest of the 73 I Pro is 

as before - the two-way, reflex loaded, 

inverted driver layout, a 130mm 

plastiflexed paper bass unit clamped to 

the rear panel and well finished 3I5mm 

x I 75mm x 200mm vinyl wrapped 

cabinets. 

With a Cyrus Pre/Power amplifier 

and dAD3 CD player partnering them, 

the Pros proved impressive performers 

considering their budget price tag. The 

731s have always been punchy little 

'speakers and this latest incarnation 

gives more of the same with some of 

the rough edges smoothed off. 

Take, for example, UB40's 'The 

Key', a spacious recording underpinned 

by a huge bass guitar groove. The 

Missions came over as very tight and 

fast, with unexpectedly powerful low 

frequencies providing they're pushed 

right up against a rear wall. On frame 

stands (I used Linn Kan 11 stands) they 

got the balance just right, able to pound 

out the song's bass line without it

interfering with proceedings higher up. 

Imaging was excellent, as it often is 

with well built miniatures, the Pros 

dissolving completely into the spacious 

recorded acoustic. And unencumbered 

by the need to reproduce real low bass 

(no 'speaker this size can play low bass 

accurately), upper bass was super-quick, 

giving the music plenty of pace and 

attack. Dynamics were also an obvious 

forte, the Missions capturing the verse-

end cymbal crashes with real force. 

So what about the new tweeter? 

Well, it's smoother and more natural 

than the previous unit, reproducing the 

ride cymbals that permeate Blur's 

'Parklife' with none of the artificial zing 

of the cheap metal domes used in some 

rival designs. Indeed, the drive units 

integrate very well, making for a 

seamless sound that just gets on with 

playing music. 

Upbeat Dance music like Pianoman's 

'Blurred' again saw the Missions in their 

element, kicking out drums and sub-

bass sequencing more strongly than 

you'd expect from £ 140 'speakers. 

Admittedly, their 

small size 

meant I really 

had to crank the 

power up to fill 

my medium size 

listening room but 

suitably energised the 

Pros really sang. And 

unlike their predecessors, 

they seem happy with high 

volumes, remaining civilised 

and in control right up to 

tinitus-inducing levels. 

The downside? They're not 

the most detailed 'speakers 

around at £ 140, nor are they the 

bassiest, sacrificing the weight of 

some of their larger rivals for tightness 

and speed. Still, given a reasonable front 

end and amp, the 731 Pros are one of 

the most exciting and musically 

communicative 'speakers under £200. 

They're great fun, making you want to 

play more and more of your music. And 

for the money, you can't say fairer than

This month we move up a gear in our search for the best interconnects 

with 35-£45 cables from IXOS, Prima Links and DNM. 

IXOS 103 CRYSTAL, £44.95/m. 

This is the most impressive looking 

cable of the group, from its textured 

sheathing to the high quality VVBT 

locking phono plugs that terminate it. 

Connected up, the IXOS left a good 

first impression. It has a weighty sound 

that remains fast and agile. Tonally it's 

just about spot on - this is not an 

aggressive, forward cable. 

Extended listening showed up a few 

cracks in the IXOS's confident front 

though. Whenever the music became 

complex and densely packed the 103 

started to sound confused. In addition 

to this and regardless of the music 

played there was a hazy quality to the 

sound, almost as though the cable's 

resolution limit had been reached. Mind 

you, both these traits are quite subtle 

and only really showed up in 

comparison to the DNM. The IXOS 

103 Crystal does a lot of things well and 

its flaws are relatively minor.

Consequently the 

overall sound is quite thin. 

To the Prima Links' credit midband 

and especially treble are well detailed 

and have impressive transient attack 

and speed. Once again, though, because 

of this cable's tonal balance music can 

sound lean and even stark at times. 

Bearing in mind how strong the 

competition is, the Red really needs a 

more even balance if it's to be more 

than a palliative for bass-heavy systems.

The Caspian CD player is a slim 

and sleek front- loader built into the 

same stye case as the amplifier.

The 

power supply features twin toroidal 

traisformers, one dedicated solely to 

the D/A convertor.

The Caspian amplifier was summed 

up by Jon Marks as, "A £700 bargain.

Its 70VVatt output and good current 

capability is more than enough to drive 

most 'speakers but in this case the amp 

and CD are partnered with Roksan's 

newly re‘Psed ROKone loudspeakers.

BASSINA BOX 
Looking for more bass from your stand mounters? A subwoofer might be 

the answer but, Jon Marks asks, how does Polk's £500 PSW I SO measure up? 

Subwoofers come in two fairly 
distinct flavours. The first of 

these tastes good for about 20 

seconds and then leaves you with a 
headache for the next hour or so. 

This particular type is generally 

found nestling in car boots and 

home cinema systems, where 

bang and crash in the upper 

bass are the prerequisites 

and truly low bass (sub-

30Hz) doesn't really get a 
look in. 

The second type, 
and a rare breed it is 

too, provides subtle 

bass that stretches 

down below 30Hz 

and sneaks up on 

you to rattle 

windows only 

when called upon to 

do so. So would 

the PSW I 50 turn 

out to be type 
one or two? 

Attempting to set 

up the Polk by ear proved how 

difficult it can be to get the best out of a 

subwoofer. We connected it to 

Roksan's Caspian integrated amp which 

has two sets of pre-amp output sockets, 
from one of which a line level signal can 

be transferred to the Polk. Main 

'speakers were Mission's 731Pros. 

Classical music is the real acid test 

for a subwoofer, and faced with a range 

of orchestral works the Polk was 

sounding rather like a ghetto blaster on 

steroids. Tweaking the adjustment 

controls yielded either cellos with too 

much upper bass or no extra bass 

whatsoever. Reggae went the same way, 

with a kind of boofy quality to bass 

guitars and no real bottom end. 

Measurement showed why. When 

the Polk was working in-phase with the 

Missions, the net result was no useful 

extension below 

the Missions' limit at about 

60Hz. Changing the level of the 

subwoofer merely put extra energy in 

at around 60Hz without deepening the 
bass. 

The answer to this problem was to 

switch the Polk to work out-of-phase, 

set its bandwidth to mininum and then 
tune its level by ear to match the 

73IPros. Like this, bass actually reached 

down to about 30Hz and matched the 

Missions' output quite accurately. 

Listening to Rimsky-Korsakov's 

Scheherazade a second time showed 

the Polk now working much more 
effectively. Its weight helped lend 

substance to orchestral pieces, which, 

with the Polk disconnected, sounded 

thinner. The Polk 

underpinning the 

Missions brought the 

sound further out into 

the room as well. In fact, 
improved sound staging like 

this is where a good 

subwoofer really scores. But 
here, the Polk wasn't as 

adept as REL's QI00. 

Swapping genres to the 
World music strains of Daboa's 

From The Gekko album, I 

brought 'Canto del Pilon' to 

bear. This track is punctuated by 

massive, electronic drum beats. 

Here, the PSWI50 showed that it 
had reasonable extension. 

However, the slight blurring it added 

to bass was at odds with the fast, 

light mid/bass cones of the Missions. 

Polk have managed to steer clear of 
producing a 150W self-powered ghetto 

blaster in the PSW 150. But no amount 
of fine adjustment of bandwidth and 

level could disguise the fact that the 

PSW 150 doesn't have the fastest or 

most transparent of lower registers. In 
the world of subwoofers, the Polk's 

close, but no cigar.

VINYL STAGES COMEBACK 
Nick Tate wonders if vinyl junkies might have something to celebrate in 

Henley Designs' new HMC 100 phono stage. 

H
enley Designs, previously 
known as Ortofon UK, offers a 

range of three phono stages 

from the £200 HMC50 through the 

£450 HMC100 tested here to the £750 

HMC200, a super-toleranced version 

for the well-heeled vinyl aficionado. All 

are dual 

mono, IC-

based designs 

with claimed class-

leading low distortion 

and noise. Configuration 

for any cartridge is also 

available to order at no extra 

cost, although the standard set-up suits 

most modern MCs anyway. 

The HMC 100 itself is an 

inconspicuous little affair with nothing 

but a power LED to catch the eye. 

Around the back there's the usual gold-

plated phono socketry plus a large 

power connector for the supplied wall 

plug external PSU. Although the 

HMC100 can handle both high and low 

output cartridges, changing between the 

two requires unscrewing the case and 

moving a gain switch - something best 

left to the dealer, say Henley. 

