MOTOROLA GO INTO ORBIT 
Motorola, the US electronics giant, has just announced its third satellite venture. Called 

Celestri, it will consist of 66 satellites in orbit around the world, if given the go-ahead by 

US authorities. They will provide a global communications system for private users and 

small businesses, with implications for music lovers and audio buffs everywhere. Music is 

already being made available by satellite transmission 

and Motorola's new system will greatly expand the 

total capacity. 

Their document is reported as saying the Celestri 
network, "could be used by residential consumers to 

send and receive computer files from home, as well 

as for entertainment." Since capacity will be sufficient to stream video, it is almost certain 
that high-quality audio could be handled too. Audio-On-Demand is 

already available via satellite, so superficially there is little new here. 

However, greater capacity is needed. Rapid expansion of the 
Internet is already drawing attention to the power and potential of 

world-wide data transmission, but there are log jams on the low-

capacity copper telephone cables currently being used, and fibre-
optic cables are mired in other difficulties. 

Satellite data transmission and collection systems are freer 
from political interference, local and national, and they offer 

enormous bandwidth right into users' homes. As a result they are 

likely to become increasingly popular for high-speed data transfer in future and it looks as 

though Motorola are determined to ensure they have as tight a grip on this technology 

sector as they do today on computers, pagers and mobile telephones. 

Celestri is preceded by Iridium, which will provide low-bandwidth wireless voice, 

paging, facsimile and data services world-wide by late 1998. The first five of 66 Iridium 

satellites were successfully launched on May 5, 1997. Following Iridium is M-Star, another 
satellite system, intended for data transmission between corporations around the world. 

Celestri is Motorola's most ambitious project, designed to come on line in 2002. It 
looks as if it could well be the moment when hi-fi 

buffs can expect to download an entire album in 

4 1111111Pe minutes from satellite, recording it onto CD, 
MiniDisc or DVD via a computer. Motorola are 

quite specific that, "families will be able to gain 

real-time Internet access, as well as HDTV (High 

Definition Television). It will provide, "Consumer 

customers instant access to a broadband network 

infrastructure and true bandwidth-on-demand." 

By this they mean that consumers will have direct 

access to the satellite system, rather than having to go through any intermediate 
authorities or links, and that if high bandwidth is needed for a fast download, then it can be 

made available for the duration required. 

The system relies upon 63 Low Earth Orbit (LEO) satellites, augmented by three 

Geosynchronous (GEO) satellites. As they're 900 miles up, the LEOs need less power to 

communicate and will carry consumer services. The GEOs sit 22,300 miles above the 
earth and will carry professional broadcast services. Each LEO will be 41 ft long and weigh 

3100kgs (3tonnes). Power consumption will average 4.6kW, drawn from solar panels. 

There will be 432 uplinks per satellite and 260 downlinks, working in the 20-30GHz band, 

plus 6 inter-satellite links. An aggregate data rate of 8.7Gbps is quoted, enough to dump 

down an entire CD in less than a second (pro-rata for multiple users of course). 

This sort of satellite system puts up the hardware needed to realise Thomas Dolby's 
vision of a future where music buyers check out a 

Rock band on the Internet, listening to free album 
excerpts at home over their hi-fi. If they like what 

they hear, payment can be made by quoting a 

card number and then the entire album 

transmitted in a minute or two. Sleeve notes and 
band details can also be sent and printed out.

INTEL OFFER 3D SOUND FROM 

TWO LOUDSPEAKERS 

Intel, who claim they are, "the world's 

largest chip maker" have sent us a press release claiming their 
3D Realistic Sound Experience (RSX) software is the first to 

meet Dolby Laboratories' standards and gain their approval. 
The press release was in obscure corporate and 

computer gobbledegook. In essence it seems, "people whose 
PCs run applications with 3D RSX will perceive sound in all 

directions, from just two loudspeakers". We assume, from a 
Website graphic, that the 'speakers are those on either side 

of an Intel based Personal Computer rather than the external 

loudspeakers of a hi-fi system connected up to the computer. 
A bit of Internet investigation revealed the system uses 

perceptual cues provided by a dummy head, in this case 
synthesised by the computer it seems - Intel are none too 

clear on this. There is little new in dummy head surround 
sound of 

course; 

Sensaura, used 
on some EMI 

CDs, employs a 
similar 
technique. The 

novel bit is 

getting a 

computer to 

simulate the 
effects 

produced by a dummy head. For this it would appear that 
Intel have relied upon research carried out by the 

Massachusetts Institute of Technology and by Georgia Tech. 
This type of dummy head encoding works best through 

headphones, but it will also work through the 'speakers of a 

conventional hi-fi system. For audio buffs to be able to enjoy 
3D RSX they must own a PC, preferably equipped with MMX 

technology. If the computer has a sound output it can be 

connected to an amplifier's Auxiliary input. For a PC to 
process audio it would also need a sound card with D/A 
convertor, but Intel do not say whether MMX is powerful 

enough to provide real-time processing, or whether ordinary 

stereo could be successfully converted in such a fashion. And 

computer A/Ds and D/As are still fairly crude compared to 

those within hi-fi equipment, even though they work to CD's 

I 6-bit resolution, 44.1 kHz sampling rate. 

All the same, it does show how computers are 

progressively having more influence on audio and what the 

future might bring.

VIBRANT VINYL 

There's good news if you're addicted to vinyl and have plans 

to invest in replay components in the future. Henley Designs, 

which owns Ortofon, has announced a hale and hearty annual 
turnover for 1996 of £7.8m and a net profit of £ I.2m. Henley 

also say that average growth per annum over the last five 
years amounts to a healthy 19%. Henley put this down, in 

part at least, to the withdrawal of a lot of the competition 

from the vinyl related component market as record sales 

shrank. 

One area where Ortofon cartridges are selling particularly 
well is Japan, where the demand for high-end cartridges is 

almost insatiable. In fact, Japan accounts for about 40% of 

global sales of £500+ Ortofon MCs. 
Another company treading the vinyl trail and having a 

similarly buoyant time of it is SME, whose sales of arms and 

turntables rose by almost 30% last year. 
Helping out with the software side of the equation is MAV, 

known for their arms and turntables. They're now licensed by 
Sony to re-press a range of all-analogue Classical titles in runs 

of about a thousand. 

CYMBOL STRIKES A NOTE 

A new range of components is coming from a new name to hi-

fi, Cymbol. Designed by Tony Brady who was formerly with 

Onix Electronics, Cymbol's offerings consist of an HDCD 

equipped CD player at £ 1299 and a 50W integrated amplifier 

at £499. In the pipeline are two more CD players, a remote 

controlled amplifier and power amplifiers.

T
he year was 1974 and the two 
protagonists were Muhammad 

Ali and George Foreman. The 

event was one of the most explosive 

boxing matches in history, which came 

to be known as The Rumble in The 

Jungle. Hi-fi might seem a world away 

from a boxing ring but The Jungle is 

Rumbling once again. This time the 

arena is the highly competitive £500-

£1000 integrated amplifier market and 

the competitors are the 50watt Audio 

Analogue Puccini SE at £595 and the 

100watt Prime Design A100 at £650. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

A100 

The A100, a 100watt Class A/B design, 

possesses a traditional single-

transformer power supply - a very 

sizeable 500VA toroidal. There are two 

sets of reservoir caps (63V, 10,000uF 

types from Rubycon) - four are 

clustered near the mains transformer 

and these supply power to the phono 

stage (an optional extra at £70, factory 

set to MM or MC) and line-level stages, 

while four more caps mounted on the 

main area of the PCB supply the output 

stages. These consist of two pairs of 

carefully matched transistors (2SC2922 

and 2SA I 216) mounted on hefty 

heatsinks. 

The A100 relies heavily on op amps. 

I was told these are custom designed, 

but they had ID numbers which had 

been blacked out. The plug-in phono 

stage uses polystyrene caps in its EQ, 

and amplification comes courtesy of 

two more op amps. DC blocking 

capacitors are only used on the line-

level , nputs and the input to the power 

amp section to minimise their effect on 

sound quality. 

Volume control is by an Alps Blue 

pot. This and the source selector are 

mounted on the front panel, not shaft 

driven, so there are some fairly long 

PCB paths for the signal to traverse. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

PUCCINI SE 

One thing that immediately caught my 

eye when I took a look inside the 

Puccini SE was the pair of hefty 150VA 

toroAal mains transformers. Almost all 

integrated amps run both channels from 

one transformer and one set of 

reservoir caps. The Puccini has separate 

transformers and reservoir caps for 

each channel though. These caps are 

Kendell 4700uF 50V types, with two 

paralleled in each of the four power 

rails. These caps aren't made specially 

for hi-fi use, but according to Audio 

Analogue they sounded better than 

many other types when used in power 

supplies. 

Op amp fans will be glad to hear the 

Puccini SE uses op amps throughout, 

apart from the eight TIP 142/147 

Darlington transistors in the output 

stage. The phono section uses the same 

IC as QED's Discsaver - the NE5532. 

RIAA equalisation here is set by I% 

polystyrene caps and metal-film 

resistors. Sensitivity is user switchable 

between MM and MC by moving two 

clearly marked jumpers in each channel. 

Dealing with line level inputs is a 

pair of Texas Instrument's TLE2072s 

(an IC with two TL072 low-noise, JFET-

input op amps on one chip). Finally, 

lurking at the input of the power amp is 

one NE5534 in each channel. Volume is 

controlled by an Alps Blue pot, driven 

by a long shaft from the front panel to 

keep signal paths short. The input 

selector switch is connected in the 

same way. 
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SOUND QUALITY 

A stern test of spaciousness and tonal 

colour for any hi-fi equipment is Joni 

Mitchell's Miles of Aisles album. The 

A100 seemed to hit its stride pretty 

quickly in the rhythm department, 

leaving its musicality in little doubt. 

Healthy bass drive lent a helping hand 

here, as 'You Turn Me On, I'm A Radio' 

proved, although a rather amorphous 

bass guitar on 'Big Yellow Taxi' showed 

that definition in the lower registers 

wasn't in the same league as power. 

Still, the A100 kept a tight enough grip 

on the music to preserve its funkiness, 

even if it lacked the transparency and 

tonal colour it had coming through 

Roksan's Caspian integrated. 

The A100 was happier with Grace 

Jones's Slave To The Rhythm CD. Here, 

the Prime Designs' drive and the 

album's massive synthesiser bass lines 

gelled to produce 
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an exciting rendition. Percussion was 

crisp and powerful, taking up position at 

the front of the sound stage, leaving 

vocals further back in the mix than they 

were on the Puccini SE and Caspian. 

The A100 spread this CD's 

instruments across the front of the 

Jano Concert 8s in a sound stage that 

had breadth up there w.th a lot of the 

better £500-£700 integrateds. 

However, in the tradition of many of 

these amps, depth perspectives were 

,imited - here :he Puccini SE pulled 

ahead quite obviously. Also rearing its 

head was noise, which was audible with 

no music playing even when I was about 

10ft away. 

On another HDCD encoded track, 

Eric Bibb's 'Needed Time from his 

Spirit and The Blues album, the A100 

displayed the same character traits as 

before, with adept handling of rhythm, 

reasonable bass welly and a broad 

sound stage countered by a lack of 

detail in the bottom end along with 

curtailed tonal colour and stage 

depth next to the Audio Analogue. 

The Puccini SE was smoother on 

vocals and violins where the A100 

added some roughness. 

Swapping the Jamos for our own 

KLS3 Gold floor standers yielded a 

smoother, more amenable overall 

result, with vocals and violins 

sounding more natural. But given 

the fact that KLS3 goes about an 

octave lower than the Concert 8s, I 

was a bit disappointed the A100 

wasn't capitalising on this extra 

bass reach - timpani weren't really 

any more powerful or weighty than 

on the Concert 8s. 

Turning to the phono stage, I found 

the same greying of tonal colour and 

lack of fine texture. This made John Lee 

Hooker sound akin to a cardboard cut-

out on his Boom Boom album. Overall 

detail was fine but the sound had the 

same graininess as the line-level stage 

and stereo depth was also lacking. The 

phono stage basically has a very similar 

character to the other inputs. 

CONCLUSION 

When it comes to character the Prime 

Design A100 has a rather 1970s' sound, 

with warm, weighty but indefinite bass, 

wide but shallow sound staging and 

treble that lacks some tonal colour. You 

might get I 00watts for your money 

with the A100, but the Puccini has a 

more convincingly substantial and clear 

sound and costs £50 less.

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SOUND QUALITY 

Switching to the Audio Analogue I 

found lurking under the Italian's self-

effacing exterior a very different amp to 

the A100. Actually, the Puccini SE is 

very different to just about every sub-

£1000 integrated I've come across 

before. 

All hi-fi is really a set of 

compromises dictated by budget 

constraints. The trick is to balance 

these compromises or to put them in 

subjectively innocuous places so they 

don't ruin the final sonic outcome. The 

Audio Analogue is the least 

compromised integrated amp I've heard 

at up to £ 1000. OK, good integrateds 

and pre/power combos at two or three 

times the Puccini's cost have more 

muscular bass, greater dynamic impact 

and improved detail - this isn't the best 

amp in the world bar none. But what it 

does have which none of the 

competition do is a lucidity, a see-

through transparency combined with 

control which makes its peers sound 

quite boxy and forced. 

Returning to Beethoven's symphony 

Nol, I found confirmation of the caveat, 

"Estimate ye not an amp's bass depth 

and slam from its power rating." The 

50watt Puccini SE made the A100 and 

even Roksan's 70watt Caspian sound 

slightly fuzzy and lightweight ii the bass. 

This amp wove its spell in the same way 

as Marantz's CD-63 mk11 KI-S does, 

drawing you in with an addict,ve mix of 

fine tonal colour, delicacy, power and 

involvement. 

Revisiting Eric Bibb and 'Needed 

Time', I found his voice completely free 

from transistor grain, lyrics flowing 

honey-smooth instead. Double-bass was 

also better defined and went deeper 

than it had done on the Prime Designs. 

And where the A100 had sounded 

recessed across the midrange and 

forward in the treble, the Puccini SE 

was crystal clear and even-handed 

across the whole frequency range. This 

ability meant the Audio Analogue had a 

depth to its sound stage which leaves 

MI'  other integrateds sounding flat. So 

mil there's no question this amp is a star 

when it comes to acoustic music, but 

could it cut the mustard with more 

processed fare? 

Yes, with knobs on. Grace Jones 

funked out of the 'speakers with 

great conviction. Percussion was as 

crisp and powerful as I've ever heard it 

through KLS3's highly revealing Gold 

Dome piezo tweeter, with a transistor 
amp in the driving seat. The Audio 

Analogue was almost valve-like in its 

freedom from hardness and spit. 

Vinyl heads rejoice too, for there's a 

Moving Magnet/Moving Coil phono 

stage fitted as standard. Most amp 

manufacturers these days fit a phono 

stage as an after-thought. But with an 

accomplished MM like Goldring's 1042 

or MC like Ortofon's MC20 Supreme, 

the Puccini SE's phono section is 

capable of the same transparency as the 

line-level inputs. 

