from the 8000S. 

All the other new arrivals are power amplifiers. At £549.90, the 8000SX is intended to offer existing owners of the 

8000A and forthcoming 8000LX an easy 

upgrade path via bi-amping. The design of the 

SX is based on that of the 8000S' power amp 
section but with the additional benefit of 

independent power supplies for each channel.

hen you look back at 
vintage valve amplifiers like 

Leak's TL 10 and Rogers' 

Cadet, both of which can be had for as 

little as a few hundred pounds these 

days, it's easy to draw the conclusion 

that mid-price amplification hasn't 

come very far over the last two or 

three decades. Especially since up until 

pretty recently, a lot of solid-state 

amps that didn't cost an arm and a leg 

looked and sounded like anonymous 

boxes that put out treble as hard as 

nails and were about as much fun as a 

parking ticket.

elegant and unassuming casework are two 

150VA transformers (one per channel) giving a quasi-

dual-mono power supply. These feed into a total of 40000uF 

of Kendell smoothing capacitors. Setting the signal level is the 

ever-popular Alps blue potentiometer, which in this case is 

mounted on the circuit board and linked to the volume knob 

via a long metal shaft - this helps keep the signal path short. 

Another area where this is done is the input socketry which 

is soldered directly to the PCB. 

Extensive use is made of precision 0.1% metal film 

resistors and polypropylene capacitors from Wima. A total of 

eight Thompson power transistors in the output stages (four 

per channel) aids current delivery and should ensure plenty of 

punch and drive. 

Working upstream and dealing with line-level sou-ces is a 

pair of Texas Instruments' TLE2072 op amps, while the 

NE5534 so favoured by tne hi-fi industry handles MM and MC 

inputs. Unlike many integrated amps these days though, the 

Puccini SE lacks the Pre-Amp Out sockets necessary for bi-

amping. 

KETAN SAYS 

The pedigree of Audio Analogue's Puccini SE shone through 

after a couple of minutes of listening to the Schidlof Quartet. 

There was a rare fluidity to its performance which allowed 

the cello and viola to flow in a natural, unforced manner. 

Timing information was handled superbly, making it easy to 

follow the interactions of the various instruments. The 

acoustic in which the musicians were placed was easy to 

sense - this amp had no trouble in reproducing frort-to-back 

depth. Consequently instruments were depicted as three-

dimensional objects rather than flat cut-outs. 

Michael Jackson followed and the Puccini still dicn't 

disappoint. This amplifier lacks the outright upper bass slam of 

some more powerful rivals but it more than compensates 

with an expansive, even-handed approach which always 

focuses your attention on the musical message and not on the 

hi-fi. Even when the mixes become complex this Italian amp 

doesn't get confused. The Puccini SE's balance is basically 

neutral, smooth and ful: sounding and it has a transparency 

which belongs to amplifiers that normally command four-

figure price tags.

JON SAYS 

One of the CDs fed to the Puccini SE (originally reviewed in 

Sept 1997) was a compilation disc from Opus 3 containing a 

mix of Jazz, Classical and Blues music recorded with great 

clarity. This was obvious from Mozart's Allegretto con 

variazioni where the Puccini SE rustled up a rhythmic 

rendition bristling with all the little flourishes that add so 

much to anyone's enjoyment of music. 

Moving further along the menu to Thelonius Monk's 

'Played Twice' I discovered the same separation revealing the 

(Lill rhythmic audacity of this tune; it should have a musically 

risky feel to it rather than one of safety, and through the 

Puccini SE it did. This amp also proved a bit of a whiz with 

dynamics, swift leading edges followed by prolonged decay. 

Randy Crawford's slower-moving songs posed no 

problems for this amp, which took the change of tempo in its 

stride. And the depth the acoustic was endowed with will go 

down a storm with fans of imaging and sound staging. 

'Minimalist' sums up the Puccini SE's features (no Pre-Amp 

Out/Power Amp In sockets limit upgradability) and its sound - 

it imposes very little of itself on whatever you're listening to. 

For that it gets my stamp of approval. 
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I
nside the Caspian, Roksan have gone for 
surface-mount components in a big way. This 

approach possesses a couple of advantages - the 

components are compact and have no lead-out wires, so 

shortening signal paths and the absence of lead-out wires 

reduces the number of joints the signal passes through. 

A motorised version of Alps' Blue pot is used to control 

the volume. Enabling the amp to be upgraded through bi-

amping is the fact that the pre and power sections can be 

separated by the simple removal of two external links. 

The core of the Caspian's power supply is a 330VA 

toroidal transformer and two 6800uF Aerovox reservoir 

capacitors. PSU decoupling caps come from VVima and Etna: 

the well-known Cerafine can be found in certain key areas of 

the power amp section. The circuit which controls the 

remote and switching functions is on its own board located 

well away from the audio circuits to avoid interference. 

KETAN SAYS 

Even before listening began, the Roksan made a strong case 

for itself with remote operation and a professional build that 

just oozes class. I started the ball rolling with Thelonius 

Monk's 'Played Twice' from the Opus 3 compilation CD. Here 

I was greeted by a wide and deep acoustic with sharply 

focused images. There was a seamlessly cohesive feel to the 

dynamic and powerful sound, which still managed to stay 

sweet and smooth. Fortunately the smoothness was well 

judged and stopped short of sapping the life and drama from 

the music. Only when judging very critically could you point 

to a slight lack of transparency and a glossing over of detail. 

A move to Randy Crawford continued to show the 

Caspian in a good light. Synthesised basslines, although on the 

fat side of neutral, drove the music along nicely. Ms 

Crawford's vocals had great presence and articulation, 

allowing all the emotion in her singing to flow from the 

'speakers. 

To see how well the Caspian handled rougher productions 

I tried on Kula Shaker's rocky K album. I had suspected the 

Caspian might make this sound overly smooth but no, this 

disc had its bite and attack intact. And thick, heavy mixes 

found the Caspian always in control - in fact I couldn't find any 

music that disturbed its poise. This is a great all-rounder. 

JON SAYS 

I have to say that Roksan's Caspian is easily one of the most 
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eye-catching integrateds around at the moment. It wasn't only 

my eyes the Caspian appealed to though - my ears were 

enjoying this encounter, as they had done back in June 1997 

when we first reviewed this amplifier. 

The Roksan has a slightly rose-tinted view of things. The 

strings of the Schidlof Quartet playing Shostakovich's quartet 

No7 had a touch less acidic bite to them than a truly neutral 

amp would relay, but were certainly none the less enjoyable 

for it. The same was true on brasher Rock/Pop recordings 

like the Spice Girls' album, where vocals and percussion were 

both smooth and sweet, and basslines had real 'oomph' 

courtesy of this amp's generous bottom end. 

Back on a Jazz trip and the complex syncopation of 

Thelonius Monk lost none of its drive through the Caspian. 

Where the Roksan lagged slightly was in the way it removed 

the element of rhythmic danger inherent in this track and 

made it sound rather unadventurous instead (without, 

however, losing any of its ability to keep me listening). 

Suiting the Caspian's sweetness and bass weight down to 

the ground were more balladic tracks, in particular Soul 

music, which rolled along so smoothy even Barry White's 

gravelly drawl couldn't put a spanner in the works. 

While Roksan's Caspian has a sweetness that adds to the 

music it delivers, I can see it gelling with just about any 

capable source and 'speakers you cae to mention. 
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T
he Audiolab features a single, large circuit board which 
fills up almost the entire internal area of the casing, 

leaving only the space taken up by the 330VA toroidal 

mains transformer and twin I 0000uF Elna reservoir 

capacitors. Remote switching of the input is accomplished by 

a motorised Alps switch, and volume is handled by a 

motorised Alps pot. 

The digital control circuitry which governs the remote 

control is part of the main board, but lies shielded in a metal 

casing to cut down on interference. The number of ICs used 

in the 8000S is kept to a minimum since the design relies 

predominantly on discrete compionents, which many claim 

sound better than ICs. 

Audiophile-grade components include Elna Starget 

electrolytic caps with their Oxygen-Free Copper leads (often, 

steel is used) on the input stage and a liberal sprinkling of 

Wima and Evox polypropylene capacitors around the circuit 

board. All the inputs are relay coupled and both sets of input 

and output terminals are gold plated. 

KETAN SAYS 

Audiolab integrated amplifiers have become something of an 

industry standard over the years thanks to quality of build, 

versatility and upgradability. But can the latest generation 

8000S hold onto this position? I tried a CD of the Schidlof 

Quartet playing Shostakovich's String Quartet No7 Op108. 

During the last part of this piece there is a point when the 

cello and viola really work up a storm and the Audiolab 

captured this well - it sounded clear and precise and the cello 

in particular possessed a rich thrum. With this piece there 

was no doubting the 8000S has plenty of muscle. Despite a 

slightly bright, hard midrange the entrance of the violin didn't 

upset things. Slightly less impressive was sound staging where 

extreme left and right images weren't as strong as those in 

the centre. 

Amplifying Michael Jackson's Blood On The Dancefloor the 

Audiolab didn't do so well. During 'Ghosts' there is a 

combination of two basslines, an upper one which runs 

throughout the song and a lower which augments it at various 

points. The 8000S failed to capture the full rhythmic drive and 

interplay between the two and could sound confused. This 

amp does have a likeable sense of weight and control to it but 
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it isn't the most involving I've heard. 

JON SAYS 

Suppled with Skunk Anansie's Stoosh album, the 8000S 

demonstrated its nicely defined upper bass that was quick off 

the mark with taut snare drums and bass guitar notes. Images 

were strongly focused around the centre of the sound stage, 

and this, along with a slightly forward midrange and treble, 

gave vocals, guitars and percussion good projection. 'Infidelity 

(Only You) boasted controlled, beefy kick drum, crisp 

cymbals and expressive vocals through our Jamo Concert 8 

stand mounters. 

With Randy Crawford flowing along its PCB tracks, the 

Audiolab showed a hint of rhythmic sluggishness with this 

disc's slower-paced melodies. Mind you, upper bass remained 

resolutely punchy and there was a fair amount of detail on 

tap. 

Returning to Opus 3's compilation CD, I tried Mozart's 

Allegretto con variazioni. Again, sound staging was expansive 

if not amazingly deep, and the 8000S managed to relay a lot of 

the musical expressions which impart this piece with its 

clockwork-style timing. 

The Audiolab has a measured feel to it - it won't be rushed 

into anything, and Rockers will like its crisp midband and 

punchy upper bass. The downside is that it can occasionally 

be rhythmically and tonally lacklustre. 
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L
ike Roksan, Densen have decided to go the 
surface-mount route. In terms of component 

count the Densen is the sparsest amplifier here. 

All the components bar the 360VA toroidal mains 

transformer are arrayed on a relatively small circuit board 

which is mounted hard up against the rear panel. Input and 

output socketry is connected to this board with the minimum 

of wiring to keep signal paths extremely short. 

Following the transformer is 40000uF of custom-made 

reservoir capacitance bypassed with large Wima surface-

mount caps to reduce the power supply's impedance. Volume 

is controlled by a shaft-driven Alps Blue pot which now seems 

to be de rigueur in amplifiers at this sort of price. 

There's a vacant plug-in space on the main PCB for the 
optional DP-01 phono board (not supplied for this group test) 

which can be configured for either MM or MC cartridges. The 

selector switch is positioned right next to the input sockets 

and is connected to the front panel by a flexible linkage. And, 

when upgrade time comes, a Pre-Amp Out socket makes bi-

amping a piece of cake. 

KETAN SAYS 

The Densen Beat may be a solid, well-built amplifier but I 

can't imagine it fitting in unobtrusively anywhere. Opus 3's 

compilation CD confirmed the Beat as a fully-fledged member 

of the rhythm and timing schools. Drum beats puncried out 

with exceptional power and force alongside taut double-

basses which had no trouble getting the floorboards shaking. 

Sadly, it wasn't all good news. The Densen had a slightly 

prominent midrange which I soon started to find tiresome. 

This was compounded by a mild hardness in the lower treble 

which becomes apparent with hard-struck piano notes. 

Acoustic space, while wide, was curtailed in depth giving a flat 

perspective. A veiling of fine detail made its presence felt as 

well and contributed to a lack of ultimate transparency. 

If there was a disc that was made for the Densen it has to 

be Kula Shaker. This showed off the Beat's lithe bass and swift 

dynamics to great effect. The Densen had the enviable ability 

to latch on to a rhythm and squeeze out every last drop of . t. 

The slight hardness noted before did very little to dent my 

enjoyment of this album as the amp was doing so many things 

right. 

JON SAYS 

Skunk Anansie's Stoosh album was obviously right up the 

group 
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Beat's street, as the amp showed it's a case of, " Beat by name, 

beat by nature" with this disc. 'She's My Heroine' almost had 

me attempting to stage-dive off our sofa, the vitriol and drive 
of this number came through the Densen so strongly - the 

drummer was bashing away on his kit as though he'd been 

hooked up to 2000VAC. 
I wiped my fevered brow and reached for something a little 

mellower - Robert White's sacred music for choir as 

performed by Voces Sacrae. The Beat did a good job of 

separating the individual voices in the choir, which maintained 

some of the flow and direction in these works, but it didn't 

seem to be quite as comfortable with this slow tempo as it 

had been with Skunk Anansie's Rock adrenaline rush. To the 

Densen's credit, there was a wide window of sound hanging 

across the front of the 'speakers. 

Returning to more upbeat fare, I found the Densen happier 
dealing with Kula Shaker's K album, which blasted along like it 

was strapped to a Roman Candle the size of a lamppost. The 

production on this CD can sound a bit dull but the Beat's 

slightly bright presentation lifted normally hidden details out 

of the mix without being ' in your face'. 

If you're a Rocker or a fan of any upbeat music, there's a 

good chance yoL'Il love the Densen Beat. If you tend more to 

Classical and slower tempos, it might not quite hit the spot. 
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T
he Campion is the only amplifier here to put the pre-
amp section on a separate board. This isolates the 

delicate low-level signals from the heftier voltages 

surging through the power amp. All input socketry is 

connected directly to the pre-amp and switching is 

accomplished by a very long shaft-driven selector close to the 

inputs. Members of the LP's fan club will be happy to hear 

Sonneteer are currently at work on a plug-in phono stage as 

well. 

The board on which the power amplifier circuits reside 

also houses the power supply except for the 160VA toroidal 

transformer. This board is symmetrically laid out with the 

23200uF worth of reservoir capacitors in the middle. The 

power transistors are bolted onto large aluminium L-sections 

which are then screwed to the case to provide a large 

heatsink area. An Alps Blue pot (what else!) looks after the 

volume control duties and is, unusually for this group, 

connected to the PCB via long wires. 

KETAN SAYS 

Kula Shaker opened the listening session and it was instantly 

apparent that the Campion doesn't have masses of power in 

reserve, so for high levels you'll need fairly efficient 'speakers. 

