Our little microcosm 
that we call hi-fi will 
undoubtedly cease to exist 
at some stage in the 
future.

There 
is a school of thought that 
the only way forward for 
hi-fi is to go backward, 
and that specialist vinyl, 
valves and loudspeakers 
will keep the ship afloat.

Klipsch KSB2.1 £299.99 

A
dding over the years to the famous horn 'speakers with 
which the company made its name, Klipsch now make 

everal ranges to suit more pace-pressed customers. 

Part of their Synergy Series, the KSB2.1 monitor was developed 

as part of their AV range, and may be used with the matching 

KSC-C1 centre channel. Measuring 15in by 7 1/2in by 8in, the 

11Ib cabinets are finished in 'black ash' textured vinyl. 

Protected by the smart, metal, pencil-proof grille are the 6 1/2in 

bass/mid driver, the reflex port and the Tractrix horn loaded 

compression tweeter. 

Klipsch are too old at the game to just bung in a horn tweet-

er for the sake of it, sa the stereo detail should have come as 

no surprise. Nevertheless, a performance of Dvorak's F major 

piano trio gave a crash course in the 'speakers' fundamental 

accuracy. Mixed in with the pin-point imaging were all sorts of 

unlikely details, not the least of which were the anomalies in 

microphone placement: the violin and 'cello at a distance and 

the piano under a rug apparently. Truly these are not forgiving 

'speakers! 

We put on Diana Krall's All Or Nothing At All in the hope 

that the driving double bass on this track would point out any 

bass hoots. In truth there was a ghost of one in there but it 

refused to blossom even at improbable volume levels - with 

93dB/w/m to play with, things can get pretty loud even if you 

use low-power valve amps. 

Taking the smooth with the even smoother, we tried 

Karajan's DGG recording of the Albinoni G minor Adagio. 

Despite an almost ludicrously velvet interpretation, the 

Klipsches gave full values all round, particularly in the sus-

tained organ notes and the viola section. 

Turning to the strains of commercial radio, the KSBs showed 

that they had plenty of punch, even with suicidally monoto-

nous material, and, like our other contestants, would have no 

difficult in filling a domestic living room. 

One of the bonuses of a properly designed horn tweeter is 

that stereo doesn't disappear when you move off the hot spot. 

Some balance distortion naturally occurs, but to all intents and 

purposes, the Klipsches lay down a sonic picture which you 

can happily walk around in. 

Indigo One £329 

I
ndigo are the new kids on the block. They were started 
earlier this year and found their spiritual home, along with 

half of the British hi-fi industry in good old Huntingdon, 

Lambs. 

Our model One's were the cherry wood version (black 

available at £30 less). The model One is a small and chunky 

customer with a deep cabinet that goes back a very long way. 

A two-way design with port front mounted, they are recom-

mended for use with amps up to 100W/channel, being 

described as studio monitors for the home. Those snow-white 

drivers and the metal domed tweeter certainly look like studio 

equipment, but what about the sound? 

Actually they sound like little hi-fi we've heard before. 

They're not bad exactly, they're just...well, different. They are 

very directional, almost lighthouse standard, but once optimally 

positioned, they're exciting and fast customers. Truth be told, 

they floundered a little with the complicated lyricism of Mahler. 

In an attempt to avoid over-brightness, the metal tweeter 

sounds so smooth it's almost veiled. The violins in the Mahler 

were fluid and smooth to the extent that they sounded almost 

thin. Not altogether unpleasant, but we felt that the Indigos 

needed to suck on a couple of Lockets for good measure! 

However, Boulez's Rite of Spring recording, which could be 

described as a `dry recording, sounded powerful and detailed 

through the Indigos. Plucked strings and sharp precise percus-

sion was exciting and lightning-fast. The dead acoustics of the 

recording location suited the slightly sterile sound of the 

'speakers. If you like your music analytical and precise, take a 

listen. 

The Indigos suit studio-based recording such as the Foo 

Fighters far better than acoustic recordings. The song Stacked 

Actors was rocking and rolling with the best. Here the speakers' 

'studio' characteristics came out. The drum kit was fast and 

powerful, guitars forward and rhythmic. Sound-staging was a 

lot better than with the classical recordings too. 

The tag 'studio monitor' can sometimes indicate harsh and 

uninvolving sound. Indigo have side-stepped this with uncanny 

smoothness for a metal domed tweeter. They're interesting lis-

tening but, as we have noted, different! 
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group test  

Opera Duetto £395 

L
ike all of the Opera range, the Duetto's build is high on 
quality for the price. Opera use only solid wood cabi-

nets and aim for a smooth and sophisticated sound, low 

on coloration and high on neutrality. 

The Duettos are by no means the smallest in our graup test 

but they still manage to look tidy, compact and very stylish. 

They are a single-wire bass reflex design with quite a wide rear 

firing port. The crowning features of the back are those exquis-

ite 24 carat gold-plated brass pasts that manage to find home 

on all of their models, no matter the price. 

Starting with the 'Castrol GTX' movement from Mahler's 

seventh symphony we were greeted with a fluid and inoffensive 

sound well suited to the timbres of the modern symphony 

orchestra. Fine depth of stage and good imaging are also hall-

marks of the Duettos. They produce a rich and warm sound 

with strings - ideal for Mahler's Viennese whipped-cream pas-

sages! 

The trade-off with this warmth is a little less detail than that 

of more revealing 'speakers such as the Dalis or Klipsches. 

Cymbals and triangles lacked that bit of brightness but they still 

sparkled musically. Bass response could at times sound a little 

slow but the mid range and treble are open and sweet. 

A short word for hard core rockers. These 'speakers may not 

be for you. The pounding ear-bashing of the Foo Fighters came 

as a bit of a shock for the Duettos. They seemed to lack that 

last ounce of attack and drive that is essential to bring off this 

sort of thing. Whilst the vocals and guitar of the midrange were 

almost fauhless, there was a touch of woolly boom to the bass 

drum. 

Unaccompanied choral music saw the Operas feeling more 

at home. Howells' church music is dependant on the colours 

created by harmony and the Duettos didn't disappoint here. 

This is very warm sounding music and they brought their own 

touch of warmth to the sound. The result was balmy, nostalgic 

and melancholic - exactly what the composer was after. The 

Duetto's are smooth and sophisticated, but perhaps a little too 

smooth. 

Technics SB-III01 £400 

T
he first thing that strikes you about Technics' SB-MOls 
is their tininess - approximately 9in by 5 1/2in by 8in 

(hwd). It's generally reckoned that size and weight 

count for something in loudspeakers, so Technics have obvi-

ously challenged themselves to get the results in the face these 

unusually diminutive dimensions. 

Not counting the generous roll surround, the bass/mid dri-

ver's cone itself measures only two inches across. A more con-

ventional dome tweeter complements the line up. Firing to the 

rear is a generously proportioned long port, which appears to 

be slightly waisted, presumably to spread the 'boom frequen-

cies' around a bit. S;ngle wiring only is provided for. A tasteful 

veneering job gives the Technics an air of high quality, despite 

their compact size. 

Turning on the radio, I walked slap into one of Johann 

Strauss ll's 'music by the yard' polkas played by the Vienna 

Philharmonic. First things first; the bass was very powerful from 

such a small unit. The overall coherence of the sound was 

something of a surprise - the SB-MO I s seem to have no diffi-

culty moving air about. Treble was civilized with no evidence 

of any tendency to shriek; the amusing twitter of Strauss' wood-

wind scoring was particularly well relayed. On pushing the 

Technics just a little further with some commercial rock, a bass 

hoot could be forced which, on occasion, could suck out the 

midrange. Imaging was reasonably coherent with very little 

confusion and, although not ear-stretchingly deep, the sound-

stage was again very creditable, given the 'speakers' size. 

A spin with some Early Music showed up a touch of paperi-

ness in the middle which could be unkind to gut-stringed 

instruments, although the sparkling clarity of the harpsichord 

showed that this was a touch of the swings-and-roundabouts. 

Interestingly, the midrange gave of its best with vinyl source 

material - Maurice Hassan ladled out some lush Romantic 

medicine which the MOls seemed rather to enjoy! Again a 

slight over-enthusiasm for certain bass notes cropped up, but 

this is by no means unusual with reflex 'speakers no matter 

what the size.

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Klipsch KSB £295 Opera Duetto £395 Technics SM MOI £400 

ar his to be enjoyable listening and it 

also brought up a few surprises. It 

seems that bookshelf models in this price 

range vary more than their floorstanding 

cousins. The best characteristics tended to 

be detail and excitement coupled with 

transparency. The two pairs that undoubt-

edly came top in these categories were 

the candidates from Dali and Klipsch, 

which share joint honours on the top of 

the podium. 

