Jerome Kern Passes I
THE WAY YOU LOOK TO-NIGHT .

^^THEN, on Sunday last, cables 
v v from New York Hashed the 

news of the death of Jerome 
Ker n at the age of (»0, nearly the 
whole world of music lovers 
realised they had been robbed of 
an outstanding figure—one of the 
great men of contemporary popu­
lar music.

For Kern wrote popular songs, over 
a thousand of them, and all were 
touched with his almost unique gift 
for melody, many to become number 
one hits and some to take a respected 
placo in the history of American 
music.

To popular music, his passing must 
be considered a major loss—one com­
parable with that sustained when 
George Gershwin died in 1937.

STRING OF HITS

Jerome Kern made several excur­
sions into more ambitious realms of 
music (" Portrait For Orchestra: 
Mark Twain,” for example), but 
these were few and far between and 
were not, on the whole, successful. 
His metier was the tuneful song which 
could be sung by everyone. The 
quality of his work can be realised by 
a glance at a few of the top tunes 
•which flowed from his pen:

“They Didn't Believe Me” (1925): 
" Ol’ Man River ” and “ Can’t Help 
Loving” (1927); "No One Else But 
You” (1928); "She Didn’t Say Yes” 
(1931); "Hand in Hand” (1933j; 
“Why Was I Born” (1934); “Smoke 
Gets In Your Eyes” (1935): “The 
Way You Look To-night ” and " A 
Fine Romance” (1936): “You 
Couldn't Be Cuter” (1937); “All 
The Things You Are” (1940): "Ihe 
Last Time I Saw Paris” <1940-1); 
“Long Ago and Far Away” (1944); 
“Can’t Help Singing” (1945).

There arc' others, of course, too 
numerous to mention, Kern’s first 
song. " How’d You Like To Spoon 
With Me? ” having bèen published in 
this country in 1904.

Born in New York on January 27, 
1885, he received musical instruction 
as a child. Coming to England at the 
age of 18, Kern commenced his song­
writing here, placing tunes In a num­
ber of musical plays then running in 
London. In 1910, he earned his first 
Broadway assignment, on the score of 
“ Mr. Wix of Wickham." and he wrote 
for the theatre pretty steadily from 
that date until Hollywood claimed Uis 
attention. ..........

“The Red Petticoat” (1911). "The 
Giri From Utah" (1914), “Sally” 
(1920), "Sunny" (1925), “Show 
Boat" (1927), "The Cat and the 
Fiddle " (1932) and " Roberta " (1933) 
arc among the popular productions 
for which he supplied the music.

In 1931, Kern travelled to the West 
Coast to write music for the film, 
" Men of the Sky," and he has since 
written original scores for such pic­
tures ns "Swing .Time." "You 
Were Never Lovelier,” High, Wide 
and Handsome," "I Dream Too 
Much." “ Joy of Living," " Sitting 
Frettv," and lately, " Cover Girl " and 
" Can't Help Singing." Besides these.

LEADERS’ VIEWS
Both sides come from the days 

when Artie .Shaw was commencing to 
make a name for himself as a band­
leader through thc not unoriginal 
mediums of declaring a dislike of 
saxophones and the introduction 
Into his recording bands of string 
sections.

I Note.—Other records of the same 
period illustrating this trend are:— 

Artic Shaw and his Orchestra.— 
" Copenhagen ” and "Cream Puffs. 
Originally English Vocation S63 
and S67 respectively, subsequently 
coupled together and still avail­
able on Parlophonc R2934.

Originally English 
Vocalion S79 and S105. subse­
quently coupled together and still 
available on Parlophonc R2G86.-] 
Strings are. of course, commonplace 

in swing to-day. But in those early 
days—less than ten years ago, but 
seeming more like twenty, if only 
because of the great changes that 
have taken place in dance-band 
styles—they were very much of a 
novelty. J .. , .The reason was—and it explains 
to some extent why the true, jazz 
fans have never liked strings in jazz 
—that, never having been used by 
the original jazz bands of New Orleans 
(because their performances usuallj

(with apologies lo Carroll- 
Lewis, not Eddie !)

took place either out of doors for 
functions ranging from political and 
advertising parades to funeral pro­
cessions. or in noisy dance halls), 
strings were looked upon ‘as out of 
character.

Whether their later-found popu­
larity is likely to remain for much 
longer remains to be seen.

Already many of the big band­
leaders In America who had adopted 
them, if only for thc sake of trying 
to find something different, ¡have 
begun to think better of it.

Some say it is because they can 
get better results with other instru­
ments; others admit right out that 
the strings just aren't worth the 
money.

I quote from a recent "Down 
Beat " thc following significant confes­
sions;—
Tommy Dorsey.—" I believe strings 

arc necessary to round out a good 
band. I was forced to drop them 
from my present engagement to 
ease the budget strain, but I still 
use them on my broadcasts and 
they’ll be back with me when I 
go out on the road."

When Artie first decided to try out 
strings for swing he was breaking new 
ground, so the first thing he had to 
do was find out how best to use them

I think it will be cónceded that he 
coped with the problem with no little 
taste and tact—the tact lying in the 
fact that he seldom over-featured the. 
strings. He used them mainly for 
recolouring the established idea of 
sustained “ organ-harmony ’’ back­
grounds. and occasionally more 
rhythmically in modulations and like 
passages.

