OM JONES’ monster hit “Green Green
Grass Of Home” could be called the
song the hippies hate. Not since Ken Dodd
tickled his way to the top has a number one
produced such a barrage of spleen from the
self-appointed arbiters of teenage tlaste.

RBut Tom doesn’'t worry. As “Grass” passed the
million mark last week, Tom said at his luxurious
Shepperton home: “It doesn't worry me. You always
get criticised whatever you do and this is no differ-
ent. 1 don’t care because 1 was pleased with th'e
record. It's done far better than I ever expected it
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to gigs and things.

We aren’t the only group
doing this. The Beatles and
even people like the Small
Faces and the Who are
doing it. They got to this
stage faster than us. But
you notice that they aren’t
working every night either.
