June 30, July I and 2.

This has been made
possible by rearranging
the seating at the Pool
after discussions be-
tween the management
and HEMS, who are
promoting the shows.

According to NEMS.
the shows were all sell-
outs until the new seats

were made available
this week. But a London
ticket agency, Abbey
Box Office Ltd, of 27
Victoria Street, SW/,
phoned the MM to say
there are still plenty of
tickets unsold.

Abbey's Mr M. G.
Holler -Black told the
MM: " Agencies like
ourselves have quite a
few. We have over a
hundred here and we
can lay our hands on
many more if need be."

shows - told the MM
they have some 200
tickets left.

But London's biggest
ticket agency, Keith
Prowse Ltd, reported
they were completely
sold out.

The mystery of the
Monkees' plans deep-
ened this week. Public-
ist David Cardwell, of
Interpop, told the MM:

We still don't know
exactly when they will
be flying in, nor where.
Nor are we certain now
which hotel they will be
staying at. Obviously
security precautions
have a lot to do with
this vagueness."

Eight solid days
THE biggest concentration of jazz talent

ever to be 5rought to this country will
appear in London for the Newport Jazz Festi-
val In Great Britain in October. And the
event will last nine days.

Presented by George Wein, organiser o' the New-
port Festival in the USA, in conjuncHon with Harold
Davison and Jack Higgins, the British Festival takes
place at the Royal Festival Hall on October 21 and
then at London's Odeon, Hammersmith from October
23 to 29.

US bands already booked for the festival arc the
Dave Brubeck Quartet, with Paul Desmond; the Miles
Davis Quintet, with Wayne Shorter arid necktie Han-
cock; the Archie Shepp Quintet, with Grachan Moncur
and Roswell Rudd: the Herhie Maim Quintet, with
Roy Ayers (vibes); the Gary Burton Quartet, with
Steve Swallow, Larry Coryell and Stu Martin; and
Thelonious Munk's orchestra, Sarah Vaughan and
her trio, the Guitar Workshop and Newport All -
Stars.

Monk's lineup is not yet known, but he will lead
a ten -piece band. The Guitar Workshop, working withBurton's quartet, consists of Barney Kessel JimHall, George Benson, timer Snowden and BuddyGuy. And the All -Stars comprise Ruby Broil, BuddyTate, George Wein, Jack Lesberg and Don Lomond-In addition to these are the British hands of AlesWelsh and Tony Milliner -Alan Littlejohn, And thereis to be one night given over to thy ,\merican FolkBlues Festival. " We've reached the stage where I'd like to dosome serious shows with them, rather than Justcomedy," he said. "Winning an lmmy Award (or theshow is going to have a curious affect in many ways.

For instance, the adult press in America doesn't likerock roll. Suddenly they see the Monkees win
an I:mmy and now they are doing a complete turn
about. It will encourage us to take more chances.

Rafelson reacts strongly to suggestions that the
Monkees are a " manufactured " group. "That is
only true in the sense that I auditioned for four
musicians to play the parts in the show," he says."It's the same distinction as between an arranged
Japanese marriage and an English marriage. The
Monkees have a very groovy marriage going-and
I'll take all the parental ap-
plause for that.

" the whole conception of
the auditions was to find tour
goys who were unique indi-
viduals. 1 didn't say: I want
a Texan, an t nglishman, a
dumb one and a smart one.
In fact two of the guys, Prier
and Davy, never applied for
auditions.

"Over 400 fellows applied.
We had an office in Colum-
bia Pictures and the guards
would send the young guys
through to us - It reached
the point when anybody with
long hair was sent back to us.
One kid came In carrying a
large sack - it turned out he
was only trying to deliver the
laundry.

"One fellow named Steve
Syles came for an audition.
Ills hair was failing out and
he was losing his teeth. We
figured II would cost 500 dol-
lars worth of Improvements
to get him In shape so we
turned him down. But he sug-
gested I get in touch with a
Peter Torkelson who was sup-
posed to be playing guitar
somewhere in a little town
about 100 miles from Los
Angeles.

" After a lot of trouble we
tracked him down and he
finally came to the office sev-
eral days late-he didn't have
enough money to get on the
bus.

"The first thing he did
was bump into the wall as
he came In. I thought he was the funniest stupid per-
son I'd ever seen. In fact he is a very, very intelli-
gem fellow and very sensitive. Ile reminds me a
little of Ilarpo Marx. Peter 19 very troubled by the
Monkees' success. He worries about whether he has
earned it. He and Mike are basically musicians,
where the other two are basically actors.

"Mike Is much more self-assured - obviously
a Texan. He was wearing that green hat when he
came to the audition. He says he applied for the
audition because he couldn't believe anybody could
he foolish enough to put an ad like that In Ow
papers.

" Mickey was about to give up when he read the
ad. Ile called his agent who told him not to bother.
Mickey decided to try anyway as that morning he
had decided to quit and go to school to take archi-
tectural engineering. lie Is an incredible natural
comic but, al that time, he was very Insecure, {le
had been playing In a rock roll group and he was
sort of half actor, half musician.

" Unlike Peter and Mickey. Davy Is obviously
totally at ease fie Is all charm.

But the pop
world Is about to dis-
cover two of the bright
est songwriting talents
since Lennon and McCarty'
key.

A big claim, but I
think that Heron and
Williamson's development
has brought them right
up to the "Sgt Pepper -
stage In Just a couple of
years, and they've hardly
got started.

When Joe Boyd, the
lank-balred young Ameri-
can who Is now their
manager, first heard them
in the April of 1965, they
were playing American
country music. with just
a few Scottish traditional
tunes done bluegrass
fashion thrown in for
good measure.

Joe liked their hillbilly
music, but he liked their
original approach to Scot-
tisk music even better,
and when he Joined LIN,
Ira to work on their new
British operation in aut-

o of the tame year, he
contacted them with a
view to issuing an Instru-
mental record.

By then the original
duo of Robin Williamson
and banjoist Clive Palm-
er had become a trio
with Mike Heron, calling
itself the Incredible String
Band, and they sent Boyd
a tape of their material.

It was mostly- blue-
grass, but there was an
apologetic little note with
the tape saying they had
included a couple of songs
they had written them-
selves. They said they
weren't sure If the songs
were any good, but would
I give them a listen.

I did so, and they
like blew up my mind.

DONOVAN: "Sunshine

Superman " (Pye):
Many Donovan fans will al-
ready have bought this
album-that is, had it im-
ported-as it has been re-
leased almost everywhere
except England. Now at
last, and about six months
too late, here it is. Dono-
van is a gentle person and
a romantic poet, features
which purr through his
his music as he sings of
"cascading crystals" or
"white doves." This is
really an album of dreams
which range from misty
romps in " Hampstead Inci-
dent" to the genteel ma-
jestic pulsating of " Guine.
vere." Aided by John
Cameron's arrangements,
and Mickie Most's produc-
tion each of the charades
gets its setting midst large
tuneful cellos. sunshine
cymbals, or tinkling harpsi-
chords. Every number has
a mood, an atmosphere, a
current along which the
perceptive listener can
Float. Donovan glides
playing beautiful guitar and
singing his songs like they
should be sung-with love.

On this new
disc Chris' rendering of the
Bobby Timmons jar, classic
is produced by Mike Hurst
and incorporates a charac-
teristic Hurst brass punch
with sitar and Farlowe's
voice more to the fore than
his Jagger -produced work.
A swinging, leaping record
full of pleasing dynamics
but whether the public dig
it or not is again in the lap
of the gods.
