Thus it's 
time for Indecent Obsession to get 
themselves into “stage mode” and 
time for your "scribe" to hurry off to 
watch the show in all its live glory!

W hen Indecent Obsession take the 
stage, they blow away any 
preconceptions you may have had 
that this is merely a “pretty-boy” pop 
band who have been plucked from 
nowhere and plonked into a studio 
w ithout ever having “paid their 
dues".

How wrong you would be!
Beginning their set with the power- 

explosion of “Tell Me Som ething” , 
Indecent O bsession are every bit as 
good as the ir records - if not a 
teensy bit better! There’s hardly a 
breath taken between songs as the 
boys plough through “Never Really 
Loved You", “C an ’t Somebody"
( “This is F-U-N-K," David  
announces. The tune is also 
notable to r featuring the vocals o f 
Mickski!!!) and “Nowhere To H ide” 
(“This is  a good o n e ii”). Oddly 
enough it is “Take Me Higher" - the 
b-side of “Say Goodbye" - which the 
crowd really turns onto.

‘Th is is the one that got us our record 
contract,” ushers in “Never Gonna

Stop” which had been slated to be the 
second single, but was later replaced 
with “Tell Me Something".

The hot numbers continue to manifest 
themselves, with the audience a sea of 
fervent Indecent Obsession admirers - 
and many new converts too, by the 
hearty response increasing with each 
number.

“Come Back”, “Why Do People Fall In 
Love", “Survive The Heat", “Goin’ 
Down", “Love Is An Emotion" (Clever 
title, that one! - Ed.) and “Believe” are 
played one after the other, with the 
populace present just about goin' 
bezonkers! “We are Indecently 
Obsessed” and “ I love David"
“placards” are now common fixtures in 
the seering atmosphere hovering 
around the Parramatta Mall.

Halfway through the set, the band 
managed to surprise even their most

At the end of their perspiringly 
brilliant show, the boys are tired and 
ready for a well-deserved snooze, but 
happy that things went so 
tremendously. Their attentive 
audience toddle off to their respective 
homes well and truly satisfied, with 
what has been a great performance 
by a band with a huge future ahead 
of them.

And there’s nothing Indecent about 
that!

Second albums are really good when it 
comes to predicting whether a band will 
actually be around much longer. It's sad to 
see Oz greats such as Wa Wa Nee fall 
into pop's abyss after their second LP 
failed to do any real business on the old 
hit parade. It seems that their fatal mistake 
was changing their style of music; from 
dancey pop mythms to a more rock 'n' roll 
sound. Boom Crash Opera have always 
been known for their power punching solid 
sound. They've stuck with this for the 
second LP - and it looks like it'll be another 
winner. Already two big bellowing singles 
have been released from this album,

Every couple of years, Eurythmics pop 
back up with yet another totally startling 
and different album, release a few singles, 
have a tour and then promptly disappear 
until they do it all again the next time.

"Revival" sets the tone for most of the 
material here. It's all fairly rocky and "up" - 
a marked comparison to their last album,

Tracks like "Angel", "When The Day 
Goes Down" and "Sylvia" rank among 
their finest, but the overriding suspicion I 
have with "We Too Are One" (check the 
spelling!!!) is that Eurythmics are presently 
content to play it a bit too safe for my 
liking. They're not breaking down the 
boundaries any more and there's nothing 
as startling or fresh as "Sweet Dreams" or 
"Beethoven" here. When a band appears 
more concerned with sticking to a formula, 
it's time to worry a little. But then again, as 
with anything that Eurythmics do, they do it 
better than anyone else around, anyway.

with a bunch of Melbourne "underground" musicians 
to make the Max Q (named after Ollie Olsen's 
dog!!!) album, the cleverly titled "Max Q", and its 
accompanying hit single, "Way Of The World". For 
Max Q, Michael collaborated on songwriting with his 
friend and admirer Ollie Olsen, a veteran or the 
Melbourne "scene", as well as re-recording a few 
songs that Ollie had already written for previous 
bands (the new Max Q single, "Sometimes", first 
appeared on record in 19851).

' We're two people diametrically opposed in terms 
of where we are in music," explained Michael - and 
anyone who's heard anything by Ollie's band will no 
doubt agree, it's a million miles from INXS - "but with 
very similar sensibilities and ideas about what we can 
be and do. He's been working for as long as I've 
known him, in a record shop - The Retail Record 
Industry, he calls it - and he s been in this list of 
Melbourne hardcore bands - Whirlywirld, Orchestra 
Of Skin and Bone, Hugo Klang. His latest is called 
No, and I reckon it's the best rock 'n' roll band I've 
heard for years. Modern. We have this perverse 
interest in remaining friends despite public 
perception."

