This month, Bennett taped a special for MTV Unplugged,
L hich isn't that surprising, since he has been recording in
Jcoustic seftings his entire career. During recent concerts,
bennett qoes so far as to unplug all microphones, letting the
ound o?his voice and his group, the Ralph Sharon Trio, filt
he space. “That's definitely unplugged,” Bennett chuckles.
I got that from the old cab drivers in NYC. They'd say to
me ‘You young singers use a microphone You're not really
inging, the oldtimers like Al Jolson and Eddie Cantor sang
bo the back of the house with no microphone,’ and | always
emembered that. So | tried it one day and it got a great
yeaction.”
A few guest stars {Elvis Costello, J. Mascis, Evan Dando
and k.d. lang) showed up to play and sing with Bennett for
lthe MTV gig. Lang, Bennett says, is “a wonderful, wonderful
singer. She has a real destiny in her voice.”
Bennett has performed with the world's finest orchestras,
yet af the end of the day he prefers the intimacy of his frio.
"The way Ralph Sharon plays, it's a hand and glove thing,
you can't replace that.” Bennett explains that the trio’s fresh-
ness and simplicity is the key to ifs appeal and success:
“With everybody trying every frick in the book, fike synthe-
sizers, big symphonies and other guest stars, we've won
two Grammys in a row with just the frio... [For Steppin’
Out] we rehearsed for a couple of months, but when we
went in the studio we did all the sides in two and a half
days, so it was very fresh. That might be one of the reasons
the young people love it now, they can feel the spontaneity.
It's alive.”
Benneft remembers his singing teacher’s advice, which
encouraged him to find his own style in an era of faceless
crooners. “She said ‘Don’t imitate other singers, because
then you'll just be one of the chorus. Listen to the musicians
you like.” And I liked the way [pianist] Art Tatum used to
make a production out of a song. And 1 liked [saxophonist]
Stan Getz's honey tone. So | took the two and put them
together...and it become dramatic. The musicians that
moved me were the ones that sounded like singers. When
Tommy Dorsey played ‘Getting Sentimental Over You," you
could hear the words almost. So I learned from all these
masters.. | tried fo keep my eyes and ears open to every-
thing they were doing.”
Bennett speaks warmly about his association with legends
past like Getz, Count Bosie and Duke Elfington, and he's
equally gracious when discussing the great songwriters
{from Hommerstein to Hart, he can name every one of them)
who have given him such great material. One can hear a
genuine appreciation for the composer in the way Bennett
sings. He'll slow a song down or give it the extra jolt it
deserves, or stop on a line to accentuate a phrase that a
lesser singer would have walked right through. Perhaps
Benneft's desire for excellence as a singer and his exuber-
ance about life itself are revealed in this comment about his
second love, painting. “Painting is a very long process. It
takes a lifetime to learn how to do it,” Bennett explains. “But
if's the adventure of doing it that becomes wonderful.”

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JOHNNY CASH American Recordings (American, 3500
W. Olive Ave., Ste. 1550, Burbank, CA 91505)—Johnny
Cash could have packed it in a long time ago, headed to
Branson, Missouri, and made a comfortable living mugging his
way through “A Boy Named Sue” for retired opp?ionce salesmen
four times a night. But Cash is still finding inspiration some 39
years after his first Sun single. It's hard to believe, but most of the
performances on American Recordings are as vital as Cash’s
Sun singles and the At Folsom Prison recording. The concept
is simple: Cash in Rick Rubin’s living room with his acoustic guitar
Y and a two-track, and
the execution is bril-
liant. Although
American
Recordings is not a
crass aftempt to appeal
to “the kids,” most of its
13 songs deal explicitly
with the side of Johnny
Cash that seems to
| appeal most to the rock
‘n’ roll end of his fol-
lowing. Violence, loss,
guilt, redemption, travel
outsiders, and some
very black humor loom
large throughout these
songs. CosE’s low bari-
tone is still an incredibly powerful instrument, and its stark, wobbly
tone can be either unsettling or inspirational, but it's always believ-
able—he seems to connect with every cut in a truly personal way.
In “13” (by Glenn Danzig), Johnny 3/oims “the list of lives I've bro-
ken could reach from here to Hell,” but in “Like A Soldier,” he
again acknowledges his turbulent past, but refuses to apologize
for it since it has made him as strong as he is foday. This is exactly

why Cash is still making important music almost 40 years into his
career. —Steve McGuirl

