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SDMI Proposes Anti-Piracy Watermarking

The Secure Digital Music Initiative (SDMI) has proposed the use of digital watermarking to
prevent consumers from being able to play pirated music that they have downloaded from the
Internet. During Phase 1 of the SDMI's Portable Device Working Group’s plan for a transition 10 a
digital download marketplace, portable plavers (like the Diamond Rio) would be able to play any
digital music files, regardless of whether they were pirated or not. Afier Phase 2, however, new
software in portable devices and computers and will be able to determine whether or not a music file
that a user atternpts to download is pirated, and it will not permir the downloading of pirated files.

After Phase 2, consumers will siill be able to “rip” CDs, hut only for personal use. Such files
would not be transferable to pirate Internet sites. Owners of I'hase 1 devices could choose not to
upgrade them with Phase 2 software, but players lacking the new technology would be unable to play

music recorded after Phase 2.

Some consumer electronic companies are worried that this SDMI

Webcasters Now Required To
Pay RIAA Royalties

As a result of a recent federal court ruling,
Webcasters, such as those that report to CM]’s Internet
Broadcast chart, will now be required 1o remit 6.5% of
their revenues to the RIAA for distribution to record
labels. Traditional radio stations, meanwhile, have never
been required to pay such a royalty, and those that decide
to stream their live broadcasis over the Internet will
continue to be exempt from this royalty.

The legal history of this issue dates back to 1995,
when Congress passed the Digital Performance Right in
Sound Recordings Act.

As one of the few electronic
dance outfits whose music has risen
above its role as background noise
for television commercials and
MTV segues, the Chemical
Brothers can’t be blamed for
having adhered to the sound they
innovated on 1995’s Exit Planet Dust
and refined on 1997’s Dig Your Own
Hole. What makes the duo’s third
album, Surrender, so enthralling,
however, is that instead of revisiting
blocks already rocked, the Brothers
venture down untravelled paths
from which their contemporaries
have shied away. The tricks of their
new trade are numerous: a fierce
techno kick and new wave guitar
riffs on “Out Of Control”
(featuring New Order’s Bernard
Sumner); a crisp drum pattern and
psychedelic go-go groove on “Let
Forever Be” (with Noel Gallagher),
and a drowsy guitar melody and
droney organ chords on “Asleep
From Day” (with Mazzy Star’s Hope
Sandoval). Each cut is centered on
completely  different  source
material, yet each entry retains the
cosmic rush and futuristic
funkiness that has always been at
the core of the Chemical Brothers.
The world has already praised the
Brothers as creators of clever,
catchy dance tracks, but Surrender
will finally make the public respect
these guys as mature, intelligent
and enterprising musicians.

VERBENA
Into The Pink (Capitol)

It appears that Birmingham,
Alabama’s Verbena has been
blessed with inordinate amounts of
rock power and glory. Twisted
Sister once asked aspiring young
musicians, “What do you wanna do
with you life?” Verbena’s major
label debut, Into The Pink,
emphatically answers with “I wanna
rock!” The band’s sound is now
100% indie pop-free; the group
began trimming away the cuteness
on 1997’s Souls For Sale. But these
davs, the guitars are even louder,
sludgier and more unfaltering.
Scruffy guitarist/lead vocalist Scott
Bondy, he of the unkempt blonde
locks, vaguely resembles Kurt
Cobain and, unironically enough,
the album’s dirty riffs smack of
Nirvana’s grunge — no surprise, as
Dave Grohl produced the record.
But Verbena isn’t some Nirvana
retread. In the eye of this noisy
Dixie rock storm is the tense
relationship between Bondy and
guitarist/bassist Anne Marie
Griffin. Their sassy vocal interplay
is layered, and she assertively
counters his whine with wily howls.
Into The Pink comes in like a lamb
with “Lovely Isn’t Love,” but it
steadily transforms into a ferocious
lion with each escalating tune.

Dark Side 0f The Spoon
(Warner Bros.)

