ative impunity? Is anything he creates an automatic classic simply because it’s a
product of his sublimely bent mass of gray matter?

Why else would
he follow up a Grammy-winning album (1999’s Mule Variations) with two
albums?

The body of TLC star Lisa
Lopes was laid to rest on May 2,
following the singer’s fatal car
accident in Honduras.
Thousands of fans and mourn-
ers flocked to a funeral service
for Lopes in Atlanta suburb
Lithonia earlier in the day. In
the wake of the tragedy, remain-
ing TLC members Tionne “T-
Boz” Watkins and Rozonda
“Chilli” Thomas have decided
to continue on as a duo, declar-
ing that Lopes could never be
replaced. * The third Coachella
Valley Music And Arts Festival
took place on April 27-28 in
Indio, California and featured



over 60 musical acts. Highlights
of the weekend included a sur-
prise performance by Beck dur-
ing DJ Z-Trip’s set, another sur-
prise performance by Tenacious
D, prior to the Foo Fighters hit-
ting the stage, and Dave Grohl
taking on drum duties for
Queens Of The Stone Age as
promised. Meanwhile, the
Prodigy played its first U.S.
show in half a decade at the fes-
tival, premiering material off its
upcoming album, Always
Outnumbered, Never
Outgunned, and hotly-tipped
Aussie act the Vines performed
their first ever U.S. set in the
Mojave tent, while a noticeably
pregnant Bjork played to a near-
ravenous crowd on the main
stage. Other performers includ-
ed Oasis, the Strokes,
Cornershop, Beta Band, Zero 7
and the Charlatans U.K.
Kicking it amongst the festival
crowd were celebs Cameron
Diaz, Christina Ricci, Kelly
Osbourne, Robbie Williams,
Drew Barrymore and Andy
Dick. « Nearly 200 arrests were
made during a three-day series
of Widespread Panic shows in
Pelham, Alabama, on April
26-28. Police and state agents
staged the undercover
Operation Don’t Panic at the
concerts at the Oak Mountain
Amphitheatre, where, despite
their efforts, one attendee died
due to an apparent Ecstasy over-
dose. * Michael Stipe joined the
audience during a presentation
of multimedia project 1 Giant
Leap in New York City on May
1. Stipe, who collaborated on a
song for the globe-spanning
project, which includes a CD
and DVD release, was clad in a
“Trust The Media” T-shirt
designed by Jamie Catto and
Duncan Bridgeman, the duo
behind 1 Giant Leap. Catto and
Bridgeman traveled the world,
digitally recording musicians in
remote locations, then allowing
well-known artists and modern
thinkers to add their contribu-
tions. Contributors to the pro-
ject include Robbie Williams,
Dennis Hopper, Speech (of

Arrested Development) and
author Kurt Vonnegut. A pro-
posed college tour spotlighting
the presentation is in the works.
« After a career lasting nearly
four decades, pop diva Cher is
finally calling it a day. (Or so she
says. Didn’t Ozzy do the same
thing a few years back?) The
singer’s farewell tour will kick
off in June with stops in over 50

cities. The final date will be
Sept. 15 in Minneapolis. « U.K.
sensation Doves will be sup-
porting the June 4 release of
their new album, The Last
Broadcast, with a North
American tour beginning June 3
in Seattle. The band will tour
throughout the month, joined
by fellow British act Elbow. ¢
Pete Yorn has plans to release an
album he recorded before his

