Bill Tanner's Spanish Revolution Hits L.A.
Takes KLVE From 12th To 4th 12+, Mornings 10th To 1st

Easily the biggest surprise of the Jan-

uary L.A. Arbitrends was the seemingly

sudden ascension of Spanish -language

music station KLVE. The "Romantico"

A/C outlet rocketed from 12th to fourth

in the market, going 3.0-4.3. Futher-
more, KLVE morning show host Pepe

Barreto soared from 10th to first (3.7-

5.0). Playing an integral role in KLVE's

newfound success is longtime Top 40

programmer Bill Tanner. He claims that

using English radio -programming tech-

niques on Spanish radio was largely re-

sponsible for the upturn.

Tanner, Heftel's VP Programming

who came on board in November, ad-

mits that many in the market have at-

tributed KLVE's success to Arbitron ir-

regularities. "The first thing that hap-

pens whenever a large change takes place

in a book is that people start looking for

aberrations - and we're no different," he

says. "We asked Arbitron about their di-

ary placement. We do know they in-
creased their sample which, presumably,

would make the survey more accurate.

"The fact is, KLVE made a lot of
programming changes and adjust-
ments, all focused on increasing TSL -

and they worked," Tanner continues.
"The same thing happened when I did

similar things with Y100 and Power 96

in Miami. We got a lot of the same
comments about diary aberrations, yet

both stations had successful runs for
many years. Just clean up the music,

play the right songs, format the disc
jockeys, advertise the station and re-

duce the commercial clutter. Aside
from that, there were no changes."

Although former market and morn-

ing leader, Spanish KLAX, dropped
considerably in the trends, Tanner says

it wasn't due to a direct -format attack

by KLVE. "Throughout my career, my

stations are more known for taking a
flank attack than a head-on one," he
says. "Besides, KLAX is a Dance-dri-

yen station and we're an A/C. Again,

KLVE did a better job of what it has

already done. WRMA in Miami just
did the same thing; it went #1 25-54. I

bet there are people there who are also

muttering about diary placement. This

trend is going on in more than one
market; it's not an Arbitron wobble."

He emphasizes that point by noting

the success of morning man Pepe Bar-

reto, who's also a featured news reporter

for KMEX, a local Spanish-speaking TV

station. "We basically cleaned up his

show, focused it and stopped it fewer

times for better reasons," Tanner says.

"In fact, his progress in 25-54s has been

pretty consistent. Beginning in Novem-

ber, he's gone 3.0, 3.6, 4A, 4.6, 6.1. He

hasn't just happened overnight."

The bottom line: "The degree of ex-

pertise and programming in Spanish
radio has taken quantum leaps," Tan-

ner concludes. "It's happening at
WXTG Miami as well. The aim of the

Heftel chain is to spread our know-how

to all of our stations, in New York, Mi-

ami, Dallas and starting this week, Las

Vegas. We've taken the things we've
learned in English -language radio over

the past 30 years and applied it to
Spanish radio - and it works."

Steve Smith Calls The #1-2 Shot
(here were several newsworthy

events coming out of the January Ar-

bitrends. Among them:

 Three weeks ago in Network 40's

feature Interview, Emmis-N.Y. Direc-

Although TAG is already stocked

with some established names, Kall-
man asserts that, "We're aggressively

looking for a few new, striking artists

who will represent the label's launch.

ABOUT ILIUM

was recently going through

the year-end "Most -
Played -Gold" lists on the
Mediabase system for
Mainstream A/C, Gold -
Based A/C, Mainstream
Hit, Country, New Rock,
Classic Rock, Oldies and

Urban. I also looked at the analysis portion of
Mediabase, comparing the various formats in a

number of different ways.

In doing so, I was struck, again, at the number

of songs per hour Country plays vs. Top 40 and
other formats. This reminded me of an old project

I once did. I'm wondering if it's viable again today.

