The 'Memory
Loss' Factor

Dear R&R:
I want to thank you for

publishing recently the very fine
article comparing ARB and
Pulse. The "mystery author" has
covered a number of important
points and, on balance, I agree
with his conclusions about the two
services.

However, there is one point
about the Pulse roster recall
metho that the author did not
mention. With any recall
methodology, whether 15 -minute,
24 -hour, or 5 -day, there is an
inevitable factor of memory loss.
By presenting the respondent
with a roster of stations, he has a
tendency to identify himself with
the traditional, well-known call
letters. This is particularly true
when confronted by the
Interviewer while making his
choice. This point Is generally
recognized to be true in other
forms of media research
(magazine, newspaper) where
different forms of personal
interviewing are utilized. It seems
to me a combination of a diary
kept over a shorter period of time
with a personal retrieval (for
validation and additional
interviewing) can accommodate
the best points of both
methodologies.

WNGN. He was on the air with
Martin Block and I used to listen to
the Top 25 countdown every week. I

got so good that I could sing every
song on the radio and predict the
order of the new lists each week."
When Bruce was in High School he
played third base on the baseball
team and his hero was Jack Lohrke
who played the same position for the
Giants. "He was my idol. He was a
sharp dresser and all the ladies
loved him. I used to hang around the
Club and he sort of adopted me as
the team mascot. When he was
traded to the Philadelphia Phillies,l
followed him and became the
ballboy for the team. I used to chase
the balls for the umpire, shag flies in
practice, clean the showers, fill up
the coke machine and shine the
players' shoes. I stayed with them
right through the opening of school.
After a couple of months the truant
authorities caught up with me and I
went back to school." Bruce
remembers when he first got into
Top 40 music. "I was the only white
kid on the basketball team in High
School. I used to hear the guys in the
showers harmonizing these
incredible songs like the Five Satins,
The Pequins, etc. I asked them
where they had heard the songs and
they said that Alan Freed at WINS
played that music all the time. That
was it, no more Shadow for me; my
radio stayed tuned into Alan's
show."

Upon graduation, Bruce enrolled
in Columbia University in a liberal
arts course. "I was an art student. I
was going to be one of your Top 10
illustrators. School didn't start until
Fall, so I decided to get a summer
job. I was walking down near
Central Park West and I looked up
and saw the WINS sign. I thought,
wow, Alan Freed works there. On a
chance I applied for a job and it
turned out they were looking for a
mail room boy. The station played
the music through a loudspeaker in
the offices and I thought it was the
best job in the world. Imagine,
listening to music all day long while
you're working! They were always
yelling at me in the mail room 'turn
down that music!' I used to tell the
jocks which records were good and
which were bad and within a month
or so, I was made the producer for
the all night show. After three
months Ron Granger left and I was
made the music director. Rick Sklar
was Assistant Program Director,
Mel Leeds was the PD and Roy
Patachio was there. I changed my
school schedule around so I could
attend classes from six to eleven at
night. I did that double shifting for
about a year when I knew my
life was going to be in radio. I was
going to stay in "show biz" and
someday become the PD of a radio
station. I knew I would never finish
school because I can't told to be in a
certain place at a certain time. I

have to do things my own way and I
didn't feel that learning about what

people did in the past was where it
was at. I feel that street experience
is the best school there is. We had a
great station. Cousin Brucie was at
the station along with Jack Lacey,
one of the legends in radio, and
Murray The K.

In 1959 the big payola scandal
regarding radio exploded and Mel
Leeds was offered a job to go to Los
Angeles. He asked me to go with him
as his music director at KDAY. I

couldn't resist the idea of
"Hollywood" and we all ended up
coming out. Alan Freed came and it
was quite an experience working
with him. I then followed Leeds to
KBLA as MD which became
KBBQ, then KROQ and is now a test
pattern. Mel had a difference of
opinion with the station and I ended
up being the PD. The station had a
great staff: Roscoe, Bill Mercer,
Tom Clay, Jim Wood and Humble
Ha rv. They all split for one reason or
another and the only one I kept was
Humble. I hired all the KHJ DJ's
that had started with Drake. I hired
Dave Diamond, Roger Christian,
Emperor Hudson, Bob Dayton and
Jim Carson. Our signal went from
Magnolia Blvd. to Olive Blvd. and as
Humble used to say 'if you can hear
this station, you are one of the
chosen few.' Surprisingly our
ratings weren't bad and to this day
people still talk about the station.

Then Bill Drake and Ron Jacobs
started busting up the station by
offering jobs to just about everyone
at the station including me. It was at
that point that I met Charlie
Koppleman of Koppleman and
Rubin which was one of the most
successful, hot A&R-Publishing
companies in the country. Charlie
felt I was perfect to be his West
Coast Representative. I felt they
were winners and thought it was
time for a change. Joe Smith, who
was an old radio friend of mine, gave
me my first break. He put me
together with Petula Clark and she
recorded the tunes I presented to
her. Within two days, I had paid for
myself. The company was very good
to me and gave me a lavish salary
and new car. Two years later they
sold their company to a

conglomerate called
"Commonwealth United." It was a
smart thing to do at the time -- get a
lot of paper and stock. The
conglomerates crumbled and so did
The publishing firm along will
everything else. My stock was not
negotiable for a certain period of
time and it went down the drain.
Bobby Darin was busted because of
it -- he lost everything. The stock fell
from $25.00 to 50 cents a share. I got
creamed. So I found myself out of a
job in 1972.

