Frankie Crocker Sentenced
To One Year, Fined $1000

Frankie Crocker, former Program Director of WBLS-
FM/New York, was sentenced to one year's imprisonment
and fined $1000 in Federal court Monday (2/28) for lying
to a Newark grand jury investigating payola. Crocker denied
having lied during the 1975 investigation, and was con-
tinued on $20,000 bail after his attorney announced his
intention to appeal the verdict.

Crocker told the grand jury in 1975 that he ‘had not
received some $10,000 for playing records from Ellsworth
Groce, also known as Rocky G., President of Rocky G
Promotions. The New Jersey-based firm’'s record clients
included Capitol, Playboy, Curtom and Babylon. Crocker
asserted that Groce had given him money from time to time
as a friend, but never for playing records.

Judge Frederick B. Lacey noted that a jury had found
Crocker guilty in December on one count of lying before
the grand jury, acquitting him on a second count. He agreed
with Melvin S. Krakov, Assistant U.S. attorney in the case,
that a "’signal’”” should be broadcast that lying before a grand
jury would not be tolerated, and stated that the prison sen-
tence handed Crocker would serveasa detqrrent.'

PayolaProbe Continues

In further developments in the FCC’s public inquiry
into payola, a prominent concert promoter introduced new
payola evidence, and an air personality from WOL/Washing-
ton D.C., the primary target of inquiry attention thus far,

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SPECIAL ARBITRON ANALYSIS REVEALS:

Black-Formatied Stations Command
Nearly 50% Of Black Listenership

New York—A special Arbitron Ra-
dio analysis based on listening of
the Black population in 16 major
markets shows nearly 50% of all
listening by Blacks to Black-for-
matted stations. These findings
confirm two previous Arbitron Ra-
dio studies produced in 1974 and
1976. The studies compared the
listening of the Black population
to listening of the general popula-
tion on the basis of station formats.

According to the study, Blacks
spend 48.5% of their listening time
tuned to stations programmed
specifically for Black audiences.
A demographic analysis shows
Black stations achieving a 45.5
share of the Black women 18 plus
audience, and a 43.6 share among
Black men 18 plus. Among Teens
12-17, the Black station’s share is
a68.9, but this share varies widely
by individual market. Black teens
spend their remaining time main-
ly with contemporary formatted
stations.

The ability of Black stations
in a market to attract the total
Black population 12 plus ranges
from a high of 66.5 share in Kan-
sas City to a low of 30.5 in St.
Louis. Among Teens, the range
is from a 92.8 in Indianapolis to
a low 29.7 in Louisville. It should
be noted that the number of Black
formatted stations listed in the
Black Reports varied by market;

An alleged record counterfeiting operation, believed to be national in scope, and estimated to be grossing
millions of dollars in annual sales, was uncovered by FBI agents raiding the ‘House of Sounds Inc.
warehouse in Darby, PA. According to local sources, the operation allegedly specialized in counterfeit
copies of cut out albums, making it difficult for the legitimate record labelsto notice.

FM Audience Share Increases

“The nationwide FM share of the total radio audience,” says J. Robert Cole, Vice President, CBS
Owned FM Stations, “is progressively increasing throughout the day and in all significant dayparts.
In fact, in the evening, FM listeners now nearly equal AM listeners, and in some time periods, like Sunday
evenings, FMradio actually attracts more audiencethanits AM counterpart.” .

" Cole cites a recent CBS Radio analysis of RADAR XIV Spring/Fall '76 data, which shows FM’s
share of the nationwide radio audience at 41.5% (Monday thru Sunday, total day, average-quarter-
hour, persons 12 plus) . This has increased from an FM share of 39.6% in Fall '75/Spring '76 (RADAR XIII).

The FM share is strongest, and continues to increase, in the evening hours, 7pm-Midnight, Monday
through Sunday, where it reaches 49.6% (Spring/Fall *76), an increase from 46.7% (Fall *75/Spring '76).
OnSunday evenings, 7pm-Midnight, the FM share of the total radio audience is 53.7% .

