WNBC Debuts Top-40 Format 
WNBC/New York launched its 

new Top 40 format September 1, 
titling the approach "The All New 
WNBC." Program Director Bob 
Pittman told REM that the station 

was featuring a playlist of 25 cur-
rent and recurrent records and a 
"very conversational" mode of pre-
sentation, "a cross between Top 
40 and AOR." Air personalities 

Tapes Up, Discs Down In 
Share Of Sales Market 
Pre-recorded tapes are chipp-

ing away at records' dominance 
of the music market according to 
a NARM report. Tape sales ac-
counted for 30.1% of total sales 
volume, up 1.4% over last year, 
with record sales down according-
ly to 69.9%. In addition, sales of 
pre-recorded cassettes now re-
present 23.6% of the tape market, 
a jump of 10.5%. 
The report also broke down sales 

by style of music, with "Contemp-
orary" (a loose category encom-

passing Rock, R&B, and more 
youth-oriented types of Pop/Adult 
style music) accounting for 62% 
of the total volume, a slight increase 
over 1975. Country was also up a 
bit, to 12.1%, while "Adult Con-
temporary"  (more traditional 
forms of Pop/Adult) was down 
a little to 10.5%. Jazz moved up 
to 5.3%, while Classical dropped 
significantly to 3.4 % . Singles sales 
rose 25.3% , an encouraging statis-
tic for many observers concerned 
about the future of 45's. 

are refraining from talking over 
record intros, most of which are 
started cold. Every third hour is 
commercial-free during the kick-
off period, and Pittman has insti-
tuted a $50,000 cash call contest, 
with listeners required to answer 
their phones, "WNBC's gonna make 
me rich" (a phrase Pittman em-
ployed successfully at WMAQ/Chi-
cago). "All our contests are being 
run extremely low-key, just as we 
did in Chicago at WKOX," said Pitt-
man, referring to WMAQ's AOR 
FM counterpart. "All promos are 
me as Program Director explain-
ing to the listeners exactly what is 
going on in a non-hype way." Prior 
to launching the new format, Pitt-
man reported, the entire air staff 
had been given an extensive tour 
of the New York metropolitan area 
by air, boat and bus, "so they 
could see the real New York, not 
just Manhattan." 

Private Stock Declares Independence 
Larry Uttal, President of Private 

Stock Records, has bought out EMI 
Records' interest in the company. 
Private Stock was formed in 1974 
by Uttal and EMI. 
'The move makes Private Stock 
a completely independent corn-

pany, a development much to the 
liking of Uttal. He told RaR: "We 
have achieved in just three years 
a solid worldwide base for further 
expansion. That, combined with 
my own independent nature, made 
complete ownership an inevitable 

desire. This move creates exciting 
new growth opportunities for Pri-
vate Stock, its artists, and its em-
ployees...and will enable me to 
share the rewards of that growth 
with the talented executives and

'Record Retail Report' Launched 
"The traditional, generalized 

trade paper approach just doesn't 
do the job. To be really useful, 
you must specialize." The speak-
er is Bill Valenziano, editor of a 
new weekly retail-oriented publi-
cation, Record Retail Report (3R for 
short). It's his contention that 
there exists a significant retail 
information gap in current music 
industry trade reporting. "For de-
cades trades have gone on trying 
to capsulize all the available infor-
mation for everyone, and have 
ended up not providing enough 
meaningful information for anyone. 
It leaves a hole. Then somebody 
comes along and specializes in ra-
dio, or jukeboxes, or gossip, or 
whatever, and becomes hugely 
successful, and the generalized 
approach continues to wither. 
That's what happened, in a larger 

sense, to Life, Look, and the Sa-
turday Evening Post More spe-
cialized publications supplanted 
their usefulness. 
"We're specializing in retail in-

formation," Valenziano continues. 
His stated goal is to provide the 
most complete, most useful infor-
mation from retailers across the 
country, to provide both retailers 
and manufacturers with a realistic 
specific picture of what's going on 
in regional and national market-

