Winds Blow Bakersfield
Stations Off Air

High -velocity winds forced al-
most every radio station in the
Bakersfield, California area off the
air Tuesday (12-20). KAFY, equipped
with a standby transmitter and
generator, was the only station
broadcasting for most of the day,
despite the loss of one of their

three towers. Newspeople from
other area stations were dispatch-
ed to KAFY to aid in combined
newscasts, as the Top 40 station
became the city's emergency com-
munication center.

According to KUZZ Program Di-
rector Mike Horey, whose station

Ratings Services Hit By
Minority Broadcasters
Three of the most prominent

ratings services-- Pulse, Nielsen,
and particularly Arbitron-came
under fire from minority broad-
casters at House Communications
Subcommittee hearings on the ef-
fects of ratings and advertising
practices on minority -owned broad-
cast facilities (especially radio). The
ratings services were accused of in-
accurately measuring and even ig-
noring black, Spanish-speaking, and
college students in their audience
surveys.

Rene Anselmo, President of the
U.S. Spanish Television Network,
described a "scandal" in what he
termed the systematic omission of
Spanish audiences by ratings ser-
vices. He suggested that the Com-
merce Department's Buieau of Weights
Et Standards should set standards
for ratings methodology, and call-
ed for more complete disclosures
by the services about the com-
ponents of their surveys.

Representatives of black -owned
stations registered complaints on
their audience's alleged omission
from ratings surveys. And Jo Ann
Anderson, owner of WOWDITalla-
Nooses, stated that 30% of the city's
population (and most of the audience
for the AOR-formatted station)
were college students ignored by
Arbitron. She said that her station
had received a substantially lower
ranking in a recent Arbitron sur-
vey than it had gotten from an-
other, unspecified service; and

that the station had suffered eco-
nomically as a result. Anderson
suggested that Arbitron and other
ratings services be required to
state, in readable type, exactly
how they determine their conclu-
sions.

Defending their techniques, re-
presentatives from Pulse, Nielsen,
and Arbitron cited the far higher
percentage of unlisted telephone
numbers among the black popula-
tion, the difficulty of finding door-
to-door survey -takers in rough
(presumably minority -dominated)
neighborhoods, and poor comple-
tion records of minority respond-
ents in filling out and returning
diaries. Rep. Lionel Van Deerlin,
Chairman of the Subcommittee,
offered little hope to the minority
witnesses that any help could be
offered by Congress, but suggested
that the FTC's Bureau Of Competi-
tion might become interested.

went on and off the air several times
during the day, the winds struck
shortly after midnight, with con-
tinuous 50-60mph gusts forcing
KUZZ off the air at 6:45 am. Dust
clouds whipped by the wind turned
the Bakersfield daylight into sha-
dows of night, according to Horey,
who described it as "almost Bibli-
cal...very spooky."

KAFY Operations Director Ri-
chard Irwin told REM that thanks to
the station's emergency generator
they were off the air only 15 se-
conds. However, KAFY, which is
non -directional by day and direc-
tional at night, reported that its
eastern directional tower tell at
some undetermined time. We
couldn't even see it fall," said Ir-
win. "A couple of kids just hap-
pened to trip over it. The dust
here is so bad you can't see any-
thing." Irwin said that KAFY was
trying to resume music program-
ming to the greatest extent possi-
ble, as the difficulty in obtaining
factual information on the wind
situation made it impractical to
convert to a total news operation
for the duration.

Aside from KAFY, just one tele-
vision station remained on the
air. However, meteorologists fore-
cast an early easing of the winds.
Irwin concluded, "If you want to
experience a real horror show, just
come to Bakersfield," and added
that the station's scheduled pre-
miere of "Close Encounters Of The
Third Kind" had been cancelled
in the wake of the city's own my-
sterious natural cataclysm.

General Cinema Buys Boston
Stations From Plough

General Cinema Corp. and Plough
Broadcasting have reached an
agreement in principle for GCC
to purchase WACQIWTTK-FM1Bos-
ton from Plough. No purchase
price figure was announced and
the transaction is subject to FCC
approval. H. Wayne Hudson, Presi-

dent of Plough, told REM that the
sale was part of an overall evalua-
tion of the company's brdadcast
properties, with a view toward lat-
er expansion. WACQ is presently
Top 40 -formatted while WTTK-FM
is AOR.

