UPI Satellite Radio News
Network Test Approved

The FCC has approved United
Press International’s longstand-
ing plan to build and operate a net-

.work of earth stations to receive

news transmissions via satellite.
The construction permnit granted
by the Commission’s Common
Carrier Bureau allows for up to 30
receiving stations, but UPI will
start with terminals to be installed
as its own New York headquarters,
the Jefferson City, MO offices of
the Missouri State Radio Network,
and at ten other radio stations ac-
ross the country. These are WINZ/
Miami, WNOX/Knoxville, WHDH/
Boston, WBAM/Montgomery, KOY/
Phoenix, KSL/Salt Lake City,

KKYX/San Antonio, KOFI/Kalis-
pell, MT, and WHEB/Portsmouth,
NH. Additional test sites will be
added as the program continues.

The test’s purpose is primarily
to gain experience in the use of
satellites and several scattered
earth stations used as a one-way
receiving-only news distribution
system, and to work out any bugs
that might come up in order to de-
velop an efficient, inexpensive,
and fast service. RCA and Wes-
tern Union are providing the sa-
tellite end of the program, while
several large firms are handling
the earth stations.

Don’t expect FCC to announce its radio deregulation plan for a while. That’s the word from FCC Chair-
man Ferris’s office, which had previously said things would start happening by next week. One staffer told
R&R it's taking longer than originally hoped to prepare the *‘best pussible legal document.”

R&RR has it that several FCC Commissioners will ask the Supreme Court to hear their “format’ case
if the federal court decides against them. FCC Deputy General Counse! Dave Saylor and Washington attorney
Larry Scharff of Pierson, Ball & Dowd (representing NAB) both argued last Wednesday (2-7) that the FCC
should not be in the business of regulating formats. -

Two separate efforts to study “‘reduced AM spacing” (from 10 kHz to 9 kHz) were being piotted this week.
While NRBA President Jim Gabbert was telling Wisconsin broadcasters that he plans to organize an industry
committee (including the Daytime Broadcasters Association) and hopefully the Electronic 1ndustries Asso-
ciation and NAB) to help daytimers fight for extended hours, the NAB's engineering and legal departments
were busy preparing a petition to ask the FCC to *““appoint a joint government/industry advisory committee
to prepare in-depth studies of the advantages and disadvantages of various methods’’ of accomplishing this
feat.

Who Should Deregulate: FCC Or Congress?

A select sample of broadcasters’ opinion
indicates widespread industry disagree-
ment over regulatory vs. legislative ap-
proaches to radio deregulation.

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What Price Deregulation? -

There is no longer a question as to whe-
ther radio deregulation is really happening.
It is! The remaining question i{s to what
extent radio will be deregulated and how
much it is going to cost radio broadcasters.

All sides seem to be taking credit for the
new move toward radio deregulation —
broadcasting associations claim to be at the
forefront of the movement, as do govern-
ment regulators, who are calling for ‘‘zero-

“If you're a radio station and are in compe-
tition, then you don't want to do that. They're
mostly just electronic jukeboxes, and what
they are seeking is their own niche and they
will do whatever they have to do to get re-
newal, but they aren't really public trustees.
It is very difficult to make them act like
public trustees. So when you step in and say
as a public trustee you must do this and this
because programming is the heart of being a

based regulation.’’ The coming weeks will
give us a clearer picture of what deregula-
tion will mean; but while the FCC and Con-
gress lay plans for radio deregulation, one
government agency is already looking be-
yond. The National Telecommunications
and Information Administration (NTIA),
which was created in late 1977 by President
Carter, would take broadcasters’ money
(spectrum fee) — in exchange for radio de-
regulation — and “‘run.”’

R&R believes that radio broadcasters
should know about this new government
agency, what its role is, and how radio fits
into its overall scheme of policy decisions.

The following facts and comments are de-
rived from an extemporaneous talk by Henry
Geller, Assistant Secretary for the Depart-
ment of Commerce and Director of NTIA,
at a brown bag lunch last month sponsored
by the National Citizens Commiittee for
Broadcasting.

Mr. Geller’'s comments, edited here. by
R&R Washington Bureau Chief Jonathan
Hall, provide a precise description of NTIA.
A complete transcription of Mr. Geller's
remarks will be made available upon re-
quest

FCC Regulation —
A Charade?

As part of its functions, NTIA has become
involved with the prospects of new broad-
cast regulation. Geller, who is a former
FCC General Counsel, believes that the
Commission hasn’t gotten the job done.

“The Commission’s regulation of broad-
casting,” the NTIA Chief says, ‘has largely
been ineffective, a charade. I could go through
chapter and verse of that if you want .
but instead of trying to make the broad-
caster act against his interest, which is
hard to do and gets you in this First Amend-
ment swamp, we would take some money
(spectrum fee) . . . let us say 1% or 2% of
gross revenues, whatever it is, and use that
money to establish new goals.

