RKO Sells Flagship WOR
To Buckley For $24 Million

RKO General says it has
agreed to sell legendary AM
powerhouse WOR/New York to
Buckley Broadcasting Co. for
$24 million.

The sale, announced Tuesday
(9/6), marks the latest in a
series of selloffs of RKO sta-
tions since the FCC warned the
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company in July to dispose of
its properties or face license
revocations. WOR, which has
served as the flagship of the
RKO chain since it was ac-
quired in 1952, enjoys a national
reputation for its high-quality
talk and entertainment pro-
gramming.
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Opryland, Group W
Join To Form TNNR

Opryland USA Inc. and
Group W Satellite Communica-
tions have announced the for-
mation of TNNR, a new 24-hour,
stereo, satellite-delivered radio
network based in Nashville. Of-
ficially set to debut in Decem-
ber, the net will be available to
stations sometime early in the
fourth quarter.

TNNR will feature a ‘‘person-
ality-intensive, hit Country”
format, according to GM Bob
Meyer. Meyer is also the Group
Radio Manager for Opryland
USA Inc., which includes WSM-
AM & FM/Nashville and WKY/
Oklahoma City. Meyer said
both WSM and WKY would be
utilizing the services of the net-
work, with the amount of net
programming subject to local
programming needs.

Meyer told R&R, ‘“This is go-
ing to be a high-profile, highly
promoted, personality-oriented
format that is designed to get
ratings on either AM or FM.

“We're not naive enough to
think that just because we’re in
Nashville stations will drop oth-
er satellite services for us,” he
added. “Because of who and
what we are, we’ll be able to
provide things no one else does

— a total programming pack-
age that offers a competitive
advantage. Our music format
will give operators all the ele-
ments they have previously had
to go outside to get. We’ll have
our own countdown show, short-
form interviews with today’s
hitmakers, and even live con-
certs.” Also offered will be en-
tertainment news, record re-
views, and other features.

“We’re moving forward with
an offer that’s attractive,” said
RKO General President Pat
Servodidio. “It's not a com-
pleted deal yet.”

The offer must pass review
by competing applicants who
are locked in litigation with
RKO before it can be submitted
for FCC approval. Servodidio
said he was optimistic that a
quick settlement would be
reached.

Buckley President Richard
Buckley Jr. commented,
“We’ve been familiar with the
New York market for years.
When it (WOR) came up, I
knew there wouldn’t be too
many of these left in my life. We
hope to carry it on in the same
tradition.”

Under FCC guidelines, RKO
must retain less than 75% of the
sale proceeds, with the rest go-
ing to the competing license ap-
plicants. One source familiar
with the negotiations said RKO
is expected to retain about $17
million of the sale proceeds, but
that figure could not be con-

KUKQ & KUPD Air Talents
Lash Back At FCC Ruling

Stone, Wallace, Christian Defend Testimony As Truthful,
Deny Any Connection To Payola

A trio of air personalities say they are being “victimiz-
ed” by an FCC administrative law judge’s assertion that
they lied to protect management during a licensing in-
vestigation of KUKQ & KUPD/Tempe (Phoenix).

“I almost feel like I've been con-
victed of a crime I didn’t commit. I
had no reason to protect anybody
there, and I didn’t,” said Jeffrey
Colson, (a/k/a Jay Stone), now an
announcer with KLSQ/Las Vegas.
He added that the judge’s opinion
has already cost him a possible job,
and is ruining his reputation.

Similar sentiments were ex-
pressed by two others singled out
by the judge, air personalitiesJohn
Edward Jennings 111 (a/k/a Bobby
Christian) and Thomas Mueller
(a’k/a Todd Wailace).

“Bottomr-line, I think I've really
been victimized in this case, as
have Bobby Christian and Jay
Stone for that matter,” said
Mueller.

Judge Criticized Testimony
In Complex Case

The air personalities recently
came under fire when FCC Admin-
istrative Law Judge Edward
Kuhlman refused to renew the
licenses of Tri-State Broadcasting
Inc. for KUKQ & KUPD and
awarded the stations to a com-
peting applicant. The action cli-
maxed five years of litigation over
Tri-State’s business ethics and
truthfulness in dealing with the
FCC.

Kuhlman ruled that Tri-State
lost its licenses because corporate
officials for several years had lied
to the FCC about the true owner-
ship and management of the com-
bo, specifically the involvement of
Robert Melton. The judge said
Melton, who had come under FCC
fire for his management of the sta-

tions in the ’70s, continued to man-
age the stations and was a secret
co-owner despite Tri-State’s repre-
sentations to the contrary before
the FCC.

Kuhlman specifically criticized
the testimony of the stations’
former air personalities, and said
they ‘‘gave material evidence that
was false and/or withheld facts
they knew to be important.” Kuhl-
man ruled the personalities did not
level with him when they testified
that Melton was not involved in the
stations’ management, and he ac-
cused Stone in particular of being
“disruptive to the orderly taking of
evidence” because of frequent
revisions in his testimony.

Stone, who admits he changed
his testimony several times, insists
he did not lie to the FCC. ““I took an
oath to tell the truth, and I told the
truth,” he said. “If the judge feels I
colored or withheld the truth, then
I’'m very saddened and very disap-
pointed.”

Mueller denied charges by Judge
Kuhlman that he was paid to round
up witnesses and coach them to
back up Melton’s story. He said he
testified truthfully — even if the
judge didn’t like his statements
that Melton did not manage the sta-
tion.

“Obviously what concerns me is
that just because our experience
didn’t agree with the judge’s ulti-
mate decision, he has apparently
taken this to mean that we must
have been, in essence, lying,”
Mueller said. “Not only is this not
true, it’s not fair. It is particularly

unfair to make a casual judgment
about someone like that, in a forum
where they have no way of
responding or proving their total
innocence.”

Jennings told R&R he never
received ‘‘any marching orders”
from Melton, and can’t understand
why the judge would accuse him of
lying. He denied the judge’s finding
that his testimony was coached by
anyone.

Payola Reference Called

A Smear

The air personalities also said
they were upset about one other
matter — the judge’s revelation
that the combo was being inves-
tigated for drugola and payola in
the early '70s. They deny any in-
volvement in such activities, and
point out the allegations were
made prior to their employment at
the stations. While the judge’s opi-
nion did not specifically accuse
them of such activities, the air tal-
ents say being named elsewhere in
the same ruling has smeared their
reputations.

“I have never been questioned
by anybody, be it government em-
ployee, reporter, or anyone else
about anything to do with payola,
plugola, or drugola,” said Jenn-
ings. “T've never been asked about
my own activities or my knowledge
of anyone else’s activities. I'm not
telling you that I'm a saint, but I
certainly have never had any in-
volvement in that, and I would be
happy to take a polygraph test to
that effect if necessary.”

Barry Leverant, a Phoenix at-
torney and spokesman for Tri-
State, was unavailable for com-
ment on the matter but the firm’s
Washington counsel told R&R an
appeal of the ruling is likely.

Dallas area, which is served by
numerous broadcast stations. How-
ever, the board ruled that even
without the preference KBEC was
the best-qualified applicant for the
770 kHz frequency.

The competing applicants ap-
pealed that decision to the Com-
mission. While the appeal was
pending, KBEC took advantage of a
new FCC rule that allows certain
daytimers to broadcast at night at
65 watts. As a result of that move
the FCC is now considering wheth-
er KBEC should retain the prefer-
ence it won for planning to provide
the first fulltime service to Wax-
ahachie. At 1390 kHz with 65
watts, KBEC covers a popuiation of

about 24,000 at night. If it were to
move to 770 kHz and increase its
power to 1 kw as planned, KBEC
would reach over close to 500,000

peopie.

The administrative law judge will
be considering which, if any, of the
applicants should receive a prefer-
ence in the licensing procedure.
The judge will also examine KBEC's
nighttime service to determine ex-
actly what area is served by the sta-
tion at 65 watts. Participants in the
proceeding say there is no way of
knowing how long it might be be-
fore the 770 kHz frequency has a
permanent occupant. But Richard
Tuck says he will pursue the matter
to the end.

Broadcasters Urge Tougher
Standards For CP Applicants

Broadcasters, industry groups, and communications at-
torneys are voicing strong support for anFCC proposal that |
would require applicants for construction permits to include |
more financial, ownership, and management integration in- |
formation in their initial filings.

Comments filed in recent weeks
with the FCC, in response to its pro-
posal to modify the construction
permit application (Form 30t),
were nearly universal in their sup-
port for demanding more informa-
tion from applicants. Proponents of
the changes believe they will speed
the comparative licensing process
and reduce the number of “sham”
applications filed by unqualified par-
ties. This proposed overhaul of
Form 301 was Initiated by the Fed-
eral Communications Bar Assoclk
ation.

