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Rap Lyrics Rapped, Defended 
At NABOB Conference 

Rap lyrics that demean women or glorify violence were 
attacked by singer Dionne Warwick in an unscheduled ap- 
pearance at the Fall Management Conference of the National 
Association of Black Owned Broadcasters in Washington 
(9/14 -17). 

Warwick cited numerous ex- 
amples of rappers who call women 
"bitches" or "hoes" and use a word 
she refused to say aloud, referring 
to it as "F." To illustrate her point. 
she passed out copies of lyrics by 
artists such as NWA, Too Short, 
and the Geto Boys. 

"It is being condoned by our 
broadcast system - that is you." 
she told the gathering of station 
owners and managers. Warwick 
noted the radio and record indus- 
tries censored artists when she en- 
tered the business 30 years ago. 
"What happened ?" she asked. 

In a session following Warwick's 
appearance, Def Jam Sr. National 

Director /Promotions Thomas Ly- 
tle denied that rap lyrics are respon- 
sible for increased violence and 
promiscuity among inner city 
youths. "I'm not going to let anyone 
blame the black recording industry 
for that problem." He added that 
many of his label's recordings get 
no radio airplay at all, yet sell well 
on the street. "Our artists tend to 
he real.

Jacor Turns Up Heat Against 
Cox Atlanta Duopoly 

acor Communications President Randy Michaels 
has written directly to each FCC commissioner, at- 
tempting to head off staff approval of Cox Enter- 

prises' $8 million duopoly buy of NewCity Communica- 
tions' WYAI /La Grange -Atlanta. 

The move occurred after the FCC staff approved an antenna 
modification that Michaels charged has "no public interest justifica- 
tion;' but is designed to "skirt the intent" of the FCC's cross- owner- 
ship rule. By pulling its signal back from a tiny corner of Atlanta, Cox 
claims it won't need a waiver to add the FM to its Atlanta holdings 
of WSB -AM -FM & TV and two daily newspapers. 

"If you allow Cox Enterprises to purchase a second FM station 
in the Atlanta SMSA [Standard Metropolitan Statistical Area], one must 
wonder if the Commission is at all serious about undue concentra- 
tion of media control and if your cross-ownership rules mean anything 
at all;" Michaels wrote. 

In other deal news: 

Barry Mayo and Lee Simonson's Broadcasting Partners Inc. 
(Nasdaq: BPIX) is expected to make its $48 million initial public stock 
offering next week. If that goes well, next up on Wall Street should 
be Bob Sillerman's SFX Broadcasting (Nasdaq: SFXB), which is hop- 
ing to sell $55 million in stock and $75 million in bonds. 

Another Sillerman company, Multi- Market Radio (Nasdaq Small 
Cap: RDIOA), received a favorable mention in the New York Post's "Hot 
Stocks" column (9/20), following a recent slam in Crain's New York 
Business (R &R 9/10). The Post quoted Hibbard Brown analyst John At- 
talienti as saying the stock could jump to $10 -$12 in a year from its 
current $7 range. 

Cox Enterprises is believed to be on the verge of coming to pur- 
chase terms for Beasley Broadcast Group's suburban Chicago com- 
bo, WBIG & WYSY. The price tag for the duopoly with WCKG should 
be around $11 million. 

Gary Stevens earns brokerage honors for last week's "Deal Of 
The Week ": EZ Communications' $5 million acquisition of 
WQKB /Pittsburgh. 

An FCC administrative law judge has ruled that Tichenor Media 
System was the real -party -in- interest behind an application by TMS VP 
Ricardo del Castillo for a new FM at Halthom City, TX (in the Dallas - 
Fort Worth market). The license was awarded to Hispanic Coalition 
Inc., headed by Marcos Rodriguez Jr., whose family has owned several 
Texas stations. 

The Dallas Business Journal reports that Susquehanna Broad. 
casting has sued Greystone Broadcasting over allegedly defaulted 
payments due under a $1 million promissory note from Greystone's 
1991 $2 million purchase of KGBS /Dallas. 

Fields Shifts Direction On Fairness 

Rep. Jack Fields (RTX), who sits on the House 
Telecommunications Subcommittee, has recon- 
sidered his support for legislation that would re- 

impose the Fairness Doctrine. He now opposes any at- 
tempt to revive the long- abandoned policy. 

According to his legislative assistant, Gail Giblin, Fields was 
motivated to "take another look" at the Doctrine after he received 
numerous complaints from Religious broadcasters. Giblin said Fields 
has had "informal talks" with Subcommittee Chairman Ed Markey to 
express his concerns about efforts to bring back the Doctrine. 

