Administration Official 
Defends Spectrum Tax 

Trade rep Kantor says $4.8 billion fee 
not `set in stone; but offers no alternative 

U.S. Trade Representative 
Mickey Kantor last week 
stepped up talk of a $4.8 bil- 
lion tax on broadcasters to 
make up part of an expected 
$14 billion shortfall resulting 
from the GATT international 
trade agreement. 

Kantor de- 
fended what 
he called the 
"so- called tax" 
in a speech 
Wednesday 
(5/25) before 
the Heritage 
Foundation, a 
conservative 
think tank. 

"Right now, 
if you want a 
new portion of

April Radio Revenues Up 9% 
Dollar gains seen in all regions 

Radio revenues sustained 
their upward momentum 

in April with a 9% gain, accord- 
ing to RAB figures. Local sales 
rose 9 %, and national spot rev- 
enues were up 7 %. 

RAB President Gary Fries ex- 
pressed optimism that the reve- 
nue gains would continue. "This 
summer's flood of new beverage 
introductions bodes particularly 
well for radio in the coming 
months," he noted. 

Local revenues were up across 
the board. Three regions - the 
East, Midwest, and West - had 
gains of 10 %, while the South- 
east and Southwest were each up 
8 %. 

National spot sales were also 
up in every region, although the 
Midwest managed only a 1% in- 
crease over April 1993. The big- 
gest increase was in the South- 
west (19 %), followed by the 
Southeast (14 %), then the East 
and West (7 %). 

Four months into 1994, total 
radio revenues were 12% ahead 

of last year. Local sales were up 
11% and national spot 13%. 

RAB's calculations are based 
on data provided by the account- 
ing firms of Miller, Kaplan, 
Arase & Co. and Hungerford, 
Aldrin, Nichols & Carter. 

CHR Leads '94 
Revenue Growth 

CHR, after taking signifi- 
cant sits in both 
ratings and revenues 

over the past few years, ap- 
pears to be turning the corner 
in terms of dolars. According 
to a Miller, Kaplan, Arase & 

Co. survey of revenue growth 
through the fist four months 
of 1994, CHR led all formats 
with an 18% growth rate for 

that period. This improvement 
follows a modest 7% gain last 
year and three years of double - 
digit declines prior to that.

Radio Big With Little Kids 
Medium reaches 91% of 2 -11 children 

Despite being overwhelmed by 

an intense array of multimedia 
entertainment and education op- 
tions, 91% of 2- 11- year -old kids 
find time to listen to radio, ac- 
cording to a "Family Radio Lis- 
tening" study that was jointly 
sponsored by Arbitron and 
Children's Satellite Network 
and conducted in Minneapolis 
last fall. 

Among the conclusions: 
The 91% audience penetra- 

tion level for kids compared to 

95% for teens and 98% for 
adults. 

Kids tended to be light lis- 
teners, spending about seven 
hours a week with radio. In com-

parison, Minneapolis teens spent 
about twice that amount listen- 
ing to the radio during the fall, 
while adult women spent about 
21 hours and adult men 24 hours. 

Kids' listening patterns were 

similar to those of teens ... lis- 

tening peaked in drivetimes and 
fell in middays during the week. 
On weekends, listening peaked 
during the l0am -3pm daypart. 

Households with kids spent 
more of their time listening to a 

radio in their cars than 12+ lis- 
teners in all households. This 
higher in -car listening was even 
more pronounced for the chil- 
dren's- formatted station. 

Response Encouraging 
The study is among the preci- 

ous few radio research projects 
involving listeners below age 12. 

The project report said seven-day 
diaries have been successfully us- 

ed with children in Canada, the 
United Kingdom, and Australia, 
but admitted that "acceptance of 
this method for children's 
measurement in the considerably 
more complex U.S. radio en- 
vironment requires new meth- 
odological investigation." 

Despite that admonition, Ar- 
bitron was able to come up with 
a remarkable 60% response rate 
for the youngsters, who were al- 
lowed the help of their parents in 

filling out their diaries. The pro- 
portion of in -tab diaries returned 
from kids almost perfectly mat- 
ched the actual 2 -11 population of 
the Twin Cities market.

FCC Requests $21 Million Hike In 1995 Budget 

Although FCC user fees were signed into law only 10 
months ago as part of the government's 1994 budget, Chair- 
man Reed Hundt has already raised the possibility of a budget 
increase next year to pay for additional Commission staffers. 

In a House Telecommunications 
Subcommittee hearing Thursday 
(5/26), Hundt asked for a $21 mil- 
lion hike (12.5 %) in the FCC's pro- 
posed 1995 budget - from $167.4 
million to $188.4 million. The extra 
cash would be used to add 251 staf- 
fers. Of the $188.4 million, $116 mil- 
lion (61.5 %) would come from 
broadcaster fees, up from $95 mil- 
lion (56 %) in the original budget. 

Hundt said the FCC was "burn- 
ing the midnight oil" and it was 
"impossible" to do more without the 
increase. If he gets his way, the 
Commission will add 77 employees 
to the Mass Media Bureau, 124 to 
Common Carrier, 44 to Private Ra- 
dio, and six to the General Counsel's 
office. 

Citing an example of the backlog 
on M Street, Hundt said about a 
quarter of the 4000 applications pro- 
cessed by the FM Branch in 1993 
were contested and took an average 
of 24 months to resolve. By bolster- 
ing Mass Media, Hundt said the 
FCC would "virtually eliminate" 
backlogs in AM and FM licensing 
and reduce backlogs of EEO 
reviews.

Who'll Pay The Bill? 

Although subcommittee members 
seemed sympathetic to Hundt's re- 
quest, a couple of Republican mem- 
bers expressed reservations about 
how to pay for it. 

"That [funding the increase with 
user fees] would require changes in 
the current statutory framework," 
said Rep. Jack Fields (R TX), the 
panel's ranking minority member. "I 
think you're going to need to ex- 
amine this proposal closely." 

"Every agency of the government 
faces a tight budget," noted Rep. Mi- 

chael Oxley (R -OH). He question- 
ed why the FCC should "be an 
exception to premise." 

