OSCAR NODS TO STEVIE
AND PRINCE

In a somewhat surprising
turn of events, The Academy
of Motion Picture Arts &
Sciences honored two of the
music world's most popular
artists Monday night. Oscar
tipped his hat to Prince and
Stevie Wonder, thereby be-
stowing an honor without
precedent in the history of
the Academy Awards., Never,
since it all began in 1929,
have two black artists won
music Oscars in the same
ceremonies.

Stevie Wonder won his sta-
tue for Original Song, "I
Just Called to Say I Love
You," from "The Woman in
Red." (Music and lyrics by
Stevie Wonder.)

Prince, duplicating his
Grammy victory of Best Ori-
ginal Score Written for a
Motion Picture or TV Spe-
cial, was honored by Oscar
for Original Song Score,
"Purple Rain," Purple Films
Co., production, Warner
Bros.

One industry observer
noted that in recognizing
these artists, not only was
the Academy taking note of
the young and vital artists,
but also acknowledging the

impact music (black music
especially) is making on the
film industry.

Winning an Oscar is at the
top of the 1ist of "dreams
come true" for anyone in the
creative community, and both
these artists made that ob-
servation in picking up
their trophies.

Prince set another prece-
dent in bringing Wendy and
Lisa up to the podium to
accept the award, Observers
had been wary of what Prince
might say or do in accepting
the Oscar, but he was
humble, saying he never "in
his wildest dreams" had ex-
pected to win.

Stevie emphasized the
anxiety all nominees ex-
perience by recounting his
recent dream of “waking up
Just as they announce the
winner," Stevie Wonder was
asked if the award-winning
song was his favorite.

the single have been sold in
that 21 days. There is no
methodology to use to com-
pute just how many copies
the single will eventually
sell,

But adding to the poten-
tial gross is a host of
items that will allow the
world's public to aid famine
victims in Africa. The 12"
version is now out, the
album is due to pop the
first week in April. There
is a two hour HBO special, a
home video, sheet music,
posters, sweat shirts, tee
shirts, buttons, pins, and a

hardcover book.

HBO has paid $2 million
for the 60-minute documen-
tary on "The Making of 'We
Are The World,” It will air
in May, followed by the
release in June from RCA/
Columbia Pictures of the
home video version (that

price has yet to be de-
termined). The cost of the
sheet music from Warner
Bros. Publications is $2.50
and the Putnam is $5.95. The
posters are $6; sweat shirts
are $21; tee-shirts are $13;
pins are $8; buttons are $4.

Radio has jumped on the

single, as has all the video
programming. Nearly 90% of
the radio stations in all
formats have added the
single. Although MTV had an
exclusive window for 24
hours (and in return will
promote the HBO special and
USA for Africa merchandi-
sing), all the other video
shows are airing the video
clip.

One of the most remarkable
facts surrounding this ef-
fort is how many in the
industry and in unrelated
fields jumped to aid the
fight to end the crisis in
Africa. Much has been writ-
ten about the extent of
charitable actions, Somehow
it seems each person in
every walk of life wants to
do something and is grateful
to be able to do anything.

The amazing amount of
technical work - from the
video crews, producers, to
lawyers to printers, plus
all the services have been
donated. The amazing artists
who contributed to the
single haven't been still
since then, Even those who
are not all that fond of the
media have gone out of their
way to talk about the

single. Many have taken it
even further. Dionne Warwick
chose to fly a super cheap
commuter-type flight from a
playdate in Florida to be in
New York to tape the Donahue
show. Some of those artists
who sang on the single and
others who didn't are
donating a song to the al-
bum. They include Tina Tur-
ner, Prince, Chicago, Bruce
Springsteen, Kenny Rogers,
Steve Perry, and Northern
Lights.

Today, two months after
that historic night, it is
shaping up as THE event of
the 80's. Everyone who is
involved still cautions "We
Are the World.," As someone
said that night, "When we
look back on this time,
won't it be wonderful to be
able to say that it wasn't
the bankers, the politi-
cians, or any of the others
in power who stopped the
horror in Africa - but a
bunch of singers standing
around a microphone at 2 in
the morning.”

