I think some stations 
would have to rely more on 
local advertising to fill 
the gap, although there is 
nothing like national ad 
dollars. 

It might please certain 
segments of the community, 
but I don't feel as though 
it will necessarily help the 
stations at all.

Yes, we'd 
lose dollars, but I don't 
know how it would affect the 
industry. 

What will happen is that 

we will lose dollars on 

regional and local promo- 
tions, like the Budweiser 
Superfest and things like 
that. 

A loss of that nature 
would be more devasting than 
the loss of just dollars.

No doubt it will affect 
income, particularly in 
black radio, which sells a

While the proposed legis- 
lation will make an impact 
on the industry at large, 
the incomes of black sta- 
tions will be seriously af- 
fected. It's a very naive

"Play the Game Right" is 
the first album to be re- 

leased by Bob Marley's 
children and it is a mile- 
stone in modern reggae mu- 

sic. It marks the coming to 

fruition of four distinct 
talents that have been nur- 
tured virtually since their 

birth. Most impressive is 

young David "Ziggy" Marley, 
16, whose newly matured 
voice will shock some with 
its uncanny similarity to 
his father's unmistakable 
sound; brother Stevie, 12, 

has become an aczonplished 
toaster (that's the Jana.can 
word for "rapper": and sis- 
ters Sharon, 20, and Cedel- 
la, 17, have the makings of 

a youthful I -Threes. 
The Melody Makers have 

been making singles for 
nearly six years. However, 
for this LP, Bob's w fe, 

Rita Marley, put Ziggy in 
Marley's custom-built Tuff 
Gong studios in Kingston, 
Jamaica, backed (for the 
first time) by his father's 

band, the Wailers. The re- 
sult is one of the year's 
most spectacular reggae re- 

leases, not just for its 
vocal reminders of the late 
reggae King, but also for 
the power evidenced in Zig- 

gy's compositions. He has 
written nine of the ten 
tracks on "Play the Game 
Right" and there is nothing 
childlike or immature about 
his writing. His voice is 

adult, with the merest wisp 
of a rasp beginning to deve- 
lop. 

Last November, Ziggy made 
a surprise appearance at the 

Universal Amphitheatre in 

Los Angeles. Debuting as 
leader of the band, Ziggy 
led the Wailers through nine 
songs and then cane out 
onstage for the encore 
alone, carrying an acoustic 
guitar and wearing his 
father's denim jacket. He 
hushed the full house of 
6,000 people and launched 
into a perfect note -for -note 
rendition of Bob Marley's 
hymn (and final recording) 
"Redemption Song." 
Later, one of the I - 

Threes, Judy Mowatt, re- 
called that evening with a 

mixture of awe and the sense 
of prophecy fulfilled. 
"Seeing Ziggy at the Univer- 
sal brought back so many 
memories, because there was 
no difference between him 
and his father. I mean, if I 

was in the audience, and I 

did not know Bob Marley, I 

would have thought that was 
Bob Marley, because Ziggy is 
the complete replica of his 
father, And it's like his- 
tory repeated itself to me 
the other night! You get a 

special electricity running 
through your body when he 
touches you when he's work- 
ing onstage 
One of the album's 

strongest tracks is a rock- 
ing showcase for the entire 
quartet, called "llnub Nuh 
Listen Yet"' - which is a 

patois way of saying "You're 

still not listening" and it 

too recalls the elder Mar- 
ley's words. "Look how 
long," Ziggy sings admonish- 
ingly, "we been telling you 
about it" and his sisters 
coo "Unuh nuh listen yet" 
then Ziggy again with "My 
daddy been telling you about 
it..." On a 1`ve-inflected 
version of "Reggae Is Mow" 
Ziggy adds that reggae music 
comes "...through the line 
of King Marley." There is a 

constant awareness of his 
place and responsibilities. 
Privately, Ziggy is a 

quiet, thoughtful young man 
who is already taller than 
his late father. "I would 
like to continue my studies 
in college, and learn to

play several instruments." 
He's listed as co -producer 
of the Melody Makers album, 
and of all of Marley's ele- 
ven children, he seems the 
most keenly interested in 
music. One gets the feeling 
that he wants to know some- 
thing about everything, and 
exercise control over his 
destiny, no matter how fore- 
ordained his future seems. 
In some respects he could 
truly be called "the reggae 
Julian Lennon." Even their 
writing has similar echoes. 
In a Steve Levine produc- 
tion, that may be released 
as a twelve -inch in the 
future, Ziggy has written of 
a vision in "Lying in Bed." 
Behind a lush pop arrange- 
ment with strings, Ziggy 
recalls "Lying in bed, got 
nothing to do... above my 
bed Bobs face I saw, look- 
ing at me so passionately." 
"I wrote that when I was in 

the hospital, years ago," 
admits the younger Marley. 
Compare those words with 
these, from Julian Lennon's 
"Well I Don't Know": "Look 
up as I lie in bed, feeling 
the presence of the dead." 
The two have never met, 
although Julian has admitted 
to an enormous fondness for 
Bob Marley's work, and even 
has a reggae track on his 
own debut album. Sons of 
legends, they have an aura 
about them already that is 

impossible to ignore. 

Then there's little 
Stevie, who is filling out 

quickly, and pursuing acting 
along with his music. His 
toasting can be heard to 

fine effect on the aforemen- 
tioned "Unuh Nuh Listen 
Yet." followed by a sweet 
chorus from the two girls. 

Sharon was married recently 
and is now expecting her 
first child. Cedella is 

still in school. 
A casual listening will 

reveal that "Play the Game 
Right" has a lot of the feel 

of the "Natty Dread" period 
Wailers. There is even a

Stay tuned 
to see who emerges the Star 
on this 45.
