GANGBANGIN'
On A Better Tip

He converged on the park like a foreteller, disciples in his wake. Gang-
members kneeled, holding the sides of his wheelchair and squinted into the sun
to be in earshot of what he had to say. “There’s more out there for you, and it's
a lot better than what you're doing now.”

It was the second day of Peace Weekend, the brainchild of a messenger of a
different kind, Michael Concepcion. After kicking off the weekend with an appear-
ance on the “Arsenio Hall Show" the night before, the project travelled to Har-
vard Park, a small city facility located on 62nd St. and Normandie Ave. in Los
Angeles. It was here that hundreds gathered at a basketball game in support of
the project and to leam a little more about exactly what was happening in their
community.

What was taking place was a transformation. This game, which pitted the
Grand Jury Records team, made up of the label's artists, t.v. personalities and
former NBA great Norm Nixon, against the Harvard Park recreational center
team, was only a small part of the theme of nonviolence that was emphasized in
28 gang-ridden states across the nation. The focus of the day, however, was not
the victory of Harvard Park over Grand Jury, but the victory gangmembers them-
selves could celebrate for the respect they showed for themselves and their com-
munities in what is fast becoming an historical effort.

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As owner of Grand Jury Records, Concepcion, along with label president E'ban
Kelly and partner Leonard Richardson, executive produced one of the most added
songs in the nation, “We're All in the Same Gang.” This rap compilation brings
together 14 of today's hottest rap artists for a powerful performance. Those
artists, united under the name West Coast Rap All-Stars, are Above the Law,
Body & Soul, Def Jef, Digital Underground, Eazy-E, Ice-T, J.J. Fad, King Tee, M.C.
Hammer, Michel'le, N.WA., Oaktown's 3.5.7, Tone Loc and Young M.C. Portions
of the proceeds will be donated to inner city youth development programs and
will be used to curb gang activity by offering recreational altematives to the
youth who tend to join gangs at an impressionable age.

With cutting lyrics and a booming bass ling, which has become the trademark
of the single’s praducer, Dr. Dre (with co-production by Digital Underground's
Shock-G), the song has become popular because of its infamous refrain:

Don't cha know we got to put our heads together

Stap the fight. Make the change

Because we're all in the same gang.

The Peace Weekend concept involves an appeal to gang members across the
nation to set aside their differences in an attempt to stop black-on-black crime.
Although it's called a "weekend,” it is Concepcion’s hope that the concentration
on a few days of peace will be bring about a lasting change. A change in ideas,
a change in goals.

“So far, it's looked pretty good, really positive,” commented Concepcion after
the game. “We're hoping that it can continue to be positive. We don't want to
stop here. As a matter of fact, we're looking forward to doing the same thing
with a lot of R&B acts.” Concepcion expanded by revealing that he has recently
spoken with young, “super-producer” Teddy Riley about possibly combining R&B
acts Guy, New Edition, Troop, Tony!Toni'Tone! and a host of others to deliver the
same message and create the same effect.

Concepcion's pilgrimage to the hearts of the nation’s gangs was not an easy

lot tougher to do than
I had originally
expected. One of the
hardest things | had to
do was get some
members of the All-
Stars to put their egos
to bed. Eventually, they
were all able to under-
stand that they were all
on the same level,
especially since all the
artists wrote their own
lyrics to the rap. It was
pretty much an even
contribution across the
board, and everyone is
very pleased with the
results.

“Besides E'ban and
Leonard, Reebok was

probably one of the biggest supporters of the project. Of course Wamer
Bros. was great, as usual, in helping to get the idea in full swing
nationwide. Emie Singleton (sr. vp, Wamer Bros.) was very cooperative
in a lot of ideas and that also made our jobs a little easier.”

But impact of the Peace Weekend will not be complete until the

sage. "The black radio stations are the key to the community,” added
Richardson. “They have the attention of our black youth. Kids listen to
the radio and television more than they listen to their own parents, so

media has the biggest impact on the lives of our young people.”

It's Concepcion’s idea, however, to calm the tide before even more

turbulence erupts. “it would be sad to see radio stations objecting to
this project. We've made some pretty big strides in getting kids from
the inner city to take a look around, to see what's happening to the
people around them.

“When we went to the Nickerson Gardens project to film the video,
we saw some signs that the words were hitting home. Being able to
work with so many gangs, instead of just one because of ego tripping,
showed a hell of an accomplishment. | was very pleased with the way
the filming came out,” Concepcion proudly stated.

