In related news, if you received a
Phase 1 ballot for the 2003 VMAs and
were wondering why the category for
best new artist in a video was miss-
ing, MTV says it is because this year,
the category’s nominees are being
selected by an internal MTV commit-
tee.

ple will mark on their calendars. [It
is|] not so much driven by headlin-
ers,” says Jonathan Mayers, presi-
dent of New Orleans-based Superfly
Presents, which co-produced the
event with A.C. Entertainment.

Mayer admits his branding orienta-
tion was influenced by the New Orleans
Jazz & Heritage Festival. “People don't
say they're going to see a particular
band at Jazz Fest. They say they're going
to Jazz Fest.”

Still, some jam band fans prefer the
intimacy of smaller, local gatherings.

AGAINST ALL ODDS

Against that backdrop, some think
this will be a summer of natural selec-
tion for jam fests.

“I think a lot of folks feel it's easy to
just throw a lot of money at a festival,
buy huge talent and pull off a success-
ful event the first year,” says Mark
Hays, president of festival producer
Terrapin Presents.

“Is that possible? Yes, and Bonnaroo
proved that in Tennessee,” Hays con-
tinues. “But the odds are stacked
against you. Unfortunately, the big
events may survive, but some of the
smaller ones may fall.”

Festival producer Andrew Stahl of
Gamelan Productions adds, “The learn-
ing curve is tremendous. You don't
know shit until you go through it. You
learn from your mistakes, or you're not
going to be in business very long.”

There have already been some casu-
alties, including the Bonnaroo spinoff
fest, Bonnaroo Northeast (Billboard
Bulletin, June 11). The festival, which
was to feature the Dead, Tom Petty,
Bob Dylan and others, was scheduled
for Aug. 8-10 at Enterprise Park in
Riverhead, N.Y., but organizers appar-
ently became skittish when Field Day,
another festival scheduled for the
same location, was forced to change
locations at the 11th hour because of
permit problems.

“When the dust settled [after Field
Day], we told |county officials) we need-
ed some immediate answers, and they
couldn’t provide them,” Mayers says.
“This was a tough decision, but the
right decision.”

Although organizers did not
divulge ticket sales to Bonnaroo NE,
the event had not sold out, which
might have made the decision to
pull the plug easier.

UNDER THE RADAR

Despite such setbacks, the jam
scene remains vital. Festivals are the
main avenue for exposure for most of
the acts involved, as well as their best
opportunity to make money.

“This scene is big and robust, and
the demographic is perfect,” Metro-
politan’s Scher says. “The record
industry would be well-served to fig-
ure out why collectively millions of
fans are buying tickets to jam bands,
[but] only a fraction of them are buy-
ing records.

“In fact,” Scher adds, “most jam

bands don’t even have major-label
record deals.”

Festivals routinely book outside their
genre—witness soul titan James Brown
and bluegrass trio Nickel Creek at Bon-
naroo. But the main cast of characters
remains relatively stable.

Bands such as the Dead, Wide-
spread Panic, String Cheese Incident,
Gov't Mule, the Allman Brothers
Band, Karl Denson’s Tiny Universe,
Galactic, G. Love & Special Sauce,
Deep Banana Blackout, Big Wu and
others can be found on festival bills
from coast to coast.

Sanctuary Records has taken note of
the attention paid to these bands. The
Sanctuary releases “Hittin’ the Note" by
the Allman Brothers and “Ball” from
Widespread Panic have sold 103,000
and 61,000 units, respectively, accord-
ing to Nielsen SoundScan.

Now Sanctuary has signed Blues
Traveler and Ween and is said to be in
talks with Galactic and G. Love & Spe-
cial Sauce (Billboard Bulletin, June 23).

The reigning champ of the genre,
even if tilted more mainstream than
most jam bands, is Dave Matthews
Band. The RCA act grosses $50 million
annually from touring and seldom
plays festivals.

Similarly, Phish—having returned
from a two-year hiatus—headlines its
own tours and festival.

Bonnaroo is by far the biggest of the
multi-act fests, but there are plenty of
other players, many of which have been
around much longer than Bonnaroo.
Most draw between 10,000 and 20,000
fans for a multi-day event.

Among them are Gathering of the
Vibes in Waynesburg, N.Y.; High Sierra
in Quincy, Calif.; High Land Jam in
Elkins, W.Va.; the Northeast Kingdom
Music Festival in Albany, Vt.; Endless
Mountains Music Festival in Uniondale,
Pa.; Floydfest in Floyd, Va.; the Berk-
shire Mountain Music Festival in Great
Barrington, Mass.; and the Mid-Atlantic
Music Experience in Lewisburg, W.Va.

And then there is the return of the
legendary one-band Phish-fest, which
sells out at more than 60,000 in each
incarnation. In many ways, the Elektra
act pioneered the modern jam fest
model with its self-styled festivals,
beginning with the Clifford Ball in 1996
and including the Great Went, Lemon-
wheel and this year’s [t—set for Aug. 2-
3 in Limestone, Maine.

“We like to think that the Phish fes-
tivals are unique,” says Dave Werlin, co-

producer with the band of the fests.
“Besides being centered on one band,
the experience goes beyond what the
band plays musically and encompasses
a whole artistic vision and audience
interaction, with a noncommercial
aspect that is pervasive.”

Phish manager John Paluska is
among those who feel the market is
becoming saturated. But he is confident
that the Phish fest is safe.

“Qur festival is so much a manifes-
tation of the band's crazy ideas that it is
a completely different vibe and experi-
ence. It is a very specific and fully
fleshed-out vision.”

Werlin adds, “Everybody’s copying
everybody, but we like to believe we're
the groundbreakers in all of this.”

very well,” Werlin says. “We expect
to sell out.”

Bonnaroo got out of the gate early
this year, selling out in 16 days on the
Internet before many festivals ever went
on sale. And all without the benefit of
traditional advertising.

“That takes a lot of money out of the
market,” observes Buck Williams,
agent/co-manager for Widespread
Panic, one of the superstars of the
genre. “Most of these festivals charge
pretty much the same: about $125 for
three days of music and camping. Kids
can’t do that every weekend.”

Bonnaroo’s numbers have not gone
unnoticed, and several festivals seized
the opportunity to promote their own
events on-site through fliers, handouts
and ads in the Bonnaroo program.

Mayers does not seem overly con-
cerned about others riding the crest of
the Bonnaroo wave.

“We need to be aware of what’s out
there, but we're staying focused on our
own event,” he says. “People look at
our formula and try to build some-
thing [similar], but it’s a tough mar-
ket out there.”

Of course, Bonnaroo did not pioneer
the jam fest concept. The Grateful
Dead is rightfully given credit for
spawning the genre, Phish broke new
ground in producing festivals and
other multi-act jam fests existed well
before Bonnaroo.

Gathering of the Vibes, for exam-
ple, can be traced back to an event
saluting the late Dead mastermind,
Jerry Garcia. The festival, which drew
15,000 to upstate New York last year,
has been around eight years under
the Gathering banner.

“Our fans call themselves the *Vibe
Tribe,” " event producer Hays notes.
“Our foundation has been to start small
and build.”

The first Gathering drew 3,500, and
the event built to 27,000 in attendance
for 2001. “Then we intentionally
brought it down in size and scope,”
Hays says. “I think you lose the integri-
ty of the event in larger numbers. There
is a point of diminishing returns in
regard to the quality of the vibe.”

Likewise, Gamelan’s Stahl started
small with the Berkshire Mountain
Music Festival in 1998. “It rained 20
inches our first year,” he says. “We
drew 1,000 people to see String Cheese
Incident, Los Lobos, Galactic and the
Funky Meters. I lost a tremendous
amount of money. [ ate a lot of mac
and cheese.”

The second year, Stahl says, he lost
less, and last year the festival built to
10,000, which he considers large
enough. “I've had opportunities to take
it to big fields, but I think it would lose
a little bit in aesthetics,” he says.

This year, Gamelan debuts the Mid-
Atlantic Music Experience in Lewis-
burg, having learned many lessons
from Berkshire. “We found out that if
you're in it just for the money and you
cut corners, it can blow up in your face.”

GOOD PROBLEM?

Some see the plethora of jam band
festivals as a good thing. The artists
enjoy hooking up with like-minded
players and receptive audiences, and
production and paydays are usually
top-notch.

“I like playing |festivals], and often-
times there are a lot of musicians to play
with, in surprising combinations,” the
Dead’s Weir says. “I was gonna sit in
with Spearhead at Bonnaroo, but it took
us three times as long as we expected
to get there, so [ couldn't.”

According to Bonnaroo's Mayers,
“Artists want to play here and people
want to come and see something new.
Obviously, music is the key ingredient,
but so are all of the other elements, all
of the surprises.”

Weir's criteria for what makes a good
fest is simple. “A good sound system—
and it was at Bonnaroo,” he says. “Plen-
ty of water. And a diverse lineup.”

Does he feel the market is saturated?
“Not for my tastes.”

Widespread Panic regularly plays
the jam festivals but also performs at
mainstream rock festivals and head-
lines its own tours. Such a wealth of
opportunities presents its own set of
problems for a band that makes its liv-
ing on the road.

“We have to be careful and not com-
pete against ourselves,” agent/co-man-
ager Williams says. “Sometimes you
want to play something because it
would be fun to do, but you have to
think about your career.”

Then again, that's not such a bad
problem. “Lots of bands don't have as
many choices and opportunities [to per-
form] as Widespread Panic,” Williams
says, adding that touring is the only out-
let for exposure at Panic’s disposal, out-
side of concert-tape trading.

“Live performance and the tape trad-
ing is our PR, and a band like Wide-
spread Panic has to get their PR where
they can,” Williams says. “Rolling Stone
and Spin don't care, although I don't
see how they can avoid it.”

size of a house on anyone who's stolen
the industry’s ruby slippers.

No wonder the search committee is
still looking.

“| think what they're looking for is a
warmer, fuzzier Hilary Rosen,” a fellow
lobbyist says. “That's going to be tough.”

Despite facing many huge issues, the
incoming RIAA chief may be spared
from pursuing any immediate legisla-
tive remedies, an RIAA spokesman says.

Much can be achieved outside the
halls of Congress, thanks to the land-
mark cross-industry agreement in
January among the RIAA, the Business
Software Alliance (BSA), and the Com-
puter Systems Policy Project (CSPP),
the spokesman says.

The groups pledged to resolve dif-
ferences without pursuing legislation
on such issues as how content owners
should be able to use technology to
protect their property.

The signers include such BSA heav-
ies as Adobe, Apple, Dell, Hewlett-
Packard, and Microsoft, as well as
CSPP members Intel, IBM, Motorola,
and Unisys (Billboard, Jan. 25).

The agreement may prove to be
one of the major achievements of
Rosen's tenure.

Some insiders think that when bet-
ter economic times come, the new
RIAA leader may consider pursuing a
full performance right in sound
recordings. Under such a deal, tradi-
tional radio and TV would pay royal-
ties to artists and labels in addition to
forking over song royalties.

“Every other major country has
one,” says a veteran industry player
here. “It would be a big fight, but if
they had the money, why not try?”

Rosen plans to leave at the end of
this month, when her contract expires,
but will continue as a consultant for
one year.

The original January departure an-
nouncement said she would step down
“by the end of the year,” but an RIAA
spokesperson now says the phrase
meant “at any time before the end of
the year.”

Rosen says she wants to devote more
time to her family. Additionally, at press
time it was learned that CNBC has
hired Rosen as an on-air commentator,
effective Aug. 1. She will be discussing
politics on the cable network’s Capitol
Report and industry issues on the
shows Power Lunch and Squawk Box.

Until a successor to Rosen is found,
RIAA president/general counsel Cary
Sherman will head the group, taking
on the temporary title of CEO.

The search committee—which in-
cludes Sherman, Universal Music
Group president/COO Zach Horowitz,
and Sony Music executive VP Michelle
Anthony—met June 17 in New York
with the executive search firm Korn/
Ferry International to discuss another
round of possible candidates.

Sources say that none of the candi-

dates that have been mentioned in
published reports or industry circles
are actively being considered for
Rosen’s job.

These include Reps. W.J. "Billy”
Tauzin, R-La., and Jennifer Dunn, R-
Wash.; former New York mayor
Rudolph Giuliani; and TV anchor and
former New York congresswoman
Susan Molinari.

Victoria Clarke, who resigned June
15as U.S. assistant secretary of defense
for public affairs and Pentagon
spokesperson, also has been men-
tioned. Before her Pentagon job,
Clarke did outside public-relations
work for the RIAA.

The committee has apparently not
considered Rep. Mary Bono, R-Calif.,
who has some experience with the
industry both as a lawmaker and
widow of the late Sonny Bono. An aide
to Bono told Billboard that the law-
maker would be interested in the job
(Billboard Bulletin, June 13).

Like all RIAA executives hired in the
past decade, Rosen came to the trade
group without any record industry
experience. She was one of the first
execs hired by her predecessor Jay
Berman, serving initially as the RIAA's
first government relations chief.

In 1994, she was promoted to pres-
ident/COO. When Berman left to take
the chairmanship of the International
Federation of the Phonographic Indus-
try in 1998, Rosen was promoted to
president/CEQ. She got the chairman/
CEQ title in 2002.

Rosen's top-level bosses, the senior
executives of the five major U.S. record
companies, were quick to laud her
tenure upon the announcement of her
resignation in January (Billboard, Feb.
1). Rosen fulfilled the industry's agen-
da for dealing with mounting interna-
tional trade and piracy concerns and
free-speech issues.

Most important, she and her team
convinced Congress that updated leg-
islation was necessary to protect the
industry’s intellectual property in the
digital age.

After a two-year effort, the Digital
Millennium Copyright Act (DMCA) was
enacted in 1998. The RIAA then used
the new law to pursue copyright in-
fringers on the street, in the back-
rooms of warehouses, and on the Inter-
net at a time when peer-to-peer services
fostered an explosion in piracy.

