The Cost Of Bad Data 
Five Steps To Improve Digital Music Royalty Reporting 

BY JOHN SIMSON 

The new digital music economy consists of lracUons of pennies, multiplied by billions of transact ions, to cover mechanlca( master· 

use and performing royalt ies. But w ithout a centralized database of artist and t rack information, performance rights organi­
zations (PRO) have often been unable to distribute money appropriately, denying publishers, labels and artists of royalties 

that are rig htfully theirs. 
SoundExchange, the nonprof it organization tasked by the U.S. Congress to d istribute d igital performance rights royal· 

ties for satellite radio and Internet musk, streams1 ended 2008 with about $40 mllllon in royalties that it couldn't distrib­
ute d ue to insufficient identifying data, with another $39 m illion held in escrow for art ists and labels who hadn't yet regis­
tered w ith Sound Exchange. 

What can be done about this situatio n? Here are Rve steps that the industry can take now. 

t•tl h a~ d copyright holders must 
rMJ t o to get p a i d b y Sound· 

Exe ,n e and other PROs. When a 
PRO rec~ ·ves performance logs fro m 
music se ices, it matches a performance 
record wi the artist or copyrigh t holder 

who earni d the royalty and issues a roy­
alty check. Organizations like ASCAP, 
BM I and SESAConly collect royalties for 
registered songwriters and publishers, 
so unregistered earning parties m iss out 
entirely. Sound Exchange, however, co\. 
lects for all re<ording artislS and master 
recording rights owners, even those who 

aren't familiar with digital performance 
ropltics. If the earning party is one of 

thousands who haven't yet registered ,,ith 
us, we hold those funds in a marked ac­
count until they're claimed. To encour• 

age people to register and claim those 
funds. we work with other ser\'ices that 
maintain artist inform ation, such as My• 
Space, SonicBids, CD Baby and Res•erb• 
Natio n. But tapping in to other databases 

is only a temporary solution. 

C pyr· ht holders must rnclude com· 
p I m e t data on all tracks. ll is es­
sential that cre:itors include all relevant 
metadata on each digital track they release. 
including, at the very ]east, artist or group 
name, COP)'l'ightholderor label name, and 
tr. ck.and album titles. Artists and labels 
often send out tracks with little or no meta• 
data attached, making it very difficult, if 
not impossible, to determine who should 
be compensated. Due1oinsufficient meta• 
da ta, millions of dollars v.~nd up in buck­
ets labeled as "promo only." "sdf.rdcased" 
and 'label un known.•

I for co111pl" e and accurate report• 
Ing. Th'c d ig ital age h as allowed 
Sound faci>ange to replace t raditional 
sample reporting with per-track report­
ing. Cou~ting a.ch track and spin is the 
fairesL\yay to <listribute funds, but it re­
q uires more and better data d ue to the 
sheer number o f payable performances. 
Unforhmatd y. rnusicserviccs tend to re­
port data they are given, rarely doing any 

additional research. One illttstration of 
the slipshod data we receive from music 
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services: Beethoven ranks among our top 
25 unpaid artists . even tho ugh the com• 
poser died long before the first sound 
recording was made. That most likely 
means that orchestras performing works 
by Beethoven aren't being compensated 
for use of their recordings. 

Copyrlgtit ~ lders must register their 
rcpcttolt W hile SoundExchange has 
added staff to deal with the challe nge of 
insufficient in formation surrou nding 
~erfom1anceroyalties, it's imperath·e that 
copyright holders help by registering, 
m onitoring and correcting their reper­
toires with relevant organizations. The 
United Kingdo m requires copyrigh t own• 
ers to register their entire repertoire; other­
wise, they don't get paid. SoundExclungc's 
statutory m odel requires payments based 

on reports by services that use sound 
recordings. Even from services that report 
data consistent ly, Sound Exchange has a 
93% match rate. Given the 7 billion tracks 
we processed last year, the remaining 7% 
represents490 million performances that 
ntL-d individ ual attention. New digital tools 
can fix some oft.hese inaccuracies, but 
many more require manual ad justments. 

Rigo Starr. for example, is not a mis­
spelled Beatles name, but an African gui­
tarist. -"Aim" is sometimes reported to 
identify any one of more than a dozen 
unrelated labels-Aim Records .AIM In­
ternat ional. Aleho International Music, 

etc. Repertoire resea rch takes up re­
sou rces a nd delays payments. 

Th m sic community mu.st promote 
th, e, change of data and payments. 
Foreign ~r:,s~layed o n U.S. m usic serv• 
i! e~ accru'e- royalties stateside, which 
rvust be cla 1meb by their own nation's 

PRO befod 1hev can be paid. Al the end 
of200s, :S.ounoExchange held about $23 

million for overseas artists, awaiting 
claims that can take years. The world­
w ide reach of music is an exci t ing 

prospect, bu t data problems will be ex­
ponentially compo unded when Rigo/ 
Ringo is reported in Chinese or Hebrew 
characters. Discussions among neigh· 
bor ing righ t s organizations, at M ID EM 

and in the classical musiccommunit.ies, 
among others, have examined methods 

of st.andardizing reporting, bu t we m ust 
all make this a top priority. 

With these steps, and plen ty of hard 
wor k, we can all do more to ensure that 
performance royalties find their rightful 
owners. We cannot let bad data stand in 
the way of a modernized, revenue-posi­
tive industry model.

lt's been more than six year s 
since then-Microsoft CEO Bill 
Gates adm itted that Apple 
caught tl,e company" Oat-footed" 
in the digital m usic market and 
directed his team to makeup lost 
ground, according to recently 
surfaced internal e•mails. 

