The Equity Ball la one of the must important 

events of the season, twlh from a soc al and pro* 
fessionul standpoint. The machinery which 
anderl'es this annual affair is being carefully 
looked ocer by our experts. Old parts which 
failed to function last year will ^ repla>'ed. 
everything will be carefully oiled and then ac* 
tivit es will begin. Few people realize the time 
and thought given to these matters. 

Trial Engagements Suggested 
A certain firm of managers, eminently fair 

and always willing to listen to the other fellow- 
point of view, has inaugurated the idea of tr.al 
Iterfutmunces. This means that before an actor, 
vnknown to the management, is engaged for a 
road company, the manager will ask him to 
play tha part once with the New York cast. 

The A. E. A. does not approve of this. If it 
became a custom the original comiiany would 
be continually rehearsing so that the newcomers 
could be tried out. There are additional objec* 
tions. In the raae of women desirous of making 
a good Impression they would probably invest 
in costumes, for the rule that the managers 
supply same would be very diflicnit to enforce 
In the rase of a single performance. We believe 
that the suitability of an actor for a part should 
be tested at reliearsals, and this is half the 
reason for the ten-day probationary clause. 

Also we believe that one performance before 
an audience does not necessarily prove any- 
tb'ng. On such occasions the player may be 
above or below his average. We have known 
many actors who were notoriously bad on first 
nights, but who, after the anxiety and nervous¬ 
ness bad passed away, gave fine, sensitive per¬ 
formances. Then again we have known those 
who were inspired on first nights, but who, on 
succeeding performances were eelf-oonscious 
and theatrical. In any case the minimum em¬ 
ployment, under the contract, is two consecu¬ 
tive weeks* work and pay therefor. This clause 
cannot be waived, and its enforoement should 
stop the trial performance from becoming a 
custom. 

Movie Scandal Postpones Boom 
Just when it looked as if a revival of produc¬ 

tion had tiegun in the California studios, that 
urifoilunate scandal which filled the public 
prints for two weeks arrested it. At least tliat 
i« the reason given by some who ought to kuow. 
The theater has always been peculiarly sus¬ 
ceptible to waves of (lublic feeling. After the 
sinking of the Titanic one office of a firm of 
ticket brokers in New York sold only two seats 
during th- entire day. The death of s Presi¬ 
dent or of other popular public character! has 
been known to affect business fur weeks. Either 
the scandal above referred to, or the proiHised 
censorship which followed it, has greatly de¬ 

pressed production in lois Angeles. 

Anti-Equity Agents 
A certain agent who thought he could fight 

the A, E. A, is now regretting bis stand and 
would like to get in out of the wet. Agents 
should remember that actors can eaaily get 
along w tbout them, whereas the agents cannot 
get along without the acton. Wise agents 
sliould try to strengtlien the actors* orgsnis.i- 

tien, and thus securs a healthier and moie self- 
respecting clientele. 

Actors, at a class, are not averse to agents. 
Indeid many actors would be quite willing Iq 

ifili tbe'r entire bosineas into the agents' hands, 

is order to avoid haggling over the aalary ques- 
tBm. 

Slander* Equity 
The vindlctiveneas displayed agaiast na by a 

certain theatrical sheet is really not nurprislng 

in view of the fa< t that it has never sui>|M>ried 
the actors* Interests. In a recent article we 
are arr.vfgned both for cloaing ahowa and fur 
keep'.ng one going.

Antagonizing the Public 
We are in a bad aeuson, for which tbe busi¬ 

ness depression all over tbe country is primarily 
reaponsible. We fear, however, ihut the maua- 
gera themselves are also partly to blame. For 
instance, why do they not play fair with tbe 
public? 

Why do they ask one pr ce at tbe box-oSI<-e 
and another at the cnt-rater*s? Is that the 
way to Inspire confidence and build up a clien¬ 
tele? 

Again It Is greatly to be feared tluit tbe 
prices of admission have been too bigU. Why 
bar from the theater all those who cannot af¬ 
ford more than a dogbir for a seat? I'eopio 
with small means are thus driven to vaudeville 
and to picture bousei and finally lose all taste 
for the legitimate. 

On the road, misrepresentation is common. 
“The original New York cast'* is advertised, 
when perhaps only two, or three at the most, 
St II remain. Tlie public recognises the fraud 
and resents it. Baltimore, for lustaDce. bat 
given evidence of late of a distinct lack of in¬ 
terest In the theater; business in that city bat 
been very bad. A well-known citizen of that 
city, when asked tbe reason for this condition, 
replied that Baltimoreans were tired of going to 
eee “tryouts,” which were realty nothing better 
than refaearsals. Owing to changes made day by 
day in the script, the actors were imperfect in 

their parts and tbe whole show was incomplete. 
Yet tbe price of admission remained the same. 
This resident of Baltimore assured os that he 
was but voicing the opinion of others in saying 
that be preferred to do bis theatergoing in New 
York, where be was sure at least of a amooth 
performance. * 

What la true of Baltimore it true of many 
cities in the East. This tryout custom is apt 
to endanger the prosperity of the whole indua- 
try. '

Several years ago the Rigoletto Brothors. 
whose right name is Grienbaum, became citi¬ 
zens of the United States. .At that time an er¬ 
ror was made in the citizenship papers, their 
place of birth being Interpreted ns their na¬ 
tionality. This error has been corrected sinee 
their arrival in this country, a few weeks ago.

TUK gentlemen who click off news 
of the tlieater for the papers and peri¬ 
odicals are very busy just now writing 
nice little essays to show what is the 
iT'attcr witli tne piay business. They 
l^ave compiled statistics to show that 
tne percentage of failures is not great¬ 
er than this time a year ago, forgetting 
that it all depends how you read figures 
and what vou want them to show. 
Wfth iH-rfect assurance they announce 
that things are pretty bad, but every¬ 
thing will come out all right- None of 
them apparently realizes, or has the 
pluck to say, that the cause of the 
present condition of rottenness, stupid¬ 
ity and inanity cpn be laid at the door 
of the produc -rs. Never before has 
the proof been so evident that the 
American theater is to no small ex¬ 
tent run by a set whose knowledge of 
plays is zero minus. The great ma- 

^iority of play producers are merely 
guessing machines. The reading of 
plays is in no small measure in the 
hands of men (AND women) who have 
neither the education, experience with 
life, culture, breeding or judgment to 
qualify them for their jobs. 1 know of 
one playreader, an ex-chorus girl, who 
never got nearer the footlights than 
the rear row of an ensemble. There is 
some sort of purely platonic relation¬ 
ship between the lady and the pro¬ 
ducer, and in the hands of this mental 
vacuity playwrights must place their 
work before “the boss” will consider it. 
If the ex-chorus girl (and I have no 
objection to chorus girls w’hen they are 
doing work for which they are suited) 
does not see the value of the play sub¬ 
mitted to her, it never reaches the 
producing manager, whose critical 
judgment she stimulates by her sug¬ 
gestions. I know ef another producer 
who will not accept a play unless the 
author agrees to split the royalty with 
him. During rehearsals changes, which 
necessarily must be made, are made 
by the producer. For this work he de¬ 
mands half the playwright's royalty. 
I know of two other producers who 
have sons dabbling in the inkpot of 
authorship. A play offered them has a 
chance if the sons can “get in on it.” 
1 know of a show which is scheduled 
for production, and the general mana¬ 
ger of the firm told me that NO ONE 
had read it. and NO ONE knew what it 
was all about. The American theater 
is largely in the clutch of real estate 
agents, who own the buildings used 
for stage entertainments. The stage 
itself is riddled with favoritism of the 
rankest kind. There is only one hope. 
That is to force the great majority of 
the contemporary producers back to 
the obscurity from which infelicitous 
chance has lifted them. The cry, “Back 
to the Soil” for the workers should be 
supplemented, as far as the theater is 
concerned, by another slogan, “Back 
to the Basting Board,” “Back to the 
Prize Ring,” “Back to the Delivery 
Wagon ” How this is to be accom¬ 
plished I don’t pretend to know. All 
I can do is tvait. But if the public will 
continue to /stay away from plays 
which are an insult to the intelligence, 
taste and moral instincts of the nation, 
some of the guessers may be forced 
into financial bankruptcy as over¬ 
whelming as the artistic pauperism 
into which their slimy fingers have 
shoved the theater. 

