EQUITY BRINGS GIRL BACK FROM PANAMA 
Authorizes Transportation for Cabaret Per¬ 

former Following Complaint Made by 
Surgeon Employed by the U« S. 

Shipping Board 

New York, Ju. 2S.—Followtns rompUlot of 
the ■argeon employed by tbe D. S. Shipping 
Board that a condition bordering on white 
elarery existe in certain Panama and Sonth 
American cabareta and that a New York 
choruB girl was left stranded after a most un¬ 
pleasant experience in Paaama City, the Actors' 
Equity Association has anthorized return trans¬ 
portation for the girl to New York, and will 
continue its inTestigatlon of conditions in Latin- 
American countries. 

An official of the Panama Railroad Co., wh<> 
makes his beadciuarters in New York, has stated 
that tbe return ticket has been cabled for the 
girl, whose name, for obTloua reasons, should 
not be mentioned. He could not state, how¬ 
ever, whether she has sailed for home. The 
surgeon has stated he will continue bis efforts 
to see that show girls are not sent from New 
York without full knowledge of the facta they 
will have to face and has guaranteed that if 
it Is found that the story of this one girl's 
experiences is not true be will reimburse the 
Equity for tbe cost of tbe girl's return trans¬ 

portation. 

Agent Gives Version 

The story printed in Tbe Billboard last week 
haa caused no little comment along Broadway 

and there were several ready to come forward In 
contradiction of the doctor's charges. Arthur 
B. Hunter, a theatrical agent, with offices In 
the Columbia Theater Building, who was named 
as tbe ^aii responsible for having sent tbe girl 

who is iwlng brought back by Equity to Pan¬ 
ama, criticised tbe Equity for its statement that 
the girls are being sent Into virtual white 
slavery when they are booked into certain Pan¬ 

ama cabarets. 
“The cabarets in Panama City and Colon are 

not different than those in New York," he said, 
“except that outside tbe boundaries of the Canal 

Zone liquor can be sold openly. I have aent 
several girls to Panama and never have heard 
of a single complaint except from tbta one girl, 
and that complaint was not made by tba girl 
directly to me, but to a doctor who evidently 
doesn't know much about the show butinesa. or 
cabarets. That girl had worked for me several 
times before I got her the Panama contract, and 
several times it was necessary to discharge her. 

As I get the story of her latest so-called ex¬ 
perience, she met the doctor on the boat, and 
when she told him sb^ bad been engaged for a 
cabaret be warned her against fulfilling ber 
contract. This contract called for transporta¬ 
tion both ways, provided she carried out her 
agreement to work as an entertainer for tbe 
duration df the contract, which was three 

months. 

Story of Battle 

"I am Informed thot after five or lix days o? 
work she was overcome by the ease with which 
liquor could be obtained in the cabaret, and 
while under the Influence battled with another 

girl in a dressing r<M>m. broke this'other girl’s 
nose snd much of the furniture. The police 
were called, but the victim of the assault de¬ 
clined to make a complaint to the Panama 
City police against an American girl. Tlie 
proprietor of the cabaret, however, discharged 
the girl, and because she did not ftilflil her con¬ 
tract declined to pay her transportation home. 

After complaining to tbe Y. W. C. A. she got 
in communication with her friend, tbe doctor, 
who took tbe matter up with Equity. I have no 
fear of what may develop, for I am convinced 
from the stories of other girls who have Iteen 

there that white slavery does not exist in 
Panama cabarets any more than It does in such 

placet in New York." 

In Mr. Hunter's office Mist Dorsey Biron, who 
said she had Just returned from a nine months’ 
engagement in the cabaret of Miss Kelly, Colon, 

said that the charges she bad read were not at 

conditions in Panama for tbe Equity or Cbom 
Equity." 

Mr. Hunter said that in addition to transpor¬ 
tation to Panama and return. If tbe girls live up 
to tbelr contract, tbe pay for principal* la

TO BE LEGALLY DEAD 

Will Fight Entertainment Tax and Seek Legis* 
lation for Registration and Licensing of 

Agents and Managers 

Loodon, JM. 21.—The Verletj ArtietM’ Fed-

Ac(X)rdlng to Albert Voyce, head of the 
V. .K. F., the Tauderllle actor*' union la di¬ 
rectly reaponalMe for the ImproTej working 
condition* now prevailing In British variety ana 
for the standardlxatlon of the form of control 
under which every music hall artist la now 
personally working. In order to obtain and 
maintain this contract the members of this 
nrcanlzatlon have contributed, by means of 
their weekly subscription of 6-pence, well over 
ho.ooo pounds during the past sixteen year*. 

“The jtropoaed bill for the registration of 
manager*," says Mr. Voyce, “was drafted 
by representatives of the Entertainment* Na> 
tlonal Industrial Council by the Actor*’ Asso¬ 
ciation, the Musician*' T'nion and the National 
Association of Theatrical Employees, and 
many influential memhers of parliament have 
promised to give it their support. It la a 
bill that no lw>na fide manager need fear, since 
It promise* to eliminate only those who have 
recgrrlngly disgraced our calling, and to re¬ 
move from the road men who have created un¬ 
told trouble for both manager* and artiste*. 

