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COLORED man who had lonp been 
with a biff c-ircus as porter on a 
private car. iuit who had started 

his circus career as a musician in the 
Negro side-show i>and. was asked why he pre¬ 
ferred to be a porter nather than a musician. 

“The last season 1 played in the band,” said 
he. “I was its leader, and altho in that season I 
had all the leadlmc bii.«:iness I wanted 1 would 
not return un<ler another director, so I decided to 
take the porter Job which was open to me. You 
see thi.a is the way it haripened: 

“At the close of a season the man who had 
been our band leader for quite a number of years 
left us. and the side-show manager decided to 
keep the same colored bo>-s together as his band 
for the ne.xt ye.ar. So he hired them individually. 
On the day we opened our season we were ad¬ 
vised that the colored musicians shotild select 
their leader from among their own members. 
That was the turning point in my career and p>it 
me out of the music business forever. You see 
every one of thf>se hoys, from- the Eb clarinet 
player to the bass drummer, w.as a candidate for 
leadership, and the result of each of the tlr."»t 9!> 
ballots cast was one vote for each member. It 
was necessary at last for the side-show manager 
to make a selection, and. because of the longest 
period of service, I was the lucky man. So for 

«ix unhappy months I was leader of that band, and 
yoii may believe me when T tell you tho.se de¬ 
feated leaders crowded my busy hours with more 
worries than one colored man could stand. Tn 
those six months I got all the ‘leading* T wanted 
for a lifetime and more than one man’s life- 
share of sotir music. No—no more colored band 
for me! I guess I am like all the rest of them— 
we each want to be the leader!” 

The w riter has during his experience of many 
years in the show buslnes.s—forty, to be exact— 
noticed a very marked ten lency on the part of 
every circus man to be “the leader.” Commenc¬ 
ing with the contracting agent, who is the first 
man to visit a show stand, and including press 
agent, advertiser, department boss, staff official, 
superintendent, bareltack rider, trapezlst (and 
not forgetting the proprietor by any means', 
each knows Just exactly how to use the personal 
pronoiin—first person, singular. 

We showfolks. all of us, like an audience, I 
think you will agree with me that a gO(*d big 
turnaway audience is inspiring in many waw. 
And, as our activities are carried on 1)efore an 
audience, from the moment the first man rolls out 
of his sleeper In the morning, and before the first 
wagon has been lowered from the cars to the 
pavement, until the last wagon has been loaded 
at night, the circus man has his audience, little 
or big. Sometimes he is pestered by his ob- 
server.s. Perhaps they crowd in upon him as ho 
hurries back and forth during the busy hours of 
morning when every moment counts, but always 
he is conscious of them, and in a personal way 

e is apt to "play to them” Just a little and some¬ 
times more. Rut. always and ever>'where. the 
showman, no matter what his part may be. Is 
Impressed with the all-importance of his own 
part and feel.x that, unless his work is completed 
by "opening time,” the day's business can not be 
carried on. 

It is just this spirit of all-importance that pos- 
.sesses each and every real circus man that makes 
possible the one-dav .stands and two performances 
a. day, rain or shine, of the big American circus. 

T ^S not the writer’s Intention to enlarge upon 
the splendid s^'stem that makes possible tho 
handling of a big, modern circus. Foreign 

that the local officers will stand for. One 
would think that the petty annoyances 
Imposed on the i)ubllc by these shows, as. 
for instance, the "hold-out,” “walk-away’’ 

and "short-change" gags, would h« enough to make 
return engagements impo.sslble, let along the strong 
games that are still carried by some circuses that 
should be able to exist on the legitimate proceeds of 
their admissions. These fellows, who might. If hon¬ 
est. attain to high standards, have never learned that 
honesty Is Just as essential In the circus bu.-inesa 
as it Is In any other field of endeavor. It would 
he well for them to play to the audience In the 
sense of wanting to be regarded a.«» on the square 
and clean In the conduct of their affairs. If it is 
worth while to play to the outside audience, while 
strutting about the lot In the morning to make 
the front of being a real personal wonder, it surely 
is worth while to play to the auditors inside who 
have paid their honest money in the expectation of 
seeing an honest show and who expect to receive 
their honest change when they trustingly hand in 
their money, willing to pay the advertised price of 
admission. 

No circus l.s worthy to survive from year to 
year that thrusts under the public's nose crooked 
games of chance which some shows still persist 
in running as Important revenue producers. Rig 
or permanent success cannot come to .ahow-.s of 
this classy and it is ‘high time that ail honest 
shownten should make a concerted effort to elimi¬ 
nate the.»e abuses that in a measure discredit 
the whole amtisement business. 

Not so long ago the writer was approached by 
a circus proprietor who suggested that the 
writer, with his co-partners, take several 

small shows and put them together and make a 
hig show of them that might rival the biggest. 
It takes something besides many wagons, cars, 
horses, animals, tents and performers to make a 
big show that will command the attention of the 
American public. It takes sincerity of purpose 
above all. and—remembering the audience you 
are always playing to—It takes an audience. The 
real big audience can not be created unless tho 
show Is conducted In an honest manner. 

Re< ently a company of showmen sent out Us 
ngent.s, spreading the rei>ort that their proprl?tors 
were soon to purchase a certain big circus. Of 
course they had never approached the proprietors 
of the big show with such a proposition, for too 
well they knew, even If the show were for sale. 
Its owners, who had built It In strict accordance 
with the highest business principles, would not 
peddle it to them, and another very Important 
reason they did not make such a proposition to 
buy was that they did not have the price. 

There Is Just one way to acquire a big show 
with a big reputation and that la to build the big 
show’ and ut the same time build the big audience 
necess.ary to support it by keeping faith with that 
audience. 

After all the audience Is the Important factor. 
Our American audiences are very friendly, and 
when occasion demands very lenient, too. b'lt 
our public wants to know It Is not being goug* d 
or swindled, let alone sandbagged. 

It Is gratifjing to note that the percentage 
of gr.iftlng shows Is today small, and growing 
still smaller, and let us hope that the near future 
will see only legitimately conducted circuses and 
that the public, that great, big, good-natured 
American audience, will have the added pleasure 
of feeling well and honestly treated when 
spends Its money to see any American circus.

Never l>een done by 
any other performer, .lohn Dpe tried it once with 
the so-and-so show, broke his ankle and had to 
quit the business!” etc., etc. .^o the circus man sets 
himself a standard of highest po.xslhle attainment 
in his line and strive.s ever after tfi live np to it. 
That, too, is because he always ha.s an audience. A.VD what should l)e the showman'.s attitude 

toward the atidlence? 
The circus proprietor, more than any em¬ 

ployee, should r»“meml>er his ohlig.itions toward 
the public. In this day and age. whether he plays 
the’ little villages or our metmjiolitan cities, he 
will do well to forget that old "rulie’’ stuff 
and the “guys” and set himself .a standard 
to live up to nt least as .ambitious as that of 
his acrobats. 

It is a deplorable fact that some of the smaller 
circuses still run "graft" in all its forms, from a 
"kootch” show for men only—behind ,a red enr- 
taln in the side-show'—up to tho strtmgesl game 

army representatives, as well as distinguished 
American soldiers, have studied the operations 
of the hig show and expressed surprise and ad- 
mir.atlon at the efficiency demonstrated in Its 
handling, and have been especially Impressed with 
the spirit with which the work is accomplished. 

Not only is the cirrus man a “leader” in his 
work, but he !.>» a very jealous leader. He always 
assumes that he is absolutely the ablest man in 
his particular line, and so he sets himself a stand¬ 
ard that makes him hustle to live up to. If he is 
an advertising agent he must get the best location 
in the city and one that the agent of the opposi¬ 
tion show could not possibly land, or. If he is a

(some of the best of these will be published for 
Statewide distributionl; a service to answer in- 
(lulries. etc.; a beginning organization of student 
directors to go ont to nearby centers to help in 
directing plays; an expected arrangement to con¬ 
duct “schools” for iMiral'leaders In the county or¬ 
ganizations of the State; a propaganda to en¬ 
courage ciuinty fairs to establish their own county 
theaters—the Cortland .and Fatavla fairs had ver>' 
successful theaters In 1921, etc. The present or- 
g.anlzatlon cannot keep up with the growth of the 
demand for help that ha.s been created. 

Among the plays that have been most suc¬ 
cessful at the fair are: Zona Gale’s ‘*Nelghhor.»,” 
Alice Brown’s ’’Joint Owners In Spain,” Lady 
Gregory’s "The Pot of Broth.” Harold Brlghmise’s 
“l.oncsomellke,” Richard Harding Davis’ “The 
Zone Police,’’ George Paston’s “Feed the Brute,” 

Margaret Scott Oliver’s “The 
/fciVbisbii Striker,” Tcheckoff’s “The Boor,” 

Lord Dunsany’s “A Night at an Inn.” 
The .success of these pl.ays and 

the number of inquiries about them by com¬ 
munities planning to play them shows that good 
play."* appeal if one only has the courage to try 
them. .Next Septemlx-r's repertory will include. It 
is hoped, some of the original pla>'S written espe- 
cliilly for the country theatt'r, and the continuance 
of the New York State Fair Commission Prize 
■will insure eventually ,a. body of increasingl.v good 

plays dealing with country life, 
viewed first hand and with s»>'mpa- 
thy. Surely no better grounding 
for the possible "American drama” 
can be expected, .‘tiibseqiient years 
.a.s the county fair theaters develop 
county prize winning plan’s and 
troupes of actors will be coming 
up to compete for the .'(tate prize— 
.a model community building to 
hou‘*e the “theater” will he built; a 
“school” or series of conferences 
and demonstrations for leaders In 
community dram.a. will he held dur¬ 
ing Fair Week, etc.—there are still 
dreams to he dreamed. 

So, not forgetting that North 
Dakota. .North r’arollna, T’tah. 
Tnwa, West Virginia have done 
not.nble work in this field, and'that. 
even where most is done, the work 
Is bnt boginning, the po.«sihllltles 
of creating .a countryside theater— 
W'ith schools, churches, gr.anges, 
clubs co-operating—with county 
fairs centers of acting, with every 
group of neighboring communities 
organizing their littio theatrical 
“circuit,” with improving taste de¬ 
manding the best of plays, with 
more .and more plays “springing 
from the soil.” ■\\ilh all the educa¬ 
tional and socializing benefits that 
are already being realized—New 
York State and Us State Fair Com¬ 

mission and Its State College of Agrlenlture have 
taken a constructive lead In which they may well 
take pride. 

Above are the substantial fact.**. Perhaps the 
atmosphere of the experiment is still beat de¬ 
scribed in the words of an article from The 
Knglish Journal:

£ State Fair wa.<* undertaken bv the Cornell A State Fair wa.<* undertaken by the Cornell 

T’nlverslty Dramatic Club as an experimen¬ 
tal demonstration to stimulate the use of plajit 
in country communities—by granges, churches, 
schools, country Improvement organizations—a* 
a means of recreation, education, culture and 
‘getting together.’ 

“The venture wa.** planned to show how com¬ 
paratively easily good, rather than poor, playn

Standing room only during “The Pot of Broth Tinal scene in Zona Gale’s “Xeighbors" 
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the Philadelphia Centennial Exposition were still 
fresh in the minds of leading local business men 
who had witnessed the big Quaker City event and 
who, in the promotion of the exposition here, 
were strongly Intluenced by their Philadelphia 
Impressions in deciding the alms and character 
of the Institution they were bringing into being. 

An agricultural fair had been in existence 
since 1846, but the promoters of the new fair 

wanted an event with a personal character in 
which the industrial exhibits would receive spe¬ 
cial care and encouragement. There has never 
been a departure from that policy, and the 
Canadian National Exhibition has had Its reward 
In attendance, constant growth in the apprecia¬ 
tion shown by the public and exhibitors alike, 
and in the broader national service it has been 
privileged to undertake. Receiving only nominal 
government support. It is doubtful whether the 
institution would have survived the first few 
turbulent and trying years had it been modeled 
after the lines of the agricultural shows of that 
day. Manufacturers and industrial interests were 
stanch friends—they still are!—and perhaps of 
all cla.sses of exhibitors showed the keenest ap¬ 
preciation of Its services. 

It is some years—not excepting the war period 
—since the Canadian National Exhibition was in 
a po.^itlon to meet all the demands made upon 
it for space, agriculturally or industrially. Two 
years ago tho problem of Increased accommoda¬ 
tion could not be longer Ignored. The Canadian 
National Exhibition is owned by the city of To¬ 
ronto, and when new buildings are required a 
money by-law, or ordinance, is put before the 
people to provide the necess.ary funds. One mil¬ 
lion dollars was voted for a Live Stock Arena 
promptly. 

Manufacturing Interests were critical of tho 
exhibition attitude. There was urgent need of a 
new Machinery Building, and a Pure Food Build¬ 
ing among others. In view of the post-war finan¬ 
cial stringency another appeal to the people for 
money was not expedient, but the two industries 
named were Insistent upon early consideration of 
their claims to adequate structures where they 
could be properly housed and grouped, 

Tho problem of financing the buildings with¬ 
out going to the people was finally solved in 
this manner: The pure food interests were called 
into conference and the suggestion made that if 
they’ would get a sufficient number of exhibitors 
to contract for space over a period to be named 
at a certain price the building would be assured. 
From the Canadian National Exhibition stand¬ 
point tho display charge was placed sufficiently 
high to care for all ch.arges. Interest and main¬ 
tenance, and leave .available a surplus that will 
go into the sinking fund, which in ten years will 
wipe out tho bonds floated for the p)irpose. The 
proposition was accepted eagerly, and a new type 
of building, containing courts and other unique 
feature.". Is now well under way. It will be over 
L’OO feet sqtiare, built In units to facilitate future 
extensions and additions. 

Tho prospective Machinery TIall. work on 
^^hich will be started immf'diafoiy after the 1922 
fair, will contain from TO.hOrt to 100.OOf* feet of 
exhil>lt space, or almost throe to four times a.s 
much as the Pure Food Btillding. These two 
btjlldings represent an expenditiire of approxi¬ 
mately J.'0O,000. 

Here is the situation: The mllllon-dollar T.lvo 
Stock Aren.a will, because of Its nature, alwa'" 
be a charge iipon the city. The reward of the 
community’ must come from the service it is 
rendering to the rural centers, particularly the 
livo stock breeders. This should be a burden of 
government, but inste.ad Is being assumed by the 
city’ of Toronto. 

The Ptire Food and il.aehlnery Buildings will 
perform a vital service to the industries they’ .are 
er<>cted to serve. They w’ill c.arr.v themselves fl- 
naiieially’ every’ year of the fair, and in a decade 
will l>ecome a gift to the cit.v. without a cent of 
cost, ;i free and valu.able addition to the exhibi¬ 
tion fdant. 

As remarked at the beginning, the development 
of fairs in illfferent cotintries is never identical. 
I.ocal conditions must more or less govern. In 
• 'anada. at least, the encouragement of the in¬ 
dustrial e\hil>ltor has been found profitable both 
from the standi«oint of service and in the more 
taugllde results as measured by the anru.al fi" 
nancl.al statement. 

EVEI.OP.ME.NT of annual fairs In different 
Neither u countries is never exactly identical, 

is their character nor their aims and in¬ 
fluence. Loral cireumstani es must largely’ de¬ 
cide what course their development must take. 
But all this admitted, are the fairs of -Vmerica 
becoming n>o largely agricultural in character 
and incidentally failing in their duty toward in¬ 
dustrial or other productive or cultural force."? 
not directly indigenous to the soil? 

Recently the writer had a discussion along 
this line with a man connected with .Vmerican 
fairs who also enjoys a somewhat extensive knowl¬ 
edge of their European counterparts, who con¬ 
tended that the fair? of America are not func¬ 
tioning properly and are not quite fulfilling their 
mission of stimulating to the extent possible .all 
branches of national life. He argued th.;t their 
future development must be along dualistic lines, 
the cultures and industries, and the arts and 
craft?, as defined from the purely’ agricultural. 
At present they’ harbor too little of the industrial 
and throw almost their entire resources into the 
effort to better farm life and rural conditions to 
the neglect of very important urban interests, he 
claimed. 

"We sound too loudly’ the rural note ard ap¬ 
peal, and one result is that, tho the leading insti¬ 
tutions .are located in large cities, they largely’ 
depend for patr<jnage on people from otitslde 
their own immedi.ate community’. If we will but 
broaden our outlook and provide a greater di¬ 
versity of display and appeal the attendance will 
show’ the effect. If our fairs can be the golden 
key to agricultural welfare they are conceded to 
be, they’ should also be made to more fully reflect 
other activities and to mirror the progress in, and 
to exploit and help bring to a higher level, other 
arts and industrie.",” he declared. 

"We get .a comparatively insignificant patron¬ 
age from otir cities, and what we do get in urban 
popul.ation comes largely with a mind strongly’ 
Inclined to revelry’. Fairs today’ are an attraction 
to the city’ m.an because of their festivities, and 
it remains a question whether the conclusion of 
new’ and l.a."ting business relations get a good 
chance. I re.alize that this question of amuse¬ 
ments is a rather delicate one to discuss with a 
fair man. but most of us will admit among our¬ 
selves that, from the thoughtful city’ man's stand¬ 
point, there is too much of the jazz and too lit¬ 
tle business in the aver.age fair. 

