Court Orders Refund of Over¬ 

charged License at Wash¬ 

ington, la. 

Mike T. Clark, general agent of the 
S. W. Brundage Shows, sends The 
Billboard a clipping from The Wash¬ 
ington (la.) Democrat of May 16 in 
which it is stated that the Brundage 
Shows won their case in the District 
Court there, they asking for a refund 
of $200 excess license collected by the 
County Board of Washington County. 
Mr. Clark states that his show was 
booked at Washington during the 
week of a chautiiuf|ua in August, 1921, 
:uu1 that those interested in tho guar- 
.intee to the eh.'utaiKina took the 
matter up with the I'cuinty Board and 
had the sheriff serve notice on the 
.agent for the show tho Saturday be¬ 
fore the opening date to the effect 
that the show would not be allowed 
to unload or show in the county. The 
show paid no attention to the order 
and unloaded and set up. “The laws 
of Iowa,’’ Mr. ('lark continues, “read 
as plainly as the English language can 
be written that ’when a show is 
exhibiting out of the incorporated 
limits of any town or city the County 
Board shall collect a license not to 
exceed $100 for each place they ex¬ 
hibit.’ The Mond.ay the show was to 
open I was in Des Moines and had 
the attorney-general’s otfice advise the 
County Board that it had no authority 
under the law to collect in excess of

Enuity Shop. The dramatists believe 
that this is the only way the theater 
will be kept free from the dominance 
of any one group, 'fhey contend that 
the Equity Shop will make the Actors’ 
Ecpiity Association the dominant 
voice in the the.ater and feel that 
such a state would 1>e detrimental to 
the best Interests of all concerned. 

The Dramatists’ Guild has ap¬ 
pointed a special committee with 
Owen Davis as ch.airman, which will 
confer this week with a committee 
from E(iuity and will then me<‘t a 
aimil.ar committee from the P. M. A. 
The playwrights fear that the pres¬ 
ent deadlock will result in a long- 
drawn-out actors’ strike in 1924, in 
which they will be the innocent suf¬ 
ferers.

SUPREME COURT’S OPINION 

The U. 8. Supreme Court's opinion goea into the case In detail, and s.tys in part: 
“It (the bill! is brought again.st a combination of corporations engaged In similar ■ “It (the bull is brought again.st a combination of corporations engaged In similar 
businesa, and the owners of a large number at theaters known as the Keith Cir¬ 

cuit, the owners of others known as the Orphenm Circuit, and some persona not needing 
special mention here, who. It is alleged, are ruining the plaintiff’s busineas by a con- 
apiracy forbidden by the Anti-Trust Act of July 2. 1920. CM7. 26 Stat. 209. 

“An injunction and enormous damages are asked. The bill was dismissed for want 
of Jurisdiction by the District Court on the ground that it did not state a cause of 
action arising under the constitutional laws of the I’nited States. 

“The bill seta out at superfluous length a combination of the defendants to exclude 
actors from the fheaterti controlbd by them, being practically all the theaters in the 
T'nit.-d .States and Canada in which high-class vaudeville entertainments are pro¬ 
duced. and to exclude the managers and personal representatives of actors frem the 
defendants' booking exchange in New York and from business, unless they respectively 
comply with th ■ defendants, including the payment of a cons derable sum. It is 
alleged that a part of the defendanta* business ia making enutracta that call on per¬ 
formers to travel between the S'ates and from abroad, and in connection therewith re¬ 
quire the transportation of large quantities of scenery, costumes and animals.. Some or 
many of these contracts are for the transportation of vaudeville acts, including per¬ 
formers' seen.ry. music, (osljumes and whatever constitutes the act, so that it is said 
there is a eon-tant stream Of this so-call d commerce from State to State. The de¬ 
fendants couteud, and the Judge below waa of the opinion that the dominant object of 
all the arrangements was the personal performance of the actors, all transportation 
being merely incidental to that, and, therefor', that the case is governed bv Federal 
Baseball LIB v. National League, 259 U. 8.. 290. On the other hand, it is argued that 
in the transportat on of vaudeville acts the apparatus sometimes is more important 
than tlie (i.Tformers, and that the defendanta* conduct is within the statute to tbst 
extent at least. 

“The Jurisdiction of the District Court is the enly matter to be considered on this 
appeal. That is determined by the all gations of the bill, and, usually, if the bill or 
devlaration makes a claim that, if well founded, la within the Jurisdiction of the 
court, it is w ithin that Jurisdiction whether well founded or not. (Here citations are given.) 

“While aiqicala to this court are often dismissed, yet the effect is that when a suit 
la broiiglit in a Federal court and the very matter of the controversy Is federal It 
cannot l>e dismis-cd for want of Jur >diction. However wanting in merit may be the 
averm nts intended to establish a federal right. 

“It i.s not necessary to draw the line between the foregoing and other cases brought 
in courts of the I'. S. to a-sert a <-laim under tlie constitution that have been ordered 
to b.' dismi-sed below beca'ise absolulely devo.d of merit. Beyond rouflning the latter 
to those that are v. ry i-I .-ii. it is enuii.rh that we are not prepar.-d to say that nothing 
can be extracted from lids bill that falls under the a.t of Congress, or at least that 
the claim is wholly frivolous. T'.e bill was brought h. f'>re the decision of th.' baseball 
club case, and it may be that what in general is incidental, in some instances may rise 
to B'magnil ide that nqiiires it to b considered independently. 

“The iog-.c of the general rule us to Jurisdiction is obvioua, and the ease siio'ild 
be decided uism the merits, unless the want of Jurisdiction is entirely clear. Wiiat 
relief, if oil}', loiild !«* given and how far it could go, i.s md yet time to di.s. uss." 

This precious pair scored the first round with 

their latest opponent today when Justice Leh¬ 
man, in special term, part one, of the Supreme 

Court, dismissed Zii gfeld’s application recpiest- 
Ing the court to direct Gallagher and Shean to 
submit to an arbitration to determine whether 
they must work in the “Follies” after June 1. 

Ziegfeld's motion was dismissed on a tech¬ 

nicality, and. according to his attorney, Nathan 

Burkan, he will immediately take steps to re¬ 

new the application. 

Ziegfeld in his application charged that on 
April 8, 1922, he entered into a contract with 

Gallagher and Shean to play in his “Follies of 

1922" for the run thereof. lie claims that the 

contract provided that if any dispute arose con¬ 
cerning its terms the matter was to be arbi¬ 

trated by three arbitrators, one to be desig¬ 

nated by the Actors’ Equity Association, another 

by Ziegfeld, and, if they could not agree, then 

a third arbitrator waa to be appointed. The 

dispute involves a novel point, one that has 
never before been decided. When the actors’ 

strike was settled between the Producing Mana- 
g rs’ Association and Actors’ Equity Asaocla- 

tlun an agreement was entered Into which pro¬ 

vided for various forms of contracts, among 

others being the standard run-of-play contract. 

