NKW YORK, June 29.—One of the most important features of the coming 
theatrical season is the large proportion of musical shows now being 
booked for the road. Bookers say that at least 75 per cent of the road 

.shows for the season of 1923-’24 will be musical revues, musical comedies, 
lartte and small. 

In past years the dramatic attrac¬ 
tions largely overbalanced the musical 
type of show, but for several seasons 
past the ratio has gradually changed, 
witli the number of musical shows 
steadily growing. Last season 
(iroportion is figured to have been 
tifty-fifty. 

There are eeveral reaaono ascribed by mana- 

gera to the pro|>ortionately large number of 
muHical ahuwa going out next aeanon in com¬ 

parison with the straight dramatic attraction. 
Tlie most convincing of these la the great 
sii.i-ess in New York of musical shows daring 

the 'cason Just closed. 

Musical priHliictions have been more popular 
on Broadway tlian ever before. Thla same 
argument holds g<K)d for another development— 

ilie increased number of revues which arc 
being readied now for summer runs on Broad¬ 
way. Tbe tremendous success last season of 

-liows like the “Ziegfeld Follies’’ and “(Ireen- 
wiih Village Follies” is the inducement for 
tlie big revue productions now being prepared 

for Broadway. Besides tieorge While’s "Scan¬ 

dals” and “Tbe Passing Show of 1923 ”, which 
have already opened, there are a number of 

other reMies coming in.

There are large numbers of every kind of

siral comedies and Broadway prodnetiona arc 
being rout’d. 

The good prospects on the road for next 
season are slightly prejudieed. In the opinion 
of some managers, by the unusually large 

number of miisleal attrartlons and the cor¬ 
respondingly small number of dramatic shows 
lielng l>ooked. It is feared that the public 
may become eallouaed to the musicals and 
stay away from the'theaters. The majority of 

road managers, however, feel that this fear 

is unfounded and that the public wants the 
musical shows.

N.Y. MUSICIANS SET 
FOR WARE INCREASE 

Local 802 Appoints Committee 

To Meet With Vaude. and 

Movie Managers 

New York, June fl.'i.—The miisieiana of New 
York are getting set to demand higher wagea 
from the theater managers. ThU time. It la 
the bons fide local union, No. 80'J, of the Ameri¬ 
can Federation of Jlusiclans, and not the so- 
called outlaw union, tlie M. M. P. CT., wbloh 
is deiQtinding better pay. A week ago the 
niombera of Local 802 met and appointed a 
committee of five men to meet the vande.vlllo 
and picture theater managers for the purpose 
of enacting new wage scales. On Saturday the 
musicians appointed another committee to treat 
with the legitimate managers. 

Local 802 has already notified the legitimate 
managers, as per agreement, that it wishes to 
meet them for the purpose of making a new 
contract, at higher wages, for the season of 
lf)23-'24, beginning in September. The vaude¬ 
ville and picture theater managers have also 
been given the same notification. 

The committee of musicians on the vaudeville 
and picture theater end h.is already held several 
meetings, but has not as yet announced what 
advance in wages would be demanded. Another 
committee meeting, probabl.v the final one, is 
listed for this week. No date has as yet been 
Bet for conference with the managers. The 
Producing Managers’ Association (legit.) baa 
already Informed Local 802 of ita readiness 
to meet and discuss the new contract con¬ 
ditions. 

Won't Accept Renewal 
Edward Canavan, executive chairman of 

Local 802, stated this week that the musi¬ 
cians in the picture and vaudeville theaters 
would not be satisfied with getting back tlie 
salary scale that was lowered In 1U21, when 
the men were locked out. At that time the 
scale was dropped about $4 weekly. The man¬ 
agers succeeded in enforcing the decrease be¬ 
cause it had the support of the American Fed¬ 
eration of Musicians, which was In a figlit 
with the M, M. P. n., and bad declared New 
York “open territory.” 

The Musical Mutual Protective Union, now 
outlawed, the membership of which Is also tlio 
bulk of the Local 802 membership, started out 
to obtain higher wages on Its own hook last 
winter, but stopped suddenly, deciding to wait 
until the fall. Anthony Mtilieri, president of 
the M. M. P. U., said this week that bis 
organization would go right ahead in its plans. 
The first meeting of the M. M. P. D. members 
on the wage question will be held July 31. 

The national executive committee of the 
American Federation of Musicians is negotiat¬ 
ing with the labor committees of both the Pro¬ 
ducing Managers’ Association and the Inter¬ 
national Theatrical Assoilation for higher 
wages for musicians with road showa_ A $7,5 
scale was set at the recent national convention. 
Tlie managers have not ns yet aeoepted the 
new scale. A meeting is scheduled fur this 
week. 

The M. M. P. U. has pending in the State 
Supreme Court an action .against the Federa¬ 
tion for reinstatement in the national urgunizit- 
tion. This suit la expected to come to trial in 
October. Its result may have some effect upon 
the conditions in the local musiciao^’ prufea- 
ston.

SInirer s Mldjrets certnlnly were riven a "plur” this Tveek that must have 
made the hearts of Pat Casey and Leo Sineer happy. The moment one en¬ 
tered the lobby he was handed a procram by one of the elephants In the act 
and advertising for the rftiniature m^n and women was all over the place. 
It is a rrent circus stunt, a moneyretter, a fairyland for the children, and, as 
a vaudeville act for thirty minutes, would he interesting. But Singer's Mideets 
or anyone else's midgets would be tiresome when the specialties, tho diversi¬ 
fied. stretch over fifty-five minutes. The arrangement of the first half of the 
bill was poor, with practically three sight acts to open, altho the Browne 
Sisters played accordions and might be classified as musical Moran and 
Mack, spotted for the next position, were placed to close, switching places 
with Leedom and Stamper. Special mention should be made of the wallop 
Fred Babb, Florence Carroll and Lois Syrell gave the opening, stopping the 
show with a dancing turn, Franklyn and Charles also stopped the show with 
the acrobatic feats at the conclusion of their offering, altho the former part 
of the act did not go as well as upon the occ.aslon of their previous appearance 
here. In the second half a rather ordinary start was made by Irving Fisher, 
who did not seem at his best. Harry Green, returning after five years in 
England with the "Cherry Tree”, drew many laughs and considerable ap¬ 
plause at the finish, but it was Moran and M.ack who drew the heartiest laughs 
of the show. "Dame Fashion on the Beach”, a colored motion picture, flick¬ 
ered tq but few at a late hour. The orchestra was not nearly up to its cus¬ 
tomary efficiency and the handling of the stage was atrocious. 

1— Palace Orchaatra. Very ragged, especially so In the opening act. 

2— Babb, Carroll and Syrall, a ver>’ excellent dance offering, which ranks 
with the best. Snappy, full of life, classy and showing some remarkable 
technic. All have charming personnlities and decided ability. Act was 
wasted In the opening spot and deserves a much belter position. Will be 
reviewed In a subsequent Issue in detail. 

8—Tha Browns Sistars are two classy looking young girls, beautifully 
costumed, who play piano-accordions very well, imbuing their work with 
spirit and showing facially the mood of the selection offered. Personalities, 
dressing, style and class of the plus v; riety. From an applause standpoint 
they suffered from the spot and the fast opening turn. 

4_Franklyn and Charles, assisted by Ethel Truesdale, presented their 
offering seen at this house many timf's and reviewed In detail In these 
columns before. Miss Truesdale’s contribution consisted of playing the piano 
for accompaniments and the dance. 

6—Laadom and Stamper did not register as strongly as they did at this 
theater previously until the conclusion of the act. when they took several 
legitimate bows. In the forepart of the act the audience did not seem to 
respond to Miss Leedom’s clowning and ad lib. Perh.aps it was too warm. 

6— Singer’s Midgets did everything in show business but clog and buck 
and wing dancing. With magic, horseback riding, lariat spinning, dancing, 
singing, acrobatics, boxing and numerous other specialties, these little people dis¬ 
played cleverness—much cleverness for midgets. Some of the specialties 
would have been good for anyone, especially the magician, from whom many 
of our present-day magicians of more definite size could get pointers In the 
directness and snap with which he put the few tricks over. Will be reviewed 
In detail next week. 

7— Topics of the Day. 
8— Irving Fisher, assisted by Don Prosser at the piano, rendered what were

9— Hsrry Green, in "The Cherry Tree”, with Florence Johns, billed strong 
as In the supporting cast, and Walter Allen, Dennis Auburn and George Park, 
comprising the balance of the cast, was a hit of decided proportions when 
the act was reviewed at the initial performance of tho week. Analyzed, the 
sketch, which is by Aaron Hoffman, is without merit from a standpoint of con¬ 
struction and technic, being very much of the old-fashioned order, even for a 
sketch ns old as this one. The main value lies in Green's ability to put over 
the comedy lines, which are bright, well written and most capably delivered. 
There Is an underlying pathos in the j)laylet that the actors fail to bring out 
with the proper contrast. The supporting company, as a whole, was rather 
poor.

(dliee and demand money back. The use of 

the word ’’softig” la also ill advised. In the

the audience, who resented Wilson's slams at 
the women. iSueb dialog as “flow would you 
like to be an actress—uo, thanks, I want to 
eat regular,” etc., failed to get laughs and 
was in poor taste. The crossfire at this point 

was dragged out to interminable lengths, was 

sarcasticaliy unfunny and added nothing to 
the entertainment. 

At the piano Wilson did the “dust and 
everything” gag and piece of business used by 
Al and Fanny tCtedman for quite a number of 
years, and played a numb<T of published songs 
called for by plants. These, which included

liiinanas", were played in quite onlinary fash¬ 
ion, lacking in style, technic or anything more 

than commonplace playing.

PENMAN AND LILLIAN 
Reviewed Wednesday afternoon, June 

20, at Loezv’s American Theater, New 
York. Style—Juggling. Setting—Spe¬ 
cials in two and three. Time—Seven 
minutes. 

A very snappy, well-presented act of Jug¬ 
gling by man and classy looking girl with neat 
figure. The offering could make good on the 
big time easily. 

A siiecial drop is shown with a number of 
ornamental circles of various colors. On either 
Bide from large circles the girl and the man 

make their entrances with pep. A dance which 
showed much life and pep followed. 

Man Juggles balls and Indian clubs, the girl 
being right there with the manipulations also. 

She Juggled three clubs while doing a rope 
dance and made a bit. Later she juggled three 
clubs and did Russian dancing and an Irish 
reel at the same time. The man walking across 

the stage, apparently reading a newspaper, 
made a catch of a thrown club with the same 
hand that held the paper. This is a clever 

bit. Near the finish what appeared to be a 
large basket of flowers proved to be flower 

decorated clubs, which were rapidly passed be¬ 
tween the two, and at the direct finish a 
bouquet, handed over the footlights, was trans¬ 

formed into a baby doll, which the man offered 
to the girl. Lillian left in high dudgeon, get¬ 
ting a comedy punch for the direct finish. 

The way the various Juggling tools were 
camouflaged and temporarily concealed behind 
magazines and other objects until they were 
put into direct use, shows careful forethought, 
clever showmanship and novelty of conception.

LOUISE LOVELY 

Reviezivd Monday afternoon, June 
IS, at Palace, New York. Style—Nov¬ 
elty. Setting—One and three. Time— 
Twenty-five minutes. 

I>ouise Lovely, the motion picture star, cer¬ 
tainly looked a picture at she was introduced 
by Wilton Welch. Miss Lovely's opening talk 
was a plea for the motion picture artists and 
Hollywood—“don't blame it all on Hollywood.” 
etc. This was out of place. Patrons pay to 
be entertained and not to be compelled to listen 

to propaganda. 
Followed some Jokes of rather an ancient 

vintage—some even old in the original Tita- 
graph days. In three Miss Lovely, assisted 

by an electrician, a camera man and Wilton 
Welch, directed a scene with a number of 
children from the audience who had evidently 
been rehearsed previously. The filming of the 
scene, which was promised would be shown at 
the Palace later, occupied quite some time, 
but proved amusing to many. 

