VAUDEVILLE IN REVIEW 
Formal announcement of the acquisition of the New York Hippodrome 

by the B. F". Keith interests occasioned little surprise in vaudeville circles. 
More than a month oko The Billbtj.ird called the attention of its readers 

to the fact tliat E. F. Albce and tlie United States Realty and Improvement 
Corporation, owner of tlie biff playhttuse, had nearly completed negotiations 
ftrr the leaslnB of the Hipp. to intt‘rests represented by the former. Announce¬ 
ment of tlie consummation of the deal w:ts m.ade thru the daily press on 
Tlmrsday of last week, followinp the is.suance of a charter of incorporation 
to tiie B. F. Keith lliitrtodrome Company. The new corporation is capitalized 
at $r)0,000 and has as its ofllcers the Keith trinity, R. F. Albee, .T. J. Murdock 
and E. (J. I.,auder, Jr. Mr. Alhee’s first job in reconditloninp: the house will 
bo to devise a w‘ay of coaxinK I^ady Luck back into the box-otfice, from which 
she took flight a couple of seasons ago. 

In the current issue of How To Make Money, a monthly magazine devoted 
to disclosing the secrets of success in all lines of endeavor, George Elwyn, a 
xylophonist, tells how vaudeville brought him 1,000 per cent on his invest¬ 
ment. He neglects, however, to state how much of the 1.000 per cent his 
agent or the booking office got. Elwyn's article is entitled “Vaudeville! Get¬ 
ting Into It and Getting the Most Out of It”. From what we can learn many 
artistes feel that the surest way to get the most out of vaudeville is to get 
out of it altogether. 

Several of the acts of the standard "dumb” variety, we are informed, haze 
been instructed by their agents that they will not only have to revise their ina~ 
tcrial, hut get neie names, if they leould enter thcmsdz'cs as candidates for 
routes for the neze season. This sfelfs an end to the hofes of many turns of 
this hind of getting out of the opening and closing rut insofar as vaudeville 
in this country gnes. 

Over In Engl;tnd a valiant effort Is being put forth to restore variety to 
the piisition it held jvrior to the post-war slump. Albert Voyce, chairman of 
tlie Variety Artistes’ Federation, in a recent Issue of The Performer, the 
oltlcial organ of tliat organization, offers a remedy based upon the sound 
advice of men wh > liave kept tlieir finger on the pulse of the indu.«try since 
it first showed signs of Jiiling. 

Variety can only be saved from .a complete failure by the whole-hearted 
co-operation of all those who owe their livelihood to this form of amusement, 
declares Mr. Voyce. The artiste, in his opinion, can help immeasurably by 
being discriminating in the kind of material he incorporates in his act. Talent 
alone is not enough, opines the V. .\. F. executive. What is needed is material 
that will make this talent manifest—material that will help to lessen the in¬ 
fluence exerted by comiietitive forms of entertainment. Quoting one authority 
on this score, Mr. Voyce says: 

"New comedians and comediennes are badly needed, in view of the 
heavy competition with picture theaters and other forms of entertainment. 
Seventy-five per cent of the drawing attractions are singing and talking turns. 
There are plenty of capable artistes today who, if they had material, would 
soon reach the top of the tree.” 

Much of the same opinion is voiced by Sir Harry Lauder, who is quoted 
as recently saying: "If an artiste cea.ses to be fresh and becomes stale he 
cannot expect anything but staleness from his audiences. Good comes from 
good and bad from bad. Audiences today must be shown that the real artiste 
is a man who thinks, a man who studies and produces, and a man who doe.s 
all this for the love of his art.” 

Another factor that plays an important part in shaping the course run 
by variety is the attitude of the actor toward his art, says Mr. Voyce. If he 
is contented and unambitious, his attitude will react not only against him- 
.self, hut liis profession as a whole. Furthermore, the actor who is in the game 
only for the money end of it is an unhealthy influence and reacts against the 
jirofession. 

Of thi.s Sir Harry Lauder also has something to say, to wit: 
"The artiste who works merely.for Saturday night is tiring. He gets 

tired himself and makes the audience tired looking on. Variety has gone 
thru a jirocess of grading downwards instead of leveling up, as should have 
Ix en the c.i.se. As a result the public taste has also been graded downwards; 
but today something different is needed. No artiste can be an artistic suc¬ 
cess if he is going on with tlie sole idea that he is there merely for money.” 

As regards the part the managers must take in strengthening variety in 
England, they are exhorted to watch their pn>grams. The jiolicy of butcher¬ 
ing acts simply to make a star hajipy should be discouraged, declares the 
writer. For some time now music halls have heen giving the public bits of 
things and nothing in jiarticular, says Mr. Voyce. and if the managers would 
see variety restored into its own they must see to it that in the future every 
item on tlie program is something in iiariicular. 

Agents are advised hy Mr. Voyce to be straightforward in all their deal¬ 
ings. ‘ if an act is weak in jiarts," he say.sf "point out those weaknesses, par¬ 
ticularly if the act is worthy of imi>rovement, but tlon't buoy up an act with 
false hopes. Never encourage artistes to wait on your doorstep any longer 
than neees.sary. . . . Don’t make promises that you cannot fulfill. Flncourage 
those acts who deserve it, be candid with those who don't. Be businesslike, 
but never arnmant. . . . Always speak well of variety. Remember, you are 
a part of the business and help to push variety along.”

New York, July 21 —That the f.ictional dif¬ 
ferences between the creanized musicians of 
Creatcr New York, which two years aco led 

to the ontlawinc of the Musical Mutual Pro¬ 
tective T’nion and the charterinu of a new 
union. Local 8o2, promise to break forth nyain 
was revealed this week when it liecnme known 
tliat the .M. M. P. U. will disrec.ard the reqtiext 
for a wace increase submitted by L'cal ,‘>02 to 
the 1‘roducinj; Manacers' .Association and will 
formulate its own wace demands. 

