properly be called a satirical fantasy. 

The story can only be Indicated by the briefest 
octllne, for the Incidents which make up the 

play are far too nnmerons to write of In de¬ 
tail. We aee a young composer, a man of real 
talent who wants to write symphonies, reduced 

to writing orchestrations of popular songs for 

a living. He is a helple«8 sort of Individual 

and a girl acrosa tho hall from his apartment 
looks after -ome of the particalit ies of hou-e- 
keeping for him. Inclden'ally, they arc qnite 

In love with each other A gari'h. rich family 

from the comiK.-cr's home town wander in for 

tea and do their best to make a match be¬ 
tween the o' mirt ser and their daughter. They 

want him to chuek his music and become a 
business man. When they leave, he Is advised 

by a friend to marry the girl and her money, 
thus assuring himsoif sub-istence and perhaps a 
chance to write real music. He succumbs to 

the influence of a sle<p!ng draught and dreams 
what would hapr-en to him if he married into 
this Impossible family. 

TTils gives the authors a chance to poke keen,

Chicago. Feb. 18.—Various book* 
ing agenta are complaining of the 
alleged dearth of vaudeville acts in 
Chicago. These agents claim there 
is almost no new production of 
acts, and that therefore there is 
little of a new nature to offer. Ar¬ 
tistes say there is a good act stand¬ 
ing in the mouth of every Loop 
alley, out of work and wanting to 
work. The artistes admit that some 
of the good acts are working at as 
low as $1.25 a show, four shows a 
day. It is claimed that the agents, 
instead of encouraging production 
by paying fair saliries, have dis¬ 
heartened production tendencies b7 
a general cut in salaries. 

Onlookers long experienced in 
vaudeville and its peculiarities say 
that unless those in a position to do 
Fj wake up and increase artistes’ 
salaries and encourage production, 
vaudeville is slated for ruin. Even 
at the Palace it is claimed acts are 
repeated so often and similir acts 
offered so much that the effect has 
not been good on business. They 
say Sophie Tucker wae held here 
several weeks and many famous 
acts two and three weeks in order 
to preserve the business equilibrium, 
and for that purpose alone. It is 
further claimed that even popular 
bands on the closing spot fail to 
hold the crowds satisfactorily for 
the reason that there are so many 
of them.

Thruout his testimony Mulieri, it seemed, 

msde it a point to stress Weber's insistence 
upon running the affairs of the M. M. P. U., 

particularly when it came to negotiating wage 

scales with the New York theatrical managers. 
Mulieri told how in IOlK) Weber assumed the 

duty of adjusting musicians* wages with the 

New York two-a-day bouses and how the mem- 

iH-rs of the M. M. P. U, accepted this adjust¬ 
ment under protest. 

Time after time when Tony, in answering a 
•juevtion pill to him by counsel, would launch 

into a lengthy explanation with Incidental inter- 
iMiIations Seabury would interpose with the 

remark that the witness was too much inclined 

to regaling the court with oratory. Despite 
thes«- frequent objections Mulieri, in the lan¬ 

guage of the anion rostrum, described how 
Weber allegedly sought to subjugate the recal¬ 

citrant membera of the M. M. P 0. board of 

directors by threats to oust the local and fail¬ 

ing in this resorted to bringing the courts to 
>iis aid. 

Finkelstein Expulsion Started It 
The rebellion against Weber's alleged dic¬ 

tatorship that had been simmering for some 

time came to a climax, Mulieri testfSed. with 

the expulsion of Chairman Sam Finkelstein 
from the M. M. P. C. board of directors on 

the ground that he bad been obstructing the 
affairs of the board. Tony quoted Finkelstein 

as telling the board of directors that he was 
taking his orders irom Weber and not from 

the local and boasting that be had enough in¬ 

fluence with the federation to “deprive them 
(the members of the board) of making a liv¬ 

ing." A Supreme Court order, sponsored by 

AVeber, put Finkelstein back on the board, 
Mulieri declared. 

Tony then related how his organization, Loral 
810. received a letter from Joe Weber July 7. 

1921. Informing It that by Its expulsion of 
Finkelstein Local 310 had plaied Itself in con¬ 

tempt of the federation and was accordingly 
expelled from the national Ivsly. This move, 

the witness said, was followed by the obtain¬ 

ing of an order from Supn-roe Court Justice 
Bijnr staying Weber's order of expulsion. 