Listening started with a Michell 

Orbe/SME V/Audio Technica AT-0C9 

vinyl front end. Unfortunately this 

combination sounded too caustic for 

comfort thanks to the cartridge, whose 

treble is hard enough to cut glass. As 

the HMC 100 was originally designed 

around Ortofon's sweeter Rohmann 

MC, I swapped cartridges to an Ortofon 

MC 15 Super 2 which proved far more 

synergistic. 

Even with the MC 15 the Henley 

was far from warm and cuddly. It was 

actually very Naim-like - tonally dry but 

with loads of power, dynamics and get-

up-and-go. EMI's new reissue of Kate 

Bush's Kick Inside turned out to be 

great fun, the HMC 100 setting 

up a large sound stage with 

masses of midband 

detail. Although 

Kate's falsetto 

tones can 

sometimes 

grate with 

medium price 

phono stages, the Henley 

was bright and clear without descending 

into harshness. Lower down the scale 

bass drum had real slam, contrasting 

nicely with the crisp hi-hat sound. 

A tight, powerful bass guitar sound 

greeted me on Corduroy's 'The Joker is 

Wild' I2in, the HMC 100 majoring on 

the rhythmic accents which give the 

song its urgency. Likewise on Inner 

City's 'Good Life', the Roland TB303 

bass drum was grippingly powerful, with 

oodles of drive and wallop. Sound 

staging on the other hand was good but 

not quite up to Michell Iso or EAR 834P 

standards. Paris Grey's vocals projected 

boldly but I didn't quite get that sense 

of being inside the recorded acoustic 

that high-end vinyl can convey. Instead, 

the Henley concentrated on rhythm, 

inducing foot-tapping like few other 

phono stages outside the realms of 

super-fi. 

Still, as Paul Weller's `Uh Huh Oh 

Yeah' showed, like all mortal hi-fi 

separates the HMC 100 has a downside. 

Put it this way; some people think vinyl, 

like valves, is all about delicacy, warmth 

and tonal colour. If you're of this 

persuasion you won't like this phono 

stage one bit. Tonally it's dry to the 

point of making CD players sound 

sumptuous and it doesn't concern itself 

with air and space in the way that an 

EAR 834P does. It simply wasn't up to 

conveying the delicacy of Weller's guitar 

or drummer Steve White's laid-back 

stick work. Rather, their playing came 

across as a little sterile in an anaemic 

version of this normally warm analogue 

recording. 

If you're not a lover of the valve 

sound though, the Henley Design 

HMC100 is worth a listen. Suitably 

matched to a smooth moving coil like 

Ortofon's Rohmann or the more 

affordable MC 25E (a sweet, musical 

coil with a falling treble response), the 

HMC100 would make a fine way of 

playing your precious vinyl.

The first 
thing that struck 

me about AMC's new T7 

tuner was its similarity to NAD 

products. That's because Taiwan-based 

AMC once built NAD designs. When 

this relationship ended, AMC launched 

their own range. Value is a priority, 

hence a low price of £ 129.95. And for 

this princely sum you even get remote 

control, as well as FM and AM bands. 

The AMC was connected to our 

reference system with a high quality 

aerial supplying the feed. The first thing 

I did was tune into London's Jazz FM. I 
was just in time to catch ' Killer Joe' by 

Jack McDuff. The AMC made a good job 

of conveying the sense of timing of the 

piece, giving it a suitably 'boppy' feel, 

but as I carried on listening flaws in the 

tuner's performance started to surface. 

The saxophone on this track flowed 

well enough but sounded rather grey 

and flat, more like a cardboard cut-out 

than the real thing. The double-bass 

tended to become a lightweight grumble 

because it also lacked both depth and 

definition. This was partly as a result of 

the tonal balance being skewed in 

favour of the midband and treble. 

The subsequent 'Rush, Rush, Quick, 
Quick' by Joe Henderson just served to 

confirm my initial impressions. Though 

once again the sound was fairly 

rhythmic, the sonic weaknesses were 

still there. In addition I noticed that 

when the piece became busy everything 

apart 

from the lead 

instrument tended to get lost 

in a hazy background, which made 

following the music difficult. 

Surfing the airwaves I stopped off at 

Heart FM and sampled 'Ocean Drive' by 

the Lighthouse Family. Here matters 

improved. Although the bouncy bass 

line lacked weight it bubbled along 

nicely. Vocals were a touch bright but 

quite well focused and had appealing 

texture to them. Higher up, treble had a 

quality that could best be described as a 

touch 'furry' and blurred. Despite this, 

the T7 remained enjoyable to listen to. 

Turning to Radio 1 and the News 

brought me back down to earth. The 

newscaster's voice through the AMC 

came as a disappointment, with its 

sibilance and thick, blurred quality. 

Switching next to Classic FM and 

then to Radio 3 I tried the T7 with 

Classical music. The small scale and 

bass-light nature of the sound tended to 

diminish the power of symphonies and 

whenever the music became demanding 

the AMC started to sound confused. 

Switching to AM brought no joy. These 

wavelengths sounded little better than a 

conventional 'ghetto blaster'. 

AMC's T7 was a let down compared 

to the quality of the same company's 

Ketan Bharadia surfs the 

airwaves with AMC's T7 

tuner to see if it's a 

budget winner.

Line contact styli possess 
all the benefits you list, for 

the reasons you state. The 

basic problem revolves 

around making a playback 

stylus accurately fit the 

groove made by the heated 

cutting stylus which 

produces the original. 

Benjamin Bauer of CBS 

Labs, tells us that the ruby 

cutting stylus requires 35 

steps in grinding on a 

diamond encrusted lap to 

achieve a very special 

profile. Its 'dub' (cutting) 

faces must be finished to 

two-tenths of one 

thousandth of an inch to 

ensure consistent results. 

Obviously, a simple 

spherical tip profile is 

little like a cutter. The 

diagrams show how a 

spherical tip fails to read 

short wavelengths (high 
frequencies). Also, it 

contacts the groove wall 

at just one point, so it 

wears quickly. And it 

follows a different path to 

the cutter, producing 

tracing distortion. 

An elliptical has a 

smaller contact radius but 

still touches at a point. A 

line contact stylus, like the 

Shure Micro-Ridge shown, 
contacts over a long line 

and can reduce pressure by 
distributing down-force 

Try a pristine audiophile LP 

from Vivante to test out your 

new cartridge.

You have a great 

opportunity to design in 

low sound transmission 

characteristics. The shared 

'party' wall should be 

double-skinned, like an 

external wall, with an air 

gap as wide as possible to 

minimise sound 

transmission. This might 

take 6-8in or so off the 

room's length or width but 
hopefully this will be 

acceptable. Any shared 

chimney breast will have 

to remain of course. 

To go fiirther, you could 

use either a double layer of 

cheap flettons for your side 

of the wall or a double 

thickness of breeze 

blocks (preferable). 

Basically, although 

the higher weight of 

brickwork better 

resists low 

frequency 

transmission, 

breeze blocks 

absorb sound better 

than bricks, and 

discontinuous insulation is 

best of all. 

A wall of 4.5in brick 

weighs about 551b/sq ft 
and gives a sound 

reduction factor of 45dB. If 

the thickness is doubled, 

the factor rises 5dB to 

50dB, and so on. However, 

discontinuous insulation 

can provide up to 80dB of 

absorption. In your case, 

the sound energy would 

have to pass through, at 

minimum, breeze block 

/air/brick to reach your 

neighbour, each layer 

absorbing different 

frequencies. You will need 

a good concrete foundation 

which will carry the load 

and not transmit sound 

itself. 

The air cavity should 

be wider (4-bin) than that 

commonly used for 

heat/moisture isolation in 

outside walls and sound 

insulating Rock Wool can 

be put into the gap. Also, 

standard steel ties should 

be avoided if possible; 

special butterfly ties are 

available. Watch out for 

flanking paths, which 

might circumvent all the 

good work by passing the 

sound around the wall.

Fully paid-up member of the Vinyl Lovers club Jon Marks goes for a spin 

with DNM's f255 Aciore MC cartridge. 