CONCLUSION 

As Nakamichi are to cassette decks, so 

Audio Analogue's Puccini SE is to 

integrated amps - it makes most 

amplifier alternatives sound hard and 

flat. One word of warning though. If you 

partner the Puccini SE with a CD player 

like Marantz's CD-63 mid KI-S or a 

turntable like DNM's rs1 and 'speakers 

of your choice, you can kiss your social 

life good-bye - pulling yourself away will 
be near impossible e

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Eric Braithwaite finds Tannoy's huge D900s 

I
f the mountain won't come to the 
prophet... It wasn't a case of simply 

moving Tannoy's D900 

loudspeakers; at 34kgs each, a couple of 

well trained weightlifters could do that. 

Not up four flights of narrow stairs and 

a couple of sharp corners to the 

Braithwaite eyrie, though. A large 

ground-floor studio I had my eye on to 

house them was constantly being filled 

up with paintings the size of the average 

living-room wall, and looked as though 

it would not be free for months. So, for 

once, instead of the 'speakers coming to 

the reviewer, the reviewer decided to 

go to the 'speakers. 

These bulky but impressive affairs 

(they are the flagship of the Definition 

range and made a pair of the D300s 

temporarily parked next to them look 

like matchsticks) are a marriage of two 

minds, and while exploring the Tannoy 

factory in Glasgow 1 came across both. 

Tannoy are not just domestic 

'speaker manufacturers - they are 

heavily into professional gear as well. 

The Definition series has, to some 

extent, been a cross-fertilisation of the 

domestic and pro divisions and the 

D900 is its culmination. Its two drivers, 

in fact, are adaptations of a I 2in. dual-

concentric and I 2m, bass driver the pro 

boys use. Abuse? The voice coil in its 

professional guise is expected to heat 

up to twice the temperature of boiling 

water and not come to harm. 1 can 

vouch for their toughness. One was run 

after it had been taken apart once too 

often and the cooling fluid had all leaked 

out. It ran hot enough to melt solder, 

but, fluid replaced, it was on the 

receiving end of a lot of watts again 

within a few minutes. 

At the end of the last listening 

session, that spell when you wind up 

the volume control to 11 saying, "We'll 

just see how loud these can go" (the 

answer was "very" in the D900s' case), 

a Tannoy person popped his head 

hi P 1 I_ 11 Pd P 

round the door, grimaced, and backed 

out hurriedly making 'follow me' 

gestures. "The pro boys are just about 
to test a prototype PA 'speaker in the 

car park," he said. "Thought you might 

be interested. Mind you, it might not 

be as loud as that. 

The point was that this prototype 

used not dissimilar drivers to the 

D900, although it had three bass 

drivers and one dual-concentric in an 

interesting configuration I'm not 

allowed to describe. Nor can I write 

about its primary purpose, except that, 

like anything that is possibly going to 

end up beaming a band at Glastonbury 

to an audience of thousands, it had to 

send a lot of sound a very long way - in 

this instance, fed by a Marantz CD-63 

mk11 KI-Signature, from one end of the 

Tannoy car-park to the other (the 

length of a football pitch). 

It's an odd sensation to hear the 

same pure, clean, detailed treble quality 

and midrange you've just been listening 

to indoors outside at that distance, I 

can tell you. And this thing still sounded 

like a hi-fi; it would quite confound 

most hi-fi buffs' conception of pro 

'speakers. 

If it hadn't been for the fact that the 

school a quarter of a mile away 

complained about the noise, we might 

have been tempted to try the D900's 

car-park-filling abilities. On the other 

hand, it saved me from one logistical 

difficulty the pro designers at Tannoy 

had that hi-fi reviewers don't suffer - 

the length of a football pitch is a long 

way to have to walk to change a CD. 

I'm on record as preferring no bass 

to bad bass. It's in the bass that the 

D900 lives up to its ' Definition' tag - 

very deep, very strong, and with an 

image to boot. Yes, I know theoretically 

low bass is non-directional, but stereo 

really does bring unexpected benefits in, 

well, definition. And not only in the 

quality of the bass, either. As anyone

who has used a well aligned REL 

subwoofer, or preferably a pair, 

should have heard, in some 

strange way, with highly detailed 

bass you seem to hear more 

detailed, better-textured treble 

too. That made what is a 
particularly fine tweeter in the 

D900's I 2in. dual-concentric 

quite spectacular. I have come 

across the phenomenon of 

hearing all three sides of a 

triangle when it's struck, but I've 

never heard it located in the 

sound stage with such absolute 

precision. 

Even better at the bass end 

was that unmistakable resinous 

thrum of strings on double-

basses, even in hefty orchestral 

pieces, which is barely guessed at in 

bookshelf 'speakers. 

There's a justifiable prejudice 

against large 'speakers with big 

drivers, dating from the days when 

many could be distinctly sluggish and 

arrhythmic. Not so the Tannoys. 

When it came to Nick Cave and the 

Bad Seeds' Frankie and Johnny' 

mock bar-room ballad, the 

acceleration towards the end was as 

breathtaking as nailing a Ferrari's 

accelerator to the floor. Nor are the 

D900s lacking in dynamics, easily 

capable of producing a realistic 

orchestral scale in the living room, 

although, given the sound pressure 

levels involved, this is really a case of 

'don't try this at home'. 

Yet they are just as at home with a 

small-club atmosphere as with an 

auditorium in Chicago. Realistic scale 

and true dynamics apply as much to 

small things as large. Listening to Pete 

Seegar live was an object lesson in 

the dual-concentric's point-source 

image precision and phase coherence. 

It was quite impossible to make even 

a guess at where the sound stage 

Tannoy use a 12in. version of their dual-

concentric driver in the D900. 

began and ended or, with eyes closed, 

to gain any clue as to where either 

'speaker really was. The shuffling and 

glass-clinking of the crowd seemed to 

fill all the available space, with each glass 

or cup and saucer something a listener 

could point at. Above all, a 

frequent soft 'thunk' 

of a swing door 

had me turning my head in annoyance in 

the full belief someone had come into 

the listening room. 

The imagery was at its best on 

choral works, with the picture of the 

BBC singers on the vocal version of 

Bachianas Brasileiras extraordinarily 

potent, and, again, life-size. Speaking of 

which, there really is nothing quite 

comparable to the pleasure of hearing a 

grand piano being brought into total 

submission by Barenboim at a position 

roughly where the microphones were - 

i.e., not very far away. 

What Tannoy has concocted with 

the D900 is a fascinating flagship which 

is worth every single penny of its 

£4000. It's fairly efficient, though it has 

to be said it prefers to be fed current, 

so unlike the Westminster it is not 

necessarily a partner for some valve 

designs. It has the sheer scale and bass 

strength of the Westminster, but in 

more modern clothes and without its 

colorations. It images as well as the best 

of the electrostatics, with sometimes 

astonishing depth and the studio-

monitor detail that makes the big B&Ws 

recording studio favourites. If there's 

one thing in the slightest bit wrong, it's 

a slight but discernible thickening and 

warmth around the lower crossover 

point at 400Hz. To worry about that 

you have to be very pernickety indeed 

though. 

Like them? Me? Course not. I hated 

them. Not for what they did, not for 

what they cost, but simply for the fact 

that house-prices around here are 

ridiculous and I just don't see how I'll 

ever have a listening room the right size 

for them. On second thoughts, could 

you just slip this into Classifieds for me:

T
he moment you lift Marantz's 
CD- 17 KI-Signature from the 

box you can appreciate its clean 

design and styling. The CD- 17 KI-S is a 

no-compromise, heavyweight music 

machine that is dressed to kill - Mozart 

in Moschino, Berlioz in Boss and Jean-

Michel Jarre in Jean-Paul Gaultier. A 

tribute to its creator, the CD- 17 KI-S is 

the inimitable Ken lshiwata personified. 

With the original Special Editions, 

Ken's brief was to make modifications 

that would tweak and improve the 

sound quality, but he says he was always 

restricted by price point objectives. 

With the KI-Signature series, however, 

Ken has virtual design autonomy, and an 

almost unlimited budget; his sensibility 

and understanding of the people he is 

building for dictate how far he will go 

with product development. 

Marantz have taken the original 

CD- 17 and in the true spirit of ' line 

extension' (marketing jargon for giving a 

product an extended shelf- life) have 

made it so much better that it is, in all 

respects, a different machine. But please 

take note: the CD- I 7 KI-S is not a 

turbo-charged version of the standard 

CD- 17. Rather it builds on the strengths 

of the CD- 17, like the servo and 

transport, and uses these as the 

foundation for a super CD player. 

Ken's unending quest is to 'valve' hi-

fi, and the CD- 17 KI-S achieves this 

objective effortlessly thanks to Ken's 

mods. The analogue output stage 

(consisting of Marantz's new Gold-

plated Hyper Dynamic Amp Modules, 

which use selected discrete surface-

mount components instead of op amps) 

is the final step in a complex series of 

upgrades, including component and 

chassis mods, acoustic damping and 

resonance elimination. 

Adding to the list of internal changes 

are a new UK designed toroidal 

transformer, uprated end, side and rear 

panels, internal screening of analogue, 

digital, control and power supply blocks 

with Copper shields and an OFC mains 

lead. And as if all this wasn't enough, 

Marantz kindly run the machine in for 

48 hours before use. Well! 

As is presently a habit, I started off 

listening with Alannis Morissette's 

Jagged Little Pill disc, which usually belts 

out with high frequency vigour. On 

lesser CD players, the resulting square 

wave can scythe through your ears like 

a Spice Girls' flat note. With the CD- 17 

KI-S, at last we have a machine that can 

tame the treble. Gone is the digitised 

squeakiness in the recording of Ms. 

Morissette's (otherwise fabulous) voice, 

and the pleasing result is that the whole 

mix becomes better balanced. 

Bass was exceptionally good, and 

quite unlike that of other players. It 

reminded me of the equally distinctive 

and massive low-down power of the 

Focusrite 5 power amp - and what a 

terrific combination that would make! 

Juluka, the fantastically powerful and 

rhythm infected African Trad/Rock band 

have put out some great AAD 

recordings. 'Scatterlings Of Africa' in 

particular delivered bass that was solid 

in attack and had a real resonance in the 

decay. Vocals were slightly recessed and 

less artificially forward than they usually 

are in this recording. The whole sound 

was lush and natural. The CD- 17 KI-S 

has got to be the cheapest ticket to the 

Zulu homeland of Natal that I know of.

Maintain;ng an African theme, Latin 

Quarter's 'Radio Africa' sent a smooth, 

warbling fretless bass way down low. It 

was almost like turntable rumble 

revisited in the digital domain, with real, 

rich bass that maintained perfect 

control. The accompanying lead 

vocal was placed centre and 

forward of a backing female 

chorus that was well spread in a 

deep and focused sound stage. 

Vocals on the CD- 17 KI-S were 

softer than on, say, the 

Trichord Genesis or Marantz's 

effected the music's overall attack and 

liveliness. Switching to transistor 

amplification helped restore the music's 

raw edge. And the KI-S did an excellent 

job with guitar regardless of amplifier 

type, as confirmed by Stevie Ray 

Vaughn's super-Strat which produced 

one of the most convincing digitally 

recorded guitar sounds 1 have ever 

come across. 

Knowing that this player has a 

particularly warm and valve-like sound, I 

recordings some of the most enjoyable 

to listen to, in contrast to the 

sometimes painful, brittle renditions of 

inferior systems. 

What really got me about this 

player is that it performs the basics so 

well that all you are left with is music. 

There are no snags, quirks or 

irregularities - Ken has succeeded in 

raising a fine CD player to the status of 

a superstar. Listening to the CD- 17 

KI-Signature was one of my most 

memorable musical 

encounters, ranking alongside 

the Berlin Philharmonic 

performing Beethoven and the 

single-note intro to 'Shine On 

You Crazy Diamond' at a live 

performance in New Jersey's 

enormous Nassau Coliseum.

When the instruments joined 

in though, the singers' annunciation 

sounded sl.ghtly soft through my valve 

system. If you really want to blow your 

mind and your loudspeakers, try 

'Wombo Lombo' by Angelique Kidjo 

and rattle your window frames at 25Hz 

with the heavily mic'd and digitised 

double-bass sample which cranks out 

serious bottom end. 

Working into a valve pre and power 

combo, the Marantz can take 

smoothness a little too far. Billy Idol's 

brilliant Rock recordings sounded 

rather inoffensive considering the 

aggressive vocal punch of this ex-

Generation Xer, turning the blonde 

Punk into a graceful choir boy. Again, 

high-frequency roll-off, especially 

roticeable on drums and cymbals, 

anticipated good results with Classical 

music. In Puccini's La Boheme, '0 Soave 

Fanciulla', the vocal was remarkably 

smooth even in duet where so often 

harshness pervades. Operatically, the 

CD- 17 KI-S is involving and highly 

enjoyable. 

The acoustic around a recording of 

Haydn's symphony No90 was 

authentically captured. This, along with 

subtle, low-level dynamics, added a 

transparent depth to the sound stage. 

Bach's Toccata and Fugue in D minor 

demonstrated once more a bass 

powerful enough to fill an aircraft 

hangar without sounding bloated or 

fuzzy. Few CD players are capable of 

such an excellent job on organ music. 

This is one of the real tests of 

equipment performance, as the organ 

has the widest dynamic range of all 

instruments. 

Solo piano works by Chopin and 

Liszt sounded absolutely natural. The

This is not CD-R 

which can be written just once; it is 

the final stage of a logical path 

culminating in a CD that can be 

recorded as many times as a user 

wishes. So CD can at last replace tape 

systems. The price will be affordable 

straight away - just under £600 for a 

recorder, £22 for discs, but the disc 

price is likely to fall quickly. 

With no exaggeration, Philips 

describe the ability to record CDs at 

home "something of a Holy Grail 

among consumers". Too true. 

Consumers lack a modern recording 

system, having rejected tape based 

DCC, and appear unwilling to invest in 

yet another medium, like MD. Only re-

recordable CD fulfils most criteria for 

acceptance. 

There are some small snags 

however. Although Philips proudly 

declare that there is an "installed base 

of 500million CD audio players world-

wide", CD-RWs will not be compatible 

with any of them. A CD-RW recorded 

at home will not transfer to today's car 

and portable CD players. The 

obtainable contrast ratio of the 

crystalline layer used in the discs is 

poorer than that offered by the 

mechanical pits of conventional CDs, 

so players must have uprated 

sensitivity to handle CD-RWs. These 

new generation players will be called 

'Multiread'. "All major vendors are 

introducing this feature" we are told 

and from 1998 Philips say all their CD 

players will be compatible with 

CD-RW discs. Conventional CDs will 

play on CD-RW recorders though, so 

CD collections will be unaffected. DVD 

players will also play CD-RWs we are 

told. 

CD-RW discs will store a full 

650Mb of information, just like a 

conventional CD. Recordings can be 

overwritten directly and more than 

1000 times, we are told. Philips say the 

discs "utilise an exceptionally stable 

recording material designed to allow 

numerous rewrites and long archival 

life". Ricoh recorders and discs are 

already being advertised in computer 

magazines, for CD-ROM use.

CD-RW - THE POLITICS 
The sudden announcement of CD-

ReVVritable as an affordably priced 

consumer product comes as a surprise. 