On the other hand, looking past the power aspect it becomes 

clear that the Campion is a bit special. It rocked along adeptly 

on this album and rhythmically there was little to fault. 

Dynamics were equally accomplished - electric guitars had 

outstanding speed and attack, and drums were punchy and 

propelled the music along with ease. Whilst transparent 

enough to show up the messy production on this album, the 

Campion had the knack of reminding me that the music was 

the important thing and my attention was always drawn back 
to it. 

Randy Crawford did the honours next. Small vocal 

inflections frequently overlooked were now clear, bringing 
her phrasing and breathing to my attention in a way that 

added to the enjoyment of the music. Low-level background 

details normally muddled were also dug out and presented in 

a natural manner. 

The Campion plays music in a style free from artifice and 

that sense of electronic processing. Timing and dynamics are 

further strengths. Match the Campion with relatively sensitive 

'speakers and it won't fail to delight. 

JON SAYS 

One of the most attractive facets of the Campions sound is 

the way it digs out a wealth of musical expression that slips 

through the net of many amps. Classical works regardless of 
tempo benefited to the greatest extent, gaining in drive, 

rhythm and precision of timing. Slower Rock and Jazz kept 

their syncopation intact instead of falling apart, which is what 

can often happen. The Campion won cred points for laying 

out clear, solid images in an acoustic that had nearly as much 

depth as width too. 

Making the Sonneteer a safe bet with a range of ancillaries 

is a hint of sweetness to its sound. This rounded off some of 

the resinous rasp of bow on strings and warmed up the tonal 

balance of violins and cellos without making them 'saccharine'. 

What makes the Sonneteer a taste of the high-end at a snip is 

its transparent sound staging that freed the music from the 

confines of the loudspeaker cabinets and gave it realistic scale. 

With its smooth, unruffled and open presentation the 

Sonneteer joins the '90s amp club where membership takes a 

truly musical performance. 
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The integrated which gets closest to 

stratospheric performance without 

its price tag inducing high blood 

pressure in your bank manager is 

Audio Analogue's £600 Puccini SE. 

All the main technical ingredients 

like rhythm (which is vital if you're 
not to doze off to music). dynamics, 

tonal colour, detail, etc are present 

and correct. What really puts the 

Puccini SE ahead of its peers is the 

kind of natural, neutral smoothness 

and true 3-D transparency to its 

presentation that you'd normally 

expect to have to pay a lot more 

money for. 
Sonneteer's Campion is another 

integrated which punches way 

above its price and can shame some 

much more expensive competitors. 

It also has a classy and svelte look to 

match its smooth, sweet sound. One 

of the major aces up the Campions 

sleeve is rhythm - your feet will 

never stop tapping while this amp is 

in circuit. Its spacious presentation 

also means full-size music simply 

vow 
flows into your room rather than 

struggling to get beyond the 

loudspeakers' cabinets. The only 

slight drawback is a limited power 

output of 35watts which might not 

make it an ideal partner for 'speakers 

like Castle's Eden (83dB sensitivity), 

if you like to hit 11 on the volume 

control, and a dry bass. 

Another sound to soothe sore 

ears is Roksan's Caspian. It has a 

sweeter sound than either the 

Puccini SE or Sonneteer Campion, 

which means it will counterbalance a 

lot of the slightly bright CD players 

and loudspeakers out there. It's 

another rhythm leader too, so you 

can blame it for those holes worn in 

the carpet by your boogying feet. 

Helping here is a weighty bottom 
end. And with plenty of power to 

hand (78watts into 8ohms, 120watts 

into 4ohms) the Caspian is 

unlikely to have any difficulty 

driving even insensitive 'speakers 

loud. 

The Caspian glosses over the 

last ounce of detail that the 

Puccini SE and Campion squeeze 

out of the signal, and rhythmically it 

can sound rather 'safe' at times. 

Remote control is a bonus though. 

If a musical adrenaline- rush is 

what you seek, then Densen's Beat 

should fit the bill. It has more sheer 

get up and go than any other amp in 

this test except the Puccini SE. On 

Rock, Dance and any up-tempo 

numbers it blasts along with great 

pace and speed thanks to nimble and 

substantial bass and crisp midrange 

and treble. Music stretched far out 

to either side of the Concert 8 stand 

mounters too, giving an almost 

cinema-style presentation. 

Unfortunately, sound stage depth 

was limited, as was tonal colour, 

leaving the Beat with a rather cold 

and clinical character even after it 

had been left to warm up for a few 

days in accordance with Densen's 

advice. And that rocket-propelled 

rhythmic ability didn't dovetail quite 

as neatly with Classical music as it 

had with Rock. If a large chunk of 

your record collection consists of 

Rock though, track the Beat down 

for a listen. 

Audiolab's 8000S is perennially 

popular and it's not too difficult to 

see why, especially in its updated 

guise. It has a powerful, hefty sound 

and doesn't blanch when it comes to 

driving unfriendly loudspeaker loads. 

Like the Densen, sound stage width 

is one of the Audiolab's fortes - 

images went almost wall-to-wall in 

our listening room. Depth 
perspectives and tonal colour, 

however, were similarly limited next 

to the Campion and Puccini SE. And 

while the Densen could be a rhythm 

fiend, the 8000S was a bit slower off 

the mark and could sound sluggish at 

times. Partnered with a warm source 

and cables, the Audiolab's brightish 

midrange and treble shouldn't prove 

stumbling blocks and remote control 

will please armchair athletes • 
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David Price investigates the fast moving world of computer audio. 

C
omputer sound has been 
around for a long time now - 

remember those bleeping 

arcade machires with weird Dalek-like 

voice synthesis fifteen years ago? But 

recently it's come of age and is even 

beginning to encroach upon hi-fi 

territory. Forget about piezo-electric 

chirping from your Sinclair Spectrum - 

these days computers offer full audio 

CD playback, DAT-quality hard-disk 

recording and even recordable CD. 

Maybe :he tine's now come for 

audiophiles to start taking computer 

sound seriously. 

Perhaps the most persuasive 

argument in favour of computer audio 

nowadays is its rock-bottom price. 

Assuming you've already got a Personal 

Computer (PC), you can get yourself a 

reasonable CD-playing set-up for as 

little as £50, far less than most hi-fi 

separates. And with a simple lead from 

your friendly local hi-fi shop you can 

route che sound through your hi-fi amp 

rather than those dreadful 'multimedia' 

'speakers that come with new PCs. But 

the big ques:ion is, how does it all 

sound through a decent hi-fi? Computer 

dealers say it's great (they would, 

wouldn't they?), but how would golden-

eared Hi-Fi 'World readers react? Read 

on to find out. 

GETTING GOING 

Assuming you've got a reasonable PC, 

(realistically at least a 486DX66 with 

8Mb memory) going 'multimedia' 

needn't cost much. I fitted a Panasonic 

quad-speed CD drive and Sound 16 

soundcard to my (486DX100) 

computer, and the whole shebang cost 

less than £70. 

The CD-ROM drive simply fits in a 

standard-sized slot in the front of your 

PC, and has its own basic controls (Play. 

Pause, Stop, Track Skip, Drawer Open, 

etc.) plus a 3.5mm jack for headphones. 

This means it's self-contained and can 

be used independently of any programs 

the computer is running, if tha:'s what 

you want. Alternatively you can use it 

through Windows, with full software 

control, and at the same time ruin otner 

applications like games, Internet or 

word-processing. 

As with everything in computers, the 

price of CD-ROM drives is in free-fall. 

About five years ago a single-speed unit 

would have set you back over £ 100, but 

you can now get a super-fast ten-speed 

unit for the same money. At the bottom 

end of the market, some quad- speed 

drives now cost less than £40. Strictly 

speaking a single-speed unit will suffice 

for audio use, but the high-speed drives' 

tightly-toleranced transports can only 

improve sound quality, so buyers should 

go for faster units, preferably from 'big 

name' manufacturers like Sony or 

Panasonic. 

Nowadays as little as £20 will get 

feature 

you a standard I,6-bit soundcard (a 

generic Soundblaster Pro compatible) 

such as the Sound 16 used here. The 

cad plugs into the computer 

motherboard in an expansion slot. One 

end faces the outside world, offering a 

whole host of facilities. Interfaces on 

the Sound 16 include 3.5mm stereo 

jacks for Line In., Line Out, Speakers and 

Microphone In. The card also boasts a 

games port, MIDI interface and 4W 

stereo power amplifier. As with all 16-

bit Soundblasters, the card has an FM 

synthesiser, anc Digital to Analogue and 

Analogue to Digital convertors on 

Crystal Semiconductors chips. 

Although CD-ROM drives contain a 

basic DAC and audio amplifier for the 

headphone output, they feed 

soundcards a digital signal. Since the 

card acts as a digital pre-amp it offers 

features like direct digital recordings 

from CD to the computer's hard disk 

under software control. Many sampling 

frequencies are available, from 8- bit 

mono to 44.1 kiHz I 6- bit stereo, and 

some cards now offer DAT-quality 

48kHz 16-bit stereo recording from 

analogue inputs. Of course, the length 

of recordimgs you can make depends on 

a combination of your hard disk's size, 

memory capacity or sampling frequency. 

The sottwa-e bundled offers a host 

of other facilities too, such as CD 

player emulation (with full disc and 

ndividual :rack labelling, favourite track 
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feature 

The software that comes with many soundcards allows you to use your PC as a CD player 

and a MIDI controller. The mixer at the bottom of the picture gives you control over the 

soundcard's digital and analogue inputs and outputs. 

memory, programmable editing, real-

t me display, etc.), a MIDI controller 

(for electronic music makers) and a full 

system mixer controlling the 

soundcard's analogue and digital inputs 

and outputs. It's an extremely flexible 

arrangement. 

INSTALLATION 

Installing the CD-ROM drive and 

soundcard should be fairly simple. It's 

customary to install the soundcard first, 

running the supplied set-up disc to set 

Interrupt request status, DMA channels 

and I/O port address according to your 

computer. Depending on your 

motherboard, the CD-ROM is 

connected to your computer's IDE 

interface or the soundcard's, and then 

the supplied set-up software can be run. 

There are more detailed connection 

instructions supplied with the units 

themselves. 

Set-up parameters depend on your 

hardware, but are usually easy to obtain 

with the software. In my case, I let 

Windows 95 do all the work, its ' Plug 

'n' Play' facility detecting and configuring 

the new hardware automatically. As 

soon as this was done, and an audio

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soundcard to my hi-fi amp, I rebooted 

the computer to be greeted by Brian 

Eno's famous Windows 95 jingle. To my 

surprise the system was working! 

SOUND QUALITY 

So how did it sound? Connected to a 

Pioneer A-400X driving a pair of 

Mission 75 I Freedoms, the answer is 

actually quite good. With Suede's 

'Beautiful Ones', treble was thin but 

surprisingly free from grit or harshness. 

Midrange was clean and tidy with 

reasonable detail and bass was tuneful, if 

a little lacking in fundamentals to drive 

the song along. A Marantz CD-63SE 

was bigger sounding, with a warmer 

tone, smoother treble and richer bass, 

but it wasn't quite as night and day as I'd 

expected. Both had an up-eront, musical 
sound that really got to the heart of 

things. It was only on a Deutsche 

Grammophon recording of Mozart's 

Concerto for Flute and Orchestra in A 

major (by the Berlin Philharmonic) that 

the computer CD system began to let 

the side down, losing a fair degree of 

space and low-level detail to the 

Marantz. 

Overall then, the verdict is pretty 

impressive for £70, and certainly better 

S/N 511 
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than cheapo CD players at the very 

bottom pf the market. Why should this 

be? Well, the multi-speed drives are 

certainly good quality (many hi-fi 

manufacturers use CD-ROM drives in 

their high-end transports rather than 

purpose-designed hi-fi mechanisms for 

precisely this reason). And the 

convertors in the soundcards, while not 

.quite audiophile grade, are far better 

than you'd expect for the money - the 

computer industry's vast economies of 

scale must have something to do with 

this. And finally, as Sony's Esprit range 

(covered by Haden Boardman on p67) 

and Linn's Brilliant power supply 

upg-ade of a few years ago proved', in 

addition to being a reliable source of 

power for computers, switched-mode 

power supplies can be good for audio 

as well! 

THE FUTURE... 

The frantic pace of computer hardware 

development bodes well for the future. 

All computing audiophiles need now is a 

really serious soundcard from a proper 

hi-fi manufacturer. There are few signs 

of :his at the moment, but the optical 

digital outputs fitted to the latest 

CD-ROM drives at least mean that 

separate hi-fi DACs can be used in the 

meantime. 

The next generation of computer 

sound should be a real treat for 

au.diophiles, though. Already 

CD-Recordable drives are available for 

computers for as. little as £400 

complete with sophisticated recording 

software. But soon, recordable DVD 

(or whatever it eventually ends up being 

called) will be here, promising superb 

quality on both recording and playback. 

With the many live music broadcasts 

and the plethora of bulletin boards with 

music to download from on the 

Irternet, this means that computer 

sound will truly have come of age. In 

tlhe meantime, it's a very affordable, 

flexible bit of fun. As for me, I'm waiting 

for a software vinyl record playe-, 

complete with van den Hul 

Grasshopper Moving Coil cartridge that 

never wears out!

Ketan Bharadia searches for a solution to the cold sound of some CD players 

with valve power from Musical Fidelity's X I O-D and Z-Man's Enhancer. 

0
 nce you've been bitten by that 
most virulent of viruses, 

Stereoitis, there's no escape. 

While that might not pose a problem in 

the context of a properly-sorted 

system, as a lot of music addicts will 

testify, what do you do if your hi-fi is 

letting you down and you just can't 

afford to buy a whole new set-up? Pull 

all your hair out? Burn your 

components or saw them in half with a 

chainsaw? Many go the cable way in 

search of improvement, but now there 

is another option with the likes of 

Musical Fidelity's X 10-D and the 

Enhancer from the Z-Man Corp. of 

America. 

What these two small boxes aim to 

do is bring back the warmth and life to 

CD players and systems that sound cold 

and uninvolving. How do they do this? 

Take a peek inside the casework and 

you'll find a device on the cutting edge 

of technology, the valve. 

THE TECHNOLOGY 

Sitting inside the X 10-D is a pair of 

Philips' 6922 double-triode valves, their 

sockets soldered onto a white PCB 

which carries I% metal-film resistors, 

metallised-film capacitors and a brace of 

35V 1000uF as well as 35V 470uF 

reservoir capacitors. Making sure that 

mains hum doesn't pose a problem is a 

wall-plug transformer which provides a 

I 2VAC output. 

The Z-Man Enhancer opts to keep 

the mains transformer inside the case 

close to the Russian Sovtek 

I 2AX7VVXT double-triode valve. 

Component quality is high, with MIT 

MultiCap metallised-polypropylene 

coupling capacitors and I% Holc° 

resistors. The power supply runs at 

300VDC with inductor and capacitor 

fiitering. 