The Klipsches, ironically the cheapest 

in the group test by some way, were a bit 

of a surprise. The build is hardly 

bombproof and the fixed metal grills 

speak more of 'wine bar' monitors than 

hi-fi loudspeakers. But as we found with 

their more-expensive brothers the 

Heresies, looks can be deceptive. Firsdy 

they have extremely high sensitivity rarely 

heard of at £300; this means they're as 

easy to drive as a Micra and have an 

exciting and involving sound that's very 

refreshing and slightly different to the 

norm. That flirnsy-ish cabinet means that 

bass can boom ever so slightly but it's 

sensibly controlled. Some may find the 

sound a little too involving for relaxation, 

but we urge you to give them a listen.

The Dali Royal Menuets, on the other 

hand, sounded as they looked: smooth, 
sophisticated and controlled. The finish is 

less 'rough and ready' than the Klipsches, 

but then again, they are £100 dearer. We 

liked the way the sound had space and 

transparency from such small cabinets - 

anything we played through them gave 

the same excellent detailed performance. 

These are solid and reliable performers 

that would grace any smail or medium 

room. Their build and sound is as good as 

many models twice the price. 

Of the remaining quartet we felt that 

the Elacs and Technics merited high 

marks. Due to their larger size, the Eracs 

had the deepest bass, although it could 

sometimes sound slightly forced and 

boomy and, despite heavy cabinet con-

struction they could still sound a bit 

'boxy'. That said, they're still a quality 

product and deserve serious considera-
tion. 

The Technics SB-MOls are no strangers 

to us. We first encountered their impres-

sive little sound earlier in the year. Along 

with the Dalis, these are for those listeners 

out there with minimum space to play 
around with - they'd probably fit nicely in 

a Wendy House! Although truly minus-

cule, they still deliver a confident and

engaging sound that really does impress, 

as does the fine wood finish. 

The Opera Duettos don't really fully 

live up to their siblings' pedigree. Opera's 
Primas and Minis manage to mix a 

smooth response with detail and musicali-

ty. The Duettos, for all their smoothness 

and sophistication, don't really engage the 

listener to quite the same degree. They 

are very good with chamber music and 

string quartets, for example, but with any-

thing rnore beefy and rhythmic they 

become slightly confused; a good loud-

speaker but not quite up there with the 

best. 

Indigo's One models are far harder to 

pigeonhole. \A.ith certain music, such as 

studio recorded rock, they can sound 

exciting and rearly 'up for it'. In other situ-

ations, such as with Mahler's richly tex-

tured orchestration, they gave up the 

ghost somewhat and delivered quite a 

veiled and occasionally muddled perfor-

mance. 

All-in-all, this collection paid their way 

admirably. Considering the 'poor relation' 

status of the class as a whole, we hope 

that our test this month has shown some 

of the exciting possibilities which a care-

ful choice bookshelf 'speaker can open 

up for the listener.

Cap'n White puts to sea with the Croft Vitale, a budget version 

of the Epoch Elite pre-amp. 

W
hen hi-fi became largely tran-
sistorized during the 1960s, in 

many instances the trusty pre-

amp, hitherto the focys of the whole set-

up, went out into the cold. A further blow 

to the breed's self-esteem occurred when 

the reaction against tone controls, variable 

slopes and all that, set in. Given that most 

popular amplifiers were integrated types, 

indeed they not infrequently included a 

tuner as well, the pre-amplifier became to 

a large degree banished to the margins of 

the higher-end - with a commensurate 

increase in price. 

When we had a look at Croft's Epoch 

Elite valve pre-amp a few months ago, we 

were pleased to give top marks for sound 

quality but noted that, at £950, this was 

an item which would need saving up for. 

Now Croft have met the piggy-bank 

brigade halfway and introduced the Vitale 

(rhymes with 'Charlie') with the intention 

of giving similar service to its illustrious 

cousin, but at a much reduced price. 

As is usual with Croft gear, advantage 

is taken of the comparatively low produc-

tion numbers to employ the hard-wiring 

techniques which mass production usual-

ly precludes. This allows very short signal 

paths - in some instances the components 

are soldered directly to the valve sockets - 

which has at least one distinct advantage: 

the eradication of all-but-unavoidable par-

allelling of tracks in PCBs which can 

introduce capacitative spuriae. 

Being a budget version, the Vitale pre-

amp does not have the benefit of valve 

regulation of the power supply which dis-

tinguishes the more expensive Epoch. 

Despite this, stabilizing looks to be in 

good hands if the hefty reservoir capaci-

tors are anything to go by. 

Also, bearing in mind its price, it 

would be idle to deny that the Vitale is 

presented in anything but penny-plain fin-

ish: collet kobs are not usually considered 
the hallmark of expensive gear! I under-

stand that those who prefer a somewhat 

more up-market look may specify the 

brass knobs and wooden fascia from the 

manufacturer at pro-rata prices. 

Four inputs are provided: phono (MM), 

tuner, tape and CD. Separate volume con-

trols are used for each channel, conse-

quently there are two mute positions on 

the source selector to allow spot of 

silence without the irritation of losing a 

carefully set balance. Tape Out sockets 

are given but no source/tape switching - 

arguably a refinement which the current 

decline of tape-recording has rendered 

obsolescent. 

Having given high marks to the Epoch 

Elite, I was curious to see how the econo-

my model measured up, particularly the 

moving-magnet phono stage. 

Straight on to the platter with my 

Zuckerman Elgar Violin Concerto to see if 

all was lovely in the late-Romantic gar-

den. So it proved, with the full majesty of 

the orchestra swelling, almost bursting out 

of the loudspeakers while the delicate 

nuances of the solo violin wove their way 

through the ensemble. 

All right for dynamics so far; clarity 

was checked with the Archiv pressing of 

Vespers by the members of a Spanish 

monastery. With the wonderful acoustic 

reproduced on this disc, the entirely 

unselfconscious performance of the 

singers adds, rather than subtracts, from 

the whole. The natural throatiness and 

huskiness of the brothers was amplified 

with a crystalline clarity which could all-

but transform a South London sitting room 

into a medieval chapel. Luckily, before I 

could pop up to Shrewsbury to solve a 

mystery or two, the side came to an end 

and Brother Cadfael turned back to 

reviewing hi-fi. 

A quick trip round the air-waves 

proved that the Vitale was prepared to 

pass on music without comment. Even the 

most compressed rock and rap got a fair 

hearing and the Archers showed their 

stereophonic worth in trumps before I 

managed to switch 'em off. 

In common with its more expensive 

stablernate, Croft's Vitale has an uncanny 

ability to disappear completely and let the 

sound itself get on with it. This unassum-

ing valve job seems to be able to pass all 

styles with nothing added and, more 

importantly, nothing taken away. If you 

can put up with the somewhat homely 

finish, it would be difficult to recommend 

anything else, either at this price or 

indeed considerably more.

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Keep on Run-in 
Jon Marks discovers patience is indeed a virtue when it comes to 

getting the best from Audio Analogue's Maestro CD player. 

I
don't know which of the £ 1100 
Maestro's components it is that takes 

so long to burn in. Maybe it's the 

same one that needed over 100 hours of 

use before it would allow the Bellini and 

Donizetti pre/power combo to loosen up 

and hit its stride. Whichever it is,there's 

certainly no hurrying it: audition the 

Maestro ahead of the mandatory running-

in period (once again about 100 hours), 

and it will produce the sort of purely cere-

bral, uninvolving performance that fails to 

pluck at the heart strings. 

Perhaps it should come as no surprise 

that this complex machine requires plenty 

of time to mature.After all, unlike 99% of 

CD players, it features a 24-bit, 96kHz-

sampling DAC in a box fitted with a trans-

port that can read only CDs. This explains 

why the Maestro has a coaxial digital 

input as well as output: it can decode the 

digital signal from a DVD player spinning 

a high-resolution disc (as well as standard 

16/44.1 from a CD transport, of course). 

Few manufacturers offer this sort of flexi-

bility - Denon is one other, with their 

DCD-S10 Mkt and Mk11 players. 

As anyone who's ever laid eyes on a 

Puccini or Paganini will be aware, build is 

one of AA's strengths. Making up part of 

the Maestro's 10kgs is a thick, aluminium 

front panel broken by a slim drawer, the 

classy circular display, and an unusual 

cluster of beautifully-finished control but-

tons (which cater for all the basic fascia 

functions you might expect to find outside 

the remote). 

After the disappointment of the initial 

week's listening, I left the Maestro on 

repeat for three or four more days before 

returning it to a system where it cohabited 

with a DPA 50S, Crimson Electric 

monoblocs and a pair of Jamo Concert 8s. 

I was eager to hear what the Italian could 

offer against the considerable charms of 

T+A's CD 1210 R, which sells for £1150. 