This discerning restraint not only 
to some extent spiked the guns of 
the jazz devotees (who. ♦ although 
now partially reconciled by acquaint­
ance- to what one may perhaps fairly 
describe as the inevitable change 
with time as thc result of public 
demand for novelty, still cannot 
"see ’’ strings In jazz), but also went

other early records.
As well as providing 

harmony much of the ------ -
quartet has two movements all to 
itself, and plays most pleasingly.

Also, this prolific use of strings has 
not prevented the side from gettmg 
about as near to being jazz, as dis­
tinct from swing, as any Shavian

background 
time, the

record ever has.
A NEW FLAVOUR

The slower “ Sweet Lorraine ” is 
that haunting little tune that was 
one of the star pieces in the library 
of famous coloured clarinettist Jimmy 
Noone’s band when it was at the Apex 
Club in Chicago some years ago.

The strings again play a prominent 
.part, both in the backgrounds and 
the short passages they have to them­
selves. but they are rather cloying, 
and the appeal of the performance 
lies, to my mind, mainly in Shaw's 
tasteful clarinet, the shore guitar 
solo, and the solid beat of the rhythm 
section.

Still, taken by and large, both sides 
do a good deal more than show that 
Artie Shaw might easily have done 
worse than try out strings for 

| infusing a new flavour into jazz.

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AMERICAN RECORD REVIEW 
by Ralph Venables.

rpHE quantity of American releases 
‘ J- during the past few months has 
rather outpaced the quality, but scat­
tered among the mass of new records 
are some really fine jazz Items. Ralph 
Venables here discusses a small cross­
section of recent Issues:—

Outstanding among this year’s crop, 
according to Ralph, are the Art 
Hodes Biue Note releases. He says: .

When I got the two 12-lnchers, 
they struck me as .being very nearly 
perfect. I refer to " Sugar Foot 
Stomp Sweet Georgia Brown ” and 
" Squeeze Me Bugle Call Rag ” on 
Blue Note 34 and 35 respectively. They 
are great, indisputably great, but the 
more r-ecent 10-inchers are even 
greater. 'These are " Maple Leaf 
Rug "/Yellow Dog Blues” (BN505). 
‘‘Slow ’Em Down Blues”/" She’s Cryin’ 
For Me " (506), " Shoe Shiner’s Drag / 
•'Doctor Jazz " (507). and "Changes 
Made dark and Randolph ’’ (508). 
The Jine-up is Kaminsky (tpt,), Conniff 
(tumb.). Cless (clt.), Hodes (pno.), 
Bland (gtr.). Alvin (dms.). and Hag-, 
gart and Jacobs alternating on bass. 
The faster sides, such as " She's 
Cryin’ For Me." " Doctor Jazz " and 
" Maple Leaf " strike me as being the 
best, but all eight sides are absolutely 
stupendous jazz.

Here is the perfect answer to the
" jazz is dead " gujs.

*
Np less exciting, but hardly as " well- 

knit,” is George Brunis and his Jazz 
Band playing ,T Royal Garden Blues ”/ 
•• Tin Roof Blues ” on Commodore 556. 
This, as most of you will know, comes 
from the -now famous session with 
Wild Bill Davison (the “ Ugly Child ” 
date, that Is to say). Brunis and 
Davison dominate the two sides com­
pletely. their wild enthusiasm de­
veloping at times into a positive 

. frenzy on the faster side (” Royal 
Garden"). Rest of the line-up Is 
Pee Wee, Schroeder, Condon, Casey 
and WettUng.

These are better than “ Clarinet 
Marmalade Original Dixieland ” 
and as good as ” Ugly Child "/" Da 
Da Strain ’’—which Is sufficient praise 
for almost anything!

Hodes and Mezz and Danny Alvin 
cut four sides for Session, thus wise:
" Mezzin’ Around". / ‘‘Feather’s

- Lament ” on 10007. and " Milk for 
Mezz Really the Blues ” on 10008. 
These are rough. In all senses, but 
stimulating and thoroughly satisfac­
tory to the not too fastidious listener.

Rather similar is the Black and 
White coupling by George Wettllng's 
Trio—" Everybody Loves My Baby") 
" Some of These Days" (BW7) with 
Mezz, Schroeder and Wettling. A 
shocking surface does little to help 
things along, but there is complete 
absence of any inhibition, and the 
coupling Is well worth obtaining.

* * ■ *
Still on trios, the Johnny Wlttwir 

Trio come up with four sides on 
’Exner: " Joe’s Blues ” / " Wolverine 
Blues" (Exner 1) and "Tiger Rag’’/ 
" Come Back Sweet Papa ” (Exner 2). 
Wittwer is the. pianist, and far and 
away .the outstanding member of the 

• trio. Other members are coloured 
clarinettist Joe Darensbourg and white 
drummer Keith Purvis* ‘TTiger" is 
horrible, but the other three sides 
are ail right, with Wittwer always 
magnificent.

So successful was his work here 
that he has since cut sixteen piano 
solos for Asch, six of which are to be 
released (in album form) in mid­

future. His- style is similar to that of 
Frank Melrose, with every bit as much 
attack and " authenticity.”

Also on Black and White are four 
sides by Cliff Jackson’s Quartet (this 
comprising Jackson on piano. Pee Wee 
on clarinet. Bob Casey on bass and 
Jack Parker at the drums). Titles are 
" Squeeze Me ” - " Quiet, Please ” 
(BW3), and "-Weary Blues "/‘‘If I 
Could Be With You One Hour To­
night” (BW4)< Russell is in better 
form here than Usual, but the sides 
are still not outstanding.