But then, Michael Hutchence has very diverse tastes 
in music. He's a fan of classical composers - 
"Beethoven was a pop musician. Mozart was as 
well...even more so. It's wonderful to listen to. It's fun, 
surprising, shocking, all that good stuff." But don't 
worry - Mike hasn't turned into a complete intellectual. 
Or has he? After all, he is a follower of the work of 
Kylie Minogue...not to mention a great fan of the girl 
herself! "I love Kylie," he says. "I think she's great. The 
amount of people in her position who I've met and I 
wouldn't want to spend more than thirty seconds with I 
wouldn't want to number. They should be so happy 
but they're miserable successful people • there's 
nothing worse on Earth." He's big on Bros, too - "Bros 
are talented. Matt's a great singer, and a great mover 
and shaker. I think it will be tragic if they aren't 
around next year."

Perhaps, like Michael, the Bros boys should diversify 
a little. For instance - why not try acting? As

n ichael Hutchence...what an incredible
bloke! Not content with creating one of the 
greatest albums of the late eighties (INXS' 
"Kick", of course!) he's delvea into two 
more diverse and spectacular creative 
projects...namely, the Max Q LP and the 

role of the poet Shelley in Roger Corman's new movie 
Frankenstein Unbound. But more surprising to most of 
his fans was the amazing, tempestuous move he made 
late last year...a bold and daring development...a 
catastrophic experiment...he cut all his hair off!

"I just woke up one morning and thought... BOOM! 
and hacked it off with a Stanley knife," ne explained 
recently. It shocked many English INXS fans expecting 
to see their glamour-god M. H. award Tracy 
Chapman her trophy at an award night in London 
when this curious librarian type shambled up on stage 
with big granny glasses on...but Michael it was!

"I guess I did itbecause I wanted to see what would

happen. I'd been wanting to cut it off for a while - 1 
just didn't get round to it. I hadn't really thought about 
it - 1 didn't want a perm and it was all sort or wrecked 
and tangled anyway...". Fair enough, then! But what 
Michaefaid next was not completely unlike the actions 
of a madman...or a magician! He simply 
disappeared...

"Vrell, I did go missing, yeah," he says, "but I didn't 
think anyone would notice. I just took off for a while - 
went walkabout, as the aborigines would say. I just 
hadn't done that ever. You've got 100 bucks in your 
back pocket and off you go. You don't know where 
you're going, just travel from seedy hotel to seedy 
notel, have a good time and not know when you re 
going home."

Bizarre! But Michael Hutchence has always been 
one for the unusual. That's why it shouldn't nave been 
that much of a shock when he decided to team up

mentioned before, Michael's playing the part of Percy 
Shelley in the film Frankenstein Unbound, (he claims 
it's a "20 second" role but we suspect he's around 
slightly longer than that!) and from all reports he loved 
every minute of it!

They were 
completely out of it - out of this worldl The film was 
great - it's a horror story and a love story and it's 
great because I can typecast myself a bit and be 
Shelley the poet."

And when they weren't acting, the cast and crew of 
the film managed to get into something else a little 
cultural - poetry readings! True!

"There were fhese twenty foot ceilings with white 
curtains and the wind ana rain blowing in," he 
relates, "and we'd get the candelabra going and turn 
the lights off. And tnere'd be poetry reading all night 
with fne lightening flashing outside." Crikey!

As for Michael's private life, well...it's exactly 
that. But, according to recent reports, his 
current girlfriend is called Johnnie. She's a 
former model from America who Michael 
apparently only meets occasionally when their paths 

cross. His former girlfirend was actress Virginia Hey. 
Most recently shenas been starring as a lawyer on E 
Street.

As well as undertaking the Max Q project, Michael 
has found time to take several holidays during the 
INXS lay-off. His jaunts have taken him to Cannes 
where he has spent time with his friend Michael 
Hamnlyn; to Bora Bora where he hand fed sharks (!) 
and to American oil-riqs on the Atlantic coast where
he went diving. Phewf

When he's not acting or being spooked/mentally 
stimulated to death or on holiday, Michael Hutchence 
likes nothing better than to return home to Hong Kong. 
Why? Because..."it's an ever-changing place.
Although there's not a lot of acid warehouses - well 
not publicly anyway. I tend not to go out. I paint, 
scribble, I've got a little studio in the house. I really 
miss it just talking about it. You walk around the 
corner, and there's this mediaeval fishing village, still 
going through the same processes. And then, round 
fne next corner, there's a 7-11. That's Hong Kong, you 
know. It's two worlds."

Dear Darren.
I would like to know whether or not a 
songwriter who does not sing or play any 
instrument on the recording of his/her song, is 
entitled to any of the royalties from the song.
N. M cCoy. Grafton, NSW.
They certainly are. The writer is entitled to a part of 
what are called mechanical royalties. On average - and 
this varies from country to country - from each copy of a 
single or album that is sold, around 7.25% of the money 
goes to the publishers of the song i.e. the people who 
hold the rights to reproduce the song in sheet music 
form or in lyric form. That money is then split between 
publisher and songwriter. So, a songwriter would 
probably receive about 3.6% of a  song's royalties. In a 
song that sold a million copies, for example, that would 
work out at almost $105,000! Incidentally, a  performer in 
the same situation is entitled to on average 10 -12% of 
the royalties - although the big stars get a  larger 
percentage. Michael Jackson, for one, is reputed to be 
on a 30% royalty deal!