NAS llimatic (Columbia, 550 Madison Ave., New York,
NY 10022-3211)—llimatic boasts some heavyweight hip-hop
producers—lLarge Professor, Q-Tip, Pete Rock and Gang Starr’s DJ
Premier—but the undisputed star is 20-year-old Nasir Jones, a k a
Nas (formerly Nasty Nas). lllmatic is{;illed as a “reality story-
book” “straight outta the fucking dungeons of rap” [“NY State Of
Mind"), namely the
unforgiving Queens-
bridge projects, which
also spawned MC
Shan and Marley Marl.
Nas does more than
“tell it like is,” he tells

| why it is and who he is
with a firm grasp on
the ironies, limitations
and possibilities of his
talent and surround-
ings. It's no accident
that the song “Life’s A
Bitch” is followed by
“The World Is Yours.”
The amount of hype
and expectation over
llimatic (its advance single “It Ain’t Hard To Tell” has been strong
on our Beat Box chart for most of ‘94) has led some to compare
Nas to Snoop Doggy Dogg, but unlike Snoop, Nas doesn't insist
how great he is every other line. While lesser rappers justify
obscenity and violence behind the notion that their records are
“documents of the street,” Nas uses that method to present some-
thing far more intense. Great sound, less bullshitting: “Represent,”
“One Love” and those mentioned above. —Steve Ciabattoni

LIVE Throwing Copper (Radioactive, 1775 Broadway,
New York, NY 10019)~These days, just the fact that a band
can make it past the ripe old age of five years is a success story in
and of itself. Consider that Live has been playing together since its
members were 13 [that was in 1985) omj)you’ll get an idea of
what a tightly focused unit the band has become. It was Live's own
brand of concentrated, angstladen (live) energy that led to its
debut, Mental Jewelry, which hovered around the top of the
CM) album charts for the better part of the winter of ‘92, as well
as giving the band a #1 CMJ single (“Operation Spirit”). Throw-
ing Copper, the
band’s newest, is
decidedly more poppy,
although no less heavy
than Mental
Jewelry, and favors
\| thickened, more tradi-
1 tional arrangements.
Once again, ex-Talking
Head Jerry Harrison
| lends his production
| expertise, with co-pro-
duction duties falling on
the band itself. Live is
stretching its lyrical
boundaries as well,
i with Ed Kowalczyk's
lyrics wandering off the
wide road of global concerns, opting instead for the darker, more
shadowy path of personal subjects (ﬁ]e problems are now in our
own neighborhoods in “Shit Towne”). Kowalczyk’s voice is as
emotionally wrenching as ever on tracks like “I Alone,” one of the
richest, most leaden love songs this side of any recent Seattle
entries. Appearing soon, live, in your town: “Selling The Drama,”
“Waitress” and “Stage.” —Aaron Clow

UNWOUND New Plastic Ideas (Kill Rock Stars, 120
State Ave. NE #418, Olympia, WA 98501/206-357-
9732)—A scant seven months Eove passed since the release of
Unwound’s fulllength debut, Fake Train; but seven months com-
prises a large portion of a teenage punk rock life and the teen-
agers in Unwound have obviously undergone a growth spurt. In
the past, the threesome

from Olympia,
Washington, has been
easily compared to its
influences, but with
New Plastic Ideas
Unwound has outgrown
its influences and sprint-
ed down the pathway
towards a definitive
voice. The album'’s nine
songs work together as
a cohesive statement,
reflecting the once scat-
tered band’s newfound
focus. A whirlwind of
angst is immediately
apparent from the onset
of the aggressive guitars on “Entirely Different Matters” fo the pas-
sive tension apparent in the basslines of “Friction Friction.” As
Unwound blossoms, it is beginning to realize that inherent punk
standards can be just as effective as in-your-face ideologies. Exist-
ing in a realm of tLose who stress aftitude over ability, Unwound’s
true beauty lies in the fact that the band neither celebrates incom-
petency nor dwells on perfectionism—a band of naturals.

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JON HASSELL AND BLUESCREEN Dressing
For Pleasure (Warner Bros., 3300 Warner
Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—The essential
deconstructive nature of hip-hop and its emergence
as a widely popular genre of music produced a
crack in the pop culture veneer, through which any
number of jozz and avant garde musicians and
composers have slipped through to make their own
attempts at the style. Renowned composer, frumpeter
and occasional Brian Eno acolyte, Jon Hassell is the
latest, and in many ways, the most successful. He's
tiled the band Bluescreen after the film technique of
superimposing one image onto another by the use
of a screen painted in a color (offen blue) that keys
the camera to fill anything in that color with a sec-
ond image: think Superman, or think about what
happens when your six o’clock newscaster wears a
light blue shirt. The metaphors here are obvious, but
no less effective. The hip-hop is all implied, cutup
and reformed into a more complicated idea of
music that is somehow also fun to dance to, just as
Christopher Reeve can, with a bluescreen projectfing
sky ontr clouds around him, seem to fly. Helpin
Hassell along with this sleight of hand are notagles
like Miles Davis alum Kenny Garrett, Disposoble
Heroes Of Hiphopris procher Pete Scaturro and a
slew of a pelﬁ:ﬁve alternative musicians like Flea,
8rain and Buckethead. Dressing For Pleasure
is an exciting and fun mixed-media collage of
avantgarde composition, hiphop and phone sex
eroticism. Put on “G-Spot,” “Personals” and “Club
Zombie.”