When you've been a part of the
same musical outfit for 13 years,
certain aspects of writing and
recording become instinctual. The
trick is to resist the easy impulse to
compose formulaic and mechanical
material. On one hand Dark Side
Of The Spoon, Ministry’s eight-song
album of new material, holds
few surprises. It’s dark, dirgey and
heavy on the vocal/guitar
distortion. It creeps along with the
same post-apocalyptic, electronically
enhanced heavy rock sound sported
by the boys in one form or another
since the late "80s. So why waste your
time with an obligatory listen?
Despite all the copycats and
charlatans who have imitated Alain
Jourgensen and Paul Barker, no one
has ever quite matched the devilish
duo’s charisma and chemistry. The
new album — a return-to-form
after 1996’s unflattering Filth Pig—
is as eerie as eerie gets, rarely
straying from its sluggish, sedated
pace. But within the familiar funk,
other unexpected flourishes such
as banjo riffs, saxophone squalor,
and swing rhythms crawl into the
mix, revealing the wry sense of
humor that has always made
Ministry such an appealing
enigma. Dark Side Of The Spoon is a
downward spiral you’ll enjoy
plunging into.

Simpatico (Atavistic)

Those who are well versed in the
Vandermark 5’s music often
marvel at the group’s ability to
balance itself stylistically while
aggressively mixing a wide variety
of goals. These cats swing like mad
while they pound out bop-inspired
numbers, work from the inside out
while engaging in intense, avant-
garde improvisation and cool
down the clamor when they
sputter through sinuous pieces
that exhibit a distinct, noir
sensibility.  The  boundaries
between the 5’s approaches are
often clear, but the crew very
frequently alters its trajectory
without sacrificing continuity.
Credit that to the strong
leadership of reedist Ken
Vandermark. His compositions,
like his sax work, move smartly
from idea to idea, in a way that is
both intentional and effortless.
The V5 is a perfect conduit for his
musical notions, as the group’s
playing exudes sublime grace
during the quieter moments and
raucous attitude during the louder
stretches. The opening “Vent”
starts off the ensemble’s third
album with a bang. Somewhat
misleading and certainly jarring,
this smartbomb presents the 5 at its
most rambunctious. Throughout
the rest of the effort, the band
triumphantly rolls out its most
wildly varied and best album to
date.

Universal, BMG, AT&T,
Matsushita Form Web Venture

Universal Music Group (UMG) and BMG Entertainment have teamed up with
AT&T and Matsushita Electric Industrial Co. to create a secure Internet music delivery
system, named Electronic Media Distribution (EMD). The new system will also allow
for storage and playback options on a variety of different platforms, such as comput-
ers, DVDs and portable players like the Diamond Rio. While the Secure Digital Music
Initiative (SDMI) — of which all four companies are members — has yet to announce
its specifications for digital music devices, EMD has promised to comply with its stan-
dard once it’s developed.

Mustrating the music industry’s frantic scramble to create a secure system for dis-
tributing music online, many companies such as UMG are entering into multiple part-
nerships instead of supporting only one industry initiative. Forrester Research analyst
Mark Hardie told News.com, “The major record companies need to start lining up more
aggressively with technology partners to develop a means to distribute their music. The
music industry had their heads in the sand for a long time, but no more.”

Last month, for example, UMG announced a partnership with InterTrust Tech-
nologies to offer its own secure digital download format. And on top of that, both
UMG and BMG — along with EMI U.K., Sony Music and Warner Music Group — will
also take part in the IBM-sponsored Madison Project, a separate initiative that is sched-
uled to test the delivery of music via cable modems, later this month.

Cornell Hints At Possible Soundgarden
Reunion

In a recent interview with U.K. heavy metal magazine Ker-
rang, former Soundgarden leader/vocalist Chris Cornell hint-
ed at the possibility of the band reuniting. The singer said,
“Everybody still likes each other. It’s totally plausible that we’ll
make another record whenever we want. It’s not like one guy
punched another guy and you haven’t talked to them in eight
years. I think as soon as everybody feels equally enthusiastic
about it, we’ll probably do something.”

The Seattle band broke up in 1997 after 13 years togeth-
er. The band’s last release before disbanding was Down On The
Upside. Cornell is planning to release his debut solo effort in September. The first sin-
gle from the album is rumored to be a song called “Can’t Change Me.”

- Sony Attempts To

Control Artist Sites

Sources close to Sony Music say that the
label has added a clause to its artist contracts
that gives the label control over its artists’ offi-
cial Web sites, according to The Industry Stan-
dard. The clause discourages artists from devel-
oping other fan sites, and it also enables Sony
to print band URLs (or Web site addresses) on
the back of CDs. Some industry watchers claim
that Sony is targeting ancillary revenue streams
that have usually belonged to the artists, such
as touring, artist merchandise and ticket sales.