rise to indie rock fame. The
currently untitled record was
recorded for the most part in
1997, while the artist was still
working in relative obscurity.
Yorn hopes to see the album
joined on shelves sometime
next year by the follow up to
his well-received
Musicforthemorningafter. « Paul
McCartney recently stopped an
auction of hand written lyrics
to the Beatles classic “Hey
Jude” at the last minute, claim-
ing that they had been stolen
from him at some point and
that they held great sentimen-
tal value. Florrent Tessier, the
man who brought the lyric
sheet to auction house
Christie’s, bought it at a
London market for 10 pounds
in the early ’70s. It was expect-
ed to reach a
price of up to
$116,000. « In
related news,
Christie’s did sell
off some rare
material from
another former
Beatle, John
Lennon. Two cas-
settes recorded by
the artist brought
in a combined
total of £134,000.
One featured
Lennon in story-
telling mode,
talking to his
stepdaughter
Kyoto in 1969,
while the other
featured early
work on the Beatles song “She
Said, She Said.” A number of
other Beatles-related items sold
in the general pop-memorabil-
ia auction, as well, which raised
over half-a-million pounds,
more than six times what the
auction house expected to
bring in. * Blur and Gorillaz
frontman Damon Albarn will
see a U.S. release of his Mali
Music project on July 30,
through Astralwerks Records.
The album was the first release
on the U.K.—based Honest Jon’s
world music label, which
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Albarn co-owns. The star trav-
eled to the African nation of
Mali on behalf of the British
goodwill organization Oxfam
for the project, where he
recorded a number of local
musicians playing traditional
music on traditional instru-
ments. Albarn contributed to
the music himself via vocals
and melodica, adding further
to it and restructuring it back
in England. + The Get Up Kids
will be joined by support acts
including Hot Rod Circuit,
Superchunk and Audio
Learning Center on their
North American tour in sup-
port of their new album, On A
Wire. The tour kicks off May
24 in Houston and continues
through mid-July. « Finally, the

Know Us By The Trail Of Dead over the past six months, then you
must have been pretty focused on passing the underwater basket
weaving class you are enrolled in just off the southeastern coast of
Cuba, because the word is out. Powered almost exclusively by a
grassroots national college radio campaign and industrious tour-
ing, Trail Of Dead, as the hip kids call the band, has built a inter-
national following and is selling a couple records in the process.

Trail Of Dead came together for what guitarist/vocalist/drummer

banned from just about every club in the Austin area and providing
some memorable SXSW performances, TOD shows no signs of
slowing down. Keely reveals that the band approaches each live
show with a reactionary stance. “When you perform live, it is just
that, a performance,” he claims. “We don’t believe people go to a
live show to listen to — I mean they do go to listen to the music —
but if they wanted to hear the music they could just play the record
at home. A live show is an interactive and visual experience, and we
acknowledge it as being that. Our attempts to return to that is a
reaction against the kind of blasé-ness that seems to have infected

Jason Reece refers to as, “A drive to antagonize and challenge the
jaded mentality found in the local music scene.” Keely joins the
conversation, explaining, “We got together in 1996 after knowing
each other as kids (referring to Reece). We both had an idea for
two different bands that we were each going to pursue individually,
but then we decided to just merge them into one. Guitarist Kevin
Allen joined a little later because we wanted someone to fill out our
sound, then one day Neil Busch was like, ‘I should play bass, and
the rest is history.”

At the beginning even getting in the studio at all was hard, to say
nothing of actually having the time and money to get a record to
the level they knew it could and should be. “We started as a live
band and I think people only saw us as any more than just that: a
noisy live band,” Keely says. “I don’t think people had any idea that
we wanted to create studio music — they probably got the idea that
we were going to be as noisy in the studio as we were live, which
was never our intention. When we eventually got our chance to go
into the studio, we used it as its own environment to make studio
records in themselves, not to replicate our live sound. Then on our
first two records we had no budget, time restraints and, in some
cases, were stealing studio time, [but] now we are getting to the
point where we can get past all that and really show people what we
can do in the studio.”

Now touring the country as one of the most-hyped bands of 2002,
Keely says all Trail Of Dead really wants to do is put out “success-
ful” records. “We are looking to write a record where we can walk
away thinking we did as much as we could do on the record, for the
record, and have it come out as a sequential whole,” he notes. Reece
continues, “The best records have always been the ones where you
can listen to the whole recording. I, like everyone else, like bands
that have catchy singles, but the point being I have always enjoyed
music like ours more, music that is epic, cinematic, ambitious.”