When I was PD at KIIS in Los Angeles, I was

always looking for competitive advantages. Specifi-

cally, I was looking for ways to play more music

than the competition. The real springboard on this

particular thought was Madonna's song, "This
Used To Be My Playground." It was boring, repet-

itive and over five minutes long. Stations quite
often look to do edits and I instructed my produc-

tion department to edit the song. As I began to
really analyze the issue, I came up with an idea. For

lack of anything better, I called it, "Project Three."

I went back to my production department and
gave them 20 titles, ranging from the biggest hits

of the day, to a selective random sampling of
Oldies. Their task? Edit each song, no matter what

the original length, so that none would be longer
than three minutes, give or take a few seconds. For

songs that were in the four -minute range, this
didn't prove to be too difficult a task. For those
longer, quite a bit of work was involved.

To accomplish this goal, I asked them to cut a

repetitive verse or chorus. I also told them that
they shouldn't edit out any of a song's "key high-
lights." This would include the highlights of each

song, whether it was a specific guitar solo, piano,

chorus or whatever. I instructed them to tell no
one what they were doing.

By my calculations, we could add one or two
(maybe even three) songs per hour to our playlist.

Of course they thought I was a little nuts, but they

set out to accomplish the designated task. When
they delivered the 20 songs to me on cassette, I
conducted an exercise with my staff, which
included Gannett Radio's President and GM, my
MD, APD and a couple of office personnel. I told

them, "I'm going to play some songs for you and I

want you to tell me if you notice anything differ-

ent about the songs. If you notice something while

you're listening, make a note of it." I told them

nothing else.

As I played the songs, I looked to see if any
notes were being taken or whether some discus-

sion was taking place. Nothing. No one said any-

thing. So I asked, "Did you notice that the songs

were missing anything?" "No," was their universal

reply. "Did you notice they were shorter than
their original versions?" "Not really," was their

answer. I then told them that every song had been

edited to around three minutes in length. Remem-

ber, I kept in the original essence of each song,
including breaks, chorus and anything that was

central to the song.

location... location.

With ideas,

it's timing...

timing... timing.

This met with, "No way," or "Really, I didn't
notice." A couple of the office people said, "I
thought most songs were about that long anyway."

Of course, most songs average four minutes or
more these days. I said that every song edited was

over four minutes originally. I then told them,
"Do you realize we could play one, two or maybe

even three more songs an hour than our competi-

tion?" "Cool," was the reply.

This was an exercise of great promise, but
lacked execution. No one could notice, it would
add more songs per hour, it meant we could add
an extra song per hour more than our competition.

Yes, it was risky and I certainly would have taken

more time to test the idea. No matter, it was never

brought to fruition. For any of you who have tried

to execute new ideas, you can be stonewalled even

before it gets started.

Now questions surfaced like, "Who's got
time to edit all the songs in our system?" "Is it

legal?" "Could we afford the new carts?" "What
if people notice?" "What will it do to our
image?" Understandably so. Yet, why not try it
midnight to 6 am? Maybe on a Sunday night? As

Yoda said, "Try? There is no try. There is only
do or not do." I felt I was on to something.
Sadly, it never happened.

As Top 40 stations continue to defect (down to

less than 400 stations from over 2,000 just a few

years ago) and Country stations sit with over
2,500, I wonder about a great many things. Top
40 hurt itself immeasurably by playing too much
Rap and Urban product. Now the trend is to
embrace Alternative as the savior. I can't help but

think about what Country radio is doing.

I went through my analysis and averaged the
number of songs Country stations play each hour.

The figure is around 13.5. For Top 40 it's 12.1.
That's one song. One stopset. Some Country sta-
tions averaged much higher. Some Top 40 stations

averaged much lower.

Is playing one or two more songs an hour
worth the effort? I say a resounding yes! Once you

edit your Oldies library (generally not that large for

most Top 40s), all you have to do is edit each song

added weekly. Will artists and record companies

get the message? Only if enough stations were to

start the trend.
When you're battling for units, when you're

battling for your life against a competitor, when
you're looking for ways to gain an advantage, I
wonder if there isn't something to this. Call up a
Country PD and ask the average length of a Coun-

try song. Then compare that with yours.