I had met Al Coury a few times
through my good friend Nick Savano
who is Glen Campbell's manager. Al
was an Executive A&R Producer at
Capitol and handled Linda Ronstadt,
Glen, Al Martino and Peggy Lee.
Capitol was looking for -a National
Promotion Director. The company
was down on one knee and if you
lasted in that job for sixty days you
were considered a "heavy." Al liked
the idea of my radio background and
after he decided to take the job
himself he offered me the job as his
assistant. He felt that with my radio
background and his record
knowledge, we would make a great
team. Savano felt Al would make a
hell of a promotion director and
could whip the company into shape --
and I was available, so I took the job.
Al and I hit it off like Mantle and
Maris. We promote differently, but
the bottom line is that we always try
to do what's right and we try to
deliver. We take a lot bf pride in not
just making a good living, but in
making a good living for other
people and developing their careers.

We flew the entire promotion staff
around the country into Atlanta for a
meeting. We knew we had the
nucleus of a great promotion staff,
they just needed direction. They
were very discouraged at the time
and they had heard this "rah rah"
business before. I remember Jim
Davenport of WFOM came to the
meeting and told Al 'I like you and
Bruce, but you're going to get
chewed up and spit out. You won't
last sixty days.' He's a dear friend
now, but he gave us incentive and we
told him 'we'll be back'.

Al told the promotion staff that he
was aware of the problems and what
it would take to work as a unit much
like the Boston Celtics. The
legendary Manager and coach of the
Celtic, Red Ourbach, is Al's hero.
Red made the Celtics play as a
team, not as individuals. Al took
every promotion man individually
and trained him and we all trained
each other. We devised a game plan
and have stuck by it. We worked as
a unit. We don't believe in regional
men. Anything that happens
anywhere, our men are contacted
directly by Al or me or my New
York counterpart, Bob Edson, and
informed of it. I really feel our
success has come because we are a
team. Bob Edson handles
everything for Capitol in the East
from promotion to A&R to artist
development. We all communicate
and work together extremely well
and all have a common goal. The
promotion men at Capitol are the
heroes of the company. Without
them, I would be nothing. I also have
an incredible staff of lovely ladies
who take care of business. Janis
Lundy is our national promotion
coordinator and is invaluable to me
as my immediate assistant along
with Sondra and Nina who take care
of endless details and keep the
wheels turning.

I really believe that radio
programmers are the most under-
rated people in their field in the
sense that it's a thankless job. I don't
think any programmer in the
country has an obligation to his
audience to play any record, other
than Elton John and The Beatles,
out of the box. I understand their
problems with demographics and
their own markets. I belieVe you can
have better communication with a
person when you know what their

other. And yet, here's what I'm
leading to, there isn't one jock on
that staff who hasn't come up to me
and at one time or another said
men, it's good to have you here.
You're like a shot of fresh air. They
all have said the same thing -- they
say, you make me want to work
harder. I mean, I used to idolize
these guys when I was in school. And
they've all said the same thing, that
I have brought freshness to them,
and they make -you feel great. They
make you feel' at home. As far as
what it's like to work with
management, I think the whole
world knows that it's been very
difficult for me. I come from a
station where a group of people
program the station. But here, it's
pretty much done just by the
programming department. It's been
a very very difficult adjustment.
But, I would rather !Eft you ask
questions on that.

R&R: Let's talk about Rick Sklar
as a programming person. For
years, he's only played the top hits,
and he still is most of the time, doing
only that. Yet he's had a very very
successful radio sta ton in the face of
competition. How do you account for
that? Does he give guidance to his
staff, is there some secret formula?

GM: You know, I don't know that
other jocks would answer the
question honestly and accurately.
But I wand to do that, and if Rick or
anyone else takes offense to it, then
they should never have hired me in
the first place. Rick Sklar,'s
greatness is in, to my way of
thinking, his ability to listen to and
take things from those people whom
he surrounds himself with. In other
words, for example, it's been very
difficult for him to have me on the
staff, because I am a programming

mind, I spent 13 years doing music
research.

Now, there is no way that I'm
going to come in here and just live
with Top 14, no way. And I made that
clear before I took the job. So when
we came out and 99X tied us during
the first book which they say half of
it was mine and half of it was my
predecessor's, I said Rick you have
got to, for God's sake, let me do
some things that fit into 1975 radio.
We've just go to. You know, 14

records over and over -- that may
make it in 38 states, but it doesn't
make it right here. Now at first, he
reacted very unpleasantly, but then
I saw what I considered the good
side of Rick Sklar. And there is a
helluva lot of good to him, believe
me. He said, alright, draw up some
lists. Let me see what you've got to
offer.

Well, now, he didn't accept
everything, but at least he accepted
some of the things. And I think that
Rick finds _it unusual that a disc
jockey who is supposed to be making
"big money" still cares about the
radio station. But, I do. I mean, if
ABC continues to be number one,
then I'm going to make good money
and I'll have a good future. I mean,
not that many years because I

know that after this contract, I'm
leaving and going to the Orioles. But
the thing is, I think that part of
Rick's mind is that he only takes the
best of everything. He's got a lot of
stations to look at, he's got a lot of
markets to study, he is without a
doubt the finest man at
understanding graphs and charts I've
ever met in my.life. I mean, he could
run circles around any of us.

R&R: But, isn't that really what a
true leader is supposed to do ...
surround himself with the best

people possible and then milk them
for the best ideas that you can.