Meanwhile, Roger Bethel, WOL air personality, testified
Friday (2/25) that he followed normal procedures in choosing
records to play on his daily morning shift. Station jocks had
been accused of using airtime to plug performers appearing
in concerts sponsored by their own D.J. Productions firm.

As the inquiry continues, further accusations and re-
velations are predicted during the course of the potentially

explosive proceedings.

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“Back in the early days, when Program Directors were just office people...”
Australia’s broadcasting legend Rod Muir didn’t have to say anything more, in our recent
conversation. His opening line gave me plenty to think aboutand | tuned out.

Contemporary Music radio seems to have almost successfully ridded itself of all those
egotistical, self-indulgent, “star” people who would take to the microphones and actually
have the nerve to express themselves in such a manner as to 1) give the listeners
the impression that they were unusual and talented human beings, 2) build a personal
following separate from that of the overall radio station, 3) give other radio people in their
markets the impression that the station they were on didn’'t have a rigid 24-hour-a-day
format.

How has radio cleansed itself of these nuisances who could leave at any moment and,
perhaps, take their audiences with them? How did radio free itself of those exorbitant
salaries that it had to shell out to keep these undisciplined, “immature’’ characters happy?
How was radio able to find so many easy-going, selfless, and controllable people to re-
place them?

Radio Is A Business

It took quite a bit of time, but actually it was easy! The objective was to make
every one inits ranks aware of the fact thatradio is a business.

Yes indeed, it's the old game of changing the standards. When the base standards
of any universe change, so do the actions of those who enter it in their effort to gain
approval and rewards. The “radio is a business” fact has definitely been said and heard
more thanonce inthe pastdecade.

Marvelous revelation!

Once it was established that radio is a business,
orisit?), the nextmoves were even easier.

Step 1: The word “star’”” was made dirty. Accusations such as. “Whad'ya think you
are, some kind of star?”” and “Sorry, we don’'t want any stars here”’ became acceptable
and helped further the cause to tarnish the concept. Remember the old classifieds we
used to see in our efforts to break into radio? “Drunks and drifters need not apply.”
Well, itsoonbecame “drunks* “drifters” and “stars.”

Step 2: The word "“ego” was made to indicate some kind of negative neurosis that
shouid be hidden. Exampies include, “Hey man, your ego is showing” and "’Stay away
from that guy. He's got a real ego problem.” When this idea finally became imbedded
in our industry, it became a lot safer to expose one’s ass around a radio station than

one’s ego.

Step 3: Hire young ‘people and destroy their confidence. “Ya k'now, you're really
lucky to be here. Do you know how many guys out there would give their left --
to work at this great radio station?”’ It was a brilliant business concept to keep all
parts of the organization replaceable so that the glorious end product would always
come off the assembly line of half-caring workers unhampered by personnel changes.
Ifitworked for Henry Ford, it could work for radio.

Step 4: Challenge conviction and make it an unprofessional quality. *“How the hell do
you, one individual person, know that?” “You’ll have to prove it to us.” As a by-product
to step 4, the word “justification” became very popular and a noble accompaniment

to the word ““inspiration.”
TVCanDo It Too!

There you have it. Radio has paved the way for alt so-called ““creative” business en-
terprises to enjoy the luxury of our modern technological age without the hassle of having
to deal with the nasty human element which does nothing more than “rock the boat.”

Television, if it were really smart, would follow in that direction. That way, when the
Cronkites, Reasoners, Smiths, Carsons, Wallaces, and the like finally get out of the way,
they can be replaced by some of those good looking young guys with the nifty little
TV station emblems pinned on their blazer pockets.

Eventually, the standard set by radio will even filter to the hairdressing industry.
If they come up with a machine that you stick your head into and come out looking good,
gone forever will be the problem of having to make an appointment with a human individual
who mightleave the shop and take you along.

Before we get carried away, though, the next step in this wonderful evolution called
“progress’’ should be taken by the artists of music, if they plan to keep up with radio
and the times. Before they ever even stop into the studio, they should be absolutely
certain, through the numerous research techniques and sound business principles available,
that their product will be appealing to the demographic target group of their choice...
or better yet, radio’s needs.

Then, not only will we finally be able to get down to business...but our jobs will become

so much easier.