place action. And, in a crucial 
innovation, 3R will provide its re-
tailer/manufacturer  readership 
with the most significant airplay 
information, using special Radio 
Er Record research. "Instead of 
bombarding our readers with a 
hail of scattershot information, 
we'll be giving them the specific 
kind of airplay input that retailers 
can tie in with their own data," 
says Valenziano. In a similar be-
lief, REtR will use reciprocal re-
tail information from 3R in an up-
coming Research page, thereby 
giving its radio and record indus-
try readership crucial sales-or-
iented input in conjunction with 
the relevant airplay information. 
3R plans to build its informa-

tion service through calling 700-

Court Halts Mushroom's Heart LP 
A District Court in junction has 
paralyzed  Mushroom  Records' 
marketing efforts on behalf of their 
much-disputed Heart album "Ma-
gazine." The company had won le-
gal permission to release the LP, 
the subject of a longstanding court 
battle between Mushroom and 
Heart plus the group's new label, 
Portrait, in mid-August. Approxi-
mately 30.000 copies were shipped 
to Southern California retailers, in 
addition to a complete radio and 
press mailing, with a reported 

800,000 plus advance orders receiv-
ed by Mushroom. 
On August 26th, a 7-day restrain-

ing order was handed down for-
bidding further shipments and pro-
motional efforts by Mushroom 
Radio airplay, described as ex-
tensive by the company, was not 
affected, but the planned release 
of a single from the LP, "Heart-
less," was halted. Although the 
temporary restraining order was 
to have expired September 2, no 
legal resolution had been handed

1000 retailers each week -"three 
to five times as many as anyone 
else calls." The dealers will be 
asked their three best-selling 45's 
and LP's. and this information will 
be tabulated for regional Top 10 
best-seller lists. 
Retailers will also be asked their 

"Most Promising" albums and sin-
gles, in a completely unsolicited 
fashion -the dealer names the pro-
duct, not the publication. Then, 
Most Promising charts will be re-
gionalized, and categorized into 
Pop, Country, and AOR. The ac-
tual number of responses for a gi-
ven record will also be listed, to 
give manufacturers a clearer idea 
of what a chart listing actually 
means., 
This information will be co-
ordinated with  aR's Most Pro-
mising airplay charts, also re-
gionalized and divided into Pop. 
Country and AOR categories. Re-
tailers will then have meaningful 
sales and airplay information com-
bined in a concise, useful format. 
which will be a "substantially more 
exact indicator of a record's sta-
tus than a number 192 placing on 
a traditional chart," according to 
Valenziano. 

3R will also make its retail in-
formation available to the indus-
try on a daily basis via phone 
enabling companies to assess the 
pace and impact of records break-
ing in specific markets "more 
accurately than ever before." says 

3R's editor. In addition, the pub-
lication will serve as a "forum" for 
retailers, allowing them to air their 
problems and issues weekly. Close 
ties will also be maintained with 
distributors, racks, and one-stOps-. 
3R, whose other principals, Phil 
Jaffe and Sal Fathoms, publish the 
highly successful retail merchan-
dising catalog 12 X 12, intends to 
become the single most vital source 
of information for the retail sector 
by providing the right mix of spe-
cific and useful information.

NAB Asks FCC For 
Minority Broadcast Credit 

The NAB has requested the FCC 
to issue certificates to avoid ca-
pital gains taxes to owners of broad-
cast properties who sell to minor-
ity buyers. The sellers would then 
be able to use the tax credit to-
ward purchase of other properties, 
according to the NAB. "Tax cer-
tificates would further the com-
mission's goals of increasing brott-
dcast ownership by minorities," 
the NAB brief stated, "because for 
the first time sellers would have 
an economic incentive to seek out 
qualified minority buyers." 
In a related event, FCC Chair-

man Richard Wley told the National 
Black Media Guardian that the Small 
Business Administration is consider-
ing loaning money for the purchase 
of broadcast properties by minor-
ities. In the past, the SBA cited 
First Amendment considerations 
in refusing such loans, indicating 
that if the loans defaulted, the go-
veimment, through the SBA, would 
end up owning the stations in ques-
tion. But Commissioner Robert E. 
Lee said that the problem could 
be avoided by writing specific re-
gulations prohibiting government 
takeovers in such cases. 