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Broadcast Committee Says Communications Act
Rewrite Unnecessary

The Select Broadcast Advisory
Committee, formed by Congress to
provide industry suggestions for a
proposed rewriting of the 1934
Communications Act, has conclud-
ed that a rewrite "is neither ne-
cessary nor desirable." The state-
ment was viewed as a potentially
serious blow to rewrite advocates,
led by House Communications
Subcommittee Chairman Lionel Van
DewirL

The Advisory Committee's state-
ment reflected a general satis-
faction with the functioning of the
present Communications Act, from
the broadcasters' standpoint. The
Act was termed "basically sound"
and "remarkably flexible in guid-
ing the development and growth
of our nation's broadcasting sys-
tem in the public interest." The
need for occasional changes was
admitted, but the committee re-
commended dealing with them
"directly" and "promptly," in-
stead of delaying them while con-
templating a complete overhaul
of the entire Act. "Any amend-

ments to the Communications Act,"
the statement said, "should be
made with a rifle, not a shotgun."

Rep. Van Deerlin reacted to the
statement by telling a cable as-
sociation gathering, "We can re-
write the Communications Act with-
out the help of the broadcast in-
dustry." Representatives of the
cable industry and other newer
technologies are regarded as among
the strongest supporters of a re-

vamped Act, holding that the exist-
ing 40 -year -old statute does not
adequately cover their problems.
The unwillingness of broadcasters
to aid in rewrite efforts, as ex-
pressed in the Advisory Committee
statement, combined with a re-
ported significant number of Con-
gressmen unconvinced that a new
law is necessary, indicate that the
outlook for the Communications
Act rewrite is dimming.

Station Destroyed By
Fire, Makes Rapid Return
The studios and equipment of

WKOL/Amstefciarn, New York were
completely destroyed by a fire
which broke out December 9.
Thanks to equipment borrowed
from neighboring stations, how-
ever, WKOL managed to resume
broadcasting only 21 hours after
the blaze.

No management
changes in the Goody operation
are anticipated.

Ashman Resigns From
KABC After Two Months

Chuck Ashman has resigned
from his 1-4pm air shift on KABC/
Los Angeles only two months after
taking over the afternoon position
from Bill Ballance. The pressures
of two nightly news programs on
KTTV-TVILos Angeles in addition to
the talk show on KABC apparently
motivated Ashman's decision. KABC
Program Director Bruce Maw told
R&R: "He just found he couldn't
do both. He found that he was
going to remain with two shows
per day at KTTV, instead of cutting

back to just one as we originally
thought."

Replacing Ashman, at least
temporarily, is KABC sports re-
porter Ira Fistell, who will continue
in the same generalized talk vein
as Ashman, with no particular
emphasis on sports. Marr indicated
that Fistell could well end up in the
air shift permanently, but added
that the events had taken place
too quickly for any definite state-
ments.
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Toyota Picks Up Morgan Radio Specials For Second Run
The Robert W. Morgan Special Of The Week goes into its third 13 -program series beginning

in February, with Toyota set as national sponsor again (the company also sponsored the fall series).
The one -hour artist interview/profile specials, produced and distributed by Waiermark. Inc., are
available on a barter basis in the 142 Arbitron markets, and for purchase to stations in
other markets.

SCBA Honored In LA.
The Southern California Broadcasters Association received laudatory resolutions from the

Los Angeles City Council and the L.A. County Board of Supervisors on the occasion of the
SCBA's 40th Anniversary Celebration. Both citations praised the group's charitable and public
service efforts over the years. The SCBA, according to its Board of Directors, is the oldest trade
association of its kind in the U.S.

Charter To Expand In 1978
Charter Co. plans to augment its six -station radio lineup by purchasing the AM or FM

companion stations in those markets, according to Chairman'President Raytnond B. Mason.
Mason also predicted that the company's profits for 1978 will exceed last year's $16.9 million
figure.