“You want educational programming?
You give it (dollars) to public broadcasters
and Minorities? You put a fund out there
and leverage it to get minority ownership."

“No Longer A

Public Trustee”’

Geller likes the idea of using gross reve-
nue figures to calculate a spectrum fee be-
cause they increase with inflation. In return
for the fee, he says, ‘‘The licensee would no
longer be a public trustee. He would be on
federal property the way you are on grazing
lands and you pay for it . . . The fact of the
matter is that he has no interest in being a
public trustee and neither would you if you
were out there. You would try to maximize
your profits if you were ABC, CBS or NBC.
It's very hard to put on a program about
cleaning up the Potomac (River). They
don't want to do that

public trustee, you are now in program-
ming, and that has its difficulties.”’

Government Regulation v.

First Amendment

In earlier days as an FCC General Coun-
sel, Geller became concerned about govern-
ment intrusion into programming. He once
even proposed that violations of the Fair-
ness Doctrine be considered only during li-
cense renewal.

In stating the dilemma faced by broad-
cast regulators, he pokes fun at the process
in which “fairness’ decisions are made:
“In order to hold it (a controversial pro-
gram) unreasonable, you've got to call
out all the material that has been presented

“We think that you should specify what
is in local and in informational program-
ming — the two ‘bedrock areas’...The
reason why you have this system of outlets
across the contry is to get local program-
ming in. That is why San Diego has a sta-
tion rather than being served from Los
Angeles.”

One way in which President Carter was

able to reduce his White House staff during
his reorganization after taking office was to
abolish the Office of Telecommunications
Policy (OTP) and shift personnel into a
newly created National Telecommunica-
tions and Information Administration (NTIA),
housed in the Department of Commerce.

Mr. Geller explains, *““The purpose of tak-
ing us out of the White House was first and
foremost that, but I think it was a plus. The
reason I say that is because in the White
House the staff is always kept down.

“If you really look at it, I think that OMB
(Office of Management and Budget), ought
to be about five times its size. It can't grow
to what it ought to be because it’s in the
White House, and therefore I think OMB
has great difficulty in doing its job . . .

“The same thing was true of OTP. It had
41 employees and this is a very large indus-
try, the telecommunications industry, with
very complex issues and you just couldn’t
do it with 41 employees. That means about
18-20 professionals. Incidentally, out in
Commerce we are increasing. We're not an
empire, but the organization has ahout 500
employees.

Role Of NTIA

Geller sees the role of the NTIA as:

1) managing the federal government’s
portion of the electromagnetic spectrum,
which accounts for 45% of the total spec-
frum

2) studying ways to expand the uses and
efficiency of the spectrum

3) promoting telecommunications appli-
cations; e.g., providing funding for new pu-
blic television facilities, new minority broad-
cast applicants and rural telephone servi-
ces (for example, establishing ‘911" as an
emergency telephone number throughout
the country)

4) creating long-range policies, particu-
larly in the area of ‘“‘common carrier,” e.g.,
telephones and satellites and potentially
cable, which the NTIA thinks may become
another common carrier.

Examples of NTIA involvement include:

1) studies on Americans’ privacy. Geller
complains, “Computers talk to computers,
and the result of this is that there are re-
cords on individuals in America that can be
very complete.”

2) defining the extent to which the Postal
Service should enter the electronic area

3) looking at “turf’ disputes between
giant corporations such as Xerox, IBM, ITT,
and MCT, which are getting involved in
various satellite and data transmission ven-
tures which are overlapping. Geller notes
one futuristic application which may come
from all this: “‘Very glant computers will
revolutionize the telephone business. You
will be able to go out and leave a number
and program that will reluy all your calls to
another number.”’

Ad Budgets Threatened By Possible Oil Shortage

Advertising budgets for the nation’s gasoline marketers and refiners are currently in jeopardy
as concern mounts over a possible oil shortage thls summer due to the recent slowdown in the flow
of Iranian oil into this country. No companies have reported cancelling advertising commitments
as of yet, but manufacturers such as Standard Oil. Gulf Oil, and Mobil all said they were monitor-
ing the supply level closely, suggesting that a severe shortage could reduce the amount of oil com-
pany advertising (high-grade unleaded gas, for example) in particular.

In a related development, U.S. Secretary of Energy James R. Schlesinger recently moved the
date for a decision on mandatory controls on ofl and gas up to April 1. Previously, Schlesinger had
stated that the U.S. could hold out until summer before reacting to the lack of Iranian ofl by impos-
ing constraints on consumption. Paralleling Schlesinger's new position this week, the Department
of Energy will introduce a public service campaign based around the slogan, "Energy. It's just too
good to waste,” with radio, television and print ads running in seven cities.