Most of the groups that filed com-
ments were concerned with revis-
ing Form 301 in order to fight
abuse of the comparative renewal
process. Competing applicants for
the license of an existing station are
required to file a Form 301.

In its notice of proposed rulemak-
ing on revision of Form 301, the
FCC sought comment on proposals
to require the following: identifica-
tion of alt equity owners, including
limited partners and non-voting
shareholders; disclosure of current
or future ownership rights agree-
ments; disclosure of financial infor-
mation, such as a listing of the ap-
plicant's estimated costs of building
and operating the station for the
first three months; and identification
ot all sources of funding. Another
proposal calls for increasing the
standard for evaluating the availabil-
ity of money for construction and
start-up from ‘“reasonable assur-
ance” to a “fitm financial commit-
ment.”

The FCC is also considering a
rule that would require corporate
and partnership applicants to pro-
vide the date and location of their
incorporation or formation.

The proposed revision of the in-
tegration section of Form 301
would require applicants to outline
the hours and duties of each owner
who is expected to be involved in
management of the station.

NAB, CBS Urge Action

NAB urged the Commission to
modify Form 301 “expeditiously,”
adding, “"Such action we believe is
needed now before a flood of

‘sham’ competing applications is fil-
ed against radio renewal applicants.
In addition, modifications to the
FCC Form 301 might actually re-
duce the number of applications by
eliminating many persons who file
solely to be ‘bought off’ in a settle-
ment agreement.”

CBS echoed that position, but
said changing Form 301 will be of
limited use in curbing abuse of the
comparative renewal process. "‘On-
ly a fundamental overhaul of the
comparative renewal system will
eliminate current abuses,” said the
broadcast giant.

CBS also called on the FCC to re-
quire CP applicants to disclose the
media holdings of their limited part-
ners and non-voting stockholders.

Most of those who filed com-
ments were opposed to requiring
new station applicants to meet the
tougher “firm financial commitment”
standard for availability of funds.
Such a requirement is unrealistic,
the broadcasters said, as a com-
parative licensing procedure can
last for several months or years —
lenger than any funding source can
be expected to remain “firm” in its
commitment to an applicant. NAB,
however, did urge that applicants
fiing against an existing station’s re-
newal application should be re-
quired to meet the “firm financial
commitment” standard.

Attorney Skidelsky Begs
To Ditfer

Notable for his opposition to most
of the proposed Form 301
changes was New York commun-
ications attorney Bamy Skideisky.
According to Skidelsky, the pro-
posed financial disclosure rules
would result in nothing more than
an added burden for entrepreneurs
who already face huge obstacles
when attempting to build a radio
station from scratch.

Skideisky aiso urged the Com-
mission to allow attorneys to pro-
vide their services to applicants in
exchange for an ownership without
requiring the attorney to become in-
tegrated into the station’s manage-
ment.

‘Ultimate Radio’ Born

Boasts Host Of Technical Features

prototype radio of the future developed under the

guidance of the NAB is set to debut at Radio ’88.

The “Ultimate Radio,” as NAB has dubbed the
receiver, includes a host of technical features the group
would like to see included in new radios.

«“Ultimate Radio was born out of concern that
receiver makers weren’t creating high quality receivers,
especially for AM,” said NAB Executive VP John Abel.
“There was also a concern that listeners and broadcasters
didn’t believe AM could sound as good as FM.”

According to NAB officials, the
Ultimate Radio is the first receiver
designed to incorporate the NRSC
(National Radio Systems Com-
mittee) standard, a set of transmit-
ter and receiver guidelines devised
by NAB and EIA (Electronic In-
dustries Assoc.) with the goal of

improving sound quality and re-
ducing interference on the AM
band. The radio also features an
antenna capable of tuning out in-
terference from such sources as
fluorescent lights, a tuner capable
of reception in the soon-to-be-
opened 1605 kHz to 1705 kHz stretch
of the AM band and, of course, AM
stereo.

In order to protect NAB'’s neu-
trality in the battle over a single
AM stereo standard, three Ulti-
mate Radio prototypes were built.
All three radios are identical, ex-
cept that one is equipped with Mo-
torola’s C-Quam system, another
works with Kahn, and the third is
compatible with either system.

On the FM side, the Ultimate Ra-
dio prototype is designed to include
FMX, a technology that allows FM
stations to regain much of the
coverage area they lose by broad-
casting in stereo. A station broad-
casting an FMX signal to FMX-
equipped receivers can increase its
stereo coverage area by as much
2.4 times. FMX also reduces
multipath interference, which oc-
curs when a station’s signal
bounces off objects such as moun-
tains and buildings before reaching
a listener’s receiver. Because of
difficulties in obtaining necessary
parts, the prototype on display at
Radio ’88 may not actually be
equipped with FMX circuitry.

The Ultimate Radio also features
such bells and whistles as digital
tuning, memory, and continuous
band tuning, which allows the lis-
tener to tune directly from the top
of the AM band (1705 kHz) to the
bottom of the FM band (88 MHz).
NAB believes a similar receiver
could be mass-produced at a cost to
the manufacturer of about $50
each.

¢ Comparative renewal: Amidst
allegations that license challengers
use FCC procedures to “shake
down"” broadcasters for cash set-
tlements, the FCC has committed
itself to reforming the entire licens-
ing process. Many broadcasters
are calling for radio-only legislation
that would further simplify the pro-
cess and erect new barriers to
challengers. But public interest
groups and liberal Democrats have
opposed such measures.

¢ Fairness Doctrine: With the
FCC's repeal of the Doctrine still a
sore point with key Democratic law-
makers, expect this issue to be-
come the main rallying point for in-
dustry opponents in the next Con-
gress — especially if Michael
Dukakis is elected President.
Some broadcasters are hinting the
Doctrine should be used as a bar-
galning chip for license renewal re-
form, but others insist no com-
promise Is possible because First
Amendment protections are at
stake.

¢ indecency: Sen. Jesse Helms
{R-NC) has successfully sponsored
an amendment to an appropriations

the radio industry are bubbling on Capitol Hill. A few
conversational icebreakers include:

While his measure suffered a
setback recently when a federal ap-
peals court ordered the FCC to re-
consider its “safe harbor” time
periods, the House will consider
the proposal when it attempts to
reconcile differences in the ap-
propriations bili.

o Antitrafficking: Despite an in-
itial defeat, Senate Commerce
Committee Chairman Ernest Holl-
ings (D-SC) continues with his
plans to slap a four percent tax on
stations that change hands within
three years to help bankroll public
broadcasting. While no action is ex-
pected this year, it may become a
top-bumer legislative item in the
next Congress.

o Advertising restrictions: Dis-
cussion continues in Congress
about eliminating tax deductions for
advertising expenses, and the talk
may get more serious in the next
session because of the huge feder-
al budget deficits. Another issue is
the NAB's fight to remove restric-
tions on lottery advertising.

To DC Radio

ashington, the nation’s ninth largest radio market,
is served by nearly 40 stations. Here’s a look at
some of the city’s airwave offerings.

CHR

Washington sports two CHR stations, Emmis’s WAVA at 105.1 and
Cap Cities/ABC"s WRQX (107.3). WAVA is home to morning zookeepers
Don Geronimo and Mike O’Meara, who square off each morning against
Q107’s Marc Ross and his zoo-like Q@ Crew.

Urban
The nation’s capital has four spirited and aggressive Urban stations.
NBC's WKYS (93.9) and Howard University-owned WHUR (96.3) are
longtime powerhouses in the market, but relative newcomers WDJY
{(100.1), a United Broadcasting property, and Cook Inlet's CHR/Urban
hybrid WPGC-AM & FM (1580/95.5) have both succeeded in carving out
very significant audiences for themselves.

Country

Country combo WMZQ-AM & FM (1390/98.7) took the Arbitron
ratings crown this: spring with a combined 7.3 share of the 12-+ audience.
One big reason for the station's success is the morning team of Jim Lon-
don and Mary Beall. Mary is a finalist in this year's CMA Personality of the
Year competition Jim won that honor in 1983.

AOR

WWDC-FM [101 1) is the place for rock in Washington. Mornings
start with a jolt-at DC101 courtesy of creative and controversial shock jock
Doug ‘‘The Greaseman’’ Tracht. The station is owned by Capital Broad-
casting.

Looking for light rock, less talk? Try CBS-owned WLTT (94.7) or
Outlet's WASH-FM (97.1).