FCC Beefs Op; Branch Facing Lawyer Shortfall 

Hand to believe in Washington, DC ... but the 
FCC's Mass Media Complaints and Investiga- 
tions Branch (C &I) - which handles indecency 

complaints and other allegations of wrongdoing by radio 
stations - is facing a lawyer shortage. 

Owing to a maternity leave, a departure, and a temporary reassign- 
ment, the office is currently operating with just two attorneys - down 
from its authorized five. The branch also has two vacancies on its sup- 
port staff. On top of that, the office is now confronting a slew of com- 
plaints about cable television rates and service - gripes that will 
eventually be turned over to the agency's new Cable Services Division. 

Despite those challenges, Mass Media Enforcement Chief Chuck 
Kelley insists C &I is getting the job done. "I don't think we're getting 
a backlog in any critical areas;' he told R &R. Kelley added that he ex- 
pects the branch to be fully staffed by year's end.

The Art Of Dayparting 
Three PDs on scheduling for maximum effect 

While picking the right records is vital, most PDs agree 
that scheduling those titles where they'll do the most good 
is just as important. That's where dayparting comes into play. 

Opinions are mixed on the sub- 
ject, however. This week, two pro- 
grammers explain why and how 
they daypart, while a third main- 
tains that keeping a unified sound 
is more important (see "WKHI: 
Around-The-Clock Integrity' ") . 

Chris Shebel 
WDJX /Louisville 

As a veteran of his station, Shebel 
firmly believes in dayparting: 25% 
of his current music has some re- 
strictions. Determining who's lis- 
tening when, however, is the first 
step in the process. He advises you 
take several factors into account, in- 
cluding such market specifics as: 

When people drive to and from 
work 
How long they spend in their 
cars 

Timing of work shifts at fac- 
tories 
School schedules. 

"It's a combination of playing the 
Arbitron game, of who you're 
dominant with, and then examining 
the hour -by -hour pages of several 
books to see where the targeted 
cume is available. 

"The rest is really an emotional 
thing," explains Shebel. "For exam- 
ple, in middays you can make the 
assumption that while 18 -34s are 
your primary target, the available 
audience is a bit older, since many 
of the 18 -24s are in school - de- 
pending on the market and time of 
year. For that reason, you've got to 
try to appeal to an at -work au- 
dience. Ask yourself what kinds of 
songs they want to hear in the mid- 
day daypart, what types of songs 
would be most appealing once 
school lets out, and once drivetime 
starts. 

"If you do callouts and discover 
that you have a 30+ appeal song, 
be very careful and limit it to mid - 
days, while a record that only shows 
20- 24- year -old appeal should be 
restricted out of the midday day-

sound, with softer records for 
daytime and harder records for 
afternoons and nights. But keep an

Survey Says .. 
We conducted an informal survey of CHR reporters while taking 

reports last week. We asked, "What percentage of your current music 
is dayparted?- Of the 157 respondents: 

The national average was 20%.

part. The idea behind dayparting is 
to have a balance of music to attract 
the audience, but not to blow them 
off in the process by overdoing it." 

Shebel warns against the com- 
mon mistake of tightening the 
music so much the station sounds 
schizophrenic from daypart to day- 
part. On the other side of the coin, 
he says, "Stations often go too far 
in efforts to avoid radical changes

in sound. Look at ACs and how 
they destroy themselves at night 
because they're a midday office sta- 
tion around the clock - even 
though we're out of the office at 
5pm. But CHR can't be a flame - 
thrower around the clock either. 
Bear in mind that most department 
heads and managers aren't 24 years 
old, so you have to offer something 
the bosses can tolerate, since they 
control the knobs." 

How To Do It 
How does Shebel daypart new 

songs? He suggests trying to get 
them established as quickly as 
possible: "Go with your gut by 

be misleading and keep it out of 
dayparts where it has appeal. 

"I've never bought into the notion 
that CHR is only a format of hit 
songs. Artist appeal is a major fac- 
tor in my book. The stronger the 
artist, the more dayparts you can 
expose a new record in." 

In rare cases, Shebel will daypart 
extreme -sounding power records. 
How does he identify a hit record 
in one daypart and successfully 
spread it to others? "Callouts are 
the biggest factor. We research three 
demo cells - 20 -24, 25 -29, and 
30 -34 - and when a pattern forms, 
you can move a record, depending 
on the appeal. A record scoring 
well in the 25 -29 cell usually comes 
from an initial start in the 20 -24 or 
30 -34 cells and can then be spread 
out into other hours." 