Unfair Raise 
Although fee increases were not 

discussed in any detail, Hundt's pre- 
pared testimony noted that the pre- 
mise behind the introduction of FCC 
user fees was that "those subject to 
the policy, rulemaking and enforce- 
ment of activities of the Commission 
should provide the funding base for 
its efforts" Commissioner Andrew 
Barrett, in a written statement, said 
that "increased funding derived 
from user fees should prove very 
helpful in the long term" 

Any increase in FCC user fees 
would have to pass through the sub- 
committee's parent, the Energy and 
Commerce Committee. Chairman 
Rep. John Dingell (D -MI) has pre- 
viously expressed doubts about any 
fee increase. "Dingell will have a 
large say on whether this proposal 
sees the light of day," said NAB 
spokesman Doug Wills. 

While NAB supports the FCC re- 
ceiving adequate funding, it has said 
it would be "unfair to raise these 
fees again, even before the first 
round of fees are collected." The 
FCC recently announced a fee col- 
lection schedule, beginning in July. 

EARNINGS 

Malrite, CBC Post Reports 
Melrite Guaranteed Broad- 
cast Partners LP. report- 
ed a net loss of $1.6 mil- 

lion ($1.51 per 
beneficial unit 
certificate) for 
1993, compared 
to a loss of $1.2 
million ($1.10) in 
1992. Total rev- 
enues were $4.2 
million, down 
from $6.2 million 

MGBP has a deal pending to 
sell its only property, WJJZ/Phil- 
adelphia, to Pyramid Communica- 
tions for $20 million. Its filing with 
the SEC said that sale is expected 
to close this summer. Once that 
closing occurs, MGBP expects to 
distribute approximately $18.87 
per unit to its investors. That 
works out to about $744 for each 
$1000 initially invested in 1987. 

The company attributed its 
1993 revenue decline to a format 
switch in March 1993, when CHR 
WEGX became "Smooth Jazz" 
WJJZ. The filing said that al- 
though initial ratings after the for- 
mat switch were encouraging, 
they later leveled out. WJJZ was 
the only remaining Malrite station 
after Malrite Communications 

was taken over by Shamrock 
Broadcasting. None of the other 
stations had been owned by the 
publicly traded partnership which 
was managed by Malrite. 

Children's Consolidates 
Children's Broadcasting 
Corp. (Nasdaq Small Cap: 
AAHS) reported a first - 

quarter net loss of $937,000 (18 
cents per share), compared to a 
loss of $591,000 (24 cents) a year 
ago. Net revenues were $756,000, 
up from $102,000. 

"The company continues to in- 
vest in building its national net- 
work," said President /CEO 
Christopher Dahl. "We believe ex- 
penses should decrease and ad- 
vertising revenues will continue to 
increase as the year progresses 
due to the consolidation of our 
Los Angeles network operations 
into the new Minneapolis head- 
quarters" 

Children's Broadcasting owns 
seven radio stations and is acquir- 
ing another. It produces and dis- 
tributes the Radio AAHS network, 
which the company said is now 
carried by stations in 17 markets 
and reaches 19% of the U.S. 
population.

FCC Extends LMA Report Date 
LMA and duopoly stations were given an 

extension by the FCC on the due date 
for Form 395 -B (the Annual Employ- 

ment Report), along with guidelines on who 
reports what in LMA situations. 

The form was due May 31. That's now been extend- 
ed until 30 days after the ruling by Mass Media Bureau 
Chief Roy Stewart appears in the Federal Register: 
"Employees hired in concert with time brokerages and 
LMAs should be reported on the Form 395 -B submitted 
by the licensee that employs them" Stewart's ruling was 

in response to questions raised by several law firms. 
Thus, the brokering station should list all of its em- 

ployees - even those programming the LMA'd station. 
And if the broker isn't a licensee, the form doesn't need 
to be filed. 

In the case of duopolies, a form must be submitted 
for each station. Employees working for more than one 
station should be listed under the one where they per- 
form their primary duties. When their duties are divided 
equally between two or more stations, one station's form 
should list all of the equally shared employees.

NAC broke out of a lengthy slump 
in the winter sweep. Country and 
Urban posted marginal gains this 
book, while AC, CHR, and Rock 
each suffered relatively minor 
declines. And for Beautiful Music, 
which was the seventh most popular 
format just four years ago, it's time 
to pay our last respects: The format 
slipped to 6.8 total shares this book 
and will no longer appear in this 
summary. 

New Leader 
The fragmentation of AC (see be- 

low) allowed News /Talk to advance 
into the No. 1 spot for the first time 
ever. In fact, this marks the first time 
any format other than AC has claim- 
ed the crown. 

This edition of the Format Perfor- 
mance Review is the first to incor- 
porate the Hot AC /Adult CHR 
format. To provide historical 
reference, stations that would have 
been considered Hot AC during the 
Winter '93 and Fall '93 books were 
removed from their respective for- 
mats' totals (represented by broken 
lines on the accompanying graph) 
and used to compile year- to-year and 
book -to -book Hot AC figures. The 
Progressive format continues to be 

included in the Rock format's totals. 

Format -By- Format Analysis 
AC: A leaner, meaner AC format 

scored a healthy 3.9% increase this 
book, although it's still off 3% from 
last year. For comparison, had the 
format's reclassified Hot AC stations

just 4.9% off its figures from two 
years ago and 6.3% off its winter 
peak three years ago.

Alternative: A 6.9 % book -to- 
book gain closes out a phenomenal 
year in which the format saw its 
shares skyrocket 91.5 % over Winter 
'93 levels, an improvement no doubt 
paced by the appearance of Alter- 
native stations in six new markets 
since last year.

Big Band: The format had 
been steady in recent years, but a 

7% decline this book capped off a 
year in which Big Band's numbers 
dropped .11.3 %.

Full- Service: In 1991, the for- 
mat's winter book was up 46% from 
the fall. In '92, it was a 26.3% in- 
crease.

Gold: Gold scored its best num- 
bers ever, up 3.9% over Fall '93 and 
17.9% over last winter. But with the 
recent influx of '70s -based stations 
and a historical tendency for Gold 
numbers to increase dramatically in 

the spring, the best may be yet to 

come.