STEVIE WONDER
PRODUCT AFTER OSCAR
ACCEPTANCE

Hollywood:During his accep-
tance speech at the 57th
annual Academy Awards cere-
monies for best original
song, Stevie Wonder dedi-
cated his Oscar to Nelson
Mandela., Mandela, you may
remember, is the leader of
the South African liberation
movement, The African Na-
tional Congress (ANC). He
has been imprisoned in South
Africa since 1962. His sen-
tence is life plus five
years. Although he has been
imprisoned for over 21
years, and is now 66 years
old, the white minority re-
gime in South Africa is
determined to keep him there
until he dies. In South
Africa, a life sentence
means quite literally that,

especially for political
prisoners. Mandela's crime
was fighting back against
the apartheid system in
which the white minority
rule over the black majori-
ty, using the most brutal
repression. The African
people have no vote. Their
political organizations,
like the ANC, are illegal.
As a result of Stevie
Wonder's dedicating of his
Oscar, the South African
government has banned his
records in that country.

KACE LEADS
SUSPENSION OF
AIRPLAY OF WARNER
BROS. RECORDS

Los Angeles: At 12:00 mid-
night Tlast Wednesday,
(March 20th) radio station
KACE-FM here suspended all
air play of all artists on
the Warner Brothers and its
affiliated or distributed
labels. This list naturally
includes such artists as
Prince and The Revolution,
Chaka Khan, Al Jarreau,
George Benson, Sheila E.,
The Time, David Sanborn,
Earl Klugh and even Madonna.

Alonzo Miller, operations
manager for A1l Pro Broad-
casting's KACE-FM here, had
strong feelings for what he
termed "Warner Brothers'
failure to provide the kind
of promotional support for
black and urban stations
that they have for the ge-
neral market stations,”
Alonzo indicated that he had
made written and verbal com-
plaints to Warner Brothers'
Chairman Mo Ostin and Tom
Draper, MWarner Brothers'
vice-president of the black
division. "Someone has to be
responsible in these situa-
tions," added Miller, "and
we feel that it's the record
companies. I say companies
because it's not just Warner
Brothers, it's all the re-
cord companies who have pro-
duct we're playing and ar-
tists they are promoting.
The managers are going to
come and go, the concert
promoters are going to come

and go but the record compa-
nies are always going to be
there." Preferring to call
the action a "suspension”
rather than a boycott, Mil-
ler added, "We played Prince
and other artists long be-
fore they were a gleam in
the eye of pop radio. And
black radio stations should
be entitled to the same kind
of promotional support, whe-
ther it be tickets, T-
shirts, tour jackets, back-
stage passes or other promo-
tional items as the pop
stations." A check with
Gannett's KIIS-FM and CBS's
KKHR-FM showed that both CHR
stations received Prince
concert tickets, albums,
purple rain umbrellas and
other promotional items from
Warner Brothers,

Initially Warner Bros.'
spokeman Bob Merlis had "no
comment" on the action of
the radio stations. Later WB
issued this statement: "To
the extent that there have
been such failures, Warner
Brothers Records may be part
of the problem of which KACE
and the other stations com-
plain. If so, Warner Bro-
thers Records welcomes the
opportunity to take the lead
in helping to frame a solu-
tion."

Kevin Fleming, program-
director of Inner Cities'
KGFJ here, joined in the

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Video BRE'fs

WANTED: ALL
UNREPRESENTED MUSIC
CLIPS, AND THEN SOME

There exists a wealtn of
music video clips from some
of television’s pioneering

day time music hop shows,
from Lloyd Thaxton's Hop to
Boss City, Shindig to Robin
Seymour's Swingin' Time.

While a great many of
these clips are on poorly
recorded tape or kinescope,
and perhaps even a greater
number of vintage TV per-
formances erased after air-
ing, Sammy Kaplan of Sammy
Kaplan Associates believes
there is a tremendous market
for these clips.

Kaplan recently told BRE
that he is representing a
catalogue of clips from Rob-
in Seymour's "Swingin' Time"
bandstand show, which aired
in Detroit from 1961-65.