There is no wonder that there was so much cooperation on the part
of the Nickerson Gardens residents. Grand Jury Entertainment has
made it a point to build its artist roster by drawing from the pcol of
talent abundant in low income communities. Since the label's initiation
in 1989, it has only signed acts who have competed in their respective
project communities. “Michael, Leonard and |, along with a few celebri-
ties like Randy Jackson and Quincy Jones, Jr., attended a talent com-
petition in Nickerson Gardens,” offered Kelly. “One of the acts we
decided to sign frem that contest is Juvenile Committee (five rappers
whose ages range for 12-15).”

Only in existence for a little more than a year, the label now boasts
its own All-Stars, featured on the We're All in the Same Gang LP, with
acts Sugar and Spice and Everything Nice, The Latin Kings, The South
Central Posse, New World Mafia, Soula, M.C. Supreme, Juvenile Com-
mittee, M.C. Krz, M.C. Superb and D.J. Pressure. The uniqueness of the
artists lies in the fact that although they all have similar economic
backgrounds, their ethnicities vary from African-American to Latino to
Caucasian.

Perhaps it's the mystery surounding Concepcion, co-founder of the
Los Angeles-based Crips gang, that has allowed the Same Gang pro-
ject to see such success. As a resident of the Imperial Courts housing
project as a youth, Concepcion was compelled to build an image for
himself in the streets, as the schools offered him no tangible rewards.
His downward spiral hastened by his inability to read, Concepcinn
decided that it was time for the small black gangs of South Central Los
Angeles to join together in an effort to squash the gangs of the then
all-white Gardena residential community, thereby giving birth to the
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Crips. Years later, after spurts of detention and incarceration, Concep-
cion found himself confronted by a player he had cheated at a game of
craps. The gunman opened fire, and Concepcion will be confined to a
wheelchair for the rest of his life.

Still not impeded by his wheelchair restriction, Concepcion con-
tinued his self-destruction until only five years ago. It was at this
time that Concepcion decided that it was time to turn over a new
leaf in order to find more positive ways of fulfiliment and
satisfaction.

Using the contacts he had made by meeting people from all walks
of life as a gangmember, Concepcion was able to put his foot in the
door and make headway into the music industry. With the dream to
stop the uanecessary violence and show the young people of lower
income communities that gangs are not the way to happiness, he
founded Grand Jury with Kelly.

Said Cancepcion in reflection, “| wanted people to know that as
long as you're coming out of the ghetto with a positive attitude
about yourself, you can have just as much fun as anyone else.
Where A&R people from a lot of the major labels are afraid to go, |
wanted to provide a way out. Everyone deserves the same chance.
Hopefully, we're letting A&R guys know, ‘Hey, it's o.k. to go into
these areas to seek out talent.””

The metamorphosis that has taken place is remarkable. Concep-
cion, with a silence that is at the same time powerful and strong,
carries with him an air of newly found dignity. He's become a
magnet that draws gangmembers seeking guidance and executives
clamoring for “dibs” on upcoming projects.

it was as a criminal that Concepcion thrust himself into the lives
of black Americans with his reign as kingpin and promoter of gang
violence. However, it is as a peacemaker that Concepcion has
returned, requesting that gangs cease the killings, hoping that their
tide of terror will come to an eventual standstill in upcoming years.
Perhaps we should listen to the declarations of this messenger, for it
is through his example that future generations will come to realize
that we are all in the same gang.

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"WHAT EVER HAPPENED TO?
King Floyd: Mr. ““Groove Me"’

Of the many '70s solo artists, *
King Floyd stood out as he -

e o

shattered the soul and pop
charts worldwide with his hit
“Groove Me.” By October
1970, his first hit, on Atlantic’s
subsidiary Chimneyville
Records, was number one on
the national soul charts and
stayed on many major music
surveys nationally and interna
tionally for more than 22
weeks. King's next release, @
entitled "Baby Let Me Kiss |
You,” also on Chimneyville, §
became a hit in March 1971 &
That song went top five. In
1972, "Woman Don’t Go
Astray’ charted at number
three nationwide and with that
success the young soulster
from New Orleans was display-
INg staying power in the music
industry. An established top
record seller, Floyd had three 34
more charted records in 1974
for the Atlantic conglomerate,
and in 1975 released a duet
with the talented Dorothy
Moore