This aggressive agenda made Rosen
the lightning rod for criticism from
consumer and tech advocates who
believe the DMCA tilts too much to
copyright holders and should have
offered wider fair-use protections to
Web users and music fans.

Manus Cooney, who worked with
Napster's Washington, DD.C., team after
a career on Capitol Hill as the majori-
ty counsel for the Copyright Commit-
tee, thinks Rosen fulfilled the major
job duty for the head of a trade group,
which is to serve as a shield to protect
the companies the group represents.

“They let her take the heat,” he says.
“Whether it was the marketing of inap-
propriate material to young people or
suing online music services, you can't
put all those decisions in the lap of
Hilary Rosen. It's what the companies
wanted.” Cooney is now CEO of the
Potomac Counsel lobbying firm.

Colleagues here describe Rosen as
rough-and-tumble on the job, al-

though in the past year, they have
noticed a toned-down approach. Ac-
cording to those who experienced
Rosen'’s in-your-face demeanor, the dif-
ference in style between her and her
predecessor was apparent.

“Back then, we found her not to be
all that effective for her client. because
she was inflammatory, too partisan and
confrontational.” a former senior
staffer on the House Judiciary Com-
mittee recalls. But with the passage of
time, the source admits, “she’s done a
hell of a job.”

For Rosen, a staunch advocate of
First Amendment rights, one of the
toughest times on the Hill was
defending the industry’s parental
advisory sticker.

By contrast, the budget for the Mo-
tion Picture Assn. of America, which
represents the major movie studios,
was $41.3 million in 2001, the most
recent year budget figures are available.

Rosen’s reported salary is $1.2 mil-
lion, plus expenses and bonuses.

“The downturn has clearly affected
us,” Rosen tells Billboard. “Obviously,
it makes our job more focused and
more important.”

Rosen recalls the “significant lay-
offs” at the RIAA last year, where there
were cuts affecting “about 15% of our
staff. “What we did [subsequently] is
to consolidate programs and drop cer-
tain activities like our marketing
research arm.

“This year, though,” she adds, “we've

Lawmakers were pressing for a “one
size fits all” sticker that offered parents
specific warnings about inappropriate
language or content. She also took fire
when Federal Trade Commission
reports revealed that record companies
were marketing adult content record-
ings to minors and shouldered the
effort to initiate some changes.

During Rosen’s tenure, the RIAA's
budget grew three-fold. It currently
stands at about $43.6 million, holding
steady since 2001, despite the down-
turn in member revenue in the past
two years.

added more people to anti-piracy, par-
ticularly at the street level. But we
don’t have the resources to do the kind
of things it would be nice to be doing.”

That would include more public
education about the value of music, a
parental advisory label, and lyrics
education.

“The majority of our resources are
focused on piracy. And the legislative
efforts are focused there too,” she says.

Cooney says he does not believe the
downturn in the industry has put the
RIAA “in dire straits.”

Now more than ever, he says, the

trade group merits sizable funding.
“Copyright law. the trade and interma-
tional issues, are so much more criti-
cal to the workings of the recording
industry that they can't afford to aban-
don Washington.”

The traditional divide between the
artist community and the labels has
also dogged Rosen. She first ran into a
hornets’ nest when the group moved
to change the copyright law to codify
sound recordings as “works made for
hire” and convinced lawmakers to
insert a provision in an unrelated 1999
budget bill.

Rosen defended the action because
in her view, it was just a technical
change in the law.

Opponents claimed the change was
substantial because it took away a right
given to all copyright owners except
those creating works for hire—the
right to reclaim their works after 35
years of exploitation.

Rosen decided to step away from the
controversy, and Congress repealed the
change in 2000.

Jay Rosenthal, a Washington, D.C.-
based co-counsel for the Recording
Artists’ Coalition, says in retrospect, “1
do not believe Hilary is anti-artist at
heart. But she never quite understood
the depth of artist dissatisfaction, and
perhaps that is why she felt betrayed
by artists.”

Last year, the RIAA and some of its
member companies also angered
artists with their efforts to keep in
place an amendment in the California
labor code that exempts recording
artists from the state’s seven-year limit
on personal service contracts.

Eagles manager and former record
label boss Irving Azoff says the indus-
try made “a tactical error” in not
embracing artists and getting them on
their side in the fight over piracy,
which is the biggest issue threatening
their existence.

“Labels are getting clobbered and
artists are getting clobbered,” he says.

such artists as Will Smith and Ala-
nis Morissette.

Perhaps even more frustrating to the
digital service providers and their con-
sumers are the holes in the catalogs of
artists that otherwise are available.

Sean Ryan, chief executive of lis-
ten.com, says the biggest content
problem facing digital services is the
“mishmash of rights that are available
artist by artist, depending upon the
artist’s relationship with the label.”

That means some artists’ music is
available for streaming only, some is
for download only, some is download
album only, and some just isn’t
available—even if it used to be. For
example, Kid Rock’s latest album,
Cocky, was recently pulled from the
digital services.

As a partial solution, the labels are
looking for ways to make other con-
tent available for digital distribution
while they hammer away at clearance

deals with their holdout stars.

Consistency in clearing artists’ mate-
rial for digital distribution varies from
label to label. Internet music executives
say that success hinges on the strength
of leadership inside the label, as well as
its commitment to digital distribution.

BMG, for example, is winning
praise from the digital services for its
recent success in clearing music by
key artists including Avril Lavigne,
Britney Spears, Justin Timberlake,
and Christina Aguilera.

Avariety of acts, from today’s stars—
like 50 Cent and Norah Jones —to vet-
eran entertainers—such as the Beach
Boys—now have music available for
sale in digital form.

While Apple has sold more than 3
million downloads through its Mac-
only iTunes Music Store, the ab-
sence of such veteran acts as the
Beatles and the Rolling Stones is
increasingly conspicuous.

Industry hopes are running high
that the pay-per-download business will
morph into a mainstream phenome-
non once it hits the PC market. That,
they believe, may convince the biggest
and best acts to be represented in dig-
ital services.

But exactly when music from miss-

ing A-list acts will be available for
download—on sites other than unli-
censed file-sharing networks like
Kazaa—is anyone’s guess.

Myriad financial, contractual, and
creative issues are holding up com-
mercial distribution of superstar con-
tent. This promises to continue for
some time.

Not only do artists have less con-
trol over how the consumer experi-
ences their music in the digital realm,
but the economics are radically dif-
ferent as well.

Instead of divvying the spoils of a
$12 to $18 CD sale, record compa-
nies, artists, and songwriters are
vying for nickels and dimes from 99-
cent downloads.

Artist representatives say that the
hit to the bottom line is significant
for artists in a singles-oriented
model—especially for those writing
their own material.

Rather than collecting songwriting
mechanicals on as many as 14 tracks,
plus an artist royalty on the album
sale, payment is being parsed on a
per-track basis.

Theoretically, the revenue will be
made up by the volume of singles sold.

independently distributed labels
and free-standing, major-distrib-
uted imprints.

Attendees estimate that represen-
tatives of between 80 and 100 labels
were among 200 people who filled
an auditorium at Apple’s Cupertino,
Calif., headquarters June 5 for a
presentation on iTunes (see story,
this page).

Thus far, iTunes has only featured
content from the major labels. But
that may change quickly.

IGNITING AN INDIE BOOM

With Apple reporting download
sales of roughly a half-million tracks
per week, excitement for iTunes is
high in the indie sector.

“When they roll this out on PC,
they're going to have all this inde-
pendent product,” says a represen-
tative of one prominent indie label,
who declines to be identified. “It’s
also going to be the holiday season
... It's going to be an explosion. \We
want to be a part of that.

Los Angeles-based Lakeshore
Records and Delvian Records in San
Francisco, among others, have already
pledged to supply content to Apple.

Sources present at the meeting
say the terms offered to the indies
were identical to those granted to
major-label participants: a 65%-35%
split of proceeds from the 99-cent
downloads, favoring the labels, with
payments every month.

A host of other services are ex-
pected to court indies and majors in
similar fashion in the near future.

Microsoft is already showcasing a
demo of its service to the labels, ac-
cording to a recent published report
in the Los Angeles Times. Microsoft
declined to comment.

AOL is readying a digital singles

program with integrated shopping
functionality that is expected to bow
in six to nine months.

Mtv.com and vh1l.com, which are
currently without a digital distribu-
tion partner, also expect to relaunch
a commercial digital-music initia-
tive this year.

Amazon, which sources say is
looking into launching an a la carte
store, has long maintained an inter-
est in the download business.

Talk in the press of Amazon enter-
ing the digital music fray has heen
on the rise since the bow of the
iTunes service.

To date, the e-commerce giant
has held back on a download store,
citing concerns ahout the quality of
the user experience with existing
digital rights management rules.

Amazon declined to comment.

SALES RECORD

The rise in the development of
pay-per-download services comes as
sales of digital downloads through
iTunes are stabilizing.

An attendee of Apple’s recent
presentation for potential indie label
content partners says Apple reports
that iTunes is now selling about
500,000 songs per week.

In its first week, iTunes claimed it had
sold more than 1 million downloads.

Apple also says it has sold more
than 3.5 million songs through iTunes
since the service launched in April.

In other chatter from the meet-
ing, attendees say Apple reports that
45% of all songs have been bought
as an album—uwhich has helped the
service sell more than 75% of the
songs in its catalog at least once.

Apple also told attendees that 90%
of sales through iTunes are one-click
downioads, meaning consumers are
storing their credit-card information
on the service so they do not have to
re-enter it with every purchase.

Companies targeting the PC mar-
ket view the early performance of
iTunes—which is only available to a
limited segment of Apple computer
users—as a potential sign of much
larger demand there.

Apple’s iTunes Music Store is receiving high marks
from independently distributed labels and free-stand-
ing, major-distributed imprints that have heen briefed
on the service.

Apple is looking to add music from indie labels to
iTunes. It currently only has wholesaler agreements
with the majors.

Apple chief executive Steve Jobs, the key figure in
selling the iTunes concept to the majors, is taking a
similar approach in the pitch to the independent
community.

Jobs; senior director, office of the CEO James Higa,
and other top company execs hosted a

contract to supply music to iTunes.

“This thing, it's more addictive than crack, and it’s
easier to use,” McNellis says. “I can see people who
haven’t bought music in two years spending 200 bucks
amonth on music . . . When iTunes drops on Windows,
it’s all over.”

Derek Sivers, whose online store, CD Baby, sells self-
released albums by 38,000 artists, says the iTunes store
“was only mildly impressive until [ bought a couple of
tracks. That’s when you realize the magic of the one-
click . .. It’s amazing. It’s so easy.”

Sivers continues, “To me, the singularly most impor-
tant thing was, ‘We won't ever sell our

21/2-hour presentation June 5 outlin-
ing iTunes for an estimated 80-plus
labels, according to meeting attendees.

Other guests included reps from
technology firms and such industry
organizations as the Americana
Music Assn. and the Future of Music
Coalition.

The independent sector is no
stranger to digital distribution. Inde-
pendent label content is distributed
through services such as Liquid Audio,
Emusic, and listen.com.

But Apple is not offering any up-
front money for participation in its
service—a motivator for indie label
participation in other digital distribution offerings.

All the attendees polled by Billboard expressed
enthusiasm for the iTunes system.

Indie-label observers who attended the demonstra-
tion praise the iTunes system for its one-click ease of
use, its egalitarian treatment of content (no payment
for positioning or banner advertising is allowed), its
attempt to supply a comprehensive offering, its
emphasis on exclusive tracks, and the freedom of use
it affords consumers.

Brian McNellis., VP/GM of Los Angeles-based
Lakeshore Records, says, “l went up there lukewarm”
about iTunes. But, he adds, “I drove back from there,
and it’s a six-hour drive, and all the way back I felt like
the top of my head had been unscrewed.

McNellis says Lakeshore has already signed its Apple

space on iTunes.' Jobs said, ‘Will we
ever whore ourselves out? No."”

Benjamin van der Wel, president of
Delvian Records in San Francisco,
will also supply content to Apple.

“We’ve been waiting for a couple of
years for someone to come up with a
system like this that really works,”
van der Wel says. “This is going to sell
a tremendous amount of music.”

Stephen Levy, president of Moon-
shine Music in L.A., says the iTunes
store is “so far ahead of the game—
even stuff that Kazaa promises to be,
they deliver it.

While some majors are billing
iTunes as an “experiment” because of minimal restric-
tions on consumers’ ability to copy tracks they buy
through the service, the indie labels are not voicing the
same reservations.

Levy expresses no concern about the liberal use that
iTunes allows: “I see it as being just another format.
You can play pretty fast and loose with a CD right now.
The premise they’re operating on is that 90% of the
people out there are honest . . . They're essentially treat-
ing the audience like they’re adults.”

Nancy Quinn, senior director of artist development at
BMG-distributed Dualtone Records in Nashville, says,
“We’re very much looking forward to becoming a part of
iTunes . . . [it’s] legal, subscription-free, easy to use, every-
body gets paid. There’s finally a viable option for digital
music consumers.

merger, and the long-expected nam-
ing of Schur as the new operation’s
head, have not been made but are
expected soon. The MCA brand will
disappear under the new structure,
sources say, although MCA Nashville
will retain its name and remain a sep-
arate entity under Luke Lewis.

A picture of the new company is
emerging. The new Geffen, which re-
mains part of the Interscope Geffen
A&M (1GA) family, will be a stand-
alone label with its own A&R, market-
ing, and promotion staffs. It will share
some services with the other 1GA labels

and will still fall under the purview of
IGA chairman Jimmy lovine.

MCA came under lovine’s umbrel-
la in mid-January after Boberg’s
departure. Boberg had reported to
Universal Music Group (UMG) chair-
man Doug Morris, and UMG presi-
dent/COO Zach Horowitz.

A number of executives are poised
to join the entity, according to sources.
Fred Croshal, former GM of Maverick
Records, is expected to come aboard in
a high-level marketing capacity.

Also headed to the label are Garnett
March, former urban promotion exec-
utive at DreamWorks, who will head the
R&B promo department, and former
Interscope urban promo exec Chauncey
Bell, who will be East Coast regional.