To date, Microsoft's effort to 
address the digital music mar­
ket has largely focused on its 
Zune player and Zune Pass sub­
scription sen'ice, which have 
won favorable reviews but few 
customers. But witJ-1 the unveil­
ing ofits Windows Phone 7 Se­
ries operating system at the 
Mobile World Congress confer• 

ence in Barcelona (Billboard 
.biz, Feb. 16). Microsoft hopes 
to reboot its struggling digit.al 
music strategy. 

Even the well-received Zune 
HD device, introduced last fall, 
hasn't been enough to con• 
vi nee music fans to convert to 
the 'lune Pass. The company 
says it has sold only 3.8 m il­
lion players since 2006, and 
NPD Group estimated in No• 
vember that it has a 2% share 

of the U.S. portable media 
player market, com pared ,vith 
70% for Apple's iPod. 

So Microsoft has made ex• 
pand ing the Zune service to 
other platforms a priority. Last 
Nm·embcr, it added the Zune's 
video service to its Xbox Live 
network, consistin g of more 
th.an 20 milJion worldwide 
users of the Xbox 360 gaming 
console. Since then. Zunccom• 
munications direc t.or lose

Mobile handsets rank fourth in 
worldwide smart-phone sales, 
at 7.9%, as of thi rd-quarter 
2009. down from 11 % a year 
earlier and behind Nokia, Black­
Berry parent Research in Mo­
tion and Apple. 

Rut those rankings remain 
fluid, as analysts ex'J)«l global 
smart.phone sales to double in 
the next tluee years. 

"There's certainly opportu• 
nity for Microsoft and other play· 
crS in this market to grab share 
in the smart-phone space." says 

Sue Kevorkian, an analyst at tech 
market research fim1 JDC. 

Early reviews of Windows 
Phone 7 have been positive, 
v.'lth its simple interface and 
clean design winning high 

marks. But handsets featuring 
the new technology aren't ex• 
pected to hit the market until 
the 2010 holiday season. By that 
time. Apple is expected to re• 
lease an updated iPhone. 

Zune will need to do more 
than piggyback on an innova­
tive new mobile phone platform 
to generate the kind of momen­
tum needed to elevate itself 
from the status of also-ran. It 

must compete Y.'lth rival mobile 
music services sure to be ere-

As managing director at Walden Venture Capital, Larry Marcus 
keeps an eye out for investment opportunities In consumerserv• 
ices and digital media.

Unprecedented Success With Lady Gaga Brings. 
Acclaim, Opportunity And A Measure Of Sadness 
For Songwriter/Producer ROB FUSARI 
BY CRAIG MARKS / 

Amid the high-gloss mix of teen-pop Cyranos, R&B blue-chippers and top 40 auteurs on Bi 11· 
board's Top 10 Songwriters list (se e page 14 ), only one name prompted sheepish shrugs and 
subsequent Googling in the Billboard offices. Lady Gaga' s most devoted " li ttle monsters" 
may know 41-year·old Rob Fusari as one of the executive producers of the 2.8 million-selling 

album "The Fame," or a s the co-writer of three published Gaga songs, including the No. 6 Bi If. 
board Hot 100 hit "Paparazzi." Perhaps they've stumbled across the tale of how Fusari, a fan 
of the Queen song " Radio Gaga/' helped formulate Stefani Germanotta's royal moniker. 

But even the most avid Gagaphiles may not know the full exte nt of Fu sari's sway and im­
pact on her career. The classically trained Livingston, N.J., native broke Into the business at 
the not-so-young age o f 29, with a co-writing credit on Destiny's Child's 1998 debut, "No, 

No, No/' and went on to enjoy intermittent success as a producer and writer for, among 
others, Jessica Simpson, W ill Smith, Kelly Rowland, Whitney Houston and, most notably, with 

Destiny's Child a gain, on 2001's "Bootylicious." 
When a friend phoned him from a New York club late one evening In January 2006 with 

a tip on an undiscovered, then-raven-hai red rock singer/ songwriter. Fusari was dubious, 
but his career had stalled and he was in no position for snobbery. A few days later, the two 

met, and Germanotta performed a couple of her songs for h im on piano . ... In 20 seconds," 

Fusari says, " I knew this girl would change my life.11 

During the next year, absent only Sundays and holidays, Germanotta rode the bus daily 
from New York to Fusari 's Jersey studio, w here the two worked shoulder to shoulder build­
ing the songs, sound and even persona qf the artist soon to be known ubiqui tously as Lady 

Gaga. Fusari escorted Germanotta to sushi dinners w ith Columbia, conference~room try-outs 

at Island Def J am and to her eventual la bel home at lnterscope. 
As she struggled to pinpoint her musical identity and suffered bruising business set· 

backs, Germanotta's ambition, Fusari says, never wavered. "It's beyond scary," he adds ad­

m iringly. " It's actually messed m e up, because now, with everyone e lse I work with, if 1 don't 
see that drive, I'm thrown off." 

And yet, desp ite the acclaim and handsome royalty checks, Fusari seems genuinely con­

flicted about his experience as a Dr. Frankenstein to Gaga's Fame Monster. ''It's made me 
harder," he says, his tone more sad than bitter. When Gaga took 0H1 "I saw the vultures 

come out.'' 
Naturally, Fusari has been deluged by bottle-blondes claim Ing to be "the next Gaga": "I get 

an e-mail, call or t ext every day. People find my phone number and sing to me on the phone." 
As for the orig ina l, though, Fusari says that he has not been invited to work on her next album . 
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How did a nice Italian boy from Jer· 
sey become so l nterested In R&B a nd 
dance music? 

I grew up liste ning to m)' older brothers' 8-
t racks-Boston, Toto, especially Jou rnefs 
" Escape"- but in my teens I gravitated lo soul 
and R&B. And when I was first trying to break 
into the business, in '98 and '99. I saw that 
R&B was taking over. 1 lo,•ed the music: Baby­
face, R. Kelly, Usher, girl groups like 702. 

How many songs had you tri ed to get 

published p rior to Destiny's Child's " No, 
No, Non? 