BROADWAY has been laughing at 
an exhibition of self-restraint given a 

• fortnight ago by two players featured 
In a current abomination. The night 
of the opening the lady star rose in her 
rage when she saw the name of the 
gentleman star in lights as bright and 
in letters as large as her own. There 
Would be no play if'the lighting and 

lettering was not removed. Alterations 
were made to suit the lady’s taste. 
When the gentleman star dashed 
around the corner of the street and 
saw the electric sign, he rose in his 
rage. The battle was on instanter. 
The story goes that the lady star in the 
course of a j)crfcrvid discussion with 
the gentleman star, slapped the gentle¬ 
man star’s face as proof positive that 
she was going to stand on lier rights 
as a lady—and a star. The story goes 
that the gentleman star, not to be out¬ 
done in courtesy, busted the lady star 
iu the nose. After this exchange of 
amenities, the premiere took place. 
The lady star bowed benignly to the 
male star in the curtain calls. The 
gentleman star beamed upon the lady 
star when they took a bow’ together. 
The irony of the situation lies in the 
fact tliat the lady star and the gentle¬ 
man star are appearing in a dramatic 
morsel over which two starved dogs 
would not waste a growl. Perliaps tho 
play ruined their manners! Is there 
not a proverb somewhere which says 
something about evil associations cor¬ 
rupting good manners? 

IN a recent interview, William 
Harris spoke of the “problems of the 
producer.” Suppose you were a pro¬ 
ducer and you had a show that was so 
rotten even the polluted taste of 
Broadway turned on it. What would 
you do? Would you accept the re¬ 
buke, take the lid off the nearest catch 
basin and throw the mess into the 
sewer? Or would you take space in 
the daily newspapers and run the fol¬ 
lowing:

“LILIES OF THE FIELD” 

by William Hurlbat 

OR would you do like Oliver Moros- 
co? Mr. Morosoo has discovered titat 
his perfectly innocuous comedy, “Wait 
Till We’re Married,” is being mistaken 
for a salacious bedroom farce. He has 
offered a prize of fifty dollars for tho 
best change of title for the play. Tlte 
army of the unemployed has arisen 
as one man and one woman and dug 
up titles galore, all in the hope of as¬ 
sisting Mr. Morosco and reiieving him 
of some of his money. The unworthy 
question rises In my mind, 'What was 
the reason for calling ‘Wait Till We’re 
Married’ by that name in the first 
place?” It could not possibly have 
been from a desire to draw the atten¬ 
tion of the dirt lovers to the box-olfice. 
Tha^ must be clear to everyone. 

MR. HARRIS, in the course of his 
interview about his presentation of 
“Bluebeard’s Eighth Wife,” says: 

“In apite of the lukewarm reception 
gives tba play, tba public haa bees 

flocking to it, and today it ranks as one 

of the few outatanding hits of the 
present season, simply be<-uuse the great 
body of theatergoers who liave seen It 

and have not been disappointed by an 
absence of shocking episodeg have rec* 

cmmer.ded it to their friend.s.” 

I wonder if it has occurred to Mr. 
Harris that the reason the public has 
been flocking to see his show may bo 
not altogether the one he thinks. It 
may be that the action of tlie chief of 
police of New Haven, Conn-, in stop¬ 
ping the performance of the sliow 
(which a ’toughened theatrical mana¬ 
ger told me was the filthiest thing he 
ever saw in his life when it opened in 
Atlantic City) had something to do 
with the public interest. Perhaps the 
people who have gone to see it, think¬ 
ing it appetizing, and, finding it not 
what they hoped for, have passed the 
word along so that their friends may 
also be fooled. Or Ina Claire’s per¬ 
sonal following may be the cause for 
its success. Or—and tills seems to me 
to be the most rational explanation— 
the public sense has become^ so foul 
from what it has been fed that It does 
not recognize a stench when It assails 
tho nostrils. 

DESPITE the fact that the "critics’* 
handled his offering with what for 
them was gloves off, Mr. Harris de¬ 
cides that 

“they are more this a credit to the 
plays that are presented here. They 
are mostly young men, progressive and 
receptive to any Innovation designed to 
provide the theater with greater scope 
and breadth, and I think they are as 
qnlck to recognize merit as they are 
to expose faults.” 

omcial trumpeter, Arthur Hopkins his 
hornblower. Tlie Barrymores (with 
all proper acknowledgment of their 
talents) their volunteer fife and drum 
corps. .The Theater Guild its brass 
band- Tlie critics never raise their 
typewriters to write an intelligent word 
about the problems of the individual 
who makes the theater, the actor. They 
were almost to a man for the mana¬ 
gers against the players during tho 
strike In the dramatic theater. They are 
not even sophomores. They are. to quote 
the slang of boyhood, “soups,” when 
tliey are not uneducated time servers. 
Mr. Thomas should know that, as he 
confc.sses to have been “an indifferent 
critic” hlm.self. They take themselves 
too seriously. They are taken too 
seriously. According to the authorita¬ 
tive utterances of Mr. Harris. Mr. 
Brock Pemberton and Mr. Thomas, 
tliey have little to do with the success 
or failure of a play. Why worry about 
tliem? Why get peevish when one has 
writtcr. a play and the sophomores 
lambast it? Why waste a sledge ham¬ 
mer on a butterfly? No one remem¬ 
bers wht t any of them write about a 
play except tho actors and the play¬ 
wright. 

Who reads Hazlltt now? Who Charles 
Lamb? Mr. Thomas, Harrv Mountford 
and myself. I am for Mr. Thomas in 
all he says, except about when he 
makes himself an assaulted innocent- 

“I met produced a play, and It is 
still running in a New York theater, 
which Includes a passage of quiet seutl- 
meut which occasionally moves a spec¬ 
tator or two. On the ,>peDtDg night, 
while this scene was on, an occasional 

feline voice was audible outside the 
theater. The next morning a critic re¬ 
marked: ’Seme rata in the alley equalled 
bitterly, but tbelra were the only tears 

that were shed.’ " 

Why discourage a writer who can 
wring a laugh ,out of an evening in 
the theater and who pa.sses on tho 
laugh to someone else? If the play is 
stupid is that any reason why the re¬ 
view of It should be? And, while on 
the subject of sophomore critics, why 
not a few merry lines on the kinder¬ 
garten playwright? Will Mr. Thomas 
please oblige? 

ON the other hand—or the other 
foot—A. E. Thomas, a former critic, 
who has fallen into the condition of 
playwright, pays some slight notice to 
what he called “the sopohmore critics.” 
Mr. Thomas thinks there are some 
play reviewers “who might in time 
qualify for the job. Their enthusiasm 
is a pretty thing to see, but the trouble 
Just now is that they are half cooked. 
Somebody ought to stick a fork into 
them to see If they are dose." The 
eminent author of “Only 38,” “The 
Champion,” and many other dramas 
(he speaks with Cohanesque modesty 
“of all my own plays”), admits that 
there are four or five men “now writ¬ 
ing in New York City, and three or 
four In other cities of the country, 
whose experience, temperament and 
learning qualify them to express an 
intelligent opinion upon the traffic of 
the stage.” But all of them are hone.st, 
even the sophomores. That is, tliey 
are not venal, says Mr. Thomas. I 
would not admit that much. I think 
some of them are not honest. Men can 
be bought with something besides 
money. A flattering nod from a “new” 
producer, an invitation to “caffee 
trinken” from a lovely actress, the oii- 
portunlty to do a little press stuff on 
the side for a manager, and, above ail, 
the fear of doing or saying anything 
which can react upon the advertising 
de|>artment of the newspaper, may be 
the price of shame. 