“TVe are opposed to the entertainment tax 
because It rob* our industry of from iXl to 25 
per cent of Its receipts, and therefore not 
only affects managements, but also leagcns 
the earning capacity of artist*, actor*, mu- 
sidana and s’age employees. Thl* means that 
out of every 1,000 pound* taken at the door*, 
anything from 200 pound* to 250 xifidh*)* 
retained by the government. 

“Candidly, we think It most unfair that our 
Industry should be called upon to bear auch 
a burden. The entertainment tax also im¬ 
pose* extra worry and labor Upon manage¬ 
ments. and for which they receive no considera¬ 
tion whatsoever from the government. If the 
tax were abolished or even modified, the amount 

thus saved would help to lessen the ranks of 
the unemployed." 

In speaking of the V. A. P. ban on ex-enemy 
performera Mr. Voyce saya: "We mean to 
enforce the ban as hitherto. The swamp¬ 
ing of British variety by ex-enemp act* would 
reault In dire misfortune for eountles* British 
artlatea. The ex-enemy ban was eatabllsbed 
at the outbreak of the war. It forbids the 
appearance on any British variety stage of 
artists owing allegiance to any of the coun¬ 
tries allied with Germany during the world 
conflict. 

"We also pnrpose continuing our effort* for 
the nnlvcraal licensing of agent* and In this 
matter ws have been assured powerful politic¬ 
al iupport."

New Tork, Jan. 31.—WllUan SL Beple, 
former member of the vanderUle team hnowa 
as “The Tbree Banuona,** was pronounced dead 
In the eyee of the law this week In a declalco 
handed down by the Snrrogate’a Court, which 
directed that the widow.

She and her attorney not 
only rdvertised for Boyle, but vliited prisons 
and hospitals and the morgue, also examining 
photographs of missing dead peraon*. 

Inquiry among members of the theatrical pro¬ 
fession who knew Boyle also failed to give any 
trace of the missing man. Joe Freeman, an 
actor and old friend of Boyle, ewore that he 
bad not seen or beard of him In nine yean, ac¬ 
cording to Mrs. Boyle. On theie fact* the Sur¬ 
rogate granted the widow’s petition to declare 
Boyle dead and grant her letten of administra¬ 
tion. The estate it not a larga one.

New Tort, Jan. 21.—It became known tbia 
week that the Equity is taking steps not only to 
protect Its members from conditions amh as 
those which are said to exist in Panama and 
other Pan-AmerlcBii conntrfes, but also to 
purge the business of tee theatrical agent 
who never overlooks the opportunity to insult 
a pretty girl who visits his oflSoe in se.ireh 
of employment. 

For the past year or more Eqolty, thru 
its chorus branch, has been quietly going about 
the collection of evidence necessary to secure 
the conviction of such agents. On file with 
the actors’ organlxation are more than a 
hundred affidavits, sworn to by chorus girla, 
each embodying allegation!; of a serious nature. 
Id some Instances these charges are alleged 
violations of the Mann act, others are merely 
penal infractions. All testify, however, to ga 
outrageous condition which, according to Equity 
officials, must be stamped out. 

In several cases Equity baa called certain 
of these agents and managem before the 
council and there threatened to drive them out 
of show bnalnesa if they did not discontinue 
their nefarious practices. 'In other instances, 
direct complaint has been made to the district 
attorney’s office, but in each of these cases 
the evidence, because of some legal techni¬ 
cality, ha* been inauffleient to warrant the con¬ 
viction of the agent. 

One agent who was brought to the ettention 
of the district attorney's office, but wbo escaped 
doing time because of a legal technicality. 
Is well known to Broadway as a producer of 
vaudeville attractioD*. The complainants were 
three g;rls all of whom bad sought employ¬ 
ment in a revue he waa about to produce. 
Altho grossly insulted by tble man, and mads 
to suffer indignities that In some States would 
Warrant severe punishment, this agent waa al¬ 
lowed to go free because the girla, It was 
found, had Just passed the age of content. 

This Is but one of many repulsive tales 
which the affidarita now in the hands of Equity 
officials unfold. The complainants have told 
their stories In a straightforward manner, 
baring all facts that might In any way lead 
to the conviction of the agent or manager 
concerned. Armed with these documeuts. 
Equity officials feel that the way It clear 
for them to put over a crusade which will ttad 
to eliminate this type of social parasite from 
the theatrical business.

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GULUVER WOULD LEASE VAUDE. THEATERS 
TO VAUDEVILLE ARTISTES’ FEDERATION 

Charles Gulliver haa made a definite offer to the Variety Artistes’ Federa¬ 
tion to lease them his vaudeville theaters at Hammersmith, Putney. Woolwich. 
Poplar, Shoreditch and Wlllesden, and the Empire and Collins Music Hall, 
both at Islington. It Is estimated that each hall would cost $2,000 minimum 
weekly to operate, thus giving the Variety Artistes’ Federation a minimum 
weekly liability of $16,000. 