• "Amusements are essential. Our fairs could 
not live without them, but business considerations 
should be first in these gatherings. In the ideal 
fair not only the direct buying public attends, but 
the middleman also, and connections are made 
between the pro'lucer and the intermediaries th.at 
carry his product to the public. The public comes, 
looks everything over, feels, drink." or eats the 
samples anil learns the progress and v.ariations 
of the different articles. Tho real found.ation Sould be the industri.al synthesis if fairs are to 

i the broad economic f.actors they .are designed 
o be. They have about rc.ached the height of 

their developmejit .along agricultural lines am 
must reach oiit for new interests to round o’tt 
and lu-ing a proj.ep lialance. as in the ca?f’ of the 
leading Europeau or the occ.asional world’s fairs 
on this coipinent. w hich are a more business-like 
m.anifestation. with, as the most import.ant 
exigency, tlic qu;.lity of the exhibits, a? well as 
the vi.sitors. < »ne got s with the other, and It 
shotjld be .a not impo.^sible t.'tsk to demonstrate 
to the manuf.'ictnrer that in our annual fairs, 
while entertainment and novelties will continue 
to be mo.st largely sought .after, a very’ large 
percentage of visitors will attend ffir information 
and enlightenment along industrial as well as 
farm lines. Rrim.irily’, ngriculttire mtist continue 
to dominate, but our fair** mu.'t l)ei-ome more 
gener.al in character and perhaps a little more 
serious, with .a stronger ll'ajiing towards the cul¬ 
tural. If there is any l " k of appreciation on the 
part of the \irli3n ptibli'i. or tlie manufai-ttirer, 
the ap.'ithy i" pr b.i'.’y .pu- to the undere.-tim.atlon 
of the fairs’ advertising, merchandising or edu- 
cationar T>otentia]ities arising fmm the f.ict that 
in the great luilk *>f our fair jiropaganda these 
factors are altogether overshadowed by’ the man¬ 
ner In which the pureli- agricultural or recrea¬ 
tional are stressed and overemphasized." 

.\n advertising campaign among manufactur¬ 
er? was one of the remedies suggested. That the 
merchant or manufacturer is not .awake tf» the ad- 
v’ertising advantages of fairs he attributed not to 

a lack of business acumen on the part of tho 
producer or middleman, but to the men and 
methods behind the fairs. Manufacturers as a 
class greatly underestimate their effectiveness 
as an advertising medium. Few really’ regard 
them as advertising mediums at all; and yet they 
offer the advantages of all media. Large news¬ 
paper .associations, individually and collectively, 
he went on to point out, c.arry’ on a persistent 
campaign to convince the advertiser of the value 
of their medium as a sales force. Advertising 
agencies follow the same course. The fair man, 
if over he does (‘•anvass the merchant or manu¬ 
facturer for patronage in the way’ of exhibit space, 
approaches the subject with an apologetic man¬ 
ner and diifident air—and fails to convince. 

AVhat more could a manufacturer ask for than 
that thousands should p.ay' admis.^ion to see his 
product demonstrated in a way’ that will sell it 
to the consumer where the written page would 
leave him cold? Yet how few’ take advantage of 
this annual opportunity to do intensive sales pro¬ 
motion work. t\'hen they do, in too many cases

they’ arrange their booths in a perfunctory man¬ 
ner, with a junior in charge who has no adequate 
conception of his product or of the most effective 
means of pre.senting it to the public. In tl»e lat¬ 
ter case .a little bold advice on tho p.art of the 
fair man. tog"th<r wkh suggestions regarding 
the printed matter to be given out at the booth", 
would go .a long way’ towards strengthening the 
fair.s with tho Indu.'-trial section of the com¬ 
munity. 

I'airs .Tie among the Cf)untry’’s gn-atest na¬ 
tional advertising resources, and. i»roperIy har- 
ne.s.sed, will pay a l.irge return on the Inve.-tment 
to the manufacturer with initiative and courage 
to take advantage of their size, their value and 
their usefulness. There is an important place 
for Industry’ at the mfidern annuti fair.

The 'I'fironto 
Fair was started at a time when the m.'irvels of 
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WHAT is the greatest need of the 
carnivals? This question is r* PJ 
an all-absorbing one. The 

answer unqui-stionably is—organize. 
Now, the reader may take fright at this sugges¬ 
tion, but his mind will change after canvassing 
the situation and analyzing this viewpoint. 

Recently it was announced that Will Hays, the 
man who handled the recent campaign of Presi¬ 
dent Harding, vi'as to retire from the Cabinet. 
The story also stated that he was to receive a 
talarj’ of $150,000 a year as director for the mov¬ 
ing picture interests. 

The moving picture interests are much younger 
than the carnival busines.s. Yet, if one suggested 
to carnival men that a general bo engaged to 
operate their field and that he be paid such a 
Sillary the carnival business would end right 
there—every carnival man -would die on the spot 
from angina pectoris, or heart dlsea.^. 

Vet had carnival men organized years ago they 
now could well afford to have a high-salaried 
gejiius to stand at the helm and guide their ship 
of hope to the port of higher successes. And it 
is even now time for the carnival men to organ¬ 
ize and make strides ahead. 

Do not let what has been read stagger or stam- 
ped»- the little carnival man. His interests will 
profit jis \v*dl .as tho.se of others thru organiz.ation. 
The little carnival is .as essential to the big car¬ 
nival a- the army is to the general. From the 
little carnivals come the big men of later data?. 
Hence, instead of the little carnival being fright¬ 
ened he should know it is the Interest of his 
bigger brothers to shield and tight for him. His 
aid iS essential to the business. 

The carnival knows many that are opposed to 
the business. With all due respect to that ele¬ 
ment it may be said their .antagonimn is based on 
imagination rather than on fact. This antago¬ 
nism is tlie result of taking snap judgment before 
looking into tho carnl\.';l and knowing its real 
field. Hence, ai.if.ng tlio rl hcr classes is found 
an army aniagoiilirtic to the carnival. 

This army has iij? theater parties, charity balls 
and all such things, but it seldom patronizes a 

\rcTC\\_ riival ground the poor man can bring 
his family, meet his friend.^, be wel¬ 
comed, and ther»- is no demand on 
him to spend a nickel unless the car¬ 

nival has promoted the emotion of desire which 
prompts him to patronize this or that ride, this 
or that show. For a small sum he can entertain 
his family for an evening on less than some of 
the richer element pay for their limousine homo 
from the theater. 

Therefore it is the duty of carnhuil 
men, collectively, to lay plans for a campaign of 
education, bringing the carnival in its true light 
before the prejudiced, and then the antagonism

A.MUSEMENT is the greatest preventive In 
the world for crime. It really is one of the 
greatest gifts to mankind. This was real¬ 

ized during the war, when the Government called 
in its quota of entertainers for the benefit of its 
soldiers. The poor man wants his amusement. 
The rich are willing he should have it. The car¬ 
nival is his boon, therefore, and thru organiza¬ 
tion carnival men can wage an intelligent cam¬ 
paign that will strcngtlien rather than weaken 
the field. > 

There are many ills to which the carnival is 
heir that can be eliminated thru organization. If 
the carnival men think an evil lies in a certain 
place they can, thru organization .and fraternal 
effort, stamp out this evil. Hence the worst 
classes of carnivals will not exist, bec.ause they 
will find no field in wliich to work. 

The knocker is one of the worst evils that 
faces the carnival man. He is given too close an 
oar when he speaks. He tells .a plan.-^lble story to 
one and is taken away by another who is blinded 
for the instant to the fact that such a man may 
give him a temporary advantage, iuit in time w'lll 
lie such a liability that lie will sink the ship of 
the auditor. Knockers soon knock themselves, 
and organiz.ation will permit the knocker to prove 
that every knock is a boost, but too many knocks 
will boost him out of his job.

Several plans 
are now before the 
authorities to rem¬ 
edy this. One of 
these is the con¬ 
struction of an Im¬ 
mense breakwater, 
which will effec¬ 
tively eliminate 

I the undertow, 
making bathing 

safe for everjone. This project, however, is one 
that will cost millions of dollars, and the possi¬ 
bilities of Its accomplishment in the near future 
are very slight. 

Another drawback, even tho the breakwater 
becomes a reality, is the fact that the water at 
the beach is almost too cold for comfortable 
bathing, even on the warmest summer days. 

Possibly In time to come there will be an arti¬ 
ficial beach and Immense tank as, a part of the 
park. This has been contemplated by Frle<lle 
and LoofT, and, if constructed, would greatly add 
to the attractiveness of the park, proving a big 
drawing card. 

This handicap, however, does not exist at Pa¬ 
cific City, at Burlingame, a few miles down tho 
San Francisco peninsula and accessible from all 
parts of the city by street car, as Is “Chutes at 
tho Beach.” 

Pacific City today Is but a dream, Neverthe¬ 
less It is a dream that will come true In the very 
near future, for there are substantial business 
men behind the project and the actual work of 
construction Is now well under way, ground hav-

land-office business and bringing Joy to tho hearts 
of thousands of San I-'ranciscans who are revel¬ 
ing in the novelty of a form of amusement that 
heretofore had been denied them.

Today, however, things are changing, and 
every indication is that San Francisco shortly 
will be well taken care of In the matter of out¬ 
door amuse/nent resorts—better. In fact, than at 
any previous time in her history, for, outside of 
Woodward's Gardens of the early days and the 
Chutes, which w-ere razed shortly after the great 
Are of 1906, the city has boasted of nothing of 
this character. 

The start in this direction already has been 
made by John Frledle and .\rthur I.#oofT, two well- 
known showmen with foresight and the courage 
of their convictions. 

Do.«!pite the gloomy predictions of many that 
Kan Francisco's public never would support an 
outdoor amu.sement park, Frledle and Looff laid 
their plans and invested their capital in a large 
plot of land near the Cliff House, where with In¬ 
finite pains they have built up a park of which 
any city might Justly be proud. 

Beginning in a small way a couple of years ago, 
they gradually Increased the size of their hold¬ 
ings until today the park stands virtually com¬ 
pleted and a paying proposition for Its owners.

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Uon of the petty annoyance to the patron and 
the additional labor and expense to the park 
owner who had to keep on hand and handle large 
stocks of pennies and at the end of each month 
fill out complicated blank forms In making re¬ 
turns of the tax to the district revenue rollector. 

If the association hud never done anything else 
or ever will do anything else this one accomplish¬ 
ment justilies its existence and should make every 
man and woman in the business feel that mem¬ 
bership In such an organization is well worth 
while. And we are not going to stop on past per¬ 
formance. tVe took the best we could get on the 
matter when wo compromised on ten cents or 
les.s, but we propose to continue our work until 
all admission taxes on the poor man’s amuse¬ 
ments are abolished. 

In connection with the reduction of admission 
taxes is the abolition of the tax on all passes, which 
was a nuisance to every man in the amusement 

field. One carnival 
company, I have 
been told, had to 
carry two extra men 
last summer whose 
whole time was 
taken up looking 
after and properly 
accounting for the 
tax on passes. The 
association also se¬ 
cured the favorable 
recent ruling on 
minimum taxes on 
repeat rides and had 
considerable to do 
with securing the 
decision that where 
there Is a difference 
In price between la¬ 
dies’ and gentlemen’s 
admission to dancing 
pavilions and roller 
rinks the tax on la¬ 
dles’ tickets Is on 
the amount paid for 
admission ^•egardless 
of the price paid by 
gentlemen for ad¬ 
mission to the sam** 
place. The a.s8ocla- 
tion also had a lot 
to do with the en¬ 
tire elimination of 
taxes on soft drinks 
and beverages, many 
millions of gallons 
of which are sold In 
parks. Much of the 
credit for good work 
getting favorable 
rulings and decisions 
from the Treasury 
Department should 
bo given to Mr. Leon¬ 
ard B. Schlos.s, gen¬ 
eral manager of 
Glen Echo Park, 
Md., whose offices 
are in Washington. 

In quite a few' 
States la.st year leg¬ 
islation Inimical to 
the park Intere.sts 
was proposed. Wher¬ 
ever the association 

officers heard of this the matter was taken up. 
In Pennsylvania a proposition to impo.“e a gross 
sile.s f.ix on .amusements was defeated, as was an 
efiual rights bill, which, if pa.ss»‘d, would have 
CHiistul park managers much trouble in dancing 
jtaviliun.H and restaurants where in the Interest of 
jMiidlc safety it is .absolutely nocess.ary to draw' 
the enlor lino. The fact that thn park men have 
a union lias much weight with legislators. This 
demonstrates the value of unity. 

Tile .'issociatir)n has closely co-operated with 
thn Antl-Bliie I„iw League of .\merlca, which has 
(ionn much good work in the national capital 
and thriiout the country In the way of opposing 
\ic!oii8 legl.slaflon which would prevent park 
tnanag»Ts serving th«> public on Sundays. Tlio

thing's have come Instead, but I believe 

It Is just beRlnning. The people are tired 
of Just “vision,” are hungry for “subst.anre,” 
and the outlook never appeared brighter, both 
from a literary and (Inane ial standpoint. Good 
business, in my oi'inion, i.s on the way and com- 
In^r fast. If such be not the ca.se why do the 
Me.ssrs. Itlni?ling I’.rothers Improve each year 
and adif extra costly features? They are bigger 
and better than ever and all because of their pol¬ 
icy of keeping abreast or a little ahead of the times 
and giving the public a little more than its money’s 
worth in legitimate and popular entertainment. 

.My exp* rlenee'in the show buslne.s** this; 
That the shoestring managers who try to put out 
shows with any kind of pickup actors, inadequate 
oq’.iii>m.^nt, poor plays, etc., are “doomed for the 
rock.s” at the outset. Hut the real managers who 
make the tented theater their business, their lifo 
work, to stand or fall by It, who always give tlie 
people the best obtainable In play.s, real actors, 
proper surroundings to work under and clean, 
pleasing vaudeville, good music, etc., are bound 
to succeed. 

t>ne of the greate.-^t factors in the sncce.-*s of 
any manager is practice of “smilin’ thru” In spite 
of obstat lcs encountere.l. Uultivated courtesy, 
smiles and cheerfulness will win more people than 
any other thing. 7'he entire force from the front 
door to the stage .should alwaiys be on hand with 
a smile, .a “Thank you” an*! "Is there anything I 
can do for you?” The ticket sellers, the door 
men. the r«'served se.at men. the ushers and the 
orchestra, as well as the lookouts on the outside, 
should .strive to outdo each other in this respect. 

Another factor of Importance is courtesy to 
the press and the city and county olflclals—the 
ones who can do you more harm or good than 
anyone el.se. Uavors extended to them always 
Iring the bigge.st returns and do much to pro¬ 
mote better con<litions for the future—wider 
privileges and a friendly feeling all around, 

P'lTJF'ECTIOX has ever been the aim in every 
line of enile.avor and Its realization has never 
been reached at a single boun<l, but by re¬ 

peated succe.«sfnl attempts to improve every factor 
that goes to make up a compl«*ted work, improv¬ 
ing at each step the imperfections of the preced¬ 
ing one until a finished project i.s the result after 
weeks, months or years, generally the latter. 
The progre.'*s made an<l the successful achievement 
r<‘alize(l by one of the most successful shows in 
America reads like a fairy tale or the develop- 
tnent of any of our modern improvements, like 
the growth of the airplane or steam engine, from 
the dreams of Darius Green and hl.s (lying ma¬ 
chine to our perfected air an<l seaplanes, or the 
tea-kettle day dreams of little James Watts to 
our wonderful perfected steam engines of today. 

Ileginning over twenty years ago with wh.at 
was really .a rag opera each year has bro’ight suc¬ 
cessive Improvements until today our tented 
theater la the last word in comfort and cfflciency. 
In the days when I started trouplng the stage 

was small, awkwardly constructed with one of 
the center poles in the center of the stage, an 
encumbrance in every way except for one play 
where a llag pole was needed, and then it was a 
useful prop for a moment. The stage only reached 
across the opening of the proscenium arch and 
the actors dre.ssed on the ground on either side, 
brushing dust from their eyes on dry, dusty lots 
and wading in mud and water and putting their 
trunks on piles in rainy weather. With cum¬ 
bersome scenery, props and furniture borrowed 
here and there, the actors making the sets, tak-

Ing down the top and putting it up again In the 
next town, the village drayman hauling the equip¬ 
ment as he found time between express and 
freight deliveries, always slow’ and often late, and 
nearly always unable to get the outdt in the box 
car provided by the none too accermmodating rail¬ 
road company. The seats for the audience—rude¬ 
ly constructed benches—ofttimes of boards bor¬ 
rowed from the lumber yard, ami, of coui’se, un¬ 
comfortable and tire.-*ome, and always han.licapped 
on account of being unable to heat the tent and 
play only during the warm summer months. 
Torch lights, oil and gasoline lamps and finally 
acetylene gas were used for illumination. About 
a dozen years ago, hoping to overcome some of 
these obstacles and expedite hauling and jumps, 
I purchased several cars, teams, wagons, and 

w'lth this added equipment attempted to 
revolutionize tent show transportation. My 
wagons were especially built eighteen feet 
long, eight feet wide, with eight-foot wings 
on the sides so that the three wagons w hicli 

carried the entire equipment composed tho 
stage when placed together, ir4x."*4 feet, hauled by 
two heavy draft teams. I also carried a cook¬ 
house, a hand-carved band wagon (whlc'h was 
also used for a gilly wagon), a special car for the 
people and a pony and trap which led the parade. 
All of the above equipment being transported on 
three of my own flat cars, but it proved too ex¬ 
pensive and cumbersome, and I only carried It 
one season. 