This contract ends an actor’s employment on 

June 1 following the date of employment, and 

does not give the manager the actor’s exclusive 

services. Ziegfeld, instead of using the standard 
run-of-play contraets, simply used a short 

letter form, which stated that he hired ex¬ 

clusives on Gallagher and She.in for the run 

of the “Ziegfeld Follies of 1922’’, and that in 

all other respects the employment was to be 

governed by the Actors’ E'luity standard run- 

of-play contract. Ziegfeld claims that the pro¬ 
visions in Actors’ Equity contract, terminating 
the engagement on June 1, does not apply, as 

his contract gives him the exclusive services 

of Gallagher and Shean as long as he wants to 

continue the “Follies of 1922”.

for Passpart. 

— The Passpart action came to trial 
several months ago In the Supreme 
Court, and, after several postpone¬ 
ments, the court dismissed the com¬ 
plaint against Beck Uiru the repeated 
failure of Passparfs trial counsel, 
William Fallon, to appear. Judgment 
on a counterclaim for $6,478 was 
awarded against Passpart. Counsel 
for Passpart then applied for and re¬ 
ceived an order setting aside Judg¬ 
ment and reopening the case. This is 
the order appealed from by Beck. 

Contention is made by Beck that 
Passpart defaulted wilfully and de¬ 
liberately after repeated Imposition 
upon the court by means of a false 

afhdavlt that amounted to an .abandon¬ 
ment of the case. The alleged false 
affidavit referred to is one that pur¬ 
ported to show that Attorney F.allon 
could not possibly appear in court 
thru being eng.iged upon another im¬ 
portant case. The defendant’s coun.scl 
charged that this was not true. It is 

• also contended on the appeal that the 
lower coirrt’s action in opening the 
case was an abuse of discretion un¬

Mr. All)ee predicteii a great revision in the managers' feelings toward 

actors. In the past, he said, the managers h.ave been devoted to their own 
selfish purposes, but that they are “going to open up their hearts” to the 

actors. 
“\Ve have brought prosperity and 

peace to v.iudeville,” he .^aid. “The 
vaudeville actors have their own in- 
dei>endence. They can do as they 
plea.xe. They can make their own 
terms. They can say: "I will work’ or 
‘I will not work.’ It is a bargaining 
proposition " 

•‘I foel that the fir'‘t duty in our bn’lneas 

is the htil.d.riK of more tbraters,’’ continued 
Mr. Albee, “and the second duty la to eqaip 
them in sueh a manner aa I hare endeavored to 
do of late yeara, ao that when an actor ateps 
into OUT theater at the stage door be has the 
same privileges that a private citizen has when 
be enters the portals of a flrst-claas hotel. 

“I think that the seed has been sown in all 
classes of onr show business—the dramatic, the

things, and we were in the same p<jsltlon. ex¬ 
actly, as the dramatic actors are in today and 
we did it by peaceful measures. We have cut out 

thii ‘master and man' business and all of this 
‘making faces’ at each other, and we co-oper¬ 
ated upon a peaceful and harmonious principle 

—that we were all horn equal; we are all Ood’s 
children. We neither look for creed nor re¬ 
ligion. but we bring them all into one form and 
we say. ‘Let us all w-.rk together for one com¬ 

mon cause, for the peace of our own hearts and 
our own minds and the success of onrsolves and 

our familiet and those we leave behind.’ and 
we have accompl.shed that. Ws have accom¬ 

plished it with 12.000 yauderilie people and 800 
vaudeville managers, and wo hoTO done it in 
the simplest manner. 

A “LITTLE” OPPOSITION 

“First there was a little opposltl'ti. They 
Mid: ’Wbiit’e in Alhee’s mind—that man who 

has been aueb a tyrant, that man who is looked 
upon as grasping and who has ail the attribntes 
of a real bard-sbellcd manager? He couldn’t 

do anything of that kind! He must be for

right, and I said in a little newspaper article

"And that is what yon are going to he, good 
folks, in tile future. When you walk into a 
theater in any part of the United States you 
are going to be accepted there as a friend, 
part and parcel of the organization—not merely 

as an actor to do your part and to wander away 
and go to your hotel and. n >t be known or seen

"Th.st has all come to pass in our business 

iv.mdevllte) and it shall come to I'ass in 
yours ilegitimste) t o. and you are the pi-opie 

who are going to bring it aliont —tH'cause when 
you wake up to your own resiHinsibiiity you are 

going to say to yourself: 
’’ ‘I am going into this thing and there 

ia no one man—or two or three men— 
going to control me. or my tribe, or the 
people I have grown up with. We are 
going to figure o'ut what things are beat 

for ourselves and then carry them into 

execution.’ 
■'That is what the vaudeville actors did. 

They got togrtlier-n few cf them at first— 

and then they reasoned it out and came to me 
and asked whether 1 would supiiott an actors’ 
Tganization. and I said: ‘I will go along with 

you • We organized with tiftcen or twenty 
men at first and it has grown to 12,tH»t). They 
have their own lnde|H-ndenee; they do aa they 

Idense; they can make their own terms; they 
ean say: 'I will work or not work’ it la 
a bargaining proposition. Hut the other part— 
the sweet part that has put the foundation 

under our business and brought aUnit the re- 
speel that we have for earh other, aud the 
spirit of e'»-oi>erat!on. aud the home-like feeling 
—was when we Joined togptlier for the purpose 
of holding these parties aud these diunert. 

DANCE IN EACH OTHER’S 
ARMS 

“We have fine times and we dance in each 
other’s arms—vaudeville muusgers and vaude¬ 

ville girls—in real old hoy and-glrl fashion. 
That is the stuff we want and what is needed 
—getting together for eaeh other’s Interest and 
rutting out the ‘master and man' business and 
meeting on an eiiualify liasis and working for 
the interest of all in a common eause and for 
a common tienefit—and that is what you folks 
are going to do in the future. 

"1 cannot crltfclse anything that has been 

done. I was in this thing from the start I 
was the one wh • went to the managers to get 
your Kquity eonfraet. (According to Equity 

offleiaU Mr. Albee refers to the old XT M. P. 
A. contract and not the present Equity.P. M. 
A. contract, which the organized players won 
during the actors’ strike.) I talked with those 
old, hard-shelled managers—and you may speak 
of ‘hard-shelled Haptists and Methodists', but 
they aren't in it when compared with some 
of those birds! I am not condemning them— 

I am not criticizing them—nor am I sympa¬ 
thizing with yon. I am working for the fu¬ 
ture and I am trying to impress yon f dka 
that there is a future, and I started out for it. 

ALBEE GOT EQUITY CONTRACT 

"My dear friend, Ed Arden, went down to 
Providence for the turning over of the first 
spadeful of earth excavated for the new the¬ 
ater that I built there. He mads the most 
splendid speeeh 1 ever listened to and he 
lauded the theatrieal profess! m and p.irtlcnlarly 
the actors to the highest pinnacle His words 
were so splendid and ao uplifting that they 
raised the standard of our tndiTidual actor and 

onr individual business to such an extent that 
1 printed his speech and sent it out ail over 
the country. 