Subseiiuently Miss Lovely played a scene her¬ 
self. Her expression as she registered various 
emotions was finely dramatic, as was also her 

acting. 
On the whole, the offering is scarcely vaude¬ 

ville, the same i<lea has been utilized in a 
number of “neighborhood” houses for quite 
some time around here. It is so palpably a com¬ 
mercial proposition and breaks up the continuity 
of a big-time bill to such an extent that it is 
doubtful whether the offering will create much 
of a furore in the two-a-day houses. 

Arranging a "cut” in the running time and 
allowing the picture to “fade out” after about 
fifteen minutes would help some. Eliminating 
the plea at the beginning of the act and get¬ 
ting a couple of more recent Jokes or stories 

would help some more. 

BILLY WEST AND COMPANY

Style—Pedestrianism. Setting—Three. 
Time—Thirteen minutes. 

This turn is similar to the “Pedestrianism” 

offering of George Brown, who presents the 

act. 
Billy West in neat costume requests volun¬ 

teers to come from the audience and explains 
about the machines while the “plants” come 

upon the stage. West refers to them as 
“college athletes”, but the young boys who as¬ 
sisted scarcely looked e<iual t<> the appellation. 

,\fler a number of falls as the boys tried to 

walk the treadmill devices with the rotary in¬ 
dicators, Joe Towle and Frank Ward, who had 
previously appeared in their own acts, indulged 

in considerable clowning and efforts to show 

their ability at heel and toe “Westonism’’. 
Suhsequentl.T Billy West and an athletic 

girl in one piece suit walked a race, the girl 

being given a half lap handicap and West 
passing her on the last of five complete revolu¬ 

tions of the indicator. 
The art when reviewed did not seem smooth, 

nor was it presented as well as it probably will 

be when it has played around for awhile, 
rrohslily put together for the medium houses 

and is of that caliber. 

PILCER AND DOUGLASS 
With George Raft 

Reviewed Thursday afternoon, June 
21, at Fox’s City Theater, New York. 
Style—Dancing and singing. Setting— 
Specials in one and three. Time— 
Twenty minutes. 

Primarily the offering of two men and one 
girl was too long. Cutting five minutes tram 

the running time would improva the act great¬ 

ly. Furthermore there was not the slightest 
excuse in the world for having the violin 

director of the act climbing over the piano to 
leave the pit for the purpose of doing a 
short dance, and then returning to the pit. This 
shows exceptionally poor showmanship. 

The girl is discovered sitting, as the front 
drop is parted. She sings, but what she sang 

about it was Impossible to understand, the dic¬ 
tion being poor, the delivery lacking force. 

Nor could the writer, sitting in a stage box, 
manage to get more than a couple of words 
later when the girl came well down to the 

footlights. The number was introductory and 
eomething about “concentration and mental 

telepathy” the only words understood. 

Behind a scrim well back, center stage, two 
fellows were discovered. Followed a series 

of dances and the playing of “When You and 
I Were Young, Mag^e”. The musicial di¬ 

rector of the act played this in the pit by put¬ 
ting the hair of the violin bow over the violin 

strings, in so doing an Impression of an organ 
playing being simulated. Then followed the bit 

upon the stage before referred to, the director 
playing and dancing at the same time. This 

bit was well done and registered, but was 

more than counteracted by the impossibility of 
the business necessary to get to it which waa 
consistent with good showmanship. 

The girl in a flashy gown of black and silver 
over an orange dress, assisted by one of the 

boys in a Valentino getup. did a Sheik dance 

that drew applause. The girl might try for 
more grace and less angularity. 

The other man in the act in a travesty 
Valc-'lno getup sang “Juanita”, after stalling 
around awhile with a couple of ordinary gags. 

Girl in a male costume of what appeared to 
be white patent leather returned for an es- 
Since, and for a direct conclusion the three did 
a Jazz dance to the music of “Sheik of Ala- 
bam' “. The final exit could be improved or 

the finish be made more artistic by having the 
drop lowered. 

For three persons twenty mimies is a long 

time in this kind of offering, which seems to 
give an assumption of importance of the magni¬ 
tude of a revue, which it is not. Unless the girl 
can correct the lisp and sing so that the lyrics 
may be understood at least, whether she has 
any voice or not, it would be better to elimi¬ 
nate the numbers or arrange the act differently. 

The trio worked hard and registered, but 
changes will more than likely have to be mado 

before the better time may be secured. 

RUTH HARVARD 
Wynfred and Bruce 

Reviewed Monday afternoon, June 
18, at Palace, New York. Style—Cym- 
iiastic. Setting—Three. Time—Six min¬ 
utes. 

A Roman ring act of style ana class pre¬ 
sented by two women and one man, in which 
a well-arranged routine of tricks is capably 
presented with considerable showmanship. 

Miss Hirvard is a pretty girl with lots of 
personality, a good figure and a graceful gym¬ 
nastic technic, and all are well costumed, 
classy and neat. 

The tricks run mostly to “cutoffs”, which 

are accomplishea with consummate skill. The 
man does a somersault from swinging rings 

to tape; this was sensational in its presenta¬ 
tion and made many hold their breath. Miss 
Harvard made an individual hit with her work 
and the entire offering went over nicely. A 
good opening turn for the two-a-day houses. 

BEATRICE YOUNG 

Reviewed at Fox’s Ciiy Theater, New 
York. Style—Gymnastic. Setting- 
Three. Time—Five minutes. 

Beatrice Young, appearing neat in a short 
dress of silver and white, does a routine of 
tricks upon a trapeze in clever style. Out¬ 

standing were a neckstand, layout and drop to 
a foothold, bending-the-emb while swinging 
thru a wide arc and a drop to a foot catch, 

and for a finish rapid lateral revolutions while 
swinging thru an arc and supported by a neck- 
hold in a swivel-attached loop. The latter 
proved a sensational feat, which sent Miss 
Yonng over strong. 

A neat, well-dressed, clever opening act for 
the medium-time houses. The apparatus is spic 
and span and there is atmosphere to the offer¬ 
ing. 

GRAY AND DEAN 

Reviewed Thursday afternoon, June 
21, at Fo.v’s City Theater, Xezv York. 
Style—Talking and singing. Setting— 
One. Time—Thirteen minutes. 

Miss Dean, of this act, worked with a Mack 
recently under the team name Mack and Dean. 

The rearrangement of the material and the ad¬ 
dition of Miss tiray has so vitally improved the 
offering, which has been cleaned up considerably, 

that we are reviewing it again and certainly 
give Miss Dean credit. At present the only ob¬ 
jectionable portion is the “usher” gag, which, 

if eliminated, would m.ike it a hundred per 

cent clean—and this is what it should bi>. 
Otherwise the entire offering is very much 
superior. Miss Gray being a di-cided asset. 

At the beginning Miss Gray opens with a 

talk on Coueism, and is interrupted by Miss 
Dean as a maid—siilisequent interruptions and 

further conversation go for laughs. Miss Dean 
certainly knows how to put a point over, and 
has personality and unction. In addition she 
possesses a smile and knows how to use her 

eyes effectively. Both girls should eliminate 
the amateurish “Is that so,” when a gag fails 
to get across. 

“Crying fi>r You” was sung better than 
when the writer last beard Miss Dean and waa 
not dragged to the former extent. 

Miss Gray made a decided hit with a well- 
rendered solo on a melophone, playing “Who 

Cares’*, with artistic effectiveness and punch¬ 

ing up the offering at this point quite well. 
She looked imposing in a gown of sliver. 

Miss Dean, in an effective gown of blue and 
silver, returned for a Carolina number. Miss 
Gray Joining, and the girls putting It over 
nicely for the finish. They took several legiti¬ 

mate bows when the act was reviewed, but the 
finish would be very much stronger if Miss 
Gray played the melophone while Miss Dean 

sang for the tinish, with another number held 
in readiness for an encore. 

It was noted that nearly ever suggestion 
made in the writer’s previous review of this 
act has been adopted. Now If the “usher” 

gag is eliminated and the tinish changed as 
suggested, the reviewer predicts the offering 

will have a decidedly bi tter opportunity for the

tryout In leading numbers, doing specialties or 

working in scenes and there will be less trouble 
in bolding principals and choristers and less 
pxiiense in replacing them with others. A 

word to the wisp is snlliciont; it costs money 
for replacements. Keep that whi< h you have 
and develop it if it merits ndvancomont. En¬ 
courage the rhoristors to umb rstudy vour prin- 
eipals and your principals will keep on the 

job in order to hold it and the ihoristor will 
study to take the job any time the principal 
falls down. .\s a reviewer of luirlcsipic we 

have seen and heard many choristers who 
-houtd he principals, hut for reasons best 
known to tlie managers thty m mt get the 
opportunity. .\ versatile clioristcr Is a far 
better asset to a show when it’s a thousand 

miles from New York than a nodioore

Promoting Choristers to Principals—An Innova 
tion That Will Become an Asset

THE RUSSIAN PLAYERS ETCHED 

A REMARKABLE book, called Th® Russian Players in America, has just 
been placed in my hands for examination. The text of this volume i.s 
by Oliver M, Sayler and the illustrations are by Bernhardt Wall. The 

unique feature of the book is that every page is etched, both text and illus¬ 
trations. This part of the work has been done by Wall, who not only executed 
the etchings, but prints, binds and publishes the volume himself. 

It is safe to say that no handsomer book has ever been done on the thea¬ 
ter. The etchings are beautifully executed and the impressions are clear. 
When one thinks of the work involved in the making of this book, one is 
Inclined to marvel at the patience and care exercised, and perhaps realize 
that the day of the artist-craftsman is not altogether gone. Work such as j 
this may have been not altogether unusual a century or two back, but in this i 
day and age the artist who will take the trouble to put his time into work of , 
this character is rare indeed. Mr. Wall deserves a hearty “Well done!" for , 
his labor. 

The text, written by Oliver M. Sayler, takes up but five pages of the 1 
forty-six in the book. It is a short history of the creation of the Moscow < 
Art Theater, and there Is a word or two about its playful offshoot, the l 
“Chauve-Sourls”. Mr. Sayler is also hopeful that the influence of the mother 
company may make its impress on theatrical art in America. ' 

The pictorial section contains many fine etchings of the principal players 
in both companies and some scenes from their several offerings. The pictures ' 
have power and are faithful likenesses of the originals. This is indeed a . 
handsome souvenir of the visit of these two comp.anles to this country and 
a book that is decidedly worth owning by those who can stand the price. 

THE DRAMAS OF TOLSTOI 

Nathan Haskell Dole, who has translated many of Tolstoi’s writings, has 
performed a valuable service for the dramatic in translating all of Tolstoi's j 
plays. These plays fill a book of 486 pages and Include all that the great 
Russian wrote for the stage. Some of these dramas are presented for tho 
first time in complete form. 

Tol«toi came to grips with tire censor more than once in his career, and 
one of his plays, “The Light Shining in the Darkness”, when published in his 
"I’osthumous Works", had about two-thirds of it cut. 'The Revolution changed 
all this, however, and Mr. Dole, obtaining access to the original manuscripts, i 
gives the play in its entirety in this volume. There is other new matter also, ! 
as well .as the Tolstoian plays with which we are already familiar in English 
translations. 