This wage increase is to take ellert Li'ior 
Day, and, nnless the manacers a< cede to tho 

terms thereof, grantinc all the demands of the 

M. M. P. U., a general walkout in all proh- 
ahility will take plaee, it was declared. 

.\t a meeting of the .Musical .Mutual Pro¬ 
tective Fnion, held Tuesday night. Presld'nt 
Tony Mulicri apixiintcd a rommitte,- of five to 

d aw up a list of demands and present it to the 
I'roducing SlanaBors' Association. These de¬ 
mands win lie bused on the wage scale now 
prevalent in Chicaco^ which la from twenty-five 
to fifty per cent in excess of that paid New 
York musicians. 

The attitude taken by the Nf. M. P. tJ. is 

one of accressive independence, and the opinion 
voiced by Mullerl was that it Is merely a 
matter of a month or two before Local S02 
would be driven out of existence. He stated 
that that local was now on its last legs, and 

that the M. M. P. U., growing mightier every 

day, will -be the controlling factor in this 
city. That the American Federation of Musl- 
eianx will In a short time ofiiclally recoenize the 
M. M. P. r.. Mulieri felt certain. 

Only rec-ently Judge Ito-alsky granted an in¬ 
junction relieving musicians who are m«‘mbers 

of both the M. M. P. U. and I>>cal .*>02 from 
paying any further dues to tlie latter body. 

The situation that exists is a peculiar one. 
AVhen the M. M. P. T'. wax outlawed and Local 
So2 was formed musicians of the former or¬ 
ganization, in order to work, were obliged to 

join Lixal ,‘:02. tho they retained their memb«‘r- 
ship in the M. M. P. U. 

I'p until the granting of this injunction 
musicians were b<*eomlng disheartened, Mulieri 
said, as they were paying dues in two org.in- 
Izations. Now they have lieen given renewed 

rigor, and ail are emphatic in their stand not 
to pay another cent to Local M)2. 

Of the resolutions which were proposed at 
the meeting Tuesday night, the one dealing 

with an assessment of one dollar a month to 
provide a defense fund was the most im¬ 
portant. The need of such a fund in the event 
of a strike this fall was emphasized very 
strongly by Mulieri and other oflicials. 

‘‘To put thru the new wage scale and gain 
the power in New York which the (wganization 
is seeking we must make some provision for 

a defense fund." Mulieri stated. ‘‘That's the 
way Chicago got its present wage scale and 
that's the way wo have got to get it.” 

The adoption of this resolution was not 
rcadil.v favored hy the majority of the mem¬ 

bers present, and several protests were voiced 
in opi>osition to its passage. Tlie financial 
st.at'is of the M. M. 1’. F. w.is questioned hy 
some. No substantial supjiort of the resolu¬ 

tion was gained and further di-'us-ion of it 
was adjourned until the next niecting, Tues¬ 
day pvining. July 24.

E. C. Mills Analyzes Broadcasting Situation as 
It Concerns Music Publishers 

New York. July 23.—The “test case” brought 
li.v tlie American Society of ('omi>osers. Authors 
and I’ublisliers against L. Haraherger and I’om- 
pany, of Newark, on the ground tliat the lat¬ 
ter in liroadeasting works of members of the 
society witliout permission has violated the 
ei'pvright laws will be heard on Monday next 
before I’nited Slates District Court Justiie 

L> ticb. 
The society is seeking to restrain the radio 

interests frem liroadeast ing the worka of i-opv- 
right proprietors for the puriioses of profit 

iiiiIesH It is iiaiil a royally for the use thereof. 
E. r. Mills, exeeiitire secretary of the Mu¬ 

sic riihllshers’ I’roteetlve .\ssoeiatinn, wliieh Is 
aiding tlie eomjMisi.rs’ soeiet.v in Its tight. In 

analyzing the situation says: 
"For some time a battle has seemed on the 

point of preelpitatlon la-tween the hroadrasting 
people and the ropyright owners heeaiise of 
the former’s refusal to pay for the use of 

lop.vrizhted music wliieh they broadcast over 
the radio. 

"Tlie S. r. r. now demands that 
broadcasting stations sliall not violate the 
law- i.f eopyriglif giving protection to the 
W'-rka of copyright tiropriefors. 

".Maintaining tliat ilie>e demands are lawful, 
that ti.ey are fair, right and Just, the copyright 
loopr:* tors in question are prepared to submit 
tl '-ir rights to the adjudication of the courts

reet revenue’ from the op*-ratinn of hroaileast- 
ing. hut that, on the contrary. It Is rendering 
a public service, without fee or charge, wh> n 
It broacasts. 

"The siK-lety, in defending this argument, 
states that when a hroadeastlng station is op¬ 

erated by a department store, by an eleetrioal 
coneern or other enterprise, they ointhIc f'>r 
purposes or profit, eoneeallng the true purpose 
under the cloak of ’uilvertlslng’, ’exin'nse’ or 
something of tli.-it sort, bei-aiise If broadcasting 
were not done for tlie ultimate piiriaisi' of 

profit, then It would not he done. 
"The society n*s|H*eifully asks. If th<n the 

purpose Is profit, why should not all elements 
that enntrlliiite to that purpose Ih* conipi'nsated, 

espeeially when it Is true that the element In 
question contributes to the popiilarlt.v of liroail 
casting stations and encourages sales of radio 

apparatua and the like? 
•'If the hroadeastlng stations really ’make’ 

the music they broadcast and create a demand 
for that music, which they rialm. why do tiny 
demand to use the restricted music and refuse 
to compensate the eomiMisers and authors? There 
Is miieh more music avallahle for iinre-frieli-d 

use than is restricted, but If tlie latter niu'ic 
he i-ssential to the suieessfiil o|*erallon of the 
station, then there ia all the most reason wliv 

It should Ik* paid for.