During the course of a spirited colloquy be¬ 

tween counsel at this point Congre-sman Fitz¬ 
gerald compared Weber’s meiliod of expelling 

Local 310 with the caste relations in GiTmany 

before the war, when, he said, a civilirn who 
incurred the displeasure of a soldier on the 

stre<-t was liable to h.avtng a siber run thru 

him. “The Congressman,’* Seabury retorted, 

"forgeta he is not on the floor of Congress, 
tint in a court of law. What he sa.is, Your 

Honor understands. Is merely his characteriza¬ 

tion '* “Yes," put In the court, smiling, “I'm 
Ju-t listening.” 

\Vliat always riled Weber, Mulieri said, was 
tile tact that the M. M. P. C. had its owu 

Sta'e charter, which gave the organization its 

iiiileiH>ndence from the national body; this 

situation at one time giving rise to Web<-r'B 

ch.irge that members of the M. M. P. D. 

were “biding behind" this document. 

Mulieri relitcd how he attended a convention 
of ilie national organization in St. Paul May 

M. 1921, at the expressed request of Weber, as 
tile M. M. P. C. had failed to elect any dele- 
gatib to the meeting. His mission, the wit¬ 

ness said, was to describe to the convention 

the situation in New Y’ork and tell wliat W’eber 
bad done to get the New York musicians an 
equitable wage scale and how well he had 
treated the rebellious members of the M. &L 
P. U.

Fifty and Seventy-Five-Dollar-a-Week Actors 

Cause of Failures, Declares a Well- 
Known Actor and Director 

Dear Mr. Nelson—I prefer not to Lave my strong 
name signed to this letter, and I believe you owner 
will see the reason for It after you have read it. 

In my twenty-five years in the business I 
have never written an article to The Itillboard 

and do nut know as thl.s one will be of any 
valne. Am writing it more to encourage others 
who are backward or bashful and who may 

have belpful and constructive ideas. 

I have seen so much recently on “The Decline 
of Dramatic Stock" and reasons for that de¬ 
cline. I think a much better name for present 

dlffii olties would be “The Manhandling of Dra¬ 
matic Stock". 

During the war it is a well-known fact that 
the public would buy arything, and that seems 

to be the opinion of many of today, which is a 

sad mi-take for them and more so for the 
acters they engage. 

As it appears to me, the moment a coal 

dealer, clothing dealer or any kind of a busi¬ 

ness man gets the idea he would like to be 
manager of a stock company (easy money) Uc 

starts to dig up a bouse. The house owwr says 
hfty.fifty split. You take all the risks, not know¬ 

ing the g«me. Mr. Would-Iie Manager falls 

for something be hasn't one chance in a thou¬ 

sand of winning under, which makes it hard for 

t!>e real manager who knows better but cannot 

get a bouse unless be knuckles to such an 
absurd handicap. 

Now Mr. Would-Be goes to the play broker to 
see about bis plays and listens to the wonder¬ 

ful stories of bow they will pack bis bouses, and 

the price—well usually about two to three times 
what they are worth to any manager and the 

price the same to the small town as to the 
large city. The brokers are wondering why so 

many small-town stocks are closing. I think 
if they would clean house they would have no 
trouble in finding one of the big reasons. 

For example: I cannot very well mention the 
company or the play, hut I was with the com- 

pmy. The manager wrote in for the royalty 
on a play that is at least twenty years old, and 
the reply was one hundred dollars. 1 ask any¬ 

one who know •, could tliat play be worth It to 
anyone!' 1 don't think so. 

I’l-rhaps Mr. Would-He sits down and takes 
stock of tilings, and the next move is to get 
the tompany, .\h, now comes another reason 
for failure, for he decides, "i must bt'gin to 

cut expenses or I won't make any money. It 

Isn't a iiuestion of how good an acting company 
I can get, but where can 1 get people «'.* 
will work for forty or fifty doll irs, with tlie 
limit for 'leads' seventy-five dollars. Oh, yes, 

they must dress their p.irts. I don't care if 
they can act or not as long as they can dres« 

and are goodlooking, tiie p-jl.lic will buy them.” 

Then I.e wonders why he fails. Ob, the 

public doesn’t know w!.at it wants, he says, 

liut it dws, and that something is what he 
hasn't given—real actors and actre<8<a. 