T
he Aciore moving coil (MC) 
cartridge from DNM is based on 

Goldring's Eroica. The standard 

Eroica uses a Geiger II stylus (like the 

I042MM), replaced by a Geiger S in the 

Aciore. The profile of the S more 

closely approximates the shape of 

the stylus used in a cutting lathe. 

There's also an upgraded coil 

assembly and cantilever, as well as 

higher tolerancing on the other parts 

that go into the Aciore. 

The DNM was bolted first into the 

headshell of an SME Series V tone-arm 

mounted on a modified Technics SP- 10 

MkIIP direct drive turntable and then 

used on our in-house Garrard 40 I/SME 

312 combo. 

Letting the stylus slip gently into the 

lead-in groove of Rosie Vela's seductive 

if rather processed Zazu album, I 

quickly found the Aciore has quite a 

punchy, up-beat sound. Throughout this 

album, drum machine bass lines strode 

along purposefully with a dynamism that 

made CD sound flat and unexciting by 

comparison. Cymbal crashes provided 

incontrovertible proof of the Aciore's 

speed and clean top end, the ringing of 

every individual rivet clearly delineated. 

Moving on to a Decca pressing of 

Mussorgsky/Ravel's Pictures at an 

Exhibition, I found the same focus and 

speed that had been obvious with Zazu. 

Here, it helped give crescendos real 

verve and impact, cellos in particular 

sounding impressively substantial. There 

was also an attractive impression of 

space around individual instruments 

which were themselves solidly located 

within the side-to-side and back-to-

front spread of the orchestra. Helping 

instruments preserve their own 

identities rather than blurring together 

was a broad tonal spread. There was 

some hardness in the upper treble 

though, which could give a slightly steely 

edge to percussion. 

A Deutsche Grammophon pressing 

of Beethoven's Symphony No3 Eroica 

with Herbert von Karajan at the tiller of 

the Berlin Philharmonic orchestra 

obviously suited the Aciore right down 

to the ground, the cartridge relishing 

the vitality of the opening movement. 

Here the DNM contrasted strongly 

with the Goldring XL VX reviewed in 

the previous issue, which dealt much 

less energetically with this piece. 

A spell of high power skank with 

Bob Marley and the Wailers from their 

Confrontation album found me lowering 

arm height a fraction to help 

compensate for a slight brightness in the 

upper midrange. But the Aciore had no 

problem putting tight, controlled bass 

into the Reggae rhythms of this LP to 

come up with a refreshingly listenable 

rendition. John Lee Hooker's Blues 

came through the DNM loud and clear 

too, carried on storming bass lines and 

an ability to capture the emotion in the 

music. Running through a DPA 50S 

phono stage and fitted to the Garrard 

401, the Aciore was assembling the kind 

of performance that comes close to 

equalling an evening of live music. 

Without a doubt, DNM's Aciore is 

one of the most engaging and dynamic 

cartridges I've come across in quite a 

while. And considering the fact that any 

cartridge, not just an MC, can be traded 

in on the DNM, reducing its standard 

price of £255 to £ 175, it looks like a bit 

of a bargain •

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T
hrough the late 
Eighties and early 
Nineties I watched 

the LP slowly vanish from 
the racks of London's 
Oxford Street music 
superstores. Finally, it 
ended up in small sections 
that seemed to be a 
repository for odds and 
ends; some golden oldies 
like Deep Purple, a few 
modern releases as 
desultory 
acknowledgements to the 
medium and, of course, 
lots of unknown dross. 
Meanwhile, down in the 
glossy entrance halls, 
punters including myself 
streamed past shelves 
bursting with the latest 
CDs. Obviously, this was 
where the commercial 
action lay. 

What was happening on 
the ground seemed to 
reflect the story told by 
sales statistics issued by the 
British Phonograph 
Institute (BPI). From a 
peak of 91million units 
sold in 1975, LP 
sales had fallen to 
just 4.5million in 
1994. These, I 
thought, were LP's 
final days, since 
until recently the 
reactionary music 
biz., stuck on the 
digital tramline, has 
been dead against 
vinyl. 

Then someone said, 
"Take a look at Virgin. 
They've got a lot of new 
LPs". Sure enough, in the 
entrance hall, bravely 
peering out from a sea of 
CDs were more than just a 
few LP covers, looking 
bright and eye catching. 
That's because they were 
LP versions of today's 
bands, with jazzy modern 
graphics. I grabbed a 
handful and trotted off. 

What a surprise to find 
that with some LPs, like 
Free Peace Sweet by 
Dodgy, recording quality 
was superb. In fact, it was 
arguably better than it had 
ever been. Friends in the 
music biz. told me that 
EMI's historic pressing 
plant at Hayes, Middlesex, 
was in fact flat out pressing 
LPs. Sensing a story, we got 
on the telephone. 

The Hayes site is 
impressive. Built at a time

So sound quality remains 
an issue, just as I had 
expected from my own 
experiences with modern 
pressings. 

What of the future? The 
Hayes operation remains 
safe whilst it continues to 
make a profit.

merging with Thorn 
Lighting, EMI these days is 
doing so well it is trying to 
de-merge. It bought Virgin 
from Richard Branson to 
add to its portfolio of HMV 
record stores. 

But how about the 
people at Hayes? They 
were sanguine about their 
future. Warned four or five 
years ago that LP pressing 
at EMI was likely to cease 
altogether, they know the 
score. The bottom line, 
however, is that their 
operation continues to 
make a profit. As a result, 
because of demand it is in 
the process of expansion, 
no less. What took me 
aback though was their 
continued commitment to 
improving quality. 

While Bob Bailey at 
Hayes prefers to turn out 
relatively thin, 'non-
audiophile' LPs (they are 
less likely to warp in 
production) he did 
acknowledge that because 

background LP sales, 
according to the BPI, 
continue to slide. They 
sunk to an all-time low of 
just 2.4million units in 
1996. 

Globally, the LP has just 
about died out, but there 
are a few notable 
exceptions. In Europe, 
only the British buy LPs in 
any quantity (2.4m). 
Germany comes second 
with 0.4m. 

In the world's most 
populous nations, namely 
China, India and 
Indonesia, the LP is 
virtually unknown. In Asia 
however, Japan is an avid 
consumer, purchasing 
7.6m LPs during 1996. 

Vinyl freaks will be 
disappointed with the USA, 
which has been quick to 
turn its back on the LP, 
buying only 2.9m in 1996. 
South of the equator things 
hot up though - Colombia 
bought 2.1m and Brazil 
1.6m.

W hat riled me 
about the launch 
of CD was how 

Fleet Street happily printed 
everything Philips told 
them about the new 
format, without a single 
question or quote mark. It 
was digital, so it was 
perfect - Philips said so, so 
the media said so. Next, 
every Sunday Supplement 
you could shake a bag of 
muesli at was proclaiming 
vinyl's imminent demise. 
CD was perfect, so what 
was the point of LPs now? 

Nowadays CD is old 
news - an entire 
generation's grown up with 
it as their standard music 
carrier. MiniDisc's still a 
fairly well kept secret as far 
as the buying public is 
concerned and DVD audio 
isn't quite ready yet. So 
what can Colour Sup. 
scribes do for a quick story 
these days? Resurrect vinyl 
of course! 

This spring the 
broadsheets carried 
some fascinating 
featurettes like The 
Observer's "Classic vinyl 
turns tables on CD" on 
Sunday 9th March. 
Whatever happened to 
all the "Ten Ways to 
Dispose of Your Old 
Record Collections" 
headlines? I was getting 
confused. Wasn't CD 
supposed to be the best 
thing since Sam Fox and 
shoulder pads? 

The plot goes like 
this. Record giant EMI 
decides to reissue some 
'classic' albums on vinyl 
as part of its centenary 
celebrations. Vinyl is 
chosen because it's still a 
great promotional tool - 
many new albums are 
initially available on LP so 
record shops can make eye-
catching displays at the 
front of the sales area. But 
'spin' is applied judiciously 
and PR men are suddenly 
waxing lyrical on black 
plastic's wonderful 
qualities. 