It has been a well kept secret by Philips 

- and considering the ramifications it is 

probably just as well. 

The demise of 

Philips' DCC (Digital 

Compact Cassette) 

tape system left the 

market free for Sony's 

rival MiniDisc. For 

Sony this must have 

seemed like a miracle:

So 

Philips have not only 

stayed with this 

technology, they have 

benefited from it too, 

becoming aware of the 

level of growth and 

profitability it offers. 

In this overview of 

Philips and the audio 

CD, shaped by 

powerful commercial 

forces, we should also 

consider Philips 

Semiconductors. 

Whilst Polygram, the 

music arm of Philips, 

recently reported little 

growth in sales, Philips 

Semiconductors has 

been forging ahead. It 

too has seen the 

seemingly unlimited commercial 

potential of computers and is active in 

the field. The launch of CD-RW can 

only serve to increase its participation 

in audio as well as 

computers, where 

ReWritable CD is 

also a new 

phenomenon. 

So Philips' 

announcement of 

CD-RW is a 

bombshell, affecting 

the future of both 

the computer 

business and the 

audio business. It will 

strengthen their 

presence in both. 

And as computers 

get rapidly more 

powerful they are 

increasingly able to 

process digital audio 

with little difficulty, 

bringing the two 

technologies 

together. This, 

however, cuts the 

music business adrift 

in terms of its 

influence upon either.

Two of 

these come from Densen and LFD. 

Pitched at the affordable end of 

audiophilia, the £350 DP Drive/DP-02 

and £299 Mistral are welcome additions 

to any vinyl lover's demo list. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

DENSEN DP DRIVE/DP-02 

An elegant example of Danish industrial 

design, the Densen consists of the DP 

Drive docking station (which contains 

the power supply and input and output 

connectors) into which the DP-01 MM 

or DP-02 MC boards fit. It's beautifully 

finished and styled in the best tradition 

of Scandinavian audio electronics, but 

don't think it's just a pretty face - the 

quality is as high inside as it is outside. 

Indeed it's caused quite a stir 

Nick Tate gets into the vinyl groove with 

LFD's Mistral and Densen's DP 

Drive/DP-02 phono stages. 

amongst hi-fi's 

chattering classes 

thanks to its novel 

power supply arrangement. 

Power from the small off-board 

transformer runs through the 

customary rectifiers 

and reservoir caps 

before being 

converted into 

light and then 

back to DC. 

Densen 

accomplish 

this last part 

with two light 

bulbs powering six photo-

electric cells whose output feeds 

the delicate phono circuitry. 

This is said to give complete 

immunity to mains noise, because 

there's no 

electrical noise in light. 

As for the plug-in MC phono 

board, designer Thomas Sillesen claims 

no local or global feedback is used, and 

says that all the components have been 

carefully selected, including the six 

discrete surface mount transistors and 

Roederstein metal film resistors and 

capacitors. A neat design, to 

be sure. 
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THE TECHNOLOGY 

LFD MISTRAL 

Fetchingly finished in Stainless Steel with 

Gold detailing, Essex-based LFD's latest 

product looks like a slice of the high life. 

A true minimalist affair, the Mistral's 

lack of an on/off switch will warm the 

heart of every ageing Flat Earther. But it 

does mean switching between Moving 

Magnet and Moving Coil cartridges isn't 

possible - the Mistral is factory set for 

MM or MC. 

While the Mistral may use a 

conventional op-amp circuit, designer 

Dr Richard Bews says fine tuning has 

earned the Mistral its audiophile 

credentials. Inside the solid casework 

you'll find selected Texas Instruments 

5534 ICs and a healthy sprinkling of 

Wima polycarbonate capacitors and 

Roederstein and Beyschlag resistors. Ar 

expensive tantalum film input loading 

resistor is used, along with star earthing 

and substantial looking PC-OCC wiring 

SOUND QUALITY 

The phono stages were hooked up to a 

Michell Orbe/SME V/Ortofon MCI5 S2 

set-up. Both benefited from the MCI 5's 

high output (0.35nnV), but I fear the 

Mistral would struggle with less. 

First on was the Densen, which 

proved impressively quiet and hiss-free 

even at high volumes. Cueing up 

Corduroy's 'Evolver' it proved an 

accompl shed performer, delivering a 

kind of Michell 'so- like clarity. Although 

a pretty up-front sounding device, it 

never lapsed into brightness or 

hardness. Vocals were clean, rhythm 

guitar sharply etched, bass tight and 

punchy and drums nicely crisp. 

Switching to the Mistral, gain was 

lower and hiss higher, but this wasn't 

really intrusive. What was obvious was 

the dramatic change in tone, which was 

sweeter than the Densen, although a 

1.1 dB lift at 20kHz was adding some 

sparkle to the sound. 

The Mistral's sound staging was 

quite different from the Densen's, 

images stretching from far behind the 

'speakers to just in front of them. As 

the song's chorus kicked in, the Densen 

seemed more detailed, with low-level 

production effects effortlessly conveyed. 

But in truth, the Mistral was just as 

detailed and more subtle. 

Moving to Beatmasters"Rok da 

House', the Densen's demeanour shone 

through. All was clean, tidy, controlled 

and refined. Bass was super fast and 

tonally quite lean, while those Roland 

808 hi-hats sparkled pleasingly. Timing 

was good too, with a Michell Gyrodec-

style 'mechanical precision' to rhythms. 

The Mistral worked in a more Linn 

LP 12-style, its subtle sense of timing 

capturing the drum machine's tendency 

to wobble around the beat rather than 

stay exactly on it. Meanwhile, bass lines 

weren't just bigger but also more fluid 

and musical. 

Underworld's `m.e.' was the 

clincher, the Mistral altogether more in 

control. In the way a big V8 car engine 

never gets flustered, the Mistral handled 

dynamic crescendos with ease. The 

Densen was more like 

a tuned-up street 

racer - very zesty 

and loads of fun but 

slightly out of its depth 

when real grip was 

needed. This was most 

obvious with the 

subtle drum patterns at the back of the 

mix where the Densen played each beat 

at the same volume and the LFD made 

it known that the first had an accent on 

it. 

Although the Densen's an 

accomplished product, the Mistral wins 

it for me thanks to that beautifully rich 

tone and fluid musicality. With its clean, 

open sound the Densen's far better 

than many more expensive designs, and 

should work well with low output MCs, 

especially bassy ones. But if you've got a 

highish output, neutral sounding 

cartridge and want a taste of the high-

end, buy the Mistral - it's a gem •

GATEWAY 
TO THE ETHER 

Noel Keywood and Ketan Bharadia hook up GT Audio's Gate stereo 

decoder for the Leak Troughline tuner. 

T
here's nothing quite like the 
sound of a Leak Troughline all-

valve tuner - it is deliciously 

open and spacious. The Leak uses a 

simple yet effective circuit, but being a 

1961 design it can reproduce only 

mono, unless an external stereo 

decoder is hooked up to the MPX 

output. The later silver-fronted version 

came with a solid-state decoder that 

gives reasonable results - a vague form 

of stereo. Many attempts have been 

made to improve its sound. 

Most modern decoders for the 

Troughline - and the Quad FMI if it 

comes to that - are built around the 

popular Motorola MCP1310 decoder 

chip. One nteresting and imaginative 

alternative is the 

ingenious decoder from Tim de 

Paravicini that uses a valve mono 

channel and a 1310 to construct the 

stereo 'difference' channel; availability is 

sporadic however. Now Graham 

Tricker of GT Audio has built a 

decoder around Philips' TDA7040T, a 

highly integrated chip with few external 

components and no user adjustments. It 

is available as a module for installation 

inside the Troughline in two forms, 

Standard (£ 175) and Audiophile (U75), 

with high quality components. Fitting 

costs another £25. The same modules 

are also available as stand-alone 

external decoders at a cost of £235 and 

£335 respectively. And if you're a dab 

hand with a soldering iron, the kit 

version will set you back £ 175. 

Called the Gate stereo decoder, this 

new accessory for the 

Troughline (and most other valve 

tuners) is a relatively sophisticated 

package. It has a smooth stereo-to-

mono blend function that keeps hiss at 

bay with weak signals, the tuner 

reverting slowly to mono. This puts the 

Troughline on a par with the Linn 

Kremlin and Naim NAT 01 (ahem!) in 

terms of slickness. 

The block diagram shows the 

presence of a pilot-tone phase detector, 

which eliminates the need for fine 

adjustment to optimise stereo 

separation and distortion. Philips also 

include interference suppression, mainly 

to reduce AM noise for in-car usage, 

and an input filter to eliminate 

unwanted rubbish above 70kHz. Again, 

this relates more to car use where low 

signal strength and car ignition 

interference go hand-in-hand. 

The Troughline is insensitive but, as

operating in or close to full quieting. 

That means feeding it at least 2mV of 
aerial signal, only available from a good 

roof-top array ,n most locations. Such 

conditions will tend to eliminate AM 

noise and also put the Troughline into 

full limiting, again ensuring only FM gets 
through. 

What Philips' TDA7040T chip lacks 

is suppression of 19kHz and 38kHz 

multiplex tones. The usual way of 

achieving this is to place a Toko MPX 

notch filter or similar on the output. 

The Gate uses a simple first-order low-

pass filter built into its emitter follower 

output line driver. A filter with such a 

low rate of roll-off cannot introduce 

useful attenuation at I 9kHz whilst 

preserving response flatness to 15kHz 

or so, the usual upper audio limit on 

VHF/FM. My tests showed the filter 

achieved little at 19kHz, but it does help 

suppress sub-carrier an octave above, at 

38kHz. Graham Tricker said he felt that 

this filter effected sound quality less 

than the usual notch filter. 

Measurement also showed the Gate 

was a little hissy and since the level of 
hiss remaired steady even with strong 

(10mV-100mV) mono or stereo test 

signals 1 suspect its audio output stage 

was responsible. A Troughline is every 

bit as quiet as the best modern tuners, 

if given enough signal, so this was not 
especially in keeping with its strengths. 

However, at -63dB hiss was still low 

enough to be imperceptible when 

listening to most broadcasts, because 

silences are taboo on radio. Only Radio 

3 listeners are allowed to 'suffer' a 

silence, during which hiss from this 

PI 

decoder may be heard, 

so it is again not a big 

issue in practice. It's best 

to bear in mind that the 

Troughline's audio 

signature is so unique it 
will eclipse this sort of 

thing. Only listening tests 

can tell just how much or 

little the Gate will effect 

the Troughline's sound. 

At the end of the day it 
offers a good set of 

results and delivers 28dB 

of stereo channel 

separation from this venerable tuner. 

SOUND QUALITY 

The Leak Troughline tuner is a member 

of that select band of products which 
includes the likes of the Garrard 

301/401 turntables and Quad ELS 57 

'speakers, all of which can justifiably be 

called classics. What the Leak shares 

with these products is excellent build, 
elegant engineering and top notch 

sound quality. 

Our new Troughline came fitted 

with a Gate Audiophile stereo decoder 

(which uses special M-Cap film-and-foil 

polypropylene coupling caps and 

Panasonic Os-Con PSU caps) and was 

immaculately preserved. It was 

connected to a high-quality aerial feed 

(which is essential if the tuner is to 

perform at its best) and slotted into our 

reference system alongside the Audio 

Analogue Puccini SE amp and Jamo 

Concert 8 stand mounters. 

L stening began with Radio 2 and a 

news broadcast, always a good test as 

voices are difficult for any piece of hi-fi 

to reproduce convincingly. The Gate 

equipped Troughline did a fine job here, 

the newscaster sounding natural and 

unprocessed. Better than that though, 

his voice had great presence and body. 

A slight drawback was that, even with a 

strong signal, there was a small amount 
of background hiss audible. 

Next item on the news bill of fare 

was a press conference at which Bill 
Clinton was making a speech. I heard 

one quick, low thud and then another. 

After looking round the room for 

broken masonry 1 realised that what 1 

had heard was Clinton getting 

emotional and thumping his podium. 

This level of detail retrieval is excellent. 

Spinning the flywheel to Radio 3, I 
tuned in to Elgar's Symphony Nol 

played by the BBC Philharmonic 

Orchestra. Immediately impressive was 

the size of the acoustic set up by the 

Leak. The recording mic was obviously 

placed half-way up the hall, with the 

orchestra focused behind the 'speakers 

and the audience in front. Once again a 

small amount of background hiss was 

apparent, but putting that to one side 

the Troughline did an outstanding job 

and managed to convey the sense of 

'being there' with ease. 

Pace and musical ebb and flow were 

both high on the Troughline's list of 

abilities and transparency was first class. 
Tonally the tuner had an exceedingly 

smooth, slightly warm and very 

listenable sound. The only flaw was 

slightly compressed dynamics, so 

orchestral crescendos were a tad 

restrained. This didn't spoil things but 

resulted in a relaxing sound more than 

an exciting one. 

The Leak Troughline with the Gate 
stereo decoder is an excellent piece of 

hi-fi and fully justifies its classic status. If 

you're looking for a stereo tuner and 

sound quality is your main criterion, try 

them; you won't be disappointed •

T
he 754 Freedom at £ 1298 is the 
flagship of Mission's 75 Series of 
loudspeakers. Although at a 

casual glance they look like a simple 

two-way floor stander, there is in fact 
some complex engineering hidden away 

in those tall, elegant cabinets. Starting 
with the drive units, the high frequencies 

are handled by a I in. silk dome unit 

which is Ferrofluid cooled to improve 

linearity and power handling. This 

crosses over at 2kHz to a 6.5in. High 
Definition Aerogel (HDA) midrange 

driver. 

HDA is a composite material which 
is made from an acrylic polymer gel into 
which Carbon and Kevlar fibres are 

embedded. This concoction creates an 

extremely light, stiff cone that possesses 
excellent internal damping properties. 

The HDA driver is housed in a sealed 

enclosure and crosses over to the 8in. 

polypropylene bass unit at II0Hz. This 

bass unit is mounted on the inside of the 

cabinet and delivers bass through a 

downward firing reflex port. 

Mission haven't skimped in other 

areas either. The cabinet is made out of 

25mm ( 1 in.) thick MDF and the panels 

are lined internally with damping pads. 

And the I 2-element crossover is 
constructed from high-quality 
components to ensure that none of the 

previous good work is undone. 
In his September 1996 review of 

these 'speakers, Dominic Baker said, 

"The sweet and extended response of 

the silk dome tweeter marries 

harmoniously with the HDA unit, and 

along with a well 

engineered and 
implemented crossover, 

makes for a near seamless 

tonal quality right across the 
frequency range. This endows 

the 'speakers with greater 

transient speed on leading 

edges and more delicacy in their 

decay, producing a convincingly 

organic sound". 
The second prize is the latest 

version of Mission's long running 
753, now sporting the Freedom 

suffix. The biggest difference 
between this version and earlier 

generations is that the old metal 

dome tweeter has been replaced 
with the same silk dome unit as used on 

the 754 Freedom. This change gives the 
753 Freedoms a smoother balance than 

before. What remains, however, is the 

array of four mid/bass drivers placed in a 

line below the tweeter. The reason for 

using multiple drivers rather than one 

large driver is to do with being able to 

shift a large amount of air without the 

inertia associated with large drivers. 