As our measurements show, these 

are basicall:i two buffers which lack gain 

(although the X I O-D does produce 

1.IV out for a IV irput) and produce 

similarly wide frequency responses (4Hz 

to 150kHz) with low distortion. So how 

did they sound.. ? 

MUSICAL FIDELITY X I O-D 

The X 10-D was put through ,ts paces in 

a system consisting of a Roksar. Caspian 
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review 

The Enhancer uses a single valve 

partnered by audiophile components. 

CD player, Densen's Beat integrated 

amp and Jamors Concert 8 

loudspeakers. This system was 

powerful, assertive and dynamic but, 

because the Densen and Caspian sound 

forward and hard when partnering each 

other, proved fatiguing. 

Listening to ' Played Twice' from an 

Opus 3 compilation CD and inserting 

the X I O-D proved it has a subtle but 

definite signature. On the plus side, 

without curtailing extension it made 

high frequencies sound smoother and 

sweeter. There was also an increased 

Inside Musical Fidelity's XIO-D sits a pair of 

6922 double triode valves. 

sense of weight and presence to the 

reproduction which was welcome. 

On the downside, transparency 

suffered as fine detail became slightly 

veiled (as you might expect from the 

addition of extra circuitry in the signal 

path) and rhythmically things slowed 

down slightly. These negative effects 

weren't serious but were readily 

noticeable. 

With Orff s Carmina Burana, which 

in itself is quite a bright recording, the 

Musical Fidelity managed to sweeten 

and tame the top end without removing 

its sparkle. And the extra bass weight 

imparted by the X 10-D fleshed the 

sound out and gave the choir a more 

rounded, realistic feel. 

Z-MAN ENHANCER 

With the Caspian working straight into 

the Densen, the Schidlof Quartet's 

album of Shostakovich's string quartet 

No7 produced some rather sharp violin 

notes. The Z-Man countered the 
Densen's slightly cold presentation by 

injecting a little extra warmth into 

cellos, for instance, which had a 

pleasantly reedy texture. Dynamics 

were rounded off slightly though and 

lost some of their natural impact. 

Switching the Z-Man in and out of 

the system, I found this dynamic 

softening showing up as rhythm and 

drive which weren't as potent as they 

had been through the Densen and 

Caspian alone. There was also a mild 

boxiness, a shut-in feeling in the lower 

midrange apparent on cellos. With the 

powerful treble on this album and the 

Densen's bright character though, I 

preferred the sound with the Enhancer 

doing its thing. 

One very popular CD with a definite 

midrange and treble bias is the Spice 

Girls' eponymous album. On this little 

silver disc you get punchy, funky bass 

accompanied by sibilant vocals and a 

rather rough-and-ready treble. 

Giving the Spicettes the Z-Man 

treatment brought the sibilance under 

control and calmed down the over-

lively electronic hi- hats. Vocals became 

smoother too, but at the same time 

showed the kind of upper bass/lower 

midrange boxiness that had been 

obvious on the Schidlof Quartet. 

CONCLUSION 

The raison d'être for both the Musical 

Fidelity X 10-D and Z-Man Enhancer is 

to calm down a CD player or collection 

of components which don't gel to give a 

balanced sound. If you have a CD player 

with a forward, hard sound allied to an 

amplifier with a similar signature, the 

X I O-D and Enhancer are worth a look. 

The Musical Fidelity buffer imposes 

the smaller sonic footprint on the signal 

passing through it - the Z-Man, in spite 

of measurements which show no roll-

off in treble, takes some of the sparkle 

out of music. Given the price difference 

between the two, the Musical Fidelity 

looks the better bet. If you're suffering 

from equipment-mismatch syndrome 

and your budget won't stretch to a 

system revamp, these little boxes of 

tricks might make a good stop-gap 

solution •

Jon Marks plugs into some 
audiophile mains leads with 

Kimber's PowerKords and 

distribution block. 

B
ack in the 1970s, if you said 
cables made a real difference to 

hi-fi sound, people would think 

you were mad. Bell wire was the 

interconnect and loudspeaker cable of 

choice and mains leads were just 

chunky, solid-core copper cables. Well, 

times have changed and so have cables, 

which is why we decided to try out 

Kimber's PowerKords. 

The PowerKords come in two 

flavours - 4TCM and 8TCM. As you 

might imagine, the 8TCM is made up 

from twice as many conductors as the 

4TCM, which contains four blue and 

four brown strands. Making up the 

strands themselves are seven copper 

conductors of differing diameters 

wrapped in a Teflon dielectric. These 

are then woven together in such a way, 

claim Kimber, that the resulting 

capacitive cancellation attenuates the 

Radio Frequency pollution already on 

the mains, and stops the lead acting as 

an aerial without increasing the 

impedance of the power supply, unlike 

many mains conditioners. 

The first candidate to connect 

Roksan's Caspian CD player to the 

mains was a four-foot length of 4TCM 

(which sells for £73). When we 

auditioned mains cables from Moth and 

DNM back in June, we found really 

quite slight improvements to our 

system's sound, but not so with the 

4TCM. Even as 1 was walking over to 

our customary listening spot on the 

sofa,1 could hear better bass definition 

and extension - there was now more 

rhythm coming through the Roksan 

Caspian CD and Audio Analogue 

Puccini SE amplifier than you could 

shake a very big stick at. Treble was 

also sweeter 

and there 

was a 

clarity 

that 

allowed the 

full acoustic 

through 

Jamo's 

Concert 8 

stand mounters to 

provide a large, holographic sound 

stage. 

So far, so good, and £73 very well 

spent. Now it was time to delve deeper 

into my wallet and replace the 4TCM 

with five feet of 8TCM. Again, the 

benefits weren't small - bass went 

lower and was faster, the sound stage 

opened up further and images became 

three dimensional where before they'd 

only managed two and a half 

dimensions. And if you wanted to shake 

a stick at the rhythm, it would now be 

the size of a telegraph pole. At £ 121 

this length of PowerKord was sounding 

like good value. 

Last was a six-foot 8TCM - Kimber 

say the longer the better with these 

cables, as RF attenuation increases with 

length. Now the music coming from the 

Concert 8s had an addictively natural, 

organic feel to it. Switching back to 

normal leads, the sound was still 

enjoyable but had a hard mid and treble 

and soggy bass. 

The costliest Kimber upgrade was 

the six-way 8TCM-wired mains 

distribution block at £200. Now 

whatever was playing through the 

Caspian and Puccini SE had a truly life-

like quality to it that made burning the 

midnight oil to my favourite recordings 

a strong 

possibility. And considering this 

block works very well with standard 

leads and will power up to six 

components, it doesn't look so 

expensive at £200.1 only hope Russ 

doesn't want these back, as they've now 

taken up permanent residence in our 

system!

AERIALATTITIODE 
Thorens' new tuner, the 
£500 TRT 2000 
Consequence, is dressed 
to kill. Does it sound 
similarly appetising, asks 
Jon Marks. 

T
uners generally seem to be at 
the bottom of audiophiles' 

shopping lists these days. It's not 

hard to see why when you go into 

some busy showrooms to find among 

the floor-to-ceiling boxes the odd tuner 

or two hooked up to a piece of dangling 

electrical string and putting out Is much 

hiss and crackle as music. Connect a 

fine example of tunerdom to an aerial 

that provides a signal stronger than 

Radio Transylvania though, and you'll be 

in for a real sound-quality surprise. This 

was what I was hoping for when r wired 
up Thorens' classy £500 TRT 2000 

Consequence RDS (Radio Data System) 

tuner. 

In terms of looks, the Thorens is a 

bit of a black sheep compared to most 

of the biscuit boxes out there, its slim 

casework fronted by a perspex fascia 

and two large knobs. The one on the 

left is the On/Off switch and allows you 

to select either Tuning mode (so you 

can roam the airwaves) or Station 

mode (where you can find the preset of 

your choice). On the right is a spring-

loaded knob which, with a flick 

clockwise or counter, takes you up and 

down the FM band. And just to let yoJ 

know when you can stop searching and 

start listening, there's a useful signal. 

strength meter. Rounding out the 

features list is a 59-preset memory bank 

and the now-obligatory remote control. 

I connected the Thorens up to our 

high-quality roof aerial, its output 

running to Audio Analogue's Puccini SE 

amplifier and on to Jamo's Concert II 

floor standers 

via van den Hul 

interconnects and 'oudspeaker 

cables. Toggling through the display's 

various RDS read-outs with the Mode 

button, I was informed was listening to 

BBC R3 and a selection of works by 

BBC orchestras, in this case the BBC's 

National Orchestra of Wales. 

What struck me first about the 

TRT 2000 is how well it imaged when 

given the chance by an accomplished 

system. The orchestra spread wide 

between the walls of our listening 

room, with soloists clearly highlit in 

their own space. The expression in 

their playing was faithfully relayed as 

well, making for some moving listening 

sessions. The only drawback was a lack 

of tonal resolution which meant massed 

violins and cellos could sound almost 

synthetic at times, as if their notes were 

coming from a synthesiser and not the 

real thing. This could become confusing 

at times, as it made homing in on 

individual orchestral sections during 

crescendos quite difficult. 

Jazz FM's signal showed that the 

Consequence's imaging had been no 

fluke on R3, Dave Brubeck's 'Joe 

Lovano Tango' placing the drummer out 

to stage right, the saxophonist in the 

centre and the man himself on piano off 

to the left. Musically the Thorens had 

no trouble either, never running short 

of rhythm or preferring Classical to 

Rock, for instance. It was only in areas 

like sound stage depth and tonal colour 

that it was less convincing. Still, it had 

an even overall 

balance that allowed 

it to deal with R3's clean 

transmissions as well as the 

more compressed and bass-bloated 

offerings of many commercial stations. 

£500 should buy a very impressive 

tuner when you consider NAD's superb 

412 costs a mere £ 180. In certain 

respects Thorens' TRT 2000 

Consequence tuner is just that, 

impressive. It has a mix of detail, clarity 

and broad sound staging that are major 

plus points. Unfortunately, it also has a 

rather artificial tonal quality in spite of 

fine measured results which was most 

audible with Classicâ music. Try before 

you buy, and preferably in your own 

system a

This 70watt amplifier features six line 

inputs as standard with a dealer-fitted 

MM/MC phono stage as an option for 

vinyl heads. Remote control and two 

tape loops add greatly to its flexibility 

and make this a very versatile amplifier. 

Helping to keep signal paths short is 

the way the high-current VMOSFET 

power amplifiers are directly coupled to 

avoid the need for sound-degrading 

capacitors. Ample reserves of power 

without the Alpha 9 integrated going 

irto meltdown are assured thanks to a 

400VA toroidal mains transformer and a 

custom-designed high-efficiency heatsink. 

All this would be irrelevant if the 
amplifier failed to impress musically, but 

there's no problem on that score as 

Dominic Baker found out in the 

December 1996 issue. He wrote, "The 

Alpha 9 integrated was sailing through all 

my sonic tests with ease. A recording of 

Tchaikovsky's Pathetique showed its 

ability to reveal all the rich layers of 

tonal colour in the music, violins coming 

complete with a thin, woody resonance. 

Woodwinds were smooth and 

characterful, oboe underpinning the 

flute's dancing melody. The overall scale 

of the performance impressed with 

plenty of space around a well structured 

image of the orchestra." 

The performance gets even better 

when the matching Alpha 9P power amp 

is added to the integrated. The £399.90 

9P is basically the power amplifier 

section of the integrated on its own, so 

there's little sonic difference between 9 

and 9P. When used together though, the 

improvement in sound quality is anything 

but subtle. 

This is because with bi-amping a 

single power amplifier chalnel is 

dedicated to each of the loudspeaker's 

drivers rather than haviig to handle two 

or three. The result is improved control 

and lower distortion. 

Musically this translates into a much 

more satisfying sound as Dominic found 

out when he used the 9 integrated and 

9P power combination. He wrote, 

"With the 9P on bass duty, the 

Cranberries sounded altogether more 

powerful and definite. The qualities of 

the 9 on its own remained ,intact, but a 

stronger sense of power and solidity 

brought a larger scale :o the 

performance. Treble improved too, 

becoming clearer and cleaner and even 

more detailed. At higher vc lumes it was 

notably sweet, but still powerful enough 

with cymbals to give good attack. In 

addition there was more space and 

atmosphere to the music and decay on 

strings and hi-hats was 'extended."

hirteen hundred quid is a lot of 
money. It could buy you an 

around-the-world air ticket, a 

decent motorbike, or even a pleasantly 

rusty Alfa Romeo. Then again, you 

could always treat yourself to a nice, 

new CD player, a giant leap up from 

your current budget box. XTC and 

Cymbol would doubtless recommend 

this option. 

Cymbol's £ 1279 CDPI2 is the latest 

product from Tony Brady, the man 

responsible for the popular Onix range 

of specialist hi-fi, which has now been 

sold to a Taiwanese company.

calibration DAC. The designer is 

vehemently anti-Bitstream, believing 

only multi-bit can play tunes and handle 

rhythms properly. The XTC's CDMI2.1 

transport also gets a 'super-fast rise-

time' clock - said to create a more 

rhythmic sound - plus direct-coupled, 

single-ended class A output stages. 

What of all this technology then? Is 

it money well spent? I'd say so, although 

these players will appeal to very 

different audiences - proof positive that 

in hi-fi, nothing's ever straightforward! 

First, the Cymbol. Inner City's 

'Good Life', a piece of late Eighties' 

Dance, came across with all the power 

and zest of any silver-disc spinner I've 

heard. Most impressive was the sound 

staging, which although not as tightly 

defined as Linn's Karik, was extremely 

big and bold. Tonally it was a real treat 

too; most un-CD-like, in fact. While the 

lowest bass notes seemed a little light, 

upper bass was unusually warm and 

voluptuous. Midband was clean and 

punchy without a trace of hardness or 

grain, and highs were superb. 

After the Cymbol's bloom, the 

XTC's crisper, drier and more 

monochrome sound was a surprise. 

'Good Life' suddenly shifted in 

perspective, with a thinner, colder 

midband and treble, and a lighter, 

tighter upper bass. Only the lowest bass 

notes had more power. The recorded 

acoustic changed too, losing some of 

the Cymbol's extreme stage imaging 

abilities, but improving on its depth. 

The real ear-opener was how 

differently each player made music. 

Where the Cymbol majored on its 

textural qualities, capturing the warmth 

of the keyboards and the silky patina of 

Paris Grey's sublime backing vocals, the 

XTC went for rhythms like a cruise 

missile in a hurry. Unerringly quick off 

the mark, it spotlighted the interplay 

between bass drum, snare and cymbals 

with an ease that made its rival seem a 

touch too tardy. It also managed to dig 

'hidden' rhythms out of the mix - those 

glorious sequenced keyboard pads in 

'Good Life' suddenly assumed a 

rhythmic as well as a melodic rote. 

It was interesting how the XTC 

injected more pace into proceedings.

epic, cinematic quality. Musically, the 

XTC was a punk band to the Cymbol's 

big band, if you see what 1 mean.

you that sense of 'being there'. 