With discs like OMC's How Bizarre and 

Presence's All Systems Gone, the contest 

was close in most respects. That typically 

clean, transparent Audio Analogue pre-

sentation was in evidence on both of 

these predominantly electronic albums, 

the Maestro inching ahead of the German 

contender when it came to detail and res-

olution. The T+A levelled the scores with 

its slightly fuller, weightier tonal balance 

on filter setting number three. The AA 

may provide easier access to its DAC 

along with 24/96 compatibility, but the 

CD 1210 R benefits from a wider spread 

of 'characters' thanks to its selectable digi-

tal filters. On top of this, it was the more 

vibrant, cohesive and musical piece of 

equipment. Where its punchy bass went 

with the pace on faster tracks and could 

boogie with the best on Blues and R ' n' B 

recordings, the Maestro took a calmer,less 

ebullient view of the proceedings. It 

remained an enjoyable player, it just did-

n't have as broad a range of expression as 

the T+A. 

At its price, Audio Analogue's latest 

has a lot going for it. The signal on the 

digital input can even be looped through 

to the digital output, the Maestro acting as 

a jitter- reducer. However, the bottom line 

is sonic satisfaction, and in spite of a ster-

ling show on imaging and sound staging, 

the AA lags behind the all-genre prowess 

of the T+A CD 1210 R.

Jon Marks searches for 
amp nirvana under £1000 
with the new Cyrus 7 
integrated. 

I
f there's one thing Cyrus electronics 
could never be accused of, it's that 

style of design and construction 

which typifies quite a few British manu-

facturers. Even the head of the Cyrus inte-

grated line, the highly affordable One, 

was founded on a cast base-plate which 

endowed it with a brick-like solidity you 

just don't find in hi-fis more usual biscuit-

box offerings. 

The size, proportions and robust build 

of the Seven will be familiar to owners of 

the Three it replaces, but in almost every 

other respect this is a very different crea-

ture indeed. While the circuitry itself is 

fairly standard, no less than three months 

have gone into 'voicing' the Seven. Cyrus' 

original design strategy used to involve 

taking a product brief, handing it on to an 

engineer to turn it into a reality, and then 

passing it to other people down the pro-

duction line. Now, that engineer is 

, responsible for the amp or CD player 

throughout its development. And instead 

of viewing circuit topology as paramount 

and individual parts selection as a sec-

ondary consideration, the three-man voic-

ing team recognises that the sonic signa-

tures of caps and resistors play the largest 
role in determining the sound of a fin-

ished item. 

What makes the Seven a rarity is that 

all the above has been seamlessly 

matched to an extremely slick set of com-

puter controls. Take, for instance, the 

adjustable sensitivity on all the gold-plat-

ed sockets bar those for CD, which is the 

'reference' input. Then there's the volume 

knob, which varies the speed of its impact 

depending on whether you're turning it 

quickly or slowly. And if you switch to 

headphone listening via the front-panel 

button, the loudspeaker level drops gently 

before the headphones are gradually 

brought in. 

Too often in hi-fi, this operational 

sophistication compromises what flows 

from the loudspeakers, but not this time. 

Driving a pair of Jamo Concert 8s, the 

Seven displayed a grip, speed and power 

you'd normally not expect of a 60Watt 

integrated partnered with a testing load. In 

fact, the Cyrus rustled up the kind of 

unobtrusive detail, musicality and bass 

muscle on Presence's All Systems Gone 

album that I'm more accustomed to hear-

ing from a pre and a pair of 100Watt 

monoblocs. 

For a further check on the Seven's 

prowess at lower frequencies, I lined it up 

with the Dubby rhythms of Bill Laswell's 

Axiom Dub: Mysteries Of Creation, and 

Bob Marley's Kaya. In spite of neighbour-

annoying levels, the an remained com-

posed, firm and fleet-footed with 

basslines. Thanks to this, it was more 

enjoyable than most of the competition as 

it avoided any hint of that slow, bloated 

presentation which robs music of vitality. 

On Kaya, the Cyrus pulled another ace 

out of its sleeve - insight. A whole host of 

delicate percussion touches that a lot of 

amps gloss over were suddenly obvious, 

but not in an in-your-face manner. 

Instead, they were realistically woven into 

the overall musical fabric, a trick which 

only pricier electronics than this tend to 

pull off. 

Confirming subtlety as a Seven forte 

was Tori Amos' Boys For Pele and The 

Palladian Ensemble's Trios For Four. In 

addition, botta demonstrated that sound-

staging, image precision and tonal colour 

were bread and butter to this amp. 

Smoothness was above average as well, 

TA's harpsichord and Rachel Podger's vio-

lin proving that treble and midrange were 

free from the grain which dogs poorly-

implemented transistor gear. 

After the decent but somewhat unin-

spiring Three, Cyrus are back with a 

vengeance with the Seven. For the money, 

this classy little amp is a pleasure to use, 

looks good, and sounds better.

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S
orne hi-fi is built to cosmetically 
impress with out-and-out brash-

ness and design, whilst some is 

built to fit more modestly into the home - 

not so much a showpiece as an attractive 

necessity. So it is with Naim. Like Cyrus 

and Arcam, for example, Naim equipment 

is instantly recognisable. It's subtle and 

discreetly functional-looking. 

Celebrating twenty five years in the 

British hi-fi industry, Naim is a c>pany 

that deserves to be taken seriously. More 

than perhaps any other manufacturer in 

this country, their products attract a fol-

lowing of almost fanatical devotion, with 

some audiophiles refusing to go within 

500 yards of any other gear. 

Not having that many hours of listen-

ing to Naim gear under my belt, I was 

keen to hear what it was all about when I 

received the CD3.5 and Nait 3R integrat-

ed for temporary lodging in my equip-

ment rack. Five line inputs are provided 

along with full and easy-to-use remote 

control. 

The first thing you notice about the 

CD player is the unusual ' loading' tray 

that is completely manual. None of those 

smooth auto-gliding delights await you 

here. Instead you get a system that per-

haps brings the sense of occasion back 

into hi-fi: an almost vinyl-like ceremony 

of pulling out the banana-shaped tray, 

sticking the disc on and plopping the little 

stabilising disc on top. A little push back 

in and you're ready to rock and roll. And 

what rock and rolling it delivered. 

With Naim equipment you are never 

going to get that ultra-smooth sound so 

favoured by some in the audio fraternity. 

It's definitely a solid-state sound and 

undeniably very exciting, especially using 

Naim's own 'speaker cable. Playing Most 

High from Jimmy Page and Robert Plant's 

Walking Into Clarkesville proved to be 

enthralling listening. After the 'rag and 

bone' intro, the drum kit and bass guitar 

kicked in with a vengeance. This combo 

delivers an up-front, driving sound that 

appears to belie its quoted output of 

30W/channel. The emphasis here is on 

rhythm, and the heavily accentuated syn-

copation of this track powered through 

my Magnaplanar 'speakers (no easy load) 

with keen and involving presence. 

With good tonarbalance and separa-

tion, the only slight problem I bad with 

the sound was that vocals tended to be a 

little too forward for my liking. Instead of 

crouching in the fireplace, Robert Plant 

was on my lap, which was a Effie discon-

certing! 

After three days running in, I got an 

idea of the 'sonic stamp' of the equipment 

and for some (very) serious listening I 

treated the CD3.5 to the truly hair-raising 

sounds of Richard Strauss' manic master-

piece, Elektra. This employs one of the 

largest orchestras ever scored for an opera 

and consequently results in balance and 

dynamic problems. Put this together with 

the fact Ws mostly scored for female 

voices and you have a recipe for audition-

ing disaster - one that can often see 

equipment running for cover. However, 

the Naim duo handled the horrendously 

loud climaxes and screeching voices very 

well indeed. This was without doubt one 

of the most exciting performances of this 

recording I've heard.

'untie! 

The sheer murder-a-minute 

excitement of the writing suited the pair 

down to the ground. Jagged double basses 

growled away viciously and the upper 

strings were precise and very detailed 

with commendable transparency. Brass 

snapped menacingly and woodwind cack-

led appropriately nastily. It was real 

shiver-down-the-spine stuff. Who said the 

life of a hi-fi reviewer was dull? 

Further experiments with string quar-

tets and choral music showed that the 3.5 

and 3R gave detailed and analytical per-

formances that showed up the timbres 

and 'sound' of the pieces. Indeed, whatev-

er I fed into the pairing failed to sound 

dull - but it may sound too up-front for 

some, and could become hard work after 

prolonged listening. This combo really 

takes music by the seat of its pants and 

gives it a good shake. One thing's sure - 

your music never becomes background 

listening!

ultichannel music is nothing 
new. Remember how 

Quadraphonic was hailed as 

the future of audio back in the early 70s? 

Its demise was right up there with the best 

of them, along with the Sinclair C5 and 

Digital Compact Cassette. The world (and 

the music industry) wasn't quite ready to 

commit itself to new technology that 

involved yard upon yards of extra 'speaker 

cable and a wooden coffin in each corner 

of the room, not to mention a whole stack 

of new equipment - a surefire marriage-
wrecker. 