Much worse are four sides on 12-inch 
plastic Black and White by Cliff Jack­
son’s. Village Cats—" Quiet. Please ’7 
"You’ve Got Me Walkin' An‘ Talkin’ 
To Myself" (BW1204) and " Jeeper’s 
Greeners "/" Cliff’s Boogie Woogle ” 
(BW1205). These self-styled "cats” 
are the de Paris brothers, Sidney 
Bechet. Gene Sedric, Everett Barks­
dale, Wellman Braud, Eddie Dougherty 
and Jackson himself. The electric 
guitar of Barksdale sets the general 
atmosphere, and even Bechet and the 
de Paris boys cannot entirely shatter

These discs must be made from un­
breakable material In order that dis­
gruntled purchasers can hurl them 
out of the window with impunity.* * *

But wait! Worse Is to follow. Joe 
Marsala also favours an electric 
guitar (Ohuck Wayne), together 

■with the indescribable Joe Thomas 
(tmpt.) in company with Charlie 
Queener (pno.), Irving. Lang (bass). 
Buddy Christian (dms.) and Mrs. 
Marsala (harp). This mob waxed 
" Zero Hour " / " Romance ” (BW 
1201) and " Joe Joe Jump ’7" Don’t 
Let It End” (BW 1202). The label 
warned me that Leonard Feather 
supervised the session, so I didn't 
even let it begin.

Also on a rather distressingly 
modern " kick Is Eddie Miller’s 
" I’m Gonna Stomp. Mr. Henry Lee ”/ 
" Yesterdays.” on Capitol 170. The 
band Is big, and only Stan Wrights- 
man is worthy of attention. He. as 
always. Is perfection itself.

Much less modern and Infinitely 
more satisfying is Charlie la Vere’s 
Chicago Loopers’ " Up The Lazy 
River’’ on Jump 3, with Billy May 
(tpt.). Joe Yuki (tmb’.). Matty Mat­
lock (clt.). Charlie la Vere (pno.), 
George van Epps (gtr.). Art Shapiro 
(bass) and Nick -Fatool (dms.). 
Despite substituting Joe Yuki for 
Floyd O’Brien, this side is almost on 
a par with " Baby, Won’t You Please 
Come Home" from the previous 
session (which I discussed at some 
length in these columns several 
months ago).

The backing to " Lazy River ” is 
a pseudo-boogie effort—11 Very Eight 
’N Boogie," but it do.?sn’t variate 
sufficiently from the general run of 
Bob Zurke stuff which we know so 
well. It Is. however, an extremely 
interesting coupling, and a definite 
" must." •

Milt Gabler has given us some 
rather fine 12-inchers recently, such 
as Eddie Cor.don’s " Basin Street 
Blues " / " Oh. Katherina " (CMS 
1513), with Kaminsky. Pee Wee. 
Benny Morton, etc.; Muggsy’s "Sep­
t-ember In The Rain "/" Sweet Lor­
raine ” (CMS 1517V, with Pee Wee. 
Ernie Caceres, etc.; Miff’s " Peg O' 
My Heart St. Louis Blues” (CMS 
1518). with Hackett, Pec Wee, Caceres, 
etc.; and Muggsy’s " Memphis 
Blues’7" Sweet. Sue r’ (CMS 1519). 
with Miff, Pee Wee, Boomie Richman, 
etc. All six sides are admirable, with 
the Miff " St. Louis ” surprisingly 
proving the best of all. .

Had I never heard Muggsy before. 
I’d unhesitatingly" have seized on 
these as the best Commodores ever, 
but . . . well, you know how it is 
with Muggsy (or you should do. by 
now). A pity!

All I can say is that the coupling 
in my possession is the most authentic 
Dixieland since the recreated ODJB’s 
" Skeleton Jangle,’’ and far 
exciting to these oracular cars.

You How Teamwork, Individuality and 

Co-operation Have Built Britain’s 
Great Poll-Winning Band • < ■

WITH the demobilisation of all its members well on the way 
to accomplishment, and a very big commercial pro­

gramme planned for 1946, eyes of all those who have an interest 
In British dance music are focused on the premier British, 
dance band, the famous 'R.A.F. “ Squadronairs.”

In the article below, the Melody Maker has asked George 
Chisholm, famous trombonist-arranger, and greatest star In 
a star-studded band, to give us the ” low down ” on why the 

“ Squads ” play the way they do.

THE secret of the suc­
cess which th (e
" Squadronairs ” enjoy 

can. be chiefly explained In 
one very Important word—" Co­
operation.”

For. a very long time now It 
has been my firm conviction
that no band can get into a
really outstanding class unless 
run in the co-operative Way. In 
a band run like this it is not 
too much to say that every single 
sound it makes reflects credit— 
or occasionally otherwise—upon 
the band as individuals. * • - .•

Every man is all out to do 
his very best for the “.team,” 
because, while he is helping the 
others, he is obviously helping 
himself as well. The harder he 
works, and the more credit he 
brings to the band by his own 
individual efforts.: then the more 
kudos (and ultimately, of course, 
profit) he will bring to himself.