MAGGIE ESTEP No More Mister Nice Girl

HEAVY VEGETABLE The Amazing Underse
Adventures Of Aquakitty And Friends

album title and great cover art, Heavy Vegetable
has a rare understanding of how to make an experi-
mental album unforgivably entertaining and unfor-
ettably rock-solid.

And while The
Amazing Undersea Adventures... contains no
formulas per se, there are common threads woven
throughout, primarily the get-in-get-out attitude of
each song and the clear and bright vocals of Rob
Crow, who is occasionally backed up by the light,
wistful harmonies of Elea Tenuta. With a demeanor
more vicious than anything even Alice In Chains
might dish out, “Krishna On The Ledge” gets our
vote for one of the best songs so.far this year with ifs
savage, steely guitar and granite-solid percussion
stalking from aﬁangles. Other wonderful adven-
tures: “Myllebetz,” “Eggy In A Bready” and “Black
Suit.”

JOHN CALE/BOB NEUWIRTH Last Day On
Earth (MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza,
Universal City, CA 91608)—This collaboration
by ex-ex-Velvet Underground member John Cale
and veteran American songwriter Bob Neuwirth is
somewhat of an “interactive” record. The listener
doubles in the role of “the tourist” in Last Day On
Earth, led through a series of vignettes supplied by
the patrons of a cafe. The record starts small, and
quickly widens its vision, as if the album were set to
capture the planet's life flashing before its eyes. The
liner notes for Last Day On Earth are surprisingly
sparse, considering its scope, although their brief
J:flinition of the project as “a blueprint for theatre”
says it all. Cale’s haunting sense for the dramatic
and Neuwirth’s wry and offen obtuse lyrics always

add up to an engaging listen. The album drifts
through song sty?es and moods as briskly and ex-
pertly as large, detailed sets are shifted in a grand
stage play. A magical, mysterious tour indeed:
“Who's In Charge,” “Short Of Time,” “Streets Come
Alive” and the tumbleweed swagger of “Paradise
Nevada.” —Steve Ciabattoni

OTIS RUSH Ain’t Enough Comin’ In (This
Way Up, ¢/o Mercury, 825 Eighth Ave.,
New York, NY 10019)—Bluesman Otis Rush
has had a spotty recording career, despite being
considered E)? many to be a major influence, as well
as one of the top performers on the blues scene {His
was the original version of “I Can’t Quit You"). He's
had releases on at least nine different labels since
he began in the 1950s and his last record was a
live recording released in 1985. Ain’t Enough
Comin’ In is Rush’s first-ever major-label release
and it's a stunner. His guitar style is distinctive; he
lays lefthanded but the guitar is strung for a right
Eanded player, and his lithe voice was made for the
blues. Augmented by a full horn section, Rush tack-
les diverse material from the likes of Sam Cooke
(“Ain’t That Good News”), Ray Charles (*A Fool For
You”), B.B. King {*It's My Own Fault”) and others

with burning infensity and gritty soul. Such qualities
should assure that Ain’t Enough Comin’ In may
finally bring him to the wide audience he so rightly
deserves. —Jim Ca?igiuri

This simple set
proves that if you're wihing to listen a litfle harder,
ou’ll find there’s a lot of roots here, building blocks
K)r other musics and styles that have spread all over

JELLO BIAFRA & MOJO NIXON Prairie
Home Invasion (Alternative Tentacles, P.O.
Box 419092, San Francisco, CA 94141/
415-431-5697)—"Helllooooo Ba b
croons Jello Biafra at the beginning of “Buy M
Snake Oil,” imitating the potented voice of the Big
Bopper. “Can you say plane crash?” he confinues,
importing the type of sarcastic irreverence he started
with the Dead Kennedys and sfill continues today.
Like everything in Biafra’s back catalogue, his new
record rails against conservatives, hypocrites, idiots,
back-stabbers and, of course, organized religion,
with venomous wit. But while Bia%ra usually chooses
a punk rock framework to house his lefty political
tirades, the new lyrics are backed with the twang
‘n’ strum of country/blues. And rather than satire the
blue-collar primitivism of the music, Biafra chooses
to celebrate it alongside the capable hands of Mojo
Nixon and the Toadliquors. Even when the jolt of
the lyrics—such as “l love blacks and gays and
Latinos/As long as they don’t move next door”
(“love Me, I'm A Liberal”} and “...An abortion is
what she chose/Christian showed her a bloody
fetus/She said, ‘That's fine, I'll have one of those,””
(“Will The Fetus Be Aborted”)}—wears off, there's
still the music to hold the listener’s attention. From
ragtime frills to harmonica hoots, Prairie Home
Invasion delivers a true alternative to the scream
and strum formula so prevalent in indie rock.