For many artists that don’t sell albums in
large numbers, the bulk of their profits come
from revenue streams not directly tied to their
recording contracts. Artist Web sites are a key
platform for selling products and communicat-
ing with fans. “I think Sony may be realizing
that the business is going to change dramat-
cally, and it wants to protect its interest as best
it can,” said Gary Boreman, manager of the
band Garbage. Ex-Living Colour guitarist Ver-
non Reid had a different opinion. “Just because
the Web is a new medium doesn’t mean art
departments are going to suddenly have better
taste. At least let artists be responsible for their
own bad Web sites,” he said.

Poll Shows That Music
Fans Still Prefer Stores

The results of an informal poll conducted
by Billboard Online revealed that music
consumers are still drawn to traditional brick-
and-mortar retail outlets over online retailers.
When wvisitors were asked what would most
entice them to make a trip to a record store,
43.8% of 1,578 participants said that the
biggest draw was receiving the complete pack-
age immediately. Furthermore, 26.2% of the
people who participated said that they would
be drawn to lower prices, and 23.3% said that a
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fun in-store environment and the ability to
browse CD bins would be an attractive
incentive. Only 6.7% said that nothing
would lure them away from the ability to
purchase albums from online retailers.

Rock For Life Lobhies
For Lilith Boycott;
Lilith Spoof In Works

Anti-abortion
activist group Rock
For Life is asking
people to boycott
the recently released
Lilith Fair: A Celebra-
tion Of Women In
Music Vol. 2 and Vol.
3 compilations. The
group feels that
Lilith has a hidden
agenda to direct its profits “to organizations

that do nothing more than abuse women
and children by pushing birth control and
abortion.” Rock For Life claims that profits
will go to pro-choice organization Planned
Parenthood, but publicists for Lilith Fair
issued a press release stating that profits
from the CDs are shared by two non-profit
groups: Rape, Abuse & Incest National Net-
work (RAINN) and LIFEbeat. Although
Lilith Fair does not share its profits with
Planned Parenthood, it does allow the orga-
nization to maintain a presence on the
tour. The Fair will begin on July 8, in Van-
couver. For the latest info, visit the official
Lilith Fair Web site, www.lilithfair.com.

In other Lilith Fair news, reports are
circulating that the female fair is the target
of an upcoming spoof film starring SNL’s
Chris Kattan called Billith. The movie’s
premise is loosely described as “Tootsie goes
to Lilith Fair.” The rights to the film were
purchased for $100,000 by New Line,
according to Wall Of Seund, and there is no
word yet on when shooting might begin.

Possible Remains 0f
Former Iron Butterfly
Bassist Found

Hikers exploring a Malibu ravine may
have discovered the skeletal remains of for-
mer Iron Butterfly bassist Philip “Taylor”
Kramer, who has been missing since Febru-
ary 12, 1995. The remains were found
inside the wreckage of a 1993 Ford Aerostar
that matches the description of the van that
Kramer was believed to have been driving
at the time of his disappearance. Also dis-
covered were a wallet and a ring that may
also have belonged to Kramer. The investi-
gation was underway at press time.

Kramer, who was 42 when he disap-
peared, was last seen leaving his Thousand
Oaks home to retrieve a friend at Los Angeles
International Airport. The 200Hfoot ravine,
where the vehicle was found, is reported to be
a popular dumping ground for cars.

Kramer joined a reunited Iron Butter-
fly in 1975 and performed on the band’s
final album, 1976’s Sun And Steel. The
proto-metal psychedelic group was besl
known for its 17-minute opus “In-A-Gadda-
Da-Vida.” Kramer eventually left music for a
career in science. At the time of his disap-
pearance he was the chief technology offi-
cer of Total Multimedia, a suburban Cali-
fornia company.

CM]: Why trumpet? Were you a high school
band geek?

Diagram: High school band geck? That's so
American. In England, we have brass bands
for boys that play trumpet and then go into
the Army. Yes, I played trumpet at school
and learnt classical, loved jazz, rejected both
and joined a punk rock band in 1980. The
only thing was, I kept playing the trumpet
instead of abandoning it for the guitar. Ever
since, I have been trying to make the trum-
pet sound like a crazed electric guitar. Big
hero — Jimi Hendrix.

How did Richard, having grown up in Eng-
land, become such a funkmaster?

Harrison: Funky music? I never grew up lis-
tening to American funk music, except the
odd Sly Stone record. My early influence
was German and the drumining of Jackie
Leibezeit in Can. He was a damn funky
German.