The fact is, Trail Of Dead has been touring and playing grand-scale
music long before the band scored studio time, and the legend of a
TOD live show continues to grow on a daily basis. After being
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live performances over the past 10 years, especially among a lot of
indie bands who seem to feel that they can be aloof to their audi-
ences or ignore their audiences all together. That’s just lame.

“We are rock mythologists in that way. We love the legacy of it all,
the early concerts of The Who and Led Zeppelin have never been
topped, and you could even argue that the hardest rap band has
never outdone Parliament or James Brown. They can compare [to
them] but not do better. To us, it is the audience that really lends as
much to a show as we ourselves do. I almost feel that the audience
is just as much there to entertain us as we are to entertain them,
because they are part of the show. If they weren’t, then we might as
well go and play to cows in a field. But the fact that we stand and
play in front of people is a testament to the fact that they are as
much a part of the show as we are.”

But don’t think Trail Of Dead is not economically conscious. Reece
fills us in on just how financially challenging a traveling rock show
like theirs can be. “Breaking instruments every night can get pretty
expensive,” he admits. “If people feel the need to see that, [then]
they can bring instruments to us and we’ll break them for them. We
have a whole tour to look forward to and for us to just demolish
everything in one night and just buy new equipment the next day
— hell, we do that anyways — but to get though a whole tour that
way, it gets kinda wasteful (laughs).” Money aside, Reece explains
that the band members’ collective well-being is at stake every night
as well. “We are there in the moment, taking and giving as much as
we can,” he notes. “We do not and cannot put pressure on ourselves
to escalate our live show every night. If that were the case eventual-
ly we would have to kill ourselves. I mean, we already injure our-
selves and none of us think that our show is more important than
our well-being or our lives.”

Reece sums up Trail Of Dead’s last six years with a metaphor about
the first time he saw his group’s “Another Morning Stoner” video on
TV. “I was in a hotel watching late-night MuchMusic when it came

on,” he remembers. “And I was like, “That’s us... woah! So I sat back

in my chair, staring at the TV and I just started laughing.” NIIVIIR

Australia’s Cannanes have been
around more than 15 years, an
accomplishment for any satisfy-
ingly unpretentious indie-pop
band. Featuring minimalist com-

Frances Gibson’s wistfully understated vocals and Stephen
O’Neil’s framework of melodious guitar. Trouble Seemed So Far
Away, a collaboration with Sukpatch beatsmith and NYC produc-
er Explosion Robinson, finds the Cannanes on a mellow path
onward.

MASTODON

Remission (Relapse)

A “mastodon” is defined by Webster’s
New World Dictionary as “a large, extinct
animal resembling the elephant but
larger.” Dissimilarly, Atlanta’s Mastodon
is not an outsized Dumbo that, like the
career of Congressman Gary Condit,
has fallen to the clutches of evolutionary
extinction; it is a menacing beast, alive and loud, that’s both larger
than life and notably cerebral. There is not a stitch of musical
material on its full-length debut, Remission, that isn’t captivating.
On “March Of The Fire Ants,” Mastodon is as furious as the turbu-
lent sea that so joyfully swallowed America’s worst actor, George
Clooney, in The Perfect Storm. After the song’s dizzying intro (com-
plete with a militant snare-drum pattern and smothering guitars),
vocalist/bassist Troy Sanders bursts through the mix with a barrel-
chested bark. “As passion encircles the daily storm,” he roars, “the
heart bleeds and droughts do not.” It’s at that moment that listen-
ers will realize that listening to this band isn’t as much a pastime as
it is a journey. This is a band that’s not making music to have on in
the background, folks. Remission requires concentration and rever-
ential listening for the full experience.

How many watts is your station? How
many people do you reach?

1750 watts. Our signal carries pretty far, so
we reach, say, a couple million people.

What's the station motto/your personal
programming philosophy?

Here’s the deal on my hip-hop show: if it’s
clean, it sounds good, and it’s not getting play
on the mega-corp stations, play that shit,
period. If it’s local, even better. I try to make
it clear that there’s so much more to hip-hop
than what you hear on mainstream stations
— creative beats, conscious lyrics and fresh
styles from up-and-comers who just plain
aren’t getting heard about because they don’t
fit the formula. Most of the shows we air
really try to convince people that there’s
amazing variety in your local record store
that isn’t on your radio dial, whether it’s jazz,
rock, techno, hip-hop, country, whatever.