As I travel across the country listening to radio,

I'm continually amazed at how much music Oldies

stations play. Just for the record, they average
about 17 songs per hour. Arrow -formatted stations

average a bit more than Country.

Will we ever get back to playing two -minute
records? Doubtful, however is there some merit
to "Project Three?" Is there anyone willing to
conduct the test? Radio is cyclical. I'm not pro-
gramming stations day-to-day anymore, but if I
was, I can tell you, most assuredly, I would look

into this again.

Risk thinking is necessary for growth. Everyone

has a "risk muscle." You keep it in shape by trying

new things. If you don't, it atrophies and you're no

longer able to take chances. With real estate, it's
location...location...location. With ideas, it's tim-

ing...timing...timing.

If I've helped you to re -think this, or anything

else that relates to the subject, I've accomplished

my goal. o
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THE HOT LINE!
From a jock's perspective, the hot line usually means one of

several things. Either the engineer is at the transmitter site,

the remote is on schedule, the GM has a question about a

spot you just ran, or the PD is calling to inquire about some-

thing...something that remains unknown until you pick up

the phone. On this week's Programmer's Conference Call, we

hot -lined some PDs about how they utilize their...baq,hones.

Do you hotline your air talent?

BILL: If it's necessary or what I deem to be an

emergency situation, yes. I don't like to interrupt

anyone while they're on the air, unless there is

something happening in the community they need

to be made aware of immediately or if they are bla-

tantly ignoring the formatics of the radio station.

CASEY: Yeah, I hot-line them all the time. I hot-

line them when they do an excellent break. When

they do something that makes me laugh or enter-

tains me, I immediately let them know my
thoughts on it. I always use the hot line in a posi-

tive manner. Only on extremely rare occasions have

I ever hot -lined a jock to express something nega-

tive. It would have to be something really out of

control for me to do that. For the most part, there

aren't too many things that can't wait until they

complete their shift.

NEAL: Yes...if something is extremely out of

place. There are times when I've heard songs on

the radio station that weren't scheduled. That
always warrants a call. Breaking of formatics is

infrequent because this staff understands those for-

matics and rarely make mistakes. If I hear them do

something great, I call to let them know.
Occasionally I may have forgotten to mention

something to particular staffers and I'll remember

it while they're on the air. If it's something I believe

would be useful to them, I'll pick up the phone

and let them know.

TOM: I don't. I don't want to get in the way of

their show and how they feel about themselves

while they're doing their show. I've been there and

I know how it feels. I've wanted to on several occa-

sions. Actually, there have been times when I want-

ed to drive to the radio station and scream at them,

but so far I haven't.

What things constitute disciplinary
action at your station?

BILL: If they don't follow the clocks. If I feel any

sort of negativity - especially when there is interac-

tion with listeners. If something happened during

their shift that provokes people to call and com-

plain about it the next day, I'll certainly contact

that jock and inquire about why I received the call.

I want my staff to be positive and good to the peo-

ple who are taking the time to listen to them and

the radio station.

CASEY: I haven't really ever had any instances

when I've had to do that. I could list a number of

things that could cause that. Things like breaking

format. We spend hours and hours each day doing

logs to get things in the correct order and if they

were to tamper with that, I would find it inexcus-

able. I've never really had a problem with someone

doing that.

NEAL: With the group I have at this station - with

people who are really concerned with our goals - if

I call them, they know they've really screwed up.

This staff doesn't really have an excuse for screwing

up and almost never do.

TOM: Usually just bad judgment. Bad content of

a bit or something that doesn't relate to the audi-

ence. If they mess around with the music logs, I

raise an eyebrow but I've been there, too and know

there will always be some sort of excuse where the

music logs are concerned.

What do you do to correct your air tal-
ent?

BILL: I follow the three -strikes law. They can usu-

ally get by with the first major mistake without

much retaliation. They can attempt to talk their

way out of the second one. The third time...they're

nailed. The three -strike law is alive and well at this

radio station.