GM: That's precisely why I say
Rick is where he is. When you've got
a Dan Ingram, although he and Dan
-- I don't know if they exchange a lot
of ideas, I know that Dan has good
ideas, Harry Harrison in the
morning must go in there every
other day with an idea. Chuck
Leonard is now going in with ideas.
Since I've come here, I've said to
every jock, you know, look guys, I

don't know what you've done in the
past, but we are all good minds. And
if we give that to Rick and let him
sort out the things we've got, I mean,
hells bells, how can he miss? We did
the impossible in Philadelphia,
Chuck comes from a good
background, Harry Harrison
worked at WMCA during their hot
days, so he's got to have good ideas.

Now, Rick does not accept alt the
ideas, but at least now, whereas I

don't think he really wanted to at
first, at least now he's willing to
listen to ideas and then take what the
good ones are. And as you said, if
you've got a good brain trust, as Bill
Drake did at one time, then it's going
to be pretty hard to beat you because
you've got a lot of good minds
working with the same goal, and
that is to be number one.

R&R: Isn't WABC in a very
interesting situation in the fact that
the only competition they really
have to be worried about at this
point is AM because if FM
competiton ever gets too ferocious
they have an FM they can turn over
and go rock &roll with.

GM: Well, let me say this. I would
have to disagree with you on that
extent. 99X, which is the FM, does a
superb job. They are, for the people
reading this, the best of any FM
stations that I have heard. In

Philadelphia there is WI I: I. In other
words, they are basically a clean
moving bright FM station playing
only hit records and super hit oldies.
It's a very young -oriented station.
Now WPLJ which is the ABC FM, is
more of a progressive but still a very
hip audience oriented. In other
words, it's not a free -form. It's very
regimented, it's very strong, and it's
very good. In other words, there's
more competition on FM than there
was three years ago. Three years
ago, a lot of FM stations were
becoming number one. But now,
because it's the same old story,
whatever one does that becomes
successful, someone else is going to
imitate and copy and challenge. So
therefore, 99X has got more than
their fair share of competiton. And
on AM, as you know and I do not
hesitate on this one statement,
everybody told me when I came
here, George, Cousin Brucie will just
beat the hell out of you within a
matter of six months:-Well, I don't
mind saying, Cousin Brucie not only
didn't beat the hell out of me, but he
got moved off the nighttime and they
put him on the daytime. And NBC
has since given up on the Top 40
format, or given up on whatever you
want to call it, and have gone
through a montage of yesterday,
today, and tomorrow.

Anyway, as far as competition and
whatnot, Bruce had made the
statement in Broadcasting the week
that I came up here, that within 90
days, they would be number one at
night on NBC. Well, I never said
anything, except that I was going to
come in and do the best we could.
The -AR B which is the most recent
one, gave us I believe the highest
nighttimer ratings in several years.
I've livid with all the interviews as
far as 'Bruce and whatnot in town

saying how he's going to be number
one, number one, number one, he
even stated on the air "I'm going to
beat the pants off George Michael."
I never said a word about him.
Because, let's face it, the man is a
13 -year institution in New York and I
quite honestly was scared to death. I
didn't want this job. I never wanted
it. I never asked for it. I 'turned it
down. But, when I got here and tried
to do the best I could, and I keep
reading all the stuff in the press
about Bruce will never be beaten
and Bruce is untouchable and
everything, it was kind of hard to
live with. As I said to you, this is the
first interview that I've done or even
talked about as far as ABC because I
consider R&R to be, at least, today's
most contemporary and important
sheet. I think more people read the
paper today than any other
publication there is. And it's more
accurate and honest. And I've stated
to Rick and to George Williams that
I was going to do the interview. And
I said, it will be the first time fellas,
that I will have talked about this
station or my life here or anything
about ABC.

And I said, I consider it to be the
most important publication. That's
why I said to you, let's do it. And I
thinkthat people will read it and say,
you men to tell me that Cousin
Brucie isn't still number one? Folks;
Cousin Brucie is not number one. I

have no vendetta out for him. But
my job was to beat him and that job
has been accomplished. Now the job
is to try to take ABC, with the help of
Rick and everybody else, to bigger
and better things, whatever that is.
And I have no idea, to tell you the
truth.

R&R: George, let me ask you, if
you can sum up what you basically
try and do as an entertainer on the
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air. What would you say your secret
is. Of all the jocks you've heard
around the country, and your
competition and everything else,
why do you think you won
everywhere you've been?

GM: Number one, and I will say
this unashamedly, I've won because
I've had the good fortuneto work for
program directors who have trusted
me and who have let me be me.
When Jay Cook took over from Lee
Sherwood, I think everybody knows
that Lee and I did not get along at
all. He was not at WFIL long. But
Jim Hilliard had said to me, George
you do it your way. And if I don't like
what you do, I'll try to change it. And
please work within the frame work
of what I give you. Jay Cook then
took over later on, and he knew I

was thinking about leaving -- this
was in 1968 or whatever, and Jay
said look, I want you to do your show
within the framework of WFIL.
Within the format. He said, work as
much as you want. I have the feeling
that you will work harder for me
than you've ever worked in your life.
And, by God, I did. And, it's the
same thing here in New York. At
first, Rick was very reluctant
because I think that he has gotten
used to people like well disc jockeys
who are no longer on the station,
we'll put it that way, or Bruce,
people whose ego would lead them
totally outside the basic format. I