Brunswick Execufives May 
Face New Payola Trial 
Four officials of Brunswick Re-

cords whose payola-related convic-
tions were recently overturned 
may still face a new trial. The U.S. 
Court of Appeals in Philadelphia 
stated that evidence existed on 
which a jury might find that radio 
stations, artists, writers and pub-
lishers had been defrauded via 
mail and telephone by the defend-
ants, Nat Tarnopol, President of 

Brunswick; Peter Ganis, Vice Pre-
sident; Lee Shep, Production Ma-
nager; and Irving 1Niegan, Secre-
tary/Treasurer. The new trial, if 
held, would take place in Newark 
District Court. The reversal of 
convictions for mail fraud and con-
spiracy involving the IRS will 
stand, but Tarnopol also faces se-
ven counts of attempted income 
tax evasion in a New York court. 

No Official Presley 
Memorials Yet Scheduled 

A warning has been issued a-
gainst fraudulent Elvis Presley be-
nefit concerts by a promoter close 
to the late singer's manager, Col. 
Torn Parker. Northwest promoter 
Tom Hulett stated that only one 
official benefit for Elvis will be 

held, late this year or early in 1978, 
and warned entertainers, mana-
gers, radio stations, and others 
that any other "benefits" planned 
are strictly unauthorized by the 
Presley organization.

Laser Record Player: Beam Of The Future? 

Three Japanese electronic manufacturers have developed a record player using a laser 
to reproduce sound.  A laser beam is cast onto the surface of a special disc coated with a 
reflecting chemical, and according to the companies, the method produces outstanding fidelity 
and no noise whatever, thanks to the absence of friction between disc and the traditional 
needle. At this stage of development, the new discs have recording grooves on only one side 
and play for up to 30 minutes, but reportedly the playing time can be quadrupled in the future. 
The Mitsubishi Electric Corp., TEAC Corp., and TDK Electronics will demonstrate the new record 
player at the All-Japan Audio Fair, opening September 23 in Tokyo, perhaps signalling a new 
technological revolution in the sound recording industry.  Can LOR (laser-oriented rock) 
be far away? ,

Parker Pen Company is selling a limited run of 5000 pens made from brass salvaged 

from the ocean liner "Queen Elizabeth," now lying at the bottom of Hong Kong harbor 
Price tag: $225 apiece, and it's not stated whether they write underwater. 

High Bocce Sales Reported 
• Backyard sports, notably the Italian lawn-bowling game bocce, are registering substantial 
sales increases, and in some cases, according to sources at General Sportcraft Company, 
outpacing sales of baseball and other traditional sporting equipment.  Bocce sets run from 
$12 to $50, and sales are up 25%, with the rite attributed to consumers spending more time 
on backyard activities. 

Wreck Of The Edmund Fitzgerald Explained 
The Coast Guard has named the probable cause of the sinking of the "Edmund Fitzgerald," 

the Great Lakes ore carrier immortalized Gordon Lightfoot's 1976 hit. Leaky hatches, causing 
"massive flooding of the cargo hold" during a severe storm, were most likely responsible 
for the tragedy, which took the lives of all 29 crew members on November 10, 1975. No blame 
for the sinking was fixed by the Coast Guard board of inquiry. 

TV News 
NBC News Gets New Look 

Beginning September 6, the "NBC Nightly News" will be thoroughly revamped. Co-
anchorman David Brinkley will be based in Washington, with co-anchorman. John Chancellor 
remaining in New York. Instead of delivering the news from behind the traditional desk, 
Chancellor will be seated on a couch in an attempt to move away from the prevalent all-
knowing newscasters image. The program will be divided into four parts, with greater emphasis 
on comprehensive reporting of the day's lead story and investigative special reports.. An American 
version of the smash British music-related series "Rock Follies" is being cast.