Replacements In FCC Staff Expected

FCC Chairman Charles Ferris is expected by Washington observers to make a number of
changes in his staff as well as in the General Counsel's office. Howard L. Intim'ller, chief of the
General Counsel's Legislative Division for almost ten years, is reported as a top candidate for
replacement. Also supposedly slated for replacement are Charles A. Higgenbotham, head of
Safety and Special Radio Services; and Raymond E. Spence. Chief Engineer.

New Copyright Procedures Sought By NAB

The NAB, currently engaged in conflict with the U.S. Copyright Office on the performance
royalty front, protested copyright policy in another area last week. The organization maintained
that current copyright regulations for registration of published broadcast programming ' would
place a heavy burden on stations." The Copyright Office's present rules require extensive taping
for deposit and registration of individual news and public affairs programs later distributed for
educational use, according to the NAB, which likened the rule to procedures for movies. The NAB
warned that stations might face submitting tapes of several hours of programming daily to the
Copyright Office, and that the cost would be prohibitive and might discourage stations from
authorizing educational use of their broadcast programs. "It is somewhat arbitrary," said the NAB,
"to apply the same requirements (as for films) to programs produced initially solely for
broadcast, but which ultimately on a very secondary basis are distributed via the off -air recording
process for educational use."

The NAB suggested alternatively that monthly deposit of samples of programs broadcas" daily
would be an improvement, or perhaps registration of regularly broadcast programs as a single
work rather than a series of individual programs.

TV News
ABC Runs Away With Season To Date;

NBC and CBS Contest Second Spot
Nobody's arguing about ABC's overwhelming lead in the network supremacy battle for the

1977 TV season. But NBC and CBS have markedly different ideas about when the season actually
started, and both networks claim second place in a hotly -contested race ABC itself dates the
season from September 12, and scores an average rating of 21.0 (34.4 shares) through December
11, with CBS credited with an 18.2 rating (29.8 share) and NBC an 18.1 rating (29.8 share) in
the ABC figures. But NBC maintains the season started September 5, when it launched a number
of special programs. Measured from that point, ABC scores a 20.8 rating, NBC an 18.1, and CBS
comes in third at 18.0. CBS, however, holds that the season commenced September 19, which
would cause the standings to turn out ABC at 21.0, CBS 18.3, and NBC 18.2. In any case, ABC is
the indisputable leader by a wide margin, and CBS is undeniably gaining on NBC in their battle
for runner-up. CBS, incidentally has announced substantial programming changes, most notably
the wholesale shift of its 9-11 Tuesday schedule ("Mash," "One Day At A Time," "Lou Grant") to
Monday night.

ABC continued to dominate the New York and Los Angeles Arbitron rankings, taking eight of
the ten places in both cities for the week ending December 9. "Laverne & Shirley" led the New York
standings, followed by "Happy Days." 3) was a tie between "Three's Company" and CBS' one
entry, "Circus Of The Stars" 5) "Soap" tied with NBC's sole showing, "Class Of '65" 7) "Love
Boat" and "What's Happening" in another tie 9) "Barney Miller" and 10) "Welcome Back Kotter."

In Los Angeles, "Laverne & Shirley" took top honors, but NBC copped second place with NFL
Football. Following were 3) "Happy Days" 4) "Three's Company" 5) Monday Night Football 6)
"Barney Miller," "Soap," and "Class Of '65" tied, and 9) another tie between "What's Happening"
and "Nestor, The Long -Eared Christmas Donkey," an ABC special.

ABC Takes Easy Victory For Week
The week ending December 16 was another ABC walkaway, with the top network pulling a

21.8 rating. CBS' momentum continued, with a solid second place 19.8 rating, while NBC
maintained its cellar -dwelling ways with a 16.9. ABC trook five of the top ten places, including the
first four, while CBS won four and NBC placed one top ten show. "Laverne & Shirley" was top -
ranked with a 33.8 rating, with its lead-in "Happy Days" in second, and follow-up "Three's
Company" third. 4) was ABC's Sunday Movie special "It Happened One Christmas" 5) NBC's
"Little House On The Prairie" 6) ABC's "Barbara Walters Special" 7) "All In The Family" 8) "60
Minutes" 9) "Alice" and 10) "Rhoda." The last four shows are all CBS Sunday entries.