Radio, Agency Execs Claim National Spot Sales Lagging

Local sales are better than ever and network sales are generally healthy, but national spots are
not keeping pace with the overall sales picture, according to radio and advertising executives who
gathered at NBC Radio’s recent affiliates convention in New Orleans. Ogilvy & Mather Senior
Vice President Larry Cole described the problems of national spots as being: 1) advertisers don't
see immediate results, 2) many agencies and advertisers are still skeptical about radio, 3) research
and testing is of limited effectiveness, and 4) radio is not as cheap as people think, with prices of
national spots in the top 20 markets (where most of the national spot buys take place) often rival-
ing television. Cole claimed that national spot TV was three times cheaper than network television
but only 25 percent more costly than national spot buys on radio.

NBC Executive Vice President for AM Radio Bob Mounty also voiced concern, when he stated
that “National spot buys are shrinking even with the extra revenues from discounted group plans.”

H&R Block: 16 Different Ad Campaigns For Different Markets

With the Day of Reckoning (April 15) approaching, H&R Block has increased its ad budget by
10 percent for 1979 with 20 percent of this increase earmarked for spot radio. Block is currently
running 16 different spots so that they may test ditferent concepts and strategies in different mar-
kets. The previous 17 reasons” campaign was scrapped as a result of research.

Some spots are targeted to older people, some to homeowners, and some to minorities. Also, in
some markets, the company has either raised or lowered its prices for filling out forms and the spots
address themselves to this. H&R Block is monitoring the spots to determine their individual eftect-
iveness

In addition to testing both 30 and 60 second spots to discover whether or not the 60’s are twice
as valuable as the 30's, the firm is testing different executions of the messages. In Chicago, for ex-
ample, a taxpayer repeats over and over again, I should’ve come here last year,” while in Kansas
City, the slogan is "l want to keep what's mine.”

Torbert Adds Taylor: Promotes Moore and Mahacek To VP’s

Sherril Taylor has been named Vice President, Director Of Station Relations for Torbert Ra-
dio. Additional appointments within the company include Peter Moore being promoted to Vice
President, Director Of Marketing and Lou Mahacek being promoted to Vice President, New York
Sales Manager. All will report to Joseph Dorton. President of Torbert Radio.

Taylor comes to Torbert from the position of Vice President, CBS Radio Division for Aftiliate
Relations, where he served since 1967. Taylor began his industry career with CBS in 1951 and was
formerly a Vice President for Radio of the National Association of Broadcasters from 1964-67

Moore, an eleven-year veteran of the company, was most recently Vice President, New York
Sales Manager for Torbert. His replacement, Mahacek, was formerly Vice President, Southeast Area
Manager with the company.

Sixth Settlement In San Diego Broadcasting Suit Announced

The sixth out-of-court settlement in the civil action Noble Multimedia Communications. Inc.
vs. Broadmoore Broadcasting, et. al., between the plaintitf, the sales representative for XTRA-AM
and 91X-FM. and the defendant, the Parker Broadcasting Co. (KYXY) was recently announced,
dismissing the lawsuit aginst KYXY. The lawsuit charged that the defendants engaged in anticom-
petitive activity in the San Diego broadcasting market by forming a group known as the Commit-
tee for Equality in Radio Frequencies. Neither the terms nor the amount of compensation (i any)
were announced by either party.

Kawasaki ‘79 Ad Campaign Revved Up For Radio
Kawasaki is shifting into a $5 million ad campain for 1979 which will include spot radio buys
in over 50 markets this spring. The campaign will utilize the slogan, “Don't Let The Good Times
Pass You By,” and is directed at the technically-minded consumer while stressing the “having fun”
message as well
In addition to the extensive radio campaign, the plan calls for a 24-page four-color insert in
various motorcycle publications as well as network television.

Sears Plans To Add 239 Stores In Next Five Years

One of radio’s largest advertisers, Sears. Roebuck & Co., is planning to open an additional
2309 retail stores within the next five years. Of these new stores, 100 will be built in new markets in
the "Sun Belt” (the South and Southwest) which certainly spells good news for radio in these mar-
kets. Sears currently operates 866 retail stores.

Metromedia Reports Record Earnings For ‘78

Moetromedia Inc. reported record earnings for 1978 with substantial gains in the company'’s
broadcasting and outdoor advertising divisions. The net income for Metromedia increased 10 per-
cent to $35.3 million up from 32.1 million for 1977. Sales for 1978 jumped 23 percent to $370.7
million, up from 1977's $300.6 million.

Fourth quarter results for the company also rose to record heights with the fourth quarter net
up 17 percent tp $12.7 million, as opposed to $10.9 million for the corresponding period in 1977
During this time revenues also climbed 43 percent to $127 million from $88.5 million.

Small Adds Duties As GM of KMGC/Dallas At Starr

David Small. Corporate Director of Marketing for Starr Broadcasting. has been promoted to
to additional position of General Manager of Starr's FM outlet, EMGC/Dallas-Ft. Worth. Small,
who directed Corporate Marketing assignments for WBOK/New Orleans, KXLR/Little Rock. and
WTVQ-TV/Lexington. KY. will report to Starr Broadcasting President Bruce Johnson.