Full-Service AC WMAL (630) offers a folksy, comfortable blend of
news, information, and music served up by long-established personalities.
Morning men Frank Harden and Jackson Weaver have dominated the
morning ratings for 27 years. WMAL is a Cap Cities/ABC station.

For years brpadcasters have said Washington needs an FM station
“just like WMAL.™ Well, that's what former WMAL talent Tom Gauger is at-
tempting to build in his new job as PD of Almic Broadcasting’'s WMMJ
(102.3).

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Take A Congressman To Lunch

he location of NAB’s

Radio 88 convention gives

broadcasters a splendid opportunity to lobby their

elected representatives on issues of concern to the
industry. Capitol Hill lawmakers grow tired of hearing
lobbying pitches from well-oiled trade organizations, but
tend to greet visiting constituents with open arms — even
if they’re carrying the same message. Politicians tend to
pay more attention to grassroots pressure from the voters
back home than they ever do to professional lobbying

campaigns.

In the real world of Washington
politics, visits from hometown
broadcasters are especially wel-
come because of their prominence
in the community — and the oppor-
tunities they provide for favorable
media exposure.

Some quick tips for effective
amateur lobbying:

¢ Call ahead, don’t just drop by.
The Capitol switchboard can con-
nect you with any members of Con-
gress or their staffs. Dial (202)
224-3121. If the legislator is not

available for a meeting, a senior

staffer almost always is — and the
staffers often have tremendous in-
fluence. Make sure you're ex-
pected and connected before walk-
ing through the door.

* After initial pleasantries, get to
the point quickly. While many
broadcasters may question what
their elected representatives do to
justify their salaries, the truth is
that most lawmakers put in long
days and are deluged with requests
for their time. Brevity is a key to
success for citizen lobbyists. By the
way, don’t remind lawmakers
about your campaign contributions
(or lack thereof) — they already
know the score.

¢ Provide facts, not political opi-
nions. Washington is an ideological
fantasyland that feeds on itself,
with competing interests constant-
ly grinding their political axes.
Legislators crave hard, straight-
forward information about how

federal policies really affect the
folks back home. Visiting consti-
tuents can help lawmakers gain
perspective on the real-world im-
pact of their actions, especially by
providing concrete examples in
their hometowns.

¢ Don’t violate FCC ex parte
rules. Those rules forbid partici-
pants in Commission proceedings
to have contact with officials who
could influence the outcome of the
proceeding — and that includes
congressmen. FCC General Coun-
sel Diane Killory says it’s all right
to lobby on pending legislation or
broad policy issues such as the
Fairness Doctrine, but don't ask a
lawmaker to lean on the Commis-
sion about a personal matter such
as a CP application or rulemaking
action.

While a congressman can ask the
FCC for a “status check’ of those
proceedings, he can’t grease the
wheels for you. The penalty for vio-
lations of the rules can be severe.
The FCC recently yanked a new
FM application after a licensee lob-
bied lawmakers on behalf of AM
daytimers — and mentioned its
pending FM application, too.

Why Some
Managers Fail

hen analyzing executive
failure, it’s tempting to
use 20/20 hindsighit.

hire temps directly. In addition, the
government uses more than 300,000
temps annually, mostly in postal
positions.

If current trends continue, the
number of temporary workers will
increase by more than 80% before
the year 2000, as opposed to the
19% growth rate for the overall
labor force.

Two reasons for the growing pop-
ularity of temps: they generally
receive less compensation than
permanent employees, and get lit-
tle or no company benefits. They
are also hired for limited amounts
of time. All this can add up to huge
cost savings for the employer —
which, of course, is a negative for
the temporary employee.

On the positive side, however,
temp work gives people a chance to
get a foot in the door and become
familiar with a corporation (many
companies give hiring preference
to temps already working there.)
Also, some businesses have started
to extend benefits and work incen-
tives to temps, thereby increasing
morale and productivity.

E-Mail Links

s big business becomes big-
A ger, so too grows the need

for a cost-efficient and
speedy system of communication.
Keeping in line with a move that
has saved major corporations such
as IBM an estimated $150 million a
year, more and more companies
are turning to electronic mail
(“e-mail”) as a link to the rest of
the business world.

Although the system grew slowly
during the past decade, e-mail —
which transmits paperless mes-
sages and documents faster than
mail and less expensively than
long-distance phone calls —
jumped from five million to six
million users in the past year
alone, according to a recent article
published in the Washington-based
Trend Letter.

At least one billion electronic
messages were transmitted in the
US last year — and industry ana-
lysts predict there may be as many
as 30 million users by the mid-
1990s, with a whopping 60 billion
messages sent by the turn of this
century.

Transmitted over subscriber net-
works, e-mail allows the user to
send memos, letters, graphics, and
even complete spreadsheets from
personal computer to personal
computer anywhere in the world
with the push of a key. For in-
stance, a typed document of 2500
characters can be relayed halfway
around the world in 20 minutes or
less. Naturally, this isn’t good news

Closing & Attack Platforms:

What To Look For In The Next Decade

ast week we looked at the dramatic evo-

lut.on of selling styles. This week we’ll

cover the changes — and outline future
trends — in two other areas of the selling cycle:
closing and the attack platform.

Closing:
The ’'60s-’80s

Closing in the 1960s was
marked by tte ‘“alternative
choice’’ approach. The
salesperson would always
give prospects two viable
choices — such as between
30- or 60-second commer-
cials, whether a male or fe-
male should cut the spot,
and whether it should run
the entire week or just
Wednesday through Satur-
day. This mzthod left the
decision-maxzing process
wide open (mr.aybe too wide
open).

The ‘Balance Sheet’
Approach

The ‘“balance sheet” ap-
proach was popular during
the ’70s. An AE would ap-
proach a prospect, having
already drawn up a list of
the positives (and nega-
tives) of purchasing the
salesperson’s product. The
AE could then sit back and
let the account stumble
through the conversation,
trying to ascertain the neg-
atives.

Closing in the ’80s has, for
the most part, been reduced
to pure and simple math.
There are two reasons for
this trend: the ever-expand-

ing use of computers
(which can quickly calcu-
late and analyze a myriad
of numbers against varying
quotients), and increasing
media and advertising
choices.

Unfortunately, many
salespeople rely too heavily
on numbers and statistics,
and haven’t developed oth-
er important closing skills.
While understanding con-
cepts is top of the mind, too
many AEs cannot effective-
ly express those concepts.

The 1990s: The
Prospectus Generation

The ‘‘Prospectus Genera-
tion”’ is already here. And
although efficiencies will al-
ways play an important
role in sales, the ’'90s will
see more emphasis placed
on the potential results
rather than pure math. A
successful close in the next
decade will be based on giv-
ing potential advertisers
either estimated results, or
actual performance.

For example, there are
already a number of nation-
al and international agen-
cies that have “perform-
ance” written into their
contracts. Many of these
contracts look like report
cards, with evaluations bas-
ed on actual increases in
sales, not efficiencies.

The Evolution Of
Attack Platforms

The predominant attack
platform of the 1960s can be
summed up in one word:
print. Salespeople were
taught effective methods of
increasing new business by
attacking the print adver-
tiser (‘‘cut an inch off here
and there, and invest the
difference on my station’).
When this tactic did not
work as well as anticipated,
a new approach was need-
ed.

That new approach was
co-op. In the ’70s, the dis-
covery of co-op — and its
money-making potential —
was virtually a religious ex-
perience for salespeople.
GSMs redirected and reed-
ucated their staffs to tap the
co-op goldmine.

The Vendor Decade

In the beginning of this
decade, sales trends indi-
cated vendor would be even
bigger than co-op, and the
“millions” of untapped co-
op dollars would become
“billions” of untapped ven-
dor dollars. While it has
proven to be the most suc-
cessful of all attack plat-
forms, many stations that
initiated vendor programs
have abolished the day-to-
day efforts of cultivating
manufacturers’ dollars.

This mistake is actually a
repeat of the “theory in-
stead of reality”’ problem

However, not everyone
caught on to the intricacies
of co-op. While most people
could grasp the theory of
this attack platform, many
salespeople didn’t develop
the street smarts (read
“practical knowledge’’)
needed to overcome two
relatively simple objec-
tions: “I use all my co-op”
and “I use my co-op as a
discount.” As a result, most
co-op departments are ex-
tinct, having been replaced
by the attack platform of
the 1980s — vendor.

encountered with co-op.
And although objections
are easy to overcome, they
have been responsible for
much disillusionment
among salespeople.