Finally, Shebel rejects changing 
rotations with the seasons. "I've 
never believed you need to make 
major adjustments for teens being 
out of school. But on Friday I'll let 
things play earlier while the au- 
dience is getting pumped for the 
weekend, which means we can ex- 
pose a few more things on the 
weekends in earlier dayparts"

Case dayparts about 22% of 
KUBE's current music, but his sta- 
tion has a younger focus than She - 
bel's. Also, Case does make sea- 
sonal daypart adjustments. "I'll 
stretch the dayparts in the summer 
months, because I've found that not 
only are more younger listeners 
available, but adults are more free- 
wheeling and open to more out -of- 
control music. In the fall and winter 
months we get a hair more conserv- 
ative." 

WKHI: 'Around-The-Clock Integrity' 
WKHI /Ocean City PD /morning man Jack Da 
Wack believes that if a record has to be day - 
parted, it shouldn't be on his station. "A hit is 

a hit, no matter what time of day;' he says. 
"We try to maintain an around - 

the -clock integrity with the music. 
To me, Taylor Dayne's 'Send Me A 
Lover' sounds as good at night as 
in mornings or middays. The Red 
Hot Chili Peppers' `Give It Away' 
worked for me in mornings as 
well as afternoons and nights. 

"I really believe it's working for 
us, and the proof is that even 
though we changed frequencies 
[99.9 to 95.9] during the spring 
book, we jumped from 13th to 
third in 18 -34 adults. The philoso- 
phy behind our station is 'no wim- 
py music.' 

"In fact, there are no more than 
four ballads on the current music 
playlist at any time, which is an 
arbitrary decision. Rotations are 
very important, and the kind of 
music being played is balanced 

out by having adult slots in the 
format clock - which don't nec- 
essarily mean downtempo rec- 
ords:" 

Da Wack sees dayparting as 
part of CHR's problem. "The for- 
mat has just niched itself out of 
business, and dayparting has 
done a lot of damage. WPGC 
[Washington) is successful 
because it's truly a lifestyle sta- 
tion, playing music that excites 
people. Fun and excitement are 
missing in the format, and if you 
play too many ballads and 
squeeze out the fun music with 
dayparts, you can't be lively and 
exciting. Even if I were in a major 
market, I'd do the same thing. 
We'd be different -sounding than 
everyone else - and to me, that's 
a good thing" 

Case agrees that Arbitron is one 
way to track the available cume, but 
he relies more on his knowledge of 
the market. "I try to daypart and 
start new records as wide as I can. 
I hate to stereotype a record into 
one kind of appeal or another with- 
out really knowing. I'd rather put 
it on in all dayparts to see what the 
appeal ends up being, instead of 
making an arbitrary decision. The 
best recent example I can offer is 
Brian McKnight's `One Last Cry, 
which sounds like a middays -only 
record on the surface, but turns out 
to be an all -demo, all -daypart, 
across- the -board smash.

"But we strive for consistency, 
and those are the biggest current 
hits, our powers. Ninety percent of 
the time, our powers run around the 
clock. Some harder -edged power 
records that worked even in morn- 
ing drive include Onyx's 'Slam,' 
2Pac's 'I Get Around,' and Tag 
Team's 'Whoomp! There It Is' I 

remember listening to those records 
and getting scared, because the po- 
tential to blow people off is there. 
But if you can catch those records 
at the right moment in their popu- 
larity cycle, they really work 
everywhere. Timing is everything, 
and careful attention to callouts is 
the key to taking off all the dayparts 

and getting maximum impact from 
your records." 

Stay In Touch 

On the other hand, Case cautions 
against putting the wrong records 
on for the sake of consistency. 
"That will screw you up fast. For 
my station, a night record that 
spreads to the daytime is the core 
of my consistency in keeping day- 
time hours bright and fun. We've 
overanalyzed some of these fun 
records; it's wrong to believe they 
don't have adult or daytime appeal." 

Case relies heavily on callouts 
and other types of passive research 
to track a record's true appeal. "Re- 
quests and sales are important, but 
walking around and watching peo- 
ple use the radio and seeing how 
they interact with the music is one 
of the best barometers I can think 
of. We test 12- 34- year -old listeners 
for the callout hooks, and when I 
see movement up or down in a 
demo, I know the record is grow- 
ing in appeal, so I widen its ex- 
posure. 