Hot AC: The fledgling format 
made an auspicious debut, grabbing 
3.6% of total shares out of the box. 
Hot AC also exhibited good growth 
this book, increasing 11.3% over a 

pro forma fall figure. 
One -year trend: 81.4 -90.9 

NAC: The addition of three new 
markets provided NAC with its best 
showing since Summer '92 and put 

an abrupt end to its recent slide. In 
one book, the format gained back all 
the shares it had lost in the last two 
years. 

Four -year trend: 55.3 -54.6 

News /Talk: This winter's harsh 
East Coast storms sent News /Talk's 
total shares soaring in Philadelphia, 
Washington, and Long Island, help- 
ing push the information stations to 
their best book since Fall '92 and 
their best non -fall book ever. 

Four -year trend: 274.9 -369.7 

Religious: The format has ven- 
tured outside the 20 -26 share range 
only twice in the last four years, and 
this winter's share is exactly the 
same as last winter's. 

Four -year trend: 21.9 -24.7 

Rock: Since reaching its most 
recent peak in the latter half of 1991, 

Rock's share of the market has been 
slowly eroding. It's down 12.7% 

from two years ago, 8.9% from last 
year, and 2.1% from last book.

determine a system for structuring 
membership dues that is not only 
fair and equitable for all stations in 

our industry, but adapts well to the 

changing landscape of station 
ownership," remarked RAB Chair- 
man and Heritage Media Radio 
President Paul Fiddick. 

Fiddick said the new structure 
better accommodates duopoly and 
LMA situations by treating com- 
monly owned or managed stations 
in a market as a single entity, which 
would then be classified into one of 
the 12 revenue categories. The new 

system is not expected to affect 
RAB's revenues. 

New RAB members will be sub- 
ject to the new dues structure imme- 
diately. Existing members will 
convert to the new system beginning 
next year.

here and say, `Kantor stood up there 
and said [they've] made a decision 
to impose a new fee on spectrum.' 
We haven't done that. We're not even 
close to making that kind of deci- 
sion. We've got plenty of time." 

Summer Vote Wanted 

Another alternative often dis- 
cussed in Washington is a budget 
waiver, which would allow imple- 
mentation of the trade treaty with- 
out requiring offsetting taxes. Kantor 

said he was opposed to the idea, al- 

though others in the Clinton admin- 
istration and Congress favor it. "To 
go out and seek a waiver could be 
construed by the market as not be- 
ing disciplined or opening up the 

floodgates to many different kinds 
of waivers," Kantor said. 

The administration is pressing 
Congress to pass GATT before go- 
ing on summer break in mid -Au- 

gust. According to Kantor, "The 
president is going to put every en- 
ergy he can into making sure it's 
done before the August break" 

House Divided 

In the House, the powerful Ways 

and Means Committee has jurisdic- 
tion over the GATT agreement. Its 

chairman, Rep. Dan Rostenkowski 
(D -IL), stepped down from his post 
Tuesday (5/31) after being indicted 
on 17 felony counts. His successor, 
Rep. Jack Gibbons (D -FL), has in- 
dicated he supports a budget waiver. 

House Majority Leader Richard 
Gephardt (D -MO), however, has 
come out against the waiver. 

Rep. John Dingell (D -MI), chair- 
man of the Energy and Commerce 
Committee, stated his opposition to 
the spectrum royalty in a recent let- 
ter to Leon Panetta, director of the 
White House Office of Management 
and Budget. 

In addition to questioning whether 
the royalty was appropriate, he also 
berated the OMB director for not 
consulting with him: "I hope that in 

the future, initiatives that amend sta- 

tutes or affect programs falling with- 
in the jurisdiction of this committee 
will be brought to our attention di- 
rectly so that we will not have to rely 

upon the press, lobbyists, or other 
committees to learn of the adminis- 
tration's intentions."

Local CHR revenues were up 
15 %, while national business 
shot up 31%. 

In addition to CHR, five other 
formats posted increases in ex- 
cess of the industrywide 12% 
pace: Alternative (17 %), News/Talk 
and Spanish (16 %), Nostalgia 
(14 %), and Urban Contemporary 
(13%). Country however, after be- 
ing the only format to register 
double -digit increases in 1992 and 
1993, slowed to just 5% in the 
first four months of '94.

"In the past, those types of songs 
wouldn't have been played. But if 
they generate sales or phones and 
we're the hit music station, we must 
play them. The same goes for 
ballads, but too many will lose our 
essence sound: fun, upbeat, and en- 
ergetic. So I limit the tempo `relief 
to no more than two or three ballads 
an hour, including currents, recur - 
rents, and gold." 

When focus groups said, "I real- 
ly like KHFI, but they play a lot of 
songs I don't care for along with 
ones I like," Roberts worked with 
then -MD Tracy Austin (now 
KIIS /Los Angeles's MD) to con- 
solidate the music library. According 
to Roberts, "CHR needs to be on top

staffers. KHFI holds two weekly 
music meetings; KPEZ has one. 
Promotion and morning show 
meetings have similar structures, so 
he's learned to delegate duties. "Pro- 
motion Director Ginny Schoggins 
and assistants Traci Waller and 
Leslie Basenberg also work with 
our JOV partners, Talk /AC combo 
KFON & KEYI - they've got to 
be on top of it for KHFI to have a 
world -class presence on the streets. 
They typically will line up more 
than 40 appearances a month" 

During the fall, KHFI backed the 
'Birthday Wheel of Cash' with TV, 
but ran clean during most of the 
winter book (except ongoing theme - 
weekend giveaways).

What's So Alternative About Alternative? 
The following letter written by Burkhart/Douglas & As- 

sociates, Inc. Exec. VP /Product Development Greg Gillis - 
pie was taken from the company's recent client newsletter. As 
a consultant to various Alternative stations, Gillispie's sug- 
gestions may help sway passe station decisionmakers' percep- 
tion of the format. 

Greg Gillispie 

For the last two 
years, Alternative 
music has been 
touted as the 
savior of AOR and 
CHR, and the 
driving force be- 
hind the growth of 
the format that 
has been called 
everything from 
Alternative to 

Modern Rock to New Rock. But 
what's so alternative about Alter- 
native music anyway? 