Kaplan said that Seymour
has the rights to some 40
individual clips excerpted
from the show and that vin-

tage TV music of the pre-
video era is beginning to
show up in a variety of
places.

"Just recently,” he said,
"In a scene in the movie
'Into The Night', they used
some B.B. King on TV."

But Kaplan said that dated

music clips would eventually
have a market beyond just
"movie inserts." He said
that the burgeoning home
market might also serve to
resurrect many of these vin-
tage clips.
Kaplan's role in all this.
"I'd like to represent
producers and other owners
of the rights to these
clips, people who hope to
sell them to new markets or
have them used as part of
film and TV production.”

Ken Kragen of Kragen &
Company, a highly-visible
and respected manager for
many in the music industry,
is to receive the Humani-
tarian Award from the Na-
tional Academy of Video Arts
and Sciences{NAVAS) for his
work to end world hunger and
his role in establishing USA

for Africa.

Kragen will receive the
award during the 3rd Annual
American Video Awards, set
for April 3 at the Santa
Monica Civic Auditorium,
where the industry's top
music video artists will be
honored for their achieve-
ments during the past year.

Kragen was instrumental in
organizing an all-star re-
cording session that pro-
duced the Columbia Records'
release of "We Are The
World" and the recently re-
leased video chronicling
that landmark recording ses-
sion.

According to NAVAS execu-
tive director Jennifer Lib-

bee, "USA for Africa's re-
cording of 'We Are the
World' is one of the most

important video events of
all time.

"In recognition of Kra-
gen's contribution to this
effort, and in support of
the music industry's incre-
dible outpouring of aid to
this cause, NAVAS will do-
nate 50 cents of every dol-
lar it makes from the AVA
ceremony to USA for Africa."

Sutra recording group Fat
Boys have managed to escape
incarceration for their
"Jail House Rap," which was
a successful single and vi-
deo for the <corpulent
toasters.

But they're back in the
box with "Can You Feel It?",
another release from the
trio's self-titled debut LP.

If you've talked with B.B.
King, don't you dare say
that the "blues is making a
comeback.” The "king" of the
blues will be quick to tell
you that the blues never
left.

Whether blues is making a
comeback or if more people
are actually listening to
blues music, one thing is
for certain and that is that
some kind of movement is
happening with blues music.

Bluestown USA, an artist
management company that spe-
cidlizes in promoting blues
artists, is currently hand-
ling Little Joe Blue, As
part of the recent National
Blues Week, Margaret Jones,
founder of Bluestown, was
able to get a southwest
Coors distributor to help
sponsor a performance by Joe
Blue.

Little Joe Blue has 27
years in the music business.,
A native of Vicksburg, Mis-
sissippi, Joe Blue was
raised in Detroit. He re-
calls the early days of
hanging with Wilson Pickett
and Berry Gordy, dJr.

Litte Joe Blue is most
famous for the tunes "Dirty
Work," "My Heart Beats Like
a Drum," "Everyday I Have
the Blues," and "Give Me An
Hour in Your Garden Baby."
He was formerly on the Chess
and Jewell labels,
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Asked if programmers
should be playing more
blues, he comments, "I've
never had any trouble get-
ting airplay throughout the
United States. Radio sta-
tions play what their clien-
tele wants to hear."” With
that thought in mind, and
with B.B.'s new smash, 1lis-
teners are sending a power-
ful message.

Barry Mendleson's Bill
Cosby dates were much more
successful than his recent
gamble with the Atlanta
Hawks basketball team. Men-
dleson decided to promote
the Atlanta Hawks in 12
games at the Lakefront Cen-
ter in New Orleans. It is
reported that for the Hawks'
12 visits, $1.2 million was
guaranteed to the team. For
Mendleson to break even, an
average attendance of 6,200
was needed. The largest
crowd so far has been with
Michael Jordan and the Chi-
cago Bulls (around 5600.)
Mendleson has promoted many
black events, but for some
sromotions it takes the
<now-how of the black cul-
tural experience to get the
message across.