Now living 1n New York, Floyd
described his early start as a novice
singer and his climb up through the
ranks to become a professional
vocalist. "Well, singing in the church
choir and winning a few talent
shows at John H. Martin High
School in New Orleans provided a
positive beginning. | was a likable
person and people began booking
me for parties—! had a lot of friends
From there | was able to work some
gigs on Bourbon Street. Then |
realized the competition was stiff in
New Orleans

“The recording opportunities
were geared toward the more estab
hshed artistsinthe area, soldecided
to leave and signed with James
Brown’s independent label, Try Me
Records. in New York The funny
thing 1s that | signed a one year
contract, but we never recorded
Because it was the '60s and the
height of James’ career, he spent
most of his time touring. | then
decided to leave New York and went
to Califormia to hook up with the
late great Jimmy Holiday.
He had a record out entitled
“"How Can | Forget,” which was
produced by Ed Townsend. This
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contact landed me my first record
ing deal with Original Sound
Records.”

California was the place for Floyd
from ‘67 to '69. That period proved
to be fruitful as far as writing for
others, but he received little credit
for his efforts. "I had to work to make
ends meet. My daughter had just
been born and | wasn’t getting pard
for wnting. | landed a job in a box
factory in East L.A. There was this
college student working there who
attended Cal State Los Angeles. She
followed me around. just looking at
me. | would say 'Hi,' but that was
it. She worked about 50 yards from
me—I| was really shy. So without
ever talking to her, | began writing
a song about her. The opening
lyrics, 'Hey there sugar dumplin’/Let
me tell you somethin,” are the intro
to ‘Groove Me.” She thought | was
writing her a note. To this very day
| never knew her name. We never
had a conversation and she never
knew | was a singer,” he explained

Staying with his purpose. Floyd
leftthat job at the end of the summer
of '69 and returned to New Orleans

On May 17, 1970, Floyd entered
the studio with his producer Elijah

Walker and did extensive record-
ing at Malaco Studio (now Malaco
Records) in Jackson, MS. "Every
body turned me down at first. Then
Malaco decided torelease 'Groove
Me." We started selling records in
New Orleans George Zinnette, the
station manager at WYLD, who
was avery good friend, called Jerry
Wexler at Atlantic Records and
they picked up the label for dis-
tribution. It was a good deal for
me. About a year and a half later,
my producer died and that's what
caused me to take stock in my
career.”

Today King Floyd realizes that his
style 1s coming back. The rap
samplhing of his past hits have
brought his style to the forefront
He thanks today's young artists,
Guy., Heavy D..

Bob Baldwin: Rejoicing

Success

Keyboardist Bob Bald-
win says he had perfect
pitch when only two years
old. Because of this, his
family nurtured a talent
that has grown into a
major music career which
has yet to reach its peak

Rejoice 1s the debut
album for Baldwin on
Atlantic Records. The
talented musician says he
has always been inter
ested 1n music, but it
wasn’t until he reached
his early 20s that he
decided to pursue it as a
career. “l went to college
to study accounting and
business but was never
quite satisfied

“"When I finished
school. | found | had the
opportunity towork either
IN Music or go into broad
casting. | developed a real
love for radio and even
worked as a news writer
for a while.”

But 1n ‘83, Baldwin
founded the VYBE band,
a five-piece ensemble. “It
wasrightaround thattime
that | really began to
define my own personal
sound,” he remembers
Because of his commit-
ment to music at that
time, the road was paved
for Baldwin, and he fol
lowed it into the Bob Bald-
win/Al Orlo project,
which was yet another
musical turning point for
him

“"With that project, |
really became focused
and everything began to
come together for me. |
began working on origi-
nal compositions and
that's what helped me get
the deal with Atlantic.”

Along with his original
compositions on Rejorce,
Baldwin features the
reworks of tunes by the
late Marvin Gaye and Joe
Zawinul. He also features
“On Our Own.,” a tune
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from the feature film
“Ghost Busters I.”

Describing his music,
Baldwin says, “I call 1t
‘PBJ.” which stands for
Pop. Jazz, and Blues. | mix
those musical styles with
technology and come up
with a sound which | feel
can be universally under-
stood and appreciated. |
draw on the events hap-
pening around the world
The Berlin Wall, Tianen
man Square, the Mandela
release—all of these
things make statements
about freedom and affect
the way | compose music
Ithas made me appreciate
living 1in America. | get
upset when people get
lazy and don’t give a pro-
ject their all. To me, If a
person can stay focused,
be patient and grasp the
knowledge of a particular
subject, then the sky's the
limit, In terms of what he
or she can accomphish.”