Among the top-level MCA staffers
who are staying with the new compa-
ny and possibly may take on increased
roles are senior VP of sales and mar-
keting Jayne Simon, senior VP of
business and legal affairs Jeffrey
Harleston, and senior VP of publicity
Liilian Matulic.

Some artist managers say they
have expectations for the new entity
that weren’t met by MCA.

Roots manager Richard Nichols
stresses that the Roots rely much
more on touring than record sales
but adds that he hopes his act gets
more attention than it did under the
previous regime.

“They spent a lot of money on a lot
of different projects, and it wasn't
effective,” Nichols says. “Some bands
were underfinanced, and that’s where
the Roots fell. The Roots want to sell
records, and, hopefully, we’ll get the
tools from them to do it.”

Live manager Kurfirst has similar
expectations, saying he hopes the
new company “learns to become
artist-friendly . . . 1 didn’t think MCA
cared very much.”

One source says the transition
period from Boberg's departure until
now has been rocky. “Once Jay was
gone, there was a certain amount of
people who were fearful, and that
kind of fear is paralyzing. For this to

finally be happening is a big relief.

However, both Nugent and Wayne
Isaak, manager of new MCA band Fic-
tion Plane, have nothing but praise
for the label.

“Even though a lot of staffers were
waiting for the next shoe to fall at MCA,
[ found them extremely helpful,” Isaak
says. “We got a chance to tour and play
shows, meet radio and retail; the pub-
licity effort was strong. I'm sorry for
the people who are leaving, but Jordan
Schur has a tremendous track record
as a guy who can break rock artists,
and that's what Fiction Plane needs.”

Schur inherits a struggling label,
though it has a number of commer-
cial strengths. The roster includes
R&B powerhouse Mary J. Blige and
pop/ punk rockers Blink-182, but the
only current MCA act in the top half
of The Billboard 200 is Live, whose
Radioactive/MCA album, Birds of
Pray, is No. 88 this issue. The Roots’
Phrenology is No. 120, and new
Drive-Thrw/MCA act Finch stands at
No. 134 with What It Is to Bumn.

MCA’s current album market
share, according to Nielsen Sound-
Scan, is 1.87% for 2003 year-to-date.
Its overall market share, including
catalog, is 2.21%.

Among the departing staffers are
senior VP of promotion Craig Lam-
bert, who had run MCA since
Boberg’s departure; CFO Paul Saten-
stein; VP of sales Mike Regan; and VP
of marketing Jeremy Hammond.

One of the hardest-hit divisions was
MCA's A&R department; the only
remaining staffers are A&R execs Joel
Mark and Charlie Adams. The high-
profile departures include senior VP of
A&R Gary Ashley and VPs Tom Sarig,
Marc Nathan, and Hans Haedalt.

1GA representatives declined to
comment on the changes but issued a
staternent June 9. It stated, “We have
begun a restructuring process at MCA
Records. Further details about the
structure and staffing of the label will
be announced shortly. We are grateful
for the contributions made by the
employees affected by these changes.”

But as hot as he is right now, con-
cern is already running through 50
Cent's camp.

For one, at least one writer is
questioning his image. He claims
that the crack-cocaine epidemic that
spawned gangsta rap has long passed
and that 50 Cent’s whole scene is
more than a little contrived.

“At its core, the hubbub around
Get Rich and the return of gangsta
rap is crack-era nostalgia taken to
the extreme,” Ta-Nehisi Coates wrote
in last week'’s edition of New York’s
Village Voice.

Of course, 50 Cent has nine bullet
wounds to prove otherwise, but ac-
cording to Coates, his “handlers have
played the angle magnificently.

“The attempts on his life come up
repeatedly in interviews, and 50 is
happy to provide embellishment,”
Coates wrote.

Others note that those buying the
music are mostly suburban white
kids, who fantasize about gangsta life
as they would about the X-Men and
other cartoon characters.

And at this stage of the game, 50
Cent’s management team has anoth-
er worry: oversaturation.

“There is always that fear that we
are doing too much,” says Chris
Lighty, chief executive of Violator
Management, which handles 50
Cent’s career. “But in reality, we
haven't done anything but allow him
to display his artistry.”

Rock-solid talent is certainly part of
the equation, but how 50 Cent became

the breakout music story of 2003 is
also a case study in hype and hip-hop's
renewed obsession with thug violence.

Good timing and savvy marketing
also played a role—not to mention a
lot of luck. After all, his ticket to suc-
cess was punched when he survived an
assailant’s wrath and those nine slugs.

Indeed, the incident marked a turn-
ing point in more ways than one. 50
Cent was shot in front of his grand-
mother’s house in Queens in April 2000.
While he was recovering, Columbia
Records dropped him from the label.

After that, he began marketing his
music on his own and other DJs’ mix
tapes (Billboard, Feb. 15). 50 Cent
gained attention in the industry and
among consumers, especially on the
East Coast.

With an emerging fan base, a bid-
ding war erupted. 50 Cent signed
with Eminem’s Shady imprint, which
is aligned with Universal Music
Group's Interscope label.

Interscope began its campaign with
the release last summer of the single
“Wanksta” from the 8 Mile soundtrack.

“I don't think anyone expected it to
go this far, this quick,” Shady Records
chief executive Paul Rosenberg says.

“ ‘Wanksta’ was a runaway hit. It
happened really organically. Once it
started to happen, we got behind it and
put the official push on it,” he says.
“The market was so thirsty for a new
guy like him that any one of his great
mix-tape songs would have blown up
for him as his first record.”

By the beginning of 2003, Inter-
scope followed “Wanksta” with “In Da
Club,” the first single from Get Rich
or Die Tryin'.

“Moving on from ‘Wanksta’ to ‘In Da
Club’ really made it official,” Rosen-
berg says. “This was his first single
with the big video. From there, the

explosion started.

“I don't want to discount any of the
initial groundswell that occurred from
50 and his camp,” he adds. “They built
astrong following for 50 on their own,
mostly in the East Coast area. It was a
foundation that 99% of the artists
coming out now don't have. Beyond
that, ‘In Da Club’ was the moment
when we pushed the button.”

The combination of the infectious,
hook-driven single and video that fea-
tured a host of hip-hop heavyweights,
including Eminem, Dr. Dre, and Xzib-
it, proved to be a recipe for success.

By early February, “In Da Club”
was climbing the top 10 of the Hot
R&B/Hip-Hop Singles & Tracks chart
and The Billboard Hot 100.

The market was now primed for the
album’s release. The title sold 872,000
copies in its first week, according to
Nielsen SoundScan—the best opening
frame for any album this year.

The album'’s second single, “21
Questions,” which features Nate Dogg,
has kept up the momentum. It is now
in its seventh week at No. 1 on Hot
R&B/Hip-Hop Singles & Tracks and
in its third week atop the Hot 100.

In recent weeks. the rapper has had
as many as nine singles on the Bill-
board charts at once, including “Magic
Stick,” a top 10 hit from Lil’ Kim that
features him as a guest artist.

According to Rosenberg, radio
chose the latest single. “We were
going to wait on ‘21 Questions’ ini-
tially. We wanted [to] make sure that
he didn't get too big, too quick, but
we couldn't stop radio.

“They're going to play what they
want to play,” Rosenberg continues.
“This is one of those rare albums
where radio starts playing stuff
because they know their fans want to
listen to this artist. So they pick what

they think should be the next single
and run with it.”

With all that under 50 Cent'’s belt,
already there are signs that the second
act could be a lot different from his first.

50 Cent's reported beef with Ken-
neth “Supreme” McGriff could well be
over, or at least put on ice. McGriff, a
convicted drug dealer under investi-
gation for murder, was sentenced to 37
months in prison last week in Mary-
land for illegally possessing a handgun.

Federal investigators are looking
into whether McGriff was involved in
50 Cent's shooting, according to
court records.

But the rapper is still beefing with
Ja Rule, who has been linked with
McGriff through his record label,
Murder Inc.. which is headed by
McGriff's childhood friend Irv Gotti.

Some close to 50 Cent and Emin-
em worry that the dispute could get
uglier and possibly violent, according
to published reports.

But Coates questions that. “Gang-
sta rap today is about as reflective of
reality as, well, a reality show. And yet
still it lumbers across the landscape
of pop, shouting, ‘I'm real.” "

Coates blames the record compa-
nies—and, by extension, 50 Cent—
for “perpetuating the myth of black
male violence” to sell records.

Interscope/Geffer/A&M chairman
Jimmy lovine is unfazed by the criti-
cism. “That's always being said about
television, movies, books, and records.
That's just one person’s opinion. I don’t
pay much attention to it,” he says.

Apparently, major manufacturers
are unfazed as well.

Last week, 50 Cent signed a long-
term deal with Reebok to distribute the
artist’s collection of athletic footwear,
the G-Unit Collection by Rbk.

In that role, the rapper sounds more

like an advertising executive. The
artist, Reebok says. will help develop
an “integrated marketing and adver-
tising campaign” for the shoes.

“Reebok’s Rbk Collection is the real
thing when it comes to connecting
with street and hip-hop culture,” 50
Cent said in a prepared statement.

Some wonder, however, whether
the deal could be jeopardized if 50
Cent were to get caught in a flare-up
of gang violence.

Still, the deal adds up to another
success, and it could signal the emer-
gence of a more buttoned-down 50
Cent. But either way, he is on a roll.

The artist is the top finalist for this
year's Billboard R&B Hip-Hop Awards,
where he will compete in 10 cate-
gories (see story, page 1).

Next, he will attempt to conquer
the touring circuit with co-headliner
Jay-Z on the Rock the Mic summer
trek across America.

And if you ask his label, Interscope,
this is just the beginning.

“In reality, we're only into our sec-
ond single,” says Steve Berman, Inter-
scope’s head of marketing and sales.
“This album is deep enough to keep
going strong through Christmas.
That's our goal. We want to make sure
that we do a great job on the tour and
then setting up this record for the fall
and going into Christmas.”

Interscope sees the summer tour,
which kicks off June 25 in Hartford,
Conn., as an opportunity to create fur-
ther excitement around the rapper.
Advance ticket sales have been strong.

“The tour will create an explosion
in every city it goes into,” Berman says.
“We want to be right underneath that
with 50 and [his group] G-Unit. Not
only selling both albums but setting
up the streets for his upcoming proj-
ects—that will be the biggest pull.”

Urban Radio Networks R&B/Hip-
Hop Conference. The gathering runs
Aug. 6-8 at the Roney Palace in
Miami Beach.

Close behind 50 Cent are Nelly, who
is up for eight awards, and R. Kelly, a
finalist in seven categories. Also up for
multiple honors are Eminem (five) and
the late Aaliyah (four).

50 Cent has been making chart head-
lines since the February release of his
first Shady/Aftermath/Interscope
album, Get Rich or Die Tryin’. With a
tally now at 4.8 million copies sold,
according to Nielsen SoundScan, the

album debuted atop the Top R&B/Hip-
Hop Albums chart and The Billboard
200, with 872,000 copies sold. That fig-
ure remains the best sales week for any
album in the U.S. this year.

The rapper's CD/DVD follow-up, The
New Breed, also debuted at No, 1 on Top
R&B/Hip-Hop Albums, It has sold
460,000 copies, according to Nielsen
SoundScan.

Nelly is another contender for top
R&B/ip-hop album and top R&B/hip-
hop artist. His album Nellyville (Fo'
Reel/Universal/Universal Motown
Records Group [UMRG]) has sold 5.7
million copies, according to Nielsen
SoundScan.

“This is really a blessing,” Nelly says
of his multiple honors. “It's hard to
believe that [the St. Lunatics] are still
receiving nominations for this album.”

Jive/Zomba artist R. Kelly is vying for
top R&B/hip-hop album award as well.
He is also up for top songwriter and top
producer. His Chocolate Factory album
stands at 1.8 million copies sold.

“I am honored and appreciate my
fans who have always supported me and
my music,” Kelly says.

First-time finalists include Amerie
(for top new R&B/hip-hop artist and top
R&B/hip-hop female artist) and Nivea
(for top R&B/hip-hop single [sales] for
“Don’t Mess With My Man”).

“It’s one thing to dream about being
nominated,” Amerie says. “But to actu-
allybe apartofit. .. it’s unreal.”

“It's been a long time [getting this
album to retail],” Jive's Nivea adds, “But
when it happened, it really happened.”

Thanks to its success with dancehall
reggae artists Sean Paul and Wayne
Wonder, VP Records is a first-time final-
ist for top independent label of the year.

“We've been having a good year,” VP
Records VP Randy Chin says. “Our part-
nership with Atlantic is part of the rea-
son. Then there's reggae. It's been grow-
ing organically. But this year, it exploded
beyond our expectations,”

The Billboard R&B/Hip-Hop Awards
comprise 17 categories. They are based
on sales data from Nielsen SoundScan
and airplay information from Nielsen
Broadcast Data Systems.

“The heads of the record labels
don’t know what to do about it.”

In a keynote speech, Berman
retorted, “Despite what Robbie
says, |piracy] is an issue on which,
more than ever before, we must
stand united as a sector if the
music business is to remain vi-
brant and in the business of mak-
ing music.” He noted that al-
though Williams seems to think
piracy is OK, the Escapology CD
carries copy-protection technolo-
gy in most markets.

Williams was not alone in stray-
ing from the party line. The dis-
sension between the creative com-
munity and the industry at large

regarding the piracy issue was fur-
ther underlined by comments from
artists performing Jan. 20 at the
British at MIDEM showcase. That
event was sponsored by U.K. trade
bodies the British Phonographic
Industry, British Music Rights, and
Phonographic Performance Ltd.
R&B-oriented English singer/song-
writer Geoffrey Williams expanded
on Robbie’s remarks. He told Bill-
bourd, "1f my songs are going to be
downloaded, that means a hell of a
lot more people are going to know
who | am.

“Maybe now that Pandora is
out of the box, we should be look-
ing for some way of working with
the situation,” Williams contin-
ues. “People are still going to
download—you’'re not going to
stop it. If they're downloading
you, you've got good promotion:
It’s like bringing back word-of-
mouth. But there’s definitely a

negative side to
it as well.”