A hu ndred. 

Really? 
Oh yeah. Back then, I w as still l iving at home 
with my mom in Livingston, working a day 
job doing !T.11,e IT job had a future, but the 
music was just screaming fierce. I would leave 
my job al eight and travel into the de pths of 
Newark, N.J .. where my friend had a studio. 
Sometimes I'd head back to work the next 
morning wearing the same suit. 

When did you decide to pursue music 
full time? 
The decision was kind of made for me- they 
fired me. It seemed devastating, but it was 
like a weight. had been lifted. I woke up the 
next morning and said to my mom," I'm going 
to give music one year." So I worked down in 
my mom's basement in a studio the size of a 
closet. And sure enough, it didn't happen in 
a year. I was doing co-writes, calling people, 
sitting by the phone . . . Harry White's son was 
supposed to ca.U for something, another guy 
was going to gh'e one of my songs to Elton 
John. Nothing ever happe ned. 

How did you finally break through? 
A buddy of mine knew this guy. Vince Her~ 
bert. Vince is a producer and an entrepre­
neur. A hustler with a capi ta.I H. Ba.ck then 
he was producing on Destiny's Child's firs t 
album. One day he came to my mom's base­
ment and I was working on the hook to "No, 
No, No.• When I played it for him, he said , 
·You've got to gh·e me a. copy of that. I'm 
working with this group who migh t be able 
to do that." I gave him a cassette, and he calls 
me that night and says, "We' re cutting the 
rec.ord. And I've got a guarantee i t v--rill be 
their first single.,. 

How did five people end up sharing credit 
on that song? 
You write songs, that's how it is. I didn't know 
that then. I felt like it was my baby. And it is. 
I don' t care if there are 70 people on it . 

Old "Bootyllclous" come together in a slm· 
ilar fashion? 

I came up with the idea to build a track using 
the guitu riff from Ste\'le Nicks' "Edge ofSev• 
enteen ." I really wanted to play the riff from 
"Eye of the Tiger," but I was flipping through 
my CDs in the studio and I couldn't find it. 
But I saw the Stevie Nicks CD and I rcmcm• 
bered that. the riff was similar. 

I figured I'd put the guitar loop on there 
temporarily, and later go into the studio with 

a guitar and replay il, because I'd learned, 
afte r sampling Stevie Wonder's "I \Vish" for 
\Viii Smith's "Wild Wild West." that l didn't 
want to lose 50% of the publishi ng. I vi\'idly 
remem bering tell ing Mathew Knowles, 
"Mathew. you got to book me into your stu• 
dio and let me replay that riff." It was Guitar 
101! One note! 

But Mathew didn't want to do It? 
He didn't want todo it. So 50%got cut for one 
note, That whole expe rience was bittersweet 
for me. 

I remember watching Barbara Walters in­
terview Beyond~ about •Bootylicious," and 
she told Barbara about how she came up with 
the idea for the track. And I was just like, 
"What?" I called Mathew- which was a big 
mistake; I got emotional, a.nd I apologized 
after-bu t I ca.lied Ma.thew and said, "Ma.thew, 
li ke, why/" 

And he explained to me. in a nice way. he 
said, "People don't want to hear about Rob 
Fusari, producer from Livingston, N .J. No of­
fense, but that's not what sells records. \Vhat 
sel Is records is people believing that the artist 
is everything." And I'm like, "Yeah, I know. 
Mathew. I u nderstand the game. But come 
on, I'm trying too. I'm a squirrel trying to get 
a nut. too." 

How did you come to work with Lady Gaga? 
In 2006, I got a call late one evening from a 
songwriter named Wendy Starland. I was into 
the Strokes at that t ime, and I'd told Wendy 
1 was looking for a female artist to make a 
Strokes•type record. 1 answered the phone. 
and \Vendy said, "'I may ha\·e found your girl.,. 
She was at a club in New York, where this girl, 
Stefani Gcrmanotta, had just performed a 
showcase. Stefan i gets on the phone with her 
mousey little voice- "Hiiii," real bubbly­
and it sounded like she was starting to get 
61101.ed. So I said, "I heard you rocked it . 
can you come up to Jersey on Monday and 
meet me at my studio?" 

Next week comes and l figure there's no 
way th is girl is going to show up. She was 
supposedly takin g a bus from New York 
that would pu t her in Livingston at 8:40. 
Eighty-thirty rolls around, and I drive down 
lo the pizzeria near the bus sto p to grab a 
slice, and sure enough , I see this girl who 
does not belong in this pizzeria or in this 
town. and she's asking for dircttions. I'm 
thinking to myself, " Please tell me th is is 
not her." beca use this is not the Strokes 
girl I 'd envisio ned. 

What did she look like? 
Like a guid e tte. Totally "Je rsey Shore ." 
flaughsj Anyway, we ride back lo the studio, 
and I'm plotting how to cut thisshort. I can't 
picture going t.o a label with this girl. \Vear­
rive, and she sits down at the piano and star ts 
playing a song about Hollywood she'd ,vri t­
ten. And I tell you, in 20 second s, I'm like, 
"Oh, my God. If I can handle my business, 
this girl is going to change my life." I said. 
"You'\1e got to come u p here next week, and 
we have to start working." And she did. She 
look the bus lo my s tudio every day for a year 
s traight, no exaggeration. 
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What kind of deal dld you and Ste· 
lanl strike? 
We started a company together called Team 
Love Child. It's not a produc1ion deal. She 
\\'as never signed to me. It's me, her a nd her 
dad in this company. Everyon e was on lhe 
same plane. And I'm all for that. 

How would you describe her musical 
Identity at this point? 
She had a big Gwen Stefani/No Doubt thi ng 
going on. Some Fiona. Apple, some Beatles. 