They have had no training In logical 
reasoning, they have no fixed code of 
morality, they are ignorant'of the rudi¬ 
ments of acting, makeup, the tech¬ 
nique of comedy playing, and about 
everything else connected with tho 
theater except what they are doing just 
now with purple pants in Moscow. 
They have no gift of writing either 
brilliantly or humorously, and they 
play favorites. The BELASCO has his

I WONDER when tho public health 
officials will pay some attention to the 
ventilation in the theaters. At “Main 
Street” one night last week the air 
in the orchestra was Just as sweet as 
at a dance of the vTirlety know’n as "a 
kitchen sweat." No one opened an 
exit to let in a breath of clean air It 
was nobody’s business probably. The 
smoke from the lobbies and the retir¬ 
ing rooms floods the audltorla of most 
of the theaters, but no one does any¬ 
thing about It. The exits also are ap¬ 
parently sacred ground. At the Punch 
and Judy recently I tried to escape 
the jam after the performance by 
leaving thru the door In the wall 
towards Seventh avenue. An usher, 
dressed In the costume created w’hen 
“Treasure Island” was playing at tho 
house, calmly barred the way. When 
I protested I was Informed that I could 
not use the exlL There were circum¬ 
stances which prevented me from 
shoving the young gentleman out into 
tho alley. But the usher was not to 
blame. The house manager, who did 
not know what was going on—or by 
whose orders the door was barred—is 
at fault, or the fireman on duty. And 

the patrons—myself included—who en¬ 
dure such things.

Whatever else she 
was doing, her shoulder shaking at¬ 
tempts at coquetry strtick me as being 
as unhallowed as would be the spec¬ 
tacle of my long dead grandaunt 
seated on a bench in the park and en¬ 
gaged in amorous persiflage with a 
horse car conductor. Ian Maclaren, 
looking very unkempt and loaded with 

all his preposterous, head-wagging, 
fist-clenching, “stranded-legit-walk- 
ing-the-railroad-tles” mannerisms, 
plays a French gentleman with the 
lightness of a kilted Highland “gillie** 
suddenly seated on a cushion of his 
native thistles. Mr. Maclaren might 
remember that outside the purlieus of 

the Neighborhood Playhouse, well- 
washed hands are considered a neces¬ 
sity in a Broadway leading man. The 
night I saw the piece his were posi¬ 
tively grimy. The cast is hopeless. 

The presentation of “The Fan” has 
been heralded as disclosing the failure 
of the dramatic actors* union to close 
its strangling clutch on the throat of 
Dramatic Art. May be! But if I were 
the actors* union I would pay a lot of 
money to keep “The Fan*’ swinging. 
As a horrible example of acting, un¬ 
fettered by the shackles of craft union¬ 
ism, It is monumental.—PATTERSON

Booth Tarkington would have done 
something at least noticeable if he had 
called his Kennebunk()ort comedy 
“Spilling the Beans.’* But because Helen 
Hayes is in it, and because Miss Hayes 
is young, birdlike, demure, and all the 
test of the sweety-sweet adjectives, Mr. 
Tarkington called his ladylike attempt 
At humor ’TThe Wren." The language 
In the play comes from aquamarine 
Maine types and is very Infrequent and 
very forced. 

The story has to do with an Amurrl- 
cao business man who shanghais his 

wife from a situation with an artlstling 
in a seashore boarding house. Since 
witnessing “Poldekln,” Mr. Tarklng- 
ton’s ferocious onslaught on Bolshe¬ 
vism, I am sure all his characters are 
100 per cent Amurrican. The daughter 
of the house aids the husband in tear¬ 
ing his squaw away from the daisy 
chains of romance, and, incidentally, 
nets the artist-lobster for herself. (I 
have no wish to be slangy, but since 
Mr. Tarklngton’s folks are fishermen 
and sailors I thought I would try to 
stay in the picture. Hence “shanghai” 
and “lobstei.” “Aquamarine** Is a little 
deep and I doubt if you get what I 
mean by it.) 

Miss Hayes, with much of her sac- 
charinity squeezed out, was "The 
Wren.’* Her face was daubed with two 
spots of rouge the evening I saw the 
play, and they made her look as if she 
was^n constant pain. There is no ex¬ 
cuse for such careless or sloppy make¬ 
up. Miss Hayes must know how to 
blend rouge and how to treat her eyes. 
They looked like shoe buttons. Other¬ 
wise she was more natural than I have 
ever seen her, and if she gets rid of 
the mannerisms of face contortion she 
will be twice as effective. It must be 
a desperate thing to be a “sweet lit¬ 
tle,thing”! Sam Reed was very good as 
a conventional Down East type, and 
George Fawcett, a sturdy and able 
actor, was utterly wasted on the para¬ 
lytic sea captain. Leslie Howard was 
a pleasantly Irresponsible artist. John* 
Flood looks and acts like a he-man. 
Pauline Armitage looked sumptuously 
exotic and can not act at all. At least 
she gave no signs of being able to do 
so. The first fall of snow will drive 
“The Wren” out into the cold, cold 
world. It is not a sturdy bird.—PAT¬ 
TERSON JAMES. 

gar, is the sort of role that any capable 
young actor could “eat up.” It gives 
a chance for a merry, winsome, lovable 
characterization. Mr. Rennie plays like 
a motion picture star displeased with 
his scenario.

He speaks pleasantly 
and he has a sound sense of character¬ 
ization. He looks like a retired light¬ 
weight fighter, but he plays conscien¬ 
tiously. To him and to the simple 
wholesomeness of Clara Moores “Pot- 
Luck’’ owes its very existence. I like 
Miss Moores because she does not yet 
rltz, either in voice or manner. She 
is goodlooking enough to be easy on 
the eye and not so goodlooking as to 
take her mind off her work. She walks 
well. She sits like a gentlewoman, and 
when it comes time to show a little 
surprise or sorrow or anxiety she does 
not turn on the spigot and drown us in 
a sea of emotion. Junlug Matthews, 
Frank Allworth, Helen Reimer and all 
the other members of the cast are ex-, 
cellent. But “Pot-Luck” is pretty poor 
pickings with Mr. Rennie In it. I would 
like to see him playing "Willy Reilly 
and His Colleen Bawn” in a Belfast 
Theater with John Halliday, now of 
“The Circle,” and Howard Kyle and a 
few other stage automata In the 
company with him!—PATTERSON 
JAMES.

Carlyle, I think, was villainous. He was 
grossly inarticulate, and he played the 
boy who hung at his mother’s apron 
strings as if he was a half-wit. Phil¬ 
lips Tead and Nedda Harrigan (re¬ 
membering always that they are grown 
up) were excellent, except in the emo¬ 
tional outburst at the end of the sec¬ 
ond act. Then both acted. The trouble 
with the play, outside of the fact 
that it is a play, is the mood in which 
It was directed. The mental attitude 
of the children, as conveyed by the 
actors, was not one of waiting for some 
horrible thing to break, but a kind of 
nightmare “Jumpy” fright. The first 
act .was keyed in the fear pitch, and 
it made the rest of the play sharp, 
instead of natural. 

“The Van Dyck” was played with a 
furious gusto by Mr. Daly. At times 
he spoke so rapidly he was unintelli¬ 
gible (as if he had just read the first 
night review’s and dashed on without 
getting his temper cooled off), but he 
uncovered every laugh in the little 
play, which vaudeville audiences know 
well. William Norrlg was a senile 
instead of a timorous and self-sufficient 
art collector. 

One thing Mr. Daly did In “The 
Children’s Tragedy.” He staged a play 
which required three—count ’em—sep¬ 
arate and distinct changes of scenery. 
Livingston Platt designed them simply 
and beautifully. Mr. Platt’s pencil 
skidded, however, when he placed the 
light, w'hlch was supposed to be a 
candle.