The federation’s executive committee has decided that the organization’s 
permanent officials be empowered to consider the possibilities of accepting 
Gulliver’s suggestion and to take such steps as they may deem necessary for 
obtaining data for submission to a special general meeting. At present opinion 
favors the federation renting these houses, so that unemployment may be 
minimized. At a special annual meeting, held in Glasgow on January 20, with 
Monte Bayly presiding, members unanimously approved of the scheme as 
roughly outlined, and carried a levy of 25 cents per quarter by a vastly over¬ 
whelming majority. 

VAUDEVILLE OUTLOOK NOT ROSY 
Gulliver’s bombshell in cutting vaudeville from the Palladium program aa 

from tonight and adopting the two-a-day policy was foreshadowed In his 
pourparlers with officials of the Variety Artistes’ Federation, but it acutely 
sums up the British vaudeville situation.

Established 
nrtlits, musicians with vision, are now 
recognizing tbe wider opportunity opening to 
them ihrn appearances in the movie theater, in 
the vaudeville theater and In light opera, ana 
they no longer think it beneath their art to 
appear in these other fields of entertainment. 

As a graduate from the vaudeville ranks In¬ 
to one of tbe Metropolitan'e valued aincera 
we find Rosa Pontelle, and from the same field 
of experience came Nellie and Bara Kouns, 
who are now kept busy constantly in the 
concert world, as tbetr artistry has made them 
recognized aa valuable etara In any concert 
coarse. 

“Accept an engagement to etng In a motion 
picture theater?

business, it must be run right. 
But my experience also shows that most of 

the managers and most of the companies with 
whom I hare come In contact are not In bust, 
ness to advance the musical comedy tabloid 
and better tabloid conditions for both manager, 

bouse and public, but are In It merely to get 
all the money they can. Many of them 
"cleaned op” during war time, during the era 

of prosperity when iteople i>ald big money to 
see anything, and enjoyed anything, and now 

these tabloid managers wonder why, when a 

dollar isn't a thing to bo scattered to the 
winds, they can not make good with the tame 

wartime type of show. 
Last season U was my fortune to reriew 

rations classes of shows, tabloids among them. 

This season 1 hare been present at Ore pre¬ 
mieres of tabloid shosra, all of them put ont 
by font different managements. The following 

facts I hare found to be outstanding: 
Most of the “tab." shows are gotten out in 

a hurry. Fire comiunles out of six hare re¬ 

hearsed from three to six complete bills in one 
week, and used the last half of the same week 
to play three of those bills. No care seemed 

to bare been taken, and erery show was the 

same. 
As a writer in The Billboard recently ex¬ 

plained, the word *‘tablold*' means miniature. 
A tabloid musical comedy, then, he says, "should 

be a minlatore production of the big, full 
length production. Just as ably staged, played 

and of eqnal merit as the original, with simply 
the x>addlng eliminated from the script and the 
meat condensed Into the x>ossiblllty of render¬ 
ing it in one hour Instead of two and one-half 
bnurs, something that any real prodneer ran 

do with little effort.” The whole trouble 
se«'ms to be that the so-called real prodneers 
niske little effort.

The death knell for the stolen or 
duped film trafficker may soon be 
sounded. 

There has been Introduced In the 
House of Representatives a bill known 
and designated as the National Motion 
Picture Film Theft Act, the purpose of 
which is to protect the motion picture 
Industry from film piracy, both In this 
country and abroad. 

The act. In brief, means just this: 
Anybody knowing that a film has been 
stolen, or copied In whole or In part by 
any person not authorized by the 
owner, lessee, or a representative of the 

announced their intentions of combin¬ 
ing their efforts In the dlrEction of ob¬ 
viating a censorship of the drama 
much has been published in tbe daily 
press and weekly periodicals In the 
form of editorials commending this 
movemenL and In practically every 
case sentiment against censorship was 
strongly voiced. The reasons are 
numerous, and, while good ones have 
been given publicity far and wide, 
here we give an anti-censorship argu¬ 
ment, which, coming from Mr. E. H.

Mr. Sothem, "because I believe that 
Public Opinion will best correct any 
error of taste In the presentation of a 
play.

ehampionxblp of the actor's rights. It Is Inclined to sboolder tbe actor with lesponsl- t 
billty for tbe present low estate to which bis art has fallen. Haring lost his ancient X 
birthright of ragabondage, aaya Tbe Globe, and degenerated into middle-class reapecta- I 
bllity, the actor is content to accept ralddie-class standards, and to spell snecess In x 
commercial terms.rather than in terms of arttatlc aebierement. He is primarily ao 
egotist, interested in self-exploitation rather than In aerring the impersonal ends of art, 
and. when he Is in a position to choose, be deliberately prefers long mns to repertoire 
work, bectnse long runs spell a minimum of effort with n maxlraom of comfort. 

It is the actor himself (says Tbe Globe) who determines the character of hit art. 
For him the low mnsic, tbe glad lights and the ehickena a la king after the abow Let 
tboae who must lire plainly alao think high. For him publicity and the flesh pots; let 
others struggle obscurely to bring forth tbe fruits of tbe spirit. 