But thru these wonderful glasses of mine 
what a change can be seen! Xow we have; made 
at my own special order, a square end tent thea¬ 
ter with a stage reaching from wall to wall, dress¬ 
ing rooms high and dry, all on the stag**. Tho 
center pole eliminated, .and for twenty or thirty 
feet in front of the stage no obstruction of any 
kind. .V speci.ally constructed (lat scenery, spe¬ 
cial drops and complete «dectrical equiitment, 
needing only .a connecting wire to the city plant. 
Carrying all my prop.-*, furnittire and every ac- 
ces.«ory used in modern th«‘aters. The auditorium 
proper having sawdust ai.^les, and in wet wea’her 
having s.awilust doors with comfortable high-back 
chairs and benches. And today, in.«tead of the old 
stereotyped plays ustt.ally used and often out of 
I>rint, we have new royalty plays from the pens 

< f the best .authors, making it atl in all a com¬ 
fortable tented p.alace %v.armed by large, specially 
constructed stoves of my own designlner, allow’- 
ing UK to play in .any klrul of Mc.ather conditions 
with assurance to the public that they will be as 
warm an in the majority of theater.s. 

M.\N'Y dlfhculties present themselves today the 
same as twenty years ago—the problems of 
suitable towns and cities, lots, competition, 

etc. My greatest succe.'^ has been in cities of from 
ten to lifty thousand poptil.ation, altho many towns 
of smaller size are played to sfdendid returns. "My 
equipment does not consist alone of the property 
described .above, but includes ,a Pullman cax with 
staterooms, dining room, kitchen .and bath, with 
otir own water and lighting system, refrigerating 
plant, etc., which my wife, J. D. Jr., and I call our 
home, altho I have a farm .at Jacksonville, Tex., 
which produces some of the finest fruit, cotton 
and vegetables in the .■^tate. This year I offered 
the members of the company .a portion of any¬ 
thing they chose from the products of my farm 
to send home, each of whom av.ailed himself of 
the opportunity, and gallon cans of ribboncano 
.syrup down to the finest sweet potatoes were sent 
by them as well as myself to relatives. A com¬ 
pletely equipped baggage car is carried, and this 
not only holds the entire show’ property, but my 
limousine and the ever-useful two-and-a-half-ton 
truck which hauls tho outfit to and from the lot. 
A crew’ of seven w’orklng men, an orchestra and 
a most capable company uphold the traditions of 
this noted organization w’hich h.as been built on

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Are the chautauquas <»uffering from the busi¬ 
ness depression? That Is a question often 
asked. We will unhfsitatinfrly say that 

they are, but we believe they are suff«Tinp far 
lees in proportion to their l>ooking« th.an the 
theatrical interests. 

The reason for this lies larctely In the fact 
that the chautaufiuas, and. to a le^ser decree, the 
lyceum, are more nearly local affairs. There are 
many local Interests back of all th*.>»e efforts that 
are not enlisted in the theatrical came They 
more nearly enlist the spirit of play which in¬ 
terests life from the cradle to the grave and is as 
universal in the animal world a.® it is with man; 
In fact, every living creature is endowed with the 
desire to play. 

Only a part, but that is a very large part, of 
men and women de.sire to be actors. Therefore 
the Chautauqua mixes its appeal so as to more 
nearly satisfy a universal want than does the 
theater, and for that reason is suffering less at 
this time than its twin brother. 

Of course, to those managers who have al¬ 
ways beer? doing busi¬ 
ness on a rising market 
and who could fix their 
own overhead, set their 
own salaries, measure 
their own worth, buy 
their talent in the open 
market ami sell it in 
secret, the fact that they 
will have two circuits 
this season where they 
had three last year will 
probably seem to them a 
calamity. 

That the Chautauqua 
develops devotees who 
look to its annual visits 
with almost the same re¬ 

ligious fervor that actu¬ 
ates those who visit 
Mecca Is attested by 
the large number who 
have never missed a ses¬ 

sion. This Is true of the 
Mother Assembly, where 
a regular cult has been 
developed and whose 
happiness is not complete 
without an annual visit 
to Chautauqua Lake. 

That same spirit is 
found In those towns 
where the management 
has been wise enotigh to 
develop the local self- 
help spirit. It is deadest 
where the clrcult-get- 
rlch-qulck 'Walllngfor.is 
have had full sway. There 
has been a grand rush by 
a great many managers

.‘'Uiierficlal promoters have mistaken this pass¬ 
ing attention for abiding interest, these .amuse¬ 

ment weather ^ane promoters are suffering a 
slump and for the same reason that the theatrical 
amusement purveyor is suffering. 

The Chautauqua stands for two things that 
are Innately different from what the thea¬ 
ter stands for, and where these tw’o things 

are put in the background the Chautauqua loses. 
Mrst: The lecturer must lead out with his 

abiding fundamental message that he has lived. 
His theme must be big enough to engage the best 
thought of the community. He must be .able to 
open new visions to others and to show a prom¬ 
ised land just beyond. The ch.autauqua has been ov¬ 
ercursed with a lot of gllb-tongued spielers, bally¬ 
hoo orators who could make a speech on any sub¬ 
ject. but who never stood hitched for two consec¬ 
utive minutes at any post of duty that c.alled for 
an ounce of courage, conviction or inconvenience. 

The reason for the loss of power here is be- 
c.au8e the manager has become the proprietor 
when he ought to be the agent M’hen the 
scheme of bureaus collecting the fees was up for 
discussion I vigorously opposed it, for the obvious 
reason that it was fundamentally wrong.

We are suffering a slump In 
those quarters where the gumshoe methods have 
been fostered when the enlightened efforts of 
experience and pirogress .^liould have dlet.ited a 
different policy. 

There are those who ha.e pursued ;i different 
policy^ and they have thrived. They have de¬ 
served to thrive. Even now they are going ahea<l. 
At present the rule l.« to buy, beg or steal Chau¬ 
tauqua towns, but where service has been rendere*! 
we know that the big Independent Cf>-operatlvo 
Sj-stem has been swamped with towns clamor¬ 
ing to get Into the fold. 

The second great fundamental funetlrm of a 
Chautauqua Is to provide sane, (e-nsible muHlc by 

artists and musicians of merit. The sort of mu¬ 
sic that Napoleon Bonaparte had in mind when 
he .said: "Of all the lll>eral arts, music has the 
greatest influence over the passions and is that 
to which legislation ought to give the greatest 
encotiragement.” 

There are certain chautauqua systems whose 
programs are a cheap, amateurish Imitation of a 
second-rate cabaret. Others show a preponder¬ 
ance of the flimsy flashes that are a hit today and 
.'I disgrace tomorrow. Such trashy, mushy, moron 
syncopation promoters reap the sort of reward 
that they deserve. 

The truth is that America is the most musical 
nation on earth. America was the most musical 
n.atlon on earth 'way back in the days when P T. 
Bamum was the best Judge on earth. That was 
why he exploited Jenny Lind In America. 

Many chautauqua managers have been con¬ 
tent to fool the public with aggregations of ama¬ 
teurs, hand-picked, emergency-trained and hud- 
dled-together combinations whose best efforts did 
not‘even excite the ent-y of the village church 

choir or high school or¬ 
chestra, 

Tho largest percent¬ 
age of failures are easily 
located In these train¬ 
ing camps. 

Ivongfellow said: 
"Music is the universal 
language of mankind." 
Put that is no reason 
why we should Imagine 
that mankind has but 
one thought, one emo¬ 
tion. one desire that can 
be reached thru musical 
appeal. 

The American people 
are quick to discern the 
motives of us all. Really, 
the public Is almost un¬ 
canny at times in its 
final analysis of the 
things that are put be¬ 
fore It. 

"WTiat is the result 
when one of these cheep 
managerial promoters Is 
Caught with the goods? 
Just a constant dropping 
away, a backing off on 
the part of the public 
that at first se^ms un- 
notlceable. but is so con¬ 
stant that In time then* 
la a sign "To Let” on the 
door and a stenographer 
is looking for another 
position.

Leavenworth, Kan., a nationally known re¬ 

sort. had an Independent Chautauqua for a number 
of years, then they tried a circuit until they could 
not get any more suckers to guarantee the man¬ 
agerial exploiters, so they decided to rely upon 
their own efforts, and are now: going at It with en¬ 
thusiasm, determined to put over their 1922 pro- 
grram. 

Moberly, Cameron and Salisbury, all In the 
“show me’’ State, are alive with the community 
determination to put over their 1922 Chautauqua. 

A great number of bureaus will present their 
usual circuits this season. As far as we can learn 
most all of the Chautauqua B>'Ptems will come thru 
with their normal business, the exceptions being 

the sort that have oeen beneficiaries of the ab¬ 
normal prosperity that seemed to find Its way Into 

the Chautauqua field early and rewarded even the 
most Indifferent efforts with ample returns. 

The Mutual-Morgan Bureau, booking out of 
Chicago, reports that It already has more towns 
booked for its three five-day circuits than It had 
la.'^t season. 

Each of the five-day circuits will have a 
“Shepherd of the Hills’’ company as the star at¬ 
traction. The Mutual-Morgan management re¬ 
ports that all three of these companies will be 
produced by the Wales Players and adds: "The 
Wales Players w’ere ranked by The Billboard as 
the leading play producing company as graded 
on last summer’s committee reports." 

On paper the Mutual-Morgan circuits certainly 
look stronger than ever. That the bureaus are feel- 
Ing for a safer, sounder basis for their efforts is 

evident on many sides. The Rad- 
cllffe Bureau has announced that It 
is thru with the foundry-made mu¬ 
sical organizations and that here¬ 
after it will hire nothing but indi¬ 
vidually organized companies. It 
hasn't announced its policy as to 
lecturers, but the real thing is that 
the bureaus see that there is need 
of making the chautauquas function 
better in the local communitle.«. 

The circuits, of course, furnish 
the great preponderance of talent 
that is presented on the Chautauqua, 
and their business depend.s tipon two 
things: Highly organized .sales efti- 
ci*-ncy and the degree of satisfaction 
tliat is being rendered to the local 
communities. 

The tendency until recently has 
l>een to stress the effort f>n the sales 
force. But the competition is now- 
getting so keen and the effort needed 
to land contracts so strenuous that 
the vfuilshing point Is now nearing, 
and profits to bureaus and salaries 
for talent are suffering a natural de¬ 
cline. 

Years ago the best agents were 
given ten per cent commission and 
a drawing account to take care of 
their expenses. Now this has 
climbed up higher and higher until 

some of the bureaus are reported to be averaging 
from 25 to 35 per cent as the cost of selling. 

A few weeks ago the manager of a Chicago 
musical bureau told the writer that he is now- 
paying his agents $50 a week and giving 
them a bonus besides. This same manager at one 
time was able to hire agents on a .small commis¬ 
sion. and they financed theselves while doing 
the booking. 

Roger W. BABSON w-as recently asked to tell 
what could be done to bring about a return 
of prosperity. He replied: "In seeking the 

way to better business let us all remember that 
periods of depression are cau.sed by the extrava¬ 
gance, Ineffciency and dishonesty that develop 
in the latter half of periods of prosperltj-, and

0.\'E phase of outdoor music that makes 
such music a challenge to those who 
would attempt it Is Its frequent diffi¬ 

culty. In carrying music into the open air 
man often has nature to contend with. That Is, 
many of his best-laid effects go astray in the tricky 
acoustics of the out-of-doors. Man’s ingenuity Is 
Lixed to remove these natural handicaps, but he 
is generally successful with the aid of sounding 
boards, amplifying devices and such. Neverthe¬ 
less the mere dltliculty of the problem stimulates 
his Imagln.atlon, for we do admire the perform¬ 
ance of the difficult—Dr. Samuel Johnson to the 
contrary. The philosopher was invited to listen to 
the performance of an Intricate piece of music and 
was asked if he did not think the latter to be dif¬ 
ficult. “Difficult!" exclaimed the doctor. “Wotild 
to God that It were impossible!” 

Besides the advance in mechanical equipment 
the growth of open- 
air music is duo to 
the increa'^ed num- 
I’cr of agencies that 
are bringing it 
about. One of the 

most Important of 
tbes« consists of the 

summer chautau- 
U'l.n.s. These .some¬ 
what Iw-g tile is-'Me 
of acoustical proh- 
b'lns, howe\er, since 
ll'elr tent setting 
^irtually supplies tlte 
acoustic qtialit'es of 

an Indoor audltorl- 
utn. However, they 
do wonders >n Ijrlng- 
Ing music to the 
people during the 

period when the latter prefer to assemble out¬ 
doors. 

Another contributing factor Is the wider de¬ 
velopment of open-air band concerts—that Is, 
the expanding of them into something morathan 
an Instrumental program. Band directors have 
been aided In the combining of community sing¬ 
ing with their concerts thru the availability of a 
collection of band arrangements for the book of 
“Fifty-Five Community Songs" is.sued by C- C. 
Birchard & Company of Bo.'»ton. Bands are like 
tenors—they love to perform music in keys too 
high for the ordinary mort.al. Such band ar¬ 
rangements of community songs in medium keys 
bring the Instrumentalists within the tonal scope 

of the man on the street. Such expansion 
of band programs has been brought about 
partly thru the opening of the eyes of the 
municipal park boards to the civic possibil¬ 

ities of such musical development. In many ras'’« 
the park board has combined with some other 
local group, such as one of the business or¬ 
ganizations. 

.\n Instance of this merging of interests Is the 
musical campaign in Memphis. Tenn.. where the 
Park Commi.ssion and the Chamber of Commerce 
are jointly respon.‘»il)le for a new spirit of com¬ 
munity singing as well as an instrumental de¬ 
velopment. These two agencies have brought to 
Memphis Arthur Nevln, a nationally-kn«)wn com¬ 
poser and director. The effects of this work have 
been so marked that a movement was lately on 
foot to ei'tablish a summer opera company In 
the open at the beautiful Overton Park.

The 
owner of this extensive enterprise, the late George 
Green and one of the most prominent British 
shoxxmen of his time, could scarce appreciate the 
attractivene.ss of a “dark and windy void” to his 
average Scottish patron, but tinally consented to 
the Innovation being In.stalled, tho puzzled to 
realize that .a disused donkey engine, .a bloxver, 
several yards of canxas walling .and a fexv lengths 
of tin piping could possibly provide for the sum 
total of internal fixtures of—as the enthusia.-'tic 
Inshaw assured him—-“THE Greatest Laughing 
Shoxx' on Earth.” 

The art of tho Carnival’s scenic artist produced

Producer of Spectacles Proves That Art Pays Best 

in Any Sort of Entertainment

Xew York, March 13.—E. F. Albce, generally admitted to be the 
master mind of vaudeville, has been charged by Morris Gest, producer 
of spectacles and seeker after novelty in the theater, with the responsi¬ 
bility of advancing the vaudeville show until it becomes the highest 
form of entertainment In a statement made to The Billboard Mr.

The one at the piano Is playing as 

the scene Is disclosed and the orchestra Is 

silent. We wished we could understand tne 

words of the song they sang. We’re wished It 

before when listening to our own singers who 
did not have the advantage of presentation 

snch as Is accorded Mmes. Birse and Ershova In 
these songs by Glinka. After the first, wrhlch 

might have been a Russian "Who Knows?" the 

curtains are drawn and an encore Is accepted 

during which the strains of a cello come from 
the orchestra pit.

don’t prove what an artist can do." 
We could not help from imagining BalleS 

"trying out" in some of the balls into which 
our own hopefuls are booked. 

"I could take a ballet idea to Mr. Albee," 

continued Mr. Gest, "and tell him that 1 
would put it on with say sixty-five people, 

and that it would be an artistic triumph. Do 
you think that I. despite my reputation as a 
producer, and with all my thirteen years of 
experience with Mr. Ilammeratein in present¬ 
ing vaudeville, could get over any such vaude¬ 

ville innovation without a tryout? How could 
the present powers of vaudeville know such 

an idea would pay? 
"Do you suppose I could have booked Chauve- 

Souris intact as a vaudeville unit? No. I 

had to arrange for a theater myself. But for 
that I am not sorry except that I should have 
to be so alone in seeing the importance of this 
show and to understand the hunger of the 
vaudeville theatergoer for something new— 

something different.

"Fortunately for vaude^lle, which I con¬ 

sider ia the greatest medium of entertainment, 
because it reaches so many people, a revolu¬ 

tion is under way right now. There will be 
plenty to say that Shub«'ct vaudeville is on y 
a makeshift; that it won't last; that It can't 

last. But it will. They will risk and because 
of the facilities they have they will win. They 
will make niirtakes, but they will accomplish 
great things, for this time art is not poor. 

"They, too, will learn that they can learn 

much from Ualleff, this showman who has risen 
from the revolution to lead another. Vaudeville 
hat much to learn. It has its wonderful show 
places, beautiful entrances, soft-padded lobbies 
and comfortable scats, sanitary dressing rooms 
and the same stage effects, lighting arrange¬ 
ments and self-satisfaction it had twenty 

years ago.

Then some girls in dinner frocks 
come up the aisle collecting money for 
JJwish War Sufferers and I wondered 
w’ly no one has taken up a collection 
fdr American Play Sufferers. 

Of all the farrago I ever saw served 
“Broken Branches’* is the weirdest. It 
is so old in theme that it has senile 
dementia. The dialog is preposterously 
jejune. And the acting!! There is only 
one man who should play the star part 
in “Broken Branohes.” And that man’s 
name is—Loole Mann! What Mr. 
Mann would do the role of the dia¬ 
mond merchant, who gives everything 
in the woild to his children, only to 
have them turn out loafers and gon- 
ifs!!!! I can see him now’ making 
speeches to his son. I can hear him 
delivering lectures to his daughter 
when she wants to go out to a dance 
given by a grass widow. I can visual¬ 
ize him in his emotions eating the 
scenery, devouring the carpets and 
draperies, and chewing the legs off tho 
solid oak t.ihles and chairs. Mr. Mann, 
and Mr. Mann alone, can do "Broken 
Branches” as it should be done, (This 
la no knock!) 