“I said to Mr. Arden one day: ‘Mr. Arden, 

ran I do anything for you? 'Yon were very 
gracious and sweet down there.* And he said: 
‘I am a member of the Equity Association and 
I would like to have yon try to get aa an 

Equity contract if yon can.' 
"1 started out and visited Mr. Erinnger and 

Mr. Sbubert and I visited those managers for 
three months. I went to them at their offices 

and I talked with them and I finally Induced 
them—as Mr. Klaw, who is here, c.m hear 

witness today—at one of their meetings to 

form a committee—for he was in the chair 

that day—a committee to meet the Equity Aa- 

sociation and to talk about an equitable c n- 
tract. The result of that talk and of that 
meeting was that they did agree to an equit¬ 

able contract, and they had a big dinner over 
at the Astor Hotel at which that contract 
was ratified. And my part of it was done. 

Then I went to the Equity AsS''>ciation rooms 
and I cautioned these boys. 1 said: ‘I have 
gone thru this thing. You have got to deal 
with a lot of people who have had their own 
way all their life. This is a new thing to 
them—coming together with the art-rs and giv¬ 
ing them what they ask for—and you have 
got to sort of ease it into them gradually. 
Ton may ask for one thing today aud get 
away with it and let them go along, and then 

after a time y'u may gradually ask for some¬ 
thing else. Bring it about gradually, as we 
did in our bnslness. and you will get anything 

you want ’ 
"I said: ‘You will probably meet with some 

people who will transgress on the promises they 
have made to you. Imt that is a natural course 
of events in practically every business. D -n’t 

get discouraged because of that and condemn 
the whole lot, but take tliat particular In¬ 
dividual who has transgressed and discipline 
him in some way. or get the other managers to 
do it for y ii. hut don't I'ondemn the entire 

crowd for the act of this particular individual, 
because the fact is that there are a lot of 

these people who are really earnest in what 

they are trying to do.’ 
"Well, one of the members did trans¬ 

gress very seriously and then the fun 
oommencod. and it has been going on 

ever since, and I would like to tee it 
stop, I would like to see a peaceful 
solution of it and I wonid like to tee yon 
come together in the same way as our 

people have organized and let us all 

work in unison for each other. 

PROPOSES LEGIT. “N. V. A.” 

"We have raised, since forming our organ¬ 
ization, over $l,00t),t)00. We have built a fine 
clubhouse, and the King of England nr the 
Queen of Belgium could w-tlk into that in¬ 
stitution and feel at home.

For the balance of the 
cast, the least said the better. The Choy Linp Hee Troupe is just ordinary. It 
Beeminply never has advanced from the oldest type of its form of entertain¬ 
ment. A few very old tricks in maple, such as fire eatinp and drawlnp colored 
ribbons from the mouth, were presented; also some acrobatics. The principiU 
feat was plate spinning, which occupied too much time. The dressing and 
presentation are below the average seen at this house. Savoy and Brennan 
floundered around with their lines and were seeminply ill at ease, an excuse 
being afterward made by Jay Brennan, who said "Bert's nerves are gone. 
They purvey a lot of suggestive and vulgar remarks that are not clever nr 
funny, and are impossible to classify in either refined, polite, advanced or 
supreme vaudeville.

3— The Mounters, consisting of three men and one girl, showed a number 
oi’ gymnastic feats presented in a style distinctly foreign. Unusual equlllbristic 
technic was displayed in hand stands, in which chairs and tables were climbed 
forward and backward, and which In one instance showed exceptional skill, as 
one of the men juniped up tables and chairs, the tables being three high atop 
trunks. The girl looked neat and filled in occasionally. 

4— Williams and Taylor were a riot. Their dancing certainly la of the 
sensational order, particularly that of the straight man, who does some of 
the fastest dancing seen at the Palace in many a day. He nearly stopped 
the act. The comedian Is funny and does remarkable dancing slides. The 
team stopped the show not once, but twice. Some feat In the deuce spot. 

5— “Compliments of the Season” Is a succession of four scones. In which 
Is depicted an attempt of a crook to go straight, an attempted suicide at a 
dock, the crook’s fall from grace as he “sticks up a guy’’ to get money to buy 
the despondent girl a meal, and the revelation at the finish when the fellow, 
who brings In a detective to hav’e the crook arrested, finds the girl at the dock 
is his former sweetheart. It is melodramatic hokum. 

6— The Wilton Sisters repeated the act that they have shown here on 
numerous occasions. The time was when they stopped the show, but the 
act, almost without change of any kind other than a song or blues num¬ 
ber, has been seen here so often that It has ceased to be a novelty. Both 
girls are clever, one the more so. They both are certainly champion bow 
stealers. 

7— Mr. and Mrs. Jimmy Barry, in "The Scandals of Hensfoot Corner", have 
an act that is built along the lines with which they are associated Barry’s 
type of rube Is true to life and his attention to detail greatly in his favor.

SUPREME COURT RULES IN 
FAVOR OF MAX HART 

(Continued from page 7) 

that in the opinion of the court same 
had no Jurisdiction over the case, 
must be tried. H.art’s request for 
damages, however, is but of small Im- 
port.ance as contrasted with the in¬ 
junction demamled hy the plaintiff. 
He asks that the defendants, each 
and every one of them, their .agents, 
servants, employees and othceru, be 

restrained and enjoined during the 
pendency of the suit and forever af¬ 
terward from in any way directly or 
indirectly interfering with or pre¬ 
venting the participation of the plain¬ 
tiff in negotiating contracts for acts, 
performers, entertainers and enter¬ 
tainment in high-cla.ss vaudeville, 
from interfering with and prevent¬ 
ing proprietors and owners of theaters 
on the Keith and Orpheum Circuits 
and theaters either owned or domi¬ 
nated by the defendants from giving 
employment to actors represented or 
managed by the plaintiff, from in any 
way discriminating against the plain¬ 
tiff or acts that he may represent, 
from maintaining and operating a 
monopoly and obstruction of the 
course of trade In the said buslnes-j 
conducted by the defendants and the 
restriction of competition therein, and 
more particularly from the mainte¬ 
nance of the so-called booking floor 
and exchange under unreasonable 
and unlawful rules and regulations 
and from collecting and retaining 
from the acts, performers, entertain¬ 
ers represented and managed by the 
plaintiff five per cent of the gross 
earnings of the said acts, perform¬ 
ers. etc., for the alleged booking by 
or thru said defendants of said acts, 
and from requiring the payment of 
five per cent of the said gross earn¬ 
ings of said acts, performers, etc., as 
a condition to the right of such en¬ 
tertainers to do business with the Or¬ 
pheum and Keith circuits, and from 
collecting and retaining or requir’ 
the collection or retainment of l 
and one-half per cent of the gr < 
earnings of the said acts by the VaiH., i 
ville Collection Agency. 

There Is not a shadow of a doubt 
the minds of people who have be ' 
observing this case and W'ho are f 
miliar with its ramifleations but th 
the court will make this Injunctic: 
binding. In this event it means th 
crumpling of the Keith Vaudeville 
Exchange, the fall of the mightiest 
machine the amusement business has 
ever known. 

If this injunction be granted It will 
embrace all performers and agents 
as well as Hart and those under his 
management. 

Now that vaudeville has been 
decreed interstate commerce it is ex¬ 
pected that the Keith and other book¬ 
ing exchanges will be inundated with 
suits. Jennie Jacobs has an action 
similar to that of Max Hart’s against 
the Keith Vaudeville Exchange which 
will be pressed immediately. The 
White Rats’ Realty Company plans to 
resurrect its action for the return of 
its club house xvhich is now occupied 
by the National Vaudeville Artists’ 
Club, Inc. Several actions for con¬ 
spiracy. naming heads of various 
vaudeville circuits, are expected, 
while numerous actions by actors 
charging blacklisting and re.straint of 
trade will in all probability be under 
way before the week is out. 