There is no doubt that Tolstoi had a good dr.amatic sense. His plays are 
alive and his characters are lifelike. Fl.aming with indignation at the useless 
misery and degradation of the peasant’s life in Russia, he poured out his ' 
feelings in his plays, as well as in his novels. In fact, in the plays it is more t 

evident than in his other work. The stage lends itself to the depiction of 
emotion better than the novel, and Tolstoi presents every evidence of knowing 
this well. His characters speak a language that is tingling with-life and his 
situations are theatrically effective. Mr. Dole, in his very informing preface, 
on this point s.ays: “One cannot help regretting that Tolstoi did not sooner 
conceive the ide.i of using the dramatic form for his literary work. It is t 

well known that he was greatly attracted to it and that what kept him from i 

ampler exploitation of the stage was the dreail of censorship. Tliere can be i 
little doubt that if he had not been hampered by that outrageous form of re- i 
pression and had been free to use all his powers in it, he would have been 
the greatest dramatist, not merely of Russia, but of the modern world.” 1 

One is inclined to believe in Mr. Dole's estimate of Tolstoi’s greatness ' 
after reading the plays in this volume, and there is only one major fault in ' 
all of Tolstoi’s stage writings, in my opinion. That is propaganda. I do not \ 

use this word with the evil connotation which it has unfortunately acquired ‘ 
since the war. Rather, that Tolstoi had a message which he wanted to bring 
home to his audience, and often let that messtige dominate the play. This ! 
sometimes causes him to lead his characters instead of letting them lead ' 
him; and this, likewise, is often against the best theatrical effect. But much , 
of this can be forgiven for the sincerity and power that he brings to his ! 
writing. At least he docs not weaken his talent by diluting it with the 
stream which flows from the box-offlee. i 

“The Power of Darkness” and ‘‘The Live Corpse” are both familiar to 
us thru former English translations and thru production. The latter play, 
under the title of “Redemption”, was successfully played by John Barrymore 
a few seasons back. Then there is “The First Distiller”, which is unfinished., 
and “The Light Shining in the Darkness”, really a fine picturing of the 
Tolstoian philosophy. It. too. is unfinished. “The Fruits of Enlightenment” ' 
is in a loss serious vein than the rest of the plays, and “The Root of All Evil", 
the la.st play to be written, is .a powerful little drama in two acts. L;isilr, 
there are twenty-one short pieces written for children, which are not drama 
so much as they are dialogs in Socratic form, designed to teach the principles 
of morality to the young. 

The difficulties of translation have evidently boon got over well by Mr. 
Dole. He states that it is hard to get the flavor into English of the laconic 
and staccato utterance of the Russian peasant, and he illustrates this several 
times during the book by translating literally in a footnote. However, he has 
succeeded in wording his dialog so that it will flow easily on the stage. In 
addition, the translator has provided an excellent Note of Russian Words, 
which conics in handy not only for this book, but for other translations from 
the Russian as well. .Mtogether, The Dramatic Works of Lyof N. Tolstoi 
will be a most welcome addition to any library of the drama.

Historical evidence and uniformity in cnl* 

CYRIL MAUDE’S “PLEAS-YAH” 
CYRIL MAUDE'S character of Lord Orenham, in "Aren’t We AH”, Is very 

arousing. On tbe outside the character has all the smart address and manner 
of a man who likes to stroll in tbe park with a white pink in his buttonhole 

and a is'guish twinkle in his eye. On the inside the character has all the good spirit 
and fellowship that burns radiantly in Cyril Maude’s own nature. On walking out 
of the theater I met a young Englishman who commented on Mr. Maude’s speech. 

"Englishmen don't speak like that,” said my eompanlon. “Mr. Mande la giving 
his audience the sort of Englishman that Americans like to laugh at. His dialect 
ia a stage dialect rather than a dialect of British speech.” 

It goes without saying that “pleas-yah” for "pleasure”, "pre-fah” for "prefer", 
"fl-ah” for "fear” and “yah” for "year” is not a standard pronunciation in British 
English. And yet Mr. Maude’s dialect fitted his character exceptionally well, and 
it was a little difficult to dispose of it as merely a stage dialect. 

A few days later I fully acquitted Mr. Maude of the charge of “stage dialect”. 
He takes his speech quite honestly from real life. Unfortunately, his mannerisms 
of speech can ^ found in America as well as In England. They are mannerisms 
that develop in the pulpit, in the forum and in the lecture hall. Lord Grenham is 
essentially the “public man". Whether he were speaking to a nursemaid in the 
park, to an audicm-e in the vestry, or dignitaries at a university dinner, he would 
be an actor. He might be sincere in hia way, but his sense of display would make 
him a “showman” or an “orator”. I never feel so certain that the speech of the 
theater is better than any other form of public speaking untH I compare It with 
tbe speech of preachers and educators in public assembly, 

A few days after listening to Cyril Maude as Lord Orenham I attended .1 con¬ 
ference of American and Brlti-h scholars. The speakers were men of intematioiial 
reputation, of sound learning, of personal culture, and supposedly of experience that 
would make them delightful public speakers. But even the best of them fall into 
mannerisms in public speech. They round oat final syllables in addressing an audi¬ 
ence of two hundred as If they were trying to broadcast their own voices from 
Manhattan to New Jersey. The other extreme comes from whispering voices that 
sink Into Inaudibility. 

The type of man I am dealing with becomes obsessed with the Idea that public 
speaking mast somehow be "different”. He does not think of speech aa consisting 
cf smooth tone and clear articulation. He thinks of it aa a matter of swells and 
of Unusual eftess?# full of ’ orotund”. He the. -fore departs with ruthless ex¬ 
travagance from conversational style. And so the professor from ’Ameri-K.'iU” 
thanks the ’’Brltlsh-.AH” for coming "o-VAH” to talk on cur common "treas-YAH”, 
Mr. William ”8hakespe-AH”, altho Mr. Shakespeare at the conference stresses his 
name on the last ayllalile, "Shakes-PE.ARE”. That final strees and grandiloquence 
somehow pays homage to the poet's genius. At the conference we hear "treaa-yah" 
In axactly the same pronunciation that Mr. Maude uses for Lord Grenham. 

Altho Mr. Maude has dressed up his character in certain absurdities of speech, he 
has not invented or copied a “stage dialect”. He has taken his absurdities from 
real life and even from educated speakers who cultivate artificiality in public if 
not in private. The British and American dramatist has found plenty of material 
for satire in these absurdities of public functions. "To the Ladies” featured a 
banquet scene for the comedy of after-dinner speaking. "laidy CristiUnda”, by 
Monkton Uoffe, staged a whole act of British eloquence at "A Public Meeting at 
the Mugnifidrome of Palace of Varieties, Hammerpool”, and its array of speakers in¬ 
cluded everybody, from "Ilia Worship” to "Sir Julius’’ and the "Colonel” and the 
"M. P.". The act was exceedingly funny and it was not burlesque.

In our search for export information we have 
ipiestloned well-known actors, who were either 
tniliarrassed by the subject or reluctant to divulpe 
their secrets, while others dismissed the sub¬ 

ject by sayinp that as there was no stand¬ 
ardized art of makeup their opinions would not 
help. Finally we corralled a one-time leadinp 

man who is now a playwripht, a breezy and 
likable individual, who said he’d plve ns some 
hints If we promised not to tell his name. 
•’The fellows who know me will say I’m 

prcachlnp—you know," explained he. 
He lit a ciparet. thoupbt a minute and 

prlnned broadly. "Sly first lesson In stape 
makeup was a bitter one,” said he. "I made 
m.v debut, at an hour's notice, in the role of 

the father of a prown son. Heinp only nineteen 
I soupht advice on makeup and was told that 
the I.INKS were THK thinp. I bepan to hunt 

for the photopraph of an old man from* which 
to copy the lines of ape. About a half hour 
bifore poinp on stape my quest was rewarded 
by a picture of the grand old Indian Oeronlmo. 

If Oeronlmo had anything it was lines of ape. 
Well. 1 drew his lines on my face. My 

speaking lines were few. being ‘My son, come 
home,* but the lines that were drawn on my 
face were so many, so varied and Intricate 
that when I walked on stape, proudly, the 

members of the company stared at me In 
open-mouthed amazement. Their expressions 
pave me stape fright and I forgot my lines. 

But the son arose nobly to the occasion. 

Talcing me by the arm he said: Tome father. 
I think yon had better go borne.* And home 

far me it was! 
"But to get down to a few hints. Many 

actors blend colors into the grease paint in¬ 
discriminately witlMut conslderinp the shape 
of the face. In applying or blending color 
a ronnd face can be made to appear longer by 
placing the color high on the cheekbones, near 

the eyes. 
"The chap with the too thin cheeks should 

apply the rouge lower down, blending the 
lighter tones near the temples and the deeper 
tones in the lower part of the cheeks, carrying 

it delicatel.T down to the chin. 
*‘The too florid complexion can be toned down 

with lavender powder (and he mentioned the 

name of a lavender powder prepared especially 
for men. selling for oO cents a box). 

*‘If the face 1« a perfect oval the roupe 

should be applied In a triangle effect, from 
temple to lower cheek and thence to tie ear, 
blending lightly outward, leaving the deepest 
tint In the middle of the cheek. 

‘*The man with extremely large eyes should 

be careful In aiiplyinc the shadows of dissipa¬ 

tion. Instead of bsikinp dissipated he will 
look meri'Iy ill when the makeup Is too heavy. 

"The leading man with eyes made up too 

heavily looks effeminate. 
"Women are more particular about the shade 

of roupe they use than are men. Men use any 

shade, regardless of type. 
"Actors Wearing toupees should see that their 

eyebrows are correspondlngl.v youthful," and 
here he laughed, threw away his ciparet and 

said: *‘So long."

The Little Theater Society of Indiana kaa

capital was derived from membership dues 
(at $10 each) and to this source it 
owes Its subsequent Income, box-offlce receipts 
being inconsiderable, despite the fact that it 
has persistently invited the attendance of the 
general public. It has no house of its own, its 
first-year productions being made in the Sculp¬ 
ture Court of the John Herron Art Institute, 
most of its later performances being given at 
the Masonic Temple, with an occasional sally 
into a regular theater.

1 !ve found in my experience In seventeen 

yi ir of show business a regard from the public 

11 gtiieral that all women of the sfKiw are 

l.«^e morally, and that men ate triekaterb and 

grafters and nnrellable. In mnslcal comedy 1 

find that the young men of most cltiea regard 

the women at their apeolal property. In vaude¬ 

ville I find a higher regard for women; that 

la. In tome ways people seem to believe that 
they are not available generally, hut still <-on- 

stder them as loose as regards each other. In 

dramatic lines I find almost the proper con¬ 

ditions as regards the public; It generally be¬ 

lieves all women married and treats them as 

ladies, yet the young women of the town seem 

to regard the men as the young men of the 

town do the girls of a musiral show. 

Do you not think that a great deal of this 

is due to improper press notices and propaganda?

Agents are paid weekly salaries for further¬ 

ing the Interest of their employer—if he It 

wrong they are e<|ually guilty. The bread that 

keeps you alive comes from your Individual 

power in applying the force of publicity to 

your employer's business—yon aie therefore 

trusted—y< ur employer must of necessity trust 
you—the very uniqueness of your calling fot<-es 

tills trust—your chosen railing demanda that 

you stand or fail upon your honesty and loyalty 

to your employer—he must trust yon. 
If advance <ir press agents form an organiza¬ 

tion. having for its ultimate or real purpose 
the perfecting of a cat-o'-nine-talla to lash em¬ 

ployers with, I say to you.

THE MIGRATION 

Likely To Change the Geography of 
Colored Show Business 

Performers and those Interested In the show 
world have Just begun to notice the probable 
effects of the migration of wage-earning Ne¬ 
groes to northern Industrial centers. 

The first noticeable effect has been the 
diminished i>atronage in a number of Southern 

cities. In some few Instances theaters have 
aetually been obliged to close. .Skipping the 

closed towns has added (o the transportation 
costs of shows and acts and reduced the route 
by one or more weeks. 

A more pleasing outgrowth of the migration 
Is the promise that Is held out for the estab¬ 
lishment In northern centers of Negro popula¬ 
tion that has heretofore been too small to be 

considered by show interests catering to Negro 
patronage. 

Within the past three months several differ¬ 
ent theatrical groups have set about investi¬ 
gating the posaibilities in the towns whose 
Negro population has been augmented by the 
migrants. Contrary to the general impres¬ 
sion, these Negroes are not going entirely to 
the Mg cities. Many are going to the smaller 
towns. Bridgeport and New Raven, in Con¬ 
necticut; Raverstraw. N. T.; Bethlehem, Al¬ 
toona. Johnstown and Farrell, Pa.; Akron and 
Youngstown, in Ohio, and Gary, Ind., are 
typical of the cities that may in the very near 
future Justify the establishment of a colorod 
theater. There are many other similar cities. 