• night to like it—in French—and how far to the size of the French 
colony amongst us. If every country gets the government it de¬ 
serves, one would expect it also to get, in time, the sort of play It 
likes. Judging the audience from its representatives in the stalls, one 
would feel fairly certain that the French that was being talked w-as 
not the French of Englishmen. And we certainly do not get this 
sort of play. Tet the whole audience was obviously not French, and 
—In French—both “Le Veilleur de Nuit” and ”Nono” were Im¬ 
mensely popular. 

In both plays—and, indeed. In everv'thing Sacha Guitry writes— 
the sanie merits and the same faults are to be found. "Nono'* he 
wrote in 1903, when he was eighteen years old. and "Le Veilleur de 
Nuif’ In 1920. There is very little advance with increasing age and 
no deterioration. Each play Is light, easy, natural, amusing. “Le 
Veilleur de Nuit” Is. if possible, still slighter in plot than "Nono”, and 
its situations are brought about still more economically. Rut the 
philosophy of both plays is the .same, and so is the .stage technique. 

The well-made play, as we are used to it, is certainly very dif¬ 
ferent from this thing; its aim is to work up to three or four "big 
moments”: if there are surprises they must be only such as heighten 
the dramatic situation; words, as almost always in the modern 
English theater, are considered as necessary evils; the "big mo¬ 
ments” are the thing. 

Sacha Guitry also exploits the well-made play, but to turn It 
inside out. It is curious, especially when one remembers that he is 
not only an actor, but the son of an actor, to find what importance 
he gives to the words of his plays. He will work quite hard for a 
given situation, and then destroy it with a word. Of course, his 
method is to destroy all his situations, but it is satisfactory to find 
anyone trusting the coup de grace to anything supposedly so un- 
dramatic as mere speech. And that brings us to his second pecu¬ 
liarity—his love of a "situation" only as somet’nlng to be killed. 
That Is the foundation of almost all his best jokes, .and, indeed, of 
his whole conception of a play. Of course, the art of pricking bub¬ 
bles is m>t a new one; he is not Indeed an originator in any possible 
sense; but he can prick them with more apparent unconcern, more 
naturally and untheatrically than almost any other man. That is 
where his skill lies, and that is why he loves to start off with a 
commonplace situation all ready for the pricking 

And, of course, the acting helps enormously . The plays have 
been written to be acted just so. Sacha Guitry himself is always 
Sacha Guitry himself; Yvonne Printemps is always a young and 
entirely self-centered little creature, who means to get all the fun 
out of life she can. and is no better than she should bo. The only 
actor in the company xvith any claims to greatness Is Lucien Guitry. 
When he i.s on the stage the contrast between real acting ,and de¬ 
lightful “playing about” is something almost too strong. He is as 
real and as solid as stone. But the others all fit in extraordinarily 
well, and the whole production is admirably neat and pointed. To 
some extent they are helped, as all French players are helped, by the 
fact that gestures—especially gestures with the hands—can he used 
so much more naturally than they could by English actors. If 
English actors wish to be really natural they are forced almost to 
be inexpressive. But in England we have actors as good as Sacha 
Guitry and most of the others of his company, tho we have not their 
tradition of acting. We have no one to compare with Lucien Guitry, 
and. In her way, we have nothing so delightful as Yvonne Printemps. 
Young English actresses, for one reason or another, seem always 
anxious to show one that whatever part they may be playing they 
are really ladies. Y'vonne Printemps is most deliciously and whole¬ 
heartedly common. Her gurgle of ridiculous, almost inane, laughter; 
her vulgar gestures, her knowing little smartnesses and honest be¬ 
lief that the only thing in the world is to have a good time are ad¬ 
mirable. She is completely canaille and as charming as a monkey.

Harding Upholds Employees’ Rights 
The Administration will support workers In their efforts to or¬ 

ganize, according to a speech some days ago by President Hard¬ 
ing. Tlie President upheld the right of employees to bargain 

collectively with their employers, saying: 
"We know now that the advances which were thus effected in 

the direction of social justice and economic equality will not be re¬ 
linquished without determined opposition. There were those who, re¬ 
garding the injustices of the old order as inevitable, mistakenly 
assumed that by a simple process which they called the ’deflation 
of labor’ the old relationships would presently be restored. They 
insisted that 'wages must come down’; some of them went so far as 
to sound the slogan that ‘organized labor must be crushed.’ These 
have forgotten the lesson in organization, in co-operation. In com¬ 
munity of sacrifice, by which civilization had been able to rescue 
Itself. They had forgotten that the right of organization and of co¬ 
operative dealings is not any longer the special prerogative of man¬ 
agement and of capitaL The right of men, and brains, and skill, and 
brawn, to organize, to bargain thru organizations, to select their 
own leaders and spokesmen, is not a whit less absolute than is the 
right of management and of capital to form and work thru those 
great concentrations of interests which we call corporations. 