Now, don't misunderstand me. I am not 
aga.n-t new Mood; we have to have it to live, 
1 wlieii I started the company was made up 
• f r iiiguio'd artist I, and ueweomers had to 
pl'iy liits while they learned to act. Today tlie 

iiev.i Olliers ofttinies play leads as long as they 
e.u iliess, are goodlcxiking and will work for 

tlie manager's salary, regardlevs of whether 
till y have had any experienee or not. The nnslern 

ti. lid seems to be, the more you know about 

your business the less salary you are worth. 

Now, we will say, Mr. Would-Be Is all set 

to go. Knowing nothing alKiiit a stuik com- 

p.iny, nothing of its traditions or successful 

met hods of advertising, he simply says: “.Yll 
1 have to do is open my door and the public 

will llot'k In.” Perhaps they do for awhile, but

we are Just as strong for Uerk personally now 
a* we ever were, but Ilerk Is evidently not as 
strong fur us personally. In former times we 
were his confidant, and if there was anything 
worth publishing relative to the old American 
fircu t we got it, and got it hot off the grid, 

but those days have gone, for since Issy got 
that awful slam from the “nnits" be has as¬ 
sumed the attitude of a “clam”, and as we can 
not get anything from him for publication we 

must of necessity get it from other sources. 
At that, we feel that we are still giving Ilerk 
our support in Jiis efforts to make the M. B. A. 
bigger and better by keeping him advised as 
to the kind of shows the producers are putting 
on in the name of Mutual Burlesque. 

It has taken the Columbia Amusement Com- 
pany twenty-odd ye.ars to attain the position 
that It now bolds In burlesque, and It’s illogical 

to presume tliat another and newer circuit can 
compete with it along the same lines. 

The old .\merican Circuit was an adopted 
child of the Columbia Circuit and acted as a 

do so. It's only logical to assume that the 
producers will make an effort to Improve their 
shows for their repeats, in replaelng mediocre 
prlnclpsls with others better qualified to pre¬ 

sent better burJe8«|ue: and If the increase to 
producers warrants the payment of $■'!<• weekly 
to choristers it will tend to further Improve 
the shows on the r»*peats. and induce the 

cliorlsters to come back again next season in¬ 
stead of seeking I.IO weekly elsewhere. 

It Is nonsensical for anyone to presume that 
anyone in burlesque is anxious for the down¬ 
fall of the Mutual Burlesque Assooiatinn. or 
its booking of shows and bouses on the Mutual 
Circuit. That statement may ariwar somewhat 
Incongruous In view of the fact that Ilerk evi¬ 
dences a desire to war on the Columbia by 
booking bouses and shows in cities heretofore 
playing Columbia Burlesque exclusively, for it 
is ouly logical to assume that the Columbia 
resents the lll-advi«ed intnislon, especially in 
view of the faci that Indianapolis, Rochester 
and Toronto are not at all profitable to both. 
But. be that as It may, the Coiurnbta is not 

enthusiastic over the prospective Columbia Bur¬ 
lesque Junior Circuit, and it’s hardly likely 

that it will endorse that proposition nnles* 
fo'ced to do so for Its own protection. It's not 
too late even now for Ilerk to show a reversal 

of form and forestall the organization of another 
circuit by a better booking arrangement. 

We have good and sufficient reasons to be¬

ABNOLD KOBFF and Sir John Martin-Harvsy have something In common In 

l-eir methisl of delivery. The EoKlisb actor has more distinctive speech and 
m*ire ri-nvirkable vo< al organs. But Mr Kurd has some of Sir J Martin- 

Harvey'a r*"4iiijn<'e and some of hls sense of fluent delivery in the vowel sounds.

E'or an orchestral <-ouduetor to offer such raiUsIorous music to an 
audience accustomed to fragrant music la—well, what would happ-'U to the owner 
of a iverfumery store if he sold to his 1 ustomers bottles of that sort of thing in 
place of the fragrant flower esscucea ffem the Uiviera or ILoumania? How long 
would his t'uslnis. last? 