Faster than you can say 
'press release', Observer 
scribe Martin Wroe has 
taken up the story: " Forget 
the Mini-Disc, the Digital 
Compact Cassette, the CD, 
even the cassette. The 
music industry is turning to 
a new format - vinyl". But 
haven't journos been

telling us vinyl's dead for 
the last fifteen years? He 
continues, "the industry 
believes there is a demand 
for the reissue of albums 
originally only released on 
vinyl". Well I never. 
There's me throwing out 

licence' - the music 
industry isn't turning back 
to vinyl. In this instance 
it's EMI with a few classic 
reissues. And the reissues 
aren't necessarily better 
than the originals because 
they're either digitally 

release on a Sunday Sup. 
newstlesk. Like Philips' 
fabled CD launch of fifteen 
years ago, it's a case of 
hype overtaking good 
journalism, of the deaf 
leading the blind. 

The irony is that there is 
a vinyl revival of sorts 
but not just because 
EMI says so. Believe The 
Observer article and 
you'd think the only 
ones buying vinyl are 
those who originally 
bought it first time 
round, the Smashy and 
Nicey, Emerson, Lake 
and Palmer brigade. But 
this couldn't be more 
wrong. Hundreds of 
new Techno, Rock. 
Indie and Jazz titles 
come out on vinyl every 
month - as vinyl 
specialist Diverse 
Vinyl's new release list 
proves. And it's also sad 
that the feature forgets 

the small matter of the 
vast, international vinyl-
based Dance music scene 
that's kept ye olde plastic 
disc alive for the past ten 
years. Hmmm. . . 

So, thanks to The 
Observer for taking the 
time to publicise vinyl, 
even if you did get it 
slightly wrong. But it does 
make you wonder when 
the national daily press still 
seems to print exactly 
what big music 
multinationals want them 
to: Philips, 1983; `CD's 
here, so buy our CDs'; 
EMI, 1997; `Vinyl's coming 
back so buy our vinyl'. In 
an increasingly complex 
world, I guess it's 
reassuring to know some 
things never change. 

"Whatever happened to all the "Ten 

Ways to Dispose of Your Old Record 

Collections" headlines? I was getting 

confused. Wasn't CD supposed to be 

the best thing since Sam Fox and 

shoulder pads?" 

my old record collection 
because you said it was 
worthless and now you're 
telling me there's a 
demand! 
And it gets better: 

"Oddly, the records, 
though not re-recorded, 
sound better than 
originally because each is 
'direct metal mastered'". 
Well, I better go straight 
down to the record shop 
and buy them all then! And 
get this: "Some people 
think vinyl sounds fuller 
than other formats", says 
MusicWeek's Martin 
Talbot. No! You're having a 
laugh! 

Alright, alright, let's 
pause for a moment to let 
reality intrude. Yes, Martin 
is using a little 'journalistic 

remastered, or - 
trainspotters take note - 
mastered on EMI Abbey 
Road's Neumann lathes 
which have used digital 
delay lines since about 
1985. And the fact that 
they're all Direct Metal 
Mastered isn't so much a 
guarantee of excellence as 
a veritable hornets' nest of 
controversy. Contrary to 
what EMI press people 
would have you believe, 
DMM doesn't 
automatically sound 
better. Many think 
otherwise, while vinyl 
specialists like Mobile 
Fidelity won't touch it 
with a barge pole. 

So this story, I'm sorry 
to say, is beginning to look 
about as weighty as a press

The TDK produces clean, tidy 

recordings with nice extension at 

either end of the spectrum. Treble is 

precise, as is the midrange, and bass 

packs a hefty wallop. Counting against 

these pluses is the fact that the TDK's 

overall presentation is rather 

mechanical - recordings seem to lose 

their vitality, sounding rather processed, 

and sound staging lacks the depth to 

match fine width.

The MD 60 is similar in overall 

character to the TDK. Where it pulls 

ahead is in its superior tonal resolution.

Immediately obvious is the fact 

that this Gold MD is quite a lot 

better than either of the two 

aforementioned discs.

•ack of hardness in the upper 

registers. The sound stage took on 

extra depth as well. There's no 

doubt this blank MD allows a good 

MiniDisc machine to make 

recordings that would put the wind 

up many a Nakamichi. 

MAXELL MD-PRO 74, 
£14.99 
Cast in much the same mould as the 

Maxell Gold, the Pro disc offered a 

similarly sumptuous tonal range and 

spacious acoustic. Where it went 

beyond the Gold was in its 

transparency, which revealed the full 

orchestral perspective on Classical 

recordings. Instrumental textures were 

also better, with violins and cellos 

sounding superbly natural. Mind you, 

with a price tag of £ 15, the Pro disc 

should sound good!

(12dB/octave) circuit. 
The whole system is not massively 

efficient - somewhere around 
92dB/watt - and will only really 
handle about 12W of power. In an 
average British front room that is still 
enough to produce levels on the 
wrong side of 100dB, which, frankly, 
is loud. Overall impedance is an easy 
15n, dipping to around 11f1 at 51cHz. 
This is ideal for most valve amplifiers 
and means the unit is fairly safe with 
transistor equipment as long as good 
judgement over volume levels is 
used. 

The sound quality of 
these units is pretty good, 
with some coloration in the 
upper midrange due to a 
tweeter anomaly at 5IcHz. 
Bass is punchy and clean 
and, for a 'speaker of this 
era, very fast. It's fairly flat 
down to 60Hz where it 
starts rolling off at around 
12dB per octave. The 
sandwich cone construction 
has paid dividends here, 
with low levels of distortion 
and audible coloration. 

The top-end is provided 
by that almost extinct type 
of tweeter, the cone. Cones 
don't spray treble all over 
the place like modern dome 
tweeters and because of this 
you have to sit very much 
on the Leak's axis for 
maximum treble 
extension. The tweeter 
does, however, deliver a 

very clear treble and a well 
placed stereo image. It's 
main disadvantage is an 
upper limit of about 151cHz. 

The Sandwich is very 
relaxed and laid-back 
compared to more modern 
designs, many of which tend 
to exaggerate bass at around 
100Hz and treble at around 
101cHz. As such, on first 
auditioning, the Leak can 
sound a little flat. But give it 
some time and its qualities 
will come shining through. 
Stands about 80cm-lm high 
are about right with the 
'speaker positioned fairly 
close to a rear wall (but do 
avoid putting them in 
corners, especially on 
wooden floors). 

The real good news is 
the price which the 
Sandwiches can be bought 
for. It is almost unheard of 
for an immaculate set to 
command anything above 

£100, odd veneered pairs less and 
singles almost nothing. 

Why? Harold Leak sold the 
company to the Rank Organisation, 
who merged operations with 
Wharfedale at Idle, near Bradford. In 
the 1970s, hundreds of similar 
loudspeakers were 'cloned' from the 
Sandwich. These have nothing to do 
with the superb engineering in the 
1960s' units. The company that 
brought you amplifiers with 0.1% 
distortion, Troughline tuners and 
Sandwich 'speakers ended up badge-
engineering equipment made in the 

Using a similar Sandwich-style flat diaphragm was Sony's APM 

I 4 I ES from I 993. 

Far East. Basically any other Leak 
loudspeaker and especially those 
with a Rank badge on the back can 
be regarded as inferior, in my view. 
Rank ended up pulling the plug on 
Leak in April 1982. 

No spares are available for Leak 
loudspeakers. If a unit blows, then 
you've had it. Try carefully before 
you buy - the drivers are reasonably 
tough but not indestructible. 

The most annoying thing about 
the Sandwich is the input terminal, 
which is a rather bizarre twin-pin 
plug. As it's normally missing, I 
usually lightly sand the pins on the 
back of the cabinet and solder 
'speaker cable directly on to them - 
this avoids another `dry' connection. 

In more recent times, there has 
been a few more developments on 
the sandwich theme. Both Technics 
and Sony have produced reasonably 
successful flat diaphragm 
loudspeakers using an aluminium 
honeycomb centre with thin 
aluminium covers (APM 22ES or SB-
F2 anyone?) Just for the record, 
Barlow also looked at using either an 
aluminium or paper honeycomb but 
ruled the idea out as a cone is much 
stiffer than a flat diaphragm. 

Ido find it a bit of a mystery as to 
why Leak's Sandwiches have a 'no 
good' reputation. They are 
reasonably efficient (by modern 
standards), not too large, easy to find 
and, correctly used, offer fine sound 
quality. Both the Point One amplifier 
and the Troughline tuner have been 
covered here before. The Sandwich is 
the final link in the Leak chain and 
the most underrated in my view.