Mission claim that this method gives a 

combination of bass extension and 

speed. 
Despite the number of drive units, 

this is in fact a 2 I /2-way 'speaker. The 
first two drivers directly below the 

tweeter work in combination with it to 

take care of the midrange and treble. 

These three drivers are sealed off in 

their own sub-enclosure within the 

cabinet. The remaining two drive units 

frequencies and 

'fill in' the low 

are tuned by 

front-firing ports. This arrangement 

gives a claimed sensitivity of 91 dB and an 
impedance of 6ohms, so the £798 753Fs 

should work well with most amplifiers.

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INTO 
GROOVE 

Jon Marks looks at how to squeeze the very best sound from your 

cartridge, whether MM or MC. 

0
 ver the last three months, 
we've looked at how LPs 
are made, which audiophile 

reissues provide top sound quality 

and where to buy the beloved black 

disc. But there's little point shelling 

out the folding stuff if your 

cartridge isn't giving its best. So 

here's a few handy hints on how 

to set your cartridge up to get it 

really singing. 

SET-UP PROCEDURE 

I) After bolting the cartridge loosely 
into the arm's headshell, the first thing 

you need to do is set Vertical Tracking 

Force (VTF). This is usually done by 

setting the arm's VTF dial to zero, 

moving the counterweight so the arm 

balances parallel to the record surface, 

and then dialling in the necessary VTF. 

You can get better sound quality 

and generally more accurate VTF by 

using a stylus pressure gauge, like 

Shure's SFG-2 (£20 from Veda 

Products, tel: 01279 501 I 11, works 

from 0.5gnn to 3gms) or Ortofon's 

Stylus Tracking Force Gauge (£4.95 

from Henley Designs, tel: 01753 

889949, works from 0.8gm to 3gms). 

Wilson-

Benesch's classy carbon-

fibre Act Two tone-arm with its unusual 

counterweight. 

Set the arm up as before but don't 

use the arm's VTF dial to set tracking 

force. Instead, move the counterweight 

in towards the arm pivot and set VTF 

with the stylus pressure gauge. This 

improves sound quality because moving 

the counterweight closer in to the 

arm's pivot point reduces the 

counterweight's inertia. This means the 

arm can move to follow the record 

grooves more quickly and easily. 

The benefits are a more solid, 

realistic sound with better cartridge 

tracking across the frequency band. Bass 

becomes firmer and more detailed 

and treble smoother and more 

natural. 
Owners of some arms already 

know about these benefits. 

There is an extra-heavy 

counterweight available for 

SME's Series V, and Wilson-

Benesch's carbon-fibre ACT 

2 tone-arm has an 

ingenious counterweight 

which gets in very close 

to the arm's pivot. 

2) Always align your 

cartridge in the arm's 

headshell using a quality 

protractor like the one printed here 

(this is full size, and can be cut out and 

glued to a piece of thin cardboard for 

use). Carefully punch small holes (with a 

pin) in the inner and outer zero 

positions for more accurate stylus 

positioning. 

Tighten the cartridge mounting bolts 

after alignment, and then re-check 
alignment. Cartridges have an annoying 

habit of moving in the headshell after 

you've spent 20mins getting them spot 

on! At this point VTF should also be 

measured again.

Or e-mail us at: custsery rcant.co.uk 



Even with arms 

like Naim's Aro, the 

cartridge needs to be aligned 

along the headshell's centreline. 

If you're using an arm like Naim's 

Aro or SME's Series 300/4/5, make sure 

the cartridge's front is at right angles to 

the headshell's centre line (printed on 

SME's own alignment gauge). This can 

be done by lowering the arm gently on 

to the gauge and holding it in position 

with a finger on the lift/lower lever. 

Then place a normal school protractor 

on the headshell and move the cartridge 

accordingly. Cartridges which have box-

shaped bodies are the easiest to align - 

those with curved edges can be a 

nightmare to set-up. 

SME's versatile Series V allows for easy 

alignment tweaking thanks to the 

carriage it's mounted on. 

3) Bias is normally set to match VTF on 

arms where you can dial it in, and to 

manufacturer's guidelines with thread-

and-pulley systems. If you've set VTF as 

above, you'll probably find you can use a 

slightly lower bias than usual. This yields 

a more fluid, rhythmic bass. 

Generally, too high a bias gives a 

wooden, uninvolving sound while too 

little will cause mistracking. But get the 

bias right by changing it in small 

increments and music will really flow. 

Experimentation is the order of the day. 

TWEAKY CORNER 

Even two cartridges of the same make 

and model will require slightly different 

set-ups. This is because cartridges are 

electro-mechanical devices built to a 

certain, necessarily imperfect tolerance. 

If you want to get top sound quality 

from a given cartridge, you need to find 

its 'sweet spot' where it operates at its 

best. 

You can try changing alignment in 

VERY small increments by loosening the 

armboard's mounting bolts and tapping 

the armboard backwards and forwards 

with a small piece of 

wood and a light 

hammer. 

Alternatively, if you 

use an arm (like SME's 

Series 4 and 5) which is 

bolted into a carriage, move 

the carriage backwards and 

forwards. 

Arm height is another parameter 

worth experimenting with - even very 

small changes here can make a big sonic 

difference. VTA should first be set to 

give a cantilever angle of 22-24degrees 

to the record's surface. With most 

cartridges, this will mean setting the 

arm close to parallel to the record 

before tweaking VTA. Some cartridges 

though, like DNM's Aciore reviewed in 

July, are unusual in their VTA - over 

30degrees in the DNM's case. Lowering 

the arm pillar to get closer to a normal 

VTA will give the wrong stylus rake 

angle, which is not a good idea, and the 

bottom of the cartridge will probably 

scrape the record on warped passages. 

Optimising arm height is about stylus 

rake angle as much as VTA. 

Unfortunately, delicately tweaking 

VTA is a problem for owners of arms 

like Regas which rely on shims for 

setting height. In this case, just set the 

arm to the correct initial height for the 

cartridge and leave it at that. 

Headphones provide the quickest 

and easiest means of finding the sweet 

spot - you can hear very subtle changes 

in sound quality through 'phones that 

would be lost on a pair of loudspeakers. 

One little device which brings a 

surprising improvement is the Head-Q-

Damper from A. R. T., an Italian 

company. This little beastie is a block of 

graphite cut across its grain (according 

to the ltanglish on the pack) and is 

designed to reduce the effect of 

vibrations in the cartridge's body. This 

is supposed to clean up lower midrange 

and bass, and it does. Bass in particular 

becomes firmer and better defined. The 

Head-Q-Damper costs £ 18 from 

Audiophile International (tel: 01276 

855530). The only problem is that it 

adds mass at the cartridge end of the 

arm, so the counterweight will need to 

be moved back, but the next trick can 

help here. 

To get the counterweight in as close 

as possible to the arm's pivot point, you 

need to add mass to it. The best way to 

do this is to get a new counterweight 

made by a local machine shop, but there 

is an alternative. Simply blu-tack small 

change (penny pieces, for example) 

onto the existing counterweight. It 

doesn't look pretty and it takes a while, 

but as long as the coppers don't foul the 

arm's movement, it can work 

spectacularly well. 

The main area of improvement is in 

the bass, which gains great punch, 

solidity and detail. This mod also makes 

the midrange and 

treble smoother, 

more transparent 

and more dynamic. 

Tracking at all 

frequencies is 

improved too. The 

end result is a 

more substantial, 

open sound. 

If you try all 

these tweaks, you 

should find your 

vinyl front end 

sounds like a 

completely new 

turntable. It might 

take a while, but it 

doesn't cost much 

and the 

improvements are 

well worth it.

latest diminutive offering, the Model 

I Signature stand mounters. 

N
othing in the literature makes 
it explicit, but Canadian 

loudspeaker manufacturer 

Totem's Signature version of the 
original Model I loudspeaker must be 

some kind of tenth anniversary 

celebration. The Model I was not only 

the company's first loudspeaker, for five 

years it was their only one. 

Like the original, the Signature uses 

the well-known Dynaudio main driver, 

with an adapted Seas tweeter and 

slightly altered crossover and internal 

wiring. Catching up with the times, it is 

equipped with two pairs of gold 

terminals for bi-amping or bi-wiring. 

If you hope for a quite exceptional 

portrayal of stage depth from a pair of 

miniature loudspeakers, then the Totem 

Model I Signatures exceed 

expectations. Too frequently, the off-

stage orchestra in La Traviata sounds as 

though it's been recorded at half-

volume instead of properly off-stage. 

The Totems, unusually, managed to 

reproduce the sound of a full orchestra 

in the distance, while catching the detail 

of every instrument. Not just that, but 

Classical recordings with supertanker 

distances betwixt bridge (conductor's 

podium) and bows (percussion) 

practically needed a bike to get from 

one to the other. 

That was also true of bands playing 

acoustically in a defined space, like the 

Kinks' To The Bone, for example. This 
was splendidly ' live' and realistic. 

Acoustic instruments, whether on the 

odd Radiohead track or Lynnyrd 

Skynnyrd, came across with a clean, 

note-perfect sound. Even some modern 

mixes, which tend to have a 'fuzzy wash' 

production acquired a mildly unnerving 

track separation 

that showed up the 

production 

techniques. 

So far, so very 

good. It was difficult 

to fault the tonal 

colour of 

instruments, 

especially on such 

pristine recordings 

as Schubert's Trout 

quintet on CRD, 

or the saxophone 

on Dave Brubeck's 

'Take Five'. And 

considering 

they're small 

boxes, even the 

odd low synthesiser note 

thundered out with gratifying depth. 

So why, on the Brubeck track, when 

the piano plays quietly for a few bars, 

did it seem to lose presence and 

weight? Why too did heavy Rock 

numbers seem to have a slow current 

flowing underneath them, diminishing 

the excitement? 

The answer must be that this 

Dynaudio driver, which can be pretty 

fast and pushy, has somehow been 

tamed in the crossover. In conjunction 

with a smooth tweeter, the result is 

that somewhat laid-back but delicately 
detailed sound that characterises a 

number of American high-end designs. 
This approach has many devotees, 

particularly around the California fault-

lines. Unfortunately for Totem, next to 

the Jamo Concert 8's remarkable treble 

detail and superbly tight, clean imaging, 

or the BBC 5/I2a's far sharper 

dynamics and very tough, deep bass, it 

seems the Signatures are more attuned 

to Canada's mellow neighbour to the 
south than Europe's faster pulse.

My system is composed of a 

Bastin Garrard 301/RB300

15 'speakers. Standard freebie 

interconnects and 79-strand 

'speaker cable (5m runs) 

connect the above. The listening 

room is 18ft by I 3ft and the 

Dittons live on either side of the

fireplace (which is on a long 

wall). 

1 listen to all sorts of music, 

from Gentle Giant to John 

Mayall to Mary Black to 

Baroque. I enjoy a lot of live 

concerts and this has made me 

more critical of home 

reproduction. 

The sound of my system is 

generally good, providing a big 

sound with plenty of midrange 

detail, although on some more 

subtle music it sounds a little 

'closed in' at the top end. 1 am 

led to believe that this is due to 

the limitations in the pre-amp. 

Like everyone else, 1 have 

my dream system, but 

realistically 1 am considering 

'tweaking' the current set-up, 

based on the maxim, "If it ain't 

broke, why fix (replace) it?" But 

could it get better cheaply?

lam confused by the test 

methods and recommendations 

given by some hi-fi magazines. 

Whilst I accept that 'speaker 

cables can make a difference I 

believe insufficient care is taken 

to match cables to 'speakers. 

For example, with the 

arrival of relatively cheap floor 

standers, you could have a 

worst case scenario of one 

metre of cheap bell wire from 

the crossover to the drive units 

fed by two metres of fairly 

expensive 'flavour of the 

month' specialist cable. I 

believe better information on 

internal wiring of 'speakers 

should be provided by the 

'speaker manufacturers. This 

could also ensure that their 

products are fairly tested in 

group tests where the same 

cable is used regardless of 

synergistic implications. 

Another thing I cannot 

understand is that some bi-wire 

cables have different 

constructions in the bass and 

treble elements. As the cable 

usually runs from amplifier to 

crossover, how is the amplifier 

supposed to differentiate and 

send the correct signals down 

the relevant cable? 

This poses the question of 

whether the crossover should 

be out of the box and close 

coupled to the amplifier (on 

'speakers at the higher end of 

the price range) in order to 

maximise the synergy between 

the 'speakers and cables. 

I hope that you can shed 

some light on these comments 

and look forward to hearing 

from you. Although not a 

regular reader of any magazine 

(as an OAP I watch the cash), 1 

do enjoy Hi-Fi World from 

time to time and this is the first 

time 1 have ever written to any 

magazine. 1 have been 

interested in hi-fi since the late 
Fifties, having started with a 

Goldring-Lenco transcription 

deck, Mullard 5-10 amp and 

home built Decca corner horn 

fitted with a full-range I 2in 

Barker Duode drive unit.

As you say, a lot is often 

made of the quality of the 

components used in 

crossovers, 'audiophile' 

being a word that is 

cropping up more and more 

frequently these days. Again 

as you say, much of the 

internal cabling used in 

'speakers is not on a par 

quality-wise with these 

components, although the 
situation is improving - 

manufacturers now realise 

cabling has a significant 
effect on the final sonic 

result. 

Using the same cable in a 

loudspeaker group test 

regardless of synergy isn't 

really fair on those 'speakers 

that don't work well with 

that cable. We have a range 

of cables to hand, which we 

use to get the best sound 

from a given loudspeaker. If 

you use a cable which 

obviously doesn't suit the 
'speaker you're listening to, 

you'll be missing out on a 

lot of that 'speaker's 

potential. And, at the end of 

the day, getting the best 

sound for your pound is all 

about synergy. 

While most bi-wire 

loudspeaker cables have the 

same cable in high and low 

frequency sections, some rely 

on different cables. This is

Ideally, the microphonic components that 

Tiake up crossovers should come in their 

)wn separate boxes and not be located 

inside the loudspeakers' cabinets. Some 

'speakers like QLN's Signature monitors 

and B&W's Silver Signatures do this, but 

they don't come cheap... 

because some people claim that the 
hype of cable which works optimally 
with the tweeter won't perform so 
well hooked up to the bass driver. 
Having tried out several 'mixed' 
cables alongside normal varieties, I 
have to say I haven't heard any 
glaring differences between the two 
arrangements. 

Crossover components are 
micro phonic and just about the 
worst (although most convenient) 
place to put them is inside the 
'speaker's cabinet. There's a few 

designs around which place the 
crossover outside the enclosure, in 
its own case - B&W's Silver 
Signatures and QLN's Signature 
monitors, for instance. 