Conversely, the XTC's violins were 

bordering on hard, while cellos lacked 

the Cymbol's weight and body. 

On balance I'd say the XTC just 

about won out, but I'd avoid hard and 

unforgiving systems. Indeed, the CDP- I 

doesn't sound a million miles away from 

the Linn Karik, which just happens to 

be one of my two favourite CD players. 

The Cymbol is no less a player, but 

will appeal to different people. It has a 

real love of music combined with 

luxurious warmth and plenty of low-

frequency wallop. And it's HDCD 

compatible too, so if you actually have 

some HDCD CDs in your collection, 

you'll be able to enjoy the smoother, 

more spacious and natural sound they 

offer.

n these days of digital, many of the 
CD brigade must puzzle over the 

persistence of vinylphiles in sticking 

to their beloved format. After all, what 

could be more archaic than a lump of 

diamond wiggling around in a plastic 

groove? But the analogue cognoscenti 

know just how good top-flight LP 

systems can sound, even if the precision 

engineering that makes them possible 

doesn't come cheap. A case in point is 

Linn's new £ 1200 Arkiv Moving Coil 

cartridge. 

Demonstrating its prowess as the 

diamond at the end of an all-Linn front 

end (LP 12, Lingo, Trampolinn, Ekos, 

Linto) the new Arkiv conjured up a 

detailed, involving rendition of Dave 

Brubeck's 'Take Five'. Showing the tiny 

line-contact stylus at the end of its 

boron cantilever was really getting into 

the groove was music that's normally 

hidden by cheaper cartridges. And yes, 

the Arkiv does have that characteristic 

tunefulness to it, although not quite as 

much as certain Linn loyalists would 

have you believe. 

Moving to 'World Destruction' by 

Tinnezone (Africa Bambaata and John 

Lydon), the Arkiv did its natural Linn 

thing, excavating fine detail and pumping 

bass that was tight and extended, if not 

as lean and deep as might be expected 

from a front-end costing the best part 

of £6000.

Linn celebrate 25 memorable years with their 
latest high-end cartridge, the Arkiv Moving Coil. 

To see how it would fare in a non-

Linn setting I bolted Linn's top coil into 

our Garrard 40 I/SME 312 with a Slate 

Audio Powerhouse PSU and Kimber 

PowerKords. In the Garrard with its 

sure-footed, driving bass, John Lee 

Hooker had more weight and power 

than in the LP 12 with greater impact 

and drive. Treble also benefited without 

becoming sibilant or harsh, while the 

Arkiv's expressive midrange meant 

guitars and vocals really sang. Sound 

staging enjoyed that traditional depth 

that analogue manages so well, but left 

me feeling there should have been more 

space and air to the sound for my 

£1200. 

Bob Marley's Natty Dread LP 

confounded the claims of CD-ers that 

vinyl's as silent as a pan full of sizzling 

bacon. When the Arkiv is tracing a 

clean groove there's very little pop and 

crackle. Proving this was a whole wealth 

of subtleties that enriched the music 

and enhanced rhythm and timing, both 

major strengths of this LP. And the 

Linn's boosted bass output (obvious 

from our measurements) was the icing 

on the cake as far as Reggae was 

concerned, even if its not particularly 

accurate. 

I had a £525 Ortofon MC 30 

Supreme to hand, so I pressed it into 

service by way of a comparison. At half 

the price the MC 30 still had many of 

the Linn's qualities - it was slightly 

brighter in the treble and looser in the 

bass than the Arkiv, but considering it's 

half the price that's no mean 

achievement. In fact, while the Linn was 

smoother and more transparent, it 

pulled ahead only marginally in terms of 

dynamics. 

I can see Linn fans flocking in their 

droves to the new Arkiv, with all those 

traditional hallmarks of beefy bass, crisp 

treble and toe-tapping rhythms. But 

outside Linn systems the Arkiv starts to 

look a bit pricey. A fine MC, but make 

sure you home demo it before breaking 

into your piggy-bank.

There's a couple of models 

of noise reduction 

headphones around at the 

moment from companies like 

Discwasher (tel: 01204 

700139) with their NRH 200 

and the Noise Buster Extreme 

from Noise Cancellation 

Technologies (tel: 01223 

424898), but these only filter 

out continuous, steady noise 

like the drone of a plane's jet 

engines if you're on a flight, 

or the noise of a 

lawnmower's engine if you're 

giving the grass a trim. They 

also need batteries to operate 

the processing circuitry, 

although power consumption 

is low.

PLACEMENT 

PROBLEMS 

Recently I've been trying out 

some rather unusual positions 

for my loudspeakers and the 

results have been illuminating. 

When my system was in my 

bedroom with my Castle 

Richmonds on a set of drawers 

next to a wall, understandably 

the sound wasn't quite right, so 

I bought a pair of stands and 

gave the Richmonds some 

space along one of the other 

walls. 

The stereo imaging was still 

disappointing, so I decided to 

try the Castles in an unusual 

position which gave amazing 

results. The central image 

became rock solid, all the 

instruments in the production 

which had previously been 

mixed together separated out 

and the sound stage became 

truly life-size. It really was the 

biggest upgrade I've ever made 

and it was free! 

Circumstances then 

changed and I now have my 

system arranged in a small living 

room, with the Richmonds in 

the standard position on either 

side of a chimney breast. This 

gives reasonable results with a 

nice stereo image but there's 

some boominess in the bass. 

I tried the unusual position 

again and found it gave similar 

results, although with the high 

frequencies rolled off. But 

surprisingly, when I put the 

'speakers back on either side of 

the fireplace, I found the sound 

stage shrank, the sense of 

'being there' was gone and bass 

extension was lost too. Please 

help me and explain what is 

going on!

The set-up in Diagram Nol 

is how the majority of 

audiophiles tend to arrange 

their loudspeakers, which 

works well sonically and 

fits in with the décor. 

Ideally though, you need to 

have nothing sitting between 

the loudspeakers, like a 

chimney breast, because this 

can affect the perception of 

sound stage depth and 

imaging precision. 

Toeing the cabinets in 

and keeping them as afr 

away from rear and side 

walls as possible can help 

too by reducing the amount 

of reflected sound reaching 

your ears. The major trade-

off with setting your 

'speakers up in this manner 

is drier, less weighty bass 

which can make a system 

sound anaemic if it already 

has quite a lightweight 

balance. 

In Diagram No2, there's 

free space between the 

loudspeakers that stretches 

back a fair way, and this 

would certainly help 

imaging and depth 

perspectives, especially 

towards the centre of the 

sound stage. 

The fact that each 

'speaker has a wall behind it 

but not to its side, as it does 

in Diagram Nol, would 
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If zontinuous background noise 

i≤ a problem, noise reduction 

headphones like the NRH 200 

from Discwasher might be able 

to help. 

which picks up the 
external noise, and running 

it through an FFT (Fast 
Fourier Transform, as our 
Hewlett Packard 3561A 
spectrum analyser uses). 

This then picks out any 
unchanging signals at 
frequencies ranging from 
20Hz to 1500Hz and 
reduces them by between 
8dB and 15dB. 

If you're finding it 
difficult listening to radio 
or television because of 

external noise, headphones 
are a good idea anyway. 

But if it's complete silence 
you're after, then 
electronics companies still 

have some way to go I'm

again give you more direct and less 

reflected sound, and stronger, more 
life-like imaging. 
Having the drivers firing effectively 

across the room diagonally would 
reduce high-frequency reflections off 

the rear wall too. The corner would 
help disperse the high-frequency 
energy that would otherwise bounce 

off the back wall in Diagram Nol and 
cause a lumpy midrange and rough 

treble response. We use specially-
designed acoustic tiles on the back 

wall of our listening room for this 
very reason. 
I have to say I'm a bit surprised you 

say that upper frequencies sounded 
rolled-off with your Richmonds in 
this position. If the cabinets are 

angled in towards the listening 
position, you shouldn't get any 
reduction in treble for the simple 

reason there's nothing between you 
and the loudspeakers to absorb it. It 
might come down to a smoother 
response (because of the treble not 
bouncing off the back wall) sounding 
less in-your-face than with the 
standard arrangement. A change of 
cabling could help rebalance your 
system's sound. The Chord Company's

A DIFFERENT 

APPROACH 
I've enjoyed listening to my 
system for many years, but 
now feel it is time to upgrade 

my 'speakers. It consists of a 
Quad 34/606-2, Pioneer 
PD801 CD player, Rega 
Planar 3 with RB300 tone-
arm and Goldring 1042 
Moving Magnet cartridge and 

KEF 104/2 'speakers. Cables 
are from JK Acoustics 
(copper single core, silver 
plated). All components rest 
on Target AER2 equipment 
supports.

extension and sound staging

CONCERTED EFFORT 
Douglas Floyd-Douglass renews his membership of the jamo fan-club with 

the floor standing Concert I 

II
amo is one of those companies 
recognised by different people for 

different things. At the budget end of 

e range you have the kind of 

loudspeakers many aspiring DJs start off 

with. Then you have the Concert 8 

stand mounters and now the £ 000 

Concert II floor standers many 

audiophiles aspire to. 

The Concert 1 Is are an 

extension of Jamo's no-

compromise philosophy in a 

solid floor stander. At 110 litres 

internal volume (compared to 

the Concert 8s' 29 litres) you'd 

expect the 11 s to sound 'better' 

than the 8s simply by virtue of 

their size, certainly in terms of 

bass at least. 
In all honesty, the Concert 

Ils do not sound 'better' than 

the Concert 8s, despite the 

addition of a 6.5in. 

polypropylene woofer. They do, 

however, sound different, even 

more mature, perhaps, and may 

appeal to a wider range of 

tastes. Where the 8s thrive on 

a good source, the 11 s are not 

so choosy. They were happily 

driven by an 18watt pure Class 

A valve power amp, and 

delighted with the 60watt 

Dynaco Stereo 70. 

The supplementary woofer 

in the Concert 1 Is consists of a 

pressure die-cast magnesium frame 

a powerful magnet system to control 

the excursions of the long voice coil 

and the relatively large mass of a 

polypropylene diaphragm. This is a 

careful choice of features made to 

complement the already excellent 

drivers used in the Concert 8. Jamo 

deploy the same aluminium-coned 

mid/bass driver which crosses over in 

the Ils at 2.5kHz just as it does in the 

with 

Concert 8s, but in the Ils it's acting 

purely as a midrange unit operating 

from I 50-2.5kHz. The 8s and 1 Is rely 

on the same exceptionally smooth, 

transparent and accurate tweeter, 

which has a silver-wired voice coil and 

Sonotex diaphragm, which 1, for one, 

hope to see more of. 

Listening to 

orchestral music on the Concert 1 Is is 

a revelation, and to my mind the one 

area where the cabinet volume excels: 

depth of bass was truly impressive on 

Gorecki's third symphony, imparting a 

lovely warmth to cellos and double-

bass. 
Vocals are handled with aplomb by 

that superb midband driver, and Joni 

Mitchell poured out her heart to great 

effect. Integration for a three-way was 

I s. 

good too, especially between the upper 

bass and higher frequencies. I found the 
polypropylene woofer could lag behind 

the tremendous speed and musical 

dexterity of the phase-plugged 

aluminium mid/bass cone though. 

On to more modern recordings, 

and Steve Lipson's masterful production 

of Brian Kennedy's ' Life, Love And 

Happiness' left me cold in a goose-flesh 

way. The professionally-trained vocals 

of this hugely underrated Irish musician 

are given great digital legs by Lipson's 

trademark 'big production'. 'The Oldest 

Dream in The World', a more 

evocative track, was equally moving, 

and the bass and acoustic guitars gelled 

in dynamic harmony. 

Had I reviewed the Concert 11 s 

before the Concert 8s, I would have 

rated them as excellent all-round 

performers. I would also have been at a 

loss having to describe the Concert 8, 

which is currently one of the best two-

way designs ever built, in my opinion. 

As it is, if you're after a capable floor 

stander, you'll be doing yourself a 

disservice if you don't audition the

I
thought I understood 
how ports worked - 
that's the sort you find 

in loudspeakers, not the 
sort ships use. But I've 
noticed during experiments 
that some aspects of 
measured behaviour don't 
fit the theory of operation. 

The mass of the air in a 
port resonates against the 
compliance (springiness) of 
the air in the cabinet to 
form a resonant system that 
acts as a low-frequency 
radiator. That's how the 
normal explanation goes. If 
this was the case, then as 
port size increased, air mass 
would increase and 
resonant frequency 
decrease. Trouble is, it does 
the exact opposite. 

We have a resonant 
system, that's for sure, and 
as port size increases I 
cannot see how mass can 
decrease in this system. So, 
for resonant frequency to 
rise, compliance must 
surely be decreasing. That's 
an altogether different 
scenario and one for which 
a precedent exists: the horn 
loudspeaker. 

The port does not trap a 
mass of air, it exposes the 
air in the cabinet to the air 
in the room and the two 
interact against each other. 
Imagine prodding a piece 
of foam rubber with your 
finger. It will sink in. Now 
push the same piece of 
foam with the flat of your 
hand; it does not go in so 
easily. In other words, the 
foam appears stiffer. This is 
how the mass of air in the 
cabinet reacts to the air in 
the room, the room 
appearing 'stiffer' as port 
area increases. 

This is a very complex 
interaction too, I suspect, 
because strange things 
happen at either end of the 
limits. In other words, if the 
relationship of port size to 
frequency was linear then 
as port size decreased to 
zero, so frequency would 
decrease to either a 
minimum or zero. In 
practice, port behaviour 
simply fades away. Since 
output level from the port 
also decreases with 
decreasing port size this 
effect obviously 
predominates, so the 
decrease in frequency is 
non-linear and has a 
frequency limit, meaning

you can't tune a port as low 
as you might like. 

Conversely, as port size 
increases, a point comes 
when it isn't a pon anymore 
so much as an oversize hole 
in the cabinet. So at what 
point does a hole in the 
cabinet cease to act as a 
port? 

Obviously, altering port 
size only works between 
quite strict limits. Some 
bright spark found that 
placing a tube behind the 
port, called a duct, seemed 
to get around the problem. 
Happily, in this case 
lengthening the duct does 
decrease resonant 
frequency. All of a sudden 
port size could be increased 
and, providing the duct was 
progressively lengthened, 
it's frequency of operation 
could still be tailored to suit 
any particular design aim. 
And this is where we are 
today, with a few 
exceptions. But symmetrical 
tubular ducts also act as 
organ pipes which 
introduce further 
difficulties, if the port is 
made too long. 

Where a port is ducted, 
we do appear to have a 
system that behaves as the 
common port model would 
suggest. As port length 
decreases to zero, port 
frequency simply rises to 
the limit set by port area. 
The duct, however, is 
another system that 
modifies basic port 
behaviour. It has its own 
pattern of behaviour that is 
quite the reverse of what 
the port does; the two are 
very distinct. 
I suppose it's 

reasonable to associate the 

two and people have 
consequently extrapolated 
back to reach the 
conclusion that a port 
without a duct is nothing 
other than a ducted port of 
short length that would still 
behave like a port. This isn't 
the case, something that has 
had me puzzled for some 
time. 