So why does the electronics consumer 

seem so eager to embrace it all now? It 

could have something to do with the telly. 

The consumer electronics buyer isn't as 

daft as some would like to think. What 

they want is value for money: if one com-

plete system deals with both sound and 

vision, that's what they'll plump for. Be 

that as it may, it seems that only France 

has really embraced the multi-box thing, 

with sales far exceeding that of any other 

European country. The rest of us are pretty 

sceptical as yet, and with one new format 

replacing another on what appears to be a 

weekly basis, can we be blamed? 

Wait a moment - what if you want 

music rather than pictures? Well, there is 

multichannel music, and quite a lot of it. 

Denon, for example have released multi-

channel "ambience" audio discs in Dolby 

Digital format of high quality classical 

performances, and DTS Entertainment 

(Digital Theatre Systems) have quite a 

catalogue of both popular and classical 

5.1 channel discs. Armed with a wide 

selection of these we set up our multi-

channel system, placed our listening 

chair in the "hot-spot position and set to 

work. 

FIVE ALIVE 

For our particular set-up we called upon 

Denon for the electronics, and Danish 

'speaker company Eltax for the sound 

boxes. As source we used Denon's DVD 

2500, a not-so-old, reliable friend of Hi-

Fi World and matched it with Denon's 

spanking new AVR 3300 five channel 

receiver. This beauty features both Dolby 

Digital and DTS decoding, two surround 

modes for both movie soundtracks and 

It's not just about 

movies, you know.

audio discs plus 24/96 DACs on each of 

the channels. This combination should 

hopefully play audio discs with all the 

power and control of good quality hi-fi, 

as Denon pride themselves on manufac-

turing 'audiophile' quality AV gear. 

With this pair we added two of Eltax's 

Liberty 5+ floorstanders as front 'speakers, 

a pair of 1+ standmounts and the Liberty 

centre model. Multichannel audio discs 

are mixed for 5.1 channels, the .1 being 

an optional sub - only really necessary for 

huge rooms or film scores where extra 

boom is used for effect. Totting up, the 

complete outfit amounted to about f1600 

which should be considered the 'entry 

level' for good multi-channel. 

Connecting the DVD player to the 

receiver for multi-channel discs is execut-

ed by use of either an optical or coaxial 

digital connect (in our case a Tara Labs 

coaxial) - the decoding of the 5.1 channel 

data stream takes place inside the AVR 

3300 receiver (although now some DVD 

players have an in-built decoder!). I duly 

set the receiver to 'no sub' and sat down 

to take in the all-encompassing experi-

ence of surround sound!

SURROUND 
DTS DISCS - THE FACTS 

Digital Theatre Systems are probably best known to the layman as 

creators of cinema surround sound. However, this technology of 

mixing is also available to pure sound recordings. 

The discs are encoded with the information which is a direct 20-

bit transfer from the original multi-channel master tape. There are 

no set- in-stone rules to mixing techniques, therefore not all record-

ings will be 'uniform'. Different information will be allocated to dif-

ferent channels in every recording.

MUSIC MAESTRO, PLEASE! 

Kicking off the listening section I opted for 

Denon's "ambience" DVD-video record-

ing of Mahler's mammoth fifth symphony 

recorded live by the Frankfurt Radio 

Symphony Orchestra in the lush 

acoustics of the Alte Oper. Unlike 

the DTS discs, this a DVD-video 

disc (DTS recordings are CDs 

with digital data stream) although 

you can chose to skip the pretty 

mundane visuals. This truly is a 

live recording - applause, coughs, 

splutters, dropped programs et al. 

For those used to the orches-

tral imaging of a stereo orchestra 

it's initially very weird to be greet-

ed with a blaring fortissimo - 

minor chord coming from all four 

corners of the room after the ini-

tial trumpet theme. If you previ-

ously didn't know what it sounds 

like to be the oboe in an orches-

tra - a little blast of multichannel 

will answer all your queries!

Moving onto DTS recordings, of which 

there are many, it's best to stick to the 

discs that have dedicated 5.1 mixes rather 

than the older recordings such as 

Karajan's late Mozart symphonies with the 

effect. This apart, tonal balance was 

excellent with taut - but not boomy - bass. 

Treble, although sometimes a bit brittle, 

was very detailed. 

The problem that stereophiles might 

find with multi-channel is the lack of 

sound staging and imaging that they 

  find with just two good 'spéakers 

necessary to bring the sound from 

the centre of the listening room to nearer 

the front 'speakers, with the rears acting as 

more of an echo/ambience device. 

Moving them back another foot also 

improved the balance. What was 

achieved in these recordings is one step 

towards the high quality SACD multi-

channel demonstrations I have heard. In 

this excellent recording you certainly feel 

you are in the stalls of the Alte Oper. 

Both the Denon combination and the 

Eltax 'speakers captured the detail in the 

recording - from the 1st desk violins turn-

ing their pages to the bloke in the back 

Berlin Phil. Some of these are simply 

remixed old Quadraphonic recording. 

Lyle Lovett's Joshua Judges Ruth really 

lights the multi-channel fireworks, with . 

backing vocals coming from the rear, 

acoustic guitars from the front right, main 

vocals from the front left, kitchen sink 

from the middle, etc, etc... All this is, 

admittedly very impressive, and really 

impresses your mates when they corne 

round, but listening to it for any lengthy 

period I found quite hard work - you can't 

help thinking that maybe it's all just for 

and an amp. Comparing the two is 

very difficult. Yes, it's definitely hi-fi, 

but not really as we know it. I attend 

quite a few concerts and have never 

heard the "ambience" around me to 

the extent that it is used an the discs, 

or it may have put me off ever going 

out to listen to music again! 

Multichannel, like it or loathe it, 

seems to be here to stay this time. 

The new digital audio formats, DVD-

A and SACD have multichannel 

capability, and this looks like the 

future of high quality audio repro-

duction. Having said that, the full 

multi-channel experience is still 

quite a long way off. Of course, if 

after all this you still hanker for good 

old fashioned left and right, then the 

Denon DVD-2500, AVR-3300 and 

Liberty 5+s will give you a good-quality 

entry-level stereo hi-fi sound, and there's 

always the advantage of three more chan-

nels and pictures if you so wish, not to 

mention a radio!

TWO TO TA 
Richard White thinks he's hearing double with Musical Fidelity's 

X-LP2 monobloc phono amplifiers. 

M
usical Fidelity are getting rather 
fond of the twice-times-mono 

approach to stereophonic 

reproduction, witness their NuVista power 

amp with its two separate amps in one 

box, and two separate power supplies in 

another. Extravagant it might look, but 

there are good reasons for it all. 

One of the biggest headaches with 

audio circuitry is getting rid of the 

'unwanted' portions of the signal. The 

simplest potential dividing network relies 

on 'losing' the surplus to earth. In an • 

audio amplifier of any sophistication, 

careful design is necessary to ensure that 

the rejected signals do not make their way 

back into other parts of the circuit to 

muddy the water with out-of-phase spuri-

ae. This is easier said than done. 

'Crosstalk' between stereo channels is 

much easier to detect (by ear) than the 

aforementioned inter-stage ghosting, but 

still requires care to limit its nuisance 

value, especially when, as is most often 

the case, individual channel amplifiers are 

mounted on one chassis. A simple and 

effective way round is to use monobloc 

construction; either two independent 

amplifiers or else independent chassis 

within 'one' stereo amp. This approach 

not only practically eliminates crosstalk 

altogether but also prevents any homeless 

signals from one channel's circuit from 

'greying' the other one too. 

Putting these common-sense tenets 

into practice has given MF the opportuni-

ty for a radical and, as far as I am aware, 

unique product - a monobloc phono 

stage. The monoblocs are supplied corn-

plete with MF's X-

PSU, which will 

power up to four of 

their X-Series com-

ponents, so there's 

room for another 

couple if you think 

the X-LPs will be 

lonely! 

Slinging the X-LP2s in rather at the 

deep end, I fixed up a van den Hul Frog 

pickup. In some respects, this is an unfair 

test. Unusually for an MC, the Frog has a 

recommended load impedance of 471d1 - 

the same as standard MMs - which makes 

the X-LP's switchable choices of / 0e, 

25e, 5012 and 100L1 for moving-coils 

look a bit low. I decided to try both to see 

which gave the best results. 

Playing Decca's marvellous old deep-

cut pressing of Walton's Façade, with all 

its percussive jags and wonderful 'distant 

thunder' bass drum, proved pretty quickly 

that either the X-LP2, or the Frog, or most 

likely both, were very tolerant of unusual 

loads. At the sacrifice of a little perceived 

breathing space, the Frog benefitted from 

what seemed almost limitless amplifica-

tion on the MC setting. On the other 

hand, courtesy of a slightly higher volume 

setting, MM amplification and the manu-

facturer's recommended 471S/ allowed 

the Frog to find its full - and most un-

amphibian - voice. 