Let us contrast for a moment 
the working of this co-operative 
idea, for which I am a great; 
enthusiast, as against the more 
usually accepted one of a bunch 
of good boys working for an indi­
vidual bandleader. To take the 
worst side of it first: Some 
leaders are remarkably unpopu­
lar : sometimes on account of 
their unimaginative and off­
handed treatment of the boys; 
sometimes, also, on the score of 
their downright Incompetence.

can record that comes out, and 
assimilating* everything new that 
they have to offer ’ over the pond ' ”

After such a sally—when I nave 
got over my natural annoyance -L 
usually tell these people that they 
arc chasing a big illusion: that there 
Is nothing really new " across the 
pond and that if there were it 
would be copied in five minutes bv 
dozens of others.

Whilst the wonderful ability and 
style of American musicianship has 
set a standard which everyone over 
here has naturally tried to follow.

There Is no set formula as to who 
arranges what. It is just a question 
of which number we think will suit 
each Individual arranger best. In 
practice, it means that each one of 
us is at times overworked, because it 
is quite likely that three or four 
numbers in a row will come along 
that will specially suit Ronnie 
Aldrich’s style of arranging, for 
example, or possibly my own.

In doing the arrangements for the 
“ Squads ,T we find that- some of our 
arranging is done in circumstances 
of considerable flurry and discomfort.

I suppose you visualise us sitting 
down, with pens, paper, and a nice 
supply of bjack coffee and damp 
towels, to work out our arrangements 
in peace? I^othing could be further 
from the truth. with our Service,

consistency should be the biggest alm 
»° Any band, and if you are con­
stantly dodging about, augmenting 
your brass to eight, then adding 
something else because somebody else 
has done so. and so on, your music 
will not have this Important quality 
of consistency for five minutes 
together.

Now let me apparently digress for 
a moment. Just take a quick look at 
Louis Armstrong, one of the greatest 
trumpet-players who has ever lived.

Momentarily, Louis, plodding along 
on the steady course of playing good 
jazz that he had always followed,

Now for our sax section, consisting, 
just to remind you. of Tommy Brad­
bury (lead alto, clarry); Monty Levy 
(second alto, clarry); Jimmy Durrant 
(tenor, soprano, clarry. bass clarry, 
and arranger); Andy McDevitt (tenor, 
clarry, and our chief clarry soloist); 
and Cliff Townshend (baritone, alto, 
and clarry). Cliff, the latest addition 
to our reeds, is a great asset who 
will definitely be remaining with the 
band.

We set out to make our five-piece 
reed section sound a little unique. 
One of the ways in which we do this 
Is by the number of different reed 
combinations which we can produce 
from within our section. Here are 
some of them: Two altos, two tenors, 
and baritone; three altos, and two 
tenors (three altos in- unison in a 
"Written chorus);', soprano leading 
three altos; four clarinets, plus bass 
clarinet; and so on, ad infinitum.
xln the arrangement of "I’m A Ding 
Dong Daddy,” you heard part of the 
arranaqment played by soprano lead­
ing three altos in unison, and nt 
least you will admit that it sounded 
novel, and It may have made many 
of you wonder just how we did it.* * *

There are, for example, several 
leaders whose names are household 

• words who are quite incapable even 
of conducting the band through such 
new arrangements as it may acquire, 
without being shown how to do Jc 
first. No musician Is going to feel 
respect for a leader, however well he 
pays, if that leader is an inferior 
musician himself, or if he does not 
treat his boys In a thoroughly reason­
able manner.

That is probably why you so often 
see bands on the stage whose players 
seem to represent the epitome of 
boredom: they fidget: they sit with 
their legs crossed, their eyes roving 
round all over the place instead of 
being on their music; sometimes one 
almost expects a poker school to 
oreak out among the saxes, so 
satiated with utter boredom do they 
appear to be.

Even in a very good case, that of 
a leader who is competent, and who 
treats his boys really well—and there 
are plenty of this kind, too—it is 
still obviously better for musicians 
to be working for themselves. full of 
enthusiasm for the Idea of being the 
best band in the country. t

rpAKE, for example, the 
wretched attempts by hun­

dreds of sometimes quite pro­
mising young soloists In this country 
to copy the extreme style of some 
famous “ big noise ” In America. 
This is definitely producing a race 
of young instrumentalist " hybrids ” 
who, because they insist on being 
just a bad copy of somebody else, 
may never get anywhere at all;

How many times in our travels 
about the country do we hear, in 
enthusiastic young amateur bands, 
sometimes quite ludicrous and Invari­
ably painful attempts to ape the 
" fierce ” tenor-sax tone of the great 
Coleman Hawkins; the smooth, limpid 
alto style of Benny Carter (a real 
trap for the unwary, this one); or 
the downright painful (In the hands 
of anybody else) glissando of Johnny 
Hodges.

No, I am quite convinced that 
the would-be copyist in anything 
musical is barking up the wrong 
tree. If you have any tendencies 
at all towards swing playing, It Is 
better to create your own individual 
style, which will probably get you 
a great deal further than being a
bad Imitation of somebody else.
Look at a great Amerlcah tenor 

stylist who has got a long way, and 
whom many of you have heard— 
namely, Sam Donohue, Sam’s style 
Is something that Is unique, terrific 
and original; It is derived from no one 
else; and, as a result, many people 
are trying hard—but so far without 
success—to copy Sam.

But there; reading through the 
above, I And that I have digressed 
very far from discussing the 
” squadronairs ” and their claims to 
originality. So we will get back to I

my pet subject—arranging; and here, 
more than ever, I say: DON’T copy 
America If you can help it.