CHRIS KNOX Polyfoto Duck Shaped Pain
(Communion, 290-C Napoleon St., San
Francisco, CA 94124/415-647-5667)—New

Zealand’s Chris Knox, the shorter half of the long-
running duo Tall Dwarfs, is one of the more engag-
ing songwriters in either hemisphere. His trademark
Ig-?i recordings, tape-loop rhythm tracks and kitchen
drawer percussion may prevent his hummable, often
Beatles-esque melodies from ever reaching a mass
audience, but he's already been a major influence
on Sebadoh, Portastatic, Dump and a growing
number of D.|.Y. bedroom '}:er'r’neit;. On hisbfiffh solo
album, Polyfoto Duck Sha Pain, biting
humor and insightful lyrics cover familiar Knox terri-
tory: imperfect %odies, rape, death, svicide and
love. A slightly new twist this time is his use of the
Omni<hord, a 1970s vintage, battery-operated,
cheesy keyboard/drum machine. Its synth-wheeze
contrasts with nasty fuzz guitar on alternating tracks,
blending surprisingly welFtogether on “The Glide.”
On “The Outer Skin,” this thrift store relic is used
rather intimately. fts toy-organ sound, along with
whispered vocals, seemingly transport you right
into Chris’ living room. Knox's albums are always
deeply personal, his solo efforts particularly self-
reveoﬁng compoared to his Tall Dwarfs songs, or
nearly anyone’s songs for that matter. Gum, a
bonus five-song EP included with the album, is simple
and spare, just Chris and his guitar, but is definitel
not generic. Nobody else but Chris Knox could puﬁ
off a song called “Self Pity’s Just A Name For Feeling
Real.”

WYNTON MARSALIS SEPTET In This House,
On This Morning (Columbia, 550 Madison
Ave., New York, NY 10022-3211)—Trumpeter
Wynton Marsalis, along with his prodigious sib-
lings, has given a renewed life to jazz within his
ounger generation, helping scores of young arfists
Kreck through, as he built himself a reputation as a
player and composer with few contemporary com-
parisons. Some would also say that the legend and
stature given to him as a serious musician has taken
the fun out of his work, but there is no denying
Marsalis” passion and vision on In This House,

On This Morning. The ambitious two-hour, two-
CD piece is the score for Marsalis’ commissioned
work for New York City’s Lincoln Center [which
premiered in May, 1992}, and it showcases with
intensity the possibilities of jazz in a long-format
composition played by a small seven-piece en-
semble. Long-time Marsalis sidemen Reginald Veal
(bass, vocals on “Father”) and Herin Riley {drums)
provide the thythm section to the orchestrations for
trumpet, trombone, sax and piano, played masterfully
by Marsalis’ working septet. The roots of the compo-
sition lie in the houses of the African-American
church, its hymns, songs and shouts inspiring the
spirituality and communal feelings of Marsalis” work
(gospel legend Marion Williams sings lead on
“Prayer”). In This House, On This Morning
burns warm and radiantly, and benefits from not
only its players’ virtuosity, but a collective soul and
eloquence, in reading these dramatic liturgies with
their full breadth of human and spiritual emotions.
And, the Septet does have fun, especially on the
New Orleans-styled “Processional,” all showing
Marsalis’ playing and composing to be wellde-
served of their greatest praise and place of impor-
tance in American music. —Andy Skibins

Ware in the early ‘70s) for two decades to minimal
attention from the jazz press, Hooker has been bal-
lyhooed by the inJierock community for recent col-
laborations with Sonic Youth guitarists Thurston
Moore and Lee Ranaldo. This single consists of two
excerpts from a live improvisation, and spotlights
Hooker’s free drumming nearly to the exclusion
of the group (homs, squealing electronics and
Borbetomagus’ Donald Miller on guitar). The brief-
ness of the format leaves you wanfing (a lof) more,
but we have to admit it'd be pretty amazing to hear
this on a jukebox at your favorite bar.

FRIENDLY Bloodsucking Daemons,
Machines And Banshees (7” EP) (Friendly,
c/o Trashbox Design, P.O. Box 14465,
Richmond, VA 23221)—Ffriendly’s debut single
is a glorious mess of home-brewed all-over-the-place-
ness. Produced by Eggs’ Rob Christiansen, these tex-
turally sprawling four songs recall Huggy Bear's off-
thecuff, sometimes atonal embrace o?voriotion,
from the mellowly jaunty “Mariana” to the chaotic
but driven “lighthouse Keeper.” Six band members
(three of whom sing) play about a frillion instru-
ments, from slide guitar to clarinet to appliances.
The band’s greatest strength is its ability to circum-
vent obviousness altogether; though not all of this
works, it's never less than interesting, and sometimes
tremendously fresh.