Why such short haircuts?

Diagram: Long hair, short hair, we don’t
care. Fat, thin, round or square — who
cares? Spaceheads is not about haircuts or
fashion statements, or about fitting into
trends — electronica, drum ’n’ bass, new
jazz. We don’t like labels, we hope to inspire
and are inspired by people that strike their
own path in life. Be creative, constantly re-
invent the future.

How do you have so much energy onstage? Do
you eat Power Bars? Snort coke?

Raw veg power! Eat more garlic! Improvis-
ing and expressing ourselves onstage is a
big part of what we do. Not for us —
moody shoegazing or chin-stroking, nood-
ly knob-twiddling.

But this development does not shut
MP3 out of the record industry’s digital music
project, according to a statement issued by
Leonardo Chiariglione, the executive director
of the SDMI. MP3 files could be plaved on
either Phase 1- or Phase 2-compliant players so
long as they're not pirated. The date for the
trigger mechanism has not vet been
determined.

According to Billboard, some major labels
may incorporate the necessary digital
watermarking by the end of the summer.
Meanwhile, the SDMI presses on to meet its
June 30 deadline for introducing standards for
the secure delivery of digital music.

granted the owners of sound recording
copyrights (typically record labels) a rovalty
for the public performance of those sound
recordings in any digital medium (e.g., the
Internet or digital cable). The Act did not,
however, specify precisely what that rovalty
rate would be. The Act envisioned
interested parties coming together to
negotiate such a rate, which the Librarian of
Congress, the administrative body
responsible for enforcing the statute, could
then incorporate into a compulsory license
that would allow sound recordings to be
digitally broadcast. That never happened as
the RIAA, which represents most record
labels, was seeking a 41.5% rovalty, while the
interested broadcasters (Digital Music
Express, Digital Cable Radio Associates, and
Muzak) sought a 2% rate. That chasm
proved too wide to bridge, and the matter
was submitted to an arbitral panel, which
the 1995 Act provided for in the event of
such an impasse.

Following the decision of this arbitral
panel, and a review and modification of the
decision by the Register of Copyrights, a
royalty rate of 6.5% was settled on. The
RIAA appealed that determination to a
federal appellate court, the U.S. Court of
Appeals for the D.C. Circuit, for final
determination. On May 21, that court issued
an opinion (RIAA v. Librarian of Congress)
upholding the 6.5% rate.

Public Enemy (continued from cover)
back catalog available through GoodNoise.

The 14-track album, which weighs in at
48 megabytes in size, is available in the MP3
format for $8 (which is about half the price
of most retail CDs) through Atomic Pop
Records (www.atomicpop.com). Consumers
can also purchase a physical CD copy for
$10. The album is also available in AT&T’s
a2b format. “There were negotiations with
other [formats, such as Liquid Audio],”
Atomic Pop’s Jay Hughen told CMJ. In an
unprecedented announcement, the label
said that it would also offer the album on
Zip disk for $16.98.

Projections on the success of Poison are
realistic at the label founded by Al Teller.
“We know that [PE’s] last couple of records
sold about 430,000 copies,” Hughen said.
“So we’re hoping to reach all of the old-
school Public Enemy fans, plus all of the
new Web-savvy, aggressive music listeners on
the Web.”

PE frontman Chuck D. has been one of
the biggest and most outspoken supporters
of the movement to distribute music over
the Internet. After blaming distributor
PolyGram for delaying the release of the
group’s atbum Bring The Noise 2000, Chuck
posted several MP3 files from it on the
Internet, which offers no copyright
protection. He severed ties with Def Jam
Recordings late last year, stating in a
News.com interview, “Your [recording]
contract conflicts with your freedom on the
Web and the Net.”