How long have you been and will you be
MD? How do you abuse your power?

I've been MD for two years now. I abuse my
power by arbitrarily playing that old “Mr.
T’s Commandments” record and the
“Rappin’ Ronnie Reagan” thing put out by
the Doonsbury guy, knowing full well I
won’t lose my show for it.

What was your most successful fundraiser?
That'd have to be the time Fugazi came to
our campus and played a WRCT benefit
concert. That shit was packed.

Who are you most proud of bringing
either to the station or to your campus
to perform and why?

I'm really proud of the fact that WRCT has
two live shows per week that bring in bands
to the station to play a set — one Monday
at 9 p.m. and one Friday at 6 p.m. It seems
like an amazing amount of grunt work and
coordination just to get a band up and
playing, so those cats work their tails off
every week. Plus, they even cut a compila-
tion album of tracks recorded live at the

station. My hat is off to those guys.

What'’s the most fucked up thing that ever
happened to you while you were on-air?

I was reading this really funny PSA called
“Clubhouses For The Mentally Ill Put Lives
Back On Track.” The “clubhouse” was
something like a halfway house where men-
tally ill people could get basic help finding a
job, dealing with bills, treatment, housing,
etc. While I was reading it, former WRCT
DJ/current WFMU DJ Doug M came in the
studio and said, “Clubhouses for the men-
tally ill? What’s the password?” and I said
something like, “Ha ha, clubhouses for the
mentally ill — where the password is
‘heeeeeeeeceeeeelp!’” and we both busted
out laughing. But then I thought, “Wait,
that went out over the air... that was really
offensive... man, I'm such an asshole.”

What was your most embarrassing
radio-related moment?

Reading another PSA for the Mediation
council of western Pennsylvania. It’s a 30-sec-
ond spot which talks about how to get some-
one to mediate in your disputes — but in the
course of the first 25 seconds of the thing I
must’ve said “meditation” instead of “media-
tion” six or seven times. Finally I thought,
“Wait, why would I want to hire a medita-
tor?” and then I figured it out and had to
pretty much tell the listeners to disregard that
whole spot and listen as I read it again.

What’s the best promo item you’'ve ever
received?

What’s that classical-violinist-turned-hair-
metal-diva’s name — Giant Kat? Great Kat?
Kat something? Well, she sent a poster of
herself, in leather and goth makeup, blood
splattered all over the place, crucifixes, etc.,
to our metal DJs Rob and Pete, signed “To
Rob and Pete — bow slaves!” That was pret-
ty cool. Pales in comparison to the good old
days before I was around, when bands would
send us their new release as a “cassandwich,”
i.e., a tape between two pieces of bread.
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Does your station still play vinyl?

Hell yeah. We started broadcasting in the
’40s so we have 30,000 pieces of wax. I play
about 75 percent records on my show, and I
know a lot of the indie/punk rock DJs play
a lot of the priceless gems we have on 7”.
We have an amazing collection of vinyl.

What'’s your major?
I'm getting a PhD in Robotics.

When will you be graduating?
Probably spring 2003.

If you could see anyone live (dead or
living), who would it be and why?
John Coltrane. His live recordings have an
intensity to them that you almost never
hear, live or recorded. Actually being there
would blow me away that much more.

What’s your favorite Behind The Music
episode?

Neil Diamond. That motherfucker is so ordi-
nary. No drugs, no sex slaves, no jail time, no
bandmates drinking themselves to death, just
some guy who writes thoughtful little songs
and likes to sing ’em in front of people. He
didn’t have to worry about prima donnas
claiming they were the creative force behind
his music, no legal battles, none of that shit.

ince 1996, SoCal rock-
ers Goldfinger have
been writing and per-

forming punk-pop classics. The
group’s latest release, Open
Your Eyes, is sure to follow in
that delightful tradition. Self-
produced and featuring a num-
ber of guest appearances, Goldfinger looks forward to what will
hopefully be its most successful record to date. Recently CM]J spoke
with singer/guitarist John Feldmann about touring, special addi-
tions to the record, and other fun stuff Goldfinger fans have to look
forward to following the May 21 release of Open Your Eyes.