CASEY: Again, it's not something I've really ever

had a problem with. In most cases, if you run into

this problem, you as a manager haven't done some-

thing correctly to begin with. Everyone I work

with knows what the formatics are and the way I

would like to see them executed. They know they

can't mess with the format. They know what is

expected of them in their performance. They

know what they can and can't say on the air, and

they know what the target is. If, for some reason, I

don't make that clear to someone, they might

make a mistake. Fortunately, it's something I have

rarely dealt with, which I attribute to a lot of open

daily conversation.

NEAL: If someone screws up, calling them is

enough to let them know they've screwed up. It's

discipline enough for anyone to know that I was

listening, happened to hear the mistake and rang

the hot line to inform them I heard it. Again, let

me say, it's a rare occurrence when this happens.

TOM: First, I try to ask them about the incident.

"Tell me what happened at about 3:05. Did you

mean to call that person a son -of -a -bitch on the air?

Or did that just slip out by accident?" I don't yell at

anyone right away. I try to get an explanation for

mistakes. First I want to see if they recognize

they've made the mistake. I want them to realize

their own mistakes and then concentrate on not

repeating them. If I call them on the hot line and

begin screaming, they might lose focus without

understanding what I'm talking about. If I allow

them to identify their mistakes first, I win. After

they identify a mistake, I simply tell them I don't

think that was the correct approach and offer alter-

natives with a "What do you think of this?"

Any good hot-line stories from your past?

BILL: The best example of being hot -lined would

be an incident in my past when I was anticipating

this date I had after my shift. I had a new car and

it needed a good wash. So, during my airshift, I

was running outside and washing this car in prepa-

ration for my date. I was working for Jay Jarvis at

the time; I thought I was having one hell of a

show. Anyway, I'm running back and forth

between the studio and my car and on one return

trip to the studio, the hot line was ringing. I

answered it and found out someone else at the

radio station told the PD what I was doing. Jarvis

didn't threaten to fire me or anything for washing

my car, but corrected me by telling me that I would

wash all the other staffers' cars as well. So, I

washed everyone else's car. By the way, I do one

hell of a great job at a hand wash. A nice fall -back

career, I suppose.

CASEY: [laughs] Nothing really fun. All I remem-

ber was that when it happened, it hurt. Believe

me, I've been hot -lined several times during my

career and by some of the best. Each time it hap-

pened, it totally took my focus off what I was

doing on the air. Yes, I may have been wrong and

deserved the call, but it probably would've been

better if they had waited until I was through with

the shift. This is why I almost always wait for my

airstaff to finish their shifts. Negative calls from

the boss while you're on the air usually aren't

received very well. There are a lot of programmers

who use the hot line as a negative tool instead of a

positive tool. I'm not one of them and don't

believe in the idea.

NEAL: Wow...I guess the best one was when I

began working at WRXT in Buffalo, which is now

WKSE. The PD at the station gave me a total for-

matics lesson for about two minutes and left me

in the studio. He showed me the clock on the

wall, showed me where all the records were and

said, "Now follow the format." The station had

just flipped to Top 40. All night long, the hot line

rang with this guy pointing out each mistake. It

was like a night from hell. [laughs] "You're not

supposed to talk there," "You're not supposed to

do this now" and so on. Then, he came in and did

mornings after me. After two weeks of this, I

finally told him to leave me alone or I would

never get it right. He left me alone and I got it

right. Interestingly enough, I ran into the guy

recently at the NAB in Los Angeles. We had a

brief conversation.

TOM: I can't think of any really great ones. I

remember that [Ken] Benson used to hot-line me

when we were at KQKQ Omaha all the time. It

wasn't necessarily because he was pissed off about

something. It was usually to inform me about

things going on in the city he wasn't sure I was

aware of . [Editor's Note: I had to keep prodding him

to provoke the following...] Okay, okay...This really

incriminates me. I was at WZOK Rockford and I

was talking to a radio groupie on the phone one

day. You know what I'm talking about here.

Anyway, I didn't have my headphones on, I'm talk-

ing to this girl and didn't realize our conversation

was going out over the record on the air. I had it

coming. Not that anything really nasty went over

the air, but it was definitely a private conversation.