want to know everything about the
artist. I want to know what Kenny
Gamble is talking about on certain
records. I want to know who Mrs.
Jones was when Billy Paul met her
in the song "Me & Mrs. Jones."
That's not a made-up story. That's a
very real story. "You Make Me Feel
Brand New" was written by Linda
Creed to a friend of mine, Steve
Epstein, who used to be a promotion
man for Atlantic records. It was a
true story of everybody putting her
down because she was working with
Thom Bell, she was a white girl, he
was a black guy, and everybody was
really putting her down. So she
wrote this song to Steve Epstein and
said you make me feel brand new, I
feel. like life is worth living again. I

want to know what these things are
about. Then on the radio, within the
framework of WABC or whatever
station, I want to relate to the person
listening to the radio what the song
is about. If I feel crazy, and I want to
play "Born To Be Wild," then I'll be
crazy. If you want to be maudlin
over "The Way We Were" then I want
to find out exactly what feeling there
is. When I play "Th Way We Wer^,`
and this may sound corn', be !

remember my ex-wife and I walking
the beach in Ocean City, just the two
of us. And_yet I remember ',,r.kw w

started out as nothing, how we
how we became two  big people
together, and how we parted. And I
try to relate that feeling over "The
Way We Were." Now you can't do it
over every record, but you try to do
it over as many as you can, and yet
still sell the basic concept of the
station.

R&R: Where do you find that kind
of information on songs?

GM: I go to each artist. I go to
every artist. I go to the producers.
Now, I admit, you can't always do
that. So, for the smaller stations,
where do they get it -- you get it out
of a Sullivan Letter, although I don't
really know the accuracy of that
because I haven't read it recently.
Rock Bios has a lot of that. But as far
as each individual song, you've just
got to find someone that you can rely
on and talk to.

R&R: Would you say that today's
promotion man is qualified to do
that?

GM: Let me tell you something.
You said, why am I number one in
this? Let me tell you why people are
number one in the promotion
business. Why Larry Cohen or, well
there are so many that I shouldn't
even mention one by one. But, let's
take the top ones. Why
Steve Popovich, why Jim Guercio of
Chicago, why Ron Alexenberg, why
Clive Davis -- I know that's a bad
name to some people. I disagree. He

knows everything there is to know.
And if he infuses and enthuses his
knowledge and enthusiasm for his
product down to the promotion men,
then they in turn can carry it to the
radio stations and leteach jock know
what's going on with the artists.. But
what promotion man wants to?
There aren't that many who want to
do it anymore. It's too much like
work.

How many disc jockeys know what
the hell each record is that they're
about. They don't know what they're
about. Because the jocks don't want
to know. I mean, I'm not putting
down jocks, believe me. Not at all.
But 'there are some who would
rather hang out in a bar than go
home and study and read. When you
called, ) was sitting here and I was
reading what I consider a very
interesting story about Carol
Douglas because it involves
discotheque music and we happen to
be playing it on the air. And I

remember the day that,
unfortunately he's no longer with the
ciiiripany. Tom Cossie called mean-'
he said George, I know you won'
able 4, play it at ABC. I want you
take the record to your discotheque
and see what you think. The girl's
from Brooklyn,) rememberthe whole
story of how that record came to be.

The Three Degrees -- the same
thing. Gosh, there's so many stories.
From the promotion man. It should
come from the promotion man. But
that unfortunately doesn't happen
that much. I wish I were a promotion
man. If I were a promotion man
today, I'd do the same thing I did in
1961. I'd go out with each jock, tell
each one what the record's about.
Now sometimes stations get uptight
on that. Well, I pick up the tab for
these guys when I go out. In fact,
when Larry Cohen and I went to
Florida, I paid every bit of my food.
In fact, when he took me out, he took
me to a dive in Miami instead of
taking me to a classy joint.

R&R: In the John Rook interview,
he's saying the same thing. Disc
jockeys should really become
involved, it's up to them to do the
research. Rook's example was to
take an aircheck from a disc jockey,
take out the call letters, and take out
his name. And then tighten it all up
and just play it so he's back
announcing the records. And play it
back for the jock. He said it could
sound like it fits in, anywhere. And
the thing is, if he's not talkin to his
audience, if he's not
communicating, if he's not
localizing it somewhat, then if that

doesn't point it out to the jock, then
nothing ever will.

GM: What John's talking about ...
yesterday I went to Brooklyn. Now
I'm living in Jersey. I went to
Brooklyn, I parked my car, I got in a
cab, and I let the guy drive me all
around. I went to a big shopping
center, I just wandered through the
mall. I stopped in to a half -dozen
places. I talked to people. In other
words, when I go on the radio at
night, I want to know basically what
the listener is doing. She has just
worked maybe at Korvette's for nine
hours, she goes home, she's standing
there doing the dishes, life to her
might be a drag, she doesn't have
enough money, the landlord's
pounding on her door. I mean, this is
New York 88 where's your rent
baby. Nobody wants to hear stories.
New York is a city of immense
divorcees, a lot of kids who don't
have mothers or fathers, they've
only got one or the other. So that
their emotions are really more open
than maybe someone in Keokuk,
Iowa. In other words, a kid in New

has probably experienced
inree times the amount of the
normal person. Because of the
tremendous pressures of the city of
their parents. And that's why the
divorce rate is so high. And I've gone
out and I've talked to kids, I go to
high schools. And when 1 go to a
school out here, it's a different world
than it was in Ph illy. Most of these
kids, and better than 50 percent of
them in some schools, only have one
or the other parent. You can imagine
the kind of traumas that they have to
go through. It makes, I think, for a
very interesting way to relate to
people. So therefore, if I find a song,
such as "Cat's In The Cradle" by
Harry Chapin; Harry himself was so
moved that he picked up the phone
and called me on the air to tell me.
He said, hey that's my song. Sandy
and I wrote it. It's incredible that
you could add a new dimension to
our own song, but you did. He said,
he happened to be sitting on the Long
Island Expressway. He heard the
song and he called me. He said,
where did you get that out of it? And
I said, I got it because I just
happeneed to feel that any kid
without a father whose father is too
busy, has got to have five martinis at
lunch, and whatnot, that's basically
his song.