9) "MASH." and 10) "Attack On Terror." Part H. Music-related series had an indifferent 
week, with "Sugar Time" coming in at 28th, "Year At The Top" an improved 35th, "Keane 
Brothers" at 63rd, and "Starland Vocal Band" tying for last at 66th.

Audience Up For Public Radio 
The audience for public radio in the top 24 markets increased 24% in the past year, 

according to the Corporation for Public Broadcasting. An Arbitron estimate sets the public 
radio audience figure at 2.4 million, up from 1.9 million. 28 of the 36 public radio stations 
registered an audience increase. 

Science Fiction Top TV Trend 
Science fiction-styled shows will be a major part of the upcoming TV lineup, and the 

trend was set, at least in the production stage, even before the runaway success of "Star 
Wars." Already in production before "Star Wars" ' release were the following fall series: 
CBS' "Logan's Run" (from the movie), NBC's drama "The Man From Atlantis" (a ratings 
hit as a special last season) and the comedy "Quark." and an all-new series of "Star Trek," 
the pioneering serious science fiction drama. The overriding emphasis in the new science fiction 
shows is on careful attention to a simulated realism, in order to win the belief of audiences; 
the less serious "Lost In Space" approach has been left behind. Other recent science fiction 
TV entries include the syndicated "Space 1999," "Fantastic Journey," and unsold pilots like 
"Mothership-5." As anti-violence pressure mounts, futuristic settings allow TV producers to 

substitute fantastic spectacles for violent action, indicating that the science fiction trend has only 
just begun. 

Carter To Merge Voice Of America, USIA 
President Carter will recommend the merger of the U.S. Information Agency, the Voice 

of America, and the Bureau of Education and Cultural Affairs into a new State Department-
directed U.S. Agency for Information and Cultural Exchange. The move is apparently 
intended to down play foreign views of the USIA and VOA as propaganda agencies. An 
official statement from the State Department and the USIA proclaimed, "We must step up our 
efforts to broaden international communications between the government and people of our 
nation and the governments and peoples of other nations."

Magazines Tackle TV In Wooing Advertisers 
Magazines are going directly att.! TV In  an attempt to attract advertising, if two new 

campaigns are any indication. Family Weekly is running a full-page color ad headlined "Where 
You Get 52 Weeks of Non-Violent Programming." The ad terms the magazine the "fourth 
network beamed directly at the nation's most dramatic growth markets." And a Magasige 

Publishers Association ad, titled "The Handwriting Is On The Page," cites increased alloca-
tions by major advertisers for magazines and states: "1977 may also be the year when your 
company and your agency decide to re-evaluate the roles that television and magazines play 
in your advertising." Sounds like a direct challenge. 

AFM Ratifies Film Pact 
The American Federation of Musician; has voted to accept a new three-year contract 

with the Association of Motion Picture and TV Producers, covering TV and theatrical films. 

All dramatic programs are now to be scored live, and a 30% pay increase will take place over 
the three years. The new contract covers musicians, arrangers, copyists, and others involved 
in music preparation. 

FCC Cable TV Obscenity Rule Suspended 
The FCC's rule requiring cable TV operators to pre-screen and censor "obscene or inde-

cent matter" has been suspended by a U.S. Court of Appeals decision. The rule had been 
challenged by the ACLU, and the FCC had asked the court to allow the commissioners to 
consider repealing it. An FCC spokesman said that the commission was planning to repeal the 
rule. Cable operators would still be subject to criminal codes regarding transmission of obscene 
material over the airwaves. 

Streisand First Female Star Of Playboy Cover 
Barbra Streisand, subject of a rare in-depth interview in the October issue of Playboy, 

also appears on the cover, making her the first female star to attain that distinction in the 
magazine's existence. Maintaining one tradition, however, Streisand does appear wearing a Playboy 
Rabbit T-shirt.

I hope you all had a pleasant Labor Day weekend and are ready to hit the "new 
scason." 