NBC received some good news, with its new series "Whatever Happened to the Class of 65"
debuting at 11, and its "Mac Davis Special" finishing 18th, top -ranked among music -oriented
shows for the week. "The Carpenters Christmas" (ABC special) finished 26th, while Bette Midler's
special (NBC) was 39th, Paul Simon's NBC outing showed a poor 57th ranking, and the "Billboard
Number One Awards" finished 60th.

Rock Film Roundup: Who, Dylan, Buffett, Beefheart
The realms of rock & roll and film are overlapping more than ever, as more rock acts announce

new cinematic involvements. Two of the biggest, the Who and Bob Dylan, have films scheduled
for early 1978. The Who's "The Kids Are Alright," named for an early record of the group's, covers
their 13 -year career with vintage film footage (from their midsixties beginnings and later :estival
appearances, such as Woodstock) and a new live performance especially designed for the movie.
Release date is set for March.

Dylan's first film venture since 1966's "Don't Look Back" is titled "Renaldo & Clara," named
for something only Dylan knows. It runs almost four hours, and was written, produced, directed,
and coedited by Dylan, who also of course stars in it and, significantly, is distrubuting it himself
through a firm administered by his brother. Ron** Blakely, Joan Baez, and most of the artists who
appeared on Dylan's Rolling Thunder tours of 1976 are featured, but the movie is said to possess a
narrative story line in addition to concert footage. No soundtrack album is planned, but the film
opens in New York, Los Angeles. and Minneapolis on January 25.

Winding up the rock/film rundown, Jimmy Buffett is featured in a special live concert
sequence in "FM", while Captain Beefheart sings the Jack Nitzsche-written title track for the
upcoming "Blue Collar," starring Harvey Keitel and Richard Pryor. And the hits keep coming...

Ring In The New
(...and the best of the old!)

How's that for dramatic timing (just in time for a few "end -of -the -year" observations)?
AOR radio shows up as the dominant "style" of Rock music radio in Los Angeles (check
the superb KLOS and KNX-FM performances indicated on page one)! Add to that WNBC,
programmed by AOR-skilled Bob Pittman, making impressive gains the first book out as
a Top 40/AOR "hybrid" in one of the nation's toughest markets to crack. The tip of the
proverbial iceberg, originally spotted in such markets as Cleveland, Cincinnati, Louisville,
San Diego, Roanoke, and others, is beginning to swell up its enormous under -belly in two
of the industry's favorite dissectable ports. You can expect 1978 to be a year of "catch -up -fast"
type change and experimentation in many of the field's more conservative circles.

One of the most obvious points to remember, however, is that we are no longer dealing with
one "format" versus another. AOR radio is not a format, per se; it is a "style" of formats... a
"school of thought" subject to many interpretations. Surprise of surprises...the same thing is
beginning to happen in the world of Top 40 radio. In recent times (culminating in the past
year), Top 40 radio has made major moves away from being an imitative "follow -the -leader"
format, and, like AOR, has become a style of formats... a "school of thought," an approach.

In any commercially consumed art -market, there will always be outlets that offer variety
from the base with limited repetition (AOR), as well as those that offer less variety with
a heavy repetition of the "favorites" (Top 40).

A quick comparison of the general roster of artists played on both Top 40 and AOR radio
indicates that the intense artist -image factor that once separated the two styles so noticeably
is beginning to dissolve with the passing of time and the overwhelming maturation of the general
Rock music audience. AOR-purists shouldn't be that alarmed by this trend, because it is
basically Top 40 radio (by virtue of its name/definition) that has become more "AOR-ish."
Top 40 -purists also need not panic because all that AOR music they've been playing lately is,
indeed, quite commercial.

Yes, there is still a world of difference between the extreme poles of each style, but at this
point in time they are basically mechanical and environmental (along with the rapidly lading
consideration given to "how many album cuts versus singles are being played"). After all,
"You Make Lovin' Fun" can be fun with either a big or little hole.

Look at the Chicago book. Obviously Pittman's departure from WKQX (the AOR station
at which he did so well before joining WNBC) was felt. More important, however, is the
fact that the huge Windy City is capable of supporting a healthy three-wayAOR radio battle,
with even a fourth (more eclectic) AOR station showing an increase. In the midst of all this
competitive activity, however, WLS showed increases as the city's Top 40 big -gun, dispelling
the momentum of the expected industry "Top 40 is dead" bandwagoning (WABC didn't
do too poorly in New York, either!).