FCC Revokes Approval For § Wireless Mikes

The Federal Communicotions Commission has revoked its earlier approval of five different
wireless microphones after examinations revealed the mikes did not meet the commission's inter-
ference standards. The approvals had been granted based upon manufacturer’s claims that the
mikes were Identical to those already approved by the commission.

Microphones involved are the Hosiden Electronic FTM-13EA Radio Shack 33-1048A, Laf-
ayette Electronics 39-46674, Telexport 30-003, and Olsen Electronics MK-095.

TV News

Color, UHF, Multiple TV Households Up

The Arbitron Television Census for Fall 1978 shows households with more than one TV, house-
holds with color TV, and homes with UHF capabilities increased over 1977's figures. 49% of Amer-
ican TV households, or 35.9 million homes (compared to 34.7 million last year) have more than
one set, with Baltimore leading the nation with a 71 % "multi-set penetration,” as Arbitron puts it
Whether this statistic reflects on the quality of Baltimore nightlife is an unanswered question at this
point.

61.6 million U.S. TV households have color sets, up from 58.3 million a year before, with the
leading markets for color being San Diego and Indianapolis, with 93% color penetration each com-
pared to the nationwide average of about 82% And UHF now reaches about 94% of the TV house
holds, 69.3 million compared to 67.9 million in 1977. Chicago has an estimated 100% UHF pene-
tration, with eight other markets hitting the 99% mark.

“Then write me an article about L.A., and | don't mean
radio. | mean the city itself. | want transportation, highlights,
night life, all that. | want it to be a guide for readers coming
here for the Convention."

“But all the record people either work here or travel here."

"Don’t you think | know that, you bozo? It just so happens,”
he said impatiently, “that for a lot of radio people it'll be their
first time."

"Okay, | promise I'll be gentle "

realized there wasn't a better place in town to start this articie
than the very airport most of you will be landing at! (L.A. has,
in addition to its main Los Angeles International Alrport,
two “satellite” airports — one in Burbank, the other in Ontario —
but chances are you won't be landing there unless, of course,
you arrive via satellite) . .

f somebody here in Los Angeles is going to pick you up
at the airport, you're way ahead of most of your fellow conven-
tion-goers, who have to wait until they get to the hotel before
they can even try to score.

Otherwise, you'll need a cab. There's usually a line of them
parked right in front of each airline. Choose a driver who seems
to be able to stand up under his own power (many nod out
while leaning on their cabs. If you have to wake them, forget
it) and give him the name of your hotel. If you happen to be
staying at one of the nearby airport hotels, be prepared to slip
the driver a five in advance (or its equivalent in promo albums);
otherwise, he'd rather not bother with you and your one dol-
lar fare.

It your station just came in first in your market and your
ego won't fit into a taxi, you'll need a limousine. L.A. has many
fine limo firms, and you can make prior arrangements with your
travel agent to have one pick you up. For those on a much
tighter budget, the airport has shuttie buses that stop et most
major hotels. Bua schedules are posted throughout the airport.

Those of you planning on doing a good deal of sightseeing
should be advised that taxis are definitely not a good deal.
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L.A is much more spread out than Eastern or Midwestern
cities and it'll wind up costing you an am and a leg to get
around (and since you'll need your am to shake hands with
other conventioneers, you can see the problem here).

Your best bet, in this instance, is to rent a car. All the major
car rental firms have booths near the baggage area. And if you
can't locate them, just keep your eyes open for O.J. Simpson
to come tearing through the airport. When he does, jump on
his back. The lady behind the car rental counter will be glad to
give you easy-to-understand directions to your hotel. Avoid
using the line, "Since you know the way so well, how about
dropping by after you get oft?" It doesn't work and besides,
she's already got a date with the guy who rented the limo.

If you're not staying at the Century Plaza Hotel — and are
not part of a group whose convention registrations are being
handled by one member — you'll have to come to the Century
Plaza to register for the convention (free shuttle buses between
participating hotels run frequently). R&R staffers working the
registration desk will help you with any quesfions or problems
you may have, and by all means pay attention to the big sign
above the desk which reads "PLEASE TREAT YOUR REGIS-
TRATION TICKETS LIKE CASH. {F LOST OR STOLEN, THEY
CANNOT BE REPLACED.

it's true, and not even Karl Malden can help you if it
happens. {And by the way, just because you keep hearing the
phrase 'Treat your registration tickets like cash,” that doesn't

mean you'll have any luck buying a fifth of whiskey or a pair, of
shoes with your “Continental Breakfast” ticket)

Okay. So you checked in the hotel and checked out the
hotel and now you're ready to do the town, right? It's time to
put on that satin windbreaker and crulse those hallowed Sunset
Strip haunts where the record biz meets. Heading east on
Sunset, the first restaurant on your left will be Nick’s Fish-
market.