The Alternate
Platform Approach

No clear-cut trend has de-
veloped with regard to an
attack platform for the
1990s. But there are two ap-
proaches which can be pur-
sued. The first is to try and
predict the next big trend,
or the ““new deal.” Recruit-
ment and business-to-busi-

ness appear to be the most
likely candidates.

The second approach is to
employ alternate platforms
on each call; sales staffs
adopting this philosophy
should become the success
stories of the *90s. The alter-
nate platform theory can be
used on every call — retail,
agency, distributor, manu-
facturer, or corporate. If
more platforms are used,
the closing ratio will be
higher. This method will ul-
timately generate more
new business for the sales-
person.

A good business maxim
to keep in mind is this:
while technologies change,
basic sales premises don'’t,
and therein lies the reason
for much of the trendiness
— and lack of success —
stations encounter when
cultivating new business.

According to the Washington,
DC-based Trend Letter, 18 million
new homes will be built in the US
between now and the year 2000, ad-
ding to the 85 million houses
already in existence.

30% in the last decade alone, and
it’s predicted that as many as nine
out of ten individually-built US
homes will be factory-built models
in the future.

The other major growth market
will be housing for the elderly. This
will provide the foundation for such
things as ‘“‘congregate care facili-
ties” — apartments for senior citi-
zens who aren’t totally self-
sufficient, but don’t require nurs-
ing homes, either. Specially-de-
signed condos and townhouses for
the elderly should also be in great
demand.

Nonetheless, despite all this
growth, Americans will still pay
more for housing during the com-
ing decade, no matter where they
choose to live. The median price of

The real good news/bad news

for instance, has jumped from
$144,000 to more than $170,000 in the
last year alone.

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Computer Cleans Up
Sloppy Handwriting

Unit Recogrnizes Individual’s Writing Style

ave you ever tried to read
Ha physician’s handwrit-

ing? Most doctors scribble
and scrawl a prescription so that it
ends up looking iike a foreign lan-
guage. But a new computer could
help pharmacists (or anyone, for
that matter) decipher sloppy pen-
manship.

The “Write Top” — a nine-pound
portable computer developed by
the Reston, VA-based Linus Tech-
nologies, Inc. — can be ‘“trained”
to recognize an individual’s hand-

writing. A person writes each let-
ter of the alphabet onto the Write
Top’s glass-plate screen, using a
special electronic pen. Once the
sample is stored, the machine will
recognize and understand what’s
written by that person.

The $3600, IBM-compatible unit
interprets handwriting samples by
converting them into ASCII code, a
standard system used by all small
computers. The information can
then be stored, printed, or transfer-
red to other computers.

with the advent of ‘“Mono-
logue,” a program designed to
read aloud converted text in an ef-

fort to exorcise the misspellings
that bedevil proofreaders.

The Seal Beach, CA-based CSSL
Inc. firm developed Monologue to
verbally point out inputted errors
when checked against original re-
ports, thereby keeping a modified
playlist’s ‘“Debbies” from becom-
ing “Doobies.” The mouthy pro-
gram won’t correct misspellings,
however, depending instead on its
human partner to do some work.

Retail priced at $189, the IBM
PC-compatible program features a
synthesized voice that can be tuned
according to the user’'s speed,
pitch, tone, and volume.

Super VHS Makes American Debut

he problem with taping TV

I shows on a VCR home unit

is the tape never turns out

looking as good as the original pro-

gram. This is because current VCR

machines toss out as much as 30%

of the information contained in a
broadcast signal.

But now there’s good news for
home tapers: the arrival of Super
VHS. Introduced in Japan last
year, the recording system is final-
ly becoming widely available on
our shores.

Until now, a conventional VCR
could handle approximately three
megahertz (three million cycles
per second), even though each

television channel is assigned a fre-
quency bandwidth of six mega-
hertz — of which 4.2 are used to
transmit the actual signal. With
Super VHS, however, the machine
has an internal bandwidth of 5.5
megahertz, nearly twice that of the
conventional VCR and more than
enough to handle an entire broad-
cast signal.

This process could have been
achieved sooner, but existing
videocassettes couldn’t accom-
modate the extra megahertz. In-
stead of phasing out standard
tapes, the VCR industry tried to
develop a magnetic tape that could
pack more bandwidth onto the

same space. Finally, a chemist at
3M came up with a new type of fer-
ric oxide containing smaller par-
ticles, allowing more information
to be stored on a tape.

Unfortunately, many Americans’
TV sets cannot adequately repro-
duce the clarity and high quality of
Super VHS recordings. To fully ap-
preciate the new system’s scope,
it’s necessary to view it on a TV
that keeps the brightness and hue
components of the signal separate.
Still, even with your old set, you'll
get a much better picture from
Super VHS tape than an ordinary
VHS or Beta cassette — and the
Super VHS machine can still play
your old tape collection.

We're already seeing the
beginning of a new aware-
ness when it comes to in-
creased involvement in
‘““serious’’ issues.

War Memorial was tremen-
dous. Many stations taking
part in this fundraiser told

us how many listeners call-
ed and wrote expressing
their appreciation.

On the competitive front,
a station associated with
meaningful activities of this
type stands above the
crowd. The image that
comes from involvement
with such subjects can
make your station tran-
scend a ‘“‘music outlet”
identity. This can be a tie-
breaking factor in a close
battle.

Don’t underestimate the
capacity of your audience
to recognize and acknow-
ledge a station’s effort to in-
form and be involved. For
example, encouraging your
listeners to comment and
vote on a hot local issue of
the day is a simple yet ef-
fective way of involving the
audience in topics that will
be discussed in offices,
homes, at the ball park, etc.

Create Your Own
News With Polls

You can create your own
news by seeking listener in-
put, as USA Today does by
regularly putting questions
to its readers. An involved
station can solicit com-
ments on issues that matter
— from raising bus fares to

building a new football sta-
dium for a local team. Pas-
sing along the results of
these polls is news, and
compels the audience to lis-
ten for the outcome.

In addition to the promotional spots, WDIZ ran
the Westwood One-produced PSAs at least 10 times a

“He’s an extremely intelligent guy,
his market knowledge is real valu-
able, and he has a positive, winning
attitude. I wanted to find someone
coming off a positive experience
who can translate those good feel-
ings and energies into a winning
situation in Los Angeles.”

Los Angeles before joining Tran-
star a year ago. He remarked, “I
really feel very confident in what
we’re going to put together here.
CBS was looking for somebody
with multi-format experience. I
think there are maybe five dif-
ferent positions or avenues we can
pursue in this market, and obvious-
ly we’re going to take the best one
available to us and run with it.”

Kelly declined to be more spe-
cific about the station’s direction,
adding, “Everybody in our indus-
try, myself included, always looks
for a way to pigeonhole a format so
we can all understand it. Well, the
reality is maybe it’s not going to be
a traditional format. I'm not sure a
traditional format is going to work
in this market.”

Division President Bill Clark said,
“Eddie has exhibited outstanding
leadership qualities both as GSM
for the past four years and as ac-
ting GM since Martin’s death. He
deserves this opportunity and we
are confident that he will make the
most of it.”

Esserman told R&R, “Every-
body who gets a job or promotion
with Shamrock has wonderful
things to say about the company.

He’s a bright, articulate, incisive
guy who understands the nuances
of this market and can put together
a strong team and a good radio sta-
tion.”

Freeman has been GSM at Beau-
tiful Music KMEO for the last two
years. He spent 1982-86 with Edens
Broadcasting in Phoenix in a varie-
ty of capacities. Originally joining
as OM of Eden’s Easy Listening
KQYT, he later became OM of Full
Service AC sister KOY. He rejoin-
ed KQYT as GSM two years later.

Ironically, Freeman’s first job in
Phoenix radio was at KNIX, where
he was hired 14 years ago to do af-
ternoon drive by PD (now KNIX
General Program Manager) Larry
Daniels.

Prior to joining WFOX four
years ago, Esserman spent six
years as GSM at crosstown AOR
WKLS.

WFOX ranked 11th 12+ in the
spring Arbitron (4.8) and placed
fifth 18-49. Birch figures for the cor-
responding period (3.3 12+) posi-
tioned the station 12th.

firmed. RKO has already reached
agreements to sell WOR’s sister
station, WRKS/New York, and
radio properties in Memphis, Los
Angeles, and Washington, DC.

market,” he explained. “KQRS
positions itself as ‘the home of rock
n’ roll,” and we’re about to serve
an eviction notice. That station is
extremely vulnerable. This is the
first time in this market that
(KQRS PD) Dave Hamilton has
ever had a direct challenge, and I
think he ought to take notice, be-
cause it’s here now.” Rohm was
GSM at KQRS before crossing the
street last year.