"If you don't have a callout pro- 
gram in place, take some music and 
play it for some listeners and see 
what they think. Invite some listen- 
ers to the station, put a pizza and 
a six -pack of Cokes in front of 
them, and you'll get all the reaction 
you need. From there, use your 
head and daypart smart - daypart 
to win by going for maximum ex- 
posure of hit records, instead of tak- 
ing a defensive daypart strategy."

ALBUM ORIENTED ROCK 

The Fox Joins The Race In Louisville 
WTFX's strong first trend exceeds expectations 

WTFX /Louisville - the Fox - signed on June 7 with 
an all Van Halen format. After evolving into what PD Buzz 
Casey describes as "a meat -and -potatoes AOR with an edge 
and outrageous personalities," the Prism Radio Partners 
outlet debuted with a 2.1 in a 12+ Arbitrend reflecting only 
its first month on the air. In its second Arbitrend. the station 
doubled its number to 4.2. 

According to Casey, the market 
was in dire need of a Mainstream 
AOR. "Louisville has been without 
a visible rock station for a long 
time; it's been real dead here. 
[Classic Rock] WQMF is perceiv- 
ed as weak, and they haven't done 
any marketing in five years. 

"The market has been dominated 
by Country, CHR, and Classic 
Rock," says Casey. "WQMF's pres- 
entation is low -key and, for the 
most part, they play a lot of dated 
records. We take the opposite ap- 
proach. We're tempo- driven and 
focused on men 18 -34. Core artists 
are Van Halen, Pink Floyd, Led 
Zeppelin, Scorpions, etc. But 
we're not a low -end niche station. 

"We want listeners to get excited 
about radio. Generally, they've been 
disenchanted with it. That's why we 
signed on by playing Van Halen for 
four days. We have an 'in-your-face' 
attitude on the air. 'QMF was 
known as 'the Weasel' for years and 
they still use it occasionally, so one 
of our drops says, The Weasel is 
dead, the Fox rocks Louisville.' " 

Old New Music 
After Prism made a deal to ac- 

quire the frequency in February, the 
hunt was on for a suitable format. 
"Prism CEO Bill Phalen, GM Jim 
Cooley, and consultant DeMers 
Programming did the initial 
research. There was a huge open- 
ing for a station with a mainstream

musical presentation that rocked. A 
lot of new rock music hadn't been 
played here, like Lenny Kravitz, 
Ozzy Osbourne, Jackyl, Pearl 
Jam, Nirvana, and Spin Doctors. 
And there's no New Rock station 
here to expose new music either. 

"Because MTV is here, the 
listeners were aware that all this 
good rock 'n' roll existed. When we 
signed on, our power currents were 
songs from the last six months that 
hadn't been played in this town. 
Songs like Pearl Jam's Alive; 
'Even Flow, 'Black, and 'Jeremy' 
are rotating like currents right now. 
It's a luxury to come into a market 
and not have to gamble with brand 
new product. 

"The word on the street has been 
amazing. We've just started our

Getting The Word Out 
WTFX /Louisville chose to wait a few months after 

its sign -on before launching a large -scale marketing cam- 
paign, but `The Fox" is now off and running with its first 
TV crusade. 

"We put together a custom TV 
spot that cuts through the clutter;' 
station GSM Chris Monk explains. 
"It was produced in Chicago by 
SuperSpots. In one commercial, 
the fox swings a bat [a Louisville 
Slugger, of course] and hits a ball 
that flies toward you on the 
screen, and the voiceover says, 
'Make the switch to Louisville's 
100.5 - The Fox' It has different 
sound bites of songs from our 
core artists. In another spot, the 
fox throws a breaker switch and 
the screen explodes into the 
various artists we play. 

"The target for the TV buy is 
18 -34. We purchased a schedule 
that delivers 88% reach with a fre- 
quency of 8.5. Some of the pro- 
grams we bought are 'Seinfeld; 
'Frasier," 'Home Improvement: 
'Beverly Hills 90210: 'The Chevy 
Chase Show: 'Arsenio Hall; 'In Liv- 
ing Color' 'Saturday Night Live: 
'The Simpsons; 'Star Trek: MTV, 
and a lot of ESPN. 