Looking at the playlists of the suc- 
cessful stations in this format, you 
see tremendous diversity. There are 
contemporary singer- songwriters 
such as Satnh McLachlan and Tori 
Amos; contemporary folk artists 
such as the Indigo Girls and Sheryl 
Crow; contemporary rhythmic/ 
dance artists such as Erasure and 
the Stereo MC's; contemporary rock 
artists such as Pearl Jam and Alice 
In Chains; and extreme hardcore 
artists such as Nine Inch Nails and 
the Rollins Band. 

Is this diversity really any differ- 
ent than the early days of Progres- 
sive AOR when you could hear art- 
ists such as Elton John, James Tay- 
lor, Joni Mitchell, Judy Collins, 
War, Stevie Wonder, the Rolling 

Stones, the Who, Black Sabbath, 
and Led Zeppelin? In those days, 
Alternative wasn't even in a broad- 
caster's vocabulary. 

Webster defines alternative as a 
proposition or situation offering a 
choice between two or more things, 
only one of which may be chosen. 
When you think about the audience 
loyalty that these so- called Alter- 
native stations have cultivated, they 
really do not fit the definition of 
alternative at all. In fact, for many 
18-34 adults, these stations have 
become their sole station. The 
reason is, these stations have focus- 
ed on this group's musical tastes and 
lifestyle needs, becoming the fresh

tivity or influence. Considering the 
number of artists and songs that 
have started at the so- called Alter- 
native format and crossed over to 
AOR and CHR, and the volume of 
sales these artists and songs have 
generated, it certainly appears that 
this format is truly the new 
mainstream. 

While many stations position 
themselves as mainstream and re- 
main successful against their target 
audience, they are hardly riding the 
crest of the prevailing current. They 
have been forced to live up to the ex- 
pectations of their past. 

Perhaps it's time to realize that a 
major shift is happening before our 
eyes and ears. Rather than focusing 
on the definition of music styles and 
continuing the debate on what fits 
where, maybe we should wake up to 
the new mainstream. Those that 
don't, may find themselves swept 
away by the current.

tion is the newest 
rock entry. `Be- 
fore we came on, 
there was a signif- 
icant hole for 18 -34s. So we target 

that demo - and have been able to 

capture them. We're aggressive, do- 
ing a lot of fun promotions. A re- 

cent one was `Fantasy Garage.' We 

gave away a wave runner, motorcy- 
cle, two mountain bikes, a John 

Deere lawn mower, and a Chevy 

S -10 pickup. 
"We're also involved 'with all the 

rock concerts. We've played softball 
with Guns N' Roses, which [at- 
tracted] 5000, and we've played bas- 

ketball with Testament. Our 
morning guys - Treetop & Johnny 
Dare - raised $10,000 for the city 
mission last Christmas when over 

$2500 worth of toys was stolen. 
"This is a very competitive mar- 

ket with a rock and country base. 

KYYS has been here for 20 years 

and done great in that time; KCFX 
is one of the oldest Classic Rock sta- 

tions in the country. 
"Kansas City is a meat and pota- 

toes market," continues Sorenson. 
"So when we choose new music we 

look for good rock records and for 
what's worked in the past. When it 
comes to Alternative, we'll play 
songs with the rock edge vs. the 

pop /dance edge. Because of the mar- 

ket competitiveness, it's not as easy 

choosing music as you might think.

won't work because there are too 

many good stations here. 

"I don't know of any real bad 

blood between the KC stations. 

There's a certain amount of peaceful 

coexistence that KQRC has wanted 

to maintain. We never wanted to 

come in and start pound =ng our 

chest, saying, `They suck and we 

suck too, but we're not as bad as 

them: Maybe it makes great trade 

reading, and we all laugh about it. 

"But I don't think the audience 

really cares or pays any attention to 
it. The audience is saying, `Forget 

about your competitor. What are you 

doing for [us] ?' That's what I worry 
about: what the audience wants and 

what will keep them happy. Don't 
get me wrong - we definitely want 

to win and to dominate our demo. 

But everybody respects each other, 

including the sales departments.

They weren't alive when a lot of this 

music was recorded, but they still 
enjoy it.

"Community servicewise, we do

What does the military have to do with the radio industry'? 

A lot. Cities located near military bases, such as Fayetteville, 
NC, benefit enormously from such facilities. Even though Ar- 
bitron doesn't count the troops in the ratings, the local mer- 
chants and Chamber of Commerce applaud their purchasing 
power. 

Ft. Bragg, home of the 82nd Air- 
borne Division, is just outside the 
Fayetteville city limits. WZFX (The 
Fox) /Fayetteville has become not 
only the city's favorite radio station, 
but also the local soldiers' favorite. 
It is the highest -rated 12+ UC sta- 
tion in the country, with a 22.8 
share. 

Getting Involved 
WZFX VP /GM 

Lynn Carraway 
says the station has 
a great deal of re- 
spect for the mili- 
tary. `As the 123rd 
market in the 
country, we're a 
medium -sized 
market. We have

Along with the Fayetteville Cham- 
ber of Commerce and the U.S. Ar- 
my, the station will honor the troops 
for their service to the country and 
welcome home those who recently 
served in Somalia with a week of 
festivities. The events will culmin- 
ate with a live concert, to be held 
on the base at Ft. Bragg June 25. 

"The citywide Military Apprecia- 
tion Week starts June 20," says Car- 
raway. "There will be discounts for 
all military personnel and their de- 
pendents at all local retail establish- 
ments, a picnic for the military and 
their families, and other activities 
sponsored by groups that would like 
to express their appreciation to the 
military. 

"This week of activities just hap- 
pened to coincide with our eighth 
birthday celebration, and we offered 
to let it be a part of the festivities. 
We had been working on our cele- 
bration for the past nine months, and 
it was already scheduled to take 
place at Ft. Bragg. The Chamber of 
Commerce endorsed our birthday 
party as the finale for the week, and 
we're very excited about that. So in- 
stead of the projected attendance of 
6000 we normally have, we now ex- 
pect a turnout in excess of 20,000."