Shakeups in the southwest.
Several promotions positions
are up for grabs. Tony An-
derson, formerly with Mo-

In the radio business,
market expansion is not al-
ways a function of capturing
more territory.

Often, a station may
choose to concentrate on a
smaller geographic area in
order to capture a larger
share of a core demographic,
even at the risk of losing
peripheral 1listeners.

Such is the case at WDAO
in Dayton, Ohio, where pro-
gram director Lankford Ste-
phens has watched the sta-
tion go from a 50,000 watt
FMer to a 1,000 AM daytimer.

The change came about
March 1, 1985 after the
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management, after a consi-
derable market survey, be-
lieved a station concentra-
ting on Dayton's 24-55 demo-

raphic could be successful.
%hrough the survey, manage-
ment saw that WDAO had tra-
ditionally done well with
this demographic.

Stephens, who was retained
after sale by the new ma-
nagement as program director
and on-air talent, was the
perfect man to effect the
change, having served in
that capacity on the FM
airwaves since November,
1982,

He said that the station
eschewed its previous urban

contemporary format for a
more "black adult contem-
porary" playlist in order to
more firmly grab up the
target audience.

"We learned as an urban
contemporary format," Ste-
phens said, "that you can't
be all things to all people,
even though we tried.

“Through research,” he
continued, "we discovered
that our strongest showing
was among the 24-55 demogra-
phic, male and female."

The Norfolk, VA native
said that despite the shift
from full-time FM station to
daytime AM, he doesn't feel
the move "will have any
effect on our identity in
the market.

"Up until three years
ago," he further said, "we
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were the only black station
in town.,"

Stephens said that this
circumstance has not signi-
ficantly changed with the
new thrust at WDAO, since
the only competition, as it
were, programs for the urban
contemporary feel.

It was a daring move, to
traditional R&B hit radio,
as DAD was listed as the
number four station in Day-
ton overall in the most
recent ARBitron with a 6.5
number.

Stoner Broadcasting, WDAO,
and Stephens are confident
that that strong market pre-
sence will continue despite
the shift to AM and the
reduction of station power
transmission.

PROMOTION POWER

Today, more than ever,
program-directors, opera-
tions managers, music-direc-
tors, and air-personalities
all have more and more pres-
sure to provide positive
results... improved station
demographic rank and in-
creased profits.

Since the demographic
target spectrum is basically
narrowed to 18-44, with some
agencies targeting 25-54,
and with more and more
broadcasters realizing
that's where the advertisers
want their pitch, it's get-
ting down to some real fi-
nesses in programming. And
an integral part of many of
today's successful stations
has been the promotions de-
partment.

Generally, serious pro-
grammers today understand
the need for consistently
placed basics, strong cume-
building contests, and well-
selected and researched mu-
sic, but very few understand
effectively executed promo-
tion campaigns. This is not
because they can't appre-
ciate them, simply because
many have neither been
trained or exposed to them,
although they often hear the
competition doing things
that can only come from a
well-directed and planned
promotion effort.

We believe that black and
urbah radio in the eighties
must have a well-directed
promotion department. And
the key for an excellent
promotion is keen listener
interest. We've seen expen-
sive promotions fail. They
often fail because they fall
within the "marginal suc-
cess" category, mainly be-
cause they lacked "sizzle.'
Often they lacked sizzle
because there wasn't suffi-
cient time to prepare the
"meal.” And just as there
is a difference between a
gourmet chef and a short-
order cook, there is a dif-
ference between a promo-
tions-director who devotes
100% of his/her time to
coming up with successful
well-thought-out and planned
station promotions and a
promotion effort that has to
be shared along with a dozen
or so other duties that have
been dumped on the poor
program-director, who in
many markets is also the
drive-time personality and
the music director, opera-
ting without a secretary or
a budget.