Commenting on the
actual production of the
album, Baldwin says, “I
had a lot of my friends
working with me on this
project, so it wasn’'t very
hard for us to have a
comprehensive under-
standing of what we
expected from one
another. | didn’t have to
spell out what | wanted
from them creatively.”

As musician and ar-
ranger, Baldwin credits
Atlantic executives for
allowing him the flexibility
to work things his way
"Sylvia Rhone i1s simply
fantastic to work with,” he
says. "So was my co-
producer Danny Weiss. |
really love the team spirtit
present at Atlantic. It
helps so much when you
know there are people
behind you who believe in
you.” (O

Lover’s Reggae Rocks The U.K.

While Jamaican rock tends to
have a hard bass. heavy drums and
militant lyrics, the reggae that
British-based West Indians have
tended to go for has been of a milder
variety. Marcia Griffiths and her
“Electric Boogie.” for example,
would be the kind of reggae that
would be successful in the UK,
rather than the raw reggae of
someone like Shinehead, Burning
Spear or Black Uhuru.

Shinehead

So popular was the softer side of
reggae in the U.K., often called soul
reggae or reggae with soul, that
young U.K. reggae artists developed
their own form of reggae in the late
"70s and called 1t “lover’'s rock.”
Lover’s rock reggae, complete with
strings and keyboard orchestration,
features almost exclusively female
vocalists singing romantic songs,
backed by a hghtweight reggae
rhythm section. Quite often the
songs are cover versions of
American soul hits, "reggaefied”
with a slight Caribbean lilt

Dennis Bovell, of the group The
Dub Band and formerly of Matumbi,
1s credited with being the first to
produce a lover's rock hit with his
singer Louisa Marks. He 1s
undoubtedly the first lover's rock
producer to have had a number one
hit, the song "Silly Games” with
Janet Kay, which topped the charts
in the early ‘80s. With Kay's single,
lover's rock began to develop an
image of its own as distinct from
roots reggae and American R&B

The lover's rock fan was a middle
class, second generation West
Indian, most predominantly women
and elegant in dress.

Through much of the ‘80s, lover's
rock was shunned by many of the
pirate stations as being an inferior
quality of reggae, or a poor version
of R&B. That i1s until reggae
producer Neal ‘“Mad Professor’’
Fraser set up shop in a little studio
in South London, pumping out hit
after hit of lover’'s rock songs

Fraser weaned troupe after
troupe of young black female
artists, some solo and some
groups, managing his biggest
success with lover’s rock diva
Sandra Cross. With very little
promotion, Cross took her
cover version of "Country
Living” up the British charts
and eventually earned the Mad
Professor his first gold record.
By that time, pirate stations had
changed their minds about
lover's rock and decided that
it was something worth playing
on the air. When the stations
started playing lover's rock,
they couldn’t stop. Not only did
their listener figures soar with
a whole new market, who until
then had ignored the pirate
stations, but the pirates found that
they were the sole promoters of
lover's rock, in which case they
were providing an important
social service

Cross has everything to be
grateful for with the new,
friendly attitude of the pirate
stations. But not as much as
her successor Kofi.

When Cross left the Mad
Professor’s Ariwa label to form
her own record company, he
found a new diva in Kofi. She
had previously sung in the
group Brown Sugar in the late
"70s to early '80s, with Soul I
Soul’s Caron Wheeler. Brown
Sugar was a lover's rock
version of the Supremes. They
gained considerable
recognition among reggae
enthusiasts before they broke
up to go their separate ways

Kofi now says. "Brown Sugar was
an education for those of us who
were in it. Look at Caron Wheeler
today. | am sure that if you ask her

she’ll tell you that a lot of what she
learned as a singer she learned in
Brown Sugar. We toured all over the
country, at a time when lover’'s rock
wasn’t all that popular. We were
pioneers for our time. My success
today can be attributed to all the
work that groups like Brown Sugar
put into promoting lover's rock in
the early ‘80s.”

Now Kofi1s competing with Cross
for the title of Britain’s number one
lover's rock queen. She has scored
astring of hits (each of them number
one on the reggae charts), such as
“Place In The Sun” and "Black Is My
Colour.” Her debut album,
Black...With Sugar. 1s projected to
achieve gold status.