David Holmes,
frontman of the
Free Association
—another act ap-
pearing at the
showcase—was
unconditional in
his endorsement
of the EMI super-
star’s remarks.
“Actually, I'm all
for [free] down-
loading,” he said,
“because there’s a
lot of poor [po-
tential consumers)
in the world that haven’t got a pot
to piss in. If I can make enough
money to live, that’s all that mat-
ters to me.”

NEW FAN BASE POTENTIAL

That view is shared by Danny
Hunt of British electronic act
Ladytron. “Fair enough, they
might not be buying our CDs. But
it means that when we tour, peo-
ple might have been turned on to
our music from hearing it on the
Internet, and that gives us a fan
base that might not otherwise
have existed.”

Determined to express the dev-
astating effect that piracy is hav-
ing on the global music business,
Berman reminded attendees that
in the U.S., 225 retail stores are
closing this month alone. “The
people not getting paid are the
people that make the music,”
Berman said, adding that the IFPI
would be stepping up its public-
awareness campaign about the
dangers of piracy.

Rosen echoed Berman'’s stance,
calling for more educational cam-
paigns to inform the public that
not paying for music online is ille-
gal. "We found that people don’t
know their behavior is illegal,”
Rosen said. "We've been focusing
too much on the illegal aspects [of
what’s available], instead of the
legal parts. Therefore, it's impor-
tant to educate people.”

Keen not to dwell on the indus-
try’s problems, Berman continued:
“Let us not overdo the pessimism.
There are positive stories to tell. In
Europe. local music repertoire is
strong and diverse—particularly
here in France, a market that has
defied the downward global trend
in the last two years.”

That statement was backed up by
the release during MIDEM of the
French sales fig-

SNEP head of
economic affairs
Antonie Cartier
said, adding that
the gains came
despite a poor
fourth quarter.
France is ex-
pected to surpass
Germany and
emerge as the
world’s fourth-
largest music
market when
complete 2002
sales figures are
available. SNEP
director general
Herve Rony cited the strength of
local repertoire, which accounted
for 58% of sales last year.
Meanwhile, though British
independent labels exhibiting at
MIDEM acknowledged that the
event was somewhat subdued,
they said they did not see a down-
turn in activity. “The fact that the
weather's been so bad might have
been good for business,” Cherry
Red Records managing director
lain McNay said, “because it's
kept people in the hall.” McNay

said that his company, which had
its most successful year in 2002,
had taken some 40 meetings dur-
ing MIDEM.

Graham Betts, A&R manager of
reissue specialists Pickwick, said
the company had a busy MIDEM,
advancing deals and partnerships
with a number of U.S. and fellow
British labels.

Although senior U.S. industry
executives were conspicuous by
their absence, some 55 U.S.
companies exhibited at MIDEM
2003, a figure second only to the
U.K. total of 73.

For the first
time, a regional
booth dedicated
to U.S. indepen-
dents, the Cali-
fornia Pavilion,
was in opera-
tion, represent-
ing the 41 indies
in attendance.
Most were West
Coast firms, but
a number of
other American
companies also
took part, lead-
ing to plans for

a more inclusive U.S. Pavilion at
MIDEM 2004.

CHINA DEBUT

Also significant was the presence of
the Chinese, who visited MIDEM for
the very first time to deliver the mes-
sage that China’s music market is
open and ready to welcome foreign
investors to capitalize on the potential
of the world’s most populous country.

Daxin Zhao, GM of state-owned
China Record Corp. (CRC), said his
nation’s acceptance in the World Trade
Organization has led to strengthened
copyright laws. The government is
actively seeking foreign investors to
drive China’s music industry.

Pulay Talent Agency chairman
Gary Chen said, “The music indus-
try is a numbers game, and one
thing that China has is huge num-
bers.” But Chen added that China
is missing two vital ingredients:
specialist retailers and music pub-
lishers. He said, “There are tre-
mendous opportunities for foreign
partners in these sectors.”

In a related development, Los
Angeles-based consulting and
licensing company AIM signed a
joint venture at MIDEM with CRC to
market the Chinese label’s 60,000-
title catalog in the U.S. and Europe.

Meanwhile, U.K. trip-hop band
Morcheeba confirmed plans to tour
China. The move follows an invita-
tion from cultural-relations body
the British Council, which is
launching a series of arts events in
China. Morcheeba's eight-date tour
begins March 3 with two free shows
in Chongqing (see Global Music
Pulse, page 55).

Commenting on China’s fledgling
music market, MIDEM CEO Paul
Zilk said, "The Chinese are delight-
ed to be here. It's their first time, but
they've already put forward a pro-
posal to us to consider taking the
MIDEM brand to Shanghai. We've
also received a similar proposal from
Jamaica, and it’s a proposal I would
like to explore—taking the MIDEM
brand around the world.”

Zilk reported that overall atten-
dance at this year’s MIDEM was
down from last year's 9,000 to
“between 8,700 and 8,800." The
number of countries here fell to 92
from 94 last year. but encouragingly.
the number of exhibiting companies
was up 7.8% to 2,140, an increase of
155 companies from last year.

“We've also had more Americans
than last year.” Zilk said, "with the
total number of U.S. companies up
by 17% to 617, while Canada and
Australia also had healthy increases
of 24% and 33%. respectively.

“The music industry is going
through a tough time, but the feed-
back I've had from people this year
at MIDEM is that they are all still
signing deals and doing business.”
Zilk concluded. “And I don't believe
that MIDEM as an event has hit its
potential, so we'll continue working
hard with our partners in the city of
Cannes to improve our service to our
clients and create better value for the
music industry going forward.”

anti-piracy for the U.K., Ireland, and
Continental Europe. “That ‘now’
culture is alive and well with the
internet feeding it to people with
PCs and broadband connections and
so on. If the mobile phone can serv-
ice that in a commercial way, then
that could be a real win for us. That's
the potential gold mine.”

Universal Music International
senior VP of strategic marketing and
commercial affairs Bert Cloeckaert
agrees. “Mobile phones are a huge
business, and on the demographic
side, for us it’s certainly an extreme-
ly important business. It coincides
very much with our core audience,
who are using their mobile phones
every hour of the day.”

THE BOOM IN MOBILE USE

U.K.-based wireless-research com-
pany EMC forecasts that the number
of mobile-phone subscribers in West-
ern Europe will jump to 364 million
in 2004 from the current 304 mil-
lion. The number in Eastern Europe
will leap to 76 million from 55 mil-
lion during the same period and to
188.5 million from 148 million in
North America. The Asia-Pacific
region will surpass Western Europe
as the largest single market next
year, with more than 399 million
cell-phone users there compared
with the current 302 million.

U.S. wireless-content service
provider Moviso states that 550 mil-
lion consumers internationally will
be subscribing to wireless enter-
tainment by next year, increasing to
775 million in 2005.

Dominic Pride of Ear to Earth, a
consultancy to the music and mo-
bile industries, says: “The mobile
operators have reached saturation
point in terms of peer-to-peer [P2P]
voice traffic and also peer-to-peer
text messaging. The market going
forward is in premium content rev-
enue—picture messaging, music
clips, and the like.”

Explaining why the telcos are
homing in on music, Pride contin-
ues, “Mobile operators are keen to
look at music to grow average rev-
enue per user, and they are looking
to engage with the music business
from two angles: The first is to use
music as a tool for acquiring and
retaining customers, and the second
thing is to grow revenue from the
user base.”

One barrier to both the music and
mobile industries reaping the bene-
fits of these new markets is how to
split the money.

Universal Music eLabs business-
development director Dan Whiley
tells Billboard, “In the U.K., the peo-
ple I've spoken to at our company,
as well as other companies else-

where in the music industry, believe
that if the telcos were not so aggres-
sive about the revenue splits, the
market would be much bigger. It's
just not economically viable for us
to do many of the services.”

But Pride believes intransigence
exists in both camps. “The mobile-
phone companies and the music
companies want to work together,
but they work to different agendas,
and they work to different time
frames,” he says. “If this relation-
ship is to be fruitful, both sides
have to understand more about the
business models that each other
has, and they have also got to show
some flexibility.”

Highlighting one of the major
benefits of using mobile-phone tech-
nology. Gara comments, “For us, it's
potentially a much more secure
environment [than the Internet], as
the culture of mobile phones is one
of paying every time you touch the
buttons. There are a few unique fac-
tors there that could make it a lucra-
tive market.”

That's a point not missed by the
dotcoms, which are also getting in
on the game. Paul Myers, CEO of
London-based P2P music-subscrip-
tion company Wippit, says, “What
we are hoping to do is offer our serv-
ices as part of the mobile-phone
service; it would still be branded
Wippit, but it would extend our
capabilities to reaching you while
you are mobile,

“We are also looking at the possi-
bility of doing streaming from one
phone to another or [from] your PC
to your mobile. So if we know you've
already downloaded a song, there's
a possibility you can actually stream
everything you've downloaded to
your PC onto your mobile phone.
But it's very early days.”

One company with which Wippit
has already forged a link is Shaz-
am, the U.K.-based mobile song-
identification service that enables
users to learn the name of a song
and its artist when an audio sam-
ple is “tagged” from a mobile-
phone handset.

Shazam marketing director Vijay
Solanki says the company is devel-
oping its service to boost music
sales. “Anybody who has tagged a
track on Shazam can be sent a mes-
sage reminding them when that
particular track is released. As tech-
nology progresses, we will be able
to say to people, ‘Take this message

into a particular retailer and receive
a discount.’

“We are launching a new service
[this spring] called SongMail,” So-
lanki continues. “Basically, when you
hear a cool new track in a bar or a
club, for instance, SongMail allows
you to send a 30-second clip of that
track to your friends. Also we can tar-
get people who tagged certain tracks
with that artist’s next single, sending
them a 30-second clip of the new sin-
gle a day before it goes to radio.”

MARKETING MUSIC CONTENT

One company acting as a middle-
man between the music and mobile-
phone industries is wireless music
player Musiwave. The Paris-based
company has provided content to
mobile-phone companies in seven
European markets, including Voda-
fone, Europe’s biggest operator;
France Telecom and its Pan-Euro-
pean service, Orange; Spain’s Tele-
fonica; and Germany’s Deutsche
Telekom and its T-Mobile unit.

According to CEO Gilles Babinet,
Musiwave is supplying such content
as polyphonic ring tones and screen-
savers to Vodafone Live, the new
multimedia service Vodafone is
offering in Europe on the latest
color-screened phones, which also
have an integrated digital camera.
Additionally, on some handsets
made by French manufacturer
Sagem and German company Siem-
ens, subscribers to Musiwave’s Musi-
Tone service can download clips of
full-recorded tracks.

With this scenario and the fast-
growing ring-tones market, the
music industry has started to gener-
ate income from wireless distribution.

Whiley explains, “The real market
at the moment is in very simple
technology—and this you have in
the U.S. as well—like ring tones and
also what are called interactive
voice-response services, which are
basically like your telephone bank-
ing procedures that ask you to ‘press
1 to go here, press 2 to go there.’ In
our scenario, that's ‘press 1 to listen
to rock songs, press 2 to listen to
pop songs, and press 3 to send that
song to a friend.” "

Regarding the revenue that ring
tones can generate, Whiley reveals,
“Our company in the U.K. has just
released a [dance] compilation CD
|Clubland 1], where every track on
the artwork has a code allowing
you to buy the ring tone of that
particular track. Tens of thousands
of pounds of ring tones have been
sold so far.”

For copyright owners, ring tones
break down into both mechanical
and performance rights. The mech-
anical right applies to the reproduc-
tion and download of a ring tone,
while the performance kicks in dur-
ing streaming and listening of the
ring tone before it is purchased.

To date, most ring tones have
been covers of original music, and
fees have been paid for use of the
composition only. Recently, more
sophisticated polyphonic ring
tones have emerged based on orig-
inal sound recordings. These trig-
ger an additional royalty stream,
which the record companies can
claim themselves or through such

third parties as the U.K.’s Phono-
graphic Performance Ltd.

“Where more direct business
starts to come in is in the evolution
of ring tones,” Gara says. “Slowly
emerging are actual audio ring
tones that use the master recording,
and that’s where the intellectual
property of the recording companies
comes into play.”

In the U.K., the Mechanical-Copy-
right Protection Society has collect-
ed “well in excess” of £1 million
($1.6 million) in mechanical fees for
ring tones since 1999. The revenue
has stepped up considerably during
the past two years; for the first two
years of the period, it had collected
a mere £150,000 ($240,000).

Moreover, sister organization the
Performing Right Society has installed
a system for collecting royalties for the
public performance of ring-tone tunes
and calculates earnings of about
£100,000 ($160,000) to date.

According to the new “Mobile
Music” report from London-based
telecoms-research company Bas-

kerville—part of the Informa Media
Group—authors’ societies collect-
ed $71 million worldwide from
ring-tone sales in 2002. This rep-
resented a 58% jump from $45
million in 2001.

$1.5 BILLION FOR RING TONES

However, the fees taken by the
collection societies appear to be a
drop in the bucket when it comes
to ring-tone revenue. Informa
Media Group music analyst Simon
Dyson says the total revenue gen-
erated from ring tones internation-
ally could be as much as $1.5 bil-
lion last year, with the bulk of the
copyright income going to dedicat-
ed composers whose works are not
necessarily registered with copy-
right organizations.

Baskerville says the pricing varies
from $1.83 per ring tone from
mobile operator Vodafone in Aus-
tralia to $1.55 from Orange in the
U.K., 99 cents from Cingular Wire-
less in the U.S., and 33 cents via
Telemig in Brazil.

The use of music should contin-
ue to increase, as telcos try to re-
coup their outlay on new technolo-
gy. Europe's leading mobile
operators have paid more than $100
billion for their third-generation
(3G) mobile-phone licenses. They
hope to pass along some of the cost
to customers in the form of high-

speed wireless Internet services on
the high-resolution color display
screen that 3G promises.