No club beats, no disco performance art? 
No. She was anti all that. She would go to fes­
tivals li ke Bonnaroo. We s tarted to m ake a 
very heavy rock record. Hard and grungy. Bul 
after three or four songs it seemed we were 
going down the wrong road. 

Then, one day, I read an artidc in the New 
York Times about. Nelly Furtado and how she'd 
abandoned her folk-rock thing and made a 
dance record with Tim baland My antenna went 

up. I said, "Stef. take a look at this. I'm really 
an R&B guy. I never produced a rock record in 

my life. I don't know, you think maybe we 
shotdd shift geacs?" 

She kicked and screamed: "No! Nol ( love 

what we're doing. We're not changing it." I'm 
like, "Stef, just try this. Let's at least abandon 
t he live drums and some of the gui tars." I fi. 
nally got her to agree, and that day we did 
"'Beautiful, Dirt)·, Rich," which \Vas me sit­

ting atan MPC dmm machine and Stefplay­
ing her piano riff. 

When did labels get Interested? 
"Dirty, Rich" opened the floodgates. At the 
time I was managed by New Heights Enter­
tainment. 1 ga,•e them a copy of the new tracks 
we'd done, and soon e\•erybody wanted to meet 

her. Everybody. We did the Nobu thing with 
Charlie Walk. Josh Sarubin at Def Jam invited 
her in. T hey had an upright piano there, and 
there's maybe five or six people in the meet­
ing. Karen Kwak, Josh .. . But not LA. Reid. 
Stef si ts down and starts to play "Wonderful.• 
the fi rst song we wrote together. and I guess 
they have some system that. when somebody's 

really good, L.A. gets a secret Bat signal to 
come in . So he enters as she's playing and by 
the end he' s enamored. He looks at her and 

says, "Before you leave the building, you have 
to stop down in legal and sign my contra.ct." 

That's a pretty high-pressure sales Job. 
Totally. After he left, she and I looked at each 

other like, "What does he mean. 'stop do"~' 
in legal'? Is he going to give us souveni rs?" 
She didn't sign that day, but after she saw the 
rest of the labels. she signed with h im. And 
three or four months after he got he r, he 
wouldn't give her the t ime of day. She'd want 
to sit in a room with h im and talk about her 
music, and he just wouldn't do it. We sti11 don't 
know why. 

In January 2008, I landed in San Francisco 
and there were 27 messages on my cell. I'm 
like, "Ooh . That's ei ther really good or really 
bad." And o f course it's Stefani calling and 
she's hysterical: "You've gotto fly back. LA.'s 
dropping me." My heart fell out of my body. 

What was next? 
Well. at this point, I wa nted her to spread her 
wings. My manageratNew lieigh ts was now 
m a naging Stef, and they also represen ted 

(producerJ Redone, so it seemed like a good 
idea to have he r work with other people. 

And you felt good about that? You didn't 
feel protective? 

Well . of course I did. l t was my baby. Rut I 
knew ifl tried to hold her back, she'd run for 
the h ills . She and RedOne did some amaz• 
ing stuff together: "Boys Boys Boys.· then 
"Just Dance." 

Meanwhile, she and New Heights were try­
ing to shop another deal. And everybody's 
turn ing them down. E\/erybody, includ ing 

the people that wanted her before. She's dam­
aged goods. At that point. I decide to step in 
and help. So I make a call, to Vince Herbert. 
I didn' t even know that he had a label deal 
with ln terscope. So Vince checks out Ga.ga's 

MySpace page and calls me back that night: 
·Tm sending two tickets for you and he r to 

come out to meet Jimmy lovi ne. I wan t to 
sign her." 

We get on the plane, go to L.A., go into ln­
terscope. First meeting, Jimmy doesn't show 
up. Come back the next day. Jimmy doesn't 
show again. They send u.s home. Stef is very 
disappointed. I'm like, "This business is going

Finally, .a week or two later, we get a call to 

come back out. Jimmy's there. It' s me, Vince.

He's 
on the phone with Mick Jagger. trying to find 
:some lost tapes of Mick and John or some shit. 
l t'sver~· im pressive, o bviously. Anyway, he lis­
tens to a little bit of "Dirty, Rich" and to an­
other record Stef and I did called "Sexy Ugly." 
lie stands up, looks at Vince and says. "Let's 
g ive it a try." And that was i t. She got a deal. 

Had you and Stefani wr i tten "Pa­
parazzi" yet? 
No. "Paparazzi" was one of the last songs we 
d id together. I told Stcf that to this day that 
when I hear " Paparazzi,"' there's something 
very sad abo u t it. even though it's not a sad 
melod y o r a sad lyric. Maybe it 's just me 

being sen timental. 

Arc you and Stefani still friends? 

I don't know. l feel like I may have been de­
moted to ... what \\'ould be one level be• 
neath friend? 

Professional acquaintance? 

Yeah, there you go. That's i t. 

W hat do you think happened? 
I don't know. I can't figure it out and I won't 
ask. I don't know if I said something or did 

something. I don't know. 

Will you be Involved ln her next record? 

I don't believe so. 

Well, either way. you must bo glad to be 
out of your mom•s house. 
Definitely. I feel a huge sense of accomplish• 

ment that we built something together, and 
I'm extremely happy for her. We spoke briefly 
after the Grarnmys, and 1 congratulated her 
and she congratulated me. 

Who are you working with now? 
Without saying too much , because I'm still 
doing the paperwork, he's a 14-year-old kid 
from tl,e coast. Writes, plays gu.itar, produces. 
Oh, God, he's good. 

It's Interesting. So many doors have 
opened for you because of your work 
with Gaga, but you're essentially going 

back to square one. 

It's funny you say that. Just the other day I 
said to my girlfrie.nd, "Why the hell do I feel 
like I'm starting over'" I guess ifs the nature 
of the beast.

try, Bicyde Mttsic keeps peddling along and 
logging on e deal after another. 