He has a 
careless air about him as If it was all in fun, he has a fine sense of quiet 
comedy, and he can act better than many s'ngers can sing. Carolyn

F:om Psrla as well aa from London comes report of experiments with light as a 

means tn change in the twinkling of an eye the setting of the stage. Again Ruaslana 
mrikc them, and Pliilip Carr describes them in The Manchester Guardian. “Ths scenes 
which Were sliown to us." he writes, “were painted for tl»e Russian darner. Mist 
Kailioula, and will be used by her first in Spain and afterward# during a tour In England 
niid Amerl<'a. They weie exlilhHcd in a large studio In tliat r'lnantically deserted quar¬ 
ter on the hunks of the Seine b«-low St. Cloud, and the studio h:id been fitted with stage 
lighting, so thut Miss Kaeliouba was able to show one of her dancea in its destined selting. 

“Before describing these s<-enes, however. It may be well to draw a distinction. Mr. 
Gordon Craig’s use of light and of color hat almo t always been to give variety to back¬ 
grounds which are plain and Jiave no design diawn or painted on them, and, still more, 
to fill up with shadows and with shadowy mass the whole space which Ilea between ths 
background and the source of light. It is here that he has made his great contrlbOtloo 
to the imagination treatment of stage decoration. 

’•In the Invention of Mme. Boudowtkl-KlbaUchlteh, green disappears In a red light 
and red in a green light, and so with other i^mblnatlons of etdors, the pictures are 
painted accordingly. A similar change can be produced In the costumes of the dancers. 
Such is the p’iociple. It Is claimed that a landscape of green grass can be shown and 
afterwards changed into one covered with snow. 

“In the practical application of all such systems—even those of Mr. Craig—to the 
theater, one thing must be remembered. To ballet, to pageantry, tn all tlist side of 
tlieatrieal art whereon the human figure Is only a part, tlio a aigniflrant part, of the 
general decorative effect, they are app'oprlate. Tliey would he appropriate, too. In a 
revival of the Greek or the Japanese convention, where the human face is concealed by 
the iramobils Instrument of the mask. But Mr. Craig, by bis creation of ahadow- 
masses, and these maglc-lanterh painters and also these color-changers, by reason of the 
tcclinical requirements of their devices, all operate In a stage light, which in the flr-t 
place la ne<'esaarily subdued, and in the so'ond is thrown on the background more tlian 
on the actor, or at least as much ns on the actor. The design of Mr. Craig’s settings 
also tends to dwarf the Individual In the height of hia surroundings, but that Is another 
story. The actor, not entirely ftom motives of vanity, re<iulres the attention to be con¬ 
centrated upon himself and bin face, rather than carried beyond him on to his back¬ 
ground. The old actor played In a patch of light surrounded by shadow. Vhe m dern 
actor throws the limelight on bim-elf. but makes the mistake of brilliantly. Illuminating 
bis background as well, ao that be has to give himself more limelight still, in dsxx'.Ing 
competition with the scenery. He Is only right in this, that the audience must be able 
to bee him clearly, and any aystera of stage s<-enery which does not observe this oondltlun 
can only hope for a limit'd application, as long as there are plsyg with words and actors 
with fsees—liut, Uien, that bega Mr. Craig’s question.’*

Three hundred yearn ago one of my New Enf- 

land anceetors waa living on the louih aide of 

Arrow atreft In Cambridge, Maaa. Ill* birth¬ 
place was near Bt. Teter'a, Oornhill, I-ondon. 

He next settled In Hampton, N, H., where the 

family "followed the sea” for three generations. 

In 17A4. the fourth generation, with a colony 

of children and neighbors, settled In the “woods'* 

of Maine. It was an extreme I’urltan family, 

alwayl seeking Isolation from the world. Each 

summer I visit the paternal acres In the 

"woods" of Maine. The distant cousin who en¬ 

tertains me la the flfth In line to spend his Ilfs 

on the orlglnnl homestead. On his “flrebiiard“ 

stands a coopered dipper marked “1775,** the 

year the house was built, and the year the own¬ 

er went to war. My cousin Is a farmer. He 

speaks a more Idiomatic English than 1 do, and 

his pronunciation la never rustic. It would fol¬ 

low Webster with regularity. 
My maternal grandmother came from thla 

stock. She was the seventh generation of these 

hardy people who read the King James Vemlon 

of the English Bible daily, and she lived to be 
98. For twegty years I admired her speech. 

Bhe came from the country to live with na. 

When our city pastor called I took childish pride 

In feeling that It was grandmother who gave 

distinction to the visitation. I have come to 

rMlIxe, since, that her speech represented the 

New England Village In the days of village 

dominance, and that it also represented the 

aristocracy of the village church. 
Three hundred yeara aeems like a long time, 

but a few mllestonea shorten the span. My 
grandmother waa bom in 1809. She Inherited 

the family traditions that went back another 

hundred years. From there we soon get back to 

Cambrldga (Maas.) and to London. 
With all these palpitations for New England 

I went to see "The Wren." A few days before 

I went a Portland boy In port from the Booth 

came to see me. We had talked hut a moment 
when he anld; "It seems good to get back where 

people say ‘bahsket’ (basket)."

I went to "The Wren," and I atayed. Th# 

moment Bam Reed came onto the stage I wan 

wedded to the play for life. Critics have called 

the play lightweight. Possibly It is, but It 

does not leave one lightheaded. It is subtle in 
soggestlveness. It has sound psychology running 

thru its lightness, and, what Is more uncommon. 

It hat caught local American color from the toll 
and put If onto the stage without theatrlcallsm. 

If "Tbe Wren” ia light Wallace Nutting’s water 

colors are light and so are lace shawls and bits 

of carving and many things not marketed on 

the Blalto.

She ia living in an 

artistic atmosphere of the theater, and she b 

growing. Her voice is a pleasant combination 

of soft American accents and tones that are 

brilliantly full and Arm In texture. Her voice 

has natural expressiveness, and it is well plared 

for clear, articulate speech. Everything about 

her suggest! that delightful thing, "breding" 

and bherent sensibility. 

My romance bcgina with the entrance of 

Leslie Howard In the part of the lover. I would 

have been equally happy to have been an Ameri¬ 

can hoy In the part of the "aammer visitor," 

but I would have missed my romance. Mr. How¬ 

ard was born In London. He was graduated 

from Dulwich, one of England's brgest public 

BchooU. Last spring an English actor called my 

attention to Howard, who was then playing In 

"Just Suppose." We were discussing pronun¬ 

ciations and manners in the two countries. Tht 

actor waa speaking of Cbanes Hawtrey and of 

the "breding” which an English boy gets at 

the public schoels. He spoke of Leslie Howard 

as England's ideal of a Brltisb schoolboy, "a 

delightful English gentleman." 

Mr. Ilownrd came to tjils country only three 

years ago, and. barring the war, he was Just out 

of college. He has always lived In London. He 

represents in spee<dl and manner the culture of 

England. He stands approved by this English 

actor, a gentleman and university man, who 

knows English culture in its purity. I go Into 

this detail because I hear Ignorant allusions to 

British siteecb. I like to have people know what 

they are talking about. I like to have British 

speech judged by British standards. Mr. How¬ 

ard represents British standards. 

Mr. Howard plays opposite Helen Hayes In 

"The Wren.” Altho his speech Is British In 

intonation it blends very gracefully with the 

New England setting. Miss Hayes, a represen¬ 

tative American girl, with the prononclatlon of 

the Eastern States, and Mr. Howard, a reprs- 

sent.itlve English boy, with the speech of Bouth- 

ern England, are not ridichloualy far apart In 

the ordinary mechanics of pronunciation. Thors 

are all kinds of British actors just as there 
nre all kinds of American actors, and we must 

be honest in saying what it British jnat as we 

must he honest in saying what Is American. 