There la a good deal of truth, unfortunately. In this cynical indictment of the ector. 
But, we would ask, to which of tbe arts would not tbe tame sort of crlticlam in large 
measure apply) How about those painters who sacriflee their art to commerce? Theti 
work may ^ seen on perennial displays In our art salons and public art museums. How 
about those writers who sacrlBce tbelr art to commerce? They cater to the palates of 
the groundlings in a never-ending flood of tosh which poors forth daily, weekly and 
monthly from our printing presses. Tet It is unlikely that any critic could be found 
who would say that tbe future of painting is In the bands of tbe painte's who prefer 
prosperity and fame to tbe lonely work of artistic creation, or who would consign tbs 
future of literature to the keeping of tbe aotbori of the beat setlera. Neither, while II 
boasts aneb able exponents as Mr. Sothem and Mias Marlowe, Mr. Mantell, Mr. Hampden 
and Mias Margaret .\nglln, can tbe art of acting be consigned unreserredly to the 
mercies of tbe Philistines, no matter bow greatly they ontnumher tbe elect. 

'We have mentioned these five acton not because they by any meant exhaust the 
number of really excellent exponents of their art In this country, bnt becanae they hart 
all done something to keep a spark of life In tbe repertoire system. Mr. Sothem and 
Miss Marlowe and Mr. Mantell bare for years given oi competent Bhaketpearean reper¬ 
toire. and Mr. Hampden baa lately made a creditable showing in the same field; whllt 
Miss Anglin, if we are correctly Informed, aacrillces a good deal in one way or anotbei 
In order to play an occasional aeaton of repertoire. Here are actora with a worthy con¬ 
cept of their art, whose records, wo believe, disprove The Globe’s accusation of luxury 
and sloth. We are tnclined to think that there would be many more to disprove it it 
repertoire were commercially a leaa haXkrdona undertaking than It undoubtedly is at 
present. Bnt when the ordinary expenses la tbe New York “theater district'* of a 
modestly produced play, with a cast of average sise, amount to $8,000 a week, as ws 
were recently informed by a trustworthy authority that they do, it may be readily 
understood that the risk of staging an onsnccesaful play eren for one week makes any 
essay in repertoire an uadertaking requiring a coosiderable amount of courage la support 
of artistic convicTioa. 

On the whole, then, we tee no good reason for changing our opinion that tbe obotacles 
in the way of art in tbe modem theater are chiefly economic. If life for tbe actor 
were one of nninterrupted eecurity in long-term plays, we ahonld feel that The GUbe’i 
strictures were largely Justified, but when one considers that tbe life of the average actor 
is net quite aa our contemporary paints It, when one considers that he is likely to spend 
fully aa much time looking for engagements as be does in actual employment, aud 
that thra the failure of the play in which he baa been appearing he ia likely to find 
bimself thrown out of work in mid-season, at a time when eugagements are hard to get; 
when one consldera these things then it seems wholly reasonabU to assume that ha 
would not be averse to steady employment in the cast of a repertoire company. Indeed, It 
aeems to ua that the actor could be a good deal more certain of his chicken a la klag and 
other accompaniments of gilded ease under such n system than under the present pie- 
cariont conditions of his employment. 

These conditions make it apparent that actora are, with comparatlrely few exceptions, 
far more the victimt of the present crushing ecoDomlc order than they are the Ttotlms of 
the flesh pots. For the acting profession la no freer than any other from the effects of 
n constantly overcrowded labor market. Until recently, indeed, members of tbe acting 
profession have been in a state of Tirtual serritnde. Small wonder, then, if lo thelt 

* forced preoccupation with tbe means of existence they have somewhat lost sight of tha 
dignity and purpose of their profession. That ta no reason, however, for assuming that 
as their freedom from tbia preocenpatloo Increaaea they will not use it In the rec-eatloo 
of tbelr decaying art. Experience has proved that art is tbe product not of adversity 
hut of abundance and leisure, where tbe spirit of man Is free ^om absorption In bla 1 
physical needs, to express ItseU in the creation of beantlfnl works. We do not belteva i 
that tbe actor differs from the rest of nunklnd in thia-respect; we believe that when ha 1 
la really free to create he will create; and there are not a few present signs of creativa ' 
activity on bis part which help to convince ns that in this view we ere rlaht.—nin *

The sooner tbe act becomes a 
law the better.

HUMANIZING THE MOVIES 
Havlnc hmaanlxed the poet ofBce In ten montha. Will H. Hays, If anybody, should 

be able to hnmanlxe the movies. It la a formidable task. Already In half a dozen States 
there are censorthip boards that apply moral codes deduced from somewhere In the fourth 
dimension. Thns, in Pennsylvania it la forbidden to portray “expectant maternity,” so 
that if a movie heroine knlfa baby shoes she baa to do It somewhere out of focus. A 
producer may spend hundreds of thousands In an effort to give the public Its money’s 
worth, but If be Is not precisely forewarned—by astrology, the almanac or hia inner 
eon scions ness—ts to the moral lucubrations of the politically appointed censors. It 
la all love’a labor lost. For the Postmaster-General to bumauize the p'stman is one thing. 
Mr. Hays will have conquered a new world If be prevails upon the censor to have a heart. 