The play bears every mark of having 
come to Broadway via tho Jewish 
stage. Filial ingratitude and paternal 
sorrow are the favorite ingredients of 
the downtown pla>’wright8. Martens, 
the diamond merchant, is a nondescript 
nationally, but as the character Is 
played by Hyman Adler it is not dilli- 
cult to see what the authors Intended 
him to be. It would h.ave been better 
if Mr. Adler made him up with crepe 
hair and a dialect. He would then 
have heen at least recognizable. Mr. 
Adler is hopelessly monotonous and 
unskilled, altho his assurance is per¬ 
fect. .1. M. Kerrigan, ns McCann, the 
old Irishman who is taken into the 
good, kind diamond merchant’s home 
after his own children have parked him 
In ,a Jersey poorhouse. Is tho only 
member of the east (with the exception 
of Amy Ongley, .a player of experience 
and ability) who has any valid reason 
for heing on the stage. Mr. Kerrigan’s 
crisp comedy sheds the only beam of 
light in the tomblike darkness of tho 
play. Raymond Hackett gives evidence 
of possessing some latent talent, but 
the rest of the company deserves to be 
In Just that kind of a play. The 
authorship reminds me of the tree 
doctor who perched himself on the end 
of a limb and then saw’cd It off.—PAT¬

A tiresome, machine-made effort at 
comedy is this second product of the 
authors of “Dulcy.” Like that vastly 
overestimated contribution to the en¬ 
tertainment of the subscribers of a 
New’ York new’spaper, its appeal w’ill 
be to just the types Messrs. Kaufman 
and Connelly attempt to lampoon in 
their play. It is a very weak blend of 
"The First Year,” "Six-Cylinder Love” 
and about six million man-and-w’oman 
vaudeville acts. There is scarcely one 
genuinely spontaneous laugh from cur¬ 
tain to curtain. There are plenty of 
moments, however, built on the "You 
say this—then I’ll say that—and she’ll 
tell the answer” school of drama mak¬ 
ing. The situations have been cut out 
with a scissors from some book of play 
p.atterns and the characters built from 
specimens of humor rejected by tho 
funny magazines. Strange to say, the 
women characters are the only ones 
who display any signs of humanity. I 
wonder w’hat kind of a complex that 
indicates. Whether the authors in¬ 
tended it or not. their play is a savage, 
unconscious satire on Boss "Worship. 
The desire of the commuting clerk to 
get promoted via the annual banquet 
given by the company to the help is 
the motive of the piece. How he gets 
invited, how he prepares his speech, 
what ho does not say w’hen called 
upon, and w’hat happens when he gets 
his promotion make "To the Ladies.” 
The log-rolling done by the revlow’ers 
on the daily press lead one to imagine 
the banquet scene w’as simply “devas¬ 
tating” in Us fun. It might have been 
if staged by a good burlesque show’ di¬ 
rector, but now’ it is only fatuous. The 
last act (which contains a trick filing 
cabinet w’hose draw’crs slide out and 
hit the boss In the back) is the best of 

the lot. 
I liked Helen Hayes as the sweet 

Dixie bride. She did not goo-goo too 
much, her Southern accent sounded 
Mobile, her makeup was a great im¬ 
provement over her previous effort in 
that line, and she played all the time 
with sincerity and effectiveness. There 
was a pleas.int absence of audience- 
eyeing and '‘putting on airs" which 
have seriously imp.alrod her w’ork late¬ 
ly. My congratulations upon her re¬ 
turn to norm.ilcy. Otto Kruger gave a 
commonplace, colorless and valueless 
charaeterlz.ition to Leonard Beebe. A 
hundred unheard of actors could have 
done a better Job. Mr. Kruger is one 
of the few’ players for whose acting 
ability T have a respect and who has 
the histrionic gift, but he pained me 
this time out. Percy Helton gave a 
sprightly Impersonation of a youth who 
pines to enter vaudeville, a part th.-it is 
inaccurately drawn. ■\''audevme .'is- 
nlrants talk like Chester Mullln onlv 
In magazine stories. The authors 
should know that. Their w’ork In¬ 
dicates more than a passing familiarity 
w’lth the varieties and its methods. 
Isabel Irving w’as a natural matron. 
The two truckmen wrarmed my heart. 

I rriust be a low person or such common 
types would not appeal to me as they 
do—on and off. Norma Mitchell w’as 
a humorously acidulous typist, and 
Robert Fiske acted like a plain mule 
biped. Speaking of the ladiess, the 
show held my attention so that while 
it W’as going on I discovered that the 
corset ad in the program has been 
changed from a medium-stout to a 
Jong-and-lean. That’s good.—PAT¬

The devotion of the Smith family to 
each other Is apparent enough in "Up 
the Ladder” before that play gets un¬ 
derfoot very long. They are normal 
people, the Smiths, with just tho 
amount of domestic friction to make 
their home lifelike. But when little 
Bobble gets the croup you realize the 
strength of the bond of love that binds 
Smith to Smith. They rush for the 
doctor, who comes looking like a Ger¬ 
man barber. They cry. They sob. 
They moan. And when little Bobble 
gets over his choking fit and the doc* 
tor announces that he will live, tho 
plain Smiths fall into each other’s 
arms. Jane Smith sinks into her beau’s 
embrace, which she has been fighting 
off all evening, and the audience dries 
Its tears. Wonderful Institution, the 
croup! One bark of it makes the whole 
world kin. What can you expect of a 
play that starts with "congestion of tho 
lar>’nx or trachea” (Webster’s Collegi¬ 
ate Dictionary) and winds up w’ith a 
hearty, homelike disquisition on tho 
merits and demerits of castor oil? 
Chuck In an ambitious young bonds- 
m.an (salesman), with a lovely young 
W’ife and an insatiable ambition to suc¬ 
ceed; a broker with a b.id n.ime and a 
mean w’ife; still another financier with 
an aw’ful hankering after the lovely 
young wife of the ambitious bond 
salesman, and a flapper daughter who 
loves her "licker,” her clgaret and her 
jazz; the brother of the lovely young 
wife of the ambitious young bond 
salesman; and a gang of cut-throat 
brick makers (who have escaped tho 
Lockwood committee only because they 
live in Jersey) and you have a faint 
f-tea of “Up the Ladder.” I imagine the 
m'r.tlon of the brick makers had some¬ 
thing to do with the title of the piece. 
You know’! Fill up the hod, lift it to 
the shoulder, and then hup—hup—hup, 
rung by rung, to the seventeenth story? 
Hod Carriers and Common Laborers’ 
International Union, D. Allesandro, 
president? "Up the Ladder.” Com- 
prenez? 

There Is also a punchbow’l, out of 
which the flapper daughter of the fi¬ 
nancier w’ho has the awful hankering 
after the lovely young wife of the am¬ 
bitious young bond salesman and the 
sister of the lovely young wife (oh, you 
do It .aw’hile. I’m tired!) get the love¬ 
liest bun you ever s.qw outside of a 
dansant patronized by debutantes. I 
will not tell you the story! Suffice it to 
say that it has everything in it but the 
kitchen still. There are some “Curse 
you, Jim Dalton!” speeches, .a short 
sermon on the Typical American, with 
a slam at the foreign element (Yah! 
who fought the war!), and one of the 
best comedy characterizations of the 
season by Albert Hackett. Doris Ken¬ 

yon Is lovely to look at. and sh'e is 
"devastatingly” unaffected for such a 
pretty girl, but she does not know’ how 
to read lines. She ought to take voice 
culture (no, I am not “capping for 
W—sor P. Ilamsdell), and be under the 
control of a. blindfolded director who 
know’S his business. Paul Kelly is a 
manly and husky lad who looks as If 
he might own a staggering sock. 
(Aside: “That’s the reason he gets a 
good notice, I suppose.”) He ought to 
get over the habit of dropping his head 
and looking out of the corner of his 
eye. It looks too much like getting 
ready to carry the ball. Some stupid 
director must have told him that was a 
sign of boyishness. Not in my family, 
where "Hold your head up” is the 
record that never comes off the ma¬ 
chine. George Le Guere did a small bit 
convincingly, and George Farren played 
well the father w’ho was A-plus in his 
knowledge of castor oil. Mary Bran¬ 
don had an enormously "fat” part as. 
the flapper daughter, and she greased 
things up beautifully. But the most 
consummate comedy playing of the 
evening is done by young Mr. Hackett 
as the lone w’olf of the Smith family. 
The last time I saw Mr. Hackett he 
was in a piece called “A Man in the 
Making.” I thought he was the worst 
actor I had EVER seen. I still think 
he W’as in that play. But In "Up tho 
Ladder” he is priceless. Not even from 
Frank Craven have I seen such beauti¬ 
fully sincere comedy acting. It Is posi¬ 
tively painful to see his Jerry Smith 
worry; it is a treat to listen to his jeer¬ 
ing comments on his sweetheart’s beau, 
and his expressions of surprise, con¬ 
sternation, panic and relief are set 
forth not only in a face of uncommon 
comedy possibilities, but also by legs 
and feet that speak. Just as rotten a.s 
Mr. Hackett w’as in "A Man in the 
Making" just so good—and better—is 
ho in "Up the Ladder." He may bo 
terrible in the next role, but as Jerry 
Smith, whose life ambition is to be a 
shortstop, he is great. I could say 
no more of Booth. "Up the Ladder” is 
a common play for ordinary people. 
The more ordinary the people the bet¬ 
ter they will like it, but It has a mine 
of natural comedy. After all, It Is 
better to laugh than cry!—PATTER¬

As another proof that peo¬ 
ple will spend if you happen to have what 
they want, take the case of ‘'ShufBe Along.” 
Here is a show that is practically bnried in 
the woods, so far as the theatrical district of 
New York ia concerned. It is playing in an 
out-of-tbe-way street, almost a mile from the 
heart of the theatrical center, and has been 
running since last May, while other shows head¬ 
ed by stars and backed by fortunes, can’t get 
by, even tho they have the choice of show 
houses. 

If yon think people have no money, or that 
they are unwilling to loosen up. Just get in 
touch with some one connected with the manu- 
lacture of radio ontflts. One company, rs- 
portod to be in bad shape six months ago 
owing to poor business, is now three years be¬ 
hind with its orders. Manufacturers of radio 
outfits are swamped with orders. They do 
not have to solicit business cither. Dealers 
come to their offices with cash and beg for 
gooda. 

And yon as an outdoor showman can get year 
share of money this season if ou bustle and 
offer the right kind of attractions. When put¬ 
ting your show together don’t overlook music. 
The ri;ht kind of music will help your show 
and the wrong kind will hurt it. One of the 
reasons people patronize outdoor shows is to 
hear music. They look forward to hearing a 
certain amount of new music, and they are 
keen to boar some of the stuff that is Just be¬ 
ginning to catch OD. 

People get tired of any one thing if fed too 
much of it. Bight now the public is tiring of 
a stoady diet of Jazz. A slow reaction against 
Jazz 1.:. sot in, and if you permit your musi¬ 
cians VO grind out Jazz by the hour you won’t 
hold a crowd very long. Jazz moves the feet, 

s but cot the hearts. To make any real appeal, 
M Jazz has to bo rendered by experts, and eves 
r then it does not begin to compare with sweet, 

simple meiodioB. John McCormack, who never 
Induigcs in Jazz music, can draw a hundred 
persona to hear him to every one the country's 
grc.afe-t Jazz expert could attract. Sousa never 
wrote Jazz and plays very little of it, but he 
baa been accorded an international recogni¬ 
tion that Jazz will never win for any one of 
its exponents. 

Jazz has its place and yoa’Il do a wise thing 
to use some of it during the cmilng season. 
But regardless of what you use be sure to get 
musicians who know how to play. A good 
melody well played will draw and hold a crowd 
and day. One of the drawbacks of the popular 
music busiuess is the average pianist in the 
department stores. To say the least they are 
atrocious. In fact, they don’t know bow to

E. FORTUNATO, PUBLISHER 9 SIWTH Stk ST., PHIUDELPHM, PA 
woDid be no sheet music business. A person 
buys a song or a record because the thing grips 
him, because he can’t get away from It. And 
once a song gets him he wants to take 
U home and play It, sing It, or listen to It 
until he gets tired of the piece. If he were 
satisfied with hearing it once or twice, he 
would do so at a show and forget about It. 

The big feature about radio is that it will en¬ 
able publishers to introduce new songs to the pub¬ 
lic within a week, Instead of months as for¬ 
merly. At present there are many thousands 
listening in at the concerts, and when broad¬ 
casting stations are erected la other parts of 
the country, the puhlishers, by baring men at 
the various ones, will be able to sing to addi¬ 
tional numbers every night. A set of pluggers 
who would cover half a dozen plctnre bouses 
In a night and sing probably to ten thousand 
people, will be able to reach many times that 
amount via the radio. 

"Do the radio fans ever buy any of the music 
they hear by radiot” a publisher asked the 
other day. 

J. Andrew 'White, who ts In charge of the 
station at Newark, N. J., answers that ques¬ 
tion without any diiliculty: 

"■We receive more than two thousand letters 
every week from people telling how much they 
enjoy the concerts. And, without exaggerating. 
I'll say that at least fifty per cent want to 
know where they can buy the sheet music or tho 
records of the new songs they have beard. 
Hearing a new good song over the radio sim¬ 
ply creates a desire to bear it again la their 
own homes.** 

One prominent phonograph company kept 
track of all the business it did for a month 
thru the radio. The concern made a separate 
record of the goods It sold thru people coming 
in to say they wanted such and such a record, 
having beard the song for the flrsr time over 
the radiophone. At the end of the month the 
books showed that radio had brought an addi¬ 
tional $50,000.

A PLEASANT SURPRISE 

Some poets spend years writing poems that 
no one will aceepL mncb lets buy. Then they 
devote other years to informing their fellow- 
men that editors, or at least a majority of 
them, are a bunch of dumb-bells. Even Edgar 
Allan Poe had his troubles fiuding markets for 
his peoms, and when he did find a buyer be 
did not receive much. Fifteen dollars Is what 
be Is supposed to have been paid for "The 
Haven." 

Halpln O’Bcilly Gilbert, however, has found 
magazine editors a little more reaptonsive. Miss 
Gilbert, by the way. is a [wpular song writer, 
having composed "The Short Dress Bsll," pub¬ 
lished by Will Bositter; “Sweet Alice Gray," 
put out by the Meyer Cohen Music Company, 
and several other pieces. 

Miss Gilbert comes from Loulsvnie, Ky., 
where she used to contribute verse occssionally 
to the newspapers. Last Christmas she wrote 
a poem to her dad, J. Ilalpin O'Reilly, who 
still lives In Ix>uisv!tle, and after m^lng it 
showed a copy to a friend who suggested that 
she submit it to one of the well-known maga¬ 
zines. Tbe first editor who saw It accepted 
the poem. 

Not to be outdone, J. Halpln O’Bellly, after 
receiving tho poem from bis daughter, sat 
down and, altho he had never written a poem 
before, penned one to hla daughter. Miss Gil¬ 
bert thought it too good to put aside and sub¬ 
mitted it to a prominent magazine. The editor 
wrote her he thought it was wonderful and, 
after making a few Inquiries coneeming its 
originality, sent her a check for almoat twice 
as much as Poe received for bis "Baven." 
Can you beat it? Imagine the feelings of any 
unappreciative genius who happens to retd this, 
especially if he lives in Greenwich Village. 
Perhaps it may pay yon to tackle the maga¬ 
zine editors when you can’t induce the music 
publiahera to come across.

G, tnd produces a sweet sound somewhat differ¬ 
ent from that of a guitar or mandolin. The non-pressure system of playing a comet 

has been in vogue for many years. In these 
•lays nearly all beginners are taught the right 
way, bat some of ns older ones were not so 
fortunate. We started with the old pressure 
system and find it very ditBcult to change. 

There is no such thing as "loose Up” sys¬ 
tem. The lips must become rigid in order to 
get the higher tones. We of the old school 
used to press the mouthpiece to onr lips in 
order to make them rigid. The proper way 
Is to make them rigid by muscular contrac¬ 
tion. 

Many years ago we were told to stretch our 
lips in th^ form of a smile before placing the 
mouthpiece. This also was a fallacious bit of 
flapdootlle. One cannot make a sphincter mus¬ 
cle rigid by stretching it. Only hy contrac¬ 
tion can any muscle l>e made rigid. Another 
common error exploded. 

Place your lips naturally on the monthpleec 
without contortion or attempt at stretching. 
As you go np for higher tones make them rigid 
by contraction, in the form of a kiss. The 
old idea of Up stretching is ermneons and ob¬ 
solete. Let them vil.rati* fn-ely for the lower 
and middle register. Make them more rigid 
by contraction as you go np for the higher 
tones. Do not try to stretch them by smi¬ 
ling. noid them natural while placing the 
monthpiece.

PROGRESSION 

THE WATCHWORD 

By EDWARD CONARD 

Now and again a writer of things theatrical 

takes a pessimistic ponder and disgorges a dis¬ 

sertation on the deradenee of minstrelsy, and 

ends his plaint by wishing for the good old- 

time mlnst-el show of thirty years ago. 