The decision of the United States 
Supreme Court places the Depart¬ 
ment of Justice in a peculiar situa¬ 
tion. Three times it has refused to 
indict the alleged vaudeville trust on 
the ground that it conducted its oi)- 
erations outside of the purview of the 
anti-trust laws and pro'.es that the 
department erred in its lindinus in 
regard to the federal trade investiga¬ 
tion several years ago. 

This decision is regarded as a mighty 
victory for Harry Mountford. the de¬ 
cision bearing out the labor leader’s 
contentions from the .start. Mount- 
ford, w'hen seen at the otlioe of the 
American Artistes’ Federation, of 
which he is executive secretary, re¬ 
fused to comment on the decision. His 
office, however, was crowded with 
vaudeville performers and indica¬ 
tions point tow.ard a marked revival 
of interest and support to his colors. 

Inspection of the calendar of the 
United States District Court here 
shows that the Hart case may be 
reached by the end of June, but cer¬ 
tainly the first week in July.

I am Informed on the most reliable 
authority that this company has never 
played this piece before, and that many n 
of the players did not receive their I 
parts until a few days b«-fore the open- , 
Ing. In other words, “The Comedy of ' 
Errors” was rehearsed and produced j 
within a week. One can admire such ) 
puissance and at the same time la¬ 
ment the foolhardiness of attempting 
any sort of a Shakespearean produc¬ 
tion, even a jazz one, in that length 
of time. The consequences of hurried 
preparation are quite evident in the 
playing, for most of the players re.id 
monotonously. The wonder, of course, 
is that they are able to remember 
enough of the lines to read at all. In 
the face of the handicaps under which 
they were laboring, the company is 
entitled to high praise for its efforts. 

This is particularly true in the case 
of Charles Olden, who playetl both 
Dromios. This is not a practice to be 
recommended, for the audience is 
fooled as well as the characters in the 
piece, and one may indulge in this 
practice only on exceptional occasions. 
However, Mr. Olden achieved wonders 
with the role, playing it with vigor and 
a good sense of comedy values. The 
two Antipholi were played by Lionel 
Monagas and Barrington Ouy with

I have reviewed this playlet in a 
former isstie. and. on seeing it a second 
time, I am more than ever convinced

There ha? b«“n a great deal ap^ken and wrirten about tny »Tatetn of directing 
artifta. and many people have trl-d to Interpret It wltboat baTiag fra«ped the 
principle* upon which it it foonded 

The «e'ret doe* iKt l:e in a the<>retioal knowledge of tny eyatetn, lor soeb 
knowledge doe* not nee--»arily mean underttanding. To urder**and it meant to feel 
it. And the art:et cannot fee] by merely lieten'ng to theoretical di-ra«»lon; he 
niu't learn to feel thro practical exercise in th- method, and it ia only after anch 
tmderaianding, thru practice, that he can analyze the theory beh-.cd it at ail. 

For thi* reason I aball avoid ail acientifle apborirms and try to y^re-ent a rr^ngb 
loprev*ioo. E'irst, I mak-- clear and definite which art we are to work in. Each 
theater baa variety withe>at end. Cfnally by theater people mean a place where 
fbe public i* separated fr'-m the actor* by a curtain, wher*, after ihe curtain la op, 
you »ee a train-d seal ’oday, an air'bat tom"rTow, SalvinI the day after toraorrow, 
and the next day a beautiful dancing girl ral-ing her foot far above h-r head And 
all that U called tt-ater. But hag mo*t of it any relation to the true art of the 
theater and the real artist!• The theater is a very complicated machine berta«e 
there are endl*'» exp-rien' ed creators—-not one artist, but the whole •■■unpany; not 
one singer, but a chorus: not one muilciaii, but a whole orche*tra; the scenic artist 
with hi* helper*-, the stage direcUT (regiss-ur). the author, the many act-rs—and 
each with hi* or her own ind'vlduality. Mix them all together and *<-e what will 
come out of it. If the most dominant man In the theater is the writ-r. you will 
see a beautiful repertoire of literary plays in which artist* and actor* are but a 
background for the literary values. If the stage director dominate* and ha* a 
talent for spectacle or theatrical effects, these aspects will be stressed to the 
sacrifice of lit rature and the acting artist will become merely a che»*m*n to be 
moved around as a pawn in the game. If the scenic artist is the most imp<^rtant or 
talenf'-d man in the theater, yon will have heantlful pictures, full of color and line, 
against which the actor may he lost, .\ny one of th*-se people may give you an 
effective entertainment that will impress yon with its beauty, its spectacle. Ita 
endle-* pii-turea or its fine literature. Th-n there ia the star system, where all la 
concentrated on the leading player, CD wh-un shines a bright light, while the other 
artist* speak out ■ f the darkness, 

.\nd lu't come* the theater of ensemble, where each member of the organization 
works for the on® purpose of presenting the play in the most interesting and beau¬ 
tiful way. So there are many different kind* of theaters, and we hav. to decide once 
and for all which of the'e theaters we shall speak of. To me there is no difficulty 
of choice. 

When an artist ia cast for a role, how la he to set about playing it! F rst of 
ail, he must be able to feel it deeply, to live it deeply as he studies and rehearses 
it many times. One artist must feel and live deeply in this way every time he 
plays the role. An-ther, after a certain amount of n-petitioo. i« able to ob»erve 
and remember the way his feelings prompted him to pr-sent it so that he can repeat 
it at will uutuinatically. That is the art of presentation. In isJth these case* the 
arti-t is guided ly his deep feelings, and either of the*** method* of acting can 
pr-alui-e r»-al art. The important thing is the capacity to feel deeply—the In-tlnct 
that enables the artist to live the role, to create a character that thinks and feel* 
ns the author Intended and at the same time lia« the living, breathing quality ef 
tlie artist's own soul. Thi* is the real art of siting 

The third way of acting is to learn the tiehnical tr'cks of emotion—Of paS-ion, 
eh.vraiter. love, laughter or tear*— to a*semble these tricks into types such as Ham¬ 
let. Tartuffe, the In-pector General and others, to apply these type* to other similar 
roles and simply to go on ropeating me<-hanically with conventional gestures and 
w.iys of interpretation of the mere perform-r Here is no deep feeling, o.i real 
living, no real art. Here is a trade or a craft.

"Bombo" is all Jolson. an<1 Jo’.son 
quite at his bast. This was not so 
when the piece originally played on 
Broadway, but during its play.ng out 
of town It hat b«*en vastly improved. 
It comes to the Winter Garden with 
some new scenery and costumes but 
most important of all. a lot of g'^od 
and new material for the star of the 
show. 

Without Jolson, ‘‘Bombo ’ would be a 
sorry entertainment, but with him it i« 
vastly entertaining while he is on the 
stage, and he is not absent long enough 
at any time to matter. Jolson has 
always been essentially a specialty 
artiste. He is still that, but In latter 
years he seemed to affect a complacent 
belief that he could sUnd still and re¬ 
main as good as ever. That Is gone 
now and Jolson is better than he ever 
was. 