The moat natural result will be that it will 
I'e possible to find a big new market for Negro 
talent. These towns will provide the needed 
Jump-breakers M-tween the already established 

theaters in the big Northern cities. Ail indi¬ 
cations point to the organization of a new 
circuit, with Washington and Louisville as the 
southernmost cities. 

Aa a sultatitnte for this plan, it may develop 
that the powers that be in the colored show 
world may get together and ont of the con¬ 
fusion that seems imminent will come two cir¬ 
cuits, one comprising the smaller houses ami 
the other theaters of snffieient size to snpiiort 
dramatic shows, mnsicnl <omedies and tlie vau¬ 
deville units headed by draw-name acts. 

Slionid either of these cvime to pass, the pro¬ 

ducers wEI l>e encouraged to continue producing 
for the colored market, for with enough weeks 
in these bouaes and the available time In the 

other theaters that have recently come to look 
with favor upon Negro talent assures them of 

a reasonable run for their sho-vs with a chance 
to get off the nut. 

There la a lot doln;- among promoters of 
colored enterprises, but most of the fellows 
are trying to keep under cover. However, 
their own letters are scattering the stories of 
the various efforts that are being made to 
control the Negro business. We can’t predict 
results, but whatever may happen will help 
inasmuch as anything that tends to keep the 
actors of the race employed Is helpful. 

THEY AVOIDED THE MOB 

On June C, when a local mob decided to 
relieve the sherilT of his duties in connection 

with the apprelienslun and punishment of an 
unknown murderer in West P.ilm B<'acli, Fla., 
.Toe Jones and his ’Syncopated Syncopators’* as 

a matter of precaution remained in the Lyric 
Theater all night, rather than venture on the 

afreets to go to their respective stopping 

places. Igsal officers prevented any general 
hostilities toward Negroes by ordering all pub- 
lie places closed and directing the Negroes to 

remain off the street. A Negro snspeot was 
lynched and several whipped, hut none of the 
performers were molested. They spent a very 
nnpleasant night, however. 

The writer informs us th.nt r.ain has played 

havoc with business for them in Florida and 
that the show was Jumped from Palm Beach 
to get Into a more favorable territory. 

Jack Cooper, one of Cooper & Iginiar’a Play¬ 
ers, Is the house manager and Estelle Patton 
has charge of the music. They and the others 
of the bouse staff are commended as being 

above par in efficiency. Their work was espe¬ 
cially impressive since the writer complains 
that It was Just the opi>oslte at the previous 
stand in Miami. He makes more than Casual 
mention of the mnrderoiis tendencies and ablH- 

tieg of the mos<iultus prevalent in Florida.

.A cool head, good Judgment and an abun- 
dniice of patience are the requisites of a good 
ti'.iiiiiT. He must he a lover of animals, and 
leit only know- how to train them but also how 
to give them proper care and must understand 
their natures. 

There are few axioms in animal training. It 
is necessary first of all that the trainer be- 
iome acquainted with and gain the confidence 
of the animal he is to train; he must then let 
it know that he is master. In the simplest 
manner he can conceive he must let the animal 
know what he wants it to do. It is surpris¬ 
ing with what intelliconce animals will fry 
to do the bidding of their masters in whom 
they have confidence. .\n animal should never 
he made to attemid a trick whereby it will 
hurt Itself; if this happv-ns it will always be 
timid shout aftemiding anything that la new 
to it. It is best to work up to the trick by 
slow degrees. 

It is Important th.at the animal, in training 
never lie pettod hy anyone but the trainer. 
<oi(m1 ai.lmals for training are often spoiled 
in this way, and it is hard for the trainer to

It woiilii la' a simple 
matter to estahllsb a reasonable mininium for 
championship affairs, along with certain condi¬ 
tions that should be reiiulred of the contestants. 

"I have staged a gixid many contests without 
advertising any titles whatsoever, excejit 'win¬ 
ner’ of those particular events, and I have 
never advertised a world's championship affair 
unless I figured that I could at least put up 
bigger purses than were offered at other con¬ 
tests. 1 do not believe that the rhamidonship 
titles that are advertised at most plaims add 
a nickel to the gate receipts, but It gives the 
hands son^fliing to argue over. It Is r-eless 
to put up larger purses than the antlciiated 
attendance will support, but It Is far more 
foolish to cheapen the game by advert sing a 
world's championship title with a 'noar beer’ 
prixe list. 

“The Billboard deserves a lot of *t-dlt for 
its untiring efforts toward establish v,,; an or- 
ganiution which would regulate al: of these 
things, but it la a tough Job to lot' rest these 
birds, whose interests are so self-c rtered. 

''I'ntil such time as some businesslike and 
concrete organisation la established 1 intend 
to liold my contests under my present rules 
(which are the hardest as well as tlie fair¬ 
est we have been able to figure out), doing my 
best to obtain fair, square and capable Judges, 
and whenever 1 KNOW that I can put up and 
FAY OFF big enough purseg to warrant It, I 
aim to give the bands a title to.aboot at.” 

nenry Grammar bag paased on! Relative to 
the death, and characteristics and career of 
thla well-known plalnsm-vn. a press dispatch 
from Ponca City, Ok., dated June IS, read as 
follows: 

“Uenry Grammar died with hi* boots on. but 
the end came under an overturned autniuoblle 
Ip the Western Osage last night between the 
towns of Shldler and Webb I'liy in the Bur- 
IianUoil field. 

■■(*mour surroundei) Henry tlr.immar and 
he Iwed In an atmosphere of mysticism, fre¬ 
quently in* the limelight, similar to that ex¬ 
perienced by border-day characters and his 
career coxered all that portion of *he West 
from the Montana-Wyomlng line to the land of 
the Os.iges, In type he ■was the genuine old- 
time cowboy, never yielding the spm and tjie 
lariat, and whatever the occasion and wher¬ 
ever be appeared be was wearing cow Ixiv boots 
and spurs, with the lasso looped aroii'id the 
saddle horn. On the streets of I’cnca City. 
Pawhuska, Arkansas (^ty and many other 
cities and towns of this portion of the West 
he was a well-known picturesque char.'’.cter. 

“Grammar had numerous dlitincticns. Not 
least among them was his well knoTn ability 
to draw quickly, more so than other men, and to 
shoot from the hip and to have no uncanny 
aim. He was reported to have many notches 
on bis gun and among all the men wlio knew 
him. including hundreds of officers, there was 
never a one who cared to give the cause or 
opportunity to draw. It was told of Granlmar 
that, permitting the other fellow to draw 
first, it was Grammar’s gun that spoke first 
always. 

“In addition to bis reputation for drawing 
quickly. Grammar was an Osage nation ranch¬ 
man of considerable prominence, an Osage 
squawman who controlled an extensive acreage, 
a cowboy from Pendleton to Madison Square 
Garden, where he had appeared many times, 
and former champion roper of the world who 
bad roped before practically all the crowned 
beads of Europe during the period prior to 
the world war. 

“No rodeo anywhere was complete without 
Henry Grammar and even when past 50. at an 
age when other men bad quit. Grammar was 
seemingly as agile as ever. Just as alert with 
the lasso and just as good a horseman 

"There are mote stories connected with the 
career of Henry Grammar than of any otlier 
such character of the present period in Amer¬ 
ica. On one occasion when he bad offended 
Fncle .’vam in some manner and was serving 
a sentence on a federal charge In Oklahoma 

(’Ity his services were In demand at Fort 
Worth to act as Judge in a rodeo being given 
under the auspices of the Texas Cattlemen's 
.\sso< lation. one of the p'orninent events of 
this nsture in the Southwest. 

''I>>arning that Grammar was being detained 
by Fncle Sam, the rodeo ofUcials got in touch 
viitb the federal authorities, explaining that 
they greatly needed Grammar's expert knowl¬ 
edge. and he was released long enough to go 
to the Texas city and act at Judge, the 
iiiithorities taking hia word that he would re¬ 
turn and complete his sentence when the rodeo 
was over. This he did, going and coming back 
unaccompanied. 

■'Henry Grammar h-ud lived for years In 
the Western t*«sgp. following his marriage to 
a woman of Osage Indian blood, their ranch being 
located on the south luink of the Arkansas 
i:iver. amid the hills and canyons of that 
lo.alit.v, midway between Burbank and Ponca 
City, and there has been no better known 
place In the Southwest. He had worked on 
the various ranches in this district back in the 
■siis and 'IHis. including the ItU Ranch, and 
It was while thus employed that be lenmed 
the tricks of roping and tying a steer that 
was to bring him a world’s championship. 

"Orammar traveled for several years with 
the 101 Wild West Show and while that en¬ 
gaged he roped before King Edward and King 
tieorge of England. Emperor William of Ger¬ 
many. King Leopold of Belgium and other 
crowned heads.”

CONSTITUTION 
AND BY-LAWS 

Of the Canadian Cowboy Con¬ 

test Managers* Association 

SEVER.tL attempts have been made to or¬ 
ganize the frontier contest managers in the 
United States, but to no avail. Canada, 

however, has such an organization known as the 
Canadian Cowlxiy Contest Managers’ Associa¬ 
tion, whose purposes, among other things, are 
to promote, develop and protect the best In¬ 
terests of cowboy sports and celebrations an-l 
to standardize rules pnd regulations governlrg 
all official events of this kind In the Dominion. 
For the benefit of The Billboard readers who 
are not familiar with the new association we 
present its constitution and by-laws, at follows:

Cut no 
more than one office be allowed for any one 
province. 

ARTICLE HI 
The objects for which the association Is 

formed are; to promote, develop and protect 
the best Interests of cowboy and frontier sports 
and celebrations; to co-operate with the Do¬ 
minion and Provincial Governments, railroad' 
and the press for ths improvement and pro¬ 
tection of such sports ar.d celebrations; tc 
standardize rules and regulations governing all 
official events of this nature in the Dominion 
of Canada, and to promote the necessary pun- 
licity to tbst the general public will recogr ize 
these official events as clean, legitimate. O'-m. 
petitlre sports. 

ARTICLE IV 

The fiscal year of the association ahall be 
the calendar year. 

ARTICLE V 

(a) It must be understood that this la not 
an asaociation of contestants, but for man¬ 
agements and committees financing such sports 
and celebrations.

Ask a present day trainer alsiut hot Irons and 
all you'll gain Is a blank bsik. He wouldn't 
know how to use them, and if he di.l lie 
wouldn’t admit it. He wants to hold his Job, 

and with presenf.da.v cir.-iises hot Irons or 

anything like them are barred. .All for one 
ver.v simple reason hesi.I.-s the humanitarian 
qualities. Jungle animals cost alioiit eight 
times as miiih today as they did twenty or 
twenty-five years ago. No cireils owner Is go¬ 

ing to m.ir a thousaml-dollar bill if he can 
help It—and hot Irons pnsluce s. ars. 

Wnit’H represents the business side of 
animal training as it exists today. 

Tliere are two reasons, one Wing that 
the whole fabric of the ciniis business has 

changed in the last score of years, from the 

low’-I.rowed ’’grlftlng” owner and his ”grlft- 
ing", thieving, fighting personnel, to a new gen¬ 
eration of men will, liave sliglitly liigher ideals 
and who have fiilized that tlie eireiis is as 

niiieh of an Institution as a dry goods store or 
the isistofftee department. 