‘’L.abor, indeed, is fast becoming one of the great builders of 
capital. Whether it concentrates its savings by depositing them in 
its own banks, of which the number is rapidly Increasing, or pools 
them with the gener.al savings of society by making its deposits in 
other banks, the result is the same. Liibor is more and more coming 
to be the financier and backer of its own employment. We shall not 
go back to the time when considerable elements in the community 
were wont to assume that a sharp line of demarcation should be 
drawn between labor and capital. Labor is becoming more and 
more a capitalist on its own account and capit.al is more and 
more discovering that it must work, must contribute, must give us, 
thru some superiority of method and management, a justification 
for its existence as a sort of separate estate. Those to whom the 
management and Investment of capital are entrusted must recognize, 
as I know most of them already do, that the right of organiza¬ 
tion, and the title to those special efilclencies which come to organi¬ 
zation, is not the exclusive prerogative of capital, but is equally that 
of labor,” —EQUITY.

descrlliet the practice as ’’ugly”, and goes on 
to state; ”It is idle to suggest that the prac¬ 
tice lends enchantment to the view, because It 
Diost emphatically does nothing of the sort. In 

some instances the effect la distinctly Inartls-tic, 
to say the least of It. . . . In any event, 

thli no tighta business la being very much over¬ 

done. It la not clever, my masters. It is not 
funny, and, above all. It la not piYtty.” Wo

The revised Key to the "Sounds'* of English used in discussions rf the 

sitoken word is the result of c-onsiderable study. It shows un eudeaiyr to 
convert ordinary printer’s type into a scheme of plionetic spelling that will 

b«* simple and practicable and, to some extent, consistent with it<elf. The re¬ 
vised Key is necessarily the result of gradual experiment tliat Las shown the 
advantages of certain symbols and the disadvantage of others. To stret-h tlie 
ordinary alphabet and piece it out so that it will cover all the sounds of English 
has required so many compromises and strange Inventions that we have con¬ 
stantly flinohed at the thought of committing ourselves to a set code. But 
necessity has urged us on until we have finally adopted a set of symbols that 
promises to be fairly permanent. It is awkward in some ways, but on the whole 
it hangs together with some consistency. It aims, as all phonetic symbols 
should, to have one sign for each sound; and where combinations of letters liave 
been found necessary to represent single sounds the combinations are those that 
are generally understood by English readers. 

Some of our well-established symbols remain the same. For instance, (1) 
is sliort-l, (e) is short-e and (u) is obscure-e. 

It would be easy to point out the defects of our patched-up system, but it 
has certain merits. Wliile tlie use of the dots (;) and (.), borrowed from the 
International Phonetic Alphabet, are not entirely consistent, they are pretty 
nearly ro. It should be kept in mind that two dots (;) always mean that tho 
preceding vowel is “long”, and that one dot (.)—call it “one dot” and not a 
••p<Tiod"—represents half-long duration. The use of -u in representing the three 
"mixed" vowels has some Justification. With (u)) as the symliol of obseure-e 
we have a convenient symbol for this recurring sound In pronunciation. Tliis 
sound is closely related to (u:) the vowel sound in “bird" (bu:d). Our notation 
of (u;) succeeds in eliminating a printed "r", which is a source of much mis¬ 
understanding, both as to what it stands for and also regarding what kind of a 
sound we have sounded when we "think” we have pronounced it. Cur “Key" 
gives us a sign of (r) only when that consonant sliould be sounded. 

If we appear to represent the diphthongs somewhat laboriously, the labor 
Is necessary to insure a perfect understanding of Eiigli-h sounds. Many speakers 
are surprised to learn that "i" is a diphthong and that “o" is a diphtliong 
terminating in an oo-sound. It is ne<-essary to make these detailed repre-enta- 
tlons of sound. While "o” in English is almost always a diphthong, there are 
time* when the first element alone is used in pronunciation, as in the word 
"obey'* (o-”bei), which is a more compact pronunciatw-n tiun (o.oo-”bei). 

It is important to study the explanations of the Key. What appears con¬ 
fusing at first glance becomes intelligible when the meaning of the symbols i« 
understood. This page of The Billboard should be kept for reference, for by 
means of an accepted table of signs we will be able to Illustrate some of the 
finer distinctions in pronunciatkm. We are even giving our new Key a “tryout” 
in this ls.«ue by attempting- a phonetic transcription of one of Lionel .Atwill's 
speeches in *‘Deburau’’. Look this speech over and see if you can follow the 
transcription. 

We have chosen (x) for a special purpose. In the ordinary bookkeeping 
of life an "x” often stands for a "bad mark" or for an unknown quantity. In 
our Key it stands for both a bad mark and an unknown quantity. When (s) 
follows a vowel symbol, or the sign of (r), it means th:it the speaker has 
sounded the vowel, or (r), with a *‘tongue invertion” or a “ourled-baek" tongue. 
This is often called an *‘lnTerted r-sound", or a "curled-back -r”. because the 
Invertion usually takes place where there is an "ar”, "cr" or some^ other "r" 
spelling. This ourled-baok tongue manipulation is especially identified with 
Middle-Western dialect. It often comes as the terminal r-sound in words end ng 
in "er", “water". This word in standard pronunciation is (■'waw:-tu), with 
no r-sound in it. 

The tongue-curlers say ("waw.-tux). They curl the tongue hack on (u) and 
make a grating sound which they call an r-sound, but it is not un r-sound. It 
is a vowel sound Interfered with by a tongue that wants to do a back-somersault. 
And so (x) is a nice little "bad mark" for future use. It is also a sign of an 
unknown quantity, for it is unknown to the tongue-curlers what sound they are 
making. 

This page shoulfl be studied and saved for reference. The new Key means 
economy of time and space in the long run. and a better understanding of 
Spoken English as a separate subject from Written English and conventional 
spelling.

•‘Musicians have never agreed as to the 
meaning of the word ’andantlno’, some saying 
it means faster than andante, others claiming 
It means slower," writes 0. A. P.-terson. 

He continues: "There Is not the silght-st 
excuse for any such controversy. It Is v'-ry 

much like arguing as to whether the earth is 

round or fiat. 
"The word andantlno is a dimin' tive of the 

word andante, meaning smaller or le-s of thn 
same. Andante means slow; andantlno means 

less slow. No question about that at all. But 

what do the composers Intend It should mean? 