Bepeatedly I have expressed my opinion that music Is a dying art. The 
cacephonlsts are doing th. .r la st to Iner. as,- the number of empty binehcs in our 
concert balls, which la already dis-iiiietingly large. _

NEGRO SPIRITUALS 
By NAN BAGBY STEPHENS 

(Author of “Roseanne”, in which “spirituals” play an important part) 

Recent customs of including at least one Negro spiritual on <xms-»-rt programs 
has fiimiliarized the puolie with s»r,gR long hidden from tiny hut the Soutln-rii 
people who. having always a<-eejit«-d them as part of the very fiber of their 

existeiii-e. did not ret-ogniae tbeir full value. 
For many years tlie slave songs, earapmeeting tunes and the real spirituals of 

Ihe church service were pasaed from father to son literally b.v word of mouth. 
Gradually they came to b« regarded as worth reeordfng. It is eminently fitting that 
men of the Xeero Iliiee—llurk-igh. Cideridge-Taylc.-, Carl Difon and others- -sliould 
tie the first to aotiuaiut the mu-ie lovers of America with the songs of their own 
people. 

There are as many different dialects among the Kegiu*.s as there are in the 
various «e<-tions of Italy. . . . 

The same holds true with Negro music. The song of the Coast Negro as lie 
sells shrimps or bananas is different, not so much in the actual intervals ns in tlu- 
(-adem-es and rhythm. The Negro of the Louisiana wharves shows plainly the tn- 
tlueiK-e of tiie E'reneli In his gay tunes, that of the Florida Negr.i. the Spanish lilt 
strangely mixed with the minor Intervals of his own race. Perhaps the bi-it «-i- 
ample of Negro music can lie found in the plantation songs of Georgia, Alabuniu sud 
Mississippi. There lias b«-eu no foreign influence here. The music Is elemental, 
pl.-iintive, almost weird. The intervals are not on the keyboard of our pianos. If 
the Negro music were actually written as it sounds, it would be a now scale with 
new intervals that would astonish the ultra-modernists. . . . 

Spirituals, tx-ing the elemental music of the Race, are simple. They nr- not 
suited to the elaborations of a concert achievement, as some com|K>sers seem to 
think. Their bi-auty is so sincere, tbeir apiH-al so direct, that they need uu em 
bellishment. 

To bear them at their liest one should puss by some small country c-burch and 
listen to the singing from a distnnec. . . . 

Rhythm is the foundation of their music, of their g|)ee<;h, of their motion. . . . 
The words of their spirituals seldom mem what the mu-k- makes of them, but 

we accept them as fitting without exactly knowing why. The songs must not Is- 
analyzcd if one would keep tle.ir value. 

Lust spring I had the privilege of attending a service at E'isk University 111 

Nashville, where three hundred singers delighted us with spirituals sung with that 
rare quality of voice, that siiniilie.ty and id.-i.iitive tenderness of the old plantation 
Negro. It is u great contribution to our music of .Vmeriea that these songs are 
being preserved us Race music by the Negrois themselves. The si bool at lu-kegee. 
Ala., founded by Booker Wasliiugtoii, has a large diori.s and a bind whi.-h travels 
thru the South, giving com-erts not only in the Negro eliiir.-hes but in llieeoneirt halls 
of the larger (-ities. It is hard to estimate the intliien.-e of such orgunizulions in 
contributing toward greater music for .Amerk-u. If eii.-h -eelion of our eouiilry w-ere 
taught the value and significance of it« own parti.-ular miisi.- and foUoweil the ex¬ 
ample of the Negro choruses, we should have a foundation of folk iinisie which would 
quickly develop into national value. —NEW YORK TRIBUNE.

The State Siii.ite a few days ago rejeeted, 
by u vole of 111 to 17, the tViIlls bill, which 
had for Us object the repeal of the law where¬ 
by fairs In all parts of the State are allowed 
to have games of ehame on eondii'on that 
they give something of lutriiislo va.ite to the 
persons taking ehanees. The bill sought to 
have such games wholly elitiiinated. 

Beveral timendments were olTered and all were 
rejei-ted exeejit one by Senator Gttnn, which 
sought to change the ptirisise of the measure 
and to retitiire the promoters of such games 
to give somethitig to each iH-rson taking a 
chance. That was adopted. After the adoption 
of the Gunn amendment the bill was in¬ 
definitely postponed. 

Several senators agreed that there was no 
need of any more law, hut that if the otfioers 
of the counties and cities did their full duty 
every iterson who operated an unlawful game 
cotild l»e placed in Jail. The law applied, tln-y 
contended, to church fairs and the like, and 
one waa as much u game of chance as the 
other.