Iremember shopping 
for a radio/cassette 
alarm clock, 

Christmas money in hand, 
in January 1986. My 
parents were keen for rae 
to get a bargain, so we 
decided to confront 
Tottenham Court Road. It 
looked just the sort of 
place I'd get a bargain - 
loads of electronics 
shops close together 
would mean plenty of 
choice and highly 
competitive prices. 

Three hours later, 
with fractious parents in 
tow, I came away with a 
Philips unit that I'd 
managed to secure with 
a £5 (or about 10%) 
discount. I suppose it 
was fun for a while but it 
was exhausting as well 
and left me thinking, 
"What's the point?" The 
choice was certainly 
there, but where were the 
real bargains? I'd probably 
have got just the same 
deal at my local Dixons or 
Argos. 

March 1996 and here I 
am in Tottenham Court 
Road again. And do you 
know what? Nothing has 
really changed. This time 
it's high-end hi-fi 
separates I'm interested 
in, yet the promise of 
aargains is as illusive as 
ever. Sure, the choice is 
:here as well as some of 
...ondon's more 
3restigious hi-fi shops. 
['here's a few end-of-line

.eems to be half the UK

All this put me in mind 
of the recent media 
accusations of price fixing 
within the electrical retail 
trade. Although hi-fi 
separates only account for 
a small segment of this and 
require more specialist 
services of a retailer, the 
point is still relevant. 

The debate focuses

around the infamous 
Recommended Retail Price 
(RRP) and the way it is 
adhered to by both large 
and small retailers alike. 
The price is set by 
manufacturers who are 
usually keen not to see 
their product devalued by 
price wars. Yet despite the 
fact that it's now illegal 
for manufacturers to 
demand that the RRP is 
religiously adhered to, 
supplies of products to 
dealers refusing to toe the 
line can be limited. 
Consumer groups feel this 
isn't in customers' best 
interests, resulting in 
artificially high prices. 
Needless to say, much of 
the industry is split over 
the issue. 

Many feel that the RRP 
system ensures the 
survival of both the 
smaller manufacturers and 
distributors and retailers. 
For the manufacturer, it 

unique in the electrical 
trade in that time needs to 
be spent with the 
customer in order to make 
the right choice. Hence 
demonstration rooms, 
consultations and perhaps 
even home visits and after-
sales care are essential 

Against this is the 
argument that the RRP 
causes not just a lack of 
competition but a drop in 
service standards. Fixed 
prices may be reassuring 
for some retailers but 
without competition, 
retailers can become 
complacent. There's no 
need for a retailer to go 
that bit further if they feel 
the competition down the 
road isn't going to offer 
the unit at a lower price. 
I can understand both 

sides of the argument. 
However, there are a few 
additional points to bear in 
mind. 

The first is that the 

independent retailers often 
have the advantage of 
selling specialist 
equipment larger retailers 
can't get hold of, either 
because of exclusivity or 
limited production levels. 
This gives them something 
of a niche market which, 
by definition, is fixed. 
Also, the larger 
manufacturers still 
frequently offer the 
smaller independents 
'attractive deals' at special 
rates. The retailer's buying 
price is often dictated 
more by loyalty and 
prompt payment than by 
the volume actually sold. 
So independent dealers 
aren't as hard done by as 
some would have you 
believe. 

In spite of appearances 
on Tottenham Court Road 
and the like, it's 
interesting to note that 
most (if not all) retailers 
would prefer to sell 
something at RRP. Basic 
common business sense 
dictates that anyone who 
went into the hi-fi 
separates market wildly 
cutting prices simply 
wouldn't last the 
distance. Yes, there are 
end-of-line discounts, 
sales and promotions, 
but full scale price wars 
on current products are 
far rarer than you might 

think. 

Whether this a good 
thing or not is again 
debatable. On the one 
hand, the consumer is 
having to pay a little bit 
more in the short term. 
But on the other, it means 
that in the longer term, 
come upgrade time, there 
is still a variety of shops to 
choose from. 

It may sound as though 
I'm sitting on the fence 
here, but I think it's an 
issue that can't be clearly 
decided one way or the 
other. There needs to be a 
grey area, or a balance, if 
you like. And, at the 
moment, I think we've got 
the balance about right to 
protect our industry and 
still give the consumer a 
fair deal. If you're a 
bargain hunter like me, 
this may be a bit of a 
disappointment but don't 
forget, there's always 
second-hand!

Inside the 

press, the vinyl doesn't have an easy 

time of it. squashed as it is between the 

two Stampers at a pressure of 

100tonnes and steam-heated to make it 

malleable. 

But the team in Hayes aren't 

content to rest on their laurels. One of 

the most important parts of a 

continuous improvement drive is 

overhauling all the presses and replacing 

critical components with higher 

specification counterparts. 

Demand at EMI has remained steady 

over the last five years and now shows 

signs of growing, with more Lacquers 

arriving at Blyth Road now than in 

vinyl's heyday. While almost 95% of 

these are Dance I 2in singles, both Bob 

Bailey and Chris Pooley (Head of 

Quality Assurance) see a bright future 

for heavyweight audiophile pressings. 

Even 78s are being catered for in special 

limited edition 

repressings from original 

Masters. And there are 

moves afoot to raise the 

number of records 

produced daily to 50,000 

with extra presses found 

recently in an old 

pressing plant in Greece. 

So is vinyl finally dead?

HOW AN LP IS MADE 

1) A recording is cut onto a 'lacquer' 
using a cutting lathe with a heated ruby 
stylus. This takes place at the recording 
studio. 

2) The lacquer is sent to the pressing 
plant where it is first lightly silver plated, 
then nickel plated to form a negative-
image `master'. This is too delicate to be 
used as a stamper.

3) An intermediate positive-image 
`mother' is made by nickel plating onto the `master'. Horns are burnished off 
at this stage. The positive can be played to check sound quality. 

4) Stampers go into the actual presses and last for roughly 2000 moulding 
cycles. They are made by nickel plating onto the `mother'. Their surface is 
chrome plated to prolong life. 

5) The final disc is pressed by placing a lump ('biscuit') of hot (170degrees C) 
softened vinyl in the centre of the stamper. It flows out under heat and 
pressure to form a positive-image vinyl disc.

iovanni Dadomo was one of 
that select group of music 

journalists who just over 20 
years ago broke the stranglehold of 
the establishment. In articles in 
Sounds in 1973 he popularised what 
was then an obscure garage ba^d, 
The Velvet Underground, and helped 

launch the British Punk explosion. 
I first met him three years later 

when he was a ranking music writer 
and I was a student at the Slade Film 
School. At the time, he too had a 
band, The Snivelling Shits. The other 

members were also music journalists 
and in the unique position of not only 
being able to write their own reviews 

but also to get them published in the 
music press, notoriously in one case 
before the music was even written, let 

alone recorded. 
The band had a residency at the 

Speakeasy Club in London's Margaret 
Street, where, Gio once told me, he 
used to see all the ' names' walking in 
when he was a nearby office boy. It 
amused him to think he was now 
doing the sanie. Their gigs, usually 
sharing the bill with Johnny Thunders 
and other figures from the New York 

and London subculture, were 
characterised by a strong police 

presence on the pavement outside 
and a heavy Who's Who of punk - 
including Malcolm Maclaren (in the 

days when he still 
wore a kilt) and Sid 

Vicious - on the 
inside. Alongside 

the usual students, 
liggers and ageing 
superstars slood 
Maolaren's office 
staff, who heckled 
the Shits 
mercilessly, and on 
one occasion 
received an on-
stage kicking from 
Gio for their pains. 

For a while, 
titles like 

'Isgodaman', 'Only 

Thirteen', ' Et moi, 
et moi, et moi' and 
the first cover 

version of Jacques 
Dutronc's 
neanderthal Paris 
'68 marching song 
dripped from his 
pen and were 
given heavy, heavy 
guitar treatment 

and the production 
values of a young 

Steve Lillywhite. A 
self-financed 

sine, 'I can': 
come', rapidly 
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achieved cult status. It would have 
gone much further had it not been for 
the diligence of an employee of 
French Linguaphone who took time 
out to listen to what the French 
pressing plant was actually 
manufacturing. 