The best arrangement is to have 
the crossovers as close to the 
amplifier as possible with very short 
runs of cable between crossover and 
driver - in other words, using 
monoblocs as opposed to a single 
stereo power amp is a good idea. 
Longer runs of interconnect have a 
less deleterious effect on a system's 

sound than long 'speaker cables. 
Unfortunately, monoblocs and 
loudspeakers with external 
crossovers aren't the bread and 
butter of the budget end of the hi-
fi market. But then one relatively 
easy way around having to sign 
over your cheque book in the 
name of higher fidelity is DIY 
modification. I'M 

"How is the amplifier supposed 
to differentiate and send the 
correct signals down the relevant 
cable?" Good point. And an 
important question rarely asked. 
It doesn't, is the answer. The 
loudspeaker crossover does so, 
through its impedance 
characteristics. The high-pass 
section feeding the tweeter rejects 

low frequency currents in the cable 
feeding it by nature of its high 
impedance at low frequencies. And 
vice versa for the low-pass section 
feeding the woofer. So you do get 
only low frequency currents being 
drawn through the low frequency 
conductor and, ipso facto, highs 
through the high frequency 
conductor. Consequently, it is best 
not to dismiss differing structures 
for bass and treble. Usually, large 
conductors are used for bass and 
small conductors for treble. NK

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I think the most immediate 
change here should take 

place in the cabling 
department. Moving from 
interconnects given away 
with new hi-fi to proper 
audiophile alternatives 
will make a BIG difference. 
Depending on what you 
want to spend, you could 

try SonicLink's Bonus at 
£15/m or DNM's Reson at 

£36/m. 
79-strand loudspeaker 

cable is a bit of a golden 
oldie, but it's very budget 

stuff At £5.50/m there's 
Ortofon's SPK200 bi-wire 
cable (yes, you should try 
to split the Dittons' 
crossovers) and, at 
£6.95/m, DNM's Reson. 
Given the small price 
difference, I'd go for the 
DNM if you can stretch 
your budget. These cables 
will stand you in good 
stead regardless of what 
your system finally 
metamorphoses into. 

If you like the sound of 

the 405-2, you can have it 
serviced by Quad, which 
makes quite a difference to 
the sound quality. If you 
want to go this route, you 

can pick up another one 
second-hand, get that 

serviced as well, and use 
the two for bi-amping. 

Upgrading the 
capacitors in the 
Celestions to, say, Ansar 
polypropylenes would be a 
good idea, but I think 
rebuilding the cabinets 
would probably be too 
much effort for too little 

gain. 
A separate phono stage 

would help too, and would 

again slot in with any 
equipment upgrades you 
make. Take a look at the 
Densen and LED on p28 in 
this issue or, if these take 
you over budget, you could 
try auditioning Creek's 
OBH - we haven't heard 
this phono stage yet. 

If you change your 
cables and upgrade the 

Celestions' crossovers, you 

might be quite surprised at 
how much better your 
system sounds. If you're 
still not happy with it 

though, a change of 
equipment will be the only 

answer. 1M 

Whilst tweaking will 
always improve a system, 

to be frank the Ditton 15 is 
very dated and could 

beneficially be replaced. 
Try listening to the KEF 
Q15 for a starter. A whole 
swathe of good, 
inexpensive loudspeakers 
is available these days. 

Also, I believe Quad 
replace certain capacitors 

in the 405-2 to improve its 
sound. Give them a call 
about this.

EMT 930st, but they all failed 

to reproduce real authority. 

The Thorens 124 has the 

clarity 1 am looking for, but 

lacks bass slam and neutrality 

in timbre. Nevertheless, 

some friends of mine changed 

from the LP I 2 to TDI24, 

while most changed from 

LP12 to Garrard. Only a Pink 

Triangle Anniversary was 

kept when another friend got 

his Garrard 301. 

Of the 30 arms I tested 

on the Garrard, the SME 309 

outclassed the Naim ARO, 

Linn Ekos, Breuer Dynamic, 

Kuzma tone-arms and many 

others, the Zeta coming next 

in overall musical satisfaction. 

Kuzma (Reference). 

These three excel over 

the Garrard in every respect, 

but also have their own 

characters. The Verdier has 

the best clarity: it sounds like 

a more stable Garrard with 

the same timbre, but with a 

dozen curtains removed and 

is much more stable in timing. 

The Kuzma only excels over 

the Garrard in the bass and 

timing aspect. From listening, 

I prefer the Amazon most, 

with its naturalness and 

clarity on tones, especially on 

Classical music. It also beats 

the Garrard in timing and 

bass extension. Iguess it 

comes from that 5kg acrylic 

platter. 

The others sound almost 

like transistor amps against 

tubes when compared to the 

Amazon. Only on Jazz music 

do I prefer the Verdier, for 

the resolution of brass 

instruments. And the Amazon 

looks best, like a ballet 

dancer, while the Kuzma 

looks like a tank and the 

Verdier like a turning lathe. 

When I asked my girlfriend 

which she liked best for our 

living-room, she pointed at 

the Amazon. 

My question is now, 

which other 

turntables should 1 try, 

preferably costing less than 

f5000? Should 1 listen to the 

SME20/30 or Michell Orbe? 

Or just buy the Amazon? By 

the way, the Pink 'Annie' 

from a friend had very good 

clarity but lacked that 

authority I got used to in the 

years of listening to the 401.

They have had spikes 

fitted which made little 

difference to the sound. The 

Cable Talk is soldered 

directly onto the crossover 

board which improved the 

detail and clarity of the bass 

significantly. 

I find Classical music and 

any female vocals sound 

fantastic but Rock music lacks 

the attack and punch I would 

like, with the bass in 

particular poorly defined and 

smothered. Twice 1 have 

attempted to replace them 

and both times have found 

the 'speakers offered 

disappointing. So far 1 have 

heard the following: B&W P4, 

P5, Mission 752, 753, 

Heybrook Sextet II, Epos 14, 

25, Linn Keilidh and a few 

others not worth mentioning. 

The music seemed to be 

a number of instruments 

playing at the same time, with 

the sound lacking body. The 

KEFs blend the individuals 

into a single musical 

experience, if that makes 

sense.

ir [ th MiriDisc looming large 
you might rightly expect 

cassette to be on the way 

out. Sales of blank and pre-recorded 

cassettes are, in fact, dropping and new 

audiophile tape decks are starting to get 

fewer and farther between. Yamaha 

have therefore decided it's time to join 

the Special Edition team, hence the 

10(-580 SE at £250. 

In common with the other members 

of the Special Edition club, the '580 SE 

boasts specially selected components in 

critical circuit areas. One of the most 

eye-catching of these is the genuinely 

audiophile metallic green Nichicon Muse 

4700uF I 6V main reservoir cap. There's 

also Elna Duorex II electrolytics in the 

playback section, along with a couple 

more in the Dolby B/C noise reduction 

circuit. 

To find out how the KX-580 SE 

would fare with pre-recorded cassettes, 

I dropped a copy of Heaven I 7's Luxury 

Gap album into the Yamaha's drawer. 

The transport is obviously one of the 

better single capstan types around, 

because there was no hint of vocals or 

instruments wandering around in the 

sound stage as there is with transports 

that have poor speed stability. 

All the other ingredients necessary 

for a hi-fi recipe were there too - bass 

that had weight and drive with good 

rhythm, clean, smooth midrange and 

detailed treble. With its decent front-to-

back sound staging, low hiss levels and 

ELK 

an innately involving sound the '580 SE 

won me over. 

Feeding the Yamaha a higher quality 
recording - Vladimir Ashkenazy 

performing Chopin's Piano works Vol 

VIII - produced impressive results. Pitch 

was sure and steady, giving the overall 

sound a satisfyingly solid, tidy character 

which made for engaging listening. Tonal 

quality was good too, the only flaw a 

slight wiriness in the upper registers, as 

is common to most tape decks. 

Staying with Chopin (Nocturnes, 

Vlado Perlemuter) I swapped from 

replay to recording, with a TDK MA 

metal formulation tape. The KX-580 SE 

managed a clear, stable but noisy version 

of the original without Dolby S in circuit, 

whether tape biasing was set manually 

or by the deck's automatic calibration 

system. Switching in Dolby S to peak at 

-IdB yielded very good results that were 

completely devoid of hiss at the listening 

position. The sole loss with Dolby S in 

place was a slight constriction of the 

sound stage, but this was a small price to 

pay for realistic, hiss-free recordings. 

Using chrome tapes and Dolby S 

gave similarly low hiss levels, although 

recordings on this tape type lost some 

of the dynamic speed and impact they 

had had on metal. Transparency and 

spaciousness also dropped a notch or 

two, and the chrome glossed over some 

of the detail that had come through 

dearly on the metal. 

Ferric tape, though the humblest of 

formulations, nonetheless worked well 

on the KX-580 SE, losing out to its 

more sophisticated IEC II and IEC IV 

brethren in tonal colour and dynamics. 

Regardless of the formulation of the 

cassette in its drawer, the Yamaha 

always sounded very natural, lacking the 

papery instability of low quality 

transports. 

Yamaha's KX-580 SE is an 

impressive deck all round. Its sounds 

good with pre-recordeds, whether 

they're dull or bright, thanks to its Play 

Trim, and it makes recordings with 

Dolby S that are very close to the 

original. You couldn't ask for more at 

the money •

he future is being 
shaped for us, and 
audio buffs have no 

excuses not to be there. I 
find the prospect of what 
lies ahead fascinating and 
exciting. I think you will 
too. In our news section 
this month you might notice 
a small piece on Motorola 
launching their third 
satellite system, Celestri, 
comprising no fewer than 
66 satellites. Cost? A cool £8 
billion or so. Those satellites 
are being sent aloft for the 
likes of you and me, 
because Motorola are out to 
build and perhaps 
monopolise the means by 
which huge amounts of 
information can be 
transmitted directly to end 
users, anywhere in the 
world. They seem 
convinced this is the place 
to be in a few years' time. 

Spurring them on is the 
success of the Internet. But 
to hi-fi buffs it means the 
ability to sample and buy 
albums direct, as well as 
viewing music videos, 
dumping down design 
software, finding out 
about specialist services 
and suppliers world-
wide, and a whole lot 
more. 

This is the brave new 
world of the 
information age, being 
wrought by big 
companies like Motorola, 
Intel, Microsoft and, now, 
Philips Semiconductors, to 
name a few. I suspect 
Motorola have seen more 
clearly what Philips are 
groping to define. But let 
me reproduce Philips' 
observations, because 
although awkwardly written 
they are backed by 
comprehensive market 
research. I have had to alter 
some of the text slightly to 
turn it from Dutch-lish to 
digestible English.

The Ixos has the feel of an expensive cable and is terminated with beautifully engineered WBT locking phono plugs. Listening to 

Stravinsky's The Song Of The Nightingale I found the 102 had a substantial, easy-going sound which, while it didn't have the 

microscopic detail that the other two cables dick was still revealing enough. 

Timpani proved that the bass end was up to scratch on power and definition, although a slight lack of transparency here 

played its part in constricted sound staging and imaging. Tonally the Ixos did a fine balancing act - it sounded neutral but 

possessed a fair amount of tonal colour. 

With Dave Brubeck's Take Five, some subtle detailing was being glossed over but this never stopped the Ixos from being 

entertaining to listen to thanks to the combination of

cable here but it is sufficiently well balanced to work in 

most systems.

This is the most unusual looking cable in the group with its flat construction that makes it barely thicker than a credit card. 

There's nothing odd about its performance though - it was distinctly impressive. 
Listening to Dave Brubeck highlighted the Nordost's sonic traits. Separation was fine, individual instruments being clearly 

delineated, and double-bass had plenty of weight, definition and power. 

The level of detail this cable came up with was superb. Also rare was the way the Black Knight allied neutrality and 

transparency with crisp dynamics in a cohesive mix. 

There was a few minor weaknesses in the Nordost's performance. Lower treble was a touch hard, which means warm 

partnering equipment would be a wise choice, and tonal colours, while not bleached, were rather grey, especially when 

compared to the DPA. 

Overall, apart from its slight hardness, the Nordost is 

an excellent interconnect.

This four-strand twisted cable is the latest version of DPA's entry level Slink cable and has a characteristically clear, colourful 

sound. Midrange and treble were sweet, smooth and detailed, catching all the subtle vocal nuances and texture. Heavy drum 

machine beats and synthesised bass lines were portrayed with plenty of power and authority although they lacked the definition 

of the Nordost. 
With Dave Brubeck the DPA proved refreshingly colourful, instruments showing a welcome tonal richness. Dynamics had a 

natural rather than a forced feel, and rhythmically the Slink Two was spot on. 

The DPA is a very enjoyable listen, and while it might not have the control of the Nordost, it wins out over the other two 

cables here for its sheer musicality and involvement. Just beware using it in systems that are already bass heavy.

ONE 
unusual looking CDM I stand mounters a rare treat. 

N
ow here's an interesting little 
'speaker. B&W, purveyors of 

studio monitors and budget 

boxes alike for several decades, haven't 

enjoyed the highest of profiles of late. 

Give the CDM1 a listen and you'd 

wonder why. Put it this way; 

although it's far from perfect - 

what 'speakers aren't at £600 - 

it's one of the most musical 

designs I've heard for a long 

time. 

True, it doesn't look 

much next to some of the 

latest floor standers, but it's 

still a lot of loudspeaker for 

the money. Most important 

is B&W's famous Kevlar 

coned mid/bass driver, which 

appears here in I 65mm 

form. What's so special 

about Kevlar? Well, so 

strong and light is this 

material that it's used in 

British Army bullet-

proof jackets! Such 

properties also 

make it ideal for 

loudspeaker cones, 

which have to be 

both light and highly 

rigid for fast, low 

distortion sound. 

Another 

interesting facet of 

the CDM I is its 

separate, turret-mounted 

26mm alloy dome tweeter. 

B&W is almost unique in using 

this layout, with which it's had 

much success in the high-end 800 series 

monitors. At first sight this arrangement 

looks a trifle odd, but you soon get 

used to it and the crisp, clear imaging 

and sound staging it brings. 

The essence of the CDM I is 

musicality. Those light cones really 

respond to what's put into them, 

meaning they're highly adept at 

conveying subtle musical inflections. 

Even next to my reference Mission 752 

Freedoms with their superb Aerogel 

drivers, the B&Ws shone. Put on Power 

Pop like Dodgy's 'In a Room' and you'll 

be greeted by a huge sound stage that 

the B&Ws simply disappear into. 

In terms of 

overall balance, they're 

spot on, with light, fast bass, a clean 

midband and open treble. Lee Morgan's 

'The Rajah' was great fun - the CDM 1 s' 

lithe, tuneful rendition of Paul 

Chambers' double-bass didn't go down 

low, but more than compensated with 

real dynamics and subtlety. By contrast 

the Missions sounded slower and ill at 

ease as they struggled stoically to 

reproduce the lowest notes. Up the 

scale, piano was rich and tenor saxes 

raspy but not in the least harsh. Only in 

the treble did the CDM Is let the side 

down. That metal dome tweeter, 

although sweeter and smoother than 

most, made itself conspicuous by adding 

a tonal greyness and metallic zing. This 

is a shame, because it contrasted with 

the bass unit's smooth neutrality. 

Still, all was forgiven on driving 

Rock. The way the B&Ws romped 

through REM's 'Driver 8', capturing 

every last dynamic and rhythmic nuance 

was a joy. Likewise with Classical, 

where their excellent imaging, dynamics 

and midband clarity made my old EMI 

vinyl pressing of Vaughan Williams' 

Sinfonia Antarctica (with Bernard 

Haitink conducting the LPO) a 

captivating listen. Moving back to the 

Missions, it was like the musicians were 

on piecework, such was the loss of 

emotional intensity. 