Pondering the fact that a 
port is fundamentally an 
acoustic gateway between 
loudspeaker and room, I 
realised that to better match 
a port to the room load 
would require an air-
matching transformer - a 
horn. 

Now things started to 
move. I had a loudspeaker 
with a hole in it and a fast 
real-time spectrum analyser 
hooked up, looking at the 
modulus of impedance. I 
needed a horn - quick! 
Anything would do, 
because if this theory had 
any validity it would 
immediately show in the 
impedance curve. I found a 
large plastic funnel used to 
coax salt into a dishwasher. 
Held in place with Blu-tack 
I got the result I hoped for. 

Both humps of the 
impedance curve dropped 
significantly, demonstrating 
the funnel was exhibiting 
horn-like properties, 
imposing some resistive 
loading on the air load 
behind the driver, flattening 
its impedance curve. 
Acoustic output from the 
funnel was broader band 
than that of a port or a 
duct, again demonstrating a 
better damped system. 
Eureka! 

There's a great delight in 
reaching an understanding 
of something based on its 
behaviour, because as often 
as not better ways of 
exploiting it quickly 
become obvious. In this 
case it appears that the 
ducted port used by a 
majority of manufacturers 
isn't ideal. A better 
loudspeaker port is 
available from your local 
hardware shop: it's called a 
funnel. What size funnel to 
use? There's the rub. At 
present I don't know. I 
hope to be taking a closer 
look at this idea in future 
issues. Happy 
experimenting!

TO THE FUTURE 
In last month's issue we previewed dCS's 96kHz, 24-bit compatible Elgar 
DAC. Now we take a more in-depth look at what could well be the next 

generation of CD. 

I
f you've always thought CD sounded 

as metallic as it looked and fell well 

short in the subtlety and rhythm 

stakes, it isn't just your imagination. As 

many listeners of the analogue 

persuasion have long suspected, CD 

with its 44.1 kHz sampling frequency and 

I 6-bit resolution doesn't really cut the 

mustard. Its replacement, which sounds 

far superior, could well take the form of 

a signal sampled at 96kHz with a 

resolution of 24-bits. In the November 

issue, dCS's Marketing Manager Robert 

Kelly showed us such a system using 

their Elgar DAC and Nagra's digital 

open-reel recorder. 

JON MARK So when was dCS born? 

ROBERT KELLY: dCS began in 1987 

as a company which made Analogue to 

Digital Convertors and Digital to 

Analogue Convertors for any 

application, not just audio. Mike Story, 

the founder, looked at audio because 

he'd been involved with that side of 

things on a personal basis from a long 

time back. He looked at all the off-the-

shelf ICs which are used by almost 

everyone else for their studio DACs 

and thought he could come up with 

something better. 

Conventional topologies, whether 

they're Bitstream or Multi- bit, have 

their advantages as well 

as disadvantages. So 

Mike produced 

something called the 

Ring DAC, which is the 

core of all our 

components. And that's 

what really got dCS 

established in the audio 

world. It has superb 

linearity that goes way 

beyond - 120dB. 

Most off-the-shelf ICs 

start running into 

linearity problems at 

around -80dB/-90dB.

Special in the way it's designed and built, with full dual mono-construction, top quality 
internal components (including built-in MM/MC phono stage) and an absolutely superb 
finish. As Jon Marks correctly noted: "The Puccini S.E. is very different to just about 
every sub-£1000 integrated I've come across before". 

Special too in the way it sounds. "An addictive mix of fine tonal colour, delicacy, power 
and involvement" (Hi Fi World's words again). Of course, that's the way a good amplifier 
should sound, but in reality transistor amps very rarely do. A hard, bright, uninvolving 

sound is what you usually get at this price level. The Puccini S.E. however is "completely 
free from transistor grain" with "a depth to its sound stage which leaves other integrateds 

sounding flat". And to emphasise the gulf that separates the Puccini S.E. from the rest Jon

competition do is a lucidity, a see-through transparency combined with control which 
makes its peers sound quite boxy and forced". 

Praise indeed. But fully merited, even if we do say so ourselves. And if that sounds 
like your kind of amplifier, you won't be disappointed.

When we talk about the dynamic 

ranges of digital equipment it's a little 

bit confusing as you typically measure it 

between the biggest signal you can put 

out and the noise floor. But you can 

actually hear below the noise floor 

(your ear tends to tune hiss out), so if 

the linearity of your system extends 

below that point there's more sound 

quality to be had. It's almost always the 

linearity of the system rather than the 

noise floor which limits its 

performance. 

Our US agent has a very interesting 

tape of Latin American percussion 

which he copied off some analogue 

master tapes onto the Nagra D open-

reel. Percussion is very hard to do since 

it's so complex. He first recorded 

through a well-known US-made 20-bit 

44.1 kHz Analogue to Digital Convertor 

and then wound the tape back, 

equalised all the levels, and recorded it 

at 24-bits, 44.1kHz through one of our 

ADCs. He played back the two and the 

20-bit vers,cn made the percussion 

sound rather mushy while, on the dCS 

24- bit one, you can more easily identify 

the various instruments. Finally, 

sw•tching up to 96kHz at 24-bit 

provided another quantum leap 

forward. 

This much was obvious from the 

listening session last month, where the 

Elgar/Nagra were running at 96kHz and 

24-bits into an EtaIon Ampli pure class 

A power amp (more of which in a 

forthcoming issue) hooked up to our 

Jamo Concert 8 stand mounters via van 

den Hul Revelation Hybrid loudspeaker 

cable. 

Rob Watts at DPA is also working 

or 96kHz, 24-bit compatible DACs 

with the new SXI28, SX256 and SX5I2, 

which we hope to review soon. Rob has 

come up with a data processing 

technique called Pulse Array 

Modulation: 

ROB WATTS: Pulse Array 

Modulation combines all the advantages 

of Bitstream and Multi-bit while 

avoiding their disadvantages. In our 

reference SX5 12 DAC for instance, 

there are 512 pulse array elements, 

each of which handles the same data 

stream taken from the CD. These 

output pulses from the elements are 

then added together, giving the SX512 

256 times the resolution of Bitstream. 

This means the DAC can accurately 

reproduce a 24-bit signal at 20kHz. 

Another benefit is that, because of the 

way the pulse array elements are 

processed, sensitivity to jitter is greatly 

reduced. 

We've also put the filtering which 

eliminates the DAC's spurious signals 

above 22.05kHz onto the DAC chip 

itself. Normally this would be carried 

out by a separate op amp, but doing it 

that way gives the op amp a hard time 

and you end up with a coarse, grainy 

sound. On-chip filtering solves this 

problem and means there's only one 

amplifier in the analogue signal path too, 

which contributes to better 

transparency and clarity. The end result 

of all these improvements is smooth 

and full-bodied sound with great sound 

staging. 

It will still be a while before the 96kHz, 

24-bit modules for the DPA convertors 

are ready, but with what dCS and DPA 

have done, and what other companies 

are starting to do, the hardware for a 

new, truly high-quality digital format is 

falling into place. Now it's basically up 

to the music companies to begin putting 

songs on a future, high-capacity Internet 

so audiophiles everywhere can start 

downloading onto their hard drives •

t is summer 1995 in a 
smoke-filled Soho 
niteclub [sic].

Then the reporter 
approaches our table and a 
guy next to me says, 
"Sorry, we're journalists 
too!" The girl with the 
microphone lets out a sigh, 
complaining that everyone 
in the audience is a hack 
from Wapping in search of 
a story and that, with no 
'real' people present, 'the 
Easy Listening revival' 
must be a figment of the 
media's fruitful 
imagination. 

This rather surreal 
event has stuck in my 
mind. I used to think the 
media had a sinister 
agenda to misrepresent or 
distort the truth, to 
preserve vested interests. 
But now I'm beginning to 
see things as they really 
are. It isn't about cynical, 
tendentious misreporting, 
or 'agents of capitalism' or 
propaganda. Most 
journalism is about lazy 
news-gathering, making it 
up as you go along, 
following a buzz, a tip-off, 
or failing that, everyone 
else. 

The problem is that 
slack hackery is such an 
easy habit to slip into. Too 
many journos find it most 
convenient to take what's 
given to them on a plate, 
or simply plagiarise their 
colleagues on rival papers 
or television channels. 
That's why 'news' is often 
so homogenous and 
London-centred — no one 
has the time or can be 
bothered to make the 
effort to go out and find it 
in the real world.

Hi-fi writing, I'm sorry 
to say, can suffer from the 
same malaise. Not so much 
these days, but certainly 
from the late Seventies to 
the end of the Eighties 
there was only one way to 
think, a single proselytising 
theory that said which hi-fi

`me too' mentality. Linn's 
director Ivor Tiefenbrun 
put this fact to good use.

bad. Magazine readers 
were encouraged to think

Conspiracy theorists 
will scream "Payola!", 
insisting that journalists 
take bribes to write nice 
things about their 
paymasters' products. Well 
I can honestly say I've 
never come across this. 
True, many companies are 
particularly adept at media 
relations — friendly, co-
operative and affable, that 
sort of thing - but no one I 
know has ever gone further 
than that. 

Instead, I think the

Ever heard of 
Trio's flagship L-07D 
turntable or Marantz's 
Esotec? Probably not, 
although they surpassed 
the top Sondek/Ittok 
combination of the day. 
They were virtually 
ignored by the UK press. 
Indeed, if a turntable 
wasn't a) British, b) belt 
drive and c) impossibly 
difficult to set up, 
reviewers would say it, 
"just couldn't play music". 
A shame, because such 

a parochial outlook didn't 
do our industry any good. 
It just meant we got 
caught in a timevvarp 
throughout the Eighties 
from which we're only just 
beginning to escape. Now 
in the late Nineties, it's 
suddenly OK to like valves, 
horn 'speakers, direct-drive 
turntables and even 
products from foreign 
countries! Freedom! 

Thankfully the UK hi-fi 
press, still populated by 
many of the great Seventies 
scribes we know and love, 
has opened its eyes to 
choice and diversity — a bit. 
I get the sense that it's 
easier to go against the 
grain nowadays — there's 
less of an imperative to 
follow the flock. Let's have 
more of this from 
everyone. You never know, 
this spirit may even reach 
Fleet Street one day, and 
there'll never be an Easy 
Listening revival again. 
Trouble is, they'll probably 
exhume Bros instead. . .

At £240, are Audio Gem's 
Opal loudspeakers diamonds 
with a few rough edges, 
wonders Ketan Bharadia. 

C
ut throat aren't words you hear 
used often these days - there 

aren't many swashbuckling films 

about piracy on the high seas at the 

moment. They make an apt description 

for the modern budget loudspeaker 

world though - just take a look at the 

bewildering array of inexpensive boxes 

on offer. So if a 'speaker like Audio 

Gem's Opal stand mounter is to 

succeed under these circumstances, it 

needs to be something rather special. 

Taking the Opals out of their box I 

took an immediate shine to their smart 

Mahogany finish (available at a £20 

premium over the standard Black). 

Bolted to the front of the attractive 

ported cabinet (340mm by 220mm by 

I 97mm) are a I 00mm treated-paper 

mid/bass unit and a 25mm fabric-dome 

tweeter. Finding the optimum position 

to site the Audio Gems in was fairly 

easy - in our listening room it was 

about 50cms from the rear wall and 

well away from side walls. A slight toe-

in helped to give the sound extra 

solidity and focus. Stand-wise the Opals 

preferred high-mass Atacama 5E24 

stands to the open-frame variety. 

Bi-wired with DNM's Reson 

loudspeaker cable, the Opals squared 

up to Tracy Chapman's third album 

Matters Of The Heart. The Audio 

Gems showed themselves clear and 

direct in contrast to many 'speakers 

which soften dynamics and gloss over 

detail. Evidence of this was supplied by 

sharply-focused and articulate vocals 

and percussion with abundant bite and 

attack. 

Rhythmically 

this ' speaker 

was as tight as Ebenezer Scrooge and 

handled tunes deftly despite having a 

bottom end which sounded faintly 

tubby when volume levels were pushed 

higher. 

Slightly less sonically appealing was 

the Opals' dry presentation which 

removed some of the warmth and tonal 

richness from recordings. Playing their 

parts here were a peak in the treble at 

8kHz and over-damped bass, both 

shown up in our measurements. This 

meant treble, which could be sharp and 

a touch hard, was pushed forward in 

the mix. That said, the overall 

performance was still enjoyable. 

The next CD was the Stockholm 

Arts Trio playing Schubert's Op99. 

Here the Opals once again gave a clear, 

dynamic rendition. The piano had plenty 

of detail and weight and was nicely 

proportioned in the acoustic. Sound 

stage width was fine, although like much 

of the competition, the Audio Gems 

flattened front-to-back depth. 

Again, it was on the most powerful 

piano notes that the Opals hardened 

up, and the treble brightness previously 

noted made violins sound thin. It wasn't 

bad enough to disturb me but I can 

imagine that, if these stand mounters 

were used with a brighter, less evenly 

balanced combination than the Roksan 

Caspian CD and Audio Analogue 

Puccini SE integrated, they could 

become rather fatiguing. 

No 

matter what I 

listened to, whether it was the 

complex Jazz Funk of Quincy Jones or 

Stravinsky's Fire Bird Suite, the Audio 

Gem Opals were highly consistent. On 

one hand they are fast, dynamic and 

extremely rhythmic. On the other hand 

their brightness could prove wearing in 

the long term, as could their lack of 

sound stage depth. But if you like what 

the Audio Gems are good at, do give 

them a try.

've always had a lot of respect for 
Sony as a company. Whereas many 

Japanese corporations produce 

mainly 'me too' equipment, Sony have 

genuinely tried to keep the wheels of 

progress turning. Cue the Esprit, Sony's 

high-end range of hi-fi, complete with 

the most tweaky of tweaks, including 

floating magnetic isolation platforms, 

99.99% oxygen-free copper cable and 

fancy diamond cantilevered Moving Coil 

cartridges. 

The most common Esprit items you 

are liable to find are the TA-E900 and 

TA-N900 pre-amplifier and monobloc 

power amplifiers. The power amplifiers 

are rated at 200watts into almost any 

load and are built like nothing else 1 

Inside Sony's Esprit pre-arnp, 

you can see the blue blocks which are components 

potted in resin. 

have ever seen. The 

anodising is superb, and 

the fit and finish inside 

the casework begs you to 

!eave the top off. The 

styling is rather low-key, 

with a very slim case - 

perhaps Sony were after 

a fairly conservative 

market. 

The really clever 

part is that Sony's 

Esprit engineer, one 

Masaru Nagami, put a 

little circuit in front of 

the output stage 

(which is constructed 

entirely from Sony's 

own custom-made 

transistors) which 

allowed him not to 

use any negative 

feedback at all. The input circuits 

are all pretty standard 

complementary pairs. 