Ortofon MC cartridges sit squarely in 

the 100S2 camp, so I tried their MC15 II 

Super offering with Bach's Brandenburg 

Concerto No 6. With all the potential for 

midrange muddle in this piece, I was 

pleased to be hearing some of the clear-

est-defined stereo I've ever coaxed out of 

this record. The results seemed to go 

beyond what could be reasonably expect-

ed from a budget cartridge and seemed to 

demonstrate that monobloc construction 

is worthwhile even on this scale. 

With Cartridge Man's Music Maker the 

X-LP2s showed what they could do with a 

pure moving-iron pickup. High ampli-

tudes and a perilously shallow cut com-

bine to make Archiv's pressing of Purcell's 

St Cecilia extravaganza a bit of a torture if 

things aren't right. With basically too 

much information squashed onto the low 

velocity middle grooves, it is unusual to 

find a copy of this record which hasn't 

been 're-cut' by a previous stylus! What's 

certain is that anything less than crystal 

clarity in the phono stage makes for a 

truly horrible earful, despite the beauty of 

the music. The X-LP2 clearly showed its 

mettle here, with no trace of greyness, no 

trace of transient overload; in short, no 

muddle. 

As I seem to be invariably giving high 

marks to Musical Fidelity gear, I had 

vague hopes that the X-LP2 - a monobloc 

phono stage, I ask you! - would give the 

opportunity for a gripe or two, for a 

change. Unfortunately, with its first class 

performance offered at a very fair price, 

I'm forced to admit that those so-and-sos 

at Wembley have done it yet again!

Acoustic Research 
Status 30 
Acoustic Research have relaunched themselves with a new 

range of speakers. Noel Keywood listens to the Status 30. 

.r
 here's a race to produce bass from 
budget floorstanders. Suddenly 

big cabinets are in vogue, at low, 

low prices. Acoustic Research have joined 

the fray with the Status 30, a slim, light 

floorstander that retails at just £250. It's a 

price that would barely get you a budget 

bookshelf with a few pretensions a year or 

so ago, so what has happened? The 

design process has been speeded up no 

end by computers and software that offer 

fast, text book solutions, meaning you get 

a bass reflex cabinet with a port. Acoustic 

Research fit a bass/midrange driver with 

coated cellulose cone and inverted dust 

cap, paired with a silk dome tweeter. 

These usually offer a softer treble than 

metal domes. 

The cabinet is no heavyweight - they 

rarely are at this price. It weighs a liftable 

14kgs (31Ibs), relying on floor spikes for 

stability on bare or carpeted wooden 

floors. Cherry or black ash finishes are 

available and the front baffle has an 

attractive gloss finish. The rear panel car-

ries bi-wire terminals with removable 

links, so single or double cables can be 

used. Bi-wiring improves treble clarity, 

lessening muddle. 

I ran the speakers in, driving them 

from a Musical Fidelity Nu-Vista 300 

power amplifier. The promise of ground 

shaking bass, which in my listening room 

translates to a good rattle of my old sash 

windows, was easily fulfilled by the Status 

30s. The walking bass line of Angelique 

Kidjo's 'The Sound of Drums' almost 

made the cabinets quiver but they held 

fast on the spikes and pumped energy into 

the room. The emphasised bass behind 

Kidjo's vocals developed a massive pres-

ence in the room, demonstrating without 

doubt their ability to play a bass tune free 

from slurring or emphases. I could hear 

some panel flexure and boom - a penalty 

of lightweight cabinets - with bass heavy 

tracks like Temptation Waits, from 

Garbage, but in the overall scheme of 

things a floorstander like this will put 

some force behind intros, like A Thousand 

years from Sting's new album, Brand New 

Day, that would otherwise slide by unre-

markably. 

The jangling guitars and energetic 

chord changes of Cast's Alright were a lit-

tle muted and veiled at low levels. This 

sort of 1960s Brit rock has a raw drive 

that was rounded by the Status 30s civilis-

ing influence. There was a degree of 

warmth and fluffiness that at low levels 

blunted the drive of classic guitar based 

rock. The 'speakers gain life as volume 

rises above normal and edges toward 

loud. A little more sparkle and bite at low 

levels wouldn't have gone amiss with 

material like this though. 

Yet there were albums where the 

innate balance of the ARs was ideal. 

Gabrielle teeters on of the edge of intelli-

gibility at times. The Status 30s had 

enough insight to keep vital nuances audi-

ble; I never quite lost the lyrics as I have 

with other 'speakers having a warm bal-

ance. Put it down to a smooth tweeter 

that integrates seamlessly and reveals 

healthy amounts of detail. Together with a 

fulsome bottom-end performance the 

Status 30s came across as silky smooth, 

easy on the ear and refined. 

The Status 30s put some body and 

punch behind the Foo Fighters drum kit 

on Cimme Stitches; it was a promising 

start. But guitars and vocals didn't make it 

any further forward than the loudspeakers 

themselves - a little disappointing. 

image projection is helped by the pres-

ence of more treble energy than these 

'speakers can muster. The trade they make 

is smoothness against projection, civility 

in place of drama. I loved their easy 

unchallenging nature and basic accuracy, 

yet with some material I also yearned for 

a little more verve and spirit. 

By delivering deep bass with a good 

sense of control I can't help feeling the 

Status 30s will impress a lot of listeners. 

Acoustic Research haven't left it there, 

however, giving them a sound that's easy 

to live with but accurate and revealing at 

the same time. They have struck a good 

balance.

Valve's Model EL34 

'A'''1' - a word with several 
contradictory connotations 

When The Affordable Valve 

Company contacted us to try out their 

flagship EL34 amplifier, we naturally 

wanted to know more about it. We are all 

for cost saving, provided that this doesn't 

involve corner-cutting: with DC voltages 

in valve amps running into the hundreds, 

careless design could leave somebody's 

next-of-kin flipping through the Yellow 

Pages for an affordable funeral, which is 

not usually the idea with hi-fi. 

Preliminary enquiries proving 'CE' cer-

tified satisfactory, and the - unusual - pro-

vision of a protective grille for the hot 

valves inspiring further confidence, we 

hauled in the Model EL34 integrated for a 

thorough listening. 

Affordable's EL34, like innumerable 

medium-power amplifiers both now and 

before, is based on the famous Mullard 5-

20 design. this venerable circuit has many 

virtues: simplicity, reliability and pre-

dictable performance. Time was when 

practically all manufacturers made some 

sort of 5-20, whether with acknowledge-

ments or without. It has been claimed that 

the design was published in order to pop-

ularize the Mu!lard EL34 valve in a field 

which the KT series had hitherto had 

practically to itself. If this is true, the work 

was thoroughly done - EL34 has provoked 

as many imitations and equivalents over 

the years as its Kinkless rivals. 

Affordable's designer has cast away the 

hiss-ridden EF86 input stage in favour of a 

low-power triode. By the same token, 

such amplification as there is for the pre-

amp stage is drawn out on minimalist 

lines - there is no internal phono stage. 

In order to achieve its Class A output 

of with push-pull EL34s, it is obvious that 

the overall feedback must be fairly low. 

This usually gives a 'free speaking' ampli-

fier but at the expense of some distortion. 

It is recommended that the amplifier be 

given ample warming-up time, so once I'd 

hefted its considerable bulk into place (no 

sign of any skimping on transformers, by 

the way) and switched on, I made myself 

a pot of tea and possessed my soul in 

patience, as they say. 

First off the starting blocks was a well-

loved if cheap-and-cheerful Naxos CD of 

Haydn's Prussian quartets. Even unim-

peachable valve amps have been unable 

to make this record sound smooth, so the 

slight edge was something to which I have 

become accustomed. On the other hand, 

the Affordable obviously had plenty of 

guts - it that's the word - which I imagine 

is due to the low feedback design. On the 

minus side, there was evidence of a some-

what unforgiving treble sound, which may 

also be coupled to the higher distortion 

figures. 

By and large I think the Affordable just 

about got away with it, but to be sure I 

followed the well-mannered Haydn with 

an exceedingly dynamic chunk of 

Stravinsky's Firebird. Throwing caution 

and neighbourly relations to the wind, I 

wound the wick up and found that the 

EL34 is certainly a powerful beast; the 

tone-painting of the lower strings and bass 

drum was afforded some very quick ser-

vice indeed. On the down side, the slight 

distortion of higher transients took a little 

of the thrill off the sound, although this 

may depend on how truthful the attached 

loudspeakers are. Imaging was good 

although perhaps monoblocs show to 

greater advantage here. 

Courtesy of a Musical Fidelity X-LP, I 

tried out some smooth-sounding vinyl, 

from Herbert von Karajan and the Berlin 

Philharmonic on DG. Happily, even a low 

feedback amplifier couldn't give a tizzle 

to the von K brand of syrup, and I enjoyed 

quite a relaxing twenty minutes, soothing-

ly rocked by the EL34's powerful bass end 

and with all thoughts of treble harshness 

in abeyance. 