Now, many of you must have heard 
our most recent " Top Ten ” broad­
cast (on November 7); and it is 
Fosslble that those who did will say 

am getting on to apparently 
dangerous ground with the statements 
I have lust made, because I can hear 
some of you saying that I must have 
been Inspired by the old Louis Arm< 
strong record of " I’m a Ding Dong 
Daddy ’’ when I made the arrange­
ment of that number which we played 
on the airing.

But I have never heard this record; 
and was, indeed, surprised when 
reference was nlade to it by the 
announcer, since I honestly did not 
know that the record existed.

Similarly, I had not heard . any 
American recordings of " C. Jam 
Blues ” when I made my arrangement 
of that number. You can believe It 
or not, but I heard the riff, of which 
this piece mainly consists, being played 
by Sam Donohue and some of his boys 
at the Nuthouse Club .many months 
ago, and worked up the arrangement 
almost solely from memorising ¿he 
few bars of the riff.

Certainly I never' consciously copy 
anything American: It just doesn't 
pay. If occasionally my work, and 
that of the other " Squadronairs'” 
arrangers, appears in any way Ameri­
can in conception, it is just because 
we, like everyone else, are uncon­
sciously imbued to some .extent with 
the American way of things.

THVERYTHINQ we in 
" Squads ” ■ play Is 

special arrangement to suit the 
band.

Wo have three arrangers In the

*
You must remember that this Is the 

one spot where co-operation is not 
possible. We all discuss the arrange­
ments and make suggestions among 
ourselves, to be sure, for each 
arrangement is the result of an 
association of ideas among the boys. 
The actual working It all out can, 
however, in the very nature of things, 
only be done by one man. You can­
not possibly lay down any hard-and- 
fast rule as to how long the process 
should take, but I find that ah 
arrangement can sometimes be com­
pleted in about six hours of actual 
work.

Before I got down to my arrange­
ment of " O. Jam Blues,” to take just 
one example, I remember several of 
us discussing it in a " pub,” getting 
all warmed up, humming riffs and 
phrases at each other until all the 
“ locals ” must have thought we were 
mad. *

Then, again, take Ronnie Aldrich’s' 
very fine arrangement of ‘‘ Tempta­
tion,” which you heard in our last 
" Top Ten ” broadcast. This is a very 
Imaginative piece of writing that, 
starting with a 'cello solo (we are, 
of course, augmented with strings for 
“ Top Ten ") goes through the whole 
gamut of music until it finishes with 
some terrific swing figures by the 
brass.

In common parlance, this Is the sort 
of arrangement that has " everything 
except the kitchen sink,” but for all 
its excellence and finesse, you must 
not Imagine Ronnie nicely cloistered 
In a cell when he ^vrote it. As a
matter of fact, he created most of It, 
writing hard against the clock, whilst 
sitting opposite me in a train going 
to Leeds.

*
T?AR too many of the arrange- 

ments made, and heard, in 
this country are much too 

noticeably derivative, that 15 to say,

Inspired in America, even fully allowing (and being duly 
grateful for) the great influence which American music 
has obviously had on all of us.

Some English bands actually copy American recordings 
note for note, and in the work of a distressingly large 
number of our bands one Is constantly detecting phrases, 
sounds and effects that one knows were originated, Intro­
duced, and then worked to death, across Jhe pond.

IT IS HIGH TIME WE TRIED TO STAND ON OUR 
OWN FEET. WE HAVE HAD PLENTY OF EXPERI­
ENCE NOW. IT’S TIME WE TRIED TO CREATE 
OUR OWN SPECIAL BRITISH ' STANDARD OF 
ARRANGING* EVEN IF WE DON’T GET ALL THE 
FIREWORKS AT THE FIRST GO. FOR GOODNESS’ 
SAKE) LET US IN ENGLAND TRY, JUST FOR A 
CHANGE, TO’ PRODUCE SOMETHING THAT SOME­
BODY MIGHT LIKE TO COPY FROM US.
Now to rehearsals. When we are working on our big 

" Civvy Street” plans I know we shall rehearse a helluva 
lot, as I think every ambitious band ought to do. Right 
now, however, we are terribly limited in this respect, 
both by time and by place. There are certainly rehearsal 
rooms for the musicians at our camp—but these are for 
tho ” straight ” and purely “ military»’ musicians as 
well. We 1111 have to rehearse more or less together— 
and "Pomp And Circumstance,” for example, never aid 
go well with a number like " I’m A Ding Dong Daddy. 
. Our method of rehearsal, when ¿we do get down to one, 
is bJ ait round In a square, as it‘ were, with the sections 
faettff each other, and Jimmy Miller in the middle.

Each arrangement is first of all taken through, while 
Jimmy Hstens.'^ery carefully for any wrong notes, etc. 
If any particular part seems "sticky,” we harp on that 
part, going through it, maybe, over and over again. 
When wo have got It’ off pat, this may appear to be the 
end of. the matter, but In actual fact you will see the 
various sections going into corners and practising certain 
parts by themselves, until sure they are absolutely note­
perfect in everything.

Of course, there very often aren’t any corners to go 
into. I have..particularly vivid memories of how Erie 
Breeze and Ibwanted to practise our unison trombone 
parts In my arrangement of "Anchors Aweigh.” with 
the success of a new idea at stake, wo naturally wanted 
to Rive it an we’d got, and so keen and determined 
were wo to get In some practice at a difficult time that 
we retired to an extremely small and otherwise not 
mentionable apartment and practised it there.