FAUNA “Songone” (7”) (TenPop/Pro-
spective, c/o Susstones, P.O. Box 6425,
Minneapolis, MN 55406)—fauna’s first single
sounds like a cross between the rugged song struc-
tures of My Bloody Valentine and the crisp, '60s-
spiked pop of Game Theory.

NEVER FEAR

ROGUE’S MARCH Never Fear (c/o Wish
Management, 1674 Broadway Ste. 5D,
New York, NY 10019/212-315-4032)—A
new band has emerged from the same lively Irish-
expatriate New York scene that produced Black
47, drawing crowds at the taverns and pubs. Like
Black 47 a year or two ago, Rogue’s March has
garnered a fastgrowing cult of fame through New
York's young lrish community, and the band is just

waiting for a spark to take them to even higher visi-
bility. Rogue’s March’s sound reflects what its mem-
bers are, mingling their lrish roots with American
dreams and NYC's do-or-die lifestyle. But this band
isn't a sound-alike by any stretch: While Black 47
mingles the sound of the reet and the ceili with
streetwise hiﬁ-hop beats and overtly humorous
American influences, Rogue’s March seems more
influenced by American guitar rock, particularly the
sounds just across the Hudson in Hoboken, NJ. The
songs are great, sounding at times like the Feelies
with an Irish flair, or a hypothetical Yo Lo Tengo
acoustic set at Paddy Reilly’s. It sounds like Rogue’s
March is a little new to the studio—one can only
imagine how much more fire and spirit the songs
might have when performed in front of an enthusi-
astic crowd on a rowdy Saturday night. It takes a
while for the band to warm up; about three or four
songs info the CD, things start to get really good—
“Amsterdam Mistress” is a spirited drunken sing-
along a la the Pogues’ “Dirty Old Town” or Biack
47's "Funky Ceili,” while “Bad Mistake,” “Guide
Our Love” and “l Wish My Wife Was A Country
Singer” hint at potential or;)ng the lines of the finest
moments of the Mekons or the Pogues.

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The demo tape from DUNEBUGGY (1230 Garden
St., Hoboken, NJ 07030/201-792-6056) buys
prefty heavily into the One Last Kiss/indie-pop
aesthetic, but within its countfour-and-strum limita-
tions, parts of it work amazingly well.

Tracy Wilson's brighteyed girlpop vocals. Where
Dunebuggy is most effective, though, is where it
pulls off tricks that show it knows how to make a
song stand out, like the one-note guitar obbligato
played against a far-ranging bassline at the begin-
ning of "White Chocolate,” or the foreigndanguage
radio broadcast heard through the last few minutes
of “Bucket.” And just when a song like “Green
Eisenhower” seems to be heading for midtempo
anorak predictobiliz, guitarist/singer Jon-Michael
Procopio will pull off an artful solo or (even better) a
lengthy instrumental passage. It's in the passages
where nobody’s singing that Dunebuggy sounds
most like itselt: “Pediddle,” for example, starts and
ends with distinctive, strange guitar noises, and has
a really effective section towards the end where the
head-nodding four<hord riff is balanced out by a
peculiar vibrating solo. —D.LY.

BATHERS Lagoon Blues (Marina,
Kassel/Lahnemann GBR, Lindenallee 21,
20259 Hamburg, Germany/040-439-
9802)—Over the course of a decade, Chris
Thompson has proved himself a maverick, even by
pop-sophisticate standards. His first venture,
Friends Again, was Scoffish guitar-jangle at root
but wryly spun and extravagantly embellished,
pitched between Orange Juice’s chirpy melodicism
and Prefab Sprout's academic beauty, before his
next group, the Bathers, took a more serious, ambi-
tious direction. After three albums of ever-decreas-
ing response/sales, Thompson arrives at Lagoon
ues, an even more deliciously idiosyncratic,
highbrow excursion. Sometimes Thompson lets
loose the contained Friends Again sensibility on
tracks like “Gracefruit,” “Thru’ The Old Holm-
wood” and “Ave The Leopords,” but elsewhere the
deliberate, arch atmosphere suggests a British,
refined, ultra-romantic, non-vaudevillian version of
Tom Waits, with strings and piano at the fore
behind his rich swooning vocal. The album artwork
sums up the musical tone: cream-colored, pillar-
fronted Georgian architecture, figures in dress
shirts and rulﬂed evening dresses—in other words,
precious and rarified, with Thompson’s obtuse,
poetic lyricism provoking more extreme responses.
Blues is the kind of work to risk the accu-
sation of Grand Pretension—forget Scotland, this is
grand European period drama posing as contem-
porary rock/pop songwriting with beautifully
judged rococo and baroque flourishes. Encapsu-
ating and encapsulated, Thompson is a dreamer
unafraid to dream; if only more would dream