Unlike traditional recording contracts,
Public Enemy’s deal with Atomic Pop is
structured to be more lucrative for the
band. “It’s a more lucrative deal for the
artist than what any other traditional record
label offers right now,” Hughen added.
“[Public Enemy] owns the masters. Like
[Chuck] says, ‘If yvou don’t own the master,
then the master owns you!’”

unveiled when MCA Records releases
Genius/GZA’s highly anticipated follow-up,
Beneath The Surfuce. According to Tim Reid,
product manager for MCA, the album
promises to maintain the dungeon-style grit
fans have come to expect from the Clan’s
quixotic Ivrical architect, coupled with a
whole lot more bounce. “Liguid Swords was
dark, both lyrically and production-wise,” Reid
explains. “But this go-around, you still get the
grimy GZA lvrics over thumping jeep beats.
The GZA’s still comin’ with that Liguid Swords
flow, but the beats have been opened up. It’s
just more bass-heavy. ”

Bencath The Surface’s second single,
“Breaker Breaker,” which experiments with
the kind of beats and bass-heavy grooves
normally associated with the Miami hip-hop
sound, will be accompanied by an
appropriately bass-centric video. “In the
video, GZA’s driving and performing in an
18-wheeler made entirely out of speakers,”
Reid explains. “The entire inside of the
truck is made out of spcakers as well.”

In order to avoid anv material {rom
Beneath The Surface leaking out in the form
of bootlegs or MP3 files, the Genius/GZA
wrote, recorded and mixed the album in
only three weeks, and is only releasing
advance copies as close to the album’s street
date as possible. According to Reid, MCA is
planning to pay extra attention to release of
Beneath The Surface.

“The campaign behind this album is
something that he didn’t experience on
Liquid Swords,” Reid explains. “But where
Liquid Swords went platinum on word-of-
mouth alone, he’s gonna have word-of-
mouth as well as high visibility. We're
promoting this album as if we were opening
a movie — heavy visibility on TV and radio,
street teams, stickers, posters on the subway,
glossy flyers, the whole nine. The GZA will
definitely be more visible on this project.”

The “Breaker Breaker” single will be
going for radio adds on June 13, while the
full-length will be available to radio two
weeks before its release date.

If you've been reading our news section (and
if not, shame on you), you can’t help but
come across the acronym MP3 (Moving
Picture Experts Group, Audio Layer-3). While
the MP3.com Web site doesn’t own or
manufacture the software that plays or
records the high-quality sound format, it has
become the virtual town square for those
looking to listen and to learn about the file
format with revolutionary potential. The
site’s helpful MP3 For Beginners section
walks you through the processes of “ripping”
(the term for extracting audio files from
CDs), encoding (formatting the ripped file
into MP3) and playing the files. Software and
Hardware links guide you to the latest tools to
play and record MP3s. Much of the basic
software is free and is available for both Mac
and PC as well as UNIX, LINUX and the Be
OS. There are thousands of free songs
available through the site, though the
majority come from relatively unknown artists
using MP3.com’s free Artist Community,
which allows musicians to post their MP3 files
on the site. CDs from these artists are for sale
in the DAM (Digital Audio Music) CD
format, which contains both MP3 files and
standard CD files. The cost per CD is usually
$10. News links and an MP3 message board
help keep you up-to-date on the latest
developments, from legislation to new artists
on the site. Or if you want to get involved face
to face, the second annual MP3 summit will
be held in San Diego June 15th-16th.

JEFF BUCKLEY

Two years after his death, I still miss Jeff
Buckley. I still remember how good he was
and how much he moved me. I'm not try-
ing to be overly dramatic, but, after Buck-
ley drowned, it took me a full year before I
was able to listen to his music again. When
Kurt Cobain died, many fans claimed that
they were comforted by listening to Nir-
vana, but my Buckley CDs only reminded
me that all that was left were recordings. I
reviewed the singer’s posthumous, 1998
release, Sketches For My Sweetheart The Drunk,
in a bittersweet funk. What comforted me
were the moments on the disc that
revealed Buckley’s extraordinary talent

and his total willingness to give in to his
art. On stage, Jeff was famous for infusing
his songs with long, improvised vocal exor-
cisms. Part rock star, pushing his voice to
its sweet, expressive limit. Part mystic, los-
ing himself in a trance, muttering fractal,
poetic mantras (“Your love is like choco-
late, melting on the tongue of God”). The
first time I heard him do this I thought,
“What a crazy, self-indulgent son-of-a-
bitch!” But five seconds later, I was con-
vinced he was the most inspired singer I'd
ever heard. I’'m always annoyed by the
ghoulish glamorization of a musician’s
early death — the whole “It’s better to
burn out than to fade away” crap. To make
my point, I'll defer to Elvis Costello, who
wrote the following memoir in Mojo, short-
ly after Jeff died: “I hope that people who
liked him resist the temptation to turn his
life and death into some dumb, romantic
fantasy — he was so much better than
that.” It’s no wonder that I'm such a
Costello fan, as well. — Steve Ciabatton:

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It’s a cliché to be sure, but in the case of Danielle
Howle, it couldn’t be more appropro: To fully appreciate
her, you have to see her play live. A slightly awkward tangle
of a long, skinny body, a mischievously grinning face and a
sturdy, full-bodied acoustic guitar, Howle’s curious, often
squirmy onstage figure offers only a mild foreshadowing of
the wily mix of music performance and stand-up that’s
about to take place. In her warm, affable South Carolinian
way, Howle rambles on, stream-of-consciousness, about
whatever’s in her head at the moment — the flem in her
throat, the weather, her underwear, trees. She unexpected-
ly jumps from one story or idea to the next, starts a song,
stops it, giggles on about something else, and goes back
into the tune. Most audiences are either charmed or bewil-
dered by the singer-songwriter’s reckless chatting and often
jaw-droppingly hilarious candor. It has the same startling
impact of a precocious three-year-old uttering her first
curse word during the big holiday dinner.

“I did a show in Charlestown the other night and I
didn’t tell any stories except for one, just to see what would
happen,” Howle admits. “And the people in the crowd were
looking at me like, ‘You suck, man.’ Maybe people — at
least the ones near my home — they know me, so maybe
they expect that part.” She laughs, then exclaims, “I don’t
wanna screw ‘em up!”

While it’s true that Howle’s spirited and unpre-
dictable stage banter has helped solidify her reputation as
a consistently engaging performer, her records are proof
enough of her talent. Armed with a rich, husky voice,
Howle writes country- and folk-kissed pop tunes that are as
enchantingly eccentric as they are deftly literate and
sharply arranged. Her latest outing, the all-acoustic Catalog,
showcases her knack for evoking memories and images
through the smallest of lyrical details. With her economical
strumming and sinewy voice, Howle revisits her childhood
world-view (“From The Tops Of Trees”), explores her fears
of aging (“Old”) and laments her television addictions
(“Plug In The Light”). The entire album maintains a sweet,
gentle sense of whimsy from tune to tune, a perspective
that Howle’s worked hard at keeping pure.

“I throw [angry songs] away,” she admits. “Unless I
can construct something from it that is a little bit more
timeless... It’s got to have some art to it — it just can’t be

° just mangy, gross, guttural

stuff. I’'m just not into that.

A al ll I guess in that way I'm very

guarded. It might freak

somebody out if I come out with some guttural thing. I

don’t want people to know how pissed off I can be. It scares

me. I get pissed. I've written whole songs and spent whole
evenings just bangin’ around and freakin’ out.”

If Howle seems a bit calculated when it comes to

her songwriting voice, it’s because she’s spent more than a
few years perfecting it. Fronting arty roots-pop outfit Lay
Quiet Awhile in the early ’90s, Howle recorded one album
and toured with the Indigo Girls before striking out on her
own. Simple Machines released her first solo outing, a
seven-inch called “Frog,” in 1994, and while working on her
Daemon Records debut with her new band the Tantrums,
she released Live At McKissick Museum, the only official
document of her wonderfully quirky live experience. Since
that time she’s recorded two full electric albums with the
Tantrums, who will also be backing her on her summer
tour to promote Catalog. In the meantime, Howle contin-
ues to work on her long-awaited spoken word recording,
which promises to collect some of her more notorious
between-song tales alongside some poetry and other typical
Howle-ian writings.

“It’s been taking me longer than I thought, ’cause
I’m just not very good at spoken word,” she says shyly.
“Some are stories I’ve been telling are just recorded live,
and some are things I’ve written. I dunno man, I jumped
the gun on that. I've only really got three things finished
that are good enough to come out on my shitty record
[laughs]. I get scared of finishing things. ’Cause I don’t feel
like anything is ever finished. It’s weird, I don’t know why.
I feel like there’s only three ‘'or four songs that I've actually
finished that I put out.”

So how does she know a song is finally complete?
“When I feel like I get one complete image and the words
all float to the middle of that wheel and the image in the
middle, and the spokes going off the wheel are making it
turn. I don’t know how to describe it any better than that.”
It couldn’t be put any better.

Justo has paid his dues in
the hip-hop industry. From
his early days answering
phones and mailing out prod-
uct for Nervous Records,
Justo has learned every
phase of the promotions
game through hard work,
dedication and sheer perse-
verance. Today, Justo is
heading up the rap promo-
tions/street marketing
department of Epic Records.