Where are you guys right now?
We are finishing up the last bit of the Sum 41 tour, in Colona,
British Columbia.

Once the tour is over, what is next?

We are going to Europe for a week-long press tour and then coming
back to the states for three weeks. Then I am taking a break to get
married and after our honeymoon we will pick back up with the
headlining tour and that will probably last for the rest of the year.

You guys are known for once playing 382 shows in a single
year. Are you looking to challenge those types of nhumbers
this year?

We have no desire to break that record (laughs). That is the most
we will ever do; we are old men now, except for our new guitarist,
who is 13 (laughs again).

Open Your Eyes has a number of guest appearances. How did
that all come together?

ARTIST SPOTLIGHT
GOLDFINGER (Singer/guitarist John Feldmann)

It definitely was not planned. I produced a record for The Used and
at the same time we (Goldfinger) were finishing up our record. The
guy’s voice is so different then mine that the couple parts he sang
on, it just seemed to fit. The same thing happened with Benji from
Good Charlotte. I produced some soundtrack songs for his band,
and it just turned out that one night at like 3 a.m. we were in the
studio and he was like, ‘Let me hear some new Goldfinger stuff. I
played him a couple of songs and he was like, ‘Dude, I would sing
on this song. The song was “January.” The guys from Showoff, same
thing — “FTN” was recorded a while ago and I was producing
them [while] Goldfinger was recording, and it just worked out. It
wasn’t like we were flying anyone in or anything.

With so many songs to choose from, something must have
made you go back and grab “Radio” and “FTN” for this record?
Two different stories... with “FIN” (“Fuck Ted Nugent”), our label
was scared to put it on the last record. It’s a song that I wanted be
on a record and see more light, so I said fuck it and put it on this
record. As far as “Radio” goes, I always thought it was a great song,
and when we were finishing up our last record the old guitar player,
Charlie, threatened to quit if the song he had written, called “Carry
On,” didn’t make the record. Now Charlie is gone and we said fuck
it again and put “Radio” on this record.”

Who are you taking out with you on the headlining tour this
summer?

Mest and The Used will both be there. I found, produced and got
each band signed, so there is love there. Then you have the Riddlin’
Kids, who will be playing a number of dates as well. It will be a fun
tour to come out and see.

COPE WITH IT

was going to write about a subject that could have quite possi-
I bly changed the course of the music business as we know it. But

then I thought “F**k it!” I need to write about what happened
last night. What my wife and I experienced was probably the same
thing many experienced attending the most recent Paul McCartney
concert. It was an amazing show that brought 20,000 people together
and allowed them to forget their real life troubles and tribulations.
Hey, this was a Beatle on stage playing Beatles’ songs, a rarity period!
We watched musical history on that stage last night.

For those of you who are too young or who just plain don’t give a
shit, let me put this in perspective a little. When I first walked into
The Anaheim Pond last night, I sat in my seat and assessed the crowd.
Quite honestly, I felt like I was either at an AARP meeting or an AA
mass gathering (not one smell of sweet smoke in the air during the
entire show). I'm used to attending shows where I'm at least twice as
old as anyone else in the audience. But not here folks, this was my
demo and we were out in force, spending big bucks for tickets ($150-
$250 per), t-shirts ($35) and programs ($30). Interesting, this is the
same crowd we as an industry can’t seem to reach and sell CDs to.