Invariably, the PD called on the hot line and said,

"Hey, your conversation is on the air, you moron!"

I felt really bad because I knew exactly what went

out over the air. Needless to say, the rest of the

show was terrible.

WAMZ's HIGH -STAKES RACE
Louisville, KY

Population: 839,600

When most of us think of
"Louavul," we think of the Ken-

tucky Derby and Mint Juleps. Few

realize that outside of New Orleans,

Louisville has the highest Catholic

population in the South. This stands

in stark contrast to the vice indus-

tries in this labor town. Its large to-

bacco, bourbon and gambling inter-

ests portray Louisville as a more liberal city than most

Southern metros. PD Coyote Calhoun offers some insight

into the market, WAMZ's success and longevity.

"Even though Louisville is considered the gate-

way to the South, we are only a mile from Indiana

and just a few miles from Ohio, so we have more of

a Midwestern feel that's closer to St. Louis or a Pitts-

burgh. Since over 90% of people who live in
Louisville have lived here for at least 10 years, if your

station is doing the right thing - even if it's not the

'in' trend - people stick with you. That's comforting

for a heritage station like ours.

"WAMZ's target demo is 25-54 with a heavy
emphasis on 35-44. Currently we are #1 in both 25-

54 and 18-34. We have two Country competitors, as

well as our sister station, News/Talk/Sports WHAS-

AM. The latter usually pulls double-digit ratings, so

we are always on our toes. Musically, our station is

60% current and 40% Gold, whereas seven or eight

years ago, it was just the opposite. In reviewing new

music for WAMZ, obviously we pay attention to the

major artists. If Reba, Alan Jackson or Brooks &
Dunn have a new record, I'm not going to wait to

play it. At the same time, we
won't shy away from playing an

unknown artist early if the sound

is right for our station. I'm very

fortunate to have Ron Hazzard as

my MD; he has great ears and
knows the right records for us.

"Much of our success is due

to our air staff. Most of them
have been with me for years and

they know what they need to do.

I don't have to manage them on a

daily basis. Bobby Jack Murphy

is funny, community -oriented
and his ratings are great. Middays are Dan Robin-

son, who is solid and the epitome of a good midday

person. Night Train Lane is 22 years old, but you'd

never know it. He's a great kid, very uptempo and

perfect for the younger demos who tune in at night.

"As for promotions, whenever concerts come to

town, I always do my show remote from the venue

the day of the show. This enables us to get artists in-

terviews, etc. more frequently. Most of our major
promotions are centered around cash giveaways. Our

current promotion is called 'Cash Tracks'; the basic

premise is the nth caller who hears a certain sound

wins $100 cash and is entered to win the grand
prize, which is tickets for every Country concert for

a year as well as tickets and backstage passes for our

three summer listener appreciation parties. We've

just announced our Spring promotion, which is, lis-

ten for the announced location to sign up, then
when you hear your name, you have nine minutes
and 75 seconds to call and win between $1,000 and

$5,000. We have $100,000 to give away, so this will

carry us April through June."

THE NETWORK 4 0 INTERVIEW

Johim nir-x-y-
Returning To The Cutting Edge Of Country

BIC JEFF SILESE.R.MA.IST
ollywood scriptwriters couldn't find a better subject for a dramatic rags -

to -riches, tragedy -to -success, made -for -TV movie than John Berry. Fade

into 1981, when his mother dies of a brain aneurysm and both of

Berry's legs are crushed in a motorcycle accident. Told he would never

walk again, he beats the odds and becomes a college coffeehouse enter-

tainer in 1985.

Berry develops a cult following and cuts six albums himself selling

them out of the trunk of his car. A trip to Nashville results in a second place finish in a talent con-

test, then he loses to an insurance adjuster on Star Search. Nevertheless, he hangs in there and sets

up some showcases in Nashville.