Things like this, you don't get it
right away. You're going to make a
lot of mistakes, hell I made alot of
them. Everybody makes a lot of
mistakes when you try to do that.
But if you have an idea as to who

you're talking to ... see, I don't think
about the fact that we're talking to
38 states. Never. I think about three
people. A girl alone in her
apartment, a guy alone in his
apartment, or a kid alone in his
room. Now those are the only three
people I really talk to. And I relate
all the music to them.

It's all a matter of study, study
and more study. And you never
learn enough. And when somebody
says hey, you reallysounded great,
you say thank you very much, but
deep down inside you gotta be

today
but wait until tomorrow. I mean, I'm
ready for tonight's show, and I hope
I can do as good, as mentally I think
I can. Once you believe what you're
told, once you believe that you're
good, then you start hanging out in
the bars and just party and fun and
you don't work anymore. Jay Cook
was the only one who really
understood that in me. And he gave
me almost absolute freedom. And
when I'd get a new record that I

thought was exciting, Jay always
wls willing to listen. May not add it
rig nt away, but you know, being the
music director, I could pretty much
add what I felt was right for us. But
he being the PD, always had the
final say. And that, to my thinking,

'was one of the great things about
working for Jay. He only turned me
down I think once or twice, because
he knew l wouldn't come in to him
unless I had already found out that it
was going to be good for our radio
station. I don't know why I think of
the station first and myself second. I
always figured that if the station is
number one, then I'll make more
money. And that to me is the key.
Not that money motivates me. It
doesn't. The money isvery secondary
as the people at ABC nave since
found out since I came here.

R&R: Can I ask you what happened
that made you walk off the air -- then
finally go back to WABC?

GM: One of the most
embarrassing stories there was. I

mentioned to both Rick Sklar and
George Williams that I was doing
this interview. And I said, if the
question comes up I'm going to
answer the man honestly. But, I

walked off the air one night here. In
other words, if you think you do
immature things when you're 19 and
20 in a smaller station, you still do
immature things when you get to be
30 plus and you're in New York.
Because I walked out here the fourth
week I was here, and it was really a
combination of pressure and

frustration. It was a thing where, I

guess, you work all your life to
achieve success and to be good, and
there were so many mistakes being
made, I felt, on the show, and I was
very displeased with some of the
things. Rick and I had not yet come
to understand what each of us was
about. In my Impatience one night,
one of the engineers, and he Is In a
minority believe me, because
they're damn good engineers here,
much to my surprise In contrast to
what people think around the
country, we have really dynamite
engineers -this one engineer said,
nobody noticed It. I said, I noticed it,
you noticed It, this room noticed It,
and if any of the management's
listening, they know we made a
mistake. He said, don't worry about
it fella. He said, nobody noticed It.
Why don't you get the right attitude.
Take the loot and scoot,

And, I said, you know, what do I
have to do to convince you that
you're wrong and I'm right. I said, If
we're not going to do It to the best of
our ability, let's not do It at all. He
said, well maybe you're in the wrong
station. And with that, I said, you
know, you're right. I took the
earphones off, I put them In my
briefcase, put my material together,
called Rick Sklar and said Rick, you
better get a disc jockey here because
this one's going back to
Philadelphia, a real radio station.
Well, I don't need to tell you that that
one caused many meetings to folow.
Fortunately, we did get back
together. I was wrong to walk out.
Rick and I have since then worked
more closely together than ever
because he knows that the only thing
I want to do is to make the station
great and to try to do the greatest
four hours of entertainment that we
can. The story that appeared in a
couple of papers was totally wrong.
That I hit anyone or that anyone hit
me. That was not it at all. It was
simply a matter of sheer frustration.
You have to realize that I had come
from a station where seven people
worked together seven days a week.

R&R: What happened to the
engineer?

GM: Well, the engineer
unfortunately -- we had a big
apology session where he said that
he was just trying to make me aware
that I was asking for things that
they're not used toandthat weren't
necessary. Rick Sklar on the other
hand said look feilas -- this is not to
take a shot at Bruce -- but Bruce
paid no attention to his show at all.
None at all. And he even has
admitted that. That the last four
years, he couldn't have cared less.
Never knew what was on the air.
Well, then they go from that extreme
to me, who notices every little nit-
picking thing under the sun. Well,
you can imagine the tremendous
adjustment there was.

In fact I told someone the other
day, the honeymoon between George
Michael and WABC was an absolute
disaster. But the marriage is
working out pretty good. And that
really is as good a summary as I can
give you. The beginning was an
absolute diaster. Things are getting
better every day. Rick is more
tolerant of me and I'm more tolerant
of the WABC system. I see things
where we can improve and change,
and I have to make my suggestions
on improvement and change. Rick
fortunately is now willing to listen.
At first, I don't think he was too
willing to. Again, we come back to
the idea of why he has lasted so long.
It's because he takes the best of
what each person has to offer and
tries to Incorporate them Into the
radio station. And, if it's for the good
of the radio station, then he'll do it.