Summer Arbitron/AOR Wars 

The Summer '77 Arbitrons for New York, Los Angeles, Chicago, San Francisco, 
and Philadelphia arrived just as we were going to press. In AOR there were a few 
surprises as well as some non-surprises. 

Congratulations are definitely in order for PD Thom O'Hair and the gang at KMEL/ 
San Francisco. They debuted as the dominant AOR force in the Bay Area against an 
extremely tough line-up of radio stations. Here's how they stacked in Quarter Hour 
Average Share (Mon-Sun, 6am-midnight, 12 plus): KIVIEL debuted at 2.6, KSAN fell 
2.8 to 1.4; KYA-FM (Y-93) dipped 1.9 to 1.1; KSJO (from San Jose) held at an ex-
tremely impressive 1.4: KOME (also from San Jose) went from 1.1 to .9 in the ratings. 

In Los Angeles just about everyone did AOK in AOR. KLOS moved from 2.8 to 3.0; 
smokin' KMET grew to a 2.9 from 2.7 with sensational 18-34's; KNX-FM went up from 
3.2 to 3.4; KPOL-FM improved 1.2 to 1.7; KWST continued their upward momentum (in-
cidentally, the station is sounding real strong under the PD'ship of Paul Sullivan) growing 
1.8 to 2.0. 

J.D. Blackburn and the gang at WLUP (the Loop)/Chicago deserve a bottle of champagne 
for coming on strong with a fine second book going from a .6 to a 2.0. In other 
Windy City activity we see WDAI slowing down their slide trend 2.9 to 2.8; WKQX 
( the house that Pihroan built) dipped slightly 4.2 to 3.9: INXRT went 1.5t0 1.1. 

New York remained pretty stable with WBLS (best described as a Black AOR-
type station) continuing to dominate the FM dial 5.9 to 6.8. WPU slipped a bit 4.4 
to 4.0; WNEW-FM maintained a 2.3; mellow WKTU went 1.7 to 1.6; the new AOR WPIX 
1.6 to 1.4 with most of the loss concentrated in women and teens (next book really 
should tell the story there); Jazz-AOR WRVR continued their slow steady climb .9 
to 1.1; WUR (Long Island, where they are a monster) maintained their .5 which is quite 
impressive considering their geographical and technical situation. 

In Philadelphia WIOQ grew to a 2.5 from 1.9 proving that they are indeed a major AOR 
influence in the city; W MMR slipped 2.5 to 2.3; big gun WYSP dropped to 4.7 from 5.9, 
still the overall leader. 

If there's any lesson to be learned from this book, it is that as long as listeners 
are able to change their minds and sounds at the flick of a button, it doesn't pay to bank 
upon legendary status or market loyalty on your way to the Arbitron. With new stations 
popping up for just about every method of executing the Album Oriented Rock concept, all 
AOR broadcasters must remain on their toes. 

To those who did well this time around, congratulations! To those who didn't, it 
was only the Summer book. (Seems I've heard that somewhere before). 

Norm Winer, who had been doing 6-10pm, and Richard Gossett, who ha,d been 
doing 2-6pm, have switched shifts on KSAN/San Francisco. The station has also 
announced that they are now broadcasting in Dolby...Dick Hungate has been named 

Assistant General Manager for Programming of Village Communications. There-
fore, he will now be programming AOR formatted WKQQ-FM/Lexington and sister 

station Pop/Adult WBLG-AM...Joe McLaine is the new Program Director of WEVZ/ 
Allentown. He's from competitor WSAN. Former WEVZ PD Tom Lynch is moving 
• to San Diego. Joe Swanson joins WEVZ doing all nights from WSAN... Mike Luery 
has been appointed News Director of KZOZ/San this Obispo...Augie Blume, in addition 
to just passing his 20th year in this industry (and in the process of starting his 
second 20 year plan) has announced that Augie Blume and Associates are cele-
brating their 4th year as an independent record promotion company. The company, 
until recently, was known as 27th Music Promotions. The name was changed but 
the phone remains the same: (415) 457-0215.