So what conclusions are to be drawn from this national "format" inconsistency? Why does
one style of radio show increases in one place and decreases in another? Why are stations
of supposedly the same style coming up with markedly different results in even the same
markets (while running neck to neck in others)? It all boils down to execution of the concept, as
opposed to concept of the execution (imitative format radio). That's probably why stations
such as KRTH/Los Angeles and WFYR/Chicago, which do not fit into our comfortable "pigeonhole"
categories, but rather apply techniques of AOR, Top 40, and Oldies radio, are doing sc well.
It doesn't really matter that they don't sound like the industry's old notion of "winning" Rock radio.

Hey, its 1978 and even the people that we're still snubbing as "teenyboppers" are beginning
to grow a few gray hairs.

Since the successful rise of the AOR methods of presenting music, Top 40 radio has
learned a few new game techniques. On the other hand, after paying respectful competitive
attention to many of the successful Top 40 methodologies, AOR radio has learned a few tricks, too.

Except for stations of both styles that insist on clinging to the past, AOR radio is becoming
quite successful and Top 40 radio is getting good again.

Let the middle ground between Top 40 and AOR remain difficult to define! It only means
that we've torn down creativity -restricting fences. And in regard to the fears many hold for
both styles of radio becoming one -and -the -same, keep a look out for styles of music radio, yet
to be born, which will serve developing generations when they are, indeed, ready to consume
our stuff, and we are fortunate (and astute) enough to be aware of their presence.

Top 40 really went to the movies in 1977...starting right at the top of the
year-end chart with Debby Boone's "You Light Up My Life" from the movie of
the same name, and continuing with Barbra Streisand's "Theme From A Star Is
Born," Meco's "Star Wars" theme, Bill Conti's "Theme From Rocky", Carly
Simon's "Nobody Does It Better" from "The Spy Who Loved Me", and Rose
Royce's "Car Wash." Top 40 music played a major part in other movies of
1977 including "Saturday Night Fever" containing two hits for the Bee Gees.
Lights, camera and plenty of retai I action!

Performers relatively new to Top 40 listeners crossed over from a primarily
AOR audience in 1977. continuing a trend of the last few years. Artists like
the Atlanta Rhythm Section, Al Stewart, Randy Newman, Jimmy Buffett; Rita
Coolidge, Kansas and Dave Mason broke into "power rotation" at Top 40
stations all over the country.

Country superstars scored well on the chart this year with big hits for
Dolly Parton, Kenny Rogers and Crystal Gayle.

And some friends of Top 40 radio returned in 1977...Johnny Rivers, Bob
Seger, Manfred Mann and Marvin Gaye went top ten. And of course, Stevie
Wonder's long silence was broken to the critical acclaim of almost everyone.

In 1976 only one female soloist was in the top 20. This year's Top 77
has five females in the top 20 with Debby Boone, Carly Simon, Barbra Streisand
and Mary MacGregor all having number one records. Both of Rita Coolidge's
hits went to number two.

Disco music did not have nearly the impact in 1977 that it had enjoyed
in the two previous years. K.C. and the Sunshine Band cranked out two more
top five smashes and Thelma Houston and the Jacksons each went top ten.

Overall 1977 took musical diversity one step further. All the music formats
seemed to be getting closer together with AOR, Country, Adult Contemporary
and Top 40 sharing more musical selections than in any previous year. There is
no indication that this trend will cease anytime soon. And as playlists get
closer and closer together, the real difference between the music radio formats
becomes presentation and pacing rather than types of music played.

This year's "big holdovers"
include STEVIE WONDER's
"Songs In The Key O Life,"

1977 proved once again that Country music is still growing. Even though
the chart was dominated, predictably, to a great extent by established Country
performers such as Conway Twitty, Mel Tiflis, Charley Pride, George Jones,
Tanury Wynette, Merle Haggard Waylon Jennings, Bill Anderson and others,
many new names appeared with quality product. Names like The Kendalls,
Vern Gosdin, The Oak Ridge Boys, Dottsy, Jacky Ward Kenny Dale, Mary
MacGregor, Jimmy Buffett and Janie Fricke made themselves known
Country audiences. So far, followups from most have proven successful.