Nick's Fishmarket specializes in — you guessed it — fish
Nick's parking crew specializes in — you guessed it — nicks.
Inside, the crowd is chie, the disco plays "Le Freak,” and the
service is out of this world. Waiters holding cigarette lighters
appear out of nowhere the very moment you put a cigarette
to your lips. iIt's literally impossible to light your own cigarettes
in this place. Even In the restrooms, waiters hiding underneath
sinks will pop up the minute you reach for your lighter. And
when you ask for souvenir matches when you leave, they give
you a 45-year-old waiter instead

As for prices, they're high but not as high as the customers
(but, of course, neither Is anything else). When it comes to
food, there's no way you can beat their tish (but there's really
no reason you'd want to — they kill it themselves before it ever
gets to you)

Continuing east on Sunset, you'll hit the Roxy nightclub
(and the adjacent Rainbow Bar & Grill). The Roxy, a former
burlesque house, has become indisputedly the number one
““class” nightclub for rock, and the 500-seat room is also the
ideal “showcase’ for introducing new acts to the media. in
addition to the Roxy’s top-notch acoustics and lighting, the
waitresses all have great legs and loud voices, both of which
they need in order to continuously bend down and scream into
someone’s ear. The price of admission is either by paying
about five bucks or by putting up with some incompetent box-
oftice employee while he hunts for your name on a comp list
Inside, there’'s a two-drink minimum, but if you plan on getting
drunk you'll need three or four.
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the waiter what you want. (If he doesn't know, you'll have to
tell him). They cook everything so ask for anything

It by this time you still haven't seen enough local record
and radio people, continue east for a few more miles. Just oft
Sunset on Cahuenga (pronounced "Ko-wang-ga") is an Italian
restaurant, Martoni's, where the owner, Sal, has been getting
his from the biz for more than a decade. Sal's a real charmer
who'll kiss your date’s hand (unle.ss you're a woman) before he
seats you. The menu is fantastic, aithough not quite as tasty as
the fettucini, which is the best anywhere. Atmosphere is friendly
congenial and, all in all, not a bad place to find yourself if
you're along way from home.

If you didn’t get enough music at the Roxy, try the Whisky,
just a few blocks west. The site of those old Johnny Rivers
albums you have in your garage, the club has long been a
local rock landmark. The Doors were once the house band
and everybody from the Beach Boys to Led Zeppelin appeared
on their stage during the '60's. Lately they've been concen-
trating on “new wave' acts, but unfortunately their audience
hasn't and so their booking policy has been broadened in re-
cent months. As a rule, if you walk in expecting /oud rock mu-
sic, you won't leave disappointed. You won't leave with your
hearing, either, so it's a bad idea to go the night before a con-
vention session you need to attend.

Much like the Whisky is the Starwood, on Santa Monica
Blvd. a few miles west of Sunset. Rock bands are the main at-
traction, along with the clientele {(which spans such a broad cross-
section of the city, you could research the entire market in
one stop). If you're on a comp list, you'll probably be led up-
stairs to the “Hot 100" club, actually nothing more than a small
balcony that jams 100 people so close together that they're
not only "hot,” they're profusely sweating. Go downstairs and
mingle with real people if you go

Right next door is the fabled Rainbow Bar & Grill. If you're
in the mood for a casual refationship with a seif-centered, pre-
tentious, and overly made-up lady, this is your place. It helps
if you have a British accent

Down the street is another record biz eatery, Roy's.
Owned by industry vet Roy Sliver, it features an exotic Chinese- .
oriented menu, which includes such items as Six Hundred
Year-Old Chicken Actually, the place specializes
in fun more than anything else, and if you catch Roy on a
good night, he'll have you doubled-over laughing. However it
you catch his chicken on a bad night, you'll be doubled over,
period

Continuing east on Sunset Boulevard, your eyes will be
dazzled by one fantastic record company billboard after an-
other, before stopping at another local hotspot, Carlos ‘n
Charlie’s. One of the owners is none other than Alice Cooper,
although nobody's ever seen him there. While awaiting your
order, you should check out the way your corn chips taste
much better after a dunk in their legendary tuna dip. The food
Is very good, the prices reasonable, the atmosphere great
twith friendly employees and some of the hippest disco music
in town). In fact, the only problem you'll have is with the menu,
which can be understood only by those doing post-graduate
work in “Advanced Cuteness." Don't bother with it. Just ask
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If, after leaving the Starwood, you develop an overwhelm-
ing urge to dance allittle disco and quickly meet a willing young
love-mate, by all means proceed west on Santa Monica to
Lapeer where you'll find the Studlo One disco in West L.A.
Here you'll have no problem whatsoever in finding someone to
take back to your hotel, although it should be mentioned that
the person you find will probably be a homosexual wearing a
heavily-starched white shirt. But you can't have everything.
Highlights include a termific sound system, some of the best
disco lighting anywhere, a small nightclub that showcases artists
with heavy gay-community following, and the opportunity to
watch men under the influence of amyl nitrate dance with each
other