Rohm described Davis as “a for-
matic technician who comes to us
with a game plan. The guy had ter-
rific success in Dubuque and has
‘winner’ stamped all over him. I've
never seen a successful major
market PD who hasn’t slugged his
way through the woods on the way
up. This is Wes’s opportunity, and
he’s poised and ready for it.”

Although Davis has spent the last
three years programming AC, he
has prior AOR experience, in-
cluding two years as APD of then-
AOR WYFE/Rockford. He told
R&R, “KJJO has had a very heavy
teen orientation. We’re going to try
to solidify the 18-24s and begin look-
ing toward that 25-34 demo. Right
now what we’re hearing from a lot
of folks — other than our obvious
core — is that we’re too heavy for
them. We’re trying to make it a lit-
tle more palatable for them so that,
when they do cume in, maybe
they’ll stay around a little bit
longer.”

Felix labelled KJJO’s new sound
as “straight-ahead, more main-
stream rock ’'n’ roll. We're still
rocking pretty darn hard, but
we've cleaned it up a little bit. It’s
not quite as unfamiliar as it was.
We're trying to get a few more lis-
teners over the age of 21.”

Both KJJO and KQRS simulcast
with sister AMs. The KJJO combo
had a 5.3 in the spring Arbitron, 8.5
in Birch. The KQRS combo scored
11.6 in both surveys.

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Show Listeners The Real You

Creating Positioning Lines That Truly Fit Station Image

It’s amazing how many radio stations sound
good on the air but fail to give listeners a con-
crete idea of what the stations are really all
about. In the struggle to come up with creative
positioning lines, stations drown in a sea of verb-
iage that may sound great to other broadcasters
but flies over the heads of most average lis-

teners.

An example is the bill-
board that reads “Adult
Contemporary Radio For
Adult Contemporary
(town).” This column will
examine strategies for
communicating effectively
about your station — not to
the radio literati of your
area, but to that most basic
of common denominators:
the average listener.

1. Say What You Mean

It’s amazing how many
stations discover a key au-
dience word in their market
research, then attempt to
skirt around it as they
create a positioning line.

The story comes to mind
of a large station that
adopted an Oldies format
but found only average
numbers and average suc-
cess. Interestingly, though,
it resisted calling itself
‘‘oldies’’ and danced
around the term with every
broadcast euphemism you
could imagine. Finally, af-
ter 18 months of frustration,
it bit the bullet and actually
began using that dreaded
word on the air. Lo and
behold, its cume imme-
diately shot up and stayed
at that advanced level.

Does that mean thou-
sands of new listeners in-
stantly discovered this sta-
tion because it began using
the word “oldi=s?”” Not at
all. What it means is that
oldies was a word the listen-
ers could identify with and
relate to. It was something
around which they could de-
scribe listening to that par-

ticular radio station. And it
gave the facility a handle.
Anytime a station can do
that for its listeners, the
likelihood of greater re-
ported listening increases
significantly.

So the next time you're
thinking about using cliche
broadcaster terms like
“monster’’ or ‘gold,” re-
member the best way to po-
sition your station is by us-
ing a word listeners can re-
late to.

Postscript: the station in
this example has now add-
ed “classic” to its slogan,
implying that it not only has
an oldies heritage, but also
plays the very best.

2. Use Listener Words

The radio graveyard is
littered with stations that
attempted to position them-
selves based on the idea
that they knew more than
the listeners. Terms such as
Album Rock, Contempor-
ary Hit Radio, Adult Con-
temporary, and Beautiful
Music come from broad-

casters’ vocabulary. Words
like rock, rock ’'n’ roll, Top
40, Easy Listening, mellow,
variety, and mix all come
from listeners.

Wise is the radio station
that listens to its own re-
search and translates its
self-vision into something
that correlates with words
listeners are using. While
this may come as a shock to
some, there’s absolutely
nothing wrong with labeling
your station as Top 40 — if
that’s what the majority of
listeners think of it as. Also,
contrary to what some mis-
guided souls have said, Hot
Hits is not burned out. It’s
still a viable slogan that
works because listeners un-
derstand it and can relate to
it.

3. Why We Make
Mistakes

Given the growing cali-
ber of talent available in
American radio, how can
such gross miscommunica-
tion mistakes be made?
The answer is simple. Al-
though many broadcasters

claim to know their audi-
ences, they really dont;
they see listeners as an ex-
tension of themselves. Once
you’ve been a broadcaster
for a month, a week, or
even an hour, the odds are
you never will listen to ra-
dio like John Q. Public does.
You'll listen for the length
of the stopset, the promo,
and the crossplug coming
out of the break. In short,

Positioning Tactics
@ Utilize key words discovered in market research

@ Use terms listeners can relate to
® Realize audience perceptions are different from

your own

@ Don’t rely on opinions from your own social

circle

@ Stick with slogan themes for at least a year

you’ll listen for all sorts of
things the typical listener
never pays any attention to.

Therefore, don’t pin your
hopes on how you think
your station sounds. Own-
er/operators, GMs, and
PDs are particularly sus-
ceptible to the delusion that
they still have the ‘‘com-
mon touch.”

Also, realize the people
you hang out with all be-
come second-line critics to
a certain extent because
they know what business
you're in. These people in-
clude spouses, social
friends and, worst of all,
business acquaintances.

This is illustrated in the
tale of a GM who attended a
social function where a doz-
en people told him what a
great new slogan he had de-
veloped for his station. He
was beaming ear-to-ear,
believing he was hearing
the reactions of regular, ev-
eryday people. In reality,
however, they were regu-
lar, everyday people who
happened to be acquaint-
ances of aradio station GM.
This makes them consider-
ably different from the vast
majority of people who
don’t know a station GM
and would never take the
time to seek him out.

4. Evaluate Your
Slogans

Your on-air slogans
should revolve around sev-
eral discrete criteria:

« Does the slogan clearly
communicate a station/lis-
tener benefit?

» Is it specific?

« Does it give your station
a handle?

* Does it accurately de-
pict the station’s sound and
can the station back up its
claims?

For example, ‘“The Only
Station That Plays Ten In A
Row” is correct in design
but will backfire if your pro-
gram staff doesn’t religi-
ously adhere to it. The
same is true for ‘“‘Number
One For Music And Fun.”
Some stations using that
slogan quite frankly have
no business doing so be-
cause they’re not that much
fun. Unaware as he may be,
the average listener won’t
take long to figure out
you're not what you say you
are. Ultimately, that’s the
kiss of death.

The key to all station
slogans: once you’ve made
the choice, stay with it.
Don’t continue to bombard
the listener with one slogan
after another. Develop two
or three basic themes and
stick with them for at least
a year. Remember, about
the time your station staff is
absolutely sick to death of
hearing a slogan, somebody
out there in the listening
world might just be begin-
ning to have the vaguest
idea of what you’re talking
about.

Next Time: The quarter-
hour maintenance myth.

RETURN OF THE ARCHIVE MONSTERS

ON THE RECORDS

Secret Pasts Of The Stars

Enough time has elapsed, and enough new hits, come-
backs, and new artists have emerged, that it’s time to
bring back an old On The Records topic favorite. Long-
buried past musical artifacts from current stars are ex-
humed and exposed to public scrutiny.

When I say “favorite,” I mean a

time UK label presence RAK Rec-
ords. One of these is pictured at
bottom left, and. is co-produced by
Datchler’s JHJ cohort Mike Noci-
to. And rounding out the tale, the
third Jazzhater, Calvin Hayes, is

favorite of mine, because I get to
use “big art” (a technical publish-
ing term meaning ‘‘sizable pictor-
ial displays”) and write less (a
technical publishing term meaning
“write less”). It’s also fun to dig up
these examples of early efforts and
see them in print.

Feat In The Factory

The return of Little Feat, to the
top of the AOR chart no less, allows
me to dredge up a couple of obscur-
ities. The late Lowell George,
founder member and guiding spirit
of the group, participated earlier
(around 1967) in the Factory,
whose first single (also the fifth re-
lease for the fledgling Uni label) is
pictured. An odd country-flavored
march (or so my notes describe it),
it never really got off the assembly
line.

The Turquoise single shown next
to the Factory, I was informed
some years back by some doubt-
less unimpeachakle source I can’t
recall, features Little Feat key-
boardist Bill Payne. This fuzztoned
psychedelic relic was part of a
briefly burgeoning Oxnard/Santa
Barbara, CA ’60s scene that includ-
ed artists as disparate as the
Strawberry Alarm Clock and the
legendary Hot Poop (more desper-
ate than disparate), whose mixed-
gender members exchanged
genitalia for the cover shot of their
one rather-difficult-to-find LP.