"We're also on a humongous 
65- foot -long billboard. It's at a

KRZQ Enters The Concert Business 
Reno outlet forced to produce its own shows in `overlooked' market 

KRZQ /Reno faces the daunting proposition of serving 
a market generally overlooked by touring artists. Frustrated 
with the lack of concerts coming through town, PD Rob 
"Blaze" Brooks decided to take matters into his own hands. 

KRZQ began buying and pre- 
senting its own shows four months 
ago after finding that promoters 
wouldn't take the station's pleas for 
shows seriously. "Instead of giving 
labels the guilt trip, we started ask- 
ing them to help us pay for a band," 
notes Brooks. "I try to find out the 
[artists] routing schedules ahead of 
time so I don't have to get them to 
squeeze dates in. If there's a band 
going from San Francisco to Salt 
Lake City, they'd have to come 
through Reno. 

"It's difficult to put on a show - 
there are so many expenses. I work 
with four or five agents, but they 
usually ask for an astronomical 
amount that we have to whittle 
down. Sometimes the label helps 
make it more reasonable by men- 
tioning the size of the market and 
the venue. We pay the agents and 
produce the entire show." 

Brooks starts the booking process 
by talking to the artist's record corn - 
pany and management. "They've 
always got a show they want to send 
you. But you have to be specific on 
who you want to bring through your 
market. You need to do a lot of 
street research, like calling the 
record stores to see what's selling. 
I'll usually do an informal bid and 
fax both parties." 

Orchestrating A Show 

There are plenty of logistics in- 
volved in putting together a concert, 
as Brooks has discovered. "We're 
responsible for bonding the event to 
guarantee that everyone who works

will get paid. We have to cover in- 
surance and pay for the venue, the 
in -house stage manager, a stage 
backdrop, roadies, technicians, 
security, door people, and sound 
guys. 

"You need two sound companies 
because the best one in town could 
be working the night you need 
them. You need venues you trust so 
you can control the door. Make sure 
you're in contact with all of the road 
managers. You need to put on a hell 
of a promotion to make the show 
the biggest thing hitting town. 

"You need to create a campaign 
for image, and name it. We have to 
create a ticket - or pay Bass 
Ticketmaster to sell them - and 
use all the door money to pay the 
bands. We keep the ticket price at 
$9.65 [frequency tie -in] no matter 
what the show. Everything the sta-

tion makes goes to production and 
the bands. Our main concern is im- 
aging the station. We're playing all 
these great artists, and we need to 
make them accessible. The last 
[outside -produced] show we've had 
of any size was the B -52's, which 
was almost a year ago" 

Overcoming Obstacles 
Since Reno is a gambling city, 

KRZQ faces a unique set of obsta- 
cles. `All of our shows are over -21 

shows because of the gambling," 
Brooks says. "We're at the hands of 
the federal government. They won't 
allow anybody underage if there are 
any machines in the venue - and 
there are poker slots in all the 
venues. The booze isn't a problem - we could use armbands. The 
kids are freaking - they want to see 
shows so badly. They've written to 
the local newspaper, and there have 
been editorials. 

"We're trying to find a place that 
will allow us to do a show for un- 
derage kids. They want to mosh, 
and the only places equipped for it 

are the bars. We have some options 
we're working on. There's one bar 
that doesn't have machines, and 
we're trying to get them to construct 
a beer garden to separate the peo- 
ple. It might be where you can 
drink between acts, but not during 
the show. The way they make

Reno Ready To Rock 
"I talk to Bill Graham Presents 

about our situation repeatedly;' 
Brooks says. "They can't bring the 
smaller shows through because it's 
not cost- effective. We hope some- 
body will wise up, because there's 
a market here for the 1000 -seat 
shows. We've had some great 
shows, ranging from Flock Of 
Seagulls to Thrill Kill Kult. 

"However, you can't make a lot 
of money on the 1000 -seat venues - especially when an agent wants 
an 85%-15% split after you make 
costs. There's a market here for 
shows that size, but it's got to be 
somebody who has good relations 
and can negotiate out of the 85 -15 

split. There are so many wacky 
costs that they can't make enough

Blade, who was responsible for 
submitting a list of song for pos- 
sible inclusion in the collection, 
says, "I went through the most re- 
quested songs from my 'Flash- 
back Lunch' feature. I came up 
with a list of 60 or 70 hard -to -get 
songs, some of which have never 
been on CD in the States. The pre- 
requisite was not only [that the 
song be] a most -requested KROQ 
flashback, but also a song you 
can't get anywhere.