Male Nurturing 
Society must focus on help-

mentalities against blacks and other 
minorities. But for the most part, I

"In this market, black consumer 
spending is more than whites; blacks 
also have a higher percentage of loy- 
alty to brand -name products. Minor- 
ities make up 38.4 % of our market's 
population, and the only way our 
advertisers can effectively reach the 
black consumer is through WZFX." 

Exclusivity Sells 
Pagan says one benefit of adver- 

tising on WZFX is exclusivity. "The 
18-49- year -old passive audience 
doesn't subscribe to the newspaper, 
but [this demo] can be reached by 
using our radio station. We can of- 
fer our clients a product that has an 
exclusive audience of 30.8 %; the 
average age for Fayetteville is 26.5. 
So when we get a client who tells 
us they want to reach the golden 

above the average of most Urban sta- 
tions. I think that's because of our 
professionalism. Four of our five 
sales reps are Certified Radio Mar- 
keting Consultants; only 5% of all 
of the people in radio sales have the 
CRMC qualification."

the market's two -way AC battle by erasing the meaty 9.5 share 
advantage Soft AC KRBB held just a year ago. Back then, 
KRBB was one of only two stations in town boasting double 
digit 25 -54 numbers (Country KZSN -FM was the other). 

"Programmers, of course, tend to 
think bad books are Arbitron's 
fault, and good books are absolute- 
ly true," jokes KXLK PD Jeff 
Couch. "Last year at this time, we 
decided we needed to win this war 
on the street. We also worked to 
brighten the station a bit, but 
[neither KRBB nor we] did any ma- 
jor winter promotion." 

Identity Crisis 
When Couch arrived three years 

ago, KXLK attempted to copy 
KRBB. "Unless you have [signifi- 
cant] money to spend on marketing, 
stations trying to do that will have 
a major uphill battle. KRBB had 
consistently been doing the same 
thing for several years. They're very 
good, and we were trying to displace 
them.

Gain From Loss 

Morning show producer Jody 
Dean played a major role in moti- 
vating Chapman to succeed. "He'd 
become a star in his own right on 
the show for his song parodies 
and character voices," Chapman 
explains. "We began asking 
ourselves if Jody was good for the 
morning show. The answer was 
'yes: because he was popular, 
bright, and talented, and he 
brought a lot to the table. 

"But since he was doing so 
much, we also wondered if it was 
good for the show that I was do- 
ing less. The answer to that was 
a resounding 'no: Behind the 
scenes for the past year, we tried 

to figure out how to balance 
things. In the meantime, KRLD 
made [Dean] an offer he couldn't 
refuse, and he left. I was back do- 
ing everything and didn't want 
anyone to think the wheels came 
off the show because Jody had 

left. Out of necessity, I got up ear- 
lier, stayed later, and created new 
features - and it's worked : 

Without a partner /producer, 
Chapman says he "converses with 
the listener. We knew that's what 
we should do, but we weren't 
practicing it:' 

Unconcerned By Stem 
Howard Stem's show on cross- 

town Classic Rocker KEGL poses 
no threat, Chapman contends. 
"He doesn't deal with rry female 
audience; he may have three of 
them:' 

Given Infinity's syndication 
success with Stern, it's natural to 
wonder, if, Chapman's morning 
show would ever go the same 
route. "We've talked about it, but 
I don't think it will happen. Infini- 
ty is in its infancy in that busi- 
ness, but I'm not in the infancy of 
my career. They'd be smarter to 
take someone who will be around 
10 -15 years down the road. I can't 
guarantee that I'm that animal, but 
when you're No. 1, you think about 
renewing your contract quicker 
than when you're not :'

list are being carried by a wide variety of stations, including

The Top 10's timeliness and hip - 
ness have many programmers sali- 
vating. The enthusiasm wanes 
somewhat when stations are told 
they need to deliver daily ROS in- 
ventory to acquire radio rights to 
Dave's Top 10. 

Rip -Offs Nipped Off 
"It was an easy 

decision for us to 
take the show, de- 
clares KBIG PD 
Dave Ervin, who 
slots the list at 
6am and Sam. 
"I've had the op- 
portunity to put 
the Top 10 [con- 
cept] to the test in 
many focus groups 
and have never been able to find a 
morning feature that tests higher.

"We wanted it and were willing to 
pay the price. Many stations had 
been ripping off these lists for years. 
CBS finally figured out they had a 
very marketable show."

How much inventory would have 
been "too much" to yield? "One 
more spot a day," says Ervin. "This 
is a tall ticket, but we're running a 
few less promos a day. We took the 
inventory from [programming, 
rather than sales]. Many PDs des- 
perately want to run this show, but 
some stations won't allow them to 
take away that much inventory." 

Stretched To Legal Limit 

KBIG's other syndicated program- 
ming includes Casey Kasem's 
weekly Westwood One AC count- 
down. "At some point, there's no 
more room for barter. It also de- 
pends on the station's sellout level. 
If a sales staff is doing its job, you 
don't have much flexibility to add 
bartered shows. The amount of time 
needed in return for barter situations 
can be a decision- maker. 

"It's supply and demand. CBS has 
a hot show and knows it can get the 
legal limit for it. They're not cutting 
any special deals, and all markets 
pay the same freight."

8. if you listen with 
headphones and turn the 
volume all the way up, you 
can hear Dave's pacemaker.

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Programmers Go For The Gold ...Again 
That distant rumbling you hear may well be the ground- 

swell of a movement by current -intensive Country stations to 
reintroduce a higher percentage of oldies to the music mix. 

Programmers are becoming in- 
creasingly concerned about declin- 
ing TSL levels. Some believe this is 
a result of increased competition 
among like- sounding "Hot New 
Country" outlets, relentlessly 
pounding out high doses of current 
music. 

Regardless of how you finesse 
your rotations, multiple Country sta- 
tions in a market playing the same 
songs inevitably leads to faster song 
burnout rates among listeners. Fur- 
ther compounding the situation are 
the 18 -34- targeted outlets that turn 
the currents as much as 50% faster 
than 25 -54- targeted stations. 