But in spite of these
stations who try to control
their operating costs by
*handicapping the hired.’
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some stations still manage
to come up with some promo-
tion efforts that work.
First of all, the on-air
presentation of any promo-
tion should sell the promo-
tion. You must put interes-
ting "hooks" into it. The
promos and actual contes-
ting should be flawlessly
produced with an element of
continuous excitment. And
they should be short, no
more than 20-25 seconds. A
simple album or concert-
ticket givewawy in which the
station is tied in can ge-
nerate strong listener ap-
peal if the album or tickets
are presented in such a way
as to make it sound like
"the thing to have or the

Tace to be.l
If, for example, you can

work with the local promo-
tion representative of the
label whose artist is ap-
pearing in concert and com-
bine the appearance with an
album and ticket giveaway,
maybe adding a poster, T-
shirt etc., it can really
come off well. Again the
secret is in the sizzle!
Put as much into selling the
sizzle as possible. If you
have the knack to do this
with small prizes, when you
get to another market or a
bigger station, the big ones
will come off sounding gi-
gantic.

You should always attempt
to have two or three ele-
ments within the promotion
and keep it simple. Unless
your promotion/contest is
one involving the element of
skill, make it as easy as
possible to win. The more
winners you have, the more
Toyal listeners you win.
The station's format doesn't
matter. All people respond
in just about the same way
if you can appeal to their
interests, wants and needs.
Interests and wants are pro-
bably the most important
words. The obvious way to
package your promotion is to
key it to their world. This
is also the way you target
in on specific age demogra-
phics. Keep up on the latest
developments and trends
within their interests.
Stay aware of national
trends and anything that
attracts wide appeal in your
area.

We know that there are
many smaller market stations
that don't have the clout of
the top 10 markets. How-
ever, this is where the
element of imagination and
creative production really
pays off. The little guys
don't have the budget and
manpower to pull off some of
the promotions that larger

LITTLE RICHARD IS
CONVINCED
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Mounting the stage at the
Grove to accept his Black
Gold award, the ever ir-
repressible Little Richard
let it be known in no uncer-
tain terms that he is "THE
KING OF ROCK AND ROLL," not
the King of Rock and Soul,
as he had been introduced by
Joe Williams. After extol-
Ting his own virtues at some
length, Richard cautioned,
"I'm not conceited, I'm con-
vinced."

It was thirty years ago
that Richard first began to
convince the world that
there was depth in the magic
message, "Womp bomp a Tu
bop, a womp, bam boom." It
may have been an anthem to
spur the world on to rock,
since "Tutti Frutti" hit the
charts five months before
Elvis had his first national
chart record.

Considering the impact
Little Richard made on the
face of music then and now
(Just take a 1look at
Prince's pompadour), it's
surprising that his reign
was comparatively short.

Think about it, "Tutti
Frutti" hit the charts in
1955, and in 1957 Little
Richard threw his rings
overboard and with them his
own crown. In those two
years, he changed what we
listened and Tlooked for in
music. Before that and since
then, Little Richard has
been a man in a state of
change. Perhaps the music
changed him as much as it
did history.

Richard Wayne Penniman was
born on December 5, 1935 in
Macon, GA. Later he would
call himself the "Georgia
Peach." His overtly reli-
gious family structure dis-
solved during his childhood
and Richard was taken in by
Enotris and Ann Johnson.
This pair would figure peri-
pherally in his music. In
fact, "Miss Ann" became the
title of one of his hits and
Enotris was listed as co-
writer on "Long Tall Sally."

Richard began his search
for history in 1951 by win-
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ning a talent contest in
Atlanta. That talent contest
won him a contract with RCA,
but he had Tittle success
with the four tunes he cut
under that contract. In
1953, he signed with Don
Robey's Peacock Records but
was washing dishes to keep
the wolf away from the door
when Lloyd Price urged him
to send a demo to Art Rupe
at Speciality Records. It
took Rupe almost a year to
seek Richard out and by that
time, the singer had signed
with Peacock. After Rupe
negotiated a release from
Speciality, he sent Bumps
Blackwell to New Orleans to
cut Richard at Cosimo Matas-
sa's J&M Studios. The ses-
sion called for eight tunes,
but it was actually the
ninth song that propelled
Little Richard into the his-
tory books. He was doodlin’
around on the piano with a
song called "Tutti Frutti.”
The 1yrics were a little too
risque for Blackwell and he
had another songwriter clean
them up a bit. The song was
released and sold 200,000
copies in a matter of weeks.
That was an unheard of feat
at that time.