“"Most of my fans are other
women,” she says confidently. "They
understand what | sing about. They
can relate because they've been in
that position as well. When | perform

live shows, women will be
screaming 1n agreement with my
lyrics.”

The Mad Professor is also
confident about his new starlet.
“Kofi can be the next whatever she
wants to be,” he says enthusiastic-
ally. “This is only the beginning for
her.”

Meanwhile, Kofi has got her sights
set on big things. "Lover’s rock
music 1s British music. In Britain we

The hundreds of letters and
signed petitions from supporters
totalled over six thousand, a number
which easily surpassed the popular
support of all the ten other apph
cants Qutstanding support came
from many organizations too
numerous to mention, from institu-
tions, unions, churches and politi
ctans representing all levels of
Canadian political circles.

Jackson’s Rhythm Nation Tour Big Success

Janet Jackson’s Rhythm Nation
Tour opened at the 40,000-seat
Tokyo Dome for two consecutive
nights, and despite getting off to a
slow start, delivered a dazzling show
that left fans begging for more
Although Jackson didn’t induce the
same level of mass hysteria that was
witnessed when her brother Michael
swept into Tokyo with his
thunderous tour de force. it was
evident that Janet brought a vibe
that was more attuned to the need
of her fans and sponsors.

Marc Bature, a long time tour
promoter who i1s president of EMB
International and originates from
Jamaica, stated, “Really, all the over-
worked and shy Japanese fans want
to do 1s come and dance a little and
work off the stress. With Michael,
all they can do 1s sit and stare In
amazement.”

Janet not only proved she can sell
out major concert halls inJapan, but
she has done something that most
major black artists, including her
brother, have not been able to do.
thatis sell her image to the Japanese
public for mass consumption. As a
result of this, she has become a new
role model for millions of upwardly
mobile office ladies who desire to
be more independent and head-
strong about expressing their own
indwviduality in a country where
women's rights are still stifled

The only vahd complaints about
the concert and the way it was
handled were time related. The
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concert was much
too short. Not only
was there too much
of a delay between
Chuckii Booker's
opening perform-
ance and that of
Jackson’s, but Japan
Airline’s publicity
stunts during the
event used up much
of the time that
Jackson could have
been performing
Besides flying a
remote control air
filled zeppelin
around the concert
hall, soliciting fans
to fly JAL with
Jackson, JAL com-
mercilals were
subsequently shown on the big
screens to fill in the time gap. As
soon as Jackson's face flashed on
the screen, people jumped out of
their seats and started dancing to
the video. anticipating her entry
After the video ended, it was almost
25 minutes before the concert got
revved up.

The other big concern that was
raised was why Booker received
absolutely no publicity about his
involvement as the opening act and
musical director from the sponsors
of the tour. There wasn't any

acknowledgment of his recording
career inJapan. which until now has
done fairly well on the strength of
his debut album and super hit
“Turned Away.” Nevertheless, his
association with the tour proved to
be fruitful.

If Janet Jackson represents the
‘wanna be’ image for Japanese
women aspiring to be the new breed
of the "90s, then Bobby Brown is
unquestionably the ‘wanna be’
image for many young ‘salary men’
who aspire to be cool, suave and
funky. Brown will make his long-
awaited return to Tokyo this week,
and publicity for the event is
snowballing by the minute. The
Tokyo Beauty Center, a beauty care
conglomerate equivalent to Revlon
in the States, is sponsoring Brown
to sell its products by way of
television commercials and
magazine advertising. So far, Eddie
Murphy has been one of the only
young black male entertainers who
has drawn big backing for his cool
sophistication and stylish
demeanor. But recently, Brown has
been dominating the spotlight as a
result of the high profile he has
maintained on the international
scene. His many Japanese fans will
be anxiously waiting to learn a few
new dance steps they can carry with
them on their summer vacations
abroad.

Tokyo's 19th Annual International
Music Festival featured artists from
all over the globe and culminated
into an melting pot of songs.
melodies and brotherly love. Special
guest stars of this event were Bobby
McFerrin, Sinnita from England, and
Wilson Phillips, the young female
trio currently enjoying their #1 Top
40 hit "Hold On.” Some of the artists
were shocked when they discovered
the event was a contest, something
they had not been informed of
before they arrived. Despite this
controversy, Bobby McFerrin's
Voice Orchestra and 14 Carat Soul,
both a capella groups. gave
spectacular performances. The
after-concert/ private party for the
artists turned 1nto a musical
celebration and cultural exchange
of songs and beautiful rhythms.