That massive investment is a bonus
for the music industry, Gara con-
tends. “Because so much money has
been invested in licenses and all the
rest of it, they've got to find ways to
get that back. That’s going to be about
making mobile services in the broad-
er sense all the more attractive.”

But he is skeptical about the in-
troduction of 3G having a significant
impact soon. “The [launch] of 3G
seems to be longer as a time scale,
but the upside of that is that the
companies seem to be getting more
pragmatic about getting the best out
of what they've got now.”

NTT DoCoMo, Japan’'s biggest
wireless-phone operator, proved
there was a demand for Internet-
enabled wireless content with the
huge popularity of its iMode serv-
ice on 2G phones. It is working
with such European operators as
Dutch company KPN to bring
iMode to Europe.

NTT DoCoMo was also the first
operator to launch a 3G service, Foma,
in October 2001, although media
reports indicate the take-up has been
rather slow in Japan, with users com-
plaining that the first 3G phones are
too heavy and the battery life too short.
This is a lesson that its European 3G
counterparts, including Vodafone,
France Telecom, Deutsche Telekom,
and Dutch group KPN will have to
bear in mind when they roll out their
3G services from 2004 onward.

The first 3G operator expected to
hit European retail shelves is
Hutchison 3G, a subsidiary of
Hong Kong-based telco group
Hutchison Whampoa. It has asked
Moviso to provide licensed music
for its services.

Gara adds, “One of the ideals that
people talk about is delivering a short
message that says, ‘The new Radio-
head single is out now, do you want
it?" And you just click ‘yes,” and it
comes down the line into your phone.
But in truth, moving big chunks of
data [around] mobile networks is still
a theory and not a reality.”

Myers concurs, referring to
Apple’s portable MP3 player: “The
ideal situation would be an iPod
that can make phone calls or a
phone with an iPod-type capacity
built in. But in 2003, that isn't
going to happen.”

Looking ahead, though, Gara is
confident that the building blocks are
slowly falling into place. “If you look
at the new [mobile-phone] handsets,
their graphics capability is immense-
ly improving, and the devices are all
of a sudden becoming much more
music-friendly, because the way
music is marketed today is very
much an audiovisual experience.”

But Pride warns the music com-
panies that they will need to be in-
novative to start reaping the rewards.
“You can't just send out a prereleased
clip and a picture of the artist and
hope that is going to be a sustainable
revenue model,” he says. “[The music
companies| have to get hold of the
devices, look at how consumers use
those devices, and give the con-
sumers something they didn’t know
they wanted in the first place.”

The box-office figures for Chicago are
already off to a spectacular start. In its open-
ing weekend, the film’s U.S. take was $2.1 mil-
lion: a hefty number, considering its initial
limited release in 77 theaters.

That bodes well for the movie musical,
which had been considered all but dead since
the 1970s. The long dry spell ended with the
international success in 2001 of 20th Century
Fox film Moulin Rouge and its accompanying
Interscope soundtrack, which seemed to kick
start the notion that movie musicals could
experience a resurgence. It is inevitable that
Chicago is being compared to Moulin Rouge.
But the projects differ in many respects.

The Moulin Rouge soundtrack—which
has sold 2.3 million copies in the U.S.,
according to Nielsen SoundScan—consisted
primarily of cover versions of top 40 favorites
from recent decades sung mostly by artists
who did not appear in the

warden Matron Morton; and
Reilly is Amos Hart, Roxie’s
naive husband.

Chicago is a captivating
film that effectively wraps a
movie within a movie: the
reality of what happens in
the characters’ world, inter-
woven with the idealized ver-
sion that plays out in Roxie's
mind. The musical numbers
spring from her imagination,
in which she sees life as one
big performance.

Chicago, the Broadway
musical, came to fruition in
large part because of late
director/choreographer Bob Fosse, songwriter
John Kander, and lyricist Fred Ebb. Inspired by
a 1920s play of the same name, the Broadway
show first opened in 1975 and has enjoyed a
successful revival since 1996.

Miramax president of motion picture music
Randy Spendlove says, “The diehard Chicago
fans will appreciate how Rob Marshall has
respect for Kander and Ebb in this movie. It
holds true to the Broadway show, but he
filmed it in a way that will capture a whole
new audience.”

CAN THESE ACTORS SING?

Critics and fans are clearly responding well
to Hollywood’s version of the Broadway mate-
rial. But it remains to be seen if this enthusi-
asm will make a hit of the Chicago soundtrack,
especially considering that

movie. The Chicago sound-
track, inspired by the
musical’s Roaring Twen-
ties-style jazz, is taking the
more traditional route by
relying mainly on the film'’s
stars for its musical num-
bers. Chicago'’s top-billed
actors—Renée Zellweger,
Catherine Zeta-Jones, and
Richard Gere—carry the
majority of the soundtrack
with their lead vocals.
Queen Latifah and John C.
Reilly, who have supporting
roles in the movie, are also
on the album.

But both soundtracks feature an all-star
cover song positioned as the breakout single.
For Moulin Rouge, Christina Aguilera, Lil’ Kim,
Mya, and Pink teamed up for their version of
“Lady Marmalade,” which became an interna-
tional hit and won a 2001 Grammy Award for
best pop collaboration with vocals. The Chica-
go soundtrack includes an updated version of
“Cell Block Tango (He Had It Comin’)” from
Queen Latifah, Lil’ Kim, and Macy Gray.

While critics either loved or hated the flashy
Moulin Rouge film, the critical reaction for the
grittier Chicago has been almost universally
positive. Adding to the accolades, Chicago leads
the nominees for the 60th annual Golden
Globe Awards, which will be presented Jan. 19.
The film received eight nods, including best
picture, best actress for Zeta-Jones and Zell-
weger, and best actor for Gere, all in the sub-
category of motion picture musical or come-
dy. Chicago’s other Golden Globe nominations
in the motion picture category are best sup-
porting actress for Queen Latifah, best sup-
porting actor for Reilly, best director for Rob
Marshall, and best screenplay for Bill Condon.

Set in the 1920s, Chicago focuses on wanna-
be cabaret performer Roxie Hart (played by
Zellweger), who idolizes headlining entertain-
er Velma Kelly (Zeta-Jones). Through twists of
fate, both end up in jail for murder and become
rivals in their quest for fame. Gere plays their
publicity-hungry attorney, Billy Flynn; Queen
Latifah has the role of opportunistic prison

the film’s top-billed stars are
not widely known for their
singing talents.

Kander, for one, has con-
fidence that the film’s cast-
ing works for the music.
“I'm kind of a snob about a
lot of film performers,” says
the Broadway veteran, who
has also written the music
for award-winning stage
musicals Cabaret and Kiss
of the Spider Woman. “But
what astounded me about
the [Chicago] cast was that
they could all sing and
dance so well. They’'re all so terribly gifted
that they could step into the Broadway pro-
duction and do us all proud.”

Chicago music supervisor Maureen Crowe
says, “We recorded all of the vocals for 15
songs in a week, which is not a lot of time.
The |cast members} all brought their own spe-
cific styles to the songs that came out of the
individual characters and their experiences as
actors. They were all outstanding. To work
with all these talented people was a music
supervisor's dream.”

In addition to boosting the box office,
industry insiders expect the film's star power
to increase public awareness and drive sound-
track sales.

“Awareness for the movie Chicago is
incredibly high, just based
on the press it's been get-
ting,” says Anita Bond, GM
of Tower Records in Sher-
man Oaks, Calif. “People
have already come in the
store asking about the
soundtrack. The Chicago
soundtrack has the poten-
tial to be huge, because I've
been hearing how fabulous
Renée Zellweger and Cath-
erine Zeta-Jones are with
the singing in the movie.”

“I've heard a lot of good
things about the movie,”
says Jim Ogletree, director

of new releases for Nor-
cross, Ga.-based retail chain
the Music Network. “But |
haven't heard much about
the soundtrack. I think the
soundtrack will only do well
if the movie is a hit.”

As for the stigma that
many actors face when they
start a recording career,
Bond says: “People will think
it's OK if someone like Renée
Zellweger wants to sing, be-
cause it's part of a movie. But
if she were to put out an
album on her own, it might
not be taken as seriously.”

Zellweger says recording the songs for
Chicago was “fantastically liberating. I didn't
really grow up around musical theater or have
any reason to sing except in the shower, hav-
ing my brother down the hall screaming for
me to please shut up. [For Chicago,] | worked
on the vocals every day. It was like school . . .
Chicago camp. In so many ways, collaborating
with this extraordinary group of people was
unbelievable.”

While Zellweger had virtually no previous
professional experience as a singer, Zeta-Jones
first achieved fame in her native U.K. as a per-
former in musical theater, in such produc-
tions as Annie and 42nd Street.

“We had to get into the studio and record
the songs before we even shot a frame of film,
and it was like doing it live, like rock'n'roll,”
Zeta-Jones says. “lI really
enjoyed this whole experi-
ence. To think of how long
people take to make albums,
we were really quick. We
were, like, banging them
out. There's kind of an idea
of musical comedy some-
times being fluffy, and the
great thing about Chicago is
that it’s dangerous, it's sexy,
it’s kind of dark.”

Audiences may be most
surprised by Gere’s per-
formance, since few fans are
aware of his extensive musi-
cal background in theater.
He also writes music and is
an accomplished pianist.

Gere says of working on Chicago, “The idea
of telling stories with music is an astonishing-
ly healing element of life. As long as the form
has that kind of archetypical way of telling your
story, it's going to have a lot of weight.”

Miramax’s Spendlove—a producer on the
Chicago soundtrack—says that the film’s con-
temporary sound is vital to expose the music
to a wider audience. He adds: “We took the
original score and made it hotter and jazzier
and really adrenalized the music. We wanted
the whole film to be sexy and the music to
reflect that.”

As proud as the soundtrack’s creators are
of the album, the process of making it came
with its share of challenges.
4 Janet Jackson had done
recording sessions for an
| original song for the movie,

but those plans were can-
celed (Billboard Bulletin,
Sept. 20, 2002). Miramax
and Epic declined to discuss
the cancellation.

So the responsibility of
creating an original song for
the Chicago film went to
longtime collaborators Kan-
der and Ebb. They wrote “I
Move On,” a duet between
Zellweger and Zeta-Jones.
Kander says “I Move On,”

used over the movie’s closing credits and fea-
tured on the soundtrack, is a “tough song
about survival.”

“Class,” which is in the stage version of
Chicago but not in the movie, is also on the
soundtrack. Kander says “Class” did not “quite
fit the flow of the movie, so it was left out.” In
addition, the soundtrack features “Love Is a
Crime,” a new song from pop singer Anasta-
cia, as well as instrumentals from composer
Danny Elfman.

Epic senior VP of A&R Ric Wake, a produc-
er on the Chicago soundtrack, says of the
music: “We wanted to take it out of Broadway
and get more out of it for the movie but still
keep the jazzy feel. We wanted the right
arrangements that would match the bigger-
than-life view of the movie. I know a lot of
people are cynical about actors trying to be
singers, but this Chicago cast is amazing.”

Epic VP of worldwide marketing Ceci
Kurzman says that the label is releasing a
Chicago promotional soundtrack sampler
that will include the remake of “Cell Block
Tango,” “Love Is a Crime,” “I Move On,” and
signature Chicago song “All That Jazz.”

Kurzman adds, “All relevant radio formats
will be serviced, including top 40, adult for-
mats, and R&B stations. We want this project
to have synergy between the film studio and
record company, in the sense that the mar-
keting of the film will emphasize that the
movie is a vehicle for the music. We want peo-
ple to think of the soundtrack as their souvenir
to the film, as opposed to a one-single album.”

The updated “Cell Block
Tango” will be the sound-
track's emphasis track at
radio, Kurzman says. For
the new version, she adds,
“we had to tone down the
original lyrics, since they
talk about murder.” A mu-
sic video for the song is due
out early this year.

Miramax and Epic have
joined forces in the promo-
tion and publicity for Chi-
cago, which will include a
Chicago contest on E! En-
tertainment Television and
its Web site, eonline.com;
Chicago specials on VH1
and Starz; and appearances by the film's stars
on Today, Live With Regis & Kelly, Dateline,
Late Show With David Letterman, and The
Tonight Show With Jay Leno.

A PLACE FOR MOVIE MUSICALS?

So will Chicago ignite a significant come-
back for movie musicals? “I hope there’s a
resurgence,” Kander says. “I think it depends
on the talents of the people who bring these
things to the screen.”

Queen Latifah adds, “I'm hoping that with
the success of a movie like Moulin Rouge,
Chicago will have a place. I think it’s been a
long time coming for musicals to come back.
I want that to happen, because I think it's
good for business. And it’s good for artists—
not just actors, but singers and dancers. It
gives you a chance to discover new talent.”

Gere says there will be an interest in movie
musicals “as long as they make money. Musi-
cals became too tame, even on Broadway. They
weren't as witty. They became like television
with music, the widest-common-denominator
kind of stuff. And I think as long as it's chal-
lenging and you feel like you're seeing some-
thing new and fresh, it will be alive. If it becomes
a formula, then it dies, like everything else.”

Kander concludes, “The music business
and theater took separate paths in the 1960s.
If soundtracks to musicals become popular
again, a lot of it will really depend on the
music business.”
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Arista artist Avril Lavigne, nominated for
five Grammy Awards, performed her top
10 hit “Sk8er Boi” during the telecast.

WHYV is helping build excitement
for the product by releasing a num-
ber of Matrix projects prior to The
Matrix Reloaded’s in-store date,
including a new $27.95 two-disc
package April 29 that reissues the
movie and The Matrix Revisited (a
collection of behind-the-scenes
material and other extras that was
originally released in November
2001 as a stand-alone disc). On
June 3, WHV unleashes The Ani-
matrix, a group of computer-gen-
erated animation and Japanese
anime shorts that delve into the
world of The Matrix. The Animatrix
is priced at $19.98 on VHS and
$24.98 on DVD.