The Los Angeles-based publis hing fhm. 
,-.·hich specializes in acquiring songwriter cat­
a logs and publishing companies with valu a• 

t ions of$ 10 million or less, has been engaged 
in a flurry of deal-making in rece nt months. 

Since August, the company has spent. S 11 
million on a variety of catalog acquisitions and 
administration deals . Bicycle purchased the 
song catalogs of Cyndi Lauper; Tammy Wyn­
c:ttc; Ozomatli: Bret Mazur and Seth Binzcr of 

CrazyTov,m; Michael Carvin, who co-wrote Jen­
nifer Lopez's ·waiting for Tonight"; and Mar­
shall Goodman, who co-wrote songs for 
Sublime and the Long Beach Dub Allstars. 

Bkycle also s igned administrat ion agree• 

ments with Marily11 Manson and his collabo­
rators Chris Vre.nna and Ty,.•iggy Ramirez; Chris 
and Rich Robinson of the Black Crowes; the 
songwriting/production duo SuperSpy; Ste­
fan.ie Ridtl-Fair, who co-wrote "'Don't \Vaste 
the Pretty' by Allison lraheta;and British rock 
group the Aliens. 

"We like to b uy great catalogs with a fewsta.n• 

dardsandevergreens." Bkyde Music partner/VP 
of business affairs Jake Wisdy says. "As long 
as the catalog has great content that we think 
we can increase value through exploitation and 
administration, we will consider a deal." 

Bicycle either owns or administers 12,000

Neil Dia mond's manager Da\·id Rosner 

founded Bicycle Music in 1974. It thrh•ed for 
30 years as a boutique publisher, with the Bel­
lamy Brothers' hit 'Let Your Love Flow'' (writ­
ten by former Diamond roadie Larry Williams) 
standing as t he flagsh ip of its catalog since 

1975, according to Bicycle partner/chief invest­
ment officer Roger Miller. 

By 2004, Rosner was looking to retire, so he 
sold the Bicycle catalog to a partnership com­
prising Clear Channel and its ex-COO and 
Album Network founder Steve Smith, who 
eventually became sole owner of the catalog 
and is now Bicycle CEO.

Founded in 2007 by Dutch pension fund ABP 

and music publisher CP Masters, lmagem ac­

quired classical music publisher Boosey & 

stein 11, such as "11le Sound of Music.'' 
"Oklahoma!" and "South Pacific," 

lmagem has set up three sepa­
rate d ivisions, or "front offices": t he­

atrical, run by Theodore S. Chapin; 
classical, run by Zlzl Mueller; and 

pop, which will be run by an ex­

ecutive to be named later. 
By April 1, lmagem ex­

pects to finish integrating 
Boosey & Hawl<es' New Yori< 
staff with t hat of RHO, De 

Raaff says. And by the end of 
the year, De Raaff expects all of 

its operations to be using the same 
royalty accounting software, ''which will make 
our business much more efficient." he says. 

The company also maintains offices in Lon­
don and In Hllversum, the Netherlands. Out• 
side of those territories, De Raaff says lmagem 
w ill maintain subpublishing relationships with 

t he strongest independent publishers. 

"We are discussing some big sub pub deals," 
he says. " I am also doing administration deals 
with American companies for the world."

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Good-Girl-Gone-Bad KE$HA 
Sings, Raps And Smack-Talks 

Her Way To The Top

If you want insight into a celebrity's self-image, you could 
do wo:rse than watch one make the brief walk from the star's 

chosen chariot to the red carpet prior to an awards show. The 
frenzied VIP drop-off area at the 2010 Grammy Awards reveals more 

than any klieg-light TV interview could. Alice Cooper pulls himself 
from a nondescript car and strol ls-nonchalant and unassuming­

through the throng before anyone can look twice. Lady Gaga's mini 
convertible pulls up with her sitting atop the back seat, eyes fixed 

studiously on a point in the distance; as she exits the car, some of the 
dozens of wires that orbit her dress get caught on the seat, and 

there's a collective holding of the breath as she detaches. »> 
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And then there's Ke$ha. The 23-year-old steps outofa black 
SUV with the grace of a baby colt-aU legs that s he some­
times looks to be still learning to use~squ ints and rubs her 
eyes. She's stunning. twirling and spinning in her gold Nico­
las Jebra.n dress, teetering on Guiseppe Zanotti heels. I knmv 
the designers' names because she ha.s them scrawled on a 
cheat sheet, and as she makes her way dowrt the carpet for 
the preshowcarn ival- cameras dicking and stressed TV pro, 
ducers yelling her name-she murmurs Jebran's name to re• 
m ind hcrSelf. Her long blonde hair is disheveled, even when 
styled. She wobbles and looks around warily. Everything in 
her body language, expression and posture perfectly conveys 
one thought: "I'm not su re, but I may still be drunk.• 

It's not so different from the look on her face when she 
climbs out of the bathtub in the video for her breakthrough 
song "'TiK To K, N w h ich just spen t its ninth consecutive week 
at No. 1 on the Billboard Hot 100- tht longest stretch for a 
debut single by a female artist since Debby Boone held at No. 
1 for 10 weeks in 1977 with "You Light Up My Life.• Iler 
album, "'Animal," debuted the week .. T iKToK" hit No. 1, sold 
more than 150,000 copies and went on to become the No. 1 
album on the Billboard 200. It even did the llndoable and fi. 
nal1y stopped the Boyle-dozer, ending Susan Boyle's six-week 
run atop the albums chart. 

Just 18 months ago, swanning down this or any red carpet 
would've been unimaginable for Kesha Rose Sebert. She had 
no major record deal. no manager, and she was estranged 
from the producer who discove red h er, Dr. Luke. Tonight, 
Fergie from I.he Black Eyed Peas walks by and yells. "Ke$ha, 
l lovc you!" Ryan Seacrest talks to her for a full minute or so. 
Cameras flash nonstop in her direction and networks beg her 
PR team to stop for e\'en . One. Question. 