When 1 talked with Mr. Howard after the 

pl.iy—it waa the flrst time I bad met him—I 

hnd one qnestlon which I put flrat. It waa 

this: "How did Bam Reed’s speech and the New 

England dialect in the play Impreai yon?"

England people reminds me of the Cornish Coast 

of England. Their pronunciation ia aurprlsingly 

British.

If this play and this company were to 

go to Tx>ndon 1 believe the Txindoo audience 

world accept this as a const play of Old Eng¬ 
land."

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ONE LESSON OF THE GREAT WAR 
There is a drama at the present moment running in New 

York which has created more than a mild sensation. The 
action of this play is presumed to take place fourteen or fif¬ 
teen years after the conclusion of the Great War, and the play 
itself arises out of circumstances which occurred in the late 
four years tragedy. 

One of the lessons of the War, according to one of the 
.characters in the play, and significantly enough he is the oldest 
^nember of the play, is stated as follows: 

"That young, young generation found out, out of their own 
unhappiness the War taught them, what peace couldn't teach us— 

that when conditions are evil it is not your duty to submit; that 
when conditions are evil, your duty, in spite of protests, in spite 
of sentiment, your duty, though you trample on the bodies of your 
nearest and dearest to do it, though you bleed your own heart white— 

your duty is to see that conditions are changed. If your laws for¬ 
bid you, you must change your laws. If your church forbids you, 
you must change your church." 

This les m is a lesson we have been preaching for years, 
before the War, during the War and after the War, that it is 
the duty of every man and every woman “when conditions 
are evil your duty—is to see that conditions are changed.” 
Further, that you must do it “in spite of protests, in spfite of 
sentiment”—though you bleed your own heart white in the 
fight to see those conditions are changed. 

Our advice in these columns, our assertions in this paper, 
our many addresses and speeches all over the Country, have 
been devoted to asking, pleading, begging with Actors to do 
their duty and change evil conditions. 

Some few have been changed, BUT MANY REMAIN. 

For example: At Loew’s Theatre, Delancey Street, where 
four shows a day are done, a man comes around and offers to 
rent out beds for the Actors, and there is a notice on the Stage 
Door: “REST COTS FOR HIRE, APPLY TO THE STAGE 
DOOR KEEPER.” 

Not only do they expect Actors to work four shows a day, 
but someone makes a profit out of their physical necessity, 
their tired bodies, by hiring cots to them. The suggestion of 
hiring eots to the Actors is an open and direct confession that 
four shows a day are not alone spiritually and mentally, but 
physically exhausting. 

Are not these four and five shows a day an evil condition 
which should be remedied? 

What about this? On the Orpheum Circuit, there are 
certain weeks that are cut weeks, and I have before me certain 
cases in which Actors have gone into these theatres at a cut 
salary, and then have had deducted from their salary the 
agent’s commission on the full salary, not on what they did 
receive, but on the salary they were supposed to have received. 

It has long been an evil condition that io% is taken from 
Actors’ salaries. But here it is even worse. Commission was 
.taken from money they did not get. Is not this an evil con¬ 
dition ? 

At the present moment, in certain theatres around and 
about New York, Actors are working for $1.50 and $2.00 and 
$2.50 a day, paying their own fares and commission out of it. 
Is this not an evil condition? 

I have been talking to certain Actors who have new acts 
and who found difficulty in showing them anywhere. They 
inform me and have given me proof that the agents now charge 
the Actor from $5.00 up for the privilege of even booking him 
in for nothing to show his act. In other words, the Actor pays 
for the privilege of working for nothing. Is this not an evil 
condition ? 

There can be no argument that these and other conditions 
are not evil. 

Is it not your duty to see that the conditions are changed ? 

You cannot *do it individually. 

YOU CANNOT DO IT EVEN IF YOU WANTED TO 
ALL YOURSELF. 

You can only do it in alliance with others who have the 
same thoughts, the same ideals and the same desires as you. 

The only persons who are fighting these evil conditions are the 
members of this Organization, the AMERICAN ARTISTES' 
FEDERATION. The only persons who are exposing these evils 
are the members of the AMERICAN ARTISTES' FEDERATION, 
through their elected officers, of whom I have the honor to be one. 

No one asks you, in the words of this play, “to trample on 
the bodies of your nearest and dearest,” or “to bleed your own 
heart white.” All we ask you is not to submit to these con¬ 
ditions and to make the small sacrifice of paying your dues 
to help us to abolish these evils and remedy these abuses. 

You know, at least, if you have been in the Vaudeville and 
Burlesque Business for more than a couple of years that the 
War the White Rats carried on in 1915-1916 and 1917 did re¬ 
move some of the evil conditions, did abolish some of the 
abuses, did result in a play or pay contract. 

You who* have been in the business for a few years know 
that to the old White Rats is due every improvement and bet¬ 
terment in the Vaudeville, Burlesque and Circus Business of 
the United States and Canada. 

But that War did not go far enough. It did not abolish 
the four and five shows a day. IT DID NOT STOP COM¬ 
MISSION OVER 5% AND IT DID NOT SUFFICIENTLY 
CURB THE MIDDLEMEN WHO PLY THElR TRADE 
BETWEEN THE MANAGER WHO WANTS THE AC¬ 
TOR AND THE ACTOR WHO WANTS THE MANAGER. 

The Federal Investigation instituted by this Organization 
went a long way towards removing some of the evil conditions. 
But the conditions which exist at present are sufficiently evil 
that it can be truthfully said that no other body of men and 
women in the world would stand for them. 

Are you going to stand for them? Or are you going to 
take not my advice, but the advice given in ‘‘The Bill of Di¬ 
vorcement,” the play above mentioned, and see that conditions 
are changed? 

IT IS IN YOUR HANDS. 

It doesn’t cost you much to make an attempt. $11.00 to 
join, or, if you are a member, pay your dues, which were due 
last*October i. 

It doesn’t cost you much to discuss these matters with 
your fellow-artistes outside the theatre. 

If you love doing four or five shows a day, 

If you love paying 10, 15 and 20%, 

If you love to pay an agent for a chance to work for noth¬ 
ing, 

If you love to play a day's work for $1.50 or $2.00 or $2.50, 

If you love full commission at a cut salarv DON’T PAY 
YOUR DUES TO US AND DON’T BECOME A MEMBER. 

IF YOU DON’T LIKE ANY OF THESE THINGS AND 
YOU WANT TO DO YOUR DUTY, IF YOU ARE A 
MEMBER PAY YOUR DUES AND IF YOU ARE NOT A 
MEMBER COME IN AND HELP US TO SEE THAT 
THESE CONDITIONS ARE CHANGED.

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Editorial CoBiiment 
IN’ KANSAS CITY last week a good 

illustration was given why some 
shows draw crowded theaters and 
some have many empty seats on certain 
days. The case concerned the Grand 
Theater, where Taylor Holmes, in 
“Smooth as Silk,” held forth, and the 
Shubert Theater, where Florence Reed 
appeared in “The Mirage.” “Smooth as 
Silk” was offered at cut-rate, two or¬ 
chestra seats for $2, while “The Mir¬ 
age” charged $2.50 a ticket. Result 
was “Smooth as Silk” had crowded 
houses, while “The Mirage,” it Is said, 
showed to many vacant seats thruout 
the w’eek. In speaking of pre-war 
prices at theaters The Brooklyn Daily 
Eagle says: 

“That price-cutters are on the right 
track is shown V»y the experience of 
Brooklyn. Here business has not been 

80 good for several seasons, and thea¬ 
ters are replacing their orchestras 
with chairs and are selling these seats. 
In Brooklyn the standard price is $1.50 
for the best seats, with bargain mati¬ 
nees on Wednesday for $1. That is the 
basis of the prosperity of the Brooklyn 
houses. While the flush war times 
lasted there used to be complaint that 
too many Brooklyn people went to the 
Manhattan theaters, but now' that de¬ 
flation has come people look hard at 
the difference between $1.50 for a good 
seat and double that sum at the end of 
a subway ride. If prices in Manhat¬ 
tan and on the road were brought 
back to the pre-w’ar basis we feel sure 
that there would be less complaint of 
half-fllled houses and that the for¬ 
lorn procession to the storehouses 
would be interrupted. Of course, it 
costs more to carry a company on the 
road than formerly, but the test of 
prosperity is the gross total for the 
week. It is better to sell out at $1.50 
than to have rows of empty seats or of 
‘paper’ at $2.50.” 