Then there are the other States to reckon with where there are no movie censors. 
The portent here la tbe producer who baa failed to gauge the precise moral lane of the 
American public. We are all Interested In matten of Bex and crime, but we hold It 
highly Indecorous to go beyond certain narrow limits In exploiting either. The movie 
prodocer, if be baa tbe respect for his art and bis public which alone wins financial anc- 
cess, asay raise curiosity and expectation to tbe highest pitch; but, when his audience Is 
ass<-mbled, be Is very careful not to abork it really. The American public wants Its 
movies passionate but pure. Out In those forty-odd States, however, there are fly-by- 
night producers who thunder as loudly in tbe camera as on the billboards. Nothing but 
the stem law of copyright kept them from giving a real version of “The Sheik.” They 
have even been known to di’amatlze the latest crime passionel of murder or divorce, with 
tbe hero or heroine appearing personally in the film. That la flagrantly against public 
policy—especially against the public policy of the movie Industry. In that It tends to an 
exienslon of the cens^wabip. Mr. Hays will have to stimulate also the cardiac system 
of those who not only promise but perform. Whileehe slogs to the censor In a majot 
key, his song to the too adventurous producer will be a plaintive lullaby. 

The'e are observers, perhaps unduly skeptical, who relate this sudden effort at bn- 
manltatlon with the well-known dep’eraion in tbe amusement Industry. A few, quite 
obviously cynics, express a doubt whether the amount of Mr. Hays’ salary la anywhere 
extant In a world a,, thoroly deflated. Brightest among the humanities is tbe spirit of 
faith. It la not reported that Calvin Coolidge baa ceased to cry: “Have faith in Massa¬ 
chusetts!” In spite of the multitudinous prosecutions of Bay State ofQolala and the 
election of Cnrley In Boston. Shall the Poaimaster-Oeneral lack faith In our most vigor¬ 
ously advancing national industry? For those who contemplate tbe loss of an able and 
promising national administrator, faith la more difflcult.—NEW YORK TIMES.

Thirty yeare ago It occntretl to an obaenry yotmg pianist who played at the "Chat 
Noir” in Montmartre to write down gome of the cnrloa tones he was In the habit of 
iinproTlsiDg. He decided then that he could get along very well without the nse of key- 
signatures, bar-lines and resta, and now be la asking the performe's of hla music to 
play a certain passage "like a nightingale with the toothache.” and another “in the 
mtwt profound illence," and thru his latest pieces he sprinkles delightfully aaggestlTe 
words such aa these: ’"rhlg is the hunt after a lobster. The hunters descend to the 
bottom of the water. ’They run. The sound of a ho-n la beard at the bottom of the aea. 
The lobster la tracked. TTie lobgter weeps.” Surely here la one who poaseaaei at least 
the spirit. If not the talent, necessary for the proper musical Interpretation of I.ewls 
Carroll’s “Mad Batter’s Song,” and. In point of fart, Erik Satie’s setting of that gong 
la one of bis moat tncceaaful achievements. One might have gueaaed that the professor 
of mathematics with the streak of humor that flamed Into the genius of “Alice In 
Wonderland” wonid be the favorite writer of this blxarre Parisian. The two bars much 
In common. 

Aa the sole repreeentattve of the elemental low-comic spirit In the maslcal world of 
today—and of all time—Satie holda a rnrloua position. He is s figure In brilliant relief 
against the grey background of seriousness In made, bat one does not yet know whether 
to envy or to pity bis prominence. He la alternately derided, admired, feared, loved and 
bated. His buffoonery pnxxles even while It charms or dlsgnata; we are not need to It; 
even such rarely humorous things as the halting bassoon in the acherso of Beethoven's 
Fifth Symphony do not prepare us for Satie’s ’’Three Pieces in the Form of a Pear.” 
Literature has bad Its clowna, contclons as well as udcodscIous, but Satie is the first 
a^wed clown of muklc—and In this connection It may be not^ that the fun in bla 
literary commentary is much more quickly and easily grasped than the somewhat elusive 
satire and irony of his music. 

Erik Satie could exist nowhere hut In Paris. In any other place he wonid andonbtedly 
have been rru‘hed long ago Into something more restrained in spirit—and in Intellect. 
One can not imagine, for instance, an American or English publisher daring to print the 
’’Automatic Desi rlptions” or the "Disagreeable Vistas.” Amaxement and Inrrednlity are 
the usual first reactions to Satie. After the reader discovers that bis eyes and ears are 
not deceiving him, his next Impulse Is to dismiss this disturbing phenomenon completely 
either ss an eccentric poseur or as a hopeless idiot. Satie may very well be something 
of both, but Is probably a good deal more besides. 

TTioee who deny Satie any intellectual powers, even when they admit that there la 
both frivolity and mysticism in bis spiritual composition, point tor corroboration to bis 
very Ignominious career at the Paris Conservatory. But they are likely to overlook the 
fact that aucceaa at that rigidly adminlHtered Inatitution was hardly likely to be the 
lot of a lad who bad acquired snob a fondness for the exotic quality of the litorglc 
ebanta that he Immediately began to write long snccessstons of parallel common chorda 
and seventb-aod-nlntb harmonies, tbns antedating Hie Impreasioniatlc technique of Debussy 
by several yeara.—TUB FREEMAN. NEW YORK.