As a m.itter of fact If a min trel producer of 

these times should launch such an entertain¬ 

ment. the length of its duration would be 

ganged by the else of the producer’s bank roll. 

I’rogressloD most be the watchword In all lines 
of business In these times, and particularly as 

applied to amusementa. 

Minstrel y, to he successful, must be kept up 

to the times. The day of the linen duster and 
battered silk bat Is past—the day when the 

producer of a minstrel show expected and In 

many instaneea realised one thousand per 

rent on bit investment. Minstrel managers 

realize this fact, and, aa a rule, are presenting 

pnidurtlona of the highest class. 

It is not so many years ago that ladies rarel.T 

attended a minstrel performanca on account of* 

the many objectionable features retained by 

managers wbo could not or would not aee the 

handwriting on the wall. The more progressive 

producers eliminated the objectionable features, 

incorporating clean and wbolcaome comedy in¬ 
stead. thereby attracting patronage of a higher 

citss, nntll today minstrelsy la one of the most 

pepniar forms of entertainment In this country, 

as has been attested by the success of the 

several companies touring this season. They, 

with one or two exceptions, have kept going 

steadily, while many amusement venturea In 
other lines have been forced to dlacontlnne 

owing to lark of patronage. 

It should be the constant aim of the minstrel 

prodneer to present a clean, np-to-the-mtnnte 

performance. A good minstrel show appeals t<> 

all elasses, presenting aa It does a variety of 

splendid entertainment. 

Oecasionaliy one bears the remark; “Minstrels, 

like circuses, are all alike.** Therefore, for the 

advancement of tkelr business the producers 

should make their showa differeut, injecting 

new Ideas and business and above all keep their 

performanees clean, bright, snappy and up-to- 

the-minute, yet at the same time keeping the 

minstrel atmoephere prominent, never losing 

sight of traditional minstrelsy. 

Of course, the personnel of the company has 
alt to do with Its snccesa. The most gorgeous 

prodnctlon would be commonplace if presented 

by indifferent performers. A comedian who Is 

compelled to resort to vulgarity to provoke a 

langh, is a comedian in name only. 

Good treatment of employees In any line of 

business creates loyalty and good feeling. Abil- 

tty, loyalty and team work go far towards mak¬ 

ing a successful and pleading entertainment, and 

the minstrel manager who Is blessed with the 

loyalty and good will of hit company la indeed 

fortonste. 

The noonday street parade of the mlnstrela 

has been the butt of many a Joke and it has 

also been the means of bringing many a dollar 

into the coffers of the minstrel owners. Be- 

aldes, the dally exercise which every member

Season 1921, be was engaged by Boscoe & ' 
Hockwald as a feature with the Famous 

Georgia M'ns*reli, where his popularity ex¬ 
panded greatly. 

When the Page interviewed Herndon asking 
how it all came about (the engagement with 
the circusl, tbe pnhrcity given him on the 

proprsm, his private state and dressing room, 
he said, *‘lt was all an accident”; however 
he related a little story that may have led up 

to it. “I was general manager for Prof. Eph. 
Williams' Silas Green Co. When w® were 
very much in need of mnsicians and perform¬ 
ers, hav'ng always believed In the old adage, 
•Self preservation is the first law of nature.’ 
I ventured over to the John Robinson Circus, 
of which Jerry Mugavin was manager. There 
I started to promoting musicians, which is 
taking a long chance on the Mugavin interests. 
However, I was succssful until Mr. Mugavin 
learned of this and raised four of the mus- 
cians 1 bad promoted three dollars extra on 
the weeJt. 

“Later on in the season Prof. Williams 
made a payment on a tent that be was to buy 
after the close of the season. When the season 
closed I went to Hollywood, Miss., to make 
the final payment on the tent, and bring it 
back to the show in Florida. After Introducing 
myse’f to Mugavin he said: “Oh. yon are Hern¬ 
don! Well, Herndon, you owe me sixty dollars 
extra, due to your crooked promoting. I 
raised my mnsicians three dollars extra to 
keep them.' I was scared to death, but only 
smiled, and after talking to bim a few min¬ 
utes I squared up with him. Later on that 
winter one of his managers saw the act with 
tbe Silas Green Co., and wrote to Mr. Mugavin. 
te iitig him that he bad found a wonderful 

act that would be a feature with the white 
tops, and something new that had never been 
presented with a circus. BI'T the artist is 
COLORED, and be is tbe very same man that 

caused tbe three doPars extra raise on his 
hoop act, and was brought up as the possi¬ 
bilities of placing a NEGRO act with the 
circus. 

“Mr. Mugavin expressed himself as willing 

to place the act and putting confidence in me, 
that if I was able to ‘square’ up with him,

talked to the big colored fair officials and tbe 
small ones. 1 find tbe only way to get thlagi 

right is to put two colored carnivals in tbe 

field. I may talk to a colored fair official two 
hours and when I get thru be may say o.k., 
but he doesn't uDderstaud. They are all in 
for ctdored attractions, but bow are we to 

show them they are colored attractions! Col¬ 
ored attractions like all other attractions are 

found in big cities and tbe fair officials are 
on or near the farms. 

Now, we may talk fair Improvement! for the 
next twenty years but won't gain anything i-n- 

til we act up the big show and then we are 

filing ahead. Every colored outdoor sbownua 
will agree with me. One carnival will do 

more to improve conditions than all tbe talk¬ 

ing and writing would do for a yelb. 

There Is no question atiout it. Others are 

getting what we shonid have. Ton can't blame 
fair officials. They must have attractions. Now 

who la it «p to? Do you remember the old 

saying? 1 can show you better than I can 
tell yon.

VV Every showman, outdoor and 

indoor, is asking himself that 
question. And the answers are as 
various and varied as the natures of 
those who propound the query. 

What HAS 1922 to offer the show¬ 
man? It will not do to say that that 
depends altogether upon the showman 
himself, altho to a certain extent that 
may be true. Conditions over which 
the theatrical and show world In gen¬ 
eral has little control have no small 
influence in thaplng the course of 
events and determining whether the 
season will be good or bad as regards 
business. On the other hand, the show¬ 
man himself can do quite a bit of 
“shaping" too. He can, even as Na¬ 
poleon did, shape circumstances to his 
own ends if he w'ill but put Into his 
work the right sort of thought and 
energy, playing a square game, using 
good business Judgment and not trying 
to “hog it all.” That is the conclusion 

these organizations, they intend to 
make a vigorous campaign for busi¬ 
ness. They are watching expenditures 
more closely than In other years, elim¬ 
inating superfluous overhead and 
W’orking out plans for the more efficient 
handling of their business. They are 
spending not niggardly, but wisely. 
The park and fair men, too, are laying 
their plans more carefully than usual, 
adopting measures looking to the elimi¬ 
nation of unnecessary expense, and In 
general placing their affairs on a more 
business-like plane. All of which Is a 
grood sign and should in the end be of 
inestimable benefit. The consensus of 
opinion seems to be that the earlier 
part of the season will be at least fair, 
growing steadily better as It advances; 
that by the time the fall fairs are in 
progress there will have been a general 
recovery from the unsettled and un¬ 
satisfactory conditions the country has 
been passing thru, and business will 
be BIG for those who see the oppor¬ 
tunity and prepare for It. 

Reports from stock and repertoire 
managers indicate that the ouilook In 
their field is exceedingly bright. Chau- 
t.auqua circuits are expanding, and other 
lines of amusement activity extending 
thru the summer appear to have an 
excellent season before them.

A FEW SPRING SPECIAL FACTS 
Readers will recall the editorial published In the Spring Number of 

The Billboard of 1921, dealing with the growth of the Spring Special 
from the very first one gotten out on SL Patrick’s day, 1901. Concluding 
the editorial were these words: 

“We promise here and now that the Issue of the next Spring Special 
(the 1921 edition was 90,000 copies) will go over the top with an edition 
of 100,000 copies.” 

And so it has. Just as promised, meaning an advance of 10,000 copies 
in the year’s time. 

This year’s Special contains 260 pages (this .was written on Thurs- 
d.ay, and there may be a “slopover” of eight or more pages before the 
last form goes on the press Monday night), 16 pages less than the 1921 
Special, but, taking Into consideration the general business depression 
prevalent thruout the country the past twelve months or so, we think 
we have done wonders and believe that our ’•eaders will concur in this. 

In the way of paper, eightv-five (85) tons, or four (4) carloads, were 
required. 

The first two forms (there are eight thirty-two page signatures, not 
figuring any “slopover") went to press on Tuesday night. March 7, with 
a form following each night thereafter until the following Monday—all 
printing done on our own presses and In one week’s time. The cover, in 
four colors, was also printed on our own color press. 

reached by those who have gone thru 
the mill and reached the top rung of 
success despite numerous obstacles. 
And they should know if anyone does. 

A canvass of those engaged in the 
amusement and entertainment fields 
justifies the assertion that the out¬ 
look for the season of 1922 Is generally 
regarded quite optimistically. Show¬ 
men are proceeding with confidence and 
a determination to win. In justifica¬ 
tion of their attitude they call atten¬ 
tion to the encouraging reports from 
various branches of Industry which in¬ 
dicate a steady Improvement In condi¬ 
tions and a gradu.al progress toward 
“normality.” The United States Em¬ 
ployment Service, In Its last monthly 
report, forecast a great Industrial Im¬ 
provement for March. It says: “Re¬ 
ports from 231 of the principal Indus¬ 
trial centers, with but few exceptions, 
show a general improvement In em¬ 
ployment conditions, and breathe an 
enthusiastic spirit of hope and confi¬ 
dence In the future.” Other authori¬ 
ties speak In a similar vein. 

Of especial Import at this time is the 
outlook for the outdoor show world, 
whose season is just starting. Thera 
h.as been the usual amount of re¬ 
organization among the circuses and 
carnivals, and a number of new enter¬ 
prises coming into the field. Judging 
by the amount of equipment and sup¬ 
plies purchased -or contracted for by 

outlook. Mr. Mellon is reported as say¬ 
ing that if he were actively engaged in 
competition Instead of being separated 
from such endeavor by reason of his 
official position he would not hesitate 
to “loosen up the brakes a bit" “Mr.

SIG SAUTELLE 
In 1905 Mr. Sautelle formed a partoerthlD 

with Mike and John Welsh, of Laocaster. Pa. 
two very popular rircuamen, who had auceea*. 
fully conducted the Welsh Bros.’ Railroad 
Shows, having a big following in their homo 
State. Eastern Ohio and West Virginia as well 
as the Eastern shore route. This show made 
much money, but waa Qnally dispoi^ of on ac¬ 
count of the poor health of Mrs. Sautelle. fol¬ 
lowing the sale of this circus Mr. and Mrs. 
Sautelle went to their beautifnl winter Quar¬ 
ters at Homer, N. Y., the former paying mnch 
attention to bis farms and hotel holdings In 
Cortland County, where be owned a number of 
the beat farms in that locality. During bis stay 
In Homer he bought the David Harum Tavern, 
one of the landmarks of the county; the Hotel 
York in Cortland and the Sautelle House In 
De Ruyter. In 1911 he again beard the call 
of the sawdust arena and with Oacar Lowanda 
and George W. Rollina as partners the Slg 
Sautelle shows again took to the road as a 
wagon show, later adding many trucks. Thla 
outfit soon grew to Sig Santelle's N’tne Big 
Railroad Shows. Mrs. Sautelle's health con¬ 
tinued poor, she finally suffering a stroke. No 
man ever had a more valuable working partner 
in the buslne-a than Mrs. Sautelle was. Poa- 
setslng a keen knowledge of the circus gams 
she had been her husband’s rlghtband man thru 
all bit circus career and her Inability to be 
about and to oversee the many departments 
which had always had her personal attention 
waa keenly felt by Mr. Sautelle. With a knowl. 
edge that Mrs, Sautelle could not recover Big 
for the fir«t time to the knowledge of tboae 
closest to him showed signs of becoming discour¬ 
aged and near the latter part of the season of 
1914 sold the show complete to Danny Hobln* 
eon, also leasing the title for a period of years. 

The Sautellea retired to their home In Homer 
and e.nce then he has taken a couple of flings 
back into the game, bnt to qnote him, “never 
seriously." On May 22, 1916, Mrs. Sautelle 
died In Homer and her remains were taken to 
the scenes of her childhood in fort Edward, 
N. T., for burial. Following the death of Mrs. 
Santelle Slg disposed of much of hla real estate 
holdings. He makes his home in Homer, where 
be takes much interest In filling detee in all 
parts of the East with kia Humpty-Dumpty 
circus during seasons when be can move shoot 
In bis large touring car, not because be needs 
the money {Sig 8.-iutelIe is rated as one of the 
wealthy men of Cortland County), bnt because 
he loves to entertain. He waa the writer’s 
guest for a day during the past snmmer, and I 
can’t recall ever having had a more enjoyable 
afternoon than we spent that day going over 
the early days of hla career, and I could not 
but notice what a wonderful memorv this grand 
old man has on dates and happenings of scores 
of years ago. The Walter I.. Main shows, 
Pawaee Bill. Jim Goodrich's wagon tbow. Bar- 
num & Bailey and Fo-epaugh-Sells were the 
bulk of tbe shows playing Eastern territory, 
and, as for opposition, it can be truthfully said 
that thta never turned Slg Sautelle's hair gray, 
for BO favorably waa hla show known that be 
could follow Bamnm & Bailey Into Bridgeport, 
Conn., by four or five days with a han<1ful of 
lithographs and play to two capacity audiences. 
Tbe cirensgoing public in the large cittea, as 
well as the hamlets, knew the Sautelle show, 
as in routing hla wagon show Sig would play 
them all, tbe ettlea and tanks alike, just as 
they came on tbe map in the direction he was 
traveling. 

It would not be right to close thla little sketch 
without laying something about the “OoveP- 
nor’a" hobby, for there never was a clrcot man 
bom without a bobby. It la said. Slg Sautelle’* 
hohhy was to own and wc-r d'anend-. »rd I 
can’t recall any abowman who ever gave him 
much of a hustle for the title of “diamond 
king" unless It was the late HI Henry, the min- 
■tret man. Sig had one of the beat collectioos 
to be bad and wore them gracefully. One a 
monster shirt front decoration, plrturing a 
pranelre sta'tlon stamling on his hind lega. with 
tail and mane flowing, made up of half-karat 
stones, never fails to attract attention. Dia¬ 
mond studs as large as a hirkory nut and rings 
of the same sire go to make up this valuable 
rollectlon. Even at lilt advineed age he threat¬ 
ens to again Invade the circus field, and Ift a 
hundred to one shot that if he ever does he will 
make good.

Showman Extraordinary

Down in Cortland County, In the attractive 
little villige of Homer, in the Empire State, 
lives Slg Sautelle, showman extraordinary, en¬ 
joying e life of retirement surrounded by all 
the comforts he so honestly deserves following 
a ae.-.aon of nearly lialf a oentur.v, devoted one 
might >ay entirel.v to outdoor amusements. At 
the age of 74 this grand old m.in, still bale 

• and hearty. Is as keenly interested In things 
theatrical as he was forty years ago, and_ dur¬ 
ing the present season has filled many boo’tings 
with hla Ilumpt-Dumpty Cireua. He enjoys 
the distinction of having been transported with 
bis various shows by every mode of travel known 
to the Inhabitants of North .\merloa. Lite in 
the eighties Sig Sautelle's boat circua waa a 
wonder to the natives, equipped with all the 
luxuries of rullman car service, while ten yeara 
later bis wagon show was a revelation to eo- 
ralled caravans. The sale of the Sig Sautelle 
Railroad Shows, one of the fine-t equipped 
twenty-two-car circuses in tbe country in 1904, 
is still fresh in the minds of many. 'Then c.sme 
his wagon show, which was one of the first to 
rse auto trucks, when these were proven prac- 
ttesl, and last year while making a fair 'n the 
southern port of New York Slate with bis 
Humpty-Dumpty Circus, which, by the way, 
Slg saya he can carry in a dre-s suit ease, ho 
and hla outfit were taken over in IVnnsylvanla 
to fill an afternoon performance by an airplane 
which waa making exhibition flights on the felt 
grounds. Thus he claims to have traveled with 
circuses transported by boat, wagons, rails, mo¬ 
tor trucks and airplane. 

George Satterlee was born in Luieme, N. Y-» 
September 22, 1&4S. and gained his early edu¬ 
cation in the public schools of that village. In 
leaving school he learned the wagon maker’a 
trade and worked for several years in factories 
In Saratoga, Glens Falls and Fort Edward, and 
In a few years was considered one of t'ue best 
all-round wagon builders to be found. Having 
taken a keen interest in fair ground shows and 
C'rcures George, at the age of 2.'i. decided to 
banish the name of George Sntterlee, adopt the 
nom de plume of Sig Sautelle and cast his lot 
with the Great Nor h American Circus, owned 
by A. B. Stowe and operating out of the State 
of Connecticut, and. as a handier of wood 
figures, b«‘came one of the be't Punch and Judy 
men in the side-show line. In 18S2 Sig Sautelle’s 
Big Shows became a realily, opening in Syracuse 
and traveling by boat, playii.g the old Erie 
Canal route, as well as towns along the Seneca. 
Chemung and Champlain canals and many lake 
Tillagea, est-iblishing a reputation of being one 
of the best circuses to be seen. For five years 
this show traveled by boats, each season making 
tmproTemenia and enlarging tbe outfit, and it 
has often been said that with the Sautelle boat 
eiiow emp.oyeea enjoyed all tbe comforts ot 
home. One boat waa giv— over to the care

They found how comfortable and pleas¬ 
ant a day at the fair might la*, and what a 
delightful social reunion and "get together" oc¬ 
casion. People of other Miehigan counties made 
the same discovery. 