On the night this reviewer saw 
"Bombo” there was the old fighting 
spirit which used to distinguish Jol- 
son’s work; there was the old-time 
vigor and the old superlative artistry. 
There have been many artistes who 
have flattered Jolson by what the sage 
said was flattery's slncerest form but 
they have never reached him when he 
was at his best. They will have a 
harder time now than ever, for J^ison 
has several comedy scenes in "Bcimbo'’ 
of the very highest order; he is singing 
splendidly and he carries the whole 
burden of the piece on his shoulders. 
Then there is a pathetic quality to 
some of his work <hat is markedly 
effective. In a song called “Dirty Face, 
Dirty Hands", he brought the tears to 
more than one eye. The comedian 
who can do this has the one attribute 
which has distinguished all great co¬ 
medians. 

Of the rest of the cast there is little 
to say. Mildred Keats. looking much 
like Elsie Janis, sang and danced at¬ 
tractively; Franklyn A. Batie played 
the “straight" man, and would be bet¬ 

ter if he kept a stralghter face while 
doing it; Frank Bernard did some re¬ 
markable contortionistic dancing, and 
the rest did what was required of them 
in a workman-like manner. 

"Bombo" is so greatly superior to 
what it was on its opening on Broad¬ 
way last year that, it seems to me, it 
would pay to let Jolson play on the 
road for a season before he came into 
New York. He apparently is a co¬ 

median who needs lots of time to knit 
his material together. At any rate, he 
has done it in this show, and, if this 
is his habit, Broadway would much 
rather see him in the flower of bis art 
than in the bud.

ANYTHTNC that John Masefield writes is worthy of attention. The man is 
too fine a writer to ever do utterly bad work, as a pood carpenter could not 
make a bad box. but Masefield has done many thinps better than his play, 

Melloney Holtspur. Tn this piece he seems not to have thoupht out his matter 
clearly and the writinp is muddled. I say this because nine times out of ten. 
when an author is not able to write smoothly and straiphtly, it is because lie 
had done his writing before he was thru with his thinking. If a writer has 
what he wants to say firmly fixed in his brain it will come out in a straight¬ 
forward way, but when he is at sixes and sevens with himself, deordination is 
fortheominp. 

Masefield starts out well enough in Melloney Holtspur. He begins a more 
or less standard type of melodramatic plot in a conventional manner, with a 
couple of servants letting the .audience in on the story.

THE ETHIOPIAN ART THEATER 
First and last the actors in the Ethiopian Art Theater show considerable ver 

satility. Evelyn Freer brings "folk” comedy to Liza, and to Salome an im 
pressive dignity not too easy to accomplish. As Adriana In “The Comedy of 

Errors” she strikes another vein, tho not successfully. Her adaptability in these 
three parts gives po'^of of her ability. As Silas, Herod and Aegeon, Sidney Kirk- 
fiutrick is three distinct persons. His gentle old Aegeon Is In very different key 
from lIer<Kl. Laura Bowman is somewhat out of the picture as Herodias, but her 
Aunt N.uncy and Aemilia are well centrasted. and both are pleasing. 

llow much there Is in this Ethiopian Tlicater besides novelty is a matter of 
question. Tlie prcgr.nm discourses on the “freshness, vitality and exuberance” of 
the actors ami of the “charm of their voices and movements". As for the charm 
of their voices. ‘'Salome" gave some evidence of this. The opening scene es¬ 
pecially, with its chorus effects in intonation, had some real Ethiopian feeling and 
charm. Ml^s Freer as Salome had particularly good voice. Her well-toned reading 
■was effective, and she displayed a beautiful figure in action that was never of¬ 
fensive. Dt'spite her white skin, we can accept her voice and reading as having 
EthK'plan color. With others In the cast this Is not so easy to do. The company 
is especially light colored, and some of them could play in a Caucasian company as 
far as racial characteristics are concerned. We could mention Lionel Monagas and 
Edna Morton in this connection. 

The contrasts from "The Chip Woman’s Fortune" to “Salome" had Its points 
of Interest. The short piece was pl.oln Negro ’‘folks’’ sp<'aking S-’Uthern dialect. 
In “Salome’’ the actors dropped their dialect In favor of a supposedly Standard 
English that fits classical drama. They showed training in elocution, so that what 
was left of Ethiopian origin was their voices and their vitality. Their elocution in 
general was surprisingly good, but their classical English a bit mix>'d. S<'lomon 
Bruce, for Instance, never missed an -r in’ words with r-spelling, so that his “ear ’ 
and ‘‘river’’ and “another" had a ‘curled-back’ terminal-r, and his "world", 
“lord", “stars" and "scarlet’’ were particularly “Middle Western” in dialect. Mr. 
Bruce bad a good voice for Johanaan, and be read well, but bis figure and facial 
makeup was not especially convincing. 

As Herod. Mr. Kirkpatrick was consistent and even. If his faci-ul makeup had 
been less streaked, his expressions of terror would have had merit. His long 
speeches require more shading to save bis voice and to destroy all semblance of 
declamation. Mr. Monagas has a good ear for elocution that is fluent and intelligent 
in expression, but we ask again, where does the Ethlopean come in? 

In the Dromeo of Charles Olden in “The Comedy of Errors” we get the real 
thing. He has all the charms that the program invites us to enjoy, but the spon¬ 
taneity, freshness and rhythm that he set in motion did not catch on with the rest 
of the company, so that the audience, watchful and willing to be swept off its feet 
with spontaneous high spirits, was not swept at all. It liked Mr. Olden and found 
novelty In the Idea of a “jazz" comedy from the Shakespeare repertory, but it takes 
more than a jazz band to bring Negro exuberance Into light-colored actors. We there¬ 
fore ask three dirty little questions regarding this organization:

At the cl(.*e of hi" aixeeh th re waa a alienee laatinc eorae mlnntea. durina 
which hla colleaa'iea aare themaelvea up to meditation: then one of them who had not 
Slept at all aaid, w ith hardly contr'Ih d emot on: ‘'How much will It coatV’ Thia 
pertinent qtie-tloo created quite a aensatlon, and one after another ruhhed hit eyee 
and echoed It. 

After the matter of finance had been settled—not without some acerbity—the 
matter of the first play was discu'«‘*d. 

The chairman waa in favor of Khakeapeare. and this yare rite to quite a dla- 
cu-sion. One e* ntleman asked if Shakespeare waa a recular American, and this 
elicited the ertm'w hat a-tonishlcB reply that inaarauch aa Booth played Shake«peare 
he was an American. Then someone asked If Shakespeare waa a comedy or a drama, 
which eiicittd the Information that Shakespeare was a playwright and had written a 
numb'r of plays and had then succumbed. 

“There would then be no T>'yiilty to pay?” asked one more cautloua than hla 
bm’hers. No, he was told, there would be no royalty to pay, »o Bhakesix-are waa de¬ 
cided on, and, after procuring a list of hla plays, they modestly decided on one 
of the worst and adjourned for a month or two. 