Where .anvasnien and ‘‘roughne.ks’’ and 
■’razorliaeks”. the lalsirers of tlie circus, on.e 
Wi re for.-ed to sleep Iwneath the wagons, or at 
best mum miikesliift hunks, they now- hare 

sanitary lierths, .ar i.orters and sheets and 
pillow cases. Where they once ate the left¬ 

overs of stores, stale bread, old meat and 
• puffed • cann'-d goods, they now have fnisl 

that Is far Is-tter than that served in the 

I'nifed States Army. Where they fornierl.v 

in an.v big fa.-tory or business house or oflbe. 
The uniiiiiils are just so many employees. When 
tli'-y ilo their work they get tlieir jiay envelope 
—iiiul they know it Beyond tliis lies, how¬ 

ever, another fiinduniental principle liy which. 
In the last sii,ri. or so of years, tlie vvliole 

animal triiining sy«lem lias la-en revoliitionizeil. 
Tlie presi'iit day trainer dm-sn’t cow the ani¬ 

mal or make it afraid of him. tin tin- lon- 
trary. the first filing lie d.ws is to eon.|uer all 

fear and make friends with tlie la-.ist! 
.\ study of jungle animals lias taught him 

tliat they exist thru fear—tliat the elephant 
fears, ami th'-n-fore liates. tlie ehimpanzee, the 

gorilla and any otlier m.-mlier of llie lug ape 
trilies that 'an atta.-k from aisivo. and there¬ 
fore, simply thru instinct, will kill any of 
th.-'C beasts at the first oi'liortunity. In like 
manner does the hyena or the zebra fear the 

Hon. the tiger fear tlie elepliant, the leopard 
fear the python. It has taken little deduction 

to find that with this fear, hatred is inevitably 
linked, and that if an animal fears a trainer 
it also hates liim and will ’’get” him at the 
first npiortiinity. Therefore, tlie first thing to 

be ••liminate.l is not fear on the part of the 
trainer, tint on tlie part of the .mimal! I am 
no animal trainer. A’et, as 1 say. I’ve oeeii- 
pieil some miglit.v <lose quarters with ever.y 

form of jungle beast. Nor was It bravery. It 
was simjily be. a use I knew the great eats 
wonl.ln’f he afraid of me, and that, having 

nothing to fear, they would simply ignore me. 
Which happened. 

Perhaps the best example of the change in 
training ta.tics lies in the story of a soft- 
hearti-d • millionaire i-ircus owner who is somo- 
wliat of a crank about his animals liriiig well 

treated. One day. several years ago,'^ we liap- 
jM-ni-il to be together at a vaudeville Iheater, 

in w'liii-h an ol.l iim.- trainer was exhibiting a 
.siiiqsi'.-dl.v ' train.-.I ” monke.v liand. The audi- 
en.c seem'-d to enj.iy the affair, Imt there were 
two wlio iliiln’t. All for the reason that we 
could see the cruelty of it. 

The unfortunate monkeys were tied to their 
cliairs. To tlieir arms were attached invisilde 

piano wires which ran to a succession of pul¬ 
leys above and thence to the wings, where they 
were pulled and jerk.-d l>.v an assistant to create 

walked to one of the simians and. against the 
monkey’s squealing protests, took away his 
horn. 

•’There.” he said with a shrug of bis shoul¬ 

ders, ’’that’s all you have to do.” 
The mouthpie.e of the horn had been re- 

fashioned overnight. Kxtending slightly out¬ 

ward from the interior was a metal standard 
liearing a thin reed, which would sound at the 
Slightest siii'tlnn. while Just beyond this, at 

a point w-hicli would ii.-i-essitafe some effort on 
the part of the monke.v to r.'Hcli It. was— 

-An ordinary piece of old fashioned, striped 
stii'k candy! When the monkey sucked on tho 
i-and.v tlie reed souiule.I. By smli a simple 
method had cruelty been ehanged to pleasure! 

The same thing holds true for practi.all.T 
every .animal a.t. Instead of making animals 
pretend to work because they are afraid, they 
merely work for wages now. Kor years, in 

the old days, trainers had kicked and mauled 

and beaten a slow-thinking. Iiink lieaded hip¬ 
popotamus in an effort to make him perform. 
It was impossible. Tlie hip. neither fought nor 

obeyed. It didn’t have enough sense to know 
that it could escape punishment by doing a 
few tricks. Then, with the coming of the 
newer regime into the circus business, the ef¬ 

fort was diseontiniied. For years the big river 
hog’ merely wallowed in his trough. Tlien. one 
day. an animal trainer slanted his liead and 
stood for a long time in thought. 

EI.IEVE I’ll work that hip he an- 

la nouiiced. A week later the miracle 
hapiiened! 

‘’l.adies-s-s s-H and gentlemen n n-n,” came 

tlie liawling outcry of tlie ofili-lHl announcer. ”1 
take great pleasiiah in announcing to you a 
featuah not on the program, a race between a 

swift-footed human being g-g-g and a real, 
living, breathing hipiioiiotiimus-s-s. or sweating 
be-hemoth of Holy Writ. AVa a-a-teh tliem!’’ 

Into the hipisxlrome track from the meiiiigerie 
eonneetion came tlie trainer, running at a fair 
gait, wliile striving Ids best, seemingly, to 

outpace him was a goggle-eyed hipiKipotamiis. 
trotting as swiftly as Ids wol.ldy avoirdupois 
would permit. .All tlie way around they went, 
the IdpiKiiHitamns gaining for an instant, then 

the trainer taking tlio lead again, tinaliy pass, 
ing once more into Hie menagerie. The audi¬ 
ence applauded delightedly. It was the first 

time it ever had seen a trained liippopotamiis. 
Nor had it noticed the fact that about fifty 
yards in advani-e of the racing pair was a 
menageries attendant, also running, the Im¬ 
portant thing alHiiit this person being that he 

carried a liin ket of liran mash, and the hippo¬ 
potamus knew that it was for him! He wasn't 
racing the trainer—lie was merely follew-ing 

a good meal; the old. old story of the donkey 
and the ear of corn! 

I.ikewlse the |iig wliieh you've seen squeal¬ 
ing in the wake of Hie clown in the elreus. 
I lie secret? Simply that His Hoglets has 
been taken from his motlier at birth and raised 
i n a bottle. His feeding has been timed so 
tliat it comes during circus hours. The pig 
follows the clown lieiaU'P lie knows he’s going 

to get a square meal. At certain places in the 
I irciiit of the liig top Hie clown pauses and 
gives him a few nil's from the bottle. Then 
lie goes on again and the pig runs squealing 
after. Simple, isn't if' 

In the same manner is the “follow goose” 
trained. The person he trails has food, and 
Hie goose knows he’s going to get it. Like¬ 
wise the pigs which you’ve seen ’’shooting the 
chutes.” 

A pig isn’t supposed to have much intel¬ 
ligence. Perhaps he liasn't—but you can have 
a trained pig act all your own very easily. 

S IMPLY build .1 pen leading to a set of 

stairs which lead in turn to a chute, the 
chute traveling down into another closely 

netted enclosure. In this enclosure put a 
bucket of favorite pig food. Then turn the 

hogs loose and let them make their own deduc¬ 
tions. 

First of all, the pigs will try to reach the 
fno<l by going thru the netting. That’s impos¬ 

sible. So at last they turn to the runway, go 

up the step, hesitate a long while, then finally 
slide down the chute and get what they’re 
after. Tlii'n—here’s the strange part of it— 
after a week or so remove the food. The 
pigs will keep on sliootliig the elintes Just the 
samp. By some strange form of animal reason¬ 
ing the pleasure of f'sid has become associated 

with that exercise of sliding down the incline. 
Like a dog. which gains a form of stomachic 
satisfaction from the sight of fixid, so do the 
pigs derive a certain amount of pleasure from 

going where the food ought to he! And fhey'll 
shoot the chutes for you as often as you please. 

I’artieularly if you feed them dire<-tly after 
it's done! 

In fact, the system of rewards, and p.iyment 

for work, holds true thru every form of trained 
animal life. Sugar and grali.am crackers for 
dogs, carrots for elephants, fish for seals, stale 
bread for tlie polar he.irs. a hit of honey or 
candy for the ordinary species of bear, pieces 

of apple or lumps of sugar for horse-.—every 
animal has his reward for which he'll work a 

hundred times harder than ever he did in the 
old and almost obsolete days of fear. Even 
lions, tigers and leopards have their likes, hut 

with them the payment comes in a different 

fashion. 

Jungle cats are primeval In their In'tin<fs. 
Tliey're iinalde to control themselves at the 

sight of food, and a few strips of meat dis¬ 

tributed in the training den might lead to a 
fight. Tlierefure the new style of trainer has 
a different method. He talks to the i.ifs! 

Nor is that as dlffii iilt as it sounds. A short, 

association with animals and one easily can 
learn tlie particular intonation by which they 
express pleasure. With the Hon this takes 
form in a long-ilraw-n nut meow of satisfaction; 
with the leop.ird an.i the tiger it i» evinced by 
purring, as with hoiisccafs. The trainer simply 
practices an imitation of fhcsc sounds until he 

niasiors Itieni. with ilu' re.sult that he Is almost 
invariiild.v answered liy the heast. The animal 
sei-ms to iindersl.iii.l th.it the trainer is seeking 
to coniey flu' fail that he is pleased—^and the 
Iieast app*Mrs pleased al'o. As to the reward 
eviraorditiary. tliere is the joy of Joys—cat¬ 

nip! 
’I'o a lioii'ecaf catnip is a thing of ei-sfas.v. 

To a jungle c at it liold* its min h allurement as 
morpl.iiie to a dope ii'cr or whisky to a drunk 
ard. .\ laliiip tiall and the world immediately 
b.ionic'. rosy; the great cals roll in it, toss it 
alioiit tliclr cages, purr and arch their barks, 
all in a perfect frenzy of delight. Therefore, 
when they d'l their work they get their catnip. 
Wlien tliey don’t work—tliey’re simply docked 
Hie:r week’s wages, tliat’s all. 

Hid priiHiples. Iiatiirally—and perhaps all the 

more effiiacious for their age. In fact, there la 
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were llio victim* of hundred per cent loan 
kliark*. f'-ediiig upon Hieiii like *o many liuiiian 
leeclie*: foried to pay diiiilile pri'g* fur every 

commodity and hit of clothing, and practically 
at the mercy of brutal lio-se*. their lot lias 
been bettered until tliere i* now at leai-t one 
circus where the lot *iiperinteiident never al¬ 

low* hi* men to lie eommaiide’d without a pre¬ 
fix unknown In a great many hiisine** institu¬ 

tion*. He doesn't swear at them, for instance, 
when lie orilers the tents strengthened against 

a possilile Mow. Instead, it is: 
’’.All right, tJENTLE.MEN; take up them guy 

ropes!” 

When the weather Is foul, and the cirrus 

lot I* hip deep in mud; when men li.ive struggled 
to their utmost and can go no longer on fheu 
own laiwer. he doesn’t hr.ace them with bootleg 
wlilsky. Instead he kei-ps a man on the pay¬ 
roll whose Job Is to laugh and sing in such 
time* as this—the superintendent knowing full 

well that one laugh begets another, that sing¬ 
ing engenders singing, and tliat the psjrlio- 

loglcal laltie of that laughing man is worth bar¬ 
rels of booze. It lias saved the sliow more 

tiiiiea than one? 
Just as conditions have Imi'rovcd with tho 

huiiiao personnel of the circus, so have they 
progressed in the menagerie. The ciniis ani¬ 
mal trainer of today is not cliosen for liis 

hrufalily, nor his cunning, nor hi* so called 
liravery. IK' ia> hired liecaiise he ha* studied 
and knows animal*—even to talking their vari¬ 
ous ’’laiiguiiges”! There are few real animal 
trainers who can not gain an answer from tlieir 

cliarges. talking to them as tlie ordinary i>er- 
*"11 talks to a dog. and receiving as intelligent 
attention. It is by tills mctliixl tliat cat ani¬ 
mals are trained for Hie most part — it being 
alxiiit the only wa>. outside of catnip. In which 
they can he rewarded. 