That Is the only thing in doubt. 
‘‘We have to interpret the word according to 

the composer’s idea—right or wrong. If the 
composer does not know the meaning of the 

word. We are unable to correct him. The 
chances are he Is not willing to be corrected, 
so we must sustain him in bis Ignorame and 
play the music as he Intended it tc he played. 
Every composer has a right to say how hla 
music Is to he played, even tbo he may use 
the wrong term to express his meaning. We 

know exactly what andantlno means, but we 
do not always know what the comi'oser in¬ 
tend' d it should mean.

"Some who played under his baton tell me 
that he took It In two slow beats to the 
measure, slower than andante, iierhaps 72 or 
74 to the minute; and yet he marked It an- 
ilantino. It should have been marked larghefto. 
or at least andante—but h- marked It andan- 
tino. This seems to Indicate that he did not 

know the meaning of the word. 
■'So what are we going to do 8f>out It? We 

know exactly the meaning of the w.ird—have 
alwaya known It—hut If the composer gives it 

an opposite meaning we must fall in line and 

interpret it accordingly. 
‘‘However, the majority of the composers 

find aU real mnsiclana know the meaning of 

the word. 
"The controversy Is not as to Us m- aning, 

hut as to what the ignorant composer thought 

was Its meaning. 
’’.\ndantino means less slow than andante

producing companies not to let the left 
hand know wlmt the right hand is do¬ 
ing. They make two different kinds 
of pictures: bigger ami better features ■ 
and little and worse pictures. The 
bigger and better ones are advertised , 
and exploited to the limit; much 
money is spent upon them just to 
make them look expensive, and no ex¬ 
pense is spared to make them as at¬ 
tractive as possible. But with the 
liitler and worse Him*—th* "program” 
pictures—the type of features that are 
80 much in demand by the thousands 
of little picture houses thruout the 
country, there is apparent very little 

effort to improve them. 
There are several things the matter 

«,ib these i>rograni pictures, but the 
most important of Umse is tbe poor 
quality of the stories filmed. The 
majority of the program pictures have 
no story worthy of the name, there 
seem to be three or four stock plots 

that are interminably repeated In these 
films, with no noveL fresh treatment, 
no sign of any desire to do more than 
use up enough film to make a picture. 

The motion picture Industry has GOT 
to improve the cheaper pictures. As 
long as the program pictures are 
Blighted in production there will be 
Bomething "wrong with the mo\ies''. 
The exhibitors who use these pictures 

deserve attention. 

HURRIED SCENARIOS

IT STRIKES ME- 
IT IS about time that the film people leave off referring to the mo¬ 

tion picture industry as an “infant industry”. The picture busi¬ 
ness has outgrown its knee breeches and is big .enough and ma¬ 

ture enough to leave off asking for consideration because of its al¬ 
leged infancy. 

The automobile manufacturers are never heard pleading for 
sympathy on the ground that their industry is a young one, and yet 
the automobile business is no more juvenile than the motion picture 
indu>try. The movie people should leave off apologizing and dis- 
canl their swaddling clothes. 

The incomparable adaptability of the Americans, the swiftness 
and surcncss w*.th which a new industrial field is opened up in this 
country, cancels any appeal for consideration on account of the 
youthfulncss of the picture business. Money buys ability, and the 
motion pictures have had millions of dollars to use in improvement. 
Despite the fact that the technique of the silent drama is in a large 
measure different from any other art, the motic^i picj:ures have had 
the immeasurable value of ccnlurics of stagecraft to call upon for 
assi.stance. 

The motion picture in lu.->try C.VX stand upon its merits. There 
have been produced, and are being produced, motion pictures that 
arc comparable with the best things the speaking stage has ever 
seen. There is no need—and no excuse—for apologies.

It’s up 
to tlie producer to jirovide fur this. Tlicre are plenty of publicity bureaus 
which c.-in lake can* of the press work for small producers, and the State- 
riglit buyers should denuuMl this co-operation from the producers. Wliy 
should a liaudfiil of produeers get all tin* space? 

There is a growing feeling among exhibitors, producers and distributors 
that the only solution of the rental question lies in the percentage system. 
With the exhibitor demanding that rentals be lowered and the producer de¬ 
claring that he must have higher rentals if he is going to produce better pic¬ 
tures, the v. hide situatipn Is a mess. On the face of it the percentage s.vstem 
looks like the only way out. 

But the trouble is that exhibitors bid against each other for pictures, and 
that the exhibitors and the distributors are widely at variance upon the shar¬ 
ing terms. If exhibitors, under the percentage system, continue to bid up one 
another, the situation will not be Improved one particle. 

Tlie average sharing terms for legitimate attractions on the road are 
75 per c'ent for the show and ?5 per cent for the house. In the big cities, 
like Xew York, Chicago and Boston, the terms average about 50-50. The dis¬ 
tributors feel that they are entitled to nearly as great a share as legitimate 
sdiows get. but the exhibitors feel that they ought to get the big end of the 

I'eceJpts. I 
If the percentage idea continues to dcvcloji it will not be a difficult thing 

for the exhibitors, the distributors and the producers to get together and work 
out a fair division. But when it comes to the exhibitors getting together 
among themselves and evolving a plan whereby each will be satisfied with 
the features apportioned among them it is something else again. Yet. unless 
some unforeseen solution arises, this ivill have to come. And with it will h.ave 
to come a co-operative distribution system w'hich will elimin.ate the terrific 
cost of selling pictures—which the exhibitor has to pa-

this exhibitor wanted ’way up in the 

sky. In order to make a big flash at 

the uiiening. tliis exhibitor paid a big 
price for a certain feature, altho he 
knew it would lose money for hinj. He 
found, when he soon after tried to buy 
another big jiieture. that the dis¬ 
tributor demanded almost throe times 
as much as b.is opening bill cost. 