Soon after, another single was 
rumoured and a film - ' Bring Me the 
Head of Yukio Mishima' - was shot in 
the Slade Basement, featuring a 
Japanese Kendo black belt master 
and Gio's leather jacket. It was 
intended to be released as the world's 
first Videodisc single. In retrospect, 
it's probably fortunate for all 
concerned it never was, but Gio was 
still wearing a leather jacket into the 
Nineties. The Shits' career came to an 
inglorious end at the Club Gibous over 
Gio scrawling graffiti about Algeria, 
after which they were given three 
hours to leave France. 

Our last work together (though we 
did not do much) was a translation of 
the 1922 Russian Eccentric's 
Manifesto, designed and illustrated by 
the Anarchist graphic artist Clifford 
Harper, who was also an admirer of 
Gio's film and music criticism. In any 
of those pieces which Gio regularly 
contributed to Sounds, Time Out, City 
Limits, The Face and many of the 
independent journals which flourished 
in the late ' 70s, anybody could 
recognise an incisive mind, quick to 
spot the real and the genuine in an art 
form he loved. 

He died, after a short battle 
against cancer, aged 48.

orn around King's Cross, his 
Italian family called him ' John', 
though he stuck to Giovanni as 

firmly as he did to his leather jackets. 
We worked together in a book-cum-
record shop in Notting Hill in the late 
'80s, and discovered a shared delight 
in all the way-out anarchist-syndicalist 
stuff that came out of the flying pav'e 
and clouds of tear gas in France in 
1968. 

He had a smile of transforming 
charm (it made me envious - girls 
melted to it instantly) and a wry, 
disarming sense of humour that could 
not just see a joke against himself but 
turn it neatly against the rest of the 
world as well. I knew something of his 
history in the Punk movement, though 
he managed to keep that relatively 
quiet until, to our glee, a 
'retrospective' of the Snivelling Shits 
contained in a round tin complete with 
a plastic turd inside was suddenly re-
released. 

I pestered 
him to review 
music for Hi-Fi 
World when I 
became Music 
Editor, what, five 
years or more 
ago, though he 
was reluctant 
and would rather 
have written 
about film. But 
his knowledge 
was too much to 
miss. It was truly 
encyclopaedic, 
as readers will 
know from his 
ability to track a 
single riff or few 
guitar chords 
from its latest 
sample right 
back to a wax 
cylinder, if that's 
where it started. 

He brought 
his own sardonic 
but cheerful style 
into his reviews, 
which he feared 
might have been 
anachronistic, 
because he wasn't one to let mere 
attitude masquerade as insight like so 
many do in the music press. He 
wasn't one to dismiss an old Rock 
lag's umpteenth album, if it had any 
musical point to make, just because it 
didn't fit into whatever the scene 
thought was cool that week. 

Yet he could easily burst a 
pretentious bubble with a pithy couple 
of sentences. I can't be the only one 
who splashed out on an album he 
slammed because I thought it couldn't 
possibly be that bad, what with rave 
reviews everywhere else, only to 
realise with horror that his own 
musical and journalistic integrity had 
made him uniquely PR-puff and trend-
proof and the album was actually 
appalling. 

Like Pete Townshend I suppose 
we both thought once we'd like to die 
before we got old. The trouble is, life 
and music are too interesting for us to 
want it to happen any more. Dammit, I 
was so sure, if I was spared, I'd be 
reading Gio's review of Pulp's 2020 
come-back tour, Bowie's 70th 
birthday album or the Stones' first-
bus-pass anniversary double CD. 
Now I'll have to content myself with 
the reviewing legacy he's let. Dio te 
benedici, Giovanni.

back again. He seems to get about a bit

However, on the production front 

the last Secret Knowledge album didn't 
do too well. Released last summer, after

But I guess we'll have to wait and 
see the results of future Secret 

Knowledge albums, as Kris Needs Must 
is a compilation CD. The featured 

tracks are pulled together from a 

selection of his own mixes, mates' 

tracks and faves. And instead of the 

usual mixes, Kris intercuts each track 
with interview snippets with the rich 
and famous - well, there's Dudley 

Moore waffling on about smack. And it's 

all wrapped up in some fluffy yellow 

packaging. Nice. 
Er, anyway, the CD opens with 

Primal Scream's classic 'Jailbird' before 

we get a taste of a new Secret 

Knowledge track (and the jury's still out 

on that one). Leeroy from the Prodigy 
steps up as Longman with a sizzling, 

unsurprisingly Prodigy-esque track, 
complete with some nice girlie vocals to 

boot. Kris ' n' D.A.V.E. get hard with the 
rollicking 'The Sonic Stiffy' and there's a 

rare remix by Kris of the Prodigy's 

'Speedway', as well as his excellent mix 

of A&E Dept's 'And the Rabbit's Name 

was.' 
If that gets your juices flowing, add 

to that Digital Destroyer's 'Frontier', 

the Boo Radley's spiced up 'Lazarus' and

I want to say great things about this 

album but sadly find myself unable to do 

so. 1 am, let me say from the off (and 

this is hardly news to regular readers of 

this little outback of a column) a huge 

fan of Norwegian guitarist/composer 

Terje Rypdal. I've said here on 

numerous occasions that, if in the 

critical mainstream (whatever that is) 

Jazz-Rock is associated with either a 
certain limp-wristed, white-boy Funk or 
overly showy muso grandstanding (or 

even, God forbid, some ghastly 

combination of the two) then Terje 
Rypdal's work for the ECM label in the 

'70s was part of a body of music which 

represented the real potential of a 

Jazz-Rock hybrid. It's right up there with 

the best work of post-Bitches' Brew 
Miles, early Weather Report et al. Just 

check out Odyssey or Whenever I 

Seem To Be Far Away for exemplary - if 

way too rare - blends of high Gothic 

drama, Nordic asceticism and fleet, 

sparing and always searching 

improvisation. 

It would be easier to dismiss this 
album, if Rypdal had - as so many 

musicians do - simply lost it as he grew 

older. But that ain't the case. In 
particular, his work with the Chasers - 

the group he led during the '80s - 

although spoilt by occasional lapses in 

taste, was nonetheless largely rip-
roaring stuff. And his increasingly 

common forays into chamber and 

orchestral music have been extremely 

rewarding, especially the really rather 

wonderful QED. Yet the main thrust of 

his recent Jazz work has become ever 

more rarefied and, while not exactly 

anodyne, is hardly the aggressive and 

plangent tour-de-force of his earlier 

ground-breaking albums. And so to 

Skywards... 
To be fair, I'll say straight off that 

this album does have at its centre a fine 

piece, the 16 minute 'Out Of This 
World (Sinfonietta)', a distillation of the 

piece commissioned by the Lillehammer 

Winter Festival 1996 to commemorate 

Rypdal's 25-year association with 

Manfred Eicher, ECM's prime mover.

The piece strikes a perfectly appropriate 
balance of slowly unfolding melodies and 
barely graspable textures. It seems to 

me to say just what one would expect 
Rypdal to say of his time with the label. 

But elsewhere, the balance of the 

music too often dips into romantic self-

indulgence, syrupy, saccharine melodies 

and self-consciously expressive gesture. 

Why is not exactly clear. 

The group is impeccable. Trumpeter 

Palle Mikkelborg and drummer Jon 

Christensen are, of course, ECM 
stalwarts, and frankly among Europe's 

finest contemporary Jazz musicians. 

They're joined by American cellist David 

Darling (of whose solo work I'm a huge 
admirer), violinist Terje Tonnesen, who 

featured on this album's predecessor If 
Mountains Could Sing (an album of 

which Rypdal interestingly says, " it had 

not been an easy album"), keyboardist 

Christian Eggen and percussionist Paulo 

Vinaccia. There's absolutely no question 

as to any of these players' skills and 

musical judgements. 

While these musicians individually 
are capable of some deeply expressive 

playing, either collectively they smooth 

out each others' edges or else Rypdal's 
current composition brings this out in 

them. Not that there aren't some fine 
moments here, but overall I'd say that 

the impression this album leaves is one 

of preciousness and insincere gestures. 

Of Rypdal, I'd say that's unforgivable.

Luigi Boccherini composed 125 string 

quintets, Mozart six and Beethoven just 

one. Franz Schubert also made a 

solitary contribution to the genre but it 

was to prove one of the greatest 

creations in all music. Indeed, such was 

the stature of Schubert's C major 

quintet that it seems to have deterred 

the next generation of composers, 

Schumann and Mendelssohn among 

them, from employing the five-strings 
ensemble. 