So, partner the CDM Is with a 

sweet sounding front end like Arcam's 

Alpha 8 CD player or a decent 

turntable tracking a Goldring 

1042 MM and you could love 

the CDM I s. Fast and 

dynamic but with an 

exceptionally smooth, lucid 

midband, they've a lot going 

for them.

NI uch water has 
passed under the 
bridge since I last 

wrote about the state of 
my system, probably 
because, until recently, 
'state' was the word that 
best described it. The 
problem was that I broke 
that most golden of hi-fi 
rules, 'Never mess with a 
successful formula'. 

Why? Because 
traditionally, I'd gone for 
up-front, in-your-face set-
ups, inevitably involving a 
pair of Linn Kans playing 
very loud. But events 
transpired to leave me 
with an overly laid-back 
LP12 driving a Meridian 
551 integrated - a very 
gentlemanly performer - 
and a pair of the original, 
easy-listening Mission 
752s. Beautifully sweet, 
subtle and refined yes, but 
just a little too close to the 
aural equivalent of a 
Tamazipan trip. 

So, a couple of years 
back I began phasing in 
some more macho, 
steroidally enhanced 
components. In came a 
brutally revealing Michell 
Orbe/SME V front end, a 
pair of bigger booted 
Mission 752 Freedoms, 
and finally a monstrously 
powerful Sony Esprit 
pre/power. Although each 
component was excellent 
in its own right, as a 
system the results weren't 
good. 

With each link being 
about as subtle as a 
sledgehammer across the 
jaw, listening sessions fast 
became a Scott of the 
Antarctic-like exercise in 
human endurance. Any 
insects within earshot 
were swiftly grounded by 
the lethal harmonics 
issuing from my 'speakers. 

In a desperate bid to 
save my ears from 
extinction, I changed the 
cartridge from Audio 
Technica's forthright 0C9 
to a nice, soft, fluffy 
Ortofon MC15 Super II. 
No luck. Window panes 
were still cracking at the 
slightest clockwise 
movement of the volume 
control, the neighbour's 
dog looked tortured and 
the local bat population 
upped and left. Things 
weren't looking good. 

Next came another

cartridge swap, this time to 
Goldring's silky smooth 
1042 MM, while my 
treasured silver 'speaker 
cable left for six metres of 
neutral DNM Reson solid 
core. The result? Ermm, a 
bit better - there was 

was put into them. As they 
screeched and squawked, 
not even those superb, 
dark carbon-fibre cones 
could save the day. But at 
last there was a ray of 
hope in the distance. By 
now, the system was 

stage, and enter a World 
Audio KLPP1 valve job. 

And yes, it is true what 
they say about valves. 
Drastically smoother and 
sweeter, the system was 
transformed. Where once 
I'd thought my 100watt 

Sony V-FET power 
amp was the most 
frigid sounding amp 
known to humankind, 
now it was 
consummately 
musical, with a deep, 
spacious sound stage, 
glass clear midband 
and outrageous bass 
power. Now that's 
what I call an upgrade! 

One of the 
delights of combining 
valves and transistors 

is that each seems to 
complement the other. 
You can tune your system 
very successfully in this 
way - if you've got 
inefficient, hard to drive 
'speakers and a problem 
with hardness in the upper 
midrange, use a valve pre-
amp with a muscular 
tranny power amp. Or, if 
you want to bring a 
sharper, brighter sound to 
old-style warm and woolly 
valve power amps, you 
could do worse than try a 
high quality transistor pre-
amp. Of course, I'm sure 
our esteemed publisher 
would say the only thing 
better than valves is more 
valves, or bigger valves, or 
both. Maybe so, but mixing 
the two technologies is a 
highly practical and 
affordable solution. Try it - 
even if you don't like it, 
you'll save on heating bills 
in those cold winter 
months ahead •

certainly more bass, less 
treble and an altogether 
more cohesive feel to the 
sound.

Unfortunately no. With 
99% of my music on black 
plastic, I'd be confined to a 
few old magazine front 
cover freebies and the odd 
CD single. 

It was time to get the 
old brain cells up and 
running. After a protracted 
period of deep 
contemplation down at 
The Horse and Jockey, it 
finally dawned on me that 
my phono stage was at 
fault.

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SOLID SLATE 
Jon Marks finds out how to bring Shure's classic 

V I 5 III MM cartridge up to date with Slate 

Audio's Brazen conversion. 

T
hanks to its smooth, well 
balanced rendition and sure-

footed tracking Shure's VI5 Ill 

Moving Magnet cartridge sold like hot 

cakes in the 1970s. Time and 

technology march onwards though, and 

the original VIS III is a little long in the 

stylus now. 

Slate Audio have come up with a 

modified and updated V15 Ill called the 

Brazen. Taking the standard Shure, they 

remove its plastic body and glue a 

machined aluminium mounting plate to 

the top of the generator can. The flip-

down stylus protector and finger-grip 

are pared away to reduce coloration 

before the stylus assembly is reinserted 

into the cartridge body. Finally, a new 

Shure Micro-Ridge stylus is fitted. All of 

these upgrades come to a total of £ 185. 

And if you don't already have a VIS III, 

Slate can supply one for £20. 

Asking the question, "Dixieland" and 

providing the answer, "Certainement" 

was a Golden Guinea pressing of The 

Left Bank Bearcats " in high fidelity". In 

spite of the LP's 30-year-plus vintage, 

the claim of high fidelity proved no idle 

boast, making many modern pressings 

sound rather flat and closed-in. With 

the likes of ' Muskrat Ramble' and 'Good 

News For Bourbon Street' the Brazen 

showed it could swing some frightening 

dynamics and still keep a grip on the 

record groove even when faced with 

trombone and trumpet blasts. This 

confirmed the fine tracking ability found 

in our measurements. Clarinet was 

sublimely smooth next to the throaty 

rasp of the brass, proof of the Brazen's 

lack of roughness across the midrange 

and treble. 

Dynamics of a slightly different 

nature came courtesy of 

Mussorgsky/Ravel's Pictures At An 

Exhibition. Here the Brazen showed it 

was a dab hand at relaying the 

emotional thrust of music, its ability to 

capture small dynamic nuances lending a 

helping hand. Also evident was the way 

this moving magnet (MM) design 

presents detail in a relaxed, natural way, 

rather than in an up-front manner. 

The Brazen's full tonal range meant 

that it did a particularly good job of 

telling apart the instrumental strands 

making up the orchestra. In this area 

the Brazen was similar to Shure's 

VI 5VxMR, with which it shares its 

Micro-Ridge stylus. Where the Brazen 

bettered the very warm sounding £300 

VI 5VxMR for my money was in its 

more even, extended frequency 

response which meant it had a more 

neutral overall character. 

Like the Shure, the Brazen also 

packs a fair punch in the bass, as Fun 

Lovin' Criminals' Come Find Yourself 

LP ably demonstrated, bass lines 

pumping along vigorously. 'Smooth' 

again summed up the Brazen's general 

outlook on music, as vocals emerged 

from the groove without any excessive 

sibilance or hardness. That said, this 

album for one could have done with a 

little more raw energy, although it was 

still eminently listenable. 

Returning to the Classical genre 

found the Slate transcribing Vaughan 

Williams' Fantasia On A Theme By 

Thomas Tallis, replete with background 

traffic noise faithfully captured by the 

recording. The Brazen was more 

obviously at home here than it had been 

with Fun Lovin' Criminals or Bob 

Marley. 

If you prefer a firmer, slightly more 

open sound, albeit one with less tonal 

colour and smoothness, then DNM's 

Aciore (reviewed in July '97) at £ 175 is 

the one to go for. But, considering Slate 

Audio's Brazen is obviously aimed at 

existing owners of Shure's original V15 

Ill who are seeking greater dynamic 

capability, and detail, and who will 

probably use the cartridge in SME's 

classic 3009 tone-arm on a Garrard 

301/401 or Thorens TD 124, 1 can see it 

going down a storm •

poor old TD 125 has had just 

abou: the hardest time finding 

a new owner. The baby TD ISO is small, 

neat and very simple, the legendary 

TD 124 is just that, a legend, but 

hardly anyone had time for the deck 
which replaced it. This is a shame, 

because the belt drive ' 125 is a very 

underrated disc spinner, and capable 

of quite a lot more than relegation to 

one of hi-fi's 'has beens'. 

Following the ' 124 was always 

going to be a tough act. Love it or hate 

it, along with one or two other decks 

like Garrard's 301/401, the ' 124 was 

the top turntable of the 1960s. In 

the TDI25 Thorens created a 

domestically acceptable deck, which had 

a die cast chassis floating on springs 

attached to a metal base, mounted in a 

wooden plinth. In addition, it could 

be purchased just as a chassis, for 

custom installation in something like 

SME's 2000 plinth system. 

An arm board is bolted on to 

the side of the cast chassis, and 

fitted to the deck's underside is an 
electronic power supply to feed 

the motor. As on the earlier 

TDI50, the platter comes in two 

pieces, with a heavy outer platter 

sitting on top of the smaller sub-

platter. The main bearing is made to 

a very high standard, much better 

than that of the little TD ISO. Under 

the sub-platter are stroposcopic 

markings, reflecting back to a little 

inspection window at the front of the 

deck to allow speed adjustment.

o, you've read the 
review, drawn up a 
short-list, and now 

it's decision time. You 
could just take the plunge 
and order your shiny new 
box of hi-fi tricks via mail-
order. Or you could take 
the potentially less risky 
route of taking a 
little time out to 
visit your local 
hi-fi dealer for a 
demonstration. 
A demo is the 

double-edged 
sword of the hi-fi 
retail industry. If 
done well, it can 
prove a satisfying 
and fulfilling 
exercise. You 
leave the shop 
confident with 
your new 
purchase. If done 
badly, however, you can 
leave the shop feeling 
confused and frustrated 
after wasting an afternoon. 
Sa how do you go about 
making your demo a 
success? 

There are two main 
types of demonstration - 
home or shop. A home 
demo is preferable as the 
room acoustics, music, and 
ancillary equipment should 
be entirely familiar to you. 
Therefore any difference 
you hear at this stage is not 
just the result of listening 
to the equipment in an 
unfamiliar environment. 
Yet, many stores simply 
don't have the manpower 
or time to offer a home 
demo (although this is no 
indication of poor service). 
So, a shop demo may be 
more appropriate. 

The first aspect to 

consider when visiting a 
shop is the timing. If 
possible, avoid busy 
Saturdays like the plague 
and aim for a quiet mid-
week time. This will get 
things off to a relaxed start 
for both you and the shop 
staff. 

When listening to the 
various options, it's 
important to bear in mind 
that most people's aural 
memory only lasts a few 
seconds. Therefore a swift 
listen to each component 
is vital - a comparator 
which allows quick 

detail is there? This is 
easier to judge when there 
are several components to 
switch between. Listen for 
subtle detail, such as the 
decay time of a cymbal. 

The midrange covers 
most of a singer's range so 
it's a good idea to listen for 
how natural vocals sound, 
as the human ear is most 
finely tuned to voices. The 
poorer performing sources 
and 'speakers are those 
that leave an impression of 
artificiality and produce a 
flat version of events rather 
than one with front-to-back 
depth. Also check for how 
well separated each 
individual instrument is. A 
good test is to see how 
easy following a particular 
instrument from start to 
finish is, especially during 
a complex passage. 

Tight, tuneful bass is 
usually more rewarding in 
the long run than 

something that 
initially impresses 
with its weight but 
turns out on 
closer 
acquaintance to be 
sluggish and 
blurred. 

Next, check for 
realism and 
coloration. How 
realistic does a 
particular vocal or 
snare drum 
sound? 

Two of the 
most important 

aspects of a component's 
performance are rhythm 
and timing. Does it get 
your foot tapping thirteen 
to the dozen? If it does, 
that's a good indication 
that here is a piece of hi-fi 
you'll want to spend a lot 
of time listening to. 

At this stage, you 
should be ready to narrow 
the field down to two or 
three choices. Relax and 
listen to longer stretches of 
music. Trust your instincts, 
and if you're not sure, 
book another demo for 
later, giving your ears a 
breather. 

In practice, demos are 
nothing like as demanding 
as they may appear, and a 
few hours spent wisely 
here will mean a hi-fi 
system that is far more 
than a mere appliance. 
Good luck! 

"The midrange covers most of a singer's range 

so it's a good idea to listen for how natural 

vocals sound, as the human ear is most finely 

tuned to voices." 

On the day itself, 
ensure you take a selection 
of music with you that you 
listen to regularly. It's all 
well and good taking the 
best `test' albums in your 
collection, but if they're 
not what you usually listen 
to then it rather defeats the 
object of the demo. You 
could also take some of 
your own hi-fi components 
with you to check for 
compatibility. This isn't too 
critical though, as room 
acoustics, cables and 
supports will probably be 
different. Shop 
demonstrations are more 
useful as a means of 
comparison rather than a 
reflection of how exactly 
something will sound 
when you've got it home. 
And have a component 
short-list ready, but be 
receptive to suggestions. 

switching can be a good 
way of narrowing down the 
field. But do remember 
that some components can 
perform poorly under 
these circumstances due to 
differing input/output 
levels and sensitivities. 

It's best to begin 
listening to one-minute 
bursts of music on the 
various units. This gives an 
opportunity to compare 
and contrast whilst the 
music is still fresh in your 
mind. 

At this stage, it's 
important to listen for 
specific aspects of the 
music without letting it 
simply wash over you. 
Break the frequency 
response down into treble, 
midrange and bass. Is 
treble brash and strident, 
or integrated with the rest 
of the music? How much

Douglas Floyd-Douglass opens a series of interviews with hi-fi's top designers 

I
began speaking to Ken after 
reviewing his new CD- I 7 

K I -Signature CD player. Having 

heard a five-minute summary of what 

went into the player, I was agog at the 

creative freedom that Marantz have 

afforded this talented designer - which 

says a huge amount for the company 

and their products. This investment in 

individuals is a company's greatest asset. 

This is evident, in Marantz's case, of 

their open-mindedness and serious 

pursuit of hi-fi excellence. 

Ken told me astonishing stories of 

how much attention to detail he puts 

into a product. As a matter of course, 

before products receive the KI 

makeover, the first standard component 
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DEBUT 
and talks to the enthusiastic and best dressed man 

to receive the bin treatment is the 

chassis. Ken cannot emphasise enough 

the importance of a good chassis: 

"Mechanical resonance affects internal 

components. It is important that the 

PCB resonate at a different frequency 

to the chassis." 

Ken chooses different damping 

methods and even uses special 

acoustic couplings to achieve the 

results he wants. Sometimes he 

deliberately adds mass in key areas 

to get rid of strategic modes, 

especially those at 2.5kHz-

6kHz which the 

human ear is 

most sensitive 

to. 

Electrically, 

he has a simple 

philosophy: 

"Maths doesn't 

work for pure 

hi-fi", says Ken. 

"Often 1 use 

1/10 of the 

calculated 

impedance in transformers for the 

performance I want." 