Fnside the case, the front is 

dominated by a sealed 'Puise 

Width Modulation' power 

supply and a set of massive 

reservoir capacitors. The 

power output section which 

has a bank of Mosfet devices 

connected via a heat pipe to 

the most silent cooling fan 

you never heard. Even this 

is a selected component - 

it's actually a high-quality 

capstan motor from a 

Sony's Esprit monoblocs rely on a 

switch-mode PSU (top right), large reservoir caps 

(top left) and a bank of Mosfets (bottom left). 

cassette deck. 

All delicate audio signal operations 

are taken care of by little blue modules 

(as is the case for all the other Esprit 

electronics as well). Needless to say, 

every single component inside is truly 

audiophile grade. The PCBs are thick, 

and are screwed to a heavy die-cast 

base. And if that wasn't enough, you 

could buy an optional rosewood case, 

complete with marble top! For the truly 

dedicated, a magnetic isolation pod 

could be slipped under each corner. 

A pair of Esprit monoblocs would 

have set you back nearly £2000 a pair, 

the pre-amp £ 1700, and that was in

VAILVIE 'DOWEL ,4MIDLIFIEUS 

The superior musical and sonic qualities of 

valve power amplifiers are now well 

established, and many music lovers and 

professional users have converted 

(reverted?) from transistor to valve 

amplification. Currently popular units, 

from traditional Williamson-based ultra-

linear class B designs, to very expensive 

"high-end" single ended triode amplifiers, 

depend on a transformer to match the high 

anode resistance of the output valves to the 

low impedance of the loudspeaker. 

The 'adls direct output stage achieves 

the required low output impedance without 

a matching transformer, using readily 

available valves, and giving a very wide 

bandwidth with low distortion at full power. 

The clarity and accuracy of reproduction is 

exceptional, with a lifelike sound stage 

clearly defined both spatially and musically.

The Esprit active crossover. Unfortunately these are extremely rare second-hand. 

1981. This was serious stuff when high-

end for most people meant a Quad 405 

at around a tenth of the cost! 

Sound-wise, these are actually very 

impressive components. About two 

years ago, I ran a comparison between a 

Krell KSA50, a Musical Fidelity P270 

and the Esprit. The Sony won by quite a 

large margin - it was smoother and far 

more enjoyable. 

The pre-amplifier does try to be all 

things to all people with its incredible 

flexibility, lack of corrupting tone 

controls, and easy access to the phono 

sockets on top of the unit. Even better, 

the sound doesn't appear to suffer, 

although the MM input sounds a lot 

better than the MC stage. 

If you need tone controls, how 

about the Esprit SE-P900 equaliser, a 

snip at £800? If you want to go active, 

there was also a superb variable active 

crossover, the TA-D900, at a wallet-

denting £950. This covered anything 

from two-way to four-way designs, and 

had sub-bass output and bass boost. 

At the front of your system, you 

could bolt the XL-88D moving coil 

cartridge into your tone-arm. This is a 

technical tour de force. It was designed 

by a Mr Mori, and used a unique figure-

of-eight coil system, with a solid 

diamond cantilever and super-elliptical 

stylus. Output is fairly healthy at 0.4mV, 

and it's easy to fit into most arms, 

weighing in at 6.8g. 

The final piece to consider is the 

rather substantial APM-6 Monitor. At 

over 100lb. each and just under a yard 

tall, they aren't exactly book-shelf 

'speakers. They use Sony's Accurate 

Pistonic Motion (APM) drive units. The 

woofer has no less than four magnet 

systems, the tweeter just one. Both 

have beautifully cast chassis with the 

incredibly complicated honeycomb-core 

flat diaphragms. The cab.net is oval-

shaped (someone had obviously been 

doing work on sound dispersion) and 

finished in a rich walnut veneer. At 

£4000 a pair, there are not that many in 

England, and to be honest, when I 

heard a pair, I was not really bowled 

over. 

When looking second-hand, be 

warned, Esprits can only be serviced 

by Sony, and some modules haven't 

been available for years. Also mind 

the power supply capacitors don't 

burst - the residue burns through 

components and the PCB! This 

caveat is mainly applicable to the 

power amplifiers. This stuff, as you 

would imagine, is very reliable, but it 

does occasionally go wrong, so 

make sure you are not buying 

anything with intermittent faults - 

listen for an extended period of 

time. 

A used pre-amplifier will fetch 

anything between £500-£1000 

depending on condition. The 

power amplifiers go for a similar 

amount, so the least you are 

looking to spend is a grand to join 

the Esprit club. Later on there was 

a cheaper stereo power amplifier, which 

sounds a little nicer than the big 

monoblocs, the TA-N90 I, that will cost 

you around £400-£600. It is not quite as 

reliable as the bigger TA-N900s though. 

There was also the TA-E90 I pre-amp, 

which was the only Esprit to let the side 

down sonically. Work on half the new 

price as a rough second-hand valuation. 

Sony obviously expected the Esprit 

range to sell much better than it did - 

they even set up a listening room at 

Shepperton Studios, so prospective 

dealers could audition and be trained in 

all ways Esprit. So what happened to 

the Esprit? Well in the West, nothing; it 

disappeared. Only the lesser 'ES' range 

was fit to grace our shores. But, after a 

recent trip to Japan, I am happy to 

announce that Esprit is indeed alive and 

kicking. I was lucky to hear the amazing 

two-box reference CD player, a snip at 

around £20000. I was even luckier to 

hear this through the new Esprit 

electrostatic loudspeakers, again with 

not much change from £25000. 

For us mortals, the second-hand 

Esprit range really does offer very good 

value and real high-end on the cheap. It 

isn't common, and can be troublesome, 

but it is a taste of the exotic for not 

that much cash •

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T
he world of hi-fi can 
be a strange business 
at times. There are 

many aspects that go 
unspoken and rarely 
challenged. The belief that, 
"That's the way it's always 
been done", or "It's what 
the market wants" often 
prevails. Because of this we 
still see people accepting 
that when spending a 
certain amount on an 
amplifier, a separate 
pre/power system is the 
only 'real' way to go. 
Likewise, a two-box CD 
player becomes de rigueur 
above a certain price point. 
Whilst these and similar 
views are frequently true, 
it's not invariably the case. 
Many excellent products 
and even entire sectors of 
the market become largely 
ignored because of such 
rigidly held opinions. 

I've written before 
about the 
huge yet 
often 
neglected 
potential of 
a decent pair 
of 
headphones. 
In many 
respects they 
can run 
rings around 
similarly 
priced loudspeakers. The 
same holds true with active 
loudspeakers as opposed 
to the passive alternative 
driven by power amplifiers 
through a long stretch of 
'speaker cable. So this 
month I'm going to take a 
look at this slice of the hi-fi 
pie that struggles to make 
an impression on the hi-fi 
mainstream. 

With the increasing 
popularity of subwoofers, 
the active loudspeaker 
solution is once more 
receiving some of the 
recognition it deserves. It's 
taken for granted (again) 
that once a certain price is 
reached then an active 
subwoofer offers a better 
solution to bass 
reinforcement than a 
passive one. With good 
reason, too. The driver(s) 
and amplification can be 
almost perfectly matched, 
and it saves on long runs 
of 'speaker cable. There's 
no reason these benefits 

from

shouldn't apply to full-
range loudspeakers as well, 
so why aren't there more 
on the market? 

Well, the impression 
from many loudspeaker 
companies is that there just 
isn't the demand for them. 
Yet around 10 years ago 
there seemed to be plenty 

amplification and highish 
prices meant they didn't 
really receive the 
recognition they deserved. 

Their passive 
counterparts were seen as 
highly effective yet still 
cheap at between £70-
£100; at more than double

of opportunities. With the 
advent of decent personal 
cassette and portable CD 
players, a compact pair of 
active loudspeakers should 
have been just the thing for 
a quality system on the 
move. And the potential 
demand for such a 
component from students 
in digs, businessmen or 
those who just can't 
accommodate a full-size 
separates system shouldn't 
be underestimated. 

At one point the only 
option was a pair of ghastly 
plastic-cased devices from 
the big corporations. But it 
didn't take too long for 
Wharfedale and Goodmans 
to offer active versions of 
their Diamond and Maxim 
designs. Already storming 
'speakers in their own 
right, the active versions 
should have gone down a 
treat. But whilst they 
sounded heaps better than 
the cheap plastic 
alternatives, average 

suddenly didn't seem such 
good value materially. The 
power amps may have 
been built in, but they 
weren't visible. And with 
the human psyche being 
what it is many didn't 
realise what these tots 
were doing on the shelves 
next to the big boys from 
Tannoy, Mission and 
Celestion. Only those who 
had read about them knew 
what they were about. 

However, the active 
effect was also beginning 
to take hold at the other 
extreme of the loudspeaker 
market. Digital gurus 
Meridian did, and still do, 
place much emphasis on 
the advantages of active 
loudspeakers. They even 
went as far as placing pre-
amps and DACs inside 
their 'speakers, so that only 
a transport was needed. 

These days, with many 
people using PCs there is 
an increased interest in 
budget active 

loudspeakers. The drivers 
built into computer 
monitors and the dinky 
add-on 'speakers almost as 
small as an Oxo cube don't 
do justice to the potential 
offered by CD-Recordable. 
Yet the original markets for 
active 'speakers haven't 
gone away. There are more 
students than ever before, 
and most quality hi-fi is 
just as balky as it's always 
been, despite the best 
efforts of mini-sized 
separates. The plusses 
haven't changed either - 
although the quality of 
loudspeaker cable has 
improved over the years, 
it's still a case of the 
shorter the better (see 
June 1997, p78). 

It's also interesting to 
note that active 
loudspeakers have 
consistently enjoyed 
success in the professional 
and semi-professional 
markets. Soundcraft and 
Tannoy are two of the best-
known companies who can 
supply monitors perfect for 
mobile studios and 
confined spaces. The 
trouble is these designs 
don't tend to come cheap, 
with their high-power 
amps and drivers. 

While, in some areas, 
active 'speakers have never 
really gone away, we could 
yet see something of a 
revival. The return of 
Wharfedale's Active 
Diamond is a welcome 
start. But whether or not 
active will have any effect 
on the mainstream market 
remains to be seen. Mind 
you, successful or not, the 
world of hi-fi would be a 
much duller place without 
such niche components •

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Jon Marks pays a visit 

to a dedicated 

audiophile with a 

passion for building 

and designing amps. 

0
 ne Saturday afternoon a few 
weeks ago 1 found myself in 

sunny Stevenage on the trail of 

a hi-fi lover and his system. With an 

electronics training and a lifetime's 

work in the field, Dave Winstone is in 

the enviable position of being able to 

design and build his own amplifiers to a 

very high quality, be they solid-state or 

valve, as I found out in his diminutive 

listening room: 

JON MARKS: Could you tell me 

about these valve monobloc power 

amplifiers? 

DAVE WINSTONE: I designed and 

built these in 1979. They're based on 

the GEC KT88 circuit although they 

have solid-state rectification instead of 

the GZ34s and use military-grade 

valves. 

JM: I was just wondering if you'd tried 

JM: What's so special about that 

particular type of cap? 

using Schottky rectifiers? 

DW: No, it's just a normal full-wave 

silicon bridge rectifier.

When it does 

switch on, there's a brymistor which 

gives a soft-start effect to the HT. Apart 

from that it's all pretty standard, 

virtually component for component. 

The valves are all original so it's been 

running a long time on this one set. 

All the components are high quality. 

For example, these are wet tantalums as 

the cathode bypass capacitors. This 

means you can get 100uF at 100V, 

which isn't normally available in solid 

tantalum. 

DW: They have lower leakage current 

and last longer than standard 

electrolytics. They also have better 

impedance characteristics. The cathode 

bypass cap is actually quite a critical 

component in the output stage. It's 

often not given much serious thought. 

Most people just put an electrolytic in. 

Mind you, some modern electrolytics 

are quite good. So the wet tantalums 

were probably a good idea at the time, 

but nowadays you could get an 

aluminium electrolytic instead. 

The other unique component is the 

cathode bias resistor. It's what's known 

as non- inductively wound. The windings 
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_— 

Trying to build your own amplifiers is impossible without proper test equipment. To the far 

right Ls an audio frequency generator sitting below an oscilloscope. Next to these is an Ayo 

multi-meter, with a High Tension voltmeter to the left (used for setting up Quad ESL 57s 

and 63s). At the rear left is a digital multi-meter behind an analogue current meter and two 

high-power resistors for testing power amp output levels. 

are arranged n such a way as to cancel 

out their inductance. Again I think this is 

a part of the circuit normally 

overlooked. 

JM: Are the signal coupling caps 

polypropylenes? 

DW: Yes, 500V I uF types. The rest of 

the caps in the amp were some of the 

best you could buy at the time: I% 

metal films for instance. 

The best parts of the amplifiers are 

really the transformers. They were 

wound by Partridge for me a long time 

ago to the original GEC spec. They're 

C-core types in what they called an 

Admiralty pattern metal case. The mains 

transformers are of exactly the same 

construction. 

C-core topology is better than the 

I/E stacks often used because it has 

sJperior magnetic characteristics and 

can be made physically smaller, 

therefore the capacitance that leaks 

between primary and secondary can be 

minimised. This improves high-

frequency performance (up to 

approximately 50kHz in this case). The 

I6-section windings also provide very 

close coupling between primary and 

secondary. 

In the case of these transformers, 

there's about 200Henries 

of primary inductance 

which gives you extended 

low frequencies (down to 

I 0Hz- I 5Hz) without 

saturating the transformer 

core. The chassis 

themselves are seam 

welded and then 

professionally wet painted. 

JM: So you'd run out of 

Hammerite then? 

DW: Yes! All the 

connections are industry-

standard. There's an IEC 

mains input and what looks 

like a DIN connector for 

the signal. In fact it's a 

Blicon. Look around the 

supermarkets and you'll 

find check-out girls use 

these. You put the plug in 

and you can't pull it out 

unless you pull this collar 

back. It's not my favourite 

connector but it does stop 

accidental disconnection of 

the input signal occurring. 

The outputs are standard 

Belling and Lee binding 

posts. 

I think care in the selection of 

electronic and mechanical components 

like these can make a lot of difference 

to the finished product. 

JM: I know that there are some fairly 

polarised opinions in the hi-fi industry 

over this, with some designers claiming 

component quality has do sonic impact 

on a good design, while you have others 

like Ken Ishiwata who literally listen to 

every single component in a piece of 

hi-fi! 

DW: I think if you're a hi-fi 

manufacturer you have to keep your 

materials' costs as low as possible 

without destroying completely the 

sound quality. When you're making 

something for yourself though, and it's a 

serious hobby and you're prepared to 

throw money at it, you want to go for 

Another of Dave's favourite loudspeakers is the rare Ferrograph SI 

monitor with its transmission-line loaded bass and midrange units 

and Goodmans tweeter. 
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The Class A power amp is made from high-grade 

components, including a pair of huge heatsinks to keep it 

running cool (ish!) 

better components than commercial 

manufacturers can afford to use. 