When a manufacturer sets out to make 

valve amplification at comparatively low 

prices, all things being equal, it is not for 

Hi -Fi World to stand in its way. It is possi-

ble that the amplifier needs a little more 

refinement but it certainly doesn't dis-

grace itself and is manifestly affordable 

compared with much of the ready-built 

competition. 

If you can't face making a kit and own 

a pair of smooth-ish loudspeakers, 

Affordable Valve's EL34 offers a hard 

working, value-added entry into the world 

of thermionics.

GAUL STONES? 

Dear Sir, 

My attention has been drawn to an internet newsletter which 

contains worrying allegations regarding some reprehensible 

practices in the French loudspeaker manufacturing industry.

In its advanced stages, PAIN gives rise to dementia and 

weird obsessions. One patient seems to have spent many 

months developing a recipe for oxygen-free cassoulet; another 

has bankrupted himself trying to market garlic flavoured loud-

speaker cable. 

I am writing to you as an aspiring KLS11 owner, In light of 

the above, I urge the designers at World Towers to develop an 

alternative spec for KLS11 (and other designs) which uses only 

British drive units. This policy should remain in force until we 

are sure that all French drivers are PAIN free.

Well, it's been over 10 years, as you will see, and I was 

prompted to pick up your magazine this week when one of my 

speakers started groaning at me. Now I find myself in a 

quandary because that rush of excitement has returned and I 

can feel a unavoidable urge to spend money. I need help! I 

have a Rega Planar 3 (forgotten what cartridge but it's red), Nad 

3020, Marantz CD-62, Nakamichi BX-1, Denon TU-260L, and 

AR 18s on stands. I get my kicks from delicate riffs and vocals 

rather than the clash of heavy metal. My tastes cover Van 

Morrison, Alanis Morrisette and Pavarotti. 

Where do I go from here? I've got a bit more cash available 

than in those days and I'd like to move up a notch from what 

appears to have been a reasonable budget system at the time. I 

guess I'm really talking about the speakers, amp and possibly 

CD player. The Rega's fine (everything replaced except the 

chipboard after nearly 10 years use at no charge by those won-

derful people at Graham's), tape is on its way out so the 

Nakamichi will have to last me, and the tuner can wait until 

the digital revolution is underway at sensible prices. 

Is it worth changing the CD now or is that format about to 

change?

I'm prepared to spend up to £1500 now so 

how far should I go with that and what can you recommend?

Its' probably just as well to stick with CO, as the new formats such as SACO 

and OVO-A are actually yet to arrive in the shops, never mind drop in price! 

The amount of money you have to spend will buy you a very decent system. 

We'd recommend Rotels' RCD 951, compatible with HDCD discs, at £ 00. This 

matched with the Audio Analogue Puccini SE amplifier (with phono stage, so 

don't chuck out the Regal) will take you up to around £1000, leaving £500 left 

for 'speakers. You could do much worse than a pair of Tannoy R2 floorstanders 

at £350, which would leave £150 to spend on some decent cable such as 

DNAQ Reson. With your fairly large room size and musical tastes, this trio 

should deliver an involving and full sound. That extra bit spent on the Puccini 

amp should make all the musical difference! SP

HOOTS, MON! 

Dear Hi-Fi World, 

My system consists of the following: Marantz 63 Mkt! Sig. CD 

player, Musical Fidelity Kb-D, Arcam 8 integrated amp, Arcam 

8 power amp, Ruark Broadsword 'speakers, cables: van den Hul 

and QED. 

Our musical taste is mostly classical with a strong emphasis 

on vocal. However, I continually worry over the vocal reproduc-

tion. Some singers, for example Janet Baker, sound as if they are 

overloading the system (or microphones), leading to intense pas-

sages of the voice being accompanied by reverberation or an 

'edge'. Is the equipment to blame or is it in the recording. 

The problems vary from disc to disc, and there is no problem 

with instrumental music. We eventually wish to upgrade the 

CD/amplification with a budget of £3,000. What suggestions 

would you make?

Very often we get letters from people having trouble with the sound of their 

'equipment' when its'  probably the source material. Unfortunately all recordings 

aren't of 'demo'standard. 

More than perhaps any other acoustic instrument, the voice of a classical 

(especially opera) singer has a massive dynamic range ,some have very big 

voices, and - more importantly - they tend to be close mic'd. in recording ses-

sions. Because of the relative lack of compression in classical recordings, this 

can sometimes be a problem. Female voices (and choir trebles/sopranos) tend 

to suffer worse. Rock recordings, haveveroften use a 'gate' which will kick in at 

a set level to squash the dynamic range of the voice or instrument. However to 

compress voices such as Birgit Ni//son, Placido Domingo, Janet Baker et al 

would be scandalous! Equally, recording unaccompanied choirs is tough - get-

ting the right microphone placement is essential, and then theres' the actual 

recording venue, where the choir are pâced in it. .. and so on. 

As well as different recordings navinq different levels of distortion (usually 

the older ones), different voices have different sounds. There is a lot of natural 

reverberation going on in the human voice, each voice is different and each 

head (where a lot of reverberation occurs) is different. Janet Baker for example, 

has a big voice that's technically faultless but has a sound that some could 

describe as a hoot' on certain rites. These frequencies will stick out in some 

recordings, which could be your problem. Many classic recordings have distor-

tion. Listen to the great EMI recording of the Verdi Requiem by Giulini and the 

Philharmonia - the Dies Irae rattles like a shed door but it  still the best avail-

able if you count performance over recording quality To cut a long story short, it 

would seem your equipment is probably fine and the fault' lies in recordings. 

Your comment that orchestral music doesn't suffer seems to confirm this, 

As for your eventual upgrade, why not try the Musical Fidelity X-Ray along 

with their excellent A300 integrated. This will set you back less than £2500 and 

play music, classical vocal included. just as its meant to be heard. Its' a combi-

nation that puts music before electronics during listening, which is the mark of 

truly 'musical' equipment. SP

QUADS lk QUINS 

Fifteen years ago I cobbled together a Rock with a Moth, a Myst 

TMA3 and a mismatched pair of Quad Electrostatics from the 

bronze age. 
The electrostatics never really worked properly: one was 

louder than the other (so it goes behind the sofa). I use Force4 

'speaker cable with cheap 50p connectors which always come 

off. I know it sounds funny, but I've rarely heard a system that 

suits me better. 
And then someone broke the end off the Moth arm. Not that I 

minded particularly. I dumped the whole lot in a spare room and 

got a grand piano, three computers and a large desk instead. The 

closest I get to hi-fi nowadays is a fish-shaped radio stuck to the 

bathroom wall. But I read your article on ESL 57s and a few 

pages later saw an ad for Origin Live. And now I miss my Mahler 

(and my Bix Biederbeck and my Pink Floyd). 

I would like to get the ESLs fully serviced, preferably within a 

few hours of London. I called Quad themselves and they can't 

do much... I'd like to get the Rock looked at too. Do you know 

any reputable service centres and is the Origin Live upgrade all 

it's cracked up to be (particularly on a turntable that already has 

quite good tonearm damping)? I have always had this feeling that 
the Myst TMA3 is so laid back it should be a hippy. I'm quite 

tempted to get an old pair Quad pre and power amps: I heard 

some ESLs played through valve amps a long time ago and the 

sound was lovely: dynamic without being to bright. 

In a nutshell, I love the Rock, I love the ESLs and know next 

to nothing about the rest (the stylus is a Goldring 1012GX - I've 

no idea what the cartridge is). What can I do for around £500 

(excluding the cost of the ESL refurbishment) or should I just get 
the whole lot serviced, buy some new cables and a few new 

LPs? Finally, I'd also like a tuner to match, but without lots of 

flashing lights. What is a Leak Troughline?

Taking your easiest question first, a Troughline is a musical device shortly to be 

outlawed by Digital Radio. There always seem to be plenty for sale; personally 

I'd recommend buying a mono version and an add-on decoder because the Leak 

stereo decoder as fitted - and retro-fitted - to their tuners never was up to much. 

Service for Quad ESL 57s has become much easier over the last year or so. 

It looked at one time as if the breed would die out as Quad had no further inter-

est in mending them but now there is a choice. Have a look on the Web, but 

within reasonable travelling distance from London, Classique Sounds of 

Leicester provide a complete ESL 57 resuscitation service which may suit you. 