Incidentally, I think most critics will agree that the. 
"sauadronairs ” really have got something.a bit original 
and striking with this unison chorus Idea, and I know 
that at least two famous record critics congratulated 
ma on a “ great solo ” in " Anchors Aweigh when 
actually. as ev.cryone knows now, it Is Erie Breeze and I 
olaylng in unison that they hear, both in this and In 
our arrangement of " That’s A-Plenty,” and others.

So much, then, for rehearsal. And now to a matter 
very near and dear to my heart—the actual formation ox

the band. As’most fans know, our 
outfit now consists of five reeds, six 
brass’ (four trumpets and two trom­
bones), four rhythm, and Jimmy 
Miller conducting and vocalising.

* * *
"PEOPLE have been asking' 

me: Why only six brass, 
when the fashion In America Is

to have eight?
My first answer Is, "Never mind 

what they have in America; the 
‘ Squadronairs • will continue to have 
six." And now to explain why.

First of all. I know that in the
States (where they arq always fever­
ishly searching for some new sound) 
the fashion for eight and more brass 
has been going on for somo time.

Eight brass certainly makes a very 
nice noise; so does nine, or even ten. 
and so on, ad infinitum. (And, after 
all. it won’t be so very long before 
eight brass has become commonplace.)

Twenty brass, if properly arranged 
for, might make a nicer noise still, 
and if you go on adding something to 
the band every time you want to 
sound a little bit different from Mr. 
Somebodv-else in the next studio, then 
you might start a klhd of vicious 
circle/that could go on for ever—until 
you start sounding different not by 
adding alb sorts of new Instruments, 
but by playing in a more original 
manner with those you’ve already got.

Anyway, we continue with our 
six brass, and find that, by arrang­
ing our music carefully to suit the 
combination, we never seem to get 
stultified In any way for Ideas. Wo 
don't feel any need for the »nMux 
of more brassmen, and don t think 
we could express our various Ideas 
any better with a big, cumbersome 
brass section than we can at 
To^Hlustrate rather more fully my

must have had some bad moments 
when he began to hear people like 
Roy Eldridge and Harry James 
screaming away with fantastic top­
register stuff—likely to catch the cars 
of the thousands of undlscerning 
fans, thus elevating these men high 
above their fellows in the minds of 
the always large circle of those only 
superficially educated in jazz lore.

VES, I Imagine Louis had 
-1- some bad moments: and 
then, being a sensible fellow, he 

may possibly have thought that a 
man who could take a classic written 
for the violin and play It on his 
trumpet just for sheer exhibitionism 
(to take just one example) was not 
likely to dent the reputations cf 
those who played real jazz In the eyes 
of those who really understood it: so 
in the end Louis just plodded on, 
playing the way ne had always 
played, so that he remained what he 
is to-day, one of the greatest living 
trumpet-players in jazz.

Similarly, the " Squads ” propose to 
recognise no passing instrumental 
fads and fashions, but to carry on in 
a solid and consistent way, with just 
that combination which we have 
found so thoroughly workmanlike In 
practice.

Just to remind you again, our brass 
section consists of Tommy McQuater, 
Archie Craig, Clinton ffrench and now 
Jimmy Watson (trumpets); and Eric 
Breeze and myself (trombones); and 
you know also that Tommy "Me.” is 
our great trumpet soloist (although 
all the others have a go on occasions); 
and that Eric and I play the unison 
trombone stuff, whilst I occasionally 
try to go to town a bit on my own as 
well.

A NOTHER thing we try to 
do is to use the baritone 

in a new, modern way, more as 
a fill-in instrument, giving a verv 
solid foundation to the saxes, and 
also helping the section to sound 
rhythmical.

The rhythm section—well, this more 
or less speaks for Itself. Bass and 
drums, of course, produce most of the 
drive; the guitar helps to give a very- 
solid beat, while the piano, besides 
being used in a rhythmic sense, is 
nowadays used for artistic fill-ins, 
and rather more solo work than 
hitherto, making the pianist a kind 
of “ loose-end ” unan who can shine 
in several different ways.

In response to many questions I 
have received from time to time, I 

‘ do definitely like a guitar in any 
modern rhythm section—but 1 like 

' it to play rhythmically. So many 
amateur bands these days aro 
spoiled by tinny, single-string solos 
from guitarists who would bo 
much better employed In trying to 
maintain a solid beat.
In actual practice I often find 

that the amplified guitar tone Is fre­
quently disappointing in quality and 
very apt to unbalance the band.

The guitar, I repeat, should be used 
purely as a rhythm instrument and 
should not produce any weird and 
wonderful flourishes (unless you can 
play anything like that greatest of 
all exponents, the 'late Eddie Lang). 
In the " Squads ” we use the guitar 
purely to accentuate the beat. You 
may not hear the instrument very 
well, but nevertheless its Influence 
can be felt through the whole band.

I think drums should be used 
mainly solid behind the ensemble, 
and, except "in speciality numbers, I 
think such things as 32-bar drum 
solos. etc., savour rather ox 
exhibitionism. ____ .

In response to the many people who 
have asked if we are going to go all 
commercial ’’ for our forthcoming 
" Civvy Street ” ventures. I, can tell

h’ln conclusion,31 should J11“ ‘iugJJ 
this. A certain amount ot scepticism 
has been expressed, sometimes by 
well-known people In the profession. Js lo whether on all-co-opcratlvc band 
can be n complete success.