alongside him.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Volume Nine (Volume,
22 Brooks Mews North, London W2 3BW,
U.K./071-706-8122)—"19 new exclusive
releases on one lengthy CD, coupled with 192
pages of colour, insight, introspection, ink, wit,
wisdom and fish.” The fish remain the cover stars
but otherwise Volume’s proclamation of its valu-
able cargo is spoton. As per usual, the tracks mix
live versions {cranberries, Buffalo Tom's “Soda
Jerk"), new arrangements (Tindersticks’ “Her"} and
demos (Kristin Hersh’s “Close Your Eyes”) among
the wealth of new recordings. Mark Lanegan’s ver-
sion of the sensualized Tim Buckley blues on
“Wheels* is sublime; Paul Weller's take on Tim
Hardin’s “Black Sheep Boy” is modestly understat
ed, the epitome of authenticity; the Divine
Comedy's interpretation of Talk Talk’s “Life Is What
You Make It* retains the original’s poised grandeur
but with a skeletal arrangement; Sonic Youth,
Morphine, Madder Rose, That Dog, Jah Wobble
and Fun-Do-Mental all represent themselves
admirably. The two debuts this fime are ‘ambient
dancers Wagin Christ (a k a Luke Vibert from
Cornwall, like the Aphex Twin, signed to Rising

No new
arrangement takes any chances—contemporary
dance blueprints are non-existent, so timewarped
kitschedelia reins, with heavy deployment of guitar
twang and do-the-swim dynamics on the likes of
“Dr Who,” “Dangerman,” “The Munsters” and
“Borbarella,” with oddities like “All Too Much,”
from the Beatles’ Yellow Submarine soundtrack,
by Box Office Poison.

Gary Peacock  Aniph Towner Oracle

The venerable bassist GARY PEACOCK
took a long pull on his cigarette and, looking up,
addressed his new acquaintances. “What do you
do,” he asked, “after you've found enlightenment2”
HeoringL no answer, only shrugs and upturned
f)olms, i2 provided his own: “You do your
aundry.” There is something of the Zen master,
something of the Ancient Mariner perhaps, in the
mien of tris welltravelled musician whose career
his taken him from the seismic upheavals of saxist
Albert Avler’s early ‘60s quartet to the complex
harmonic: serenity of pianist Bill Evans’ trio in 1964
to Keith jarrett’s Standards Trio of today. Peacock,
born in Idaho in 1935, has devoted his life to the
mastery of his instrument and, in the true spirit of
improvisation, the quest for satori through music.
The cont-abassist, who doesn’t so much keep time
as imply it, or plasticize it, has maintained during
his 30-plus-year career a “hunger after the
unknowr.” Added Peacock, “And the minute you
know it, you give it up.” His “willingness to not
know,” us he describes it, has enabled him to
bring a completely fresh, nonclichéd perspective to
any playing situation. The august bassist had just
completed an evening of explorative music, open-
ended but far from amorphous, at Visiones jazz
club in Greenwich Village with a group consisting
of trumpster Tim Hagans, guitarist Vic Juris and
drumme John Riley. Peacock’s shock of closely
cropped grayish white hair and his deeply lined
countenance give heft to his metaphysical com-
ments but contrast markedly with his well-con-
ditioned body movements and laughter-filled
reminiscences. This guy is deep and, though
steeled to the ambiguities of real life, still a
searcher affer the unknown. While the working
band he brought fo Visiones has not been
recorded—Manfred Eicher of ECM is heartily
advised to consider such a project—Peacock is
represented as a coleader or sideman on a
number of worthy new releases. Six of the nine
selections on Oracle (ECM, 1540 Broadway,
New Yerk, NY 10036-4098/212-930-4996), his
duet with classical and 12-string guitarist Ralph
Towner, are Peacock originals. Sympathetic inter-
play, as opposed to show-offy exhibitionism, is the
order ol the day on Oracle, as it is on In The
Evenings Out There ([ECM), the second install-
ment of an extrasensory studio session uniting
kindred spirits Paul Bley on piano, Tony Oxler
on drums, John Surman on reeds and Peacock on
bass. Peacock and the venturesome drummer Paul
Motian provide the comph for brothers Wolfgang
(guitar) and Christian (rombone) Muthspiel on
Muthspiel-Peacock-Muthspiel-Metian
[Verve, ¢/o PolyGram), a dynamic, highly en-
gaging listening experience. The bassist, drummer
Motian and pianist Jarrett brought their high-level
commitment to improvisation to a small club in the
Poconcs near Jarrett’s home town of Allentown,
Pennsyvania. Over the years Jarrett has been
slagged, with some justification, for his over-
weening ego. But this gargantuan talent hasn’t

forgotten his roots and those who've nurtured them.