Were you a DJ in college?

Yes. I started as a college D] at WEWN at
Cahunga Community College in Albany,
New York. I was a D] from 1988-1991.

That was an exciting time in the history of
hip-hop, right?

That was when [hip-hop] was some of the
hottest music out there.

What were some of your earliest jobs in
the industry?

I worked for an independent promotions
company, and then I got an internship with
Bobbito [Garcia] at Hit You Off Manage-
ment/Hoppoh Records. I worked the Kuri-
ous George project — street promotions,
videos, stuff like that. Bobbito sent me over
to Michael Weiss when Nervous Records
was just jumping off with Black Moon, Smif
N Wessun and Mad Lion. So, when I got
there it was heatin’ up. When I first got there
I was stamping records and answering the
phones when the secretary went out for
lunch. It was [a time when] I'was payin’ dues.
You don’t know everything — everybody has
to learn. You gotta pay dues. Nobody comes
in and starts blowin’ up. Empty a couple of
garbage cans and get a few niggas coffee.

Have you ever worked for a major label
before?

After Nervous, I got a call from Craig Kall-
man for a position up at Atlantic. I didn’t
think much of it. I was a cat not getting paid
much at Nervous...working four, five, six
jobs. [But] he heard about me through the
industry, and as far as I know, after my first
interview he didn’t meet with anyone else.

What was the hip-hop climate like at
Atlantic when you arrived?

At that time, [Atlantic] didn’t really have any
rap hits going on. Even MC Lyte was over
when I got there. When I got to Atlantic,
there was a corporate war going on. They
fired 200 people the second week I was there.

Now that you're at Epic, what do you see
as the main differences between majors
and indies?

With indies, it’s a close-knit family; you only
have to deal with a certain number of peo-
ple. The communication is a lot tighter
than at a major.

Did you find it easier to promote records
at an indie?

As an indie, I think [the DJs] give you more
of a chance. With the majors, people just
want to get checks from you. I mean, they
want to help you, but they just want to get the
checks. So, that’s their main objective. At
indies, people like you for you, because they
know you [don’t] have any money. If they're
playing your record or video, you know
they’re playing it because they like you.

Do you ever have to struggie with the cor-
porate hierarchy at Epic?

It just takes so long to get something done.
Hip-hop moves fast, and when you've got a
little buzz on something you've got to jump
all over it. You can’t do that at a major.
They’re learning. They're trying to learn, but
it’s hard.

Do you feel like hip-hop music is evolving
at the same pace as it's selling?

Once somebody does something, a thou-
sand people are going to try to emulate it to
make some money off it. That’s the case with
any music. But the weird thing with hip-hop is
that it can go in any other direction. Someone
can come out tomorrow and do some poetry-
type hip-hop with no music, and it might
become real popular. That’s the difference.

How do you think college radio has
changed?

When 1 started, mainstream radio wasn’t
breaking hip-hop records — college radio
was. Today, since mainstream radio is playing
hip-hop, it seems like everybody is focusing
their efforts towards commercial radio in
hopes that their [records] get played. [Com-
mercial] radio has also taken away the audi-
ence from college radio. They can also have
underground hits. [College radio] is still
important. That’s why I have to start there
first, just because that’s the way the order is
supposed to go. See what kind of buzz you
have at college radio first, and gradually
move up. Let it marinate for two, three
weeks, then start concentrating your efforts
on mix shows for another two, three weeks.

Where do you think is the biggest growth
area for new hip-hop groups?

The South is very hot right now. Those guys
have really grown in their techniques, lyrics,
and beats. It was bound to happen. OutKast
and Goodie Mob started the explosion. You
got Master P and all his groups. Mystikal has
been bubbling under for awhile. You got JT
Money, Trick Daddy... it goes on and on.

What areas of the industry are disappoint-
ing you right now?

I think what I’'m most disappointed in right
now is urban radio. This is our music, and
we should always support it no matter what.
If you don’t like the music being negative,
then just play positive hip-hop. Force peo-
ple to give you another record to play
instead of trying to shut it down or stop it.

What are you currently listening to?

I’'m still feeling Jay-Z. I like a lot of the
southern stuff — JT Money and Trick
Daddy. I like listening to stuff from differ-
ent regions that people haven’t caught
onto yet. I also like this kid Fifty Cents
whose coming out. Oh my God...ridiculous!
He’s phenomenal.