The feeling of “older demo” vanished once the show started though.
It’s difficult to describe the beginning of the show, because you sort of
had to be there (let’s just say it was full of characters). Of course the

stage and lighting were top notch, but when Paul and band hit the
stage, age barriers, stature in the community, and the kind of car you
came in went right out the window while everyone focused on one
thing — the music. For those of us who grew up with the Beatles and
Wings, it was a trip in the way-back machine. Paul opened with “I
Wanna Hold Your Hand” and moved right into “Jet”” I tried to keep
track of the songs, but it just didn’t matter once he did “Getting
Better” (a song the Beatles never did live). Paul also did separate trib-
utes (one song each) for John, Linda, and George. His tribute to
George was “Something” and was played on a ukulele George gave
him. It was mesmerizing. Other songs included “Back In The USSR,
“Mother Nature’s Son,” “Blackbird,” “Band On The Run,” and an awe-
some pyro-version of “Live And Let Die.”

My only criticism of the show was that I missed George, Ringo, John,
and Linda on various songs. I guess that can’t be helped, but overall
it’s an amazing show anyone who loves music needs to experience. It
represents the power of music and what it can mean to us in our lives
and stands as a testament to the quality of what Paul and the Beatles
gave us. They weren’t just writing hit singles, they changed our con-
sciousness and gave us a completely different way of looking at that
world. To Paul: Thank you for expanding my mind. To Capitol:
thanks for the tickets. You went over and above.

I’ve kind of trained myself over
my 20 years in independent
music retail to keep my sarcas-
tic mouth shut and let the good
voices of such writers as Dr.
Hunter S. Thompson and Neal
Pollack comment on the music
business and it’s practices, but
CM]J Retail’s question for this
week’s “Speak Out” section
echoes the direction our stores
have gone in the last couple of
years, and moves me to make
an exception.

Independent retail must be the
destination point for music

consumers looking for deep
catalog and music from all the
world’s genres if it is to survive
and even — yes, I can say this
word — prosper. Ten or so
years ago, in the early years of
the CD craze, it was all about
tonnage (how many Metallica,
Guns N’ Roses, Snoop Dogg,
R.E.M,, etc. you could sell). The
very process of that phenome-
non, in turn, gave capital and
birth to the chains who
brought their aggressive pricing
on the hits (boy/girl “blands”)
right into our once exclusive
backyards. With the world of
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digital delivery and its music
exposure expanding, with peo-
ples’ tastes in music becoming
increasingly fragmented and
with the demographic of the
music customer growing older
and wider, it’s now all about the
great catalog of music we must
offer in our stores: Death metal
next to bluegrass, jazz crossed
with emo, electronic excursions
into the classic hip-hop jungle
— all available as the world
turns eclectic in the catalog CD
section of your local indepen-
dent music retailer.

John started
ear X-tacy in 1985 with his personal record
collection and credit card. In his first year of
operation John discovered bootlegs, not
crummy counterfeit knock-offs, but highly
sought-after collector items (sure it was ille-
gal, but John was only trying to help his poor
deprived customers find those rare live show
recordings. BUSTED!).

John’s inability to acquire a gun or attain
his elusive political dream of the presidency
notwithstanding, he’s come through
unscathed. Since his short-lived criminal
career, John has been busy building a musical
institution in Louisville. ear X-tacy started in
a 300 square foot space and over the years
has grown to a unique 10,000 square foot,
full-service haven for music lovers. One of his
most successful marketing campaigns to date
has been the ear X-tacy bumper sticker. The
sticker has been featured on an album by the
Gin Blossoms and has been spotted around
the world including Mexico, Alaska, Havana,
Europe, and even behind Joey Ramone on a
CBGB’s wall during an MTV interview.

The store’s visibility has increased through
billboard ads in prime locations around the
city featuring new releases, in-store appear-
ances and just the store itself. Recent artist
events at ear X-tacy include Tenacious D,

Nappy Roots, Cousteau, Patty Griffin and
John Mayer. At ear X-tacy there are 200 lis-
tening post slots available and an advertising
menu that includes television, cable, print,
radio (and don’t forget the billboards). The
store is very involved in the community and
has set up a Junior Achievement, student-
run store at a local high school. ear X-tacy
also has a record label whose artists include
singer/songwriter Tim Krekel and pop-rock-
ers Cooler.