After one production deal doesn't pan out, a showcase leads to a record contract with Liberty

Records. His first album is released in 1993 and slowly very slowly but surely he climbs to the top

of the charts. The future looks bright; in March of 94, he steals the show at the Country Radio

Seminar. A month later, his wife gives birth to their second child and suddenly a keloid cyst is

discovered in his brain. He undergoes a five -hour brain operation... the week his single, "Your Love

Amazes Me," hits #1. Nevertheless, Berry recovers...and the album keeps selling.

The only problem with Berry's story is

that it's far from over. His latest album,

appropriately titled Standing On The
Edge, is set for release on March 7 - even

as his fifth single, "You And Only You,"

still lingers on the charts. If you think

Berry is eager to put his first album be-
hind him, guess again. "I wasn't in any

hurry [to stop working the first album],"

he says. "I always told the label, 'Let's do

one more.' I've had one #1 and a couple

of Top -5 singles. By today's standards,

that's not real huge, but to me that's pret-

ty damn good. It has taken a long time;

the album was out a year -and -a -half be-

fore it went Gold and it'll be two years
when it turns Platinum."

The long, slow breakthrough "didn't

surprise me," Berry notes, "because what I

do is a little different and some people are

afraid of different. When someone new

comes along in the industry, a lot of peo-

ple want to be sure you're going to be
around and are committed to it."

While most people would point to
"Your Love Amazes Me" as his break-
through point, Berry recalls one particu-

lar concert. "It was in Kalamazoo,
Michigan; we were playing at a theater

that seats 1,400," he says. "It was the
first hard -ticket sale I've ever done. This

wasn't a fair where people could also go

on the ferris wheel and buy cotton can-

dy. All they could do is come see me.
For somebody who'd never done this
size show before, that was a lot of tick-

ets. I kept telling my road manager to

keep checking on sales; they were up to

1,175. I had him double-check to make

sure it wasn't 175 seats.

"That night, I was outside the bus
when the opening act finished a song to

just a smattering of applause. I thought,

'Oh no, there's just 10 people there.'
Then the rest of the crowd kicked in
and, man, there were a lot of people
there! I told the folks onstage that if any-

body ever asked me when I could see a

difference, it was tonight."

Berry has since reached a point where

he and his band can joke about his
surgery. "A keloid cyst normally causes a

condition called waterhead babies," he ex-

plains. "It blocks the drainage of brain flu-

id down the spinal column, causing the

head to expand. The guys were saying I

was getting a big head..."

As to how the experience changed his

perspective on life, he responds, "It just

reaffirmed the importance of my family.

"My career has always been important,

but it's never been the complete driving

force where I had to do it and the hell
with everything else."

Berry has been so devoted to his family

that he brought his wife and two kids on

the road with him - on the same bus he

shared with his band. His wife, Robin,

plays in the band, so John need not sepa-

rate the business from his personal life.

"I've always had a hard :ime doing

that anyway," he admits, laughing. "I love

what I do for a living. I love to sing, talk

about singing and the business aspects of

it. Robin is very tolerant and she under-

stands how much I love it. She loves it,

too. We talk about T-shirts ar_d merchan-

dising...and we have a wonderful time.

Every now and then, she's heard enough -

and, usually, I can tell."

The constant touring that helped
break the first album took a toll on
Berry's songwriting. "I only wrote one

song on the new record, the title track,"

he says. I wish I wrote more, but being

on the road so much, with all of us
cramped into one bus, didn't help me
get much writing done. Were going to
change that this year. We're going on
two buses next month."

Doing a lot of covers for the second

album "wasn't a problem once I found
songs I believe in," Berry says. "I had to

find songs that were me. I listened to
about 900 songs. I didn't have to listen

to much of each one to know if it suited

me. If I could get past the first verse and

chorus, it was pretty good."

One cover that's not on the new al-

bum is his version of "Lang And Wind-

ing Road," which will apear on the up-

coming Country music :ribute to The
Beatles. Berry admits th2t he was origi-

nally hoping to do a different classic.
"The one song I thought zf was '0 Dar-

ling.' I could get up in that register and
be real powerful. Then L immy] Bowen

called up and said, 'We got a song for
you, "The Long And W nding Road,"'
and a light went off in -ny head, like,
'Why didn't I think of tlyz-t!'