I think that part of the reason that
they're willing to let me do things is
because they know that I will work
till I drop over to try to makg things
better. Again, I relate a littre bit to
R&R. You started out as a very
simple thing but you grow and grow
and grow and with each new idea
there are people on your staff who

ground rules are so that you can
provide them with the information
and answers they need to have. I

don't believe in wasting their time
and saying "I need" or "help me."
Anyone can do that. You have to
prepare and give them valid
information. Every station has
certain rules and systems that they
go by. I try to learn what they are
and what they need. I listen to them,
learn their system and find out who
they believe has credibility. Then
when I have credibility with the
people they believe in, I have
something to say. Credibility is the
name of the game so when I talk to a
station I try to have every possible
bit of -information regarding my
record.

I will surround a radio station with
every avenue of expsoure In his
market to prove a certain record's
potential. It'smy job to prove that
my record's movement, sales and
credibility are valid and accepted. I
literally try to force that PD onto a
record by surrounding him and
feeding him facts and figures. We all
do this as a team and I think that's
why we have had success in the
promotion department. Al made the
promotion men put their hearts and
souls into their jobs. And I never saw
a promotion staff pull together and
get pride and desire as that team has
in the past and are continuing to do. I
think Capitol has the finest
promotion team in the business. I

will match them with anybody. We
believe in turning no's into yes's and
have a real desire to be number one.
The promotion men are the princes
of Capitol Records and that attitude
has made everything work."

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The Osmonds is a name that has
been known throughout the world as
a top act in rock and pop music.
Marie Osmond has taken a different
road to success: Country Music. Of
course, her form of country is not
your usual "down -home -get -out -the
gitar-and-fiddle-and- let's -stomp a-
round or two" kind of country music,
but rather a sound that is more of a
middle-of-the-road country music.
Marie Osmond owes her sound
success to a man who has been a
superstar in country music since his
first million seller in 1957, "Young
Love." The man is SonnyJames.

Sonny James has had one of the
longest strings of hits in the music
industry. For seven years every
single he released was a number one
national hit. Twenty-seven number
one records in a row. Besides his
yearly personal appearances,
recording sessions and writing,
Sonny has been involved with the
arranging and producing of Marie
Osmond. So far he has produced and
arranged three albums for Marie.
Her first single in 1973, "Paper
Roses," has sold over one million
records and is pretty close to two
million at last report.

To find out more about how Sonny
and Marie got together, and their
working relationship, R&R talked to
Marie at her home in Provo, Utah
and to Sonny at his home in
Nashville, Tennessee.

My first conversation was iwth
Marie. At first I wasn't sure what to
expect from a 15 year old who has
grown up in the music industry. I

almost expected to converse with a
teenager with a star complex. I was
really surprised to talk with a very
intelligent and knowlegeable young
lady. A young lady who loves music
and really enjoys country music.
This is how our conversation went.

R&R: Marie, how did you get
together with Sonny James?

MARIE: Don Ovens, who at the
time was with MGM, knew Sonny
and he sent him a demo. He liked
what I did on the tape and in 1973 we
made arrangements to record in
Nashville.

R&R: How did you feel about
recording in Nashville with one of
the superstars of country music as
your producer?

MARIE: At first I wasn't sure. My
mother and I went to Nashville. I

was very nervous, because this was
my first trip and I didn't really know
any of the musicians. As soon as we
got there, Sonny greeted us and right
then I felt very secure because of
Sonny's attitude. Even when I made
mistakes, Sonny never got mad. He
would talk to me and I really thought
he was neat.

R&R: How many sessions did you
record in Nashville?

MARIE: We cut the material for
my first album, Paper Rose, during
my first trip. Then later, in 1974, we
cut material for the In My Little
Corner Of The World album. So
actually, I've been to Nashville
twice to record.

R&R: You have a new album and
single out; where did you record the
material?

MARIE: Sonny gotthe musicians
together in Nashville and recorded
the musical tracks. Then he came up
to our home in Provo, Utah and we
finished the vocal tracks during his
week stay. Here in Provo we have a
24 track studio and that was very
convenient.

R&R: Where is Provo, Utah?
MARIE: About 40 miles from Salt

Lake City. Plus, this is the home of
Brigham Young University.

R&R: Do you really like being
identified with country music or do
you want to be a rock star like Donny
and your brothers?

MARIE: I have always loved
country music and I feel most
comfortable doing country music.
As you know, Donny and I sing
together and most of our material
has had a rock flavor to it. I like
music and I want to make good
music to be accepted by all people.

R&R: Do you have any plans to
cut any original material?

MARIE: On my new album, I

have some cuts that are new. Plus
I'm recording a song written by my
brothers Alan and Merrill.

R&R: Who encouraged you to cut
country records?

MARIE: Mike Curb heard me and
thought I would have a better chance
to sell records if I cut country
records. He thought my voice fit
better in country music. So here I

am.
R&R: How old were you when you

cut your first record?
MARIE: I was 13 years old when I

cut "Paper Roses." I have travelled
around the world with my family, so
I have always been around the
music industry.

R&R: So what is in the future of
Marie Osmond?

MARIE: My family will be
travelling to Japan, Australia and
most of Europe soon. I am a part of
the show. I have a new album and
single out. It's called "Who's Sorry
Now." I like it even better than

"Paper Roses." I hope it becomes a
big hit.