This year's Country music gave us many more "standards" than 1976.
Ronnie Milsap's "It Was Almost Like A Song;" Waylon Jennings' "Luckenbach,
Texas," with Willie Nelson (who, by the way, made more guest appearances
on other performers' singles this year than he released himself); Crystal Gayle's
"Don't It Make My Brown Eyes Blue" and the year's best sing -along song.
"Lucille," given to us by Kenny Rogers, along with some other notables in the
Top 10, all will remain a part of the Country music mainstream for a long time
to come. Many Country "standards" of 1977 became Pop/Adult and Top 40
"crossovers." For insight to these successes check the chart summaries for
each format.

Songs were mainly in the down -tempo vein, with about one-third being up or
medium tempo. Of all the "Elvis Tributes" to be released this year only one
made the Top 77, Merle Haggard's "From Graceland To The Promised Land."
Ronnie McDowell's "The King Is Gone" did not make the Top 77, but proved
very successful for a short period. Jerry Reed's "East Bound And Down" was
the only song on the Top 77 from a movie soundtrack. Two recitations proved
very successful during the year, C.W. McCall's "Roses For Mama" and Donna
Fargo's "That Was Yesterday."

RCA Records tops the record labels with the most songs on the Top 77
with a total of 15. MCA Records followed closely with 13 records. Mel Tiflis,
Merle Haggard and Donna Fargo each had three songs listed on the Country
Top 77. Elvis Presley had only two singles, but a total of four songs, A and B
sides, listed. Kenny Rogers was the only artist to have two singles in the Top 10.

The Country music of 1977 continued to have a very smooth Pop-oriented
sound to it. The themes remained basically the same. There were no new fads,
such as the CB's of last year, reflected in the songs of this year. The growth of
the music on a national and international level became more and more evident
by its continued exposure through radio, concerts, television, and even movies.
It was a tremendous year for Country music! "Let's Hear IV!"

Barry Manilow repeats as airplay artist of 1977 for Pop/Adult stations,
which is no surprise to most. Manilow scored with "Looks Like We Made
It," "Weekend In New England" and "Daybreak." All three made the top ten
with "Made It" making it all the way to number one.

But the big story for 1977 was the remarkable amount of female singers
who came up with big records. Barbra Streisand, who came in second to Manilow
as airplay artist of 1977, enjoyed two of her biggest hits ever with "Theme
From A Star Is Born (Evergreen/"'and "My Heart Belongs To Me." Rita Coolidge,
who emerged in third place overall, scored with "(Your Love Keeps Lifting Me)
Higher & Higher" and "We're All Alone." Aside from the ladies we've already
mentioned, the Pop/Adult 77 features more impressive female performances.
The number five, six, seven and eight positions of the year-end chart show, in
order, Carly Simon "Nobody Does It Better;" Rita's aforementioned "Higher
& Higher;" Jennifer Warnes' "Right Time Of The Night" and Crystal Gayle's
"Don't It Make My Brown Eyes Blue." Anchoring the year-end top ten for 1977
is Debby Boone's "You Light Up My Life." So the bottom line shows that six
of the top ten positions belong to the ladies for the year.

Also notable in 1977 were the number of hits directly related to movies.
Among the biggest "flick" hits were "Star Wars" by Meco and the original
soundtrack version by the London Symphony Orchestra; "Theme From Rocky"
by Bill Conti; "You Light Up My Life" by Debby Boone (although she did not
sing the film version); "Nobody Does It Better" by Carly Simon; and "Theme
From A Star Is Born"by Barbra Streisand.

Country music, once again, made a solid impression with such notable
entries as "It Was Almost Like A Song" Ronnie Milsap; "Don't It Make My
Brown Eyes Blue" Crystal Gayle; "Lucille"' and "Daytime Friends" by Kenny
Rogers; and "Here You Come Again" by Dolly Parton.

Overall, the year's trend seems to show music style and quality moving
more and more toward a softer and more adult sound and appeal.