If it was female companionship you were seeking, you'd
do better to check out nearby Osko’s disco on La Cienega
and Third, or the four-story Dillon’s in Westwood, near the
UCLA Campus. Of course, if you're really serious about meet-
ing a compatible lady, get on the San Diego Freeway and pro-
ceed south for a dozen miles to the Marina Del Rey turnoff,
which will bring you right to the action. The Marina is just that —
a marina. But across from the boats are a variety of discos
and bars, each filled with single people working as hard as
they can to have a good time. If you're feeling lonely, it's not
a bad place to be because S0 is everyone else. it's an easy
place to hit on ladies but, as a rule, California women don’t
like to be hit, so a more refined approach is called for. Sharp
dressing is the norm, although the Marina’s version of “sharp”
is lots of scarves and gold chains, so come prepared. Your satin
windbreaker {unzipped to the waist) will do fine, and so will you
if you make sure you mention how much fun it is to be in the
record business, and how much money you make.

That'll get you out to the coast and if you head
north when you get there, you'll hit Matibu, Zuma Beach, and
all those wonderful places you've seen on various TV "Movies
Of The Week.” But a word of caution: don't go at daybreak.
At this time of year, you'll freeze your ass off!

Nic
was the first person to nocurately theorize that Earth revolves around the sun, and his brilliant astronomy deductions were
suvagely attacked by nearly everyone at the time

Copernicus, born on this date in 1473, really hacked off powerful church leaders. 1f the sun didn’t revolve around
Earth, how could Joshua huve commanded the sun to stand still? Luther said of him, “This fool wishes to reverse the en-
tire scheme of astronomy. ™

Despite all the hassle Copernicus got the final laugh, because he waited until he was quite old to write down the com-
plete details of his theories. People’s Almunac No. 2 suys, *'On May 24, 1543, the first copy of the complet exposition of
his theories, ‘The Revolutions of the Heavenly Spheres,” was pluced in his hunds. He opened it to the title page. smiled
and died.” He was 70,

There wus a time when American citizens could be urrested and moved to reservations fur from their homes, and the
officinl order making it legal was signed by President Frunklin Rooscevelt 37 years ago today (1942).

Not Indians. Japanese-Americans. Roosevelt signed Executive Order 9060 s few weeks after the Jupanese attack on
Pearl Harbor, declaring certain ureas of military importance “*from which any or all persons may be excluded. ™ ‘

Soon afterwurd more than 120,000 Jupanese- Americans were relocated from western states to detention camps inland.

Activist/artist Wendy Yoshimura was born in a detention camp.

Some of the young men were given the opportunity to join the armed forces. Segregated into the 442nd Regimental
Combat Teum, the volunteers suffered over 9000 casulties fighting in-ltaly and France, and emerged as the most-decorated
military unit in American history.

The evacuation and detention during World War 11 cost the Japanese-Americans an estimated $400 million, which was

Theré are exceptions to every rule. but the days of 2 or 3 major AM stations fighting for top
spot with programming directed at the 12-34 age market are over. There just isn’t enough avail-
able AM audience to fight for, and the audience that is available keeps diminishing.

There is even a question whether an AM Rocker which attracts all of the 12-34 audience avail-

able to it can be #1 in the market.

The swing to FM has been going on for some years now. The 18-24’s have deserted the AM
band and are spending most of their listening hours with FM. The 25-34's are leaving AM at a
lesser pace but leaving they are. The big holdout to AM Rock radio (particularly in Los Angeles)
was the teenager, but the numbers and trends show that even they have switched allegiance.

The accompanying pie charts indicate the AM & FM listening distribution in 1975 and 1978
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stations listed in the Metro Area of each report (Average 4 Hour Estimates, Monday-Sunday,
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Can AM Rockers stem the tide? Over the near term, the answer appears negative. I say this
because while the choice of AM or FM are both available in the home. AM still has a distinct
advantage in the car. As FM car penetration increases, AM listening time can only be eroded fur-

ther.

The best an AM Rocker can hope for is a status quo situation. As the number of AM Rockers
in a market diminish, the one remaining will benefit and probably will be extremely competitive

with FM.

Remember, I said there are markets which are still exceptions to what we see here. I foresee,
however, that any FM station with a good facility and professional programming is a serious threat

to the dominant AM Rocker in the market.

If you are an AM station in the contemporary music field and want to do a little crystal balling,
I suggest you do similar analyses for your market to see if your piece of the pie is getting smaller.

Winter can get to you. I don’t just mean your physical health either. The snow, rain,
cold weather, bleak skies and shorter days can all take a toll on your mental attitude as
well. Couple that with the fact that results of the Oct-Nov. Arbitrons usually cross your
desk in January or February and you have a potentially depressing situation on your hands.
Now I'm not going to bitch about the weather in Los Angeles (even though it’s been an un-
usually weird winter out here) because every night, when I see places like Chicago on the
nightly news, I figure moving out of the Midwest was one of the biggest favors I ever did for
myself. But I have talked to several people lately who have been kind of “down’ and I
think it’s easy to get that way during this time of the year.