A Newsman Do ?”’

We who are frontline troopers in the Radio Wars (not
merely Radio National Guard members) are sometimes
asked by civilians, “Does a newsman do anything besides
talking on mike?”” We newspeople give straight, polite
answers — but I often wonder what civilians speculate

newsmen do.

Sometimes the Devil tries to
make me tell a civilian that, well,
there I was, driving to meet the
governor for another exclusive in-
terview, when one of the fax ma-
chines in the mobile news unit sud-
denly signalled an incoming
message and hardcopied me an AP
bulletin.

Weekends_: Do The Old
Tricks Still Work?

Weekend programming used to be so easy. Twofers,
threefers, fourplays, block parties, all-requests, A-to-Zs,
no-repeats — just rotate evenly and serve. Sunday nights
belonged to the syndicators. Sprinkle in a locally-produced
jazz, oldies, or specialty show — run a couple of promos —

and watch the ratings soar.

Okay, perhaps it’s never really
been that simple. But the fact re-
mains that multi-hcur umbrella
features have been AOR staples for
well over a decade. The crucial
question is whether the old war-
horses of weekend programming
still work. Does the audience still
get off on ‘“back-toback blocks
from all your favorites?” The PDs
I spoke with provided an intriguing
contrast of opinions.

Former WPYX/Alkany OM Ed
Levine, who was just about to take
the KLOL/Houston PD job when
contacted, believes the standard
features 'PYX ran for years are no
longer effective. After experienc-
ing “disastrous” weekend num-
bers last fall in an otherwise excel-
lent book, Levine decided to trash
the umbrella features the station
had been using virtually every
weekend.

Adults Prefer
Regular Programming
“We felt that if our program-

ming was strong enough during the
week to give us the kind of mega-
numbers we had, it should be
strong enough on the weekends,”
Levine explains. “Almost 60% of
our audience is over 25, and we po-
sition ourselves as an adult radio
station. When you look at some of
the great adult stations in Ameri-
ca, very few do anything special on
the weekends. So I think that for
this particular station it’s better to
do the occasional weekend special,
but nothing more than that.”

A perceptual study backed up
Levine’s belief that 'FYX's 25+
audience prefers the station’s regu-
lar programming. Mare impor-
tant, the station’s weekend num-
bers were up almost two points in
the last book.

WTUE/Dayton PD Tam Carroll
started cutting back on weekend
features at the beginning of the
year. “We used to do a special ev-
ery weekend, and it really wasn’t
helping us that much,” he explains.
“It got to the point where we were
forced to come up with something
new every week, like an ‘all-
Canadian rock weekend.’ ”’

Like Levine, Carroll has changed
his thinking on weekend program-
ming. “You get a lot of core listen-
ers during the weekend who
might not necessarily get to hear
you during the week. I thought,
‘Why should we spend all this time

getting our weekly programming
up to snuff only to screw off on the
weekends playing the last cut on
side two of every Bob Dylan rec-
Ord?, i3]

Since weekend specials were de-
emphasized, ratings are up. Car-
roll isn’t certain there’s a direct
correlation, but reasons, ‘“When
you do a Pink Floyd weekend, you
blow off everybody who doesn’t
like Pink Floyd. You can find your-
self segmenting your audience. I
would much rather have a great
event on the weekend than contriv-
ed programming.”

Save for a monthly no-repeat
weekend to highlight variety,
KRNA/Cedar Rapids sounds es-
sentially the same on Saturday and
Sunday as it does during the work

week. PD Mark Vos says it’s been
that way for years.

“We haven’t run a block party
since 1983,” Vos says. “I thought
they were pretty tired then. I think
the weekend is the perfect time to
display what you do best, especial-
ly to those 25-pluses who are work-
ing and don't necessarily catch you
all the time during the week. We’re
proud of our format.”

Listening to Levine, Carrol, and
Vos, you might get the idea that
weekend specials are becoming a
thing of the past. However, there
are still plenty of successful AORs
relying on familiar features to help
boost weekend numbers.

All Specials, All The Time

One of those is WLLZ/Detroit,
which has been doing block parties
virtually every weekend for over
two years. As a matter of fact, PD
Doug Podell reports the demand
became so great he moved the
start time of the blocks up twice;
the “party” now kicks off Friday at
1pm.

“Qur plan was to rest them a bit
in the summer, so we went to every
other weekend,”” Podell says.
“However, we went down a couple
of tenths. I know that could have
been due to anything, really — but
I'm not going to take any chances.”
Blocks will once again become an
every-week deal at WLLZ.

WDIZ/Orlando’s Rad Messick is
another PD who runs specials ev-
ery weekend. He still does a lot of
the basics: A-to-Z Sundays, album
sides, and classic cuts. Block par-

In addition, Messick tries to
“come up with thematic weekends
that actually hold a concept, rather
than just doing blocks. We try to
showcase one individual item so it
continues to carry through.” For
example, when the new Van Halen
album arrived, every hour 'DIZ
played a track and gave away a
copy.

Tying in promotions and prizes
with the music continues to be an
extremely popular weekend tactic,
even among those stations avoid-
ing umbrella-type features. Fea-
turing an artist who’s coming to
town while blowing out concert
tickets and CDs remains a favorite
technique.

rotated with no-repeats, artist fea-

tures, and the like.
“Those are our staples, and we
really don’t vary a lot from them,”

Miller says. “The same things con-
tinue to work. A lot of it has to do
with how the station packages it.
Just because you say it’s special
doesn’t mean people are going to
flock to it. It’s got to be program-
med well and executed well.”

Miller’s point — which was
echoed by the other FDs — is well
taken. It’s easy to fall into the trap
of merely announcing, “Hey, it’s
another fabulous block party week-
end” and cranking up the com-
puter to spit out blocks.

All-Request Yields Success

Faced with soft weekend num-
bers, KOME/San Jose PD Ron
Nenni resolved to go after the ac-
tive 18-24 audience last spring by
determining its favorite special
and doing it every week.

‘‘Because there’s so much AOR
competition in the Bay Area — a lot
of the same special programming
— you have to strive to be differ-
ent,” Nenni says. ‘“You have to find
out what specials the audience
responds to best.”

Nenni decided to try continuous
all-request weekends, and the re-
sults were impressive: the 12+
rose almost 30%.

“On the weekends the 25-44s are
listening to their CDs, doing things
with their young families, and tak-
ing part in the events the area of-
fers,” Nenni reasons. “And that’s
great, because we promote all that
stuff on the radio. I believe in tak-

ing advantage of the most active
listener, especially when there
aren’t that many people listening
on the weekend.”

Unlike stations that say “all-
request” but feature few if any ac-
tual requests other than those that
happen to be prescheduled, KOME
leaves four open slots an hour for
jocks to plug in listener sugges-
tions. Nenni says if you're going to
allow jocks to play real requests,
it’s helpful to have a master list of
secondary cuts from which they
can choose.

“You have to make sure your
jocks are using good judgment in
playing those requests,” Nenni
says. “And when creating clocks,
you certainly want to surround the
open cuts with hit material "’ Nenni
says the use of the actual requests
helps spruce up the song list while
luring the actives he’s seeking.

KOME'’s request weekends will
continue through at least the fall
because, Nenni says, ‘“The buzz is
there.”” But he feels it will eventual-
ly burn. To keep it as fresh as pos-
sible, the station is expanding the
request concept by narrowing a
particular weekend’s musical
focus. For example, KOME tied in-
to a blues festival by asking for and
featuring requested blues rock.
The same can be done with ‘‘best of
the *70s,” British rock, etc.

Another way KOME is enhanc-
ing the request special involves
taking the faxed request idea one
step further. “Work-force blocks”
were solicited Monday through
Friday and aired during the Labor
Day weekend, a potentially effec-
tive way of increasing sampling by
office listeners on Saturday and
Sunday.

Specials’ Worth Depends
On Competition
Significantly, the three stations
that don’t use frequent features
(WPYX, WTUE, KRNAJ have

more in common than weekend
policies. They represent the three
smallest markets of the seven sta-
tions analyzed here, are double-fig-
ure dominant, and have no signifi-
cant in-market AOR competition.
In contrast, WDIZ, KRQR, WLLZ,
and KOME each have at least one
in-format rival.

Conclusion: If your main music
competitors are CHRs, it could
make more sense to take advar-
tage of your market exclusivity
seven days a week, rather than fool
around with specials that may nar-
row your station’s appeal. On the
other hand, if you’re not so lucky as
to have things to yourself, such spe-
cials may still be effective in solidi-
fying your actives and distinguish-
ing your station from other AORs
in the market.