In Phoenix, KVRY's healthy 
gain, coupled with crosstown 
format -dominant KKLT's two - 
share demo erosion, leave only a 
0.2 demo gap between the two. 
KVRY PD Steve Elliott - who 
joined "Variety 104.7" last year - 
says, "Our research indicated many 
of IKKLT'sl core listeners were 
stealable. KKLT does many things 
well, hut it plays towards an older 
crowd; we draw the line at age 50." 

Three's A Crowd 
Rather than try to outdo KKLT 

on its own turf - "The Best Mix 
Of Continuous Music" - KVRY 
used a different strategy. Says 
Elliott, "We went after an uncon- 
tested flank. Phoenix used to house 
five ACs, but I doubt any market is 
able to support that many ACs." Ex- 
iting the fray: KPSN (now Gold) 
and KMXX (now AOR KZON). 

KESZ is the market's third AC. 
"Even three may be one too many," 
Elliott states. "Three may survive, 
but only two will thrive. It's [logi- 
cal] for KESZ to leave; its music 
image is hazy and undefined. Still, 
it has a very good morning show 
[Beth & Bill] - marginal stations 
have been well -driven by great mor- 
ning shows. Until KESZ has a 
clearer musical focus, it'll continue 
to get erratic ratings." 

Elliott counters KESZ with a no- 
nonsense, information -based AM 
drive presentation. "It's lifestyle - 
oriented, with lots of traffic and 
one -minute newscasts every 15 

minutes. We target a 32- year -old 
working woman with a couple of 
kids and possibly no 'significant 
other.' "

Mass - Appeal Move 

Formerly CHR KZZP, KVRY 
segued to Hot AC, but some listen- 
ers perceived holes in the current - 
intensive format. "They felt we had 
needless chatter and played music 
that was too new and hard," Elliott 
recalls. "Before, we played John 
Mellencamp; now, we play more 
Mariah Carey. We broadened our 
horizons and became more 
mass -appeal. We'll let someone else 
take chances on new music. This 
market is slow to accept new music. 
Music's also slow in gaining fa- 

miliar status. It's not a demographic 
thing - our weekly callout is done 
only with 25-44 women" 

Early on, Elliott believed KVRY 
focused too much on tempo. "Tern - 
po is male -dominated, doesn't al- 
ways mean 'beat' to women, and 
has a lot to do with attitude. Tem- 
po will always create problems - 
there are only so many tempo rec- 
ords that test well. The burn factor 
will go crazy. These tempo records 
turn over quickly; better- testing 
ballads turn over slower. Often, sta- 
tions don't play records that work 
best for them" 

KVRY listeners can hear spice 
records via the station's nightly 
"'80s At 8" feature. "It's a strong 
tool that helps us maintain our va- 
riety image;' Elliott says. "Where 
else can you hear Nena's '99 
Luftballoons'? We'll play it once 
every few months around Michael 
Bolton and Richard Marx. People 
talk about these songs, and we con- 
fine [the category] and package 
songs accordingly." 

No Contest 
Elliott says AC battles won't be 

won with contests and on -air give- 
aways. `ACs should spend more 
time developing product and stra- 
tegy and hope they match. Trying 
to get polkas shoved down a teen's 
throat isn't an example of a credi- 
ble match. Phoenix ACs didn't do 
any big contests this spring. Lis- 
teners [believe] there's no chance to 
win major prizes. The jarring ef- 
fect, meanwhile, is lost on smaller 
prizes like $100." 

Elliott knows overtaking KKLT 
will take some time, but adds, 
"This battle will ebb and flow for 
a while. We must continue to be 
smart and obsessed about winning."

10 Tips For A Successful Launch 
You've finally settled on a talk host to fill that critical 

hole in the lineup. The prospect's talented, intelligent, ex- 
perienced, and eager to show what he /she can do. Problem 
solved, right? Of course not. 

Without the proper management 
support and work atmosphere, even 
the most promising host is vulner- 
able to quick and ugly failure. 

KFAN & KEEY /Minneapolis 
OM (and former WGN /Chicago 
PD) Lorna Gladstone shared her 
thoughts on creating an environ- 
ment that helps new (and establish- 
ed) shows thrive during the Talk 
format session at this year's NAB 
Radio Show. 

()Build bridges, not walls. 
Don't start by showing the 

host who's boss. It's common for 
PDs to feel they have to exert their 
authority over talent. But the reali- 
ty is strong on -air people tend to be 

strong off -air. Forget your ego. Your 
job is to build trust and a relation- 
ship with the talent - you can't do 

that by strongarming. 