Consultant 
Strikes Gold

McVay Media 

consultant Bob 
McNeil is in the 
midst of reposi- 
tioning some of 
his clients - in- 
volved in head -to- 
head Hot New 
Country battles - 
as the "new main- 
stream;' which he 
defines as a 50 -50 Bob McNeill 
mix of currents to gold. (The cur- 
rents are equally divided among cur- 
rents and recurrents.) He says, 
"There's now an opportunity for one 
station in a market to not be the Hot 
Country outlet, but to be the 
mainstream, or variety, Country sta- 
tion." 

It's McNeill's contention that a 
current -based, adult- oriented format 
is not sustainable. "The inherent 
burnout caused by a limited amount 
of product makes [continued suc- 
cess] almost impossible. Just ask 
your local CHR station - if there's 
one left in your market" 

KPLX /Dallas 
PD Brad Cham- 
bers, heretofore a 
fierce advocate of 
current -intensive 
Country, is an- 
other programmer 
who has recently 
cut back on the 
number of cur- 
rents (though not 
as drastically as Brad Chambers 

McNeill). He's taken KPLX from 
70 -30 to 60-40 current -gold, and 
added one recurrent and one gold 
position to each hour. 

'Lost' In New Music 
Why the change in philosophy? 

"I'm getting a sense the listeners are 
starting to feel lost - they just can't 
keep up with all the new music and 
acts. The sheer amount of new prod- 
uct has them feeling as if they're los- 
ing touch with what's going on. 

"Country listeners are more in 
tune with the artists - more con- 
scious of who they are, where 
they're playing, etc. - than fans of 
any other format. When they feel 
they're losing touch, they become 
uncomfortable. And if they're un- 
comfortable with the amount of new 
product, then we have to change." 

Country stations have always 
spent considerable time acquainting 
their audiences with new artists. But 
Chambers feels that task is becom- 
ing tougher. "Country radio remains 
a music- driven format, and we can't 
say enough to get people comfor- 
table with all the new acts. So we 
have to slow it down to the point 
where listeners can keep up with it." 

Texture Is Critical 
McNeill concedes that crafting a 

station's move from Hot New Coun- 
try to a more balanced approach can 
be very tricky. "It's a given we'll 
have to integrate some of the songs 
we've abandoned back into the li- 
brary. But it's important to make 
sure they're compatible with today's 
current music on a couple of levels. 

"The age of the song is not a fac- 
tor. But the artists must be viable to- 
day, and the texture of the music 
must be compatible with today's mu- 
sic. The new production and sound 
of today's country music is a fact of 
life and the library must match it" 
He adds that each station's oldies 
selections are market -dependent and 
based on research. "That's the only 
way to know what songs and what 
types of country work," he says.

best new songs and familiar favorites 
from the past few years." 

When it comes to the mix, 
McNeil also says it's not just a mat- 
ter of percentages - it's how the 
music is positioned. "If, for in- 
stance, you come out of every stop - 
set with a current, your station will 
be perceived as current -driven. If in- 
stead you come out of every stopset 
with gold, the audience will perceive 
your station as gold -driven. Both are 
regardless of the actual amount of 
currents or oldies you play. Listeners 
are more attuned to songs that come 
out of stopsets" 

Another way to give the impres- 
sion you're playing more gold is to 
highlight it. McNeill recommends 
liners such as "Here's a song you're 
not going to hear anywhere else but 
here" or "It doesn't have to be new 
to be great"

Chambers says his research has 
taken an interesting turn of late. 
"Songs that weren't scoring well are 
starting to regain favor. Some of the 
same people who in the past told us 
they didn't want to hear certain songs 
are now saying they want to hear 
them again. They're saying they 
miss hearing some of the [material] 
they used to hear but no longer get. 
Part of that is a desire for the higher 
`comfortability factor.' " 

Both McNeill and Chambers 
agree that the AC crossover music 
that worked for the Country format 
years ago no longer fits. McNeill 
says, "It's just not texturally com- 
patible with today's sound." 

Making Gold Acceptable 
Whether inadvertently or inten- 

tionally, many Hot New Country 
outlets have effectively repositioned 
pre -1988 music as a negative. 
McNeill says one of the challenges 
of introducing oldies back into the 
mix is making them cool and hip. 
"Variety is the key word. New main- 
streams can position themselves as 
'The only station playing today's best 
Country and yesterday's favorites' or 
'The one station that plays better 
variety.' " 

Even though he's in one of the na- 
tion's most competitive format bat- 
tles, Chambers has backed off some 
of the more aggressive liners which 
attack his foes and chosen to focus 
on KPLX's new position. He's 
adopted the prime positioner "Real 
Country." New liners include "The 
best new songs and a few you 
haven't heard in a while" and "The 

New Music Still Key 
McNeill emphasizes that a return 

to higher gold percentages doesn't 
mean programmers should turn their 
backs on new music and new artists. 
"New artists are essential to Coun- 
try's continued growth. But we must 
develop artists who have the legs to 
become core artists. CHR's biggest 
problem is not that the product went 
away, but that core artists disap- 
peared. We can't let that happen to 
us. 

"The new mainstream stations 
need to be as focused on new cur- 
rent music as the Hot Country sta- 
tions. There's a lot of room for new 
music. The 50 -50 ratio accommo- 
dates all the new music you'd ever 
want to play. It's significantly differ- 
ent than the 30 -70 current -gold ra- 
tios we ran a few years ago. 
Contrary to what some people might 
think, I'm not against playing a 
healthy percentage of currents. I just 
think that, as a format, we got car- 
ried away." 

Chambers agrees, noting, "We 
have to consistently redefine what 
we are as a Country station, and we 
must change with the audience. Lis- 
teners still want the hottest new mu- 
sic - just not so much all at once. 
It's important to find a balance now 
before the audience reaches a satur- 
ation point where they don't want to 
hear new music at all." 

But that produces a quandary for 
Chambers, who says, "Our audience 
has always counted on KPLX to play 
hot new music. It's going to be frus- 
trating to have to be slower and more 
cautious. There's a lot of good new 

music out. Unfortunately, some of 
it's not going to get played." 