After "Tutti Frutti,”" he
had a string of hits that
included such classics as
"Long Tall Sally," "Rip It
Up," “Lucille," and "Good
Golly Miss Molly," during
the next two years.

At the peak of his power
in 1957, Richard denounced
rock and roll. In dramatic
fashion, he threw thousands
of dollars worth of jewelry
overboard the ship he was on
and headed home in search of
God.

He recorded the occasional
record since then and be-
came, for him, fairly re-
tiring. Most recently he
filed a $115 million suit
against Speciality, ATV Mu-
sic, and Venice Music to
regain some of his lost
royalties for his songs, but
lost. His version of his
life story appears in his
recent book, "The Life and
Times of Little Richard."

Little Richard has been
quoted often with the pro-
nouncement, "My music is the
healing music, it makes the
blind see, makes the lame
walk, it makes the deaf hear
and the dumb talk." While
this might be hyperbole in
the extreme, Little Richard
did show all of wus the
bright colors of his music,
made a generation dance with
frenzy, let us all hear his
torrid vocals and made us
all talk, even if all we
said was "Womp bomp a lu
bop, a womp bam boom."

Many of those faces were the
familiar from Detroit - Dia-
na, Smokey & Claudette
Robinson, all the Gordy fa-
mily, Motown personnel, and
a host of invited guests.

But it wasn't the Grey-
stone, but the plush P1itt
Theatre in Century City,
complete with red carpets,
and all the razzle-dazzle of
Hollywood news crews and
celebrities - there was even
the blimp cruising by flash-
ing out the good news. Cause
for celebration wasn't a
holiday, of course, but the
re-entry (in a big way) of
Motown into the movie
business - the premiere of
"Berry Gordy's The Last Dra-
gon,"

While Suzanne De Passe was
in front of the TV cameras,
she made it clear that Mo-
town was hot and heavy into
production of all kind. (She
should know, she's the pre-
sident of Motown Produc-
tions.) Of course, there's
the Apollo Theatre re-
opening, which will be a
three hour special for NBC;
there's Smokey Robinson's
pilot for NBC, which may
evolve into a weekly show;
there's the story of "Jimmy
Mack and Bernadette," which
will be a feature film, No
wonder they are expanding
their offices!

Meanwhile, the excitement
was running full force, with
all the party guests singing
the praises of "Berry Gor-
dy's The Last Dragon." Gor-
geous Jayne Kennedy said,
"It was good clean family
fun, the kind of film that's
fun to go to."

Smokey was happy to "have
the only love song in the
film." Berry Gordy confided
that he "loved working with
young people," disclaiming
that he made anyone a star,
but just “gave them a chance
to make themselves a star
through talent and hard
work."
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As for the film itself,
it's fun, there are some
genuine belly laughs, the
opening sequence editing is
sensational, the martial
arts shots are terrific, and
so is the costuming. Acting
newcomer Taimak, who plays
"Bruce Leroy," is going to
have little girls swooning
in the aisles. Perhaps the
nicest news of the evening
is that Vanity's personality
also deserves the rave re-
views usually given to her
on the basis of her looks.
Faith Prince, as "Angela,"
is priceless as the bimbo
who gets by on her "you know
what," repents and goes
back to Tea Gardens. Julius
J. Carry IIl was humorously
menacing; Glen Eaton was
perfect in his portrayal of
"Johnny Yu."

On hand for the festivi-
ties were J.D. Nicholas (new
lead singer with the Com-
modores) who is "very happy
to have a super hit record
with "Nightshift," Willie
Hutch (who provided some of
the movie scoring), DeBarge,
Sam Harris, Rockwell, Janet
Jackson, Finis Henderson
Jdr., and others.

Among the guests from the
motion picture genre were
Brock Peters, Janet
MaclLaughlin, Tyne Daly &
Georg Stanford Brown, Drew
Barrymore, Sidney Poitier &
Joanna Shimkus and Cheryl
Ladd.