“The dual theatrical release win-
dow and the video products are being
released fairly rapidly,” WHV execu-
tive VP of worldwide marketing Mark

Horak says. “It helps build momen-
tum to a super level without string-
ing the fans along for too long and
lets retailers get behind the proper-
ty and maintain their interest.”

Retailers also expect great things
from New Line Home Entertain-
ment's The Lord of the Rings: The
Two Towers. The title, which will be
released in multiple versions start-
ing this summer, is top-of-mind
because of its box-office success and
recent Academy Award nomina-
tions. including nods for best pic-
ture and best visual effects. Accord-
ing to Billboard sister publication
The Hollywood Reporter, the fan-
tasy film has earned more than
$325 million in the U.S. since its
Dec. 5. 2002, opening.

Part one of the trilogy—The Lord
of the Rings: The Fellowship of the
Ring—was New Line’s best-selling
DVD of 2002, moving 11.3 million
units, according to the company.
The strategy of releasing multiple
versions of the film, starting in
August 2002 with the theatrical edi-
tion and ending in November with
the release of an extended edition
and a collector's set, will likely be
mimicked with The Tuo Towers,
according to New Line senior VP of
marketing Matt Lasorsa. “We had

such a difficult message to com-
municate with our dual-release
strategy. so to alter that in any kind
of way will be confusing. I think
consumers will still have different
options this year.”

Peggy Munnagle., movie mer-
chandise manager for the Min-
neapolis-based Best Buy chain,
says, “The Two Towers will be huge.
It has a great buzz going for it, and
it will be released right before the
third one is in theaters.” The Lord
of the Rings: The Return of the
King. which completes the trilogy,
will debut theatrically Dec. 17.

Another WHV title, Harry Potter
and the Chamber of Secrets, also
has magical powers for retailers.
WHYV says it has earned more than
$260 million at the box office, and
it will arrive April 11 on DVD
($29.95) and VHS ($24.99). The
two-disc DVD includes 19 addition-
al or extended scenes; cast inter-
views; a tour of the Chamber of
Secrets, Dumbledore’s office, and
Diagon Alley; and 15 DVD-ROM-
accessible extras.

Alder says, “Warner has done
such a marvelous job to treating
Harry Potter |and the Chamber of
Secrets] to a full campaign” that he
thinks the title should be a big
draw. WHYV will soon launch a
broadcast, print, online, and radio
advertising campaign. and spots
will play in theaters.

The first Harry Potter film—
Harry Potter and the Sorcerer’s
Stone—sold 6 million units on
DVD in its first sales week last May,
according to WHV. The fifth install-
ment in the book series, Harry Pot-
ter and the Order of the Phoenix., is
expected June 21.

MORE COMING ATTRACTIONS

There are other film sequels
coming to theaters this year that
retailers expect to make a splash
when they are released on DVD
later in 2003 or early 2004. Among
those they anticipate doing well are
Columbia TriStar Home Entertain-
ment's Charlie’'s Angels: Full
Throttle (hitting big screens June
27} and Bad Boys Il (July 18), MGM
Home Entertainment’s Legally
Blonde 2: Red, White & Blonde
(July 2), Paramount Home Enter-
tainment’s Lara Croft and the Cra-
dle of Life: Tomb Raider 2 (July 25),
Twentieth Century Fox Home
Entertainment’s X-Men 2 (May 2).
Universal Studios Home Video's 2
Fast 2 Furious (June 6), and WHV's
Terminator 3: Rise of the Machines
(July 2). The latest movie in the
James Bond franchise, MGM s Die
Another Day. is slated for a second-
quarter DVD release.

Munnagle says she is “interested
to see how 2 Fast 2 Furious does
theatrically. This doesn't have Vin
Diesel, but there's a lot of expecta-
tions for it.”

Stefan Pepe, group merchandis-
ing manager for amazon.com’s
DVD/video store, says X-Men 2 is
one of his top picks. “A lot of these
sequels have had very successful
first releases in theaters and on
DVD.” he notes. “We are reintro-
ducing customers to product that
they are already interested in.”

DOUBLE-FISTED ACTION IN ‘THE MATRIX RELOADED

NOT A SEQUEL? NOT A PROBLEM

Though there are fewer non-
sequel titles cited by retailers as
potential top-sellers this year, they
note that theatrical favorites and
Oscar-nominated projects from
2002 are likely to pique consumers’
interest throughout the year.

For example, the just-released
My Big Fat Greek Wedding (HBO
Home Video) is expected to be a
strong seller. According to The Hol-
lywood Reporter, the independent

project starring Nia Vardalos has
earned more than $240 million at
the box office.

“We anticipate that it will do
well, given the amount of buzz sur-
rounding the movie.” Pepe says.
“We think it will be big throughout
the year.”

Pepe also favors the outlook for
Catch Me If You Can (DreamWorks
Home Entertainment) because of
its box-office strength (more than
$159 million so far. according to
The Hollywood Reporter) and
Chicago (Buena Vista Home Enter-
tainment [BVHE]). because of its
13 Academy Award nominations.

Both are expected on DVD by the
end of the year.

The Eminem vehicle 8 Mile, set
for a March 18 release by Universal,
is also a favorite of retailers. The
inclusion of an exclusive music
video is expected to drive a lot of
store traffic (Billboard, Feb. 15).
Retailers are also banking on Uni-
versal's The Hulk, which will be in
theaters June 20. Universal home-
video president Craig Kornblau says
that a massive marketing cam-
paign, including an “event-style”
launch in the fourth quarter, will
support the DVD.

While studios agree with retail-
ers’ picks for 2003, they hope con-
sumers will endorse a number of
other films. For example, BVHE
expects DVD customers to greet its
new Pixar film, Finding Nemo,
with great interest this fall. It will
reach theaters May 30. Columbia
TriStar tips Maid in Manhattan, set
for a March 25 DVD release, as a
key title this year. DreamWorks is
banking on Road to Perdition (Feb.
25 on DVD) and The Ring (March
4). Fox thinks consumers will be
excited by Daredevil, which has
just been released theatrically, and
the Russell Crowe project Master
and Commander: The Far Side of
the World, which will debut in the-
aters June 6. Both are expected on
DVD this year.

Bowling for Columbine from
MGM may also make an impact
upon its May 13 release. New Line
says Final Destination 2 may be a
top-seller by year's end. Para-
mount’s The Hours, which gar-
nered nine Academy Award nomi-
nations, and the current theatrical
hit How to Lose a Guy in 10 Days
also hold promise for 2003. Univer-
sal will also offer Jim Carrey in
Bruce Almighty, which will be in
theaters May 23, and Seabiscuit,
debuting at the box office June 25,
in the fourth quarter.

KEY CATALOG PRODUCT

A few highly anticipated catalog
titles are also likely to make waves.
BVHE reports that the DVD debut
of The Lion King is expected this
fall. On VHS, the title has sold 31
million units—the most individual
units a video has ever sold, accord-
ing to BVHE.

BVHE president Robert Chapek
says that given the requests for the
title on DVD, it may be “the king of

all DVDs this year.” He also expects
the March 25 DVD release of Who
Framed Roger Rabbit? to pique
consumers’ interest as a two-disc,
Vista series DVD set ($29.99).

Cynthia Lin, spokeswoman for
the Bentonville, Ark.-based Wal-
Mart chain, notes that when Disney
releases one of its classics on DVD,
“it just flies off the shelf. These are
films popular with adults and kids,
and people want to keep them in
their libraries.”

Additionally, retailers are hope-
ful that the Indiana Jones trilogy
(Paramount) will be released on
DVD this year. On amazon.com's
“most-requested DVDs" section,
Raiders of the Lost Ark ranks third,
Indiana Jones and the Last Cru-
sade ranks fifth, and Indiana Jones
and the Temple of Doom ranks sev-
enth. The Lion King ranks sixth.

“The Indiana Jones titles have a
lot of interest among consumers,”
amazon.com'’s Pepe says. “I antici-
pate that if they are made available,
they will do very, very well.”

Paramount would not comment
on any DVD release plans for the
long-awaited Indiana Jones films.

In addition to theatrical cata-
log product, retailers also believe
that the TV-on-DVD category will

grow in 2003. For example, Vir-
gin’s Alder picks C.S./. Crime
Scene Investigation: The Com-
plete First Season (Paramount)
as a top draw among his cus-
tomers. He says, “We're going to
see some growth in the category
this year, with all of the interest-
ing product coming out.”

Retailers also say that Angel:
Season One (Fox, Feb. 11},
Friends: The Complete Third Sea-
son (WHV, April 1), M*A*S*H*:
Season Three (Fox, Feb. 18), The
Osbournes: The First Season
(BVHE, March 4), and Six Feet
Under: The Complete First Season
(HBO, Feb. 4) could be among the
year's top-selling TV sets.

With the Los Angeles-based DVD
Entertainment Group predicting
that DVD players will be in more
than half of U.S. homes—more
than 55 million—by the end of this
year (Billboard, Jan. 18), there is
reason for such optimism about
this year's software offerings. “1
think we'll see growth over 2002's
numbers,” Pepe says. “The great
selection of titles, combined with
the fact that DVD-player sales con-
tinue to grow at a steady pace, will
lead to a healthy sales year, year
over year.”

Channel did not launch a third hip-
hop station in Miami to serve a new
audience but to take a bite out of a
market segment already served by
two other stations. “You don't have a
God-given right to the airwaves,” she
said. “They are a public trust.”

Brett Sokol of Miami entertain-
ment weekly New Times pointed out
that “radio has gotten an incredible
free ride for decades.” Only in the
past year or so have “a handful of
media outlets” shown some teeth in
portraying today’s corporate. consol-
idated radio environment. Until now.
“a vast amount of writing on radio
has been puff pieces.” Sokol also felt
it was to be expected that as the radio
industry becomes bigger and more
consolidated. it is going to attract
more media attention.

Entercom VP of programming Pat
Paxton encouraged radio to develop a
relationship with the local and
national consumer press. Sokol
urged PDs to get on the phone with
the press and suggested that they use
less jargon. “1f a writer is calling you
from a mainstream paper, try and put
things in a manner as if you were
talking to your listeners.”

MONEY MATTERS

Levin's contention, first seen in a
recent Herald story, that “payola of
one kind or another largely drove
what got on the air” in Latin radio
diverted the panel to a discussion of
whether monetary considerations rule
music decisions and whether those
considerations constitute payola. Co-
moderator Daniel Glass. president of
Artemis Records. said he remains
shocked by “the somersaults and flips
we'll have to do™ to get airplay. With a
new Pretenders album and tour in the
wings. stations would call for 10 to 20
pairs of Pretenders tickets but would
not play the new album. But Glass was
outspoken in his defense of independ-
ent promoters. saying that he believed
they were “music purists” and some-
times “more effective than label pro-
motion people.”

Paxton acknowledged. “There's no
question some stations will add a
record for the wrong reasons. but
there's bad people in every industry.”
Like other broadcasters. Paxton said
he cannot be expected to turn down
an independent promoter who pays
=$100.000 to $200.000 [per year] to
talk to us for 15 minutes a week.”
But Barnes called it “dubious™ to
suggest that a promoter pays
$100.000 a year solely for a series of
15-minute phone calls. The promot-
er pays for the relationship. and,
Barnes suggested. the radio station
gets the money to mitigate the risk
of playing unfamiliar music.

So are labels going to make the
independent promotion issue moot
in 20037 At the seminar’s opening
panel. “The VPs Speak.” Warner Bros.
VP of promotion Dale Connone said.
“We are cutting back on indie deals.
We'll still pay for a good relationship.
but it's not like it was the last two
years. I'm not going to pay an indie
if they don't even talk to the PD.”

Universal VP of pop and crossover
promotion Dave Reynolds said the
expense of indies will be the next-to-
last item cut; it is not going away until
it is othenvise necessary to cut a label’s
own staff. But he also said that spend-
ing on indies “will diminish if they are
ineffective. | actually had one indie say
to me, ‘Dude. I'm just the toll taker.’
We need to just say

Rice agreed, citing a story he recent-
ly heard from a record exec about a
child going to school where everyone
was bringing in burned CDs to share.
When the exec gave their child a
brand-new CI) to bring in. the child
balked. saying that it’s not cool to
bring in commercial CDs and that
they would be picked on if they did.
And WKZL Winston-Salem. N.C.. PD
Jeff McHugh said he sensed some
cynicism from listeners. who ask if
Eminem is paying the station to play
his songs so often.

Even among listeners still amen-
able to radio, there are increasing
problems maintaining a mother/
daughter coalition when. in the words
of KMXV (Mix 93.3) Kansas City, Mo.,

his station’s live “Sonic Sessions”
shows or staying after a show to sign
autographs. artists that get larger have
worked to make that happen.

For R&B PDs. the battle among
heritage Miami R&B outlet WEDR,
rhythmic top 40 WPOW (Power
96). and newcomer WMIB (the
Beat) was symptomatic of what they
are going through in their own
markets. Increased competition
between both stations and owners
was addressed during the “The Bat-
tle for Miami” panel.

Damon Williams. PD for cable
TV provider Music Choice, stated
that if everyone is playing the same
music and you have all these other
choices besides radio to hear music
like “satellite or

no to them.”

Even without the
indies. radio may
take it upon itself to
push for label money.
Cumulus is attempt-
ing to take its inde-
pendent promotion
deal in-house. and
Connone says he is
willing to spend
more money mar-
keting through ra-
dio directly; the
label is planning a
Madonna campaign
that will address her
traditional problems
in callout research
with a series of spots
that will precede the
release of the single.

In contrast, he pointed
out that Fox integrated elements
from the John Madden footbhall
videogame series into its coverage
and saw ratings increase.

Bringing new listeners into the tent
was also on the minds of PDs at the
Feb. 8 mainstream top 40 panel. One
particularly vivid reality check came
from Clear Channel/Miami regional
VP of programming Rob Roberts,
whose teenager. despite a lifelong
legitimate access to free music. has
downloaded more than 800 MP3s—
the point being that it is not about CD
prices being too expensive but the
hobbyist's enjoyment of finding and
downloading new music.