As she wait, to goon El and share a love-fest intenriew with 
Ada m Lambert, she s uddenly turns to one of her handlers 
and loudly asks , "Can you see my ass?" Her designer dress 
is made of h undreds of thin, 3-inch-long meta.I chains that 
swing as if ona flapper's go\vn, and may be see-through un­
derneath. Her ha ndler doesn't hesitate. From one knee, she 
carefully inspects, and then pronounces KeSha's ass ·ready.· 

MOTHER'S LITTLE HELPER 
A couple ofnights later, Ke$ha is sitting in a loft studio halfway 
between Beverly HiUs and Santa Monica. Calif. She's taking 
a break from a photo shoot for Q magazine and wearing a faux 
fur coat, giant arty r ings on her left hand, about a pound of 

glitter and not much else that l can see. We're in the borrowed 
office of the absent studio manager and KeSha picks at his 
dinner, left on a desk: quickly. one of her day-to-day managers. 
Emily Burton of Vector Management.comes in. takes the plate 
away with a sheepish grin .and replaces it with a cu p of coffee. 

At the Cram mys, everyon e wanted to ask her the same two 
questions. One was ~the Prince thing," and yes, she says it's true 
s he snuck into Prince's house in 
Los Angeles and gave him a demo. 
(He never called.) The other, she 
says. is, 'Am I a party girl?" She 
launches into her answer. 

.. , ,m having a party in th is 

weird office, hanging out. with 
you, totally sober. If you mean 
'party girl' like, at a club with a 
short skirt on with no underwear, 
then no. I've gotten drunk before 
but never gotten a DU L I don' t 
go to clubs.

You can see where those peoplemightget their ideas. Int.he 
space of a few m inutes sitting in the oflice,conversation veers 
from the ghosts she has seen (her first experie nce was at an 
old ex-brothel in San Antonio). to the book she is reading l"A 
Brief History of Everything," by Ken \Vilber), to her favori te 
dinosaur (the plesiosaur. of course). Ke$ha burps a lot-un­
a pologetic, hearty man btll'ps-and she punctuates her sen­
tences with bits of song, la1ghter and words like "retard" and 
·· Douche Berry." which is tne only way s he'll refer to her Black­
Berry. In short, the Ke$ha you hear on her songs is the KeSha 
you get in person: irreverent and deceptively ambitious. 

She was born in Los Angeles in 1987 to a struggling song­
writer mom. Pebe Sebert. (KeSha doesn' t know who her fa. 
ther is.) Sebert had written a successful song for Dolly Parton 
called "Old Flames" and been recorded by Johnny Cash, but 
had fa lien down on her luck. At age 6 or 7, Sebe rt, Ke$h a and 
her two brothers moved to Nashville. 

Ke$ha says her time in Nashville was largely defined by 
acade mics. She says she got a 1500 on her SA Ts and was en­
rolled inan "international baccalaurea.tc" program. For fun,

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she would listen in on classes about the Cold W:u at Belmont

Sebert often brought Ke$ha to the studio and encouraged 
her to sing and write songs. Ke$ha had been recording demos 
for a couple of years, when one wound up in the hands of 
Samantha Cox, senior director of writer/publisher relations 
at BM I. Cox bad done some work with Sebert, and it was Cox 
who passed along Ke$ha's demos to a friend at BM I, who ul­
timate ly passed them tot he manager of then-rising producer 
Lukasz Gottwald, better-known as. Dr. Luke. 

In 2005, Luke h ad just enjoyed h is breakthrough. writing 
and producing the Kelly Clarkson hits "Since U Been Gone" 
and '"Behind These Hazel Eyes," in par tnership with Max 
Martin. And he was looking to grow beyond just writing and 
producing. "I've only written two songs I didn't produce," 
Luke say$. °'I can control the song a bit more by producing it. 
The next evolution of I.hat was to just find an artist.· 

Luke solicited more than 100 demos frorn friends and con­
tacts. Included was one from a then-relatively u nknown 
singer Katy Per ry (Luke and Martin wrote and produced the 
Per ry h its "I Kissed a Girl" and "Hot~ Cold") and another 
from Ke$ha. 

At Conway Studio where Luke works in Hollywood, he plays 
me two songs from the Ke$ha demo, each striking for differ­
ent reasons. The first is a gorgeously sung, self-penned com1-
try ballad that hints at what could've been had Ke Sha pursued 
a different path. The other is a gobsmackingly awful trip-hop 
track. But at one point toward the C.lld, Kc$ha runs out oflyrics 
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a nd starts rapping, for a full minute or 
so: ''I'm a white girl/From the 'Ville/ 
Nashville, bitch. Uh!t. Uhhhhh." 

Lu.kt and his producer friends were 
smitten by thi~ b it of screwball­
gangsla im prov. llis face lights up 
even now as he remembers. "That's 
when I was like, 'OK, I like this gir l's 
personali t)'. When you're listening to 
100 CDs, that kind of bravado and 

chutzpah stand ou t.· 
Luke and Ma rti n called Kc $ha's 

Nashville home from Sweden, where 
the two were working. In :1 trulh-is­
stranger•than-fiction moment, when 
l,\lke called the fi rst time, Nicole 
Richie hung up on him: the Sebcrts 
were a host family on that season's 
"The Simple Life.• Eventually he got 
KcSha on the ph one, and then to a 
meeting in New Yor k. Ke Sha left her 
''international baccalaureate" program 
behind a nd moved to Los Angeles. At 
18, she signed to Dr. Luke's label, Ke­
mosabe Records, and his publishing 

company, Prescription Songs. 