MUSIC in America Is making rapid 
advance among the masses. Not 

many years ago s^'mphony concerts 

Almost the universal report from 
managers of artist series is to the 
effect that subscriptions are far in 
excess of other seasons, and in many 
cities, where previously only one series 
was presented, two. three and four 
are to be given this year. 

To all those who have worked long 
and valiantly for the cause of music, 
this evidence of an ever-growing in¬ 
terest in the best that Is in music 
should bring untold encouragement. 

WITH the razing of the Union 

Square Theater (altho not the 

original building) passes one of New 
York’s oldest theatrical landmarks. Its 
career has been a varied one. The 
original building was constructed in 
1871 by H. M. Simons for Sheridan 
Shook, and was thrown open to the 
public the same year—September 11, 
to be exact—as a variety house, under 
the management of Robert W. Butler.

Each meeting of 
the fair officials and the park mana¬ 
gers has been better than the preced¬ 
ing one, and the officers of these two 
gigantic organizations are now putting 
forth their every effort to eclipse the 
1920 meetings. Help them by doing 
your bit in being on hand. 

“LET ME HEAR FROM THEE” 
As W'e recall the quotation, it was Thackeray who protested that the 

best test of one’s conscience was the way one welcomed the visits of the 
postman; the welcome is either that of rejoicing or it is that of fear and 
trembling. In the first there is an equanimity of temperament, evidencing 
a tranquil mind; in the other th^re is dread of being reminded of a re¬ 
mission or delinquency of conduct. Speaking of the postal service, a 
great French philosopher proclaimed it to be the connecting link by means 
of which those who are absent become present; that it Is the consolation 
of existence. All of which is exemplified and emphasized In everyday 
life, for is it not true that letters from absei. relatives or friends cause 
rejoicing by ofttimes extinguishing fear? 

To write to our absent friends is to live in their hearts. It Is Im¬ 
possible for a rightly constructed person to obliterate remembrance out 
of the mind; he can never lose sight of the fact that what was a duty 
yesterday is a duty today. Blessed be the letters! They are the only true 
talkers. 

And how we yearn for the receipt of these true talkers, these re¬ 
membrances that we are not neglected nor forgotten. Thus it has come 
to pass, realizing that whatever tends to bring the absent In touch with 
the dear ones who are “keeping the home fires burning" is an inestimable 
benefaction. 

The Billboard has established a sort of subsidiary postal serx'Ice by 
the means of which those at a distanee from their homes, and who 
frequently, because of the demands of their vocations, are dally moving 
from place to place—The Billboard, as we were saying, has, with great 
care and at a large pecuniary outlay, perfected a system by which the 
distantly separated can, by the use of an epistolary correspondence, be 
brought together. 

The appeals that come to us to locate wandering dear ones are 
frequently pathetic. Somebody has forgotten to write; his or her where¬ 
abouts for the time being is unknown; hence there is a burden of fear 
and disquietude resting heavily upon the home folks. It often happens 
that the alarms are without foundation; the wanderer has become in¬ 
different to the obligations of duty; and, in this case, as it is in all others 
where there is a failure to live up to the daily demands of the obligations 
of life’s dally duties, someone is made the sufferer, usually a lady, either 
mother, wife or sister, perhaps a sweetheart. 

To relieve such as these by furnishing them a medium by which they 
can communicate with the absent is one of the missions of The Billboard. 

As Shakespeare said, so say we to all who. In the course of their 
employment, are wandering here and there, up and down the country, let 
your kinfolks and your friends, as welL “hear from thee by letters.” '

Plans To Stimulate Interest in Music 
National Federation of Women's Clubs Will Supply Libra¬ 

ries With Suitable Books 

With the thought that good books on music axe imperative and ths,t 
a systematic (Course which will arouse public Interest in reading the 
printed word on music will stimulate interest in the art generally, Mrs. 
James H. Hirsch, of Orlando. Fla., chairman of Library Extension of the 
National Federation of Music Clubs, has outlined an effective plan of 
work for the coming winter. 

State chairmen of library extension will be appointed as quickly as 
possible and the clubs will be asked to appoint library chairmen whose 
duty it shall be to establish “music sections” in their communities. A 
list of desirable books will be sent by the State library chairmen to the 
club chairmen, who will take the list to the libraries to see how many 
they already carry, and report those missing to the State chairmen. It 
will then be the duty of each State chairman of this work to devise 
means whereby the missing books may be supplied. This probably will 
bo done by purchasing them, donating, or club subscription, possibly all 
combined. 

“It is of the utmost importance,” said Mrs. Hirsch, “that the student 
of music should have an opportunity to study something of the history 
of music and for the club woman who must write a paper on a music 
topic to have the proper books available In the town library. With a 
music section of this kind established in every library in the country, it 
will soon follow that printed music and records will find a place there 
also. 

“This is undoubtedly one of the most important works of the Federa¬ 
tion, for until we supply adequate music reading matter and create a

Proposed Law for Movie Censorslup 
Tlioae who are behind the moving picture ceniior»hlp mensure, which has been Intro¬ 

duced in the I-cgiduture at Monlgomer.'r no doubt mean well, but as proitosed thla bill 
will not only fall to accompl.sli the resiilta dealr**d, but will work an unjust hardship on 
the Industry in -Alahania. 

There are something like 123 towns in Alabama which have moving picture theater*. 
The bill iutruduciHl provides that in each Im-oriKtrated town there shall be a Board of 
Censorship, oooslsling of three persons. In other words. It Is proposed by this act to 
create nearly 400 moving picttiie cenwora In Alsbama, Each one of the 1X5 will no 
donbt have a different view about pictures and stories. It would be a tremeudona hard- 
ahlp, e8pe<'ially in the smaller towns. 

The matter of moving picture censorship seems always to be a llvo topic In spite of 
the fact ihat 98 per a-ent of llie pictures shown in the I’nlted States are now paaaod 
upon by the National Board of Review before they are sent out for exhibition. Bute 
•eosorship in most rases is now arranged In such way as to work in harmony with tha 
National Ihiard of Review, and Birmingham’s local law on the subject has been drawn 
and enforcid so that it seems to meet the approval, not only of the public, but of the 
exhlMto't themselves. 

The memlwis of the l-egislatnre should not only be practical, but should guard agaiust 
injustice.—BlltMINGIIAM AOE-lIEnALD,

THE PANTOMIME AND THE PICTURE 
The lack of attintinn paid to pantomime hy the AniericHO motion pictnre is hrmi-ht 

out in a forceful article from the pen of Alfred B, Ktittner i:i The Nation of reieiil iLiic. 
In part Mr. Kuttner aaya: 

"The motion picture 1* like Tops.y; It 'Jet' growed ' It grete op in an atmospliere of 
contempt and abuse, and it is tliorefore not Riirprisiiig that eycn ita finest achievement'* 
Rtill show traces of tills unfavornble envirnnnient. But. like Richard III, it also giew 
hardy, and those wlio formerly nbuaerl it owe it an apology as they now approach it to 
share in its triumplia. 