"Plays That Don’t Survive” 

The director of the Comedle Francaise has just returned to thel* 
authors plays submitted thirty years ago and kept in the archives of that 
Institution ever since awaiting a possible date for their production. H* 
gave the playwrights a poor substitute for the pleasure of seeing theli 
works on the stage. The delay In getting a play before the public is one 
of the hardships plaj-wrlghts are prepared to meet. It rarely happens, 
however, that they are asked to wait a third of a century. 

Any drama dealing with a social topic, for Instance, would have lost 
all its significance after such a period. Moreover, the methods of dra¬ 
matic writing in the course of so many years would have undergont 
radical changes. Plays founded on classic themes in the manner of the 
numerous French playwrights who have written mythological and his¬ 
torical tragedies might be as timely In one generation as in another. 
The beauty of Its poetry might be the saving grace of a drama in versa 
Yet in the case of the average play thirty years might be long enough to 
destroy Its value altogether. 

There have been during the current theater season several oppor¬ 
tunities to witness plays which were successes of the past. None of ths 
plays had attained the ripe age of thirty years. A decade or even less 
makes a play old In this country. 

Successful as some of the revivals are. It is difficult to say what ths 
results might have been had every play lived as long as those which the 
Comedie Francaise returned without a production. There were un¬ 
doubted signs of age in more than one case. Comedy had, as a rule, re* 
tained its freshness longer than the serious episodes. What might have 
happened if the managers had revived plays thirty years old it is not 
I>os8ible to foretell with certainty. 

Swift failure would in all probability have been the result. So the 
French pla>*wrlghts with their early works again in their possession are 
going to find it difficult to make use of them.—NEW YORK HERALD.

State Board Takes Action Over Protest 
of Governor Dixon 

Helena, Mont., Jan. 17.—Over the vigorous 
protest of Governor Dixon the State Board of 
Exhminera has voted to bold the State fair 
this year and. if neceasary, cut tbe appropria- 
tl(;n. 

The action of the board was taken in the pres- 
ru<'e of a committee of nine from the Helena 
Coiumerclal Club, which had api)eared to urge 
the roDtinuatiOD of tbe exposit on. The motion 
for rootlnoation of the fair wan made by At¬ 
torney General Rankin, who declared the hold¬ 
ing of the fair was not within the province 
of the board but was mandatory under tbe 
law. The Commercial Club argued for the fair 
because, they said. It waa tbe greatest ad¬ 
vertising asset the Ftate possessed. 

It waa agreed that the fair appropriation 
ebonld be cut aa much aa possible. 

ROCKWELL CITY FAIR ASSURED 

Rockwell City. la., Jan. 17.—Assurance that 
Rockwell City will nave a fair this year and 
that it will be bigger and greater than rrer 
was given at the annual meeting of the asso¬ 
ciation last week. It is announced that tbe 
fair will be held the first week in August. 

The report of the ontoome of the 1901 fair 
showed that the fair received an appropriation 
of $2,(X)<) from tbe State but nothing from the 
county. It also was necessary to erect new 
hog barns to handle tha unusually numerous 
exhibits, and this helped to swell the deficit 
on tha year. And. altho tbe fair did not pan 
out well financially It waa the best ever held 
from tbe standpoint of exblblte, and tbs di¬ 
rectors are confident that la 1933, with bettat 
conditlsos. a still batter exhlbltlen ean be held 
and the tnaneUl returns wlU be mneb better.

MY IMPRESSIONS OF THE 
CONVENTION OF PARK MEN 

Sy XL 8- TTZZ£X*Zi 

To OM wfco has known tbe National Asso¬ 
ciation of Amusement Parka from its inception, 
and most of tbe indlvidaal members from their 
first venture into the amusement business, the 
impressions of the last ssnvention are many 
and varied. 

It aeems now almost Incredible that ten of 
ns met at tbe Auditorium Hotel, in Chicago, 
BO recently as December, 1919, to definitely 
determine whether we were to disband or 
redouble onr efforts In tbe laudable undertaking 
to unite tbe park men of America and their 
allied interests Into a successful national or¬ 
ganization. 

Already they are beginning to call these 
tbe “Immortal Ten.” At the past convention, 
when any of the faithful ten met, the first day. 
invariably one heard the remark, ‘'Do yon re¬ 
member tbe meeting of December, 1919?” At 
that meeting, not ao long ago, there was reso¬ 
lute coursge, dogged determination and Iron 
will expressed. These were tbe seeds sown and 
tbe 1921 convention was tbe barvest. Nat 
oft.'w Is It tbe lot of men to reap sack aa 
abundant barvest in ao brief a lapse of time. 
Tbe president elected at the meeting following 
tbe 1919 meeting was at that historic meet¬ 
ing and still presides over our deliberations 
and no one is more happy over tbe attainment 
of tbe organization than this authority oa 
picnics, A. S. MeSwigaa, of Kenneywood Park, 
Pittsburg, Pa. 