_ 1 he difference jay in the faet that last year 
Kent t’ountv ha.l an information booth and rest 
tent, whore tli,. luncheon and the children's 
wraps could be i’Iic<*ked. They i-ould i-oiiie back 
and^ batiie tliiir fai-os niid pe down for a 
litt'o rest before siireading out tbe luncheon 
on the tallies c'^iioci-iiy proviilod fur tliat pur¬ 
pose. Plous.'int iioople in charge not onl.v gave 
any desired informal on ai*out ih-* fait and ex¬ 
hibits. but about train, tndley and boat con¬ 
nections, theaters, restaurants and rmims in 
the I'.ty. There was a tcleidione especially for 
use of the visitors. 

Hut liest of all there was espeeia! provision 
made for the children. Tin- awful panic at the 
bottom of every mother’s liegrt that her child 
wouM get lost in til.* dense erowds beearae a 
thing of the pa^t. No longi-r were tots taken 
home solitiing with fatigue from being dragged 
around all day with thoir elders. For there was 
a big piaygrouml back of the rest tent. The 
recreation expert in charge put on so many In¬ 
teresting games that the eh.ldren eould seldom 
be got further into the grounds until they were 
over. There was always a line of grown-ups 
several deep, among them parents and teachers, 
bent on familiarizing' tlieinselves with the 
"stunts’’ so that they might put thian on tbem- 
•elyes wlo n they got liaek home. 

Tlie people of Kent County liked the idea 
of the soeializi'd fair so well that it may lie- 
eomo a p*rmaiient institution. ,So did those 
who attended tlie State and other eounty fairs 
in Michigan, to whieh, it was said, more old 
persons and little eh.ldren went last year than 
ever before. In Jackson, a eommnnity tent 
seating at least .'0(7 persons was erected, and 
there Were daily recreational projtrama and 
eommnnity singing. In Waslitenaw County 
there was also singing and daily recreation ftr 
everyboily. with a big "quilting tournament” 
at the end. 

Community Pervico, with State headquarters 
In Grand Hapids, was responsible for tlie fact 
that so many eounty fairs now have places to 
wr.te post-eurd* and letters, brush up. meet 
friends, or leave the liaby asleep. It was 
thru the eounty community councils that the 
plan was put into operation. It Is a plan 
worih trying in auy couuly.

WOMEN DO SPLENDID 
WORK AT OHIO FAIR 

By MBS. CHABLES F. SHEBWOOD. 

Pew ondertbkinirR or actlvitie* progreM very 
far these days without the support and hdp ^ 
of the women folks, and so county fair man¬ 
agements have realired for several years tliat 
the women were a vital and neoe^sary part of 
their work and to the success of the fair. , 

Some counties have made them member* of 
their local fair board', serving as director* 
with men, but laike County, Ohio, bas inaugu¬ 
rated a very good plan by making the women 
superintendents of the various department* 
that are of special interest to women and 
children, thus forming what is known as an 
associate board. They make their recommen¬ 
dations to the secretary, who presents them 
at the regular meetings of whole board of 
men. Since this plan has beim In ojteratlon the 
entries In their various departments have not 
only increased but in some eases more than 
doubled—as they did In lOHl—i-howing conclu¬ 
sively that the women were responsible for 
this great improvement. 

Special attention was given to the sanitary 
condition of fair grounds. al.'O to an education¬ 
al health program, .ts .1 result their greatest 
success was the Hotter Ilithles’ Conference la 
place of the “Baby Show" of previous years, 
which really meant nothing, and It is now the 
special attraction of the Lake County Fair. 

A fine old farm bouse that had formerly been 
rented for a very nominal sum was given to 
the women for this work. About a thousand 
dollars was spent the first year, I'.CJO, when 
the board had the house tboroly eleaned and 
put in first-class condition. Installing electric 
lights, sanitary toilets and an electric pump. 
There are rest rooms for the mother*; a kitchen 
where various food* are prepnrcsl for the 
babies; sleeping rooms with about twenty- 
five white cribs, and the reception r<-«ms where 
the babies are weighed and measured, and 
where the record! are kept. All this is under 
the enp<’rvislon of the Health Leagii*', hut the 
work Itself Is all done by the county and city 
health commissioners, assisted by the county 
B'lrsea. 

On the second floor the hospital and Bed 
Croaa equipment occupy two rooms, prepared 
for all emergency eases. At "Rc't .Vwhile Cot¬ 
tage." as it Is known, mothers leave their 
ehlldren in charge of compi-tent help, knowing 
that everything will be done for the child, and 
they go forth to really enjoy the fair. At 
the same time real education is reaching thou- 
sanda in a few days' time that would other¬ 
wise take months. 

Only children up to school age are admitted 
and during the 1921 fair alxiut «»0 mothera 
and hablea were cared for. This year plans 
are under way to build screened porches on the 
cottage, making additional rt*sLrg quarters. 
A furnace ha« h<'en installed this winter hv 
the County Health Le.agiie so that the rot- 
tage may be used at any time aa an emergency 
hospital In case of an epidemic of contagions 
disease. So well did the Bed Cross think of 
tbia work that It had printed In its national 
bulletin a full account and pictures of this 
splendid work, and mailed them ail over the 
world. 

We recommend to the women Interested In 
county fairs that they induce everv fair 
hoard Id the country to secure a ‘Best Awhile 
Cottage," even if a new building has to be put 
up. But first of all git a good live hoard that 
la not afraid to spend the money—such a hoard 
an Ijike County has—and Just as good work 
or better than baa been done here can be done.

Is Rapidly Taking Shape—Work Pro 
gresting on Buildings—Outlook 

Bright 

The Central States Kair and Exposition 
trrounds. ctimpromlslng 133 acres located two 
mllea north of th.* <lfv of Aurora. HI.. 
Is rapidly beBlnning to look like a iiKHlern fair 
irroutids. The entire property is level mid af¬ 
fords excellent Imilding loeations f.,r the stock 
burns, eihihition huildings, Kran.lspmd an.l 
race track. 

The open weather has enabled contractors 
to rush construction work and as a result all 
of the race horse barns and shed stalls, which 
will accommodate over 300 head of horsi-s, 
are completed. Work is progres^inff nieelv on 
the swine pavilion, cattle pavilion, show h..rse 
barns, woman’s. nBricultiiruI, h .rticiiltiiral. fine 
arts and educational buildings, and June 13 will 
see the entire plant completed. 

The swine pavilion Is ’JOO feet square and will 
nccommotlate over 1.300 head of hogs. There 
are also sleeping quarters for the herdsmen. 
The cattle pavilioj is 1.T7 >et wiuare and will 
house 930 head of dairy and beef cattle The 
stalls and other equipment thruout are most 
modern. 

The show horse barns will accommodate be- 
tween S.'iO and 300 head of show horses. The 
other’ exhibition buildings have over 20.0O0 
wpiare feet each Of exhibit space. 

The half-mile race track is all completed 
anil over sixty head of race horse.s are winter¬ 
ing at the new plant. Reservations have been 
m.ide for over sixty additional stalls, horses 
and trainers to arrive between March 1.3 and 
April 15. It is expected that close to 1.30 head 
of harness horses will train at Aurora this 
spring. 

The concrete and steel grandstand, 90 feet 
« ide and -100 feet long, will accommodate lO.OiX) 
persons. Additional bleacher seats at each end 
of the grandstand will seat another 5.000. 
giving a total seating capacity of 15.000. Over 
three miles of sanitary sewer and water mains 
have been laid. Two deep wells provide 400 
gallons of water per minute. Thousands of 
feet of cinder walks, 20 to 50 feet In width, ex¬ 
tend to the entrances and connect all the main 
buildings and points of Interest on the grounds. 
The permanent plan for trees, shrubs and flow¬ 
ering plants has enhanced the beauty of the 
buildings and grounds. 

The first annual exposition will be held Au¬ 
gust 18 to 20, inclusive, day and night. Sit¬ 
uated as it Is, less than an hour’s ride from the 
elt.v of Chicago (30 miles), it is expected that 
thousands of people will visit the fair by auto, 
electric cars and steam roads. 

Over $125,000 will be offered In premiums. 
Purses and attractions are on a par with those 
being made by other big fairs In America. .\s 
a result the exposition is expected to draw from 
the finest display sources In the country. 

The Johnny J. Jones Exposition will be the 
main midway attraction, coming to .\urora di¬ 
rect from the big Western (’anada fairs. 

There will be six days of harness and running 
races, two days of professional auto races. In¬ 
dications are this will be one of the biggest 
f.'ilrs and expositions to be held in the Middle 
West this year.

Declares Concessioner, Who Says It’s 
the Grafters Who Make the 

Biggest Holler 

A well-known concessioner, whose name la 
withheld for obvious reasons, writes The Bill* 
board as follows In rmiard to an article ap* 
peannK in the March 4 issue: 

Whlli reference lo your article “From the 
point of view of the concessioner'*, in the cur¬ 
rent issue of The Itniliiiard, I will say that I 
have been m the eoiii ession lilisines* for the 
jcist seven scasona and have worked In aa many 
.'.tales, and I have come to Hu- conclusion that 
w til but a very few except'opa the secretaries 
and concession siiperintendeniH are a very fine 
lot of men. tint that niosi of the cnmp'ainta 
from the eoDcessioner are the result of bia own 
personal wrotikdoin*: 

I have seen many a roncess on man who le’is 
the secretary of a fair that he baa a ’iitltl- 
niale aanie of skill and then frames a KamblinR 
joint, and when be is closed up he hollers bis 
head off about it. And I have also seen the 
Millie, or a similar deal, worked with a ’‘set 
spindle" or many other names that are con¬ 
trollable. These (tames never oiipht to be al¬ 
lowed to work, but where the secretary is not 
wise to all these crooked names be oiicbt to 
reiniire every concessioner to sinn a contraet 
which w-ill nive the fair mananmient a square 
deal, and on the other band where there are 
crooked secretiirles they o nht to he included 
lu a "shake down" Just ilie same ns a pro- 
pretor of a nanililinn house who wdl a'low nam- 
bliut: and receive nionry for permittlnn It to no 
on If some secretaries were to 1"* included In 
some of the arrests for Itikiiin money fnin a 
concession man, nllowinn him to set up u joint 
when the secretary knows tli.it It ts a t rooked 
name, and then have ;he sheriff t b Stale man 
close the Joint and fine the oii.-rator, I think 
that this same secretary woiilU be more par¬ 
ticular what kind of a name he allowed on 
the fair nroiinds to take the money from an un- 
siisiiectinn public.

Tbe aeroplane cars have re¬ 
vived tbe circle swing. The scrambler and 
whirlpool are growing into staple attraetloaa 
Mangel gave tbe business a genuine novelty and 
a consistent earner in tbe whip.

whtre. The pitchmen and demonstrator* have 
no association, tlierefore there must be more 
’‘voluntary” companionship and each do his 
bit toward gaining popularity with the popu¬ 
lace as a w-hole; rut out ail open antagonism 
and boost their own game, individually and col¬ 
lectively. The pulse of the nation has been 
changing, the people are becoming more gen¬ 
erally enllghtencil (they have to be “shown”), 
and they are watching operationa and more 
uulcklv condemn (inwardly and to their 
friends) faults they detect than in former day*. 
Cultivate tlie proper spirit and work straight 
from the shoulder, fellows, as it means the 
life of your own calling.

This and various 
other causes have been the meant of bring, 
ing serere censoring from without aa well at 
within ita own ranks, and any well meaning 
manager or employee who believes in whole¬ 
some amusement must agree that this same 
censoring has had much to do with bringing 
the camiyal to its present high standard, for 
any business conducted a. the early oarnlTal 
waa could not attain Its present popularity. 

The Billboard, thru its foresighted staff, 
seeing the possibilities of the caroiT.l and be¬ 
ing its Btaunebest supporter, was also it. moat 
friendly critic, (and I am sorry to admit that 
a few hare been slow to heed th<-ir warnings). 
1 believe that more criticism should be en- 
euuruged from our own ranks—it is our great¬ 
est help, if well-meaning and In most instanceg 
It U. At one time I had occasion to visit a city 
In the fall, after closing and st<4ing my show 
for the winter, and found that the leading 
newspaper wna publishing Sunday articlea con¬ 
demning midway attractions such as they bad 
seen at varlou. fairs and camiTals In the 
State. Having exhibited in this city the pre¬ 
vious spring and contemplating a return en¬ 
gagement during the following season. I im¬ 
mediately called upon the editor, to ascertain 
If it waa to be their policy to oppose all fairs 
and carnivals. He informed me that they did 
not object to them aa a whole and that it was 
Just the objectionable features, and, to my aat- 
isfartlon, later stated in their articles ibat 
they bad Investigated my ahow In the city and 
had found no complaint with any of my at- 
tractlona. This convinced me of their sin¬ 
cerity, and I believe that the press that is an- 
tagoolstic now would be friendly If convinced 
that owners and managers are sincere In of¬ 
fering suitable attraction..

tlons at their command that we have today. 
A crude merry-go-rcund and a cheap Ferris 
wheel were all the rides they had to select 
from, also “kooch” shows under various names, 
aa well as some really good shows. This, with a 
variety of “grift.” constituted their shows, 
with the exception of the free acts which 
were usually very good. Since then a great 
change has taken place; however slow the 
transition. It has at last become very notice¬ 
able. The passing of the unscrupulous promo¬ 
ter, who In the past could organize a carnival 
without any financial standing, has contributed 

to elevate tbe entire business, for, 
while he la to be found perennial, he is now 
of short duration. It now requiring an Invest¬ 
ment of several thousand dollars to organize 
a carnival that will meet with public approval. 

As an outdoor amusement, yon can not equal 
the carnival: Its large attend-ance Is Indisput¬ 
able evidence that It meets with the anp-oval 
of the masses, and It should. It is a favorite 
meeting place for the people of the citv, or 
town In which the show is exhibiting and the 
nominal fees to enter the various attractions 
are within the reach of the poor who could 
not afford some amusements enjoyed by those 
better fixed finanolall.v, but also enjoy the 
carnival. It has demonstrated its popularity 
with the leading fairs of the Tnlted States and 
Canada and has added materially to the growth 
of these institutions, until today the carnival 
Is conceded a necessity to make the fair a 
success. 

Apart from the amusement It supplies, the 
carnival Is playing a very Important part in 
the support of our government and the com¬ 
merce of our country—during the World War 
It furnished a larger quota of men than many 
other businesses did; it has paid the govern¬ 
ment vast sums which have helped defray the 
expense of the war; It furnishes employment 
to many thousands 9t people, and thru its 
needs .most every industry finds a market for 
a part of Its production, and this Includes 
steel, lumber, paint, canvas, electrical equlp- 
men, gasoline motors, railway equipment and 
various other Industries, as well as merchants 
In all lines, who benefit directly or Indirectly 
by the sales to the carnivals. 

Space will only permit me to touch lightly 
upon the few evils that remain with a very 
few present day carnivals—“grift,” “koochle,” 
“cabaret” shows and the conduct of employees. 
The last vestige of "grift” that remains should 
he eliminated. .^slde from the moral argu¬ 
ment, I contend that It does not pay, finan¬ 
cially. The koochle and cabaret shows, while 
fast passing Into oblivion, have left behind 
mors criticism than any other factor, and In a 
great many instances It has Interfered with 
go<id clean shows where Iidy artists predom n- 
ate. When these 111 effects are forgotten, I 
can see great possibilities In presenting a de¬ 
sirable show In which the fair sex. possessing 
art and talent, are the features; for what per¬ 
son, man nr woman, who does not admire 
either of these qualities? We have a great 
many good concession people who conduct them¬ 
selves as ladles and gentlemen should, but 
we have one In the “wise cracking” agent 
that must he eliminated. Usually this latter 
tvpe has only been In the business a short 
time, but thinks thst he Is the most brilliant 
man In the world—he talks .show business In 
restaurants and hotel lobbies, in the presents 
of Intelligent listeners and he thinks he Is 
a “favorite" with the ladles. But all real 
showmen know him to he the lowest type of 
humanity we must contend with—I say again, 
he must be eliminated. 

Bomething not to he overlooked Is the 
"paid reformer,” who exaggerates .ill unfor¬ 
tunate occurrences, but never makes public 
the more numerous good reports; he Is always 
lobbying for new laws that will eliminate In¬ 
come to our government and place heavier bur¬ 
dens on the taxpayer, but when yon stop his 
fat salary his boasted “morals” cease. The 
taxpayer Is beginning to see the folly of be¬ 
ing deceived Into believing In him, so do all 
In yonr power to further and correctly enlighten 
the public. I would like to s«>e all showmen 
who hare not already done so, clean house of 
all undesirables. Incorporate honest business 
methods, give the public good shows and rides 
and clean concessions, and, hy so doing, spread 
our own propaganda that will convince the moat 
skeptical of the press, public and pulpit that 
the carnival la an Institution to be welcomed. 
T»o not overlook the fact that unscrupulous, 
competitive ’Interests seize every opportunity 
to retard your growing popularity, and that the

The Bonse of Representatives of South (Jaro- 
llna, on March 2, refused to grant the re¬ 
quest of the Senate for the return of the Biease 
Bill, which had paaaed its third reading, to 
prohibit the showing of tented attractions, as 
provided by the bill in that State, the bill hav¬ 
ing been ordered enrolled for ratifleation 24 
hours before the request waa made end needed 
but the eignature of the Governor to become a 
law. 