Time rolled by and rumors of the project leaked out to a waiting world. It 
appeared that for the great Amerb-an national theater there had be-n engaged two 
American actresses, seyeral nr.gllsh actors and a Russian director. 

RehearsaU Started, and it became evident that no eipense had been spared, and 
two perfe'-tly flat trees had been specially built for the forest scene. Then It waa 
learn<‘d that a lamp of special design bad b'cn bought to light the two perfectly 
flat trees. 

One bright spring afternoon the gentlemen whose altruistic Imaginations had 
made the American theater p'issible met together again to discuss the matter of the 
theater in whiili this mammoth pi'sluclion was to be presented. They talked of this 
theater and that theater, and finally one quiet, hut thoughtful, gentleman said, “You 
can have Bu<h and 'uch a house.” and that settled the matter. 

At last the great moment arriv'd when tliia tremendous gesture of shiver uplift 
was to be eiia< ted in New York. large and impressive audleu'-e was seated, breath- 
loss with anti'ipation: It waa rumor'-d that even Mayor Uylan had come out of hla 
retirement to ho a witness. The grand opening bad begun. 

A few days later the same gentlemen met onee m-'re and listened to the voice 
of the quiet, silent man behind lo'ked doors; hut this meeting had tremendous con- 
se<|uen'-es to the Am<'riean National TTirater, Tor at the end of its first and only 
Week it "ei-ased upon the midnight without pain.”

THE ITALIAN PUPPET PLAYERS 
At the New Scale Theater, London, on Thursday night of last week, the 

Teatro del Piccoll from Rome made its app.-aranoe In England. It can hardly 
fall to become the rage of the town. It is an amazing revelation of the 

possibilities of puppets. The very term ‘"puppet" Is perhaps likely to mislead the 
English reader. These figures ore said to be four feet high, but some of them 
must surely be more than that, or else as the evening wears on they work a strange 
illusion on us. for those In the final scene appeared to be lifesize. 

For the comic pog!.ihilities of the puppet we were prepared—tho not, perhaps, 
for so wide a range even of these. Rut the taore astounding revelation was that 
of their serious possibilities. The perfomance began with some humorous "turns”— 
a couple of puppets playing with a big ball and a "shaddle”, an exquisitely comic 
acrobat, a couple of puppets dancing a tarantella to the mu'Ie of Rossini’s "La 
Banza”, and a prima donna singing a Neapolitan song (I think) that has been 
popularized by Caruso. 

The effect of the puppetry Is something like that of the caricaturist’s art—the 
ingredient that gives the act its typical character is picked out and exaggerated 
tin it becomes a higher form of truth. One sees this best, perhaps, in the prima 
donna's performance. We a'.l know the physical movements of head and shonlders 
and arms without which, apparently, the prima donna cannot perform her trills 
and ronlades and gargles. Here they are hardly exaggerated at all. I have seen 
living singers go thru wor«e convulsions. But precisely because we know that the 
real singer is in the orchestra we dissociate the movements from the personality 
and for the first time in our lives see them for what they really are. This, we say 
to onrselvi.8, is the cat’s grin without the cat. 

The technique of the puppets is perfect. Once or twice their movements did 
not quite synchronize with the appropriate sound, but this was, no doubt, due to 
first-night difficulties. In tho tarantella, for instance, it was evident that at each 
of the explosive high notes in the latter part of the song the two figures were in¬ 
tended to collide in midair. They were a little late each time, ’jut in the encore 
the synchronization was absolute. 

The bulk of the evening was taken up with a three-act opera, “The Sleeping 
Princess", the music of wiiieh is by Respighi. Here the puppets did almost every¬ 
thing that living operatic singers could de, and, in some situations, did more. The 
form ha^ its virtues. Tonight the singing left something to be desired, and the 
diction still more, hut one could guess what the ideal perform.ince wo’jld be like. 
Tl'.e nine or t. n singers are apparently ccnccnicd in the orchestra. They can face 
the audience all the time, so that we get m-ire of the value of their voices tlian 
wc would if they were conforming to dramatic reality on the stage. The trouble 
tonight was not so much the singing ns the bad diction of most of the performers, 
with only a small orel-.e-tra to get thru. With none of their tone going up to the 
flies or out at tiic wings, and with ev rything else in their favor, they could 
make hardly me word in twenty intclligibie. 

Ill the opera the piipp* try showed a quite amazing technique. The most curious 
thing about the whole p .rformance to me vv„s tiie gradual loss of the feeling that 
we were watching a marionette show. Ue-pighi s charming music is almost all 
serious. At a very early stage I was struck by the fact that the humors of the 
puppetry never seemod incongruous with the seriousness of the music. I tried to 
account for it by the perhaps cynical theory that the average acting in serious 
opera is itself so artificial a thing tliat a shade more artiticiulit.v could make no 
difference. Rut in the third act it became evident that puppetry can be put to 
serious, as welt as (ximie, uses. The whole of the scene in which the hero declares 
his intention of finding the sleeping beauty and the later scene of the awakening, 
with Its love duet, were done with such dignity by the puppets that for minutes 
at a time we almost had the illusion that they were lir ng actors.

PHOENIX SOCIETY’S PRODUCTION 
WHAT should have struck the average theatrical manager who happened to he 

present at the Phoenix Society’s performance of ’• ’Tis Pity She's a Whore” 
—if the average manager had any intelligence on which to strike—was the 

dramatic excellence of the play. Ford came at the end of the Elizabethan nee, he 
had the work of four great masters before him—Marlowe, Shakespeare. Webster ami 
Ben Jon„on. but, whereas all four of those writers were primarily poets^ John Ford 
had not got the essential poetie faeiilty of language, but onl.v a very r,'gpeetable 
talent for verse. Had he no more than this, and had his dramatic gift been no more 
than a similar talent for the th<-ater, there would have been nothing to distlngnisli 
him from the i-rowd of nonentities who fill, and are still filling, the FInglish theater, 
but whose work cannot be forgotten since it has never been remembered. ANo. li,- 
would never have earned that nutierant panegyric from Charles Lamb, who d, ', rihed 
him aa ‘‘of the first order of poets." I,amb was perfectly awsre that F 'rd was U' t 
a poet at all in the sense that Shakespeare or Spenser or Milton are po ts. fi-,r he 
states that Ford soiiglit for sublimity ‘‘not by parcels in metaphors or visible 

Images,'• but ‘‘In actions and sufferings.” Indeed, nothing less metaphorical, loss 
‘‘poetic” In the directly verbal sense than Ford’s exceedingly blank ver-e could be 
found In the work of the great Elizabethan dramatists outside Massinger, sinee It 
must be allowed that Ben Jonson achieves n virtuosltv of language whiih, if It be 
not poetic, is at any rate linguistic and achieves Its effect on the r ader or the 
auditor by a direct aesthetic manipulation of language. 