In that last word conics the whole explana- 
fioii of the theory of present 'lay aniniHl train¬ 
ing—a theory of rewards. .\nini:il men lia'o 
Ii'arned that the brute Isn’t any different from 
tlie human: tlie surest way to make lilni work 
Is to pay him for his tronide. In tlie steel 

arena I'ulay the same fundamentals exist us 

fill* illusion tliat the beasts were olieying com¬ 

mands. Hy an elaliorale network of wire* the 
monkeys were made to raise horns, which also 
Were lied to tlieir hands, and apparently play 
tliem. Time after time, as he watihed, the 
eirciis owner snorted his displeasure, and, at 
la-t. the act finished, rose from his chair and 
sought the stage entrance. 

".dwell act yon got!” he announced to the 
owner. ”\Vhat do you warjf for it’/ You know, 
1 own a circus. I’d kind of like to have that 
layout ia the kid show.” 

It was tlie beginning of a series of bickerings, 

■wlih-h ended in the purchase of the act—why, 

I could not quite understand. So I asked the 
reason. Tlie eccentric little owner waved u 
hand. 

•’Hoing to have It In my show.” 

■’But with those wires—that's torture, boss!” 

"Now, nix. kid! Nix! Walt till I’ve got 
my bill of sale.” 

Incidentally, when he received that, the new 

owner of the monkey band gave to tlie old-time 
trainer a tongiielashing as artistic as anything 
1 ever heard, a little masterpiece on cruelty, 

on the cowardice of the human, and on decemy 
in general. Following which he bundled tip 
his newly purchased monkeys, together with 
Hie proiierties wliieh went with the act. and 
t'Mik tliem to winter quarters. 

The next day 1 went out there with him. 
The monkeys were in tlieir cliairs—appareiitlv 
waiting for something exceedingl.v important. 
No wires were lisilde. At a signal an at- 
leiidanl ran forward with a small talile, niioii 
whii h wi-re hea]ie^ the haii.l instrnineiits winch 
at one time had represented so miieli torture 
to tlie little prisoners. Instantly tliere was 

iliaflering and excitement. Tim simians leaped 

from Hieir chairs, scrambled toward the lalde.

to release the animals from their permanent 
cages. 

tiften the lesson consists of nothing more 

than that. The beasts have Iteeome accustomed 
to mankind thru S'ciiig them every day in the 
nieiiageiie, and thru being fed b.y them. There¬ 
fore ihey cat.ilog them as nnn-l.T other animals 

which are harmless and uisin which the beasts

However, there also are times when the eats 
seem to realize that the.y no longer are pro- 
tevled by Intervening bars, and the old instincts 
of fright and self-pr>-ervation overcome them.

.Ml devices now being installed will remain 
in operation thruoiit the summer recreation and 
the fair season.

modern manager of an up-to-date fair tries to 
make clean and wholesome. 

One of the principal features of an American 
fair Is the exploitation and speed excellence of 
the race horse The trotting horse is a product 
of New England. The Puritans regarded the 
race course as a snare of the devil and taught 
their horses to trot Instead of run, little 
dreaming that the trotting match in years to 
come would be the cause of gambling like 
anv other trial of speed on the turf. Lady 
Suffolk made the first trotting record below 
2:30 about fifty years ago. In the I’nlted 
States today there are thousands of horses 
which can trot a mile In less time, while 
Peter Manning has covered the distance In

Our organization consists of a Board of Di¬ 
rectors of nineteen men. elected annually. 

The officers are elected by the directors. The 
president appoints an Executive Committee of 
nine men, who are constantly interested in the 
air .airs. 

The president also appoints a chairman for 
each of the thirty different departments. The 
chairman of each department appoints a suf¬ 
ficient number of men to serve on his com¬ 
mittee. Each committee confines its efforts to 
its own department and is not permitted to 
Interfere with the work of any other commit¬ 
tee. 

Frequently the president calls a meeting of 
the chairmen, who advise as to their actlvitleB 
and inform each other as to the progress being 
made. 

A tentative budget is made up by the Ex¬ 
ecutive Committee in conjunction with each 
chairman, based on last year's receipts and 
estimated activities for the coming fair, and la 
followed as closely as p.'sslble in expenditures. 

Stock amounting to $200,000 has been sold 
to ."i.OOO different subscribers. The par value of 
each share is $10. and a dividend of four per 
cent has been paid annually. The last sale of 
stock at public auction brought $11."."i a share.

When a fair is thus established will be 
there is far less cause for worry about the nf ‘ 
weather. People plan far ahead to take In w 
the really gisid fair. 1 believe that a very w 
Urge p<-rcontage of them look forward to the ’• 
event as promising more than pleasure and •' 
relaxation. _ 

The progressive agriculturists feel that they 
are going to learn something from the ma¬ 
chinery, live stock and other showa which in¬ 
sure immeasuralde profit to themselves. 

In order to introduce the public to your edu¬ 
cational departments we feel It it necessary 
first to attrai t it. And the aureat way to at¬ 
tract It ia thru entertainment and amusement. 
The p<'u|ile who start for a fair without tlie 
faintest notion of improving themielves will, 
after tliey have relaxed and had their fill of 
entertainment, drift into the departments which 
mean a great deal toward the improvement of 
their business and home life. 

The people who direct the management of 
the New York State Fair long ago hit upon the 
(lelicy of “attracting p<-nple to education thru 
eotertsinment''. We have one of the b<-st 
light-harness horse meetings in the Grand Cir¬ 
cuit. an exceptionally fine open-air horse show, 
a midway made up entirely of clean and whole, 
some shows, wonderful band coneerts and some 
of the liest free attraetinns obtainable. 

Tliia year we will put on a rodeo ag a head¬ 
liner, and it will be the genuine article. We 
liave no games of chance, not even as much as 
a “guess-your-weiglit'' machine, figuring that 
the people who waste their energy and throw 
away their money on g.nmea would have to 
undergo some unusual brain treatment to per¬ 
mit them to absorb real knowleoge, and we 
use our grounds hn«pit.'il for other purposes. 
I would like to have The Billboard make thin 
IHiIlcy very clear just to save me a lot of 
letter writing. 

HOW do we know that we are at last 
fiinetioning right—that thousands of fair 
visitors are eagerly taking advantage of

Observation and testimony lead me to be¬ 
lieve that good rides are apt to be among the 
liest-paylng features of a carnival. Tbe graft¬ 
ing concession la hound to go anyway—at least 
for a time while tba reform wave la In prog¬ 
ress Even carnival owners who do not with 
to "clean up* are being forced to do ao. and 
if they are wise they will make a virtue of 
neceaalty.

After each official contest the secretary of 
the association must he notified by each Indi¬ 
vidual management tlie iismea and po.st-office 
addresses of tlie first, second and third winners 
in each competitive event. It shall be tho 
duty of the secretary of the association to 
compile and keep an official list of all such 
winners, from which list official information 
can be derived at all times. 

ARTICLE XVI 
It Is the duty of every management ■ mem¬ 

ber of the association to carefully select their 
judges, who must bo men uliove n-proacb, who 
are thoroly competent to judge events to which 
they are assigned. All decisions must be ren¬ 
dered according to tlio official rules adopted 
by the association, and Judges’ decisions must 
be accepted as final. 

Eai'h management is required to furnish the 
secretary with a list of the olHeiatlng Judges 
in each competitive event, together with in¬ 
formation as to tlieir performanee, which will 
he recorded at the head office of the associa¬ 
tion for future wference. 

ARTICLE XVII 
The constitution and by-laws of the as-xo- 

ciatioD, as udop’od by the association at its 
first meeting in Calgary, Alberta. Canada, on 
Satiirda.v, May 12, 11)2,S, may he am-’iided, re¬ 
vised, repealed or re-«‘nacted at any ensuing an¬ 
nual general meeting of the association upoo 
the reiiort and recommendation of the board of 
directors.

The 
dramatists would repre-ent all the playwrights, but the actors would represent the 
members of E'luity only, an’ the managers are bound that Equity shan’t represent 
all the actors if they can help it. That’s the real cause of their opposition to the 
E'luity Shop. As long as there is a rival organization In existence, no matter how 
insignificant, or as long as unorganized actors can compete on an equal footin’ with 
organized actors, they feel there’s a chance of sooner or later breakln’ the solid 
front of E'luity. In their present state o* mind it’s a natural ambition for ’em to 
have, an’ you can’t blame 'em for it. If Equity should enter Into such an arrange¬ 
ment without first havin’ the recognition of the Equity Shop, it would be ham¬ 
strung. Even with it I ain't any too sure that E'luity would always git an even 
break It’s the dramatists that write the plays, an’ It’s the m.anagera that produce 
the plays, an’ there ye are! The Actors’ Fund is a great charitable organization. 
It des-rvl's the support of every man an’ woman in any part of the amusement 
world Y'ou’ve only got to visit Its plot in Evergreen, an’ read the names on the 
headstones to realize the breadth of its charity, but It is enough, I,et Equity go 
ahead an’ work out its plan, an’, not only will no more charities be required, but 
the demands ujKin the Fund will be lessened. There is nobody that recognizes the 
necessity of successful man.agement more than E'luity does. There’s nobody that 
has the material as well as the artistic future of the American theater more at 
heart an’ the sooner the managers recognize this fact an’ meet ’em In a spirit of 
friendly <o-operation. the better it will be for all.” And J. B. went his way with 
a dove of peace perched on each shoulder.

SIGNPOSTS ON THE GERMAN STAGE 
(BITA MATTHIAS, in Tba Nrar PeanoB'a) 

Many of m. eppeclally thoae who are Intimately connected with the creatlre 
proceeses of the modern atage, feel that the drama, at we have hitherto 
known It, haa nomehow loat Ha hold upon na. We do not like to admit It, but 

no matter what we place before our audlencea In the theater today we leave them 
fundam-ntally unmoved. This is not the fault of the audience, which aaka no 
better than to be provided with real emotion of some Hirt. It Is the theater which 
is trying everywhere—perhaps moat of all here In America—to find Itaelf as an 
artl«tle entity. In Ennipe It Is a little weary—like everyone and everything theae 
days; a result of conditions which are trying where they are not tragic. I think 
we may safely «ay that the theater in Europe today la a mirror of the aplritual 

and economic chaos prevalent there. 
The Conventional, traditional theater la BO longer In any eenae. ezeept a hla- 

torlcal one, the center of interest. It has outlived Itself. But the stage of the 
future has unlimited new possibllltlea. The theatrical world Is teeming with ez* 
perlffl'nts. Our stage Is becoming Infinitely mobile; there la no mood which cannot 
be made tangible thru the novel mechaniral devlcet at our command. The very 
wealth of our resonrees has disturbed the balance betwen means and end, until 
we hardly know any longer which la which; we have the means of aoeomplishing 
almost any end. But what Is onr end! What it the artistic purpose of all these 
czperlments? 

Wherein Ilea the (Ufferenee between the new drama, that la now coming up 
everywhere within the boundaries of our clvlllaallon, and the “old" drama? 

Hitherto the drama was always enpposed to portray the conflict of human 
souls or ehatacters with one another. It was always the conflict that was the kernel 
of the drama, whether It lay In the Intrigue (as with Bchlllei), or In the funda¬ 
mental philosophy (as with Hehbel), or In the social conditions (as with Ibsen), or 
in the mo'-d (ns with Maeterlinck). A drama always had to contain conflicting 
currents that met, crossed and separated again. The characters were placed In a 
given situation, so that howev. r much the Indlvldmil might be moved or affected by 
what happened to him, the dramatic conflict could never be purely Innate. And 
this was the case, whether the conflict on which the altnatlow dep. nded was ivdltical, 
as in the case of 8< hlller's “Don CarloB*’, or created by some misunderstanding, at 
in £• hegaray’B “The World and His Wife”, or Jnst by the clashing of antagonistic 
ind'riduals. The play was a ronnded entity, complete In Itself. The andlence was 
outside the play; an nnlnvolved spectator. 