The net result of this shortsighted 

policy on the part of the exchanges is 

that this exhibitor has canceled plans 

to build two more big theaters in small 

towns around Newark. "What’s the 

use?” he said to The Billboard motion 
picture editor. “If I take a chance on 
building up business in a town that 
never brought anything to the dis¬ 
tributors, I cannot make a success of 
It unless the exchanges give me some 
co-operation. The distributors of the 
big specials, particularly, are positive¬ 
ly indifferent to the exhibitor’s situa¬ 
tion.” 

BROADWAY RUNS FOR 
INDEPENDENT FILMS 

The value of the Broadway run 
seems to be generally acepted among 
both producers and exhibitors, and the 
inability of the independent producers 
to get Broadway showings for their 
pictures has continually been be¬ 
moaned. It looks now as tho this 
tightly-held monopoly on the Broad¬ 
way theaters is going to be broken. 

Plans are reported under way for the 
construction of a big picture theater 
at Fifty-first street and Seventh 
avenue—just off of Broadway and 
right along the new line that is being 
taken In building amusement places— 
and another big theater may soon rise 
on Broadway, above Fifty-third street. 

Those new’ theaters will have to use 
Independent productions, for the big 
producing corporations, like Famous 
Players-Lasky, Goldwyn-Cosmopolitan 
and First National, have their own 
houses. 

Once the independent productions 
get into the Broadway show’ing, money 
and prestige, the big companies will 
have things still less their own way. 

FILMS AND PLAYS COMPETE 
The legitimate producer no longer 

considers that the motion picture pro¬ 
duction of a play Is harmful to that 
play's success on the legitimate stage. 
Until recently no legitimate producer 
would consider allowing a motion pic¬ 
ture version of his play to be released 
while the play w’as still running. L.ast 
se.ison, however, Sam H. Harris per¬ 
mitted the picturizod "Nice People” to 
be exhibited at the same time that 
Francine Larrimore was appearing in 
it on the stage. 

Two stage productions of stories 
which will also be made into pictures 
are already set for the coming season. 
The only stii>ulation made in the con¬ 
tracts for the stage productions are 
that the i>icturizod versions shall not 
be relea.sed until a short while after 
the play has opened. These two 
"double" productions are “Faint Per¬ 
fume”, from Zona Gale’s novel, which 
Brock Pemberton will make ready for 
New York, and which will be made 
into a picture by the Preferred Pic¬ 
tures Corp., and Sabatinl’s ’’Scara- 
mouche”, which is to be one of Metro's 
biggest next season, and which will 
also be seen on the speaking stage, 
with Sidney Blackmer starred.

A Cosmopolitan Picture 

Often the best part of a novel is the 
detailed explanations of the involved 
p.sychology, the thoughts that govern 
actions, of the people th.it move thru 
the story.

THE BUSINESS SITUATION 
IT IS generally conceded that the chief handicap to the world’s in¬ 

dustrial and commercial proeress at present is the European po¬ 
litical situation. The renewed weaknes.s in foreign exchange, par¬ 

ticularly German marks, is indicative of the great uncertainty as to 
the outcome. The German m.irk dropped to a new low record this 
week and is now so near the vanishing point as to be scarcely worth 
quoting. The political Impas.se between France and Germany Js. of 
course, the chief hindrance to tranquillity abroad, and therefore the 
main obstacle to world prosperity. It seem.s that at no time since 
the signing of the armistice has the foreign situation been more acute 
or called for more careful handling. It is not to be wondered at, 
therefore, that general business thruout Europe should be depressed 
or that foreign currencies should decline. However, the darkest hour 
is Just before dawn, and an early ending of the vexatious question 
should surprise no one. 

Should the reparations problems be solved, there ■would be a very 
sudden awakening thruout all of industrial Europe. In fact, the re¬ 
motest corners of the world would benefit immeasurably by a real 
declaration of peace between France and Germany. It would be 
difficult to tell how far the economic rebound would go. The nations 
of Europe are hard up financially and Industrl-illy. They need about 
everything that Is manufactured. They have been living on a hand- 
to-mouth basis for the last nine years, until there is an accumulated 
demand for practically all of the necessities of life and for many of 
the luxuries. Wlien Europe Is once relieved of the present restraining 
Influences, the supplying of these needs will furnish the basis of a 
world prosperity that has never yet been realized. 

In view of the distressing situation abroad, it is Indeed remark¬ 
able that business in the United States should be of such an enormous 
volume. In a summary of business conditions for the year ended 
June 30, 1923, issued this week, the Federal ncserve Board s.ays tliat 
the rate of industrial recovery during the last two years has seldom 
been equ.iled in the business history of the country. This recovery, 
the report says, has not been confined to any particul.ar section, but 
extends among all linos of economic activity. Gross earnings of in¬ 
dustrial coritorations i» many cases are the largest in tlieir history. 
It is to be remembered, however, that plant capacity has been greatly 
increased within the last few years, and it is necessary that the mills 
and factories bo kept running close to capacity In order that they 
may mtike reasonable profits. Overhead expenses usually are rela¬ 
tively so high when operations are curtalloil to any exent that net 
profits dwindle or vanish altogether. Never before have manufac¬ 
turers found it so necessary to establish foreign outlets for their 
surplus products as at preseot. For “this reason. If for no other, a 
settlement of Europe’s troubh s would be most welcome to them.