Brahms, however, was prompted 

into writing a quintet by his close friend, 

the violinist Joseph Joachim, the 

dedicatee of his Violin Concerto. This 

was the Op88 in F major of 1880. 

Sometime after, Joachim asked Brahms 

for a companion work and, in the 

summer of 1890, he duly began work 

on a new quintet. Brahms was now fifty-

seven and seriously contemplating 

retirement from composing. As it 

turned out, he continued working up to 

his death seven years later but at the 

time there was every chance that the G 

major quintet would become his last 
completed work. 

However, there is nothing 
valedictory about this music. Rather, 

the confident handling of the ensemble, 

the invention of the solo writing and the 

often striking richness of texture 

suggest someone at the very height of 

his powers: the coda of the finale is as 

exuberant as anything penned by the 
younger Brahms. 

Ironically, having urged Brahms to 

wrte a second string quintet, Joachim 

did not give the first performance. That 

was entrusted to an ensemble led by 

Arnold Rose, the then-leader of the 

na Philharmonic Orchestra. 

tally, the same fate befell 

ton Elruckner's F major quintet, the 
solitary major chamber work to come 

from the pen of a composer who 
devoted himself to symphonic and 

choral writtng. 

Bruckner composed the work in 

response to a request from Joseph 

Hellmesberger, directorin the Vienna 

Conservatory and the first violin of a 
celebrated string quartet. Naturally, 

Hellmesberger was expecting to receive 

a quartet rather than a quintet and 

proved a reluctant beneficiary. Instead, 

the premiere in 1881 was entrusted to 
the Winkler Quartet, with Bruckner's 

disciple Franz Schalk the second viola. 

Clearly Bruckner had added that 

viola to enrich the texture of a work 
which, while displaying remarkable 

assurance, sensitivity and imagination in 
its handling of the five strings, 

nevertheless bears all the hallmarks of a 

symphonist. Each movement, along with 

the overall structure, has a grandeur 

and nobility that is pure Bruckner and, 

as in the symphonies, a deeply felt 
adagio lies at the heart of the work. 

The Brandis Quartett, led by the 
former leader of the Berlin 

Philharmonic, Thomas Brandis, and here 

augmented by the gifted young 

Australian violist Brett Dean, offer 

glowing performances combining 

warmth and eloquence with a deep 

understanding of both works. Nothing 

is superficial; the impression is of every 

expressive nuance having been carefully 
considered within the context of the 

work as a whole. 

No less satisfying is Nimbus's 

recording, which captures every strand 
and detail across a broad sound stage 

with never a hint of exaggeration. There 

is none of the steely gloss which

It is true to say hat, froillhe Fifteenth 

to the Seventeezh centuri'es, most 

musical roads ledf not to Rome, then 

at least to Italy. A legion of composers, 
from Josquin and Lassus, through 

Victoria to Handel, crossed the Alps to 
hone their skills and ply their trade in 

the courts, chapels, cathedrals and 

Dpera houses of the peninsula. 

As a consequence, t 

influence was readily • parent "%the 

music of other Europ n nations and 

the stylistic revolution ted by 

such as Monteverdi and the Gabrielis 

spread to France, Germany, Bohemia, 
Spain and even England. However, one 

area was to prove curiously resistant t 

these developments: Portugal. 

This may have been partly due to 

its relative geographical isolation but 

was more probably a by-product of the 

country's eighty-year rule by Spain. 

Pursuing an indigenous musical style - 

albeit one based on an earlier Italian 

model, that of Palestrina - was one way 

of sustaining a Portuguese cultural 
identity. 

Change, therefore, came late to the 

Atlantic shores of the Iberian peninsula, 

resulting in a musical eclecticism whose 

products were frequently startlingly 

original. Abundant examples of this 

originality can be found in this latest 

recording of Portuguese polyphony 
from The Sixteen, under the direction 

of Harry Christophers and ably 

accompanied by His Majesty's Sagbutts 

and Cornetts. Two composers are 

featured, composers whose working 

lives, while overlapping, could hardly 

have displayed greater contrasts. 

Joao Lourenco Rebelo, one of 

Portugal's greatest musicians, was in 

the employ of the Braganca family from 

the age of fourteen and, when the 

Bragancas ascended to the Portuguese 

throne, he took up the appointment as 

head of music at the Royal Chapel. In 

this capacity, Rebelo was able to call 

upon the services of a choir of twenty-

four highly talented singers and a host 

of instrumentalists including several fine 
exponents of wind instruments such as 

the sackbut (an early trombone), 

trumpet, cornet, shawm and curtal 

(these last two belonging to the oboe 
family). 

Rebelo exploited these enviable 
resources to the full, including obligato 
parts - indicated as "vox 

instrumentalis" - in many of his 

polyphonic works. The Psalm settings 

here, for example, display a wonderful 
diversity and imagin 'on in their 

scoring and sonorit nd no less 

impressive is the sum tuous seven-part 
Panis Angelicus. 

o However, Harry Christopher ves 

the best of Rebelo for last, conclu ing 
the programme with his darkly 

resplendent I 3-part Magnificat, a 

blending of c olo voices and 
instrumen shows the 

belated in oieth enetian 

masters, espec Giovanni Gabrieli. 
The intensity of the performance is 

typical of the recording as a whae. 

Diogo Dias MelgaspereSIS, 

different professional I e from alglpelo. 

He was employed as a 'r.4 apel master in 

the provincial city of Evoh-and is 

unlikely to have been exposed to many 

outside influences. He was required 

only to produce music for liturgical 
services, yet in doing so showed 

himself to be both idiosyncratic and 

with a penchant for experimentation, 

albeit within an essentially archaic and 
conservative style. 

Melgas is represented by three 

works, one a sublimely beautiful and 

dramatically pictorial setting of the 

Salve Regina. This is word-painting at 

its most effective. The other works by 

Melgas are a darkly atmospheric 

rendering of the Lamentations for Holy 
Thursday and a setting of the 

lmproperia, Popule Meus, one of the 

very few texts in the Western rite to 

retain a declamation in Greek, the 

ancient Trisagion. 

As in previous recordings in this 
series, Harry Christophers and his 

colleagues prove the masters of both 

the distinctive character of this music 

and its strong emotional charge. The 

music is also well served by the 

recording team of Mark Brown and 

Mike Hatch, as well as the splendid 

acoustic of St Augustine's in London's 
Kilburn.

The sign in the window of a New York 

record store summed up what, until 

recently, was the prevailing opinion of 

this contemporary of J S Bach: "All the 

Telemann you could want". Georg 

Philipp Telemann, 

like Vivaldi, has 

been viewed as a 

composer whose 

music arrived not 

so much by the 

opus as by the kilo 

and it is true that he 

was extraordinarily 

prolific and 

versatile. He wrote 

over forty operas, 

made some forty 

settings of the 

Passion story and, 

most relevant here, 

composed over six 

hundred 

'ouvertures' or 

suites. 

Although his 

music has become 

more valued of late, 

largely thanks to the 

efforts of period 

instrument 

ensembles such as 11 

its material rewards. While working in 

Frankfurt-am-Main, Telemann enjoyed 

accommodation in one of the city's 

finest mansions, the Zum Braunfels. At 

that time the ground floor of the 

house served as the Frankfurt stock 

exchange - the Bourse - and it was in 

honour of his fellow tenants, the hard-

pressed stockbrokers, that Telemann 

composed an ouverture subtitled La 

Bourse. 

Like the other two suites on this 

recording, it is a work brimming over 

with vitality and invention - there is 

this form, which had its origins in 

France and whose predominance in 

European music during the Baroque 

period was largely a result of French 

cultural and social supremacy. 

The format called for a slow, 

stately introduction followed by a 

sequence of shorter movements 

loosely based on courtly dances such 

as the minuet and sarabande. Before 

long, however, this format was being 

treated with a good measure of 

freedom, not least by Telemann, and 

by the end of the Eighteenth century it 

had evolved into the 

serenades and 

divertimentos of the 

Classical period. 

The three suites 

included here have 

been well chosen, 

not just for their 

musical riches but 

for the fact that, in 

the main, the 

movements are 

scored for 

woodwinds - double 

oboes and bassoon - 

and strings, which as 

well as bringing a 

pleasing unity to the 

programme gives full 

scope to the 

virtuosity of oboists 

Paul Dombrecht and 

Griet Cornelis along 

with bassoonist 

Trudy van der Wulp. 