Ken also believes in controlling 

current flow in the PCB to avoid it 

intermodulating with the music: "The 

higher the current flow, the higher the 

eisturbance. - 120dB can still be heard 

by the human ear." Ken describes how 

he attaches an accelerometer to the 

PCB and measures electrical harmonics 

in relation to the acoustic vibration. He 

can then work acoustically to treat 

these anomalies. 

It is the combination of Ken's love 

of music, devoted passion to hi-fi and 

his freedom to experiment that led to 

this interview... 

KU: I built my first amplifier when I was 

ten years old. Of course it was mono 

and tube! But what made me so deeply 

involved was, believe it or not, my first 

encounter with the Marantz Model 7 

pre-amp. I was in Junior high school, 

visiting a friend of mine. His father had 

just bought a Model 7. I did not know of

But if that 

does not happen 

- even if the 

product is very 

expensive - then 

it has no value to 

you.

Marantz at the time, but the music 

reproduced by this product was 

something very special - so much so 

that I would never forget this 

experience. Of course I could not 

afford a Model 7 at the time, so I asked 

to borrow it.

DF-D: Ah, so you were one of the first 

- of many - to set the trend for 'me too' 

products and brand engineering then? 

KU: Not at all! I really couldn't afford 

the real thing and I was confident I 

could build my own. As it happens, the 

first model didn't work. I didn't realise 

the circuit was so sensitive and I 

learned the hard way. By the end of it 

all, I understood what hi-fi was all about 

DF-D: What do 

you think are the 

most common 

weaknesses in hi-fi 

components? 

KU: What I think is that the technology 

of today is quite high. Knowing the 

domestic environment, 1 do not see real 

shortcomings from this point of view. 

The problem is that products on the 

market are often so bad from both a 

technological and hi-fi point of view, 

that I simply do not understand and 

cannot accept those people who put 

such products into the market, telling 

people they are the best. 

DF-D: What components does your 

own system consist of? 

KU: My components are all my own, 

personal products. However, 1 do have 

a Koetsu Red Signature (custom made). 

This is the only product that I did not 

touch myself. 
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DF-D: Do you think Eastern and 

Western hi-fi designers approach their 

work in different ways? 

KI: Eastern meaning Japanese? Most of 

those engineers are working for large 

companies. Technically their products 

are excellent, but they do not know 

what real hi-fi is. They design products 

that are technically correct, but the 

music reproduction quality, in most 

cases, indicates they have no idea. 

DF-D: Do you view the 

design of hi-fi as a 

science or more of a 

black art? 

KU: Design of hi-fi is very 

much science. But 

without understanding 

music, you won't be able 

to make good hi-fi. 

What I mean regarding 

science is not only 

electronics - you must 

also know and 

understand mechanical 

influences, acoustics, 

psychoacoustics and 

many other sciences that 

apply when designing hi-fi. 

Already an impressive player, the basic CD-63 mk11 was heavily tweaked by Ken to 

raise it to KI-Signature status. 

DF-D: In which areas of hi-fi do you 

think the most important advances will 

happen over the next 10-20 years? 

KU: Very simple. It will be in the digital 

domain. Evolution in this area is 

remarkable, thus we can expect a lot of 

improvements here. 

DF-D: How does music affect your life? 

KU: For me, music is the greatest art we 

human beings have ever created. For 

me, life without music is no life at all! 

DF-D: Are there any cheap, effective 

modifications you can recommend for 

budding hi-fi tweakers? 

KU: One simple thing you can 

recommend is to wire the negative 

'speaker terminals of your amplifier to 

the earth (real ground). This means that 

return current from the 'speakers is 

properly grounded. This reduces the 

influence of the amplifier. Please note, 

this cannot be done on a bridged (BTL) 

amplifier. 

DF-D: Why did you decide to reissue 

the Legend series? 

KU: We received many requests from 

customers to re-issue the Legend. In 

the past it was not possible, but last 

year we finally found a way. Another 

reason was to let people - especially 

those in the industry - once again realise 

what hi-fi is all about. 

DF-D: Why did you decide to 

introduce the KI-Signatures when you 

already had the SE versions? 

KU: Well, when you are working on 

products, you sometimes find that 

despite tremendous potential, due to 

restrictive price point pressure, you are 

unable to optimise them. The KI-S 

series components are born 

'restriction-free', as it were. In other 

words, when I feel this potential during 

the development of the product, then 1 

can decide to make it into a KI-

Signature. 

DF-D: Which equipment from other 

manufacturers has had the greatest 

impact on you? 

KU: 1 have already explained my 

experience with the Model 7. Do you 

know the Ferrograph SI 'speaker 

system? This was the 'speaker that led 

me to understand stereo imaging. The 

Thorens TD I 24 also impressed me a lot 

and maybe the original Mark Levinson 

Pre and Power as well. 

Ken's music tastes change all the time, 

but he does have some all-time 

favourites. He makes the point that with 

real hi-fi, you should be able to hear 

beyond the 

recording and right 

INTO the music. 

He is extremely 

fond of Mahler and 

the Russian 

composer 

Sylverstrov. 

Commercially he 

enjoys female 

vocals, especially 

Toni Braxton, who 

Ken reliably 

informs me is 

destined to 

become bigger 

than Whitney 

Houston. 

One of Ken's 

favourite pieces is 

Queen's Bohemian Rhapsody.

Suddenly resurfacing is Lynyrd Skynyrd, 

20 years after the plane crash that killed 

Ronnie van Zandt and Steve Gaines - 
hence the title. 

An earlier tape of one of Ronnie's 

vocals has been resurrected for a track 
with much touching humility and 

explanations of how the tape was 
'baked' to preserve the true quality, etc, 
etc. 

Twenty is classic, retro 70s' 
Southern guitar Rock, with Johnny van 

Zandt, the surviving brother, in good, 

crisp voice. No pastiche or irony, either, 
they play it very straight these guys, and 
they're a tight, competent band, you 

have to give them that. There's a clean, 
fresh sound, too, especially on the 
acoustic and R ' n' B bits. 

I fear I rather enjoyed it. It's hardly 

great Rock, but it's honest. Call me old-
fashioned if you like. Better still, buy me 

a round and this album to go with it.

Some pre-teen girls are going to pin 
the pic of K. D. dressed up to the 

nines in padded-shoulder power 
pin stripes, cravat and centre-

parting under the justifiable 
impression this is a boys-band 

heart-throb. Oh, when they find 
out about Kathryn Dawn... Clever 

pun, ' Drag', eh? 

And one of the things they'll 

find out is she doesn't even smoke, 

so this new album of cover songs 
ostensibly about the weed - a fag in 

every title except The Hollies"The 

Air That I Breathe' (get an inkling 

of a subliminal message here, do 

we?) - actually isn't. Vegetarian, 

PETA-supporting, once-dungaree-

wearing K. D. wouldn't even allow 

ciggy-lighting-up time at smoky 
Ronnie Scott's when she was there 

previewing some of these songs 
recently. 

Drag's about relationships and 

mostly those tinged with a fear of loss, 

but maturely accepted, which probably 
says something about K. D.'s own. 

Listen, for example, to the yearning in 

the way she sings, "Thought you'd 
gone for good, but you'd only gone for 

smokes" in ' Hain't It Funny'. The voice 
is mature, too. As Miranda Sawyer 

up 

wrote in The Observer after the 

performance at Ronnie's, " It has the 

ache of Karen Carpenter, the warmth 

of Aretha Franklir, the precision of 
Frank Sinatra." 

Not too sure about old Frank 

though, because K. D. on this album 
has a range and depth that makes 

'Love Is Like A Cigarette' an anthemic 
emotionally-purgative end to the 

album, especially heart-hut-tingly gooc 

when it's accompanied by a sax solo 
swarming out of a strange, teeth-
gritting electronic wail like a whale in 

pain. "What is love?" that song begins. 

A 16th-century English poet (once 

thought to be Sir Walter Raleigh, but it 
isn't) answered the question with, " It is 
that well where pleasure - and 

repentance - dwell", and K. D.'s singing 
is a pleasure even when the song is 

reminding you you should repent. 

This is perfect singing with 
lithe, almost sparse 
accompaniments (especially on 
the simply, gorgeously sung 

'Don't Smoke in Bed' that any 

female Jazz singer would be 

proud of) perfect for late-night 
bedtime tendernesses. Some 

of it, like 'The Joker', is 

disarmingly (and very 

deceptively, don't be fooled) 

dreamy and almost Country, 

but that odd line about, "the 
pompetus of love" drizzles 

sex. 

The backing on many tracks 
with anyone else but K. D. 

(who co-produced Drag and 
kept a firm grip on the 

proceedings) could easily have 
taken another pace overboard and 
dropped into whatever current 

sampling a producer thought should be 
slipped in to help make one or two 

more numbers chartable. Instead, they 
are clean and fit as neatly as a non-

smoker's trousers. And she doesn't 
sing 'Smoke Gets In Your Eyes'.

It has been two years since this hairy 

Oxford-based trio shook our Pop 
sensibilities with their million-selling 
monster I Should Coco. This LP, you 

may remember, delivered the teenage 

starlets no less than three best 

newcomer awards (The Brits, The Brats 

and one from Q Magazine). Overnight 

they became a band to keep an eye on 

and they certainly didn't shun the public 

eye, appearing in every magazine and 

fanzine looking as gawpy and scruffy as 
the best of teenage wannabes. They 

could be seen at the opening of just 

about every new envelope in town. 
Then things started to change. First 

of all Gaz Coombes got his hair cut. 
Next thing you know, Supergrass start 
getting into Pink Floyd and turning all 

philosophical and grown up. Nowadays, 

their wide-eyed innocence and energy 

has made way for a more cynical, wary 

edge. 
So the new album is a Dark Side Of 

The Moon reprise, is it? Is it Ft'el In It 
For The Money is Rock 'n' Roll, not 
hippy nonsense. It's an album full of 

great new tunes marking a continuation 

of the Supergrass success story. 
There is a real Seventies tinge to In 

It... After the heavier, more Rock 
oriented opening title track and 

subsequent ' Richard Ill' we enter 

territory first explored by the 
occasionally wonderful Pink Floyd. 

'Late In The Day' with its acoustic 
build-up and fanciful melody drifts lazily 
back to Woodstock and Stonehenge. 

Next up is ' G-Song', which includes 
extended guitar jams in keeping with 

Hendrix or Neil Young. Of little 

similarity to G-Funk, it is a catchy 
singalonga track, with a nasty, nasty 

butt-kick of a bassline. 
The second half of the disc, barring 

the funky adrenaline rush of 

'Cheapskate', is the more contemplative. 

However, any danger of naval-
contemplation is thwarted by the 

unusual assortment of instruments the 
boys use. There's the theremin 

(sounding like a Hammond on acid and 

oft used in Hammer horror sound 
tracks), a range of synthesisers and 

those strange motor sounds which 
could only have been plundered from 

Dark Side Of The Moon. 
It's been a long time since an album 

has so brazenly used old ideas while still 

sounding so inspiringly new. The songs 

toast The Beach Boys, Neil Young, The 
Who, Bowie, Talking Heads and 

Supertramp to name but a few yet still 
end up sounding like none of them. 

Masterful. 

In It For The Money is a cracking

They were one of the ultimate breaths 

of fresh air when they breezed onto the 
music scene in the early Nineties. The 

Heavies, along with Massive Attack and 

the Young Disciples, were considered 
mavericks in a world that seemed to 

have been engulfed with Acid House. 

The Heavies have gone through 
many changes since. Take the obscure 

Heavy Rhyme Experience Vol I. That 
was the first time a Soul/Funk outfit had 

ventured into Hip-Hop territory, and it 
provided a range of great collaborative 

material, featuring amongst others The 
Pharcyde and Main Source. 

Next up, the band were rocked by 

the departure of vocalist N'dea 

Davenport after I995's critically 

acclaimed Brother Sister album. 
The arrival of Siedah Garrett last 

year and the Shelter album heralds a 

return to familiar roots, seeing the 

Heavies trot out what they are best at - 

uncomplicated funky grooves and agile 

riffing. And they pointedly eschew any 
kind of modern deviance like 

sequencers or sampling - remember 
kids, the kinds of skilled riffs that turn 
up here are the ones that get sampled 

by others. 
This is most marked on songs like 

'Sometimes' with its spicy 'Nuyorican' 
feel and 'Once Is Twice Enough', a 
Memphis Soul stew in the James Brown 

tradition. 
That said, Shelter does sometimes 

err irritatingly on the bland. For all the 
high quality musicianship, it does at 

times sound like an assembly line of 
Soul/Funk fillers. 

If a dose of orthodox, funky Soul is 

your thing, then Shelter is worth parting 

with the pocket money. For those who 

like their music a little meaner and 

stronger though, avert your eyes and

American guitarist Bill Frisell has been, 

on and off, a regular in this column over 

the last three years. Which is fair 
enough: he's unquestionably one of the 

most important Jazz guitarists to have 

emerged in the last two decades. Given 

much of the music he's recorded as a 

leader in that time, Nashville is at once 
somehow an inevitable album and a 

surprise. But first, of course, a quick 

recap on that illustrious career... 
I first became aware of Frisell's 

name in the early '80s, when his name 
started to appear on various ECM 

album sleeves. Apparently brought to 

the attention of ECM mainstay and 

drummer/composer/bandleader Paul 
Motian by Pat Metheny, Frisell quickly 

became almost an 'in-house' guitar 

player for the label, appearing with the 
likes of Motian, Jan Garbarek, Arild 

Andersen et al, and in doing so joined 

the line of ground-breaking guitarists 

the German label has brought to the 

public's attention: Metheny, Terje 
Rypdal, John Abercrombie, Ralph 

Towner, Steve Tibbetts, David Torn. 

The music he made during this 

period became ever more startling. 

Always a player to eschew the 
technique-as-end-in- itself approach of 

so many contemporary Jazz guitar 

players, Frisell seemed a genuine 
improviser. The breadth of his 

influences was wider than most, too, 
ranging from Hard Bop to Surf music, 
Free Improv to Country. 

It was this freewheeling eclecticism 

and a lead guitar sound which could 

make paint blister that made him such a 

natural player to be adopted by the 
rabidly experimental music scene that 

emerged in New York in the '80s. 

Having already collaborated with many 

of that scene's finest music makers, he 

perhaps gained most visibility as one-

fifth of John Zorn's wilfully genre-

hopping super-group Naked City. 

His playing with Naked City seemed 

to push the envelope of his sources 
further and further. The series of solo 

albums he then began work on, while 

less self-consciously post-modern than 
Zorn's, nonetheless really did give the 

impression that Frisell was fashioning a 

unique musical language out of 

whatever he could lay his hands on. 

Frisell relocated from New York to 

Seattle at the end of the '80s, and while 
he's stayed at Nonesuch, and continued 

to work with many of the musicians 
with whom he cut his teeth, his solo 
work has become increasingly refined. 

Nashville, then, comes at the end of a 

series of albums which have explicitly 
explored American music heritage. It is, 

of course, his Country album. 
Recorded in the Country music 

capital at sessions last year, Nashville 

demonstrates that if nowt else, Frisell 

knows how to put together one hell of 

a band. The group here represents the 

very finest musicianship that Country 

music can offer, and that's saying 

something.