JM: Getting back to the amps, people 

must have thought you were a bit of a 

weirdo building a valve amp in the 

Seventies. 

DW: Well, I just wanted a valve amp 

for myself. In those days, it was before 

the thermionic resurgence. Some 

people even offered me transistors and 

wanted to take the valves away! 

JM: I see you're running a couple of 

pairs of loudspeakers in your room 

(I4ft. by I4ft.) - Heybrook Quartets and 

Magneplanar SMGa panels. I know the 

Magneplanars aren't a particularly 

friendly load. Do you advocate the use 

of valve amps with them? 

DW: No, I don't recommend driving 

Magneplanars with valves. I've spent 

many years with Maggies, and feel there 

isn't really enough low-end clout or 

current from a valve amp, especially for 

a four-ohm 'speaker that can dip as low 

as two ohms. 

For the Quartets, which are 

unusually efficient, the monoblocs make 

a great match because they sweeten the 

Heybrooks' rather lively sound. I found 

the best partner was an OreIle SA 100. 

It's a Direct-Coupled, 50watt integrated 

amp with a DC servo 

in it. I'm even using it to drive the 

Maggies until I get my own solid-state 

amp polished off. 

JM: That's the rather warm-running 

device which looks like an aluminium 

filing cabinet? 

DW: You could say that! 

Sitting on Dave's kitchen table 

and almost bending its legs was a 

large brushed aluminium box with 

massive heatsinks. This is Dave's 

own pure Class A power amp, 

which was designed to drive 

difficult loudspeakers like the 

Magneplanars. With 54watts into 

8ohms and 108watts into 4ohms, 

it isn't short on current either. 

The reason for this, and the 

bulk of the amp's weight, is a 

I.25kVA toroidal transformer 

with top-grade MI steel 

laminations and two sets of reservoir 

capacitors - one pair of 150000uF caps 

which feed the output stage and another 

pair of 30000uF for the input and driver 

stages. These caps take their power 

from individual high-power bridge 

rectifiers to minimise inter-stage 

interference through the power 

supplies. The power supply as a whole is 

fitted to aerospace vibration mounts 

which stop vibration getting into the 

PCBs which carry the rest of the 

- amp's components. 

Ensuring there's never a 

shortage of current are eight 

pairs of output transistors per 

channel. Heading up the front 

of the amp is an LM394 long-

tailed pair input made up of 

super-matched transistors 

etched onto the same wafer 

of silicon. This means there's 

no switch-on thump, despite 

the fact that the lighting dims 

when you turn the amp on! 

There are three 

military-grade 

potentiometers fitted to the 

front panel, two of which 

set the bias level in each 

channel (normally 3A) and 

one the volume. 

Dave's not resting on 

Hi-Fi World's editor attempts to look nonchalant while 

singeing his elbows on Dave's Class A power amp. 

his amp laurels though, and is going to 

convert this amplifier to Direct Coupled 

operation, having been impressed by the 

way the OreIle SAI00 works. In the 

meantime component tweaking is the 

order of the day, with a range of 

alternative input caps to alter the 

sound. 

Listening to Dave's system driving 

the Magneplanars, I was surprised to 

hear dipoles working so well in such a 

small room. With a Meridian 508 CD 

player as the source, the sound was 

crisp, smooth, fast and very rhythmic. If 

you haven't heard the SMGas before 

(which are now obsolete, having been 

replaced by the SMGcs), imagine the 

character of a ribbon tweeter extended 

to cover midrange and bass as well. 

There was a freedom to this system's 

delivery that made direct-radiator 

loudspeakers sound forced and sluggish 

by comparison. And while imaging 

wasn't pin-sharp - the Magneplanars 

really need more room - the sound 

stage was impressively open. 

A change of loudspeaker and 

interconnect cables - at the moment 

Dave's using DIY versions from Maplin - 

to something a bit more costly should 

further improve matters, and who 

knows what other home-brew 

equipment is lurking in the future?

Somewhere in space, an extraterrestrial 
band hurtled through time. Then, 

ethereal and free-floating, the pioneers 

of the Bristol Trip-Hop scene once 

again touched down after an almost 

three-year absence. 
Since the highly-acclaimed, double-

platinum selling debut Dummy and a 
Mercury music award to boot, 
Portishead have quite rightly been 
wrestling with the content and concept 

of its successor. 

It has been worth the wait - just! 
And what imagination is lacking in the 

album's title is more than compensated 

for by the range of influences within. 

The problem is, these influences are the 

same ones we heard on Dummy, and, 
like that offering, this album is a totally 

Rock 
Pop 

disorienting experience - perhaps even 
more so. Indeed, Portishead have out-

Portisheaded themselves to create a 

series of tracks darker, more sinister 
and more depressing than their debut. 

Once again mixing Geoff Barrow's 

clever studio techniques and Adrian 
Utley's densely-layered guitar work, 

Portishead have reproduced that all-
familiar haunting sound. As a lead the 

guitar is hardly ever used and the bass 
more sparsely still - it seems to play one 

note over and over again. 

Then there's Beth Gibbons, the diva 

with a fondness for 1950s and 1960s 
torch songs, a sort of latter-day Julie 
London with a taste for the surreal. And 

it's her fractured Eartha Kitt vocals 
which give the music its vital unsettling 

soul. 
Right from the first track, 

'Cowboys', there is a distinctly heavier 

feel. Here, the bass has been turned up 

to the full to give the sound of an 
earthquake, one that rumbles the entire 

living room. And Beth's voice is 

astounding - morbidly seductive like a 
jealous girl seeking cruel revenge against 
an errant lover and far stronger than 

the little lost girl who sang "Nobody 
loves me..." on Dummy. 

Next up is 'All Mine', a slow-paced 

cabaret-type song which starts with a 

familiar James Bond signature that cuts 
to the quick with Beth's haunting vocals. 

Many of the songs, but specifically 

'Half Day Closing', 'Over' and 'Humming' 

grind through quasi sci-fi themes in a

so effectively on Dummy. 
It is all pretty down-beat, angst-

ridden stuff. Slow, mysterious and 

morose, Portishead are perhaps just a 
little bit too exclus.ve and self-indulgent 

for 1997. Times have changed, and with 

the country experiencing its most up-

beat period for over a decade, it doesn't 

quite sit right. Save Portishead for those 

desperate moments such as the return 

of Maggie and the Tories.

SEPTEMBER SONGS: THE MUSIC 

OF KURT WEILL

Kurt Weill - who? German and with 

quite a few famous musical fans 
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apparently. It hardly ranks as 

mainstream but September Songs has an 

intriguing assemblage of the great and 
good doing their bit as a tribute. With 

the majority of the pieces from the 

Weimar period, September Songs 

conjures up the brash, satirical times of 

Berlin before the jackbooted Nazis 

marched in. 

A time of cabaret and Brecht, it was 
a fun, frivolous time, famous for the sort 

of debauchery and mystique hardly 

imaginable in the West Germany of 

today. The songs, however, mostly 

depict the fallen, the beggars and the 

murderous fools who populated the 
decadent city during the '20s and '30s. 

In fact, the album has a decidedly left-
field conviction. 

How apt then that Nick Cave, fresh 
from his Murder Ballads, kicks off the 

proceedings giving possibly the most 
famous of VVeill's songs his inimitable 

treatment. 'Mack The Knife' sounds 

more sinister than ever, Nick's sneering 
vocals triumphing against what is 

probably the most shambolic backing 

group in history. 

PJ Harvey follows in eager pursuit 
with her sophisticated rendition of 

'Ballad Of The Soldier's Wife', a song 
which towers over the rest of this 

collection alongside Betty Carter's 
moody, Jazz-Blues version of 'Lonely 

House'. 

The stature of PJ Harvey is in no 

small measure boosted by what follows 
from David Johanson. His 'Alabama 

Song' is poor indeed, showing that the 

Glam ex-New York Dolls singer must 

rue the day he ever hung up his 

platform shoes. 

All the other usual suspects appear 

- Elvis Costello, of course, and Lou 

Reed sounding very deadpan and 

sticking strictly to guitar, drum and bass 

with the title track 'September Song'. 

For sentimentalists, September Song 

is worth getting for the performances of 
two masters of the written word alone. 

For there's Bertolt Brecht, no less, with

Will the 21st of August 1997 forever 
become etched on the minds of every 

youth in the UK? It was, after all, the 
release date of the new Oasis album, 
man! They're the People's musicians 

and don't we all love them. 

And the hype!? Self-billed as the 

greatest Rock album ever, the sleeve is 
laden with Rock's past 

paraphernalia and the group 
even managed to park a 

Roller in the pool - after all, 

throwing in the television is 

getting a bit passé. 

Yet, as a statement, it is 
very telling about the boys 
from Burnage - they are up 

for it, mad for it. More than 

any other band of the 

moment they are cocksure, 
arrogant and LARGE. Be 

Here Now is in yer face 

right from the start. 

And these songs are 

LARGE - they aren't meant 

for personal stereos but for 

Earl's Court, and only the 

loudest of plays does them 

justice. They have that all-

familiar background hum - 

reverb gone wild - that we 

associate with an Oasis record. Indeed, 

on first listen Be Here Now hits you 

like an avalanche, a total wall of sound; 

one guitar anthem after another, just 
because Noel has the languid wrist 

action of someone who finds it all too 

easy. 

Noel's multi-layered guitars chime 

all the way from start to finish with 

little in the way of modernity. He's 

sticking to a winning formula for the 

moment and who can blame him? 
Some treated guitar codas and white 
noise add to the distinctiveness. Above 

all though, it is really heavy, man. 

On further listens it becomes 
apparent that there is a lot more going 

on than you might think - there are 

some classic singalongs, sentimental 

tunes and real feeling. Yes, there are 

some top tunes here. 

The fuelled noise of the brilliant 

opener, the single 'D'You Know What 

I Mean', sets the pattern, leading up to 
the monstrous Led Zeppelin sounding 

'My Big Mouth'. It then yields to the 

more familiar Paul McCartney territory 

of 'Magic Pie', which sounds as if it 

were written circa 1968 alongside 

Revolution and is uncannily sung by 

Noel as if by Paul. 

Beatles references abound of 
course. There are the 'All You Need Is 
Love' string orchestrations of the 

cloying 'Stand By Me' and the swelling 
harmonies of 'All Around The World', 

nothing short of a communal 'Hey 

Jude'. Then there's always the mention 
of ' Helter Skelter' on 'Fade In-Out' for 

sharp trainspotting types. 

With Beatles and Led Zep 

influences vying for so much 

attention it is easy to miss 

the sensitive, wistful side to 

the songs. Most notable is 
'Don't Go Away', a gentle 

acoustic hush in the overall 
scheme of rampancy: and it 
works nicely. 

Be Here Now is a meaty, 

big and bouncy offering of an 
album. Highly polished yes, 

and no big diversion from 

the previous two, it still 

features seriously good 

music. However, it is true to 

say Oasis haven't done much 

new and have gone more 

along with their fans' wishes. 

It is easy to criticise Oasis 

when you see the brilliant 

switch that Radiohead have 
pulled from The Bends - a 

great album - to this year's OK 

Computer - a brilliant album.

Finlay Quaye is clearly a man in love, in 

love with good times, women and 
positive things; his album is a statement 

to life itself. This is the ultimate feel-
good release and has a warmth that no 

other record has displayed so far this 

year. 
Since Finlay graced us with his debut 

single 'Sunday Shining', an old Bob 

Marley song, earlier this year, he has 
been making a bit of a name for himself. 
Having lived in Edinburgh, Manchester 

and London he quite understandably has 

his musical feet in many camps. 

Thankfully his musical style is his own 
and does not run in tandem with his 

famous uncle, Tricky, though at times 

the results are not too dissimilar. We 

have the moody, Trip-Hoppy 'I Need A 

Lover' near the end of the album which, 

though Tricky-inspired, also contains 
some interesting backwards Hendrixy 

guitar. 
In design and spirit the album is far 

closer to Reggae, suggested by the 

heavy Rastafarian patois he draws on 
for most tracks. Finlay actually limbers 

up Maverick A Strike with the Marley 

sounding 'Ultra Stimulation' before 

lurching from the early raw-roots feel of 

'The Way Of The Explosive' to the 

frustratingly insipid Reggae-Pop 
favoured by the likes of Aswad with 

'Sweet And Loving Man'. 
Frequently delving into Motown and 

Soulesque arrangements, Finlay fuses 

strings and Hip-Hop grooves to 

sometimes startling effect - check the 
great and understated 'Even After All' 

or ' It's Great When We're Together' 

where he tellingly reveals his aptitude 
for Soul by crooning like Al Green 

meets Marvin Gaye. 
Maverick A Strike is a refreshing 

contrast to the twisted, cynical 

ramblings of Tricky and, let's face it, 
numerous other contemporaries in the 

area of Rap and Dance, without 

suffering from the deliberate 
commercialism of, say, Swing. 

Maverick A Strike is both uplifting 
and brilliant in its lightness of touch. If 

there is a weakness, then it's probably 

that Finlay Quaye's consummate 
mastery of so many different styles has 

left him little room to develop his own. 
We shall just have to wait and see on

missing volume. 
Now Soul 11 Soul have returned with 

the apocalyptically titled Time For 

Change. And yes, it really is time for a 
change - Jazzy B and pals have been 

living off the memory of Back To Life 

for close on nine years now. It's 
definitely time for something different, 

but what we get, unfortunately, is 
Volume 6. Can it be as dreary as it 

sounds? Sadly yes it can. 
Kicking off with 'Camdino Soul', a 

lazy Ambient instrumental with the 

occasional Breakbeat, it's difficult to get 

too excited. It would probably go down 
well supporting a mineral water advert. 
However, to support the burgeoning 

British Soul scene and the residents of 
NW I, it's got less elastic than a 20-

year-old pair of grubby Y-fronts. 

Next up is 'Pleasure Dome', the 
best song on the album, which finds

Classics' compilations but still pine for 
the days when we danced on the bass 
bins milking huge, imaginary cows, this

If the name Blaze doesn't conjure up 

strobe-filled images of the underground 

Garage/House scene of the late Eighties, 

then their music certainly will.