While you're there, you might like to discuss Troughlines, as Classique is also 

the service address for the One Thing stereo decoder which goes so nicely with 

the venerable old tuner 

Service for your turntable - by the way how on earth did anyone break the 

Moth arm and are they still living? - needs a little more thought. There's no 

compelling reason to change it if it still works but, judging by the number of let-

ters we receive and are unable to answer satisfactorily turntable servicing can be 

more trouble than its' worth: I should be inclined to let things be if theres'  no 

immediate worry 

Origin Live's modified Rega arm has garnered nothing but plaudits, so there 

is no reason not to buy with confidence although, of course, Moths'  current arms 

are also Rega-based. If you're desperate to re-instate the original Moth, you 

might try ringing them on 01234 74152, although if it's a pre-Rega type you 

may be out of luck. Moths' current range is good value in any case, so you can 

lose nothing by a 'phone call. 

Goldring's 10XX range are proven performers and you'd be hard put to bet-

ter them for the money To consider second-hand briefly: 'Vintage' cartridges 

with elliptical styli want watching - the more modern van den Hul type line-con-

tact styli are superior and are less prone to re-cut your records for you! 
As regards amplification for your ESL 57s, whatever you decide I shouldn't 

over-do it: the 'speakers were perfectly content with the 15W of the old Quad II, 

and sound very pleasant with that sort of drive. I am aware that all sods of volt-

age clamps can added on to protect the 'speaker from too much power but, used 

sensibly and within their range, it shouldn't be necessary Within your budget 

you oughtn't to have too much difficulty getting a pair of Quad Ils in reasonable 

order through our private classifieds at the back. Many of our second-hand 

dealers also advertise serviced Quads. 
Summing up, you should be able to re-cobble a well-mannered little outfit 

for a reasonable sum. Good luck!

A
s quick glance tells you this cable 
takes its name from the less-than-

ubtle colour of its PTFE insula-
tion, below which hide the coaxial screen 

and pure nickel conductors. The slim 

design of the Violet was mirrored to some 

extent in its character. It had the familiar

mmediately I hooked up the Nu-Vista, 
with its chunky locking plugs, 
between the T+A CD121OR CD play-

Saxophone on Cirrus' Leaves had 

a rich, creamy texture without a hint of 
glare or harshness to it. Sound staging was 

Sonic Link top-end sparkle (which helps

By the mid nineties some audiophiles 

were getting increasingly fmstrated with 

CD. Despite constant crowing from maga-

zines about how much better the format 

had become, this didn't seem to be borne 

out by listening. Many enthJsiasts felt CD 

had reached a plateau of development, 

and that there wasn't much more room in 

its " 6bit format for manoeuvre.

Gone was the 'there 

s no alternative, you must buy this' ethos 
fo: the eighties., and in its place a recogni-

tion that the old and the new could live 

togetner very prof tably. Suddenly, peop 

were running -.96.1s Garra-ds with PinK 

Triang'e HIDCD prayers through valves 

and horn loudspeakers, will an MD 

machine for the car. The late nineties 

showed waich way the wind is blowing 

in no uncertair terms - people who'd tell 

you 'the format' is CD, or 'transistors kill 
valves' suddenly looked very unenlight-

ered. 

The future was rioving to multi-for-

mat, multi-technology, multi-media 

music, and two key new developments 

appeared to make this a reality. In 

December 1995 the DVD-Video forn-at 

was established, and in November 1997 

MP3.com was fourded by Micaael 

Roberson to -eflect the emergence of a 

new computer hie format with radical 

molications for the future of recorded 

music.

gives over 12 hours of music). MP3 is 

also the first format the world's multina-

tionals didn't contrive for thei - profit, and 

looks set to make even more of an impact 

thar the Compact Cassette. If Thomas 

Edison had been alive to learn that in 

early 2000 Sony is to launch its new 

'Digital Walkmar', he'd have doubtless 

been as thrilled as he was with, •Mary 

had a li:de lamb' all those years ago.

the near future seems baffling. I've just 

bought a handful of CDs at a hefty £16 

apiece, which leaves me a little stunned. 

The figures look stunning too. The 

U.K. alone was responsible for £ 1.7bn 

in music sales in 1998, fourth behind 

America, Japan and Germany. EMI 

serves the worldwide market though, 

which consumed £24bn of music. Most 

of it is now CD: 2.4billion CDs were 

sold worldwide through 1998, represent-

ing 66% of all sales. In 'developed' 

nations such America, Japan and much 

of Europe the CD dominates; in devel-

oping nations - especially India - the 

cassette is still king. You'd think this was 

one helluva place to be trading, espe-

cially when you 

have such a globally 

well-known name 

as EMI. It may just 

be though that the 

figures are too good. 

As I pored over 

them suspicion set 

in. Are CD sales 

about to go into 

decline? Does EMI 

know something we do 

not? 

There's a world of ditterence 

between a CD of course, and the music 

on it. Since the Far East and China start-

ed to press CDs, prices for the discs 

have come under ever more pressure, 

unit costs falling well below 50p per 

disc. This is why it is becoming progres-

sively more difficult to sustain pressing 

in the high-cost West. Once, the quality 

of Far East discs was inferior, but now 

that is not necessarily the case. EMI is 

pulling out of disc manufacture, not the 

business of producing music to put on 

them. But the huge growth potential for 

CD that remains worldwide is not some-

thing they could tap into anymore with-

out setting up factories in China and 

India. Doing so would yield little. If 

these markets wanted their music EMI 

could have CDs pressed locally, but 

Western music doesn't sell so well in 

India, China and Indonesia, nor Latin 

America. It makes little sense for EMI to 

be there. 

All the same, CDs are cheap to make 

and dear to buy, so somebody is making 

money. Obviously, it is the music com-

panies and the retailers, the two not 

always being different. HMV owns the 

Our Price chain and Virgin have their 

own stores of course. Both operations 

cannot be easily undermined by low 

cost labour outside Britain so, unlike CD 

manufacture, this business is secure. 

Intellectual property retains its value 

and, as anyone who receives IFPI press 

releases knows, the music industry pros-

ecutes trespassers aggressively. 

I have some sympathy. Not only is 

the piracy industry in the Far East and 

Russia massive, it also fuels crime, and I 

certainly support the notion that intellec-

tual property has a value that should be 

acknowledged. However the music biz 

does itself no favours with over-zealous

statements from highly-paid senior exec-

utives to the effect that the poor Joe 

who pays his £16 for a CD owns 

nothing. 

Few people take much notice of 

all this I suspect, but it hardly 

endears the buying public to the 

business, hence the common allega-

tion that CDs are a "rip off". 

Sales figures suggest some 

background forces are at work 

that EMI cannot ignore. Let me 

explain. Through the 1970s and 

80s prerecorded tape sales steadi-

ly rose as LP sales declined. Tape 

was replacing the LP as a format. 

Tape sales suddenly went into 

decline in 1990. Philips and Sony 

saw this coming, saying it was an 

inevitable part of a product life 

cycle, which takes the form of a 

bell curve. It had happened 

before with the LP and it was 

happening again with the cas-

sette. 

Both of these went into decline very 

quickly; it's quite a gruesome process! It 

is also one with a lot of consequences. 

LP pressing plants had to shut, then cas-

sette duplicating plants. According to 

the bell curve, CD sales will peak and 

go into decline - and predicting when is 

important to a lot of people. Do EMI 

have doubts about the CD, I wonder? 

From launch in 1983, CD sales rose 

to 51m in 1990, to 176m in 1998. Since 

no music medium ever sold more than 

90m before, the CD has proved phe-

nomenally popular and very resilient to 

price increases. It sells in vast quantities, 

so large in fact that anyone interested in 

its future might doubt how long such a 

good thing can continue. 

The figures look ominous. Something 

went badly wrong in 1997. CD sales in 

the U.K. declined from 160m to 159m, 

the first time such a thing had hap-

pened. They picked up strongly in 1998 

but earnings did not, even though the 

music business claims that 75% of sales 

are for full price product. If that means 

£16 then I cannot easily see how the 

market could possibly sustain a further 

price increase to get earnings back up. 

Surely, £18-£20 for a CD would drive 

sales into decline. So companies like 

EMI face a dilemma here. 

America suffered a decline in 1997 

then sales picked up, like the UK. In 

Germany and Japan CD sales 

have started to decline. It 

doesn't look good. •

W
hat a delightful time it has 
been for the scaremongerers! 

Not only have we faced 

wholesale changes to our lives through 

the third revolution (agricultural, indus-

trial and now information technology), 

but we've also had to endure coping 

with the dreaded Millennium bug. Well, 

now that we're all still here we've been 

told that the Internet is going to change 

the way we shop forever. Over the last 

three years we've seen many of both the 

larger and smaller retailers become 

entangled in the World Wide Web. Yet, 

until recently, things have been at 

teething stage, with few transactions 

actually carried out over the Web. 

The argument goes, however, that 

things are set to 

change in such a 

big way over the 

next ten years that 

retailers face bank-

ruptcy if they fail to 

meet the demands 

of internet literate 

population. At first 

inspection, the argu-

ment seems pretty 

convincing, too. The 

Internet is growing 

at a huge rate, with 

thousands more sites being added daily. 