Personally. I am auito confident 
that It can; and, with the other 
members, feel a complete assurance 
and solidarity about the prospect of 
such a venture by a band run purely 
by musicians. It will, indeed, be 
refreshing to be able always to realise 
tho benefits of our own individual 
ClThat 18 our object. We’re going all 
out to try to achieve It.

he has assisted with the filming of 
some of his shows, including “ Show 
Boat’’ and “Roberta.’’

In 1936. one- of his film originals 
—“The Way You Look To-night”’ 

•from “ Swing Time ’’—won tho 
coveted ¡Academy hoñaurs as .the finest 
•screen song of the year.

Kern was a -skilled musicians, 
and this technique showed in his 
compositions. His construction .was 
never commonplace and in (this it 
matched ,hls melodic -material.

Jerome Kern moved with the 
•times, readily adapting himself to the 
requirements of talking films and con­
tinuing to keep abreast of modern 
developments.

He settled ,ln Beverley Hills, 'Holly­
wood, several years ago with 'his 
English wife, and was -in New York 

.supervising .the musical side .of a -re­
vival of "‘ Show Boat'“ when he .was 
taken in.

• A few days' ‘lator, Kern .was re­
moved to hospital where he succumbed 
to a cerebral hcemorrhage. At differ­
ent times in .his career he was well 
known os a hook collector and on the" 
stock exchange. A ¡combination of 
musical talent and business acumen 
kept him at the -top of the tree ¡for 
more than three decades—an envi­
able record indeed.

-■ For a number of years now, 'his 
music has been. handled In «the States 
by Ohappell ¡and Go., Inc.,' and in 
this country by Chappell and Co., 
Ltd., of Bond .Street.

One of their directors, Mr. Edwin 
Goodman, who has just completed 65 
years of service,with the firm, told 
the “ Melody Maker “ of the happy 
business and personal associations 
which his firm enjoyed with Jerome 
Kern. Expressing deep regret at tvs 
passing, he said: “He was a .man of 
great charm and dignity who con­
sidered tho popular song an important 
medium for a composer. His loss will 
he greatly felt.”

been a nice way of cele­
brating my emergence if I could 

have likened it to waking * up 
from a Rip Van Winkle sleep to 
find myself in some new and 
wonderful world?

But, unfortunately, it hasn’t 
quite worked out like that.

For one thing, although I have had 
no chance of writing about them, I 
have been hearing all the new records 
regularly each month as they came 
out so there has been no break 
In my contact with what has been 
happening; and for another, nothing 
very now or wonderful has happened.

I was forced to this latter conclu­
sion with depressing certainty when 
I came to look through the records 
released since I last wrote this 
column for the " M.M." of Febru­
ary 17 last, to decide which I ought 
to remind you about before proceed­
ing to the current month’s supple­
ments.

Maybe it is more the fault of tho 
British entertainment fraternity than 
of the recording companies, but the 
fact still remains that during the 
past nine months records have no 
moro featured any now worth-whifo 
talent than the familiar regulars 
have managed to compensate for this 
deficiency by providing anything out 
of the old Hackneyed run—at any 
rate, as far as dance bands, vooalists 
and the like are concerned.

NOTHING NEW
It Is all none the less deplorable 

because even if our own dance bands 
and kindred music makers are. with 
one or. two notable exceptions, devoid 
of Imagination, the recording com- 
ftanies have large American cata- 
ogues on which they could have 

drawn to infuse some novelty into 
their supplements. But on the whole 
these catalogues have been used, to 
do no more than cash in on the few 
American celebrities—such as Bing 
Crosby (whom the Saints preserve!)— 
who have been established favourites 
over here for years.

Now and again Brunswick have had 
a crack at some new, or at any rate 
less well-known in this country, 
American artist, but have generally 
negatived the effort by failing to 
follow it up.

However, if we haven’t had any­
thing new worth raving about in the 
way of artists, there have been not 
only plenty of new tunes, but plenty 
of unusually delightful ones.

Heading the list, to my mind, is 
“ Laura,” the tune written by, David 
Raksin (with lyrics by Johnny 
Mercer) for the 20th Century-Fox 
film.of tho same name. t

The tune proved to be a little too 
" classy ” for. the still very 
corny-minded great B.P, as a whole. 
But the radio bands and the record­
ing companies quickly realised that 
here was a song from the notes or 
whose Ingenious but nevertheless 
quite logical sequence of harmonic 
progressions an unusually original, 
not to mention charming, melody had 
been created, and they went for it 
in the big way It deserved.

Best record of the number is Anne 
Shelton’s (Decca F8538—coupled with 
“Pablo the Dreamer”). .

Or If you prefer a band record, try 
Geraldo’s, with a very fair vocal by 
Len Camber (Par ophonc £2078— 
backed by “I’m Beginning to Sep the 
LiC?eraldo has a tendency to have 
manv cf his numbers . . . well. I was 
going to say over-arranged.-but per- 

aps too artily arranged would be a 
better way of putting It But there 
Is no doubt that his band Is certainly 

• good iust now. It does more than 
■ just play: it plays with character.

Then there was, you will remem- 
ber, the almost equally delightful

• “ Dream “—another Johnny, Mercer 
effort, for which this time ho wrote 
both the words and tho music.