What all of
the aforesaid CDs have in common, besides the
presence of Peacock’s consummate basswork, is a
sojourner’s spirit of discovery and an integrity, in
the pursuit of the unknown, that bespeaks jazz at
its best...Trumpeter TIM HAGANS, who blends
so effortlessly into the Peacock quartet cited above,
turns his debut recording for Blue Note, No
Words, into an exciting showcase for his multi-
genre experience as a jazzman. Well-schooled in
mainstream traditionalism (stints with the big bands

skills. Anotha Level {Stix, Stones, Stenge, Ced
Twice and Bambino) joins the same camp occupied
by groups like the Pharcyde, Freestyle Fellowship
onc?Tho Alkaholiks, and the group’s sole purpose
is to promote and propagate itselt with business-
like, Eigh-powered tongues. Its whiny, high-pitched
deliveries {behind swingin’ funkbeds) rap about
everyday events, often sounding like rappers with
nothing on their minds—perhaps they’ve spent too
much time on the basketball court or lounging in
front of In Living Color re-tuns to arouse any useful
wisdom. But that's O.K., because so much of hip-
hop has become so painfully predictable—not to
mention avariciously pigeonholed and pre-pack-
aged—that it's a rerreshing change of pace to hear
a crew like Anotha Level, in all its simplistic splendor,
rock the mic. The group raps from the heart despite
being occasionally vulnerable to criticism (“Don’t
Stimulate” is ploinr;/ sexist), and its sound—although
chilled in L.A.—could be from any big city suburb.
Check out the Jamaican funk flow on “Just Feenin’,”
“On Deck” and “PhattT,” which features guest
freestyling by the Pharcyde.

SHYHEIM A\K\A The Rugged Child (Virgin,
338 N. Foothill Road, Beverly Hills, CA
90210)—"Hello little boy and what is your name?
Oh, | get it, you're one of those rappers, huh.” This
“little boy” we're referring to would probably jump
up and give you a crack in the dome if you spoke
to him in sucK a condescending manner. Shyheim
is Virgin’s answer to groups like Kris Kross, lllegal
and Da Youngsta’s—and his arrival is perhaps a
little late for some of us. Locking his bike up in
Staten Island, NY (currently ruled by Wu-Tang
Clan), A\K\A The Rugged Child doesn’t suffer
from any weak, immature rhymes, but it's possible
that at a time when people like their hip-hop with

a teaspoon of broken glass, much of Shyheim’s
rough-rider rants may not stand up to older, more
schooled acts. But hey, we like kids! And for a kid,
Shyheim’s mouse-pitched raps are perfect for young,
wannabe G’s looking to hip-hop for a lesson in
aftitude and expression. He speaks like he has
lived vicariously through various street characters,
transmitting an honest street swagger that seems
more natural than rehearsed (”Buci Whylin’).

The success of “On & On” is proving that Shyheim
is no stepchild. Its eye-popping and unfeigned
narration of his hood is a real surprise coming from
someone who seems too young to be so in touch.
While he spends much of the album’s 15 tracks

INGRID KARKLINS Anima Mundi (Green
Linnet, 43 Beaver Brook Road, Danbury
CT 06810/203-730-0333)—! can’t hide my
biases here: | am an unabashed fan of Ingrid
Karklins, from her first cassette (a Futures pick in
CM, by the way) to A Darker Passion, her first
Green linnet release in 1992. Ingrid embodies
what | find most important in music, a fimelessness
that keeps the future and the past firmly in view,
while being totally absorbed in the present. She
uses the folk traditions of her parent’s Latvian and
her own Anglo-Celtic American roots in innovative
ways that ol?ow her to make new music that reflects
but never mimics any of its inspirations. She is
equally enthralled by the ancient strum of the kokle
harp and the modern possibilities of an electronic
keyﬁoord. Through all of her previous work, the
search for balance has been a promise of great
things.

What sets Anima Mundi apart from her other
work (and the work of everyone else around her) is
that while previously she made exciting explorations
into music, here she has made a full blown dis-
covery. | always wondered “What is she going to
do next?2” Now | wonder how she’s going to get
any better than this. The songwriting is darker,
deeper and more mystical. The music is more fully
realized, complex and personal. And then there’s
the band; the current incarnation of Backbone is
skilled, creative and adventurous. The heart of the
band is bassist Steve Bernal, who can fuse folk,
funk and outright outrageousness info a single
phrase, and a phenomenal young drummer, Chris
Searles. Searles took the last Backbone tour to the
Northeast this winter, and he amazed me. His
skewed sense of timing, his intuifive ability to know
where the silences are, and his open approach to
unusual sounds and combinations reflects Ingrid’s
own attitudes and ideas. The rest of the entourage
on this record includes the ghostly vocals of
Malford Milligan, guitarist Craig #7 (the other
member of the winter touring group), Susan Voelz
on violin and a small string section.