"We got rid of the [Bmtles producer

Phil Spector's] wall of sound, but melod-

ically, the song's not changed. I tried to

hang right with it and upcated it without

too much production; I Sing as true as I

knew it."

Although the new albon has only one

Berry original, "There's sill growth and

development as a singer and performer,"

he continues. "The onesong I did co -
write is one of the best :ongs I've ever
written. Unfortunately, the one bad after-

effect of the surgery is tha I haven't writ-

ten anything since then. Pm hoping that

will change soon. The biggest thing is get-

ting back into a frame of mind to write.

Beginning March 8 in Ottawa, some
friends are going on the road with me to

help me write. Hopefully that'll give me

an opportunity to get past this block."

"LOCAL MARKET REPORT"

WOOD'S WORDS
The Devil talks to a radio programmer and says,"I've got some good news

and some bad news. First the good news: I can arrange for weekly call -out music
research for your station...but it will cost your soul and the souls of your wife
and children." The Program Director says,"Okay, so what's the bad news?" All
right! So I ripped off part of an old joke, but who can deny that I'm right?
Since the concept was introduced in the '70s, the desirability of weekly call -out
music research has remained high. There have been good years and bad years
but, in general, call -out has retained its lustre and status as a powerful and useful
tool to programmers in all markets. When Network 40 asked my opinion of
what would make their Country section special and unique, I said, "Include a
weekly call -out music chart." They agreed and asked me to find a credible
source. While there are a few, I found Marketing Research Partners, Inc. to
embody the qualities that are paramount to the success and reliability of this
project. Honesty, integrity, knowledge and experience head the list, with indus-
try respect and creativity close behind. I've asked Jerry Stehney, Sr. VP and
CFO of Marketing Research Partners, to explain MRP's call -out music research
methodology:

JW: Jerry, start at the beginning.
MRP: Each week, Marketing Research Partners, Inc. conducts call -out hook

testing for our Country clients. After each individual station receives its specific
data, the data are combined to produce the list you see here in Network 40.
Combining the data preserves the confidentiality of an individual station's data,
since it is impossible to extrapolate any one market's data.

JW: What is the sample size for each Network 40 report...and explain the
validity of the sample size.

MRP: While the actual number varies from week to week, the report you see
in Network 40 is generally composed of approximately 1,200 interviews a week
with Country "Pl" listeners. As you know, this sample size is fairly standard for
national research projects. We most often hear this number associated with the
Gallup Organization's national polls. The variation in sample is caused by the
testing schedule of the core stations. The respondents all reside in Top 75 mar-
kets and are carefully screened to establish that they are "Pls" to Country.

JW: What is the point of this list?
MRP: Stations will use this information in many ways, but our intention is

to provide a researched list of titles within the current music spectrum. We
know that some of these songs are on their way up the charts, some are on their
way down and some might even be described as recurrents. Regardless of how

the individual stations may have these titles categorized, we are simply providing
data that demonstrate their relative polularity at this moment compared to all
other titles tested.

JW: Are you are testing more titles than we see here on Network 40's chart?
MRP: Yes, the number tested might be twice the size of this list, but the

intention is to provide a list of the 35 highest testing, or most popular, Country
songs each week (excluding Oldies). To include the results of the entire test
would necessitate disclaimers pertaining to individual responses, synchronized
testing schedules, percentage of "unfamiliar," regional differences, etc.

JW: So this is a fairly 'safe' list?
MRP: Right!
JW: How fresh will this data be?
MRP: Very fresh.

JW: The definition of terms will be available at the end of the chart...right?
MRP: Exactly. Most radio people are fairly comfortable with the terms,

which may use slightly different words than they have used before. They will
relate quickly to our terminology.

JW: If the readers have any other questions, can they contact you directly at
MRP?

MRP: They can call MRP at 1-800-767-3533 and ask for me personally
with their questions or comments.