R&R: Do you plan any future
recordings in Nashville?

MARIE: I hope to go back soon. I

really liked everyone. It will depend
on our schedule. I know I will
continue to work with Sonny James
as my producer.

R&R: Do you have a favorite
Sonny James record?

MARIE: I liked all' his songs. I

really liked his last song "A Mi
Esposa Con Amor."

To the many people who know and
love Sonny James they can
understand why he is known as The
Southern Gentleman. We spent some
time during our conversations
talking about everything from
fishing to his new release. Which is
on Columbia and is starting to be a
big national hit. His latest record is
"Little Bit South of Saskatoon,"
which is also the title of his new
soon -to -be -released album. Finally
our conversation got to the subject
at hand, Marie Osmond.

R&R: How did you personally get
involved with Marie Osmond?

JAMES: This was a combination
of a couple of different people. Mike
Curb was president of MGM, and
obviously interested in all the

Osmonds. A mutual friend of mine,
Don Ovens who works now in an
executive post with Capitol in their
country department, along with
Curb and the people at MGM, came
up with the idea. I understand that
they had been fans of mine for quite
some time and were impressed by
how strong my records were and by
their simplicity. They got their
heads together and they brought a
demo to Nashville of Marie singing.
She, up until that time, had not
recorded. They asked me if I would
be interested in recording Marie. As
I said, they liked my records and
were familiar with my track record
in country music and the hits that I

had had. Plus, they also knew me
personally, and felt our personalities
would go together to work to put out
some good product. And they thought

I could helpdirect Marie's sound in
the direction they wanted to go.

R&R: Did you have any previous
experience as a producer before
you started working for Marie?

JAMES: I have always been
involved with all of my records
going back to my first record ever
made. I've been involved with my
Southern Gentlemen in the idea
generally that when I go into a
studio, I basically know what the
arrangement and so forth will be, in
my head. I do not write music, but in
my head I have an Idea so I

discussed this with my people, my
Southern Gentlemen. For years I

have been involved with all my
records.

One thing I have tried to feature in
all my recordings was to have you
hear my singing and my guitar, and
of course, the male background
singers. Then, of course, I've used a
different variety of things that from_
time to time have come
recognizable in my records over the
years because I believe variety is
what it is all about. You cannot
expect every record to sound exactly
the same. Each artist, in my
opinion, if they sell records over the
years, has something in their sound
that is recognizable. It's not justa hit
record, but it needs to be something
you identify that artist with. Your
particular style of singing must be
recognized immediately when the
record starts. So people will say:
"That's Sonny James" or someone
else. People know me by my sound.
If we go back into the history of
country music, basically most
artists that have been successful
over the years and have held that
popularity, like Hank Snow, Eddy
Arnold and Roy Acuff, each have
had their distinct style. So I more or
less feature these things when I go in
and record, but don't get too far
away from a basic country sound.

R&R: When you went in and
started working with Marie
Osmond, did you try to develop a
style for her or did she have a style
of her own?

JAMES: After listening to her sing
for the first time, which was on a
demo acetate of "Coat Of Many
Colors," which was a big hit for
Dolly Parton, I listened to the way
she phrased and sang. After

listening to it, I knewthat the songs
that we might choose for her should
be very simple and not complicated,
because they wanted her to sell in as
many fields as possible. We weren't
going to categorize her into just one
area of music.Wejust wanted to cut
some good records on her. I

recorded her simple, the way I do
myself, My music is very, very
simple, but you recognize it the
moment that my record begins. This
is the way I wanted Marie to do, so
consequently, when she came in, we
worked on phrasing the way I felt
she sounded good. After meeting
her, of course, I became more
involved because she was such a
sweet person and we'd becomereal
good friends.

R&R: How many sessions have
you recorded with her now?

JAMES: We've recorded the first
record which bears me out in
simplicity and that was "Paper
Roses." It was a very simple, but a
beautiful record. It was not a
gimmick record. After hearing the
final session on "Paper Roses," this
was when I knew we had something
going with Marie. I left it simple so
all ages could enjoy this music. It
was not pointed in any one direction
other than the fact that we were
really interested in making a good
record. And obviously since I am in
the country field, I wanted to keep it
country -sounding because I felt she
would come off the better. That
record has surpassed a million in
sales. The album was very
successful. We waited some seven or
eight months for the next session
because at that time negotiations
were being held with MGM and the
Osmonds' for a new contract. So
during that period of time, there
were not any releases from MGM

by the Osmonds or Donny or even
Marie. Then after that period of time
passed, their new contract was
signed. An agreement was made
between their label, Kolob, and
MGM. The company then saw they
needed a new release from the
Osmonds, and of course Donny is an
idol and needed a record. Plus Marie
needed a follow-up to a million
seller. They were faced with the idea
-what do we bring out? It had been
about seven months at that time.
The Osmonds came out with a
record "Love Me For A Reason."
Mike Curb, who produced both the
Osmonds and Donny, had recorded a
track of "I'm Leaving It All Up To
You" for Donny. Of course, Marie
needed a release, so Curb recorded
them together. He used the same
track and they sang a duet. As you
know, it was a big hit.

R&R: Do you plan to produce any
Donny and Marie records?

JAMES: To my knowledge, my
end of it will be to produce Marie as
a single. The duet came about
because of the fact both artists
needed a record on the market. The
duet solved the problem.