A lot of times your mental attitude can play tricks on you, making you feel rotten
about things that don’t really relate to why you generally feel low. Take your job, for ex-
ample. In this world of radio perhaps the single most important thing a winning station
must maintain is a good attitude. When I worked for Charlie Van Dyke at KHJ/Los
Angeles, he used to call it ““the X factor.” You couldn’t really write its definition down on
paper, but it had to do with a combination of things like morale, a dedication to winning
and a collective attitude that the whole staff embraced. If you've ever been a part of a
station staff that had “the X factor’’ you know what I mean, and if you haven’t, I'm not sure
any prose will clarify it for you.

Sitting in any snowbound city in February, thoughts of a trip to Los Angeles have got
to sound good to you. That's one of the better reasons to join our gathering in March for
R&R Convention *79. And this is not a plug for increased attendance. But perhaps it is a
train of thought to convince a General Manager or two to allow his key programming people
to “‘get away”’ for a long weekend, just to get their heads clear. We present a lot of val-
uable information and discussions at the convention, but it has a value to you above and
beyond the instructional nature. Winter is a great time to vacation a little, see your friends,
share your thoughts and generally charge your batteries for the run into spring.

So, if the weather is getting to you, put it aside for the weekend of March 1-4 and plan
your trip to Southern California. When your attitude starts affecting the way you do your
job, you are the only person who can do anything about it, and often Jjust realizing your
mind needs some new energy is the first step toward handling the problem.

Anytime you get the feeling you're headed up the wrong road, a guy like Dan Mason
has got to make this business look even more attractive to you than it did when you first
decided to make it your life. As you already know, Dan has left his WPGC/Washington
PD’s job to accept the General Manager’s job at KTSA & KTFM/San Antonio, TX. This
is a super opportunity for a dedicated and hard-working person, and with more and more
talk about radio being a dead-end industry that won’t recognize management potential in
programming people and jocks, Dan is the exception to that non-rule. What it all boils down
to, as we discussed. at last year’s convention, is setting your goals and working toward
them, and not being afraid to take those important career moves when they are offered. I
commend Dan for his talent and his courage. I'm sure he’ll make a fine manager, if for
no other reason than he will always remember what it was like to be on the low end of
the scale. That knowledge can only help him and all those who work with him.

Call-Out Input

The sharing of opinions can often be the beginning of knowledge and certainly stimulate
discussions which will lead to new ideas. This week I would like to offer the following
“‘article” as submitted by Steve Warren Program Director of WQRK/Virginia Beach, VA
on the subject of call-out research.

Why I'm Not Using Call-Outs

“I must say, the title of this is misleading. I have a person on staff who functions as
Research Director. Both he and my Music Director, Katie Van Pelt, spend time calling out.
What we call about, I’ll get to in a bit.

“First, a bit of personal history in the guise of credentials. I was programming WAVZ/
New Haven in late ‘73 and ‘74, about the time the ‘passives’ ball got rolling. I was freaked.
At least until I discovered almost everybody was as ignorant of the matter as I; including
a number of the genre’s foremost proponents.

‘“Two years on, I was in Tallahassee, Florida, out of a gig. and ‘passives’ research
was king of the hill. Five bicycle minutes away from my place was the Florida State Uni-
versity campus and a mass communications and marketing research library about as
impressive as any around. After more than a decade of radio. I figured I knew the right
questions and that the answers were just over the hill in the Stozier Library. I read a lot.
Answered some questions, and came up with a few new ones that still baffle me. Now, back
Inthe ranks, I offer one simple truth: ‘' You can’t measure enjoyment!’ '

“Why? Because it’s not static. Even with one single individual, it fluctuates by the
moment. You can easily observe this by testing your group of songs twice in a row on
the same person on the same call. Humans are consistently inconsistent. And to base
one’s playlist of their subjective responses is to tread among the booby traps.

“If you want to know what people enjoy, you don’t ask them; you watch what they
do. Which brings us back to the basics: sales and requests.

*The single greatest vote of favor for any product is the dollar spent. The second most
important vote of favor is time devoted toward obtaining the subject of desire. In our case,
the request call.

“Sales research is much more than getting a list of top sellers from the stores. One
aspect is building rapport with your store contacts to insure validity, to determine demo-
graphics and to have their assistance in spotting trends. Two things I've recently discovered
through my store reports are 1) adult white women are buying 45's at a faster clip than
they ever have before, and 2) Blues Brothers sales are exclusively male. That’s important
because the backbone of almost every ratings success is strong female demos.

“Request line research is sorely neglected. This is probably based on programmers’
reactionary response to early experiences as jocks. Those teenies on the phones could bug
a guy to death. But we must remember, they called because we invited them to. And they
bugged us most when we couldn’t follow through on the promise we’d made to play what
they asked for. Most programmers retain a negative (read: teeny) opinion toward the re-
quest lines and thus refuse to take advantage of the wealth of information there for the
picking. Yet most programmers still invite the calls with on-air plugs of the request line
number."’