Regardless of how often they use
weekend specials, all the PDs in-
terviewed here rely in varying de-
grees on both syndicated and local-
ly-produced specialty shows. Vos
is the least likely to air them — on-
ly two oldies shows are on KRNA's
current schedule. The others
reserve a good portion of Sunday
night for any one of a number of
classic-oriented shows, new music
shows, countdowns, concerts, and
the like. Sunday morning jazz
shows are also popular.

Levine specifically promotes the
Sunday 6pm-midnight lineup as the
“Sunday Night Specials.” He made
a good point about the effective use
of your own air time to let the au-
dience know about weekend spe-
cials. “I think one of the big mis-
takes stations — including my own
— have made is not prepromoting
these things enough. If you watch a
sports show on TV, they’re already
promoting on Saturday what's
coming up next weekend. Starting
your promotion on Wednesday is
simply not enough time.”

Some other interesting observa-
tions/ideas that came up in conver-
sation: Carroll, while eschewing
regular weekend specials, does be-
lieve in allowing his jocks more
freedom than they have during the
week. Messick has seen his week-
end numbers consistently dip in the
winter, a fact he attributes to par-
ticularly high football usage
leading up to the Super Bowl. And
Podell, who says he’s far more.se-
lective of the syndicated shows he
runs than he used to be, thinks
there may be room for some ‘“AOR
rock 'n’ roll talk, such as open
phone lines, politics, sports —
something in that vein.”

PHILLY’S NUMBER ONE

WUSL.: ‘Bastion Of Consistency’

One of the major spring ’88 Arbitron UC success
stories is WUSL (Power 99)/Philadelphia, which ranked
number one with an 8.2 12+ (up from 7.1). WUSL Presi-
dent/GM Bruce Holberg and PD Dave Allan shared their
ideas on the how they got to the top and what they’re doing

to stay there.

“Five-and-a-half years of pro-
gramming and marketing consist-
ency is one of the reasons we did so
well this book,”” Halberg said. “We
don’t change our story from month
to month. In a market that's seen
three format changes since No-
vember '87, we've been a bastion of
consistency. Over time, that pays
off .

Philadelphia radio has always
been known for its listener loyalty

provided the audience decides a
station is worthy. Holberg said,
“The high standards of our airstaff
have become a tradition at Power
99; people have come to expect ex-
cellence. (Morning team) Carter &
Sanborn are following in the tradi-
tion of people like Tony Gray, Fred
Buggs, and Jeff Wyatt, who all did
good jobs when they were here. I'd
also like to add that PD Dave Allan
is terrific, he’s a hardworking
and perceptive programmer.”
Success Right On Schedule

WUSL adopted the UC format in
October 1982, pioneering the ‘“Pow-
er” tag. Allan assumed the pro-
gramming chores in September
1987, three days before the fall '87
ARB sweep began.

“At that time Bruce, consultant
Don Kelly, and I laid out some
goals for the station,” Allan recall-

ed. “The main thing we talked
about was pulling above an eight
share and being the number one
station in the spring '88 book. These
things don’t always work out as
planned, but this one came through
for us.

“One of the other goals we had
was to change what was then a
young adult/teen station into one
the whole family could listen to.
We’ve now evolved into just that,
and the current book is the best
ever for the station. In the major
demos, we were not only number
one 12+ but also number two 18-34
and number three 25-54.

“Every shift was up in the rat-
ings. Jo-Jo Davis, who does
6-10pm, was number one again
with the highest numbers of any
shift in the market. We've had to
replace people in every shift except
Jo-Jo’s. Brian Carter from B104/
Baltimore and Dave Sanborn from
K94/Norfolk are our new morning
team. Lisa Fairfax, who does mid-
days, came from WEGX, the Top
40 here. John ‘Big John’ Monds
(2-6pm) came from WQHT (Hot-
103)/New York. Frank Cerami
does the ‘Saturday Night Dance
Party,” which is also number one in
the ratings. On Sunday nights we
have the ‘Quiet Storm,” which is
also number one. This book is a
major accomplishment for our en-
tire team.”

Power Max Pays Off

During the spring ’'88 sweep,
Power 99 ran the ‘“Power Max”
promotion originated by Wyatt and
Kelly that first aired on KPWR
(Power 106)/Los Angeles. Trig-
gered by a key song, the “Power
Play Of The Day,” listeners call in
and choose whether to keep $99
cash or go up against Power Max,
a Max Headroom-type character.
Power Max can give them bigger
cash amounts or prizes — or zap
them with a tunafish sandwich or
dirty socks.

“The contest was created for
people who don’t play contests,”
Allan said. -“It gets the passive
listener to listen and react. We
gave away $40,000, spread among a
lot of listeners, and a Mercedes.

The two biggest cash prizes were
for $10,000 and $5000, and there
were about 20 $1000 prizes. The rest
of the winners took the $99. During
the last couple of weeks, when peo-
ple were aware that the Mercedes
hadn’t been awarded yet, the
phones were ringing off the hook,
It really got kind of crazy around
here, but it all worked well for the
audience and for us.”

A Community Mainstay

Discussing WUSL’s image fur-
ther, Holberg said, *‘A major area
of expansion this year was the
business we hadn’t been getting
from the black advertising agen-
cies. There was a misconception
about the station and its dedication
to the community. People now see
that we have a strong commitment
and view us as a viable way of
reaching the black community.
They may not have seen this be-
fore, even though our numbers
have been terrific for a long time.”

As for community service, Hol-
berg said, “We’'re now running a
‘Crack Hotline.’ In four days we’ve
received 300 phone calls from
listeners giving details on the loca-

tions and operations of crack
houses in Philadelphia. We relay
that info and follow up on the air to
report when the houses get shut
down.

“We're also doing a fund drive in
cooperation with the Philadelphia
Daily News for a six-year-old who
was shot and paralyzed in a drug-
related incident. Just this week the
total is $13,000.

“We've been much more active
than in the past. This has helped us
for all the right reasons when it
comes to our community image,
our advertisers, and our fellow
citizens.”

Killer B’s Keep Their Stations Buzzing

The “Killer B's”” — Gary Berkowitz, David Bernstein,
and Gary Bruce — are PDs programming Full-Service
stations with killer ratings. How they maintain those lofty
numbers and keep their stations on top is addressed this

week.

WJR Gives Detroit A Jingle
It’s news when WJR/Detroit
isn’t number one in the Motor City.
Third-year PD Berkowitz notched
another number one performance
in the spring '88 ARB, and earlier
this year helped guide ’JR to its
best winter book in 11 years.
Learning the rcpes in Full-
Service AC was a time-consuming
proposition for the former CHR
programmer. Berkowitz said,
“Stations like this are so compli-
cated and deep. There’s no one
thing that makes our station go up
or down. You can pretty easily
identify your problemn areas, but
how to fix them is tough — and liv-
ing through the backlash from
those changes can be rough.”
Unlike programmers faced with
rebuilding a station or trying to
make a dent in the market, PDs
piloting market leaders go to work
each day with the pressure of

maintaining league-leading stats.
The 'JR experience has forced
Berkowitz to make a significant
shift in his listening habits. “For
the first time in my programming
career, I pay less attention to the
competition,” he said. “They’re go-
ing to have to react tp me. ”

.Although putting jingles on a ra-
dio station is not exactly a revolu-
tionary idea, when WJR added
them three years agc it received
considerable coverage in the local
press. “It was crazy. I was getting
letters and phone calls, and people
called me Gary “Jingles’ Berko-
witz. But I knew they would spruce
up the sound of the station.”

Feeling WJR was not promoting
enough to its own cume, Berkowitz
instituted live and recorded station
promos, which had not been done
previously, and scheduled more re-
motes. “We just got a $300,000 re-
mote truck, and are now out every
weekend,” he said.

Nibbling At The Pie

Flirting with 20 shares 12+,
WTIC/Hartford continues mauling
the competition in market #40.

PD Bernstein is wary of AM
and FM stations that can take a
particular piece of his audience.
“One station may be after the mu-
sic angle, one after the news angle,
and another may try to push per-
sonalities,” he said. “‘I need to be
defensive about these individual
areas. For example, our traffic
plane has to be covering all parts of
greater Hartford. If I don’t pay at-
tention to that, someone else may
beef up their traffic coverage. Also,
our music has to be on target.”