Remember there is no such thing 
as too much positive reinforcement. 
Hosts have to believe in themselves 
if they are going to get better and 

you can make them believe they can 

do anything. Negative criticism will 
not make somebody open up a mic- 
rophone the next day and do better. 
However, that doesn't mean you 
don't talk straight when there's a 

problem. 

©Remember why you hired 
them. If you wanted people 

with strong organizational skills, 
you should have hired another bean 
counter. You don't hire talk hosts to

keep a clean desk and make every 
meeting - you hire them for what 
they do when the microphone goes 
on. 

©Defend freedom. We all say 
we want creativity of all kinds 

from our talents but then we tell 
them they have to work within these 

restrictions and constraints. If you 
want your hosts to be creative, give 
them the freedom to think and cre- 
ate on their own without con- 
straints. 

OKeep talking. Don't com- 
municate with hosts through 

memos. That doesn't mean you 
never write a memo, but you've got 
to talk to them constantly every 
single day. 

And listen to them! Don't do all 
the talking yourself. You have to de- 
velop good two -way communica- 

tion. Just hanging out with the 
talent can help nurture that com- 
munication. There doesn't have to 
be any purpose to your conversa- 
tions. Just sitting around with your 
feet up talking about that new 
Italian restaurant is useful. It's a re- 
lationship like any other, and if 
you're not willing to spend time on 
it, it's not going to work. 

©Talent is special. Managers 
and other employees often re- 

sent talent. Hosts make a lot of 
money. They don't seem to work 
many hours. Their behavior is fre- 
quently not that required of other 
employees - and they seem to be 

having more fun. 
But the reality is not all station 

employees are created equal. Too

What defines success for 
a host is different than what defines 
success in virtually every other job 
in the radio station. 

If you judge your talent by the 
same rules and regulations as 

everyone else, you may have a 

delightful, well -behaved airstaff - 
but you won't necessarily have any 
audience.

Don't make your talent live by rules 

because someone in some other 
format said there should be rules. 

ODeal in substance. Worry 
less about structure and more 

about content. The audience never 
heard of formatics; the audience 
doesn't know what a clock is the 
audience doesn't expect the com- 
mercials to come every 15 minutes. 
What's important is the content of 
the programming. Is it interesting? 
Is it fresh? Is it entertaining? Is it 
compelling? Is it engaging? 

So do what you have to do within 
the confines of having spots and 
features run - but don't focus all 
your attention on it. And don't 
make your talent live by rules be- 
cause someone in some other for- 
mat said there should be rules. 

OStay tuned. Listen to the 
show live - a lot. It's com- 

mon to hear PDs talking about on- 
ly listening to cassettes, not the ac- 
tual show. Well, your audience 
doesn't listen to the show on tape. 
A listener listens within a certain 
context - in the car, at home do- 
ing cleaning, at a friend's, at the of- 
fice - and if you're not listening 
in that type of real -world context. 
you aren't hearing the show the way 
other people hear it. 

OBe patient. Talk shows take 
time to develop. You're not 

talking about the latest. hottest mu- 
sic - you're talking about real, live 
people. A relationship can't form 
between a talent and an audience in 
a week or in a book. If you're not 
willing to be patient and put in the 
time to give your talent an oppor- 
tunity to grow and develop a rela- 
tionship with the audience, you 
shouldn't be in Talk radio. 

OResearch it right. When you 
are ready to do research, don't 

do music research. It's astounding 

how many research companies bas- 

ically take the methodology they 
use on music stations and adapt it 
to a Talk station. 

If you're going to do research in 
Talk, make sure you find somebody 
who knows how to deal with peo- 
ple, not with people's reactions to 
music. 

OBeware of promotions. Pro- 
motions and contests should 

evolve out of programming as pro- 
gramming. It doesn't do any good 
in Talk to have sales coming in and 
imposing a sales contest onto pro- 
gramming. When you do that, the 
talents sound irritated or bored, 
they don't remember how it works, 
and they don't care. You don't do 
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If you want your 
hosts to be 

creative, give them 
the freedom to 

think and create on 
their own without 

constraints.

any good for your advertising, it's 
a constant fight, and it doesn't get 
you any audience. 

Promotion should be something 
that evolves - whether it's off -the- 
air fooling around or something that 
happens on the air that turns into 
a promotion. Then you get your ad- 
vertisers tied into it. Don't let it 
come from outside in, it should go 
inside out.