Battling Hot New Country 
Some GMs and PDs have been 

reluctant to back off their current - 
based positions for fear of losing 
some of the younger demos who 
have joined the party during the last 
few years. In a competitive situation, 
that could mean losing those folks 
to your Hot New Country com- 
petitor. 

McNeill's not worried about that: 
"The 25 -54 demo is still the most 
important for advertisers. And 35 -54 
is growing in importance for the ad- 
buying community. Indeed, the 
35-44 cell is the fastest- growing 
demo in the U.S. And who wouldn't 
want a station centered around the 
30-40 age group ?" 

Also remember: The young 
demos swelling Country listenership 
aren't a Country audience in the 
classic sense. They're current music 
consumers and they will gravitate to 
whatever's hot. 

So how do you do battle with a 
Hot New Country station if you 
make the move back to the middle? 
McNeill suggests repositioning your 
competitor. "That's difficult for 
them to defend," he notes. For in- 
stance, McNeill might counter a 
current -based competitor with a 
liner like "If you're tired of hearing 
the same new songs over and over, 
there's an alternative." 

He adds, "Call 'em names. Give 
them the opportunity to either de- 
fend or abandon their position.

Either way, you can work it to your 
advantage. Attacking the weaknesses 
in their strengths makes them either 
back off on the strength you're at- 
tacking or put more emphasis on it, 
which strengthens the position 
you've moved to" 

The Last Word ( ?) 
And the final word on the matter - for now, at least - can be found 

in the June 1994 Playboy interview 
with Garth Brooks. He says, 
"Somebody at a radio station told 
me they're not playing anything pre- 
1987. That's scary. A lot of these 
people think that the only way they 
can stay successful is to play the 
youngest and the newest stuff. and 
there begins the fall." 

As always, balance is critical. Let 
me know where your station stands 
at the current -gold crossroads.

The newest kid on the country 
block announced its presence with 
authority amid the fireworks at a re- 
cent Music City celebration. But 
after the smoke cleared and the 
lights went up, the question remain- 
ed: Can the country market sustain 
yet another label full of new talent? 

According to Polydor President 
Harold Shedd - who hopes to 
capitalize on country's youthful 
trend with a roster that includes the 
Moffats, a group of 10- year-old 
boys, and Amie Comeaux, a 
17- year-old Baton Rouge native - 
the answer is a resounding "yes."

Background 
A big - voiced baritone whom the

I bles" instead of vocal cords, 
1 Jesse Hunter was born to sing.

I country fans. "Dad's an old cow- 
)(3boy throwback, and he loves the 
Sons Of The Pioneers and Marty 
Robbins. He rocked me to sleep 
singing their songs. He was also 
a huge fan of rootsy stuff like the 
Carter Family and Jimmie 
Rodgers, too 

Hunter picked up his first in- 
strument when his dad literally 
put it down. His father had tried 
in vain to learn how to play the 
harmonica, got frustrated, and laid 
it down on the seat of the car. 
Hunter picked it up, and by the 
weekend he was ready for another 
harmonica He later began sitting 
in with family friends when they 
played together in town. 

Hunter moved on to the gui- 
tar at 16, and two years later he 
was playing club gigs around 
town. Stints in a radio station 
house band and at college follow- 
ed before he decided to move to 
Nashville and focus solely on his 
music. Once there, he took a job 
surveying land on construction 
sites - but continued to play. 
"Every time it would rain, I'd make 
my rounds to the publishing corn - 
panies. It got so that the recep- 
tionists wouldn't even have to look 
outside, they'd see me coming 
and know it was raining," he 
laughs. 

Signing 
A turning point in Hunter's mu- 

sical career was when producer 
Doug Johnson took him aside 
and called him down for not

writing material for himself. "I was 
a writer at NEM Music and had 
just gotten a Bobbie Cryner cut. 
Doug called me in and asked to 
hear some of my stuff. Ashamed, 
I had to admit I didn't have any- 
thing for myself. He let me have 
it, and I immediately took six 
months off and wrote six songs 
just for me - some songs that 
had the spunk and attitude of that 
wild blonde -haired kid who mov- 
ed from Memphis years ago" 

When Hunter's songs were 
pitched to BNA, the label arrang- 
ed a showcase and signed him af- 
ter hearing three songs. "I 
proceeded to call Doug and chew 
him out for not chewing me out 
earlier" he laughs. 

Songs 
As a child, Hunter spent hours 

poring over liner notes, fascinated 
at the writer and producer credits. 
That came in handy for one of the 
first jobs he got in Nashville -a 
member of a trivia panel for a 
Wednesday night radio show on 
WSM. 

His love of poetry and writing 
may have contributed to Hunter's 
songwriting talents; when he was 
in the fourth grade he was mov- 
ed to a sixth -grade English class. 
He penned seven songs on his 
debut LP, including his current 
single. His album also contains a 
Guy Clark tune, "LA. Freeway"

"There are a lot of new artists out 
there now, but I think many of them 
will fall by the wayside in time. The 
expense of doing business is so as- 
tronomical these days that if an act 
isn't selling, I believe it will auto- 
matically drop into a different 
category after a while. If there is a 
trend in country right now, it's def- 
initely toward the newer or younger 
artists. One of the themes of our 
company is nurturing and breaking 
new talent, and we're working with 
younger, more traditional acts to 
bring that sound to the younger au- 
dience." 

Polydor VP /GM Steve Miller 
adds that although the roster will in- 
itially be more youth -focused and 
have a younger slant, the label will 
explore the boundaries of country 
and is not limiting itself to younger 
talent. Each artist will have a 
customized marketing plan, and 
Miller plans to use alternative mar- 
keting avenues - much like those 
sister label Mercury/Nashville us- 
ed with Billy Ray Cyrus. 

"We definitely plan to tie into big- 
ger arenas of visibility, and we will 
look for other ways of breaking acts 
besides radio," says Miller. "But us- 
ing these alternative methods will 
actually help radio, because when 
we do things that enhance an artist's 
visibility and chances of getting air- 
play, it's really just insurance for that 
programmer." 