Finding the best ways to serve the
audience also commanded the three
hours of rock sessions Feb. 7. Whether
it is shows by such developing bands
as Midtown or AFI selling out in
Austin or computer-savvy listeners
calling in for songs that they've down-
loaded. modern KROX Austin PD
Melody Lee said that the audience is
super-informed and the average lis-
tener does not know or care about an
impact date—they just want to hear
music they are passionate about.

The proliferation of new acts at rock
radio means a need for nurturing
more of them past that first chart
record. Panelists agreed that it is
sometimes hard to develop new acts
hecause of label priorities and all of the
traffic at radio. Archway Broadcasting
Group's Brian Krysz. VP of marketing
and programming, faulted labels for
quick turnover without artist devel-
opment. “When [ started in radio.
there were 80 acts that had more than
four songs that would be heard on a
radio station.” he said. “There’s maybe
30 now. That's because A&R will sign
a band for one song.”

Modern WPLY (Y100} Philadelphia
music director Dan Fein said that
bands need more than a song—they
need a face. Be it performing at one of

listen to us and
what's important to them.”

Consolidation was also a concern
discussed at the panel “Who Took the
R&B out of R&13 and Hip-Hop?” Clear
Channel/Memphis director of urban
programming Nate Bell explained. I
can’t play Luther Vandross. because
he needs to play on my adult R&B,
KJMS; I need to drive listeners there.
If I'm playing him on my mainstream

Adult R&B WHQT Miami PD Der-
rick Brown said most companies
now plan that way: “You think in
terms of cluster.” Sister WBHJ Birm-
ingham. Ala.. PD) Mickey Johnson
added. "We even have a new term
when we talk about programming
strategy . . . ‘cluster cooperation.’
That means the whole cluster needs
to work together and not compete.”

Arista Records VP of promotion Ce
Ce McClendon said labels are to
blame. “Somewhere along the way.
we lost the artist development of
R&B acts and lost being able to mar-
ket them to the next generation. and
that's totally our fault.”

Meanwhile. country programmers
were feeling positive about their for-
mat’s state. Asked if country music
could possibly be in the middle of an
unrecognized boom right now.
attendees at the “"Country Commu-

nity Caucus” session seemed to uni-
versally agree that it is.

SAME SETUP

With all the high-profile. late-2002
releases generating so much media
attention. KILT Houston assistant
PD/music director John Trapane said
“it's the same setup” as the early "90s,
when country began to take off.

“The stars are lining up again like
they did in "89-'91, leading up to the
boom years.” WKIS Miami PD Bob
Barnett agreed. “There are a lot of
young women who can drive the for-
mat up again. Are we prepared to take
advantage of them because we're so
safe and tightened down?”

Epic/Monument Records senior VP
of promotion Larry Pareigis noted that
in those boom years. Garth Brooks
“left a huge footprint. Maybe now
we re just getting out from under that
footprint and looking around and real-
izing we have all these great artists.”

Trapane said. “Country is our own
worst enemy.” because it builds stars
up, then “beats them down.”

“You can’t play Faith Hill and
Shania Twain, but you're reaching
out for Kid Rock and Bruce Spring-
steen?” Harnen asked rhetorically.
“Why is that?”

Part of the discussion centered on
whether country, with so many
records crossing over to AC. is grow-
ing the AC and top 40 stars of the
future. Grantin said the abundance
of pop crossovers suggested to him
that pop formats are “searching for
hits™ and that those hits are “right
here™ at country.

But Barnett said he is “funda-
mentally opposed” to country acts
crossing over to other formats.
because when they do, country loses
its “exclusive reason for listening”
among consumers.

Consultant Jaye Albright said, “If
we stop playing songs just because
they get popular somewhere else.
our cume is going to go down . . . If
we get too elitist and refuse to play
certain things. we're going to limit
our success.”

KZKX Lincoln, Neb., PD Brian Jen-
nings said he will take ownership of
crossover acts in his market this
spring with a billboard campaign pat-
terned after the “Got Milk?" ads that
asks, “Got Faith? Got Chicks?”

Country radio consultant Larry
Daniels cautioned against going too
far in the pop direction. “Country
has a unique sound.” he said, “and |
honestly feel that if we lose our
uniqueness. we won't be as big. |
have to ask myself when [ hear 'Cry’
and [Faith Hill's] latest one. ‘Is it
country?’ A lot of people will say.
‘Does it matter?” [ think it does.”

“Everybody in country is always
trying to protect what country was.”
Harnen said. “That's the death of any
artistic [genre].” Harnen decried the
programmers’ tendency to call labels
and say, “l want something different.
as long as it fits right here.”

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Praise And
Worship
Blessed With
Global Growth

praise and worship genre has doubled
in units sold. In 1997. the sales were
about 2.2 million. and in 2002 there
were sales of 4.5 million units.”

Often referred to as “vertical music”
because the songs are sung directly to
God as praise, the worship-music move-
ment is a global phenomenon with
especially active communities in the
U.K., Australia, and the U.S. During
recent years, sales have been spurred by
such factors as aggressive marketing,
increased distribution avenues, and
because a number of major contempo-
rary Christian artists have recorded
worship albums, providing star power
to what was once predominantly a face-
less. concept-driven genre.

“It is definitely one of our best-sell-
ing genres,” says Bob Rush, senior
music buyer for the 322-store, Grand
Rapids, Mich.-based Family Christian
Stores chain. "We've seen huge
growth over the last three years.”

The genre is not only faring well in
the Christian retail market. “We're see-
ing an upside. It is growing,” says Jim
Stella, Christian music buyer for the
giant Trans World Entertainment
chain. Stella says artist-driven worship
projects by Michael W. Smith and Third
Day are the genre's top sellers.

For many years. the majority of
praise and worship albums were live
recordings of church services with a
worship leader directing the congrega-
tion. Integrity, Maranatha, and Vineyard
have long been the leading labels in the
genre, marketing song-driven rather
than personality-focused titles.

But in recent years, top artists with
worship records on leading contem-
porary Christian labels have included
Rebecca St. James, John Tesh, and trio
Phillips, Craig & Dean, in addition to
Third Day and Smith. In fact, of the top
10 praise and worship albums last year,
six were by individual artists. Smith’s
platinum-selling Worship album (re-
leased Sept. 11, 2001) was the top-sell-
ing praise and worship album in 2002
and has sold 1.2 million units: the fol-
low-up, Worship Again (released Oct.
22, 2002), was No. 3 for the year, with
393,000 units sold. (All sales figures
are from Nielsen SoundScan.)

I love it,” says U.K. worship leader
Matt Redman of the Christian pop/rock
acts that have cut worship albums. “In
fact. I found Michael's Worship album
one of the most inspiring things I lis-
tened to last year. But that's not sur-
prising, in that he's been leading wor-
ship for years at his home church.”

Songwriter/worship leader Lenny
LeBlanc. (who had a "70s pop hit,
“Falling,” as part of the duo LeBlanc &
Carr) sees increased participation as
positive. “I believe artists like Michael
W. Smith and Third Day are recording
worship products not so they can sell
more records but [because] I believe
their hearts have been so touched by

the Lord that they desire to see all peo-
ple experience God's presence and know
him in that same intimate way.”

Georgia rock band Third Day helped
redefine modern worship with its gui-
tar-driven Offerings album, which has
sold 716.000 units to date. Essential
Records will issue Third Day's Offer-
ings ll—All I Have to Give March 4.
“We want to challenge people,” Third
Day’s Tai Anderson says. “Musically it's
a little more intense than what they
are used to hearing on Sunday morn-
ing, and I think it’s going to attract a
whole rock audience.”

For 20 years, Don Moen has seen the
impact of praise and worship music in
his dual role as a songwriter/worship
leader and as executive VP/creative
director for Integrity Media. “The one
thing that differentiates the praise and
worship genre is it does encourage par-
ticipation from the listener.” he says.
“Not that you can't sing along with the
contemporary Christian song, but
many times in praise and worship. the
message is more interactive between
man and God.”

Former Gospel Music Assn. president
Frank Breeden agrees. “Praise and wor-
ship is the most honest expression of
Christian music,” he says. “It's out-
front, confessional, and expressive
Christian music, and if you're not an
adopter of the faith. not a member of
the home team, you can't fake this.”

FROM PEWS TO CD PLAYERS

Long before the influx in artist-driv-
en worship records, marketing direc-
tors at praise and worship labels devised
methods for moving product that do
not rely on radio or other traditional
means of promotion. “In an artist
release, they have to focus on the face
and the tour and the name and the
artist. With us, we focus on the song,”
says Randy Alward, GM/COO of San
Clemente, Calif.-based Maranatha
Music. The 31-year-old company re-
cently opened a Nashville office and
hired veteran Christian publishing exec-
utive Steve Rice and producer Phil Sil-

las to helm the new operation.

“Maranatha is a publisher. a song-
focused company first and foremost,
because we are about the songs,”
Alward says. "It makes concept records
much more acceptable when people
hear the song and learn the song.
There’s over 180 million Christians who
go to church on any given Sunday
morning that are singing.”

For Maranatha, which is distributed
to the Christian retail market through
Provident Music Distribution and to the
general market through WEA, making
church leaders familiar with Maranatha
product is key. “We have thousands of

churches on our database that we send
not only prereleased copies to, but we
also send free copies of our music to
churches and primarily to worship lead-
ers,” Alward says. The label also offers
its repertoire for sale via its Web site.

The Internet has proved to be avalu-
able tool for praise and worship music,
because church leaders and the average
consumer can avail themselves of the
music. EMI Christian Music Group has
been successful with its worshipto-
gether.com site, which offers a library
of downloadable sheet music. inter-
views with worship leaders, bible stud-
ies, worship service planning tools, links
to Scripture reference material, and
other resources. The site has more than
130,000 registered users.

As vital as the Internet has become,
brick-and-mortar retail continues to
move praise and worship product.
Integrity is preparing to launch a pro-
motion with the Hastings chain.
Maranatha is doing an exclusive 10-CD
series with Wal-Mart titled Sanctuary,
which will launch in May. “Wal-Mart
and Target are making assertive efforts
to turn a significant portion of their
shelf space to Christian music.” Alward
says, “and because of the growth of
praise and worship, they've really been
receptive to new product.”

Valerie Davis, director of Christian
Booksellers Assn. marketing for the 25-
year-old Vineyard Music label, admits
there are challenges to moving concept-
driven product in a personality-focused
world. She says Vineyard founder John
Wimber's vision “was not to elevate the
worship leader but to elevate the Lord,
but on the other hand people want to
connect with people.” She says that in
the past year or so. "I've gotten permis-
sion to get a little bit looser with pro-
moting worship leaders like Brian
Doerksen. because you really want to
know when you are buying a worship
album what flavor you are getting.”

McGuffey says direct mail tradition-
ally has been a strong avenue for mar-
keting praise and worship music: “Early
on, we perfected the art of marketing
and packaging our product through
direct mail.” But he says with the gen-
eral decline in the direct-mail business,
Integrity needed to try other media.

In addition to Songs4Worship
(which has spawned several product-
line extensions, including the Songs4
Worship—Devotions, Songs4Wor-
ship—Gospel. and Songs4Worship—
Kids series), Integrity has seen success
via TV marketing with the iWORSHIP
brand, which debuted last fall. “Each
CD is a double-CD with approximate-
ly 33 songs, and then each double-CD
represents five individual DVDs which
are released with seven songs each
from that product,” McGuffey explains.
*So we have two in release right now
and three more coming out in the next
six months, DVD-wise. We have a
songbook and individual accompany-
ing tracks to the songs, as well.”

McGuffey says IWORSHIP is a “retail
brand. We use TV as a driver for retail.
It's sort of the same model that they use
for [the] Now! That's What I Call Music
[series]. We initially ran about 10 weeks
of 60-second and 120-second spots on
national cable outlets from Fox to Court
TV to MSNBC to Pax to ABC Family.”

Integrity is distributed to the gener-
al market through Epic and to the
Christian retail market via Word. "We

felt like if the brand got out in front of
consumers it would do well, and we
were right,” Epic Records Group VP/
GM Steve Barnett says of iWORSHIP.
“We really believe in this genre. We see
tremendous growth potential, and
we're committed to it.”

Touring has also helped strengthen
worship music in the marketplace. A
multi-artist cast took the Songs4Wor-
ship brand on tour in 2001. Last year.
one of the most successful Christian
outings was the pairing of Michael W.
Smith and Third Day for the Come
Together and Worship tour, which was
sponsored by Chevrolet. That tour will
continue with West Coast dates this
spring. Additionally, Integrity is launch-
ing an iWORSHIP tour in March fea-
turing Moen. LeBlanc, Chris Tomlin,
Lincoln Brewster, Darrell Evans, Paul
Baloche, and Sara Groves.

In addition to those types of tours,
worship music is also an integral part
of Christian conferences and such
events as Women of Faith and the
Christian men’s group Promise Keep-
ers, for which Maranatha has been pro-
viding the music for 10 years.

GLOBAL WARMING

The growth in the praise and wor-
ship genre is not limited to the U.S. One
of the most visible faces in the move-
ment is Australian worship leader Dar-
lene Zschech., who wrote “Shout to the
Lord,” one of the most popular and fre-
quently recorded worship songs. “There
is a hunger for truth on the earth,”
Zschech says, “and as is historically a
fact, a musical revolution often voices
the desire of humanity.”

Among the popular worship leaders
in the U.K. are Matt Redman, Graham
Kendrick, and the band Delirious, all of
whom also have international follow-
ings. Redman says of his native U.K.:
“[t's one of the places this renewal in
worship music started.”

Redman also cites U.S. releases.
“Louie Giglio, Chris Tomlin, David
Crowder, and Charlie Hall are writing
some of the freshest and deepest mate-
rial | have heard in a while. That stuff
has started to fly all around the world,
and we've been majorly impacted by it
in the UK."

Moen says praise and worship songs
quickly spread around the globe
through use in churches and worship
events. “When [ arrived in the Philip-
pines for the first time, we had all the
press and cameras,” he recalls. “It was a
huge deal. and I remember thinking,
‘Why are these people here?’ [ had never
toured there—but guess what? The
songs had toured there.”