THE GOSPEL OF LUKE 
Ke Sha was anything but an o,·ernight 
success. Luke was busy with his bur­
geon ing p rodu ction p ro jects an d 
Ke$ha ultimately wound up signed to 
David Sonenberg's DAS management 

company. While at DAS she worked 
with several top writers and produc­

ers, but rarely worked with or even 
spoke to Luke. lt was in a co-writing 
session v,rith Katy Perry and Mika pro• 

d\lcerCreg Wells that KeSha says she 
boned her four-on-the-floor, beat­
driven sound. During her ti.meat DAS, 
she also hooked up with the twin Nervo 

sisters, who wen t o n to write the to p line of the David Guett.a 

and Kelly Rowland smash "When Love Takes Over." The Ner­
vosworked on a track with Ke$ha ca.lied " Boots and Boys" that 

m ade the final rot for "Anim al." 
"She's a brillian t writer.' Mim Nervo says of KeSha. "Peo­

ple shouldn't underestimate her at all. She has a really strong 
sense of what she wants to do lyrically and has a great head 
for melody." 

Accord ing to several so\lrces, DAS shopped a label deal for 
KeSha without Lu ke's permission, despite her still being 
s ig ned to Luke. (Sonenberg did n't respond to e-mails seek­
ing comment.) Kan DioGuardi, in her capacity as an A&R 
rep for Warner, liked what she heard and wanted to strike a 
deal. But at the 11th hour, there were simply too many ques­

tions abou t the outstanding Luke contracts. Shortly after, 
Ke$ha and DAS parted ways and Ke$ha reunited with Luke. 

At the end of 2008. L\lke was working on a trackwitb Flo Rida 
called "Righ t Round" and the two decided they needed a fem ale 
hook. Luke pulled Ke$ha into tl1e studio and v.ithin two months, 
• Righ t Round" was an international No. I and set a single-week 
record for digital sales that still stands. Suddenly Ke$ha-though 
she wasn 't credited on the U.S. "ersion and didn't get paid­
was a ho t commodity. Atlantic. home to "Right Round ," had 
some interest, as did Jason Flom's Lava label, now at Universal. 
But Luke and Ke Sha ultimately decided on RCA. Luke had done 
a lot o f work with RCA/ji\•e Label Grou p chairman/CEO Barry 
Weiss, whom Ke Sha found to be "ridiC\llo\lSly smart and dri,•en," 
and she con nected with RCA A&R executive Rani Hancock.

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Construction and Innovation Keep North 
American Concert Market Cutting Edge 
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BY MITCHELL PETERS and RAY WADDELL 

The highly competitive venue marketplace in Nor th 
America has become more so in the pas t year with 
a range of new buildings and renovations in mar­
kets of all sizes. Here is a roundup of some of the 
projects that have recently opened or will in the 
coming months. 

FORD CENTER, OKLAHOMA CITY 
T he Ford Center is ow ned by the City of Oklahoma City and 
managed by Philadelphia-based facility management group 
SMC. The venue, h ome of the NBA's Oklahoma City Thun­
der, has com pleted two of three major phases of renovations 
tha t are all pan of the voter-a pproved Ford Center Improve­
ment Project. 

T he improvements made during the fi rst phase of the project 
in the summer of 2008 include the installation of I ID-capable 
broadcast wiring and a new lighting sy~<tem. An Irish -them ed pub 

was added to the event level of the aren a. Restrooms throughout 
the facility alson~cel\1t:d major upgrades during the initial phase 
of renovations. 

T he visible changes to the Ford Center in the second round 
of improvements last su mmer ,vere i nside the arena bowl. A 
state-of-the-art scoreboard was added, and components from 
the original scoreboard were repurposed to create upgraded 
video displays at both ends of the arena. A new, larger video 
control room h as bt:cn tonstn1cted to hous~ the equipme.nt nec­
essary for major-league presentations. Other visible changes 
in the arena include new telescopic seating on the lower level 
featuring h un dreds of wider leather chairs. On the dub an d 
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suite le\'el, 48 terrace suites and two new terrace lounges were 
added to the premium seating options . 

Following the 2009-10 Oklahoma City Thunder season, the 
Ford Center will again dose its doors to complete the final phase 
of improvem ents, which invo lves a major expansion to the exist• 
ing footprint. of t.he facility. a new grand entry with a multistory 
atrium, as well as restaurants, bars, concession stands and more. 

AIR CANADA CENTRE, TORONTO 
Maple Leaf Sports& Entertainment invested $46 m illion into Air 
Canada Centre after just 10 years ofoperation. This included the 
expansion of the west end of the b uilding into a three-story atrium, 
the installation of a massive outdoor HD video board. full HD 
digital signage throughout the concourses and an automated seat­
ing system adding almost 60 seats to the lower-bowl capacity while 
also freeing up some much needed storage s pace in its tight down­
town footp rint. 

"The digital signage opens up leading-edge on-site marketing 

opportunities for corporate partners and has delivered new pro­
motional oppo rtunities to our entertainment partners," says Patti­

Anne Tarlton, VP of live entertainment for Maple Leaf Sports & 
En tertainment. "Our live p rcga.me b roadcast nov.' includes an en­
tertainment segment aired on our Leaf/Raptor/Go!TV stations 
giving enhanced exposure to our upcoming even ts." 

Tarlton says that in the spring, Air Canada Centre will unveil 

Maple l..eafSquare, a multipurpose commercial/ residential com­
plex that will include a high-tech sports bar, sports a pparel store. 
bout ique ho tel, dining opportunities, groceries and retail loca­

tions .. delivering still more promotional opportunities to om li\'e

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SAENGER THEATRE, PENSACOLA, FLA. 
Pensacola's Saenger Theatre has been spruced up to the 
tu ne of Sl 5 million, with such improvements as new seat• 
ing and dressing rooms; additional restrooms 
and lobby space; restoration of the h istori• 
cal paint finishes; a 3,000-square-foot meet­
ing room: upgrades to heating. ventilating 
and air conditioning syste ms; an expanded 
orchestra p it and performance support 
areas; a covered loading dock and expanded 
receiving areas; and a catering prep kitchen.