“Tile motion pictnre began by being imltatlTe and aongbt to achlere the same ex¬ 
cellence that liad ennobled the theater wlilmut stopping lo question whether it r-oiiid 
ancoeeafully make these excellencea Its own. It could not, however, long avoid the realiza¬ 
tion that It depended upon (suilinuoiis action miicli more ao Ilian llie spoken drama. In 
examining the vark>u» forma of dramas it therefore quite naturally came to prefer the 
melodrama, where action predominates, often at the expense of plausibility and cluir 
acterixation. In other words, it set out by Imitating llie lowest form of diama. 

"Cuvlously enough It paid very llille attention lo pantomime. This is partly explained 
by the fact that the elaborate pantomime has never made much headway in tins country. 

•'This wna a distinct loss in the development of our sc-een art. P<>r tlie natural re¬ 
lation between motion pictures and pantomimes Is very close. Of all the dramatic forma 
the pantomime most nearly approximates the motion picture. 

"Tlie otlier point at which pantomime InfliiciKs-s the motion picture Is in the inter- 
pretMion before the camera. On the Anglo-Saxon stage, where acting liaa been so largely 
confined to the lips tliiil we may reverse a current piece of slung and any Hint our actoia 
are usually 'dead from the neck down,* we have almost been led to forget that pantomime 
Is really the eore or baekl>one of acting, without wliii-li it woiild be difficult tu differentiate 
acting from mere recitation. The screen a<'tor, deprived of liis voice, was conipelleil lo 
retain to tbis fundamental technique of Ids craft. Fo- him iliere was nothing lo do except 
to mime. As soon ss he did this lie libenited Ids body from Hie galvanized stale in wliicb 
our drawing-isyom sclioo) of acting had confined it. For it is impos ibie lo express any 
itrong emotion entirely thru the facial muscles. The body is Inevitably drawn into sym¬ 
pathetic action. 

"Our actors had to undertake this task afresft. They lind to work out what was for 
them a new tecliniiiue in the buriy iind strain of tlie studio, under a director who iii- 
elated that they slMiuId ‘register,’ with only the haziest notions of Hie difference bciivceii 
cotiventiuiial stage business and geiiidne pantomime. What they needed, and wlint they 
almost entirely lacked, was any tradition of siiaiained pantomimic interpret!!Hun. 

‘'Under these unfavorable clreumstank'es lliia improvisiHl school of pantomime w.aa 
bound to have certain defects. 

"We have recently had opportunity to observe Hie happy effect of previous training 
In pantomime upon foreign actors, in watching tlicir work in a series of notable pictures 
beginning with "The Cabinet of Doctor Caligari.’ Their performances allow auslatiied 
rliyihm and a mimetic eloMpience of rare distinction. They never indulge in mere hurry 
In order to conceal defects in true dramatic action, and yet skilfully avoid Hiose fatal 
lead spots where inadequateVilmetic interpretation gives the banal Hile writer a new 
lease of life. They understand tlie elisiuenee of deliN-rate repose and the dramauc 
value of siildle changes of rhytlim. An excellent indication of tlie degree to wliicli they 
have mastered their new medium Is the notable lark of camera eonst'louanest in Hici- 
work. Tliey act in terms of true clnegraphie art, not aa if tliey were being photograph'd 
In a theater.”

SOME STOWE FAMILY HISTORY 

The West Bad^ dprlnga Hotel, nettled away 
among the bi.la of &‘Utltem Indiana, baa h.ad 
among its guests tbe past two weeks quite 
a noted character in tbe sbem' world and w.tb 
an interesting Ufe history in the iieraon of 
John F. Stowe. The 8towe family baa been 
Identified wiib tbe show biwlneaa for more 
than fifty yeara. John Stowe, father of Jolin 
r . was aneng tlie pioneer abowrmen of tbe 
United i*tatet. 

Beginning about tbe year 1®49, “Stowe’s 
Vnrietiea" toured the Mid-lie States by wagons. 
His first rirena venture was in the year 18‘fl. 
trivellng overland, and the writer well remem¬ 
bers the delighted audiences of the Stowe Clr- 
euB of that day. Thia show he auccesafnlly 
operated to tbe time of his death in 1877. Joha 
F. 8towe. Jr. natural'y inherited a talent for 
tbe amusement line and tbe result was the 
establishment of Btowe Brot.’ Circus, spfaicb 
bad a nniformly suc^eaafal career. 

In 1882. after returning from a prosperous 
Bouth Amerirso tour with bis cirrna. hs went 
to Philadelphia fUr the purpose of disposing 
of some surplus stock.

Usher of Tbe BiAhoard, who aoggested to him Ihoard, who aoggested to him 

the Idea of placing before the public. Stowe's 
“Uncle Tom's Csbln” Company. That same 
Jear Stowe's “Tom*' Ctompany pla.ced 0|>€ra 
b-.usea from Maine to California, and at all 
times to good batineas. In the spring of 18:*8 
bo went under clmvaa and has continued to 
the present time as one of the moot success¬ 
ful “Tom” managera before tbe public. For 
tbe past three yeara bis show naa been motor¬ 
ized tbruout, carrying bia own ligbiing plant 
and including a new idea with a tractor 
equipped with rubber tires.

Mr. Nellan has hit upon a norel Idea, and in 

preHentlDf this rariety of subjects be becomes 

qnite confldential, telling the spectator, via the 

aubtitle route, of bis own experiences In select¬ 
ing Bcenurlna from a Tolumioous package of un¬ 

known authors. He conceived the idea of pro¬ 

ducing four stories out of bis selections, and 

the continuity which binds these vaiioua epi¬ 

sodes together lies in his chatty remarks to the 

audience. We must object, however, to the lib¬ 

eral use made of advertising possibilities in 

flaunting before the audience the names of The 
Smart Set, The Saturday Evening Post and Pop¬ 

ular Magaxine in such a decided manner that 

the public is forced to note the title. Very 

good for the mugailnes, we say, for the value 

of such exploitation la quite beyond our poor 

comprehension. Back to the feature again, 

which embodies pathos, drama, travesty and 

tragedy.

TUB CRITICAL X-RAY 
Earle Williams, not content with being the 

bright particular luminary, assisted also in the 
direction of this picture. We cannot say that 
tbe picture lost any of ite attractive values 
tliereby, but the action and sequences appear 
ratlier cut and dried as tbo made to order. 

The story has a bad start and fundamentally 
it does not register snfflciently convincing. Dr. 
Hood has championed the cause of Martin, tbe 
young son of the Royal Mounted Police Post 
store keefier In Canada. The young man baa 
been led astray by a high-class gambler named 
Canby. During a restless night the doctor baa 
a frigtful dieam. He sees Canby being shot by 
bit own revolver. Half awake, he descends to 
the drawing room, with gun in hand, to find 
Canby’a body upon tbe fioor. In the aemi-dark- 
neaa the doctor fires a shot. Uis faithful valet 
comes rushing in, and tbe belief it that, tbe 
d.A-!or b.;s shot tbe gambler. Half dazed, be is 
persuaded to run away before the police arrive 
fur an Investigation. Ue takes to the north 
woods, shaves off hli beard and finds refnge in 
the heart of tbe timber country, far removed 
from civilization. Mac Henna, a lieutenant of 
tbe Royal Mounted Police, is detailed to bring 
him in. He seta out cn his task, and when 
nearing the hounded man's hiding place be 

meets with an accident which breaks bia arm 
and almost ends In hla being drowned. But Dr. 
Hood, out fishing, sees tbe dangerous cortitlon 
of tbe man and comes to his rescue. -VV the 
risk of hts own life he saves Mac Henna from 
a frightful death. By using his experience as a 
physician he restores the stranger to health. 
Later he rescuet a young girl from the attacks 
of a revengeful halfli.eod. She happens to be 
the daughter of tbe man at the trading post. A 
mutual love springs up. Mac Henna and tbe 
doctor have become devoted pals. When the 
former discovers the identity of h's rescuer he 

annoances bis determination to bring him In. 
Be gives his pal a one hour's start, then fol¬ 
lows him, with tbe one thought that he must 
be loyal to his oatb. In a pistol duel t)r. Hood 
dangerously wounds Mac Henna. A gruelling 
struggle follows, but be cii:rles the half-dying 