While passing in review our national organ¬ 
ization, it is only natural to make an ob¬ 
servation concerning tbe members composing 
it. With a very, very small exception, tba 
successful members of tbe organization began 
at tbe bottom, and moat of them wbo tried 
to begin at tbe top are either at tbe bottom 
or approaching it with accelerating speed. 

How gratifying to greet again those whom 
one has known for almost twenty yearal 
Among other things of pleasure and benefit at 
our meetings is tbe reunion of friends. One 
ran well imagine tbe pleasure of shaking handa 
once more with two brothers who once pushed 
popcorn wagons on tbe streets of Cleveland, 
and whose property Is now on tbe assesament 
roll for $2,000,000. During the progress from 
vending the “snow-white expanded kernels'' to 
proprietorship of one of the noted amusement 
parks of tbe country, theirs has been an 
accumulation of experience that it fascinating 
and profitable and one feels that tbese men 
should be compensated (they would not accept 
anything) for placing this experience at the 
disposal of tbe park men of the country. 
Equally true is tbe generous attitude of tbo 
conspicuously successful members of whom 
there are now a considerable number and these 
papers published in book form each year are 
alone worth tbe membership dues which are 
contributed to the association. 

From all directions tbe park men came to 
tbe convention. There waa Frank Darling,

Now, the second point in this diagnosis that 
we want all committeemen to study is tbe one 
of presenting amateurs as professionals. Gilded 
circulars may deceive, but it is as true today as 
it was in tbe time of Lincoln that you ran fool 
some of tbe people part of tbe time, part of the 
people all of the time, but you can't fool all 
tbe people all the time. If yon have been stung 
by laying cheap stuff don't buy again, unless 
yon know what you are buying. 

Bureaus have conatantly reduced tbe earnings of 
talent until today tbe old line standard artists 
are leaving this fleld la disgust. They say tbe 
future Is hopeless. 

As I writs this article there sits at my desk 
a charter member of tbe I. L. C. A. He says: 
"1 am thru with tbe lyceum. I can make mure 
on my farm than these bureaus are willing to 
offer me for next year." 

We know that this lecturer la one of the most 
stable men on the platform. He has lectured 
for more than twenty years. It's s sin to allow 
him to quit. Ws are In receipt of doaens of let¬ 
ters each week from worthy artists who com¬ 
plain of their Inability to negotiate contracta 
that are ffnaactally worth filling. If a man 
were to aay: “Here la a diamond. I boiigbt 
it at Woolworth's 8 and 10-cent atore." it is a 
cinch that bit bearers would not be unduly im¬ 
pressed with bis Judgment and ability to pick 
out diamonds. Tbe chances would be ten to one 
that even tbe 10 eenta was toe much for what 
hs did purchase.

BILL IS INTRODUCED

tire or represent at ires of the owner of the 
original motion picture film, or copies thereof, 
shall be punished by a fine of nut more than 
$5,000 or by imprisooment of not mure than 
fire years, or both. 

Sec. 4. That whoerer shall buy, rcceire, con¬ 
ceal, store, barter, aid in such acta, or in any 
manner dispose of or retain in his possession . 
or control for the purpose of such acts, any 
motion picture film, or films, or unauthorised 
copy thereof in whole or in part, muring as. 
or which are a part of, or which constitutes 
interstate or fon'ign commerce, knowing the 
same to bare been stolen or to bare been 
copied in whole or in part without the anthorlty 
of the owner of the motion picture film or his 
authorized representatlre or representatires, or 
who being a dealer in motion picture film or 
motion picture film accessories, or the agent, 
employee or representatlre of such dealer, buys 
or recelres any motion picture film or films, 
or unauthorized copy thereof in whole or in part, 
which are a part of, or which constitutes in¬ 
terstate or foreign commerce, or which such 
lierson thereafter mores as interstate or foreign 
commerce, without ascertaining by diligent in¬ 
quiry that the person selling or delivering the 
same has a legal right to do so, shall be 
punished by a fine or not more than $5,U00 or 
ii.T imprisonment of not more than five years, 
or both. 

Sec. 5. That anr person violating this act 
may be punished in any district in or thro 
wliii h such motion picture film or films ^re 
been transported or removed by such offender. 

Congressman Walsh, who introduced the 
measure, is a member of the Bouse Judiciary 

Committee. He was sponsor for the Penal 
Code Amendment enacted several years ago, 
which forbids the sending of objectionable fllrat 
Jiru the mails. 

There will be a bearing shortly on the 
National film theft measure.

Brat nheartsL Mr. Ziegfeld being a member of 
the Producing Managers’ Association knows 
these conditions as well as we do. The ‘Follies’, 
now playing in Chicago, opened in New York 
some six months ago, and then went on the road. 
They played eight (lerformances a week until 
they reached Pittsburg, when on Thanksgiving 

Day an extra matinee was given. We learned, 
to our surprise, that Mr. Ziegfeld declined to 
pay an extra eighth for this additional perform¬ 
ance, claiming that the chorus girls were not 
only paid their salariea, but a bonus, wblcb was 
intended to cover all extras. We asked the 
girla about this, and we learned that they 
bad never been given contracts and didn’t even 
know tbe meaning of the word bonus. At Mr. 
Ziegfeld atill declined to (wy, we put it up to 
an arbitration of the two aasociations, and two 
bearings were given to tbe case. Mr. Ziegfeld 
himself did not appear but sent bit attorney, 
Joseph Bickerton, Jr., instead. This was un- 

nsnal. but we did not proteat. Tbe board de¬ 
cided unsnimously that Mr. Ziegfeld must pay. 