By the ruling of this legislation It vlrtuallv. 
If not absolutely, prohibits the exhibiting of 
dog end pony shows, dramatic shows, vaitde- 
ville shows, carnivals, minstrel shows and other 
attractions pla.ving under tents—except circuses 
and chautauquas—in South Carolina, except aa 
noted In the bill, a copy of which was furnished 
The Billboard (without any later amendments) 
aa follows; 

To prohibit the exhibition of certain traveling 
shows and oarnlva’a in tbia State and to provlda 
a penalty therefor. 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the 
State of South Carolina; 

Section One—That on and after the approval 
of this act no carnivals and no traveling shows 
exhibiting under tents shall be allowed licenses 
or be allowed to exhibit within this State. 
Provided: That the provisiona of this act shall 
not apply to circuses, which may be licensed 
for a time not exceeding forty-eight hours et 
one place in any one year, and provided further: 
That the provisions of this act shall not apply 
to chautauquas and carnivals at State and 
county fairs. Provided: That only carnivals to 
which no games of chance or gambling devices 
are attached shall be allowed to exhibit in this 
State. 

Section Two—Any person vlo’atlng the pro¬ 
visions of this act shall be lined not more than 
five hundred dollars (fV)OI. or imprisonment of 
not more than three months for each day said 
tent shows and carnivals are exhibited. 

Section Three—.Ml acts or parts of acts incoa- 
alitent herewith are hereby repealed. 

This bill had its first reading on February 
I, 1022. Several representatives of tented 
aho'ws remained in Columbia, 8. C., during the 
later readinga of the bill and worked energet¬ 
ically to secure at least some amendments to 
the bill as presented, but to no avail. Among 
these were several repreaentatlves of carnival 
companies who were In the city during the 
meeting of the South Carolina fair secretaries 
at the Jefferson Hotel, Columbia, on March 1. 
These included R. A. Josselyn. of the 51atbew 
J. Riley Shows; Walter B. Fox, Zeidman A 
Pollie Shows; Jack V. Lyles, Frank West's 
Bright Light Shows; Harry Ramisb, J. F. 
Murphy Shows, and a few others whose namea 
have not been announced.

tills country and as T.orado Taft figures so 
largely in this storv, his activities enhance the 
talue of this tssik to millions who love and 
admire the great artist and have heard his 
lectures and studied his great creations. 

The writer has a peculiar interest Id this 
story, for it deils wifli much of life and 
activity that was hou-cil in the Athenaeum 
Ituilding on Van Riiren street, whieh is op- 
isisite the Sfeinway Hall Ruilding. where for 
eight years we were located and served an ap¬ 
prentice as iiulilislicr and owner of a magazine. 
The IM.'itforra, and in which office we used to 
Sit and gaze out over ',ike Michigan and oc- 
easionally view tlio relic of Van Buren street’s 
period of former greatness that was hidden In 
the sluiliby pretense as put up by tho 
A-Iienueuui huildiiig itself, for it was rich in 
stories of escapades whero such names as 
Ki gene Field, (ipie liead nd many others had 
had tlii-ir hangout. 

It was out of this same old building that 
Ned Wisidiiian oozed onto the street and into 
Steiiiwa.v Hall and. like one of the lost tribe, 
wandered into Tiie I’latform office and from 
there onto the lycenm an' chautaurpia plat¬ 
form. where hi- has Is-i-n a fixture ever sinco. 
Ned had a studio in tlie athenaeum iluildine 
when we tir-t met him. 

We wish to reveal a picture of conditions 
that were a part of Hamlin Garland’s life 
and were also a part of I.orado Taft's climb 
from struggle to fame and. as it is such a 
rorrect picture of many acts and scenes in 
our own Chicago exiierience. we wish to pre¬ 
sent them here as the author set them down 
in “A liaiigliter of the Middle Border”-

barities. They were all a part of the game. 
If any of ns felt particularly flush wo dined, 
at sixty cents each, in the basement of a big 
department store a few doors further west, 
and when now and then some good ‘lav brother’

equipment and automobile hire. 'Printing and 
publicity’ Includes programs, circulars, news¬ 
paper advertising, etc. The flfth item, ’equip¬ 

ment and committees’ expense,’ shows the cost 
of all properties used in giving programs, in¬ 
cluding the upkee). i.-<w.t ot tents and seats, 
and wacetiou-e and storage exiien-e. On our 
five and six-dav circuits the <-ummittees pa.v 
for new-pais-r advertiaing, er«-ction of the tent 
aial ..tbar .nvidentais ai.d we in turn reimburse 
them. Thi.- re.mbur-ement is al-o im.uiled In 
tlie fifth item. 'I'hc miseellaneou-’ item tn- 
■ lude- interest charges and e\i«'iise accounts 
leiiilercd by representatives and talent. 

"in presenting the finiineial r«‘i*ort Messrs. 
Ellison and White exp.aiued that the ei|>eri- 
ence of the past year aga.o exemplifies that 
the lyceum anl cliautauqua work i- unusually 
ri-k.v, and that it is almo-t impossible tv 
predict as to the amount of surplii- for any 
one season. Continuing, they remarked tliat 
during the years that they have conducted 
ehautanquaa in the West exceptiona'.ly large 
surpluses had resulttsl some seasons, wliile 
other iierlods xliowed exceedingly heavy losses. 
It was the opinion. of the Ib.ard of Tru-tees 
that, in view- vt rather un-ettled financial 
conditions during the past jeur. the associa¬ 
tion is fortunate to have completed the year 
without showing a sulistantial loss, even tlio 
the margin of gain i-ompared with the amonnt 
of re<-eipts Is exeeptlonally small. The alsive 
net gain of is to he applied upon the 
principal of the amount due to .Me-srs. K lison 
and White fur the tents, equiiiment. contracts, 
etc., turned over bv tliem to the association, 
and in keeping with the agns-nient made by 
and between them and the trustees of the 
association. For the present, liowever. this net 
gain, with other money 1-ircowed from .Messrs. 
Ellison and White, is being used as advance 
expense money for next year's activities. 

"One of the mo-t Imisirtant questions under 
discussion was that regarding Sunday program*. 
It was the de-ire of the txiard that eveutuall.v 
Sunday programs should be dispensed with 
entirely, altho it would eo«t the association at 
least FdO.tii'O a year. However, after a long 
and detailed study, it was decided that the 
matter of Sunday progrinis would have to lie 
liiindled as heretofore during the romitig sea¬ 
son. 

“Motions were also passed instrurting the 
various department man.ag« rs that no one should 
be employed to speak upon the chantauqua plat¬ 
form of onr association whose remuneriitlon 
comes elfhet partly or whoHy from any or¬ 
ganization outside of the Bs-ociatlon. and it 
was further resolved that, due to the fact that 
we are on a non-profit basis, serving a large 
nnmlier of communities, that no donations be 
made as an association to any caii-e. 

"■fhe board vvus pleased to receive informa¬ 
tion that expen-es and salaries in all depart¬ 
ments had been satisfactorily redneed In 
Iicoportion to the reductions which are being 
made in other enterprises during the present 
period of reronstmetlon.”

AMERICAN MOVIES 

Criticized in London—Lady Astor Con¬ 
demns U. S. Photoplays 

According to an article in Tlie New York 
Times March S Eng'and, topresenied tiy Lady 
Astor, took something of a slam at our Ameri¬ 

can-made pictures. Addressing aa audience of 
film NlieciuliKts in London, Lady Astor said; 

“Yon would think from some plctoires that 
America was made up of cowboys and crooks. 
Just as from some of the news you would im¬ 

agine that everybody in that country has a 
piivate still and is tolling drunk most of the 
time. 

‘•The first fl'm I saw in England was In a 

poor part of riymoutU. It was snpfHi'cd to 
portray the lives of the Idle rich, and any¬ 
thing more degrading and disgusting I cannot 
imagine. The result of this sort of thing is 
that working men believe all we rich people 
live in luxurious surcoundings, wake at 11 
o'clock, have a cup of chocolate In bed and 
then get up and treat everybody as dirt. That 
Is Just as mistaken as for ns to believe that 
every working m.an gets d-unk every Saturday 

night, steps on bis wife’s face and murders 
his mother-in law. 

“The other day I took my boys to see a well- 
known film. As We were leaving tlie most sug¬ 
gestive picture was thrown on the screen. I 
would rather that some one tried to poison my 
child’s body than poison his mind.” 

We beg to differ with Lady .\stor, whosff 
knowledge of American-made motion pictures 
appears very limited. There Is such a large 

percentage of our home products which supplies 

the British market that we are at a loss to 
understand why Lady Astor should have seen 
only the Inferior grade of American-made pic¬ 
tures, which depict only cowboys and crooks. 

But how about our superior grade of product, 
such as Griffith's pictures for instance. Surely 
these have l)een shfiwn In England. Also th* 

works from other first-class firms, which we 
know circulate the jtlobe. Surely there aro 

clean and entertaining pictures among the lot 
made by our many big concerns. Of course, 
if anyone wants to go out of his way to find 

a mediocre film, ■which probably was made In 

the early stages of the Industry and bought 
up cheap by some English exhibitor as a 
sort of Job lot, then one must not expect the 

best material In the cheaper grade theaters, 
such as Lady .\stoc quotes, that exist in 

riy mouth. Suggestive pictures do not rep¬ 
resent the best work of American producers, 
'They are in the minority. 

Bnt we quite agree with loidy Astor In the 
paragraph wherein she says: “I would rather 

that some one tried to poison my child’s body 
tlian poison his mind.” This applies to all 
countries and It should be the duty of every 
exhibitor to use his screens only for decent 
end entirely clean films If he wishes to retain 
the patronage of the pubiic. Here Is an In¬ 
stance where a mother—and a very broad¬ 
minded woman at that—determinedly fights to 
protect her children from witnessing a de¬ 
basing, disgusting or suggestive situation offered 

by the screen. Lady Astor Is right In her 

efforts, but wc would like to suggest that 

Bhe go out of her way a bit—to the first- 

class houses in London for Instance—and b>ok 

nt some of the really meritorious screen pro¬ 

ductions which have found their way across 

the pond. Again her remarks that, “Ton 

would think from some pictures that America 
was made up of cowlioys and crooks • • • • 

yon would Imagine that everybody In that 
country has a private still and Is rolling 
drunk most of th# time,” deserves attention 
by one producers, who should exercise care 
in constructing motion picture dramas to rep¬ 
resent .tmerlcans in the proper light, which 
they so Justly deserve. We have heard from 
various Bectlons of the world that thru the 
medium of the screen .tmcrica and Americans 
arc depleted In a most mifavorable light. 
This g.'cms lamentable inasmuch rs .\merica 

has virtually been the savior of other nations. 
It is to -Vmerlca that tlie de.spi’rately driven and 
tortured foreigners liave isims for help and 
refuge, and for this reason If fer nothing 
else, our country should not be belittled .md 
degraded I'.v uiis.-epn -ei tat'or or. the screen. 

A few strong .\mcrlc.».ni7..'it;ou pictures sent 
Abroad would not be sn-b a l>c.or ide.i after 
a'l. Ig.dy A-tor, beinj a rativc-bor.i Anifrican. 
should do all In liur power to cr.ajicate the 

crpinooua impression thus cteaied.

“Sapho” at the RivoU and Rialto theaters. 

LUSK BILL PASSES SENATE 

Now York, March 8.—Yesterday the measure 
Introduced by Senator Lusk, which would give 
to the motion picture Censorship Board power 
to look Into the books of motion picture firms 
and increase tiielr power in other ways, safely 

p.i8ved the Senate. 
There was k very lively discussion on the 

floor during the angry debate of the bill in 
which Senator Walker figured largely. The 
occasion for the tirade was caused by the 
recent denunciation of Senaton Walker by 
Canon Chase, who accused the Senator of ac¬ 
cepting a retainer from the motion picture 
Interests while in his official capacity as a 
lawmaker he was sharing In and even directing 
action affecting their interests as related to 
the Interests of the people. Behind the forum 

rail In the Senate chamber. Canon Chase was 
Standing opposite the Rev. 0. R. Miller, State 

Superintendent of the New York Civic League, 
and Robert O. Pavey, counsel for the Lord’s 
Pay Alliance, both of whom have been very 
much In evidence at the present session. 

Senator Walker called them “ministerial lob¬ 
byists who were carrying the banner of Christ 

Into the official atmosphere while trying to 
assassinate the character of all who do not 
agree with them.” Euriher on Senator Walker 

denounced Canon Chase as a “pastor without a 
flock, a parson without a church, a Christian 
■w'tliout charity and a social burglar who oper¬ 

ates with bis collar buttoned in the back.’’

Be had 
been In 111-beaIth for about two years and waa serlonsly ailing the past eeveml mootha. 
His niece, Mrs. Katherine M. Buck, was at hla aide when the aummons came. 

Harry Kellar was born in Erie, Pa., July 11, 1849, and graduated from the Palnes- 
Tllle High School In 1860. He married Eva Medley, of Melbourne. Anatralla, at Kala- 
maroo, Mich,, November 1. 1887. She died some time ago. When but a young man be 
was assistant to **Fakir of Ava,** the magician. In 1867 he became business manager 
for the Davenport Brothers, spirit mediums. From J871-*73 he tonred with Fay, aa Fay 
and Kellar, thru South America and Mexico. In South America, Africa. Aus¬ 
tralia. India, China, the Philippine Islands and Japan he appeared with Ling Look and 
Tnmadura, under the title of Kellar, Ling Look and Tamadura. Royal Illualoniata. Then 
he Joined J. H. Cunard, ns Kellar and Cunard, and traveled with him for five years thru 
India, Burmah, Siam, Java, Persia, Asia Minor, Egypt and Mediterranean ports. Since 
1S84 he performed in practically every city In the I’nlted Statea. 

In 1907 and 1903 Howard Thurston appeared with him, and It was with Thnntoo 
that the deceased made hla final appearance in Ford'a Opera Houae, Baltimore, In 1908. 
Thurston has since come Into, if not all, at least a great part of the fhaumaturglc prestige 
which Harry Kellar enjoyed for so long a time. Following hU retirement he moved to Loa 
Angeles, and there remained until his death. 

Many of the best magic features used on the stage today were originated by Kellar. 
He was a master of illusions. Hla ability to carry out the minutest details of an Illu¬ 
sion perfectly waa responsible for the succesa he enjoyed In perfecting many tricks. 
Levitation was crude until Kellar took hold of It. He originated the “Spirit Cabinet," 
“Oh,” “Triple Illusion,” ‘'Blue Boom” and “Knight's Tour," the last named a mlnd- 
read'ing effect. His “Princess Karnac” illusion waa one of the greatest of Ita kind 

ever attempted. 
Too much in appreciation of the aooompllahmenta of this master maglelan can not 

be voiced. Kellar was greatly re..ponslbIe for elevating magic to Its present state of 
efflclency and degree of popula-lty. Ills pisa'.ng is mourned not only by magicians, but 
by Cious.anda of nonprofessionals thruout the world, who knew him as a kind, courageous 
geutleman.

NICHOLAS J. PETIT 
Nicholas J. Petit, a member of the outdoor show world for nearly 20 years, passed 

away, 'ollowtng a week’s illness of pneumonia, at bis home, 1619 Lagoon avenue. Minne¬ 
apolis, Minn., March 8. From Bozo, tbe clown, to Mademoiselle Marguerite, the eques¬ 
trienne, cirrus folk will mourn the man who bad been associated with them for oo long 
a time. 

It was Just 20 years ago that Nick Petit assumed the duties of “checker up" for the 
RIngling Brothers’ Circus, and later was promoted to 24-hour man. A few years later 
be became contracting agent for the Ringling Show, and as such was known from Maine 
to California and from Canada to the Gulf. According to Walter J. McDonald, of the 
Metropolitan Theater, Minneapolis, and a close friend of the deceased, Mr. Petit bad 
more Mayors and city officials on bis list of friends than probably any other man in the 
country. 

Nicholas J. Petit was bom In Minneapolis 53 years ago. His first experience In tbe 
advertising game was received when. In bis youth, he was employed as advertising man 
by the Bijou Theater and Grand Opera House to his native city. In 1900 he went with 
the Ringling Brothers Show, and remained with that organization until last season, bis 
first off the road for many years.

The prupokitton of the Indeftendent promoter 
has the Joyful ring of equal partnership to It, 
and tbia la sweet music to tbe ear of a com¬ 
mittee that Is interested almost solely in tbe 
subject of getting hold of some ready rash. Of 

course the clause In the Independent operator's 
contract whereby the committee is ‘ guaranteed’* 
against Its proportionate share of risk in event 
of a possible financial disaster Is really mure 
than less the old bunk and for tbe common 
sense reason that to e<iually participate in 
expected profits a partner must necessarily 
share In the losses, as any fair-minded court 
would be apt to decide. However, the “fifty- 
fifty” partnership argumem Is splendid bait 
and seldom falls to hook tbe big fish. The re¬ 
sult of all this has finally pnslu.-ed a situa¬ 
tion that Is food for serious thf.ught by stu¬ 
dents of conditions present and forecasters of 
the future. Candidly the author of this con¬ 
tribution does not hesitate to opine that, unless 

Mr. Traveling Caravan <*wner and Manager 
spevallly proceeds to “put his bouse In order" 
in a most thoro manner and Is able to devise 
ways and means whereby he can counter ef¬ 

fectively against the very recent Inroads made 
In the promotion field by the Independent ojicr- 
ator and his clan, the surressfiil booking of 
the itinerant carnlvallte and his outfit seems 
likely to shortly become confronted with ob¬ 
stacles of tbe most discouraging nature and 
•ort. 