This is a quality quite distinct from the power of moving us deeply, the power to 
achieve sublimity not by words, but by the ddlcate and beautiful portrayal of char¬ 
acter, exhibited in situations which enable the author to make use of his own icdl- 
vidual aenslbllity. It is the greater importance of this latter power—which is also, 
and mere in a<cord with, an earlier m’-aning of the term, "poetic”—that separates 
drama and the novel from pure po,-try. Jolin Ford was the first Englishman to show 
that you could be a great dramatist without be'ng a great poet, and he was the 
forerunner of that large snbse,|iient oriler of lit. rary artl-ts who in the eighteenth 
and nineteenth lenturies were to be known as novelists and dramatists. To these 
the title and dignity of poet was no longer giv. n—so much clearer in the general 
mind had the distiii, tion bc'ome! This specialization of the po, tic faculty was 
Inevitable, and is parallel to what has happened in the other art-. In music in 
particular, where the primitive musician was a sing, r for whom the words were of 
primary Importance, we see a gradual separation in the history of art until the 
dramatic musician stands to the absolute musician in the same relation a* the 
novelist or the dramatist does to the absolute or pure poet.

TOWARD A NEW CREED FOR CRITICS 
CARL VAN DOREN, formerly writh The Nation and aow literary- 

editor of The Centura', In a new volume of sketches, essays and 
reviews recently issued from the press of Alfred A. Knopf. Can¬ 

dler Building. New York, says In the opening chapter thereof: 
“Criticism ordinar.ly asks about literature one of three questions: 
Ts it good7* Is it true?* Ts it beautiful?* These questions mark 
what may be called the three dimensions of critlcl.sm. There is, how¬ 
ever, a fourth dimension: Ts It aliveT • . ,^The measure of the 
creator Is the amount of life he puts into his work. The measure .of 
the critic is the amount of life he finds there." 

It seems to us that dramatic and musical critics—also all per- 
8or.s who write about theatrical achievements—may well ponder Mr. 
Van Doren’s Teachings for a new creed. 

Too much, especially of the dramatic criticism of the day. Is 
mere appraisal—sordid appr-alsal. too—for it asks merely, “Is the play 
a success—will it enjoy a runT* and then proceeds to point out why 
It should or should noL In other words, it is engaged only with the 
question of whether or not a new play is worth the price of ad¬ 
mission asked for It at the box-office. 

Nor will the class of critics we have In mind have to recast or 
reframe Mr. Van Doren’s fourth dimensional query. 

‘’Is It alive?" suffices fully a.s well when propounded anent the 
work put Into the production by the director who stages It, the cos¬ 
tumer, the scenic artist, the players and the lighting expert, as it 
does when directed at that of the pl;i>-wright alone. 

All are creators, and their mea.«ure should be very Largely determined 
by the amount of life—of vitality—they have breathed into It. 

Life! It is a magic word. And the new trains and fields of 
thought it opens up are fa.«cin.atlng and almost boundless. 

What ebe interests us in any like degree as do living things? 
Biography and histor>-? Why, bless you. they are alive and In¬ 

teresting practically only insofar a.s they are. 
The works of Shakespeare? Aristotle? Homer? They will never 

die. Their creators w-ere so Intensely alive at the moment of their 
creation that they will live forever. 

Let the dramatic critics continue with their measures of length, 
breadth and solids, but equip themselves with the new one, for truly 
THE measure of the critic is tbe amount of life be finds in creative 
work.

ONE HUNDRED years ago there was produced at (Jorent Garden in London an 

opera called “Clarl, or the Maid of Milan". Of that opera, as of eighty- 
eight others written by the same composer, every note has been long since for¬ 

gotten, except one number in the second act. And that number has become the most 
famous of all songs. The song that reaches the heart—“Home, Sweet Home". 

Highbrows may bid us to be ruled by the head. Science tnay scorn the sim¬ 
plicities of romance. Reason may challenge emotion. But the fact remains that, in 

the days of her glory, when her voice was g<ilden both in timbre and in value, what 
people wanted to hear from .Adelina Patti, was not her classical masterpieces; it 
was "the favorite encore" that thrilled the tens of thousands. You bad not beard 

Patti unless you heard her sing "Home, Sweet Horae”. 
It is the song that reveals the infinite loneliness of us all. For the brief spto 

of this our mortal life here we are "pilgrims and strangers" on this speck of 
planetary di:-t. yearning f'T some abode of our own—not for a hotel, not for an 

oi-ean liner, however magnificent these may be; not for a palace, but for a home. 
There is no place like it. and it was thus humanity itself, blinded and buffeted by 
its own follies, that sighed this immortal song. 

The words came to John Howard Payne—a wanderer, If ever there was one— 
who was burn in little old New York and died In far Tunis. He also wrote of 
Brutus, of King Charles II; indeed, of many matters, but tbe world only remembers 

wbat he wrote of home. 
It was an Englishman—Henry Rowley Bishop—who was Inspired to the music, 

and the Englishman drew his cadences from Italy. Here were thus countries em¬ 
bittered by war and poisoned by politics, but perfectly harmonized by the longing 
for home. It was this song that soothed that uneasy world to content.

The Repertory of the Ukramian Chorus 
Negro eplrltnalfl. together with songs based on Indian tuneg, are to be added to 

the repertory of the Ukrainian National Chorus, according to plans announced 
for the second tour of the organization next season in the United States. The 

idea seems to have grown out of experiencea which the Ukrainians had while visiting 
Mexico in the middle weeks of the present season. Alexander Koshetz, the conductor, 
acting either upon a happy thought of his own or upon a b.nt from somebody in that 
country, arranged some native folk-mu*ic and presented it in the original stanzas, 
along with Ukrainian pieces of the sort which he came to America to produce: and 
the audx-nces, whether in theater or arena, are said to have re.*ponded warmly to the 
compliment. 

Mr. Koshetz will no doubt assume tbe labor of arranging the Negro and Indian 
pieces of next season for bis chorus. Having done that, he will be likely to take on tbe 
further duty of teaching the airs and parts to the members, which will be simple 
enough, and of teaching them also the words, which will be another matter. For 
while hi* men and women may have learned to speak English in the course of their 
Joumeylngs, they may not all have acquired the language free of accent. .\nd 
quality of pronunciation will count for more, they may find, in the United States 
than it did in .Mexico. People in the Northern country may prove as exacting in 
their demands for good declamation as those in the Soiitliem one did in theirs for good 
tone. On one side of the line the phonetic requirement may be as severe as the 
purely voi-al requirement was on the other. Mr. Koshetz’s group. Indeed, presenting 
American folk songs with tbe words unintelligibly uttered or incorrectly pronounced, 
would he too much like the Metropolitan Opera Company of New York a few seasons 
ago taking Henry F. Gllhert’s ••Place Congo" dance drama on a New Orleans theme 
and producing it in the style of Uie ballet of Central Europe. 

It has been observed by the Ukrainian Chorus management that the singing of 
.Nigro and Indian pieces will reveal to .Americans their own folk music, now 
neglected. No doubt it will, if the preparation is careful. Two songs were all that 
Mr. Koslictz is mentioned as having got up for his programs in Mexico. He ought 
€-orrc»i>ond ngly to be able to study at least one Negro and one Indian piece for 
prc-cntatlon on the .American circuit next year. When he comes to the perform¬ 
ance of them, he may let his singers appear on the platform in Oriental costume 
and still hold the fancy of the audience to the eubjeiM it is Interpreting, be It of 
the Georgia plantations or of tbe Dakota prairies. But tf he is going to make the 
Illusion of camp-meeting or of tribal ceremonial sure, he must have, as nearly a* 
possible, the right inacctions and the correct speech values for hi# new texts.