But now we are living in an age where each Indivldiial realizes, aa he never 
has done before, his Inherent isolatloti in the world. Each man stands consciously 
alone, the hearer of his own soul, opposed to a nnlrerse which has become ez- 
traneous to him. He knows he la alone and that the old “conflicts” no longer 
really move him. It is the drama of this situation, a gnbtler drama than the old. 
that we are approaching. The currents that move us, that touch onr sonlt. He 
deeper—are subterranean, so to speak—and these are calling for expresalon; are 
creating their drama. And altho it la true that each man out of his i^atlon looks 
at the rest of the world from an ohjertive distance, it Is unavoidable that he should 
none the less swing in the rhythm of the general current. Drops of water that 
have been moving In unrelated directions may still unite to form a wavs. 

Modern drama takes cognizance of this changed attitude in the modern man 
and seeks to establish a new relationship between the audience and Itself. It 
tM-i-omes a work of art only In the moment when giver and receiver meet In the 
theater. The old drama was comparable to a statue which was presented to the 
audien<'p all finished, and immovable as marble. The new drama Is comparable to 
a piece of music which flows past and retches the state of being a “work of art” 
only during performance. The old drama bad both positive and negative pole with¬ 
in itself. Blit the modem audience la the negative pole without which there can 
be no electric current. 

Thu- the Inner tiC'd of the present-day andlence In some way to take part In 
the performance, ned merely to remain an unmoved and nnpartlclpatlng spectator, 
is what has caused much ot what la termed “Ezpresslonlsm” on our modern stage.

“Divine Fire” Tests Sought in England 

Yet tho press Initiate a method to prevent people from attempting 
to go on the stage who do not possess the necessary qualifica¬ 
tions. That is one of the suggestions Dennis Eadie makes at the 

close of a letter to The Morning Post, In which the “Difficulties of 
the Theater’’ are now being discussed. It would be a very good 
thing for the stage, and for all who earn their living thereby, if some 
such method were initiated, no matter by whom. And It would be 
far from a bad thing for the variety stage If such preventive measures 
were effectively attainable In our business. But the real difficulty 
would be to devise a method of deciding at the outset whether a 
person were qualified, or likely to be qualified, for the variety stage. 
It’s no doubt true that in variety the entry of the patently in¬ 
competent is not so easy as is the case with the legitimate stage; 
nor is the professional life of the Incapable so long drawn out. The 
very nature of the w’ork, the artiste’s dependence on his own talent, 
skill and personality, put a period on the active stage life of even 
the moderately qualified. But they do creep in. Especially did they 
creep in at the time when entertainments were booming and a war- 
weary public accepted literally anything under the name of variety 
or revue, and when there wa« a war-created dearth of real enter¬ 
tainers. Vt’e suffer largely as a result of this today. In America the 
same sort of thing happened. There a great infiuz of acts was ex¬ 
perienced during and for two years after the war, with the result 
that the available work for performers was almost immediately cut 
in half. Then came the lean times, and the managements, says our 
American Informant, utilized the opportunity to force a lower salary 
movement, and the economic pressure In time has forced hundreds 
out of the business Into other occupations. And it has been not 
merely the incompetents and newcomers who have been forced out, 
but a great many of standard acts too. In this country conditions 
have forced artistes to leave the stage, temporarily or permanently, 
in order to make ends meet. Unfortunately, general trade conditions 
have limited the opportunities in this direction. So it comes about 
that here, as in the States, there is an oversupply of performers for 
the work available. That is why we so strongly set our face against 
amateur competition. For these competitions are more likely to 
make gullible stage-struck folk believe that the stage is their proper 
nlclie than to do what these competitions pretend to do; that is, 
discover latent talent. No doubt the difficulties of today will go far 
to weed out the unemployable and the Incompetent, and the eventual 
result will be a variety stage comprising all that is worth while 
and really qualified. But it is a painful process in which both 
competent and incompetent suffer.—THE PERFORMER, London.

THE WORLD’S MUSIC 

AFAMOrS vinirer recently returned to n* declaring that Europe wa« playina 
S'eond fiddle to the Cnited States in - all matters muti. al. The atatemei.t 
seemed, St first blush, a mere sample of the selCrh p'liteners that git* 

publicity. We bare rad so much flattery from arrivals and fri m tho-e who yiarn 
to ariive that *re have become callous. Collected facts indicate that the bent music 
baa finally gravitated to our shore*, and it is now generally r< -ogniied that Newt 
Y'ork, spending approximati ly $20,000,000 oo its yearly fare, has become tlio musical 
Rietropi lin of the world. As a nation we rpend $T00,(X)0,OiiO annually on music nnd 
iti maDufacturea, writes Chittenden Turner in May Art and Decorator. 

The question whether our muaical stork is Inflated and must collapse before our 
own Beethovens and Wagners rise from the yielding humus will be answered more 
r- adily by Europe than by America. Onr catholicity In art, however, bus inspired 
aucb cordiality that foreigners are at present giving us every encourugemeot. 

America has virtually e«tabliabed ber title as Alma Mater of music. Not be¬ 
cause of the money spent here, nor the presence of celebrities, uor the importing 
habit, nor the snocessea and fallnrei of yarious enterprSes, will lur ahrlne be built; 
not solely because of prumotive organixstlons, private capital and Journalism, This 
country has an omnivorous palate for music which is inces'-aDtly whetted by a 
volatile amusement-lov'Dg disposition. 

Appetite plus a phenomenal, automatic fad-making machinery, which influences 
all bnsineas at well as art. hat proved a magnet and a dragnet for the brigbte-t 
musical nuggets of the old countries. Sheer demand will erect our temples o'.'l 
monuments to music, bei au.'e granaries are built by hungry mouths. Mat, rial.am, 
instead of blight in music, has ab tted it, made it more nece-tary than a ver. 
Despite its dampening effect on production it has widened the field for consumpt in 
immeasurably, since the strenuous life in America hag now found the peaceful 
errand of mu-ic to be an indispensable act of mercy. 

With fourteen established 6.vmpbuny orchestras, and others In the making, more 
than 300 smaller orchestral unita, exclusive of theaters and achoolt, and a federa¬ 
tion of 1,300 musical organlxationa with a total membership in excos of lOO.oOi. 
representing for the most part the development of a few recent years, we have 
evidences of rn activity unparalleled elsewhere in the field of music. Tbo we are 
aware that much of this advancement has been made possible thru foreign ia- 
flueuce, that all but one or two of the leading orchestras, for instance, are con¬ 
ducted by Europeans, ' at well as manned largely by them, the facts of patronage 
and appreciation are significant enough. The Cymrelgyddion Si>i'iety of L'tica may 
look as foreign as the Rhondda Cymric of Wales, but for all intents and purpo-ea 
it ia American. What if it was Paolo Gallico who won the $.'>,(,iU0 prize of the 
Nat.onal Federation of Musical Clubs with his •'.tpocalypHe”? Tlie Invisible four 
horsemen in the case were American, as is Paolo by naturalization. And we are 
not heedless of the recent conquests of Am riean compositions in Europe, where 
they are beard in virtually every music center. 

TTie Symphony Society of Sew York has given 105 concerts in the East, as far 
as Ohio, in its season of six months, while the New York Philharm jnic is said to 
have exceeded this number. More novelties from American p* ns have bi'en pre¬ 
sented thruout the coimtry during the last two seasons than from any other 
nationality, and a single conductor la known to have introduced elghtV works by 
Americans in half tbit period. —NEW YORK OLOGE.

rmXQ the season now drawing to a close something around 2.000 actors have 
bci-n engaged In the rariouH legitim.ite productions in the Xexv York theater. 
Of these about 10 per cent have been Jews. The ta-k of artistic direction 

has been In the hands of about twenty-five prefessimal stage directors, of whom 
less than one-third are Jews. The original American plays produced would run to 
something more than sixty, of wlih-h about 40 per cent were written by Jews. The 
plays eventually produced were brought onto the stages of theaters considerably more 
than half of which are either owned oi .’ontrolled by Jews. And when, after a 
New York run, iiie«e pi vs sought for book rg on the road, this i^as secured from 
organizations which were practically IhO per cent Jew, 

If we take these figures and make s diagraph of them, tae i-urve wouwl rcu 
thru actor, director, author, owner, national booking agent, beginning at 10 and 
rising toward ino per cent. Indicating a comparative neglect on the part of the 
Jew of the artl-tle In favor of the commercial factors of the theater. 

Question: Do these figures, admitting that they are approximately true, give 
* faithful i.i( ture of the contribution of the Jew to the New York theater? Answer: 

Tliey do not. 
Tlie American theater has during the last generation moved out of a state of 

personal management and control into a state of corporate management and control. 
In the pMcess of change from the old individual to the new corporate organization 
the Jew has bio n an tctlv^ agent. Indeed, he has practically dominated tha change 
and he dominates the corporate Institution created as a result. It Is now about a 
quarter of a century s nee the first historic struggle between the syndi ate and the 
Independents. Another vaster syndicate has now appeared and the battles have all 
been won by the imperial armies. The furthest str-tches of Gaul are now tributary 
to Rome. .XI.'I in the high seat of the coii'l'ii-ror sits the Jew. If the interest of the 
Jew In the .Xmerlcan theater had been limited to its reorganization and the subse¬ 
quent assumption > f control of its corporate factors, then the solution of the problem 
would be clearly indicated, however dltncult it might be to carry it out. It would 
be to drive from tlie theater the taxgatherers and the takers of toils and to turn 
the theater over to those who could treat It as a social institution and an artistic 

'**'*^°nu"t the sltuttlon is not so simple as this. As a matter of fact the Interest of 
the Jew in the theater is as widely scattered as is the interest of the population 
as a whole The ehanges in theatrical organization above referred to were followed 
bv a loosening and dcprofi-sslonallzing of the entire structure of the theater, -niis 
resulted-in op.ning doors to large numbers of new workers, a-tors, authors, artists, 
who had not b. fore found a place in the theater. It is to these workers that the 
new art of the theater is due. They have recreated the theater as an artistic and 
scH-ial agency. Among these workers Jews have taken an important place. 

Comparatively I* th to the total number of Jews and the total number of actors 
tho number of Jewish actors is small. .Xmong races the Jews came late Into 
histrionic art; there is no clas-ic tradition of drama among the Jews; act.ng to them 
is Pioneering, not the treading of paths marked for thousands of years. Moreover 
there still exists something of a prejudice against the Jewish actor unless he ■ 
comedian holding up the traits of his tribe to laughter. Nevertheless, among the 
10 per cent of Jews, more or less, on the Amerl -an stage, there are to be counted 
not onlv some of tho absolute leaders In the art of the theater as Judged by any 
standard- there are to be counted a large percentage of those self-forgetful artists 
wiio ‘surrender all to an elevated standard, and tln.se artists who In their race 

By 
and large it seems safe to say that the term ".lewi-h actor" connote, an ar 1st 
i nL--. d in his art as such, expert in Its practice, and ready to m.ake substantial 
sa. rTfices to u' penu'.tted to practice It according to his ideals.

T'SE doea not exemplify tbe art of actinf wo much at the lltnatratea the funda¬ 
mentals of all art. All art, obrlonnly, ia concerned with the expremlon of 
life. To this purpose the artlat la the first meant, and, after the artUt. the 

medium, color, words, eonnd, whatever It may be, that he work* In. Dune’* art 
lllnstrate* first of all the principle In art of tbe necessity of the artist’s own great¬ 
ness, hi* sensitivity and power In feeling. In Idea, In aonl. In tbe education and fine 
culture of all these. Her art lllu-^tratea the necessity for a fierce and subtle and 
exact connection between the artist’s meaning and hla expression of It. It Illus¬ 
trates the universal problem of rhythm In art, of line, emphasis, mood, all rhythm. 
It tllustratea supremely the nature of the poetic aa It applies not only to poetry bat 
to every art. And It tllustratea the nature of realism In general, especially of that 
best Italian realism which, as It ocenra most of all In •culptnre, la so capable of 
rendering by means of only actual or possible external details the Inmost Idea. 