This summer will mark the disbandment of one of the preatest 
and most complete artistic organizations of modern times; for 
after a two weeks’ enpagement in Paris. Serpe Diaphilev's Hallet 

Russe, as such, will cease to exist. The brilliant proup will po down 
with colors flyinp. for these last programs are devoted entirely to 
ballets with music by Stravinsky, and decors by l.earionoA’. Oontcha- 
rova and others of the advanced guard. 

Thirteen years have passed since the Ballet Russe first dazzletl 
theatergoers of Western Europe. It had fiourished in Russia for sev¬ 
eral decades prior to that time It was one of the few glories of the 
Tsarist rule. Each year the Government set aside a huge subsidy 
to meet the deficit incidental to an artistic enterprise conducted on 
so gigantic a scale. Rut this otherwis<» generous governmental 
patronage carried with it a serious handicap—bureaucratic insistence 
on adherence to tradition. Year in and year out the technique of the 
Taplioni scliool and the antiquated ballets of the repertoire formed 
a disheartening hindrance to the efforts of progressive choreographers. 

The visit of Isadora Duncan to Russia was beneficial, first as a 
breath of encouragement from the outside world, and later as a 
liaison when the Russians ventured abroad. Rut chief credit for the 
artistic liberation must go to Serge Diaphilev. This able and radical 
impresario obtained governmental permission to take many of the 
principals and half of the chorus on tour; .and it was during the 
early migrations in Western E]urope that they made tlieir greatest 
artistic advance. The ballets by Stravinsky, Prokofiev and other 
moderns not only were initiated away from home, but have not yet 
been given in Russia. 

There is a State ballet at present in Russia; but even tho it has 
the patronage and encouragement of the Soviet Government .ind is 
directed by the capable Michail Mordkin, it faces too many handi¬ 
caps to achieve artistic success. For the complicated machinery of 
ballet-production needs many material things, the cost of which is 
prohibitive in a destitute country. 

As soon as Diaghilev’s organization was free from the deaden¬ 
ing influences of its original .setting, it developed rapidly and along 
broad lines. It brought the art of the painter into the theater. The 
old conventions of flat backdrops and wings were treated in a neAv 
manner. On these limited surfaces Roerich. Anisfeld, Bakst. Golovin 
and Benoist, with their bold use of brilliant color, gave new life to 
stage decoration. The poetry of the dance was restored from long 
desuetude. Old-fashioned ballets, such as *’Les Syliihides", were 
relegated to the background and real dance-dramas were evolved. 
The ever-expanding repertoire of Diaphilev’s group did more to in¬ 
troduce to the Western World the music of Borodine. Rimsky-Kor- 
sakov, Liiidov. Tcherepnine. Balakirev and Stravinsky than the 
numerous performances of these works by symphony orchestras. I 
wonder whether Stravinsky’s whole development as a creative artist 
would have been so brilliant had he not' worked thru the medium of 
ballet-composition. —ARTHUR MOSS, in The Freeman.

“CARMEN” RUSSIANIZED 
IMPRESARIOS have for years thought that the operatic version of 

Prosper Merimee's romance, “Carmpn”, possessed one of the best 
librettos in the whole range of lyriC drama. The story of the 

French author has been consecutively and dramatically translated 
to the stage with the unique character of tl.p heroine presented in as 
many colors as the playwright possesses on his palette. Inevitably 
fewer in number than those of the novelist, but quite ns vivid. The 
enduring popularity of the work has been attributed as much to the 
drama of Meilhac and Halevy as to the inspired music of Georges 
Bizet. 

The public has shown an intlination to agree w’ith the managers 
in their estimate of the version made for the stage by the distin¬ 
guished collaborators. These two gifted writers put to their credit 
a number of successful plays. Possibly the most famous of them 
was ‘‘Frou Frou”, which held the stage for a score of years. It re¬ 
mains today, despite the change in fashions, a masterpiece in its 
school and a convincing picture of manners under the Second Empire. 

Xow the world is told that it has been wrong in its estimate of 
the libretto of "Carmen". Vladimir Xemirovitch Dantchenko. pro¬ 
ducer of the plays given by the Moscow Art Theater, which enjoyed 
such a triumphant visit to this country last winter, thinks that the 
work of Meilhac and Halevy may be much improved. He is even 
going to Spain in search of the necessary local color: he will remain 
there three weeks that the creation of Merimee may at last reach 
the stage In the form that will reproduce the spirit of the book. 

Russian art in every form has invaded the world during the last 
few years. It has burst its boundaries with the resistless force of 
unleashed waters. Russian painting. Russian dancing, which ■was in 
the vanguard: Russian acting. Russian singing. Russian sculpture, 
even Russian vaudeville, have been offered on every side. In one 
manifest.Ttion or another Russian art has been unavoidable even by 
those who wanted to escape from it. 

Now the most famous libretto in the repertory of modern opera 
is to be made over in the Russian spirit. —NEW YORK HERALD.

English Theater's War on Wireless 
The efforts of certain theatrical and musical interests to prevent 

artists from performing for the Broadcasting Company are still 
maintained. The former have refused to negotiate further until 

the Government agrees to appoint a representative of those interests 
on the Entertainment Committee—a matter with which, the Broad¬ 
casting Company points out, it, of course, has nothing to do. 

The latest Incident in the war is the letter sent by fifty London 
llstenors-in to a. London firm of concert agents who have threatened 
to bar at their concerts artists who sing for the wireless entertain¬ 
ments. These listeners-in have retorted by threatening to stop away 

from the company's concerts at the Queen's HalL The Queen's Hall 
seems to be the storm center of the controversy. 

The people who arrange the broadcasted entertainments which 
are given in a wonderful sound-proof room over the Embankment 
are not without resources. They have the help of singers who can 
afford to ignore the baa for one reason or another. They also employ 
people who have sweet voices but who have not the physical presence 
necessar>^- for appearance on the concert platform. 