There is much 

delightful playing 

here, and the commitment of the 

players in this Belgian ensemble, 

formed in 1989, is evident throughout. 

It is all most persuasive, with a warm 

and spacious recording engineered by 

Leo de Klerk in the chapel of the 

Bisschoppelijk Seminarie in Ghent. 

Georg Philipp Telemann may not have 

attained the lofty spirituality of his 

august contemporary, Bach, but, like 

the equally disparaged Vivaldi, there is 

much of quality among the quantity. 

But this Vanguard Classics recording 

makes the point better than any words 

of mine.

Fondamento, Telemann seems 

destined to be forever cast in the role 

of 'journeyman composer'. 

It was all very different three 

centuries ago, when Telemann was 

feted by the establishment and 

collected all the glittering prizes with 

Bach only coming in a worthy second. 

While the latter toiled away in Leipzig 

for three decades, Telemann enjoyed 

lucrative spells as kapellmeister of 

several Saxon courts, culminating in 

the post of cantor at the Hamburg 

Johanneum. 

Naturally, this popularity brought 

nothing to suggest a journeyman at 

work here. Three of the six 

movements have titles which reflect 

the trials and tribulations of the stock 

market: War and Peace, The 

Conquerors Conquered and The 

Expectation of Mississippi, which must 

have reflected the hopes for a good 

return on investments in the 

Americas. 

That he wrote six hundred such 

suites, as opposed to the mere four 

composed by Bach, suggests that 

Telemann rather enjoyed working in

The Henley is a dedicated phono stage for 

moving coil ( MC) cartridges. It appears to 

be aimed at very low output types (usually 

expensive), because at x1694, gain was 

very high. The amplifier has a limited 

output swing of 3V ( 10V is easily achieved 

with silicon chips) resulting in an input 

overload figure of I.8mV, which is low. 

A!though unimpressive, providing low 

output MCs are used this should be 

satisfactory. 

A parameter known as Equivalent Input 

Noise is the only way to quantify noise in 

a meaningful fashion within pre-amps. 

With this unit it measured 0.1uV CCIR 

weighted, which is about normal. Really 

quiet MC stages ( Linn, NAD) can be up to 

6dB quieter (0.05uV EIN), so the Henley is 

good, if not a class leader. 

1 was disappointed to -lid an input 

impedance in excess of 47k, a peculiarly 

high value. MC stages usually have a 

100ohm input impedance so the Henley is 

somewhat unconventional in this area, for 

no good reason I know about. There was 

no hum on the output, a good point, but 

there was a massive DC offset of 5V. 

Through an all-direct coupled amplifier 

with no input blocking capacitor this 

would put 5V DC onto the loudspeakers, 

which would do no good at all. 

Frequency response was flat across 

most of the audio band, but Henley have 

added a +2dB bass peak at 351-1z to 

provide some bass welly.1 was 

disappointed that this hac been achieved 

by a simple first-order warp filter which 

provided only -6dB of attenuation at 10Hz, 

not really enough. Our analysis, which 

runs from 2.5Hz up to IkHz, dearly 

shows both phenomena.

Our frequency response analysis shows 

main driver output and port output from 

the Polk subwoofer. They combine to give 

an integrated response at the listening 

position. 

Main output from the woofer cone 

runs from 50Hz up to 130Hz (-6dB). Like 

any reflex system, the lower limit is 

defined by a sharp roll-off influenced by 

the port's out-of-phase radiation. The 

upper roll-off is steady at - 18dB/octave 

and should ideally be the inverse of a 

typical loudspeaker's roll-off in order to 

give a net flat response. Most loudspeakers 

are reflex types that in theory roll-off at 

-24dB/octave, reduced by room/wall gain 

of +6dB/octave or so to give around 

-18dB/octave overall, so Polk appear to 

have this parameter set sensibly. 

Measurement confirmed this: the 

subwoofer combined perfectly with 

Mission 731 Pros to give a flat response 

down to 50Hz. Some humping may well 

occur with infinite baffle enclosures having 

a slower roll-off but the tuning controls 

should cope with this satisfacto -ily. In our 

case, we set roll-off to the highest 

frequency and adjusted level to get a good 

match. Most important though was the 

phase switch. 

Output from a reflex port is out-of-

phase with main driver output. Dort 

output provides extra downward 

extension though. With this subwoofer 

the port works from 35Hz up to 75Hz, 

our analysis shows. Polk have interestingly 

incorporated a phase reverse switch 

capable of putting port output in-phase 

with the main loudspeakers. Measurement 

showed this was vital if the port was to be 

usefully harnessed, as it needed to be, 

since the 731 Pros have almost as much 

downward extension as the subwoofer! 

With this switch set to Reverse, the 

731 Pros benefited usefully. 

The Polk subwoofer does not, in my 

view, extend down far enough to justify its 

cost, bulk and complexity. A robust bass 

driver should, with electronic equalisation, 

get lower. RELs hit 10Hz or so with ease.

Our third-octave frequency response plot 

of the diminutive Mission 731 Pros shows 

they reach down to 63Hz (-6dB). They 

peak up by +2dB at 150Hz, which adds 

subjective speed and also helps keep the 

bottom end sounding lively.

'speakers like this have to use a bag of 

minor tricks to give a plausible subjective 

impression at low frequencies. 

The tweeter's response has been 

placed a little below that of the 

bass/midrange unit, again 1 suspect to 

ensure the 'speaker displays a reasonably 

full-bodied subjective balance. The tweeter 

has an acceptably smooth characteristic. 

Sensitivity was as expected, measuring 

86.5dB SPL from one nominal watt ( 2.8V), 

about right for a good but conventional 

miniature.

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A
s time passes, it seems, more 
and more hi-fi goes from being 

built to last to being built to 

last for a while. I don't mean by this 

that a lot of modern hi-fi is shoddy. It's 

just that contemporary components 

just don't seem to have had the same 

kind of care and effort lavished on them 

as something like Pioneer's PD-9I 

Reference CD player from 1988. 

Take a peek under the lid of the 

Pioneer and you'll find acres of copper 

plating and shielding for sensitive 

circuitry. The eagle-eyed will also 

notice fair numbers of the well known 

Elna Cerafine electrolytic capacitor. 

Try hefting the PD-9I and you'll 

swiftly realise this is no biscuit box full 

of air. With its high-gloss wooden side 

cheeks, substantial base plate (stamped 

with hexagonal indentations to 

dissipate vibration), mains transformer 

mounted on the back panel and high 

quality transport this player weighs in 

at 12kg. 

The twin I8-bit Burr-Brown DACs 

the '91 relies on may be a little long in 

the electronic tooth but they can still 

turn out a performance to equal any 

modern player at £600-£700. And 

rhythmically the Pioneer is second to 

none - more than almost any other CD 

player I've come across, the '91 

captures the vitality and drive in music, 

whether Rock or Classical. 

Compared to DPA's £900 

Renaissance player, which itself betters 

many more expensive players, the 

Pioneer sounded a bit rough across the 

midrange and lacking in dynamics. The 

Display Off switch might look like a 

gimmick but using it has a big impact on 

the sound, bass becoming tighter and 

better controlled and midrange 

smoother. 

A machine of this vintage is ripe for 

modification, especially in the master 

clock department. Trichord Research 

(tel: 01684 573524) and Marston Audio 

Research ( tel: 01553 772875) both

offer clock upgrades as well as 

improved analogue output stages (the 

Pioneer uses fairly standard 5534 op 

amps here). Plumping for these 

upgrades yields a much more 

transparent, detailed sound and a 

midrange free from roughness. 

What really makes the PD-9I 

special though is its transport. When 

hooked up to our Pink Triangle DAC 

the sound was appealingly open and 

firm with that excellent sense of 

rhythm that only seems to come from 

the best transports (like TEAC's P-30 

for example). 

As an unmodified player that can be 

snapped up for about £350, Pioneer's 

PD-9I offers a mix of great build quality 

and a level of musical involvement many 

modern players fail to reach. And with 

a few tweaks to bring the Pioneer up to 

date in a couple of areas, it has the 

potential to offer great single-box 

sound quality or to partner a DAC as