Bassist Viktor Krauss has played for 

years with Lyle Lovett, the Woody 

Allen of New Country; legendary 
session player Jerry Douglas is one of 
the gods of the dobro; and guitarist Ron 

Block and mandolinist Adam Steffey 

both hail from Alison Krauss' Union 

Station, a group now bringing Bluegrass 
to a whole new generation. The wild 
card here is singer/songwriter Robin 

Holcomb, who, like Frisell, is known for 

her association with the NYC New 

Music underground. She contributes 
vocals on the three non-Frisell pieces 

here, including an extremely tender 

rendering of Neil Young's 'One Of 

These Days'. 

For the group Frisell has written a 

series of pieces which run the gamut of 

Country styles and yet never directly 
quote its songbook. Unlike, say, Ry 

Cooder, Frisell is not a historian of this 

music. Instead, his pieces are almost like 
half-remembered impressions of the 

music from a country childhood. 

Nonetheless, these players certainly 
know what to do with the material, 

spinning spellbinding solos around his 

crystalline melodies. Douglas in 

particular will make your jaw drop - 

he's an awesome player. 

If I have one gripe about this 

thoroughly enjoyable and utterly 

accessible record, it's that Frisell seems 
to be keeping himself on too tight a 

rein. It's as though he wants his 

presence here to be more that of a 
composer than of a guitarist. No doubt 

this is out of an understandable 
deference to the other players, but 

Frisell, while perhaps not the technical 

equal of these sessioneers, is a far more 

visionary musician, and I personally 

would like to have heard a lot more of 

him in evidence on these sessions.

for review. On top of that their Brian 
Lemon/Roy Williams CD with Warren 

Vache, A Beautiful Friendship, won the 
BT Best CD award for New British Jazz. 

Zephyr now continue their mission 

to flood the globe with high quality 
mainstream Jazz recordings with this 
trombone led release featuring George 

Masso and Roy Williams. This rare 
front-line is backed by Zephyr stalwarts 
Brian Lemon on piano, Dave Cliff on 

guitar and Dave Green on bass, with 
Allan Ganley and Martin Drew sharing 
the credits for drums. 

The CD lasts for just over 62 

minutes and presents a well balanced 
selection of 13 tracks ranging from the 

three-minute Youmans/Caesar 

'Sometimes I'm Happy' to a take on 
Waller/Razafs 'Keeping Out Of Mischief 

Now' which clocks in at 13 minutes. 

Between these two fall several gems 
such as Rodgers/Hart's 'My Funny 
Valentine', Jones/Symes"There Is No 
Greater Love' and Jenkins' This Is All 1 

Ask'. There is even one track, ' By 
George', penned by Masso himself. 

Zephyr have been making a name 

for themselves by producing quality 

recordings which let the playing shine 

through, and with a band such as this it 

is playing of a very high calibre indeed.

Like his brothers, Wieland and 

Barthold, the Belgian-born violinist, 

Sigiswald Kuijken, became something of 

an early music specialist and a pioneer 

in ' period' performance - his recording 

of the Bach sonatas and partitas for solo 

violin remains in a class of its own. 

More recently, while remaining a 

member of various chamber ensembles, 

Kuijken has gained a growing reputation 

as a conductor, especially of Haydn. His 

recordings of the Paris symphonies for 

Virgin Classics are outstanding, and 

those of the London symphonies for 

Deutsche Harmonia Mundi no less 
satisfying. Now Kuijken has brought the 

qualities that distinguished those 

recordings to the last of Haydn's six 

'high masses', the Harmoniemesse of 

1802. 

In 1790, Haydn's employers, the 

Esterhàzy family, had disbanded its 

court orchestra, releasing its resident 

composer to venture forth and garner 

honours and acclaim throughout 

Europe. In 1795, however, the second 

Prince Nikolaus Esterhàzy decided the 

time was right to revive the orchestra 

and requested Haydn to undertake the 

task. But Haydn's new found celebrity 

now allowed him to call the tune, 

literally. His sole composing duty was to 

write a Mass setting each year for the 

name day of the Princess of Esterhàzy, 

and between 1796 and 1802 he duly 

delivered. Indeed, his work throughout 

this period was dominated by large-

scale choral compositions, including the 

two mighty oratorios The Creation and 

The Seasons. 

The six Mass settings were 

characterised by their major 

ibutions from the orchestra, to an 

t the designation 

mental masses' was coined to 

escribe them.

This fact is 

nowhere better borne out than by the 

glorious setting of Dona Nobis Pacem 

with which the Mass concludes, or by 

the brilliant fugues of the Gloria and 

Credo. The Sanctus is solemnly 

beautiful, lit by some wonderful 

orchestral writing, while the Benedictus 

is unusually lively, almost a quick march. 

Sigiswald Kuijken accompanies the 

Mass with Haydn's second setting of the 

Te Deum, an appropriate choice since 

the winds of the orchestra again take a 

prominent role. It is one of the finest of 

Haydn's shorter choral compositions 

and, like the Mass, benefits from a 

smooth, cleanly balanced and well 

focused recording, made in the 

Begijnhofkerk in Gent. The airy acoustic 

makes for a very pleasing setting, 

allowing the rich instrumental detail to 

shine. Solo and choral singing, and the 

orchestral playing, are alert and 

polished, but above all it is the joy in the 

music-making, in Haydn's consummate 

craftsmanship, which comes across 

most strongly here.

Like other notable Parisian 

churches (Notre Dame, La Madeleine, 

Sacre Coeur and the Trinite, which 

enjoyed the services of Olivier 

Messiaen as its chief organist 

throughout the composer's lifetime), 

Saint Sulpice has been home to some 

of the great names in French music. 

Two names, however, stand out, 

not just for the music they wrote for 

the church but for the longevity of 

their occupancy of the organ loft. 

Charles-Marie Widor reigned 

supreme for a remarkable sixty-four 

years, from 1869 until 1933, while 

Marcel Dupre, who succeeded him, 

remained in the post until his death in 

1971. By comparison, Louis Vierne's 

time at Saint Sulpice was short. He 

spent eight years there from 1892 to 

1900 as Widor's assistant before 

becoming chief organist of Notre 

Dame. However, Vierne's small output 

of choral music, represented here by 

his striking Messe Solennelle and by 

two exquisite miniatures, Tantum Ergo 

and Ave Maria, was a product of his 

Saint Sulpice years. 

Widor's arrival at Saint Sulpice 

marked a significant upturn in the 

standard of French liturgical music, 

especially in Paris. He was helped in 

this not only by having a magnificent 

Cavaille-Coll organ on which to play 

his compositions but by having the 

likes of Gabriel Faure and Andre 

Messager as maitre de chapelle 

(choirmaster). 

Widor utilised his resources well, 

as the splendid Mats for two chOirs 

and two organs amply testifies. And 

how well this work transfers from the 
Corinthian colonnades of Saint Sulpice 

to the quasi- Byzantine spaces of 

London's Westminster Cathedral. 

The excellence of the cathedral 

choir, under the inspired direction of 

James O'Donnell, is once again fully 

evident and the performances are 

wholly idiomatic. Augmented by a 

select chorus of baritones, the choir 

rises to the majesty and grandeur of 

the writing as fluently as it responds to 

the more introspective and serene 

passages, such as the haunting 

Benedictus of Vierne's Messe 

Solennelle. 

In contrast to the scale and drama 

of the Widor, most notably his setting 

of the Easter motet Surrexit A 

Mortuis, are the four seldom 

performed motets by Marcel Dupre. 

These are finely crafted pieces dating 

from the years of the First World 

War and embracing the lyrical, the 

sensual, the exultant and the sombre. 

The setting of the Ave Maria has a 

beguiling charm and simplicity without 

being cloying, while the Laudate 

Dominum is a tour-de-force for both 

choir and organ. 

This is another immensely 

rewarding recording from the 

Westminster forces, with organists 

Joseph Cullen and Andrew Reid as 

impressive as their vocal counterparts. 

The versatility of this cathedral choir 

is remarkable and once again they 

benefit from a matchless recording.

In comparison, 

Brendel's first Philips 

recording of the 

work in 1972 hinted 

at self-

consciousness, 

although the hushed 

intensity of his

was remarkable. That was followed 

Vienna's Musikverein, it is tempting 

simply to say that Brendel has 

combined the best aspects of those 

previous recordings and crowned this 

latest of his Beethoven cycles with a 

recording of the Hammerklavier that 

will surely become the benchmark for 

all that follow.

There is, however, never any 

suspicion that Brendel is playing safe'. 

Quite the opposite: this is edge-of-

the-seat stuff, with Brendel seemingly 

inspired to communicate with his 

attentive audience (who, incidentally, 

contribute remarkably few unwanted 

intrusions). Most significant, though, is 

the fact of a lifetime's association with 

and understanding of Beethoven being 

distilled not just into this recording 

but into the entire cycle of the 32 

piano sonatas. 

In the Hammerklavier, this 

understanding is not allowed to 

diminish the sense of an epic struggle 

taking place - the intellectual and 

physical rigours of the work are not 

lightly dismissed. And, above all, there 

is Brendel's towering grasp of the 

work's structure which gives this 

performance such a satisfying unity. 
The recording of 

the Hammerklavier 

was made by 

Austrian Radio and 

the result is 

exceptionally 

truthful, capturing 

the full weight and 

brilliance of the 

Steinway grand but 

with a natural 

presence and stereo 

image. 

The second work 

on the disc (and the 

last sonata in 

Brendel's cycle) is a 

German studio 

recording. 

Appropriately 

enough it is of the 

Op8 I a sonata, the 

one to which the 

composer attached 

the subtitle Das 

Lebewohl (The 

Farewell), although, 

much to Beethoven's annoyance, it 

became better known in the French 

translation as Les Adieux. For 

Beethoven, it was a farewell to his 

pupil, patron and friend, Archduke 

Rudolph. For Alfred Brendel, it seems 

this vibrant performance of Op8la is 

the culmination of his exploration of 

the Beethoven sonatas. If so, it's 

difficult to imagine a better way of

Philips' TDA7040T IC stereo decoder is 

specified at -70dB noise.

As the 

hiss didn't vary with aerial signal level as 

usual, I can only assume it is due to the 

audio stage.

The A I 00 produces no less than 105watts 

into 8ohms and 170watts into 4ohms. The 

distortion performance was ragged 

though, suggesting the use of limited 

feedback. Whilst this is feasible with valves 

it is problematic with the variability and 

non- linearity of transistors. So one channel 

of the A100 measured 0.7% distortion at 

IVV/I OkHz, te other measured 0. 1 6% - a 

large difference. Distortion jumped from 

0.7% to 1.7% on the high distortion 

channel when faced with a 4ohm load, 

whilst on the low distortion channel the 

rise was 0.16% to 0.5%. Distortion 

harmonics were extended too, another 

bad point.

The Densen moving coil phono amplifier is 

unusual and a bit special. It has absolutely 

massive gain of x55 13. The highest 1 have 

measured to date has been x2750 from 

the EAR 834P with input transformer, so 

the Densen offers substantially higher gain. 

Obviously, this pre-amp has been designed 

to complement very low output MCs, 

meaning top quality models from Linn, 

Ortofon, Lyra and others. This role also 

demands super-low noise and low input 

impedance ( 10ohms or less). The Densen 

has both, equivalent input noise measuring 

an exceptionally low 0.03pV, making it one 

of the quietest MC pre-amps available. 

Very high gain comes with penalties 

though. Unless the pre-amp runs between 

very high voltage rails, say +/- 30V so it can 

deliver a high output swing, it wi:1 suffer 

overload with conventional MCs. The 

Denser was limited in this respect, 

overloading at just 0.78mV in, a very low 

value; around 10mV is common.

e'ng born in 1988 made life 
terribly hard for Marantz's 

flagship PM-94 integrated 

amplifier For this was the height of the 

Linn/Naim Flat Earth hegemony that 

dominated Britain's high-end scene, and 

most magazines and dealers just didn't 

want to know about Japanese esoterica, 

regardless of how good it sounded. A 

great shame, because it meant one of 

the best integrateds ever to come out 

of Japan was all but ignored. 

More than just another big black 

box, the PM-94 was a huge 25kg 

integrated that sold for the princely sum 

of £ 1000. It was packed with some very 

original thinking, much of which went 

on to become common practice during 

the Nineties. 

The PM-94's primary novel feature 

was its successful use of MOSFET 

output devices. Although many amps 

use them nowadays, back in the late 

Eighties they were about as fashionable 

as admitting you liked ABBA - 

memories were still fresh in people's 

minds of the very mediocre sounding 

first generation MOSFET amps. But 

used properly, as the PM-94 proved, 

these clever new transistors had far 

lower distortion and a wider bandwidth, 

resulting in a c leaner, smoother, more 

valve-like sound. 

The '94 also boasted Marantz's 

unusual 'Quarter-A' system, in which 

lower level signals up to a quarter of 

the maximum power output were 

handled in pare Class A. When called 

upon to pump higher levels, the amp 

switched into Class B, resulting in a not 

inconsiderable 140W per channel. The 

system was surprisingly effective in 

practice, and not, as many assumed, just 

a Japanese-style sales gimmick. 

Another ace the PM-94 played was 

its very carefully specified, high-grade 

componentry chosen through in-depth 

listening rather than by accountants. 

Critical signa' capacitors were damped 

copper styrol types, while the main 

power caps were damped with ceramic 

powder to eliminate microphony. To 

reduce sound-degrading eddy currents, 

the chassis - in true Ker lshiwata style - 

was copper-plated, along with most of 

the power transistor and case screws. 

And just for good measure the 

transformer was a huge, centrally 

mounted toroid, larger than many 

British specialist integrated amps in 

their own right! Finally, ,-ather than 

just chucking in a proprietary IC phono 

stage or even doing a quick discrete 

transistor jobbie, Marantz specified a 

superb quality LC-OFC wound 

transformer - a lovely touch! 

Nick Tate looks at 

one of Marantz's 

second-hand 

classics, the 

PM-94 integrated 

amplifier. 

So rather than being a steroidally 

enhanced version of your average 

gadget festooned Japanese amp, the 

PM-94 was a very finely fettled beastie 

indeed. Providing the Source Direct 

mode was used to bypass its numerous 

unnecessary bells and whistles, it 

sounded gorgeous. At normal listening 

levels it was an extremely sweet, clean, 

clear performer with an uncanny ability 

to let music flood forth from your 

'speakers. But pressed into action with 

a clockwise twist of its beercan-sized 

volume control, the velvet fist turned 

into an iron battering ram able to make 

mincemeat of the most inefficient 

loudspeakers. And even when forced 

out of its natural Class A operation, the 

big Marantz displayed as much grace, 

space and pace as a TWR Jaguar. 

Such superb engineering means all 

the PM-94s that found their way into 

the UK should still be running sweet as 

a nut even today. And if you factor 

Marantz's excellent after-sales service 

into the equation, there's a lot to be 

said for acquiring a used PM-94. 

Unfortunately, the amp is already 

something of a cult, meaning it isn't as 

cheap as most of its rivals of a similar 

vintage - look to pay between £400 and 

£450 for a top example. But even at this 

price, it's still one hell of an amp •