Sound Of Love is one of the first batch 
of releases on the newly-launched 

Winter and Winter. It looks to be an 
extraordinary series, if only for its 

packaging. Each release - the set 

includes work by such contemporary 
Jazz worthies as Marc Ducret and more 

work by Paul Motian (but in a big-band 
context) alongside pieces by Bach and 

Schubert - comes in gorgeous 
corrugated card cases with really fine 

graphics and images. Additionally, as far 
as I can make out, the albums are all 

20-bit remastered - they certainly all 
sound wonderful (the Bach recording of 

two of the cello suites is among the 

most beautifully recorded I've heard). 
Anyway, you get the picture: this is 

class stuff. And with the constant 
avalanche of CDs released into the 
marketplace every day, let alone week, 

it's refreshing to see - and hear - a new 

label which clearly stands out. 
Of the batch, my personal favourite 

is Sound Of Love, which captures 

drummer Paul Motian's long-standing 
trio performing a live residency at New 

York's famous Village Vanguard club last 

summer. In contemporary Jazz terms, 

this trio has been around a long time 

now - perhaps a decade and a half - and 
brings together three of the most 

remarkable and deeply sympathetic 

musicians working in Jazz today. 
Bill Frisell, of course, I've wanged on 

about an awful lot in this column, and 

with good reason. He is easily one of 
the most original and now increasingly 

influential Jazz guitar players of his 

generation, except that 'Jazz guitar' 
barely begins to describe what he does. 

His melding of Hard Bop lines and 

chords, bursts of Thrash Metal 

distortion, pedal steel-like inflections 

and insistently Folkish melodies has 

forged one of the most unique 

approaches the instrument has ever 

seen. 
The really salient thing about Frisell 

is that from the late '60s onwards, 
electric Jazz guitar playing has generally 

meant some level of virtuosic 
grandstanding. Frisell takes his cues 
from altogether different sources than 

most Jazz-Rock guitar players, and 

there's no question that his playing is 

inherently more musical. Likewise, tenor 

saxophonist Joe Lovano stands out 

among contemporaries if only because 

he doesn't sound like a cleaned-up 

imitator of either John Coltrane or 

Wayne Shorter. Rather, his by-turns 

obliquely angular and richly lyrical 
playing recalls earlier influences, while 

remaining somehow more genuinely 
modern than many more self-

consciously modernist players. 

Drummer Paul Motian, meanwhile, 

should be a truly legendary Jazz name. 
As an associate of pianist Bill Evans, 

Motian helped define an approach to 

Jazz improvising which embraced both 

the free and the romantic and which has 

influenced two or three generations of 
Jazz musicians with a certain inclination.

It's an approach which certainly 
moulded much of the music on the 

German Jazz label ECM, which for 20 
years has provided a home for much of 

Motian's work, both as a leader and as a 
sideman. It was ECM which first saw this 

trio record together, though since then 

they've recorded extensively for JMT, 
from which, I believe, Winter and 

Winter has grown. 
Sound Of Love captures the group 

in the most intimate manner - close 

mic'd in a small club space, giving a very 
different sound to their ECM debut. 

And it's a joy. 
The material the group covers here 

is fairly typical, from Thelonius Monk's 
loping ' Mysterioso' ( Frisell in particular 

has made much of Monk over the last 

few years and it's not difficult to see 

why; the guitarist's disjointed, almost 

awkward solos have taken so much 
from the pianist) through to several 

pieces by Motian himself (Motian is a 
hugely-underrated composer, whose 

deeply touching 'Once Around The 

Park' is, for my money, this album's 

highlight). 
Through this variegated material the 

group weave solo and group 
improvisations which demonstrate an 

amazingly high order of musicianship, a 

musicianship which relies not on flashy 

histrionics but on an almost telepathic 

interplay, their lines so empathetic 
there's almost a composed feel to their 

work. That they can pull this off of 

course owes much to each player's own 

tremendous craft, but it owes much, 

too, to the time they've spent together. 

The circumstances of contemporary Jazz 
make it unusual for a group to spend as 

long a period together as this one. They 

easily demonstrate why that's such a 

pity.

If you're thinking that you didn't know 
our jovial ex-PM with the yachts and 

the orchestra actually had any brothers, 
stop reading this now and go outside to 
clear your head. 

None of these brothers is called 

Edward. Instead, the Heaths in question 
are bass and cello man Percy (who has 

graced so many recordings by the 

Modern Jazz Quartet), sax player Jimmy 
(best known as a composer) and 

drummer Albert (Tootie) who has quite 

a substantial CV with Herbie Hancock, 
as well as being Connie Kay's 

replacement (if that were possible after 

the latter's sad demise) with the 
aforementioned MJQ. 

They may be excellent musicians in 
their own right, but here they are 

backed by a sterling group; Sir Roland 
Hanna and Stanley Cowell on ivories, 

Slide Hampton's trombone, Mark Elf's 
guitar, John Faddis on brass and James 

Mtume on percussion. 

With such close links to the MJQ 
you might expect something more 

along the lines of that group's stylish, 

light and airy Jazz, but this is harder, 

more sassy and bouncy with less rigidity 

of style than the MJQ's almost stately 
work. 

The Heaths wrote six of the tracks, 
with the balance made up by 

Mertz/Dorsey's 'I'm Glad There Is You', 

Strayhorn/Latouche/Ellington's 
'Daydream' and Navarro's 'Nostalgia'. 

The whole album is mid-paced 
mainstream really, but where so many 

players make an album like this boring, 

the Heaths breathe vitality and energy 

into it, making of it something precious.

At a rehearsal in the autumn of 1872, 

shortly after the work's completion, the 

members of the Vienna Philharmonic 

Orchestra declared that the Second 

Symphony of Anton Bruckner was 

"unplayable" despite praise for the score 

from no less than Franz Liszt. Today, 

even the Viennese play the work, 

though it remains one of the least 

performed of the Bruckner symphonies. 

It h?s also entered the repertoire of the 

Houston Symphony (not among the very 

top flight of American orchestras but 

nevertheless a more-than-competent 

band for whom the demands of 

Bruckner's scores hold no terrors) as 

the peerless playing of the testing horn 

solos, for example, amply testifies. 

It is all the more to the orchestra's 

credit that this superb playing was 

achieved in the conditions of live 

performances which took place in 

Houston's Jones Hall over a three-day 

period in February 1996. The fact that 

the presence of an audience is evident 

throughout suggessts that very little 

'patching' was d4ne in the process of 

compiling the'tneraster. 

As with most of Bruckner's 

symphonies, no sooner had the Second 

received its first performance in Vienna, 

on October 26, 1873, than supporters 

of the composer began to suggest 

changes to make the work easier to play 
and more palatable to uncomprehending 

audiences. Like most conductors today, 

Christoph Eschenbach uses the original 

1872 score - or at least that version of it 

produced by the Austrian scholar 

Robert Haas during the 1930s in which 

he cleansed the work of what he 

described as "foreign matter". Indeed, of 

the recommendable versions of the 

Second currently available only Karajan 

employs an 'inauthentic' score, the 

Nowak edition, but still reinstates 

several of the more grotesque cuts. 

Eschenbach's approach to the 

symphony suggests respect rather than 

affection. It is a powerful, weighty 

reading. The broad tempos lend 

intensity to the climaxes and the slow 

movement has a soaring nobility. In the 

scherzo, Eschenbach combines urgency 

and ferocity with impressive control; the 

playing of the Houston Symphony's 

brass is quite awesome. In contrast, the 

playing of the genial trio section - its 

melody one that Bruckner's fellow 

Austrian Franz Schubert would have 

been proud of - is sunny and relaxed, 

while in the finale Eschenbach grasp of 

the symphonf3•eructure is at its most 

telling. Rarely‘lay. I heard the closing 

episodes of thig\w‘ork so cogently and 

meaningfully exp'resed. 

Such a coolly objective overview has 

much to commend it and this 

monumental performance is never less 

than involving. Many Bruckner 

enthusiasts may well prefer it to 

Riccardo Chailly's more relaxed 

approach in his Decca recording, 

although that does have the benefit of 

being recorded in the glorious acoustic 

of Amsterdam's Concertgebouw. For 

Christoph Eschenbach, engineer Tood 

HuIslander has opted more for impact 

and clarity of texture„than atmosphere, 

and that's a fair match for the 

interpritatiol.

There is something appealingly old-

fashioned about this recording - and 

that is meant as a compliment. Its style, 

its sound, its spontaneity, its natural 

warmth of expression all remind me of 

the great recordings of 30 or 40 years 

ago through which I 

discovered the treasures 

and pleasures of chamber 

music. These were 

recordings by the likes of 

the Quartetto Italiano, the 

Amadeus String Quartet, 

the Melos Quartet, the 

Hungarian String Quartet 

and others. All were 

characterised by an 

intimacy and an 

understanding between the 

players; it was almost as if 

the listener was being 

allowed to eavesdrop on a 

private performance, and it 

was all in sharp contrast to 

the approach of some of 

today's chamber ensembles 

where an icy, clinical 

precision appears to be the 

paramount aim. 

There are many 

honourable exceptions to 

this criticism, of course, and the 

German-based Brandis Quartett is one 

of them, which is not surprising given 

that for many years the ensemble's 

eponymous first violin, Thomas Brandis, 

was leader of the Berlin Philharmonic 

under Karajan. Here Brandis is joined 

by an ex-BP0 colleague, its erstwhile 

principal clarinettist Karl Leister, in a 

performance of Brahms' magical 

Clarinet Quintet, and by the young 

Australian violist, Brett Dean, in the 

much less well-known F major String 

Quintet of 11882. 

Compared to the hullaballoo which 

accompanied the bicentenary of 

Mozart's death in 1991, this year's one 

hundredth anniversary of the passing of 

Johannes Brahms ( 1833-97) has been 

notable more f9r the restraint shown 

by the record companies in marking the 

occasion. Probablj, Brahms isn't 

considered as 'marketable' as Mozart - 

his life-story wouldn't merit a ' biopic' - 

and that is to be regretted. The Clarinet 

Quintet, for example, is every bit as 

melodically rich, engaging and heart-

warming in its deeply-felt lyric beauty as 

that of Mozart. That much is amply 

demonstrated in this performance by 

Karl Leister and the Brandis Quartett. 

Brahms fullysexploits the 

characteristics of the clarinet, especially 

its unrivalled capacity to express wistful, 

elegaic nostalgia, and Leister's suave, 

languorous tone is ide.ally suited to this 

work. His playing throughout is both 

exemplary and seductive, poised in the 

flowing lines of the slow movement, 

fluent in the marvellous set of five 

variations which make up the finale. And 

the strings of the Brandis Quartett are 

always equal partners in this beautifully 

integrated music-making. 

The parallel with Mozart is 

maintained by the other work here, the 

String Quintet Op88. This was a genre 

in which Mozart excelled, but after 

Schubert's solitary masterpiece of 1828 

- for many the finest chamber music 

ever written - it lapsed into disuse. 

Brahms revived the form, returning to 

Mozart's instrumentation, which 

employed two violas, rather than that of 

Schubert who preferred a 

second cello. His first 

effort, in 1862, was 

unsuccessful in its original 

guise (he later reworked 

it as the Piano Quintet 

Op34) but of the F major 

Op88 of twenty years 

later he observed to his 

publisher, with 

uncharacteristic pride, 

"You have never before 

had such a beautiful work 

from me." 

Despite Brahms' 

confidence in the piece, 

the F major Quintet is 

much less performed 

than its G major 

companion Op111, the 

Brandis' fine recording of 

which (Nimbus NI5488) 

was reviewed in these 

pages earlier in the year. 

Perhaps this equally 

persuasive performance of the earlier 

quintet will go some way to earning the 

work its rightful recognition as one of 

Brahms' brightest and most optimistic 

compositions. Its breezy, bustling quality 

proves an excellent foil for the 

introspective reflection of the Clarinet 

Quintet. And if these immensely 

satisfying performances remind me of a 

'golden age' of chamber music, then so 

does the rich, seamlessly blended and 

tonally lustrous sound. A recording to 

savour time and again.

LEADINer (w)EDGE 
DESIGN 

David Price looks at an exquisite piece of 1970s hi-fi, the Yamaha 

TC-800GL cassette deck. 

No cassette 
deck has 

ever been 

an oil painting, but 

early examples of 

the breed were 

particularly nasty 

to look at. 

Seventies top-

loaders were fussy 

and a pain to use, 

while front-loaders 

looked brash and 

imposing. As for the 

machines' mechanics, forget 

it. Crude and clunky, they only 

served to confirm cassette's status 

as the poor relation of open- reel. 

But in 1974 Yamaha changed all that 

by setting out to design a machine that 

combined Compact Cassette's 

strengths of convenience, size and 

flexibility with open-reel levels of sound 

quality. To do this they contracted 

Mario Bellini, responsible for some 

striking examples of Italian industrial 

design both as a freelancer and with the 

typewriter company Olivetti. 

The stunning TC-800GL was the 

result. Nicknamed the ' ski-slope' thanks 

to its sharply raked wedge profile, it 

was regarded very much as a piece of 

leading-edge design in the Seventies. 

Like Bertone's Fiat XI/9 or Guigiaro's 

Lotus Esprit S I, the Yamaha looked 

strikingly futuristic and quite unlike its 

drab, gawky competitors. 

But the TC-800GL wasn't simply a 

radical set of clothes hiding a bog-

standard cassette deck, because 

everything from the peak level meters 

to the power switch was designed for 

maximum effectiveness and 

ease of use. For the casing, Bellini 

eschewed fake wood in favour of a 

tough, durable plastic covered in finely 

applied dark charcoal neoprene. Almost 

like suede to the touch, the finish 

instantly endeared itself to the user, 

making the deck less ' machine-like'. 

The transport's lightly pressured 

piano key controls were very slick in an 

era before cassette decks had solenoid 

operation, while its array of sliders for 

line and mic inputs, playback level and 

pitch were intuitive to use. Although 

sparsely turned out, the deck was 

packed with unusual touches to 

facilitate operation, including automatic 

tape-type switching, timer recording, 

memory stop and superb meters. 

All phono socketry was underneath 

the deck, making it easier to hide 

unsightly cables, and there was an 

integral hinged stand, offering top-

loading or angled operation. Under the 

stand was a battery compartment, 

making the deck portable for on-

location recordings, and to the side 

there was a I 2V DC input should the 

owner wish to power it from a car 

battery. The styling was 

inspirational, with an array of 

unique facilities together with a 

beautiful, functional face. 

Competitors offered 

the customary excuse, 

"Things which look good 

invariably don't sound 

it", but the Yamaha's 

performance said it 

all. Fitted with a 

good Permalloy 

head and a precision servo-controlled 

transport the TC-800GL measured 

superbly by 1975 standards. With 

chrome tape Yamaha quoted an 

impressive I 5kHz at - 3dB frequency 

response, and an excellent 0.06% 

VVRMS wow and flutter. Even today, a 

well preserved example is capable of 

sparkling highs, deep bass and great 

image stability. 

The bad news is that TC-800GLs 

are a pretty rare phenomenon these 

days, but they do still pop up from time 

to time. Expect to pay between £ 100 

and £250, depending on condition. It's 

better to go for a pricier mint example 

rather than an old nail, as spares are 

getting scarce. Still, most major bits 

remain in stock and Yamaha UK (tel: 

01923 233166) has an excellent service 

department which could refurbish the 

deck, at a price. Best to covet your TC-

800GL, use it gently and enjoy those 

stunning good looks - many believe that 

nothing since has come close •