In this country usage is also rocketing at 

a rate similar to the take up rate of 

mobile phones two or three years ago. 

Now that a basic version of home shop-

ping is available through Sky Digital TV, 

this has brought the reality of cyber 

shopping closer still to many more thou-

sands of people across the UK. 

Admittedly, the process is still rather 

slow and a little cumbersome, yet this 

will undoubtedly improve at a rate of 

knots. A specific area that's key to the 

success of shopping on the net is that of 

search engines. To those of you fortu-

nate/unlucky (delete as appropriate) 

enough not to have used the internet, a 

search engine is a system which search-

es the web pages for specific interests 

you may have. At the moment, howev-

er, even the best search engines can 

only cover 20% of the Internet, and 

aren't all that accurate. Yet in the not too 

distant future we've been promised ver-

sions that will allow the user to instantly 

compare prices for a particular product. 

So, for example, one could type in, 

"Sony MDSJE 530. Price", and the 

engine would come up with all the 

competing store prices in an instant. 

"Hooray", I hear you cry, no more wast-

ed afternoons spent, phone book in lap, 

ringing around trying to get the best 

price! 

So, is the traditional hi-fi retailer 

doomed? Well, in my opinion, not nec-

essarily. In the first instance, making 

transactions over the Internet is still far 

from being. secure. If you do buy this 

way, then ensure that the site you're 

using is "safe". A small padlock logo will 

be displayed if it is such a "safe site". No 

doubt security will be improved, but 

Things are set to 

change in such a big 

way over the next ten years 

that retailers face bankrupt-

cy if they fail to meet the 

demands 

then anyone familiar with computers 

will realise that the hackers are usually 

just a few short steps behind. 

Secondly, there are undoubtedly 

rogue dealers out there, who could easi-

ly portray the pretence of being an 

established hi-fi retailer when, in fact, 

they are nothing of the sort. It's 

also worth remembering that 

traditional high street retailers 

often won't price beat such 

companies. Bearing in mind 

these points, the old adage, 

"buyer beware" seems more 

appropriate than ever. 

The main reason though, I 

believe, for hi-fi retailers to 

be able to sleep at night, is 

the sheer act and process of 

shopping itself. Shopping for 

non-essential items, for many 

of us, is still a tactile experi-

ence. With hi-fi retailers 

there's the added advantage of 

being able to actually hear the 

equipment! I'm sure many of you 

(myself included) have been disappoint-

ed with a component because it was 

bought blind (or perhaps deaf would be 

more suitable here) through a mail order 

advertisement. Maybe it's not the case 

with accessories, but with hi-fi compo-

nents, listening to the equipment first, 

preferably with your own gear, really is 

a good idea. 

Finally, if you're anything like me, 

once you've decided you want a partic-

ular CD, cable or hi-fi component, 

you'd rather be able to go into town and 

get it straight away, rather than waiting 

for it to be delivered! 

The Internet will undoubtedly effect 

the high street. Yet the degree that this 

will apply to hi-fi separates retailers, I 

believe, can be overstated. After all 

there have been mail order companies 

for years, and whilst these offer an 

excellent service for cables, upgrades, 

accessories and the like, there's still no 

substitute for actually being able to hear 

the products themselves. 

Now, if you'll excuse me, I've got 

to "log on" to check some football 

results! •

Superb stand mounters of real refinement and musicality. A touch bass light. 
Civilised standmounters which lack nothing in control, finesse or transparency. 
A novel multi-media two-satellites-and-sub which nevertheless demands to be taken quite seriously. 
Very tight bass and an all-round big sound. Some sharpness in the treble but assertive and clear. 
Impressive bass with midrange clarity are pluses. Prominent treble stops the 801 from challenging the best.

It might be small but the Indigo reaches 

down 50Hz before low frequency output 

from the bass driver starts to fall off, good 

for such a small cabinet. Below this fre-

quency the port takes over, acting at 

40Hz to extend output down to the lower 

limit of the audio band. 

The metal dome tweeter of the Indigos 

was less effective than it appears though.

EL34 AMPLIFIER 

The Affordable EL34 produces 40W on 

the nail, about as much as you can get 

from EL34s. The output transformers of 

this amplifier have plenty of metal in them 

and could swing full output at low fre-

quencies (40Hz) measurement showed, so 

this amplifier can produce bass. 

Distortion rose to 3% close to full out-

put at 40Hz and triangulation (third har-

monic) set in but this is to be expected. In 

the midband distortion was higher than 

usual at low output powers, measuring 

0.4% at 1W. A valve amp can produce 

0.1% or less so the Affordable isn't too 

impressive here and may lose a little clari-

ty as a result. 

Frequency response was wide, stretch-

ing from 4Hz up to 106kHz. It is safer to 

band limit a valve amplifier because out-

of-band signals through a valve amplifier 

get distorted - especially bass frequencies. 

Heavy subsonics from some CDs can 

drive a valve amp into bass distortion if 

this is not done. 

High power output across the frequen-

cy band will likely give this amplifier a 

solid kick. Reduced bandwidth and a little 

less distortion at low outputs wouldn't go 

amiss to improve sweetness. All the same, 

the Affordable Valve amplifier offers a 

good level of performance at the price.

The Croft's line stage provides a gain of 

x4 for tuner/aux/CD., which is just what's 

needed. It is common to provide x3 to 

take a 300mV signal up to around 1V or 

so. Bandwidth was good at 5Hz-45kHz, 

and both noise and distortion were low. 

Being a valve pre-amp it will swing plenty 

of output, managing 20V (0.5% distor-

tion). 

The phono stage has more gain than is 

needed for moving magnet cartridges 

(x100), but too little for low output mov-

ing coils, which ideally need x1000. At 

x400 the Croft falls in-between, but users 

will find it handles high-ish output MCs 

like Ortofons satisfactorily, although there 

will be a little hiss. With MMs the Croft is 

relatively quiet though. Equalisation was 

accurate, although some plateau treble lift 

(0.5dB from 3kHz-20kHz) will add bright-

ness.

Distortion was minimal at 0.005% 

through both MC and MM (MC is a x8 

gain stage in front of MM) and MM equiv-

alent input noise very low at 0.3pV. The 

MC stage was also quiet, having an equiv-

alent input noise of 0.07pV, if not up with 

the best which manage a few dB better.

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AMPS & SPEAKERS Rothwell 
In the last couple of adverts I have referred specifically to 
'speakers and then amplifiers, but space prevented me 

considering the even more complicated question of ' synergy' 
between the two. Sometimes the problem can be fairly simple, 
namely when a 'speaker manufacturer also makes amplification, 
so that in the case of ATC and AVI for example their electronics 
and 'speakers are going to work well together. I have often asked 
other speaker manufacturers which amplifiers they utilise when 
designing their speakers, as this is bound to effect the balance, 

assuming they actually listen to them and don't simply work on 
measurements. (I know of one amplifier designer who does just 
that and says that's how it should be designed, and if you don't 

like the sound that's just too bad!) But it's difficult to get them to 
say what amps they use, although many 'speakers can be very 
amp dependant. I am just wondering, while writing this, whether a 

'speaker cable, such as the new Townsend Is°Ida, which is 
designed to provide the correct impedance between the cable 
and speaker and provide the correct load to the amplifier, may 

eliminate some of the synergy I am referring to here. Having only 
just obtained the ' solda cable and the new Townsend Seismic 
Sink speaker stands, I haven't had the time to listen on enough 

systems to answer that question yet. But watch this space! What 
is not in doubt is that both items can dramatically improve the 

sound of your system, although not cheap. In the meantime I will 

just refer to the combination of Ruark Equinox with 
Electrocompaniet amps and Alon 'speakers with AVI integrated 
on classical music or Chord amplifiers if you require more thump 
on pop music. Back to the testing! Please ring if you want to 

join in.

6. Has it been modified and, if so, have notes been 

kept? 

7. Was it any good in the first place? 

8. Don't send cash. 

9. If you are in the slighest doubt, arrange an audition 

(see point 4). If it's too far, wait for another time. 

10. Either buy it or don't: vendors are excusably 

impatient with 'consultation' exercises. 

FOR THE VENDOR 

1. Not everyone is honest - Seller Beware! 

2. Make no verbal guarantees. 

3. Even 'nearly new' is still sencond-hand. If the manu-

facturer's guarantee is no longer in force, your price 

should reflect this. 

4. There is very little intrinsic value in second-hand hi-fi; 

it's only worth what someone will pay for it. 

5. The best guide to pricing is last month's Classifieds: 

that a 'classic' was worth Exxx a year or two ago is 

no guide. Values fall as well as rise. 

6. Amateur second-hand dealing is not a big money 

game: you win some, you lose some. 

7. Be prompt with despatch. If in doubt about buyer's 

bona fides, either wash out the deal or send C.O.D. 

8. There will always be time-wasters; be tolerant within 

reason!