Geraldo again does a nlcc^ job or 
this (Parlophone F2082), coupled with 

’“Aitor a While” (vocal by Archie 
Lewis); so does Paula Green, whose 
Version (Columbia FB3128) is backed 
with that song from “ Here Come the 
Waves ” wh cn also had quite a 
vogue—“ Ac-cent-tchu-ate the Posi­
tive.”

But the record I liked best was 
Jimmy Dorsey’s, with nice vocal by 
his new singer Teddy Walters, on

TO obtain In a stlll-wartlmc-curtalled paper the space necessary

There’s a Jimmy Leach and the 
New Organolcans recording (Columbia 
FB3138). but as “M.M.” readers are 
not likely to be unduly Impressed by 
foxtrots served up as polkas by 
electric-organ players, we can pass It 
over In preference of the Joe Loss 
version (H.M.V. BD5896), or better 
still, the Diok Haymes-VIctor Young 
Ork recording on Brunswick 03582,. 
with the other number from the film 
“ Diamond Horseshoe “—" The More 
I See You.”

Then, too, Ted Heath and his wife’s 
“ I’m Gonna Love that Guy.”

Those of you who follow the 
America Tobacco Co.’s “ Hit Parade ” 
ratings as published regularly in the 
“ M.M.” will know that this song, has 
had at least as big a suqcess in 
America as it had over here, so you’ll 
probably be Interested to hear that 
since I last wrote this column there 
have been new records of the number 
by Adelaide Hall (Dccca P8571— 
coupled with “ There Goes That Song 
Again ’’) and Paula Green (Columbia 
FB3099—backed by “ Till All Our 
Prayers are Answered"). I particu­
larly liked Paula’s record. Adelaides 
Is excellently recorded and has a 
nice accompaniment, but .at the end. 
which is the only part that Is taken 
“ In tempo," Miss Hall gets very 
affected.

HEATH-WRITER AND LEADER
And talking of Ted Heath brings 

me to some oi the records which 
have stuck in mv mind at least as 
much for the performances as for the 
tunes.

First of all. there’s Ted Heath and 
his Music’s “Cossack Patrol” and 
revival of Ray Noble’s “The Very 
Thought of You.” both imaginatively 
scored and brilliantly played (Dccca 
F8536). , ,

Secondly. Helen Forrest’s (remem­
ber her with Bennv Goodman?) 
" Time Walts for No One ” and “ In 
a Moment of Madness,” with accom­
paniment directed by “Toots “ Cama- 
rata,” who has lately been over here 
as musical director for the Wesley 
Ruggles film “London Town," for 
which Ted Heath’s band Is providing 
the music (Brunswick 03559). Helen 
has become the polished ballad singer 
in excelsis. , , „

Or if vou want something livelier— 
and it’s about time I included one. 
because practically every record I ve 

mentioned so far has been a slow, 
sentimental ballad—there were those 
uproarious skits on ,f Chloe" and 
" Cocktails for Two " by Spike Jone« 
and the City Slickers.

Many readers who have heard one 
or the other of these sides broadcast 
seem to have been unable to trace 
the disc, and have written asking me 
for the number. Well, it’s H.M.V. 
BD1107.

Among the less frequently featured 
bands which have been given a show­
ing are Vaughn Monroe’s and 
Charlie Spivak's American orchestras.

The former’s titles aré “There, I’ve 
Said It Again ” and Ray Noble’s “ The 
Very Thought of You ’’ (the revival 
of which is due to the fact that it Is 
featured in a new film of the same 
name), both on H.M.V. BD5899; the 
latter's are “Let Me Love You To­
night ” and “ Too-Ra-hoo-Ra-hoo 
Rae" on H.M.V. BD5889.

RHUMBA-RECORDS
Neither has meant a great deal In 

my young life. Vaughn Monroe’s is 
just another typically suave and 
rather pretentious American “com- 
marcial “ band; Charlie Spivak Is 
another Harry James-tvpe trumpet 
player. Lovely tone, brilliant tech­
nique and all that, but more con­
cerned with showing off his virtuosity 
than with playing good swing.

So If its novelty you’re after. I 
suggest you turn vour attention to 
some of the rhumba bands, whose 
music has not yet become hackneyed 
enough to lose its freshness or appeal.

Included in this category are Xavier 
Cugat and his Waldorf - Astoria 
Orchestra, who give most fascinating 
revivals of “ Adlos" and " Green 
Eves" (H.M.V. B9425); Charles Wol­
cott and his Orchestra, who cover 
most- of the songs from the latest 
Walt Disney’ epic “ The Three Cabal­
leros.” Including "You Belong to My’ 
Heart." “ Mexico." “ Baia." and the 
title song, on Brunswick 03577. 
03578 and 03579: and. of course, 
Edmundo Ros.

In addition to covering “ Baia" 
and “ Mexico ” (Decca F8534) and 
“ The Three Caballeros.’* and “ Jesu- 
sita en Chihuahua ” (F8549) from 
the aforementioned “ Three Cabal­
leros." Edmundo gives more of these 
South American dance pieces in " Le 
Seguiré (I’m So In Love) " and 
“Linda Mujer (You Never Sav Yes 
You Never Say No) " on Dccca 
F8490

And finally. If vou want some quite 
out - of - the - ordinary rhumba - type 
music. -try electric-organist Ethel 
Smith’s “tero. Lero" and “Tico- 
Tico" (Brunswick 03571).

Ethel certainly knows how to get 
over tho keyboard with speed and 
dexterity