There have been endless comparisons of Ingrid
to Kate Bush (from me, among others), Boiled In
Lead, even Laurie Anderson. It's the diversity of
these comparisons that makes it clear what an
original she is. Her dense poetic impulses, her
uninhibited fusion of folk and funk, and her
humorous flair all sum up an art that deserves
nothing as simple as comparative study.

NUSRAT FATEH ALI KHAN & PARTY The

415-621-5757)—Terry Riley’s composition retells
the heroic Irish myth of The Tain Bo Cuailnge, an
eighth century tale of war, invasion and cattle.
Composed for the Rova Saxophone Quartet in
1987, it is a work of experimental drift and sonic
austerity. It is a challenging work that required the
learning of new tunings and techniques for the
instruments (and five years of rehearsal). Riley
composed it on a Prophet synthesizer to attain its
unique tunings, and then transposed these impossible
arrangements to the acoustic instruments. The results
are surreal, creating a sound as alien as any elec-
tronic composer could hope for and yet so earthy

it conjures up ancient airs for pipes and voices.
Violent, beautiful, romantic and at times jazzy,
Chanting The Light Of Foresight is a project
that sheds a new light on both Riley as a composer
and Rova as performers.

ALL THE NEWS THAT FITS

All of the “angry young voices” of punk in the ‘80s
and post-political punk in the ‘90s owe a musical
debt to PHIL OCHS, the late, great singing news-
boy of the ‘60s, whether they know it or not. Phil
was the ultimate outsider, a rebel with a cause, and
a man of personal and often confusing political
beliefs, but one of unswerving conviction to his
ideals. It was probably this conviction that brought
him to suicide. He was out of place in every age,
and try as he sometimes did, could never compromise
enough to get by in the world. But Phil was also a
romantic, a poet who quoted Poe, a believer in the
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continued

American dream of Kennedy’s Camelot even as he
protested the insanity of the war his hero pursued
in Vietnam and Cuba. While he was famous for
“Talking Vietnam Blues,” “I Ain't Marching
Anymore” and “Draft Dodger Rag,” it was his
romantic side that made him unique. Not only did
he sing of the trials of the age, but also of the hope
for the fature. “Power And Glory” was a take on
Woody Guthrie’s “This Land” with the same awe
for the land and a combination of fear and love of
the people who work it. Love songs like “Celia”
were relaxed, natural songs without all the goo and
flowers of pop songs. But it is still the political that

ROBERT OWENS The Statement (EP)
(Musical Directions, UK/071-259-5376)—
Chicago’s Robert Owens is widely recognized as
the finest male house vocalist on earth. From his
early career in the Midwest with pariner Larry
Heard (the duo formed the groups Mr. Fingers and
Fingers, Inc.) on to the present, Owens has lent his
powerful lyrics and resonant vocals to numerous
underground house projects. Hearing his previous
single, “Was | Here Beflore,” you had to wonder
why everyone else didn't just pack it in right then
and there. Robert Owens cou&osend a shiver
down your spine singing your grocery list. After a
troubled stint with RCA in the U.S., Owens has set
up his own label, Musical Directions, in the U.K.
The A-side of this six-track EP is nearly pure soul,
especially the aching “For the Rest Of My Life.” The
flip, however, contains three momentous, beautiful
deep house tracks. On the first, “What Good,”
Owens duets with NY vocalist Arnold Jarvis (whose
garage anthem “Take Some Time Out” still smokes
to this day). The standout, though, is the pulsing,
“Forever,” a nearly magical concoction of minor
key synth strings, Owens’ haunting vocals and
percussion beneath the subconscious and the feet.

Plaines, IL 60016/708-297-6538)—The
Skatenigs’ well-received debut album, Stupid
People Shouldn’t Breed, unleashed these
Southwestern psychopaths upon the metal masses
with a heavy blend of industrial laced speed/thrash.
This time around, the “cyberpunk cowboys” are
primed ‘o lasso even more moshing, sweaty fans
with their second release, What A Mangled Web
We Leave. Skatenigs surge forward with vociferous
force, eameshing inventive samples, social issues
and boisterous attitude into its mix of oppressive,
hardcore music.

To call “] Need
Love,” the best track on her recent LP, Martinis And
Bikinis is to sell short the other great songs on the
record, but this video reminds us that it's surely one of