R&R: Did Marie, before she met
you, have any knowledge of you as
an artist and of country music as a
form of music?
JAMES: I never really asked Marie

of her knowledge of country music
before we got together, but I know
this - she loves country and she
likes Losing it. She's a great deal like
myself, I like music. If a song Is a
really good song I like it. I like the
simplicity of country lyrics. Marie
phrases the way country singers
phrase: You see, country singers
phrase differently than say
someone in the rock or pop music

field. Today, as is proven by Marie,
her big single of"Paper Roses" was
a hit in every field. Music is music.
If it's good, I think it will be played
everywhere. Marie, even though
we're recording her very simply and
she's phrasing the way I am working
with her, I think everything she'll do
will be played in all fields. I'm very,
very happy about this. I feel her
approach to a record is in such a
way that Marie Osmond will be
played country, but at the same
time, will have great acceptance in
other fields of music, such as MOR
or Top 40, formatted stations. I go
into a session, not thinking country
alone, but rather, what is best for
Marie. I think, how will she sound
best on this song? I have the
arrangements in my head when we
go in the studio, just the same as I do
when I record with my group. This is
not unusual in Nashville. A lot of
people -also have this technique. In
their minds, they have an idea
before they go into the studio. It's
like being an arranger in your head,
but not putting it down on paper. To
the person who has not visited
Nashville, it is a little hard to believe
that it becomes or organized after
you get into the studio. Hopefully
things will come together after you
get into the studio.

R&R: Have you had the
opportunity to get to know any other
members of the family besides
Marie?

JAMES: Sometime ago, we were
in Philadelphia and I became
acquainted with Donny during a

taping of the Mike Douglas Show. I

had known their mother Olive since
we had first met here in Nashville.
She came to Nashville twice to be
with Marie during her first two
sessions that were recorded here.

The material on this third album
was recorded at her home in Provo,
Utah Because of their very tight
schedule, I had to record the tracks
in Nashville and then I flew to
Provo. There, we recorded her voice
in the studio in their home. At that
time, we really got to know each
other and the family as a whole. I

became friends with Alan, Merrill,
Jay, Wayne, Jimmy, her father
George and even George's mother
and Olive's mother. Even the wives
and girlfriends of the boys. I stayed
a better part of a week at their home
in Utah. I really enjoyed the family.
I've never met a family I've
appreciated more.

R&R: Did you find it very difficult
producing an inexperienced artist?

JAMES: What I tried to do when
she first came to Nashville was to
make her feel welcome. Whe she
came into the studio, it was filled
with musicians and people she had
never met. She and her mother
came in with my friend Don Ovens. I
tried first to make her feel welcome
and very much at home. When they
came in they were so receptive to
any suggestion. I recall her mother
saying "We're here Sonny and we
want to do exactly what you want us
to do." There was never any
problem. I told her after her first
session, "Honey these
arrangements are going to sound
simple to you because they are a
little bit different than what you are
used to hearing. You're going to be
liked. People are going to like you
because you come off as yourself.
Your record does not sound like
anyone else's." Her records are
totally different sounding than the
boys. We did not want to try and
copy the boys, but rather develop a
sound of her own. We wanted to
make an individual out of her so
people could see she had talent and
not just a name. I told her when she
left, right after the session, "'Paper
Roses' is going to be a big, big song
for you, honey." I said, "You wait
and see." After that first session,
she stayed in town three days.

R&R: Do you have plans to make
appearances with her as you did last
year on the Mike Douglas Show?

JAMES: At this moment, we have
no plans. But whenever she's ready,
so am I.

R&R: Do you have any future
plans as a producer of other artists,
now that you have established
yourself as a capable producer?

JAMES: This would depend on my
own schedule. As you know, last
year I didn't tour over the country as
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I usually do. This year, I plan to
make at least forty concert dates. So
far as my future plans as a

producer, it depends on available
time. My first love of recording and
making personal appearances in

concert and on television and
writing will dictate my schedule for
right now. The producing of Marie
Osmond to me was not a distraction,
but rather a pleasure. It has worked
out so well. This is something that
does not take from my own career,
but rather widens it. It was a

challenge to me, which I enjoyed
and accepted. I had not planned on
getting into the producing end of the
business, but I don't doubt I could
produce records by other artists if I

have the time. It my manager can
figure out the time for me to do these
things, I will. I think producing is
like directing. I've yet to see an
actor that, at one time or another,
didn't say he would like to produce
or direct a movie. I think the same is
true about recording artists. I was
blessed years ago with working with
people who, when I got into a studio,
would let me use my imagination. I

think one of the most important
things of consistency is the idea of
either your ability to write and the
ability to hear the way to present a
song. Not gimmickry, but just
simple, like each song should be like
writing a book. You don't just want
to do the same sound over and over
and over. If you have a sound, you
compliment that by other
instruments. Steel guitar holding to
the identity that has made you
successful. I think over the years I

would have to give complete credit
to the people that I have worked
with. An artist gets more
satisfaction if he feels that his ideas
are being put to good use.

SONNY JAMES: A man of
experience and country music know:
how.

MARIE OSMOND: A young new
talent on the country music horizon.

When Sonny and Marie got
together, country music was given a
new, well -produced fresh sound.

Many people won't accept Marie
Osmond and her sound as country,
but let's face it, country music has
become just a little bit more
sophisticated in the last few years. I

think, from the reaction to her first
single, "Paper Roses," and the
initial reaction to her latest release,
"Who's Sorry Now," Marie Osmond
and Sonny James will be making
"sweet country music" for some
time now.