I take my requests very seriously, but I never solicit calls or mention my phone
number. I still log plenty of calls though, because the listener has been conditioned to
know he can call a radio station if he wants. The requests I get are more valid since
they are entirely listener-initiated. If they take the time to look up my number and call me,
then the song they ask for really means something to them. And that’s important informa-
tion. :
«So what do I call out about? Attitudes, for one. ‘How do you feel about disco?’ is a
nice simple straight-forward question. If you would change one thing about your favorite
station, what would it be? is another.”

“It’s as simple as that. Research is nothing more than asking a question and receiving
an answer. And anybody can do it. All they have to do is set aside the time and do it. Ra-
dio station people can do a far more efficient job of research within the station than can a
research company from metropolis because they are involved in numbers and we are
involved in people.”

“I've written this for you to consider. Radio is on the verge of becoming exciting once
again, but the ominous spectre of research is unnecessarily restricting our creative develop-
ment. o

“Research has too many program directors cowed. It’s time to get on with it. If you
truly care about this profession, and if you truly enjoy touching your listeners, then trust

yourself and move forward.”
. * * * * . .

Steve makes some very good points, but I feel a couple of things he wrote deserve
comment. First, as I have always understood it, passive or call-out music research is not
designed to measure ‘‘enjoyment” as much as it’s designed to measure familiarity. Now
familiarity may not be “static” either, but it is certainly more static than enjoyment.

Also, 1 think that Steve is speaking of stations that use call-out research exclusively
in the determination of their playlists when he says to do so is to “tread among the booby
traps.” The new wave of call-out research believers are in almost total agreement that
call-outs should be used in conjunction with all your other research input, such as sales,
requests, etc.

This subject continues to be a hot one and Steve’s thoughts are interesting, as well as
thought-provoking. If you have any comments on his point of view, as always your input is
most welcome.

Listener involvement in any promotion your station does is a real proven plus, and CK101/
Cocoa Beach has just such a contest going right now. The station is redesigning the logo
for the front of their famous CK101 T-shirts and has asked any and all interested parties to
submit their artwork for consideration.

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Washington Update

The program’s goal is to double the number of minority-owned
broadcast stations within the next three years. The fund hopefully will
collect $15 million (the networks will be asked for half of that) which
Thurston claims can be used to generate $300 million in transactions.

NRBA Chief Says Legislation Better Than Tax
Certificates And Distress Sales

At the exact hour that NAB introduced members of its Minority
Trust Fund Board, NRBA President Jim Gabbert told the Wisconsin
Broadcasters Assaciation that only legislation can assure increased
minority ownership. Gabbert agrees with the NAB philosophy that the
real problem of minority ownership is money, but adds that without
needed legislation, *“There’s no guarantee that the property you buy
will be there tomorrow."

ABA Still Opposed To
Electronic Media Trial Coverage

The American Bar Association voted down a resolution which would
medify the organization’s stand against radio, TV and photographic
coverage of trials by the media. The proposal read: “Television, radio
and photographic coverage of judicial proceedings is not per se incon-
sistent with the right to a fair trial.”” However the assembled attorneys
apparently felt such coverage was quite inconsistent, as they soundly
defeated the proposal in a voice vote

Paul Davis, President of the Radio-TV News Directors Association,
was unhappy with the ABA vote. He commented, ““This is a discourag-
ing development in our view. The American Bar Association’s House of
Delegates is not being responsive to a widespread popular feeling that
the public is entitled to know how justice is administered in this country.
The vote also ignores the fact that in the many states where audio-visual
coverage of courtroom proceedings has been permitted, there has sel-
dom been a suggestion that the right to a fair trial has been jeopar-
dized or that decorum has been threatened. We are confident that in
those states where this question is being considered, the refusal of the
delegates to accept that recommendation of their leadership will not
stand in the way of continued progress.”

WSDR Listeners Approve

Radio Moscow Shows

WSDR/Sterling, IL's controversial broadcasts of Radio Moscow
programming (R&R 2-9) are a hit with the station’s listeners, according
to VP Jerry Gamel. He said well over half of WSDR'’s callers expressed
approval of the broadcasts. ‘“The response has been tremendous,” he
said. **The phones haven’t stopped ringing. Listeners said they enjoyed
the opportunity to listen to the tapes because it was an education.”

KUFF Wins EEO Case

The FCC will lift a 1977 EEO reporting requirement
on KUFF/Albuquerque, but has denied the same recon-
sideration to KAFF, KFLG-FM, and KOAI-TV, all of Flag-
staff.

The FCC accepted KUFF's claim that two years ago its annual
employment report reflected a temporary employment profile show-
ing one Spanish-surnamed individual (six percent of staff) in an area
where 34.6 percent of the work force is Spanish-surnamed.