Daily Fire-Fighting Drills

While many stations schedule
weekly department head meetings,
three-year PD Bernstein began
scheduling daily meetings last
year to monitor his station’s heart-
beat. “I get together with my pro-
motion director, production direc-
tor, airstaff, and administrative

assistant,” he explained. “We
spend a good hour discussing vari-
ous aspects of the station and how
to focus it. We may talk about an
upcoming promotion to make sure
everyone knows what the objective
is and how we’re going to do it.
There can always be little brush
fires burning, but if you meet every
day with a hose the fires will never
get out of hand.”

The Monday meeting is also at-
tended by afternoon and evening
employees unable to be present at
morning sessions. Existing promos
are discussed to determine which
(if any) need freshening, and Bern-
stein brings the staff up-to-date on
various promotions being done on
other stations.

There’s an ongoing effort to keep
WTIC contemporary, which is

sometimes complicated by having
a Ti-year old AM driver — Bob
Steele. “My morning man is not
young and hungry, so I need to
make sure the station is young and
hungry. I can’t rely on everybody
to do that. A 30 share in morning
drive means that 70% of the mar-

ket is not listening to us. There’s a
chunk of that audience I should
have. It makes me hungry to get
it,” he said.
WHAS Growing
In Younger Demos

WHAS/Louisville is in a position
somewhat similar to that of WTIC,
in that its prime ratings competitor
is its own sister FM, Country
WAMZ.

Bruce has programmed WHAS
for three years, and takes a humor-
ous approach in inheriting super
ratings. “I’ve been here long
enough that if I haven’t screwed it
up by now, I probably never will ’

Bruce makes a concerted effort
to avoid getting bogged down by
the administrative aspects of the
job. “It's very easy to get caught
up with the paperwork and small
promotions. I have to step back
and look at the overall marketing
and sound of the station. I always
want to know how I can make it
sound better.

When Bruce arrived WHAS was
nailing down 15 shares (12+), but
not long ago the station had an ex-
tremely upper-end demo appeal.

“Less than 20 years ago, WHAS
was doing live orchestra music and
old-line radio. Since then, we’ve
tried to strengthen numbers and
lower the demos. The part I'm
most satisfied with is we've been
able to be very dominant in 2549
demos, and our growth is coming
25-54.

Determining it was a scheduling problem, Marks
has turned it into a major station promotion.

The first thing he did was talk an
auto dealer into donating a white
1977 Ford LTD — “areal boat,” ac-
cording to Marks — to the cause.

Dubbed the ‘“Bama Beater,” the
car is a “rolling petition” to which
thousands of fans have affixed
their signatures. Said Marks, ‘“The
petition is designed to let Alabama
know in a positive way that even
though they’ve played here every
year the last few years people still
want Utah to be included as a con-
cert stop.”

But the fun doesn’t stop there.
KKAT morning man Jay Byrd will
soon slide behind the wheel of the
“Bama Beater’’ and take off for

L.A., arriving in time to present
the “petition” to the group prior to
its September 23 concert.

The plan is for Byrd to call in
reports while en route. Marks said
he’s just hoping Byrd doesn’t lose
the car at a craps table during a
Vegas stopover.

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This is a real catch-all occupa-
tion, and we generally do what
needs be done on behalf of our cli-
ents. Because we work with local
and national radio every single
day of the week, Lon and I
thought it might help things along
if radio better understood exactly
what publicists do.

First, it’s important to note
that all major record companies
have on-staff publicity people. As
a rule, these are generally two-
person departments with the
tough job of answering not only to
large label rosters, but to their
corporate bosses as well. We've
found that these folks, for the
most part, should be enshrined in
a PR Hall of Fame for the sheer
hours they put in alone.

It’s virtually impossible for
label PR people to be the
publicist for every one of their
acts, day in and day out, which is
why labels generally encourage
their artists to employ indepen-
dent public relations firms. This
leaves time for label people to
concentrate on special events and
album launches, which only
makes sense. As MCA/Nashville
President Jimmy Bowen has
said: “MCA is not in the PR busi-
ness. We're in the business of
making and marketing records.”

Independent publicists work
closely with the record compa-
ny’s PR staff, as well as their pro-
motion and marketing depart-
ments. Add to this list the artist’s
personal manager, agent, tour
manager, business manager,
spouse. friends, and the artist
himself, and we have a lot of peo-
ple to whom we must answer.

Working With Radio

In addition to securing national
press (including periodicals,
newspapers, and wires) for our
clients, most music publicists
also do what’s called “‘tour
press.” This means we prepare

local papers, TV, and radio -
especially, in the latter case, with
the station ‘‘presenting” the
show.

MCA’s ‘Mystery’
Marketing Plan

On the heels of its successful “Swing For A Million”
spring marketing campaign, MCA/Nashville has embark-
ed on a new fall promotion: “The Clue Is In The Music.”
Involving both radio and retail, the contest revolves
around a murder-mystery theme, with the national grand
prize winner copping a role in a “Murder She Wrote’’
episode with Angela Lansbury.

MCA will support the campaign
with national and local print and
TV ads, as well as a video and ac-
companying literature outlining
the plan. The label is also offering
product discounts, extended
dating, and a retail display contest
as incentives. MCA/Nashville Ex-
ecutive VP/GM Bruce Hinton re-
marked, “This campaign not only
has a lot of sizzle, but it’s also de-
signed to drive consumers straight
to the country music bins to look at
our artists’ newest releases. This
translates to increased sales for
our artists and a big fall for
MCA/Nashville.”

Artists featured in the promotion
are Patty Loveless, Waylon Jen-
nings, the OQak Ridge Boys, the
Desert Rose Band, the Bellamy
Brothers, John Anderson, Lee
Greenwood, Conway Twitty & Lor-
etta Lynn, Glen Campbell, and
Ethel & the Shameless Hussies.
Also included: the “Country &
Eastern’” compilation LP (R&R,
9/2) plus eight new “Budget” com-
pilations.

Jennings’s radio spots will give
clues to the listeners, who can hear
the answers in MCA artists’ songs
played on participating stations.
Each station will host a “Murder
Mystery Party” for 50 to 100 win-
ning listeners; that’s when a grand
prize ‘“weekend” winner will be
selected.

Meanwhile, retail will be con-
ducting scavenger hunts for clues
in record stores during October.
Consumers solving mysteries can
win prizes in local drawings.

Twenty-one grand prize winners
(one from retail, 20 from radio)
will receive weekend trips for two
to a Murder Mystery Party with
Waylon Jennings at Los Angeles’s
Universal Studios. At that time the
national grand prize winner will be
announced.

Also as part of the campaign,
American Express will offer a
$5000 reward for the finder of a one-
of-a-kind album cover - which
holds all the “evidence.”

how your outlet can become one.)

Label publicists and regional
promotion reps can certainly set
up phone interviews and in-sta-
tion visits. But due to their heavy
workload, they often would ra-
ther refer stations to us. Since a
reliable publicist is on top of his
clienit’s every move, we’'re ex-
cellent contacts for stations that
want telephone interviews, re-
corded liners, guest DJ spots,
artist-involved contests, bios,
autographed pictures, and T-
shirts. When you know a par-
ticular artist is coming to your
town, it’s generally easy to find
the publicist involved by calling
the promoter and asking him to
look it up in the contract rider.
Many publicists list their com-
panies in the rider as easy
reference for promoters and
press representatives. You can
also call the CMA for informa-
tion. (You may also clip the coun-
try artist directory on Page 70.
— Ed.)

National Press

Publicists are also the people
who arrange for artists to appear
on national syndicated and net-
work radio programs. Labels do
this as well. However, since the
indie press agent is often the
“clearinghouse” for all media
commitments, I've found that

record label PR heads are often
glad we’re here to work with the
national shows.

Publicists publicize what al-
ready exists in the artist’s ca-
reer. But we also create situa-
tions that will direct the spotlight
on our client. If an act happens to
sit in with a radio personality, we
try to arrange a photo of them
together in the studio for the
trades.

Here’s another example of cre-
ating press coverage: I asked
Kenny Rogers to throw a birth-
day cake in Larry Gatlin’s face
after he surprised Larry back-
stage with the cake and a birth-
day song. Kenny accomplished
this with much aplomb, and I had
an Associated Press photogra-
pher stashed among the onlook-
ers. As a result, a three-picture
sequence featuring that horse-
play soon went out on the AP in-
ternational wire.

The publicist’s job is all this —
and more. As publicists for coun-
try entertainers, we’re keenly
aware of radio’s importance. We
come up with special promotions,
often working with the label, be-
cause we know that AP news pho-
tos, appearances on ‘‘David Let-
terman,”’ and coverage in People
magazine are a direct result of
radio airplay. Please call on us.
We're here to make your job easi-
er.