Format Springs Forward To Record Highs 
The Country radio juggernaut showed no signs of slow- 

ing down in Spring '93, as the Country Ratings Index nark- 
ed its eighth increase in the last nine sweeps for the index 
of 25 -54 Adult Country radio listening. It also posted yet 
another record high. 

The CRI shows that adult Coun- 
try radio listening is up an incredi- 
hie 34% since the historic low CRI 
of 870.3 in Summer '89. 

The format rebounded from last 
winter's minor setback in the 
spring, as it has done without fail 
since the CRI tracking began. Win- 
ter ratings are rarely kind to this 
format. And this past winter was 

even tougher. affected as it was by 
the "storm of the century" which 
dumped record snowfalls on South- 
eastern cities as well as Northern 
metros. 

Competition Takes Its Toll 
The increased intra- market 

Country competition continued to 
take its toll this spring. as 49% of

Country outlets experienced a 12+ 
dip and another 49% slipped 
among 25 -54s. The number of mar- 
kets where Country was No. 112+ 
also dropped from 54 to 49. 

But while the shares are off a bit, 
the good news is that Country's 25- 
54 market rankings rose. Apparent- 
ly, new Country stations are taking 
audience from other tbrntats. which 
could explain why shares are off but 
ranks remain high. 

Market Dominance 
Continues 

Competition didn't seem to dilute 
the format's dominance in many 
cities, however. This spring. 68 of 
the 96 Continuously Measured 
Markets boast Country stations that 
are ranked either first or second 25- 

54. That's equal to the alltime high 
of 71 out of 99 set a couple of years 
ago. (The three markets that are no 
longer continuously measured were 
all home to Country outlets that 
were No. 1 25-54.) 

Gold Rush Continues 
The rush to Country also con- 

tinued during the spring, with 12 

new FMs in the format - five in 
the Top 50 markets. Boston, Kan- 
sas City. Minneapolis, Providence, 
and Tampa each welcomed a new 
format competitor. A sign of the 
times: Two Country outlets current- 
ly vie in Boston. Syracuse, and 
Tampa. while three duke it out in 
Minneapolis, four major players 
struggle for dominance in Kansas 
City, and five tussle in Tulsa. In- 
tense format competition isn't just 
for Texas anymore. 
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Artists Making Splash Overseas 
Country artists are making waves among audiences 

stateside and abroad as the music's appeal keeps growing. 
Mary Chapin Carpenter, Travis Tritt, Trisha Yearwood, 
and Suzy Bogguss are just a few of the artists currently car- 
rying passports to success across the seas. 

Mary Chapin Carpenter returns 
to the UK next month for a 10 -city 
tour, which coincides with the UK 
release of a new single, "He Thinks 
He'll Keep Her." Carpenter will 
perform dates in Aberdeen, Glas- 
gow, and Edinburgh, Scotland; 
Birmingham, Cambridge, London, 
and Manchester, England; Belfast, 
Northern Ireland; and Limerick 
and Dublin, Ireland. 

"He Thinks He'll Keep Her" is 
Carpenter's second UK release; 
"Passionate Kisses" was released 
earlier this year. She also toured the 
UK earlier this year with Lucinda 

Williams in support of that single 
and her album, "Come On Come 
On," making stops in Glasgow, 
Dublin, and London. The new sin- 
gle will be accompanied by a pro- 
motional video of Carpenter's 
performance of the song on the 
CBS TV special "The Women Of 
Country."

Trevino didn't warm to the idea 
immediately, however, and buck- 
ed a little at first about the hours 
of piano lessons he was encour- 
aged to take. "I started piano at 5, 
and had to practice every after- 
noon before I could go out and 
play. Sometimes I'd get upset, but 
within a few years I started getting 
good, and began to see that I was 
different from everybody else and 
could do something no other kid 
could do and do it well" 

Avid in sports as well as music, 
Trevino balanced both through 
high school, until he was finally 
forced because of time con- 
straints to choose between them. 
Giving up music, he elected to 
play baseball and eventually won 
a partial scholarship to Memphis 
State but decided to try and walk 
on instead at Texas A &M. 

During his first semester at 
school Trevino entered a singing 
contest at a local club. He lost the 
contest, but his love of music won 
out, and he continued to enter un- 
til he finally took first prize his 
sophomore year. Realizing that 
music was his calling, he began 
to play at local restaurants for tips 
and never went back to school. 

It was through a restaurant gig, 
in fact, that Trevino got his deal 
with Sony. When a Boston 
distributor happened into one of