Short Roster = 
Special Attention 

Small roster size will be another 
key in ensuring the best possible 
chances for Pblydor's acts to break 
into the already crowded market. 
"We plan to keep the roster at 
around 10 artists so we can stay 
focused on projects, see them 
through, and give our acts the spe- 
cialized attention they need," Shedd 
explains. "Two years is the shortest 
length of time we've been working 
with any of our acts on the roster; 
we've got one we've been working 
with for six years. And all this time 
you thought I hadn't been working!" 

Along with flagship artist Wright, 
a Kansas farmgirl who counts Lor- 
etta Lynn among her influences, 
Pblydor's roster also boasts ibby 
Keith and Davis Daniel, who both 
move over from Mercury/Nashville. 
Comeaux, the Moffats, Shane Sut- 

ton, and former indie fiddle wonder 
Clinton Gregory round out the list. 

The label sees the Moffats, four 
Canadian boys who've performed in 
Las Vegas and on the former "Nash- 
ville Now" TV show numerous 
times, filling a needed gap for coun- 
try's younger audiences. "There are 
no good role models for kids out 
there today in country, and we feel 
that children will really be able to 
relate to the Moffats," Miller says. 
"They're very talented - they all 
write songs. We believe this is a 
market that hasn't been tapped into 
and that they have worldwide poten- 
tial" 

Polydor will release singles by 
four of its artists before year's end. 
Wright's LP "Woman In The 
Moon," due out in August, will be 
Polydor's first album release. That 
will be followed by Keith's `Boom- 
town" disc September 27 and 
Daniel's self -titled CD in October. 
Gregory's first single will also cross 
PD's desks by the end of the year.

Good Advice On Getting Advice 
Oh, dear. Your winter book was incredibly lame and the 

first trend of spring offered little sign of improvement. Now, 
it turns out the rumors are true and you're going to have a new 
formatic competitor. 

Need some help? Maybe it's time 
to think about hiring a consultant. If 
so, here are some things to consider 
as you go about choosing an outside 
advisor. Take your time, a good con- 
sultant may charge anywhere from 
$30,000 to $60,000 - or more - per 
year. 

Objectivity Is Important 
According to programmers and 

consultants interviewed for this arti- 
cle, the most valuable asset a consul- 
tant offers for that kind of money is 
an objective set of ears. 

"It's nearly impossible for a PD or 
even a group programmer to be ob- 
jective about their own stations," ob- 
serves WFLA/Tampa OM Gabe 
Hobbs, who does some consulting 
on the side. "Even the group guys are 
too familiar with the personalities and

decisions involved. Every PD thinks 
his station is great and the competi- 
tion sucks. Hopefully, that's true. But 
sometimes the competition doesn't 
suck as much as you think, or you're 
not as good as you think." 

KSTP /Minneapolis PD Steve 
Konrad says he's often amazed at the 
things his consultant, Bill 
McMahon, notices during station 
visits. "The other day Bill mention- 
ed that the call screener on one of our 
shows had gotten kind of loose about 
who was getting on the air," recalls 
Konrad. "I didn't notice that because 
it was such a gradual slide." 

Are You Experienced? 
Of course, any consultant worth 

hiring is more than objective. Here 
are some other traits to look for as you 
interview prospective advisors: 

Experience - Be sure the consul- 
tant you're considering isn't just a 
theorist or blowhard. Check out his 
real -world formatic experience and 
track record of success. "In my ex- 
perience some people become con- 
sultants because they can't hold a 

regular job;' cautions consultant 
Bruce Marr. 

There is some disagreement about 
the importance of a consultant's 
breadth of experience. Marr, himself 
a former News and Talk programmer, 
believes Talk is so different from 
music formats that music radio can't 
effectively consult Talk outlets. 

But Hobbs, a CHR PD turned Talk 
programmer, thinks "polyfortnatic" 
consultants who are versed in several 
formats can bring new thinking to 
Talk stations and help them under- 
stand their music -based competition. 

McMahon doesn't rule out music 
consultants as an option, but cautions 
that there is a fundamental difference 
between consulting Talk and music 
stations. "A lot of music consultants 
come in with these cookie- cutter 
solutions," he says. "You can't do that 
with Talk because what makes the 
station successful is its own unique 
personalities and the substance [of the 
hosts' shows. ]" 

Faith- The best consultants have 
developed a strong system of beliefs 
about what works - and what 
doesn't. They don't try to be all things 
to all clients. 

Originality - Look for someone 
who has taken his experience and 
beliefs and successfully applied them 
to different situations. Consultants 
who have had one success and try to 
use that approach over and over are 
of limited value. 

Honesty -A yes -man is useless. 
"Some of the most productive time 
I've spent with consultants was when 
we were disagreeing over absolutely 
everything," says WTMJ/Milwau- 
kee PD Steve Wexler. 

Dedication - Make sure the con- 
sultant has the time to devote to your

station. Because the format is so tied 
to what's happening in the commun- 
ity - and since every day's program- 
ming is so different in content - 
frequent market visits are critical. 
Marr says he would demand at least 
four visits per year. Both he and 
McMahon say they visit their clients 
as often as once a month. 

Compatibility -A station and its 
consultant should be on the same 
page in terms of where the station 
needs to be and how it should get 
there. There must also be some 
chemistry - or at least respect - be- 
tween the PD and the consultant. If 
a PD feels he's being forced to work 
with a consultant whose judgment or 
style he questions, the PD can quick- 
ly grow resentful. 

Indeed, the experts agree that 
while the GM should be involved in 

the search for a programming con- 
sultant, the final decision should be 
left to the PD. 

Prove It! 
So, how does one go about deter- 

mining whether a potential consul- 
tant has the right stuff? By spending 
lots of time talking with them and 
with the stations they've handled. A 
reputable consultant will be glad to 
provide potential clients with a long 
list of references. 

McMahon also suggests that sta- 
tions ask a prospective consultant to 
critique some of their programming. 
If his analysis fails to go beyond the 
formatic nuts and bolts of spot place- 
ment and station IDs, think twice 
about hiring him. "If they can't judge 
the content of the show, I'd be con- 
cerned," says McMahon.