The labels obviously realize the inter-
national potential. Integrity has offices
in Singapore, London, and Australia;
Vineyard has offices in Brazil, New
Zealand, South Africa, Holland, Ger-
many, the U.K., Scandinavia, and India.
“It's really neat,” Davis says, “because
they are all doing recordings of what is
coming out of their areas.”

Not that there will be a shortage of
U.S.-spawned releases this year. In addi-
tion to Third Day's Offerings /1, Phillips,
Craig & Dean just released Let Your
Glory Fall Doun. and singer/songwriter
Twila Paris will release House of Wor-
ship March 11 on Sparrow. And the next
installation of the popular WoW series,
WoW Worship Yellow. is due March 18
on Reunion, with seven new songs.

and 29 gold albums, as well as 154
top 10 singles, including 49 No. 1
hits. Mike Dungan, president/CEO of
Capitol Records’ Nashville division,
says he’s been approached by many
of the country free agents looking for
new deals but can't offer them what
he says most are looking for. “A lot
of them have good, solid fan bases
and solid touring,” Dungan says. “If
all they were looking for was nation-
al distribution, that could be prof-
itable, but I haven’t found that to be
the case with any of them. They all
want to be back on the radio. They
want to be visible at retail.”

That gets costly in a world where
Dungan says even a gold seller is
often now a money-loser. “It's noth-

ing to spend $100,000-$200,000 at
radio for a single,” he says. “If you
play the game the way the majors
play the game, it’s very expensive.”

Some of these acts are still viable
and will likely find new major-label
deals down the road. Others may
follow the lead of numerous other
contemporaries—also gold and
platinum sellers in the '90s—who
have either signed with such small-
er Nashville labels as Audium and
Dualtone, gone outside of Music
Row (as Kathy Mattea did in sign-
ing with Navarre), or formed their
own labels. These artists—with 17
platinum and 25 gold albums
among them—include Joe Diffie,
Dwight Yoakam, Steve Wariner,
David Ball, John Berry, Sammy
Kershaw, Doug Stone, Tanya Tuck-
er, Lari White, and Mattea.

Not all of country’s free agents
are still actively pursuing record
deals, particularly if they contin-
ue to make a living on the road. In
a December 2001 interview with
Billboard, Morgan said, “It’s real-
ly not pressing to find a label right
now. If one comes along, amen.
We're not closing our ears and
eyes, but we're not frantic about
it, because I'm working and get-
ting shows and have for the last

two years without a label.”

For the rest, whether they can
land a new deal with a major is, in
Dungan’s words, “simply a matter
of economics.” For Capitol and
other labels, he says, the top crite-
ria in deciding who to sign and who
to keep on the roster is “if the artist
you're looking at has a chance to
sell platinum or better, then it's
worth it.” Dungan also says that
“the economics are such that there
is no more leeway for vanity proj-
ects” or for keeping artists on the
roster for sentimental reasons.

For artists whose sales have
dropped off, “You have to have a
strong A&R person and/or label
head who is fighting to hold onto
that artist for a little longer,” says
artist manager SheliaShipley Biddy,
the former head of Decca Records.
“[But] unless they are achieving top
chart success and selling records
... even the strongest label head
and A&R head can only fight the
passion battle so long. Then, it
comes down to profitability.”

Renee Bell, senior VP of A&R at
RCA Label Group (RLG), says, “As
long as an artist is making hit
records—meaning, having hits at
radio and, more importantly, sell-
ing records—they will have a
record deal. |Labels] only make
our money on record sales, so if an
act is not selling, especially for
several years in a row, it makes it
almost impossible to keep them
on the roster.”

Scott Siman, president of Rpm
Management, says, “With market-
ing costs growing, the number of
sales [needed] to justify going for-
ward [with an act] goes up. The
cold hard truth is sometimes a label
has to let go [of] an act that sells a
couple hundred thousand to make
room for a new act that might sell
a couple of million.”

While the list of country free
agents suggests that the format
chews up and spits out hit artists at
an alarming rate, it is also clear
that there are plenty of country acts
that have achieved longevity at
radio and continued to sell records
for their major-label homes. Every
up-and-comer aspires to have a
career like that of Alan Jackson,
Brooks & Dunn, Tim McGraw,
Kenny Chesney, George Strait, or
Toby Keith.

Gill is one of those artists who
has enjoyed impressive longevity.
He points out that the '90s were
hardly the norm for the format,
calling that decade “the biggest
boom in the history of country
music, sales-wise. Because the
business had exploded, [you could
have] a hit or two and you would
sell platinum.” Still, Gill has con-
cerns about today’s country music
industry. “I don’t think there’s
enough attention being paid to the
longevity of artists these days.”

RADIO’S FICKLE FINGER

Dungan agrees that radio and
the industry as a whole “certainly
seems a lot more fickle. It's a here-
today-gone-tomorrow, what-have-
you-done-for-me-lately attitude.
Having a couple of hit singles
doesn’t guarantee any facet of the

business is going to support you
on the third one.”

Among the key factors explain-
ing why so many once-popular
artists lack label deals is the signif-
icant decline in the number of
country labels in Nashville. Local
operations that have shuttered in
recent years include Atlantic, Asy-
lum, Giant, Virgin, Rising Tide,
A&M, MCG/Curb, Curb/Universal,
Decca, Imprint, and Almo Sounds.
And most of the remaining labels’

rosters are significantly smaller
than they once were.

High turnover in label personnel
may also be a factor. "With the label
business in the state it's in, there is
not much room for loyalty,” artist
manager Mike Robertson says.
“Often the people at the top that
enjoyed the financial success with
some of those artists are no longer
there. When the new people look at
the deal. they may see a large re-
cording fund and soft sales.”

Siman, who manages Tim Mc-
Graw and several other country

acts, points out that “the number
of acts a label can work has gone
down based upon several factors,
lincluding] less staff . . . and the
ever-increased time period to break
singles and establish new artists [at
radio]. When I went to work at
Sony in the early '90s, we could
work 10 to 14 artists per label. |
think that number is probably clos-
er to six or seven these days.”

Industry veterans offer other ex-
planations as to why so many once-
popular country acts no longer
have record deals. Manager Gary
Borman, president of Borman
Entertainment, says there is “only
one reason: They don’t sell records.
It doesn’t necessarily have to do
with talent or the amount of people
that love their music; it just has to
do with . . . record sales.”

The criteria for keeping a deal,
according to David Corlew, presi-
dent/CEO of Blue Hat Records and
Corlew Music Group, is a simple
formula. “You have to have success
at radio. Your sales . . . have to be
in that 500k-plus |range], and you
better not stumble . . . The minute
they stumble, they're gone, espe-
cially if the airplay is not translat-
ing to retail.”

CHURN AND BURN

For Borman, whose clients in-
clude Faith Hill and Lonestar, the
bigger issue is why some acts no
longer sell records in significant
numbers. He cites a variety of po-
tential reasons. “For some, the
muse has simply moved on. Some
may have become exhausted by
the business process.” Among
other factors: “Consumer tastes
changed, research deemed their
music unplayable, they keep mak-
ing the same record over and
over, |or| they self-destructed or
forgot their job is making music
for their audience.”

The churn and burn in the
country format, Siman thinks, has
always gone on but is “more no-
ticeable [now]. because more acts
are getting the axe who sold a
decent number of records. Period-
ically, I look at the charts and won-
der who on that list will be gone in
a year. It's the cruel nature of our
business.”

“Qur format had an incredible
number of artists that broke
through in the early '90s,” Robert-
son says, pointing out that those
artists are “now 10-12 years into
their careers. As we have continued
to break artists, and chart space and
shelf space at retail have shrunk,
something had to give. It seems
that only our multi-platinum
superstars from that era had
enough sales insulation to protect
their deals. Unfortunately, some
true artists wound up without a
place to record.”

Radio consultant Keith Hill says
“tastes change. The face and sound
of country continues to evolve,
and some of these acts simply got
left behind.”

For consultant Joel Raab, “the
attrition is normal. Most of the
[free agents] are ‘B-level’ acts
from the early to mid-'90s, and
they have a shorter life cycle than

‘A’ acts. There needs to be a natu-
ral evolution in order to keep the
format fresh.”

Dungan agrees. “Every artist, at
some point in their career, runs the
last lap. Even their fans say, ‘I have
seven or eight albums by this artist.
Do I really need another?’ "

“Certainly, if an act could sell
enough records, the pure greed
within this fine free-enterprise
system would ensure that some
imprint would have them,” Hill
says. “[The] bottom line [is a]
lack of long-range vision. Loyal-
ty to artists is something that
only happens when you sell a
bunch of records.”

KMPS Seattle PD Becky Bren-
ner takes a more positive spin.
“While it is sad for the industry,”
she says, "I do not think it is a
negative commentary on the for-
mat. New artists have come along
to take their place. Country is hot-
ter than ever in Seattle. We have
had success [lately] in selling
albums for Rascal Flatts, Keith
Urban, Chris Cagle, Pinmonkey,
and others. Acts like this are less
expensive for the label and still
sell albums.”

So is country—where artists
could once count on longevity after
a few hits—now cycling through
artists as fast as other formats?

Bell says, “We sign our acts with
a career in mind, not for short term,
and 99% of the time we stick with
an act as long as we can—as long as
it financially makes sense for us.”

But Corlew thinks the churn and
burn of country artists is at “an epi-
demic stage.” And the bottom line,
he says, is that “great artists . . . are
losing their deals.”

From a manager's perspective,
Robertson says. “I believe you
have to manage careers like any-
thing over eight years is a gift. In
that window you need to create a
financial and creative parachute
for your client . . . The days of hav-
ing hits, getting your music posi-
tioned at retail, and touring every
year for 20 years is gone but for
the rare few.”

Nevertheless, Brenner is hopeful
that longevity is still possible for
country acts. “We find that the
audience still wants to bond with
the artist,” she says. “If all we are
turning out [are] one-hit wonders,
then we lose the sense of family
that has always been a strength in
country music.”

are making much more money in
synch uses than in sales.”

Kinky’s “drama” is not uncom-
mon. In today’s difficult sales envi-
ronment, synch-licensing opportu-
nities in film, TV, and advertising—as
well as corporate branding deals—
have become increasingly important
in all genres of music.

“Record sales keep declining, and
publishers need to have additional
sources of income,” says Ivan Alvarez,
VP of Latin America for Universal
Music Publishing Group (UMPG).

Lynette Brehm, who heads Univi-
sion Music Publishing in Los Angeles,
adds, “The potential earnings for a
well-placed song in a major film can
easily surpass mechanical royalties
from record sales.”

While the synchronization of Latin
music is nothing new, publishers and
labels have seen synch opportunities
multiply in recent years, thanks to the
growth of Spanish-language media,
film, and advertising and to the main-
stream market's increasing willing-
ness to license Latin repertoire.

“On ascale of one to 10, we're at an
exploitation level of four,” EMI Music
Publishing Latin America regional
managing director Nestor Casont
says. He confirms that the number of
opportunities for Latin repertoire,
from ring tones to Hollywood films, is
rising—and becoming more lucrative.

“Nowadays, the fees are important,”
he adds. “Not previously, because the
Latin market was measured as a local
niche. Now, people who would have
paid $50,000 for a synchronization
may pay $100,000-$150,000."

POPULATION EXPLOSION

The reason for the leap, quite sim-
ply, is in the numbers. According to
the U.S. Census, Hispanics are now
the largest minority in the U.S., with
a population that has exploded from
21.9 million in 1990 to 37 million in
2001. According to the Assn. of His-
panic Advertising Agencies (AHAA),
the Hispanic advertising industry has
grown at an average rate of 19% per
year during the past three years. Ad
spending on the Hispanic market rose
from $333 million in the mid-'80s to
$2.52 billion in 2001, according to a
study by Magnet Communications.

Still, according to an AHAA study,
the leading U.S. marketers spent an
average of only 3.2% of their adver-
tising dollars targeting Hispanics.
The study, titled “Missed Opportuni-
ties,” indicated that that number
almost doubled the average of 1.8%
allocated in 1999.

The increased spending means that
some agencies can now afford to
license a well-known track instead of
commissioning a jingle, which can be
done at a fraction of the cost.

General Motors, for example, re-
portedly paid a six-figure sum to license
the Bacilos track “Mi Primer Millén”

(My First Million) with newly recorded
lyrics for use in a Corvette campaign.

Other high-profile examples of
Latin acts in recent national ad cam-
paigns include Enrique Iglesias, who
performs his single “Don’t Turn Off
the Lights” on a Doritos campaign (for
Spanish and English TV); Shakira,
who has a significant deal for Pepsi ads
in English and Spanish; Mexican diva
Thalia, who is featured in a Dr Pepper
campaign; Mana, whose track “Muelle
de San Blas” (The San Blas Dock) has
been featured in a Coors beer cam-
paign (Coors also sponsored the act’s
concert tour); and Fito Paéz, whose
track “Y Dale Alegria a Mi Corazén”
(And Give Happiness to My Heart) was
used for a Coca-Cola campaign.

Recognizing the potential, Warn-
er Music Group (WMG) is putting
together a synchronization sampler
of Warner acts and Warner/Chap-
pell songs that will be sent
to ad agencies nationwide.

“It will include tracks that
we deem priorities for us,”
Warner Music Latin America
senior director of strategic
marketing Carlos Tabakof
says. The joint synchroniza-
tion sampler, he says, “will
add opportunities with a
more homogenous price
structure, so there isn't a big
gap between the master fee
and the publishing fee.”

Similarly, Universal Music
Publishing, Latin America,
has what it calls a “quick
synch” sampler, which in-
cludes compositions that can
be cleared quickly.

“One of the challenges of
synchronization in Latin
America is that they take for-
ever for the companies to get
back with approval,” Alvarez says. “So
here, they have a portion of our cata-
log that they know they can clear.”

Latin acts have an even greater
presence in film. Several high-profile
projects and accompanying sound-
tracks have emerged in the past year,
inc