The price tag on the new 20,000·seat Or lando s howplace is 
$380 m illio n for the building costs and another $100 mil­
lion for land purcha~e, 1, 900-car garage and site infrastruc­
t ure and improvements, "This will be the most 
technologically advanced arena when it opens in October." 
says veteran facilities exec Allen Johnson . executive direc• 
tor for Orlando venues. "We haven't confirmed opening acts 
yet bu t a re working on a wide range of e ntertainers who 
C0\'er a broad spectr um of music." 

The: new arena will provide a big boost. as the current Amway 
Arena tops out at a capacity of 12,000 ... Th is new venue will

The Grand Opening concert, featuring headliner Brad Pais­

ley along with Miranda Lambert and Justin Moor<,sold out and 
ran smoothly, according to Presson. 

"'We are the newest and best facility in Kansas," Presson 
says.

Presson says the SMG name is a benefit in landing shows. 
"We are also in a great geognphical triangle wi th the IJOK Cen­
ter in Tulsa, Okla., and the Ford Center in Oklahoma City, as 
those are both SMG-managed facilities as well," Presson adds. 

CONSOL ENERGY CENTER, PITTSBURGH 
The $321 million Consol Energy City will be a s parkling new 
18,000-capacity companion to the Stecl City's existing Mellon 
Arena, both managed by SMG. A Aexible curtaining system 

will allow for audiences as s ma II as 4,000 people. 
Set to open in Septembe r, the CEC will be the first major 

arena in North America sporting a gold LEED certification (a 
recognized standard for certifying a building as a green struc­
ture), and the home of the reign ing Stanley Cup Champion 
Penguins also boasts a Dolby 5.1 sound system.

Bonnaroo Engages Fans By Taking Control 
Of Festival Lineup Reveal 
\Vhen the Bonnaroo festival was first announced 
in 2002. only jam band obsessives and the local 
Manchester, Tenn., m edia cared enough to press 
the organizers for lineup details. 

By the third year, media guys with any Je,..·er• 
age at all-inclu d ing yours truly-were 
hounding their friends at Bonnaroo for exclu­
sive info on who ,vas p laying the festival. 

Now in its ni n th year, Bonnaroo has taken 
control of its own big reveal. 

T'he lineup for Bonnaroo, set for June 10-
13, fell into place Feb. 9 for m u sic fans much 
like National Signing Day did a few days ear­
lier for college football fans. 

The hardcore were kept engaged all day long 
as Bonnaroo unveiled perhaps its most dh•er­
s ified lineup yet at Bonnaroo.com, which saw 
t.nffic skyrocket 1,000% from announcement 
day 2009, a big win for producers Supcrfly 
Presents and AC Enter tainment. 

Superfl)' president Jonathan Mayers says 
allowing Bonnaroo and its ban ds to take con­
trol in annou ncing was a successful experi­
menl. "The !raffle and level of engagement 
throughout the day was reall~· great," he says. 

Bonnaroo 2010artists were revealed on the 
Bonnaroo MyS pacc page:\ a t Bonnaroo.com 
and on Web sites for such acts as the Avett 
Brothers, who tipped their hand with a spe­
cial "ideo to their song "Kick Drum Heart." 
One th ing thal is lhe same as 2002, Mayers 
believes, is the im portance of word-of-mouth 
and commun ity a. round Bonnaroo_ 

"Now it's about letting pe ople and the 
a rtists partic ipating sp read the gospel and 
feel vested in it,• he says. "'niars the core of 
how we're going to market a nd sell this show. 
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That's the foundation of how we sold out in 
the begi nn ing: artists sen ding out e-mail 
blasts to their lists and engaging t heir com­
munity. along with us engaging ours, and it 
got wide exposure. \Ve're taking that concept 
10 1he ne,ct level.• 

By taking the reins, Bonnaroo's producers 
don1 t have to worry a bout guys like me trying 
to talk them out of some exclusive release of 
th e lineup. "What does exclusiv ity eve n 
mean?" he asks. "Once one person puts out 
anything, i t's ever}where any,.vay in a minute." 

Asked if he gets uptight when he sees all 
the projected Bonnaroo bills on all sorts of 
Web sites leading u p to the official announce­
ment, Mayers says, ·rm alwa)'s uptight, but 
I have ways of cu ring that. Now I don't get 
stressed about that stuff at a ll. I' m just glad 
pc.-opk care. Let people spread nunors, kl peo­
ple debate. Just be glad people care." 

Mayers says that probably al one point rogue 
reveals did bo tlicr h im, particularly when there 
were p ipe dreams like Led Ze ppe lin on the 
imagined biIJ. "Sometimes you see a name on 
t he list and you think. 'Wow, I wlsh we did 
have that. Will people be disappointed?' But 
at t he end of the day you can' t s top it, and it's 
not really a big deal." 

As always, Bonnaroo's producers wouJd like 
to get to the poi nt where they sell out before a 
single band is announced, and they continue 
to move in that direction ... Our ultimate goal 
is for it to be less about J ay~Z or Dave Mat• 
t hews Band or these other big names than 
'I'm going to Bonnaroo,' "Mayers says. "We've 
built a trust with our audience that we're going 
to deliver a g reat exp erience."

Supporters Try To Resurrect 'Lost' 
Cash Album 

On feb. 23, a few days before 
what would have been Jo hnny 

Cash's 78th birthday. LostHigh­
wa)' will release "'American VI: 
Ain't No Grave," the final re­
cordings Cash made with pro­
ducer Rick Rubin. And as fans 
celebrate the legacy of one of the 
most iconicmusidansofthc la.s.t 
cenh..uy, some Cash scholars and 
relatives are trying to tell an­
other1 seldom-heard part of the 
story. They're lobbying Sony to