man to the poet. Mac Henna is then restored 
to health by the nuraing of the girl, who later 
clears Hood’s name from suspicion, as she con¬ 
fesses that it was her brother who killed Canby 
when he bad attacked her that night In the 

library of Dr. Hood's home. The lovers are 
then free to find happiness together. The so¬ 
phisticated fan will be able to tell you Just 
exactly what it going to happen in tbe next 

scene, at well as the ultimate outcome of tbe 
story, bnt4o those who are less hardened "Bring 
h m In" will afford a certain amount of enter¬ 
tainment. Mr. Willlami la seen in a more rug¬ 
ged type of character than what be usually at- 
ttmpta, and he plays with a natural apontane'ty 
that is coDtinnously pleasing. Most of the lo¬ 
cations are in the woods of Northwest Canada 
and some splendid long shots were caught by 
tbe cameraman. Tha cuat is very small, but It 
is tbe heart interest and tbe auspenae which la 
IncoriHirated in the scenes, where pursuit and 
search by tbe law invariably make a faacl- 

natlng and Intereating picture. Frltile Ridgeway 
made an appealing heroine, but we must admit 

that Mr. Williams is very poor at feata of 

boraemanshlp. His riding was at times de¬

As a story, or even as a spoken play, "The 

Rbnlamlte,” from which this pisture, "Under 
the Lath,” waa adapted for the screen, might 
be conildered of auffleient importance at a piece 
of fiction or vianalized upon tbe dramatic stage, 
bnt as a bit of film entertainment it fails mis¬ 

erably in Ita attempt to entbuae an ever patient 
audience. Tbe ttory evokes no sympathy from 
the spectators, St Simeon Krillet, a projperuua 
fanner living on the African veldt, who la more 
a bore than a Boer, follows tbe Scripture, rau >i 

to bis own liking, Inatmacb as be believes be 
has the privilege of beating bis yonng and bean- 
tufol wife according to bia own standard <. 
Into the unhappy honsehold cornea an English¬ 
man, who is immed aiely attracted Ly the 
young wife, who eventually reciprocates bis sf- 
lection. He is tbe direct opposite of tbe brutlih 

bu.band, ind tbe Inevitable tragedy is immi¬ 
nent; but the wife, Deborah, sends him away, 
fighting disi’erstely to be true to her husband. 
But when Krillet discovers her love for tbs 
Englishman be forces her to don her bridal 

itbes and prepare to meet instant death at bit 
bandy. A violent storm sweeping the veldt 
fo res tbe Engl sbman to trek backward to the 
old farm, arriving in time to Indulge In a taa- 

sle with the giant farmer, and in aelf-drfrnae 
be shoots tbe bully. By relinquishing brr 
r'ghts and interests to tbe prufierty to the 
avarlrloua aistera of Krillet Deborah Is free to re¬ 

turn to England. On tbe way she again en¬ 
counters tbe Englishman, wltb bapplnesa loom¬ 
ing in tbe very near futnre. The pic-are :■ 
tiresome, repetitions and disagreeable in tone. 
Tbe sIlaatioDt are aueb that the American pub¬ 
lic cannot comprehend. Tbe action la retarded 
by rontiduunsly repeating t<'«ues that bad gone 
before, and bolding the spotlight on the star 
to an interminable length of time. The aodi- 
ence at the R'.alto showed its annoyance by 
frequent outbursla of langhter and ridicule. It 
la too bad that a brilliant actresa like Gloria 
Swanson should be miscast In a role that bad no 
acting opportunities whatever, shorn of twaa- 
tlful clothes and ail the accessories which go 
to make the screen actresa beautiful. These , 

have been denied Mist Swanson, and she d^>es 
Dot res|«nd very happily to gingbama and home- 

spun frocks. 
A heavy itorm^ on the veldt, thru which the 

hero strugglea sgsinat manifold odds, supplied 
s moment of diversion from tbe monoincy of 
scenes in tbe old farm boose. Russell Simp- 
soil was the la-h twirling brute, and Mablon 
Hamilton the lover who read poetry, etc. A 
very clever char.icter bit was played by Lllllsn 
Leighton as tbs money-loving, wicked-tongned 

old Tanta.

In the 
present instance the story shows many delight¬ 
ful epl odes of the childhood of Peter. Then 
on to his unhappy youth, when defending the 

sacred name of his beloved mother « he kills 
b’a prof me uncl^ blasling hU life and that 
of tlie Duchess of Towers, whom, as the tender 
I ttle Mimsie, he has always loved.

Perliapa it w II never fall again to the lot 
of Wallace Reid to enact a character in which 
the actor has such tremendous opiiortnnltles to 
visualize all the feelings and sentiments which 
reach the heart. Personally we never believed 
the smiling, geii'nl young actor could so eclipse 
bis own Identity and become the lonesome, 
heart-bnngry yonth, Peter Ibbetaon. But he 
lina accomplished this and more, be baa given 
.xn Interpretation entirely of bis own con¬ 

ception. 
Elsie Ferguson seemed fairly to throb with 

emotional suffering. She was the very em- 
liodiment of the saddened Duchess of Towers, 
longing to comfort the boy playmate of her 
.roiilh. Quaint, wh'msiral, elusive at times, 

slie held oar eye and appealed to our senses 
with a power we conid not resist. All around 
me In the crowded anditorinm men and women 
were gently sobbing, or conghing down their 
rising tears, for it seemed not like a pboto* 

graphic vision, bat an actual happening of 
life's tragedy. The bonffant gowna, many of 

voluminous circumference, suggested the broad 
hoop skirt; the odd shaped little basques, the 
tiny parasols, all contributed ,.to make MIse 

Ferguson's appearance blend with our recol¬ 
lection of Dn Maurier’t immortal story. Mr. 
Reid, too, looked startlingly yonthfril in the 
tight tronaers, odd frock coats and white 

stocks which apperta'ned to that period. 
Other Important characterizations were con¬ 
tributed by Montague Love as the egotistical 
Colonel Ibbetson. Hia makeup and acting wern 
flawless. Two children, Noll Roy Buck, as the 
child Mimsie, and Cbarlei Eaton, as little 

Gogo, who in later years became Peter Ibbet- 
sen, were remarkably natunil In their behavior 

and aroused immedi.xte sympathy for the char* 
aclera in the early stages.

Mrs. Lonisa F. Cody, widow of the renowned "Buffalo Bill,’* the latter of whom was 

one of the most picturesque characteis in the history of the Cuited States, ii* dead. She 
passed away at her home In Cody, Wy., Thursday, Oi tober 21, of heart disease, at the 
age of 7.8. 

With her grandchildren and Johnny Baker, fo-ter son of her distinguished husband, at 
her bedside. Mis Cody paused peacefully from (bis troubled sphere. Relatives are 
planning to lay the good lady to rest beside the body of her husband, a wish she often 
expressed during the last few years of her life, on Lookout Mountain, overlooking the 
city of Denver. 

Louisa F. Cody first saw the light of day In an old French settlement near St. Louis. 
She was two years older than her husband. Tbs three children born to the Codys are 
dead. 

The biographers of “Buffalo Bill’’ made little or no mention of Mrs. Cody. Her 
career was Id direct coatrast to that of her husband, whose lot It was to perform 
wondrous deeds attracting world-wide sllenlion. She enacted the role of the anxious 
wife and mother. Sometimes she —mained tx-hlnd, her heart filled with dread lest some¬ 
thing befall her loved one. Tlio William C»dy married her on March 6, 1806, wlien be 
was but 21 years old, and tho Mrs Cody was with her husband almost constantly until 
Ills death. January 10. 1917, she remained entPely In the background, proving beyond (he 
shadow of s doubg that alie waa of a m>dest dispoalUon, with no thought other than 
of the welfare of her husband snd children.