No other conclusion abould bare been reached 
under the agreement. Mr. Bickerton, repre¬ 
senting Mr. ZlegfeM, Intimated that if tbe 
Equity would not consent to a reduction to off¬ 
set the extra salary they might be dismissed. 

Be was warned that if discrimination of this 
nature was shown trouble would ensue. In or¬ 
der to make this matter clear I myself called op 

Mr. Bickerton on tbe phone and informed him 
ttt» unless good faith was shown on the part of 

bis firm that there would be a row. A day or 

two later Mr. Ziegfeld sent a representative, 
Fsm Kingston, to Cleveland, and paid the chorut 
the extra eighth awarded them b.v the arbitra¬ 
tion. but told them at the tame time that they 
must now accept a ten per cent reduction, 
but that this ten per cent reduction would only 
be exacted when nine performances were given 
in any one week, and that those girls who would 
not sign a contract to this effect would be dis¬ 
missed immf-diately. It was in this way Mr. 
Ziegfeld hoped to defeat the eiirht perform¬ 
ances a week rianse. Some of tb< ra h. cg. d to 

wait until they consulted their sssocistion. but 
this was denied them. One, however, refused 
to be hulldoT.cd. and she was not allowed to 

enter the theater again. We sent on three 
representatives, at different times, Mr Trimble, 
from onr Now York office; Mr. Banlon, one of 
our traveling representatives, and Mr. Dare, 

our Chicago representative. After a fhoro 
investigation they all turned in w-parati* re¬ 
ports which agreed that the Ziegfeld manage¬ 
ment was endeavofing to intimidate our girls 
into signing contracts contrary to the 

basic agreement, and by subterfuge were 
seeking to avoid payment for any ninth 
performance which might be given in the fntnre. 
Seeing that we had hern supported hy his own 
association in the arbitration we took the only 
steps possible under the cirrumstanees and held 
tbe curtain in Chicago until Mr. Ziegfeld had 

met bis obligations. We woul^ like to point out 
that this stand was taken for the smaller peo¬ 

ple in tbe company and that the principals, 
without an exception, and tbeee included such 
famous actors as Uaymond Ilitebcock. W. C. 

Fields and many others, were ail with us, and 
they knew every detail of tbe case. 

“To show tbe ingratitude of .Mr. Ziegfeld 
1 will now explain the case of Miss Micbelena, 
which has been garbled in every account given 
to the press. Miss Micbelena was engaged as 
leading prlma donna—lur name was to appear 
first among tbe women in the advertising, and 
there were other conditions usual to a person of 
her position. Miss Micbelena holds a ‘run-of- 

thc-play’ contract, L e., one that n mains in 
force as long as tbe play runs, but during re¬ 
hearsals some of tbe written scenes in which she 
was to appear proved to be unsuitable to the 
‘Follies’ and-were eliminated. As ber part bad 
been reduced Mr. Ziegfeld felt be would like 
to get out of ber contract and therefore asked 
ber to Join Oliver Morosco. This, at first, abe 
was unwilling to do, wbereufion Mr. ZIegeld ap¬ 
pealed to ns, and we, desirous of helping him, 
or any other manager, approached Miss Mich- 

elena, and thru our efforts persuaded ber to 
accept this new engagement, with the under¬ 

standing that abould the Morosco piece be with¬ 
drawn, then automatically ber ‘run^f-the- 
play’ contract with Ziegfeld abould be once 
again taken up. Mr. Morosco'a prodoetion ran 
ten weeks and during that period we saved Mr. 
Ziegfeld Miss Micbelsna’s salary. Her return 
to Mr. Ziegfeld seemed to Irritate him. Much of 
tbe trouble which has since arisen has been 
due to this. Whoa Fannie Brice was taken 
sick and was about to leave tbe cast Miss 
Micbelena was ordered to amalgamste part of 
ber work with ber own. MIm Brice’s material 
la not suited to Miss Micbelena. Thera are 
burlesque comedy sc^-ncs and some songs which 
are quite out of her line, besides which, under 
ber contract, she it not supposed to understudy 
anybody. Mr. Ziegfeld and I discussed all tbia 
in New York, over tbe phone and by exchange 
of telegrama, and 1 communicated with Mlta 

press, of ingratitude in not appri jiatinc our 
many efforts to help him now and in ti, ■ fUSt. 
ami we further challenge him or nny otbee 
manager to prove a single case of discourtesy or 

injustice on tbe part of tbe Actors’ Cqui y 
Association. There are many managers tvi j 
whom we never have bad the slightest troul..<, 
To name only a few we will mention Mr. K. 
linger, Charles Dillingham and Comstock 
Gest. Any manager who lives up to bis agree¬ 
ment receives nothing but co-operstion and as¬