Itlght at this point It should not be amiss to 

whisper a few wurda of conservative wisdom to 
the Independent promoter on that very Im¬ 
portant subject of guarantees. The proposition 
of fortifying the committees against financial 

risk Is admittedly a fv-tchlug argument, but 

to the attention of tbe author of these columns 
has recently been called a practice by one very 
well known and prominent prf)moter who Is 
charged with offering to guarantee that tho 
net share of the receipts to tbe committees shall 

amount to sums that run away up Into the 
thousands of dollars. Vnciuestionahly tlUs la 
eatahlishing a very unwise and unsafe prece¬ 
dent for more reasons than one. The strongest 

argument sgalnst this policy Is that It Is calcu¬ 
lated to foster a spirit of Indifference and lazi¬ 
ness on the part of the organization member¬ 

ship. ihe result of which seems almost certain 

to deprive the promotion.of that active co¬ 
operative siipjiort so very vitally necessary to 
the ultimate sueecss of every effort In this 
line. Surely this is bisind to react very detri¬ 
mentally to the business and no matter how 
ravenous the apiielite may he for contraels, for 
the sake <if the future i.very step isisslble 
should be taken lo discourage this crazy, iiq- 
professional and uneal’ed for practice. Ad¬ 

vancing all rash required for operating ex- 
{H’nsrs and absolving Ihe rommittci-s from 
flnanrlal risk khoiild he and Is quite sufficient 
a guarantee. Make your auspices share “fifty- 
fifty” In the scttisl work ns well ss In Ihe prot- 
Ifs; that “easy money" Idea Is a bad one. 

Now for a concluding peep Into the future. 
Keep your eye on these independent boys during 

the remainder of this present Indoor seasoa 
and thru the coming summer and next fall sbJ 
winter. Just watch them step. That new 

combination of Davis and Mock in particular It 
going to show a lot of speed. Every requisite 
Is cumbiued In that team. And the other fel¬ 
lows like John W. Moore, who Is credited with 
beading tho list of winning Indoor promoters 

this season, are not going to content themselves 
by sitting idly by and stringing It along with 
the “also ran” oiHrators. As wonderful as 

has been the increase of activities and achieve- 
monts in the Independent field this yeir pist, 
it must lie apparent to the studiously thinking 
observer that the advanced promotion mill hts 
only Just begun to actually grind.

spot comparatively virgin that he believes to be

concession therein we aim to obliterate them. 
We want every park owner and manager to 
realize that in serving the public be must give 

the very best service possible so that lie will 
attain bit proper standing In the community 
which he aerves and be recognized for what he 
really la, a public benefactor. 

Ily the time The nilltHiard Spring Special la 
off the press the Isiund copy of the association 
book, containing copies of all the papers, dis¬ 
cussions and other proceedings of the last 
meeting, will be In the mall. This year's look 
will make a volume of about 200 pages and 
any park man who reads It who cannot get In¬ 
formation worth hundreds nr tbousanda of dol¬ 
lars to him ia in the wrong business. Prior 
to the last convention It was thought the park 

subject had been shout exhausted, hut the pro¬ 
gram enmmittee unearthed a lot of new toplea 
that were ably discussed by the men to whom

Rome of these papers were a revelation. They 
show<-d patient research.

I doubt if anywhere last 
year in any convention there was a better 
paper read than that of Henry Traver, of the 

Traver Engineering Co., on "Ways of Over¬ 
coming Business Pepri-sslon." But It was not 
the only olassle read at the park men's meet¬ 

ing. Every one of ih- papers was vigorously sp- 
plsiided and rwjuests made for typewritten 

copies. Following the assoc'atlon's custom the 
only copies avarahle are those in the printed 

bonk, and these go to members onl.v. When the 
pret dent In his address said the time had 
come when he was going to enforce the closed 
shop rule so far as giving vahiahle informa¬ 

tion to non-3ienibers Is roneerned, h'a announce¬ 
ment was greoted by all the memteTS with 
every evidence of popular approval In the 
executive session of the association the met- 

ter of not admitting non-members to the next 
and suceersl ng conventions was discussed. 

(Tne very Important matter which a ••ommiftee 

will work on th's year and rejmrt to the next 
convention Is that of an equitable standard 

form of contract between park owners and con- 
ressloDBlrea. In many cases present contracts 

are not equitable because they are one-sided. 

There ia no Intention to suggest the amount of 
percentage or fiat rental a concetsion should pay, 

that being a matter between the park owner 

and concessionaire, but by approving or adopting 
a uniform standard contract where protection 
will be given to both the park owner and con¬ 
cessionaire, It la felt that both sides can bo 
benefited. In connection with this is a pro¬ 
posed clearing house where Information or data 
alHiut parks and cnueesslonalres can be obtained. 
This would eliminate from the business fakers 
and fly-by-nlght concesslnnalrea. 

The exhibition of park devices and goods at 
the Decemljer convention was a revelation. There 
were forty-two exhibitors and those who applied 
late were turned down because there was no 

more space available. The ex|>ositlon brought 
the buyer and seller together. The builder had 
the o|i|iortunll.r of showing his devloe under fa¬ 
vorable olrcumsfanees to the park owner and 
many sales were made. The writer predicts 
that with the continued growth of the associa¬ 
tion the exposition will also grow and It will be 

only a few years until our meetings will he 
held in a building similar in size to the rbl- 
cago Coliseum, where there will he space for 
several hundred exhibitors. The exposition will 

attract amusement men from all over the world. 
This will stimulate creative genius In the de¬ 
velopment of new rides, devices and park gwda 

of all kinds.

The West Coast Park Boom

Ing been broken on February 20. It gives 
promise of being tbe biggest thing of its kind 
In tbe West and San Francisco Is eagerly await¬ 
ing Its op«‘nlng. which according to those be¬ 

hind tbe venture la expected to take place no 

later than May 30. 

Pacific City will occupy a 3,000-foot strip of 
bay shore property at Coyote Point, San Mateo 
County, covering ninety acres of property re¬ 
cently acquired from the William H. Howard 
Estate Company. The Incorporators include A. 
II. Dongall, Jr.; David J. Stollery and Arnold 
C. I.aickenbacb. 

The architects who are supervising the con- 
etructlon of the great amusement park are 
Thomas M. Edwards and Alfred Kuhn. 

Contracts for the landscape gardening, grad¬ 
ing and other construction work arc being ful¬ 
filled with all possible rapidity and no effurt 
Is bring spared to get the park completed in 
schedule time. 

One of the Ideas of the promoters of Pacific 
City Is the construction of an Immense board¬ 
walk, similar to that of Atlantic City. This 
walk will front on the bay, connecting with a 
steel pleasure pier. Jutting out Into deep water 
and affording a landing place for the ex.-nr- 
slon steamers thet will run from the foot of 
Mission street, San Francisco, direct to tho 

park. 
Typically Californian, the walk, which Is to 

be forty feet in width, will be built entirely 
of California redwood and should prove a novel 
attraction to Eastern visitors here. 

Bathing will be specially featured at Pacific 
City and an Important part of the plans calls 
for the construction of an immense bathing pa¬ 
vilion, where showers, lockers and other eon- 
veniences may be bad and where bathing suits 
may be rented. ,, 

The bathing pavilion will accommodate 10,000 
bathers and the present beach will be sur¬ 
faced with several trainloads of pure white 
sand from the beach at Slonterey. 

The I’aclfle City beach Is the most Ideal spot 

about San Francisco Bay for swimming. Seventy, 
five feet from the shore line the water reaches 
a depth of ten feet, a condition that provides 
for a 3,000-foot straightway course for swim- 
ming races and other water siMirts. 

Speaking for himself antThis associates A. IT. 
Dougall. Jr., millionaire importer of this city, 

said: 
"We plan to make Pacific City an Ideal play¬ 

ground for San Francisco, the Peninsula cities 
and all Northern California. The Coyote Point 
beach offers bathing facilities superior to any 

in the State and it la only a thirty-fivc-minute 
ride from the heart of San Francisco. 

".Ml clean concessions and Bhf)ws, snch as 
have made Venice, Ocean Park and Santa Moni¬ 
ca popular, will be provided for the amuse¬ 
ment of patrons. In fact, we aim to give San 
Francisco an amusement park that will not be 

surpas-ed by any watering place on the Pacific 

Coast.” 
Further details of the park will include tho 

construction of an athletic stadium, a restau¬ 
rant. cafeteria, tea garden and completely 
equipped children's playground, with possibly a 

theater, whiefi will be provided for at a later 

date. 
With Pacific City in course of construction. 

"Chutes at the Beach" running SW days of the 
year and Neptnne Bcaeh and Idora Park, in 
Alameda and Oakland respectively, San Fran¬ 
cisco may now occupy a position with other 
cities whoso residents are enabled to avail 
themselves of outdoor amusements. 

Neptnne Beach and Idorn Park both are 

good-sized retiorts and are easily accessible 
from all parts of San Francisco. The former 

is on the bay shore and Is chiefly famed for 'ts 
bathing faellitles. .\t the proper stage of the 
tide there Is givvl bathing In the hay, but the 

management of the park has provided for 
every contingency and an Immense outdoor tank 
of graduated depth and heated to a comforta¬ 

ble tem;>eraturc allows of bathing at all times. 
Neptune provides a number of up-to-date rides 
and shows and .supports a good-sized midway, 
which during the park season recelvca heavy 
patronage. 

There are a theater, dance ball, restaurant 
and cafeteria, hesidi'S a large white sand beach, 
where thousands may disport themselves. Ao- 
tomubile parking space is provided, and, in fact, 
every convenience is at hand for the park’s 
patrons. 

Idora Park, situated in Oakland, also Is a fa¬ 
vorite resort for thousands of pleasure seekers. 
Here too are to be found rides, shows and con¬ 
cessions, in addition to a good-sized bathing 
tank with an artificial beach. 

Skating is featured at Idora Park and the 
skating pavilion is said to have one of the finest 
floors on the Pacific Coast. The park proper 

closes down during the winter months, but the 
skating pavilion remains open during the entire 
year and receives a healthy patronage. 

.Altogether San Francisco and her surronndlng 
territory are not badly provided for in the mat¬ 
ter of outdoor amusements. Of course this form 
of recreation Is not yet familiar to San Fran¬ 
ciscans. for they have been without It for many 
years. In fact, they never did have it as they 
will from this year on. 

Necessarily they must be educated to take 
advantage of the opportunities offered them, 
and the selection by the several parks of some 
of the best available publlcit.v talent in the 
tV-st to, put their advantages before the public 
Indicates that the little matter of education 
will be completed ere long and San Francisco's 
public will soon be eager patrons of these re¬ 
sorts. 

A feature of tbe boom In parks In this sec¬ 
tion of the State is that it will mean that thou¬ 
sands of dollars will be spent with the various 
local novelty manufact’iring and distributing 
hooses, hundreds of outdoor showmen will be 
led to make Han Franetsco their permanent 
headfjuarters and many lines of business will 
he benefited either directly or Indirectly. 

Local commercial bodies are beginning to 
realize this fact and are showing u decided in¬ 
terest in the park building that Is going on. 
while the Chambers of Commerce of cities 
nearby are endorsing the work and offering their 
co-operation. 

Taking It all in all, the outlook Is very bright 
and outdoor ahowfolk looking for an oppor 

tnnlty to get placed conld do much worse 
than turn toward Hun Francisco for It.

ing, bow pffPTtlrp, simplp and direct artluK by 
amateura, and bow enjoyable and etlmuiatiug 
the whole proeresa of the production could be 
made, and bow rarietl the actiritloa involved. 

“The Cornell Club and lt» director were 

called upon becaiiae tbeir work waa perhaps the 
beat known of similar orcanixationa In the 
State, they for some five yeara having main¬ 
tained an effective •little theater' on the Cor¬ 
nell campus, enE-tging at times the interest of 
two hundred to two hundred and fifty under¬ 
graduate workers, pr<Miucing monthly groups 

of one-act plays tif merit, each pnaluc- 

tlon running for two or three consecutive 
nights. The whole enterprise, acting, manag¬ 
ing, scenery design and painting. lighting, car¬ 

pentry, etc., was in student bands under the 
gutdanre of the director. The Tampua Thea¬ 
ter’ had grown rapidly In popularity and from 
a small heginning had risen to a major place 
In Cornell activities.

The State Fair Commission made available a

Bccnium, gray and green scenery, blue-gray 
curtain, and blue harking, was lovely and 

artistic—the most artistic thing about the whole 
fair grounds, at moat agreed. 

Beginning with the first morning of the 
fair we played to overful bouses dally, some 
10,000 folks during the week. 5Ve turned half 
that many away, and tbruout the day people 
came and went, UKiking the “plant" over and 
questioning. The ''auditorium" seated some 

400 and "stood’’ 500. Ilad strength p<-rmitti'd 
the troupe could have played to overful bouses 
ever.v hour of the day after 10 a.m. 

The Commiaaion's puldiclty waa good, and 

the attraction of the theater itself better. 
Tucked away in a far corner of the grounds, 
nearer the roar of p.-issing freights and shriek¬ 
ing whistles tif the New York Central than’the 
entertainment-seeking throngs on the Midway, 
lalKiriug undiT various handicaps, we were 
nevertheless overtaxed with the interested folk 
who came, grangers, count.v agents, suhstant'al 
farmers, rural tearhers, preachers—and moat 
pleasing of all, lots of plain country folks, 
alncere, undemonstrative and earnest (It was 
one such who pleased the troupe by calling us 
the “Corneel Drsmlc Club", as he read our 
glaring placardsl. .\nd they liked it. and sent 
their friends, and came again tbemseives, and 
have Ix-en writing the director for Information 
ever since! Especially were all workers In any 
form of rural Improvement our earnest sup¬ 
porters and regular attendants. And little 
theater folk, teachers of dramatics, school prin¬ 
cipals, were most Interested. 

Fart of the project was to demonstrate that 

good plays would he the thing, and that good 
plays were as easy or easier to do than third- 

rate ones. 

The dramatic director of the enterprise felt 
that the whole demonstration could push no 

thesia more atrongly than "nothing la too g<H>d 
for the amateur" to raise the qiitlity of tU'o 

dramatic activities that always and every¬ 
where will be. Whatever the effect of wide¬ 
spread play-prtxluctinn on the indigenous drama 
or on encouraging the natively qualified or the 
r.tsh to write plays, it seems for the near fu¬ 

ture an entirely .seetmdary ronsitleraf ion to 
that of ra’sing the general h-vel of present 
activities, and of eccrairaging the more gen¬ 
eral use of high-grade jilaya as entertainment 
and as ediieation. Nor d>a>a work on plays didac- 
ticall.v expository of ai me technical agricultural 
prvihlem—however interesting now and then in 
their right place—seem the sort of th’ng that 

should be encouraged. Teehnical Improvement 
In agricultural method should he Inspired by 
other means. Dramatic activity for the coon 

tryalde la hardly to be ohnoxloiialy viewed aa a 

form of "uplift”, but aa a needed entertain¬ 
ment—a constructive pleuaure. 

And in (bis the Cornell Dramatic Club'a 
"Little Country Theater” at Syracuse appears 
to have been most tucceaaful. And so the 
State Fair Commission thought—so also the 
great number of workers In the various de¬ 

partments of rural improvement work thought. 
And so the "folks" thought. 

It was a atrenuoua adventure and bard work, 

and we surely learned more than we taught, 
but if we helped the cause of the drama in any 
way, however modest, we are paid for our la¬ 
bor. 

In a long Interview for The New York Sun 
Professor George Pierce Baker, dlscusaing some 
of the tyiiea and latest ventures In "experi¬ 
mental theaters”, said; "The most unique ex¬ 
periment of all, however, la that undertaken 
by Mr. Drummond at Cornell Cnlverslty, with 
his group of actors. . . . The result of Mr. 
Itriimmond's work in that ('ommunity ran be well 

imagined." 
One of the most substantial and certainly 

the most charming thing that deveIoi>ed from 

the whole adventure was the contrlliutinn of 
Zona Oaie, author of "The Neighbors.” which 
beaded the repertoire of the theater. 

The use of "The Nelghl>ors" is offered free 
to any country theater which will use a part 

of the funds so raised for the following pur¬ 
poses, or will prevail upon some memlM-r of the 

crimmunity to carry out the following: 
To plant at hast one long-lived shade tree 

In the community; or. 
To plant a fruit free by the roadside; or, 
To plant a spruce nr balsam to Im* usoI, when 

eo desired, aa a mnimiinlty Christmas tree. 

One tree for every performance of the play! 
And If the pnslorera wish to give n’ally grasl 

measure for the use of the play. If la recom¬ 

mended that they conclude the evening with 
a community g.-itbering, with community singing 

and dancing, and a (IIsciishIod of the tilings 
which their community needs. 

Furthermore, it la underatood that the pro¬ 

ducers, the east and the audience at aoch a 
(M-rformance slia’l ail lie neighbors to ever.v- 
one, aa long aa they live. 

If only many could write such a play and 
give It with such a grace to the cause! 

,5t any rate, here was a success. Should 

It not lie tried elsewhercT If every State had 
Its "experimental 111 lie country fheafer" at 
Its Stale fair, and every county fair ITS the¬ 
ater. what might not he the result, especially 

were the movement followed up by the distri¬ 
bution of proper aids.