11 The Redemption of Fred Stone’s Dance 

As PREFACE to hl8 evanRelistle call to comradei of the atase, Fred Stone, re¬ 
cent convert, comedy and all, to religion, did bte famoas ‘‘buck and wing’* 
dance in his beat etage ktyle. He brought down the bouse, and then he 

brought the house right up to taw with a straight-out recital of experience, con¬ 
viction. conversion and entreaty. The last that they of his profession would ‘‘hit 
the trail,” following in bis spiritual footsteps. And if they didn’t exactly do that, 
they did give him evidence of their sincere and confident regard by an expression 
)f acclaim in applause that was greater than the ovation to hia inimitable dancing stunt. 

Now, is there anything anomalous in that terpsicborean prelude to this theatric 
confession of ’’tlie faith once for all delivered to the Father”? There is precedent 
for It 'way bark of “Billy’* Sunday, who, if he doesn’t dance as well as Fred Stone, 
does confortlona that are equally as expressive of religious exuberance in personal 
intcri'ret.at on. To go no further, we will just recall that David, Israel’s first real 
and greatest King, danced before the Ark when he had brought it from its wan¬ 
derings to the tabernacle at Jerusalem. And when chided he declared without com- 
puiutlon of conscience that be would do it again. 

Thus the King “after God’s own heart,” the modem evangelist without peer in 
popular esteem and the converted Thespian terpsicborean artist express to the 
world, each in his own inimitable way, the greatest emotion that can move the 
human heart. With a perfect naturalness, each manifests an abandon of devotion 
to the divine that sweeps human convention and sacerdotal dignity before the four 
winds of an absorbing passion that recks not of forms, rituals and solemn sacraments. 

And who is going to say that they are not getting near the heart of the reality of 
the power that transfvrms men’s lives from Indifference to inspiration? It is not 
necessarily disparagement of the church, of any sect, order or organization formed in 
behalf; of religious propagation, to say that these things are means and not ends. 
They are nece-sary adjuncts to civilization. Yet there is a great truth after all la 
Fred Stone’s explanation of why he doesn’t abandon his profession and mold his new 
life in the furnish’d forms of orthodoxy. “God need not he worshiped alone in 
the four walls of a church.” So he concludes, and also that ‘‘We may carry the 
thought of God with us in everything we do.” 

Since it is Christianity that Fred Stone would .lemonstrate, it Is to Christ’s 
religion that thought is addressed In connection with his original, and yet not alto¬ 
gether original, expression. And Christianity-that is. the Clirisfianify of Christ— 
is love manifest. Gocid will among men. But it is a good will possible only to the 
life bmlded after His life who was full of grace and truth. The method of mani¬ 
festation is a personal matter. It is not of the conventions, hut of the conscience: 
not ne<-cssarMy a conscience conformed to the letter, hut essentially a conscience 
fransformed by the spirit. —CINCINNATI COMMERCIAL TRIBUNE.

If one asks why "The Beggar's Opera" ahould be approaching the fourth birthday 
of Ita new life in Ia)iidun, while not much more than L-nten hospitality waa given 
to the dramatized v ralon of "If Winter Comes", there Is no plain answer to be 
given. But theie Is a very ))lain deduction to be made from much that has happened 
lately In the theater, and that la simply that a little audacity may be not only 
honorable, but protltable. The director of the raarlonett<8 that have come with 
such suciesx from Rome to I/ondon recently stated that the challenge of the kinema 
to the old puppi't shows of llie people had a tlioroly healthy result. lust* ad of en¬ 
deavoring to rival "the p'eture-" In a competition of crudity, the directors of th' 
marionettes determined to rrenle som thing far more artistic and ambitious Ihau 
they hiul maile before. 'I’h ■ resulting importation of style uiul taste to the traditional 
comedy of the dolls proved a complete commi rclnl success. The audacity waa 
JnsllHed. In Britain, on the other hand, the Invasion of the kinema caused an uu- 
"orlliy panic In the’ theater, and the war time arrival of a new play-going public 
only strengthened the unworthy view that nothing i\vuld be too bad to "make g.iod." 
The result has been rulnotis, txvth urtUtiially and financially. The remedy miy not 
he simple, hut courage la one of Its ingrcd’cutx. Sidvdy may bo able to say for 
certain what the play-going public wants, but It Is fairly well prov. n that the way 
to fme the rivalry of the kinema Is not to model plays on the P'Orcr type of films. 
Many managers have learned to llielr co-t what the play-going public docs not want, 
and Its dislikes are often amply reassuring to tho-e who believe that quality has not 
yet dropped out of the rsce. —MANCHESTER GUARDIAN.

DR. FLORENZ ZIEGFELD 
DH. FIXYRENZ ZIEGFELD, one of the great arfiafa of hla time, paasod away 

at hia home In Chicago. Sunday, May 20. at the age of 82. At hla bedaide 
were hla two son-. Florenx. Jr.. Internationally kn<'wn proxlneer of Ziegfeld'a 

"Follies": YV. K. Z'ogfeld, and a daughter, Mra. Wlllla E. Buhl, of Detroit. 

Dr. Ziegfeld waa bom June 10, 1841, at Jenvier, Oldenburg. Germany, and at 
the age of alx began the atudy of mti'le. Before he waa aixteen he waa graduatxHl 
from the Leipzig Conservatory, and In 1803 ciime to America and took up hla r-aldence 
in 'Chieago. The unnanal talents of the young wtl-t soon attracted attention In 
that fast.growing Middle-Western metropolis, the population of which wai then 
about 2DD,000, 

At Hie behest of Marshall Field, Joseph Ic iter and others. Dr. Ziegfeld under¬ 
took the task of establishing a musical center In Chicago. This proj*-ct speedily 
took form in the Chicago Musical College, and grew from a more circle of en¬ 
thusiasts to the ranks of the foremost musical training institution in the world. 
During his career he made fifty-eight round tr pa to Europe in the interest of the 
college. Dr. Zi gfeld was president and personal director of the Chicago Musical 
College ftvim l'><’i7 until 1916, and had b«en responsible for the app<-arance in this 
country of smli masters as Jiweph Strauss, Emile Sauret, Alexander von Flellta. 
Arthur Friedhaim. Rudolph Ganz. William Castle, and many others. The French 
government tx)uferred en liim the cress ef the Legion «if Honor. 

In 1872 he won world fame l.y assembling, at the Boston Peace Jubilee, the 
three most famous military tiands of Europe, the State and court b.ands of Germany, 
France and England. l>r. Ziegfeld organizi-d the Second Regiment of the Illinois 
National Guard, and was its first Colonel. He waa aptxolnted a Brigadier-General 
in 1921. He also was chairman of the Board of Music Awards at the Chicago 
World's Fair in 1893. His widow, two sons and a daughter survive. Hia widow 
was Rosalie de Hez, of France, a great-granddaughter of the famous General 
Gerard, of Napoleon's staff. 

The funeral will be conducted Tuesday aftern<ion. May 22, from hia late home, 
and burial will be in C.racefield Cemetery, Chicago. Those prominent in musical 
affairs and military circles will be included among the honorary pallbearers.