And ao It la that yon cannot easily get from Dnse’a acting a pure acting de¬ 
light. She is not the actor’s actor, as Velasques Is tha painter’s painter, or Spenser 
tbe poet's poet. That Is to say you cannot delight In her performance as supreme 
craft, someth'ng that delights whether It Is deep or flitting, delights because cf the 
p<‘rfe<-tion of Us brush. It* tone. It* manner, because of Its competency, because <-1 
its happy aVpllcatlon of the art and the possibilities of pleasure In It by reason of 
Its sheer technical purity and perfection. Independent. *0 far a* that Is possible, 
of everything In life outside itself. And It Is difficult to take any academic delight 
in Duse's acting. Something in you withholds yon from saying what a beantiful 
gesture that was. what a tone, what a contrivance in that scene, what reading In 
this, what technical facility. All these things are good In themselves, of course; 
they too may be almost In themselves a kind of art. They are means of speaking, 
dialects for Ideas; and, after all, art la art, not life. Style, however, in tbe sense 
of an added elaboration and distinction of method, of something in Itself creative 
and separable, style in that separable aspect of technical felicity or skill or ta t, 
Du-c rarely has. Style In the sense of a medium which, like a glass over a labora¬ 
tory experiment, dLappeara before the matter which it Isolate* and exhibits, Duse Is 
never without. It is only slowly and almost unwillingly that Duse's art will allow 
you a stylistic or academic enjoyment. It will not allow that separation of the 
craft from the meaning; It will not yield Itself to the mere choice Judgments of a 
f-ophieticntlon In Jaste. Duse will not grant you that kind of appreciation. It 1* 
as if she would accept no love but the love for all herself and the cost that follows.

NEW CAPEK PLAY 
Frederick KUH, special correspondent at Prague of The New 

York Evening Post, writes that paper under date of May 20 us 
follows: 

Karl Capek la one of two brothers both of whom are dramatists, publicists and 
phtlosopher'j. The elder brother, Karl, has published two philosophical works, 
’•I’ngmatl-m, or The Philosophy of Practical Life", and "A Critique of Words". 
Tie ii'sures me that be is an ardent diiciple of William J.xmes and John Dewey. 

Dr. Capek knows that his weightier philosophic writings are not accessible to 
the average read’-r. In order to convey hi* appeal to a wide audience, therefore, he 
harnesses the theater to hia philosophic dro-.like. Uis life, be declares, is devoted 
to a atruggle against tltoae myriad hatreds which are puahing nobler human emotions 
Into the buj-kgruund. His plea is for patience, for tolerance. 

In a nightmare world which is the stage for incessant nationalist, religions and 
econiimlc conflicts, with each party to the controversy convinced that he alone Is 
right. It. Capek Is attempting to answer the question; "After all, who is right? 
You or those wh.ira you consider wrong?" His reply is: "Both—and neither!" 

Truth, he a-serts. is obviously a relative conception. We must be skeptics In 
all thing—skeptics, and yet Idealists. Our skepticism should not lead us into 
morbid ■reail-m, to synictsm or to mere negation. Capek’s mission le to reconcile 
sk’pticism and Idealism. He surveys us from the philosophic observatory and sees 
us as small, incomplete creatures, not created In the image of God, and yet de¬ 
serving of re-pect and affection. He condemns no man, since be believes that each 
of i:t ia right according to bis own lights, even tbo those lights are freqnently 
lacking in candle power. 

Tills is Dr. Capek’s philosophy, as he himself described It to me, and It is 
these thoughts which be is trying to embody In bis dramas. He has expressed this 
con’i'ption most pregnantly in his play, "Tlie Robber”, in which a host of people, each 
individual representing a different type, are arrayed opposite and against one another. 
In his moral principles each of these characters is separated from the other by a 
vast abyss. And still each In his own manner la right. The same prinelple is 
ecluied In "R. L'. R.”, in which, as Capek says, every character has something un¬ 
sympathetic ab<'Ut his personality, tho In the final reckoning each Is human, noble. 

In "The World We IJve In’* the dramatist expresses the same Idea, tho In 
negative form: here a butterfly's wooing, an Insect’s greed, or the uniform, mechan* 
Izi'd life of the ant, all appear ludicrous, but, nevertheless, admirable and lovable. 

Capek tells me that he builds bis little Intellectual fires before the shrine of 
bis fellow doubter, Anatole France, altho he does not concur In all of M. France’s 
motley skepticism*. He finds Anatole France’s epicurean repose incompatible with 
bis active driving power. 

Cap’ k Is a prof mnd student of stage craft and serves as regisieur himself. His 
Idol in liferstnre i» Walt Whitman, and among the living writers he offers his 
sineerest homage to Wells and ChiHterton.

CRAFIEBS WITH CHRISTY SHOWS WORK 
BOLDLY 

Conceaiion Ken Pull Raw Stuff and Pickpocketa 
Operate 

One man lost $30 when he had hl« pocketa 
picked by a professional in the side-show of 
Christy Bros.* Circus here yesterday afternoon. 
Elmer Browning, an insurance agent, reported 
the loss of that sum to the police. 

Concession men with the show worked tbelr 
petty grafts boldly at last night's perfonnasce, 
and the management of the show also got 
into the game of plundering the public when 
they raised the price of reserved seats at the 
night performance to 00 cents instead of the 
regular 2!i cents charged at the afternoon 
show. With the admission price fixed at 75 
cents this made attendance at the performances 
cost as much as fur RingUng Bros. Thu show, 
while about as good as any circus we can 
expect to visit Duquoin nowadays, was worth 
about 50 cents. 

Such tactics ui>on the part of a cirrus man¬ 
agement these days spells disaster, for word 
of grafting and gouging soon gets ahead of 
the circus and ruins its business.

miiuntging and Hhowed them the fertile fleldf. 

“When the carnival bill was read In the 
Judiciary Committee tbia bill was reported un¬ 
favorably, but the oppoaltlun, out being coutent 
with tbia, immediately had the bill reported out 
of the Committee of the Senate, without giv¬ 
ing the showmen or their repreaentatlvea an 
opportunity to be beard, and tbia bill waa 
flually pass<Hl by the Senate, and referred back 
to the Uouse of Kepreaentatlves. Instead of 
referring this bill back to tbe Judiciary Com¬ 
mittee, where it belonged. It waa referred to 
a Committee on Municipalities. It was also 
learned Uiat an attempt was made to take 
snap Judgment and bava this bill reported out 
Of tbe Committee without giving due notice 
to all members of this Committee to b« present 
at a bearing. This waa blocked by the honor¬ 
able and legitimate Bepresentatives of the State 
of lIliouiK, who believe in fair play for all. 

“Tbe Showmen'! Legislative Committee, In 
tba abort time it baa been in cxtatence, has 
accomplished wonders for tbe outdoor aboarmen. 
In tbe month of February, it waa brought 
to ths attention of tbo le^timate showmen that 
a bill waa pending In Minnesota prohibiting 
carnivals, and they Immediately perfected an 
organization for tbe purpose of preventing tbe 
passage of this bill and to protect their own 
interests. Tbe bill in Minnesota bad a number 
of sponsors. Including some well-kiiown re¬ 
form and women's organizations. At tbe time 
this Committee was organised it received 
w-oiidertul press notices in Tbe Billboard, tbe 
otbcial organ of the outdoor show-men, com¬ 
mending the outdoor showmen on tbe action 
they bad taken, stating tbe objects and pur¬ 
poses of this clean-up campaign. When this 
Committee and the representative abonTnen ap- 
liesred before tbe legislators of Minnesota, and 
czplalned tbe objects and purposes of the or¬ 
ganization, and showed them tbe articles in 
The Billboard commenting upon tbe action of 
tlie legitimate showmen, tbe ilenators and Bep- 
•esentatives of Minnesota were willing to give 
the showmen an opportunity to demonstrate 
that they wanted to clean their own bouse, 
and refused to pass tbe bill as originally In¬ 
troduced, but passed one which was approved 
by the Committee, tbe showmen of Minnesota 
and tbe fair secretaries of that State. 

“Tbe battle was then transferred to Michigan, 
where a bill was pending prohibiting carni¬ 
vals, and thru tbe earnest co-operative efforts 
of tbe showmen and tbe fair aecretarlea, and 
this organization, this bill was likewise not 
pasted, but a substitute bill, agreeable to tbe 
showmen and fair secretaries, was passed. 

“In Wisconsin another bill was pending ask¬ 
ing a prohibitive license on all carniTsls, which 
would eveDtually bar them from that State. 
Thru tbe efforts of tbe Wisconsin show people 
and tbe merchants of that state this bill was 
not passed, but a substitute bill which was 
acceptable to the sbowmen, this Committee 
and tbe fair secretaries was passed Instead. 

“In New York certain ordinances were to 
be presented to tbe Board of Alderman, plac¬ 
ing an ezorbitant fee upon all carnivals. The 
Committee immediately sought conferences with 
tbe I'rcsident of the Board of Alderman, but 
was UDsuccessful. We then seut letters to tbe 
various olfirlals stating the objects and pur¬ 
poses of this organization: what some of tbe 
showmen had done In the recent world war, 
and how tbe showmen bad contributed to every 
organization seeking aid for tbe soldlert, and 
had themselves raised large sums in beneflta, 
etc., for the soldiers. And, finsll.v, thru tbe 
efforts of this orgsulzation, this ordinance was 
never presente.!. 

“In Pennsylvania another bill was presented, 
but thru tbe efforts of tbe showmen, the fair 
secretaries and others beaded by 51r. Seldom- 
ridge and this organisation this bill was re- 
p<'rted unfavorably by tbe Committee and finally 
died. 

“The Committee feels that It has done Its 
duty; that it bas won its light in every respect. 
Now It Is up to tbe legitimate showmen to do 
theirs There are certain carnivals still show¬ 
ing which are a disgrace to the business. They 
have only one thought, and that is ‘We pass 
here but once, let us get wbat we can because 
we never come back again, and we care not 
for tbe fellows who follow ns.' 

“With all the pleading! and entreaties 
offered, and with all the criticisms which 
lisve been heaped upon the caralval business 
In genersl, and after reading tne wonderful 
articles which have appeared In The Country 
tlcntlemen of June 2, with reference to the 
carnival business, it seems a pity that all the 
carnival men cannot realize the seriousness sf 
the situation—that they are on probation with 
the eyes of the world upon them—that they 
have got to make good or stand the condem¬ 
nation of tbe entire public. 

‘It is now up to the legitimate outdoor show¬ 
men to carry uo the fight to a successful de¬ 
termination. It is not sufficient to give clean 
shows themselves, but any showman who will 
tolerate, sanction or condone another carnival 
man In giving indecent shows or unfair games 
Is not fit to be called a showman. 

‘Terfsln magazines and pamphlets have 
seen fit to condemn carnirar companies with¬ 
out drawing any distinction. One went so 
far as to say that the average carnival com¬ 
pany is like a serpent crawling across the 
country leaving In Its wake a slimy trail of 
robbery in all It* variations. Too many work 
their games from crooked games to sneak- 
thieving tbe house during the parade and boot¬ 
legging. Most of the women are prostitutes, 
and griftem swarm, the short-change artist is 
supreme, their shows and games and general 
aetlvltles are limited only by what the traffic 
will stand One magiiaine calls the carnival 
companies the sewer of the show world. The 
showmen themselves have allowed these arti¬ 
cle* to he puhllslnal without any protest and 
to go unehallenged. If they tolerate such nc- 
eiisations, how can they ezpect the public to 
believe but that these articles sre true? How 
ran they demonstrate to the world that the 
great majority of rarnivals are composed of 
honorable, legitimate, and respectable ladles 
and gentlemen, and that the owners of these 
Institutions are business men, and have In¬ 
vested their life's earnings in a legitimate 
enterprise? 

"These aoensatlons must he refuted, and the 
only way to refute them Is by the legitimate 
showmen comiiellliig all to give elean. moral, 
wholesome amusements or get out of business. 
The sooner they force the niideslrahles to see 
the light of day and give elean. moral shews, 
or drive them out of business, the sooner thi'y