The broadcasting people assert that the chief effect of the ban 
has been to put them to a lot of trouble in the arranging of their 
programs without seriously Injuring their attractiveness. 

One development may be the organization of a body of entertain¬ 
ers who work specially for broadcasting. Tliere may, in time to come, 
be a kind of wireless play written in r. sjiecial technique so as to 
express action from the dialog. 

The dispute is not about fees; I understand that the company is 
willing to pay fees at least as high as any other organization; it is 
due to the belief of some concert and theater managers that wireless 
will Injure their business, a statement which the company combats 
by a mass of evidence the other way. They say that hearing ap- 
jiiause over the wireless especially encourages the listeners-in to buy 
a ticket, and still more is this the case when the man at home hears 
nothing for ten minutes but shrieks of laughter over something 
haiijit-ning on the stage which the waves of ether cannot convey. 

The company's officials who arrange the programs have a diffi¬ 
cult job In catering for all tastes and temperaments and all sections 
of society. Any definite expression of opinion in a lecture or a speech 
is apt to bring shoals of indignant letters from people who hold other 
opinions. The word “patriotism" in a broacasted speech caused a 
violent protest, and no doubt the word “pacifism" would have the same 
effect The Broadcasting Company tries to be as comprehensive as 
possible and gives both sides—a speech on the air defenses of London 
one night and Philip Snowden on “Stop the War" another. Party 
politics are barred. —MANCHESTER GUARDIAN.

sona connected therewith are engaged in Immoral 
pursuits, or at which attractions are exliildtcd 

which affect tbe health or murals of the com- 
munlt.v. 

"Section 3. Any person who sliall participate 
In allowing or conducting an itineraut carnival 
herein prohibited shall he guilty of a misde¬ 
meanor and shall be punishable by a fine of 

not less than fifty (*M)) dollars or Imprison¬ 
ment In the county Jail or the eity workhouse 

not leae than thirty days nor more than three 
montba."

Europe, according to Frank \. Vanderlip, who 
was last week quoted by Dow. Jones & Com¬ 
pany as saying that the “wholesomeness of the 
business and h.-inking situations in the United 
States today is unprecedented.’’ 

*T.atK>r is more efficient than ever; In most 
Industries labor Is giving a greater day’s work; 
wages are high and undoubtedly will remain 
high; we have a lOO per cent purchasing power 

and pro<luetinn is going ahead at a high level. 
“To he sure, re<-<ntly there was a slight 

slowing up—wiiirh iiiti-t he vl4'wid favoratily— 
and it is safe to say that this conservatism, 

for conservatism it was, pr'-vented industry 

from being accelerated at too rapid a pace. 
Tijls conservative attitude on the part of husl- 

ness only means that our evident prosperity 
will be prolonged. 

“I flrniiy believe that, despite the small out- 
let to foreign countries of our enormous pro¬ 
duction. the United States can within Itself 

continue a prosperous nation. The recent Im¬ 
provement In industrial conditions bespeaks this 

fart. Within the last month business has b<*en 
unusually active and. more important, with all 
this huge prisluotion there has not been any 
speculative puc'hasing of conim'Hlities and over¬ 
buying of storks of materials and goods. 

“The country Is not. to my mind, facing 
any spirited business boom, but there will be. 
porh.nps, steady, orli-rly activity in all in¬ 
dustrial pursuits. The wealth of the country 

emphasizes the fact that .\merica hers.df c.in 
enjoy exceptional prosperity, notwithstanding 

what Is going on In Europe. Not only la lah<ir 
more efficient, hut modrrnized methods of manu- 
farture and agriculture tell of the business 

strides this country enjoys. 

“Despite all the Industrial actiyity. the po¬ 
tential credit expanding power of the country 

has not been touched. The banks are In a 
position to meet still larger credit demands, as 

they are now holding several billloB dollars* 
worth of investment securities.’’ 

Mr. Vanderlip said be was not so optimistic 
over the foreign situation and expressed doubt 
that France would yield at present In the 
rontroversy growing out of the Ruhr sitiiati' n. 

but. he said, “we here In .\merlca can cer¬ 
tainly continue to go ahead, considering our 
enormous wraith, if the Enmi'cans ran get 
.il ng.” —NFW YORK TIMES.

Leave”. At the New York Theater In Ixindon, in the fall of 1906, he produced 

the comic opera. “Amasis", and the following year, in conjunction with Frederic 
Harrison, he presented “Sweet Kitty Bellairs” at the Haymarket, appearing him¬ 
self as Colonel Villlers. The year 1906 found him playing James Mortimer In 
“The Thnnderbolt", a part he later resumed at the New Theater (Century) In 
New York. That same year he appeared at the Aldwych Theater as Csptsln 
ivilliams in “Paid in Fnll”, and later at the Lyric as Pistol In “Henry V". In

Hia most recent work had 
been the teaching of stndenhi of Shakespeare at New York University, where ho 
was a member of the facnlty, and during the season Just past he took part In 

the Theater Gntld’a prodnetionn of “He Who Oeta Slapped”, “R. D. R.'*, “The 
Adding Machine’’ and “What the Public Wanta”, also directing the last-men¬ 
tioned piece. In addition to thin be fonnd time to coach the Philolexion, Colombia 
University's dramatic club. In its production of “Jullua Caesar" a» the Town Hall. 

Two week* ago he completed an arduon* production of "Ton Never Can Tell" 
with students of New York University, playing his accustomed role of the Waiter. 
At the same time he was ergsged In rehearsals of ‘Thfldren of the Moon", In 
which he was to have appeared as a principal on Ita premiere In White Plains, 

N. Y., this week.
